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Bootlegging in Floyd 
WideOpen~JuryTold 
Help from Nunn 
May Be Sought, 
Judge Indicates 

"Bootlegging in Floyd county is the most 
wide..open I have ever seen," Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley told the grand jury which he 
had empanelled Tuesday morning for 
service at the September criminal term of 
court. 

"Whether they blame me, or the Com­
monwealth's Attorney, or the County At­
torney, the Sheriff must take his part of the 
blame,, he added. 

Judge Conley told the jury that if it can 
find evidence that any official is not doing 
his duty, or is doing something he should 
not be doing, it should indict. 

In his opening statement to the jury he 
said, "I have served as County Attorney, 
Commonwealth's Attorney and as Circuit 
Judge and I have never seen crime on the 
move in this county as it is now." He 
pointed out that the grand jury has four 
murder cases to investigate and that 
"whiskey goes into every one of them." 

Judge Conley indicated that Goverqor 
Nunn may be asked to supply plainclothes 
officers to operate in this county, "if we 
can't get some law~nforcement." 

Those listed for petit jury service vacated 
the courtroom while the grand jury was 
being addressed. This was done, Judge 
Conley, explained, to avoid the hearing by 
trial jurors of statements which might be 
prejudicial to any defendant. 

Conley rapped those who have sought to 
avoid jury service. ''If," he said, "our 
people don't want juries, maybe it will 
come to something else-a judge, perhaps, 
or two or three judges, to pass on 
cases ... Some people who hold down daily 
jobs have told me they were too sick to 
serve on the jury ... " 

Judge Conley said he had received bet­
ween 60 and 70 telephone calls and personal 
visits from persons offering excuses.

During July, 8,108 low-income persons in 
Floyd county received food stamps valued 
at $199,893, Commissioner of the Depart­
ment of Economic Security, Merritt S.

This record compares to the 7,780 who 
received food stamps worth $191,308 during 
July, a year ago. 

During June of this year, 7,665 in this 
county received food stamps at a cost of 
$189,074. 

Kentucky's 72-county Food Stamp 
Program has experienced tremendous 
growth during the past year. During July 
279,390 low-income Kentuckians received 
food stamps valued at $7,007,976. In July 
1970, 217,968 persons received food stamps 
worth $5,413,272.

Fanning again delayed handing down an 
opinion. 

Alter hearing the motion that the in­
junction against picketing be dismissed and 
arguments by attorneys in the case, Judge 
Fanning announced that he had more 
research to do at the University of Ken­
tucky library before rendering a decision. 

This phase of the long contention between 
Martin residents and the school board 
began after picketing was stopped at the 
Martin school by a temporary restraining 
order granted by Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley. When Judge Fanning earlier failed 
• rule in the matter, the case was taken to 
lie Kentucky Court of Appeals and later to 
federal court. Both courts declined to act. 

There is a possibility, it was said here this 
week, that the Martin group again will seek 
action in the higher state court or m 
federal court.

Jaill9-Year-Oid 
Donald Newsom 
In Wife's Death 

Nineteen-year-old Donald D. Newsome, 
of the Middle Creek section, was in jail here 
Monday, held for Indiana authorities on 
charges of first degree murder and arson. 

He was arrested last Friday afternoon by 
Deputy Sheriff Virgil Conn as he sat in a 
Prestonsburg barber shop. The warrant for 
his arrest was sworn out by investigators 
from the Indiana state ftre marshal's office 
and the state Arson Division. 

The charges against young Newsome 
arose from the June 20 explosion-fire at a 
farmhouse near Plymouth, Ind., in which 
Newsome's wife, Dolly Belle Newsome, 
was fatally burned. 

Return of Newsome to Indiana depends 
upon his agreeing to extradition or, if he 
reiuses, on issuance of a writ of extradition 
by Kentucky Governor Nunn. 

Indiana authorities became suspicious, it 
was said, when they learned Newsome 
himself was not injured, although his wife 
was burned over 80 per cent of her body. 
Officers who were at his recent questioning 
here quoted him as saying his wife entered 
the home of her sister, Mrs. Sally Ray, at 
night and that the explosion came as he was 
entering the door. The Ray family was not 
at home at the time. Newsome said his wife 
switched on the light in the room and then 
struck a cigarette lighter. The explosion 
followed. 

A half-filled gasoline can was found in the 
room.

