Coal produced by the company in its Ivy 
Creek operation is trucked across the Big 
Sandy via low-water bridge to a tipple at a 
rail spw- on the west side of the river.

Commission OK's 
Leases on Docks 
At State's Parks 

Leasing of boat docks and the chair lift at 
Jenny Wiley State Park was officially 
approved by the state Property and 
Building Commission last Wednesday, 
although all three facilities have been 
operated for several years under a lease 
agreement with the state . 

These and other leasing agreements were 
approved in the face of protests by Attorney 
General John B. Breckinridge. 

Governor Louie B. Nunn is chairman of 
the commission. 

The Terry Boat Dock on Dewey Lake was 
leased for private operation dW'ing the 
administration of A. B. Chandler. 

The Jenny Wiley Dock and the Jenny 
Wiley Sky-lift were leased during the 
tenure of Governor Breathitt. 

A dock to pass into private operation for 
the first time under the same type of 
arrangement is the facility at Buckhorn 
State Park, which was leased to a firm 
represented by James Steven Hogg. Mr. 
Hogg was described by Breathitt county 
sources as a foe of the Mrs. Treva Turner 
Howell group with which Governor Nunn 
has clashed on occasion. 

One of the commission actions which 
drew Attornery General Breckinridge's 
fire was the leasing of a campsite in the 
Kentucky Dam area. The Breckinridge 
statement said, in part: 

"If there is a profit to be made from 
operating such campsites, it would be 
nonsensical to have the state run that part 
of the park system that operates at a loss 
and allow a private individual to develop 
the part that turns a profit." 

The state boat dock at Green River State 
Park was leased for 19 years, the usual run 
of such agreements, to Green River 
Marina, Inc., with which Lawrence E. 
Pickett, Republican chairman in Green 
county, is associated.

Glenn S. Anderdon, head of the Em­
ployment service dlviswn, said his staff 
would continue use of the building as long 
as possible. 

The heating system was installed in 1955 
and is used to heat both the old part of the 
state structure as wen as the new addition.

TI1e contractor, Power Line Construction 
OJ., Stanton, Ky., may postpone a large 
portion of the work until after Christmas. 
The work, made necessary by leaky lines, 
some of which were 50 years old, and an 
accumulation of gas which was considered 
dangerous, has been rushed as much as 
possible but has been delayed by bad 
weather and the Thanksgiving holiday, 
Goebel said. Himself owner of business 
affected by the operation, he said he could 
understand the concern of business people 
but joined other members of the com­
mission in holding that repair of utility lines 
is rtecessary to prevent possible destruction 
by gas expbsion and fire of a large part of 
the business district.

Mrs. Annette Gilly, daughter of a former

$1,700 each to kill the Yablonskis. 

The source of the alleged fund remains a 
mystery. 

Looking pale and slightly haggard dW'ing 
her arraignment, Mrs. Gilly was 
represented by Attorney Gerald Gold of 
Clevelaud. 

Gold had sought to represent both GiUys, 
but Washington County Judge Charles 
Sweet denied the request, citing possible 
conflict of interest. 

The judge said Monday that court­
appointed Attorneys Wray G. Zeit III and 
Samuel Rodgers, both of Washington, Pa., 
would represent Paul Gilly. 

"It is probable that Paul Gilly will be 
next to be tried, maybe in the January 
term ... That would mear1 we would probably 
get to her in the February term," said 
Judge Sweet.

Source Says Ford Doesn't 
Favor State Liquor Stores

A source within the new Democratic 
administration said Friday Gov .-Elect 
Wendell Ford does not support any 
proposal for state-operated liquor stores as 
a new SOW'Ce of revenue. 

Under a bill reportedly prepared by or 
submitted to the Legislative Research 
Commission, the state would operate liquor 
stores in dry territories . 

An individual House or Senate member 
can ask the LRC to draw up a bill or give 
one to the group for polishing or filing. 

