Two yoWlg Floyd coWtty women and a 

Dayton, 0. man were killed late Saturday 
night in a two-<:ar, head~n collision on the 
MoWltain Parkway, and a girl-passenger in 
the Floyd auto was critically injured. 

Miss Doris Ann Wells, Zl, of Bonanza, and 
Miss Damita Jo George, 17, of the Auxier 
road, died almost instantly. 

Lawrence Edward Little, 35, of Dayton, 
was dead at the scene of the crash. 

Miss Debbie Spradlin, 18, of the MidcDe 
Creek road, is in serious condition at the 
UK Medical Center, Lexington, as a result 
of internal injuries. 

The three girls were driving from 
Salyersville toward Prestonsburg in Miss 
Wells' car when Little's auto crashed into 
their car, head~n, a short distance west of 
the mouth of State Road Fork. State Police 
Trooper Danny Stumbo reported that 
UtUe's 1965 Chevrolet crossed into the path 
of the oncoming auto driven by Miss Wells. 
No skid marks from either car was visible, 
and the tragedy, the report said, was 
clearly Little's fault. 

None of the occupants was thrown from 
the cars, and LitUe's seat-belt was 
fastened. The state trooper did not reach a 
defmite conclusion as to why the Ohio 
man's car, which apparenUy was driven at 
high speed, wandered into the wrong lane. 
Motors of both vehicles were ' driven 
beneath the seats. 

Miss Spradlin, a daughter of the Rev. and 
Mrs. Willie Spradlin, was reported as 
having undergone surgery, Monday 
morning. 

Miss Wells was a daughter of Homer 
Wells, Jr. and Ethel Bowling Wells and was 
employed by Radio Station WPRT here as a 
secretary.

Court Amends 
Fanning Order 
On Injunction 

The Kentucky Court of _Appeals last 
Friday in a split decision overruled a 
motion asking dissolution of the order made 
Jan. 6 by Special Judge William E. Fanning 
continuing the temporary injunction 
against residents of the Martin school 
district, but the court amended Judge 
Fanning's order. 

Justice Reed did not concur with the 
majority opinion, holding that the scope of 
the prior restraint is too broad. He reserved 
the right to file a written opinion when and 
if the case is finally presented on its merits. 

The temporary injWlction, as upheld by · 
the special judge, prohibited the defendants, 
individually or collectively, from in­
terrupting in any way the Martin schools by 
pickets, radio annoWtncements, word of 
mouth or any other manner that would 
interfere with the orderly conduct of the 
schools.

The designation of the consolidated high 
school which will open next fall at Eastern 
as the Allen Central high school is in honor 
of Dr. J. H. Allen, of Langley, a moving 
force in the consolidation Wldertaking, 
Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark 
said this week. 

Dr. Allen, he said, has served a total of 32 
years as a member ol the Floyd CoWlty 
Board of Education and is the dean of all 
Eastern Kentucky board members.

He ia a 
graduate of Pikeville College and Eastern 
Kentucky University, Richmond. On leave 
from teaching duties at this time, he is a 
social worker with the school system under 
Title I. He resides near Eastern. 

At Saturday's board meeting the highest 
bid offered for the Dickeytown school 
property was rejected as too low, and the 
bid of Barney Miller on a language 
laboratory for the new Allen Central school 
was rejected as too high. 

The board approved the tentative con­
tract awarded earlier to Akers & Akers for 
work to provide a lWlchroom for the Prater 
Creek school. 

A resolution voted Saturday authorizes 
the Floyd school system to join 19 other 
systems in the area in applying for fWlds to 
organize a regional education service 
organization which would supplant the 
Eastern Kentucky Educational Develop­
ment Corporation.

Study of Ponds 
Every coal-slag dam in Eastern Ken­

tucky has been inspected by personnel of 
the U.S. Bureau of Mines since the Logan 
coWlty, W. Va. disaster as the result of 
breach of such an impoundment, and not 
one has been found to be Wlsafe. 

So reported the bureau's District 6 office 
at Pikeville and its field office here last 
week-end after the survey had been 
completed in the 17-<:ounty area. 

The work began, Monday of last week, a 
day after the order came from Washington 
for the detailed inspection. It was com­
pleted by Thursday. 

