New Area of Crime 
Discussed As Less 
Violence Reported 

With a lull in crimes of violence evident, 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley reviewed for 
the benefit of the grand jury when it was 
convened for the April criminal court term 
Monday another area of criminal offenses. 

This crime, he said, is against the en­
vironment-the pollution of streams, the 
cluttering of the landscape with garbage 
and, in particular, the great number of junk 
cars to be seen in the county. 

Judge Conley quoted from a recently 
published statement to the effect that in 
Appalachia, a region which has only 4 per 
cent of the nation's population, are 29 per 
cent of the junk cars in the United States. 

"We are a garbage dump," he said. he 
rcalled the scene along streams of the 
county after the recent high water-cl!lorox 
jugs, everywhere, waste streaming from 
streamside bushes. 

"The only way we can keep our young 
people here is to provide employment for 
them, and if we do not provide a better 
environment we cannot attract industry," 
he said. Industry representatives, he add­
ed, come, take a look, don't like what they 
see and tell us they will contact us later. 
Then they are heard from no more. 

He suggested that dumping of debris into 
streams and along highways can be 
eliminated through the courts and en­
forcement of the law and told the grand 
jurors that it could subpoena witnesses and 
make indictments for these offenses. 

Publicity on a few such cases would be a 
deterrent to many others, he pointed out. 

Cited as possibly the worst case of 
violence to be investigated by the jury was 
the reported attempted murder and rape of 
a Perry county girl on Right Beaver Creek. 
No murders have occurred since the last 
jury session. The alcoholic beverage traffic 
remains, Conley said, the worst overall 
problem. Its seriousness arises, he said, not 
from the offense alone but what it leads to. 

Herman Porter, of Allen, was named 
foreman of the grand jury, which is com­
posed of three women and nine men.

The few precinct committeemen elel'ted 
earlier at precinct meetings by Flo~ d 
county Republicans met here Saturday and 
unanimously elected Linzie Hunt, of Cow 
Creek, G. 0.

One party leader said the results of the 
caucus may be taken to the Republican 
State Central Committee for a decision as 
to its legality.

Woman Accuses 
Knott Countian 
Of 3 Offenses 

First of the offenses to be investigated by 
the grand jury Monday morning was that in 
which U>is Faye Eubanks, young Missouri 
woman, accused Eddie Jones, of Knott 
county, of robbery and attempted rape and 
murder. 

The young woman told, Commonwealth's 
Attorney Harold J. Stumbo said, of Jones 
bringing her from Perry county cafe last 
Friday night to a point near Hueysville and 
of his forcing her into an unnatural sex act 
at knife point and of robbing her of a watch 
and ring. 

She said she fled Jones' car, near the 
railroad tunnel at Hueysville, waded 
Beaver Creek and made her way, almost 
naked, to the home of Will Gearheart, 
across the creek from KY 80. 

A warrant was issued for Jones' arrest, 
and he later came here and surrendered t 
Sheriff Frank Leslie. 

The woman, a female companion and a 
man who was with them claimed ""' ··"-'" 
Jones, father of the accused man, later 
came to Garrett where they stayed at a 
motel and forced them to accompany him 
into Knott county where Miss Eubanks 
allegedly was forced to sign a statement 
requesting that the charge against his son 
be dropped. 

The younger Jones said he had no part in 
the incidents described, that he and his 
wife did not reutrn from a visit in Indiana 
with her relatives till Sunday night and that 
his first knowledge of the case came when he 
was told that a warrant had been issued for 
his arrest. 

His father described the charges as a 
"frameup." He said the entire matter was 
a continuation of the long-standing trouble 
between him and Constable Kenneth 
Roberts over the liquor business. 

"I operate on one side of the county line, 
and Kenneth Roberts operates on the other, 
"Jones added. 

He produced a statement, which, he said, 
was written and signed by Miss Eubanks. 
Dated April 3, 1972, it read: 

"To whoever it may concern: I, U>is 
£ubanks, drop all charges against Eddie 
Jones." 

The elder Jones claimed the man who 
accompanied Miss Eubanks and the other 
woman came to him and offered to leave 
with them if he would pay them $300. Jones 
said he paid the man.

