Two Blasts
Of Shotgun

Kill Conley

-+ The only tangible clue to the shotgun

assassination last Wednesday night of
Deputy Sheriff Lawrence Conley is an
empty shotgun shell which was found at the
slaying scene at Garrett, Sheriff Frank
Leslie said Monday morning,

Admittedly, the clue is slight, because the
gun which fired it has not been found.

The 43-year-old Conley died almost in-
stantly after two shotgun blasts had been
fired at close range into his face and body
shortly before Wednesday midnight. His
body was found, moments later, lying in
front of his aute 'which had been parked,
near and facing KY 80, at the Rice Service
Station, near the mouth of Stone Coal in
Garrett.

Sheriff Leslie said not a stray pellet
struck the officer’s car and none has been
found elsewhere at the scene.

He and his staff were joined by state
police in an investigation which continues.

Jackie Stephens, who resides across the
railway at the rear of the service station,
told officers he heard a shot and a man’s
voice cry out, “Oh, Lord!" The second shot,
he said, came almost without pause.
He fixed the time of the shooting at
about 11:45.

Sheriff Leslie quoted Magisterial District
1 Constable Kenneth Roberts, who lives on

-« Stone Coal, a short distance from the

-y

murder scene, as having told of Conley’s
visit at his home last Wednesday night. He
said the officer spent some time there and
told him before leaving that he was “‘feeling
bad’’ and was going home. Instead of going
directly to his home at Lackey, however,
the deputy stopped at the service station,
which had closed for the night.

The man who heard the shots said he saw
a car leave the scene, with no lights bur-

‘ning, and that it headed up KY 8.

No clear motive for the slaying has been
established. Conley had served as deputy
sheriff about 14 months and during this
time had some difficulties on one or more
occasions.

Diamonium phosphate, a highly soluble
fertilizer, will be used.

Previous fertilizing of the lake has been
beneficial, fish population studies have
indicated.

Floyd Plaintifis
Seek Injunction,

Pay Restoration

Attorneys of the Appalachian Research
and Defense Fund filed Monday in Fioyd
circuit court a petition asking of Circuit
Judge Hollie Conley a declaratory judgment
and an injunction in favor of their clients,
Edward Hall and Johnie Hackworth, and
against the Kentucky Department of
Economic Security, its officials and
representatives.

Hall and Hackworth are listed as
plaintiffs, but the action also was filed on
behalf of all other persons ‘‘similarly
situated.” Named individually as defen-
dants are Garrett Johnson, acting com-
missioner of the Department of Economic
Security; Ronald Wright, the Department’s
field administrator for Dist. 70, and Donald
L. Quillem, its hearings officer.

The complaint involves the state Aid to
Families with Dependent Children (AFD-
C). It alleges that Hall, 56, received AFDC
payments from Oct. 3, 1967 to Feb. 1, 1971
when, except for a temporary rein-
statement to cover a period of eight
months, he was dropped from the program
on the determination that he was no longer
incapacitated to the degree required by the
department’s Regulation 27. At this time, it
is claimed, Hall has only $144 a month in
veteran’s disability payments to support
himself, his wife and seven children, Prior
to his suspension, he received $227 a month
from AFDC.

Hackworth, 51, the complaint says,
receives for his wife and five children $235 a
month in Social Security and AFDC
benefits. Last August he filed for benefits
under the state Aid to the Permanently and
Totally Disabled program, but he was
denied. He lost subsequent hearings.

When, the suit says, Hall’'s AFDC benefits
were stopped in June, 1970, he began a
series of moves, including medical and
administrative reviews and hearings, all of
which he lost. The fight was carried to the
Board of Appeals where again Hall lost,

Questioned
But Freed

Whereabouts of the gunman who held up
three women bank tellers at the Martin
Branch of the First National Bank and
escaped with $14,026, shortly after noon last
Friday, remained a mystery early this
week.

Roadblocks established by Kentucky
State Police, the Sheriff's office and
policemen in various towns of the area, plus
the work of 14 Federal Bureau of In-
vestigation agents and plainclothes
operatives have failed to result in an arrest
that is considered a conclusion of the hunt.
One man was taken into custody at a
roadblock at Lancer, late last Friday, by
Deputy Sheriffs Virgil Conn, Tom Black-
burn and Grady Skeans, and was taken
from there to Pikeville by FBI agents for
questioning. But it later was reported here
that the prisoner was held only tem-
porarily.

The bank holdup was the first attempted
in this county since 40 years ago when an
attempt to rob the now-defunct Bank of
Allen was frustrated by resistance by the
cashier, the late W. K. Allen,

Burl Wells Spurlock, president of the
First National Bank and its Martin branch,
said the holdup took place around 12:45
p.m. The bandit was described as between
50 and 60 years old, about 5 feet, 10 inches
tall, and weighing about 170 pounds. At the
time of the holdup he wore a beard of one or
two days’ growth, and his clothing was
described as soiled. A mole or mark over
his éye was said to be a distinguishing
feature.

The man was armed with a revolver and
a wrench. The three women employees of
the, bank—Mrs. Ann Griffith, Mrs. Pat
Salisbury and Miss Joy Martin—said he
drew the revolver and held a plastic bag
while he forced one of them to put the
contents of two cash drawers into it, then
commanded another to empty into the bag
the contents of the drawer at which she
worked.

Well-Known Attorney Killed,
Wife Injured in Auto Wreck

Paul E. Hayes, 49, well-known Prestons-
burg attorney and former state
representative, was killed late Monday
night in the wreck of his auto, three miles
east of Salyersville, and his wife, Lucille,
was seriously injured.

Mr. and Mrs. Hayes were returning to
Prestonsburg from Frankfort when the
accident occurred, it was said. Cause of the
wreck has not been definitely established,
but it was suspected that Mr. Hayes suf-
fered a heart attack. The car reportedly
skidded a distance of 500 feet before leaving
the highway. Hayes died at the scene of the
wreck.

Mrs. Hayes was brought to the Prestons-
burg General Hospital Monday night and
was later transferred to a Lexington
hospital.

