The second deep well to be drilled by a 
group of companies in search of a new 
source of natural gas in this section will be 
SWlk in the Buffalo Creek section of 
Johnson coWtty, The Times learned this 
week. 

The well will be drilled to a depth of more 
than 15,000 feet. The first well in the ex­
ploration ventures was drilled in Pike 
coWtty to a depth of less than 12,500 feet. 
That first well was "dry," it was reported. 

Cost of the Johnson coWtty well will be in 
excess of $1 million. In addition to the 
Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company, 
which is the leaseholder and a participant 
in the venture, companies having a part in 
the deep drilling are the Signal Oil & Gas 
Co., the Louisiana Land and Exploration 
Co., Chevron and Weaver Oil & Gas 

mpany. 
The interest in Eastern Kentucky ex­

ploration held by Amerada Hess, a member 
of the combine which drilled the Pike 
COWlty well, has been bought by Chevron, a 
Standard Oil subsidiary. 

On the re$ults of deep drilling rests the 
future of the gas industry in Eastern 
Kentucky, those associated with the in­
dustry say. The Pike and Johnson wells are 
a part of a comprehensive exploration 
effort.

Struck by Auto, 
Hamilton Victim

While the state of Kentucky continues 
with planning for a major camping facility 
in the Goble Branch area of Dewey Lake, 
with no work done after two years, the U. S. 
Corps of Engineers has developed a similar 
area at German, 15 miles upstream, which 
is attracting an estimated 180 persons a day 
during the week and 300 or more daily on 
Saturdays and SWtdays. 

The Corps of Engineers assumed charge 
of the camping area at German JWte 16 
when the Kentucky Department of Parks 
surrendered its lease on the eight-acre tract 
devoted there to camping. A day later, 
Dean Murray, Dewey Reservoir manager, 
had work Wtder way, using employees of 
the Corps, Mainstream workers and a few 
college students. 

It is estimated that the Corps will spend 
$400,000 on the German area. Its 
development is far from complete, but 
already these facilities have been 
provided: 

Dusk-to-dawn lighting, clean toilets, a 
water supply from a drilled well, 65 picnic 
abies, 45 new garbage cans, garbage 
emoved daily, camping area open on 24-

hour basis and constantly patrolled, all 
accessroads in camping area gravel­
surfaced, protective guard posts and cable. 

There is no charge for these facilities, but 
campers are required to register for a 14-
day camping permit. 

Improvement continues daily, and will 
continue Wttil German is a Class I camping 
area, it was said. Future work will provide 
showers, water, modern restrooms with 
water supply and electrical connections for 
each campsite if desired by the camper.

Hancock Doubts 
Court May Levy 
Strip-Coal Tax 

The Floyd fiscal court has been giving 
some thought to the levying, Wtder 
authority of new Home Rule legislation, an 
additional tax on strip-mined coal but 
CoWtty Judge Henry Stumbo said Monday 
that Attorney General Edw. Hancock has 
indicated that it may not do so Wlder 
Kentucky law. 

He said the attorney general at last 
week's Magistrates' convention expressed 
doubt of the legality of the levy, mainly on 
the groWld that the state has already im­
posed a levy on all coal via the severence 
tax and that further action at the coWtty 
level might be in conflict. 

Judge Stumbo said CoWlty Attorney 
James R. Allen is writing the attorney 
general for a formal opinion. 

Such limitations on "horne rule," Stumbo 
said, may make the new act without effect 
and may also place fiscal courts in an 
embarrassing situation as their powers are 
curbed and the public expects them to take 
action.

Health Board 
Waits Meeting 
With OEO Grou 

Comprehensive Health Care, Inc. has 
$104,800 to finance planning of a new 
comprehensive health program for this 
COWlty if acceptable to the Office of 
Economic OpportWtity (0£0) and its 
Office of Health Mfairs, but it has no 
planner and may not have one for months to 
come. 

The program is stuck at the start. And 
planning funds can't be used till it gets 
Wtstuck and hires a planner. 

Soon after the new 10-member health 
board was formed in compliance with the 
request of Health Mfairs, it developed a 
program description. This was taken to 
Washington by Dr. William Mcilwain, 
Kentucky commissioner of health, who is 
chairman of the new health board here. He 
returned to Frankfort with the impression 
the program description was acceptable to 
federal officials, but soon afterward Health 
Mfairs submitted to the board changes in 
the plan. 

