The Department of Fish & Wildlife 
W"ces has begun a comprehensive 

water quality study of the Big Sandy River 
and its tributaries as a part of a statewide 

ogram designed to make a CW'rent 
assessment of the condition of all Kentucky 
streams. 

The sW'Vey, which is under direction of 
Olarles Bowers, director of the depart­
ment's Division of Fisheries, is expected to 
be completed this year. A report on its 
findings may not be available, however, till 
1973, Mr. Bowers told The Times this week. 

The study involves sedimentation, 
acidity, ability of streams to support 
aquatic life and SOW'ces of pollution. Mr. 
Bowers said Lee Evenhuis, biologist, is in 
charge of the Big Sandy study. 

The SW'Vey team in its work goes to the 
headwaters of a watershed and works its 

ay downstream, classifying the various 
ttributes of the water. On smaller streams 
nly representative water samples are 
ken but sampling on larger water COW'ses 
frequent. 

The study does not include Dewey Lake. 
. Bowers said his division has not made a 

ifJe<lil' nentation study there but that last 
ater samplings showed water in the lake 
be neutral as to acidity. 

Stream study work has been completed 
n the Licking, Kentucky and Cumberland 
·vers. Barren River is being studied 

ncw-rently with that begun on the Big 
ndy.

Emma Span Site 
Location Made, 
Is Report Here 

Mrs. Flo Weddington Adams, who has 
spearheaded the drive for a bridge across 
the Big Sandy at Emma to connect the town 
with US 23, anno!lllced recently that the 
Department of Highways has made a 
location for the span and has scheduled 
final plans and core-drilling. 

The new bridge, she said, will be built 
approximately 1,200 feet upstream from 
the present bridge site. Its location on the 
Lula Bevins property is such, it was said, 
that construction of the bridge will not 
interfere with existing buildings. The up­
stream location, too, will reduce the cost by 
about $30,000. 

The proposed span will replace a 4G-year­
old suspension-type bridge which has been 
declared unsafe. 

Rural Highway Commissioner Otto 
Ingram said recently that completion of 
design and plans will, hopefully, be CfJm­
pleted by Jan. 1 and that construction is 
expected to begin soon thereafter. 

The bridge may cost $500,000, Judge 
Ingram indicated, He said the state has 
$300,000 earmarked for the bridge. Half of 
that amount will be from the 1971-'72 ap­
portionment to Floyd county, and the 
remainder from the emergency fund.

Watson won SatW'day his third In­
ternational 500 late-model stock car race of 
the season, despite an attack of dizziness 
which slowed him to a crawl the last 20 laps 
of the one-third-mile oval.

Narcotics Cases 
Increase Number 
Of 1971 Arrests 

Total crime in Floyd county rose lut 
year above the nwnber of offenaea 
recorded in 1970, as did Kentucky as a 
whole, the uniform crime reports contained 
in the Department of Public Safety's 
recently released "Crime in Kentucky" 
shows. This county had 311 reported crimes 
last year. In 1970 the total was 290. 

Included in the report filed by Com­
missioner William 0. Newman, Depart­
ment of Public Safety, with Governor Ford 
are not only the reported cases and arrests 
but also charts showing the ages of persons 
involved in crime, months and days when 
crime was at its highest, and the fagures on 
a new phase of crime which is represented 
by the use and sale of narcotics. 

The drug traffic contributed heavily to 
the total nwnber of crimes committed in 
the state last year. In most counties where 
no such offenses were recorded in 1970, 
arrests were reported last year. 

In Floyd county, for instance, there were 
six arrests on narcotics counts (five 
them were for marijuana) in 1971, while in 
1970 no such cases were recorded. Johnson 
county last year had 16 such cases, Pike 
and Martin 2, while Knott and Magofftn h 
none. No drug cases were recorded in an 
of these counties dW'ing the preceding year 

So ran the drug report in practicall 
every county of the state which does 
have a metropolitan center, and in most o 
these cities the incidence of drug arrest w 
higher. 

Floyd county had six mW'ders last year 
as compared to five in 1970. Two 
slaughters were reported for each year

Mills and Wife, 
Bullet Victims; 
Rites Held Here 

Joint funeral rites were held at 2 p.m. 
SatW'day from the chapel of the Floyd 
Funeral Home here for a Middletown, 0. 
couple who were found dead the morning of 
Aug. 8 of bullet wounds. 

The victims were Oscar Mills, 59, for 
merly of Auxier, and his wife, 56-year-old 
Jewel Reid Mills.

