The case is the third of its kind to be filed 
in Kentucky in recent weeks, and all three 
pose a challenge to the future effectiveness 
of the courts under attack. 

Last week's action was filed by Carl 
Edward Allen, of Pyramid, whose trial on a 
charge of drunk driving was scheduled at 9 
a.m. last Tuesday in police court. 

It was an aftermath of the Harlan case in 
which Police Judge Stanley Ditty was 
permanently enjoined by Circuit Judge 

J ~-~~dw<ard G. Hill from trying criminal cases 
because he is not an attorney. In Graves 
county, more. recently, County Judge 
Castleman was temporarily enjoined on 
similar grounds from presiding in the trial 
of a liquor case but was given temporary 
authority to hear other criminal cases. An 
Owsley county woman has asked the 
Supreme Court to determine if lower-court 
judges should have a "knowledge of the 
law." 

In the case here Allen pointed out that he 
had been previously convicted of drunk 
driving but that the conviction is being 
appealed. Regardless of that appeal, he 

t--~larnlle<l a second conviction could send him 
to jail for six months. 

His petition points out that Kentucky law 
(KRS 26.140 and KRS 26.150, as amended) 
requires a police judge of a first- or second­
class city to be an attorney.

Governor Suspends Permits 
Of Seven Area Strip-Mines 

The proposed improvement involved 
indoor toilets and plumbing for water at the 
Bonanza school. The original construction 
estimate was approximately $13,000~ but 
Architect George Lee Shannon's later 
estimate was twice that. When the board 
received bids on the work last month Tom 
0. McGuire, Prestonsburg contractor, was 
low with a bid of $29,000. In a scathing denunciation of strip­

mining practices in Eastern Kentucky and 
official neglect of the enforcement of 
surface mining regulations, Gov. Wendell 
H. Ford last Wednesday took the strongest 
stand of any Kentucky governor on the 
controversial mining subject and at the 
same time suspended the permits of seven 
strip-mining operations in Pike county. 

At least three of the suspended operations 
are in the Johns Creek watershed, on 
streams feeding into Dewey Lake. 

At a joint press conference in Frankfort 
last Wednesday Governor Ford and 
Natural Resources Commissioner Thomas 
Harris issued statements criticising the 
work of "irresponsible strip-mine 
operators and irresponsible public of­
ficials." 

The governor said reports made to him 
by Harris after the latter had made a mine­
inspection trip into Eastern Kentucky "are 
the most disgusting and appalling 
revelations I have ever witnessed in my 
public life." 

"Often," he said, "you have heard the 
phrase, 'rape of our mountains.' That 
phrase, in my judgment, isn't strong 
enough to describe what Commissioner 
Harris has found." 

The three Johns Creek operations closed 
down are these, according to Reclamation 
Division records: 

1. Robinette & Blackburn Coal Co., 
Pikeville; two operations near Meta, 
charged with stripping on an "augering 

only " permit, working off the permitted 
area, no backfilling, excessive bench width 
and permitting reject material in drainway 
and over the outslope. Incorporatores of the 
firm are 0. L. (John) Robinette and 
Keither Blackburn, both of Pikeville. 

2. L & N Coal Co., Lexington, one 
operation near Meta, accused of exceeding 
the authorized bench width by ap­
proximately 210 feet, working off the 
permitted area and allowing debris off the 
permit area and on a county road. Norman 
D. Augspurger, Lexington, and Luther 
Meade, Cincinnati, are listed as in­
corporators. 

Other surface-mine operations 
suspended include these: 

Bush Coal Co., Frankfort; operation near 
Broadbottom: charged with failure to 
maintain grading and leaving reject 
material exposed. Incorporated June 26, 
1970, by James L. Boring, Louisville; 
Travis M. Bush, Frankfort, president. 

G. D. B. Co., Inc., Portsmouth, Ohio: 
operation near Hatfield; charged with 
stripping on an auger permit that had 
expired, no silt basins, and permit sign not 
posted. Incorporated March 26, 1971, by 
Glenn Graham, Pikeville (incorporation 
papers show office address of Sidney in 
Pike County; non-compliance notice lists 
Portsmouth address). 

T. C. H. Coal Co., Frankfort; operation 
near Millard; charged with failure to 
construct silt basins, excessive bench

The board awaited approval from the 
state division, and when word came it was 
to the effect that it could not approve a 
project of that cost for Bonanza.

Conley Reminds 
Jurors of Five 
Murder Cases 

After a grand jury panel of seven women 
and five men had been formed at the 
opening of the Floyd circuit court's 
criminal term Tuesday morning, Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley reminded members of 
the jury that they have five murder cases to 
investigate and that there is an element of 
mystery surrounding three of them. He 
described the three as "problem cases." 

Of the slayings to be probed two are those 
of Deputy Sheriff Lawrence Conley at 
Garrett and Clayton Conley, near Wayland. 
"I +!link one o. t o• thf!Jproblem cases are 
involved with the liquor racket," Judge 
Conley told the jury. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Harold J. 
Stumbo, who is recuperating from a recent 
heart attack, was on hand for the court­
opening. Judge Conley commented that he 
had urged the prosecutor not to attempt 
work at this court term, and he repeated his 
injunction during his jury instructions by 
turning to Stumbo with the remark, "I 
think you ought to take it easy for a while." 

Oscar Smith, of Bypro, was named 
foreman of the grand jury. 

Judge Conley also commented on the 
environmental problem, citing his finding 
of highways in thickly populated Penn­
sylvania and New York clear of litter, then 
describing some Floyd county highways as 
"garbage dumps." 

"We must do something to educate our 
people against this," he said. He spoke of 
comments and Indiana couple made during 
a visit to this county and pointed out that 
littered roadsides discourage people from 
coming to this county to live and also may 
tip the scales against the county when in­
dustry goes looking for a location.

