Cook Tells 
und Share 

For County 
Floyd Would Get 
Total of $332,080 
By Revenue Split 

A breakdown on what federal revenue­
sharing will mean, if finally voted by the 

L-~on~:re~;s, to individual counties and larger 
communities in Kentucky was announced 
Monday by Senator Cook's office in 
Washington. 

According to estimates made by Senator 
Cook on the basis of the federal formula, 
Floyd county will receive, this fi{st year of 
revenue-sharing, a total of $312,080. County 
government would get $16!.!,850; the city of 
Prestonsburg, $44,413, and the remainder 
of $149,230 would presumably go to other 
incorporated communities in the county. 

Kentucky as a whole would receive $87.3 
million. 

Local and county revenue sharing funds 
supposedly are restricted to "high priority 
expenditures," but conferees stretched this 

1.-..-.diistinct:ion so far that education i& ahnost 
the only thing that cities and counties 
normally spend money on that they 
wouldn't be able to under the proposal. 

Specifically, the funds could be used for 
public safety, police and fire protection, 
building code inspection, environmental 
programs, public transportation, health, 
recreation, social services, financial ad­
ministrations and libraries. 

Funds could not be used to match other 
federal funds in grants-in-aid programs 
and cannot be used in any way that would 
foster discrimination. 

Funds may also be used for any and all 
;.-""t!<mstructl<>n projects as long as they are 

classified as "ordinary and necessary." 

Stream Rating 
Hearing Slated 
In Prestonsburg 

Prestonsburg has been selected as the 
site of one of five meetings which will be 
held over the state by the Kentucky Water 
Pollution Control Commission in an effort 
to clear up widespread misunderstanding 
of the commission's proposal to exempt 
about 2,000 miles to Kentucky streams from 

e most stringent pollution control 
regulations. 

The other meetings will be held in Louis­
ville, Lexington, Covington and 
Madisonville. Dates of the meetings have 
not been set. 

They were proposed by John Stapleton, 
the state Commerce Department's 
representative on the commission. 
"There's so much misunderstanding about 
what is being proposed and what possible 
impact there will be," he said. 

The proposal would classify for 
agricultural use nearly 900 portions of 
streams totalling about 2,000 miles. The 
commission staff says that the majority of 
their flow at some time is treated sewage 

that they are unsuitable for fish life.

Counterfeit Bills Widespread, Is Jailed Here; 

ffi M J .1 d H Branham Nabbed Mago n an ai e ere Leon Moore, 17-year-old Wheelwright 

Treasury Agent Phil Cox and State 
Trooper A. C. Cantrell last Thursday night 
jailed Charles Homer Taylor, 28, of the 
head of Licking River section of Magoffin 
county, on a charge of passing counterfeit 
money after several hundred dollars in 
spurious $20 bills had been found in this 
county. 

The bills, which were printed on an in­
ferior quality paper, were scattered all the 
way from Prestonsburg to Weeksbury. 
Authorities said Taylor was identified as 
the person who passed some of the bills. 

Source of the counterfeit currency is 
being sought and the investigation of the 
case in this county continues. Taylor 
maintains that he is innocent. 

An interesting angle to the probe involves 
a used car in which $1300 in counterfeit bills 
was reportedly found. The auto, it was said, 
had been traded by Taylor to the Ison Auto 
Sales, near Martin; and had later been 
bought by Georgie Hamilton, of Abn'l!l' 
Fork, near Melvin. 

Hamilton told officers that after he had 
driven the car home his small son found the 
bills in it. He said he did not know the 
money was spurious and that he spent some 
of it. When telephone calls began coming in, 
informing him that the bills were coun­
terfeit, he began redeeming those he had 
spent, he said. Hamilton said that when he

Term Extension 
For Continuing 
Quiz Is Seen 

The grand jury of the Floyd circuit court 
is scheduled to return here for the third 
time today (Wednesday) to continue a 
determined probe into two unsolved Right 
Beaver Creek murder mysteries. 

The jury wound up its routine work in the 
first three-day session, the first week of the 
term, then recessed. It returned here Tues­
day of last week for a one-<lay session to 
resume the murder investigation begun in 
the intitial session, then recessed again. 

If the two days remeining in the regular 
session aren't sufficient, Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley is expected to extend the jury 
term. And, it was predicted, if that doesn't 
get the evidence sought, a special grand 
jury session may be called. 

The murders under investigation are 
those of Deputy Sheriff Lawrence Conley, 
who was killed at Garrett by shotgun blasts 
fired from an automobile, and James 
Clayton Conley, whose bullet-riddled body 
was found on an abandoned road near 
Wayland, a few weeks after the flrst 
slaying. 

County Attorney James R. Allen, who is 
assisting Commonwealth's Attorney 
Harold J. Stumbo in working with the grand 
jury, said some "witnesses" have been 
questioned as many as four times. Most of 
them will be brought back for more. 

A key witness is sought in another state. 
The witness, court officials have learned, 
was in the county, the night before his 
scheduled grand jury appearance, but 
disappeared during the night. Members of 
a family with whom he stayed while in the 
county said he was gone from their home 
around 1: 30 a.m. of the day he was to testify 
before the grand jury. 

Although a number of indictments have 
been voted by the jury, none has been of­
ficially reported. Among the indictments 
are at least two naming defendants on 
murder charges. 

But until these indictments are officially 
reported to the court, the docket has no 
murder cases for trial at this court term.

Mr. Evans pointed out that surface 
mining can become acceptable to en­
vironmentalist:; if it is done by responsible 
operators and in accordance with 
reclamation laws.

Prestonsburg-born Edward P. Hill has 
received from Alabama Governor George 
C. Wallace recognition as Alabama's 
"Wildlife Conservationist of the Year," it 
was announced last week by Shelton Smith, 
president of the Alabama Wildlife 
Federation. 

Dr. Hill, now a resident of Auburn, Ala., 
was one of 11 individuals honored at the 
37th annual convention of the Wildlife 
Federation. 

