Wheelwright, $10,247; Wayland, $4,962, and 
Martin, $2,700. 

The checks received this week, it was 
said, represent revenue sharing for the first 
six months' of 1972. Checks for the last six 
months of the year are expected early next 
year but they may be in smaller amounts. 

The revenue sharing program, as 
adopted by Congress, is to be in effect for 

years. 
County Judge S~umbo said here Monday 

that he and the fiscal court will move slowly 
on spending of revenue sharing funds. He 
pointed out that he will first want to know 
exactly the purposes for which these funds 
may be e)o:pended. Budget forms and in­
formation from D. M. Magill, state finance 
office", also will be awaited. 

"We will .not squander this money on this 
small project and that," Judge Stumbo 
said. What these funds acheive will be a 
later object of study by the federal 
government, and Floyd county hopefully 
will have something worthwhile to show for 

it has received, he added. 
He earlier indicated that repair of the 

courthouse roof and implementation of a 
solid waste program for the county will 
receive most of the funds in the first 
allocation. He said courthouse repair is 
necessary, if the county is to have a 
courthouse, and solid waste disposal is 
something which is important to every 
resident of the county.

Greenhouse Project 
To Benefit Retarded 

The Big Sandy Valley will soon have a 
thriving greenhouse industry if Mountain 
Mental Health has anything to say about it. 
And if the progress of their Greenhouse 
Project to date is any criteria, they will 
have something to say. 

Several months ago, following 
discussions between MMHS Executive• 
Director Dick Stai, Director of Develop­
mental Disabilities Services Roger Mar­
shall and Dale Anastasi, area horticulturist 
for the University of Kentucky Extension 
Service, it was agreed that a training 
program for the mentally retarded and 
others with neurological disorders should 
be given a high priority in the region. Ac­
cordingly, after careful consiath-ation of 
existing programs around the country and 
surveys of local industrial and commercial 
needs, the Greenhouse Project was begun. 

Tom Hummer, a professional educator 
with staff development experience, joined 
the Mental Health Staff in July, 1972 to head 
the project. Since then, Hummer has leased 
an existing greenhouse near Flat Gap in 
Johnson county; established small 
greenhouse light banks in each of the 
region's adult activity centers; added a 
professional horticulturist to his staff and 
begun the search for several more per­
manent greenhouse locations throughout 
the five-county region. 

In cooperation with Marshall, Hummer 
also has organized a regional advisory 
committee, established a close liaison with 
the University Extension Service in the 
formation of commercial vegetable 
production cooperatives and has begun the 
job of planning for the first planting. 

But this is only one side of the program. 
While Hummer and the project's hor­
ticulturist, David Gillespie, continue with 
their tasks, Roger Marshall and the

Bridge Repair 
Near Complete 

Work on the access bridge connecting Ky. 
114 to West Prestonsburg at the entrance of 
Archer Park here will be completed 
sometime this week, a Department of High­
ways spokesman said Monday. 

Repair work, which has been under way 
for the past few weeks, was begun after 
several small cracks appeared in the 
bridge abutments. It was determined by 
Highway Department inspectors that the 
cracks had resulted over a long period of 
time from the extreme weight of the fill into 
which the abutments were set, exerting 
enough pressure on the abutments to make 
them tend to close in on one another. 

To remedy the situation, which was not 
considered immediately dangerous, work­
men sand "dead men," or concrete pillars, 
into excavations in the bridge fill and then 
placed heavy steel connecting rods from the 
bridge abutments into the pillars. This, it is 
said, will eliminate any tendency for the 
structure to crack or "buckle" in the 
future.

Plans for the new office were announced 
last week by Daryl Ratliff, manager of the 
Pikeville district office, who will also 
supervise the office here. 

The Prestonsburg office will serve the 
northern section of this county as well as all 
of Johnson, Magoffin and Martin counties. 
The office staff will number between 13 and 
17 persons, some of whom will <.'Ome from 
the Pikeville office. 

The decision to establish an office here 
for the convenience of those residing some 
distance from Pikeville was announced a 
year ago by Congressman Carl D. Perkins. 
Mr. Ratliff said the district office at 
Pikeville has been employing personnel 
with the intent of shifting them here when 
the new office is established. 

Because of the early opening of the office 
it will be necessary for Social Security to 
rent office space on a temporary basis. 
Later, it may undertake to contract with a 
private individual or firm for construction 
of a building under long-term lease. Such a 
building would require from 3,000 to 5,000 
square feet of floor space, Mr. Ratliff said.

Solid Waste Decision 
Expected in January

Definite action on the solid waste 
collection-disposal program devised for 
this county will await the January meeting 
of the fiscal court, it was decided at last 
Wednesday's court meeting with Spin­
dletop Research representatives. 

The delay in making a definite move to 
implement the program resulted from the 
court's suggestion that three landfills, 
rather than only the two proposed by 

Spindletop, be placed in use. Addition of one 
landfill will require reworking of the waste 
disposal plan, including recalculation of 
costs.

Two landfills-One on Left Beaver Cceek 
and the other on Middle Creek-were 
suggested by Spindletop to reduce 
operational costs, but the court held that 
the addition of another dumping area would 
reduce travel time for garbage collection 
trucks and might even cut down on costs.

