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Court Sets 
$1,000 Fund 
In 3 Cases 
Seeks Information 
On Mystery Deaths; 
Stumbo Asks Action 

The fiscal court voted at its Monday 
meeting to post rewards of Sl,OOO each for 
information leading to the arrest and 
conviction of the killers in three WlSolved 
Floyd murder cases. 

The rew&rds are offered in an attempt 
to solve the mystery surro\Ulding the 
slayings of James Chaffins onArkansas 
Creek, Deputy Sheriff Lawrence Conley 
at Garrett and James Clayton Conley, 
near Wayland. 

The court action was taken at the 
suggestion of Commonwealth's Attorney 
Harold J. Stwnbo, who two weeks ago 
anno\Ulced that he was personally of­
fering $500 reward for such information. 
He offered his part of the reward to be 
effective in any unsolved murder case in 
this county. 

Stwnbo at that time suggested that the 
"Secret Witness" plan used in some 
cities to protect the identity of in­
formants in such cases might be adopted 
here. "I'm willing to try anything," he 
said. 

A few disconnected clues have been 
uncovered in each of the slayings 
referred to in the court order posting the 
rewards, but none has resulted in an 
indictment. 

Johnson Bond 
Set at $10,000 
In Ray Slaying 

Bond of $10,000 was asked last Thurs­
day by County Judge Henry Stumbo for 
the release from jail here of Carlos 
J~h!lBOn, 26, who is accused of the but­
cher knife slaying Jan. 19 at Beaver of 17-
year-old Roy Dean Ray. The grand jury 
heard witnesses in the case when it 
resumed its session Tuesday. 

Bond was set at the conclusion of 
examining trial held at the request of the 
defendant. 

Only witnesses for the Commonwealth 
were heard. These included William 
Darrell Ray, a brother of the victim, 
Randy Tackett and Teddy B. Tackett. 

All agreed that the stabbing took place 
at around 10:30 p.m., after Roy Dean Ray 
and three others had entered the house 
where Johnson was. Earlier, Ray said, 
he had been asked to leave the vicinity of 
the bouse, and the 10:30 visit was made, 
it was said, for him to determine "why 
Carlos was mad at me. 11

Reynolds Says Bill 
On Old Deed To Pass 

Rep. W. J . Reynolds, House majority 
caucus leader, said last week-end he 
feels certain the General Assembly will 
enact the so-called Broad For111 Deed bill 
and that there will be no relaxation of 
strip mining controls . 

At the same time the legislator an­
nounced that his bill to include non­
certified school system personnel in the 
Retirement System has passed the 
House, 86-0, and apparently has clear 
sailing in the Senate. He said the 
legislation will make possible retirement 
income for school bus drivers , lunchroom 
cooks, janitors and others who heretofore 
were "the forgotten people." 

"The only thing wrong with this 
legislation," Reynolds told the House, 
11 iS , it 's 20 years late." 

The Banner bridge, he said, is included 
in the Governor's budget which is now 
before the Legislature. Some survey 
work was being done at the bridge site 
last week . 

Commenting on the indignation ex· 
pressed by The Paintsville Herald at the 
removal of the state Forestry office from 
Johnson county lo this county, Reynolds 
said: 

" I have no apology to make to Johnson 
co\Ulty. When I went out for the Forestry 
office. I went for something Johnson 
county had taken from us."

compared to only two io 1972. The county 
had a drop of 2 percent in murders-four 
in 1973, one less than the 1972 total. 
Robberies stood at the 1972level with two 
recorded, but burglaries <breaking and 
entering J were up i .4 percent, from 215 in 
1972 to 231 last year. Auto thefts were 
down by 3percent- 13 in 1972, 91ast year. 

The crime figures for the same periods 
in adjoining counties follow, the first 
figure in each instance showing the 1972 
total: 

Johnson- Murder, I and 1; rape, 2 and 
1; robbery, none ; burglary , 51 and 52; 
auto theft, 8 and 9.

robbery, none ; burglary, 42 and 30; auto 
theft , 8 and 6. 

Magoffin- Murder, 4 and 0; rape, 2 and 
6; robbery, none ; burglary, 13 and 9; 
auto theft, 5 and 3. 

Martin- Murder, 0 and I ; rape, 2 and 
5; burglary, 14 and 20 ; auto theft , 9 and 2. 

Pike-Murder. 5 and 3; rape, 7 and 3; 
burglary, tOO and 152: auto theft , 33 and

The report card on crime in Kentucky 
shows that the number of Kentuckians 
victimized by \·iolenl crime in the first 

nine months of 1973 fell substantially 
below the national average. 

State Police Commissioner Ron L . 
Johnson said that violent crimes, as a 
group , rose only 1.4 per cent between 
January and September of 1973, as 
compared with a 3 percent increase, 
nationwide. 

Johnson attributed the comparatively 
low rate of violent crimes in Kentuclcy to 
a strong decline m murders tdown four

Donates First Check to Park 

17-Year-Old Mother 
Is Shot Eight Times; 
Jury Probes Slaying 

Tbe Floyd circuit court grand jury 
began Tuesday the investigation of the 
slaying at Betsy Layne last Wednesday 
afternoon of 17-year-old Jill Compton 
Martin, of Rt.l, Harold, by her husband, 
Billy Keith Martin, 24. 

