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Music Says 
Pact Should 
Be Honored 
P'burg Man Places 
$108,000 Cost Tag 
On Chair lift Work 

Unless the slate honors its contract 
with Ed Music to build and operate a 
chair-lift at Cumberland Falls State 
Park, the Prestonsburg man stands to 
lose as much as $108,000, he said this 
week after Governor Ford had cancelled 
the pmjecl. 

Mr. Music learned of the cancellation 
.Tuesday morning, last week, and he said 
the project was approximately 65 percent 
complete when that word came. 

Governor Ford explaineG that land-use 
restrictions under the 1972 Wild Rivers 
law forbids construction of the chairlift. 
Until a fev. days prior to lhe cancellation 
order, apparently lhe law .had escaped 
the allentton of state officials as well as 
critics of the project. 

Explaining his action. Governor Ford 
said, "On coootle£S occasions I have said 
that mistakes can be made by govern­
ment, but they should be recognized and 
corrective action shoLI1d be for­
thcomir.g." 

"I operated under a valid contract and 
in good faith, and I feel that I should be 
reimbursed for what I have spent and the 
indebtedness iucurred," Music said this 
week. 

He said the lift is lying at the site, that 
it was designL-d for the terrain at the 
Falls site and cannot be used elsewhere. 
The 2945 feet of cable, also on the 
grounds, has no value, since il cannot be 
spliced for a longer chair-lift project 
elsewhere. The heavy cost bill, he added, 
includes not only these items but also 
wages of workers in clearing work, the 
cost of lumber. steel and concrete. 

"The bill will exceed $108,000/' Music 
said. 

"But I am not waiting for the slate to 
honor its contract. Other poople fur­

5 Firms Sue To Stop 
Picketing at Plants 

The strike which has idled ready-mix 
plants of the Adams Concrete Products 
Corporation since early May is the 
subject of a circuit court action filed here 
by that company and four allied com· 
panies which bear the Adams name. 

The court actio11 seeks to enjoin 
represenlal ives and members of the 
United Steel Workers of America tAFL­
CIOJ and CLC Local No. 14581 from 
picketing the premises of any of the five 
companies, from engaging in a strike in 
violation of the contract between the 
union and the companies, and from at­
tempting to persuage others to picket and 
strike their properties. The suit also asks 
the court to reqwre defendants to comply 
with terms of the bargaining agreement. 

Other firms listed as plainlitrs are the 
Adams Stone Corp., Adams F01·d Co., 
Inc., Adams Construction Co., and 
Adams Coal Corporation. More than 40 
individuaJs, in addition to the union. are 

listed as defendants. 
The petition claims the defendants 

have refused to comply with the contract 
procedure for settling disputes, have 
refused to work. have picketed one of the 
firms and threaLened to picket others. 

The suit says the dispute arose on or 
about May 3 when Arnold W. Stewart, 
then an employe of Adams Stone Corp. at 
Burdine, asserted a grievance, claiming 
he had not been paid proper wages. 

Plaintiffs' representatives say they 
have been called by the Commissioner of 
Highways for an explanation of the 
shutdown of Adams operations. 

Adams Concrete Products owns ready­
mix plants at Allen, Burdine Whitesburg, 
Shelbiana, Paintsville and Louisa. 

Repair of Prestonsburg streets 
damaged in the laying of underground 
telephone lines has been delayed because 
of failure of Adams ready-mix plants to 
operate. 

"Operation One More Time"

Calif. is being riown there 
to add an extra Yankee touch to the 
occasion. 

Munich, Bertchesgaden, Amsterdam, 
German cities are in the itinerary. 

"If I can get to Brussels, I'll try to find 
the girl who hid me for about three weeks 
from the Germans," Mr. Allen said this 
week. The girl was about 16, back then in 
1943. and the risks she look included not 
only harboring Allen but also sheltering 
her brother, who was a fugitive from 
Ge1man capture.

The coal boom that has helped this 
area escape most of the economic 
downdraft fell in other parts of the nation 
isn't confined to recognized coal counties 
such as Floyd, Pike and Marlin. Counties 
such as Magof!in and Morgan, where 
agriculture has been the mainstay, are 
having their own "coal rush." 

Mag of fin has a score or more of mining 
operations going. Morgan county two 
weeks ago had half a dozen. with 15 to 20 
others ready to move in. Most. or all. 
these are strip-mine jobs. 

The rumor presists that Island Creek 
Coal Company, which bas big Martin 
county coal holdings, will soon begin 
construction of a major office building on 
a tract of land which it has purchased 
near lh~ Combs Airport and that as many 
as 40 families will move into the 
Prestonsburg-Paintsville area. The 
company has declined to tell its plans, 
and it is not known if personnel from 
Island Creek's main Lexington office or 
from the Holden, W.Va. office. or both, 
would be transferred lo this section. 

Anyway, the demand for coal and 
prices which ha,·e soared beyond $30 a 
ton have focus:sed the attention of 
business nu.m m Kentucky and other 
statf'~ on thf' region There has been a 
slight dip in eM I prices recemly but they 

are now believed stabilized, and the 
industry is believed to be pretty well 
"fixed" for the next five years. 

In West Virginia large industria! 
conglomerates, including oil companies, 
are moving into the picture. If a coal 
gasification plant is located in the 
Catlettsburg area, as has been 
suggested. Eastern Kentucky's coal 
future would be all the brighter. 

Bank deposits in this county are at an 
all-ltme high. and there are some who 
predict that "there's going to be a lot of 
millionaires around here in a few years." 

Allied industries-dealers in coal 
!rucks. bulldozers, diesel to run them, 
explosives and the like-are booming, 
also. The employment picture is bright, 
and some Floyd countians who have been 
working elsewhere are returning. 

In January of this year, accordiug to 
W. J. Reynolds, lll, head of the local 
Employment Service office, !0,400 
residents of the county-roughly one­
third the total population-was em­
ployed. That was 1,200 more than were 
working during Lhe same month. a year 
earlier 

And the number of food stamp 
recipients in this rounty dropped in 
.March by 12M from !he same month in 
1973. 

Prices and Policies 
On "Gas" Confusing 
To Dealers, Public 

Although the "panic" of a few months 
ago has subsided, the fuel crisis in Floyd 
county is still very COI•fusing, with local 
distributors reporting widely varying 
price trends and alJocation policies. 

Marvin Music, distributor of Gulf Oil 
products in the area, reported that the 
price per gallun at which gas is sold to 
local Gulf stations dropped 3.5 cents on 
May I, and that an additional 1.3-cent 
drop became effective Monday. 