ARC Okehs $155~400 
For Lalie Camp Road 

U. S. Senators Cooper and Cook an­
nounced last week that the Appalachian 
Regional Commission has approved a grant 
of $155,400 to assist in the construction of an 
access road to serve the Goble's Branch 
campground and Jenny Wiley State Park. 

The 1.5 miles of road, which is planned to 
branch out from the main Lake road into 
and through the camping area, will cost an 
estimated $222,000. 

Construction of the road is one of the 
prerequisites to fuli development of the 
camping area, which at this time provides 
only camping of the primitive type. 

Land in the Goble Branch area was 
acquired several months ago by the U. S. 
Corps of Engineers and then leased to the 
Kentucky Department of Parks, for a 
modern camping ground. But the project 
has been delayed while two approaches to 
the development have been under study. 
One of these, advocated by Former Parks 

Commissioner James Host, would have 
authorized development of the area by 
private interests operating under a lease 
agreement with the state. The other would 
have the state finance and operate the 
camping facility. 

It was indicated recently that ~ork will 
be started in time to have the area 
available to campers, next season. The site 
was heavily used this year, although 
samtary facilities were on the primitive 
side. 

Also to be used in connection with the 
Goble Branch campground is the former 
Camp Chatterawha, the Girl Scout 
property overlooking the Goble Branch 
arm of Dewey Lake, which was acquired 
about two years ago by the state. 

The camping area on the Stratton Branch 
arm of the lake was closed this year, and 
the only central campsites in use were at 
Goble Branch and German.

Cochran Dorsey 
Victim Saturday; 
Girl Is Wounded 

Edwin Cochran Dorsey, formerly of 
Prestonsburg, was shot to death on his 20th 
birthday Saturday night at Owensboro by a 
gunman who later raped and shot young 
Dorsey's date, Miss Connie Sue Jones, 18. 

Young Dorsey, a ministerial student at 
Kentucky Wesleyan College, Owensboro, 
was the son of Dr. Harold W. Dorsey, a 
former pastor of the First United Methodist 
Church here, and Mrs. Dorsey. 

Michael Allen Land, 22, of Owensboro, 
was arrested at his home, early Sunday 
morning and was held in the Daviess 
County jail on charges of murder, rape and 
shooting and wounding. No bond was 
allowed, pending arraingnnent. The ac­
cused man, it was said, was married and 
was the father of two young children. 

Friends here of the Dorsey family said 
they were told young Dorsey and Miss 
Jones had attended a birthday dinner in his 
honor at her parents' home and later had 
driven to a park, near the college campus, 
and were sitting in Dorsey's car when Land 
arrived and at gunpoint forced entrance to 
the auto. From the park he forced Dorsey to 
drive toward a nearby lake. 

In the vicinity of the lake Land forced 
young Dorsey from the car and shot him in 
the side of the face and head with a blast 
from a-2().gauge shotgun. Death resulted 
almost instantly. The slayer then took the 
girl on to the Jake, there beat and raped her, 
then returned to the murder scene and 
forced Miss Jones into his car, this report 
says. 

When Land stopped for a traffic light, 
sometime around 2 a.m. Sunday, Miss 
Jones jumped from the car and fled. Land 
fired a shot at her as she ran, some pellets 
striking the girl in the back of her head. She 
was later listed in fair condition at the 
Owensboro-Dav!ess County Hospital. 

The Rev. Dorsey was pastor of the Flnt 
United Methodist Church here from 1953 to 
1960, going from here to the Methodist 
pastoute at Pf,.cvilla b.<" Jre his transf..- to 
the Danville district where he became 
district superintendent. He is now pastor of 
Epworth Methodist Church, Lexington. The 
victim of the shooting was the Dorseys only 
child. 

Funeral services for young Mr. Dorsey 
were conducted at 2 p.m. Tuesday from 
Epworth Methodist Church, Lexington. 
Burial was made in Shelby county. 

The family requested that in lieu of 
flowers contributions be made through the 
local church to establish a Cochran Dorsey 
memorial scholarsl1ip fund at Kentucky 
Wesleyan.

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ALC Students Ponder 
Area Environment 

Pippa Passes, Ky .. ·Air, water and soil 
pollution are disturbing concerned citizens 
all over the nation, and the students at >\lice 
Uoyd College are searching for solutions to 
these problems. 

In a one-month environmental biology 
course being taught at the college by John 
Buckhouse, students are familiarizing 
themselves with the details of the pollution 
crises which particularly affect their home 
areas. They are learning to see the 
relationships between the predominant 
natural resources in eastern Kentucky­
water, timber and coal-and the life styles 
of men and animals here. 