Whether such a bill would ever see the 
light of day-either by reaching the hopper 
in the General Assembly or being referred 
to a committee-seems dubious. 

Similar measures repeatedly have been 
consigned to oblivion by other assemblies, 
although the new version is narrower in 
that it would not put the state in com­
petition with private interests in wet areas. 

Of Kentucky 's 120 counties, 86 have 
decided to go dry under the local option 
statutes. The wet counties doing the most 
business are located along the Ohio River. 

The new plan for state-operated outlets 
also might run into the old constitutional 
roadblock because it seemingly would 
abridge the right of local citizens to ban 
liquor sales in a city or county. 

The liquor store concept has been 
mentioned by politicians recently as one 
way in which the Ford administration 
might obtain needed revenue without 
raising taxes. 

Ford has pledged no increase in taxes 
except for a new severance tax on coal 
production. However he said recently he 
made no such pledge regarding the road 
fund and sources closest to him have in­
dicated a gasoline tax increase in the of­
fing. 

The general fund, under which most of 
state government operates, is expected to 
lose as much as $50 million yearly because 
of Ford's pledge to remove the sales tax 
from take-home food. 

Hence any non~tax revenue plan to 
bolster the general fund would not be a 
violation of Ford's campaign promises. 

The last ttme the state-operated liquor 
store reports were taken seriously was 
during the 1963 Democratic primary, when 
former Gov. A. B. Chandler was seeking a 
third term and Edward T. Breathitt

Governor-Elect Wendell Ford has already made it plain that he 
does not intend to forget Eastern Kentucky. 

He has indicated that KYSO from Hazard to Allen in this county is 
marked for reconstruction during his administration; and that, to 
our thinking, is a long step forward. 

Of lesser sociological and economic impact, but important 
because it Is just, is Mr . Ford's proposal to restore to May Lodge at 
Jenny Wiley State Park the portrait of Ex-Governor Bert T. Combs. 
Combs' picture should have a place there for the simple reason that 
had he not been governor and as the state's chief executive been 
determined that this area should have a modern state park facility, 
May Lodge would, in all probability, not exist today. The incoming 
governor's proposal also indicates a refreshing lack of rancour after 
a rather bitter primary campaign. 

There are many other problems Eastern Kentucky has to present 
to Mr. Ford for consideration. One of these is the Inez-Prestonsburg 
road. 

This route, which reduces the distance between the two county­
seats by a matter of t<m miles or more, has never been usable with 
safety and convenience smce it was built. The old road from Inez via 
Paintsville remains the route most used except by coal trucks. 

This road, it is to be hoped, was built for more than coal trucks. 
Prestonsburg Community College offers much to the young people of 
Martin county. The road drives into a burgeoning industrial area. 
Prestonsburg business firms should have an interest in this access to 
Martin county. 

We hope Governor Ford will make of this highway what it was 
intended to be-make it usable by all types of traffic, and insist that 
it be kept so.

All are from 
the Van Cleve section of Breathitt county, 
north of Jackson. 

Indictments returned against the four 
men state, in part, that the defendants 
"wilfully and unlawfully entered into a 
conspiracy with each other and with other 
people" to defraud Spicer in the election 
and "did tamper with voting 
machines ... and caused said machines to 
inaccurately count the votes cast for 
(Spicer and Howell) ... and caused the 
election officers to be misled and to give 
incorrect results for said election ... " 

Howell, husband of Treva Turner and in­
law heir to the strong Turner-eontrolled 
Breathitt county Democratic machine, 
received 1,019 of his 1,782-vote majority 
over Spicer in the five precincts. Spicer 
won only the Van Cleve precinct of the five, 
county officials said, receiving 153 votes to 
151 for Howell. 

The 89th Legislative District includes all 
of Breathitt, Lee and Owsley counties and 
five precincts in Estill. 

Howell received a total of 6,278 votes to 
Spicer's 4,504. Of the total, Howell received 
3,859 votes in Breathitt county to 1,414 for 
Spicer.