W. R. Burgess, head of the Bureau of 
Mines field office here, said eight in­
spectors toured Floyd, Johnson and Martin 
counties, and that they found none of the 
dams to be dangerous. Among the dams 
inspected in this county were the two at 
Price and Spurlock on Left Beaver Creek. 
Inspectors included the reservoir built at 
David by the Princess Elkhorn Coal 
Company to provide a water supply for the 
town, although the reservoir did not fall in 
the categm:y of impoundments to be sur­
veyed. It is soundly constructed and 
presents no problem, they said. 

"There is nothing to cause alann in this 
county," Mr. Burgess said. 

William Clemons, assistant supervisor of 
District 6, Pikeville, said inspectors out of 
that office concentrated on Pike and Let­
cher county mines. He reported that every 
pond was inspected and that "we haven't 
found any that is deemed hazardous." 

Placed in this "safe" category was the 
Pond Creek, Pike county, impoundment 
which Pike County Judge Wayne 
Rutherford had described as the lake he 
fears most and which, he said, "is larger 
and deeper than the one on Buffalo Creek" 
(the Buffalo Creek dam was the im­
poWldment which broke Feb. 26, resulting 
in the deaths of at least 107 persons). 

Mr. Clemons said he himself made the 
inspection of the Pond Creek impoundment 
and that he found no safety problem there. 

Collapse of the Buffalo Creek dan1 
created concern for the safety of thousands 
in Appalachia who live below such dams. 
The Bureau of Mines survey set 100 in­
spectors to work, concentrating on Eastern 
Kentucky, West Virginia and Virginia 
areas which have had heavy rainfall and 
which are in moWttainous terrain similar to 
that of Buffalo Creek.

Harold Man Tells of Post-Flood Trip 
Into Devastated Buffalo Creek, W.Va. 

The habeas corpus proceeding was 
dismissed by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
after it had been agreed that the new trial 
of the case would be granted. Trial date 
was set for March 23 in Prestonsburg police 
court. 

Mr, Layne said he refused an offer of the 
city to settle for two $2 fines. Albert A. 
Burchett said the city did not make such an 
offer but that there was a discussion of 
dismissal, at the suggestion of Judge 
Conley, for the payment of two $3 fines. 
Layne said he rejected the offer of set­
tlement because he does not owe the city 
anything. 

City Attorney Burchett described the new 
trial decision as resulting from a motion 
offered jointly by him and Paul E. Hayes, 
attorney for Layne.

The stark tragedy of Buffalo Creek, W. 
Va. is told by Julian ScaH, of Harold, who 
with three others were the first visitors 
permitted into the ravaged area after it had 
been sealed off following the recent dam-
break catastrophe. . 

And he was no casual visitor. He and his 
brother Devon, had been sent there by their 
father, Henry P. Scalf, of Stanville, to learn 
the fate of his brother, Wallace Scalf. They 
were joined on the trip by William Smith, of 
Mare Creek, and a family friend, retired 
Army Sgt. Rudolph Stepp, of Williamson, 
W.Va. 

Wallace Scalf and his-wife, objects of the 
search, are teachers at Man, W.Va., where 
there was no loss of life, but they live at 
Riley, and Riley was in the middle of the 
devastation. Telephone calls by Mr. Scalf 
had been answered only by recordings. 
Only a trip to Riley could get the in­
formation desired. 

The party reached Man at 2:30 Monday 
afternoon, Feb. 28, two days after Buffalo 
Creek had become a veritable Valley of 
Destruction. Getting into Man, which is 
located on the Guyandotte River where it is 
joined by Buffalo Creek, was no problem. 
But getting out, toward points up Buffalo, 
was.

Julian Scalf had 
told the National Guard and West Virginia 
State Police he was seeking his uncle and 
aunt. So the authorities decided he would 
have to seek them first in the hospital and 
morgue; then, if they were not there, a pass 
would be issued. 

"All four of us went through the 
morgue," the Harold man relates. 
"Twenty-six bodies were there at that 
time-in every twisted position, just like 
they died. Babies, youngsters, old people, 
all ages ... black with muck. .. The faces 
of my brother and the other two in our party 
were as white as sheets when we got out-

side and I suppose mine was, too. And just 
as V:e left the morgue they brought in a girl 
of about 13, with her )lead ahnost cut off." 

After this visit to the morgue which was 
to receive, as of this week, a total of 108 
dead the trooper in charge agreed to issue 
a p~ if Scalf would bring back to him a 
report on the town of Riley and its sur­
vivors. 

So it was that the party of four drove up 
ruined Buffalo Creek behind a National 
Guard wrecker which cleared the way and 
in spots built temporary roadway. The five 
miles required an inching drive of two 
hours. Scalf and his party had time to look 
about them, and what they saw was a scene 
so shattering that his voice still reflects 
something of the horror he felt. 