Firm Gets 
Temporary 

1\.Ban 
Surface Operation 
Fights Organizing 
At 3 Floyd Mines 

An alleged effort on the part of local 
union officials and members of the United 
Mine Workers of America to organize a 
surface mining operation in this county was 
temporarily halted last Wednesday by 
temporary restraining order. 

The court order was made in response to 
a petition filed by the Kentucky Coal Co., an 
Arizona corporation, which has mining 
operations on Buck's Branch, near Martin, 
Caney Fork of Middle Creek and Bull 
Creek, near here. 

The petition for temporary injunction 
was filed by Hobert E. Potter, vice­
president of the Kentucky Coal Co., on 
March 29, the day following alleged at­
tempts by District 30, United Mine Workers 
of America, Local Union 9845 of the UMW A 
and 18local union officers and members to 
convert the coal company's employees to 
membership in the UMW A. 

The alleged attempt followed by only 
three days the signing of a contract bet­
ween the coal company and the Southern 
Labor Union, which apparently is not 
recognized by the UMWA. 

The request for a restraining order 
alleged that the defendants, in conspiracy 
with each other and with others unknown to 
the plaintiff company, assembled upon 
and near the company property and 
threatened property, officials and em­
ployees of the company unless they 
abandoned all connection with the Southern 
Labor Union and Local Union 300, in­
validated the labor contract with Southern 
and recognized the UMW A and its local 
union as sole representatives of plaintiff's 
employees. 

The petition alleged that plaintiffs 
picketed the premises of the Kentucky Coal 
Company; demanded that the company 
cease coal production and transporting coal 
to the tipple or by rail to market; prevented 
supplier.s from providing needed ex-

Langley Man's 
'Idea' Outgrows 
Its Old Quarters 

Documation, Inc., the brain-child of Ray 
Halbert, a native of Langley, has outgrown 
its Melbourne, Fla. quarters and will be the 
first tenant in a new 166-acre industrial 
park at Palm Bay, Fla., with a 28,000-
square-foot plant. 

Documation, which produces computer 
card-readers, was housed last year in four 
buildings in Melbourne. At this time it 
occupies nine. Its owners, Halbert and Tom 
Wright, have bought eight acres in the 
Palm Bay industrial park to take care of 
both present and future expansion. They 
have an option on an additional eight acres. 

Documation, which now employs 140 and 
last year had a $1.18 million payroll, 
produces and markets seven different 
kinds of card readers ranging in speed from 
150 to 1,200cards a minute. An optical mark 
reader capable of reading not only ·com­
puter punch cards but also cards coded by 
pencil markings, will be introduced before 
summer . Another reader is scheduled for 
its debut next fall. 

Halbert, a graduate of Maytown high 
school and the University of Kentucky's 
College of Engineering, credits the firm's 
growth to its "heavy-duty, rugged 
machine" and its attractive price-to­
performance ratio. "We're now talking to 
five major European companies," Halbert 
said recently. Documation has a sales 
representative in contact with Japanese 
customers. 

The Floyd countian hopes to double the 
company's production within a year. "We 
have on hand about $3 in sales for this 
year," he said at the time of ground­
treaking recently for the new two-story 
building which will house his company's 
machine shop, assembling areas and 
corporate and engineering offices.

School membership for the sixth month of 
the current term indicates that Floyd 
county may have hit bottom in its declining 
student population and made the turn 
upward, but Superintendent of Schools 
Charles Clark said the hope of emplo)ing 
more teachers for the coming school year is 
nil. 

Actually, he said, there will be fewer 
teaching posts next year. The membership 
for the sixth month this year was up by 60 
pupils over the same period for the 
preceding year, but Clark said the county 
was over-hired by four units this year, and 
those four units would serve 108 pupils. 
Consolidation also will to some degree 

reduce the number of teachers required. 
While he does not view the membership 

figures for the sixth month as a completely 
accurate picture of the situation, since they 
do not reflect the daily average attendance, 
Mr. Clark sees other factors that may 
determine future increases or losses in the 
pupil population. The closing of the 
Spurlock mines and the declining 
population in the Wheelwright school area 
are considered factors on the dark side. 