Mr. Hayes had been a practising attorney
here 23 years. He was a native of Hi Hat and
was a son of the late William Paris Hayes
and Laura Alice Ferguson Hayes. In ad-
dition to his term in the state Legislature,
he served as legislative adviser to two
governors, Bert T. Combs and Edward T.
Breathitt; was a former assistant attorney
general, chairman of the Workmen’s
Compensation Board, and at one time was a
mathematics instructor at the University of
Kentucky. In World War II he was a major,
serving with the Eighth Air Force.

Surviving are his widow, one daughter,
Mrs. Vee Vee Tackett, of Louisiana; three

brothers and three sisters, Arlie E. Hayes,
Elkhorn City, Otis Hayes, Southgate,

Mich., Fred Hayes, Kendallville, Ind., Mrs.
Annabelle Smith, Gallipolis, O., Mrs. Opal
Newsome, Hamilton, O., and Mrs. Edna
Stewart, Livonia, Michigan.

The body is at the Hall Brothers Funeral
Home. Funeral arrangements were in-
complete, Tuesday morning.

Officials Ask Flood Disaster Aid
After Countywide Damage Reported

Last week’s flood damage to Floyd
county roads and bridges alone was
estimated Monday by County Judge Henry
Stumbo and the county’s four magistrates
at $88,600.

“And that’s a conservative estimate,”
Judge Stumbo said.

The damage estimate made no attempt to
assess the loss caused by flood and hail to
homes, automobiles, schools and other
properties.

Judge Stumbo and fiscal court members
after a special meeting Monday morning
immediately contacted Governor Ford's
office in Frankfort to request state aid and
Civil Denfense funds in meeting the
emergency.

All sections of the county were hit by
rainfall, some of which was in cloudburst
proportions in scattered localities,
beginning with last Thursday’s rainstorm
which was accompanied by heavy hail. In
some Left Beaver Creek and Mud Creek
communities hail the size of a hen-egg fell,
it was reported. No estimate of its damage
to roofs of buildings and motor vehicles was
available,

Nor was an estimate made of the damage
to school buildings and grounds. The
damage was heaviest at the McDowell
school, where all buildings on the campus
except the main high scheol structure and
trailers used for Title I classes were
flooded. The Horn Construction Company

lost a large quantity of cement and some
bricks and concrete blocks stored there for
construction of a 10-room addition to the
school.

The Martin school campus was flooded as
Beaver Creek cut the main street there.
The Drift school grounds also were flooded.
Buildings on both campuses escaped ap-
parent damage, however.

Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark
said the McDowell schools hopefully will
open Wednesday. Martin and Drift
classwork was not interrupted. He praised
the work of the Left Beaver Rescue Squad
in the school cleanup job.

Governor Ford's office told Judge
Stumbo Monday afternoon to rush a list of

roads and bridges damaged by the water
and promised that on receipt of such in-
formation prompt application for federal
aid will be made. The spokesman for the
Governor also said the Department of
Highways has been instructed to have its
district offices make an immediate survey
of flood damage.

Judge Stumbo said he may take the
requested information to Frankfort, in
person. “We need to get onto this thing at
once,” he added, peinting out that not only
normal business is affected but also that
school buses are unable to travel into many
creeks which they normally serve.

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The Threat to the “Inner City”

The established business district of Louisa apparently is at-
tempting to forestall the competition of a shopping center by zoning
ordinance and a refusal to extend utilities to the site.

The “Inner City’’ at Louisa, as in towns and cities across America,
faces a competitive threat that might be ruinous to many established
businesses. Crowded streets, difficulty of parking and other factors
operate to the disadvantage of the businesses which comprise the old
business districts.

Prestonsburg and its fine established stores may one day face just
such a situation as that threatening to complicate the even tenor of
business at Louisa.

One effective means of insurance against such an eventuality
would have been the development of the proposed open-air mall in
the Court street business section here. Its attractiveness, its inviting
atmosphere to customers and increased parking facilities would
have been Prestonsburg’s answer to any ideas entertained about a
shopping center outside the city limits.

Perhaps the cost was prohibitive; we do not know. But the cost of a
shopping center also must be considered. And another consideration
must be always kept it mind: The so-called ““Inner City’ must not
die.

Fear of Mme Dam Break Causes
Flight of Downstream Families

Last Thursday night’s downpour which
made a torrent of every stream, however
small, plus memories of the Buffalo Creek
disaster, hit Spewing Camp, near Mc-
Dowell, particularly hard.

As the hours passed concern mounted for
the safety of residents living in the narrow
valley below a dam built in its upper
reaches, years ago, by the Inland Steel
Company and operated by its successor,
the Island Creek Coal Company, to hold
coal washings from its Price operations.

Finally, last Friday, the dozen or so
families living there were told to vacate. By
that time, the road at the mouth of Spewing
Camp had washed out, and those leaving
their homes were forced to travel around
the hillsides.

It was reported here later that one or
more pipes permitting drainage from the
impoundment had clogged and that when
these were opened the volume of water
behind the slag dam was reduced.

W. D. Murray, Dewey reservoir
manager, said Johns Creek was backed up
by the Big Sandy to the dam at a depth of 15
feet. Salyersville, he reported, had the
heaviest rainfall, 5.39 inches, with the
Martin area’s 4.12 inches next.

Dewey Lake crested Monday at 661.9 feet
above sea level, 11.9 feet above its summer
stage. The lake did not rise as high as a few
weeks ago because the river stage was
lower last week when the rains began and
this permitted the gates to be closed later
than before. The river crested at Pikeville
Friday at 8 p.m. at 30.14 feet; at Prestons-
burg at 4 p.m. Saturday at 34.87 feet,
slightly more than five feet below flood
stage. The Paintsville crest came at 11:30
that night at 37.09.

Firm at Martin

In New Trouble

The surface mining operations on Buck’s
Branch, which have been idle since early
this month when UMWA representatives
picketed the workings after a new union had
been organized, ran into more trouble last
week.

The Royal Elkhorn Coal Company filed in
circuit court for a restraining order to
prevent the Kentucky Coal Company and
Nuclear Dynamiecs, Inc., Arizona cor-
porations connected with the mining there,
from loading coal on the sidetracks leased
from Royal Elkhorn.

The petition said Royal Elkhorn had
leased the sidetrack to the Potter and
Walters Coal Co., of Pikeville, predecessors
of the Kentucky Coal Company, and that
the lease agreement provided that “‘unless
mutually agreed, lessees shall operate
these facilities under provisions of the
United Mine Workers wage agreement, and
coal loaded over these facilities shall be
produced under the terms of that
agreement.”