Then began an effort to get the com­
prehensive health board together with OEO 
and Health Mfairs representatives, so that 
the differences might be ironed out. 

One meeting was scheduled here for July 
18, but Dr. Mcilwain was later advised the 
meeting would have to be postponed till last 
Tuesday night. For this later meeting Dr. 
Mcilwain and other members forming a 
quorum came here, but the representatives 
of OEO and Health Mfairs failed to show. 

As of Monday noon, CoWlty Judge Henry 
Stumbo, one of the members of the Floyd 
committee, had not learned why 
Washington conferees failed to appear or to 
notify board members why. 

"We want to move just as fast as we 
can," Judge Stumbo said, "but Wlder the 
circumstances we can't do anything." 

He expressed the hope that the program, 
now suspended for the better part of a year, 
will get back into action by next spring. 

The health board had received ap­
plications from individuals seeking the post 
of health planner, but it was said this week 
the board will be required to advertise for 
new applications when, and if, an ac­
ceptable project description is devised. 

Gov. Wendell Ford last week annoWtced 
the awarding of the $104,800 12-month 
planning grant from the federal Office of 
Economic Opportunity ( OEO) for the 
development of the comprehensive health 
pro~rarn designed to serve low-income 
reSlaents of th1s coWtty. 

The grant from OEO's Office of Health 
Mfairs in Washington, D. C. was awarded 
to Comprehensive Health Care, Inc. 

As the planning phase nears completion, 
a permanent board consisting of Floyd 
coWtty officials and residents, including 
potential consumers, will be established 
and the interim board will be dissolved. 

Federal Funds 
For City Bldg. 
Not Available 

When the Congress failed to enact recent 
legislation to fWld public projects as a spur 
to employment, the last chance of federal 
assistance on construction of the proposed 
Prestonsburg mWlicipal building may have 
faded. 

The only present hope remaining for 
construction of the $300,000 structure which 
is planned to house all departments of city 
government rests on the possibility of the 
issuance of revenue bonds, it was said. But 
an Wlfavorable bond market may make 
that Wlfeasible.

Superintendent Charles Clark said 
Monday that he has been assured by Akers 
& Akers, contractors on the building, that 
the new Allen Central high school at 
Eastern will be ready for occupancy on the 
opening day of the new school term, .Aug. 
21. 

Some doubt of completion by the opening 
date had been expressed, earlier. 

That apparently is one problem out of the 
way as the new school term approaches, 
but a surplus of teachers is causing a bigger 
headache than the same situation created 
last year. 

The superintendent estimated that there 
are from 85 to 90 new teacher-applicants for 
whom places can't be foWtd. Last year, 
about SO teachers with degrees were able to 
find employment in this coWtty only as 
substitue teachers. There will be more this 
year. And consolidation of the four Beaver 
Creek high schools which will send their 
pupils to Allen Central this year has left 
four teachers with one to two years' ex­
perience without places. 

Most of the new teachers for whom places 
cannot be foWld, Supt. Clark said, are 
elementary education, social studies or 
physical education majors. One of the 
difficulties experienced in a situation such 
as this, he added, is the failure of many to 
Wlderstand that a teacher must be em­
ployed to teach in the area of education for 
which he or she is qualified; that mere 
possession of a certificate is not enough. 

Also difficult for many to Wlderstand, it 
was explained, is the fact that the 
Minimum FoWtdation law provides one 
classroom for each 27 pupils in average 
daily attendance. If more than one teacher 
per 27 is employed, state fWlds may not be 
used in paying their salaries. 

Teaching opportWtities are brightest for 
teachers who are qualified in mathematics, 
biology and the natural sciences. The 
superintendent said he has received within 
the last few days four calls from neigh­
boring school systems which are needing 
mathematics and natural science teachers.

Magoffin Grand Jury Indicts 
Troopers in Puckett Shooting

Among 12 persons named in indictments 
last week by the Magoffin county grand 
jury were two state troopers, Ralph Hall 
and Roger Castle, who were charged with 
assault and battery and shooting and 
wounding. 

The officers were accused of shooting 
Price Puckett, Salyersville fire chief and 
former policeman there. 

(Coincidentally, in a letter published last 
week in the Salyersville Independent Bob 
Hayes wrote that he and his wife left 
Magoffin county after receiving a call from 
a member of the Attorney General's staff at 
Frankfort, advising him to get out of 
Magoffin county immediately, as my 
personal safety was in danger, not from a 
criminal or private citizens but from the 
police themselves." Hayes, whose present 
address was not listed, said in his letter that 
it was as a result of his concern for 
Magoffin county and Southeastern Ken­
tucky he contacted the FBI in what he 
termed "the Price Puckett matter." He 
added that the FBI has begun an in­
vestigation and predicted that the results 
"will be eye-opening to many.") 