Dr. Ralph Young, of Lebanon, 0., coroner 
of Warren county, held that Mills had sho 
his wife and then had tW'Ded the gun on 
himself. Both were shot in the head. 

The husband and wife operated the Blue 
Bell Market at Middletown. A son who had 
attended the 19-inning baseball game that 
night at Riverfront Stadiwn, Cincinnati, 
stopped at the store to see his parents, 
sometime around 1:30 a.m., and found the 
bodies. Mr. and Mrs. Mills had been dead 
perhaps 30 minutes when found, the 
coroner said.

An injunction issued last Thursday by 
Fayette Circuit Judge L. T. Grant prohibits 
Dare To Be Great, a Florida-based self­
improvement program, from fW'ther ac­
tivities in Kentucky till a full hearing of the 
case filed against it by the Attorney 
General's office can be heard Aug. 31. 

Dare To Be Great attorneys agreed to 
Judge Grant's temporary restraining order 
last ThW'sday, a short time before a 
scheduled hearing was to begin. 

Individuals in this county connected with 
the program indignantly protest 
allegations made against it and predict that 
Dare To Be Great will win in the Fayette 
COW't, as it has in other courts. 

Judge Grant's order not only prohibits 
fW'ther promotional meetings till the final 
hearing Aug. 31 but also forbids the tran­
sporting of persons out of the state to take 

part in such meetings and any promotional 
campaign that might lead prospective 
customers to believe they will reap con­
siderable financial profits. 

The restraining order was granted on the 
basis of a suit filed against Dare To Be 
Great, a subsidiary of the Glen W. TW'ner 
Enterprises, Inc., of Orlando, Fla., asking 
that the program be permanently enjoined 
from operating in Kentucky, that fines be 
assessed and that money received from 
customers be retW"ned. The action filed by 
the attorney general's office asks that the 
purchase price be refunded to any person 
who retW'ns the self-improvement COW'se 
material and that Glen W. TW'ner En­
terprises and -its owner be fined $2,000 for 
each violation of the new Kentucky con­
swner fraud law. It also seeks a $5,000 civil 
penalty for each violtion of the law for­
bidding referral selling. 

Mr. Mills was a son of William H. and 
Ollie Boyd Mills and was a native of 
Patrick, Ky. His wife was a daughter of the 
late Miles and Birdie Machon Reid and was 
born at Cleveland, Alabama. They are 
SW'Vived by three sons and two daughters, 
Oscar E. Mills, Kansas City, Mo., Jimmy 
Mills, East St. Louis, Ill., Bob Mills, 
Marion, 0., Mrs. Delores Simmons, Roct­
ford, Ill., and Mrs. Billie Sue CaaUe, 
Colwnbus, Ohio. They also leave 11 
grandchildren. Mrs. Mills is survived by 
two brothers and two sisters, Rufus and 
Eugene Reid, both of Springfield, 0., Mrs. 
Inez Music, of Auxier, and Mrs. O.lene 
Lewis, of Leesburg, Florida. Mr. Mills is 
sW'vived by his parents.

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n Will Home Rule Take Effect? 
The Kentucky General Assembly at its last session enacted 

legislation which apparently is designed to give the governments of 
the state's 120 counties something of the autonomy they thought they 
wanted. It is called "Home Rule." 

But the mere fact that this law is on the statute books no more 
means home rule than the dog law means that every dog in the state 
must be licensed and wear a tag. 

The rights of fiscal courts under the new law remain in doubt. The 
Attorney General can express opinions as to what a county may or 
may not do, but that is far from final, as it should be. The Court of 
Appeals will have to settle this rrtatter of rights, and that places the 
last word on many points somewhere out there in the distant future. 

Besides the nebulosity of the situation, there are other con­
siderations: 

ONE: Do the fiscal courts of the counties want to assume the 
responsiblity of enacting regulations of their own on issues which are 
"touchy" and may draw opposition? Are their members, like most 
of the rest of us, "acclimated" to the situation wherein we turn to 
distant, central government, escape criticism ourselves and, if there 
is failure, blame Frankfort for it all? 

TWO: Are we ordinary citizens ready for home rule? Do we want 
it? If we do, we apparently expect our officials to know our desires 
through extra-sensory perception. For, to date, we as a group haven't 
piped a peep about it. 