Closure Idles 
90 Men; Tipple 
Use Is Expected 
The mining town of David may have 

produced its last car of coal, it was said this 
week as all machinery of the Patsy 
Development Company was being pulled 
from the workings. 

Closing of the operation idles 90 workers. 
At the peak of production, when operated 
by the Princess Elkhorn Division of 
Princess Coals, Inc., the mines employed 
500. 

Harmon Tussey, superintendent of Patsy 
Development's David operations, said all 
equipment is already out of the mines with 
the exception of beltlines and 
miscellaneous items. The work of removing 
last of the machinery is expected to be 
completed within a week. 

The No. 2 tipple there will continue to be 
in use, it was said, for the loading of strip­
and auger-mined coal from Magoffin 
county. A firm headed by Fon Johnson, of 
Pike county, is surface mining in the 
headwaters section of Licking River, and 
the coal will be trucked across the moun­
tain to the David tipple. 

Mr. Tussey said there are several million 
tons of coal unmined in the Buckeye section 
of Middle Creek, near David, but that it is of 
high sulphur content. He predicted that this 
coal reserve will not be worked until an 
effective and economically practicable 
method of removing the sulphur is 
developed. 

It was high sulphur content of the coal 
that ran afoul of air pollution regulations 
and made continued mining at David im­
practicable. "The coal severance tax didn't 
help," Tussey added. 

Equipment used in the David workings 
will probably be sold. The Fairchild 
Equipment Co., Beckley, W. Va., has been 
appraising it as it was removed from the 
mines.

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Good News 'from the Top' 
THE TIMES congratulates Governor Wendell Ford and his 

commissioner of natural resources, Thomas Harris, on the bold 
stand they have jointly taken to enforce the laws governing strip-
mining. . 

It is heartening to hear "from the top" what most of us nearer "the 
bottom" have known, all along-that Eastern Kentucky has been 
gutted and not sewn up after the operation. 

It is encouraging to know that Governor Ford is throwing the 
weight of his office behind Commissioner Harris, who is committed 
to the enforcement of laws which would have afforded this part of 
Kentucky at least some protection from the very first, except for the 
fact that the law has been ignored. 

America must have coal. Nobody denies that. The business of 
getting that coal is a great industry, providing men jobs, making 
possible the production of electric power, generally contributing to 
the American way of life (which, others to the contrary, is the b~st 
on this sphere which we inhabit). 

But coal need not destroy as it contributes. And surface mining in 
a mountainous area such as this does just that. You can't recap a 
mountain-top, nor can you rehabilitate a tree. Steep hillsides and 
gravity, with rainfall for an ally, make a combine too powerful to 
control. 

The governor and commissioner rightly demand that if surface­
mineoperatorscannot,or will not, comply with the regulations under 
which they are enjoined to operate, they must not operate at all. 

This will cost some men jobs. But if deep mines take the place of 
these surface operations they and many more will find work a-plenty 
to do. Electric power bills may be higher, as a consequence, but the 
price will-not be too great to pay. 

Commissioner Harris was shocked by what he saw on his recent 
visit to Eastern Kentucky. "Disgusting and appalling" was his 
comment. 

May he and Governor Ford never forget those words and the 
spectacle that prompted them during the months ahead when they 
will find the pressure mounting from those who find the prospect of 
staying within this law appalling. 

Goodbye, Please •.. 
(Au editorial in The Kentucky Labor News) 

Angela Davis has flown to Moscow, and she 1s quoted in the press dispatches as 
saying it is "wonderful to be on the soil of the Soviet Union." Miss Davis, who has been 
acquitted of murder, kidnapping and conspiracy charges, said she owed her freedom 
to an international campaign in her behalf led by RUSSIA! 

This comes as considerable relief to those of us who felt she was free because of the 
cowardice and stupidity of a California jury. Most Americans had not been aware of 
the fact that Communists, like Angela Davis, could be released in American courts 
because of Russia, but she says it is so. 

At any rate, it is welcome news to most Americans to learn that Angela Davis finds 
Russia to be "wonderful." With such happy and hospitable treatment, she should 
make Russia her permanent home. Beyond doubt, the vast lands of Russia in Europe 
and Asia would well accommodate Angela Davis and all other Communists in the 
United States who might rejoice in the temporary accolade that welcomes all traitors. 

After the flowers of welcome have wilted away, Miss Angela Davis-who does love 
freedom so-should arrange to hear the pleas from the hundreds of thousands of Jews 
who desperately wish to leave communist Russia, but who are not allowed to do so. 
And, while she is praised for her "fight for social justice," she may wish to dabble 
over into Hungary and Czechoslovakia and see what has been done for "justice" with 
the unions in these countries. (We had Mr. Mirko Sedlak, a Czech trade union jour­
nalist, as our guest several years ago, and the Russian ''justice'' he saw caused him to 
seek citizenship in the United States!) 

We have heard in Israel of African unionists who attended workers school in 
Russia. They were given the big ceremony-at first-and then they were 
discriminated against-by the Russian "freedom lovers" in a manner that they will 
not soon forget. African unionists prefer the real hospitality they receive in the 
democracy of Israel to the push-button pomp they get and quickly lose in the new land 
of Angela Davis. It is to the everlasting credit of the American black community that 
a very small percentage of black Americans become Communists. Paul Robeson and 
Angela Davis are representing a very small minority group in the black race. In spite 
of the injustices suffered by the American Negro, commie organizers have found the 
overwhelming majority of blacks to be loyal, patriotic citizens who prefer to correct 
abuses through methods other than defection to Russia. 