The former Floyd countian is a son of 
Appellate Judge and Mrs. Edward P. Hill, 
of Frankfort. His is assistant leader of the 
Alabama Cooperative Research Unit, 
serving four agencies and dealing with 
graduate and undergraduate students and 
staff members of Auburn University. One 
of six publications which he has produced 
this year, "A Study of the Cottontail Rabbit 
in Alabama," is considered the most 
comprehensive work on the life history and 
management of the cottontail that has ever 
been published in the southeastern United 
States.

Thirty or more representatives of in­

dustry have accepted invitations to visit 
Kentucky and view presentations prepared 
by 20 commWlities of the northern and 
eastern sections of the state. According to 
Wayland McDowell, president of the 
Kentucky Industrial Development Council, 
the commWlity presentations will feature 
industrial sites and other advantages for 
location of new industry. 

Representatives of industry and their 
hosts from the Commerce Department and 
Kentucky Industrial Development CoWlcil 
will visit Northern Kentucky on Sept. 26. 
The program will start with a dinner hosted 
by Northern Kentucky businessmen, with the 
Northern Kentucky Chamber of Commerce 
making its presentation of industrial 
resources of that area. The following 
morning, a slide presentation will be 
given by the Kentucky Department of 
Commerce, followed by a tour of the 
Northern Kentucky Industrial Park. 

The group will come to Jenny Wiley State 
Park for the remainder of the program. 
Representatives of area communities will 
be present to talk with the visitors, show 
slides of local facilities, and conduct tours 
of sites in Eastern Kentucky which are of 
interest to the industry officials. 

Gov. Wendell H. Ford will be principal 
speaker at a dinner held at May Lodge, 
Sept. 27. Mayor George P. Archer, of 
Prestonsburg, will extend an official 
welcome to the visitors. 

Commerce Commissioner Damron W. 
Harrison said, "This is an ideal means 
of getting officials of industry to come here 
and see what Kentucky has to offer with a 
minimwn of time and travel. This program 
has been very successful in the past, and a 
good many of the companies represented 
have later located plants in the state." 

A comprehensive guidebook of industrial 
sites in the two sections of the state has 
been prepared for company officials. 

The review is an annual fall event, 
covering a different section of the state each 
year.

Coal Group Asks Ford To Call 
Session To Repeal Severance Tax 

Democratic Women 
Prep for State Meet 

The Floyd County Democratic Woman's 
Club held its monthly meeting at noon Sept. Pike county's small coal operators have 

asked Governor Wendell Ford to call a 
special session of the legislature for im­
mediate removal of the severance tax on 
coal, "until such a tax is enacted in other 
coal states." 

"This is imperative if you would prevent 
total economic disaster in Pike and other 
Eastern Kentucky counties," a telegram to 
the governor read. "It would ease 
pressures on the Kentucky coal industry 
that now faces a soft market for its coal, 
and at the same time is beset by mounting 
costs because of the federal Coal Mine 
Health and Safely Act." 

The wire was signed by James E. HWlt, 
executive secretary of Coal Operators & 
Associates, Inc. 

In a companion move Hunt also sent a 
telegram to U. S. representative Carl D. 
Perkins, asking that he submit a bill in 
Congress immediately "which would place 
a national severance tax on coal." 

The wire to Perkins also said: 
''This would enable the Kentucky coal 

industry to sell its coal once again without 
being at a competitive disadvantage. Your 
constituents in Pike and other Eastern 
Kentucky counties face total economic 
disaster unless this is done." 

Hunt pointed out that through July 31 the 
Kentucky department of mines and 
minerals showed that 437 mines had been 
closed down, leaving 815 operating mines. 
A year ago, this figure was 1,256. 

In Pike county, 126 mines have been 
closed this year, according to Hunt. Total 
mines in operation here through July 31 are 
282, as compared to 615 two years ago. 

Hunt estimated the number of men 
unemployed in Pike county because of the 
closings at about 2,300.

Computerized student scheduling is a 
success, say many teachers, principals and 
administrators involved in and using the 
computerized program-and the figures 
back them up.

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Needed: Not "Programs" But Jobs 
If the Appalachian Regional Commission is ever to attain one of its 

goals, and that is to slow down or eventually stop the migration of 
Eastern Kentuckians to other areas, if must change its tactics. 

ARC's work in the building of schools and in educational programs 
have merit. The emphasis on vocational education is particularly 
good. But until those who are so educated can find work at home 
these programs serve only to train people for work elsewhere. 

ARC's interest in the health of the underprivileged is good. So is its 
help on the construction of modern hospitals. Besides their long­
range benefits, these will provide a limited number of jobs. But this 
is not enough. 

The highways which ARC is.helping build are great, but these in · 
themselves are mere avenues of escape if Eastern Kentucky has 
nothing more to hold its people. 

Only jobs, plain jobs, can ever keep at home the able-bodied, the 
-a._mbitious, those who have a meaningful contribution to make. Here 
is where they want to be but they cannot, they will not, stay home to 
becol'l'te , human ingredients in the mess that is known as the 
Tragedy of Appalachia. 

Now, seven years after it began its work, the Appalachian 
Regional Commission finds some encouraging signs. But in Eastern 
Kentucky the picture is more bleak than elsewhere. Nothing to cheer 
about is found in the fact that during the five-year period, 1965 to 
1970, "outmigration" from Eastern Kentucky increased over the 
preceding five years. And these later years were years of a booming 
coal industry. 

It is almost axiomatic that this area must have more than the coal 
business in order to hold its people. The ARC needs to invest time 
and money and effort into creating jobs for Eastern Kentuckians. 
Education and programs won't turn the trick. Welfare will never 
keep one worker at home, nor will it bring a worker home. Coal­
mining cannot stem the tide; in its best days it hasn't. 

Jobs for men as well as women must be found here if men are to 
remain at home or to return. Three manufacturing plants in this 
county and one or two others nearby have made a splendid con­
tribution to the economy, but these are not enough. 

It occurs to us that ARC might draw nearer the "brass tacks" 
stage if it would place less emphasis on "programs" and divert some 
of the millions these are costing to the plain business of creating jobs 
in areas such as this. 

The manufacturing firms here referred to are apparently doing 
well in Eastern Kentucky. Others could do the same. ARC should 
encourage a dispersion of giant industrial complexes and the 
establishing of branch factories in, say, Floyd county and other 
counties which have lost thousands of their most productive people 
to other states. We do not know the extent of ARC's powers in such 
matters, but it is possible that certain inducements-tax credits, 

. low-i.nterest loans, even grants-might be offered mass employers 
as an inducement to locate in areas such as this. 
· One thing is certain: Poverty programs do not cure poverty. 