The ravages of cold weather and the lower water level produced by the annual drawdown of 
Dewey Lake create a scene (right) in sharp contrast to the setting (left) of a few weeks 
earlier when the lake was at conservation level and the trees had not yet shed their leaves.

Ideally, County Judge Henry Stumbo 
said, the county should have one landfill for 
each of the four magisterial districts, but 
costs forbid such an arrangement. 

The collection and hauling of solid wastes 
to the landfills may be let to franchise on 
competitive bids. Operation of the landfills 
is expected to be handled by the county. 

Joseph R. McCauley, executive director 
of the Big Sandy Area Development 
District, whose office has worked with the 
county and Spindletop on the solid waste 
program, commended the court for its 
decision to use a portion of its revenue­
sharing apportionment to carry out the 
program. 

Pike county's fiscal court also will meet 
in January to review bids for franchises on 
the waste disposal system there. 

County Judge Rutherford said both the 
collection and landfill operation will be 
franchised in Pike county. 

"We had hoped, with revenue sharing 
money coming in, the county could 
maintain the landfills," he said, "but since 
most of the revenue sharing money went to 
urban areas instead of rural areas, we had 
to change our priorities to the maintenance 
of Pike county's 1,200 miles of roads." 

The comprehensive plan, he added, 
showed it was feasible to make money in 
franchise operations and some people in the 
county expressed an interest in "taking 
over the franchises" for the four landfills 
and collection services. 
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Case Load May ~~wamp,, Court

Frankfort, Ky.-The Kentucky Court of 
Appeals is "about to be swamped" with 
cases, according to Acting Chief Justice 
John S. Palmore. 

In a recent interview, Palmore described 
the effects of the rising tide of cases the 
high court must consider, and related 
details of another, hopefully more suc­
cessful, attempt at court reform. 

According to Howard E. Trent, Court of 
Appeals administrative director, a 
"broadly representative committee," 
formed last May, is working on a draft of a 
constitutional amendment to reform the 
court system. The draft will be presented to 
the 1974 General Assembly. 

The committee is composed of interested 
officials, including representatives of the 
Court of Appeals, governor's office, Circuit 
Judges Association, Governor's Judicial 
Advisory Council, Kentucky Bar 
Association, Kentucky Crime Commission 
and the Senate Judiciary Committee. 

"Chief Justice Samuel Steinfield called 
the group together earlier this year so all

provement would not be pulling in opposite 
directions," Palmore said. "We now have 
had two meetings. Out of these meetings we 
have appointed a steering committee to 
determine just what kind of amendment 
would come closest to satisfying all in­
terested people and groups, and at the 
same time would have a good chance of 
being accepted by the voting public." 

The steering committee members are: 
Morton Holbrook, Owensboro, chairman; 
Amos Eiben, Lexington; Judge Scott Reed, 
Lexington; Robert K. Cullen, Frankfort; 
Judge Thomas Ballantine, Louisville and 
Viley Blackburn, Somerset. 

Past efforts, the constitutional revision in 
1966 and the proposed amendment to the 
Judicial Article last winter, have failed. 
But Palmore hopes the new approach may 
have a better chance. 

"We may not satisfy anybody com­
pletely, but we're trying to get together 
something that will do some good, and have 
some semblance of a chance of passing," 
he said. 

Palmore said the group may hire a 
professional pollster to "find out what we 
can hope to pass and what we can't hope to 
pass." 

"We hope to have some kind of amend­
ment to present to the 1974 General 
Assembly that will represent a consensus of 
opinion and have a good chance of passing 
because we have sounded out public 
opinion." 

Meanwhile, with the rising number of 
cases, the high court is faced with a 
situation some judges have described as 
"critical." 

Although some cases are handled on a 
"current basis," many are delayed up to 20 
months. Palmore indicated it soon may be 
as much as two years before routine cases 
can be reached for consideration. 

The court considers two types of cases: 
"advanced" and "ordinary." 

State law requires some cases to be 
advanced on the docket, such as criminal 
and workman's compensation cases. Some 
also are advanced as a matter of policy or 
according to the rules of the court, in­
cluding child custody cases, hardship cases 
and cases of considerable public im­
portance. 

According to Palmore, one of the court's 
problems is an increase in the number of 
advanced cases. 

"Though most advanced cases are 
disposed withm the term of the court, the 
fact that we have more advanced cases 
means it takes longer to' get to the ordinary 
ones," he said. "People with disputes over 
auto accidents, condemnation suits and 
contracts . .. these are the ones who are 
suffering." 

According to the 1972 biennial report of 
the state Judici.a.cy Council, the number of 
caaeB handled by the appellate court in­
creased from 666 in calendar year 1961, to 
1311 during calendar year 1970. This 
represents a 96.9 per cent increaae in the 
workload. 

The problem wasn't born overnight. The 
1891 State Con8titution limits the number of 
Court of Appeals Justices to seven. 'lbat 
same conat1tutlOD eliminated a former 
judicial system that contained an in­
tennediate cow:t.

While Court of Appeals Justices have 
been limited to seven, the number of Circuit 
Court Judges has more than doubled, form 
33 to 83, since 1891. 

"The more trial judges you have," said 
Palmore, "the more trials you have, and, 
consequently, more appeals. 