Mrs. Compton was shot eight times­
three times in her right breast, five times 
in the hack, authorities said. A .22-calibre 
rifle was the weapon involved in Lhe 
shooting. 

Authorities said they learned there had 
been dissension between the husband and 
wife over custody of their 15-month-old 
son and that jealousy may also have been 
a factor in the tragedy . 

Miss Debbie Goodman told officers she 
was a passenger in the car driven by 
Mrs. Martin on the afternoon of the 
shooting and they had Mrs. Martin's son 
with them. She said Mrs. Martin drove 
on old US 23 at Betsy Layne to a point 
near the Betsy Layne fire department 
and stopped. The husband pulled his car 
behind them and called to his wife to talk 
to her. Mrs. Martin walked back to where 
her husband was parked, and soon 
thereafter the shooting began . 

Miss Goodman, who is said to have 
been the only eye witness, was quoted as 
saying Mrs. Martin ran, screaming, 
"Don't do that !" and that after she had 
fallen, face down alongside the highway, 
Martin approached on foot and fired three 
more shots. 

Shortly afterward, Martin surren­
dered to State Troopers D. E . Williamson 
and A. C. Cantrell. One report received 
here said he turned himself in to the 
troopers after first taking the child to the 
home of his wife's relatives. 

The Betsy Layne slaying was the 
second to take place in the county since 
the grand jury recessed. Earlier, 17· 
year-<>ld Roy Dean Ray was stabbed to 
death on Mud Creek, near Beaver, by 
Carlos Johnson This death also will be 
the subject of a grand jury probe.

Albert Miller, a member of the Floyd 
group, told the committee, "Either 
Harris is lying to me-or somebody's 
lying to him." 

"You're making accusations/' Harris 
hotly responded, "that I've told in­
spectors to relax and not enforce the 
law." 

Retorted Miller: 
"U you took a poll in Floyd county 

there would he 90 percent of the people 
who wouldn't believe you." 

In an effort to lessen the tension and 
restore order, committee Chairman Ken 
Gibson, D~Madisonville, said "Our ob~ 
jective here today is to show that the 
commissioner has been making im­
provements in the last few months." 

"I object/' said Sen. Tom Ward, D~ 
Versailles. "We have a solemn 
obligation-not to this committee, not to 
the Senate-but to the people of his 
Commonwealth. There have been serious 
allegations made and I don't know" if 
they are true, he said. 

"I put the word out that I wanted to 
hear ... I wanted to get some public 
support for more reclamation-and I 
think we ought to open this up," Ward 
added. 

Sen. John Berry, D-New Castle, told 
the committee that there are two issues 
involved-whether the laws should be 
changed and whether the Jaw as it now 
stands Is being enforced. 

"Reclamation and lhe law-that's 
what we asked the commissioner to come 
here for," Berry said 11and the other is 
the will of the people of Kentucky-the 
Commissioner just enforces the laws we 
pass." 

The committee agreed it wanted to 
'hear bothsides of the reclamation picture 
and would also tour reclamation sites to 
gather additional information. 

Horn's Resources, said strip mine 
reclamation has been accomplished on 
all butl,495acresof37,600acres that were 
mined. 

Reclamation ranges from land that has 
been seeded and released from bond 
(7,000 acres) to land that has been graded 
and partly seeded but not yet released 
(3,245 acres), Harris said. 

1 'Without question, we've made 
progress," Harris told the committee. 
"The reclamation throughout the 
mountains and in. Wl~stern Kentucky is 
not perfect but we are moving in the right 
direction.'' 

Harris said the department's policy is 
to consider reclamation a part of strip 
mining and he said relaxation of 
regulatory standards won't he done by 
the state but would have to come from 
Washington. 

Ward asked Harris to comment on 
allegations by Inspectors that their 
recommendations are being changed or 
ignored in Frankfort-and on other 
allegations that companies cited for 
violations have been allowed to continue. 
their mining operations in violation of the 
law. 

Harris suggested that Ward and other 
committee members go into the 
mountains, talk to inspectors and see for 
themselves what is being done.

58 on Dean's List 
At P'burg College 

Robert R. Allen, coordinator of 
academic affairs, Prestonsburg Com­
mWlity CoiJege, announced last week 
that 58 students have been named to the 
Dean's List for the 1973 fall semester. To 
qualify for the Dean's List, a student 
must attain a 3.5 CB+l, or better, 
standing on all courses taken during the 
semester and be a fulltime student. 

The use of the computer to remind 
Kentucky drivers that renewal of tlieir 
licenses is due may be new, but the 
sending of pre-renewal notices isn't. 

The idea of sending renewal notices 
originated in this county with Cin;uit 
Clerk Frank DeRossett, and he has been 
sending such notices out, month by 
month, to drivers for years. 

In fact, the success of the notice system 
here led to the statewide adoption of 
the idea. 

Under the new state program. drivers 
will receive a pre-renewal notice from 
the state Bureau of Vehicle Regulation's 
Division of Drivers Licensing during the 
month before their licenses are due to be 
renewed. 