Standard Oil Distributors at Allen 
showed no recent changes in gasoline 
prices and allocation is being made at 100 
per cent of 1972's qoota-an improved 
situation over last month's 95 per cent. 

A spokesman for Ashland products 
distributor at Paintsville, on the other 
hand. said that gas prices to stations 
increased 2 cents, effective Saturday. 
Gasoline allocation was also reported as 
being only 80 per cent of the 1!172 quota. 

Distributors were tmable to explain the 
current situation. One summed up the 
situation, saying. "All we know about it is 
from what we see on television.''

Education Need Seen with Bill for Pesticides '9 Father's Day Gift Ideas ••••• 
Ft·ankfort. Ky .-A bill passed by the 

1974 General Assembly requiring 
., training and licensing of farmers before 

they use certain pesticides in Kemucky is 
expected to require an extensive 
<.•ducat ional campaign. 

Tile nC\\.' pesticide legislation was 
enacted to bring Kentucky into com­
pliance wilh U. S. Environmental 
Protection Agency cEPA> regulations. 
Cnntrol of pesticides known to be 
potentially hazardous to human. animal 
or aqua! ic life rests with EPA. The states 
have until 1976 to assume responsibility 
for 1 he coni rols. 

Fred Waters. director of lh<' p£>sticides 
branch in 1 he Department for Natural 
H.<.'sourccs and Environmental 
Protection !administrating agency for 
the program in Kentuckyl. sa1d the most 
pressing problem now is getting farmers 
to accept the controls.

Many of the pesticides which will 
probably be placed on the restricted list 
are in widespread use now , and many 
rarmers are concerned they wiU no 
longer be able to use them to control pest 
and weed problems, Waters said. He 
added. "There are so many rumors 
llying around thai the farmers don't 
know what to believe.'' 

Waters said one of the strongest 
rumors is that all pesticides and her­
bicides will be banned. Use of pesticides 
will not be stopped. he said, but in­
dividual chemicals will be restricted to 
certain areas. 

The restrictions are necessary because 
a chem1cal thal controls tobacco worms 
\\'ithout leaving a residue can leave toxic 
traces when used on a grain. according to 
Waters . 

"Pesticides have been a big boom to 
farming and increasing crop yields.''

Waters noted. "We are not trying to drive 
farmers out of business, but to train them 
in the proper uses of pesticides, so that 
they may obtain the maximum results 
wilh a minimum of detrimental effects 
on the euvironmenl. '' 

Waters currently is developing a stale 
plan for administering and regulating the 
program. All hough scheduled to be in 
opera! ion by the end or this year, the plan 
must firsl be approved by EPA. 

Included in the controls will be a list or 
restricted herbicides and pesticides. The 
list is now being compiled by EPA and is 
expected to be released this fall. 

Rt•lore farmers are allowed to use the 
restricted pesticides. they will be 
reqwred to participate in a training 
session designed to acquaint them with 
the benefics and drawbacks or the in­
dividual compounds. 

Al'cording to provisions of the new law, 
unless a farmer or commercial ap­
plicator has a state license l o use the 
restricted pestJcidcs . a dealer will not be 
allowed to sell the chemical to him . As 
the program is expected to cover a 
mimmum of 30,000 farmers. Waters said 
the huying restriction may be one or only 
a few ways of enforcing the program. 

P<.'nalties for abuse of the chemicals 
are severe. Fines may be levied up to 
Sl .000 and a jail sentence of one year may 
also he imposed. 

An added expense for non-compliance 
could be crop loss . The U.S. Department 
nf AMriculture conducts spot checks of 
crops such as t•orn and tobacco for traces 
nf restric1ed nr banned pesticides . The 
presence of such a chemical can result in 
rejection of I he <:rop for sale. 

"I have worked 20 years in the 
agriculiure field. and I have always 
found farm<'rS to be reasonable." he said. 
"The,\' are nut only concerned with their 
inten•sts. hu1 wi1h the best interests of 
tht'll' t•n,·irnnnll'nt and the people of this 
rountry ·!Jat they feed."

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Crime Lab Smells of Sour Mash 
As Liquor Fraud Investigated 

By HERB BROCK and 
SUE M<NE SALMON 

Frankfort, Kv.-There's a room in the 
Kentuckv State Crime Laboratory that 
smells like a bar. 

But the lingering odor of sour mash 
doesn't seem lu bother the Jab's chief 
chemist Tom Easterling against whosf' 
desk is proppt'd a brown grocery bag 
containing l:ievcral pints of name-brand 
whiskeys. 

It all started this spring when state 
Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) In­
spectot Les Cole asked the crime Jab to 
help him determine if some bars in 
~-ayett• and Jefferson counties and in 
Northern Kentucky are refilling name­
brand liquor bottles with cheaper sub­
stitutes. 

Under state law, liquor retailers are 
re<ruired to pour spirits only from the 
original containers. Failure to comply 
with that law may lead to penalties 
ranging from a 30-day suspension to 
Tf>VOCation of the retailer's license. 

Cole and fellow agents confiscate 12-
botlle cases of suspect liquor from bars 
and dPiiver them to the crime lab. 
Easterling then tests contents of each 
bottle for liquor's different constituents, 
which include alcohol proof, acids, color, 
solid materials and oils. 

Nearly a month's work was required to 
~stablish the complicated testing 
procedures, Easterling said. 

"All distilled spirits have slightly 
different compositions," said the 17-year 
vNeran of crime lah operations. 

He said a ea!->e can be solved readily if, 
fot· example, confiscated liquor which is 
labelled "100 proof," $7 bottle of whiskey 
has been refilled with "200 proof," $2 
stuff. 

Easterling said he gained considerable 
procedural knowledge from the federal 
Alcohol and Tobacco Taxation 
laboratory at Cincinnati where similar 
tests routinely are performed al the 
iederal crime lab. 

In addition to advice, the federal lab 
also provides Easterling with some 
profile information on standard brands of 
whiskey. Still, he keeps a bag of whiskey 
pints by his desk . so he can readily 
compare visible differences of con­
fiscated samples.

Even though he looks for variances 
from stale and federal standards, he 
does not "predict the identity of the 
material with which a bottle has been 
refilled." 

Cole said that the most common citizen 
complaint which spurs the possibility of 
ABC investigation is, "The drink t was 
served didn '!taste like what I ordered." 

Cole dispatches agents to observe 
suspect bars and taverns. If observation 
turns up questionable serving practices, 
the premises officially are inspected and 
bottles are confisca~ed. 