As an important part of the course, 
students are choosing a particular en· 
vironmental problem facing Appalachia 
today. They are relying heavily on personal 
experience such as working in a coal mine 
or a wild life conservation program, along 
with library and textbook materials. 
Among topics chosen for research are strip 
mining, stream pollution. the effect of high­
way conditions on pollution control, and 
how poverty may be related to wildlife 
destruction.

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Protection of Innocent Lives 
Is Important, Too 

There is, we are told, a principle of law which holds that it is better 
that a hundred guilty men go free than for one innocent to suffer 

The nobility of a principle which recognizes the importance of 
protecting the innocent is easily recognizable. But 1n these days 
when the criminal apparently gets more than his full share of JUStice 
and mercy another tenet needs adoption. 

This would, in effect read: Better that a hundred criminals spend 
their lives in prison than for one innocent to suffer through their 
release to commit further crimes. 

The wanton and brutal murder last Saturday of young Cochran 
Dorsey, a former Prestonsburg resident, at Owensboro points up the 
need for responsibility to the innocent. The killer. we are told, had~ 
criminal record. Somebody had made it possible for him to be free to 
commit another and greater crime. 

Perhaps a greater responsibility should be placed on those who 
loose such criminals on the public. If judges, parole boa~ds and 
others were required to share, somehow, in the criminal's gu1lt when 
he commits another crime after gaining his freedom at their hands, 
the protection of society would gain importance ~qual to th~ over­
weening ambition on the part of officials to rehabilitate the cnmmal. 

To protect those who need protection most, the law may need to 
become harsh, in some such manner as thts: . 

If a judge turns free a drunken driver to careen. down a hl.ghway 
and to take innocent lives, let the official feel the stmg, fma.nc1ally or 
otherwise. If a felon is freed from prison and then turns h1s hand to 
murder, let the parole board feel the burden of t~at cnme. . 

It is a lofty principle. that of protecting the mnocent agamst 
penalty of the law. Considering the value of onehuman l1fe, a nobler 
principle is that of protecting the lives of the 1nnocent agamst the 
criminal.

Health Chief Sees 
New TB Cases Drop 

State Health Commissioner William 
McElwain has predicted a dramatic 
reduction in new cases of tuberculosis in 
Kentucky although the state currently has 
one of the nation's highest TB rates. 

U.S. Public Health Service figures show 
Kentucky's 870 new cases of active TB in 
1970 rank fourth in the nation behind 
Hawaii, Alaska and Alabama. 

But McElwain said Kentucky so far this 
year has about 25 per cent fewer cases than 
last and predicted the commonwealth will 
have no more than 700 cases this year, 
passing six states in TB control. 

He credited the decrease with concerted 
drives in tuberculosis treatment and 
control over the past two years.

Chief judge 
at Nuernberg 
dies at 90 

MALMESBURY, England (AP) -
Lord Oaksey, presiding judge of the 1946 
NU'el"nberg war crimes trial that sen· 
tenced leading Nazis to death, died Satur· 
day, his family announced yesterday. He 
was 90. 

As chairman of the allied panel of 
judges, Oaksey pronounced death sen~ 
tences on Marshal Hermann Goering, 
Foreign Minister Joachim von Ribben· 
trop and nine others convicted of war 
crimes in World War II. 

Oaksey died at his couritry home in 
Malmesbury, 75 miles west of London, 
where he had retired as a Lord Justice 
of Appeal to raise prize-winning catUe. 

The son of a lord chief justice, Oaksey 
often spoke out in the House of Lords 
against leniency to criminals. "The prime 
and immedite object of punishment is 
the protection of the public," he said. "It 
is possible to think too much of the re· 
form of the criminal."' 

In his first speech. in the House of 
Lords, he cited the death penalty, hard 
labor and whipping as tho greatest de­
terrents to crime. 

Oaksey was appointed Lord Justice of 
Appeal, a high judicial post, in 1944 dur· 
ing World War I!.

bfficial Would 
Prevent Reducing 
Drunk Driving Charge 

Arther E. Beard, executive director of 
the Kentucky Traffic Safety Coordinating 
Committee, has recommended changes in 
state traffic laws to prevent judges from 
reducing drunken driving charges. 

He made the recommendations while 
preparing for a regional alcohol 
reeducation workshop at Jenny Wiley State 
Park. 