Magoffin Veterans 
File Suit for Jobs 

Twelve veterans filed suit in Magoffin 
circuit court Friday, charging that certain 
officials were refusing to accept their 
applications for jobs. 

The plaintiffs claimed the defendants 
were not following the guidelines and 
provisions of the federal Employment 
Emergency Act and that their civil rights 
were being violated. 

Named defendants were County Judge 
Wardie Patrick, the members of fiscal 
court, Salyersville Mayor James W. 
Carpenter and the six members of the city 
council. 

The 12 also filed a motion asking that the 
case be heard Dec. 4, but Judge Ben Mann 
did not rule immediately on that request. 

llichard P. Love, Sr., of Royalton, one of 
those who filed the suit, identified himself 
as a veteran of World War ll, the Korean 
War and the war in Vietnam. Seven other 
plaintiffs were identified as veterans of the 
Vietnam War. 

The suit charges that as veterans the 
group is entitled to preferential treatment 
but was not receiving it. 

The suit asked also that the defendants be 
required by injunction to hire the unem­
ployed and the under~mployed and w 
remove from the payroll any employes who 
were not hired under guide-lines laid down 
by the act. 

Mayor Carpenter said he was not sur­
prised by the veterans' action but denied 
any knowledge of the alleged violations. 

He declined to discuss the suit, explaloing 
"! don't know the Federal Employment 
Emergency Act guidelines too well." 

But he said his understanding of the 
guidelines indicates "they asked for one­
third of the job applicants to be veterans, 
and they do have the one-third." 

The veterans' action follows by eight 
days a new state anti-nepotism directive 
mailed to county judges. 

That directive was issued amid com­
plaints by Owsley county veterans that 
Emergency Employment Fund Act funds 
allocated to Owsley county were being 
misused. The directive forbids em-

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" RED BARN" CARE-Son10> 11 Letcher County children, ages 
4-1 2 enter thrs red barn each day to recerve a specral type of 
care and servrces. The red barn rs one of the best-housed day 
care centers for nentally retarded children rn the comron­
v.ealth, operated by the Upper Kentucky River Regronal 
Mental Health-Mental Retardation Comprehensive Care Cen­
ter. The barn was renovated in the sumrer of 1968. (Rrchard 
Upchurch A1oto) 

Frankfort, Ky .-Old barns are being used 
for almost everything these days, but in 
Letcher county there is one that is 
nonetheless unique. 

Red Barn, as it is called, is a day care 
center for mentally retarded children. 

The facility is operated in the Jeremiah 
community by the Upper Kentucky River 
Regional Mental Health-Mental Retar­
dation Comprehensive Care Center. 

I Though a barn seems an improbable 
place for a day care unit, a massive 
renovation job has resulted in one of the 
best-housed day care centers in the com­
monwealth. 

The barn boasts room for housing 20 day 
care participants. The concrete floors have 
inlaid Unoleum and the inside of the 
building is paneled throughout. Local funds 
and volunteer labor were utilized during 
the renovation. 

The ex-cow palace has a furnished kit­
chen, bathroom, supply room and isolation 
room. It is heated electrically and has 
plenty of room for play areas. 

When the Red Barn Day Care Center held 
open house Sept. I, 1968, instructor Bobby 
J.o Collins and aide Hassle Breeding ner­
vously welcomed the public. 

On the first day, seven mothers 
hesitatingly entered their mentally 
retarded children in the day care facility. 
Although there was some apprehension, the 
mothers welcomed the opportunity. The 
center now serves 11 mentally retarded 
children. 

HELP BUILD 
OPPORTUNITY 

The children receive training primarily 
in self-help, hygiene and grooming, com­
munication, socialization and economic 
efficiency or independence. They range in 
age from four to twelve years and spend 
five hours at Red Barn each school day. 

Some of the participants have shown 
progress far beyond the most optimistic 
expectations. One 12-year-old girl had 
never fed herself but now does a good job 
eating with all the others. 