"You can't imagine," he said. "Houses

something as the means to a desired result, 
Kentucky women can do it. . 

Though the task seems insurmountable, 
they will find a way, for theirs is a strong 
will, a heritage gift to them from 
generations of pioneer women. 

Some of this heritage is not for the remote 
past but might even have been part of a way 
of life no longer than a decade ago or in rare 
instances as new as yesterday. 

This is not to imply that Kentucky men 
are not a part of this same heritage, for 
they are. An Eastern Kentucky woman 
once said her menfolk helped, especially 
when they happened to be around when 
needed and if they weren't out-<>f-pocket. 
But she added, "Mine's generally out-<>f­
pocket." 

Mary Jane LeMaster was born in 
Eastern Kentucky in 1867. She remembered 
when everyone had a job to do and did it. 

She enjoyed comparing the life of her 
granddaughters with life as she lived it in 
the eastern hills. 

"Women today can cook a meal in the 
time it took me to kindle a fire in the cook 
stove in the old days. We didn't open the 
door to a shiny white appliance and get 
milk and butter, or eggs that had been kept 
fresh for many days. 

"We used to hang milk and butter in the 
well to keep it cool," she remembered. 
"We'd walk a quarter of a mile to the 
sulphur spring to get a cold drink before we 
went to bed." 

She looked at the walls at the home of her 
grandson in Morgan County and admired 
the blue tile and paint. "I papered my walls 
with catalog leaves or newspapers, using a 
mixture of flour and water for paste. I 
thought I was real stylish when I got to 
order wallpaper from a wish book." 

Visiting in a modern home with electrical 
fixtures, the housewife of that long-ago era 
recalled her first remembrance of a light 
other than from the fireplace. It was an iron 
ladle with a long handle "that stuck in the 
jam rock, with a long twisted wick of new 
muslin placed in the mutton tallow. 

"I was about eight when my father 
bought a brass lamp at West Liberty," she 
added. "It was a real treasure to me." 

Kentucky women today would figure out 
a way to tell time if all the clocks stopped. 
They might devise a sundial. Miss 
LeMaster, who became Mrs. James 
Roberson in 1883, recalled that her grand­
parents told time by a sun mark on a 
doorsill. When the sun crossed the mark, it 
was 12 o'clock. When her father bought a 
weight clock, it was such an exciting 
possession neighbors for a time came to the 
house to see it. 

Today, young women think nothing of tie­
dying cloth or gaments in fashionable 
colors and designs, but in Mrs. Roberson's 
day she and her neighbors devised their 
own dyes, using what was at hand. 

"We raised sheep, picked and spun our 
wool," she recalled. "Since the wool was 
white we colored it green by making a dye 
of hickory bark boiled in water to which 
alum had been added." 

The madder plant, similar in shape to 
rhubarb, grew on her home place and its 
roots boiled produced a lovely pink. Deep 
blue was made from indigo which she 
bought at 40 cents a pound, and green

walnut hulls, boiled, produced a rich 
brown. 

Mrs. Roberson held no envy for today's 
modern conveniences·, but she marveled at 
the way women of her day "made do." 

Most families then had an orchard of 
sugar trees and in March Mary Jane and 
others of the family "tapped the trees and 
sugared off." They poured sap into three 
kettles and boiled the juice into syrup. 

The Robersons made their own brooms 
from home-grown broom corn. "We used to 
scald the tops of the stalks and string them 
on stout string," she explained. "That 
made it easy to stretch them in a row 
around the end of a broomstick. It was 
homemade and not always straight, but 
served its purpose." 

Seeing the bright blue walls at the home 
of her grandson reminded Mrs. Roberson of 
still another improvisation in days when 
the nearest village was seven horseback 
hours away. 

"Everyone had log houses then, with 
unfinished wood on the inside. Near our

house at Pleasant Run were white clay 
banks that made a nice whitewash for the 
inside. 

"When the walls became blackened by 
chimney smoke, we carried the clay in 
pails, thinned it with water and took an old 
broom to go over the inside. It would dry 
almost white." 

Another part of this simple but strenuous 
life was making sausage by pounding meat 
at hog-killing time. Since there were no 
sausage bags then, they rolled the sausage 
in cornshucks. Another facet involved was 
making mattresses from duck down and 
chicken feathers, picked and saved · 
throughout the year. 

Women made lye from wood ashes and 
boiled it with animal fats and meat scraps 
to make soap. They had no washing 
machines but used a battling board and 
battling stick to pound dirt from clothes. 