"If these figures hold up for the next 
school year ... we cannot employ a single 
new classroom teacher next school year, 
because the slight increase will not com-

VETERINARY CLINIC 
Modern people have become so ac­

customed to seeing characters in plays and 
pictures and on television dressed in what 
is supposed to be genuine clothing of the 
time represented that it comes as a shock to 
learn that this idea is decidedly modern, 
almost recent. Why, David Garrick, two 
hWldred years ago, acted Hamlet in the 
court dress of Garrick's time; it would have 
been thought queer if he had been dressed, 
ever so accurately, like some long-ago 
Danish prince. In Shakespeare's time the 
custom had been the same, so that Julius 
Caesar struts aroWld in Elizabethan soldier 
dress, not in toga. 

Going back beyond Shakespeare's times, 
we find the retellings of the Bible stories in 
dramatic form, as annual events in many 
places, WlCOnscious of there haVlng ever 
been any difference between how people 
dressed and now. In Chaucer, back in the 
mid-1300's, we are told specifically by the 
poet that the soldiers who took part in the 
great tournament, in "The Knight's Tale," 
were dressed as soldiers dressed in 
Chaucer's own time. The poet even adds 
that there is nothing new Wlder the SWl, 
that things are now as they have always 
been. 

Many years ago, when THE GREEN 
PASTURES was being played by a colored 
company of unusual acting ability, some of 
my own friends were disgusted that the 
playwright had had the characters talking 
and acting like contemporary people, black 
and white, in some back-country area of 
Louisiana. To have done otherwise would 
have destroyed the highly-personal appeal 
of the play. It was meant to show how much 
like earth was Heaven, with just the wicked 
things removed. "De Lawd" Himself was 
pictured as a good old man, one who Wl­
derstood and loved his "chiiiWl." I have 
rarely felt any tenderer emotion than I did 
when "De Lawd" came on the stage for the 
first time; the smallest children ran to 
meet him, to hold his hand, to show how 
much like a good man their conception of 
Deity was. Having grown up among colored 
people and white people, too, who found 
their own experiences in the lives of 
Biblical characters, I have no inclination to 
laugh or sneer then or at any previous 
reading of the play itself. In every scene I 
could have matched some event from 
Sulphur Springs and MoWlt Zion; and in the 
group of people who came to see my father, 
the doctor, I found some of the strange 
childishness, the "tears of things," as the 
Latins called it, that somehow kept me 
from seeing only the comic side -of 
primitive but honest people. 

Much has been written about the over­
wrought romarJces that flooded the whole 
civilized world in the eighteenth and 
nineteenth centuries. It is fashionable to 
lump all such novels and stories and poems 
into one category and sneer or laugh 
cynically at the immaturities of those 
times. Similarly, we have often foWld 
amusement in the people aroWld us, 
looking with toplofty contempt on the 
ignoramuses. Come now, did you ever read 
a romantic novel, no matter how mushy 
and tearful it was, without keeping in your 
very bones some of its best truths?

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THE CRUELT THAT WARPS CHARACTER 
* 
* 

When I was a small boy I watctied a man 
hold a dog by his hind leg an¢ whip him 
Wlmercifully. I ran home in teatl-to tell my 
mother. She put her hand on my head and 
consoled me, saying, "That cr;e1 man will 
get paid back." 

''When, mother?" 
"In the Great Day of Jw:lgment. The 

Bible says the cries of the dumb beasts will 
rise up against all such men and they'll 
have to pay for their cruel deeds." 

Psychiatrists and penologists who study 
the life history of criminals report that 
many hardened criminals had the seeds of 
cruelty sown in their childhood years, in 
some overt or cruel act to animals. The 
man who has a compulsion to kill for the 
thrill of seeing something suffer pain was 
once the boy who delighted in tying a tin 
can with gravels in it to a dog's tail and 
laughed to see the frightened creature flee 
in wild terror. He was once the boy who tied 
the tails of two cats together and hWlg them 
across a wire and laughed as he watched 
them Claw each other to death. 