The tipple and sidetract agreement, it
was pointed out, was sold Dec. 30 by Potter
and Walters to Kentucky Coal and Nuclear
Dynamics. Then, late in March, the new
leaseholders planned operation after
allowing employees to solicit as their
bargaining agent a union whose welfare
assessments, wage rates and other
provisions are lower than those of the
contract with the UMWA.

The new union formed there is the
Southern Labor Union. Its welfare rate is
17% cents per ton. Picketing began on
Buck’s Branch, soon after the union was
organized. Kentucky Coal later procured
an injunction against UMWA members, but
the picketing did not end immediately.

In another suit filed last week William
Kelly Hughes and his wife, Mary, sued
Potter and Walters Coal Company for
$25,000 damages allegedly caused to their
property on Buck’s Branch by the com-
pany’s stripmining of coal.

Lexington Newspaper Comments
On Judge Hill's Retirement

(The Lexington Herald)

Court of Appeals Judge Edward P. Hill’s
decision not to seek re-election this year
will leave a sizable vacancy in that body.

Hill has spent 34 of the last 35 years in
elective judicial office, having been elected
to the state’s highest court in 1964.

Essentially conservative in his judicial
philosophy, Judge Hill has brought to the
bench a warm humanity, a capacity for
cutting to the core of legal controversy and
a genuine concern for his native Eastern
Kentucky.

In what was probably his most famous
opinion—a dissent against the court’s
upholding the legality of the broad-form
deed—Judge Hill declared:

“I am shocked and appalled that the
court of last resort in the beautiful state of
Kentucky would ignore the logic and
reasoning of the great majority of other
states and lend its approval and en-
couragement to the diabolical devastation
and destruction of a large part of the sur-
face of this fair state without compensation
to the owners thereof. . .

“I recognize that the regulation of strip
mining is not for the courts but for the
legislature. However, I would go further
and say as a matter of law that any deed,
whether it be ‘broad form' or otherwise,
that attempts to grant strip mining (when
the grade is approximately 20 per cent or
more) is illegal and unenforceable as
against public policy and detrimental to the
present and succeeding generations.”

When he retires at the end of this year, he
can look back with pride on this dissent.
The law is a high calling to Judge Hill. He
has served it through a long, rewarding
lifetime with insight and devotion. His
profession and the court are diminished by
his announced retirement.

Joint Agreement

Gov. Wendell Ford announced a joint
agreement among Kentucky, Indiana and
the federal government to build a highway
bridge over Markland Dam on the Ohio
River near Warsaw. The U. S. Government
will be responsible for construction while
the two states finance approach roads to
connect the facility with existing public
highways.

The National Urban League will prepare
2,180 minority workers in 42 cities for ap-
prenticeship or journeyman status in
construction unions under a new 18-month,
$4-million contract with the Manpower
Administration. Since 1967, the League has
placed nearly 5000 minority apprentices in
construction under the Apprenticeship
Outreach Program.

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Cornus Florlda—The Dogwood
Common Denominator of Spring

By NEVYLE SHACKELFORD
(U. K. College of Agriculture)

Probably no other small free in our
eastern woodlands puts on a more beautiful
pageant than cornus florida, the white-
flowering dogwood.

It blooms from Florida to as far north as
New York state and southern Ontario and
has been called the common denominator
of spring. Soon, it will decorate the hillsides
and woodlands of Kentucky with spots and
bands of white that gleam like drifts of new
fallen snow, Some years it puts on a bigger
show than others, but from the tremendous
number of flower buds now on the trees,
this spring promises to be one of its best.

With a distinctive bark checkered with
squares like the hide of an alligatior, the
dogwood is usually a small tree and thrives
under tall deciduous trees in well-drained
soils. The true flowers are yellowish or
greenish, very small in size, and crowded
together in tiny clusters that are rarely
noticed by the casual observor. What is
noticed, however, and what provides the

dazzling show each spring, are the four
large white heart-shaped bracts that
surround the flowers,

Many legends surround the dogwood and
the most ennobling of all is that it was
forced to furnish the timber for the cross
upon which Christ was crucified. From this
bit of folklore also comes the story that in
His gentle compassion for the grieving tree,
He gave it forever a small and twisted
shape so that it could never be used for the
same purpose again. Also, the bracts grow
in the form of a cross, with ‘‘nail prints” at
each edge. But this poignant story can only
be a legend. According to botanists, the
true flowering dogwood did not grow in the
Holy Land at the time of Chirst.

Although small in size, the dogwood has
been of considerable use to man since long
before colonial times in North America.

Indians of the eastern United States, it is
said, boiled its bark and administered the
brew to warriors fevered with battle
wounds. Early herb doctors recom-
mended a similar medicine for malaria,
and even today in some parts of Kentucky,
the inner bark of dogwood soaked in whisky
is used as a home remedy. During the Civil
War, when blockaded and cut off from
medicinal supplies, doctors of the Con-
federacy used dogwood bark as a substitute
for quinine.

Craftsmen prize the tough, close-grained
wood of the dogwood for turning out a
variety of items. Because the wood is ex-
fremely hard and stays smooth under
constant wear, it is also valuable to textile
mills for weaving shuttles.

Many other items such as butchers’
skewers, tool handles, pulleys, jewelers’
blocks, woodcuts, golf club heads, and
charcoal for gunpowder come from the
trunks of flowering dogwood.

Most know cornus florida for its beauty,
rather than for its utility, and no wonder. It
actually puts on three shows a year. In
spring, it shows a resplendent white; in
summer, a beautiful bright green; and, in
the fall, a brillant red. It flowers mature
into pods of crimson berries, relished by
wild turkeys and a host of other songbirds.

The flowering dogwood is ftruly a
remarkable tree and one of the States most
attractive natural resources.

HELP BUILD
OPPORTUNITY

11 Counties Receive
Construction Funds

Gov. Wendell H. Ford announced
recently that grants totaling $163,500 are
being apportioned to 11 Kentucky counties
for local public library construction
projects.

These grants are in addition to the annual
amount of $226,484 presently being spent on
the local Public Library Amortization
Grant Program for library construction.

The annual expenditures have, since
1968, provided for the construction of 22
library projects, 20 of which have been
completed.