In other action the grand jury named 
Leek Risner, of Wonnie, in the shooting 
death of Goebel Howard, of Trace Fork. 

A preliminary hearing scheduled last 
Wednesday for a Magoffin man charged 
Sunday with murder was postponed until 
Friday. The county judge allowed the 
defendant, Azell Barnett, 19, of Waldo, to 
consult with his attorney. 

Barnett was charged with shooting his 
wife, Mrs. Deanna Baldridge Barnett, who 
died at their home from a shotgun blast. 

County Judge Wardie Patrick, who 
scheduled the hearing, said it was the 
fourth shooting death in the county in 
recent months. He said he was at a loss to 
explain the "crime wave" in his county. 

"I do my best to put bootleggers in jail 
and to try and prevent crime. I feel 
Magoffin county is as clean of drugs as any 
county but that doesn't prevent people from 
going somewhere else to get drugs and 
whiskey," the judge commented. 

He said that until six months ago his 
county had one of the cleanest records on 
crime reports. "The last six months we 

have had several murders in the county and 
I can't understand why," he said. 

"We have the best people anywhere, but 
we also have a few outlaws. These are the 
ones hurting us. I would like to keep the 
county up and progressing and I firmly 
believe that we can get together and get 
something started to put us back on our 
upward trend," he added.

Conservationists were ap­
palled; they feared that he was simply another protecter of those 
industries which contribute to the general pollution. But Hickel 
happens to be a hard-nosed business man who has an idea the law 
means what it says and that men mean what they say. It wasn't long 
till he was fired. 

At Frankfort officials talk of protecting the air, water and land. 
Laws are enacted. Men take solemn oaths to enforce them. 

How many streams and lakes in Kentucky have actually been 
tested for acidity? Has anybody taken the pains to learn how much 
damage sedimentation is doing or has already done? These 
questions are asked, because the state has a plethora of com­
missions and employees whose duties lie in these areas and so little 
is actually being done. 

It is illegal to operate overweight trucks on Kentucky highways, 
but the law is too tough, and Frankfort decrees that coal operators 
may operate such trucks and compensate for their violation by 
posting bond to repair the roads they damage. 

The credibility gap has widened until the ordinary citizen now 
wonders who will honestly appraise the damage and who will name 
the culprit. 

Talk is cheap, but lip tribute may be the costliest item of all for the 
average citizen. The void between word and action constitutes this 
credibility gap which is damaging to both the individual American

Court Members Here Foresaw 
Pitfalls of County Zoning 

When countywide zoning was discussed 
here recently at a meeting of the Floyd 
fiscal court, members of the court said 
frankly that this was a matter they wanted 
no part of at present. 

Although it was explained that zoning 
would, generally speaking, have such slight 
effect in rural areas that landowners would 
not be aware of it, it was agreed that the 
people would need to know details of the 
zoning plan and what it would do. 

In Letcher county, two weeks ago, a more 
revolutionary zoning plan-one which 
envisioned the removal of families from the 
hollows and hillsides to areas where urban 
services could be had was approved by the 
county planning commission following a 
hearing. And the sparks are siill flying. 

Subsequently, a gathering of 500 citizens 
protested the plan, with the result that 
Commission Chairman Alvin Webb an­
nounced that the plan would not be sub­
mitted to the fiscal court "until we can 
educate ourselves about what is in this 
docwnent." (The docwnent referred to is a 
125-page plan.) · 

The Letcher county plan, in part, 
provided for development of a major 
tourism-recreation facility in the Eolia 
area which citizens regarded as a possible 
move to displace them. Another portion of 
the docwnent suggested the founding of a 
new commerical area near Pine Creek, in 
the Mayking area. 

Alvin J. Arnett, a native of Magoffin 
county who is now executive director of the 
Appalachian Regional Commission, is one 
of those who wants to see coal camps of the 
region depopulated. But he realizes his 
ideas are likely to raise a storm. 

Many of these mining towns are 
"degrading" and not fit for people to live in, 
he says. They don't give mountain people a 
chance to "lead the good, beautiful life that 
the mountains have to offer." 