A TASTE FOR BAD COMPANY 
(From The Kentucky Christian) 

G. K. Chesterton shatters our rosy piety with his stabbing words, "Chrigt 
never lost his taste for bad company." 

How many sermons a hundred box cars long have failed to match the freight 
o£ that single carl Parsons stand before a Dead Sea of contented faces and spray 
anesthetic words to the effect that Jesus associated with "all kinds and con­
ditions of people." Preachers that sound like the Prayer Book haven't got a 
prayer in startling power. It is "nice for nic~. people to be nice" is a kind 
-of nice outline. It is also a deadly diet for decent people who have every 
intention of remaining just as they are-both nice and decent. 

But Chesterton! What a jolt to the pew warmers of Old First when one dig­
nifies "tax collectors and sinners" by inviting them to prayer meeting! Must 
one say right out loud from the pulpit that Jesus had a habit of seeking those 
of bad habits? The least one could do is blur over the Master's social indis­
uetionsl "Christ never lost his taste for bad company."

It 
was an antispetic trick to restrict Jesus to the ward of those who "have no 
need for a physician." Surely, the devil made us do it! The devil himself could 
not have ordered a more comfy scheme than to make the church a fortress 
into which good prople retreat in sanitary isolation from soiled sinners. Who 
set up the rules for admission to the fort? 

Honestly now, what would we do with Mary Magdalene today? Do we have 
a pew for Zacd1aeus? They were both discards from the prospect list of the 
synagogue evangelism committee. Jesus found one on a street corner and the 
othe up a tree. Both were bad characters. 

The dmrch has a wall problem. Walls require doors. Doors get shut. The 
right people get in, and who wants the wrong people coming in to mess up 
things? Simon Peter, tell us again about handling those keys. 

\Vas Jesus saying something to us about walls and keys when he carefully ex­
pressed a liking for the less than kosher characters around town? One more 
time, Brother Chesterton: "Christ never lost his taste for bad company."

'Head of Holler' Living Told 
By One Who Has Been There

That little hollow, or holler, is merely a 
small valley. 

Thousands of people live up the hollows, 
while hundreds more live in those wide 
valleys you often see throughout the 
countryside. 

People up the hollows are not usually as 
prosperous but a whole lot more friendly 
than people living in broad valleys and with 
great big houses. 

Many hollows have colorful, descriptive 
names reminding you of something or other 
out of the past. 

There is Sookie Hollow down near Saxton, 
named after Sookie Siler, Bob Siler's 
grandmohter. 

There is Bon Hollow, three miles west of 
town, named after the little mining town of 
Bon Jellico. 

There is Hurricane Hollow out near Briar 
Creek, named after a big wind that blew up 
a stonn years ago. 

Then there is Dead Man Hollow up near 
Louden Bridge, named for a corpse once 
found hanging from a tree limb in that very 
hollow a long, long time ago. 

Roads leading up the hollows are 
generally rocky, narrow and winding, but 
the man living up there in the hollow will 
ordinarily stop hoeing his corn and speak to 
you. "Shore needin' a good rain right. One 
more good rain and I could lay this corn 
by," he says, as you pass along. 

Dogs are not as apt to bark at you when 
you travel into the hollow. They know most 
everybody coming up that rough road 
belongs or else is kinfolks to those who 
rightly belong in the depths of the hollow. 
Many poor folks live in these little hollows, 
yet often they own their homes and they 
always maintain their sense of pride. Quite 
likely they may owe less money than people 
living in town. 

The sweetest music on earth can be heard 
in the head of the hollow as the thrush sing's 
his mellow notes around dusky dark. 

The most awesome, mysterious message 
of the deep forest can be heard as the hoot 
owl hoots in some lonely tree up on the 
mountain side where the hollow narrows 
down to one great big jwnp from one slope 
to the other. 

Once upon a time there was a revenue 
man who went into an isolated hollow and 
met up with a ten year old boy. 

The revenue man said, "Son, if you will 
tell me where I can find that moonshine still 
I've heard about in this hollow I'll gi·e you a 
dollar bill." 

The boy said, "Give me the dollar and 
then I'll tell you." 

"You tell me first and soon as I get back, 
I'll give you the dollar." 

The boy then replied, "I got to have that 
dollar right now cause you ain't coming 
back." 

Washington Irving wrote about Sleepy 
Hollow up in the State of New York. He told 
of a legend about a headless horseman who 
rode up and down the hollow after dark. He 
scared people half to death.

About two miles from our town there is a 
small hollow called Reeves Branch. It is at 
the Hairpin Curve on the old Corbin road.

They 
had a small but bloody battle and several 
men were killed. So now the ghosts of slain 
soldiers are sometimes seen on very dark 
nights in Reeves Branch Hollow. This is our 
very own legend. 