We 00 hope that Angela Davis is sincere enough in her love for Russia to want to 
stay and encourage her comrades to join her. It would be a great MOVEMENT for us 
all.

New Hall Named 

For Floyd Man 

Construction is scheduled for completion next summer on "Boyd ,.,...._-l 
Reed Hall" at Morehead State University. The five-story classroom, 
office and parking structure will house MSU's Appalachian 
Technical Institute. Being built at a cost of $3.5 million, the facility 
has been named in honor of BF Reed's more than 15 years of service 
on the MSU Board of Regents and for his civic and business con­
tributions to Eastern Kentucky. A resident of Drift, he is executive 
vice-president of the Turner Elkhorn Mining Co. and past chairman 
of the Eastern Kentucky Regional Development Commission. Reed 
was awarded the MSU Alumni Association's "Public Service 
Award" earlier this year. 

To provide stricter enforcement in...the 
furture, Harris said he already has hired 
several inspectors and he expects to hire 
"10 to 12" more in the near future. 
However, he reported difficulty hiring 
inspectors and also badly-needed engineers 
at state pay scales. 

Gov. Ford, at the news conference, said 
he would provide extra funds from his 
contingency fund if necessary. He also 
suggested hiring engineers under contract 
rather than in regular pay-scale slots, in 
order to increase their pay. 

Commissioner Harris, who made an 
unannounced trip into Floyd, Pike, John­
son, Martin and other counties of the area, 
described what he found as "beyond 
comprehension.'' 

He said he found operators stripping coal 
without a permit, operators stripping coal 
without silt basins (although their plans 
approved by the state called for such 
basins;, operators stripping coal with silt 
basins filled and no provisions being made 
to CleJ!l out the old basins or build new 
ones, operators with a 10-acre permit who 
had already stripped 40 acres, operators 
stripping in an area not included in their 
permit, operators violati!J& the width of 
bench regulations from 30 to 210 feet. 

For instance, he said, one operator whose 
bench is 300 feet wide had a permit calling 
for only 89 feet. "What happened to that 
other 211 feet? It went over the outslope. 

Harris said he found land stripped and 
abandoned, some of it a long time ago, and 
"very honestly I don't know who stripped 
those mountains because some of these 
mines have never received permits-but I 
intend to find out." 

Harris said he found "even more 
disturbing reports" dating back to 1968 that 
said everything in the Pikeville area of 
operations was "satisfactory." 

"It may have been satisfactory to then­
Governor (Louie B.) Nunn and the previous 
administration, but it is not satisfactory to 
me or to this governor (Ford)," Harris 
said. 

"You cannot tell me nor can you tell any 
intelligent citizen that this occurrence 
happened overnight. How did this carnage 
happen? Irresponsible operators and 
failure to enforce the law by certain state 

OD 

officials." Those responsible for enforcing 
the law had to be aware of the violations 
"from the top to the bottom," Harris said. 

"You can't hide the mass destruction of 
mountains.lf we could catch this in 74 days 
(he took office 74 days ago), how in the 
world could others fail to see it in four 
year? Why did they allow it to continue? 
The laws are only as strong as those 
charged with enforcement," Harris con­
tinued. 

Harris said that from January of 1969 
until about three weeks ago the same man 
served as supervisor of the Pikeville 
district of the reclamation division of the 
Department of Natural Resources. 

"He submitted reports of compliance. He 
initialed the reports of satisfactory 
operation submitted by inspectors. Many 
times he viewed the operations with the 
inspectors, according to inspectors 
questioned. The reports and what I saw 
don't match. What I saw was far from 
satisfactory. 

"When I saw what was going on through 
personal inspection I began checking the 
records and it hasn't taken long to initiate a 
complete investigation which is presently 
continuing." · 

"How many more incidents of the past 
will arise is anyone's guess. But we're 
going to uncover them and we're going to 
crack down hard on those who permitted 
them. Where possible civil and criminal 
action as well as administrative action will 
be taken to see that the areas are reclaimed 
to their best possible states ... There is more 
to come." 

The district supervisor, headquartered in 
Paintsville, was, from Jan. 1, 1969 till 
August 1, Carter P. Combs. 

Governor Ford last week confirmed the 
report that a number of Eastern Ken­
tuckians, including some coal operators, 
had asked him when he entered upon his 
office to appoint Combs to the post of 
natural resources commissioner, the 
position now held by Harris, or to that of 
director of strip-mining and reclamation, a 
post now held by Buddy Beach. 

Combs has been transferred to the 
Hazard office and no longer has any 
supervision of active strip-mine operations, 
It was said.

Bluegrass Best-Suited 
For Most Ky. Lawns 

What kinds of grasses are best suited for 
home lawns in Kentucky? 

Hayden Watkins, Extension turf specialist 
at the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, says Kentucky bluegrass is 
the most desirable grass for most of 
Kentucky. Kentucky bluegrass alone or 
mixed with creeping red fescue will make a 
desirable carpet of grass for your lawn. The 
bluegrass tends to dominate in the sun, and 
the creeping red fescue in the shady areas. 

Both of these grasses are called cool 
season grasses, because they make most of 
their growth in the cool periods of fall and 
spring. They make little growth during the 
winter and the very hot periods of the 
summer. 

Tall fesuce, another cool season grass, is 
receiving more attention from home 
owners because of its ability to grow under 
adverse conditions and its resistance to 
diseases and insects. Watkins says it is 
somewhat coarser in texture than 
bluegrass and red fescue, but when seeded 
alone at heavy rates, it makes a desirable 
turffor Kentucky. Tall fescue should never 
be mixed with other grasses, according to 
the UK specialist. 