Welfare programs to help those who cannot help themselves are 
necessary, but none of these bring men home to work and enjoy life 
in the environment to which they were born. 

"Pockets" of poverty and despair can be eliminated only when 
men have in their own pockets money happily earned at work ... at 
home.

Bounty Is Offered 
For The Murderers 
Of Police, Firemen 

Col. Gerald S. Arenberg, executive 
director of the American Federation of 
Police, has announced that, effective at 
once, a "cash bounty for the killers of any 
police officer or fire fighter would be paid 
by the American Federation of Police". 
The cash award of no less than $100 will be 
accompanied by a Sword of Justice Police 
Heroism Medal that is now being designed 
for the organization. 

"When the Supreme Court outlawed the 
death penalty" Arenberg stated, "they 
invited any criminal to kill a law en­
forcement officer or fire fighter with im­
punity. One or many, the mass murderer 
faces only jail. Added to this are cases 
where such murderers are released after 
serving a relatively short prison term". 

"The bounty is a cash award for the 
arrest, apprehension, capture or shooting 
of any person guilty of the murder of a 
police officer or fire fighter and will be paid 
from a special Police Hero Reward Fund 
established by the American Federation of 
Police. 

The American Federation of Police, a 
national organization of law enforcement 
officers nation-wide, is trying to obtain one 
million signatures on petition forms to 
present to legislators within the next few 
months.

display centers. There should have been 
more blues and reds with no whites for all 
the work and effort these outstanding 
youths did. 

The spaces alloted to the 4-H this year 
was over-crowded. So much of their fruits 
and vegetables had to be entered in with the 
adults. Never have I seen such a wide 
variety of things from children of this age. 
My hat is off to the 4-H leaders in this 
county. There were a lot of disappointed 
little faces in this department when there 
were no ribbons on their entries. Due to the 
all-out work of these little troupers, the 
ribbons ran out before the end of the line. 
This could have been prevented, had some 
of our business men donated just a few 
more ribbons for them. 

The open class (adult) for fruits and 
vegetables could have been better this 
year. More people could and should have 
entered their home-grown items. It is so 
nice to over hear someone talking about one 
or more of your entries, when they don't 
know it is yours, and it has either a blue or 
red ribbon on it. I heard lots of nice things 
in the past few days about all the pretty 
displays that won ribbons of blue, red and 
white. I don't care to hear some one make 
the statement, "I have better and prettier 
than that at home and they got a blue 
ribbon for that!" Why not bring yours and 
display it? If yours is so much better, then 
you will go home with the ribbons and 
money, that we with the poorer grade, won. 

Most of the fruit displays were hastily 
contrived because at first it looked as if 
there would be no entries of fruit on display 
at all. There must have been more people 
over the county who had better quality fruit 
that could have been displayed. Though this 
year's entries were not up to par, we did 
show the right spirit in participating. 

The arts and crafts, antiques and hobbies 
departments had some beautiful articles 
displayed this year. Very few colored 
ribbons-at first. This was the only 
department that had several justified gripes 
and complaints. The judges gave all the 
white ribbons out before they were two-

Family Care Homes 
For Male Patients 
Sought in County 
J~mes Klein, Home Care supervisor of 

Moimtain Mental Health Service's Floyd 
County Comprehensive Care Center, an­
nounced this week that the Center's Family 
Home Care program is in need of Family 
Care homes for men. 

Klein explained that these are men from 
this area who have been long-term patients 
at Eastern State Hospital but have now 
progressed to the point in their recovery 
program where a return to a home en­
vironment can be more beneficial to their 
continued recovery than hospitalization. In 
most instances, Klein said, the families of 
these patients have either moved away, 
died or are disinterested. There is also a 
need, he stated, for homes for younger 
retarded men. 

Klein stressed the point that families 
interested in accepting a home care patient 
must be prepared to include the patient in 
the family structure, offer some physical 
exercise and recreational opportunities and 
provide fulfillment of the patient's basic 
needs. 

A nwnber of women are being cared for 
now in Floyd county homes, but the nwnber 
of homes willing to accept men has been 
limited thus far, according to Klein. 

The Family Home Care program is one of 
the basic links in the "Circle of Care" 
approach to community mental health. It 
provides an opportunity for mental health 
patients to return to their home community 
when hospitalization is no longer 
necessary. A fully qualified psychiatric 
nurse supervises the Home Care program 
in cooperation with Eastern State Hospital 
and regular visits by the team psychiatrist 
are an integral part of the continuing 
comprehensive care. 

Families interested in learning more 
about the Family Home Care program and 
in opening their homes to male patients are 
asked to call 881H)758, the Mountain Mental 
Health Day Treatment Center in Prestons­
burg.

leaving some in this department without 
even a ribbon to show. If this section is to 
survive, there will have to be some adult 
and qualified judges in the future-NEAR 
future .

I'm sorry to hear 
this, as I really enjoy seeing all those well­
made, novel and original items placed on 
display. 

In the flower department this year Mrs.

I would like to offer my suggestion as to 
how I believe the fair could be made more 
interesting to the people. Have the judging 
at a time when the public can observe and 
ask questions. In this way many could learn 
why the different judgements are made­
the difference between a blue ribbon entry 
and a red or white. 

The booth obtained by the health 
department, giving free diabetic and 
anemia screening tests, was the most 
frequently visited booth at the fair this 
year. Everyone who entered the 
fairgrounds at all should have taken ad­
vantage of this service, yet so many passed 
it by without so much as a second look ... to 
their possible sorrow. 

The political booths, Bible study (Church 
of Christ) Baby Center, army Recruiting, 
Cancer, Mental Health and radio station W. 
P. R. T. were all nice and staffed with 
friendly and courteous people. We thank 
them all for their appearence this year. 
Among the old standbys that were looked 
for and missed were the State Police, 
Gravely Tractor, the Fish and Game 
Club, Music-Carter-Hughes-where were 
you? Will we be seeing you at the fair next 
year? 