"Most people who give this matter a lot of 
thought, finally come to the conclusion that 
the only way to make a satisfactory ad­
justment is to provide an intermediate 
court between the Circuit Courts and the 
Court of Appeals," he said. "This would 
enable the Court of Appeals to take fewer 
cases, and, at the same time, would give 
nearly everyone to appeal to some court 
from Circuit Court." 

"Of course, if we just gave these cases a 
'lick and a promise,' we could do more of 
them, but lawyers and litigants deserve 
better than that; you want to give them a 
solid review. 

"Hit gets to the point where you can't do 
that,'' said Palmore, "then the first and 
most obvious solution is to reduce the 
number of cases by some measure such as 
raising the jurisdictional amount (the 
minimum monetary value which can be 
contested in the appellate court). For in­
stance, instead of coming into court with a 
case involving $2,500, you would have to 
have a $10,000 case." 

Palmore said such solutions have long 
been discussed and that court members 
have seen the problems coming for 20 
years. 

He quoted the late Chief Justice Morris C. 
Montgomery, who died in 1969 auto ac­
cident. "Judge Montgomery said that poor 
people were just as much entitled to an 
appellate review as people with more 
money involved in their cases, and there's a 
lot of justice in that viewpoint." 

Palmore outlined a number of temporary 
measures that have been tried and are 
being tried, all intended to ease the growing 
caseload problem. Some of those solutions 
have included short "memorandum type" 
opinions, delegating some cases to the 
special Commissioner of the Court for 
review and limiting the right of review. 

"I can't say constitutional change is the 
only thing which could be done, but it would 
be the best,'' Palmore said. "It's the only 
satisfactory solution.''

Gov. Wendell Ford says his planned 
reorganization of state government will 
begin in about 30 days. Phase one will be to 
establish in the governor's office an 
executive policy unit to be responsible for 
budget, planning, fiscal management, 
federal relations and local government 
matters.

Resort Park. "This will not be a large 
bureaucracy," He said in describing the 
new unit. "Instead, this will be a high-level 
assistance staff, responsible to the 
governor and to local governments."

Tells Part Played By 
Health Planning Council 

In the excitement and fanfare over the 
dedication of the Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, one important aspect was 
neglected. That aspect is the part played by 
the members of the Big Sandy Com­
prehensive Health Planning Council. 'Ibis 
Council, which has operated in the Big 
Sandy Valley since 1966, sparked the move 
to improve health care in the medical 
service area centering around Prestons­
burg by enlarging the sights of those 
planning a replacement for the Prestons­
burg General Hospital. 

Under the leadership of Mr. Sid Copley, 
chainnan of the Council at that time, the 
Council moved forward to stress the need 
for a more comprehensive medical facility 
under non-profit status which would offer 
improved services to our people. In an area 
where 65 percent of the populace are 
medically indigent, federal tax dollars 
were sought in the amount of $4.1 million in 
grants and 1.1 million in loans to provide 88 
confonning medical surgical beds and 49 
long term care nursing beds, replacing the 
34 non-confonning beds of the. old hospital. 
At the December 13, 1967 meeting, Claimer 
Frazier presented the proposal to the 
Health Planning Council. 

The Big Sandy District can be justly 
proud of this achievement, but it should be 
borne in mind that, without the guidance of 
the area wide Health Planning CoiDlcil, the 
new modern Highlands Regional Medical 
Center would still be only a dream. Our 
thanks go especially to Dr. W. R. Willard 
and Dr. Howard Bost, U. K. Medical 
School, and L. W. True, Frankfort, for the 
part which they aptly played in the early 
months of planning. Thanks go also to the 
members of the Council who have given 
tirelessly of their time and effort over the 
past ~ years.

The Office of the Attorney General has 
issued an opinion that teachers may not 
legally cut a student's academic grade 
because of misconduct.

Hancock Urges Care 
In Buying Presents

Frankfort, Ky.-With the Christmas 
season upon us, thoughts of toys and 
children's happiness are foremost in our 
minds, but be careful in selecting your 
children's gifts. 

Statistics prove that accidents are the 
number one threat to the lives of children 
throughout the country and it is a pain­
staking job to select the playthings for your 
children that won't be dangerous. 

However, if you remember four tips, you 
job may be somewhat easier. The four 
things to keep in mind are these: safety of 
the toy, age of the child, sturdiness of the 
object and its construction, and its en­
tertainment or educational value. 

When checking the toy for its safety, 
make sure there are no sharp edges, points 
or protrusions. Obviously, a dart game for 
a child is extremely dangerous, but doll 
accessories or other toy parts may be 
equally hazardous. Detachable parts on 
certain toys often are dangerous such as a 
whistle in a balloon that can esily be taken 
apart and swallowed. 

Check the labels on certain toys to be sure 
they are flameproof. For example, certain 
toy tunnels and doll's hair have been found 
to be extremely flammable in the past. 
Also, make sure any coating on a toy is 
nontoxic. This will eliminate poisoning if 
the child puts the toy in his mouth. 

Many times in shopping for a child's gift, 
we lose sight of the fact that the child may 
not be mature enough for a particular toy. 
For example, a drawing set designed for a 
ten to twelve year old may spell danger in 
the hands of a toddler. 