''It should be clearly understood, 
however," said Drivers Licensing 
Director Eugene Hodges, "that non­
receipt of the pre-renewal notice will not 
be an excuse as scheduled. An individual 
driving with an expired license will still 
be in violation of the law and subject to 
the same penalties as in the past." 

Hodges said that, beginning Feb. I, 
new applicants who successfully pass the 
written and road tests will receive a 
preprinted permanent license instead of 
the temporary license issued in the past. 

Beginning in March, pre-renewal 
notices will be mailed aut to those license 
holders who have April as their birth­
month. In two year's time everyone in 
Kentucky will be included in the program 
because of Kentucky's two-year renewal 
policy.

preprinted and will be available upon 
presentation of the pre-renewal notice at 
the circuit court clerk's office during his 
birthmonth. 

The preprinted license will be the 
permanent license wttil it expires. The 
waiting period and temporary license, 
parts or the old system, have been 
eliminated by the computerized system. 

The new license will no longer have the 
license holder's address. Addresses on 
the license forms were often incorrect, 
said Hodges, because during the two 
years that the licenses were valid, the 
holders had moved to different ad­
dresses. 

New SST Checks 
Corne to County 

This month several thousands of Floyd 
countians joined more than 3.1 million 
persons nationally in receiving their first 
Federal Supplemental Security Income 
(SSIJ checks, according to Frederick T. 
Reffett, manager of the Prestonsburg 
Social Security Office. 

"As could be expected, such a massive 
new program was bound to have a few 
problenl.s in it at first," said Reffett, 
"but, fortunately, only a very small 
percentage of the total number of per­
sons currently eligible for payments did 
not receive their first check for various 
reasons. These reasons range from their 
having moved without notifying us of a 
change of oddress to a change in living 
arrangements and possibly an undetected 
clerical error which prevented our 
computers from processing certain 
checks." 

More than 95 percent have already 
received their first SSI checks or will 
receive them soon. Reffett said Social 
Security is asking all who have been 
previously advised to expect a gold­
colored SSI check in the mail in January 
1974, to notify their Social Security office 
immediately if the check is not delivered 
within the next few days. "We want 
everyone previously getting payments 
under state aid to the aged, blind and 
disabled programs to receive a January 
check, even if that check arrives late in 
the month," he added. 

Reffett also said that most of the 
persons found to be newly eligible, based 
on the SSI claims they filed directly with 
Social Security Offices through October 
!973, had also received a January check 
or would be receiving one in the next few 
days. He added, however, that some SSI 
claiins filed later in the year have not 
been in the system long enough to be 
processed. 

He said that people who wish to report 
non-receipt of check should call 886-8525.

push boat was the chief means of tran­
sportation in the valley before the days of 
the railroad. The photo was taken, it is 
believed, at a point on the Big Sandy, 
near the present Thealka. 

Alice Uoyd College has been informed 
that it will receive a $25,000 grant from 
the Rockefeller Foundation to finance 
this summer's activities of the Ap­
palachian Oral History Project. 

Four Appalachian colleges participate 
in the project, which is directed by 
William Weinberg, ALC assistant to the 
dean of the college and director of the 
project. The schools are Emory & Henry 
College, Emory, Va.; Alice Uoyd; Lees 
Junior College, Jackson, Ky.; and Ap­
palachian State University, Boone, N. C. 

Weinberg said each of the schools 
participating in the project will receive 
about $5600. The money will be used to 

conduct interviews with mountain 
residents on the history of Appalachia 
and to complete the cataloging of the 
roughly 1600 tapes containing interviews 
with mountain residents. 

So far, the project has sought personal 
biographies of mountain residents­
recollections of life in the mountains at 
about the turn of the century. Weinberg 
said the project will now fill gaps in in­
formation already gathered on certain 
topics. 

Weinberg wants students to interview 
people with knowledge of specific areas 
for a book now being prepared and 
tentatively titled "Our Appalachia: An 
Oral History." A tentative outline of the 
book has already been completed, and 
the first chapter is now being edited. 
Several publishers already have ex­
pressed interest in the book.

Feeding resident birds in winter is an 
interesting and humane pastime, but 
don't start it unless you have a firm in­
tent to keep it up. Birds soon learn to 
depend upon a certain food supply and, in 
a spell of severe weather, may starve to 
death if this accustomed supply is cut off. 

Sunflower, sorghum, hemp, corn, and 
millet seed, supplemented by table 
scraps, serve very well as bird food, 
according to John Tuttle, Extension 
pDllltry specialist with the University of 
Kentucky College of Agnculture. A piece 
of suet wired to a tree limb will help out a 
lot, too. And don't forget that a little grit 
and sand, along with a pan of water, will 
be appreciated by the birds, especially 
when there is a snow on the ground and 
the creeks and rivers are frozen over. 

A box nailed to a tree, a piece of 
plywood tacked to a window sill, or some 
other kind of a shallow, open container 
will serve very well as a bird feeder. Try 
to locate the feeding station on some 
protected spot with a southern ex­
posure-andbesureitcan be seen from a 
window in your home so you can stay 
comfortably indoors and still enjoy 
watching the birds. 