Cole said that ABC agents will check 
the condition of hotlles, noting any torn 
labels. They also determine from ill­
voices the amount and t.ype of stock 
actually purchased by the bar or tavern 
owner. 

Sometimes consumers complain that 
labels on bottles are switched behind the 
bar. But most inqwnes by ABC 
primarily concern the illegal pouring of 
spirits from one bol1.l• to another, Cole 
said. 

According to Cole. ABC investigation 
teams already have uncovered several 
bars in Jefferson and Fayette counties 
which may be in violation. 

Eventually, thEy also will canvass 
establishments in Franklin, Campbell 
and Kenton counties . 

Possible litigation of investigated 
cases awaits final test results from the 
crime lab. Cases will be tried in blocks by 
counties, with those in Jefferson County 
to be first on the docket. 

The inspector said ABC is cracking 
down on violators to protect consumers 
from paying high prices for low quality 
drinks and to shield wholesalers 
from.,flimflam" operations which force 
low quality liquor on the market.

Holiday Traffic Fatalities 
Lowest in State Since 1957 

By SUE ANNE SALMON 
Frankfort, Ky.-Three persons were 

killed in traffic accidents during 
Memorial Day Week-end, Kentucky's 
lowest number of highway fatalities in 17 
years. Three persons also were killed 
during the same holiday week-end in 
1957. 

Last year, eight persons were killed on 
highways in the state during Memorial 
Day Week-end-6 p.m. Friday to mid­
night Monday. 

A spokesman for the Department of 
Transportation said that holiday traffic 
on all tollways was "lighter than ex­
pected." On the Kentucky Turnpike, 
where holiday traffic usually is the 
heaviest, toll officials counted 17,000 
fewer vehicles than were reported over 
Memorial Day week-end a year ago. 

None of this year's holiday fatalities 
occurred on interstate highways and only 
five non-fatal accidents occurred on the 
state's tollroads. About 200 persons were 
injured in mishaps on all state roads.

This year's Memorial Day week-end 
traffic victims were identified as: 

Victor David Dunlap, 24, Lexington, 
killed Monday in an accident involving 
another vehicle on U. S. 68 in Jessamine 
county; Robert Earl Morgan, 26, 
Payneville, killed Sunday when his car 
ran off Ky. 144 in Breckinridge county; 
James R. Thomas, 17, Tollesboro, killed 
when his car ran off Ky. 10 in Bracken 
county. 

In addition, the Department of Trans­
portation spokesman said an unofficial 
tally had two water-related deaths over 
the week-end, compared with three 
persons one year ago. 

Kentucky State Police Commissi 
ner Ron Johnson attributed the low 
number of road fatalities to " a com­
bination of slower speeds and strict 
enforcement of those slower speeds.'' 

All available troopers were patrolling 
the state's highways during the week­
end, Johnson said. Some 300 on-duty state 
police troopers cited nearly 4,700 
motorists from midnight Thursday to 
midnight Monday. About 250 of those 
were charged with driving while in­
toxicated. 

"We think volume of traffic is a factor 
contributing to accidents and fatalities ," 
Johnson said. "State police observations 
this week-end showed volume this week­
end about the same as Memorial Day 
week-end of 1973." 

A spokesman for the Department of 1 
Parks said occupancy at state parks was 
average during the week-end. 

"But lots of people away on trips 
traveled home on Sunday as well as 
Monday, which spread out the flow of 
traffic," Johnson said. "Officers 
reported about the same volume of 
traffic on both Sunday and Monday af­
ternoons and evenings." 

Johnson said that traffic tie-ups at 
exits and toll booths on interstates, park· 
ways and turnpikes were ''I emporary 
and minimal." 

He reported lower highway 
fatalities-275 through May 27 of this 
year as compared with 412 through the ) 
same period of 1973-will continue "as 
long as we can enforce the 55 mph speed 
limit, as long as it's a law on the books.' ' 

"I think we had an exceptional week­
end/' Johnson said. "l wouldn ' t have 
predicted it."

fWIN Means Hope 
To Needy Women 

By JAN CONNOLLY 
Frankfort, Ky.-She's unmarried or 

divorced, ir.. her early 205, has two 
children, an eighth grade education and 
has been on welfare for the past year or 
two. Her way out could be the Work In­
centive Program <WIN). 

WIN is a job training and placement 
program for women who ,·eceive Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children 
CAFDC), a type of welfare for 
economically disadvantaged mothers 
who are heads of households. 

( ''As a condition for a person to receive 
! AFDC, she must register for WIN," said 

Bill Eddins of the Bureau for Manpower 
Services. "The main idea is to get jobs 
for people who are receiving AFDC 
payments." 

Many W1N participants are trained 
and placed in nursing, secretarial and 
other careers. The Kentucky Depart­
ment for Human Resources, using 90 per 
cent federal funds, purchases training 

\\and educational services from colleges 
and businesses for WIN participants. 
TransPortation and child care costs are 
provided during the training. 

"If it hadn't been for WIN I wouldn't be 
where I am now. You can look forward to 
working, gelling off welfare, being in­
dependent and having a better outlook on 
life," sayd Doris Jean Shephard. 
Through WIN, Doris was placed as a 
secretary for Big Brothers and Sisters of 
Frankfort. She has three children, now 
earns $400 ·a month and is no longer 
dependent on welfare. 

"We have an accumulative placement 
figure of 3,000 persons so far this fiscal 
year," said Eddins. Since the beginning 
of WIN in 1968. some 20,000 women have 
received training and there have been 
more than 7,000 job placements. 
Currently 1 2,500 women are in the 
training program. 

"WIN does one very basic thing which 
is to create a break in the welfare cycle. 
The full impact will probably not be felt 
in this generation,'' Eddins said. "The 
children will see their mothers get up and 
go to a job or training. It changes the 
atmosphere in the home and sets a 
pattern for the children to follow." 

One of the biggest problems facing 
WIN participants is lhe misconception an 
empioyer has of the welfare recipient, 

1 Eddins said. Often they are considered 
unskilled or poorly motivated. 

l As an incentive to help overcome 
r employer reluctance, employers can 

receive a 20 per cent tax credit on WIN 
workers's salaries. During the training 
period, WIN pays up to 100 per cent of the 
trainees' salaries.

The McGarvey house was built in the 
18305 by George Troller, one of 
Lexington's earliest developers. The 
house was occupied by McGarvey, pastor 
of the Christian Church, during and after 
the Civil War. 