Beard recommended the revocation of 
license period for first-time drunken 
driving offenders be reduced from six 
months to 90 days while the current fine 
($100-$500) be retained. 

He said the current six months 
revocation is reportedly considered too 
severe in the courts, leading some judges to 
reduce charges.

Folklore 
FOLK PSYCHOLOGY 

Incidents otherwise puzzling often seem 
clear when viewed in the light offolklore. A 
case in point is the Floyd Collins disaster. 
Many another man has lost his life in a cave 
or a mine, but somehow no one else has 
appealed so strongly to the folk imagination 
as did this otherwise unknown Kentucky 
cave explorer. The tragedy appealed to all 
sorts of people, was soon interpreted in 
several ballads, and within a few years has 
acquired all the necessary elements to ally 
it with deeds of bonnie Barbara Allen or 
Robin Hood and his merry men. 

In spite of education, people are still of 
the folk when they fear. For a whole af­
ternoon I rowed around in a boat searching 
for the body of one of my students who had 
lost his life while trying to save a young 
woman from drowning. On the seat in front 
of me Jay the clothes of the young man, 
which had previously been cast into the 
turbulent river by some well-meaniog 
person in the hope or belief that they would 
go down where the body was to be found. I 
need hardly say that the body was not found 
in this way, but I suspect that the person 
who tried the experiment will not 
remember this if fear again comes in this 
guise. 

Scientists have always had trouble in 
getting a proper hearing for certain 
quadrupeds, birds, and plants. The pioneer 
seems to have regarded all nature as for 
him or against him. If a thing did not yield 
immediate assistance, it should be 
destroyed . The snake, for example, was 
and is only partially bad; most species that 
live in America are neutral or even 
beneficial. The terror inspired by the 
copperhead or the rattlesnake made all 
snakes venomous; anyway, did not Satan 
disguise himself in this form, and did not 
the Lord condemn him to be spurned by the 
heel of man? The hawks in our own day are 
a race paying the penalty of a very few 
species that are predatory. Sometimes one 
almost despairs of uprooting a prejudice 
against certain things of nature, so long 
have men unreasoningly condemned whole 
species unheard. 

Why do certain customs persist? For 
example, why do people continue to 
practice charms against disease, or death, 
or the evil eye, or wild animals? In spite of 
education and science we are still more 
guided by primitive feelings than by 
thought. Since all of us are likely to suffer 
certain ills, there has grown up a body of 
quackeries and nostrums that staggers 
belief. The charms of other days, like the 
assafoetida bag, may not be so plentiful as 
they were; but patent medicines are 
enriching their makers because of 
recurrent ills in humanity and a consequent 
breakdown of acquired knowledge. Night 
air is still feared, even U1ough some of the 
people who pull down their window at night 
have gone to the trouble to have screens. 
And though most people take the medicine 
left by the physician or sent from the 
drugstore, other remedies, hallowed by 
memory and usage, are as common as 
ever. Catnip tea has never lost its 
popularity; those who have given it to their 
children probably have not reasoned that 
some warm water might have done as well. 
Civilization is, after all, pretty largely a 
matter of actions anJ thoughts that are 
constant and persistent; when we become 
passive, we unconsciously fall back on folk 
thinking and folk reasoning.

To Start This Month 

Two-County Waste Disposal 
Program Gains ARC Approval 

Hopes for an effective solid waste 
disposal program for Floyd and Pike 
counties brightened recently with the 
approval by the Appalachian Regional 
Commission of preliminary plans for the 
two-county project. 

program can be activated earlier than that. 
The basic plan, which subsequently was 

changed, was prepared by Spinclletop 
Research, Lexington. Kentucky Program 
Development personnel and the Big Sandy 
Area Development office have gigured 
prominently in the work, along with county 
and health department officials.

LIVESTOCK 
BUYERS A major effort to discover new reserves 

of natural gas in rock formations deep in 
the Appalachian area will get under way 
this month when Columbia Gas Trans­
mission Corporation will start drilling a 
test well in Harvey district of Mingo 
county. The well location is 14 miles west of 
Logan. 

W. B. Osbourn, director of exploration 
and development at the company's 
Charleston, W.Va. headquarters, said the 
well will penetrate to the "basement"-the 
granite layer which is found at depths 
ranking from 5,000 to 25,000 feet. "Total 
depth of this well is expected to be 17,000 
feet, but it could be as much as 20,000 feet," 
he said. 