Most of the instruction is individualized, 
but group activities are used when feasible. 
Instruction is geared to results and every 
child is expected to progress to the extent of 
his ability. 

The children enjoy many of the activities 
of normal classrooms such as singing 
together, morning inspections, pledge to 
·the flag, square dancing, rhythm bands and 
even meal preparation. Many have learned 
nursery rhymes, numerals, colors, traffic 
signals and the names of all of the children 
in the class. 

The Upper Kentucky River Region, 
headquartered in Hazard, is one of 15 
regions covering the commonwealth. Each 
region is operated by a non-profit board of 
local citizens in cooperation with the 
Kentucky Department of Mental Health. 

Gov. Louie B. Nunn changed three points 
in his proposal to provide health care in­
surance benefits to state employes.

We've been hurt because we lost five boys 
from the 1970-71 Wildcat team that finished 
with a fine 22.0 record and won our fourth 
consecutive Southeastern Conference 
championship. 

First of all, we lost Mike Casey and 
Larry Steele, both All-Conference players. 
As you know, Casey was allaeonferencc as a 
junior, then was hurt and came back the 
following year as a senior and didn't play 
nearly as well as he did as a junior. I think 
he also would be of that opinion. He gave it 
all he had, but the extent of the injury was 
apparent; still, he was one of our leading 
scorers and one of the outstanding com­
petitors on our team. 

Steele, our fourth leading scorer, signed a 
no-cut contract with Portland. I could never 
forget that boy. I tell you, for a skinny, 
Scrawny kid, he carne in here and fought his 
heart out. He had two broken fingers, but he 
never complained. He just kept on playing. 
He developed into a terrific shooter and 
was one of the finest rebounders we ever 
had. When he rebounded, he started our 
fast break with a flourish. 

Then we also lost Terry Mills from 
Barbourville, who was always a good 
defensive man and could hit; Jim Din­
widdie of Leitchfield, an oft·time starter, 
and Clint Wheeler of Ashland, who helped 
us a lot in practice sessions. 

The thunderbolt hit us when Tom Payne, 
our 7-2 center who developed as a 
sophomore into an All-SEC player, signed 
with the professional Atlanta Hawks under 
the hardship clause. We didn't feel Tom 
was ready for the pros and neither did 
Atlanta, but they apparently felt he was 
worth the risk. 

With Casey, Steele, Payne, Mills and 
Dinwiddie gone, we lost at least two-thirds 
of our scoring help and much of our 
rebounding power, leaving us with a 
terrific rebullding job. 
• Thank goodness, we've got Tom Parker, 

&.7 senior, of Collinsville, Dl., back. I know 
he is going to play better basketball. He 
came back from last year tired after six 
weeks in Turien, Italy, and went right into 
our running program, which was a 
mistake. He should have had two or three 
weeks rest. I told him that, but he started 
running anyway. It was only in about the 
last month that he played up to par. 

Vying for the other forward is Larry 
Stamper of Beattyville. Larry is a good old 
mountain kid that will fight you at a drop of 
a hat. He stands 6-0 and weighs 218, is rugged 
under the basket and has developed a good 
shot. 

Rick Drewitz, a boy from Michigan who 
stands 6-7, has developed a good left hand 
shot and is awful anxious to make the team. 
The boy loves basketball. He will put aside 
other things and concentrate on basketball. 
Last swmner, he told me he ran three miles 
every day while he was at home. Well, most 
.,y~ -.dd rather sit down and watch 
llaseball and things like that on television 
than run three miles in the hot sun. Drewitz 
stayed out there and ran. 

We also have Dan Perry, 6-8, of Lima, 
Ohio, who carne here with two bad knees;

Wendell 
Lyons, 6-5 sophomore, shows promise; I 
hope he will develop. 

That leaves Andrews in the pivot. He can 
not foul and can not get hurt. If he can get

\o replace Payne; but if he gets in trouble,

in there Parker, who has played wonderful 
ln the pivot whenever we've asked him?"