All of this is part of women's heritage­
this and much more. With this tenacity to 
build and perservere despite numerous 
lacks, women have passed on to their 
daughters and they to their daughters 
enough pioneering strength to keep and 
sustain them. 

Today, as back then, they could call on 
the menfolk for help, especially if they were 
not "out-<>f-pocket."

A stop order was put on permits in Knott 
county two years ago after that county's 
fiscal court outlawed stripping there. It was 
lifted later after an opinion from the at­
torney general said the court lacked power 
to take such action. 

William S. Wester, the governor's chief 
administrative assistant, said there is "no 
way to tell" how long the stoppage will last. 

He said it is not, however, the beginning 
of a 60-90 day moratorium the governor had 
previously considered. 

The stoppage does not affect operations 
under permits issued before Feb. 24.

William A. Logan, chairman of the Senate 
Judiciary Committee which now is 
studying the bill. The opinion has no force 
of law.

Hancock said the bill violates sections of 
the constitution covering conditions under 
which convicted prisoners could work 
outside prisons. The sections originally 

. were included to prohibit convict labor 
from competing with free workers. 

He also gave some personal views on the 
bill, generally criticizing it as too lenient. 

"At a time when the public should be 
given more protection for their per­
sons ... instead of additional danger .. . it 
seems to me this bill is headed in the wrong 
direction," Hancock said. 

"The public would be benefited more 
by ... modern, strong, secure prisons to 
confine people who have been found by a 
jury to be unfit to remain in society."

"When he saw me he cried," Scalf said of 
hia meeting with his Wiele. He was still in 
shock. 

"You could ~ear the crashing of the 
houaes and the people screaming before 
you saw the water," he told them. 

He told them how he and his wife fled 
their home to higher gn>Wld, how he and a 
boy carried Mrs. Scalf's mother, Mrs. 
Berry White, formerly of Betsy Layne, with 
them to the hillside overlooking their 
homes and remained there in the rain and 
cold till the water receded. 

"Before we left," Julian Scalf recalls, 
"Stepp ealled my attention to Guardamen 
pulling two bodies from a car that WM 
standing on its end against a power pole. At& 
we came back down Buffalo it was getting 
dark and we could see fires all along the 
hillside. The ones that were alive were wet 
and were trying to stay warm." 

They took back to Man the first report 
from Riley and a list of about 50 names of 
surviwrs. 

Wallace Scalf Is quoted by his nephew as 
saying: 

"We were assured by Man radio, six days 
before the flood, that the dam was safe." 

"Everybody on the streets at Man 
agreed," Scalf says, "that the politicians 
and coal operators would play the tragedy 
down." 

But nobody can ''play down'' the fact that 
more than 100 human beings who lived in

The Appeilate Court order of last Friday, 
however, amended the Fanning order to 
read:

This 
temporary injWJction shall continue in full 
force and effect WJtil modified or dissolved 
by the circuit court or this court or until a 
permanent injunction is granted or 
denied."

Last week-end, CoWlty Judge Rutherford 
~ted claim& of state Offidala thot tberJ 
are no hazardous slag- dams in the area. 

Judge Rutherford said seven large slag­
held lakes can be foWJd in Pike coWJty 
alone, including one "really dangerous 
one," 150 feet deep, located on a moWJtain 
with drainage down a valley where 
"thousands" of persons live. 

Rutherford made his statement after 
being told that both Natural Resources 
Commissioner James S. Shropshire and 
Mines and Minerals Commissioner Harreld 
Kirkpatrick said the slag-lake danger does 
not exist in Eastern Kentucky. 

"They don't know what they are talking 
about," the judge said. "If they will fly with 
me, I will show them lakes larger than the 
one on Buffalo Creek. I will show them 
water seeping Wider some. 

"The only way they can find them is to fly 
over them ... You don't see them from the 
highway." 

Rutherford said most of the im­
poWJdments were created years ago when 
the slag-waste from coal production-was 
dumped across streams on moWJtain tops. 

At the urging of Rutherford in a telegram 
to Gov. Wendell H. Ford, Jewell Graham, 
director of water in the Department of 
Natural Resources, visited Eastern Ken­
tucky to look for potentially dangerous 
lakes. 

"He's just spinning aroWJd, picking up 
the ones we have seen," Shropshire said. 
"There are a whole bWlch of lakes up there 
(Eastern Kentucky), but none are 
hazardous." 