The adult man or woman who takes 
pleasure in cruelty or commits cruel acts 
on living things had the wrong seed sown in 
his or her life in the most impressionable 
years. 

The lives of many high school students 
are often warped and turned in the wrong 
direction by dissecting animals in the 
classroom. They cut them up to study their 
"insides," and to try to learn ''what makes 
them tick." 

I heard of the case of a yoWlg girl of 18 
who was badly warped by being required to 
dissect animals for study. She would carve 
on a live frog to study its reflexes. In this 
manner she acquired a compulsion later on 
to cut up just any animal she saw ''to see 
what makes it tick." In dissecting animals, 
students do not learn what makes them 
tick, and the knowledge gained is worthless 
insofar as learning the life secrets and life 
habits of animals. The only thing that 
makes any living creature tick or fWlction 
is the life it has, which was bestowed on it 
by the Divine Creator. So it is far better for 
students to go afield and study living things 
in their natural environment and learn 
their life history and habits, how they love 
the joys of living, hQw they rear their 
yoWlg, maintain their home life. A dead 
animal, cut up and dissected, has lost the 
divine spark of life and cannot afford joy or 
pleasure to anyone who might wish to 
dissect it. 

Any kind of cruelty to any liviing 
creature is bad for the personality; it is 
more so especially to those who are in their 
formative stages of life. Even a mild 
cruelty to any animal may result in later 
life in a serious aberration of the per­
sonalit,. lt..is quite easy f'*' arty r.,.. Ql 
cruelty to any living thing to gradually 
grow into sadistic tendencies, in which 
cruelty becomes tied to the sexual desires. 
Any form of cruelty practiced in early 
youth may develop into sadism, in which 
sexual pleasure is experienced through 
being cruel. The man who kills for the 
"thrill" is a sadist and his sexual life is so 
badly warped he can find no pleasure ex­
cept through an act of the vilest cruelty, 
often a bloody murder . 

Any tendency to cruelty in a boy or girl 
should be checked by parent or teacher. 
Any act of cruelty can easily start the child 
on the wrong road and in later life can lead 
to heartbreak and tragedy. 

Any person who shows pleasure in 
cruelty to animals or to children should be 
watched and corrected, if possible. Such a 
person can become a menace to society in 
later life. 

Instead of dissecting animals to study 
their digestive systems, or their sexual 
systems, or their circulatory system, 
children should be taught to be humane and 
to study living things, and to protect life, 
not destroy it. To be humane is a mark of 
greatness in man or woman. 

To be cruel is the mark of a bully or a 
coward, or a sex deviate. To be kind is the 
mark of a man like Abe Lincoln; kindness 
led him to dismoWlt from his horse and 
rescue a baby bird from a muddy place in 
which it had fallen. This caused those who

I knew an old man, a long time ago, who 
ftS downright cruel to his hard-working 
oxen. One day as he was hauling a heavy 
load across a creek, the oxen got stalled 
and couldn't pull it. The man flew into a 
rage and held the nose of one of the oxen 
Wlder the water Wltil the animal drowned. 

It took life a long time to pay him baCt, 
but life did! 

About 40 years after that, the man was 
eating beef and he must have thought of his 
long-ago cruelty to the oxen. He tried to 
swallow a mouthful of beef but it lodged in 
his throat and choked him to death t This 
story is absolutely tr~e. 

Another old man I knew died a most 
horrible death aeveral years ago because 
when he was a yoWlg man he was 
downright cruel. He drove a team of oxen 
and hauled hefvy logs. He carried a lace 
leather whip 10 feet long , which had a sharp 
"cracker" on the end and could bripg the 
blood. When the oxen got stalled with a 
heavy Jog, he would wave his big wiJ.Ip over 
them and he often slashed thto1 and 
brought the blood out of their hidee. The 
oxen would get down on their knees and beg 
and moan as they begged him not to. whip 
them with the cruel whip. But he,.. cruel 
then and didn't care. 

When he lay dying in agony, afaout 50 
years later, no human being could bear to 
stay in the room with him, for he kept on 
calling out: ''Take them oxen awayl Make 
them stop moanln'!" 