The 11 new counties to benefit from the
unique amortization program and the
amounts of their annual grants are: An-
derson, $10,000; Bell, $28,000; Franklin,
$28,500; Fulton, $11,500; Harlan, $14,000;
Jessamine, $14,500; Logan, $10,000;
Muhlenberg, $15,000; Oldham, $8,000;
Owen, $11,000; and Scott, $13,000.

The Governor’s amortization program is
a matching fund program based on 62 per
cent state money and 38 per cent local
money for non-Appalachian counties.
Eighty per cent state money is provided for
the Appalachian counties.

Local libraries borrow enough money to
erect and equip the building, and the state,
over a 20-year period, pays of 62 or 00 per
cent of the mortgage.

Grants may vary due to the cost of the
projects but they are not to exceed the
amounts announced by the Governor.

Amortization grants are awarded on the
priority basis of existing facilities, local
need, per capita library support, cash-on-
hand, level of certification of the librarian
and date of application.

Opinion Says Auto
Seizure Is Legal

The attorney general’s office says
Kentucky sheriffs can legally seize
automobiles to settle delinquent tax ac-
counts, if the cars are worth more than
$1500.

The opinion resulted when the Revenue
Department discovered an apparent
conflict in state laws on the subject after
Hardin county Sheriff David Owsley had
seized several cars.

One law said a sheriff could seize and sell
personal property to pay a delinquent tax,
but another exempted from seizure one
motor vehicle not exceeding $1500 in value
if used by a farmer or by a person in his
work,

Asst. Atty. Gen. Charles Runyan’s
opinion says sheriffs can seize cars, but the
first $1500 received from the sale must be
returned to the owner, as must any amount
above that which is needed to pay the tax
bill.

The $1500 exemption would apply only to
one car per person.

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THE CHAMPION MIGRATORS

Two of the champion bird migrators have
been immortalized in poems by world-
famous poets. The first one is the bobolink,
which was immortalized by William Cullen
Bryant. This bird has been called ‘‘the Dr,
Jekyll and Mr. Hyde” of the bird kingdom.
In the meadows and marshes of Canada
and the New England states this bird is the
“Dr. Jekyll” to most people, who are
delighted by his spontaneous, bubbling
melody. In the rice fields of the South,
where large flocks of bobolinks feed on rice
and other grains, the bird is a veritable Mr.
Hyde and thousands of them are killed and
eaten. In restaurants they are served as
~ “reed birds on toast.” They get as fat as
“butterballs” on the grains along their
migration route; one of their names is
“butterbird.” Southerners also call them
“the skunk bird,” from the jet-black head
and underparts. Male bobolinks have large
white patches on wings and back, but the
belly is black; there is a showy, deep-
yellow patch at the nape of the neck. The
male is one of the easiest of all birds to
identify in the field, and once seen is never
forgotten.

I used to wonder why Bryant called the
bird “Robert of Lincoln” in his famous
poem; later, I learned that ‘‘boblincoln’’
was one of his favorite names up north, The
female is rather drab by comparison, being
streaked with brown and buffy.

The bobolink is the champion land
migrator of the birds. In the early fall, after
the family is fully mature, the birds begin
their long flight south, stopping off in
southern states to feed on grains. They soon
 fly on to Jamaica, where they stop for a
brief rest; here, they are often slaughtered
and eaten. Those which escape fly on
across the Gulf of Mexico and down the
Atlantic coast to the pampas of Argentina
to spend the winter, covering a distance of
about 7,000 miles. The return trip to their
breeding grounds in Canada also covers
another 7,000 miles, making a total of 14,000
miles covered each season.

Most ornithologists say the bobolinks
song is always rendered on the wing, but
Bryant doesn’t agree with this, and neither
does this writer. Bryant says the song is
given “while merrily swinging on brier and
reed, Robert of Lincoln is telling his
name—bobolink, bobolink, spink, spank,
spink.ll

This, of course, is the poetic way of trying
to put in words the melody of the bird’s
song, but it cannot be done with any degree
of success. No instrument can record the
bobolink’s song, as the bird has been called
“a hysterical musicbox.”

Bobolinks often pass through the Tri-
State region on their northern migration
and if you will watch the meadows, along
about the first of May, you may have the
rare privilege of seeing a large flock of
them. Once I saw a flock of hundreds of
bobolinks which had settled down in a large
meadow to rest and feed. That was the
noisiest gang of birds I have ever seen and
they were never still a moment, flying from
bush to bush and all about the meadow,
trying to get food to build strength for the
remainder of their long migration to
Canada. These remained in the region
about three days before flying on. One day
while I was watching them, one of the
exuberant males suddenly flew to an apple
tree at one side of the meadow and began to
pour out his song like a torrent. As he bub-
bled over with song, he kept going up the
tree, singing as he went; at length, he per-
ched on the topmost bough and there he
sang so fast and so joyously, all his featners
seemed about to fall apart and for a
moment I thought this bird would explode!
No wonder it is written about by many
poets and nature lovers! This bird is said to
be the only bird in the known world whose
full life story is told in a poem, the one by
Bryant. In this poem, he describes
“Robert’s home life, his wife and family,”
and stresses the Joy the bird spreads to the
world. I, for one, think it is a shame that
these birds are killed and eaten on their
migration routes. A bird that spreads joy
with such enthusiasm as to capture the
imagination of many poets certainly
deserves to live. Thomas Hill always
welcomed the bobolinks back to their
homeland and he once wrote: ‘“Bobolink
that in the meadow—or beneath the or-
chard’s shadow—Keepest up a constant
rattle, Joyous as my children’s prattle—
Welcome to the north again!” Itis my firm
belief that nothing should ever be destroyed
that brings joy to this sad, old earth!

THE ALBATROSS.

“Instead of the cross, the albatross about
my neck was hung.” So wrote Samuel
Coleridge in his famous poem, “The Rime
of the Ancient Mariner, which has been
called by some critics “the first great poem
in the English language.”

The ancient mariner had brought a curse
upon his head for slaying an albatross.
“For all averred, I had killed the bird that
made the breeze to blow.” Ancient sailors
believed thiis bird caused the wind to blow
to carry along their sailing ships. Beyond
doubt, the albatross is the greatest en-
durance flier in the world. With a wing span
of about 12 feet, this bird used to follow
sailing ships for days at the time,
seemingly without flapping its wings,
seemingly without any physical effort.