Arnett, 36, reached his conclusion after a 
trip through the Hazard coalfields, put him 
in a ''purple funk," for three days, he said 
in an interview. 

"I got very depressed down there. It was 
rainy, muddy, grimy. The roads were bad 
and coal trucks kept driving by, dropping 
chunks of coal on my car." 

When he returned to the ARC 
headquarters, Washington, Arnett was 
determined to start "looking for some 
options," he said. 

"There just has to be a better way for 
these people to live." 

"Right now there are absolutely 
gorgeous places to live just a hop, skip and 
a jwnp away from the heavy mining 
areas," he added. "If these people should 
choose to live in a better place, they should 
be given tlle opportunity." 

Arnett suggested then that one solution 
might be to give parts of the region over to 
"the mining of coal" while shuttling miners 
in from other areas for three~ay shifts of 
living and working, "treating them like a 
work crew on a train." 

Arnett now says that idea has been 
rejected as impractical. 

He said his staff is mulling over several 
possibilities, all of which are still in the 
preliminary-study stage. 

The two most promising, he said, are: 

were babes in arms, so they would surely 
have lost touch. 

"Although our plan is just barely past the 
consideration stage, we think you will be 
happy to hear that a series of new set­
tlements will be established within 
reasonable distances from the filth, crime, 
and noise of Washington." 

"We are sure you consider living in dirt, 
crime and noise degrading," they con­
tinued. "We're just talking off the top of our 
heads, but why should people have to live 
that kind of life, having to jwnp to avoid 
traffic, double lock their doors to feel safe 
from criminals, and wearing earplugs to 
deep out the racket." 

Arnett said he thought the letter was 
"cute" and forming a Washington Regional 
Commission "might be a good idea." 

Health Clerk Here 
27 Years Recognized 

Tfte National Secretaries Asso~iation 
recognizes professional secretaries "for 
their role as management's right arm in 
business, industry, education, government 
and the professions." ' 

One such secretary recen,tly recognized : 
by the association is Paulihe H. Sparks, 
clerk at the Floyd County Health Depart­
ment. 

Mrs. Sparks answers the phone when you 
call about a health problem. She does the 
purchasing for the department, pays the 
bills and keeps records of what goes on 
each day. 

If you visit the local health department 
here, she'll be there to greet you. Her 
courtesy and cooperation personify the job 
which the health unit is attempting to do. 

The clerk also assists the nurse, the 
sanitarian and the health officer in 
arranging for clinics at the health depart­
ment. 

She is the local registrar of births and 
deaths, which makes her responsible for 
recording the vital statistics of the county. 
Physicians, midwives or undertakers 
regularly turn in records of county births 
and deaths. 

A copy of each birth certificate is made 
for the local registrar's file, and the 
original certificates are sent to the Office of 
Vital Statistics in Frankfort, where they 
are filed in fireproof vaults for permanent 
preservation. When certified copies of a 
birth certificate are required, they are 
issued from these permanent files at the 
State Department of Health. 

Mrs. Sparks, a native of Prestonsburg, 
has worked at the health department for '1:1 
years.

Reporting and Disclosure Act. 

Crouch sa!d that nomination meetings for 
District 30 locals have been scheduled with 
the cooperation of UMWA Acting District 
President Farley Gilley and local union 
officers to insure maximum participation 
by all UMW A members in the candidate 
selection process. He pointed out that 
several locals will have more than one 
nominating meeting to accommodate 
members who work on different shifts.

Non-Farm Workers 
At Record Total 

Non-agricultural employment 
in Kentucky continued its 
record-breaking pace during 
June, the Department of 
Economic Security said last 
week. 

May's record total of 953,500 
was surpassed by 1000, making 
a total of 954,500 persons now 
now working in non-agricultural 
jobs. 

Economic Security Com­
missioner Gail S. Huecker said 
the advance resulted from an 
increase in manufacturing. 
Non-manufacturing dropped 
with the closing of schools and a 
major dispute in bitwninous 
coal mining. 

During June, Kentucky's 
unemployment rate was 5.7 
percent, one percent higher 
than May's figure. The slight 
jump was due mainly to the 
large nwnber of students en­
tering the labor market. 

The Golden 
Wonder 

By Nevyle ShackeHord 
(UK College of Agriculture) 

The product of an intricate 
relationship between bees and 
flowers, honey has been called 
the "golden wonder of nature." 
Because its concentration of 
sugars is so high that it resists 
contamination by harmful 
bacteria, honey has also been 
called the purest of all foods. 