Do you remember there used to be a 
folklore song about a gal in the holler? 

"I've got a gal in the head of the holler 
She won't come and I won't call her." 
Now I never did find out who the gal was 

nor why she would not come. But of course I 
think that man should have called her 
anyway. I believe she might have hurried 
right out of the head of the holler. I'd bet a 
dollar. 

H you want to meet some good friendly 
people you should go out to the head of the 
holler-most any holler. There you will find 
the salt of the earth! Certainly I ought to 
know-been there myself, you see.

But, as I think many of us are beginning 
to realize, it isn't always possible for us to 
be there, and I guess that time and events 
make it diffucult for some of us to attend at 
all. 

So, let me tell you about the Bonanza 
footwashin • meetin' that I attended this 
year: 

For months, I'd known that nothing but 
sickness or death was going to keep me 
from going home for that event, so, as soon 
as June turned in to July, I started trying to 
remember the exact date on which thai 
meeting would be held. 

And 'twas then that I recollected 
something that Mommie and Pa (whom 
you will all remember as "Aunt" Lou and 
"Uncle" Henry Baldridge), had said on so 
many occasions during their blessed 
lifetimes: "The United Baptists rule by 
Saturdays; the footwashin' is always the 
Sunday following the third Saturday in 
July." 

(I knew that, although we seem to be 
living in what's often referred to as "a 
changing world," the United Baptist 
Church, back home in Bonanza, had not 
changed its basic beliefs-nor the date of 
that meeting). 

With this assurance, I called Sister Julia 
and her family in Prestonsburg, and told 
them that I would be home the third 
Saturday in July, so I could go to the 
meeting. 

The very first thing I looked for when 
Julia and I got there, was for the lemonade 
stands-like some of the men and boys used 
to have, you know-where they'd fence off 
little places in under the shade trees along 
the "big road," and sell stuff like oranges, 
and bananas, and cones of ice cream, and 
pop, and lemonade-and whenever a bunch 
of people would come into sight, they'd 
chant: 

"Ice-cold lemonade, 
made in the shade 
And stirred with a spade ... " 

"Come on, girls 
"You treat them!" 
But, oh, there were no lemonade stands 

there this year, for there were no would-be 
buyers-like the girls who used to walk up 
and down the Big Road, all dressed up in 
organdy, and voile, and dotted Swiss 
dresses, and their patent leather slippers, 
and silk stockings, and with their hair tied 
with big bows of fancy ribbon; 

Nor were there any boys like the ones 
who used to dress up in what they liked to 
call their "Sunday-go-to-meetin' clothes," 
and help the girls across the creek, and 
over little mud-puddles, or would ride their 
mules, decorated with Cow-boy saddles, 
and starred blankets, and jeweled bridles, 
and would always have bunches of red 
roses (that all of us called "Seven Sisters") 
placed somewhere on their mules' bridles. 

No, we didn't see a person as we walked 
from in front of our old home place up to the 
United Baptist churchhouse. 

TI1at building looks pretty much as it did 
when Joel Henry Conley built it nigh onto 40 
years ago. 1 Do you remember Joel Henry 
saying that all he charged for that work

was ··two hens apiece from each of the good 
sisters of the Church" 1? 

The same picutre that hung above the 
pulpit when we were all growing up, is still 
hanging there. It's the one, you know, with 
this inscription: 

"I have fought a good fight; I have 
finished my course; Now I'm going home." 

(I have forgotten whose picture this is, 
and if any of you remember whose it is, I 
wish you'd write and tell me). 

A large picture of "The Lord's Supper" 
has been hung alongside the one bearing 
the inscription. 

The home-made seats that used to be in 
this church house (and in the one before it), 
have been replaced by what we all used to 
call "brought-<Jn" seats. 

As in days of yore, the women sat on one 
side of the church, and the men sat on the 
other. 

I think the regular preacher's name is 
Reverend LeMaster, and that he lives 
somewhere above Prestonsburg. He 
reminded me a little of the late Reverend 
Hargie Conley. 

Just as it's always been, anybody who 
wanted to preach, preached; anyone who 
wanted to lead off with a song, led off with a 
song; and if people felt like shouting, they 
shouted. 