TWo warm season grasses, bermuda and 
zoysia, are sometimes used in Kentucky, 
and zoysia especially has drawn notice 
because of its excellent quality during the 
summer. Both grasses turn brown at the 
first frost and also remain brown late in the 
spring, which is their chief disadvantage. 
They do not do well during the cool weather 
of fall and spring, but make excellent turf 
during the hot summer months. They are 
ideal for playgrounds, backyards and 
summer homes. 

Other grasses, such as ryegrasses, 
timothy, and red top, are not desirable turf 
grasses for Kentucky, according to 
Watkins. Bentgrass is an excellent grass, 
but requires too much maintenance for the 
average homeowner . 

More information on selecting grass 
varieties for home lawns is available from 
local county Extension agents.

But it will be the best 
decision possible in a difficult situation. 
And that is what you are searching for. 

Most often our choices in difficult 
situations will not be between easy and 
hard decisions, but between hard and 
harder decisions. That is the reason they 
are difficult situations. The difficulty 
comes not so much in having a hard task to 
do, but in deciding the best way to do it. We 
can sympathize with the man who had to 
divide the eggs into three catagories­
small, medium,and large. After two days 
he quit, crying: "Decisions, decisions, 
decisions!" 

Prayer needs to be a part of our ex­
perience prior to making a decision in a 
difficult situation. Difficult situations are 
hard enough in themselves, and certainly 
they are too hard to attempt without the 
help of Him who has all knowledge . 

The final word in facing difficult 
situations is "determination." Decision 
should be followed by action, else it only 
amounts to indecision. Once you make up 
your mind to act in a difficult situation, 
then immediately set the wheels in motion 
to carry out your decision. 

Perhaps the most miserable person in the 
world is the one who continually dwells on 
indecision. He will make up his mind but 
will not follow his decision with deter­
mination. He bounces to and fro , con-

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The coal to be mined in Magoffin and 
loaded over the David tipple is low in 
sulphur but is not high-grade fuel, Tussey 
said. 

The Patsy Development Company, 
headed by Ralph Huffman, of Falls Branch, 
Tenn., had operated the mines since a few 
months after Princess Coals suspended its 
operations late in March 1968. Princess 
Elkhorn began mining in 1941 and in its 27 
years there shipped 23 million tons of coal. 

It quit, because, said David L. Francis, 
Princess president, "further operation was 
not economically feasible." 

The town of David, once considered a 
model, is now owned by Woodrow 
Branham, of the Auxier road. 

TRW Inc. said last week that a process 
being used on a small scale in its 
laboratories removes nearly all pyritic 
sulfur and iron from coal. Robert A. 
Meyers, a TRW researcher, told the 
American Chemical Society meeting in 
New York that the process, based on 
leaching with a reusable water solution, 
removes 40 to 80 per cent of sulfur from the 
coal, increases its heat content 1 to 5 per 
cent and allows recovery of sulfur and iron 
byproducts. Indicated cost of the treatment 
is less than $1 per ton of coal, he said. 

Mr. Meyers said the process is par­
ticularly applicable to coal of the types 
mined in Pennsylvania, West Virginia and 
Kentucky. TRW will start designing a pilot 
plant for the process, next Janueary, but 
will not be ready for operation till mid-1974.

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Allen's attorneys, Cassie J. Allen and

If the plaintiff in the action is successful, 
the result would make Judge Blackburn's 
administration of his office almost com­
pletely ineffective.

Are you paying a cheaper premium 
for your automobile insurance? Breakdowns are of two kinds: those 

which are sung and played on some musical 
instrument, and those that are played only. 
It is hard to tell which first came into use, 
but I am inclined to believe, from a study of 
the popular ballads of many countries, that 
the sung breakdown is the older, a species 
of popular ballad. In a few instances I have 
heard breakdowns that told stories in true 
ballad fashion and were used for the 
"words" in a "play-party." Most sung 
breakdowns do not tell a connected story; if 
they ever did, the story has become so 
garbled that it is now impossible for us to 
follow the plan or plot. Sometimes there are 
three or four stanzas in succession that 
relate to similar things and suggest a sort 
of connected story. In many sections of the 
state "The Girl I Left Behind Me" has 
become a play-party song, chiefly devoted 
to directions for the dance. In other places 
it is purely an instrumental number. 

By far the greatest number of the sung 
breakdowns are of the disconnected type. 
Many of them seem to record nearly every 
reaction of the community, and there will 
appear in the same ballad, or at least there 
will be sung to the same tune, stanzas 
ranging from the most ridiculous to the 
most serious, from emotions that are 
cultured to these that are barbaric. The old 
breakdown recently revived and made a 
song hit," 'Tain 't Gwine to Rilin No More," 
illustrates this tendency ot'r breakdown 
ballads to sing of everything, good and bad, 
respectable and shabby. As a child I knew 
it, everybody hearing it adding some new 
element from an adjoining neighborhood or 
some improvised stanza. Since the song has 
been revived, the same thing is true of it: 
everybody who sings it is tempted to add a 
stanza or two. Some of these are too ob­
scene or inane to keep, but many are in 
accord with the original, so far as a popular 
ballad of any kind can be said to have an 
original. H one could live for a few cen­
turies, I wonder how many times " 'Tain 't 
Gwine to Rain," like Sir Roger de 
Cover ley's coat, would be in or out of style. 

One can hardly think of a breakdown 
ballad without its gags. Demijohns and jugs 
often figure in them, though in a very 
conventional way. Mothers-in-law, that 
great source of jokes, come in for their 
share of notice. The ballad poet seems to 
have been quite a gallant in his day, to 
judge by his frequent references to "purty 
little girls," twinkling eyes, and similar 
things. Women are very often the victims of 
gags in the breakdowns, especially because 
of their ability to talk and spread news. The 
sung breakdown is a sort of clearinghouse 
for the poetry of the people, giving them a 
chance to take a satiric fling in con­
ventional verse at what seems laughable in 
our common humanity. 