The schools outdid themselves this year 
in their displays.

The Jenny Wiley Council of International 
Reading Association began its second year 
in a meeting here at the Regional Library, 
September 12. 

Ray Brackett, Floyd County Title I 
director, introduced the guest-Bpeaker, 
Assistant State Title I Director Dorothy 
Jones. Discussing "Reading Status Now 
and a Forecast for the Future," Mrs. Jones 
said, "Studies show that one out of four 
have significant reading difficulty, and 
from 1 to 5 percent of these are severely 
disturbed in reading. Figures such as these 
led to the Right to Read Programs now in 
progress." 

(The Clark school has recently innovated 
the Right To Read Program in Floyd 
county.) 

Mrs. Jones encouraged those engaged in 
the teaching profession. "Some of the most 
important gains are not measurable," she 
said. "We cannot measure a change of 
frown to smile; we cannot measure a 
change of ffithiness to cleanliness; we 
cannot record feelings about a book; we 
cannot measure the effectiveness of a 
teacher in the classroom." 

President Bertha Ratliff announced that 
the Jenny Wiley Council had reached its 
membership goal set for 1972-'73, but urged 
members to continue their efforts to in­
terest more parents and classroom 
teachers in the field of reading.

The Temple 
The temple played a significant part in 

the life of Christ. It was located, of cow-se, 
in Jerusalem. It was here, and here only, 
that sacrifices could be offered. 

The original temple was conceived in the 
mind of King David. However, it was his 
son Solomon who constructed the first 
temple. Solomon began construction of the 
temple in 960 B. C. The temple became the 
religious center of world Jewry. 

Actually, in the Bible not one but three 
temples are mentioned. Solomon's temple 
was destroyed by Nebuchadnezzar II about 
587 B. C. Another temple was constructed 
by Zerubbable in 516 B. C. This temple was 
no comparison to the original structw-e and 
was frowned upon by those old enough to 
remember Solomon's temple. 

Zerubbabel's temple was destroyed and 
later replaced by Herod the Great's 
magnificent structw-e. Herod completed 
the sanctuary area of the temple in 19 B. C. 
after 18 months of construction. However, 
the buildings in the temple area took more 
than half a centw-y to complete. 

Construction on Herod's temple was 
continuing dw-ing the life of Jesus. The 
building was completed only a short time 
before it was destroyed by Titus in 70 A. D. 
It was never to be rebuilt. 

Jesus ~ted tty te~Q2le .Gften. His~ 
beginning shortly after til.s - birth and 
continuing until the week of His death. One 
visit, when He was 12, He became 
separated from His parents while visiting 
the temple. 

In the temple area He taught. And like an 
unpopular preacher, He minced no words in 
His exhortations. In this area also He 
healed the blind and the lame: His 
popularity with the people here offended 
the chief priests and the scribes. 

Nothing remains of the temple in 
Jerusalem today. Only a section of the wall 
which sw-rounded the temple area still 
stands. Today it is known as the "Wailing 
Wall." The Jews come here to weep over 
the destruction of their temple. Ancient 
legend says angels came and sat on this 
wall when the temple was being destroyed. 
It is the most holy site in the world to the 
Jewish people. 

Prior to th destruction of the temple by 
Titus, Jesus had spoken of its ruin. He had 
said that "not a stone would be left un­
tw-ned." When the temple burned, the 
precious metal melted and ran between the 
cracks of the structure. Later scavengers, 
searching for the precious metal, tw-ned 
over every stone. 

Jesus knew the value of the temple. He 
knew the value of people coming together to 
worship. There is always the need of people 
to come together and share in worship. No 
man, as John Donne said, is an island. 
While we don't have a temple, we do have a 
church. 

If Jesus felt the need to attend the temple 
services, sw-ely we need to attend the 
services of ow- chw-ch.

Governor Requests 
Board To Permit 
Police Pay Hike 

Gov. Wendell Ford has requested the 
federal Pay Board to exempt from ita wage 
ceiling a 15 per cent pay boost for Kentucky 
policemen passed by the 1972 General 
As8embly. 

The Pay Board previously has ruled that 
raises of more than 5.5 per cent are 
prohibited. 

As part of Governor Ford's criminal 
justice legislative package, the legislature 
passed House Bill 203, establishing a Law 
Enforcement Foundation Program Fund to 
increase police salaries by 15 per cent if 
their city or county decides to participate 
and impose the required standards. 

To be eligibJe for the pay increase, 
policemen must meet specified training, 
educational and operational standards. 

The Kentucky Crime Commission, which 
supported the pay boost, estimates some 
2600 state law enforcement officers would 
qualify for the increase. 

In a letter to the Pay Board, Governor 
Ford pointed out that, "This is a unique 
state response to the problem of upgrading 
local law enforcement agencies. It offers a 
positive impetus for improved police 
performances that will serve to reduce the 
incidence of. crime experienced in both 
urban and rural Kentucky." 

The program fund was to have begun 
July 1, but no action could be taken without 
an exemption from the boud. As yet the 
board has taken no action. 

"I hope you will give this exemption 
request your personal attention," Governor 
Ford told the board.

The five-county Big Sandy area has been 
designated for planning funds for resour 
conservation and development during the 
coming year, Congressman Carl D. Perkins 
announced Monday.

It is 
the first in Kentucky to win approval. 

Approval of funds for the Big Sandy area 
project has been sought by Congressman 
Perkins and local leaders for two years. 
The Department of Agriculture said county 
and city governments in the area are also 
participants in the program. 

William Cantrell, of the Soil Conservation 
Service, said an area planning office will be 
established soon and a coordinator named. 
The area work will be under the direction of 
a steering committee composed of the 
county judge, a mayor and a representative 
of the soil conservation district in each of 
the counties involved. 

The program, when developed, will be 
concerned with community development 
and conservation work, including land 
drainage, municipal and industrial water 
resources and a wide range of other work 
with federal assistance.

Spread Hog Cholera, 
Veterinarian Warns 

Although Eastern Kentucky has ap-
"-.Jparentl escaped the hog cholera outbreak 

whi,,.h hit other sections of the state, there is 
a danger that the disease could spread to 
hogs in this area, Dr. Tom Maddox, state 
veterinarian, said recently. 