In selecting a toy, its educational value 
should be considered as well as its en­
tertainment value. For instance, simple 
blocks or story books may increase a 
child's sense of creativity. 

By shopping carefully, you can fill your 
season with Christmas cheers, not 
Christmas feats.

Louisville, Ky.-A Russell county 
teacher whose board of education policy 
forced her to take a full year's unpaid 
maternity leave after the birth of a child 
has won a federal court ruling to recover 
$4121 in lost salary, plus court costs. 

The suit by Mrs. Eliza Chapman Garner, 
of Jamestown, financially backed by the 
Kentucky Education Association (KEA) 
and the National Education Association 
(NEA) Du Shane Emergency Fund, is the 
first in Kentucky to be decided in line with 
recent federal court rulings striking down 
maternity leave policies as sexually 
discriminatory. 

KEA attorney John J. Slattery, Jr. said 
the ruling by U. S. District Judge Charles 
M. Allen, of Louisville, also establishes 
recent federal court rulings in maternity 
leave cases in Virginia and Ohio as 
governing the situation in Kentucky. 

The Virginia case-Susan Cohen v. 
Chesterfield County School Board-was the 
first in which an educator won federal court 
sanction of her right to continue teaching 
while pregnant beyond the time limit set by 
school board policy. 

The Ohio case-Jo Carol Le Fleur and 
Ann Elizabeth Nelson v. Cleveland Board of 
Education-overturned a board policy 
requiring teachers to take involuntary 
unpaid leave after their fourth month of 
pregnancy.

The federal court rulings make the point 
that the pregnant teacher and her doctor 
are the ones who should decide when she 
should take maternity leave and when she 
sould return to teaching. 

In the Kentucky suit, filed in June, 1970, 
Mrs. Garner noted that she and her at­
torney appeared before the Russell County 
Board of Education on August 6, 1968, and 
requested that she not be required to take a 
full leave of absence, since her child was 
expected to be born in late August or early 
September-before or shortly after the 
school term began.

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Then Drop 2 Games When Allan Trout died last week, 
thousands of us who read his column as well 
as all who knew him personally felt we had 
lost a dear friend. I do not propose to write 
any encomium to the memory of the man. 
He wrote in his "Greetings" column, some 
years ago, these lines which speak for Allan 
Trout more than any of us can write: 

"A man begins to die at the top, too. He 
begins to die the moment he closes his mind 
to a new idea, the moment he first stifles his 
natural impulse to do the right thing. A man 
begins to die the first day he gives dishonest 
work for his hire, or short weight for his 
price. 

"A man begins to die the first time he 
kicks a dog or strikes a child in blind anger. 
He begins to die the moment he first dodges 
an honest debt, or closes his purse to the 
poor. He begins to die when he first stops 
trying to attain understanding, when he 
first concludes that common honesty is a 
palliative for fools." 

IN DEFENSE OF SELF AND OTHERS 
A dutiful child, like a thing of beauty, is a 

joy forever, and my youngest daughter has 
qualified anew. Aware that it has been 
bruited about by certain low fellows that I 
couldn't catch a fish in a rain barrel, she 
has come to the defense. 

Or perhaps I should more accurately say 
that she has handed me a defensive 
weapon. She sends me a copy of The 
National Observer wherein appears a 
lengthy yarn by one Robert H. Cloaninger 
which pertains to the "World Series of Bass 
Fishing" held at Percy Priest reservoir, 
near Nashville, Tennessee. 

Twenty-four of the world's top bass 
fishermen were selected to compete in the 
tourney. (I for some obscure reason wasn't 
invited.) Each had the finest in equipment, 
identical 16-foot boats, 85-horsepower 
motors, electric trolling motors, fish 
locators, depth finders, water ther­
mometers-you name it. After a day of 
practise fishing allowed them in order to 
get ''the lay of the land'' and perchance find 
a few hot-spots, they went to it for three 
solid days. 

And in those three days the 24 so-<:alled 
bassmasters caught exactly 208 bass of 
keeper size or better. That figures out to a 
fraction less than 2.9 bass per day per man. 

It's catches such as this that have for 
years now sent me scurrying down back­
alleys, dodging those pests who want to 
know how many I caught. 

I should add here that a cold front moved 
in on Percy Priest and those fisherman 
during that tournament. But, cold front or 
behind, my gang never fails to run into 
something of the sort. 

And we come up with an average that, in 
the light of this one tournament, makes us 
look like bassmasters-which, I grudgingly 
admit, we are not. 

I might-harumph!-also point out that 
we fish without benefit of depth-finder, 
water thermometer and other gadgets such 
as the experts have. On the other hand, I 
must admit that we have one piece of 
equipment that is denied the masters. 
When the fishing gets too slow, we are not 
above dun~ a minner.

Value $252,060 

During August, 9,394 low-income persons 
in Floyd county received food stamps 
valued at $252,060.00, the Department of 
Economic Secuirty announced l::lst week. 

This record compares to 9,113 low-income 
persons who received food stamps valued 
at $242,455.00 during July 1972. 

In Kentucky, the food stamp program is 
administered jointly by the Department of 
Economic Secuirty and the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture. Needy families in the 
program exchange an amount of their own 
money, usually spent on food, to purchase 
coupons. In addition, families receive 
bonus coupons to boost their buying power. 