Wbatever the kind of feeder, place it 
high enough above ground to prevent 
roving dogs, who also love table scraps 
and suet, from getting at it. A piece of tin 
about 12 inches wide, nailed around the 
tree or post about 6 feet from the ground, 
will thwart the designs of stray cats. 

Although most birds are very fond of 
peanut butter, it is not a wise practise to 
serve it up just as it comes from the jar. 
Since peanut butter sticks in the beak and 
throat of a bird just as it does in the 
mouth of a human, birds have been 
known to choke to death on it, Tuttle 
warns. To reed birds on peanut butter, 
first mix it thoroughly with corn meal, 
bran, or chicken feed unti it is no longer 
sticky. 

Birds that can be expected to take 
advantage of a winter bird feeder are 
cardinals, chickadees, titmice, brown 
creepers, kinglets, downy woodpeckers, 
juncos, white·throated and fox sparrows, 
winter wrens, jays, goldinches, and an 
occasional mockingbird. 

Sometimes, if the feeder is located 
near a wooded area and there is suet 
available, it will attract the great 
piieated woodpecker that will make 
regular visits and help fight off the 
~tarlings. Sometimes, too, the suet 
supply will be visited at night by the tiny, 
eerie-voiced screech owl. 

Two of the most active and friendly 
visitors to the bird lunch counters will be 
the chickadees and titmice. With a little 
patience and some sunnower seed or

black walnut kernels, these birds can be 
trained to perch on and eat from the 
hand. It takes a little more time and 
coaxing, but the same thing can also be 
done with nuthatches and winter wrens. 

Winter bird feeding can be a major 
contribution to wildlife conservation, 
Tuttle says. It is a lot of fun, too, and one 
thing for certain: when once established, 
it will be one round of interesting activity 
that will help brighten the dreary days of 
winter.

Testing Discussed Get the Fall Colors at

Washington-The Appalachian 

Regional Commission is sponsoring a 
two-year ''Appalachian Education 
Satellite Project" designed to improve 
and expand delivery of training 
programs to teachers of elementary 
reading and career education in Ap­
palachia. Set-to operate during the 1974-
'75 school year, the experimental 
program has been funded by the National 
Institute of Education. The cost­
upwards of $206 million-will reach 1200 
participants. The Appalachia area will 
be able to use the expensive equipment 
for just tOO hours. 

11 1 am convinced that telecom­
munications and satellites will be to 
Appalachia what small landing strips 
were to outlying villages during World 
War II," stated Dr. Hal Morse, on ARC's 
education satff. He was referring to the 
National Aeronautics and Space Ad­
ministration's experimental satellite 
program, the ATS-F. ARC is handling, 
though not funding, the program in the 
belief that there would be a major impact 
on the Appalachian economy if half the 
region's school children were enrolled in 
career education programs (though it's 
unclear where the jobs are in the region 
to absorb any such additions to a new job 
force). 

Morse explained that "through 
technological programs such as this one, 
the Appalachian people will know that 
they aregettingthe best we have to offer. 
Not only will programs like this improve 
the lives of the people,'' he continued, 
"but will also encourage industry and 
professionals to move" to Appalachia. 

"You can't blame the professonals for 
not wanting to move out to the boonies 
when there are no medical or educational 
facilities available," one ARC staffer 
said. 

Fifteen colleges located at designated 
RESA (Regional Educational Service 
Agency) sites wiU receive this "for 
master's degree credit" program. The 
projected 1200 participants will take a 7-8 
week course in July and August, with two 
additional seminar courses from October 
to March, 1975. The seminars will consist 
of live broadcats via the satellite with 
selected pretaped television instruction 
as well. On-site discussion leaders will 
facilitate seminars and coordinate the 
program with practical applications, 
ARC says. 

A typical satellite-bllcked class would 
begin with a 25-minute film on various 
aspects of career education. A 15 to 2G­
minute time for response would follow, 
and finally an SO-minute laboratory with 
readings corresponding to the in­
formation on the film. A central 
Resource Coordinating Center at the 
University of Kentucky will coordinate 
requests from each RESA for in­
formation. Local participants at each 
project are expected to supply their own 
input into the program. 

The UK effort will develop the 
materials which will be beamed down to 
the centers. Scripts are being sent out to 
the sites for suggestions. The actual 
material is to be completed next month. 

All the costs and preparations are 
geared to a relatively short operation, 
however-about two years. Appalachia 
will have the satellite for instructional 
purposes for one year. The second will 
find It beaming similar educational 
materials to Ahmedabad, India. The 
satellite may have a longer life, bu NASA 
says the two-year estimate is a reliable 
one. 

Nonetheless, ARC is firmly committed 
to the effort, despite the orbiting costs. 
Also, both UK and the sites involved 
believe that career education is coming. 
Tennel Robinson, research assistant for 
theRESA in Norton, Va., says such work 
"is the thing that has been needed for 
quite some time. It is going to give 
teachers the things they need. It will 
create interest for students who no longer 
want to stay in school," he continued. 
"Students are generally not interested in 
school. This will help them relate bet­
ter." 

But could cable TV serve the same 
ftmction as the satellite, at far less cost 
and greater accessibility? Have local 
people and students been able to decide 
whether they really want this or a similar 
program? It is touted to help low-income 
people, but it is middle class college 
masters degree teachers who will be•the 
immediate beneficiaries. 