William Poindexter-watchmaker, 
jeweler and silversmith from Virginia­
buill his federal style house at 359 Mill 
Streelin 1816. From 1850 to 1868 the house 
served as a parsonage for the Methodist 
Church South. 

The McPheeters house, a federal 
townhouse, is the only surviving member 
of a complex of three rowhouses that 
once stood on this site. McPheeters built 
this house in the late 1820's. 

The Van Kitchen home, a two-story log 
cabin buill by Elijah Morton in 1835, was 
the location of a Civl War skirmish 
between federal troops led by Gen. 
George Morgan and Confederate troops 
led by Gen. John Hunt Morgan in Sep­
tember 1863. 

With these additions, 134 listings from 
Kentucky are now on the National 
Register.

Legislation Alters 
School Procedures 

By JENNIFER KAYE ROBINSON 
Frankfort. Ky.-When schools open in 

the fall, several changes will be made in 
their operating procedures due to bills 
passed by the 1974 General Assembly. 

The most widely known education bill 
involves girls basketball. Each secon­
dary school that has a boys basketball 
team <other than intramural) must also 
have a girls learn. Any school district 
which does not comply may be prohibited 
from participation in varsity competition 
for one year. 

Local boards of education are per­
mitted to adopt a code of student rights 
and responsibilities following recom­
mendations made by a committee of 
students, faculty, parents, school district 
administrative personnel and a local 
school board member. 

The bill stales that some of the areas in 
which the rights of students may be 
defined included: freedom of expression, 
participation in decision-making 
procedures that directly affect students, 
procedural due process concerning 
major disciplinary action, freedom from 
abuse and threat of abuse by members of 
school faculties and administrative 
personnel, and access by a student to his 
or her own records. 

Responsibilities of students include: 
refraining from activity which disrupts 
the educational process or presents a 
danger to the health and safety of per­
sons or property or infringes on the rights 
of others. 

Three bills were passed pertaining to 
exceptional children. One deletes in­
tellectually gifted and functionally 
retarded children from statutes per­
taining to exceptional children, but adds 
visually impaired, hearing impaired and 
multiple handicapped categories. Two 
others made provisions £or the education 
of exceptional children. 11 they are 
unable to attend school. they must be 
provided with home, hospital or in­
stitutional instruction. 

In civil or criminal court proceedings. 
communications between students and 
I heir school guidance counselors wiU be 
considered privileged information unless 
the student gives his permission for the 
information to be disclosed. If the student 
is under 18, both his consent and that of 
his parent or guardian is required. 

Three school districts will be chosen by 
the slate Board of Education to begin 
experimental year-round school 
programs this fall. Later the three 
programs will be evaluated carefully by 
the slate Superintendent of Public In­
struction who will recommend to the 
governor and the Legislative Research 
Commission whether they should be 
continued, expanded or ended. 

Teachers who achieve tenure in one 
school district but become employed in 
another district can now retain their 
tenure, but the school board may require 
a one-year probationary period before 
granting tenure.

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Official Discusses 
Disaster Payments 

Producers in Floyd county are 
checking thoroughly into the disaster 
payment provisions of the 1974 feed 
grain, program administered by L~e 

Agricultural Stabilization and Con­
servation Service <ASCS). 

"We want to do all we can to explain 
how producers become eligible for 
prevented planting and low yield 
payments," said Sharon Conley, 
Executive Director of the Floyd County 
ASCS Office. Prevented planting means 
that the farmer is unable to plant 
because a severe natural disater striking 
al planting lime prevented him from 
planting. Low yield is when a disaster 
seriously affects the potential yield of a 
crop after planting. 

In the case of feed grains, if the 
producer is prevented by a disaster from 
planting an acreage or annual non­
conserving crop at least equal to the sum 
of his feed grain allotments, he may 
qualify for a prevented planting 
payment. 

Low yield payments apply only to 
program crops of corn, grain sorghum, 
and barley that have been planted, and a 
natural disaster such as hail, excessive 
rainfall. extended drought, or flood 
totally destroys the crop or reduces the 
potential yield substantially below 
normal 

Mrs. Conley emphasized that if a 
disaster prevents a farmer from planting 
his crop acreages or severely damages a 
planted program crop acreage after 
planting, he should immediately report it 
to I he ASCS office. Participation in these 
programs is open to all farmers regard­
less of race, color, creed, sex or national 
origin, and an intention to participate 
must be filed by July 15 to be accepted.

New UMW A Policy Allows 
Contest of Benefit Fund Denials 

WASHINGTON.-The Cnit.ed Mine 
Workers of America IUMW A 1 Welfare 
and Retirement Fund is establishing an 
official process by which Fund 
beneficiaries can appeal the denial, 
termination or suspensiOn of their 
benefits, the Fund·s board of trustees 
announced recently. 

As of June 1, any FWld beneficiary who 
feels a Fund action has been unfair will 
have the right to request a hearing. The 
request must be made within tlll days of 
U1e date of notification of denial, 
suspension or lermination. If the Fund 
action occurred prior to June I, 1974. the 
beneficiary has unW December 31, 1974, 
to request a hearing_ 

''Since this is a new procedw-e," said 
Martin B. Danziger, lhe Fund's director, 
"it will generate a tremendous workload 
for the Fund and there could be delays. 
We will try to stay current with today's 
cases but, with yesterday's, we are 
playing catch-up \\ith 28 years of the 
failure to do this and il will lake lime." 

Any beneficiary who does not un­
derstand a Fund decision may want to 
first contact the ~'und Regional Office in 
his or her area. A Fund representative 
will explain how and why the decision 
was made. If the beneficiary feels this 
explanation is not satisfactory. he or she 
should then request a hearing by com­
pleting a special form available from the 
Regional Office or by sending a letter to 
the Fund director, Mr. Danziger. 

Any correspondence with the Fund 
should include name. address. telephone 
number, Social Security number, the 
type of benefit denied, suspended or 
hailed and any evidence the beneficiary 
may have available. 

Beneficiaries should be a ware that 
only one hearing will be held. 

Hearings wilJ be conducted as soon as 
possible after the Fund receives the 
initial request. Hearing sites will be 
chosen to limit the amount of lravel 
necessary for the beneficiary and special 
arrangements will be made for any 
beneficiaries physically unable to travel. 
There will be no charge for a hearing but 
the beneficiary is responsible for his or 
her own travel expenses. 

At the the hearing the beneficiary may 
represent himself or he may be 
represented by anyone of his choosing. 
However, the beneficiary must pay the 
attorney fees if he chooses lo have legal 
counsel at the hearing. 