The well is projected to be the deepest 
ever drilled by a Columbia Gas System 
member in the Appalachian area. United 
Fuel Gas Company, whose operations were 
taken over on July 1 by Columbia Gas 
Transmission, drilled its deepest well to 
13,172 feet in Marlin county, Ky., in 1959. 

Statistics of the new exploratory well are 
impressive. Its cost is expected to be $1.5 
million. Although the drillers will work 
'round the clock, it is expected the well's 
completion will require nine months. The 
drilling rig, owned by Loffland Brothers 
Company of Tulsa, Okla., towers 142 feet. 
The massive rig can support 1.3 million 
pounds. It is equipped with three diesel 
engines which produce up to 3,000 
horsepower. 

The objective is for the well to probe to 
the Rome-Tomstown-Basal sandstone 
formation. The drilling bit on the way down 
into the earth will uncover possibility of 
producing gas from these formations also: 
Corniferous, Big Six, Clinton, Trenton, St. 
Peter, Beekmantown, Rose Run and 
Copper Ridge. 

Mr. Osbourn said that only about 11 per 
cent of the potential gas-bearing for­
mations in the Appalachian Basin have 
been explored since the first well was 
drilled in the Basin over 100 years ago. He 
added that the Basin extends from upper 
New York to northern Alabama and from 
eastern Ohio to western Virginia. It covers 
some 100 million acres. 

He added that the data produced by well 
drilling and seismographic studies justifies 
deep drilling for gas reserves. The effort by 
his company is part of an overall program 
by Columbia Gas System to find large 
reserves in the Appalachian area. 

Mr. Osbourn said the cost of drilling a 
well to an average depth of 3,200 feet in the 
Appalachian area may cost about $50,000 
and be accomplished in from eight to 10 
days. Pressures on most shallow wells 
register below 1,000 pounds per square 
inch. A deep well could easily encounter 
between 5,000 and 10,000 pounds of for­
mation pressures. 

Osbourn said the regular drilling 
program of Columbia Gas Transmission's 
Charleston Group, exclusive of the deep 
well, will cost more than $3.8 million this 
year. The company plans to drill ap­
proximately 53 wells. In addition, to en­
courage drilling by independents, 
Columbia will assign some acreage to 
others, participate in joint ventures and 
provide other incentives. 

Columbia Gas Transmission-Olarleston 
Group will drill 28 wells in West Virginia, 
nine in Kentucky and 16 in Virginia. West 
Virginia's share of the program will be 
$2,193,000, Kentucky's $481,000 and 
Virginia's $1,207,000. 

Drilling will be done in the following 
counties: West Virginia-Jackson, 
Kanawha, Mingo, McDowell, Wyoming, 
Raleigh and Wood; Kentucky-Lawrence 
and Pike; Virginia-Buchanan, Dickenson 
and Tazewell.

Charleston Group plans to install 22.1 miles 
of field lines to gather gas produced by the 
wells. They will cost $402,500. 

"Columbia Gas Transmission-Charleston 
Group has 3,939 producing gas wells," Mr. 
Osbourn said. "These wells and the gas 
purchased from local producers • wells 
provide the company and its affiliates with 
about 14 per cent of the gas they need. The 
other 86 per cent is purchased from South­
west suppliers." 

Next on the long road to a workable 
disposal program for the two counties will 
be a study which will involve engineering, 
selection of central landfill sites, deter­
mining equipment needed and, generally, 
coverting plans into actual monetary costs. 
This may require another year, it was said, 
but officials are hopeful some parts of the 

It is expected that a waste disposal 
district will be organized for the two 
counties. There are five counties in the 
Area Development District, and it is 
possible other counties may later be in­
cluded in the waste disposal program.

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President Singletary said he is in full 
agreement with this recommendation and 
that he has requested Dr. Stanley Wall, vice 
president for the community college 
system, and the individual college directors 
to formulate means of implementing it. 

Other recommendations of the com­
mittee: 

That the University of Kentucky 
Research Foundation employ a staff 
member to work full-time with the com­
munity college system to assist the colleges 
in obtaining Federal grants, foundation aid, 
and other outside gifts or grants. 

That Fort Knox Community College, 
presently the object of a University plan­
ning study, be made a part of 
Elizabethtown Community College if the 
study indicates the Knox facility's offerings 
should be limited to freshman, sophomore 
and technical courses. If, on the the other 
hand, the study should indicate a need for 
offering junior and senior courses at the 
Army post, the advisory committe• 
recommends the Knox facility be removed 
from the community college system and 
made a University branch. 