Kirkpatrick, whose department is con­
cerned only with mine safety, said, "We are 
worried when any water comes up. When 
the heavy rains came last Wed­
nesday ... our inspectors were sent out at 
once to take a look aroWJd, even though we 
have nothing in any of the districts that 
..rould cause this kind of thing." 

Rutherford said he and valley dwellers in 
the moWJtains ")now better."

About 6,000 Jobless 
To Get Added Pay 

Approximately 6,000 jobless Kentuckians 
are now eligible for additional WJem­
ployment insurance payments, Garnett 
Johnson, acting commissioner of the 
Department of Economic Security, an­
nounced last week. 

"An additional5,300 unemployed workers 
are expected to qualify for extended 
payments when their current claims are 
exhausted between now and April 1," the 
commissioner said. 

The extended benefits, which will mean 
approximately one-quarter million dollars 
per week for WJemployed Kentuckians, 
were made possible by Senate Bill 120, 
signed into law by Governor Wendell Ford, 
February 28. 

Claimants who no longer have rights to 
benefits and whose prior claims expired on 
or after January 2, 1972, are eligible for 
extended benefits. 

Unemployed workers who are currently 
receiving WJemployment benefits but are 
still without employment when their 
benefits are exhausted also are eligible. 

The maximum amoWJt of additional 
benefits will be one-half the original en­
titlement. The weekly benefit will remain 
at its original figure.

current rights to benefits and whose prior 
claims expired on or after Jan. 2. 

The maximum amount of additional 
benefits will be one-half that of the original 
entitlement with the weekly benefit rate 
remaining at its original figure. 

Payment of additional benefits is tied to 
the state or national insured unemployment 
rate. 

Because the national insured unem­
ployment rate is greater than 4.5 per cent 
and has remained at that level more than 13 
consecutive weeks, persons covered under 
the unemployment insurance law can be 
eligible for additional benefits. 

Under the new state legislation, costs of 
the benefits will be shared jointly by the 
state and federal governments. 

Acting Economic Security Commissioner 
W. Garnett Johnson explained that 
claimants of extended benefits must meet 
the same requirements as were applicable 
to their regular claims. 

Any Wlemployed worker whose claim 
was filed on or after Jan. 3 and who has no 
current benefit entitlement may file a 
claim for extended benefits, according to 
Johnson. 

The ecology-minded Citizen's League to 
Protect the Surface Rights has obtained a 
temporary restraining order preventing 
the Kentucky Air Pollution Control Com­
mission from enforcing its newly adopted 
pollution control plan.

<:onflict with God's will. He could see before 
Him an ugly and painful cross which He 
wished to avoid. The sight and smell of 
blood from the slaughter of sheep for the 
Feast of the Passover, flowing in the 
nearby Kidron Brook, was heavy that 
night. No doubt this brought to His mind the 
very likely possibility that His blood would 
flow in a very short time. 

Jesus was not in the Garden very long 
until He noticed the approach of a small 
group of Roman soldiers and Jewish 
Temple guards, led by Judas Iscariot. 
Down the steps which passed by the home 
of Caiaphas the high priest they came, the 
very same steps Jesus and His disciples 
had walked down after leaving the Upper 
Room. Upon arrival, Judas greeted Jesus 
with a kiss-the traditional greeting among 
friendS. "Master!" cried Judas as he 
kissed Christ. How many times since then 
He has endured the same type of 
hypocrisy! 

They carried Him away from Gethsemane 
to a fate no man should have to endure. He 
went, willingly, because He had decided 
while praying in the Garden that God's will 
and not His would prevail. Perhaps as they 
walked away He looked up to the Golden 
Gate across the Kidron and remembered 
the previcrs Sunday's events when the 
crowd cried, "Hosanna!" There was no 
crowd other. than the soldiers now. And no 
hosannas. Only silence--and darkness. 

The Garden of Gethsemane is still there 
in the Kidron Valley today. This "place of 
the wine press" has eight olive trees 
growing in it. They are gnarled and twisted 
from age. Looking at them, one is reminded 

· of the terrible agony Christ experienced 
here. 
It is never an easy matter to do the will of 

God. And every man who tries will even­
tually come to Gethsemane. Some continue 
in His way from Gethsemane. Others turn 
back and "walk with Him no more." 

Gethsemane is located in a valley. It 
always will be. For the crucial decisions 
which life places upon our shoulders are 
never decided on a Mount of Olives. The 
crucial, real, life-directing decisions come 
when we are in the valley. And this is as it 
should be. For the man who believes in God 
in the darkness of the valley is the only man 
who believes in God at all.