In his imagination he could hear the 
moans of the oxen as he beat them; he 
would go into wild delirium and cry for the 
people to get the oxen out of his sight«~ he 
could die in peace. The agony he knew in 
dying was worse than the suffering of the 
oxen when he beat them with his cruel lash.

employment," the superintendent said. 
"We had expected, if the KEA's J.,.Pslative 
program calllng for teacher reUrement 
after 30 years, regardless of age, had been 
adopted, that we would have between 15 
and 20 teachers to retire at the end of this 
school year; however, that part of the KEA 
program was not written into law and 
funded, so I am assuming that retirements 
will not be more than three. WhUe we would 
like to offer some hope for employment for 
all our fine, yoWlg, new teachers, we, of 
course, are not able to do ao, principally 
because of tbe decline of student 
population. We have had at least 50 cer­
tified-qualified teachen doing substitute 
work this year, and possibly twice that 
number will be avaUable next school year." 

The total acbool membership in the sixth 
month of this year was 9,506.

Arvel, Ky.-In a time when small family 
farms, and farmers to maintain them, are 
disappearing like snowflakes in the sun, 
Mitchell and Jody Bingham border on the 
unique. Married less than a year, these 
young people have no other intention but to 
live on such a farm and make their living 
from it. 

"No factory or office jobs for me," says 
21-year-<>ld Mitchell. "I can't stand being 
cooped up." 

The same sentiments are echoed by his 
energetic young wife, Jody, who can wheel 

' a tractor, handle a horse, or sheer a sheep 
with all the skill of a veteran. And, what's 
more unusual, she enjoys doing such 
things. 

Mitchell and Jody are off to a good start. 
Mter their wedding and honeymoon trip 
last June, they settled down on a 27-acre 
ridgetop farm (given to them as a wedding 
present) in this little Lee county com­
munity and went right to work. They put in 
a large vegetable garden, 1.5 acres of 
tobacco, 5 acres of corn, and set several 
more acres to grass for hay and pasture. 

They did exceedingly well with these 
crops and right now they are busy getting 
ready for spring and planning to increase 
their income this fall by adding peppers 
and sorghum cane for cash crops. 

"A man can make money on a small 
farm," Mitchell says, "but he has to work;" 
And that's what both of them do-six days a 
week. 

In addition to the crops which the young . 
couple grow on their 27 acres and on several 
acres rented from neighbors, they have a 
horse and a cow, five head of Southdown 
sheep, a few brood sows, and a flock of 
chickens. With the exception of the horse, a 
fine Tennessee Walker, which they say is a 
"dead issue," all the rest of the animals 
contribute their part to the family income. 

"To make a good living on a small farm," 
Mitchell says, "you must not only work, but 
also work all angles. Along with cash crops, 
you must have a few calves, lambs, and 
pigs to sell each year; your own milk to 
drink; and your own meat, eggs, and 
vegetables to eat." 

In all aspects of family farming, Mitchell 
is well qualified to speak. The oldest son in 
a family of 11 children, he grew up on a 
family farm in Jackson county and has 
wide experience in this traditional form of 
rural living. At a very early age he learned 
the value of work and as a 4-H Club 
member, the worth of planning ahead. 
Another valuable lesson he says he learned 
as a 4-H'er was that whether crops or 
livestock, it pays only to grow or produce 
the best. 

That is what he strives to do and as one 
indication of his success, his tobacco crop 
topped the market back in December and, 
in figuring up, he says he and Jody 
averaged $50 for every day they spent 
producing it. 

These two extremely resourceful and 
industrious young people do not, of course, 
plan to spend their entire lives just 
"making a living" on their 27 acres and 
from what land they can rent on the shares. 
As time goes on, they hope to increase their 
land holdings and maybe become "big 
farmers." One thing, however, is certain: 
they mean to remain farmers. 

Living and making a living on the farm, 
they agree, is the best life in the world even 
if you have to do all the work yourself.

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Wendell H. Ford 
last week annoWlced that he will call a 
special session of the Kentucky Legislature 
"early in the swnmer" to consider 
changing the state's voter-residence 
requirements to confonn with a recent U. 
S. Supreme Court ruling. 