The Japs and Filipinos used to capture
albatrosses at their great breeding grounds
on Midway Island and take them to Japan
or the Phillipines, probably to try to get
them established there. But these birds
flew back with unerring accuracy fto
Midway, a distance of 4,120 miles from the
Phillipines and almost as far from Japan.

They made this long flight over the ocean in
32 days, at an average of about 130 miles
each day.

When Teddy Roosevelt was President, he
set aside a great preserve for birds to live
and rear their young; it was called ‘“The
Hawaiian Island Reservation for Birds,”
and included the island of Laysan and
many other small islands. The albatross is a
large-size bird, having a body length of 36
inches and a wing spread of about 12 feet.
They are brown above, white below and
have webbed feet. It is said that when tired
out from days of flying, the albatrosses can
settle down on the waves and sleep. In
order to take to the air, these birds must run
on the water for some 200 feet, to get
enough speed for launching. When ob-
served in their natural habitat, the
albatrosses may be seen engaging in their
famous “‘cake walk,” a sort of ritual dance.
The dance begins by bowing, crossing of the
bills and pecking lightly at one another.
During the dance, they pick up straws or
twigs to offer to one another; they do much
bowing and prancing about in a solemn and
dignified manner.

Stumbo said the first work he will ask to
be done will be the repair of bridges and
roads on school bus routes.

He and the magistrates agreed that even
if Floyd county had adequate machinery
the restoration work after the flood would
require from six months to a year, if the
county were not given outside help.

The home of Oscar Cole at the mouth of
Mink Branch of Mud Creek was washed
away and destroyed during last Thursday
night’s downpour. One garage on Mud
Creek was blown down. Two houses were
unroofed. The flood in the Mud Creek valley
was described as the worst ever ex-
perienced there. Frazier's Creek at Mc-
Dowell had its highest water ever.

A partial survey of the damage to in-
dividuals was made by Red Cross
representatives during the week-end, and
Miss Ella Noel White, executive secretary
of Floyd Red Cross Chapter, said the
survey was being continued this week.

“The Red Cross will be helping, as usual,
in every way it can,’” she said.

Magisterial District No. 1, represented
by Magistrate Bill Wells, escaped with
comparatively light damage.

Magistrate Denzil Ray Hall’s fourth
district was perhaps hardest hit with not
less than 25 county-maintained bridges
washed out, drain pipes torn out and
roadbedsruined. Magistrate Eddie Caudill’s
district, No. 3, and Magisterial District 2,
represented by Magistrate Zeb Ousley,
were close behind in the losing column. A
total of six miles of roadway and at least 60
bridges were destroyed in the county,
Judge Stumbo said.

There’s a Similarity of Names . . .

Woman Links Well-Known Names
To Jablonski Family Murders

Annette Gilley, daughter of the former
Wheelwright man who is a central figure in
the Jablonski murder case, last week in a
confession of her own guilt introduced into
the murder plot the names of officials of the
United Mine Workers, and among these
names was that of UMWA President W. A.
(Tony) Boyle.

Mrs. Gilley’s father, Silous Huddleston,
formerly of this county, and now a resident
of LaFollete, Tenn., is slated for trial this
week.

Boyle has repeatedly denied any con-
nection with Yablonski’s death. In New
York, Edward L. Carey, UMW and Boyle’s
counsel, said ““I categorically deny that Mr.
Boyle or anyone else in the union had
anything to do with these murders.” Boyle
refused to comment, immediately after
Mrs. Gilley’s statement was made public.

Mrs. Gilly, one of six persons charged in
connection with the December 1969 slaying
of UMW reformer Joseph (Jock)
Yablonski, his wife and daughter, earlier
last week pleaded guilty to charges of
murder and conspiracy.

Her 22-page statement, read aloud by an
FBI agent in a Washington county court-
room, was a macabre account of an
alleged six-month-long plan to assassinate
Yablonski, who, at the time, was running
against Boyle for the union presidency.

Mrs. Gilly’s statement led to the in-
dictment and arrest last Wednesday of
UMW field representative William J.
Prater, of LaFollette, Tenn., who was
ordered extradited to Pennsylvania by a
federal judge in Knoxville.

In addition to her mention of names of
various high union officials, Mrs. Gilly’s
statement said that the UMW itself had
provided for carrying out the killings, and
that members of the union’s District 19 in
southeast Kentucky and Tennessee had
contributed to the murder fund.

Mrs. Gilly’s statement was read in the
presence of her father.

The 63-year-old Huddleston, a heavy,
snowy-haired man wearing a dark suit and
blue shirt, sat impassively through the
lengthy reading of the statement which
identified him as a key coordinator of the
plot to kill Yablonski. Yablonski’s sons,
Kenneth and Chip, sat not far away in the
shadowy courtroom, registering little if any
outward emotion.

Mrs. Gilly’s statement repeatedly
alluded to Albert Pass of Middlesboro, Ky.,
a member of the UMW executive board and
a Boyle loyalist who is secretary-treasurer
of District 19. She identified him as playing
a major role in the plot.

There was, however, no indication of
when, or if, the Justice Department would
take any action against Pass.

Mrs. Gilly’s statement said that during
conversations with her father, she was told
that the Yablonski murders ‘‘had the ap-
proval of the ‘BIG MAN.’ To me that meant
Tony Boyle, president, United Mine
Workers.”

Her statement also said that her
husband, Paul, a Cleveland, Ohio, house
painter who was convicted and sentenced to
death for his part in the slayings, had told
her on the day of his arrest in early 1970
that “if anything should happen I should
remember the following four names:
Titler, Owens, Pass and Prater. Paul
drilled me on those names. I asked why I
should remember them and he told me I'd
know when the time was right.”

A George J. Titler is UMW vice
president, and a John Owens is secretary-
treasurer of the union. They and Boyle
were re-elected in December 1969, just
three weeks before the slayings, in
balloting that subsequently was challenged
by the U. S. government on grounds of
fraud.

A Justice Department investigator
commented that the government’s at-
tempts to determine the source of the
money paid the killers will be continued
vigorously. Prater, it was noted, was
questioned at length by federal agents after
his arrest in Tennessee.