A food that cannot be 
adulterated without easy 
detection, honey separates if 
mixed with corn syrup and 
ferments if diluted with water. 
And because of its perfection, 
pure honey can rarely be im­
proved upon or cheapened. 

Besides being delicious to the 
taste, honey is also healthful to 
the body, according to 
Elizabeth Helton, Extension 
specialist in food and nutrition 
at the University of Kentucky. 
Honey contains traces of iron, 
copper, manganese, silica, 
chlorine, sodiwn, phosphorus, 
aluminum, magnesium, 
protein, and vitamins-in the 
right amounts to best serve the 
needs of the normal individual. 
It is a sweet that diabetics can 
tolerate. It is unsurpassed as a 
carbohydrate food, and it helps 
babies retain calciwn and thus 
grow stronger bones and better 
teeth. 

Because of its sweetness, 
honey has entered symbolically 
into wedding ceremonies. From 
its traditional use in ancient 
Scandinavian nuptial rites 
comes the "honeymoon," and, 
as Donald Culross Peattie once 
wrote, to take a bite of honey is 
to partake of a sacrament with 
nature. 

Althonuh modern medicine 
consk. . ;; it more of a vehicle in 
the treatment of diseases than 
anything else, honey was once a 
vital ingredient in folk 
medicine. According to old 
medical books, a tablespoon of 
honey each day at the evening 
meal would cure insomnia. 
Mixed with cider vinegar, it was 
excellent for coughs. It was also 
used to control muscle cramps 
and to relieve breathing-tract 
difficulties, as well as a salve 
for burns. 

According to recent U. S. 
Department of Agriculture 
figures, there are around 6 
million bee colonies in the 
United States. These bees 
produce approximately 300 
million pounds of honey an­
nually with a total farm value of 
50 million dollars. But this is 
only part of the story. To 
agriculture in general, the 
value of these bees is 30 times 
greater than the price brought 
by their honey. 

Farming, gardening, and 
fruit-growing would suffer 
tremendously without honey 
bees to cross-pollinate flowers 
of plants. As a matter of fact, in 
California, which is said to 
produce more honey than any 
other state, the citrus crop is 
absolutely dependent upon 
bees. Also, it is said that, 
without bees, more than 10,000 
species of plants would become 
extinct. 

In acutality, honey, which 
captures much of the essence of 
swnmer, may not possess all of 
the wonderful characteristics 
attributed to it. If indeed, as its 
exponents claim, it is a wonder 
food, the bees that produce it 
are wonder insects-something 
which makes beekeeping a very 
worthy, interesting, and 
profitable endeavor.

August - 1972 
By Marie L. Hannon 

Here it is August already, with so many 
gardens ending for the year. Really, NOW 
is the time to pitch in and dig. There are so 
many things that can be grown here in 
Floyd county in the fall months­
vegetables such as members of the cab­
bage family: turnips, mustard, kale and 
other greens. This week is about the latest 
they can be sowed safely. Radishes, late 
beans, cucwnbers, beets, carrots and 
lettuce should be sowed within the first ten 
days of this month, if they are to beat old 
Mr. Frost. 

So many of us rush, rush, rush in the 
early spring to get our gardens in. That is 
as its should be-but how many are now 
finding bare spots or weed patches 
throughout their gardens? As each crop 
comes off, clear that spot. Sow a late crop 
of a different type vegetable, never replant 
beans where beans were. Plant beans in the 
early corn patch, put late corn in the ex­
bean, potato and pea area. 

If you are having a weed problem about 
now-and who isn't?-pull them up, or at 
least cut them off at the ground line before 
they go to seed. After a few seasons of 
weed-pulling, most of the weed seeds and 
root systems will have disappeared. Sure 
it's hard work, for a while, but it's one job 
that really pays off well and fairly soon, 
too. 

In the area you will not need for late 
crops, as these last gardening weeks go by, 
clear off, plow or spade up and sow in a 
cover crop, to be plowed under come 
spring-adding much needed humus and 
nitrogen to your garden.

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The Oaks of The Tri-State 
Oak ... Oak ... Repeat the . word oak a 

number of times and you will begin to feel a 
sense of power, strength, endurance, the 
power to stand against the raging elements 
of life. From ancient days the oak has been 
regarded as a symbol of power and en­
durance. The Druids worshipped the oak as 
a symbol of divine power and eternal en­
durance. The oaks are the most important 
hardwood trees of North America. 