It was when the preaching began that I 
thought of Pa, and it was when the singing 
started that I thought of Mommie, and I'd 
like to tell you all why I thought of them 
especially at these times: 

Pa dearly loved the United Baptist 
Olurch, and there was nothing in this world 
that he enjoyed more than preaching there, 
but he also liked to worship with other 
churches, every now and then, and it was 
on some of these occasions that he'd join 
right in with the members of those 
congregations, and sing such songs as: 
"Bringing in the Sheaves," or perhaps, 
"When the Roll is Called Up Yonder;" but 
not once, in all the years of Mommie's life 
did I ever hear her sing, or even hwn, a 
tune unless it could be found within the 
covers of the United Baptists' one and only 
song book, "The Sweet Songster." Mommie 
sang s<ings like: "Yes, We'll Lay Down the 
Bibles and Go Home," or "Amazing 
Grace," or she just simply didn't sing "at 
all"... and although I've always leaned a 
little toward Pa's belief in this matter, I 
shall cherish as long as I live, Mommie's 
loyalty to that "Sweet Songster" book. 

It was from the Sweet Songster that the 
congregation at this year's meeting sang so 
many long-familiar, hymns. "A Twelfth 
More Hath Rolled Around" was sung in 
preparation for the partaking of the bread 
and wine by the United Baptist mem­
bers ... " All of our faith and order." And this 
song continued into the washing of one 
another's feet. 

(I noticed that most of the people who 
partook in the washing of feet had towels 
wrapped around their waists. Sister Julia 
and I discussed this on the way home, and 
we thought we remembered a Biblical 
passage something like this: 

"And then they girded themselves with 
towels, and washed one another's feet." 

(Is there a Biblical passage like that? If 
there is, can any of you tell me where it 
may be found?) 

Mter the towels had been girded around 
the members' waists, the actual foot­
washing took place. And of this I am cer­
tain: 

I have never, in all the days of my life, 
seen more genuine love and fellowship than 
was manifested during that time. No

Some people move to the secluded 

hollows of Eastern Kentucky because of the 
scenery, fresh air and a love of nature; 
others live there by choice and a feeling 
that here is where their heart is. 

For George White, his modest four-room 
house, at the head of one of Martin county's 
narrow, hill-locked valleys, was his second 
most dearest possession. His family came 
first. 

His father had lived in umg Branch 
Hollow, and White, his wife Bonnie, and 
their three children were happy, 
surrounded by the mountains. There were 
no city conveniences, but there was a 
garden in back and a new chicken house, 
for as White said later, "I was aiming to 
sell eggs. There was a good market for 
them." 

A fire destroyed their first home in 1966, 
and took the lives of two younger children. 
As if latching onto memories would help 
ease her heartache, Mrs. White had kept 
two toys saved from the fire. 

White is a miner at Wolf Creek Collieries, 
and every payday had put aside a few 
dollars marked for a new house "some 
day." The family worked hard and lived 
frugally. 

In July, when miners' vacations came 
around, the father loaded his family in the 
car and set out for Columbus, Ohio. 

The White children had long been used to 
rabbits, squirrels and possums-all the 
small feathered and furred creatures that 
lived along Long Branch Hollow, but when 
they went to the zoo in Columbus it was 
exciting there, too. 

"They still talk about it," said Mrs. 
White. "We all really enjoyed ourselves. 
We were with relatives, and had lots of 
catching up to do with others in the 
family." 

Their visit over, and their hearts set on 
the Kentucky mountains, they started 
homeward, picking out familiar landmarks 
as they reached Martin county and Inez. 

"The closer we got, the more anxious we 
got," Mrs. White said. "We began to look

around for changes, hoping not to find any. 
All the way up the hollow, I knew 
something was wrong." The mother ex­
plained that every time they rounded a 
curve she became more apprehensive. 

When they reached home, the parents sat 
down and cried. The house was gone, 
burned to the ground. Left was a wood­
burning cook stove and the chicken house 
The toy keepsakes were gone. 

There was nothing to do but move into the 
tiny chicken house, which has been their 
home since July 6. 

Mrs. White and Joyce cook outside on the 
stove. They still have their outdoor 
"bathroom" facility, and stm carry water 
from a spring. 

At the time of the first fire, the loss of the 
"two babies" almost finished her husband, 
explained Mrs. White. 

"George met the coroner coming out the 
hollow as he was coming in frQJ11 work that 
evening. The coroner told him, 'I've got 
your babies in the back.' He just never did 
get over it." 

The second fire held a double tragedy 
also. 

White had saved every dollar he could for 
the day when he could start building a new 
house for "Bonnie and the kids. By living 
right, I had saved all of $13,000 to use on the 
house." 

Boyd Court Dismisses 
Teacher's $65,000 Suit 

An order dismissing a $65,000 suit 
brought by a teacher in the Boyd county 
school system against the county board of 
education was entered Friday in Boyd 
circuit court by Judge J. G. M. Robinson. 