Sung breakdowns are, after all, not the 
most typical ones.

dirt-filled arena. Others were gathered 
around the concession stand; some eating 
hut dogs, some talking to neighbors. Men, 
women and children were crowded into the 
barn to see the cocks battle. 

An official weighed in a pair of con­
testants, White Lightning and Kentucky 
Red, each well over five pounds, on a set of 
old grocery scales. 

The two owners, satisfied of an even 
match, took their roosters to "ring side," a 
roped-<>ff arena in which a shallow pit was 
dug. 

Needle-sharp spurs, two inches in length, 
were tied to the rooster's legs. White 
lightening was fed sugar pills for energy 
and body heat. 

The birds were ready. 
"Pit 'em," yelled the official. 
The two cocks were thrown into the 

center of the pit, thrust at each other to get 
them angry. A padded spur, as used in 
training, can be used in these initial 
moments to prod the rooster on. But in this 
bout it was unnecessary. 

Kentucky Red immediately jumped high 
in the air, catching White Lightning's neck 
between his legs. The spurs ripped through 
feathers and flesh, slit the throat. 

White Lightning, still caught by the 
spurs, flopped wildly about, trying to spur 
Red in the breast. He succeeded and was 
set free. 

The two roosters stood back dazed. 
Then White Lightning charged. The fight 

was on-and it wouldn't end until one of the 
roosters was dead, or ran. 

Individual bettors on the side-line 
elbowed their neighbors in aii attempt to 
increase their wagers. The fight was going 
to be close. 

Mter 25 minutes, an indication of how 
closely the 'two birds were matched, White 
Lightning again slashed into Red's breast. 
Weakened from loss of blood, Kentucky 
Red wobbled backwards, attempted to 
charge, but fell . 

White Lightning was bleeding freely at 
the throat and breast, his comb was 
shredded, but he was alive. He would fight 
again in a week or two. 

Kentucky Red was tossed into a trash 
barrel along with the defeated of the two 
previous matches. 
· The smell of blood and wet feathers, and 
the buzz of flies seemed to bother no one as 
they cheered when the official again yelled 
"Pit 'em." 

State Police believe the occurrence of 
cock fighting in Kentucky has "slowed 
down," despite a rising national interest in 
the sport. 

"The last known cock fight of any size," 
said Detective Lt. Don Powers, "was in 
Woodford county during March of 1970." At 
that event, 110 persons were arrested. 

(Floyd county bas for several years bad a 
cockpit whose existence is an "open 
secret.") 

Cock fighting is illegal in Kentucky. State 
law provides a fine of not less than $10 and 
no more than $100 for violators. 

However, owning a fighting bird or 
watching a match is not against the law. 
Most people arrested at cock fights are 
charged only with disorderly conduct or 
gambling and given a minimum fine. 

Cock fighting in the United States has a 
long history. Presidents Lincoln, Jefferson 
and Washington raised and fought cocks. 
National derbies are held annually in 
Florida. Cock fighting is the national sport 
in the Philippines, as well as a frequent 
past time in Mexico. 

"We like to think that our_ activity has 
Slowed them (cock fighters and fans) 
down," Powers said. "But it could be that 
tighter knitted groups of people are in­
volved." 

And so it would seem. The large open 
fights are gone. But who can tell how many 
people under the protection of darkness still 
enjoy the sport of cock fighting?

Study of Mental Health Needs 
Recommends Program Appraisal 

A study of state mental health 
needs, recently released by the 
Kentucky Association for 
Mental Health and the Ken­
tucky Psychiatric Association, 
recommends that the governor 

appoint a high-level com­
mission to evaluate mental care 
in the commonwealth. 

The study recommends a 
decision be made on trends in 
treatment: residential care in 
mental health hospitals or out­
patient services in community­
care centers. The proposed 
commission would be directed 
to decide which trend should 
dominate. 

Over the past few years, 
Kentucky has been shifting 
much of its mental health 
treatment to out-patient care in 
community centers, although 
the state still maintains four 
mental health hospitals. 

The study concludes that 
Kentucky needs to "add 
adequate and Jtigh quality 
care" in each center. It notes 
that the state is below the 
national average in ex­
penditures on patients in mental 
hospitals. 

"A great deal of attention 
must be paid to the mental 
hospitals and the upgrading of 
both the expenditures per 
patient and the care provided for 
each patient," the report says. 

Other recommendations 
include: 

Acquainting general prac­
tioners with available mental 
health services; closer coor­
dination between private 
psychiatrists and the state 
Mental Health Department; 
cooperative use of private, 
federal, state and local finan­
cing; hiring more psychiatrists, 
psychologists, social workers 
and nurses; educating the 
public about mental health 
needs.

State Testing New 
Budget-Making Plan 

State officials are ex­
perimenting with a new budget­
making method under which an 
agency would fix its goals, 
estimate the costs and then 
would be judged on whether the 
programs sueceeded. 

Budget Director Jack Blanton 
said the old method involves 
measuring "inputs" while the 
new assesses "outputs." 

"In the past we have been 
budgeting by looking at people, 
operating expenses and 
equipment," Blanton said. 
"What we will be doing now is 
looking at programs and ob­
jectives." 

Ten state agencies are in­
volved in the experiment, in­
cluding the Parks Department. 

"Previously, the Com­
missioner of Parks came in and 
said 'I need 50 people to take 
care of Barkley Park,' " 
Blanton said. "Now we're going 
to look at how many people we 
are going to service at Barkley 
Park, what are they going to 
pay and what we expect to put 
into this operation in sub­
sidies." 