At least one outbreak, he said, has been 
traced to raw meat scraps and bones 
procured from a grocery store for dog food. 

Maddox said continuation of this 
practise could spread hog cholera 
throughout the state and destroy the swine 
industry. He has requested state and local 
sanitarians to warn operators of retail 
grocery stores, ,neat markets and 
restaurants against the hazards of sup­
plying meat scraps to customers for pet 
food. 

Cholera in hogs usually approaches the 
00 percent mortality rate. There is no safe, 

effective vaccine.

Counterclaim 
By Allen Asks 
$229,842 Total 

Lawton R. Allen, Prestonsburg ac· 
countant, said last week that he has filed an 
amended answer to the $25,000 suit against 
him by his former partners, Robert F. 
Linton and George H. Helton, Paintsville 
accountants, and has lodged against them a 
countersuit asking a total of $229,842.15. 

The original Unton and Helton suit was 
filed against both Mr. Allen and his wife, 
Eleanor C. Allen. It claimed $25,000 due 
from the Aliens on their promissory note of 
$64,695.93. This note carried the provision, 
however, that Allen would not be required 
to make installment payments on the note 
unless in any year his draw from the 
partnership, including salary, is equal to 
$15,000 and that if his income from the 
partnership during the five-year term of 
the note failed to reach that amount the 
time for payment of the balance of the 
purchase price would be extended. 

Allen claims his income from the part­
nership never equalled $15,000 at any time. 
The partnership was dissolved July 31, 
1970. 

The dissolution agreement, the Allens 
claim in their amended answer, provided 
for a division of clientele, with the un­
derstanding that neither of the partners 
should interfere with the clients given 
each. Allen claims his former partners 
later represented to various clients of his 
that they were much better equipped to 
handle their accounting business then he. 

Allen counterclaims for $29,842.15 on the 
contention that at the time of dissolution of 
the partnership plaintiffs supplied him with 
a list of client whose business was said to 
have been valued at $66,795.07 but that he 
actually received from them only 
$36,952.92. 

Of the total amount asked, $100,000 is for 
damages to the health of Mrs. Allen, who, it 
is claimed, was known to be suffering from 
a lung condition at the time plaintiffs 
allegedly made frequent demands on her 
for payment of the note. 

Compensatory damages of $50,000 and 
punitive damages in the same amount are 
asked by Mr .Allen. 

An accounting of partnership funds is 
asked.

One of Dr. Baker's major responsibilities 
will be the development of curricula for a 
two-year degree program in environmental 
technology, a field which is already opening 
up many employment opportunities. The 
college has been offering an undergraduate 
"area of concentration" in environmental 
studies in combination with the regular 
four-year degree program. 

"At this point we are thinking primarily 
on program development and service to the 
region," Dr. Baker commented. Ex­
pressing his philosophy on environmental 
studies, Dr. Baker added, "We are here to 
.educate-not to shake a finger at people or 
try to upset them. Our goal is to objectively 
educate people about environmental 
problems so they are able to make their 
own value judgements, understand the new 
laws, and determine the type of action 
needed." 

The environmental awareness program, 
which has drawn more than a thousand 
children from throughout the tri-state area 
over the past two year, will continue. Two 
assistants, Gary Ramsey and Cynthia 
Nicholson, will work with this program. 

Special adult education programs will 
also continue at the center. Currently the 
college is working on a pilot project with 
the cities of Middlesboro, Pineville and 
Barbourville, to work toward solutions of 
local environmental problems.

Value of Roads 
To Area Cited 

Frankfort, Ky., Sept. 27-Better roads do 
mean a better economy. A look at the 
history of Eastern Kentucky uncovers a 
direct relationship between highways and 
economic growth. 

Stymied by natural barriers, Eastern 
Kentucky's primarily agrarian economy 
did not grow significantly until adequ~te 
transportation facilities attracted busL .s 
and industry. When the outlets became 
available to move products of the area's 
vast natural resources, the economy 
mushroomed. 

With the development of a good system of 
highways, the economy of not only Eastern 
Kentucky but of the whole Commonwealth 
experienced a completely new and unex­
pected boost from the influx of tourists. 

Known throughout America as having 
one of the nation's finest major highway 
systems, Kentucky currently attracts 
tourists to such an extent that the revenue 
they bring has become one of the major 
factors in the state's total economic pic­
ture. In fact, tourism is so big in Kentucky 
that expenditures by out-of-state travelers 
last year amounted to approximately $426 
million. 

From each tourist dollar in 1971, 35 cents 
was distributed as personal income in 
Kentucky, while an additional11 cents went 
to the state in taxes. Local taxes amounted 
to 2¥.! cents from each tourist dollar. 

Over and above this, Kentucky's own in­
state travelers spent $159 million, making 
the total expenditures for all travelers in 
the state $585 million in 1971. 

Kentucky started taking its biggest steps 
in developing a modern, efficient highway 
system about eighteen years ago, when 
construction began on the Kentucky Turn­
pike. Since that time out-of-state tourists 
have increased their spending in Kentucky 
by an astounding 215 percent. Retail 
business has more than doubled, ex­
periencing an average annual growth rate 
of 5.2 percent. 

Amidst all the furor over taxes today, one 
of the real beauties of Kentucky's highway 
economy is that, with the exception of a few 
federal grants, all funds to support highway 
design, construction and maintenance 
come from highway users themselves. 
Revenue to support the Commonwealth's 
road programs come from taxes on motor 
fuel, motor oil, vehicles, vehicle license 
fees and from tolls. 

Taking this into consideration while 
simultaneously looking at the total number 
of dollars generated by highway travel in 
the state, we can see that our highways 
more than pay for themselves. 

It might even be a safe venture to say 
that, when it comes to highways, the tax­
payer is getting his money's worth. 

Secretary of State Thelma Stovall has 
asked Gov. Wendell Ford to allocate 
emergency funds to finance voter 
registration which may cost $2 million this 
year in Kentucky. The mass re-registration 
was ordered by the General Assembly in an 
attempt to computerize the state's 
registration rolls. The revision is to begin 
following the November election.