During August, a total of 325,985 Ken­
tuckians received food stamps valued at 
$8,675,202. In August 1971, 278,140 persons 
received food stamps with a total coupon 
value of $7,057,411. 

At present, 77 counties are participating 
_in thedepartment~s food stamp.

'Meals on Wheels' 
Program Is Sought

And What It Will Do 

The Kentucky Pollution Abatement 
Authority has approved loans to 28 Ken­
tucky communities enabling them to 
qualify for $24 million in federal aid for 
construction of sewage treatment facilities. 
The state aid will allow the communities to 
receive a larger portion of federal 
assistance than if the localities were 
financing the projects on their own.

FRANKFORT, Ky.-Anyone who has 
ever entered the state Capital in search of a 
particular agency probably remembers 
being directed from office to office, floor to 
floor throughout the building. 

Mter 45 minutes, climbing five flights of 
stairs and passing the same restroom three 
times, he might only know that the agency 
was located somewhere in Frankfort, 
supposedly in the capitol. 

This is an example, according to Gov. 
Wendell Ford, of the "hodgepodge" that 
present state government has become---410 
departments and over 200 commissions, 
boards and agencies going in as many 
different directions. 

Fourteen months ago, when then Lt. 
Governor Ford was running for governor, 
he promised a reorganization of state 
government to eliminate that hodgepodge; 
to prevent duplication and overlapping of 
services and, thus, strengthen necessary 
programs. 

Phase one of Kentucky state 
reorganization recently was initiated. 

The basis of reorganization is simple. The 
myriad of departments and agencies have 
been integrated into six program cabinets 
structured on mutual interests and ap­
plications. Further, the Department of 
Finance and the Kentucky Program 
Development Office have been con­
solidated into the Executive Department of 
Finance and Administration. Both will be 
coordinated by the Secretary of the 
Cabinet, present Finance Commissioner 
Don Bradshaw. 

What does it mean to the average citizen? 
The main purpose of reorganization, 

according to Governor Ford, is to eliminate 
duplication of services-abolishing un­
necessary functions and strengthening 
needed programs. 

Governor Ford said that, with the 
''spiralling'' expansion of state government 
since the last major reorganization in 1936, 
efficiency, coordination and policy 
determination have become more difficult, 
at a loss of timely services to the public. 

"If reorganization is accomplished," said 
the governor, "Kentuckians can expect 
improved services. There is a wide-spread 
belief that we can slow down the rapid 
growth of state government, and do more 
with tax dollars now being spent." 

According to Governor Ford, the creation 
of the Department of Finance and Ad­
ministration, combining planning and 
financing functions, is designed to insure 
the maximwn product for each dollar 
expended. 

The new department also will provide a 
comprehensive long-range analysis of 
policy, harmony of political and ad­
ministrative decision-making and ties with 
local governments, other states and the , 
federal government . 

Although phase one is only a framework 
for further restructuring (one of the initial 
charges of the six program cabinets is the 
development of recommendations for 
further streamlining and unification) some 
programs to promote better services for 
the people already exist. 

The Office of Local Government, an 
element of the Department of Finance and 
Administration, channels resources from 
the executive branch to provide technical 
assistance and support to Kentucky city 
and county governments. 

The Ford Administration already has 
assisted in federal revenue sharing­
making corrections in application errors 
which could have caused delays in the 
distribution of funds. This is a service some 

· states are paying 10 per cent of their 
revenue-sharing money to receive. 

The Office of Local Government will 
assume this responsibility, as well as 
helping local governments develop their 
own programs. 

A second element of the Department of 
Finance and Administration, the Office of 
Policy and Management, combines the 
basic responsibilities involved in budgeting 
and state planning. 

This office will facilitate communication 
between planners and budget personnel on 
both the state and national levels. 

Another benefit of reorganization will be 
the cabinet structure itself. Since each 
department is a segment of a program 
cabinet of related interests, meetings need 
only involve the department heads con­
cerned. In the past, all department heads 
had to attend all meetings and often listen 
to policies that in no way involved them. 

Under reorganization, related depart­
ments can be better informed on· the ac­
tivities of each other, preventing 
duplication and providing a better delivery 
of services to the people. 

The big question that concerns most 
people is one of money. Will it cost more? 
Will it save money? 

"What I see," said Governor Ford, "is 
that we'll have the ability to provide ad­
ditional services, better services and 
quicker services to the people. All for the 
same tax dollar." 

The savings, he said, will come from 
elimination of current waste and 
duplication that annually cost the state 
many millions of dollars. 

In short, what this means is that an­
ticipated increase in governmental ex­
penses caused by inevitable expansion­
will be absorbed by a more efficient method 
of operation. 

Tommy Preston, the governor's press 
secretary, compared the situation to a huge 
industry which, despite higher output, 
more workers and increased sales, finds its 
profits dwindling. 

"The reason is that real productivity is 
down, so that industry tightens up all the 
way along the line," he said. "In the same 
way, the state, while not a profit maker, 
can increase services (productivity) with 
the same means of disposal." 

But how do the people know whether the 
promise of savings will ever materialize? 
When will the public see tangible, dollars­
and-<:ents results from state government 
reorganization? 

The situation can be compared to a 
college football program. The team starts 
with swnmer drills, goes through a 
shakedown period, then takes the field and 
plays a season. Records aren't set, titles 
aren't won until the season is over and 
performance can be rated. 