Career education has been d.ividied 
into three phases of development. Kin­
dergarten through grade 6; grades 7·9; 
and grades to-12. The first will em­
phasize awareness in the community, 
focusing on community helpers in the 
children's own community. The second 
phase wilJ be a more intensive study in 
the child's professed field of interest. By 
the tenth grade, the student will 
specialize in his specific field of interest. 

The danger of "tracking" a child, of 
directing him towards a career goal he 
might not otherwise choose, is a real 
danger in any such approach. 

By this program, a child might easily 
be tracked Into a helping or service kind 
of profession.

He believes that migration to the cities 
can be reverSed by creating a com· 
munications society through electronic 
technology that will bring jobs, education 
and cultural activities to smaller com­
munities in undeveloped patches of the 
country. 

Howard Allaway also works for NASA, 
and he assumes that users for his 
satellite product would be found. "We 
perform the research and development 
and look or other people to take the 
product over." He added that first there 
was interestin the Rocky Mountain area, 
then by ARC. "They have basically the 
same problems, being located in 
mountainous terrain. It's been difficult to 
get information out to" mountain 
residents, he said. 

Of course, the fifteen college sites 
chosen by ARC for the satellite hookup 
can hardly be described as isolated or 
information starved. Many are 
university centers (Boone in North 
Carolina) or areas which already have 
some degree of industrial and scientific 
community presence (Huntsville in 

' Alabama, Erie in Pennsylvania). And 
within the central Appalachian region, 
Norton, Va., and LaFollette, Tenn., are 
certainly not "isolated.'' 

The ARC's Morse acknowledged that 
he was "suspicious as to what a satellite 
could to" when he was first approached by 
NASA. "The NASA people said, 'Gee, you 
got an isolated community up there. We 
could bring all kinds of programs to it.''' 

The Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare came up with $200,000 to hire 
consultants to do a feasibility study on 
telecommunications in the region. They 
concluded that within ten years, "we 
would have antennae ail over Ap­
palachia,'' Morse explained. 41The fat is 
already in the fire. We would be extremely 
irresponsible if we didn't do this for the 
Appalachian people." 

He predicted that those people, while 
41tending to be suspicious.'' will im­
plementtheeffortonce it is committed .. 

"The way I see it," he stated, 11the Ap­
palachian people are potentially leaders 
for our entire nation. People are trying to 
get back to the land, to live on a one to 
one existence with the land. This is the 
way people in the mountains have always 
lived. Programs like this one will let 
lhem do just that."

But it is unlikely that the ATS-F 
program in iseU can really accomplish 
much at all,let alone such lolly inte~tions. 
The hardware, expensive as it is, does 
have just a two-year life expectancy. And 
what happens to the satellite system 
then? 

That's somewhat unclear. For no plans 
for furthef educational satellites like this 
one currently exist. However, Fairchild 
industries, which has the ATS·F con~ 
tract, does intend to go into the com· 
mercial satellite business as strictly a 
business venture. Thus when the initial 
hardware wears out, if ARC wants to 
keep the program going, it will have to 
work things out with Fairchild. That 
firm, meanwhile, will have had about 
$200 million worth of research and 
development for its profit-motivated 
efforts already completed by the 
government. 

Through the federal government, 
taxpayers have shelled out $180 million 
for the satellite itself, another $25 million 
to lal.Dlch it, and at least $300,000 more for 
the fifteen ground receivers. 

Fairchild may stand to do well off the 
deal, as may University of Kentucky and 
other consuJtants. And once again, it's all 
being done in the name of an "innovative 
program" for the people of the Ap­
palachian mountains.

Miller Asks Probe 
Of Oil Companies 

United Mine Workers President Arnold 
Miller this week labeled the energy crisis 
a "crisis of secrecy, greed, and 
manipulation, but not a crisis of supply" 
and charged that major oil companies 
have deliberately held back on 
development of the vast coal reserves 
which they control. 

ln a letter to the majority and minority 
leaders of the House and Senate, Miller 
urged the newly convened Congress to 
begin an immediate investigation into 
the financial practices of major energy 
conglomerates-including their refusal

munities. This has now been boiled 
down to a space for one's county of 
residence. 

It is no longer necessary to use a 
separate form to allocate a dollar of one's 
tax payment (two dollars in the case of 
joint returns) to an election campaign 
fund to be drawn on by all political 
parties in future presidential races. Now 
it's just a matter of checking a box on 
Form 1040. A second box can be checked 
if the taxpayer failed to allocate a dollar 
to the election fund last year but wishes 
to do so retrQ&Ctively. 

Last year taxpayers with income from 
dividends or interest over $200 had to 
itemize it on a separate Schedule B. Now 
Schedule B has been eliminated. Total 
amounts received from dividends and 
interest are entered on page 1 of Form 
1040. 

Elimination of Schedule B also makes 
it possible for persons with interest or 
dividend income over $200 to use the 
short form, 1040A, if they wish. 
Generally, Form 1040A has been sim­
plified, too-along the lines of the 
changes in the long form

mean that now more than ever taxpayers 
who had no complicated financial 
transactions during the year should be 
able to prepare their own tax returns.