The hearing will be presided over by an 
impartial examiner. designated by the 
Fund. who has vast experience in 
eligibility determination. The examiner 
will stale what must be decided in the 
case and will review both the facts and 
the regulations involved. He will question 
the beneficiary and any witnesses 
present. 

The beneficiary mav ask questions of 
I he examiner, submit any evidence-new 

or old-and have full access to all 
materials. including investigative 
reports, in the Fund's file on him. 

The hearing examiner, who will make 
his decision solely on the case fiJe, the 
evidence and testimony presented at the 
hearing, will, in most cases, given his 
opinion as to whether the appeal will be 
denied or approved. 

Shortly after the hearing, the 
beneficiary will receive written 
notification £rom the Fund as to the final 
decision in the case. rr the original denial 
is upheld, the beneficiary must take the 
mailer to the courts if he still disagrees. 
The hearing is the Fund's final action in 
the matter. 

However, if lhe original decision is 
reversed by the hearing, the beneficiary 
will receive retroactive payments to the 
date of eligibility. 

lf the case involved the cancellation of 
a Health Services Card, medical bills will 
be paid retroactively to the eligibility 
date. 

Mr. Danziger termed the Fund's new 
appeals process, .. another step in our 
efforts l o make the Fund more respon­
sive to its beneficiaries.'' 

The Fund now provides health services 
and pension benefits to more than 121,000 
active miners, 78,000-plus retired miners, 
almost 8,000 widows of miners and close 
to 370,000 dependents. 

The three trustees of the Fund, all 
attorneys, are Harry Huge, chairman 
and the UMWA's designate; C. W. Davis, 
a mine industry consultant and lhe coal 
operators' designate, and Paul Dean, the 
''neutral'' trustee and professor of law at 
Georgetown University in Washington.

Frankfort, Ky.-Duels are obsolete 

today but there was a 75-year period in 
Kentucky's history when every "gen· 
tleman" unlocked a mahogany case 
sheltering his prized pistols if his honor 
was questioned. 

An early General Assembly imposed a 
fine on the act and prohibited par­
ticipants from holding public office for 
seven years. but several incidents oc· 
curred throughout Kentucky before 
dueling gradually subsided. 

Many involved men who survived as 
victors or escaped serious harm to Jater 
become famous political figures. 

One of the most well-known duels was 
that in 1801 between John Rowan, owner 
of Bardstown's "Federal Hill" CMy Old 
Kentucky Home), and James Chambers, 
a popular Nelson County physician. The 
two had been good friends. 

In fact. 1 hey were drinking and playing 
cards in a local tavern until Chambers 
began to Jose heavily. Tempers flared 
and each began claiming his superiority 
in knowledge of the classical languages. 
The agrument lead to them denouncing 
I he other as a liar and coward. 

Sobriety returned soon after the 
fracas. but Chambers felt that his honor 
\\i:lS at stake and promptly issued a 
challenge. The two masters of dead 
languages faced each other a few days 
later in 1 he early morning at a nearby 
farm. 

Each missed his opponent at the first 
firing and could then have halted the 
confrontation, but both refused and 
demanded a second firing. Chambers 
was wounded and died the next morning. 

Rumors spread along with news of the 
duel, and some citizens said Rowan had 
not behaved arcording to the rules. 
Although witnesses agreed that everyone 
had followed the code, a mob stormed 
Federal Hill. 

Rowan quickly summoned a slave. 
dressed him in his cloak and hat and 
sent him scurrying across the field on his 
horse. While the mob pursued the im· 
poster. Rowan hid in nearby cliffs until 
the anger had subsided. 

He was later brought to trial, but the 
judge decided that the evidence was in~ 
sufficient to bind him over lo a grand 
jury. so he was released. 

Rowan ·s son, John, Jr., inherited h is 
fat her's pistnls. and used them at least 
once. H(• crippled a man after his future 
wife threatened to call off the marriage if 
he killed his opponent. 

"Old Hickory," Andrew Jackson, once 
crossed inlo Kentucky from Tennessee to 
avenge his honor while avoiding IegaJ 
entanglements in his home state. 
Jackson's adversary was Charles 
Dickinson, reputed to be the best pistol 
sharp-shooter in Tennessee. 

Spurred on by Jackson's policital 
enemies, the duel resulted from 
disparaging remarks about his wife and 
a squabble over a horse race between 
thoroughbreds owned by Jackson and 
Dickinson's father-i n·law. 

Jackson. in his early 40s, realized that 
he couldn't possibly hit Dickinson first so 
he decided to wait until the sharpshooter 
fired, believing that he could aim ac­
curately enough to down his 25-year-old 
opponenl although he, himself, might be 
critically wounded. 

With that decision made, "Old 
Hickory'' faced Dickinson at Harrison's 
Mills on Red River in Logan County, May 
30. 1806. 

The younger man indeed fired first, but 
Jackson remained upright, never 
revealing that he had been badly 
wounded. Thinking that he had missed~, 
Dickinson was so startled that he sturn· 
bled from his assigned spot until a second 
warned him to stand still while Jackson

look his turn. If hP had tried to escape the 
second would have shot him. 

He regained his position and waited for 
Jackson to take aim. Dickinson was 
mortally wounded and died the next 
morning. never knowing that he had not 
missed. 

The honor for which Jackson had 
participated in a duel was extremely 
tarnished from that incident. He could 
have merely shot into the air, which 
would have been considered extremely 
commendable. However, Dickinson had 
aimed to kill so he. too, had every right to 
do likewise. 

.Jackson remained in bed several 
weeks reco\'ering fron the wound and 
some believe it contributed to his death 
40 years later. 

Henry Clay, Kentucky's beloved 
statesman and eloquent orator, was not 
immune to duels. He Pncmmtered a 
fellow state representative in 1008 after a 
dispute stemming from ill feeling with 
England. Trouble was rapidly brewing 
that wnuld lead to the War of tRI2. 

Clay wanted a resolution passed 
puttmg an embargo on British goods. a 
move opposed by H.ep. Humprey Mar­
shall. 1\larshall felt the measure would 
only lead to greater disruptions.. 

Before the resolution Clay had always 
hel:'n a careful dresser wllile Marshall 
fa\·orPd 11omt>spun. Yet, after the 
lt•gi:slat ion \\.·as introduced in the Ken~ 
lucky House, the men reversed their 
drcssmg !rends 10 flaunt one another. 
Clay S)J(H'Ied .ieans but his opponent cast 
!tis vote!; nllired in the finest British 
cloth. 