That the University's present wood­
industry occupational program at 
Quicksand, in Breathitt County, be made an 
academic unit of Hazard Community 
College to avoid the need for duplicating 
at Quicksand administrative machinery 
already available at Hazard. 

That Lexington Technical Institute 
become a comprehensive community 
college, when resources become available, 
to better meet the needs of Lexington-area 
students. 

That there be no total program of in­
tercollegiate athletics wihin the community 
collge system. Individual colleges may 
decide whether or not to have such a 
program but they may not use state­
appropriated funds to finance it. 
Responsibility for an intercollegiate 
athletics program would rest with the 
administration and faculty of the individual 
college. 

That the community college system and 
the individual colleges be given respon­
sibility for administering the federal 
programs of student financial aid for the 
community colleges, an activity now 
handled by a central financial aid office in 
Lexi.ngton for all University students. 

Other recommendations made by the 
committee for improved internal 
management involve such matters as the 
freer flow of information to the individual 
colleges on budget requests and ap­
propriations; authority for each college to 
set up and administer its own job ranks and 
salary schedules for non-professional 
employees; greater local autonomy in 
business procedures within the framework 

of existing statutory requirements, and 
development of specific cost requirements 
for the technical and semi-professional, 
adult and continuing education programs 
offered by the colleges. 

President Singletary has indicated his 
belief that all of these recommendations 
can ultimately be adopted, though some 
may require more specific definition. 

The UK president could not accept three 
of the committee recommendations, 
however; two because they deal with 
matters beyond his control, and another 
because it is at variance with the 
University's over-all organizational 
structure. 

The latter proposed that the chief ad­
ministrative officer of each community 
college be known as president of the college 
instead of by his present title of director. 
President Singletary said he could support 
changing the title to dean, since that would 
be consistent with the university-wide 
policy regarding designations of college 
heads. The committee noted its preference, 
however, for retaining the title of director if 
its recommendation for the change to 
president was not approved. 

Recommendations that would have 
required legislative action called for {1) the 
UK vice president for community colleges 
to be granted membership on the the State 
Council on Public Higher Education, and 
{2) that membership of the UK Board of 
Trustees be increased to provide seats­
without voting privileges-for two faculty 
members and one student from the com­
munity college system. 

Singletary said he believes his own 
position on the State Council gives the 
community college system adequate 
presentation on that body, and that the 
presence of Vice President Wall at each UK 
trustees meeting provides an equally ef­
fective voice there for the community 
colleges. 

Besides its chairman, Dr. Kelley, the 
advisory committee included these com­
munity college representatives: Dr. 
Charles T. Wethington, then director of 
Maysville Community College but now 
assistant to Dr. Wall; Miss Effie Kemp, 
instructor at Paducah Community College; 
Dr. J. Brooks Major, a teacher at 
Hopkinsville Community College and 
chairman of the Community College 
Faculty Council; Alva Howard, a student at 
Southeast Community College, Cum­
berland, and president of the Inter­
Community College Student Council; Miss 
Cheryl Rolston, former Prestonsburg 
Community College student who later 
transferred to UK's Lexington Campus; 
Hecht S. Lackey, Henderson, chairman of 
the Association of Advisory Board Mem­
bers for the community college system, and 
Dr. E. M. Hammaker, UK chemistry 
professor and chairman of the Senate 
Advisory Committee on Community 
Colleges.

Not one law, so far as we can determine 1 f 

was made for the persecution of an in­
dividual or groups of individuals. Rather 
they all were enacted so that aninoals and 
birds might be protected and along with 
them their counterpart, the species homo 
sapiens, many of which like to hunt and 
fish, and enjoy the great out-of-doors in its 
entirety. 

Most hunters and fishermen, we believe, 
feel pretty much the same way about those 
trusted with making the rules and 
regulations governing wildlife. That's why 
it is so difficult to understand why such a 
great number of persons are arrested each 
year for bunting or fishing without a license 
or with an improper license. 

For instance a surprising statistic was 
revealed in the July monthly report of tbe 
Law Enforcement Division of the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
During that 31-<lay period a total of 592 
persons were arrested. Of that number 404 
were arrested on license charges-without 
licenses or with improper ones. 

To us it is almost inconceivable that so 
many persons would risk being arrested. 
To prevent such a charge being filed 
against them a mere $5 would guarantee 
that they could fish or hunt for a full year 
without the embarrassment of an arrest or 
citation. 

The July report prompted a check of the 
types of violations for the six;-nonth period 
beginning December 1970. This report also 
was most surprising. 