"Top Knot 
Come Down" 
ByWILMAY 

Years ago, when women wore their hair 
high on top, a minister preached on: "Top 
Knot, Come Down!" As he closed the 
message the dowager queen of his 
congregation accosted him with "Show me 
where that text is!" He pointed to Mt. 
24:17, ''Let him which is on the housetop not 
come down." Re&!rring to the Second 
Coming of Olrist, the passage warns people 
to remain where they are during the 
tribulation when natural calamities begin. 

The pastor's misuse of the text illustrates 
frequent Biblical misinterpretation today 
by many who take words from context, 
insisting that a verse means this or that. 
This confuses new Olristians who long to 
learn God's Word and seldom know what or 
whom to believe. 

There are many ways to study scripture. 
One is to compare different versions. 
(Beware of perversions flooding the 
market. Many omit the blood and the 
Virgin Birth.) Another is to use famous 
commentaries, like those by Clark, Henry, 
Unger, Barclay, Erdman, Spence, Exell, 
etc. It is recommended that beginners start 
with the Book of John, then the other three 
gospels, and the remainder of the New 
Testament, leaving the Old Testament for 
last. It helps greatly to study one book, 
character, doctrine or topic at a time. It is 
far better to know and to apply one verse 
than to read entire books. It is utterly 
impossible to learn much about scripture 
without a Bible that contains multiple, 
built-in helps. Scofield ranks· high. The 
Thompson Olain Reference Bible is rated 
the best. (Available only from its publisher 
in Indianapolis.) It offers the most aids. 
The John Wesley Dixon Bible has the four 
gospels, side by side, for comparison. 

When scriptures seem to contradict, the 
reader needs more information and 
background study for understanding. It 
helps to know who wrote each passage, to

giving every verse on hundreds of topics . 
Strong's huge Concordance is a vital asset 
in Bible study, enabling one to read 
everything in the Bible on a specific sub­
ject-the only way to understand scripture. 
Unless this is done, one flounders, believes 
anything, and misinterpretation is in-
evitable. 

One writer gives a rule of great help. He 
says some words, like· eternal, (which can 
only mean forever) have a solitary 
meaning; therefore, they can be in­
terpreted in only one way with(\ut making 
God a liar. Other words have several 
definitions, permitting various in­
terpretations. When passages seem to 
conflict, and words of one have a lone 
meaning, he says accept that scripture as 
true, and seek extra light on the other. 
Learn more about it. Soon, the one ap­
pqring to contradict will come mto focus, 
like the parts of a jigsaw puzzle. Too often 
readers say, "I was brought up to believe 
that way," and stick to it, regardless, 
forgetting it was tradition that caused the 
Pharisees and Sadducees to err. Often 
Olristian leaders leave the impression that 
some quotation came from scripture, when 
it is from a denominational book, not 
divinely inspired, but one on which some 
faiths lean heavily. 

It is tragic that many have no idea what 
their church believes, and never think of 
checking scripture to confirm beliefs or 
doctrines. They accept tradition, true or 
false. Everyone should kno'l the doctrines 
of his faith and passages on which they are 
based. The world is being flooded by false 
teachings as never before. 

The Bible is being read more than ever, 
perhaps because great leaders believe the 
return of Olrist is near. Signs of the Rap­
ture and Tribulation indicate this. While 
explanatory aids to understanding help, we 
must remember the colored preacher 
whose white minister friend offered him 
use of his vast library.

view their own blood under a microscope in 
the science lab at Alice Lloyd College 
where their adult moderator works. John 
Buckhouse, 28, a biology instructor at the 
college, was approached two months ago by 
11-year-old Sandy Wendorf, of the Caney 
Creek elementary school. He and other 
youngsters needed an adult to help them 
form a neighborhood nature club, a local 
chapter of Ranger Rick's. 

At the first meeting, five potential 
"Rangers" showed up. Next time there 
were 20. The fourth through eighth graders 
have a project day and two business 
meetings each month. Their projects are 
designed to provide action for members 
and benefits ror their local community.

Buckhouse, a redhead from Montana, is 
the son of a forest ranger. He tries to 
associate the action projects with the 
youngsters' curiosity about science so they 
have more than just a superficial interest in 
ecology. 

To this end, he enlisted the aid of Dr. 
Gerald Osborn, professor of chemistry, 
who came to Alice Lloyd College after 
retiring from Western Michigan Univer· 
sity.