The high court on March 21, ruled Wl­
constitutional Tennessee's requrement that 
a voter live in the state one year and in the 
county three months to be eligible to vote in 
state and local elections. 

Kentucky's Constitution also has a one­
year state residence requirement and 
requires even longer residence, six months, 
in the county. The new requirements for 
Kentucky would be set by statutory law, 
rather than by constitutional amendment, 
however, a Ford aide said. 

The Supreme Court decision did not state 
flatly how long a state can require a new 
resident to wait before voting, but it 
suggested that 30 days might be proper. 

Ford's press secretary, Thomas Preston, 
said a new voter-f'esidence law is necessary 
because, otherwise, a court suit coul<i 
threaten the validity of elections after the 
May 23 primary.

'lbe bill was central to Ford's campaign 
promise and preset program to centralize 
and upgrade functions to improve the 
environment. 

He could transfer those functions to a new 
agency by executive order but the Air and 
Water Pollution Control commissions and 
the Reclamation Commission are 
established by law and cannot be dissolved 
by executive ·order. 'lbose three com­
missions would have been abolished under 
the bill. 

Preston said Ford has "two or three" 
subjects under consideration for possible 
inclusion in the call of the special session. 
Asked if repassage of the environmental 
agency bill is one of them, Preston said it is. 

The state Constitution says the 
legialature in special session shall consider 
no other subjects than those stated in the 
governor's proclamation calling the · 
session. 

Ford's statement came before departure 
for a vacation of approximately 11 days in 
Florida.

""Effective immediately, operators 
must abandon the much·used process of 
moving coal from one bench to another 
by the simple, cheap method of dumping 
it over the hillside to a stockpile below. 

""All existing coal ·handling facilities 
that have been abandoned are to be re­
moved from government land within 90 
days. 

""'Operators must submit-and receive 
prior approval of-detailed plans cover­
ing a variety of mining activities, jnclud­
ing the construction and maintenance of 
coal haul and l!Ccess roads; the clearing 
of timber; construction-and removal of 
-all coal loading and moving facilities; 
and reclamation of all surface land dis­
turbed by the mining process. 

""'After formally receiving the new 
regulations next week, all operators doing 
business on government-owned land 
around the lake must submit plans for 
upgrading sub-standard coal haul and 
access roads ·within 30 days; remedial 
work on the upgrading must begin within 
30 days after submitting the plans. 

The new requirements, outlined at a 
meeting here by Col. Kenneth E. Mc­
Intyre, district engineer of the Hunting­
ton (W. Va.) District of the Corps, were 
received coolly by representatives of sev­
eral of the area's largest coal companies 
and land holding companies. 

"I can't see where it would be humanly 
possible to clean anything up within 90 
days," commented E. M. Bane, represent­
ing Flanary Coal & Land Co., Grundy, 
Va. "You can't get people to work today, 
they'd rather sit on their big, flat rockers 
and draw welfare checks." · 

John Stephens, a Pikeville attorney 
representing several companies mining 
around the lake as well as the Berwind 
Corp., a Philadelphia-based conglomerate 
that owns extensive mineral rights in 
the area, told Mcintyre, "We're eager to 
cooperate with the government on strictly 
a voluntary basis." He sa;d his clients 
would like to study the regulations and 
discuss them with the corps. 

Mcintyre. who called for "voluntary 
compliance" from the operators as "re­
sponsible businessmen," said later in an 
interview the corps would be willing to 
discuss the problems in meeting the new 
requirements on a case-by-case basis. 

In his presentation, which incltrtled 
color slides depicting the siltation prob­
lem at Fishtrap Lake, Mcintyre said the 
new regulations were legally supported 
by contractual rights the government 
obtained from the subsurface mineral 
owner; the rights of the government as 
surface owner; and state and federal 
mining regulations.

A corps attorney said the main legal 
support for the new regulations is a 
special clause in the government's con­
tract with subsurface mineral 'owners 
that states that "exploration and exploita­
tion" of the minerals "shall not create 
pollution or floatable debris unreason-: 
ably detrimental to the (dam and lake) 
project." 