Special state prosecutor Richard
Sprague told reporters that he expects ‘“‘in
the course of time there will be more
arrests beyond Mr. Prater.”

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He declined to comment whether future
arrests would reach higher into the UMW
hierarchy and said he would make no
comment on any of the names mentioned in
Mrs. Gilly’s confession.

Sprague, however, repeated hjs view that
he believes there was a ‘“‘chain of com-
mand” involved in the murders. *As we
take each step,” he said, ‘‘the chain will
become that much clearer.”

Much of Mrs. Gilly’s statement was
based on hearsay.

Mrs. Gilly’s statement said she first
learned of the murder plan in July as the
result of a meeting her father had with
Prater and Pass. She said, “My father told
me that during the course of this meeting it
was agreed upon that something had to be
done about Yablonski f

At that point, her statement continued,
Huddleston went to Cleveland, to meet with
Gilly to help find someone to kill Yablonski.
Huddleston purportedly promised $5,000,
but later extracted from District 19 officials
a promise that more money would be forth-
coming if other Yablonski’s were killed, her
statement said.

One of the guns used in the slayings was
acquired by Gilly on an October visit to the
traditional and colorful Court Day at Mount
Sterling, Ky., Mrs. Gilly’s statement said.

Her statement said that she, Gilly, and
her father drove into Kentucky to have
breakfast and it was during that trip that
Huddleston revealed that he had $5,000 for
the payoff.

“I asked my father where he got the
money and he replied, ‘two dollars here and
two dollars there’ from a collection taken
up in District 19 of the UMW. My father also
told usthe money was clean of fingerprints,”’
she said.

The statement said that the plotters
considered various ways to kill Yablonski
before settling finally on breaking into
Yablonski’s home at Clarksville, Pa., on
the night of Dec. 30, where Yablonski, his
wife and daughter were slain.

Hall claims he was not given adequate
notice of the specific reasons for his
proposed suspension from benefits; was not
given a hearing by an impartial official;
was not given an opportunity to present
evidence and to confront and cross-
examine witnesses. He also claims he was
denied free access to records of his case, a
portion of which, he alleges, contains a
statement by Dr. R. J. Acker, Fleming,
Ky., which said, in part: ‘‘Mr. Hall remains
permanently and totally disabled from
performing any gainful physical labor.”

AFDC files in the cases of both men have
been denied them, it is claimed, on the
ground that portions of materials in the
files are not pertinent to the issue at hand.

They ask a declaratory judgment to the
effect that the suspension of Hall in the
manner alleged is constitutionally im-
permissible; that the application of KRS
205.175 to Hall, Hackworth and others is in
violation of the 14th Amendment; that the
same statute in allowing plaintiffs and their
counsel to examine their previous files only
at the time of an administrative hearing is
constitutionally preempted; and that cited
paragraphs of the department’s Manual of
Operation constitute on their face an un-
constitutional intrusion of the rights of
plaintiffs to the procedural process
guaranteed by the 14th Amendment.

Plaintiffs also ask an order enjoining
defendants to reinstate Hall to benefits, to
pay him and others of his class for those
months during which their payments have
been stopped, and to end the ‘“‘capricious
and arbitrary’’ denial of complete access to
any and all files which may be necessary
for the proper preparation of their cases.

During the Korean War, a very well-
known American general named Dean was
captured by the communists. In the Korean
town, Chong-Ju, General Dean was told by
the communists that he had a few minutes
in which he could write a farewell note to
his family. General Dean figured that he
had about 30 minutes, at the most, before he
would be taken out and shot.

In such a situation, no man would waste
words. General Dean did not waste words.
In his letter to his family, very short, he had
one sentence that told the whole of his
character. The sentence was directed to
General Dean’s son. Here’s what he wrote:

“Tell Bill the word is intergrity.”

The most important word this father
could find to pass along to his son spoke so
much. Not popularity, or success, or fame,
or happiness—but integrity. How
desperately our world needs that.

Intergrity means a man is true to himself
and to his Maker. Integrity means a man
puts truth above all else. He is not willing to
sell his manhood for a few dollars, or a
cheap thrill. No! He sets his standards high
and they will not come down.

A man can afford to lose his position, his
income, his prestige. These things are
dispendable, they can be replaced. But not
his integrity. A man can live with truth—
though it be difficult and trying. But no man
can live with a lie and remain a man—in the
highest and truest sense of the word.

We are tempted today to compromise our
values, to call a little wrong nearly right.
But one cannot do it without losing that
which is most important to him—his in-
tegrity. A man must stand for the truth
even if it means a loss of job, or prestige, or
scorn and rejection by those who call him
friend.

“Tell Bill the word is integrity.” Yes, that
is the word. How very much we need to
hear it, believe it, live by it. Not success.
Not popularity. Not position. But integrity!
The word means uprightness. That’s the
way the Creator intended that mankind
should walk—upright. Not only in physical
structure, but more precisely in his
spiritual and moral structure. We are not
only to live with truth, be we are to live by
it.

What the world needs today is not more
men of wealth. Not even more men of
wisdom. What the world needs today is
more men of integrity, men who are willing
to plant their feet solid on the truth and
refuse to budge when faced by the temp-
tations of the world. Yes, we need men, big
men, men of solid character, men who will
not compromise with less than truth, men
who will not retreat from the best they
know.

Today is a special day all over the world,
but to the people of the Hi Hat Church of
God of Prophecy, it is even more special,
because today is the day that we have
chosen to show our appreciation to a person
who is loved and respected by every one in
this community. Words cannot express our
feelings toward this person and even in our
small way we are unable to say how we feel
or how much we love her. It was 81 years
ago on April 5, 1891, in Clay county near
Manchester, Kentucky, that twin girls were
born to Mr. and Mrs. Alex Spurlock. The
girls were named Daisy and Dora. Both of
the girls are still living, and we are very
honored to have ope of them with us foday.
Yes, it has been 81 years full of many
memories for her and also for those that
have known her. Her mother died when she
was only a small child and her childhood
was probably not as happy as some of us
have had, but she had her twin sister as a
companion and they both have pleasant
memories that they still talk about when
they can get together. She was married to
Levi Ross in January, 1907, in Clay County.
She was the mother of 9 children, Sally and
Naomi, who died at the ages of six weeks
and six months, Lilly who died in August,
1966, at the age of 55. She still has Minnie
who is at home with her, Loraine Parker,
Blanche Honeycutt, and Mary Ester
Marsh, all living in Michigan; Paul Ross, of
Hi Hat, and Bill Ross, who is with the U. S.
Coast Guard and is now living in Texas. She
has reared three grandchildren, Donald
Gene Davis, who is living in Texas, Gary
Douglas Newman, of Michigan, and Danny
Ray Isom, also living in Texas. She has 11
other grandchildren and 20 great-
grandchildren. These children call her
mother, but many more of us feel toward
her as a mother because she is there to help
us when we feel discouraged or when we
need someone to listen to our troubles and
problems.