The fruit of the oak is the acorn, which is 
partly enclosed in a beautifully plaited, 
tweedllke cup. All down the ages acorns 
have been an important source of food for 
humans and many species of wild life. They 
are eagerly sought by coons, squirrels, wild 
turkeys, deer, bear, blue jays and many 
other animals and birds. Squirrels and 
bluejays are the chief planters of oaks and 
help to keep the forests alive and thriving. 
The old settlers would turn out their hogs in 
the fall, when the acorns began dropping, to 
fatten on the oak mast-a name for the 
acorns. By the time Christmas rolled 
around, the hogs were seal fat on the mast. 

The Indians knew how to leash out the 
bitter tannic acid of acorns, which they 
dried and used for making bread and for 
giving a tang to stews and soups. 

Two great groups of oaks are the White 
Oak and the Black Oak. The white oak 
reigns as the king of the group and 
sometimes becomes a giant of the forest. 
The black oak is the lord of its clan and one 
of our most valuable trees. The railroad 
ties that span the continent were sawed 
mostly out of black oak. 

There are some marked difference 
between the two groups. The white oak 
group bears leaves mostly with rounded 
lobes and no spines on these. They mature 
their acorns yearly. The black oak group 
has deeply indented lobes of the leaf and 
each lobe has a slender spine at the tip. 
Black oaks require two years to mature the 
acorns. 

The oaks are members of the Beech 
Family and are closely related to the 
chinquapins and the now~tinct chestnuts. 
The leading members of the White Oak clan 
of our region are the White Oak, Post Oak, 
Burr Oak, which is also called the Mossy 
Cup Oak, the Chestnut Oak, the Swamp 
White Oak and the Chinquapin Oak, 
sometimes called "yellow oak," from its 
yellowish leaf stems. 

The leading members the Black Oak 
group of our region are the Black Oak itself, 
the Northern Red Oak, the Southern Red 
Oak, also called Spanish Oak, the Pin Oak, 
the Scarlett Oak, the Black Jack Oak and 
the Scrub Oak, also called the Red Brush 
Oak. The latter two are small oaks but 
produce an abundance of acorns for black 
bears and wild turkeys. 

The burr oak (mossy cup oak) bears the 
largest acorns of all, sometimes the size of 
a golf ball. The beautifully designed cup 
covers about two-thirds of the large acorn 

._,.. bas m11881ike frings around the- topr 
giving it the name of mossy cup oak. This 
oak is far too scarce in the Tri-State region. 
It makes a magnificent tree. The only times 
I have seen this oak was when I visited 
cemeteries on Tug River; once I saw three 
large burr oaks standing on the lawn of a 
house near Borderland, W. Va. The burr 
oak is common in the Blue Grass Region 
and in more western parts, such as 
Missouri and other western states. 

The white oak acorn is cone-shaped, 
smooth, light brown and is covered about 
one-third by the cup. This acorn is one of 
the favorite foods of deer and squirrels. The 
acorn of the post oak is quite similar; and 
so is the bark of this tree more like that of 
the white oak. The chestnut oak produces 
slender acorns, which are sleek and hand­
some but quite bitter, while the acorns of 
the chinquapin oak are edible. The chestnut 
oak, also called the rock oak, grows only on 
the high, rocky ridges of the Appalachians, 
nowhere else in America. This tree grows 
big and burly and is a symbol of gigantic 
power and strength; it dotes on the wind­
tossed heights and sends its root down deep 
in the rocky earth so they can twine around 
deep underground rocks to give them a 
secure hold against heavy storms.

Acorns of the black oak are cone-shaped, 
bitter and are less than one-half covered by 
the tweed cup. The northern red oak has a 
fat acorn with the most shallow cup of all. 
In size they are next to those of the burr oak. 
The acorns of the pin oak are short, squat 
and about half covered with the cup. The 
pin oak is noted for its drooping lower 
branches; however it is widely planted 
mainly for the beauty of its foliage. 

Hold out the fingers of both hands, count 
the eight fingers and a thumb and you have 
a good idea of the rounded, finger like lobes 
of a white oak leaf. It is a beautiful leaf with 
deep sinuses; it turns to brilliant crimson in 
the fall. The large leaves of the burr oak 
seem almost cut in two near the middle. 
The front lobe of the leaf is large, rounded, 
fan-shaped, with coarse teeth. The leaves of 
the chestnut oak resemble whose of the 
extinct chestnut-hence its name. They 
turn gol~en yellow in the fall. The leaves of 
the chinquapin oak are much like those of 
the chestnut oak but are somewhat smaller. 