The suit was filed in September, 1970, by 
Mrs. Helena Dorr, a teacher at Summit 
elementary school, after the school board 
terminated her teaching contract in May of 
the same year. 

Mrs. Dorr sought reinstatement in her 
teaching position, damages totaling $65,000 
for harm to her reputation, and wages due 
since her unemployment. 

Instead of depositing the money in a 
bank, White kept it in a glass jar hidden 
under a floorboard in a bedroom. The jar 
and the money have not been located. 

The family has only the stove and chicken 
house, and the clothes they wore or took 
with them to Columbus. 

Now, John and Loyce Kirk, editors of the 
Inez "Martin Mercury," have launched a 
George White Family Fund. Donations of 
food, money or clothing may be mailed to 
"The Martin Mercury," Inez, Ky. 41224. 

The Whites are slowly getting started all 
over again. Maybe they're encouraged by 
the help from their neighbors and others in 
Martin county. Whatever it is that has 
given them hope, they are determined to 
rebuild their home and live in the land they 
love-a rough and isolated, but to them, 
lovely hollow in the hills of Martin county.

Barker Says Squirrel Supply 
Adequate; Season Begins Aug. 19 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources announced last week that the 
first part of Kentucky's squirrel hunting 
season will open Saturday (Aug. 19) and 
continue through October 31. The squirrel 
season will reopen on November 16 and run 
through December 31. 

The daily bag limit is six squirrels per 
day, and 12 in possession after two or more 
days of hunting. Hunters are not per­
mitted to hold a posse_ssion limit of 
squirrels in the field, however. 

Squirrel hunting should be exceptionally 
good this year, according to Harold Barber, 
chief forest game biologist in the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
Barber bases his predictions on last year's 
abundant food supply which brought the 
squirrels through the winter in good shape. 
The biologist adds that the bushy-tails 
appear to have had a good reproductive 
season this year. 

Barber notes that squirrel populations 
are heavily dependent on mast production. 
Mast is the principal item in the squirrel's 
diet and includes such tree products as 
acorns, hickory nuts and ree seeds. 
Throughout much of the state the upcoming 
squirrel season should be at least as good as 
last year, and some parts of the state will 
be noticeably better, he predicted.

This year, 
non-resident hunters may obtain for the 
first time a new three-day small game 
license for a fee of $10.00.

"I think our season depends upon how the 
defen~e develops," Coach Ed Radjunas, 
who is in his second year here, said last 
week. "We have to rebuild it, and that is one 
of the toughest jobs any team has to do. 
When you lose 7 of 11 starters, you have to 
go with a lot of young people and inex­
perience, and it's the defensive unit that 
wins games." 

Radjunas began preparing for the 
coming grid campaign July 24, and 64 
youngsters turned out for practise. After 
four days of conditioning, he and his lone 
assistant, John Wayne Shepherd, began 
twice-a-day work-{)uts. A scrimmage game 
with Raceland high was scheduled for 
Tuesday evening, this week. 

The cats have 18 lettermen returning 
from last year's 6-3-2 team. Radjunas 
expects little trouble with his offense ad­
justing, with experiences players for 
almost every position and with con­
siderable new talent in the wings, just 
waiting for a chance to take over starting 
roles. 

The offense will be spearheaded by Co­
capt. Danny Wells, 205-pound fullback who 
was the leading scorer and ground-gainer 
on the 1971 team. Wells rushed last year for 
758 yards, scored 12 touchdowns and caught 
15 passes for 282 yards. 

"We changed our offensive look in the 
spring and were highly pleased," Radjunas 
said this week. "We discovered that we're 
going to have more depth and speed than 
last year and a better running game. With 
the loss of Yates, the running game will be 
in the hands of Robert Tackett, Earl 
Stephens, Johnny Heinze, Ren Burke, 
Danny Layne, and Steve Campbell. 

Quarterback, Coach Radjunas said, is no 
problem. Jim Blackburn is back after a 
sensational sophomore year, but the 
slender signal-caller will be pushed by 
sophomore Dell Jaggers. Both boys worked 
well with the new offense last spring and in 
recent practise sessions have looked great. 
Freshman Bob Copeland thus far shows a 
lot of promise, his coach said. 

The offensive line is in good shape. The 
only losses from last year's team were 
Randy Leslie, end, and · George Hale, 
tackle. Both positions are open and strong 
contenders are Paul Pelphrey, Randy 
Wells, Steve Boyd and Gene Calhoun. Jim 
Calhoun, a guard last year, has been moved 
to fill one tackle slot. Tony Griffith holds 
down the other. Tom Howell and Tim 
Collins are the guards, and Lowell Branham 
is at center. 