The commissioner will make 
quart~rly estimates on at­
ten<lance, expenditures and 
profits; and' the Finance 
Department will check the 
outcome and find out why any 
set standards were not met. 

"This is the way we're going 
to present the budget to the next 
legislature," Blanton said. 
"Previously, we've not set the 
mark except in terms of what 
goes into the budget. Now we're 
going to set the mark-make it 
a known quantity-and then 
we're going to ·be able to 
evaluate performance against 
the standard we set." 

Blanton said the plan sould be 
under way in most of the 10 
departments by next July 1, the 
second year of this bienniwn.

Columbia Acquires 3-CQ. Acreage 
(From The Licking 

Valley Courier) 
Colwnbia Gas Transmission 

Corporation has acquired a 
block of 65 leases totaling 6,753 
acres in an area roughly at the 
corner of Lawrence, Johnson 
and Morgan coWJties, giving 
rise to speculation that 
Colwnbia is planning to sink a 
deep test well somewhere in 
that section. 

Colwnbia acquired the leases 
from Crate Rice and James S. 
Trimble of Paintsville, who had 
leased the land in recent 
months. The first transfer was 
made in May when Rice and 
Trimble transferred 41 leases 
totaling 4,030 acres. And the 
second transfer was made last 
month when Rice and Trimble 
conveyed their leases on 24 
tracts totaling 2,723 acres. 

Five of the tracts are in 
Morgan, totaling 395 acres, as 
follows: Volney Fyffe 50 acres, 
Casters McKenzie 65 acres in 
one tract and 15 acres in 
another, Tommie C. Hill 145 
acres, and Thurman Hamilton 
90 acres. 

The remainder of the block 
includes 43 tracts in western 
Johnson totaling 4,444 acres, 
and 16 tracts in western 
Lawrence totaling 1,414 acres. 

Recently it become known 
that five major companies had 
decided to test the deeper 
structures in the Appalachian 
basin by jointly drilling a deep 
well on Buffalo Creek in 
Johnson coWJty, possibly below 
15,000 feet. The companies are 

Kentucky-West Virginia Gas, 
Signal Oil and Gas, Louisiana 
Land and Exploration Co., 
Chevron, and Weaver Oil and 
Gas. 

Gas is in very short supply, 
and experts say that present 
production of gas in Appalachia 
is from the shallower sands. 
They theorize that even bigger 
supplies of gas may be foWJd in 
the deeper structure of the 
Appalachian Basin. 

And, apparently, the bigger 
companies plan to test and see, 
maybe through joint drilling 
operations. 

The state is seeking a $400,000 
federal grant for a vocational 
school at Eddyville State 
Penitentiary.

Committee To Seek 
New Education Chief 

Five members of the state Council on 
Public Higher Education have been named 
to a committee to begin the groundwork for 
selecting a new executive director to head 
the agency. 

Council Chairman Gordon Hood of Fort 
Mitchell has appointed Barney Tucker of 
Lexington; Edward F. Prichard Jr. of 
Frankfort; state School Supt. Dr. Lyman 
Ginger; Adron Doran, president of 
Morehead State University, and University 
of Kentucky President Otis Singletary to 
the committee. 

The committee will be responsible for 
preparing a list of qualifications and 
proc~ures for selecting an executive 
director to succeed Ted C. Gilbert. 

Gilbert, who headed the council for 
several years, resigned recently to join the 
UK Office of Insitutional Planning. 

The 1972 General Assembly set basic 
qualifications for the post, and also 
strengthened the council's authority over 
state university academic and building 
programs. Although not enacted into law, 
the qualifications are the same as those for 
a university president.

Some leading scientists have stated th;:~t if 
all the birds were destroyed, the insects left 
unchecked would multiply at such a fast 
rate the human race could survive but a 
few years at most. Inside of seven years, 
insects increasing by arithmetical 
progression would cover the face of the 
earth a foot deep and destroy all animal, 
plant and human life.

Right now we are faced with a general 
scarcity of most insect-eatir1.g birds, and 
the insects are becoming more abundant. 
At this season of the year, after the birds 
have reared their young and many have 
gone south for the winter, the insects begin 
to increase sharply. On some late summer 
evening, if you will stand facing the 
sunlight, so that it will magnify the wings of 
flying insects, you will no doubt be sur­
prised to see the number of them swarming 
in the air. You will see not just a few but 
multiplied millions of them-gnats, flies, 
mosqitoes, beetles, midges and hundreds of 
other species. Autumn is the main breeding 
period for insects and from now until frost 
they will multiply at an alarming rate. 

This past summer has been a bad one for 
'the insect-eating birds. It has been 
estimated that we lost nearly one-half of the 
martin population from severe cold 
weather and the violence of the elements. 
Severe storms also destroyed many other 
birds in their nests. So the time has come 
when we cannot afford io destroy any kind 
of bird. We are going to need them all in the 
future. 

Birds were especially created and 
equipped to keep in check the number of 
insects, so that the proper balance is 
maintained. Without a sufficient number of 
birds for control, we have an insect 
population explosion that soon devours 
plants, spreads disease and plagues the life 
of man. 

Soon now the non-migratory birds which 
remain with us through the winter are 
going to need help, and now is the time to 
prepare to help them survive the winter in 
good condition. Each family should set up a 
bird-feeding station and prepare supplies of 
food to help them through when snows 
cover up the seeds. Suet attached to tree 
limbs helps to feed the chickadees, 
woodpeckers and others. Cracked corn is 
good for the cardinals, sparrows and 
others. Then there is sunflower seed, which 
is the most popular food with the birds. 
Bird-feeders hung in trees, so that cats 
cannot get to them, can be kept filled with 
commercial bird food, which is made up of 
a variety of seeds-something for almost 
every bird. 