But the hearings await completion of 
field investigations in the Paintsville 
district, which includes Pike county, Harris 
said, and field work has been slowed by 
lack of inspectors. Harris said he hopes to 
start a training school f()r new inspectors 
next week. 

Harris also attributed to lack of man­
power the fact none of the four civil 
lawsuits referred to by Ford Aug. 30 have 
been filed . The smts involve operators, 
some of them unknown, who stripped 
without a permit and abandoned the site 
without doing reclamation work. 

"We have not had the manpower to set 
·out and see who's doing it," Harris said.

In their application for the federal grant, 
Louisa officials said the project will employ 
four persons from the area.

70 and 80 per cent at Glasgow and 
Madisonville, he said. Each of the hospitals 
have 112 beds, he said. 

The reduced occupancy rates sharply 
increase per patient costs, while a con­
solidation of facilities would reduce them, 
Vandiviere said. The move also would 
permit the state to spend more money on 
TB prevention measures, he added. 

The factors permitting reduced hospital 
stays, Vandiviere said, are the develop­
ment of new TB-fighting drugs, the 
development of clinics around the state that 
permit care of TB patients in their homes, 
and the increased willingness of private 
physicians to help in TB care. 

"We still have a tremendously serious 
problem in Kentucky," Vandiviere said, 
adding that the state is seventh in the 
country in the rate of new, active TB cases. 

TB has become a disease associated with 
people of a relatively low socio-economic 
class. Most serious incidences of the 
disease in Kentucky are found in inner city 
areas and in Appalachia, Vandiviere said. 

Throughout most of the United States, TB 
has become an urban problem, but in 
Kentucky, it has remained both rural and 
urban, he said. 

In the state, there are nearly 12,000 active 
TB cases and between 1,400 and 1,500 new 
cases reported annually, Vandiviere said. 

During the seminar on TB, Dr. John H. 
McClement, director of chest serVice at 
Bellevue Hospital in New York City, called 
the development of a new drug, Rifampin, a 
major step in the treatment of TB. 

McClement said the drug has been used 
extensively for two years and brought 
"excellent results with urban TB patients." 
He cited ·a study made on patients given 
both Rifampin and Isoniazid (INH) as proof 
of advances in TB treatment. 

After 20 weeks on both drugs, 102 persons 
were tested, and only two patients still had 
positive results, McClement said. One of 
the patients was delinquent in taking the 
drugs, and the other had a previously un­
detected resistance to Rifampin. The latter 
person's treatment was changed, and she, 
too, had favorable results, he said. 

Vandiviere said the state makes the 
drugs recommended by McClement 
available to physicians in Kentucky.

New Blasting Law 
Effective Oct. 6 

Kentucky's 1000 or so users of explosives 
must start making arrangements to obtain 
licenses under the state's new blasting law 
which takes effect Oct. 6 Licenses will be 
required for anyone using explosive 
charges of greater than five pounds. 

The Kentucky Department of Mines and 
Minerals has added a Division of Ex­
plosives and Blasting to enforce the law. 

According to D. T. Froedge, director of 
the new division, "KRS 351.310-40 also will 
require the keeping of proper records on 
blasting, special permits for charges 
greater than 40,000 pounds, and a limit to 
the "charge per delay period." 

Charge per delay period refers to a 
technique which lessens shock from 
blasting. Part of the intent of the new law is 
to minimize damage to structures near 
blasting sites. The technique employes 
small charges detonated several 
thousandths of a second apart, instead of 
one large charge. 

Explosives users must take a written test 
to qualify for the license, or waive the test 
by completing an affidavit which says 
the user has three years of experience in the 
field. Anyone blasting with greater than a 
five pound charge after Oct. 6 will be in 
violation of the law if they do not have a 
license. 

"We're expecting a last minute rush to 
get these licenses, so blasters shouldn't 
delay in getting them," said Froedge. "The 
test is given at all district offices of the 
department; and a testing center has been 
established at Western Kentucky 
University for the convenience of 'Persons in 
the south-central Kentucky area." 

Froedge said his division is compiling a 
booklet of laws and regulations wich apply 
to blasting in Kentucky. The booklet will be 
sent to all licensees. 

The law will not apply to WldergroWld 
mining or agricultural blasting, but these 
must still comply with all other regulations. 

Penalties for violation of the new law 
include court injWlctions against blasting 
operations, and fines of $200 to $1000.

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The Story of 7Jad, Talt Hall Hamilton Named 
In Suit by State 

By LUTHERJ'BAZIER 
'lbJa is the story of Talton Hall. To most 

people he is noted as a famous murderer, 
clansman and feudist. Ill talking with many 
of the older people of Floyd and Knott 
COWlties, the madion of outlaws always 
brings up the name of "Bad Talt Hall". 
Why was Talt Hall called Bad? Did he 
really Jdllu many men as accused of? Did 
the hancine really take place? In the nest 
few paragraphs I want to answer and relate 
some of the stories to these questions as 
told to me and what I've read on them. 

TaltoR Hall was born aroWld 1852 In 
Letcher coWtty, Kentucky. According to 
Roy L. Sturgill, author of "Qimes, 
Climinals, and Otaracters of the Cmn­
berlands and Southwest VU"ginia," "Hall 
was familiar with killing because his 
father, old Dave Hall, had Jdlled several 
men in private brawls." He says that "Talt 
8all started his life as a Jdller by killing an 
old man by the name of Henry Maggard. 
Some say the gang that Hall ran with 
broupt Maggard from his home, made 
him kneel at a log, and let young Talt shoot 
him in the back." 

According to Henry P. Scalf, he didri't 
acquire the name Bad Talt Hall from tliis. 
Scalf says that "Talt borrowed a gWl on 
election day and at the mouth of Dry Qoeek 
precinct shot his first man. 'I've always 
been that coward Talt Hall,' he said. 'After 
this I'm going to be called Bad Talt Hall.' 
After thiJ he walked from the astonished 
crowd, cHmbed a rail fence with the 
smoking gun in his hand, turned and 
crowed Ute a rooster. 