The ultimate "title" state government 
seeks is a halt in rapidly rising costs and 
expansion. Its game plans is better money 
management-savings. 

But right now, state reorganization is in a 
shakedown period.

If you are dreaming of a white Christmas 
such as Grandpa used to tell about, the 
chances of your dream coming true range 
from about six percent in the extreme 
western end of the state to 10-20 percent 
over most of the rest of Kentucky. 

These percentages, according to A. B. 
Elam, Jr., climatologist for Kentucky at 
the National Weather Service Office, 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, are based on snowfall records 
kept for many years. He emphasizes, also, 
that these are probabilities, not forecasts, 
and warns against snow enthusiasts 
setting their hopes too high. Records of 
white Christmases past indicate that such 
meteorological events are not usual oc­
currences in the Commonwealth. 

In the past 23 years, says Elam, there 
have been only seven Christmas Days with 
any significant snow cover over Ken­
tucky-and all seven of these cir­
cumstances occurred during the past 12 
years. 

In 1960 and 1963, there was a snow cover 
of one inch or more over most or all of the 
state. In 1961 and 1962, snow cover was 
limited chiefly to the south and southeast. 
And, in 1966, snow cover was general ex­
cept for much of the Bluegrass region and 
the northeast. 

In 1969, snowfall on Christmas Day was 
general and the heaviest since the 1930's. 
Snow cover ranged from one to six inches 
over the greater part of Kentucky and 
probably was much deeper in the higher 
elevations of the southeast. On December 
25, 1970, some snow fell in most sections of 
the state in the afternoon and evening with 
up to two inches in parts of the eastern 
third. 

Christmas Day last year was snowless. 
Rather, it was a cloudy, drizzly day with 
temperatures averaging from 10 to 20 
degrees above normal. As a matter of fact, 
except in the higher elevations of the 
southeast, there was little snow at all in 
Kentucky during the entire month of 
December-less than in any December 
since 1940. 

So for those dreaming-or longing-for a 
white Christmas, and for others who would 
just as soon see it green, these are 
the probabilities based on records of years 
past, Elam says. This form of precipitation 
might be present this Christmas-and then 

again it might not. 
As December 25 approaches, you can be 

more certain by watching for extended 
outlooks, and then the daily weather 
forecasts. The National Weather Service 
prepares these from current weather ob­
servations, which are periodically revised 
to take later information and changing 
conditions into account.

The McKenzies happened to read an 
article in a newspaper one day about a 
similar circwnstance in Tennessee. Upon 
discovering that plastic surgeon Dr. Milton 
Edgerton specialized in such cases, the 
young couple was able to schedule the first 
of many operations.

Dying For A Smoke 
More than 300,000 Americans die 

prematurely from the effects of cigarette 
smoking each year. But not many smokers 
believe it can really happen to them. 

Maybe that is one reason why smokers 
persist in a habit that snuffs out life too 
soon. Like most people in our culture, they 
tend to deny the prospect of their own 
death. To a very great degree, our society 
worships youth and health and shuts one 
eye to sickness and death . 

Deaths from coronary artery disease, 
chronic bronchitis, lung cancer, em­
physema, and a host of other diseases are 
much higher for smokers than for non­
smokers. Dying is a lonely business in our 
society. 

"Our embarrassment at the individual 
face of death forces the seriously ill and 
dying person to live alone on the brink of an 
abyss with no one to understand him," says 
psychiatrist Dr. Herman Feifel. But the 
topic of personal death , which has been 
taboo for decades, is surfacing again these 
days. Some hospitals are training special 
staff to help dying patients talk openly 
about their needs and fears, and to help 
bring them closer to their families and 
friends. What dying people fear most is 
abandonment and isolation. 

to give Rhonda a normal life, they traveled 
to Baltimore, Maryland and borrowed $800 
to cover most of the expenses. They knew 
that it would eventually cost thousands of 
dollars that they didn't have to cover the 
inevitable costs of such a venture. (Dr. 
Edgerton has generously performed each 
operation without charge to the family. ) 

Many of the community wanted to help 
them and so some interested citizens set up 
a Rhonda McKenzie Fund. A goal of $10,000 
was set to cover the cost of the first 10 
operations and the response was adequate 
to meet that goal. Contributions came from 
all over Kentucky and even from far-away 
states. 

Rhonda is scheduled to enter major 
surgery Friday of this week for the ninth 
time. Even though many other operations 
will be required, it is obvious that the 
parents have not lost sight of their goal. 
Mrs. Bonnie Lewis McKenzie, attractive 
mother of Rhonda, said, "The best gift 
Rhonda could have for Christmas is a 
successful operation." Dr. Edgerton, Dr. 
Jane (neuro-surgeon) and their team of 
doctors will be moving a bone from bet­
ween Rhonda's eyes to allow a better 
position for both eyes. They will also work 
on the skin around the eyes and remove 
spots from the left eye. The bone will be 
moved to the forehead area. The operation 
is serious because the brain will be exposed 
when her forehead is opened. The average 
operation takes about seven hours in 
surgery. 