A strip-mine bill designed to protect 
Jenny Wiley and three other state parks 
from new damage through surface mine 
operations was reported favorably 
Thursday by the Senate Committee on 
Agriculture and Natural Resources and 
sent to the Senate floor.

Coun~ 1ro Gain 
After Protest 
Of Fund Share 

Floyd county's protest to the Office of 
Revenue Sharing that the county has 
been short-changed on its current ORS 
allotment has paid off. 

County Judge Henry Stumbo has been 
notified that the current allotment of 
$212,000 in revenue funds for the year has 
been raised by approximately $100,000. 

Revenue sharing funds are based on 
the local tax effort, and the county's 
share was figured on the basis of the 1971-
'72 tax effort, which was calculated to be 
$226,512. But Judge Stumbo and County 
Attorney James R. Allen produced 
figures showing the county's tax effor 
was really $353,674. 

A trip to Washington was included in 
the Floyd officials' effort to get the 
revenue sharing properly adjusted. 

And now a second appeal is being mtde 
on tlte local tax effort figure that ORS has 
established as a basis for the county's 
revenue sharing allotment for the 
coming fiscal year. ORS has the figure at 
$240,000, but Judge Stumbo contends it 
should be $386,170. 

His experience in representing the 
county in its claims for a rightful share of 
revenue sharing funds, plus the demands 
for detailed and constant attention to the 
various federal programs in which the 
county might share, led Judge Stumbo 
recently to remark that the county needs 
to employ one qualified individual to 
handle this work. 

Tanks Said Filled, 
But Sign at Station 
Says, 'Out of Gas' 

The Solo self-service gasoline station 
here has been closed two weeks and a 
sign at the station reads, "Temporarily 
Out of Gas." 

But persons residing in the vicinity of• 
the station say they saw its tanks being 
replenished with _gasoline the afternoon 
before the station closed. One report says 
the tanks have a supply of 24,000 gallons 
of gasoline. 

An attempt by The Times to inquire 
into the situation failed. "It's against 
company policy to discuss such mat­
ters," an inquirer was tol<l. 

The station is licensed by Save More of 
Kentucky, which is identified as an 
Ashland Oil affiliate. 

The Times did learn that the station 
will reopen Friday.

Randy Tackett, who gave substantially 
the same version of the stabbing, said 
that when Darrell Ray said something to 
Johnson the latter produced the butcher 
knife from beneath a pillow and said,

1Getout of here.'' He said Roy Dean Ray 
grabbed Johnson and that the stabbing 
followed. "I jerked the knife out and 
threw it on the floor," he added. 

The defense in its cross-examination of 
witnesses stressed the point that Johnson 
surrendered to state troopers and that he 
was confronted by four men when the 
stabbing took place.

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Reynolds believes that to truly take 
advantage of the revitalization of the coal 
industry, the state is going to have to pour 
more money into rural road programs. 

"We have to haul coal, but y~u can't 
haul anything on an inch and a half of 
blacktop. Rural roads in areas where 
coal is being hauled should have a three­
or four-inch blacktop base." 

Reynolds commended recent ad­
ministrations for the new and widened 
roads in Eastern Kentucky. But he 
remajned critical of the secondary roads 
coal haulers have to use. 

He said the issue of poor roads and 
overweight coal trucks is really nothing 
new; rather, it has been an issue for 
decades. He said he has tried for years to 
convince highway department officials 
that good roads are of greater concern 
tban the weight of the trucks that use 
them. 

He admitted he had had no success and 
criticized road fund decision makers for 
refusing to repair roads damaged by coal 
trucks. He says if the roads had been 
adequate to begin with, they wouldn't 
have been damaged. · 

While Reynolds is hawkishly in favor of 
<~realistic" restrictions on coal trucks, he 
is just as strongly opposed to any 
relaxation of strip mining controls. 

"It scares me sometimes-the in­
crease in strip mining," Reynolds 
commented, citing projections that coal 
production is llkely to double during the 
next few years. 

"I am opposed to relaxing any kind of 
controls on strip mining-no way. We 
could end up after this coal boom a Death 
Valley, and I don't want to leave that to 
my grandchildren." 

Just as he thinks the coal boom will aid 
Eastern Kentucky's diversification into 
other industries to provide a continuing 
economic base, he believes the coal boom 
could, in itseU, help bring about better 
reclamation. 

''1 think now with the price of coal and 
the demand there's going to be for coal in 
the next 10 years, they (coal mine 
operators) can do a better job than 
they've been doing. They'll have the 
money to do a better job."

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7.9 per cent). Nationally, by contrast, 
murders and aggravated assaults each 
increased by five per cent. 

No change in the number of forcible 
rapes was reported for Kentucky, 
although the national figure showed an 
eight per cent increase. 

Only in the number of robberies 
reported did Kentucky trade places with 
the nation in violent crime statistics. 
Robberies in Kentucky rose 8.6 per cent 
while the national average showed no 
change. 