As the resolution neared passage, the 
two men C'ng:aged in a sharp dispute on 
the 1-Jnuse flot)r until Marshall called 
Clay a liar . The orator's anger for once 
left him speechless so he rushed at his 
antagonist. They were separated by 
another burly legislator. 

Two \·l.'eeks later a duel was held to 
reconcile 1 heir differences. Three rounds 
were fired. hut Marshall missed Clay the 
first I wo chances. although he was 
slightly grazed. Clay was hit in the thigh 
()n the I hird shot and the wound was 
serious t'nough to call off further draws. 

Kent uckinns soon realized that they 
could not risk losing another potential 
Henry ('J~lY because of a meaningless 
quarrel. Thus. should a "gentleman ·• 
tnday dec1de tn participate in a duel. he 
wouJd not only be breaking the law, but 
could not hold a public office for

For Social Security Card

age and identity. Those ap­
plying for duplicate social 
security numbers because 
they've lost their social security 
cards or changed their name 
generally aren't affected by the 
proof requirement, according to 
Reffett. 

The proof requirement is 
intended to help prevent people 
from obtaining more than one 
social security number or ob­
taining or using a social 
security card under a false 
identity, Reffett said. A fine of 
up to $1.000, imprisonment of up 
to one year, or both may be 
imposed for fraudulent use of 
genuine or fake social security 
numbers lo hide true identity or 
to get benefits from Federally 
funded programs. 

' 'Your social security number 
is yours alone and remains the 
same for life, ,. Reffett said. 
"You build retirement , 
disability. survivors, and 
Mrdicare protection for 
yourself and your family by 
wnrk and earnings credited lo 
your social security number. 
Using mnre 1 han nne number 
could rnt!~n you're not getting 
full credit. which could adR 
vers('Jy aff<'ct your social 
ser;urity payments in the 
future ." 

"You should apply for a social 
~ecurity number several weeks 
before you need it," Reffett 
said . ' 'Applications are 
generally screened against 
social security central files in 
Baltimore. and screening takes 
time.

From January through April 1974, the 
board awarded $9 million in benefits 
compared with $11 million for a four­
month period last year. Benefits jumped 
from $9 million in 1969 to $11.5 million in 
1970, $27 million in 1!171, $30 million in 
1972 and $34 million in 1973.

According to Earl Cornett, assistant 
director of workmen's compensation in 
the Kentucky Department of Labor, less 
money has been awarded this year 
because fewer persons have filed claims. 
The average number of claims filed each 
month has dropped from 280 in 1!173 to 240 
this year. 

And, said Cornett, the drop is due to a 
decline in black lung claims. Of the more 
than 1,000claims filed this year, less than 
half were black lung cases. The reverse 
had been true for several years. 

"Black lung was first placed under a 
federal workmen's compensation law in 
1969," Cornett said. "Applicants for 
benefits under the federal law must file 
claims with tbe- state Workmen's 
Compensation Board. Although Kentucky 
had been processing black lung cases for 
about 15 years, many persons were not 
aware they could receive benefits until 
the federal law was passed. That's why 
we've have so many black lung cases 
dlU'ing the past few years." 

Cornett said the decline in black lung 
cases indicates the backlog has been 
depleted and the num her of black lung 
claims is leveling off. 

When the number of black lung claims 
drops, the amount of benefits awarded by 
the board falls markedly. Cornett ex­
plained, "Injury case..o;; are usually not as 
costly as black lung cases. Black lung is 
usually declared a permanent total 
disability. An injury may be a permanent 
partial disability, so the benefits 
awarded would be less than those 
awarded a black Jnng case. 11 

While the number of black lung claims 
has decreased, the injury cases have 
increased.

Health Notes

The Floyd County Health Department 
announces that a public health nurse will 
hold an outpost clinic Monday, June 10, in 
the basement of the Methodist Church at 
Wayland, from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. Free 
·s'ervices available will include TB skin 
tests, immunizations, diabetes 
screening, blood pressures and 
hemoglobins. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
holds a weight control class every Tues­
day at 7 p.m. in the basement of the 
health department. A public health nurse 
is present at each of these meetings 
showing films, giving out materials, and 
going through exercises. The purpose of 
these classes is to form good eating 
habits in relation to weight control. All 
women are welcome to attend. 

Those interested in joining the weight 
control class should call the floyd 
County Health Department at 886-2788, 
Monday through Friday. 

TICK DANGERS CITED 
Kentucky's wet spring will probably 

mean that the tick population will be high 
this year. says James B. Goble, ad­
ministrative assistant of the Floyd 
County Health Department. And with the 
population explosion among ticks, 
there's more danger that both dogs and 
people will be bitten. 

11Ticks can spread several diseases­
Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever is the 
most common tick-borne disease in this 
area-but these pests can also spread 
tularemia (Rabbit Fever). If a tick at­
taches itself near the back of the neck or 
on the head and isn't removed soon, it 
may cause tick-bite paralysis. But in all 
these diseases, prompt treatment is 
usually effective. Another thing to 
remember is that tick bites can become 
infected, just as any wound can. 

It's easier to avoid being bitten by ticks 
I han it is to destroy the ticks themselves. 
However, it is possible to de-tick a 
limited area with chlordane, lindane or 
diazinon but, be sure to read and follow 
directions for using these insecticides_ 

Other advice about ticks Mr. Goble 
offers Floyd Countians includes these 
points: 

1. First avoid areas which have a lot of 
ticks. Before camping or picnicking in an 
area, it's a good idea to pull a piece of 
white flannel cloth through the grass and 
bushes and then examine it for ticks. If 
they're there, some of them will have 
hopped onto tbe cloth. 

2. Keep grass and plants cut back along 
paths and roads. This will lessen the 
possibility that a tick will climb from 
bush to you. 

3. Use one of the tick repellants whicb 
are on the market. They'll discourage 
ticks from getting on both the family and 
I he family dog. Often the dog brings ticks 
into tile house, and these ticks can infest 
the house. 

4. If you't•e going to be out in tick areas, 
wear high shoes, boots or leggings and 
I uck your trousers legs tightly inside the 
boots. 

5. On returning from the tick area, 
strip and examine your body carefully 
for ticks. An adult should examine a 
small child. Pay close attention to the 
armpits, nape of the neck and head, 
crotch and groin areas. (Ticks usually 
need a little time to attach themselves 
firmly. and several hours before they 
will infect somebody.) 