It showed that about 67 per cent of the 
persons arrested in that period were cited 
on license charges. The exact figures 
revealed that 37!i2 had been arrested on all 
counts, and that 2500 of that number had 
been arrested for license irregularities.

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Louie B. Nunn 
announced Kentucky's initial share of 
funds from a $7 million federal pr&gram to 
boost employment will be used for hiring 
bridge repairmen and extra state troopers.

Legislative Plan 
May Ease Court 
Case Overload 

The Legislative Research Commission 
has developed a temporary plan that would 
ease Kentucky's overloaded circuit court 
system if adoped by the General Assembly 
next year. 

The plan would reduce circuit court 
districts from 51 to 19 while increasing tlie 
number of judges from 76 to 102. 

This would lower the annual caseload 
from the current 687 per judge to about 500. 

According to the commission this would 
require interpreting the state constitution 
to permit multi-judge and multi-county 
court disctricts.

~ More Autonomy Asked 
For Small Ky. Colleges 

The people most directly involved with 
Kentucky's community college system­
students, teachers, administrators and 
advisory board members--have some 
definate thoughts about how the 14 colleges 
should be operated. 

They see the separate colleges as needing 
somewhat more autonomy and flexibility of 
operation than they have had in the past, 
but recommend that all of the existing 

! 1 colleges-and any others that might be 
established-remain as units in a single 
system administered by the University of 
Kentucky. 

That is the substance of a report 
presented recently to UK President Otis A. 
Singletary by an advisory committee he 
named last year to make recommendations 
on the organization and operation of the 
statewide system of two-year colleges 
which by law has been operated by UK 
since its inception in 1964. 

Tile committee, under the chairmanship 
of Dr. Roscoe D. Kelley, director of 
Somerset Community College, came up 
with more than 20 recommendations 
ranging from academic rank of faculty

members to the titles of college heads, from 
intercollegiate· athletics to the colleges' 
relationship with other Kentucky in­
stitutions of higher education, public and 
private. 

President Singletary said he welcomes 
the committee report and believes that, 
with three exceptions, all of the recom­
mendations can be effected-in substance, 
if not wholly. 

Two of the proposals are to be acted upon 
by the UK Board of Trustees at its next 
meeting, on September 21. These call for 
establishing new academic ranks for 
faculty in the community colleges, and 
2'Jthorization for an advisory committee on 
faculty privilege and tenure for the college 
system. 

The proposed new faculty ranks are those 
of instructor, assistant professor, associate 
professor, and professor in the community 
colleges. The phrase, "in the community 
colleges," would be a part of each title. 
These proposed new ranks would replace 
the two currently existing ones-instructor 
and senior instructor. 

Also to go before the trustees at !herr 
September meeting is a revised "Policy 
Statement on Community Colleges" 
drafted by the advisory committee. If 
approved, it will replace the University's 
original statement of policy on community 
colleges, adopted by the trustees almost 
eight years ago. 

In its proposed revision of this policy 
document, the advisory panel adopts the 
position that "community colleges now in 
existence and future community colleges 
administered by the University of Ken­
tucky continue to be grouped and ad­
ministered as a community college system. 
Both the community college system and the 
University system," the report continues, 
"should remain under the President of the 
University of Kentucky and the Board of 
Trustees." 

Another of the committee recom­
mendations is that new community colleges 
be established only when there are 
adequate resow-ces to provide minimum 
staffing requirements. 

The advisory group further recommends 
that UK's commllllity colleges develop 
nstrong relationships" with the state's 
regional universities, private institutions, 
and other educational organizations. The 
committee proposes that community 
college students be counseled "as com­
pletely as possible" regarding the 
academic requirements of other senior 
institutions in which they express interest, 
and stipulates that "community colleges be 
fully and freely open for the en­
couragement and recruiting of students by 
the regional universities and private in­
stitutions" as well as by UK at Lexington. 

"Our primary concern is for the 
development of students, not institutions," 
the report declares.

Man has always been a re-snaper, a 
changer and a polluter of his environment. 
The Scriptures say, "The earth is the 
Lord's and the fullness thereof," but man 
says, "The earth is mine and I'll use her 
resources in any way I choose; I'll make 
my fortune while the good things last." 