The deeds, characterized as "general" 
as opposed to "broad-form," provide that 
subsurface minerals "subordinate" to 
the government's use and protection of 
the public dam project. 

Broad-form deeds, documents that give 
subsurface mineral owners broad rights 
to mine the mineral by any method, 
including destruction of the surface, short 
of wanton, arbitrary or malicious conduct. 

The tighter control of mining on 
government-owned land around the lake 
follows a stinging letter written ear}ier 
this year by Rep. Henry Reuss, chair­
man of the House Conservation and 
Natural Resources subcommittee, charg­
ing that the corps has failed to protect 
the expensive, public facility from coal 
mining sedimentation and pollution. 

The corps responded by releasing a 
report, part of which was repeated here 
yesterday as reason for the new require­
ments, stating: 

"The entire aesthetic and recreation 
quality of Fishtrap Lake is degraded by 
the sediment content which results in 
decreased aquatic productivity, limited 
fish population and a general reduction 
in the aesthetic qualities of the water 
itself." 

Mcintyre cited several findings of the 
corps' study and report, including: 

""'Within the last year, a layer of sedi­
ment 6 feet thick had been deposited 
where Lick Creek joins the summer pool 
of the lake, decreasing boat access to Lick 
Creek by 1,000 feet. 

""' A temporary boat launching ramp 
constructed at the Grapevine Creek access 
site in 1969 will require maintenance 
dredging this year if the ramp is to re­
main operable. 

""'The combination of accumulations 
of coal dust, the indiscriminate dumping 
of shale, slate and other mine refuse 
along natural drainways, the muddy run­
off from numerous access and haul roads, 
and the hillside scars develop a picture 
that is "aesthetically displeasing." 

The report compiled from studies by 
the corps, the U.S. Attorney's office and 
state mining and antipollution officials, 
concluded that tne ;mme source of sedi­
mentation and "recreation degradation" 
at Fishtrap is the "uncontrolled" con­
struction of access and haul roads and, 
to a lesser extent, the open, hillside 

gravity flow method of moving coal from 
one bench elevation to another. 

The new regulations require that all 
roads be constructed on a base sufficient 
to sustain heavily loaded coal trucks. 

In addition, only enclosed facilities, 
such as covered conveyer belts or chutes 
will be permissible in moving coal from 
one bench elevation to another. 

Buddy A. Beach, acting director of the 
state Division of Strip Mining and Rec­
lamation, said most of the corps' new 
regulations go further toward restricting 
mining than does the current state strip 
mine law. 

Beach added, however, that his division 
will adopt the new requirements concern­
ing haul roads and other surface dis­
turbances under provisions approved by 
the 1972 legislature. The recwirements, 
contained in House Bill 47, place all 
surface operations of deep and surface 
mines under the Division of Strip Mining 
and Reclamation. 

Coaching Jobs 
Not Discussed 
At Board Meet 

Saturday's meeting of the Floyd County 
Board of Education failed to develop the 
expected discussion of suggested coaching 
changes. Superintendent of Schools Charles 
Clark said coaches, as well as principals 
and teachers, will be employed at the June 
board meeting and that if any changes are 
made they will await that meeting. 

Burl Wells Spurlock was employed as 
treasurer of the Board of Education to fill 
the unexpired term of his father, the late 
Burl Spurlock. The tenn will end June 30. 

The board entered an order requesting 
the State Board of Education to declare 
Feb. 7 and 17 as "calamity days." Coun­
tywide closing of schools occurred only on 
those two days this year, and- theii' 
designation as requested would make it 
unnecessary to make good time lost for the 
two days. 

Non-certified personnel employed in­
cluded Charles Halfhill, Jr. and Sue Bar­
nett as substitute teachers and Nonn 
Thornsbury as substitute bus driver. 

The board authorized the superintendent 
and architect to open, review and accept 
the lowest and best bids offered on sup­
plying furniture and fixtures for the new 
Allen Central high school at Eastern. Such 
acceptance would be subject to final ap­
p-oval by the board.

Education 521-Introduction to Mental 
Retardation; or Education 602-
Psychology of Exceptional Children.