The first few years of her marriage to
Mr. Ross, the family moved about from
place to place and she refers to their life
then, being compared somewhat to
“Gypsies.”

But God had a plan for Sister Ross. He
knew that she was someday to be a blessing
to the community of Hi Hat. It was one day
in the winter of 1920 that the Ross family
boarded the old steam operated passenger
train down in Johnson County and started
on their way to Weeksbury, Kentucky
where Mr. Ross was to work in the cbal
mines. It was in this place that she was to
learn of the Church of God. She had been a
Christian since the age of 17, but it was a
cold day in 1933 that she was baptized by
Brother George Smith, in a little stream on
Robinson Creek. She joined the Church of
Weeksbury at that time. This was during
the depression years and things became
even worse for Sister Ross. Her husband

had a minor injury while working in the

mines, which caused an infection that
resulted in his death. He died in 1935
leaving her with no income and a large
family to support. She had her faith in God
and a strong determination that helped her
to keep her family together and they all
worked together and each contributed their
share to the support of the family. Paul
being the oldest son, and working in the
mine, too, took over the responsibility of the
family. She was one that could manage well
and was able to take what each contributed
and made a home for them that was equal
to any home in the community. Times were
rough and hard for them along the way but
their hardships only helped to make the
bond stronger between them. They can look
back now and see that these times helped to
make them stronger and developed a
relationship between them and their
mother that they will always cherish.

So many times that she has remarked
that she was so thankful that she had
children that had been so considerate and
thoughtful toward her and had done so
much for her.

They along with the rest of us will always
remember the many times that she has
made her way to the church house to
worship, even though she was tired and ill,
and really notable to be out. She delights so
much in the word of God and has a won-
derful memory for the scriptures. Many of
us have made special trips to her to consult
her about the bible and one of her greatest
pleasures is to be able to tell of the word of
God. When she talks about the bible the
stories seem to unfold before you, as if she
has painted a picture. Another talent of
hers is the memory that she has for gospel
music. If anyone in the community wants to
learn a song that they cannot find, the first

'Council Hikes Tuition Rates
At State-Supported Colleges

Frankfort, Ky.—Tuition rates at Ken-
tucky’s state-supported colleges will rise
over the next two years as a result of action
taken by the state Council on Public Higher
Education April 11.

Kentucky residents will pay a higher rate
at all state colleges with the exception of
the University of Louisville. Out-of-state
students’ tuition will also go up at all
schools, except for the community colleges
and U. of L.

The council’s action is binding and the

Tuition at the community colleges will
rise by $90, bringing the rate at these
schools to $390 a year by 1973-'74. Tuition
for students from out-of-state will not
change, remaining at $980 a year.

Graduate students at the state school will
face an increase in fees of up to $115 over
the next two years.

MAN, NATURE PRODUCE
' FEWEST WOODS FIRES

Frankfort, Ky.—The state is enjoying its
best spring forest fire season ever, thanks
to some preventive programs by the
Divsion of Forestry and a bit of help from
Mother Nature.

Kentucky’s spring fire season runs about
2% months, from March until mid-May.
The fall season comes in October and
November.

Maynard Marcum, chief fire control
officer for the Forestry Division, said
Kentucky has had about 576 fires in the past
three months which have burned about 6000
acres. In comparison, 1480 fires burned
31,000 acres in March 1969 alone.

“This is probably our best spring fire
season of all time,” Marcum said. “The
weather has helped a lot and we've had a lot
of success with our preventive programs.”

He said the recent damp and cool
weather, though keeping fishermen and
other outdoorsmen unhappy, has prevented
the woodlands from becoming extremely
dry, minimizing the possibility of fire.

Marcum said the division’s house-to-
house contact program to inform local
citizens about fire hazards has been a
major factor in reducing forest fires this
season and for the past two years.

Under the program, begun in 1970,
forestry personnel visit fire-problem areas,
providing residents with information on the
particular causes of fires in their com-
munities.

“Each area has its own set of conditions
and its own major causes of fires,”” Mar-
cum said. “Once the residents know what
causes to look out for, they can combat
them and eliminate conditions which might
contribute to fires.”

He said debris burning which gets out of
hand is the single major source of fires in
Kentucky.

“We’ve had very little trouble with in-
cendiary fires, people deliberately setting
the woods on fire,”” Marcum noted. ‘“It’s
usually the good, upstanding citizens who
let fires get out of hand that get us into
trouble.”

Forestry Division figures indicate
Western Kentucky has been the major fire
trouble spot this season, although Eastern
Kentucky usually has that distinction,

Marcum traced the difference to the

more extensive use of the contact program
in Eastern Kentucky, which has reduced
fires in former problem areas there.

He also praised the work of the division's
fire-fighting crews and detection personnel,
and the help of local volunteer fire
departments in keeping fires at all-time
lows this season.

About 50,000 areas are burned in Ken-
tucky annually and state forestry officials
are hoping to cut that figure in half. _

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Cook Proposes Natlonal
Coal Severance Tax

Kentucky Sen. Marolow W. Cook last
week proposed a federal coal severance tax
similar to the one passed by the Kentucky
General Assembly earlier this year.

Cook’s bill, introduced in the Senate
would provide for a 4 per cent tax on the
gross income derived from all U. S. coal-
producing property, but stipulate that the
tax could sink no lower than 30 cents per
ton.

An aide to the Republican senator said
the bill was modeled after the Kentucky
law and was intended to help the Kentucky
coal producers by putting a similar tax
burden on the entire industry.