The black oak leaf is large, with seven or 
more lobes having sharp teeth. They are 
dark green and shiny above and pale 
whitish below and are covered with silky 
down. One good way to identify a black oak 
by its leaf, is to look for the browninsh hairs 
at the forks of the veins on the underside.

Kentucky Parks System in Red 
But Not for Want of Business 

Kentucky's state parks are in the red to 
the extent of $1.8 million for the fiscal year 
ending June 30, but the current picture isn •t 
such as to indicate it's because of lack of 
business. 

Those seeking reservations at the parks 
for last week-end were told, earlier in the 
week, that all facilities in 12 of the parks 
were booked solid and that in three of the 
parks where there were vacancies only 
nine rooms were open. 

The few vacancies were at Buckhorn, 
Cwnberland Falls and Rough River. 

Yet expenses far exceed income. So ... 
State Parks Commissioner Ewart 

Johnson has ordered the managers of 
Kentucky's 15 state resort parks to try to 
cut the net operating costs of the parks by 
$1 million during the current fiscal year 
that ends next June 30. 

Johnson said he has set a rule-of-thwnb 
guide that each park manager should try to 
cut his budget by $100,000 this year. 

"This would be a $1.5 million savings," he 
said. "Maybe a little too much to hope for. 
But even half that would be great." 

Not since the fiscal year which ended in 
mid-1966 has the resort-park system 
operated in the black. That year a $50,000 
net gain was noted. The system has grown 
steadily since that time and the red figures 
have grown with each successive year until 
a net loss of $1.8 million is projected for the 
fiscal year that ended June 30, Owens 
noted. 

The net operating cost is figured by 
balancing the income from sales of lodging, 
food and other items against all 
management cost, such as labor, supplies 
and maintenance. But capital outlay for 
new construction costs is excluded. 

Johnson's basic approach to ending the 
parks' operating-cost spiral, simply stated, 
is: "I'm giving it a business bookkeeping 
approach instead of a government 
bookkeeping approach." 

This means "instead of looking at the 
budget allotments and telling a park 
manager this is how much you can lose, I'm 
saying how much more can you make. 
I don't want to hear any more about the 
other way," Johnson declared. 

While the 15 parks took in an estimated $8 · 
million in the fiscal year that ended June 
30, the operating costs are projected at up 
to $9.8 million, Owens said. Current fiscal­
year projections call for income of $8.5 
million and costs of $9.6 million. 

Through his new approach, Johnson 
hopes to have five of the parks operating in 
the black when this fiscal year ends next 
June 30. 

Last year, and in most recent years, only 
Kentucky Dam Village State Park, one of 
the oldest and most popular parks, has 
shown an operating profit, Johnson noted. 

Johnson said that the operation of three 
state-employee cafeterias in Frankfort, 
which are assigned to the Parks Depart­
ment, are now about breaking even on 
operating costs. 'the cafeterias ahow.d a 
loss of more than $120,000 the previous 
fiscal year, he said. 

workers, including some lifeguards, 
dropped from the payroll when he took 
office in December. 

To prevent the employment of seasonal 
workers after the peak park periods, 
Johnson has instituted an automatic ter­
mination program. A seasonal employment 

card is marked with his date of tennination 
or the date he is hired, Johnson said. 

Most seasonal workers will be gone this 
year by Labor Day, the commissioner said. 

In the past, parks as well as the Depart­
ment of Highways, has been loaded with 
workers at election-time.

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Disabled Miners 
And Widows 
March On S, S. 

Miners disabled by black lung and 
widows and children of black lung victims 
marched on Social Security district offices 
Monday throughout Eastern Kentucky. 

It was the first of two days of demon· 
strations at the Social Security offices in 
Harlan, Corbin, Hazard and Pikeville. The 
demonstrators-members of the Kentucky 
Black LWJg Association-are protesting the 
manner in which Social Security is han­
dling the new ( 1972) amendments to the 
Coal Mine Health and Safety Act of 1969. 

Target of the protest is Bernard Popick, 
director of the Bureau of Disability In· 
surance at Social Security headquarters in 
Baltimore Maryland. The action stems 
from Popick's alleged going back on a 
promise he made to members of the Black 
Lung Association in Washington on July 18. 
At this meeting he promised that an ad­
vance copy of the new regulations gover­
ning the Black LWJg Benefits program 
would be released to the Black LWJg 
Association for its members to comment on 
before they were put into effect. 