Said Radjunas: 
"Our kids are going to want to work this 

year, because, I think, they were not 
satisfied with last season. I know that, right 
now, I'm more confidnet than I was last 
year. But there still remains a little, dark 
cloud hanging over that defense-we know 
we can score but we wonder how much our 
opponents will be scoring."

Mrs. Archer, who is executive director 
for the. Housing Commission, said Monday 
she had not been notified of the tenant's 
action. She said a writ of forcible entry and 
detainer will be filed this week for the 
tenant's eviction. Mrs. Archer explained 
that Mrs. Burke occupies a one-bedroom 
unit for the elderly at Indian Hills and that 
the tenant has, contrary to terms of her 
lease, kept her grandchildren and others in 
the small quarters. The director added that 
Mrs. Burke was notified last month to move 
within 10 days and later was granted 
permission to remain till end of the month. 
She added that she has on file a number of 
complaints from neighbors of Mrs. Burke. 

In another circuit court suit filed earlier 
last week Charles B. and S. F. Bradley, 
Dewey and Sola Roberts seek to recover a 
total of $9,800 from the Greer-Ellison Coal 
Company or its successor, the Diamond 
Coal Co., for loss of gas and damages which 
they claim has been done to their gas well 
on Prater Creek as a result of strip-mining. 

Plaintiffs claim that the mining operation 
caused a large accumulation of soil, rock 
and debris above and adjacent to their well, 
caused slides which completely covered the 
well, breaking and damaging the casing 
head connections and causing water, soil 
and rocks to fill the well between the five­
inch casing and the tubing to the Big Lime 
formation. They claim, also, that water, 
soil and smaller particles of debris have 
filled the well between casing and tubing to 
the shale formation. 

Claiming that the natural flow of gas 
from the well was permitted by the coal 
company to escape for more than 90 days 
and that the well was not restored to 
production for more than 12 months, the 
plaintiffs allege they expended $3,000 to 
clear water from the well and in doing other 
work. 

For permanent damages claimed they 
ask $3,800. They ask $3,000 for profits lost.

Loans Up to $50,000 
Available to Veterans 

Vietnam Era veterans-anyone who has 
served in the armed forces since August 5, 
1964-may now be eligible for a business 
loan up to $50,000. A program armounced 
in Washington August 1 by the Veterans 
Administration and the Small Business 
Administration will allow loans up to that 
amount for veterans of this war period. 

Already the recipients of more govern­
ment benefits than any ather group of 
veterans from any war, the Vietnam 

lvf!terans will find the new assistance will 
it easier for them to start and 

.,;ni•.,;n businesses. 
The new program was instituted by the 

at the request of President Nixon for 
all government agencies to accept a 
lrenewed commitment toward the men and 
women who have served in the armed 
forces anywhere in the world dw-ing the 
Vietnam period. An estimated 5.8 million 
such veterans have retw-ned to civilian life 
to date. 

Under the new program which was an­
nounced jointly by Administrator of 
Veterans Mfairs Donald E. Johnson and 
SBA Administrator Thomas S. Kleppe, 
these veterans are now eligible for business 
loans, federal government contracts and 
management assistance in the SBA 
program. Previoulsy, SBA restricted such 
loans to socially or economically disad­
vantaged persons.

The VA will not be directly involved in the 
program, but veterans benefit officials at 
the VA will counsel veterans on the 
program and offer advice and other help. 
Administrator Johnson termed the SBA 
action as "providing additional opportunity 
for young veterans to participate in the 
economic life of their communities and to 
reach the level of success we all wish for 
them." 

Under the expanded program, honorably 
discharged veterans of the Vietnam era are 
now eligible for economic opportunity loans 
(EOL) up to $50,000 for 15 years at a low 
interest rate (under title IV of the 
Economic Opportunity Act of 1964). 

Criteria for such loans are·more liberal 
than in other SBA lending programs, 
although the veteran will be required to 
satisfy certain credit and character 
requirements, and to furnish reasonable 
assw-ance that the loan will be repaid. SUch 
loans are available to veterans who wish to 
expand an existing business or to establish 
a new business. As with all SBA loans, the 
veteran must show that he cannot secw-e 
financing from hi~ bank or normal lending 
channels at reasonable term.S or cannot 
obtain funds under SBA's regular business 
loan program. Such a loan also assumes 
that the veteran does not have sufficient 
personal financial resow-ces and is in a low 
income status. 