We must also check the enemies of our 
birds. Housecats that go wild and roam the 
woods should be destroyed, as they live 
mostly on a diet of bird meat and devour 
thousands of young birds. Blacksnakes 
when seen loitering around birds' nests 
should also be destroyed. These snakes 
were made to keep in check the rodents, but 
when rodents are scarce blacksnakes 
swallow thousands of young birds. Also 
birds must be safeguarded against boys 
with air rifles. No wise parent would put 
one of these bird-killers in the hands of a 
teenager; the first hWiting trip he makes 
will be after birds, and he will leave a trail 
of dead ones as he hunts. 

The famous Bronx Zoo has gone all-out to 
publicize the great value of birds. They 
spent six years and four million dollars to 
build the most magnificent bird-house ever 
known. It has just been opened to the public 
and it is fantastic what has been done; 
complete habitats for various species of 
birds have been built into it. There is a big 
swamp suitable for birds that like swamps; 
there is a rain forest where rains fall a 
number of times per day; there is a large 
waterfall, fully 40 feet high, and there is 
ample lighting so that visitors may observe 
the birds. But visitors· must walk in 
darkened paths, unseen by the birds, which 
live in the lighted areas of the vast bird 
sancturary. This great bird heaven has 
quickly become the most compelling at­
traction of the Bronx Zoo. 

Few of us can do a tenth of this for the 
birds, but each of us in our own small way 
can help to conserve birds for the sake of 
our own and our offspring's future welfare.

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Wendell Ford has 
annoWlced the discovery of evidence, foWld 
in state Reclamation Division records, 
indicating a "callous disregard of strip­
mining laws and regulations by the past 
administration." 

'--- This discovery was reported after the 
governor had suspended seven strip-mining 
permits in the Pike county area for various 
violations blamed on irresponsible 
operators and lax enforcement by state 
officials. 

Natural Resources Commissioner

ffies of the Reclamation Division shortly 
after he took office. 

"What we foWld was a revelation of 
oversight, whether through negligence or 
design," he said in a joint news conference 
with Governor Ford.

where reclamation was "completely 
Wlacceptable or at least questionable Wlder 
the law." 

Of that amount, unforfeited bonds 
totalling $3,705,785 were held on stripped 
land which had not been reclaimed at the 
end of the one-year time limit for 
reclamation. 

"No reclamation work had been done, 
and yet the bonds had not been forfeited, 
nor the operators forced to comply with 
reclamation laws," Harris said. "Needless 
to say, this reclamation should have been 
required during the past four years, and 
some of the expiration dates go as far back 

,.__.--as 1968. " 
Under state laws, operators are allowed 

one year to complete reclamation after 
their mining -permit expires. If the 
reclamation is not completed, or is not 
satisfactory, the operator forfeits his bond. 

"I have ordered that each offender be 
notified, along with his surety company and 
the company's agent, that bonds will be 
forfeited if all reclamation laws are not 
compiled within 30 days or less," Harris 
said. 

He also said the division is holding 
$3,492,845 in bonds on sites which are still 
within the one-year limit, but where 

'~~reclamation is not satisfactory.

"Those who have not complied 
with requirements for grading, backfilling, 
lime", fertilizer , and seeding are being 
notified to complete this within 30 days or 
(their) bonds will be immediately for­
feited," Harris said. "Operators having 
satisfactorily completed grading and back­
filling will be notified within 30 days of 
expiration of thier one-year allotted period, 
to complete reclamation and that (their) 
bonds will immediately be forfeited if all 
work is not satisfactorily completed within 
this ... period." 

He added that all operators with less than 
30 days of allotted reclamation time 
remaining, will be notified that all work 
must be completed within 30 days or their 
bonds will be forfeited. 

Investigation of division records also 
showed evidence of repermitting sites, 
Harris said, which is not authorized Wlder 
state law. 

"Repermitting of permitted acreage has 
been a policy, and a policy only, of the past 
administration," he said. " It has been used 
to permit disturbed areas to effectively 
delay the reclamation of areas where 
mining has been completed and no more 
coal is being taken, to clear violation of our 
law." 

Harris said repermitting had been used 
in several cases to avoid reclamation 
requirements. 

"No more repermitting will be allowed," 
he said. "Permits will be issued for one 
year. Any land disturbed in that year must 
be completely reclaimed within one year of 
the expiration of the permit. New permits 
will be issued for Wldisturbed land only." 

The Reclamation Division is holding $1 
million on 4500 acres of land which have 
been repermitted for successive years, 
some as many as six years, Harris said. 

In cases where mining has ceased and no 
reclamation work has been done, Harris 
said operators would be notified to com­
plete reclamation work in 30 days or bonds 
and permits would be revoked.

Non-Lawyer Issue Raised 
In Graves County Last Week 

Graves CoWlty Judge liw-vis Castleman 
has been temporarily barred from trying a 
liquor-law-violation case as the result of a 
law-suit charging that he is Wlqualified to 
be coWlty judge because he is not a licensed 
attorney. 

But, CoWlty Atty. Benjamin Lookofsky 
said Circuit Judge Seth T. Boaz has given 
temporary approval for Judge Castleman 
to continue to try other criminal cases. 

Lookofsky said Judge Boaz has 
authorized Judge Castleman to proceed "in 
other cases Wlless otherwise restrained" 
pending the outcome of litigation 
challenging the constitutionality of the law 
Wlder which he is serving. 

The liquor-law suit challenged the con­
stitutionality of the Kentucky statute which 
permits non-attorneys to serve as COWlty 
judges in coWl ties with cities below th~ first 
class. Mayfield, the largest commWlity in 
Graves coWlty, is a third-class city. 