And still another version is told to us by 
Thomas "Buddy" Hall, an 87-year-old 
Indian Qoeek native, whose father was an 
"own born" cousin of Talt's. Buddy goes 
along the same line as Scalf but goes into a 
little more detail. Buddy says "his first 
killing comes up over an election. That Bad 
Talt Hall had an Wtcle in the election and at 
the same time, Billy Triplett, his brother­
in-law, had a man in the election that he 
wanted Talt to vote for. Well, Talt went on 
in and voted for his Wtcle and when he came 
back out, Triplett literally kicked his hind 
end. Bad Talt took off for the woods and 
was gone for an hour or so. Upon his return 
he had a pistol and shot and killed 
Triplett." 

I think I would be inclined to go along 
with Scalf and Buddy Hall on what they 

· say. It SOWlds almost Wtvelievable that a 
bunch of men are going to make an old man 
kneel at a log and let a yoWlg boy shoot him 
in the back. But I can see how a man could 
become enraged over an election and be 
mad enoup to kill someone. 

If is said by a few people that Bad Talt 
Hall went on to kill99 persons. In Sturgill's 
book it is said: "One of the reporters at the 
W"1se coWtty jail asked Talt how many men 
had he really killed." Talt goes on to tell of 
the men he killed, which is five, all told. 

~~.~-.. Jdatorians go on to say that Talt 
killed anywhere from eight to ten people. 
'11anas "Buddy" Hall tells us that Talt 
killed 22 men. I think I'll go along with the 
historians that say Bad Talt killed eight to 
ten, because 99men SOWlds a little ridiculous 
for one man to ldll. He may very well have 

Vote List Compiled 
For ASC Elections 

A list of eligible voters for Floyd CoWtty 
Agricultural Stabilization and Con­
servation (ASC) commWtity committee 
elections to be held later this year is now 
being compiled at the ASCS office. 

Producers may check at the local ASCS 
office to make sure that they are listed to 
receive ballots in the mail elections. 

Producers and the general public may 
inspect the list from now·Wttil December 1 
at the Floyd COWlty ASCS office located 
above the Western Auto Store in downtown 
Prestonsburg. 

Voter eligibility for ASC committeemen 
elections is non-discriminatory and . is 
applicable without regard to race, creed, 
color, sex, or national origin. A farmer who 
is eligible to participate in any ASCS 
srogram is eligible to vote in ASC elections. 
This includes not only producers of legal 
voting age who own, rent or sharecrop a 
farm but also minors who supervise and 
conduct farming operations on an entire 
farm. Spouses of eligible vpters can par­
ticipate in ASCS elections if they are joint 
.owners or joint tenants of the farm. 

In addition to these voters, any legal 
partnership, such as associations, estates, 
trusts, state, or state agencies may also 
receive a ballot. Each owner in a joint farm 
ownersbip also has a vote. But a producer 
may vote in only one commWlity election in 
tbe county, regardless of the number of 
.farming Interests he has in different 
communities.

killed 22 men, but I believe eight to ten, 
because his killings finally caught up with 
him and led to his capture. 

I think now I should mention "Little" Talt 
ffiill-nor~UontoBadTaltiDill-who 
killed several men in Kentucky and these 
victims were probably accredited to Bad 
Talt. Uttle Talt was killed in a shoot-out at 
the train depot in Martin, Floyd county. 

Bad Talt Hill did not meet such & death 
as this. After Bad Talt killed his last victim, 
Enos Helton, he fled and went to Canada. 
Talt didn't care much for this climate and 
went from there to Memphis, Tennessee.He 
was captured early one morning by 
Memphis authorities and later returned to 
trial in W"!.se COWlty, Virginia by Doc 
Taylor, immortalized by John Fox, Jr. as 
"the Red Fox." 

After Bad Talt's trial and conviction, he 
was sentenced to hang. The date for the 
hanging was set for September 2, 1892, and 
now arises the question: Did the hanging 
really take place? Hall had a perfect record 
for being acquitted. 

According to Sturgill, "it was well known 
that any juror who fought to convict any of 
the desperados would be marked for their 
friends, and as a consequence they always 
escaped. In this way, Hall was acquitted of 
the murder of Henry Maggard in 1886. He 
killed Don Pridemore in 1875 and was 
acquitted; a jury acquitted him of Mat 
Baker's murder in 1881, and he went free 
when he murdered his brother-in-law, 
Henry Houk, in 1883, but no officer tried to 
arrest him, and in 1885 he killed his cousin, 
Mark Hall, and laughed at the sheriff who 
tried to arrest him. Finally on July 14, 1891, 
he killed Chief of Police Hylton (Helton), of 
Norton, Virginia." 

Now with a record like that, was anyone 
going to let the time-after-time-acquitted 
Hall be hanged? Doesn't seem likely, does 
it? And according to Bobby Slone, security 
officer at Alice Uoyd College, Bad Talt 
didn't hang. Says Slone: "That Devil John 
Wright marched into Norton with 100 men 
and surroWtded the jail. The jailer wouldn't 
.ever come outside, so Devil John had to 
deal with the henchman. In the· enclosed 
scaffold that Bad Talt .was to be hanged 
from, he had to fall a distance of silt feet 
before the rope took hold. It is said that the 
rope was cut and the body of the now alive

Talt fell into a coffin. Nailing the lid down 
inside the enclosed scaffolds and carting 
the 'corpse' outside through the astonished 
crowd, Bad Talt was to have left and never 
be heard of again." 

Of the people inside the enclosed scaf­
folds were Allen Hall, his cousin, and his 
sister Mrs. Bates. Could they have had 
anything to do with the cutting of the rope if 
it was acutally cut? 

According to the newspapers at the time 
of the hanging, Devil John Wright had 
given up all hope of rescuing Bad Talt, and 
instead sent one of his men to bring the 
body back to Elkhorn, Letcher county, 
Kentucky. And according to Floyd Killen, 
91, of PoWld River Valley, Virginia, he 
knew personally John Wright, Doc Taylor, 
and Talt Hall. He "sat up" with Bad Talt 
Hall's body after it was hauled back by 
Devil John Wright to Elkhorn from Wise. 
He remembers vividly the bruised neck of 
the Beaver Creek badman who died at the 
end of a Virginia rope. 

So, I would say that the legendary Bad 
Talt Hall did die at the end of a rope.