When the bandages on her eyes and head 
are removed1 perhaps on Christmas Day, 
the family and doctors hope to find that 
Rhonda is one operation closer to a normal 
life. All of this is an effort to give Rhonda ' 'a 
face to face the world." 

This Christmas, Rhonda McKenzie may 
be a small child in a city, far away from 
home. But she is not a forgotten child. 
Many share the dream of her parents and 
sister for the future. 

Extra care must be taken in the 
preparation, cooking and storing of turkey 
because of its large size. If you buy yolll"­
turkey early, be sure to freeze it im­
mediately. If it is to be prepared within 48 
hours after it was purchased, you may 
refrigerate it at 33 to 38 degrees. Ordinarily 
it takes much longer to defrost a turkey 
than any other kind of meat. The preferred 
method is to thaw it in the refrigerator for 
two or three days until you are sure it is { 
completely defrosted. 

Although it is safer to cook turkey and 
dressing separately, some homemakers 
still prefer to stuff the holiday bird with 
dressing and cook them together. In this 
case, a meat thermometer should be in­
serted in to the center of the stuffing. If the 
turkey is cooked alone, insert the ther­
mometer into the center of the thigh. Cook 
the turkey in a 325 degree oven for the 
required length of time until the tem­
perature of the stuffing reaches 165 degrees 
or the temperature in the center of the thigh 
reaches 190 degrees. 

If the turkey and dressing are cooked 
together a day ahead of the holiday dinner, 
the dressing should be removed from the , 
turkey and refrigerated separately. 

Proper cooking times for a completley 
thawed turkey are as follows: 

8-10 lb. turkey, 3 to 3¥.! hours; 10-14 lb. 
turkey, 3¥.! to 4hours; 14-18lb. turkey, 4to 
41h hours; 18-20 lb. turkey, 41h to 5 hours; 
over 20 lbs., allow approximately 20-22"" 
minutes per extra pound.

1. The Scarlet Tanager. To oldtimers this 
bird was known as "the black-winged 
redbird." Its wings and tail are deep-black, 
the remainder of the body is a deep scarlet; 
in spring, when this bird is all dressed up in 
courtship colors, the scarlet is so bright it 
seems to flame, and it dazzles the eyes just 
to look at it. As Thoreau said, "The scarlet 
tanager seems to ignite the leaves as it 
glides through." Scarlet tanagers usually 
return a bit too early from their winter 
home in South America. I have seen many 
of them chilled down and unable to fly in an 
early April snow squall. This bird is also 
rated a poor singer and its musical offering 
is said to be like that of "a robin with a sore 
throat." The song has a peculiar burry 
tone, but the bird's calls are unique. H you 
hear a bird uttering a call that sounds like 
"chip-burr," it is the scarlet tanager. It 
also has a peculiar phrase it frequently 
sings, like "Tipperary." 

The scarlet tanager is noted for its calm, 
unhurried movements through the summer 
trees; it is not too shy and often stops to 
peer curiously at its observers. It is a 

resounding over hills and valleys during 
spring and early summer. There is a 
peculiar wistfulness in this bird 's song, as if 
it was trying hard to express the beauty of 
life and the glory of spring but couldn't 
quite do so on its song. Its peculiar call of 
"pick-i-tuck-i-tuck" identifies the bird at 
once as no other bird has such a peculiar 
call. 

3. The Prothonotary Warbler. Though it 
is not common in our region but if you 
should go into deep swamps or low river 
bottoms, you might see this bird-and what 
an unforgetable sight! Nature splashed this 
bird's head and breast with golden orange 
but gave it plain, blue-gray wings so as not 
to detract from the bright colors. It is in­
teresting to note the origin of this bird's 
name. H you separate the name into two 
parts, you get "notary", a notary public. In 
the old English Court of Common Pleas, the 
clerk or notary always wore a bright 
golden-orange gown and was called a 
"thonotary." The bird is not rated as a 
great songster, as it sings "tweet, tweet" 
about a dozen times, and all in the same 
key. 

Brandenburg's Recipe for a Park 
Brandenburg, Ky.-Take one generous 

portion of federal funding and blend with 
advice and experience from the Kentucky 
Program Development Office; then add 74 
acres of land from the Olin <ll.emical Co. 
and stir slowly, gradually mixing in what 
Jim Peel, director of the Lincoln Trail Area 
Development District, calls "the way 
people here got down to work on this park." 

Loosely follow that recipe and you get 
Olin-Meade Park, a tract on the outskirts of 
Brandenburg that soon will become a 
$400,000 county park. 

Federal funding for the park was coor­
dinated by the Program Development 
Office and channeled through the federal 
Bureau of Outdoor Recreation. 

The park idea actually was born two 
years ago when a county planning com­
mittee began setting priorities for water, 
sewage and recreational needs. 

"We had to get to work on water needs 
first," said James Greer, chairman of the 
committee. "But then someone mentioned 

that Olin has the land here. I wrote them 
and received a favorable response." 

In an effort to involve county citizens in 
planning the park, forms were distributed 
at the Meade County Fair so that citizens 
could write their opinions and ideas. 

"We wanted to get the opinions of the 
people in the county as to what their 
priorities would be," Greer said. "The 
people filled in the forms by checking the 
things they wanted to see in the park." 