Under the heading of property of­
fenses, larcenies were up by 8.9 per cent 
and breaking and entering by 3.3 per 
cent.• 

"Like robbery, larceny artd burglary 
are crimes which have profit potential in 
the form of casb or other goods as a 
primary motive," he said. "I suspect 
that the trend we are seeing now may be 
symptomatic of things to come, wtless 
the nation's current economic ills change 
for the better soon." 

Johnson cited a growing rash of 
gasoline thefts and frequent instances of 
cattle rustling during the beef shortage of 
last summer as two examples which tend 
to support that contention. Both are 
expected to force the final larceny figure 
for 1973 still higher, he added. 

Safeguards against auto theft built into 
late model cars by auto manufacturers 
probably played a major part in­
preventing an increase in auto larcenies, 
he said. The auto theft figure for January 
to September of 1973 showed a whopping 
decline of 17.9 per cent. 

While those safeguards may not have 
noticeably slowed professions} car 
thieves, he said, "they have put a crimp 
into amateur car thievery for joy­
riding." 

Although the final crime tally for 1973 
will not be ready for several months yet, 
Johnson said a projection based on 
figures gathered during the first nine 
months of 1973 indicates that the 1973 
crime rate may fall as much as seven per 
cent below the 1971 figure.

Medal of Honor 
Named by VA 

Robert F. Welch, director of the 
Veterans Administration Regional Of· 
fice, Louisville, announced last week the 
appointment of Don J. Jenltlns as 
veterans' benefits counselor. 

A native of Morgantown, Ky., Jenltlns 
was presented the Congressional Medal 
of Honor March 2, 1971 by President 
Nixon for distinguishing himself while 
serving as. a machine gunner on a 
reconnaissance mission in Kein Phong 
Province in the Republic of Vietnam on 
January 6, 1969. When his company came 
under heavy crossfire from an enemy 
complex, Staff Sergeant Jenkins 
maneuvered forward to a perilously 
exposed position and began placing 
suppressive fire on the enemy. W)len his 
own machine gWl jammed, he procured a 
rlfie and continued to fire into the enemy 
btmkers until his machine gun was made 
operative by his assistant. He exposed 
himself to extremely heavy fire when be 
repeatedly ran and crawled across open 
tettain to obtain supplies of ammunition 
until he had exhausted all that was 
available for his machine gun. He then 
armed himself with two antitank 
weapons and, by himself, maneuvered 
through the hostile fusillade to within 20 
meters to an enemy bunker to dest-roy 
that position. After moving back to the 
friendly defensive perimeter long enough 
to secure yet another weapon, a grenade 
launcher, Jenkins moved forward to a 
position providing no protection and 
resumed placing accurate fire on the 
enemy until his ammunition was again 
exhausted. During this time he was 
seriously wounded by shrapnel. Un­
daunted, he moved forward 100 meters to 
aid a friendly element that was pinned 
down only a few meters from the enemy. 
Ignoring the continuing intense fire and 
hls wounds, and hindered by darkness, he 
made three trips to the beleaguered unit, 
each time pulling a wounded comrade 
back to safety. Jenltlns' conduct inspired 
his fellow soldiers to repulse the deter· 
mined enemy attack and ultimately to 
defeat the larger force. 

Mr. Jenkins, who is 25 years old and 
single, lives in the Oaks Mobile Home 
Park in Mount Washington, Ky., and 
plans to make the VA his career. His 
office will be located in Room 116 of the 
new Federal building, LouisvUle.

In fact, Kentucky West Virginia probably 
serves as many KRS customers at 
present as any gas company in Ken­
tucky. Now, however, when Kentucky 
West Virginia's gas supply is insulficient, 
new KRS customers can be served only 
by taking gas away from its existing 
customers. ·•

Ethyl Corp. Buys 
Elk Horn Stock 

Twenty-seven percent of the stock of 
the Elkhorn Coal Corp., one of the largest 
owners of coal land holdings in Floyd 
and other Eastern Kentucky cotmties, 
has been purchased by the Ethyl Cor­
poration, and Ethyl has offered to buy the 
remaining 73 per cent. 

The sale of the stock, involving 283,050 
shares of Elk Horn common stock, was 
made by the Chessie System, since the 
stock was held by Western Pocahontas 
Corp., a Chessie subsidiary. The tran· 
saction involved f7 million. 

If the remaining 73 percent of the Elk 
Horn stock is sold at the agreed price of 
$25 per share, the cost of all the com· 
pany's stock will total around $19 million. 

Elk Horn (known in ·this county to 
many as "Big Elk Horn) at one time 
operated mining operations at Wayland, 
Haymond and other places in the area 
but is now primarily a coal land com· 
pany, leasing to other operators. It owns 
approximately 130,000 acres of coal 
lands, most of which are in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

The company's income, derived mostly 
from leasing its unmined coal to other 
companies, was $1,100,000 in 1972. Coal 
production from Elk Horn holdings 
currently run f:o about 3 million tons a 
year. 

The U. S. Department of Labor's Oc· 
cupational Safety and Health Ad· 
ministration awarded $3,762,347 in grants 
to 40 jurisdictions for developing plans 
for their own job safety and health 
programs during the 1973 fiscal year.

The year-end report or Kentucky State 
Police Post No.9 at Pikeville shows that 
state troopers investigated 2,082 motor 
vehicle accidents last year in the five 
counties served by the Post and that in 
these accidents 36 persons died and 1,223 
were injured. The total number or those 
k!Ued on highways in the area was 47. 