6. Hang up field clothes outside when 
you return home-any ticks still on the 
clothes will eventually drop off. 

ff you do find a tick on either a person 
or the dog, remove it with a pair of 
I weezers or a piece of paper or cotton 
held between the fingers. DON'T ~se 
your bare hands. The tick bite area 
should be washed with soap and water 
and treated with a good antiseptic 
Uodine. methiolate or alcoholl. 

Fortunately, most licks aren't infected 
and even if they are lhey usually must 
feed for at least two hours and usually 
four or six hours before they wil1 infect 
man. But the tick that bites you might be 
lhat onE>-in-a-hundred that does carry 
Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever or 
Tularemia. 

Don't take chances with a tick. If you 
do become sick after being bitten by a 
1 ick. see your doctor. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
will conduct a glaucoma clinic Friday, 
June 7. from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. Since 
finding the disease and getting proper 
treatment can control glaucoma and 
prevent needless blindness. the health 
nurses urge all persons over age 35 to 
take advantage of this service. 

All dogs and cats should be vaccinated 
against rabies, a disease which always 
means death to the animal or human who 
comes down with it. According to health 
department recot·ds. most of the dogs in 
Floyd county have not been vaccinated 
against rabies. Vaccinating pets will 
protect them and humans against this 
terrible disease. 

The health department will be con­
ducting a rabies clinic from June 17 to 
June 20. Distemper and Hepatitis shots 
will also be available. The clinic schedule 
giving the place. dale and time of each 
clinic will appear in next week's issue of 
the Floyd County Times.

WANTED: Perkins Bills Aimed at Getting 
Coal Conversion Under Way 

Executive Secretary 

Washington-Two major bills have 
been introduced by Rep. Carl D. Perkins 
of Kentucky, to establish a commercial 
coal liquefaction and coal gasification 
industry. 

Rep. Perkins introduced the legislation 
to insure that coal liquefaction and coal 
gasification-on a commercial scale­
gels going "as rapidly as possible." 

Earlier, the Kentucky Congressman 
introduced other legislation aiming to 
expand the use of coal, and to develop a 
conversion industry. One of the bills 
introduced earlier, called the "Energy 
Self-sufficiency Act of 1974", includes a 
provision which would help solve the coal 
car shortage now being experienced by 
railroads. 

That provision would help railroads 
build the necessary cars and equipment 
to make sure that coal is moved where it 
is needed in the country. 

Perkins said he introduced the new 
legislation 11 because it is absolutely 
essential that we have a law setting up a 
Mineral Gasification and Liquefaction 
Administration, with lhe authority to see 
to illhat the plants are built." 

That administration would be able to 
assist private industry to develop and 
operate commercial facilities for 
liquefaction and gasification, he said. 

"I would certainly want to see some of 
these planls in Eastern Kentucky, where 
we have so much coal, as well as good 
water supplies," he said. "But locating 
them in Eastern Kentucky would not only 
mean a Jot to coal counties-it would 
mean a good supply of fuel lo all of 
Kentucky, and therefore help to hold 
down prices," Perkins said. 

The agency which the law would set up 
could make loans so that the liquefaction 
and gasification plants are properly 
financed, and also agree on price and 
purchase conditions for the products, so 
there is a reasonable profit, he explained. 

"We went through enough problems

State police dispatchers . after taking 
reports on runaways, develop descrip­
tions of the missing juveniles and send 
Lhem to all law enforcement agencies in 
Kentucky and nearby states .

Capt. Felix Atwood, commander of the 
State Police. CommWlicalions Section, 
said that after initial contacts have been 
made, data on each rWlaway is entered 
mto the Law Information Network of 
Kentucky <LINK). Tied to the FBI's 
nationwide computer memory bank, 
LINK provides 16 state police posts and 
some two dozen local police departments 
with an instantaneous flow of criminal 
information. 

Capt. James Hosley, commander of 
State Police Computer Services, said 
LINK only recently has begun handling 
data on runaways. Earlier, they had been 
kept on file at each post. 

Capt. 0. G. Mullins, state police chief 
legal officer, said police cannot search 
for or detain a rWlaway W1less lhe child's 
parent or guardian signs a warrant 
charging the child with waywardness. 

·•we need that warrant to hold a 
runaway , otherwise our hands are 
completely tied, " said Col. James 
Mayes, field commander of the state 
police. 

A recent survey of three state police 
posts which annually receive large 
numbers of reporls on runaways in­
dicates this spring's total should at least 
equal the numbers reported in years 
past . 

Joe Nation , chief dispatcher at the 
Frankfort post, said 27 runaways already 
have been reported since Jan. 1. or those, 
80 per cent departed during the last six 
weeks. However , only one sWl is unac­
counted for . 

Besides LINK, the "best machinery" 
to track down runaways is coordinated 
commWlications between families of 
runaways, police and juvenile 
authorities, Mayes said. Police will at­
tempt to locate runaways primarily 
because they want to reduce the potential 
for kidnapping and other forms of foul 
play, he •aid. 

Mayes urged parents of runaways to 
notify stale police the minute their son or 
daughter turns up. Many parents wiU 
delay the whole legal process of recovery 
or force pohce to conline searching by 
failing to inform all agencies involved in 
the search. 

A juvenile counselor for the State 
Bureau of Child Welfare said that an 
estimated 80 per cent of Kentucky's 
runaways are 15- and 16-year-old white 
girls from middle-class homes. Most, .he 
said, leave home during the first mont.hs 
after school ends. Florida or California 
seem to be the most popular destinations . 

''These youngsters choose to run away 
because, in most cases, they feel their 
parenls have placed stiff restrictions on 
them. ll 's a form of adolescent rebellion 
which seems to be jncreasing," he said. 

Problems confronting newly departed 
nmaways primarily stem from the fact 
!haL they leave town penniless or almost 
so. Run a ways I hen resort to shoplifting, 
dope peddling or panhandling to gel by, 
activities which explain why more than 
half of all runaways are nabbed by police 
for crimes. the counselor said. 

Run a ways are a problem needing more 
public attention , not just the attention 
routinely paid by police and juvenile 
court authorities, he added 

"None of us , the ·eslablishmenl,' 
should pamper runaways into Lhinking 
that running away is the solution of their 
problem~ .· ·

year "locusts, 11 called cicadas. You'll see 
their empty hulls clinging with catlike 
claws to trees and shrubs, but the locust 
has split the hull down the back and 
emerged a glorious new creature, newly 
risen from the tomb of earth. Now 
they're weird, monotonous chant drowns 
out all other sounds; even the singing of 
the birds is squashed. But a lot of birds 
get even by devouring their songfest 
competitors. 