We of today might as well face the stern 
reality: Man's policy of using the earth's 
resources selfishly, greedily and unwisely 
has brought the hwnan race to the very 
brink of environmental disaster. The old· 
line conservationists have been wholly 
unable to stop the gradual deterioration of 
our environment, but the young people of 
today are justly demanding a stop to some 
of the ghastly practices that have brought 
us all so close to disaster. We should never 
blame our young folks for some of their 
outspoken and rebellious attitudes; they 
have inherited the awful mess their 
foreparents have made of the environment 
and they are now rising up to demand a stop 
to the destruction and pollution of our good 
planet earth. 

I truly believe the future hope of our 
earth's survival is with the young people 
and I think they are going to rise up and 
demand changes of wrong and destructive 
practices. I was heartened recently by the 
many letters of protest from the youth of 
West Virginia against the cutting of the trees 
in the national forests.

remember when I was a small boy, how I 
saw the old settlers clearing out the land of 
all timber so as to have 11newgrounds," for 
growing the crops they needed. 

I can still remember how after they got 
their newgrounds cleared, the earth would 
be literally covered with large logs which 
they had sawed up with a crosscut; they 
then called in the neighbor men to come 
with cant-books and handspikes to roll the 
logs into heaps to be burned. They set fire to 
the big log heaps and burned them to get 
them out of the way of raising their crops. I 
saw them burn up valuable logs, such as 
black walnut, oaks, ash, hickory, 
cucwnber. In a few years, the hillsides they 
had plowed and tended in crops soon 
became gullied; the land eroded, the soil all 
washed off and no more crops could be 
raised on the land. It became a vicious 
circle and many of the old settlers had to 
sell out and leave their wornout hillside 
farms, mainly because they lacked 
foresight to see what would happen. 

It seems also that some of our wisest men 
who were pioneers in industry also lacked 
the foresight and vision for the future. Take 
Henry Ford, who developed the internal 
combustion engine and soon began 
producing cars on a mass scale, changing 
the whole picture of American life and all 
modes of transportation. It was a great 
thing he did, as it freed the work oxen and 
horses from cruel slavery; but with all his 
inventive genius, Ford made one serious 
mistake. It was in not inventing an 
automobile engine that wouldn't spew 
dangerous carbon monoxide into the air. I 
believe with his great genius for invention 
he could have developed such an engine; 
perhaps he failed to see ahead to the time 
when there would be multiplied millions of 
automobiles in all the cities and on the

highways of America, with each spewing 
dangerous gases into the air we have to 
lreathe in order to live. 

Agriculturists and others who grow crops 
also began using dangerous pesticides to 
kill the insects, but these, too, failed to have 
a vision of the future hazards this might 
bring to th~ environment. Today our en­
vironment is poisoned and polluted; the 
pollution has even spread thousands of 
miles into the seas, threatening all life in 
them. It is a vicious circle. 

Let us consider this food chain of nature 
and how it is broken by man. The insects 
eat the farmer's crops; the birds eat the 
insects; the farmer poisons the insects; the 
birds eat the poisoned insects and die by the i 
thousands; the insects soon come back, as 
they multiply by arithmetical progression, 
while birds cannot; the insects come back 
strong again and attack the farmer's crops 
in greater nwnbers than before, as there 
are now no birds to keep them in check; the 
farmer is forced to use more spray than 
before; eventually the insects develop 
immunity to most of his sprays; the farmer 
cannot control them by sprays and has no 
birds to help. He gives up in disgust. 

Over-population, over-crowding, also 
bring about drastic changes in the en­
vironment; the more people there are on 
this earth, the more waste, the more refuse 
and garbage, the more pollution of the 
water, air and land. Every second in the 
entire world, four babies are added to this 
aiready over-crowded planet; only two •I 
deaths occur in the world every second; so 
our population increases the world over 
daily by a total of 190,000; that's over one 
million each week; about 70,000,000 people 
are added to the world's population yearly. 
This is one of the most serious problems 
facing the human race today.

Study Asks New Aligning 
Of Workmen's Comp Laws 

The results of a recent study by the 
Legislative Research Commission indicate 
Kentucky's Workmen's Compensation 
Laws are in need of a wholesale revision. 

Commission Director James T. Fleming 
reported the need in a memorandum to a 
special Senate Compensation Study 
Committee. 

He noted the "Special FWld," which 
finances second injuries and dormant 
diseases, as being disproportionate in 
"pay·insn and "pay-outs." 

The memorandwn said the coal mining 
industry pays only about 10 per cent into the 
fWld, while receiving about 90 per cent of 
the benefits. 

It recommended new laws by developed 
to correct the situation.