In a floor speech, Cook noted that state
severance taxes have generally been op-
posed by coal companies on grounds the
added expense puts them at a competitive
disadvantage with producers in taxless
states.

Cook said that his bill ‘“is a uniform tax
which will place all companies and all coal
producing states on an equal footing.”

The Cook measure would provide for a
kind of revenue sharing. In states, like
Kentucky, that have their own 4 per cent
severance tax on coal, the revenue would
go into the state treasury, and not

Washington. In states with a tax less than 4
per cent, the state revenue would be
deducted from that owed the federal
government.

“Thus the bill creates an incentive for
state governments to enact their own
serverance taxes, which in turn will create
new sources of income for many of our tax-
starved states,” Cook told the Senate.

Already introduced in Congress is a
severance tax proposal by Kentucky Rep.
Gene Snyder, R-4th, and Sen. Lee Metcalf,
D-Montana, that would levy a 5 per cent
severance tax on the gross income from all
minerals. No action has been taken on the
measure in either the House or Senate.

Cook estimated that his 4 per cent federal
tax on coal would have produced $140
million in new revenue last year, based on
preliminary nationwide figures showing 560
million tons were produced at a value of
$3.5 billion.

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Fish Hatchery Work
Contract Awarded

A contract for the second and final phase
of construction for the Minor Clark Fish
Hatchery, near Morehead, was awarded
last week to the Twin Cities Construction
Company, of Olive Hill, according to
Bernard Carter, assistant commissioner of
the Fish and Wildlife Resources Depart-
ment.

Included in the $690,000 contract is
construction of an administration-hatchery
building, three residences, a shop-garage
building and a display pool in which all four
species of fish produced at the hatchery will
be exhibited to the public. Landscaping and
necessary paving will also be done by the
Twin Cities Company.

Work on this phase of the hatchery is to
begin within 10 days and will be completed
in about a year. Already under construction
on the area, which comprises some 300
acres, are more than 100 ponds. Total cost
of the project will be nearly $2.5 million,

Muskellunge, walleye, rockfish and
largemouth bass will be produced at the
hatchery, Carter said, and initial
production, on a limited scale, is slated to
begin next year.

The first opinion says a governor, when
calling a special legislative session, can
amend his call to include additional subject
matter and can do so after the session has
begun.

Gov. Wendell Ford has said he will call
the General Assembly into special session
this summer, probably in June. He has
listed several subjects for the session in-
cluding voter residency law revision and

~ refinement of the state’s congressional

redistricting plan.

The attorney general’s office also said
special security guards or local peace of-
ficers assigned to school campuses have no
authority to make arrests or searches for
any alleged drug-connected crime.

“School security guards are no more than

* watchmen,” the opinion said. ‘“They have

no authority to search persons or

possessions, They have no authority to
confiscate property.”

The opinion said seizure of illegal drugs is
the duty of “‘duly authorized public police
officers.”

Pﬁmary Competition Possible Factor in Senate Race

With the field off and running in the race
to succeed retiring Republican U. S.
Senator John Sherman Cooper, it appears
that former Gov. Louie Nunn will face a
stiff challenge in the Republican primary
from his former Parks Commissioner
Robert Gable, of Stearns, while State Sen.
Dee Huddleston, of Elizabethtown, will
glide to the Democratic nomination without
serious oppesition,

Gable, who nearly bucked the Nunn
administration a year ago to run against
Tom Emberton in the Republican guber-
natorial primary, faces an uphill battle
against the former Governor. Former
Public Service Commissioner W. Howard
Clay, of Louisville, and Leslie County
Judge George Wooten have also filed for
the seat.

For Senate Majority Leader Huddleston,
backed by Gov. Wendell Ford and State
Chairman J. R. Miller, it’s clear sailing
through May 23.

Some observers feel, however, that the
seemingly united Democratic front behind
Huddleston could prove to be a mixed
blessing. There are those who contend that
a vigorously contested primary can be a
genuine asset to its winning candidate,
provided, of course, that he can make
peace within the party before the general
election in November.

The campaign staffs of Nunn and Gable
could, in the race for the nomination,
become honed to a razor-sharpness before
May, and be battle-tested veterans by the
time the fall canvass begins. The Hud-
dleston forces, meanwhile, will not be
tested regularly until the autumn cam-
paign.

While some argue that a strong challenge
in the primary forces a candidate to use too
early much of his financial resources,
others claim that the free newspaper
headlines, radio and television news
stories, and general uproar created by the
contenders in a close primary race can
generate more interest in the eventual
winner than a candidate in a one man race
can ever hope to buy. One has only to look
at the two most recent gubernatorial races
to substantiate this claim. In 1967, the at-
tention focused on Louie Nunn in his heated
battle with Marlow Cook for the Republican
nomination was a major factor in his
subsequent victory over Democrat Henry
Ward in November. And who can forget the
Wendell Ford-Bert Combs tussle in the 1971
Democratic primary, the publicity from
which newcomer-Republican Tom Em-
berton could not hope to overcome?

Huddleston was nearly challenged by
millionaire fried chicken magnate John Y.
Brown, Jr., who decided to iun instead in
1974 for the Sénate seat currently held by
Marlow Cook.

Brown said last week that he did not wish
to hurt the party’s chances of winning in

November by causing a divisive primary in
May. However, it may be that both Hud-
dleston’s chances in 1972 and Brown's
prospects for 1974 would have been im-
proved had Brown made this year’s race.

For Huddleston, it would have meant
primary opposition, and thus a greater
opportunity to oil his campaign staff and to
capture news headlines. Brown’s 1974
candidacy would probably have been
greatly erhanced had he made his first
statewide race, and thus become better
known and more experienced, this year.
The list of candidates who have run and lost
only to bounce back later and win includes
Abraham Lincoln and Franklin D.
Roosevelt, and, more recently and closer to

home, Cooper, Combs, and Nunn.

Though it may be too early to confidently
predict the November winner, the most
significant question about the race has
already emerged: Can a strong Republican
ticket headed by President Nixon and
former Gov. Nunn overcome Sen. Hud-
dleston’s backing by the state ad-
ministration and a united party and the
Democrats’ 2 to 1 registration margin over
the Republicans?

A petition bearing the signatures of 1453
Kentuckians was filed with Secretary of
State Thelma Stovall to place Communist
Party candidates for president and vice
president on the state's November ballot.