Now, the miners say, Popick is main­
taining that he has to have the regulations 
out by a deadline, so he doesn't have time to 
fool with the disabled miners. The 
regulations written by Social Security for 
the original law in 1969 were so restrictive 
that they denied blac}t lWJg benefits to more­
than 75 per cent of the miners in Kentucky 
who applied. 

"It comes as no surprise to me that 
Popick did not answer our request to help 
write the (new) regulations," Bill Wor­
thington, of Evarts, president of the 
Kentucky Black LWJg Association, and one 
of the men who met with Popick in 
Washington, said. Worthington continued, 
"We have reason to believe they are 
already written. We tried to work with 
Social Security in good faith. But that is 
impossible. They are determined to keep on 
denying benefits to a lot of people. The 
Social Security Administration believes in 
a dictatorship-they choose to deny us our 
rights as Americans to participate in things 
that affect our lives. We have waited much 
too long for this bureaucracy to give us our 
rights. It looks like we are going to have to 
take matters into our own hands and 
demand our rights. Either Social Security 
gives us our benefits or we will dismember 
or overthrow the program." 

At the July 18 meeting in Washington, 
Popick met with representatives of the 
Black Lung Associations from West 
Virginia and Virginia as well as from 
Kentucky. The disabled miners told Popick 
that they should have a say in making up 
new regulations so that miners who were 
denied benefits Wider the old law, whose 
cases are now WJder reconsideration, 
would receive their just benefits Wider the 
new law.

Blasting Law Puts 
Cap on Explosives 

By Paul Howard 
Frankfort, Ky.-If your home has been 

subject to vibrations from blasting sites, 
relief is on the way. 

A blasting law, passed by the 1972 
General Assembly provides for licensing of 
any operation exploding more than five 
poWJds at one time and will keep vibrations 
to a minimum. 

The legislation applies to blasting at both 
strip-mine and highway construction sites. 

D. T. Froedge, director of the newly 
created Division of Explosives and 
Blasting, said the law will be enforced with 
fairness to both the private citizen and 
industry. 
. "We're going to protect the public, and at 

the same time we'll be protecting the in­
dustry by reducing public irritation." 

Froedge, reflecting on ways to make 
blasting quieter and reduce vibrations, said 
the increase in the number of blasts, 
reducing the size of smaller blasts, will 
often be used. 

"A two-pound blast causes more 
vibrations than 10 blasts of one-poWJd each 
at short intervals," he stated. "This 
procedure makes operations quieter and 
safer." 

Although this practice will be more ex­
pensive for the operator, Froedge foresees 
close cooperation "because this is a means 
of improving public relations." 

The Department of Mines and Minerals 
has called a public hearing for Aug. 4 to 
discuss regulations enabling enforcement 
of the law. The hearing will be held at the 
University of Kentucky Student Center at 
10 a.m. 

The regulations to be discussed include: 
1. The blasting table which determines 

how much explosive material can be used 
for a single blast. The distance, in feet, 
from the nearest building is divided by 50, 
then squared to determine the weight of 
explosives allowed in a single delay; 

2. Exception to table for blasting. If the 
operator considers the table too con­
servative, he may petition for a modified 
table to pertain to his immediate area; 

3. Explanation of records kept for each 
blast. All records will be available for in­
spection by the department. 

The state J:."mance Department has an­
nounced the awarding of a contract for 
construction of the new University of 
Kentucky football stadium to an In­
dianapolis firm.

Social Security 
Gain in County 
Is $1.7 Million 

Social Security benefit payments to 
residents of Floyd county will be increased 
by a total of $1.7 million in calendar year 
1973 as a result of the 20 percent benefit 
increase passed by Congress and signed 
into law by Presidnet Nixon on July 1, 
Daryl Ratliff, Social Security district 
manager, said last week. 

In 1973, the first full calendar year during 
which the higher benefits will be payable, 
the 8,670 social security beneficiaries in 
Floyd county will receive a total of $9.7 
million in benefits, compared to the 
estimated $8 million that would have been 
paid if the 20 percent increase had not been 
enacted. 

The first checks to include the 20 percent 
increase will reach beneficiaries in this 
county on October 3, the regular date for 
the delivery of checks covering benefits for 
September-the month for which the in­
crease is effective. Ratliff said 
beneficiaries need not take any action 
because the increase will come to them 
automatically.