Applicants may be sole proprietorships, 
partnerships or corporations. Where there 
are two or more principals, the veteran 
must own at least 50 per cent of the 
business. Federal government contract and 
counseling in management and technical 
fields are also available. This training may 
be required by SBA in some instances. 

Veterans interested in taking advantage 
of any SBA program may apply in person, 
by telephone or write to their nearest SBA 
office. There are 85 such offices in the 
principal cities of all 50 states. Kentucky 
veterans who wish information or advice on 
the progtam may contact the regional 
office of the Veterans Administration at 600 
Federal Plaza, Louisville.

Proof of Mine Work 
Required in Claims 
For Black Lung Pay 

When filing a claim for Black Lung 
benefits, miners or their survivors must 
prove that the miner worked in one or more 
coal mines. This announcement comes 
from Daryl E. Ratliff, manager of the 
Pikeville Social Security office. 

Preferred proofs of such mine em­
ployment are withholding statements 
(Form W-2's), pay stubs, pension cer­
tificates, employer statements, or union 
records. It is the claimant's responsibility 
to submit the proof. 

H a man worked 15 years or more in the 
underground coal mines, a presumption is 
applied w~ich makes it easier for him to 
receive benefits. This provision was in­
cluded in the 1972 amendments to the Black 
Lung law. However, before this presump­
tion can be applied, the miner or his sur­
vivors must prove he worked 15 years or 
more. "Persons planning to file a Black 
Lung claim should phone the local Social 
Secuirty office for further details," Ratliff 
said.

Two mountains in the Holy Land are 
revered as the Mount of Transfiguration. 
Like many other sites of the Holy Land, one 
has to decide which site he prefers as being 
authentic-if, indeed, either is. 

Since the fourth century Mt. Tabor has 
been accepted by many as the Mount of 
Transfiguration. Mt. Tabor is about five 
miles east of Nazareth and twelve miles 
west of the southern tip of the Sea of 
Galilee. Although the mount is only 1,843 
feet in altitude, one can see a far distance 
from its summit. 

Atop Mt. Tabor you can see Mt. Carmel, 
about 25 miles to the west on the edge of the 
Mediterranean Sea.

The highest point of this snow­
capped mountain is 9,101 feet above sea 
level. Just south of Mt. Hermon is Caesarea 
Philippi. The fact that Jesus was mentioned 
as being ·in this area just prior to the 
transfiguration experience is accepted by 
some as evidence of Mt. Hermon being the 
Mount of Transfiguration.

Emergency Medical 
Technician Training 
Begins Second Year 

A federally-funded project te traba 
Keotdans In emergency medical care of 
the public will begin its second year tbllld 
in 17 Kentucky cities. More than 411 
emergency medical techniciana were 
trained In the project's first year. 

Co-sponsored by the Kentucky Depart­
ments of Health and Public safety, the 
training program is made possible by a 
grant from the U. S. Department of 
Transportation to the Department of 
Health's Comprehensive Medical 
Emergency Service Project. 

Clauea are limited to 30 students each • 
There is no tuition ·fee. 

In each of the training sites, the program 
wUI be conducted by a local course in­
structor, a local physician, nurse or oth• 
emergency medical care expert. In 
Prestonsburg, classes will begin Nov. 'J:1 at 
Prestonsburg Community College under 
the direction of James Newman. 

Thomas A. Thompson, project training 
director, said invitations to participate in 
this series of courses have been sent to 
approximately 2,000 ambulance drivers 
and attendants in Kentucky, plus firemen, 
policemen, nurses, rescue squad members 
and others responsible for emergency care 
of the public. 

The 12~-week course covers all aspects 
of emergency medical care and tran­
sportation of the sick and injured. The 25 
lessons involve 71 hours of classroom 
training plus 10 hours of in~ospital ob­
servation. Over 20 hours of subject 
material are presented on videotape 
prepared by physicians from the Univer­
sity of Kentucky Medical Center. 

Upon successful completion of the 
course, the Department of Health certifies 
students as EMT's. The written and 
practical exam for the National Registry of · 
Emergency Medical Technicians is offered 
to the students immediately following the 
completion of each course. 

EMT's certified by the Kentucky 
Department of Health, as well as licensed 
physicians, and registered and practical 
nurses, are covered by the "Good 

' Samaritan" law passed by the General 
Assembly last spring. The law exempts 
these people from liability in civil damages 
for administering emergency care or 
treatment when pay for such services is 
neither expected nor given.