Judge Boaz did not rule on the con­
stitutionality issue. An appeal in the case 
was indicated. 

The case containing the challenge 
followed a raid on the Mayfield Eagles Club 
and charging of three Mayfield men, in­
cluding Wayne Waggoner, president of the 
club, with violations of liquor laws in dry 
territory, 

Waggoner was charged with possession 
of alcoholic beverages for sale in local 
option territory. Joe Sullivan and Matty 
Meyer were charged with illegal sale of 
liquor in the dry COWlty.

The three charged in their original 
complaint that Castleman, who is serving 
his second term as Graves CoWlty judge, 
"is entirely without training and ex­
perience in the laws of the commonwealth 
of Kentucky and the United States of 
America" and lacks the qualifications to 
"guarantee a fair trail to the three 
petitioners." 

Also, it was alleged that Castleman "is 
highly prejudiced in cases of this kind." 

Judge Boaz dismissed their plea for a 
writ of prohibition and temporary in­
jWlction barring Castleman from the bench 
but delayed dissolution of the temporary 
order for 20 days to permit the three men to 
appeal the dissolution. 

In remarks after his suspension order to 
permit appeal, he said he dissolved the 
order because of "incorrect procedw-e" by 
the challengers and "did not reach the 
stage of the question of constitutionality of 
the law." 

The preliminary injWlction was based 
partly on an allegation that Castleman 
"does not have the knowledge, training and 
experience to accord petitioners their 
rights to due process of the law" and that 
the Genral Assembly of Kentucky "has 
denied to its citizens of all COWlties having 
quarterly cow-ts equal protection afforded 
citizens of cities of the first class." 

Lookofsky indicated that the Circuit 
Cow-t position is that Castleman would be 
permitted to try cases while all appeals 
except the one involved in the lawsuits are 
pending. 

Harlan Circuit Judge Edward G. Hill 
recently issued a permanent injWlction 
forbidding Harlan Police Judge Stanley 
Ditty from trying cases, because he is not 
an attorney, and an Owsley COWlty woman 
asked the U.S. Supreme Cow-t to consider 
whether lower-cow-t judges should have a 
"knowledge of the law." 

If the Harlan case is not appealed within 
30 days of the date the order was issued, the 
injunction may mean the dissolution of 
Harlan police cow-t. 

A study of state mental health needs, 
recently completed by the Kentucky 
Psychiatric Association and the Kentucky 
Association for Mental Health, recom­
mends that the governor appoint a com­
mission to evaluate mental care in the 
commonwealth. The report concludes that 
Kentucky "needs adequate and high 
quality care" in each mental health center.

Voter-registration by mail, a procedw-e 
made possible by legislation enacted at the 
last session of the General Assembly, is 
Wlder attack in many sections of the state, 
and CoWlty Clerk C. "Ollie" Robinson said 
here last week that he is refusing to accept 
such registration attempts. 

Mr. Robinson said this and other coWl ties 
are criticised for having a voter­
registration that exceeds the number o~---.1 
residents of voting age, and added that 
registration by mail may compoWld the 
offense, despite the demand for an entirely 
new registration of voters. 

In 28 cOWlties the number of registered 
voters exceeds the 1970 census figw-es for 
people of voting age, according to a report 
from the Secretary of State's office. 

Nearly all the 28 coWlties are in Eastern 
and Southeastern Kentucky. 

The Republican coWlties, where the 
number of registered voters exceeds the 
number of voting-age residents listed in 
census figw-es, are Clinton, Cumberland, 
Green, Jackson, Johnson, Law-el, Lee, 
Leslie, Martin, Monroe, Owsley, Russell, 
Wayne and Whitley. 

The Democratic coWlties in this catagory 
are-Elliott, Morgan, Breathitt, Floyd, 
Knott, Larue, Wolfe, Bath, Breckinridge, 
Hart, Letcher, Magoffin, Perry and Powell.

The former Faye Vance, of Beaver, this 
county, may indeed have for a husband the 
strongest swinuner in the world. 

Her husband, 59-year-old Walter 
Poenisch, of Grove City, 0., bolstered his 
claim to that title Sunday with a free 
exhibition of his swimming prowess and 
strength at Dewey Lake, and followed it up 
with another at 11 a.m., Labor Day. 

Sunday, he swam a distance of at least 
two miles, beginning at the Jenny Wiley 
Boat Dock, pulling behind him a 34-foot 
houseboat loaded with 15 passengers and 
towing two 14-foot fishing boats tethered to 
the stern of the houseboat. The load was 
estimated at 16,000 pounds. 

A brisk head-wind cut the distance of his 
Labor Day swim with a load as great as 
that of the first day. 

The Ohioan, a member of the swinuning 
Hall of Fame, came to Dewey Lake for the 
demonstrations, hoping to interest youth in 
physical fitness. "I also want to. convince 
the government that my program, which is 
beneficial to me at my age, would be many 
times more helpful to young people," he 
explained. 

Poenisch, a 225-pounder, began swim­
ming professionally at 49. On one occasion 
he pulled behind him a 28-ton ship a 
distance of 20 feet. The feat required an 
hour and 45 minutes. More recently, he 
attempted to swim from Cuba to Florida, 
but attacks by man-eating sharks so 
damaged the shark net inside which he 
swam that he quit after swimming 90 
miles-and after exceeding the world 
record by 30 miles. 

After Sunday afternoon's swim at Dewey 
Lake his 25-year-Qld wife checked his blood 
pressure. It was 140 over 80, which, she 
said, was normal for his age and the tough 
swim he had just concluded. 

Poenisch wasn't breathing hard when he 
climbed aboard the houseboat at the end of 
his swim. "I feel great...let me go on," he 
said.