Kentucky Governor WendeD Ford 
Opens Scout Membership Drive 
Frankfort, Ky.-In 

cooperation with Scoutmasters 
from across the com­
monwealth, Gov. Wendell Ford 
has officially launched the 1972 
Governor's Roundup, a 
statewide campaign to recruit 
6,500 new Scouts in Kentucky. 

The Roundup, which ends 
Dec. 15, includes all three 
phases of Scouting: Cubs, Boy 
Scouts and Explorers. 

Governor Ford, honorary 
chairman of the membership 
drive, will help publicize the 
Roundup. 

Kentucky is below the 
national average for boys in­
volved in the scouting program 
and officials hope the Roundup 
will change that situation. 

Governor Ford recently 
hosted a kickoff dinner for the 
campaign at Lexington's Tates 
Creek Country Club attended by 
approximately 300 Scouts and 
troop leaders of the Thorough­
bred District of the Blue Grass 
Boy Scout Council. 

To avoid any possible com­
munication problem adult 
leaders might have with the 
younger generation and to 
encourage greater participation 
in the drive amond individual 
Scouts, the Governor's Roundup 
calls for the Scouts themselves 
to do the actual recruiting. 

Each Scout who directly and 
individually recruits one or 
more new boys into the scouting 
program will receive the 

Governor's Roundup Award, a 
three-eolor patch bearing both 
the Boy Scouts of America 
Symbol and the Seal of the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky. 

A Governor's Roundup Award 
Streamer will be presented to 
each scouting unit which fulfills 
the participation goal it has 
established for the Roundup. 
The streamer may be attached 
to the unit's flag staff. 

Greater adult participation in 
Scouting also is a goal for the 
1972 Roundup. The Governor's 
Roundup Award patch will be 
given to all adult leaders whose 
unit recruits a minimum of 
eight new Scouts. 

Each scout master whose 
troop adds 12 or more boys will 
be presented with a china 
Governor's Award Cup. A silver 
Scouter's lapel pin will be 
awarded to each leader who 
recruits another adult into 
scouting during the Roundup.

Power Pollution

pollution, a study of private 
power companies across the 
country concluded they are 
lagging far behind in the fight to 
combat pollution.

The year-long, independent 
study, released by the Council 
on Economic Priorities-a 
nonprofit organization financed 
by foundations-focused on 124 
plants that generate one­
quarter of the nation's electric 
power. Among these plants, the 
report said, nearly half continue 
to burn high-sulphur oil or coal, 
pumping huge amounts of 
sulphur dioxide into the air. 
Sulfur oxides can dissolve 
marble and eat away iron and 
steel. They can limit visibility 
and cut down the light from the 
sun. Even low concentrations 
can injure the delicate tissues in 
our lungs. 

In addition, 81 percent of the 
plants had no controls at all for 
emissions of nitrogen oxides, 
the gases that help form smog. 
And only a third of the power 
plants had adequate controls for 
soot. According to the study, 
most companies were spending 
only a fraction of one percent of 
their combined gross operating 
revenues on anti-pollution 
research and development.

West Liberty Sorghum Festival 
To Kick Off Sesquicentennial LOSING HAIR?

West Liberty ,Ky .-Here and 
there in Morgan county cane 
mills already are in operation, 
boiling green cane juice into 
thick, golden-amber syrup to be 

·sold at the second annual 
Morgan County Sorghum 
Festival in West Liberty, Oct. 
13-14. 

The festival has added ex­
citement this year. It signals 
the start of Morgan County's 
year-long sesquicentennial 
celebration which will 
culminate with the 1973 festival. 

Highlight of the festival will be 
a mule-powered cane mill 
located on Main Street, where 
everyone will have opportunity 
to "dip" in a cane stalk and 
taste the sweet nectar that was 
known as "long sweetening" to 
earlier generations. Sorghum 
will be sold by the gallon, plenty 
to last all winter even if poured 
over hot biscuits every day, 
fried in a skillet or used in 
cakes, pies and cookies. 

In addition to many arts, 
crafts and other entertainment, 
including a Saturday parade, 
the event will see the opening of 
Town Cinema on Main Street, a 
section that was burned out in a 
1970 fire, and the release of the 
county's frrst booksize history. 

Edgar Tolson of Campton, 
popular wood sculptor, plans to 
exhibit at the festival as do 
many Central and Eastern 
Kentucky artists. 

All art and crafts booths and 
food booths will be located on 
Main Street beneath a 24G-foot 
circus tent, suspended from 
light pole to light pole. 

Under the big top, Morgan 
countians will demonstrate 
weaving on both an inkle loom 
and larger loom, spinning on a 
flax wheel, rope making, grist 
mill grinding, whittling, shingle 
splitting with a mallet and frow, 
pottery making with a hand­
made potter's wheel, jewelry 
making, chair caning with 
hickory strips, quilting, basket 
and brbom making and hand 
tatting. 

Products from the demon­
strations will be for sale, as will 
cornshuck dolls and flowers, 
homemade bonnets, furniture, 
wood carvings, lye soap, an­
tiques, original art, dulcimers 
and other traditional crafts of 
hill people. 

One concession stand will 
pffer a country dinner of soup 
beans, onions and cornbread; 
another, molasses gingerbread 
and coffee; another, Bybee 
souvenir jugs filled with 
Morgan-Made Molasses. Other 
booths will sell dried apples, 
sulphured apples, pickled beans 
and corn, shuck beans, corncob 
jelly and old-time preserves. 

A country store will sell 
everything from pumpkins and 
cushaws to plug tobacco and 
calico. There will be patchwork 
quilts and crocheted afghans, 
quilt-piece cushion covers and 
coverlets.

Among folk artists who will 
attend the festival are Lily Mae 
of the original Coon Creek Girls, 
Hubert Rogers, Frank Baker 
and his wife Edna Ritchie 
Baker with their dulcimers and 
ballads. Mrs. Baker is a sister 
of Jean Ritchie, both natives of 
Viper, Ky. 

Events of the sorghum 
festival will take place next to 
the Morgan county corthouse. 

Morgan countains already 
are sporting beards and 
wearing bonnets as part of the 
county's 150th birthday. The 
Sesquicentannial starts this 
year and will continue 
throughout the months until the 
next festival. Morgan county 
joined the Commonwealth in 
1823.