The new park will be partially financed 
with federal matching funds authorized by 
the Land and Water Conservation 
Program. Much of the local share of the 
cost will be made up through the appraisal 
value ($92,500) of the land donated by the 
Olin Company. The difference between that 
amount and the full $215,803 obligation of 
the county will be paid in kind, with work 
and equipment supplie<i by the county. 

The planning committee hopes to have 
the park swimming pool completed by the 
beginning of next summer. Under the 
federal funding contract, the entire park 
will be completed in mid-1975. The com­
pleted facility will feature a bath house, 
wading pool, four picnic shelters, tables 
and grills, a tot lot, four tennis courts, 
basketball courts and softball and baseball 
fields. 

Greer said the park has brought the 
community together and fostered a "new 
sort of cooperation." 

"At our last public meeting, we had the 
most enthusiastic group of people I've ever 
seen," he said. "They wanted this park and 
they wouldn't take no for an answer. As 
soon as we get something started out there, 
the people will be out to help. I'm sure of 
it."

Mines Violating Blasting Law 
Are Fewer in Pike, Bureau Says 

Pikeville, Ky.-The nwnber of mines 
violating the new state law governing all 
blasters is dwindling, according to the 
Bureau of Mines and Minerals. 

"Very rarely is damage incurred when 
two pounds of explosives is ignited in a deep 
mine operation," said Froedge, "as 
compared to the damage a 40,000-pound 
open blast can do to someone's home half a 
mile away." 

The state Legislative Research Com­
mission's Subcommittee on Regulations 
has returned to the Kentucky Registry of 
Electon Finance a set of regulations 
designed to implement the state Financial 
Disclosure Law. 

The attorney general's office recently 
notified 23 strip mines in the Pikeville area 
that they have until Dec. 18 to comply with 
the regulation, or face injunctive action. 

The injunction is an "extreme measure to 
have such a small thing accomplished," 
said D. T. Froedge, director of the bureau's 
division of explosives and blasting, "but 
sometimes if you pester them enough, it 
gets the job done." 

He indicated compliance has been 
"generally good," but several areas have 
been tagged "high non-compliance areas" 
after the district-by-district search. 
Pikeville, he said, is one such area.

There was a flood of letters after the list 
went out, Froedge said. He indicated two 
mines were dropped from the violators list 
because of errors in the computer: six 
mines were removed because they com­
plied; two were removed because they no 
longer are operating and 15 remain in 
violation. 

The law, said Froedge, also applies to 
blasting on highways, construction crews 
and in quarries, and these, he added, are 
harder to ferret our and mark as complying 
or non-eomplying.

"We have been compiling lists of 
violators since the deadline," said Froedge, 
"but not before spreading the word through 
letters to the mines and mining 
organizations.'' 

All mines cited for non-eompliance are 
strip operations because the deep mine 
operations, by necessity, do blasting at a 
minimum lower than the law is aimed to 
cover.

Gethsemane, He was carried to the house of 
Joseph Caiaphas. Caiaphas was the high 
priest that year, although it was his father­
in-law, Annas, who had the real power. 

In all probability, the party walked up a 
flight of steps in the southern part of 
Jerusalem to reach the house of Caiaphas. 
Some steps have been excavated which 
lead to the spot where many believe the 
house of Caiaphas stood. It is pPssible to 
walk those very steps today. 

The Church of st. Peter Gallicantu 
(Cockcrow) is a lovely little church 
building constructed by the Augustinian 
Fathers on the site which they accept as 
that of the house of Caiaphas. The church 
gets its name from the fact that Peter 
denied he knew Jesus three times in the 
courtyard before the 3 a.m. hour-the time 
of the cockcrow. 

In the life of Jesus we have some hours 
between 3 a.m. and about 6 a.m. during 
which we don't know what happened to 
Him. A visitor to the Church of St. Peter 
Gallicantu today will be taken down into the 
basement to examine a pit carved from the 
rock. The pit is very small and has only one 
opening large enough for a man to enter it. 
The opening is at the top of the pit. 

The pit was part of the jail located here. 
Perhaps Jesus, being tried and condemned 
by an illegal, make-shift Sanhedrin 
meeting in the early morning, was brought 
to this pit to spend the next few hours. 

In the 88th Psalm one can read what 
could have been the feelings of Jesus if, 
indeed, He was lowered into this pit. 

Peter denied his Lord that night. He did 
so, I feel, not so much from cowardice as 
from bewilderment and confusion. He 
didn't know what Jesus expected him to do. 
Did he not get rebuked by the Lord in the 
Garden of Gethsemane just a short time 
before when he fought for the safety and 
release of Jesus? Certainly Peter was 
confused as to what course of action to 
follow. 

Standing on the balcony of the Church of 
st. Peter Gallicantu, you can see where the 
courtyard was in which Peter denied his 
Lord. And as you gaze in that direction you 
aren't quite as fast to point the accusing 
finger at the big fisherman. You can recall 
those times when you, too, denied the Lord 
by silence or inaction. 

It is one thing to find fault and blame, it is 
another thing altogether to take a very deep 
look into one's own committment. We 
aren't nearly as perfect as we sometimes 
think we are. 

As you leave this beautiful little church 
building, you do so thinking that you need to 
spend more time on the log in your own eye 
and less on the splinter in your neighbor's 
eye. Jesus was speaking to each of us when 
He gave that advice.