Pike county had 14 highways deaths, 
three In December; Floyd 10, Johnson 6, 
Magoffin 4 and Martin 2. 

During December 127 drunk driving 
arrests were made by state troopers-SS 
in Pike, 28 in Magoffin, 26 in Floyd, and 9 
each in Johnson and Martin. Forty-four 
crimlnal cases, one of which involved 
murder, were investigated during the 
month by state police detectives headed 
by Lt. Chester D. Potter, and these 
resulted in 32 arrests. 

The criminal arrests by counties for 
December were: Pike, 53, Floyd, 9; 
Johnson, 14; Martin, 2i Magoffin,lO. Two 
stolen vehicles were recovered in Pike 
county.

Bill To Condemn 
For Oil Drilling 
Voted by House 

A bill to create a commission that could 
condemn certain landowners' oil 
reserves was passed by the Kentucky 
House of Representatives last week, 74· 
18, despite claims that il would be 
"another broadform deed." 

The bill, which sponsors said would help 
solve the fuel shortage by encouraging 
deep-well drilling for oil, now goes to the 
Senate. 

The House defeated motions to table, in 
effect to kill , the bill, to return it to 
committee and to postpone voting on it 
until Monday or this week. 

The proposal had strong support from 
the stale's oil and gas industry and from 
large oil corporations, including Chevron 
and Exxon. 

The bill would create a stale Oil and 
Gas Conservation Commission with the 
power to permit an oil company to take 
the reserves of any landowner who 
refused to lease his share of an oil pool 
jointly owned by several neighbors. 

The owner would be entitled to the full 
value of the oil, as determined by com~ 
pany geologists, after the company had 
recovered twice the cost of drilling the 
well . 

The commission would have five 
members. Two would be from Eastern 
Kentucky and two from Western Ken· 
lucky. The chairman would be the state 
Oil and Gas Conservation director . 

Two of the members must have at least 
five years each in the oil or gas ex­
ploration industry. 

In the 1972 legislature a similar bill 
proposed four industry representatives 
instead of two. 

The bill 's sponsor is Don Blandford, D~ 

Philpot.

A Saga of the Saddle

As might be asswned, saddles have 
been around since man first 
domesticated horses and donkeys. It is 
known for a fact that they are as old as 
the Scriptures because it is written in 
Kings where an old prophet ordered his 
sons: 1 'Saddle me the ass. So they sad­
dled him the ass: and he rode thereon." 

But even before that period, as 
Herodotus wrote, saddles and other pieces 
of horse furniture were in use . In writing 
of Semiramis, the famous wife of King 
Ninus who built the ancient city of 
Ninevah, he told of the Queen ascending 
from the plain to the top of a mountain 
"seventeen furlongs high" by "laying the 
packs and fardels of the beats that 
followed her , one upon another." 

In the beginning a straw mat, a piece of 
rawhide, or leather probably served as a 
saddle. Then later, according to Roman 
writer, Silius Italicus, they were made of 
"costly skins." It appears , however, that 
after saddles became common, some 
peoples considered using them the mark 
of a sissy. Some Romans despised them 
and in his old age, Marcus ·Terentius 
Varro, the famous sold.Jer-scholar, 
boasted of riding a horse without a 
covering. Xenophon is also known to 
have reproached the Persians for putting 
more clothes on the backs of their horses 
than upon heir beds. 

By the 5th century everybody was 
using saddles and some were of such 
magnificence lhat Pope Leo 1, 
appalled at such shows of vanity issued 
an edict prohibiting such ostentation . A 
hundred years later, Emperor Mauritius 
directed that saddles be of large 
dimensions and covered with fur. 

It is believes that stirrups were not 
added until about the 6th century. It is 
written that before these appendages 
were invented, the young mounted their 
steeds by vaulting into the saddle. 
Practice, of course, was necessary to 
become adept at tills means of getting on 
the back of a horse so, at one Roman army 
camp at least, wooden horses were 
provided for this purpose. Since 
cavalrymen often found it difficult to 
mount with weapons in hand, a strap of 
leather or a metallic projection was 
affixed to their spears upon which the 

foot being placed, made the ascent much 
less difficult . 

The invention of the stirrup, named 
supposedly for a bone in the ear which 
resembles it in shape, was a great boon to 
the comfort of horsemen. Hippocrates 
and Galen speak of a painful disease to 
which feet and ankles were subject, and 
which was occasioned by suspension of 
the feet without a resting place during 
long hours spent in the saddle. 

As indicated by Pope Leo's edict, man 
has long ben proud of his saddle. Down 
through the years he had decorated it 
with baubles of silver and gold, embossed 
the leather with floral and other designs , 
and attached surcingles and flowing 
skirts resplendent with shining wax and 
polish and waving tassels. Often the 
saddle was of far greater value than the 
steed. 

And so goes a brief sage of the saddle 
without which knighthood could never 
have flowered; without which Genghis 
Khan could have never conquered Asia ; 
and without which, man in his ride to 
destiny, would have reaohed his goal 
suffering a calloused backside.