An aura of mystery cloaked with 
superstitious fear surrounds these 
strange insects. Let's consider some of 
these:

Tax on Intangibles 
Exceeds $13 Million 

By CIIARLES WILLIAMS 

Frankfort, "Ky.-The Department of 
Revenue received more than $13 million 
in intangible property taxes last year. 

An additional $600,000 in tax, interest 
and penalties was collected by the 
department's intangible tax unit. 

( The tax, which includes assessments 
t on stocks, bonds, notes, accounts 

receivable, contracts on sale of real 
estate, money in hand and deposits 
out ~ide Kentucky, is one of which many 
Kei1tuckians are unaware. 

Bradley Nease, supervisor of the state 
assessment section of the Department of 
Revenue, says that "individuals who 
prepare their own tax returns without 
professional guidance and those moving 
into Kentucky from a state which doesn't 
have such a tax probably would not know 
about it." 

Owners of intangible property should 
list that property with the property value 

(administrator IPVA> in the county where 
I he resides. The PVA submits the tax 

schedules to the omitted intangible unit. 
The omitted intangible unit later 

reviews income and inheritance tax 
returns and corporate balance sheets to 
determine if the individuals or cor~ 
poration owns intangible property. 

If interest or dividend income is 
rejlorted on tax forms and no intangible 
schedule is submitted, the department 

h sends a letter to the individuals asking 
t for an explanation. 

If it is determined that a person has 
omitted his intangible property and he 
voluntarily lists his intangible property 
upon notification by the department he 
faces a 10 per cent penalty. If he doesn't 
volwllarily list his intangibles, he faces a 
20 per cenl penalty. 

Thos who have omitted their in­
tangibles also must pay interest of one­
half of one per cent per month on the tax, 
starting one year from the assessment 

4 date. 
In I angible property held by a broker 

should be listed by the owner unless the 
properly is held in a marginal account. If 
the individual buys stock on margin the 
broker will pay the tax and bill the in­
dividual. 

Deposits in out-of~state institutions and 
nut ~nf~st nt <'mortgages that are owned by 
Kt'nlucky l·(.•sidents also must be listed. 
Huwevcr. tax on deposits in Kentucky 
inst ilul ions will be paid by the respective 
institut inns. 

Paul Tanner. assistant director of the 
research slaff in lhe Department of 
R<'v(•nue. says that the intangible 
prnpt•rly tax was part of the old general 
properly rate and subject to the same 
rate.

aren't they? The prefix, Magi, comes 
from the Latin, Magus, which connotes 
wizardry, enchantment-literally, a wise 
person. The song is the most enchanting 
one heard in all nature. It starts with a 
soft, seductive strain, bellike intone, and 
is prolonged into a monotonous singsong 
of PHA-a-OH! with the stress on OH. 

There is an elusive quality about the 
song, a sort of ventriloquistic effort. The 
singer often seems close by when he <the 
males do the singing) is really far off. 
The reverse is also true. But when tens of 
thousands are singing all at once, it is a 
monotonous, bel1-like roar. ll is the most 
enticing love song heard in the wilds. 
While the males seemingly chant the 
name of ''Pharoah, ''the females respond 
with a staccato cry of "Egypt, Egypt!" 
So these must be the "locusts" that 
plagued that old king when he reneged 
on his promise to let the Children of 
Israel go. Or so say the oldtimers, 
some of whom have seen 5 ''locust 
years." 

Butlhe killjoy scientists pooh-pooh this 
version of the insects and tell us they are 
cicadas, no relation to "locusts... But 
Webster's New World !Dictionary says, 
"A cicada is a species of locust." 

So one might well ask, How can you 
account for the theme of their song, 
which must have grievously plagued the 
old king? I can well imagine he called up 
his soothsayers and on a note of hysteria 
stormed out, "These blamed things are 
driving me nuts. Get rid of them or off 
come your heads!" 

Now look on the gauzy wings of these 
enchanters and you'll see three capital 
W's on each. These signify WANT, WOE, 
WAR! I've heard oldtimers swear by 
that! Disasters untold follow in the wake 
of these weird insects, they swear. 
Perhaps they presage the impeachment 
of the President! 

Now look at their bulging eyes, red as 
blood! Bloody red eyes, a steely blue­
black body, wings like the finest gauze 
lettered with W's ... now you have the 
enchanters! 

... ., 
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I've had' a number of phone calls about 
them. "Can they sting people?" "Do 
they lay their eggs on ripe mulberries or 
raspberries?" "Is it dangerous to eat 
berries during the year of the locusts?" 

No! This is based on superstitious 
fear. The femal.es couldn't lay eggs on 
any kind of berry! They lay their eggs in 
I he limbs of lrees, mostly hardwoods like 
oak and hickory. The egglayers have 
razor blades in their ovipositors for use in 
splitting a tree limb. They make a slit in 
which they deposit their eggs. The limbs 
may die or soon be broken off by the 
wind. The eggs hatch out nymphs, which 
drop to the earth and burrow. They are 
blind as bats, as there is a skim over the 
bulging eyes. They look somewhat like a 
goggle-eyed, oversize bee. They have 
digger claws like a mole for tunneling in 
hard earth. 

Just think! 17 years living blindly in 
tunnels, then to emerge as an adult, 
which lives a week or so. Contrary to 
statements recently published in papers, 
lhese adults do not eat anything. They 
have no mouth parts for biting or 
chewing. They are too busy singing and 
making love to eat. But is not a few days 
in the sun making Jove and singing ample 
payment for spending 17 years in dark 
underground tombs? 

A lady phoned me and said, "My lawn 
is swarming with these skeery-looking 
lhings 1 How can I get rid of them?" 

"Call up the guineas. turkeys, 
chickens, cats, dogs. All these like cicada 
meat." 

Indeed, birds, foxes, skunks, poultry, 
grouse Jive sumptuously on these insects 
as long as the supply lasts. 

Don 'I be afraid to pick and can your 
berries this year! They are perfecUy safe 
from cicada eggs. 

Once l heard an oldtime preacher use 
1 hese cicadas as a symbol of man's 
resurrection from the tomb of earth. 
From a dull, drab. seemingly lifeles~ 
creature, the locusts burst their hulls Ia 
symbol of the grave) and emerge as a 
glorified creature. to join in a mighty 
chorus I hat swirls from earth to heaven!
