Order Hits

New Owner
Of Gardens

Refund of $164,500
To State Directed
Thru Settlement

An agreed order settling litigation
between the Department of Highways
and Davidson Memorial Gardens over
right-of-way for US 23 through the Ivel
burial place may have jeopardized the
ownership of the cemetery.

The agreement, reached in circuit
court here June 10, provided for a cash
settlement of $31,000.

But the appraisal of damage was
$195,500 and the Department of Highways
had deposited this amount to be held in
escrow so that road construction could
proceed while the case could be heard in
court.

James Dillon was owner of Davidson
Memorial Gardens when the money was
deposited. Later, he sold the cemetery to
Charles Massie.

Mr. Massie later died. According to
terms of the agreed judgment entered
incircuit court here, Davidson Memorial
Gardens, now owned by Massie’s widow,
must repay the state highway depart-
ment $164,500, the difference between the
amount placed in escrow and the agreed
settlement.

Davidson Memorial Gardens was
given 60 days from date of the order to
make repayment. The order provided
that enough of existing right-of-way on
the property will be abandoned so that
Plots 41 through 43, 93 through 97 and
Plot 143 will no longer encroach on he
right-of-way.

It also specified that the master com-
missioner shall execute a deed conveying
Parcel 27 in fee simple to the cemetery,
without temporary easements which are
no longer needed, that defendant shall
not sell any lots for less than $300 and that
amounts received from such sales are to
be held and applied, except for the
perpetual care fund, to the refund due the
highway department.

Country Music or Classical,
He’s a Master of It All

There’s an unusual fellow named
Buddy Ratcliff living on Buck’s Branch,
near Martin, who is, for the most part, a
self-taught classical violinist.

And not only that . . . he alse plays
cello, is learning the viola, and for all his
proficiency in classical music, he speaks
proudly of those years when he played for
the likes of Flatt and Scruggs, ‘‘Little”
Jimmy Dickens and Merle Travis.

Buddy Ratcliff is an anomaly in many
ways. An electrician and school bus
driver by trade, he became interested in
a musical form which most Floyd
countians at that time would have
regarded as slightly ‘““furrin™ or ‘“‘high-
brow.” Ratcliff explains:

‘“The first classical music I ever heard
was on an old Zenith shoriwave radio. I
would hear it on some of the European
stations I'd pick up and I said, ‘Now
that’s what I would like to be able todo.’ ™

He pointed out that there were no local
influences, only that “ever since I can
remember, I've liked it . . . I'm not sure
why.” '

Luckily, like many mountain boys, he
had a banjo- and fiddle-playing grand-
father and it was through him that he was
able to start becoming familiar with the
instrument. (Note: the fiddle and violin
are one and the same . . . only, the
musical styles differ.; Rateliff, now 51,
recalls the day he went to get the -in-
strument. He wrapped it in a pillow case
and carried it in the basket on his bicycle.

“The first thing I tried to do was to
imitate some of the music I had heard,”
he explained. While he was in high school
at Martin, a teacher from Tennessee
asked if anyone would be interested in
learning the violin.

“Well, this was what I'd been waiting
for all my life,” Ratcliff said. For the
seven months that the teacher stayed at
Martin, he learned how to read music
and fundamental techniques. It wasn’t
long after the teacher left that Ratcliff
performed at Pikeville College and won a
scholarship to Morehead College.

It was also during his high school days
that he began playing some of the

Innovative Mining Method
Involved in Floyd Co. Case

The settlement by agreement, earlier

~ this month, of a protest against the strip-

mining of land on Woods Branch of Cow
Creek and on Sugar Loaf is being
regarded as having established a
possible pattern for future arrangements
between the miner and the landowner.

The dispute reached the Department of
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection when three landowners,
William Jarrell, Roland Blackburn and
Joe Burchett, protested the application of
the Triple Elkhorn Coal Company to
mine their lands. It was settled when the
company pledged to carry out
reclamation of the land properly and also
to provide material benefits to the
owners.

Triple Elkhorn has employed a mining
method which is comparatively new to
this section, ‘‘backhauling’’ as it
removes the coal and eliminates both
overburden and high wall, it claims. The
method has proved so satisfactory, a
company official said recently, that
Triple Elkhorn now proposes to continue

its use in all its mining operations.

Under the arrangement made with the
landowners Triple Elkhorn will pay them
aroyvalty of 15 cents a ton for coal mined,
will drill a new well on the land if
necessary, replace a fence and carry out
specified reclamation practices.

Triple Elkhorn estimates that the new
backhaul method is costing it an ad-

mountain fiddle tunes and what was then
referred to as “‘hillbilly”” music. Ratcliff
soon found out that a living could be
made playing country music and after a
few appearances on a Williamson, W. Va.
radio: station his wife’s brother, who
played with ‘‘Little’’ Jimmy Dickens in
Michigan, invited the Floyd countian to
join the group. Thus began an association
of four years with Dickens, now a Grand
Ole Opry favorite. During all this time
Ratcliff and his wife, the former Ramona
Sauber, a native of Michigan, kept in
touch with homefolks, making frequent
trips back to Floyd county. “My wife
loved these old hillbilly ways around
here, so we would come back any time we
got the chance,” he recalls.

Later, he began playing bass, as he had
with Dickens, with Lester Flatt and Earl
Scruggs at the height of their popularity.
Occasionally, he would be featured
during a show, playing a classical
selection, and was humorously referred
to as ‘‘our violin player.”’ After nearly
two years with Flatt and Seruggs, Ratcliff
and family moved to Lima, Ohio where
he played daily television. During these
years, he played his classical music
“mostly around the house or sometimes
with my sister.”

In 1962 Mr. and Mrs. Rateliff moved
back to Buck’s Branch with four children
and since then, he says, his playing has
been ‘‘just within the family.”

But *‘just within the family’’' at the
Ratcliff home is almost like having the

A police investigation into the illegal
drug traffic in the Prestonsburg area
resulted Saturday in the arrest of Lon C.

Arnold Ray Johnson, of Hen Pen, on
upper Left Beaver Creek, was arrested
Friday night after he fired three blasts
from an automatic shotgun into the house
of a neighbor, Howard Hall. Johnson
apparently was drunk and was accused
of threatening to kill the occupants of the
residence. Deputy Sheriffs Slone and
Martin charged Hall with shooting in an
attempt to kill and threatening another’s

The ouly reported liquor raid over the
past week involved the illegal possession
and sale of moonshine. Acting on a
search warrant, Deputy Sheriffs Martin,
Slone, Lewis and Howell seized a gallon
jar of the whiskey from the premises of
Hershell Little in the Abner Mountain
vicinity on Left Beaver.

The area selective se¢rvice office in
Prestonsburg has been closed and the
records moved to two other locations,
Col. Taylor L. Davidson, state director,
announced last week.

“Closing of the office in Prestonsburg
was in anticipation of a lesser ap-
propriation from the Congress to the
Selective Service System for fiscal year
1975,"" Col. Davidson said.

In Kentucky the number of area offices
has been reduced from 21 to 12 and the
employees working in these area offices
from 59 to 30. Prestonsburg has been the
headquarters for seleclive service
records from Floyd, Johnson and
Martin counties.

Records from Floyd and Martin
counties have been transferred to Area
Office No. 21, Federal Courthouse,
Pikeville. Johnson county records have
been moved Lo Area Office No. 19, Post
Office Building, Ashland.

The state director said, “‘In the standby
‘draft’ a young man still must register at
the age of 18 (any time during the period
30 days before or after his 18th birthday).
To accommodate those who are required
to register volunteer registrars have
been appointed. Posters listing selective
service registration locations have been
placed throughout the county.

Normally, registration can be ac-
complished within the home county, but
the law does provide that a young man
may register away from his home for
convenience, the state director ex-
plained.

Begins Here

FHA Is Lone Bidder
On Revenue Bonds;
Street Repair Begins

Construction of Prestonsburg's
secondary sewage treatment plant -is
under way after the sale at last Thursday
night's City Council meeting of $315,000 ini
revenue bonds to finance the city’s part
of the cost.

Remainder of the $909,757 total cost of
the project is represented by an En-
vironmental Protection Agency granl.

The bond issue was purchased by the
Farmers Home Administration (FHA) at
the interest rate of 5 percent. There was
no other bidder.

Completion of the construction project
is scheduled by August, next year. The
W. Rogers Co., Lexington, is the con-
tractor.

Work began Monday on repair of
Prestonsburg streets damaged when
South Central Bell's lines were laid
underground last year. Threatening
weather delayed the actual pouring of
asphalt but preparation for that work
was being made by contractor’s em-
ployees.

City Manager Curtis Clark said some
work here by Mainstream Project em-
ployees will end foday (Wednesday) till
the project is funded again next month.
Seven workers have been employed.

Hurst Jailed Here
After Hall Is Shot

Charles Edward Hurst, 34, was jailed
here late Monday afternoon after he had
allegedly shot and wounded Willis Hall
from ambush at the Hall home on Garth
Hollow, Left Beaver Creek.

Although Hall was not seriously hurt,
first reports received here indicated the
shooting was thought fatal, and Sheriff
Joe W. Lewis, his deputies and state
Lroopers hurried to the scene to begin the
search for the gunman. Hall was
sprinkled with shot from a .20-gauge
shotgun. He told authorities Hurst fired
four shots at him.

Hurst was arrested by State Trooper
Danny Stumbo when he emerged from
the timber from which Deputies Green
Slone and Roland Howell had flushed
him. He later admitted to Sheriff Lewis
that he had been drinking. He declined to
tell where he had left the shotgun.

Hall, a railway employee, married
Hurst's ex-wife. Each of the men accused
the other of threatening him. Hall said he
was first fired upon as he, his wife and
children were returning to their trailer
after the departure of Mrs., Hall's
relatives who had been visiting him. He
claimed the last shot was fired as he was
altempting lo telephone from inside fhe
(railer.

A Family Tradition

Frankfort, Ky.—Covered bridges,
nostalgic reminders of a quieter era, are
rapidly disappearing in the state
although they once dotted Kentucky’s

countryside.

Perhaps no individual has worked

_harder to maintain them than L. S.

Bower, Jr., of Flemingsburg, a third
generation builder and restorer of
covered bridges. Bower’s grandfather,
Jacob, built several bridges and Bower’s
father, Louis, preserved the trade.
Although the unique bridges are no
longer built, the grandson has ac-
cumulated 50 years of restoration ex-
perience.

The only person in the state who can
claim such an occupation and one of the
few in the country, Bower is also an
expert on the history of covered bridges.
He explained that they were first built in
the 1790’s but did not achieve widespread
popularity until after 1814 when a builder
obtained a patent for his design. This was
to become a common practice as
designers sold their patents to interested
customers at about $1 per foot of bridge.

Equipped with a “‘bridge grip” filled

" with rare photos and articles dealing

with his unique trade, Bower is fond of
pointing out various architectural
principles and reminiscing about bridges
that have since disappeared. His favorite
designer is Lewis Wernwag.

Wernwag emigrated to the United
States from Germany in 1786 with his
brother Thomas. Together, the brothers
built several structures across the
country, including ‘at least three in
Kentucky—at Blue Licks, Paris and
Camp Nelson. All are gone today.

Bower noted that the Camp Nelson

. bridge, a gigantic 258-foot-long two-lane

structure, so amazed architects that

_ students from the East would visit the

area just to study it. However, the bridge
was condemned in 1925 and destroyed
four years later. A concrete bridge

. replaced it several feet downstream.

A member of a vanishing profession,

' Bower naturally encounters difficulties

in obtaining necessary materials for
restoration. He said the special timber
required for the bridges is ‘“‘almost non-
existent”’and that he had to order some
from Oregon for a recent project.
Bower explained that restoration in-
volves building a scaffold beneath the
bridge, then examining the structure’s
supports. Damaged timber is then
replaced, usually with poplar or yellow
pine, although oak is occasionally used.
He directed the recent restoration of

. Goddard Bridge in Fleming county. The

bridge was dismantled and rebuilt up-
stream when a new road was built.

. Bower said:it leaned eight inches Before
" restoration, noting that it was “Town

Lattice’’ bridge, named after Ithiel

- Town, who invented the style in 1820.

. side of the small stream

Although many of the pins holding the
structure together are original, Bower
handecrafted about 200 himself. He said
many tourists pull them out for
souvenirs. |

Goddard Bridge may have been
relocated, but its new home is in an
idyllic setting. A typical white country
church is framed through one end of the
bridge. Lush pastures surround either
it crosses.
Bower said he is often told that it is the
most photographed bridge in America.

A VANISHING SPECIES—Switzer Bridge in Franklin County has been more
fortunate than many covered bridges that once flourished in Kentucky. Jacob
Bower is credited with building the structure in 1845 and his son restored it in
1911. Jacob’s grandson, L. S. Bower, of Flemingsburg, continues the family
tradition of restoring the rare bridges. One of 15 covered bridges remaining in
Kentucky, Switzer Bridge is no longer used by traffic, but may be viewed from

KY 1262, nearby.

Bower said he could remember in-
cidences of dynamiting as a young boy
when people were unhappy about paying
the Sherburne Bridge toll. ‘‘They didn't
mean to destroy it, but just wanted to
show their displeasure at the toll,”" he
said.

A Washington county covered bridge
collapsed last year, Bower said. Before it
fell, he was called to the area three times
by local officials, although he told them
the first trip that it could not be restored,
that he was ‘‘30 years too late.”

Bower explained that the bridge was
broken in half and 16 inches below level.
Jacob Bower built it in 1862 and his son
restored it in 1911.

The grandfather also is credited with
building Franklin county’s Switzer
Bridge in 1845. Again, his son restored his
work in 1906. Bower said his father’s
initials and the date are painted on the
bridge’s interior.

Bower pointed to a replica of a bridge
that once joined Bourbon and Nicholas
counties. Built in the 1870’s, the
Jackstown bridge was the longest single
span in the United States until it was torn
down in 1962. A new bridge was built a
quarter mile downstream.

“General restoration is needed now
‘before they are all deStroyed,”’ he said,
noting that Kentucky now has only 15
covered bridges. Bower added that Ohio
has 169 bridges and Indiana also has
more than 100. Pennsylvania could claim
149 until Hurricane Agnes destroyed or

damaged 30 a few years ago, but most
are being restored.

He estimated restoration costs at
$7,000-$10,000 per bridge.

Several individuals like Bower who are
interested in Kentucky’s covered brid-
ges have formed the Kentucky Covered
Bridge Association. Perhaps the group
can encourage the preservation of the
few remaining structures in the state so
that other generations may enjoy an
integral part of Kentucky’s heritage.

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The ‘Caucus’ and the Future

The ““Mountain Caucus,’”” which at the last session of the
General Assembly won for the coal-producing counties of the

state a part of the rich severance tax windfall, met in Lexington

last week-end with some county officials and coal operators to

study its legislative aims for 1976, and its leaders talked roads,
tourism and new industry.

All these are important. But there are issues back of these that
are basic.

Who stands for protection of the roads we have, or those that
are to be built, from destruction by overweight trucks?

What is to be done to protect the scenery of this beautiful

region that could attract more tourists? to make the area at-
tractive to. new industry?

This is not to take a negative attitude toward the Mountain

- group. Its leader, Representative Dawahare, and others deserve
unstinted credit for taking a courageous stand at the last
legislative session and winning what many perhaps thought at
the outset was a hopeless battle. But to one who wasn’t there it
would appear from newspaper reports that the Caucus at its
Lexington meeting was concerned more with protecting the coal
industry than with devoting some time to thinking of the day
when many of the counties which now produce coal—that are, as
Mr. Dawahare said, '’ the goose that is laying golden eggs’'—will
have no coal to produce.

It seems obvious that stripmining, the cheapest and the
quickest method of recovering coal from most seams in the
region, will be continued. Then the Mountain Caucus and all
others who have an interest in Eastern Kentucky’s future should
do some serious thinking about how this mining method can be
conducted and yet not ruin the hills and streams.

The Triple Elkhorn Coal Company is now undertaking what is
termed the ‘“backhaul’’ method of stripmining. Reportedly, this
modification of block mining eliminates the ugly highwall now
seen along hundreds of mountainsides and drastically reduces or
eliminates the more damaging overburden.

This company says itis finding the new method costlier but not
excessively so and is pleased with the results. It proposes to
continue to ““backhaul’’ on all its future operations.

If this coal company can get at the coal and mine it in this way,
others can. And the legislators of Kentucky, those of Eastern
Kentucky, in particular, should include in their thinking
legislation that will require others to follow suit.

Roads will do no permanent good for the region if all they serve
isa way out for our people. Tourism is a pipedream if the rape of

- Eastern Kentucky is to continue. Other industry will not seek a
wasteland as a location.

The coal industry is vital. So is the land. And people.

Plaintiffs are John and Kate Ward,)
owners of the surface of the land involved
and also co-owners of the underlying coal
with other plaintiffs, Forrest and Lucy
Burchett, Joe Wheeler and Pauline
Burchett, Bradis and Sally Mae Goble
and Rebecca Burchett. Defendants are B
& H Elkhorn Coal Co., Inc., Triple
Elkhorn Mining Co. and the Harkins
Mineral Corporation.

The petition points out that the Harkins
Mineral Corp., claiming to own the
mineral underlying the tract of land, has
leased the coal for mining purposes to B
& H Elkhorn, which, in turn, contracted
with Triple Elkhorn to mine the coal. The
mining has been under way for several
months by augering and strip-mining |

Plaintiffs’ petition says that a bona fide
dispute arose over ownership of the
mineral but that this difference was
settled in 1927 by agreement as to the
boundary line and that plaintiffs have
since that time been in possession of both
the surface and the mineral without
interference until the mining was begun.
Ownership of the mineral also is claimed
on the grounds of adverse possession.

-b’amage to the land in the amount of
$25,000 is claimed because, the plaintiffs
allege, Triple Elkhorn has conducted
mining operations in ‘“‘such a wanton,
arbitrary and malicious manner . . . as to
cause great and permanent damage” to
the lands of plaintiffs. Punitive
damagesof $25,000, plus an accounting of
all coal mined and pay for such coal, also
are asked.

Letcher Store Out
Of Stamp Program

Atlanta, Ga.,—A Letcher county, Ky.
food store—Gibson’s Produce Market, of
Neon—has been rémoved from the fed-
eral food stamp program for violations,
the U. S. Department of Agriculture’s
. Foodand NutritionService (FNS) reports.

The store, which is owned by Astor
Gibson, was disqualified for one year,
starting June 2, after being charged with
selling ineligible items for food coupons.
Among the items were cigarettes,
cooking utensils and a barbecue set.

Robert L. Cunningham, in charge of
the Prestonsburg field office of the Food
and Nutrition Service, explained that the
market will not be allowed to accept food
coupons during the disqualification
period.

Food stamps, by law, can be used only
to buy food, Cunningham added. The only
exceptions, he noted, are garden seed
and plants to be used to produce food.

New Reclamation Laws Affect
Underground Coal Mines

FRANKFORT, Ky.—The 196 Ken-
tucky General Assembly decided that
“unregulated strip mining of coal con-
stitutes an imminent and inordinate peril
to the welfare of the Commonwealth”
and then went on to pass a stringent
reclamation law.

In 1974, the General Assembly took a
broader view of coal mining and the
environmental problems created in all
phases of the industry. When the
legislature adjourned in March, four
major bills strengthening the intent of
the original legislation had been passed
and signed by the governor.

For the first time, operators will be
responsible for surface disturbances
accompanying underground mining
activities. New regulations, which go into
effect this month, require state approval
of reclamation plans for land disturbed
at the face (opening), tipple, disposal
site, access and haul roads of deep
mines.

Reclamation officials in the Depart-
ment for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection say one of the
most noticeable effects of the regulation
will be an end to the abandoning of refuse
dumps. Hundreds of these coal waste
piles have been left after mine closings,
resulting in water pollution from their
runoffs and sulfur dioxide emissions
from uncontrolled burning.

Mines which cease operation prior to
July 1 will not be affected by the new
law; only existing and new operations
will be regulated.

Underground mining operators also
will be subjected to the same penalties as
those imposed on surface mine operators
for failure to comply with reclamation
laws. These include fines and possible
shutdowns. The Natural Resources
Department has closed temporarily 47
strip mines, and levied fines totaling
more than $47,000 for reclamation
violations in the first six months of this
year.

To guarantee reclamation, deep mine
operators must post the same bond as
surface miners. Next month the
minimum bond will be raised from $200
to $500 an acre and the maximum will be
increased $500 to $1,500.

Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection Secretary Thomas O. Harris
requested the bonding increase to meet
the rising cost of reclaiming defaulted
acres.

If an operator is unable or unwilling to
complete reclamation he automatically
forfeits his bond. The reclamation
division then uses the money to complete
reclamation. In 1971 the state was faced
with reclaiming some 37,000 defaulted
acres. Harris said officials then realized
that with the spiraling cost of grass,
fertilizer, equipment and fuels, $200 was
not enough money to do proper
reclamation.

The most far reaching aspect of the
new laws will not become effective until
July 1, 1975. On that date, operators will
be limited Lo the amount of rock and dirt
that can be pushed over the moun-
tainside. On a slope of 28 degrees or
greater, the operator must dispose of at
least 60 per cent of the disturbed land in
methods other than dumping it over the
nearest hillside.

Uncontrolled placement of spoil
material is listed as one of the major
causes of landslides and water pollution
in Eastern Kentucky.

Another law passed in the last
legislative session may have little effeet
on reclamation but could bring about a
decrease in surface mining. After
January 1, 1975, operators will be
required to obtain the surface owners’
written permission to disturb surface
area before the state can grant a permit.
Under the bitterly contested broad form
deed now in effect, mineral right owners
are allowed to strip coal on property they
do not own without the owner’s consent.

Reclamation officials said the
regulation may mean no mining in some
instances, but for the most part, they
said, it will mean property owners will be
able to negotiate for higher royalty fees
for allowing the mining on their land.

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Ky. To Wait on Fed.
Weight Limit Action

Frankfort, Ky.—Secretary of Trans-
portation Billy Paxton has announced
that no weight limits will be raised on
Kentucky highways with limits of 73,280
pounds until federal legislation affecting
weight limits passes the U. S. Congress.

Passage of Senate Bill 331 by the 1974
Kentucky General Assembly gives
Kentucky's Secretary of Transportation
permission to increase maximum weight
and length limits allowable for trucks
traveling on state-maintained highways.

The bill, which became law June 21,
allows the secretary to raise the present
weight limit of 73,280 pounds to 82,000
pounds on Class AAA highways which
are determined able to handle the weight
increase without unusual damage.

Paxton referred to U. S. House of
Representatives Bill 14046 which was
introduced April 9 *““to conserve energy
by providing temporary relief from
restrictions or sizes and weights of motor
vehicles using the Interstate System.” H.
R. 14046 has been assigned to committee
and no action has yet been taken.

“If we raised the weight limit to 82,000
pounds on our toll roads, for instance,”
said Paxton, * trucks traveling them at
that weight would be in violation of
federal law when they got off the toll road
and onto an interstate.

““That is primarily why we feel it is
not appropriate for us to reclassify any of
Kentucky’s highways to 82,000 pounds at
present. We would also be in conflict with
trucks coming through Kentucky from
adjoining states which still adhere /> the
federal limit."”

Senate Bill 331 also allows the
secretary Lo raise the length of vehicles
allowed on Kentucky highways from 55
feet to 65 feet. Federal law does not
conflict with individual states raising

their length limits.

“The portion of the law dealing with
length of vehicles will be put into effect
as of June 21,” said Paxton. “In general,
travel by vehicles up to 65 feet in length
will belegal on toll roads, interstates and
on other four-lane highways where
special permits were issued in the past
allowing access to the double-bottom
trucks; truck and trailer units; and truck
tractor, semi-trailer and trailer units
which are over 55 feet.”

Paxton added that engineering studies
presently are going forward on which
roads should be reclassified to 82,000
pounds. Paxton said this is in an-
ticipation of passage of the federal act
raising the interstate classification to
82,000 pounds.

DECLINING ENROLLMENTS
Elementary school enrollments were
down again in 1973, according to an
annual report released by the U. S.
Census Bureau. The 2.4 per cent drop
makes the third straight year total
elementary enrollments have declined.
In 1970, enrollment peaked at 34 million.

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A record crowd of more than 300 participated in the Floyd
County Eastern State Picnic at Archer Park here last Thursday.

Floyd county’s fourth annual Eastern
State Hospital Picnic was held last
Thursday at Archer Park here, with
more than 300 persons participating. The
event, according to Tim Atkinson, Floyd
county MCCC team director, had an “‘all-
day meetin’ and dinner on the ground”
quality.

Fifteen Eastern State Hospital
patients, 61 former patients, 14 ESH staff
members, Floyd County Mental Health
Association members, Mountain Com-
prehensive Care Center staff members,
and the families and friends of the
patients participated.

Planning and preparation for the
picnic were carried out by the Floyd
County Mental Health-Mental Retar-
dation Association, which sponsored
the picnic in cooperation with Eastern
State Hospital and Mountain Com-
prehensive Care Center staff. Food was
supplied and prepared by the Association
and by the patients’ families and friends.

Mountain Comprehensive Care Center
supplied transportation for former
patients and for the families and friends
of both former and present patients from
their homes (o the picnic and back home
again. In doing this, the agency used six
vans to transport a total of 100 persons
more than 1,000 miles,

Recreation activities for the day were
planned and conducted by Mountain
Comprehensive Care Center Adult Day
Treatment and DDS staff members.
Highlight of the activities was live music,
singing, and dancing. The music was
performed by an MCCC staff member,
Troy Calhoun, and a well-known Floyd
county educator, Marcus Owens.

What is the purpose of this annual
event? Is it worth all the time and effort
that goes into planning it and carrying it
out? Dr. Jerry Wysocki, director of Unit I
(the unit which serves Floyd county),
Eastern State Hospital, who accompanied

his patients back to their home county for
the event, as he has for the past four
years, is an exuberant advocate of the
benefits of such an activity for both his
patients and for Floyd county as a
community. He views it as a model ac-
tivity for bringing about the social in-
tegration of the mentally ill patient with
his home community.

Social isolation, Dr. Wysocki contends,
is one of the primary obstacles that the
mentally ill persons has to overcome,
once his emotional condition has become
stabilized and he is one the road to
recovery. But such isolation cannot be
overcome as long as the community fails
to provide the patient with the op-
portunity for direct social experience.
The annual Floyd County Eastern State
Picnie is cited as an example of & com-
munity’s willingness to offer that op-
portunity.

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ditional $1 a ton to mine coal but sees
benefits that will offset most of that extra
cost.

The issuance of a permit to mine the
land had been protested not only by the
landowners but also by the Floyd County
Save Our Land organization. Jim
Perkins, attorney for the Department of
Natural Resources, said it was not
certain the agency had jurisdiction in the
case but “‘it was our position all along
that we were going to provide a forum.”

(This case was not rushed to decision to
beat the deadline set by House Bill 9, the
so-called Broad Form Deed Bill, as was
reported by the Associated Press to
subscriber daily newspapers. The bill did
not become effective Friday, as AP
reported, but will take effect next
January 1.)

Natural Resources Commissioner
Thomas Harris said he gathers from
conversations relating to the new
legislation that some landowners will be
primarily interested in having their
property restored through reclamation
while others will be wanting to make a
profit on the strip mining operation.

“For those strip miners doing a good
job, the landowners are waiting on
them,”” he said. ‘I know this from talking
with them.”

Harris said very few operators in past
months have been arbitrarily mining
land under the broad form deed without
checking with the surface owner.

“We have worked out a voluntary plan
in which we ask the mineral rights owner
if he has checked with the landowner and
whether the landowner is satisfied,” he
said.

Gets $30,000 Grant

and implement education programs to
meet specific needs, Two education
programs the ROPES regional staff will
undertake are expansion of the limited
music program, making it accessible to
all students, and providing students an
opportunity to learn about drug abuse.

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Philadelphia Orchestra around to play
with. Daughter Angela, 13, the only child
still at home, plays French horn and
piano and during a recent visit to the
Ratcliff home Angela accompanied her
father in a beautiful duet for violins by
Pleyel, playing one of the string parts on
a flute. Although the performance was
practically flawless, Ratcliff explained
that “we only gave her the flute last
Christmas and she really hasn’t had any
fraining in it.”” Ken, a student at
Morehead, where he is working toward a
masters in art, plays second violin with
the MSU Orchestra and is also proficient
on guitar, Stevie, also an accomplished
artist, plays what Buddy describes as
“one of the finest basses you've ever
heard.”

In the Ratcliffs’ “music room,” his
collection of violins and other in-
struments line the walls, a starting bass
stands in the corner, and an electric bass
and amplifier, piano and cello stand
ready to make music. Ratcliff’s favorite
instrument is a German-made Hopf
violin from the mid-1800’s although his
oidest violin dates from the 1730’s.

Now, the gifted musician is preparing
for this fall when he is scheduled to teach
one of Prestonsburg Community
College’s Community Services Program
classes. Jim Ratcliff, director of the
program, heard of Buddy through an
acquaintance and immediately con-
tacted him concerning the possibilities of
teaching a class in violin, viola, bass and
cello. Both are exicted about the
possibility of forming string ensembles
and stimulating interest in chamber
music. ‘‘it will be worth it,” Buddy
Ratcliff said, “‘even if we can just work
out simple tunes and harmonies.”

In addition to playing the instruments
he loves, Ratcliff also refinishes and
reworks primarily string instruments,
and he has salvaged many a fine, old
fiddle from the effects of age. Ratcliff
also tunes pianos and, several years ago,
between jobs with nationally known
performers, he and his wife moved their
family to the Southwest where they
operated a trading post on- the
Navajo Indian reservation. “We lived in
an isolated area and had to learn to speak
some Navajo,” he said of the experience.

He can play chamber music with the
greatest sensitivity and dexterity—then,
in a moment, stand up and break into the
fastest, hardest driving fiddle tune
anyone ever heard. He still keeps in touch
with country music, occasionally touring
with Merle Travis in the Kentucky-West
Virginia-Virginia area, and now, with his
teaching position with the Community
Services Program, Buddy Ratcliff will,
for the first time in his life, outside his
own home, find others who want to learn
and play classical music together.

ORDINANCE NO. 5-714

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
PROVIDING FOR THE COM-
PENSATION TO BE PAID TO MEM-
BERS OF THE POLICE AND FIRE
DEPARTMENTS OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY:

SECTION 1: That new wage scales be
established effective as of July 1, 1974,
whereby all employees of the Fire and
Police Departments on and after July 1,
11974, shall be paid on an hourly basis,
‘with time-and-a-half for all hours worked
in excess of 40 hours in any one week, to
be paid bi-weekly.

SECTION 2: The Chief of Police of the
City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, shall be
paid the following compensation: 40
hours per week at $2.964 per hour;
overtime at $4.45 per hour, not to exceed
8 hours per week.

SECTION 4: The provisions of this
Ordinance are separable, and if any of
the provisions provided herein shall be
held invalid or unconstitutional by any
court of competent jurisdiction, such
decision of the court will not affect or
impair any other section, clause,
provision or portion of the Ordinance
which is not in itself invalid or un-
constitutional.

Rices and Glenn
Lose High Court
Ruling on Coal

The original litigants in a suit to
recover from the Greer-Ellison Coal
Company royalties on surface land and
coal mined are the only losers in an
opinion handed down last week by Ap-
pellate Judge Pleas Jones who sustained
in part and reversed in part a Floyd
circuit court judgment.

The land, lying on Cecil Branch of
Prater Creek, was leased from several
persons by the coal company, which
subsequently mined it. A. F. and
Florence Rice and Olivia Glenn, by her
committee, later filed suit to prove their
title to a portion of the land that had been
mined.

The lower court dismissed the claims
of others to royalties (10 cents per ton of
coal mined to owners of the surface and
20 cents a ton to owners of the mineral)
but held that the Rices and Glenn
claimants had established ownership by
adverse possession. It ruled that Mrs.
Sylvia Hall and the heirs of Claybourne
Bailey had legal title to the entire
boundary and that the Rices and Glenn
by adverse possession had title to what
was described as an overlap.

Effect of the appellate court opinion is
to establish the title of Mrs. Hall to the
mineral and that of the Bailey heirs to the
surface.

The entire court concurred in Justice
Jones’ opinion. The ruling pointed out
that the sole issue in appeal was on the
adverse possession awarded the Rices
and Glenn, that such possession depends
on five points and that if any one of the
five constituents is missing title is not
established. These points, the opinion
recited, are:

1. Possession must be hostile and under
claim of right; 2. It must be actual; 3. It
must be notorious and open; 4. It must be
exclusive, and, 5. It must be continuous.

While the litigation was spending the
company deposited royalties in escrow
with Circuit Clerk Frank DeRossett. The
amount involved dppm)\:lmated $15,000.

STATE AGENCY
CLOSES 4 MINES

Frankfort, Ky.—The rush to produce
more coal in Kentucky to meet the needs
of the national energy crisis continues to
result in an increasing number of
violations to surface mining reclamation
regulations by strip mine operators.

A record 47 surface mining operations
have been suspended temporarily so far
this year because their reclamation of
mined land has failed to meet the quality
standards required by the state
regulations. Thirty-three companies
were shut down for regulation violations
during all of 1973.

Four Eastern Kentucky coal
operations were closed during the first
weeks of June by the Division of
Reclamation of the Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection, which is charged with the
task of enforcing the regulations
governing reclaiming of surface mined
land. Operations suspended were H & P
Coal Co. of Grays, Knox county;
Wolverine Coal Co., of Salyersville;
Winston Coal Co., of Gilbert, W. Va,,
operating in Pike county, and Race Fork
Coal Co. of Pikeville.

Surface mining activity has almost
doubled in Kentucky during the first half
of 1974. A total of 489 permits had been
issued by the division of reclamation
through May, compared to 239 during the
same period last year. Also, a total of
16,762 acres had received permits for
surface mining through May, compared
to 9,866 acres in the same time last year.

One of Toll Roads
Showing May Gains

The Mountain Parkway was one of one
three Kentucky toll facilities which
during May showed a gain in cash
receipts over the same month one year
ago. Overall, collections were down,
last month’s cash receipts were
$1,839,561, compared with $1, 907,732 for
May, 1973.

A breakdown of the receipts on each
facility as compared to the same period
last year follows:

Kentucky Turnpike, $692,008, down
from $787,314; Shawneetown Bridge,
$32,219, down from $32,471; the Mountain
Parkway, $195,546, up from $165,507;
Western Kentucky Parkway, $294,751,
down from $310,974; Blue Grass Park-
way, $175,096, down from $191,608;
Jackson Purchase Parkway, $42,786,
down from $43,219; Pennyrile Parkway,
$145,397, down from $163,662; Sebree
Bridge, $3,730, down from $4,978;
Audubon Parkway, $42,173, up from
$40,722; Daniel Boone Parkway, $22,253,
down from $22, 551; Green River Park-
way, $119,133, up from $114,060; and the
Cumberland Parkway, which was only
partially opened in May of 1973, collected
$74,468, up from $20,665.

City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
AUTHORIZING THE BORROWING OF
MONEY FOR INTERIM FINANCING
IN ANTICIPATION OF THE CITY’S
ISSUANCE OF ITS “WATER, SEV'ER
AND NATURAL GAS SYSTEM
REVENUE BONDS, SERIES OF 1974,
ACCORDING TO THE CITY’S LOAN
AGREEMENT WITH THE UNITED
STATES OF AMERICA, ACTING
*THROUGH THE FARMERS HOME
ADMINISTRATION OF THE
DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE;
RECOGNIZING THE CITY’S
ESTABLISHMENT AND CREATION
OF A SPECIAL CONSTRUCTION FUND
WHEREIN THERE SHALL BE
DEPOSITED FROM TIME TO TIME
MONEYS RECEIVED FROM ALL
SOURCES FOR THE CONSTRUCTION
OF THE PROJECT INTENDED TO BE
FINANCED THROUGH THE
ISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS:
AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION
AND DELIVERY OF PROMISSORY
NOTES FROM TIME TO TIME IN
EVIDENCE OR SUCH BORROWING;
PLEDGING REPAYMENT OF SAID
LOAN AND INTEREST THEREON
FROM THE PROCEEDS OF SUCH
BONDS AND FEDERAL GRANTS;
AND PRESCRIBING CONDITIONS
RELATING TO DISBURSEMENTS
FROM SUCH CONSTRUCTION FUND.

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg,
Floyd County, Kentucky (the “City”),
has entered into a ‘‘Loan Agreement”
with the United States of America, acting
through the agency of the Farmers Home
Administration of the Department of
Agriculture (“FHA"), as represented by
an FHA Letter to the City, contemplating
the issuance by the City of $315,000 *“‘City
of Prestonsburg Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System Revenue Bonds,
Series of 1974,” the proceeds thereof,
together with certain Governmental
Grants, to be applied to the construction
of extensions to the existing municipal
combined and consolidated Water, Sewer
and Natural Gas System (the
“System’), together with necessary
appurtenances; and

WHEREAS, it is neither comtemplated
nor agreed that any portion of the FHA
Loan will be disbursed or otherwise
made available to the City until the
Project has been commenced and is
approaching completion; but it is
required, under the terms and conditions
of the FHA Letter, and according to
prevailing FHA regulations, that in
anticipation of the receipt of the proceeds
of the City’s Revenue Bonds and Federal
Grants, the City may, and is required to,
borrow money on an interim basis to
provide for the payment of necessary
costs and expenses of the 1974 Project,
with provision that such borrowed
money, and interest thereon, shall be
repaid from the proceeds of said Bonds
and Federal Grants; and

WHEREAS, in order that the City’s
1974 Project may be undertaken it is
necessary that the City authorize and
make provision for the borrowing of
interim construction funds, and for the
repayment thereof in the contemplated
~ manner; and

WHEREAS, the City has made
arrangements with The Bank Josephine,
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, to borrow, as
needed from time to time, up to $1,000,000
for interim purposes pending the
authorization, sale and delivery of such
Bonds, upon condition that such loan,
with interest thereon at the rate of six per
cent (6 percent) per annum be repaid to
said Bank when such Bonds are issued
and the proceeds thereof are received by
the City, and when the Federal Grants
are received by the City,

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, DOES
HEREBY ORDAIN, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. It is hereby recognized and
acknowledged that for the purposes
described in the preamble of this Or-
dinance the City Council, by a certain
Ordinance concurrently adopted, has
created and established a special and
separate fund or account of the City, and
the same has been designated as the

~ “Water, Sewer and Natural Gas System

Construction Fund of 1974 (the ‘1974

Construction Fund’’). Said 1974 Con-

struction Fund shall be maintained in

The Bank Josephine, Prestonsburg,

Kentucky, said Bank being a member of

the Federal Deposit Insurance Corp-

oration. There shall be deposited in said

1974 Construction Fund by the Treasurer

of the City from time to time all moneys

received from any and all sources which
are obtained for the purposes of the
aforesaid 1974 Project (except amounts
provided to be set aside for capitalized
interest), including moneys borrowed
from said identified Bank. A true and
accurate separate accounting shall be
made of all deposits in and disbur-
sements from said 1974 Construction

Fund, and at no time shall there by any

commingling with other moneys of the

said City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky.

Section 2. The borrowing of up to the
aggregate sum of $1,000,000 from The
Bank Josephine, Prestonsburg, Ken-
tucky, is hereby authorized; and the
Mayor and City Clerk are hereby
authorized to execute in the name and on
behalf of the City any number of
negotiable promissory notes, in such
form as may be prescribed by said Bank,
each evidencing an advance of cash
funds by said Bank to the City; and said
Bank is hereby authorized and requested
to make dishursement of the proceeds of
each such promissory note by depositing
the same to the credit of the City in the

aforesaid 1974 Construction Fund,
hereinabove created and established in
the custody of said The Bank Josephine,
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, simultaneously
furnishing the Treasurer of the City a
copy of a deposit slip, credit slip, or other
proper evidence of such deposit. The
authority hereby given to the Mayor and
City Clerk shall include the execution of
renewal notes in evidence of renewal and
extension of notes becoming due,
providing the aggregate of the principal
amount of all such promissory notes
outstanding and payable to said Bank
shall not exceed $1,000,000, and providing
each note which is renewed or super-
seded is simultaneously cancelled by
said Bank and transmitted to the
Treasurer of the City. The rate of interest
applicable to each note, and each
renewal note, shall be six per cent (6
percent) per annum.

Section 3. As permitted and con-
templated by FHA procedures and
practices, the City hereby covenants and
agrees with the aforesaid Bank named in
Section 2 that upon issuance and delivery
of the City’s aforesaid Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System Revenue Bonds,
according to the terms and provisions of
the FHA Letter, the City will apply the
proceeds thereof, and the proceeds of
such Grants, to whatever extent may be
necessary, in payment of the principal
amount of all such notes then held by said
Bank, together with interest thereon to
the date of such payment, and the
proceeds of said Bonds and the proceeds
of the Federal Grants are hereby pledged
therefor, and the same shall constitute a
first and prior charge against the same.

Section 4. Upon the occasion of each
request of the City for an advance by said
Bank, it is agreed that there shall be
tendered to said Bank a promissory
note executed in the name and
on behalf of said City by the Mayor
and City Clerk in the amount of the ad-
vance then requested, accompanied by
one or more vouchers, certificates, or
other written instruments in appropriate
form wherein it is certified or affirmed
by Howard K. Bell Consulting Engineers,
Inc., Lexington, Kentucky, Consulting
Engineers for the City, that to the extent
the amount requested to be advanced
represents payment to construction
contractors, or to the Consulting
Engineers, the same represents sums
duly earned by and payable to such
contractors or the Consulting Engineers,
in accordance with a contract duly
authorized and executed on behalf of said
City, each such written instrument to
bear an approving countersignature of
the Mayor of the City. To the extent that
the amount of any requested advance
shall be for items not relating to con-
struction contracts or compensation of
the Consulting Engineers, it shall he
certified by the City Treasurer, with the
approving countersignature of the

Mayor, that the requested advance

represents an expenditure which may be
properly made under FHA loan
procedures, and which is eligible for
payment or repayment by the City from
the proceeds of the aforesaid Revenue
Bonds. ;

There shall also be submitted with
each such request for an advance, checks
drawn upon the aforesaid ‘‘Construction
Fund” aggregating the amount of such
advance, each check to be signed by the
Treasurer and countersigned by the
Mayor; and upon approval of the
request, acceptance of the promissory
note by said Bank, and deposit of the
amount thereof in the aforesaid ‘‘Con-
struction Fund,” said checks may be
released or transmitted to the respective
payees thereof, and the same shall
represent authorized withdrawals from
said Construction Fund. %

Section 5. The following are genuine
signatures of the Mayor, City Clerk and
City Treasurer, respectively, of the City
of Prestonsburg, Kentucky:

Mayor: William O. Goebel Jr.

City Clerk: Beverly M. Hackworth

City Treasurer: Jeanette McCauley

Said Bank is authorized to accept and
rely upon genuine signatures of the said
officials, as the same appear above, until
such time as said Bank may be notified in
writing by formal résolution or ordinance
duly adopted by the City Couneil, that
any or all of said officers no longer hold
their respective offices, or until such
time as they are netified of the delegation
of authority to other officials.

Section 6. Moneys from time to time on
deposit in said Construction Fund in
excess of the amount secured by the
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation,
if any, shall be secured by a valid pledge
to the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, of
direct obligations of, or obligations the
principal of and interest.on which are
fully guaranteed by, the United States of
America, having at all times a market
value (exclusive of acerued interest), at
least equal to the balance maintained on
deposit therein. If at any time there
should be on deposit in said Construction
Fund moneys in excess of the estimated
disbursements on account of the 1974
Project for the next ninety (90) days, the
City reserves the right to direct that The
Bank Josephine invest such excess funds
in direct obligations of, or obligations the
principal of and interest on which are
guaranteed by, the United States
Government, which shall mature not
later than eighteen (18) months after the
date of each investment and which shall
be subject to redemption at any time by
the holder thereof. Earnings received
from any such investments shall be
deposited by the City in the Construction
Fund., Any moneys remaining in the
Construction Fund after all costs of the
Project have been paid and all loans and
advances reimbursed, shall be promptly
used to the extent possible for the

redemption of Bonds of the issue referred
to herein; and any residue shall be
deposited in the account established in
the Bond-authorizing Ordinance for
the payment of the principal of an interest
on such Bonds.

Section 7. Bond Counsel retained by the
City for the preparation of the Bond
transcript documents to conform to FHA
specifications, practices, procedures and
requirements shall be furnished certified
copies of this Ordinance, and shall be
guided thereby; and said Bond Counsel is
instructed to provide in the Bond-
authorizing Ordinance a reference to the
fact that this Ordinance has been adopted
in anticipation of the issuance of the
Bonds.

Section 8. This Ordinance shall be in
full force and effect from and after its
adoption and approval, and publication
as provided by law. The City Clerk is
authorized to provide to the Bank named
in Section 1 hereof one or more certified
copies hereof, and the same shall con-
stitute official evidence of all matters set
forth herein.

Set at College

A regional energy conservation
seminar will be held here Friday at
Prestonsburg Community College’s Pike
auditorium. The session will run from 1
to 4:30 p.m.

The seminar will be the eighth in a
series being sponsored by the Kentucky
Department of Commerce and
Associated Industries of Kentucky. The
regional seminars are designed for
engineers, technicians and others with
business and industry who have
responsibility for energy planning and
management.

Opinions From Office
Of Attorney General

Among opinions released last week
from the office of Atty. Gen. Ed W.
Hancock were the following:

In response to questions from Abe
Hammons, superintendent of the Bards-
town schools, and Ray Corns, state
Department of Education attorney, Atty.
Gen. Ed W. Hancock issued an opinion
saying that four school programs in
Bardstown are operated illegally. The
legality of the four federally financed
programs was questioned when it was
noted that two of the programs were
offered to students in religiously
segregated classes.

Atty. Gen. Hancock issued an opinion
saying that elections concerning the sale
of distilled spirits and wine by the drink
must be held in all precincts of a city.
Additionally, only constitutionally
qualified voters are allowed to vote in
such elections. The question was sub-
mitted by Mrs. Nina Mooney, county
court clerk, Shepherdsville.

Atty. Gen. Hancock has issued an
opinion that the director of safety in cities
can appoint special policemen to make
traffic arrests and issue traffic citations.
He may also empower these special’
policemen to make arrests and grant
them the powers of regular policemen
within the city. The opinion was handed
down in response to a question from
Edwin Paul, legal affairs officer,
University of Louisville.

Atty. Gen. Hancock has issued an
opinion that a fiscal court may ap-
propriate dues for the newly formed
Kentucky Association of County Of-)
ficials. The ruling came in response to a
query from Robert F. Stephens,
president of the Kentucky County Judges
Association.

MERGER RECOMMENDED

Consideration of a merger between
Montgomery county and Mt. Sterling
independent school districts was
recommended by the Kentucky
Department of Education. The recom-
mendation was made to the Montgomery
County Board of Education at a special
meeting last month. It was brought out
that, unless ordered by the state, the Mt.
Sterling School District must take the
first step toward a merger of the twok,
systems by asking to be taken in by the
Montgomery county school district. The
report recommended that ‘‘active
consideration” should be given by the
board to the merger of the schools
through joint discussion and study by the
boards of the two systems.

‘Tweety Bird’ Sizemore Convicted
By Dist. Court in Machine Gun Case

Among those convicted in U. S. district
court at London, Ky. last week was
Tinsley (Tweety Bird) Sizemore, 29, of
Combs, Perry county, who was charged
with the illegal possession of a Beretta
machine gun.

Sizemore pleaded guilty and was
sentenced to 30 months in prison by U. S.
District Judge H. David Hermansdorfer.
Two others—Timothy Clemons, 22, and
his father, Roscoe Clemons, 54—who
were co-defendants in the same case,
were acquitted after a jury trial.

U. S. Attorney Eugene E. Siler, Jr.,
said the case stemmed from trouble at
Howell's Inn, near Combs, last Aug. 31.
Kentucky State Police were called to the
scene, and Troopers Donnie Williamson
and Danny Hammonds atttempted to

stop a pickup truck which Sizemore was
driving and in which the Clemonses were
passengers. In the ensuing chase the
machine gun was thrown from a window
of the truck. Inside the cab of the truck
were found two clips of ammunition and
two pistols.

Payment for Loss
Of Bees Is Possible

The Secretary of Agriculture is
authorized to make indemnity payments
to beekeepers who, through no fault of
their own, lose bees as a result of the use
of approved pesticides near or adjacent
to the property where the beehives are
located. In order for a beekeeper to
qualify for payment for such loss, he is
required to notify his local ASCS office in
writing before July 15 each year of the
location of each apiary and the number
of colonies and green nuclei he maintains
at each apiary.

All beekeepers are urged to register
their bees at their local ASCS office
before July 15, in order to receive
compensation for loss.

CLUSIVE, OF THE KENTUCKY
REVISED STATUTES, FOR THE
PURPOSE OF PAYING THE COST (TO

Gas System Revenue Bonds,” dated
November 1, 1963 (the ‘‘Bonds of 1963" or
the 1963 Bonds’’), of an original issue of
$586,000 principal amount of said Bonds;
AND WHEREAS, said municipal
water and sewer systems were ordered
by the Ordinance authorizing certain
Bonds of 1956 (the City of Prestonsburg
Water and Sewer Revenue Bonds, dated
November 1, 1956) to be combined and
consolidated into a single, revenue-
producing public (water and sewer)
project, said Bonds of 1956 having been
refunded through the application of a
portion of the proceeds of the aforesaid
Bonds of 1962; and
WHEREAS, said water, sewer and
natural gas systems were ordered by the
Ordinance authorizing the aforesaid
Bonds of 1963 to be combined and con-
solidated into a single revenue-producing
municipal Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System, subject as to the revenues of the
municipal water and sewer portions
thereof, to the vested rights and
priorities in favor of the holders of said
outstanding Bonds of 1962; and
WHEREAS, said City subsequently
sold and issued its $248,000 ‘‘Water,
Sewer and Natural Gas System Revenue
Bonds, Series of 1969," dated February 1,
1969, pursuant to a certain Ordinance
which was adopted on April 17, 1969
(subject to and in full acknowledgment of
the prior vested rights and priorities of
the Bonds of 1963); and $239,000 thereof
are outstanding at the date of adoption of
this Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, it is provided in Section
21(a) of the Ordinance of April 17, 1969,
authorizing the aforesaid 1969 Bonds,
that future bonds may be issued payable
from Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System Revenues, ranking on a basis of
parity and equality with the 1969 Bonds,
- but only with the consent of the holders of

(4) The terms ‘‘construction project”
or ‘1974 project’’ shall be deemed to
refer specifically to the construction of
extensions, additions and improvements
to the existing municipal combined and
consolidated public Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System, as contemplated
and recommended in the aforesaid
report of the Engineers, the cost of which,
construction project, not otherwise
provided, is being financed by the Bonds
authorized herein (supplemented by
Federal Grants);

(5) ‘“1956 Bonds’’' or ‘‘Bonds of 1956
shall be used synonymously in this Or-
dinance and shall be deemed to refer to
the City of Prestonsburg Water and
Sewer Revenue Bonds, dated November
1, 1956, as authorized by Ordinance of the
City Council of said City, adopted on
October 24, 1956, and which Bonds of 1956
have now been retired;

(6) The term ‘“1956 Bond Ordinance’
refer'S to the Ordinance of the City
Council of the City, adopted on October
24, 1956, authorizing the issuance of the
Bonds of 1956, certain provisions of which
are still controlling, notwithstanding
complete retirement of all of the Bonds of
1956 ;

(7) “1962 Bonds'' or ‘‘Bonds of 1962”
shall be used synonymously in this Or-
dinance and shall be deemed to refer to
the outstanding City of Prestonsburg
Water and Sewer Revenue Refunding
Bonds, dated November 1, 1962, as
authorized by Ordinance of the City
Council of said City, adopted on October
15, 1963;

(8) The term ‘‘1962 Bond Ordinance”
refers to the Ordinance of the City
Council of the City duly adopted on Oc-
tober 15, 1963, authorizing the issuance of
the Bonds of 1962;

(9) ‘“1963 Bonds’’ or ‘“‘Bonds of 1963"
shall be used synonymously in this Or-
dinance and shall be deemed to refer to
the outstanding City of Prestonsburg
Water, Sewer and Natural Gas System
Revenue Bonds of 1963, dated November
1, 1963, as authorized by Ordinance of the
City Council of said City, adopted on
April 21, 1963;

(10) The term ‘“1963 Bond Ordinance’’
refers to the Ordinance of the City
Council of the City, adopted on April 21,
1964, authorizing the issuance of the
Bonds of $963;

(11) *“ 1969 Bonds'’ or ‘“Bonds of 1969
are used synonymously in this Or-
dinance, and refer to ““City of Prestons-
burg Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System Revenue Bonds, Series of 1969,”
dated February 1, 1969, as authorized by
an Ordinance of said City adopted on
April 17, 1969;

(12) The term ‘‘1969 Bond Ordinance
refers to the Ordinance adopted by the
City Council of the City on April 17, 1969,
-authorizing issuance of the Bonds of 1969;

(13) The term ‘“‘previously issued
Bonds” refers to any and all of said

outstanding Bonds of 1962, 1963 and 1969;
(14) The term ‘‘previous Bond Or-
dinances’ refers to said 1956, 1962, 1963

and 1969 Bond Ordinances, or to any of

same as the context may require.

(15) The terms ‘‘the Bonds” or ‘“‘these
Bonds” or ‘“‘the Bonds of 1974 or “1974
Bonds” shall be used synonymously in
this Ordinance and refer to any or all of
the $315,000 of Bonds of the issue herein
authorized, of City of Prestonsburg
Water, Sewer and Natural Gas System
Revenue Bonds, Series of 1974;

(16) The term ‘‘1974 Bond Ordinance”
refers to this Ordinance authorizing said
$315,000 of Bonds of 1974;

(17) The term *‘ 1956 Revenue Fund”
refers to the *‘City of Prestonsburg Water
and Sewer Revenue Fund of 1956
created in Section 8 of the 1956 Bond
Ordinance and re-affirmed in Section 13
of the 1963 Bond Ordinance, and again re-
affirmed in Section 17 of the 1969 Bond
Ordinance.

(18) The terms “‘Sinking Fund of 1956"
and ‘“ 1956 Bond Fund’’ refer to the ‘‘City
of Prestonsburg Water and Sewer
Revenue Bond and Interest Redemption
Fund of 1956"" created in the 1956 Bond
Ordinance for the retirement of the
Bonds of 1956 and re-affirmed in the 1962,
1963 and 1969 Bond Ordinances;

(19) The term “‘ 1956 Depreciation
Fund”’ refers to the ‘“Water and Sewer
Depreciation Fund of 1956” created in the
1956 Bond Ordinance and re-affirmed in
the 1962, 1963 and 1969 Bond Ordinances;

(20) The term *‘ 1956 Operation and
Maintenance Fund”’ refers to the *‘City of
Prestonsburg Waterworks and Sewer
Operation and Maintenance Fund of
1956"’ created in the 1956 Bond Ordinance
and reaffirmed in the 1962, 1963 and 1969
Bond Ordinances;

(21) The term ‘‘Bond and Interest Fund
of 1963" refers to the ‘“‘Bond and Interest
Fund of 1963’ created in Section 13 of the
1963 Bond Ordinance for the purpose of
providing for the principal and interest
requirements on the Bonds of 1963;

(22) The term *‘Sinking Fund Reserve
of 1963 refers to the Debt Service
Reserve constituting a portion of the
Bond and Interest Fund of 1963, created
in Section 13 of the 1963 Bond Ordinance;

(23) The terms ‘“‘Revenue Fund of
1969,” “‘Sinking Fund of 1969,” ‘‘Sinking
Fund Reserve of 1969,” ‘‘City of
Prestonsburg 1969 Bond and Interest
Payment Account,” and ‘‘Depreciation
Fund of 1969’ shall be deemed to refer to
such Funds and Accounts as created in
Section 18 of the 1969 Bond Ordinance;

(24) “Fiscal Agent’’ means such Fiscal
Agent as the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration of the U, S. Department of
Agricultue may designate as the place of
payment of principal and interest in-
stallments due on a Fully Registered
Installment Bond representing all or a
part of the 1974 Bonds of the City payable
to said Administration, as provided
herein;

(25) ““Engineer’’ or ‘‘Engineers”’
means the engineers (or one of them)
who prepared the plans and
specifications for the construction of said
1974 project, and who will supervise the
construction thereof, and shall be
deemed to refer to Howard K. Bell,
Consulting Engineers, Inc., 553 South
Limestone Street, Lexington, Kentucky
40501 ;

(26) ‘‘Independent Consulting
Engineer’’ refers to an Independent
Consulting Engineer or firm of
Engineers of recognized Kentucky
reputation in the fields of water, sewer
and natural gas system engineering, and
such definition includes the Engineers
named above;

(27) ‘“Payee bank,” “Paying Agent,”
or “Depository Bank’’ means the bank at
which the principal and interest on the
Bonds herein authorized will be payable,
and which shall continue to serve as the
depository of the Revenue Fund of 1969,
and the Sinking Fund of 1969, referred to
in this Ordinance, and also as the Bond
Registrar, which bank is The First
National Bank of Prestonsburg, Ken-
tucky, or its successor; but such terms do
not include reference to said bank as the
depository of the “Construction Fund of

- 1974,” inasmuch as the City Council has

elected to designate The Bank Josephine,
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, as the
depository therefor;

(28) ‘“‘Construction Fund of 1974”
means the fund having that designation
as set forth in this Ordinance, which shall
be maintained in The Bank Josephine,
Prestonsburg, Kentucky;

(29) ‘‘Alternate payee bank’’ or
‘“alternate paying agent”’ means the
Chemical Bank, 30 Broad Street, New
York City, New York;

(30) “FDIC” refers to the Federal
Deposit Insurance Corporation;

(31) “Fiscal year” refers to the period
from November first of each year
through October thirty-first of the next
year;

(32) “United States Government’ or
“Government,”” or “FHA,” includes the
Farmers Home Administration,
Department of Agriculture or any
agency of the Government which may
succeed to its functions;

(33) “Fully Registered Bond’’ refers to
a single, non-negotiable Bond payable to
FHA, or its successor, or its registered
assigns, of the form set out in this Or-
dinance under the title ““(FORM OF
FULLY REGISTERED BOND).”

(34) “U. S. obligations'’ means bonds
or notes which are the direct obligations
of the United States of America or
obligations the principal of and interest
on which are guaranteed by the United
States of America;

(35) “Original purchaser’”’ means the
agency, person, firm or firms to whom
the $315,000 of Bonds of 1974 are awarded
at the public sale of the Bonds, or their

successors; and

(36) The words, ‘‘bond,” ‘‘owner,”
“holder,” and ‘‘person’ shall include the
plural as well as the singular number
unless the context shall otherwise in-
dicate. The term ‘‘bondholder”” means
and contemplates, unless the context
otherwise indicates, the holder of the
Bonds (and-or coupons) at the time
issued and outstanding hereunder, or any
of them, and shall be deemed to include
the Registered Owner of a Fully
Registered Bond provided for herein,

Section 2. Recognition and Con-
firmation of Prior Liens, Pledges and
Security. The City of Prestonsburg
hereby expressly recognizes and
acknowledges:

(a) That the City has previously
created for the benefit and protection of
the owners and the holders of the
aforesaid Bonds of 1962, certain liens,
pledges and security rights relating to
the combined and consolidated
municipal Water and Sewer System of
the City, all as set forth in said Bonds of
1962 and in the 1956 Bond Ordinance and
the 1962 Bond Ordinance;

(b) That the City has previously
created for the benefit and protection of
the owners and the holders of the
aforesaid Bonds of 1963, certain liens,
pledges and security rights relating to
the combined and consolidated
municipal Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System of the City, all as set forth in said
Bonds of 1963 and in the 1963 Bond Or-
dinance (subject to the aforesaid prior
similar liens, pledges and other security
rights theretofore created in the 1962
Bond Ordinance with reference to the
Bonds of 1962); and

(c) That the City has previously-

created for the benefit and protection of
the owners and holders of the aforesaid
Bonds of 1969, certain liens, pledges and
security rights relating to the combined
and consolidated municipal Water,
Sewer and Natural Gas System (subject
to the aforesaid prior similar liens,
pledges and other security rights
theretofore created in the 1962 Ordinance
for the 1962 Bonds and in the 1963 Or-
dinance for the 1963 Bonds); and all of
said 1969 Bonds were purchased and are
held by the Economic Development
Administration of the United States
Department of Commerce (EDA), and
pursuant to Section 21(a) of the 1969
Ordinance, as aforesaid, EDA has been
requested to consent that the 1974 Bonds
hereinafter authorized be issued on a
basis of parity and equality as to security
and source of payment with the 1969
Bonds; :

and it is hereby expressly recognized,
acknowledged and covenanted that there
shall be a strict separate accounting at
all times of the income and revenues
produced by the operation of said Water,

Sewer and Natural Gas facilities of the .
~City, which now constitute the combined

and consolidated public Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System of the City, ac-
cording to the 1962 Ordinance and the
1963 Ordinance; and said prior liens,
pledges and other security rights are,
with respect to such income and
revenues, prior and superior to any and
all liens, pledges and other security
rights hereinafter created in connection
with the issuance of the ‘City of
Prestonsburg Water, Sewer and Natural
Gas System Revenue Bonds, Series
1974,” until such time as said previously
issued and outstanding 1962 Bonds and
1963 Bonds shall have been fully paid,
both principal and interest, in ac-
cordance with the terms thereof; but
provided, however, that with the express
consent of EDA, these 1974 Bonds will
rank on a basis of parity and equality as
to security and source of payment with
the 1969 Bonds. In the normal course of
events, said 1962 Bond Issue will be fully
matured and paid off as of November 1,
1989, and said 1963 Bond Issue will be
fully matured and paid off as of
November 1, 2003.

Section 3. Municipal Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System to Continue to be
Operated as a Single, Combined and
Consolidated Revenue-Producing Public
Project; Approval of Construction
Through Interim Financing. That the
action of the City Council of the City in
ordering in the 1963 Bond Ordinance that
the municipal water, sewer and natural
gas systems of the City be combined and
consolidated and constitute a single
municipal Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System and that same be owned, con-
trolled, operated and maintained on a
combined and consolidated basis, and on
a revenue-producing basis, be and the
same is hereby ratified and confirmed,
and same shall continue to be designated
as the “City of Prestonsburg Water,
Sewer and Natural Gas System.” It is
further determined and ordained that
so long as any of the Bonds of 1974
hereinafter authorized and any parity
bonds shall remain outstanding, said
municipal Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System shall continue to be owned,
controlled, operated and maintained by
the City as a single, combined and
consolidated revenue-producing public
project or system, pursuant to Sections
58.010 through 58.140 of the Kentucky
Revised Statutes, for the security and
source of payment of said Bonds of 1974;
but in full recognition and
acknowledgement, nevertheless, of the
prior rights, as hereinabove set out,
incident to the 1962 and 1963 Bond Issues,
ineluding (a) the rights of the holders of
the Bonds of 1962 to a separate ac-
counting for water and sewer revenues,
and (b) the rights of the holders of the
1963 Bonds to prior liens, pledges and
security rights upon combined Water,
Sewer and Natural Gas Revenues as
provided in the 1963 Ordinance; but on a
parity with the 1969 Bonds. That the

action of the City in initiating the 1974
Project, as defined above, pursuant to
interim financing, in contemplation of
the issuance of the Bonds of 1974, is
hereby authorized, approved, ratified
and confirmed.

Section 4. Authorization of 1974 Bonds.

For the purpose of defraying the cost (not

Notice of any such optinal prepayment
shall be given at least thirty days prior to
the prepayment date by mailing by
registered mail to the Registered Owner
of this Bond, a Notice fixing such
prepayment date, the amount of prin-
cipal,and the premium, if any, to be
prepaid; but the requirement of notice by
registered mail may be waived,
whereupon any means of communicating
the notice of optional payment, ac-
ceptable to the Registered Owner hereof,
shall be sufficient.

So long as the United States of
America, Farmers Home Ad-
ministration, is the payee of this Bond,
the City shall have the right to prepay on
any interest payment date, without being
required to publish any notice thereof,
the entire unpaid principal amount
hereof, or such lesser portion thereof in
multiples of $1,000 as the City may
determine, at the principal amount
thereof plus accrued interest to the date
of such prepayment, without any
redemption premium.

It is provided in and by said Ordinance
that this Bond is and will continue to be
payable from and secured by an ex-
clusive pledge of a fixed portion of the net
income and revenues to be derived from

. the operation of said combined and

consolidated municipal Water, Sewer
and Natural Gas System, on a basis of
parity and equality s to security and
source of payment with the 1969 Bonds,
hereinabove referred to, after providing
for the vested rights and priorities in
favor of said outstanding Bonds of 1962

and 1963, and after providing for all of the
requirements of the previous Bond Or-
dinances, which fixed portion of said net
income and revenues shall be sufficient
to pay the principal of and interest on this
Bond, and the outstanding 1969 Bonds, as
and when the same become due and
payable, and which shall continue to be
set aside as a special fund for that pur-
pose and identified as the *“City of
Prestonsburg Water, Sewer and Gas
Sinking Fund of 1969’’; provided,
however, as aforesaid, that this Bond is
issued in full recognition and
acknowledgement of all liens, pledges
and security rights previously created

and existing for the security of all of said.

outstanding Bonds of 1962 and 1963 until
such time as the same are paid in full.

This Bond does not constitute an in-
debtedness of the City of Prestonsburg
within the meaning of any constitutional
or statutory provisions or limitations.
Said City covenants that so long as any
part of this Bond is outstanding and
unpaid, said combined and consolidated
municipal Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System will be continuously operated as
a revenue-producing underfaking and
that the City will fix, and if necessary,
adjust from time to time, such rates for
the services and facilities of said System
and collect and account for the income
and revenues therefrom so as to main-
tain in said Fund an amount sufficient to
pay promptly the interest on and prin-
cipal of this Bond and said outstanding
1969 Bonds, and also to pay the cost of
operation, maintenance and
depreciation of said project; all subject
to the vested priorities aforesaid.

This Bond is exempt from taxation in
the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

It is hereby certified, recited and
declared that all acts, conditions and
things required to exist, happen and be
performed precedent to and in the
issuance of this Bond, do exist, have
existed, have happened and have been
performed in due time, form and manner
as required by law, and that the amount
of this Bond, together with all other
obligations of said City, does not exceed
any limit prescribed by the Constitution
or Statutes of the Commonwealth of
Kentucky.

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Section 9. Issuance of 1974 Fully
Registered Bond; Convertible Into
Coupon Bonds. In the event that when the
Bonds of 1974 are offered for public sale,
the United States of America, Farmers
Home Administration, shall become the
purchaser of all or any part of said issue
of 1974 Bonds, and shall so request, the
City shall, at the option of such pur-
chaser, issue a single Bond (hereinafter
referred to as a ‘‘Fully Registered
Bond"'), amounting in the aggregate to

the principal amount of the Bonds so
purchased, maturing as to principal in
installments corresponding to the
principal maturities of the Coupon Bonds
represented thereby. Such Fully
Registered Bond shall be number R-1, of
type composition, on paper of sufficient
weight and strength to prevent
deterioration until the last day of
maturity of any installment of principal
as stated therein, and shall conform in
size to standard practice. Such Fully
Registered Bond shall, upon execution on
behalf of the City as prescribed above in
the form of such Fully Registered Bond,
constitute a part of the (or the entire)
issue of Bonds of 1974 herein authorized
and referred to, shall be without interest
coupons, registered as to principal and
interest, payable as directed by the
Payee, and shall be in substantially the
form hereinabove set forth.

The City hereby covenants and agrees
with the Registered Owner and holder of
such Fully Registered Bond that the City
will, at the request of such holder, at the
City’s own expense and within ninety (90)
day of such request, issue its negotiable,
bearer Coupon Bonds (registrable as to
principal only), in form as set forth in
Section 8A hereof, in the denomination of
$1,000, in aggregate principal amount,
maturing as to principal and bearing
interest, respectively, equivalent to the
unpaid installments of principal and
interest then represented by such Fully
Registered Bond which is surrendered in
exchange therefor. Coupon Bonds shall
be so issued and substituted only for and
upon surrender to the City of the
corresponding Fully Registered Bond,
which shall then immediately be can-
celled by the City Treasurer.

Section 10. 1974 Coupons and Interest
Payment Dates Maturing Before
Delivery. Before executing any 1974
Coupon Bonds, the City Clerk shall
detach and cancel all matured coupons,
if there are any such matured coupons
thereon and if any such coupons have
been printed, and shall deliver to the
Paying Agent and to the purchaser a
certificate as to such cancellation. In the
event it shall have been anticipated when
the printer was authorized to prepare the
Bonds, that at the time of delivery of the
Bonds certain appurtenant coupons
would be past due, the City may instruet
the printer not to prepare such coupons;
and in that event a certificate of the
printer to the effect that such overdue
coupons were not printed may be ac-
cepted as‘evidence to that effect.

Section 11. Sale of 1974 Bonds. The
entire $315,000 of Bonds of 1974
authorized by this Ordinance shall be
offered for sale, which shall be publicly
advertised, upon the basis of sealed,
competitive bids, which shall be publicly
opened and acted upon by the City
Council; and to that end, the Mayor and
the City Clerk are authorized to sign an
appropriate form of notice soliciting
purchase bids, and to cause the same to
be published in conformity with Chapter
424 of the Kentucky Revised Statuts, at
least one time, not less than seven days
not more than twenty-one days prior to
the designated sale date, in (a) The
Floyd County Times, which is the
newspaper having the largest bona fide
circulation which is published in the City
of Prestonsburg, and is the newspaper
meeting the requirements of KRS
424.110-120, for publication, in which
official publications of the City of
Prestonsburg are required to be
published; in (b) The Courier-Journal, a
daily newspaper published in Louisville,
Kentucky, and having general cir-
culation throughout the Commonwealth
of Kentucky; and in (¢) The Bond Buyer,
a periodical of general circulation among
bond purchasers, published in New York,
New York.

The published Notice, the Official
Notice of Sale of Bonds and the
Statement of Essential Facts shall be in
the customary form or forms, shall
identify the Bonds offered for sale, shall
designate a day and hour for the
receiving and public opening and con-
sideration of purchase bids, which time
shall be the date of a regular, adjourned
regular, or called, special meeting of the
City Council, as the Mayor may deter-
mine, and shall inform bidders of the
following bidding requirements:

(1) That bidders are required to bid a
cash price of not less than par value for
the entire issue of 1974 Bonds, and to
specify in their bids the exact net interest
cost of their respective bids for the Bonds
at an average net interest cost not to
exceed five per cent (5 percent) per
annum ; provided:

(a) Interest rates shall be in multiples
of one-eighth (1) or one-tenth (1-10) of
one per cent (1 percent) with no limit as
to the number of rates;

(b) All Bonds maturing on the same
date shall bear the same rate of interest;

(.CC No Bond shal bear interest at
more than one interest rate from date to
maturity, nor at an interest rate ex-
ceeding 5 percent per annum;

(d) The difference between the lowest
and highest interest rates shall not ex-
ceed two (2) percentage points; and

(e) Interest maturing on any Bond on
any interest payment date shall not be
represented by more than one coupon.

(2) That the lowest net interest cost
will be determined by deducting the total
amount of any premium bid from the
aggregale amount of interest upon all of
the Bonds, computed from the date of the
Bonds (the date of delivery thereof), to
the final maturity thereof, For the
purpose of determining the lowest bid-
der, calculations of net interest cost will
exclude the bid of the Farmers Home
Administration of the United States
Government.

(3) That the FHA has ¢ntered into 2
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Loan Agreement with the City, pursuant
to which said FHA proposes to submit a
purchase bid, at par, at a five per cent (5
percent) 'interest rate) provided,
however, if the City shall receive any
other bid upon equal terms, the FHA bid
shall cease to constitute a bid for the
purchase of the said Bonds.

(4) That if said Bonds are not ready for
delivery and payment within sixty (60)
days from the date of sale, the successful
bidder or bidders (except in the event
FHA becmes the purchaser), shall be
relieved of any liability to accept any of
the Bonds.

(5) That bidders (except the FHA)
shall be required (a) to submit their bids
on the prescribed ““Official Bid Form,”
and (b) to deposit a good faith check by
cashier’s check or certified check, in the
minimum amount of one per cent (1
percent) of the face amount of the Bonds
($3,150); and :

(6) That the City reserves the right, in
the discretion of the City Council, to
determine the best bid or bids, to waive
any informality or irregularity and to
reject any or all bids.

The Mayor and the City Clerk are
additionally authorized in connection
with such sale, to sign, cause to be
reproduced in mimeographed, printed or
other multiple copy form, and to supply
any interested party upon request, the
Official Notice of Sale of Bonds and a
Statement of Essential Facts, giving a
more detailed description of the Bonds,
and setting forth any other terms and
contitions calculated to bring about
uniformity in the bidding; and supplying
financial, engineering and other per-
tinent information.

Suggested forms of a ‘‘Notice of Sale of
Bonds,” the “Official Notice of Sale of
Bonds,” and the ‘‘Official Bid Form”
having been prepared by Bond Counsel
and submitted to this City Council, and
the same having been examined by the
City Council and Found to be in order, the
same are hereby approved and may be
used for the purposes of this Section.

A ‘“Statement of Essential Facts”
having been prepared by the Engineers,
Accountants and proper City Officials,
and having been submitted to and
examined by the City Council and found
to be in order, the same is hereby ap-
proved and may be used for the purposes
of this Section.

As set out in Section 9 of this Or-
dinance, if the United States of Ameica,
Farmers Home Administration, shall
become the purchaser of the entire issue
of the Bonds of 1974, it may elect that the
Bonds so purchased be issued either in
the form of negotiable, bearer, Coupon
Bonds, of the denomination of $1,000
each, registrable as to principal only, in
the form prescribed in Section 8A of this
Ordinance, and as advertised; or, in the
form of a single ‘‘Fully Registered Bond"”
in the form prescribed in Section 8B of
this Ordinance and as permitted by KRS
61.390.

Section 12. Establishment of Con-
struction Fund; Deposit Therein of
Moneys from Various Sources; Interim
Financing; Proceeds of the Bonds. In
order to make provision for payment of
the proper costs of the 1974 project, the
City hereby creates and establishes, in
and with The Bank Josephine, Prestons-
burg, Kentucky, a separate and special
fund which is hereby created, and which
is designated the ‘‘Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System Construction Fund
of 1974,” for convenience hereinafter
referred to as the ‘1974 Construction
Fund.”

Although porivision is made in this
Ordinance for the offering of the 1974
~ Bonds at an advertised, public, com-
petitive sale, it has been caused to ap-
pear to the City Council that in view of
current interest rates, as published from
day to day, there seems to be no
likelihood that the 1974 Bonds herein
authorized will attract any purchase bids
remotely approaching the purchase bid
which FHA, in accordance with its Loan
Agreement, has agreed that it will
submit for the purchase of the 1974
Bonds, this bring a bid for purchase of all
of the 1974 Bonds at par or face value,
and at a single uniform interest rate of 5
percent per annum, applicable to all of
the 1974 Bonds.

Such being the case, the City must, and
hereby does, recognize and take
cognizance of established rules and
regulations of FHA, whereunder it is
known that if on the occasion of the public
offering of the 1974 Bonds FHA shall
become the purchaser thereof,—FHA
will not accept delivery of the 1974 Bonds
and make payment to the City therefor
until such time as it is caused to appear
tha the 1974 project is at or about 80
percent-90 percent complete; and that by
reason thereof it is required that the City
make arrangements and provisions for
obtaining, from other than governmental
sources, one or more loans for interim
construction purposes.

Accordingly, by proceedings con-
current with the adoption of this Or-
dinance, the City Council has adopted a
concurrent Ordinance, authorizing the
borrowing by the City, on an interim
basis, and in anticipation of the receipt
by the City, in due course of time, of the
proceeds of the 1974 Bonds, when
delivered to FHA in accordance with the
prevailing rules and regulations of FHA,
and in anticipation of the receipt by the
City of the Federal Grants hereinabove
referred to, of up to $1,000,000 from The
Bank Josephine, Prestonsburg, Ken-
tucky, the same to be secured by a pledge
that the City will repay the same from
the proceeds of the aforesaid Federal
Grants, and of the 1974 Bonds, when the
same are delivered in accordance with
its anticipated purchase bid; and in
accordance with prevailing FHA rules

and regulations, such concurrently
adopted Ordinance being identified by its
title or caption as follows:

“AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
AUTHORIZING THE BORROWING OF
MONEY FOR INTERIM FINANCING
IN ANTICIPATION OF THE CITY'S
ISSUANCE OF ITS ‘WATER, SEWER
AND NATURAL GAS SYSTEM
REVENUE BONDS, SERIES OF 1974,
ACCORDING TO THE CITY'S LOAN
AGREEMENT WITH THE UNITED
STATES OF AMERICA, ACTING
THROUGH THE FARMERS HOME
ADMINISTRATION OF THE
DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE;
RECOGNIZING THE CITY'S
ESTABLISHMENT AND CREATION
OF A SPECIAL CONSTRUCTION FUND
WHEREIN THERE SHALL BE
DEPOSITED FROM TIME TO TIME
MONEYS RECEIVED FROM ALL
SOURCES FOR THE CONSTRUCTION
OF THE PROJECT INTENDED TO BE
FINANCED THROUGH THE
ISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS;
AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION
AND DELIVERY OF PROMISSORY
NOTES FROM TIME TO TIME IN
EVIDENCE OF SUCH BORROWING;
PLEDGING REPAYMENT OF SAID
LOAN AND INTEREST THEREON
FROM THE PROCEEDS OF SUCH
BONDS AND FEDERAL GRANTS;
AND PRESCRIBING CONDITIONS
RELATING TO DISBURSEMENTS
FROM SUCH CONSTRUCTION
FUND.”;

said Ordinance, for convenience of
reference, being hereinafter called the
‘“Interim Financing Ordinance”; and in
accordance with the provisions of said
“Interim Financing Ordinance,” and of
the City’'s FHA Loan Agreement, the
following provisions are made:

(A) Until issuance and delivery of the
1974 Bonds, it is recognized and
acknowledged that the City is obliged
(according to FHA requirements) to
obtain (and it has obtained)
arrangements for interim financing as
provided in and by the terms and
provisions of the aforesaid ‘‘Interim
Financing Ordinance.’’ Reference to said
“Interim Financing Ordinance,” as the
same is of record in the City’s official
records, is hereby made, and the full text
thereof is incorporated herein as if fully
reproduced herein, in full,

It is also provided in the aforesaid
“Interim Financing Ordinance’’ that
there shall be deposited in the aforesaid
1974 Construction Fund all moneys
received on account of the Federal
Grants hereinabove referred to, when
and as such proceeds are received by the
City from time to time.

(B) All provisions set forth in the
aforesaid ‘‘Interim Financing Or-
dinance,’”” with reference to the pledging
by The Bank Josephine, Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, of U. S. obligations for the
purpose of securing all deposits in the
aforesaid 1974 Construction Fund, to the
extent such deposits may at any time
exceed the amount insured by FDIC, are
hereby adopted, ratified and confirmed.

(C) When the 1974 Bonds are actually
issued, delivered and paid for, as in this
Ordinance contemplated and provided,
the City shall apply the proceeds thereof
in payment of the costs of the 1974
project, to the extent such costs have not
theretofore been paid from the proceeds
of the City’s interim financing and-or the
proceeds of the Federal Grants; and to
the extent such costs of the 1974 project
have already been paid by the City
through application of the proceeds of
interim financing, or from the proceeds
of Federal Grants,—the City hereby
pledges and commits that it will apply
the proceeds of its FHA loan, and its
Federal Grants, to the repayment
thereof, with interest thereon.

Section 13. City Officials to be Bonded.
The City will cause each municipal of-
ficer or other person having custody of
any moneys administered under the
provisions of this Ordinance to be bonded
at all times in an amount equal to $50,000
or to the maximum amount of such
moneys in his custody at any time,
whichever is lesser, unless a greater
amount is required by law; provided that
the amount of said required surety bond
is cumulative and not additional; and if
such official(s) is (are) already bonded
in such amount and if such surety bond
applies to the moneys administered
hereunder, as well as other municipal
funds, no separate surety bond shall be
required hereunder. The City will
segregate and earmark such funds,
consistent with this Ordinance, in such
manner as to enable the City to obtain the
benefit of the lowest possible surety
premium rates on such surety bond or
bonds. Each such surety bond shall have
a surety given by a surety corporation
qualified or authorized to do business in
Kentucky, and approved by the gover-
ning body of the City, and the premium of
such surety bond shall constitute a
proper expense of operating and
maintaining the project, and may be paid
from the moneys available in the ‘1956
Operation and Maintenance Fund,”
hereinafter referred to.

Section 14. Adoption of Budget of
Current Expenses. The City covenants
and agrees that prior to the delivery of
the Bonds of 1974 and prior to the com-
pletion of said 1974 project, the City will
adopt a Budget of Current Expenses for
the operation of the combined and con-
solidated municipal Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System, for the remainder
of the then current fiscal year, and that
thereafter, on or before the first day of
November of each year prior to the year
of final maturity of said Bonds of 1974
the City will adopt an Annual Budget of

Current Expenses for the ensuing fiscal
year (as previously covenanted in the
1969 Ordinance), and will furnish a copy
of such Budget or amendments thereto,
upon request, to any bondholder. Current
expenses shall include all reasonable and
necessary costs of operating, repairing,
maintaining and insuring said public
project, but shall exclude payments into
any of the Sinking Funds and-or the
Depreciation Funds. The City further
covenants that the Current Expenses
incurred in any year shall not exceed the
necessary and reasonable amounts
required therefor, and that the City will
not expend any amount or incur any
obligations for operation, maintenance
and repair in excess of the amounts
provided for Current Expenses in the
current Annual Budget, except on proper
justification and resolution by the
governing body of the City, that such
expenditures are necessary to operate
and maintain the project. The City
further covenants that at the same time
and in like manner, the City shall
prepare an estimate of Gross Revenues
to be derived from the operation of the
project for said fiscal year and that
sufficient Gross Revenues shall be
provided, through the maintenance of
proper rates and charges (and through
the increase thereof if necessary), to
satisfy the requirements of all of the
provisions contained in this Ordinance,
including the accumulation and main-
tenance of all required reserves specified
herein.

Section 15. Separate Accounting of
Water and Sewer Revenues. As noted in
Section 2 hereof, a strict and separate
accounting of all income and revenues of
the System with reference to water and
sewer services, shall be kept, and all
provisions of the 1962 and 1963 Bond
Ordinances, authorizing the issuance of
the Bonds of 1962 and 1963, respectively,
are hereby expressly ratified and con-
firmed, and shall inure to the benefit and
security of the holders of said previously
issued Bonds, respectively. From and
after the retirement of said Bonds of 1962,
the entire income and revenues of the
Water, Sewer and Natural Gas System of
the City shall constitute income and
revenues of the combined and con-
solidated Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System, as hereinbefore more fully
defined.

Section 16. Fiscal Year. From and
after the issuance and delivery of ihe
Bonds of 1974, and so long as any of said
Bonds of 1974 remain outstanding and
unpaid, said municipal Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System shall be operated on
a fiscal year basis beginning each
November 1 and ending on each ensuing
October 31 (the same fiscal year
previously designated by said previous
Bond Ordinances, even though the Bonds
of 1969 and the Bonds of - 1974 are
scheduled to mature on February 1 of
each year), but subject to such ac-
counting adjustments as may be
necessitated by the requirements of the
three separate Bond Issued of 1962, 1963
and 1969, and on that basis the income
and revenues of said System shall be
collected, segregated, accounted for and
distributed as hereinafter provided.

Section 17. Provisions of Bond Or-
dinance of 1963 as to Flow of Funds In-
corporated Herein. Recognition is hereby
taken of the provisions of Section 13 of the
1963 Bond Ordinance, providing sub-
stantially as follows:

(A) All of the revenues of the project
are initially required to be deposited into
the “City of Prestonsburg Water and
Sewer Revenue Fund of 1956, which is
the ‘‘1956 Revenue Fund” created in
Section 8 of the 1956 Bond Ordinance.
Separate accountings were therein
required, and the same are hereby
recognized, acknowledged and

ratified,—except insofar as it appears:

and has been shown that certain Bonds
therein referred to as being outstanding
have now been retired, and need no
longer to be referred to. Taking said bond
retirements into account, the provisions
of the 1956 Ordinance are restated, as
follows:

(1) A separate accounting is required
of revenues of the water and sewer
systems so long as any of the Bonds of
1962 are outstanding, pursuant to the 1962
Bond Ordinance, and amounts are
required to be deposited into the 1956
Bond Fund (Sinking Fund of 1956) to
provide for the principal and interest
requirements of the Bonds of 1962 and to
maintain the prescribed $40,000 debt
service reserve for the further security of
the Bonds of 1962.

(2) Subject to the required separate
accounting of water and sewer revenues
as aforesaid, the cash revenues of the
water and sewer system required to be
deposited into the 1956 Revenue Fund are
required by said Section 13 of said 1963
Bond Ordinance to be applied as set out
in (B), (C), (D) and (E) hereinafter set
out.

(B) The “Bond and Interest Fund of
1963’ was created for the purpose of
providing for principal and interest on
the Bonds of 1963. It is required that after
observing the respective priorities (as to
the application of revenues or flow of
funds) with reference to the Bonds of
1962, there be deposited on or before the
fifteenth day of each month from the 1956
Revenue Fund the following amounts to
the credit of the Bond and Interest Fund
of 1963:

(1) Monthly amounts equal to one-sixth
(1-6) of the interest to become due on the
Bonds of 1963 on the next interest
payment date;

(2) Monthly amounts equal to one-
twelfth (1-12) of the principal of the
Bonds of 1963 to mature on the next
succeeding November 1; and

(3) Monthly amounts of at least $400.00

into a Sinking Fund Reserve of 1963 as a
part of the Sinking Fund of 1963 until the
sum of $63,000 is accumulated, after
which said $400 monthly deposits may be
discontinued. All amounts held in the
Bond and Interest Fund of 1963 and in the
Sinking Fund Reserve of 1963 are
required to be deposited in The Bank
Josephine, Prestonsburg, Kentucky, and
the monthly amounts required to be
deposited into said Bond and Interest
Fund of 1963 are required to be trans-
mitted to said Bank for deposit therein at
the times therein required.

The balance of the income and
revenues of the project is required to be
applied for Operation and Maintenance
and for depreciation, as follows:

(C) After all of the foregoing conditions
and requirements are met, the City must
transfer from the monthly balances
remaining in the 1956 Revenue Fund,
monthly deposits of $400 (as prescribed
in the 1962 Bond Ordinance) into the 1956
Depreciation Fund until there is ac-
cumulated in said 1956 Depreciation
Fund the total sum of $80,000, which
amount is required to be maintained and
restored when necessary.

(D) In the 1963 Bond Ordinance, the
City further agreed to maintain the “City
of Prestonsburg Waterworks and Sewer
Operation and Maintenance Fund of
1956"" created and maintained pursuant
to the 1956 and 1962 Bond Ordinances.
The 1963 Bond Ordinance requires in
Section 13 (D) that after all of the
foregoing requirements have been
complied with, there shall further be
deposited in to said 1956 Operation and
Maintenance Fund, out of the balances
remaining in the 1956 Revenue Fund, a
sum in each month equal to the estimated
cost and expense of operating and
maintaing the public project during such
month, together with an amount equal to
any deficiency in the amount deposited
therein for the previous month, based on
estimated made by the City’s Utility
Commission, said 1956 Operation and
Maintenance Fund to be maintained for
the purpose of providing for the payment
of current expenses of the project as
therein defined.

(E) It is further provided in the 1963
Bond Ordinance that if after due ob-
servance of the respective priorities of
transfers, there shall remain a balance in
the 1956 Revenue Fund in excess of the
estimated amounts required to be so
transferred into each and all of the
aforesaid special funds during the suc-
ceeding three months, all or any part of
such excess may, upon order of the City
Council be transferred and deposited in
whole or in part into any of said special
funds, or same may be transferred over
into the General Fund of the City and-or
used for any other lawful purpose.

Section 18. Recognition and Con-
firmation of Additional Flow of Funds
Required by the 1969 Ordinance. It is
hereby recognized that the foregoing
provisions of the 1963 Bond Ordinance
provide that the City shall, out of the
revenues of the 1956 Revenue Fund,
transfer all amounts necessary to
provide for the Bonds of 1962 and the
Bonds of 1963, and to provide for
operation and maintenance and for the
designated depreciation funds, and said
1963 Bond Ordinance further provides
that if, after all of such requirements
have been complied with, there shall
remain in the 1956 Revenue Fund a
balance in excess of the estimated
amounts required to be so transferred
into each of said special funds during the
succeeding three months, all or any part
of such excess may, upon order of the
City Council, be transferred and
deposited in whole or in part into any of
said special funds, or same may be
transferred over into the General Fund of
the City and used for any lawful purpose.
In view of the recitations which were
made in the 1969 Ordinance, to the effect
that at the time of issuance of the 1969
Bonds all of such previous commitments
had to be complied with ; and by reason of
the fact that such recitations have been
reviewed and confirmed as being
correct, it is hereby certified that it is
contemplated that said System will
produce sufficient revenues to meet all of
the aforesaid requirements and to
produce a surplus in said 1956 Revenue
Fund in an amount sufficient to enable
same to be transferred by order of the
City Council and used for the purposes
prescribed in the 1969 Ordinance, and in
this 1974 Ordinance, it being hereby
affirmatively found and determined by
the City Council that the same constitute
lawful public purposes.

(A) Revenue Fund of 1969

The City has heretofore directed that
from and after the issuance of the Bonds
of 1969, all such surplus funds shall be
deposited into a separate or special fund
or account of said City, distinct and apart
from all other funds and accounts, which
fund was, in and by the 1969 Ordinance,
created and designated and identified as
the “‘City of Prestonsburg Water, Sewer
and Gas Revenue Fund of 1969,”" which
fund shall be maintained at The First
National Bank, Prestonsburg, Kentucky,
and, into which all such surplus funds
shall be transferred each month. The
City covenants and agrees that it will
deposit in said fund, promptly as
received from time to time, all surplus
cash revenues of said municipal Water,
Sewer and Natural Gas System as
hereinabove defined, and as defined in
Section 13(E) of the 1963 Bond Or-
dinance, said surplus cash revenues to be
used, disbursed and applied by the City,
however, only for the purposes, and in
the manner and order of priorities,
specified in the succeeding subsections of
this Section 18, all as permitted by ap-
plicable statutes, as follows:

(B) Sinking Fund of 1969

There was created in and by the 1969
Ordinance a special account or fund to be
known as the “City of Prestonsburg
Water, Sewer and Gas Sinking Fund of
1969” (the “‘Sinking Fund of 1989’"), to be
deposited and maintained at The First
National Bank, Prestonsburg, Kentucky.
From the proceeds of the 1974 Bonds
there shall initially be set aside into said
“Sinking Fund of 1969,” the amount
authorized as capitalized interest, to pay
interest on interim construction loans,
and also to pay interest on the 1974 Bonds
during the remaining period of con-
struction and development of the 1974
project as has been specified in the FHA
Loan Agreement; such interest
requirements being legitimate project
costs.

Thereafter, there shall be set aside on
or before the fifteenth day of each month,
from the net income and revenues then
remaining in the Revenue Fund of 1969,
such portion thereof as will be sufficient
to pay any interest on and principal of the
Bonds of 1969 and the Bonds of 1974 as
may be outstanding from time to time.
The amount fo be so set aside and paid
into said Sinking Fund of 1969 in each
month, in equal monthly deposits, on or
before the fifteenth day of each month,
shall be sums not less than the following
respective amounts:

(1) Beginning with and including (or no
later than) the month in which interest
shall last be payable from the proceeds of
the sale of said Bonds of 1974, as
capitalized interest during construction
and development, a sum equal to one-
sixth (1-6) of the next succeeding interest
installment to become due on all of the
outstanding Bonds of 1969 and all of the
outstanding Bonds of 1974;

(2) A sum equal to one-twelfth (1-12) of
the principal amount of the Bonds of 1969
maturing on the next succeeding
February first; and effective February 1,
1975 (and retroactively to that date if the

' 1974 Bonds shall be issued and delivered
thereafter), a sum equal to one-twelfth
(1-12) of the principal amount of the
Bonds of 1974 maturing on the next
succeeding February 1;

(3) Beginning with and including the
month in which deposits shall be made
under subsection (1) above, a sum equal
to seventy-five per cent (75 percent) of
the revenues remaining in the Revenue
Fund of 1969 after providing for the
payment of principal and interest in
subsections (1) and (2) above.

Said monthly transfers set out in the
foregoing three paragraphs of this
section shall continue until there shall
have been accumulated in said Sinking
Fund of 1969 an amount sufficient to pay
the interest and principal of said Bonds of
1969, ana of the Bonds of 1974, as same
shall become due during the ensuing one
year period, and to accumulate an ad-
ditional amount as a debt service reserve
(of 1969) in the sum of $70,000 (being an
amount equal to more than the
maximum amount of principal and in-
terest requirements falling due on the
Bonds of 1969 and the Bonds of 1974, in
any year hereafter), to be held on deposit
as a part of said Sinking Fund of 1969 and
designated as the ‘“City of Prestonsburg
Water, Sewer and Natural Gas System
Sinking Fund Reserve of 1969,”
sometimes referred to herein as the
“Reserve Fund of 1969,” or as the
“Sinking Fund Reserve of 1969.”
Thereafter the City shall in like manner
and amount make such payments as may
be necessary to be made until there has
been accumulated and there is being
maintained in said Sinking Fund of 1969
such amounts as will be sufficient to pay
the interest and principal next becoming
due on the outstanding Bonds during the
ensuing one year period, and at all times
to accumulate, maintain, and whenever
necessary, to restore, said Reserve Fund
of 1969 in said minimum amount of
$70,000.

On or before the fifteenth day of
January and July in each year, the payee
bank shall transfer from the Sinking
Fund of 1969 (and from the Reserve Fund
of 1969, if necessary), a sum equal to the
interest, or a sum equal to the principal
and interest, as the case may be,
becoming due on the next following
respective February or August 1, with
respect to the Bonds of 1969 and the
Bonds of 1974, and deposit the same in a
*‘City of Prestonsburg 1969 and 1974 Bond
and Interest Payment Account,”” hereby
created, and shall notify the Alternate
Paying Agent and-or the Fiscal Agent
that the same is held as a trust fund to be
drawn upon by the Paying Agent and-or
the Fiscal Agent to pay maturing
coupons, and-or interest installments, or
Bonds and coupons, and-or principal and
interest installments, as the case may be,
of the Bonds of 1969 and the Bonds of 1974,
upon presentation thereof on or after
maturity and upon surrender of
maturing Bonds and-or coupons. The
Fiscal Agent designated by EDA in the
Bonds of 1969 shall continue to make
appropriate notations as to payment of
principal and interest installments on
any Fully Registered Bond and promptly
send written notice thereof to the Payee
Bank; and if FHA shall become the
purchaser of the Bonds of 1974, moneys
sufficient to pay maturing interest and
principal of the Bonds of 1974 shall be
transferred to the registered place of
payment thereof.

Each time a monthly amount is
deposited in any account in connection
with any of the Funds herein created,
such deposit shall, if requested by the
original purchaser of the Bonds herein
authorized, be made with a letter of
transmittal from the City to said payee
bank, with a copy of such letter being
mailed to the original purchaser of the

Bonds, or its successor, on
mimeographed forms supplied by such
purchaser.

Said Sinking Fund of 1969 and said
Reserve Fund of 1969 are hereby pledged
equally and ratably for the payment of
the interest on and the principal of the
Bonds of 1969 and the Bonds of 1974, and
are subject to a first and paramount lien
and charge in favor of the holder or

‘holders of said Bonds of 1969 and Bonds of

1974.

No further payments need be made
into said Sinking Fund of 1969 or into said
Reserve Fund of 1969 whenever and so
long as such amount of the Bonds of 1969
and Bonds of 1974 shall have been retired
that the amounts then held in such funds
are equal to the entire amount of the
interest and principal that will be
payable to and at the time of the
retirement or maturity of all of the Bonds
of 1969 and Bonds of 1974 then remaining
outstanding.

Such payments into said Sinking Fund
of 1969 and Reserve Fund of 1969 shall be
made in equal monthly installments on or
before the fifteenth day of each month,
except that when the fifteenth day of any
month shall be on a Sunday or a legal
holiday, then such payments shall be
made on or before the next succeeding
secular day.

In the event that the income and
revenues during any month are
inadequate to make the required
payments into said Sinking Fund of 1969
and Reserve Fund of 1969, the deficiency
shall be made up and paid as aforesaid
from the first available income and
revenues thereafter received, and same
shall be in addition to payments other-
wise provided to be made in such suc-
ceeding month or months.

All moneys held in said Sinking Fund of
1969 and in said Reserve Fund of 1969
shall be deposited in the payee bank, The
First National Bank, Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, and to the extent that same
shall cause deposits of the City in said
Bank to exceed the amount insured by
the FDIC, the same shall be continuously
secured by a valid pledge of U. S.
obligations (as defined herein), having
an equivalent market value, or such
portion of such account as is designated
by the governing body of the City shall be
invested for the benefit of such account in
such U. S. obligations having a maturity
date prior to the date when the sums
invested will be needed for meeting in-
terest and-or principal payments, to
mature or be called, as provided in KRS
66.480.

(C) City of Prestonsburg Waterworks,
Sewer and Natural Gas System
Depreciation Fund of 1969

There was created in the 1969 Or-
dinance a fund known as the “City of
Prestonsburg Water, Sewer and Natural
Gas System Depreciation Fund of 1969’
(hereinafter sometimes called the
“Depreciation Fund of 1969”), into
which, subject to the foregoing
disposition of the revenues of said public
water, sewer and natural gas project,
there shall be set aside and paid, in each
month, as the next payment from said
Revenue Fund of 1969, all of the
remaining funds in said Revenue Fund of
1969, and said deposits shall continue and
be made whenever necessary until there
has been accumulated and is being
deposited in said Depreciation Fund of
1969, the sum of at least $81,000 (being an
amount equal to more than 10 percent of
the total cost of the 1969 project and the
estimated cost o the 1974 project), as a
“Depreciation Reserve of 1969,”” which
Reserve shall continue to be maintained,
and when necessary, restored to said
amount.

There shall also be deposited in said
Depreciation Fund of 1969, the proceeds
from the sale of any equipment no longer
usable or needed, fees or charges
collected from potential customers to aid
in the financing of the cost of extensions
and improvements and the proceeds of
any property damage insurance not
immediately used to replace the
damaged or destroyed property. Moneys
in said Depreciation Fund of 1969 shall be
available and shall be withdrawn and
used (with or without other funds on
deposit in other . depreciation funds
created in connection with previously
issued bonds), upon appropriate cer-
tification to the payee bank, for the
purpose of paying the cost of making
unusual or extraordinary maintenance,
repairs, renewals and-or replacements to
the public project not otherwise included
in the Annual Budget of Current Ex-
penses, which would be necessary to
keep the System in good operating
condition, but only when there is not
sufficient money for such purpose in-
cluded in the Annual Budget, or for
paying the cost of constructing
replacements, improvements or ex-
tensions to the project; provided,
however, that in the event the available
balance in the Sinking Fund of 1969 and
Sinking Fund Reserve of 1969 on any
January 20 or July 20 shall be insufficient
to pay the next maturing installment of
interest and-or principal on the Bonds of
1969 and the Bonds of 1974, the City shall
withdraw and transfer from said
Depreciation Fund of 1969 such amounts
as may be required to eliminate the
deficiency in such Sinking Fund of 1969
and to avoid a default; provided further
that any such withdrawals shall be
promptly restored to said Depreciation
Fund of 1969 from the first available
revenues of the project.

Whenever the balance in said
Depreciation Fund of 1969, including the
market value of investments held for the
account thereof, shall equal the sum of
$81,000, the montly payments into said
Fund may be discontinued, or by order of
the governing body of the City, may be
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diverted into the Sinking Fund of 1969 to
be held as a part of the Sinking Fund
Reserve of 1969, and may then be used to
purchase or redeem outstanding Bonds
of 1969 or Bonds of 1974, but only after the
aforementioned Sinking Fund Reserve of
1969 shall have accumulated beyond the
minimum  amount  hereinabove
prescribed ($81,000) ; provided, however,
that payments into said Depreciation
Fund of 1969 must be resumed whenever,
and so long as, necessary to restore and
maintain said balance in the sum of
$81,000. However, the Depreciation
Reserve Portion of said Depreciation
Fund of 1969 shall be available and may
be withdrawn and used by the City, upon
appropriate certification by the Mayor of
the City to the payee bank, for the pur-
pose of meeting principal and interest
requirements, including the ac-
cumulation of the aforesaid Sinking Fund
Reserve of 1969, or same may be used for
any of the purposes set out in the
preceding paragraph hereof.

All funds in said Depreciation Fund of
1969 shall be kept separate and apart
from all other municipal funds, shall be
deposited in the depository bank, The
First National Bank, Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, and shall be deposited,
secured and-or invested by said Bank in
the manner as hereinbefore provided for
deposit, security and-or investment of
the Sinking Fund of 1969.

(D) Surplus Funds

After said stipulated Depreciation
Reserve Fund of 1969 has been ac-
cumulated to the amount of $81,000, if at
the end of any fiscal year, after making
the payments required by the foregoing,
which requirements are cumulative,
there shall remain a balance in said
Revenue Fund of 1969, such balance shall
within sixty (60) days after the end of
such fiscal year be used as follows:

(1) To retire or redeem outstanding
Bonds of 1969 (or prepayments on the
Fully Registered Bond) in inverse
numerical and maturity (or in inverse
chronological) order at not exceeding the
call price (or redemption or prepayment
terms) ; or to retire or redeem Bonds of
1974 (or prepayments on the Fully
Registered Bond) in accordance with the
terms and conditios thereof; as may be
determined by the govering body of the
City; or

(2) To transfer additional amounts to
the Depreciation Fund of 1969, provided,
however, that no such transfer shall be
made unless there shall have first been
accumulated in the 1956 Operation and
Maintenance Fund a surplus equal to the
cost (not otherwise provided) or main-
taining and operating the public water,
sewer and natural gas project during the
remainder of the current fiscal year and
the succeeding like year; or

.{3) To pay principal and interest
requirements of any outstanding junior
and subordinate obligations against said
public water, sewer and natural gas
project, or any part thereof.

Section 19. Determination by City that
Proportions of Deposits are Correct.
The City Council of the City hereby finds
and determines that the allocation of the
gross revenues of said public water,
sewer and natural gas project into the
respective funds hereinabove set out in
the proportions and prierities set out
above is proper and sufficient for the
respective purposes thereof.

Section 20. Rates and Charges for
Services of the Project. While the Bonds
of 1974 authorized hereunder, or any of
them, remain outstanding and unpaid,
the rates for all services and facilities
rendered by said public Water, Sewer and
Natural Gas System to said City and to
its citizens, corporations,or others
requiring the same, shall be reasonable
and just, taking into account and con-
sideration the cost and value of said
project, and shall be adequate to provide
not less than (a) the principal and in-
terest requirements of the outstanding
previously issued Bonds of 1962 and 1963,
and the current payments required by
the 1962 and 1963 Bond Ordinances to be
made in the various funds including 100
percent of the cost of maintaining and
operating the project, plus (b) 125 per-
cent of the amounts necessary to meet
payments of interest of and principal on
the Bonds of 1969 and on the Bonds of
1974, such amounts being considered
adequate to provide for the accumulation
and maintenance of the Sinking Fund of
1969, the Sinking Fund Reserve of 1969,
and the Depreciation Fund Reserve of
1969, and there shall be charged such
rates and amounts as shall be adequate
to meet all requirements of the
provisions of the 1969 Bond Ordinance
and of this 1974 Ordinance. Compensation
for services and facilities rendered to the
City shall be paid out of the gcorporate
funds of the City by monthly payments
into the Revenue Fund of 1956 the same
as other income and revenues of said
public project are paid, and shall then be
apportioned as other income and
revenues thereof are requird by this
Ordinance to be apportioned among the
varius funds. Prior to the issuance of the
Bonds of 1969, a new 1969 schedule of
rates and charges for the services to be
afforded by said project to all users was
established and adopted by separate rate
ordinance which provided, among other
things, for operation of the public project
on a fully metered basis, and without any
free service or preferential customers.
Subsequent to the issuance of the 1969
Bonds, the City Council took action
authorizing an increase in rates for
natural gas service.

The City will not at any time make any
reduction in any prevailing schedule of

- rates and charges for the use of the

services and facilities of the System
without first obtaining the written
determination of an Independent Con-

sulting Engineer, as defined herein, to
the effect that the proposed reduction
will not adversely affect the ability of the
City to meet all of the requirements of
this Ordinance. .

Section 21. 'Parity Bonds, Inferior
Bonds, and Surplus Facilities.

(a) Parity Bonds. The City shall not, so

long as any of the Bonds of 1969 or Bonds

of 1974 are outstanding, issue any ad-
ditional Bonds payable from the
revenues of said System unless the lien or
pledge of the revenues or other security
to secure such additional Bonds is made
inferior and subordinate in all respects to
the security of said Bonds of 1969 and the
Bonds of 1974; provided, however, that
the City may issue Bonds ranking on a
parity with the Bonds of 1969 and the
Bonds of 1974 with the consent of the
holders of 95 percent in amount of the
Bonds of 1969 and 95 percent in amount of
the Bonds of 1974, for the purpose of (a)
paying the cost, not otherwise provided,
of the completion of the 1974 project, or
(b) to finance future extensions, ad-
ditions or improvements to the project.
In the event that the cost of completing
the project is in excess of funds available
from bond isue proceeds and other
sources, the City agrees to deposit the
excess amount required into the Con-
struction Account out of other funds of
the City.

(b) Inferior Bonds. The City further
reserves the right at any time or times to
issue its bonds or other obligations
payable from the revenues of the com-
bined and consolidated System and not
ranking on a basis of equality and parity
with the Bonds of 1969 and the Bonds of
1974, without any proof of previous
earnings or net revenues, and without the
consent of the holders of any of the Bonds
of 1969, or of the Bonds of 1974, but (after
the initial completion of the 1974 project)
only if such other bonds or obligations
are issued to provide for additions, ex-
tensions or improvements to the System
and only if such other bonds or
obligations are issued in express
recognition. of the priorities, liens and
rights created and existing for the
security, source of payment and
protection of the Bonds of 1969, the Bonds
of 1974, and any parity Bonds; provided,
however, that nothing in this Section is
intended to restrict, or shall be construed
as a restriction upon, the ordinary
refunding of the Bonds of 1969, or the
Bonds of 1974, or of any parity Bonds.

(c) Permissible Disposition of Surplus
Facilities. The City covenants and agrees
that so long as any of the Bonds of 1969
and Bonds of 1974 are outstanding, it will
not sell or otherwise dispose of any of the
facilities of the public project, or any
part thereof, and, except as provided for
above, it will not create or permit to be
created any charge or lien on the

revenues thereof ranking equal or prior

to the charge or lien of the Bonds of 1969
and the Bonds of 1974. Notwithstanding
the foregoing, and subject to the rights of
the holders of the previously issued
Bonds, the City may at any time per-
manently abandon the use of or sell at the
fair market value, any part of the
facilities of the project, provided that:

(a) It is in compliance with all
covenants and undertakings in con-
nection with all of the bonds then out-
standing and payable from the revenues
of the System, and all sinking fund
reserves for all such Bonds have been
fully established;

(b) It will, in the event of any such sale,
apply the proceeds to either (1)
redemption of outstanding bonds in
accordance with the provisions governing
prepayment of Bonds of the respective
issues in accordance with the priorities
thereof, in advance of maturity, or (2)
replacement of the facility so disposed of
by another facility, the revenues of which
shall be incorporated into the public
project as hereinbefore provided;

(e) It certifies, in good faith, prior to
any abandonment of use, that the facility
or facilities to be abandoned are no
longer economically feasible of
producing net revenues;

(d) It certifies, in good faith, that the
estimated net revenues of the remaining

facilities of the public project for the then

next succeeding fiscal year, plus the
estimated net revenues of the facility or
facilities, if any, to be added to the public
project, are adequate to enable the City
to meet all of the requirements of the
previous Bond Ordinances and of this
1974 Bond Ordinance.

(e) Notwithstanding any other
provisions hereof, so long as any of the
Bonds of 1969 or any of the Bonds of 1974
are held by EDA and FHA, the City shall
not dispose of its title to the System or to
any useful part thereof, without first
obtaining the written consent of EDA and
FHA.

Section 22. All bonds of the 1969
Issue and of this 1974 Issue are Equal.
The Bonds of 1969, and the Bonds of 1974
authorized hereunder, and from time to
time outstanding, shall not be entitled to
priority one over the other in the ap-
plication .of the income and revenues
regardless of the time or times of their
issuance, it being the intention.that there
shall be no priority among any of the
Bonds of 1969 and the Bonds of 1974
regardless of the fact that they have been
issued and delivered at different times,
subject to the provisions of Section 21
(Parity  Bonds, Inferior Bonds, and
Surplus Facilities).

Section 23. Insurance.

(a) Fire and Extended Coverage. If
and to the extent that the municipal
Water, Sewer and Natural Gas System
includes struetures above ground level,

upon acceptance of the completed 1974

construction project from the con-
tractor(s), the City shall, if such in-
surance is not already in force, procure

fire and extended coverage insurance on
the insurable portion (s) of all of the
System facilities.

The foregoing fire and extended
coverage ‘insurance shall be procured
and maintained whenever and so long as
any of the Bonds of 1969 and Bonds of 1974
are outstanding and shall be in amounts
sufficient to provide for not less than full
recovery.

(b) Builders Risk Insurance During
Construction. The City hall procure and
maintain or cause to be procured and
maintained throughout the period of
construction of the 1974 project, builders
risk insurance on the project to the extent
of 100 percent of cost.

In the event of any damage to or
destruction of any part of said System,
the City shall promptly arrange for the
application of the insurance proceeds for
the repair and reconstruction of the
damaged or destroyed portion thereof.

(e) Liability Insurance on Facilities.
Upon receipt of the proceeds of the sale of
the 1974 Bonds, the City shall, if such
insurance is not already in force, procure
and maintain, so long as any of the Bonds
of 1969 or of 1974 are outstanding, public
liability insurance relating to the
operation of the facilities of the System,
with limits of not less than $200,000 for
one person and $500,000 for more than one
person involved in one accident, to
protect the City from claims for bodily
injury and-or death; and not less than
$100,000 per accident and $200,000
aggregate from claims to property of
others which may arise from the City’s
operation of the public project, or any
part thereof.

(d) Vehicle Liability Insurance. If and
to the extent that the City owns and
operates one or more vehicles in the
operation of the System, upon receipt of
the proceeds of the Bonds of 1974 the City
shall, if such insurance is not already in
force, procure and maintain, so long as
any of the Bonds of 1974 are outstanding,
vehicular public liability insurance with
limits of not less than $200,000 for one
person and $500,000 for more than one
person involved in one accident, to
protect the City from claims for bodily
injury and-or death, and not less than
$100,000 from claims for damage to
property of others which may arise from
the operation of such vehicles by the City.

(e) Insurance to Comply with
Government Requirements. Not-
withstanding the provisions of (a), (b),
() and (d) above, the City shall during
construction and thereafter, so long as
the Government holds any of the Bonds of
1969 or the Bonds of 1974, carry in-
surance, and during construction require
each contractor and subcontractor to
carry insurance, of such types and in
such amounts as the Government may
specify with insurance carriers ac-
ceptable to the Government.

Section' 24. Records, Audits and
Reports. The City hereby irrevocably
covenants and agrees with the holder or
holders of said Bonds of 1969 and
the Bonds of 1974, that so long as any of
said Bonds are outstanding, (a) that the
City will keep proper books of record and
account, separate and clearly
distinguisable from all other municipal
records and accounts, showing complete
and correct entries of all transactions
relating to said System and the same
shall be available and open to inspection
by any bondholder and by any agent or
representative of a bondholder; and (b)
that the City will within ninety days after
the end of each fiscal year, cause an
audit to be made of the books of record
and account pertinent to said project, by
an independent state-licensed accountant
not in the empioy of the City on a monthly
salary basis, showing all receipts and
disbursements with comments of said
accountant concerning whether the boks
and records are being kept in compliance
with this Ordinance and in accordance
with recognized accounting practices,
and will promptly cause a copy of the
audit report to be filed in the office of the
City Clerk where it will be available for
public inspection, and the City will
promptly mail a copy thereof to the
original purchaser or purchasers of the
Bonds of 1974. If requested to do so, the
City will furnish to any bondholder a
condensed form of the Balance Sheet,
and a condensed form of the Operation
Report, in reasonable detail. All ex-
penses incurred in causing such audits to
be made and copies distributed, shall
constitute proper expenses of operating
and maintaining said project and may be
paid from revenues allocated for such
purposes, as herein provided.

So long as the United States Govern-
ment shall hold any of the Bonds of 1969
or the Bonds of 1974, the City shall, in
addition to the foregoing, furnish
operating and other financial statements
in such form and substance, and for such
periods, as may be requested by the
Government.,

Section 25. General Covenants, The
City covenants that so long as any of the
Bonds of 1969 or Bonds of 1974 are out-
standing, as follows:

A. Tt will at all times operate said
System on a revenue-producing basis,
and will permit no services to be ren-
dered free of charge or without full
compensation.

B. It will at all times maintain said
System in good condition through ap-
plication of revenues accumulated and
set aside for operation and maintenance
as herein provided, and will make
renewals and replacements, as the same
may be required, through application of
revenues accumulated and set aside into
the respective Depreciation Funds.

C. It will not permit any competing
water, sewer or natural gas system,
public or private, to sell or serve water,
sewer or natural gas service to

customers within the City limits and its
outside service area, to the extent that
the City is legally able to prevent same.

D. It will retain a firm of Independent
Consulting Engineers to inspect the
System and its operation at least once in
each period of five years and will cause
such firm to file with the City Clerk and
make available to any interested bond-
holder a written report of the findings
and recommendations made as a result
of said inspection.

E. That as provided in KRS 96.934 and
other applicable legal provisions, the
City will at all times by Ordinance
provide that water service to any
premises will be discontinued upon
delinquency of payment for sanitary
sewer service to the same premises,
according to such reasonable regulations
in that connection as may be
promulgated and made effective from
time to time; and the City further
reserves the right through its Utilities
Commission, to render bills for water
service, for sewer service, and for
natural gas service, at the same time or
at different times, and on the same bill
forms or on one or more separate bills, as
may in the discretion and judgment of
said Utilities Commission best serve the
City in the interests of efficiency and
economy in the administration and
operation of the project.

F. Notwithstanding any other
provisions hereof, so long as any of the
Bonds are held by the United States
Government, the City shall comply with
all of the terms and conditions of any
Government Loan Agreement, and,
specifically, with the Loan Agreement
between the City and the FHA, being
Project No.

Section 26. Arbitrage Covenants. In
this Section unless a different mean-
ing clearly appears from the
context:

(a) ‘‘Code’’ means the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954 of the United States
of America, Title 26 of the United States
Code, as amended to the date of adoption
of this Ordinance or as hereafter
amended, including valid Regulations of
the Department of the Treasury
thereunder;

(b) References to a provision of the
Code by number of letter include
reference to any law hereafter enacted
as amendment to or substitute for such
provision;

(¢) Words which are used herein and in
Section 103 of the Code shall have the
meaning, given to such words in or
pursuant to said Section;

(d) ‘“Bonds” means the “City of
Prestonsburg Water, Sewer and Natural
Gas System Revenue Bonds, Series of
1974, authorized in and by this Or-
dinance;

(e) “City’’ means the City of Prestons-
burg, Kentucky. _

(2) The City shall at all times do and
perform all acts and things permitted by
law and necessary or desirable in order
to assure that interest paid by the City on
the Bonds shall, for the purposes of
Federal income taxation, be exempt
from income taxation under any valid
provision of law.

(3) The City shall not permit at any
time or times any of the proceeds of the
Bonds or other funds of the City to be
used directly or indirectly to acquire any
securities or obligations the acquisition
of which would cause any such Bond to be
an “‘arbitrage bond”’ as defined in sub-
section (d)(2) of Section 103 of the Code
as then in effect and to be subject to
treatment under subsection (d)(1) of
said Section as an obligation not
described in subsection (a)(1) of said
Section, unless, under any valid
provision of law hereafter enacted, the
interest paid by the City on the Bonds
shall be excludable from the gross
income of a recipient thereof for
Federal income tax purposes with-
out regard to compliance with the pro-
visions of subsection (d) or Section 103
of the Code.

(4) In order to assure compliance with
this Section, thereby better securing and
protecting the holders of the Bonds and
the City, the City from the date of
adoption of this Ordinance covenants
that it shall not purchase any obligation
or invest or direct any Depository Bank
to, and no Depository Bank shall, invest
the proceeds of said Bonds in any
obligations that produce a yield in excess
of such applicable maximum yield as
may be permitted by the Code.

(5) The City further covenants that
prior to the issuance of said Bonds and as
a condition precedent to such issuance
the City shall certify by issuance of a
certificate, supplemental to this Or-
dinance, of a City Officer having
responsibility for the receipt, disbur-
sement, use, and investment of the
proceeds of the 1974 Bonds and of the
revenues of the City, that on the basis of
the facts, estimates, and circumstances
in existence on the date of issue of said
1974 Bonds it is not expected that the
proceeds of said issue of 1974 Bonds will
be used in a manner that would cause
such obligations to be arbitrage bonds,
such certificate to be made in ac-
cordance with the provisions of Internal
Revenue Service Regulations 1.103-13 (a)
(2) (ii) adopted by the Department of the
Treasury, Internal Revenue Service,
pursuant to Section 103(d) of the Code.

Section 27. Contractual Nature of
Ordinance. The provisions of this Or-
dinance, and of the 1969 Ordinance, shall
constitute a contract between the City
and the holders of the Bonds of 1969, and
the Bonds of 1974, and after the issuance
of any of such Bonds of 1974, no change,
variation, or alteration of any kind in the
provisions of this Ordinance shall be
made in any manner except as herein
provided until such time as all of said

Bonds of 1969 and Bonds of 1974 and the
interest thereon have been paid in full;
provided (a) that the governing body of
the City may adopt an Ordinance to.
evidence the succession of another
Bank(s) or Trust Company as payee
bank, depository, depositories, alternate
paying agent and-or Bond Registrar and
may enact any other Ordinance for any
other purpose not inconsistent with the
terms of this Ordinance, and which shall
not impair the security of the bond-
holders, for the purpose of curing any
ambiguity, or of curing, correcting or
supplementing any defective or in-
consistent provisions contained herein or
in any ordinance or other proceedings
pertaining hereto; and (b) provided
further, that the holders of eighty per cent
(80 percent) in principal amount of the
Bonds of 1969 and of the Bonds of 1974, at
any time outstanding, shall have the
right to consent to, and approve the
adoption of ordinances, resolutions or
other proceedings, modifying or
amending any of the terms or provisions
contained in this Bond Ordinance, sub-
ject to the provision that this Ordinance
shall not be so modified in any manner
that may adversely affect the rights of all
holders of the Bonds of 1969 or the Bonds
of 1974 then outstanding, or to reduce the
percentage of the number of holders
whose consent is required to effect a
further modification; and provided also,
that as set out in Section 21 hereof, the
consent of the holders of ninety-five per
cent in amount of the outstanding Bonds
of 1969 and also of the Bonds of 1974 is
required for the issuance of Bonds
ranking on a parity with the Bonds
of 1969.

Section 28. Bondholders’ Remedies.
That any holder of said Bonds of 1969, or
of said Bonds of 1974, or of any of the
coupons, may, either at law or in equity,
by suit, action, mandamus, or other
proceedings, enforce and compel per-
formance by said City and its offices and
agents of all duties imposed or required
by law or by this Ordinance in connection
with the operation of said public project,
including the making and collecting of
sufficient rates, the segregation of the
income and revenues and the application
thereof in accordance with the provisions
of this Ordinance.

If there be default in the payment of the
principal of or interest on any of said
Bonds of 1969, or of said Bonds of 1974,
then, upon the filing of suit by any holder
of said Bonds or coupons, any court
having jurisdiction of the action may
appoint a Receiver to administer said
System on behalf of said City, with power
to charge and collect rates and charges
for the services and facilities provided by
said System sufficient to provide for the
payment of any and all System Bonds or,
obligations outstanding, and the interest
thereon, and the expenses of operation
and maintenance, and to apply the in-
come and revenues in accordance with
the provisions of this Ordinance, and of
the applicable statutes of Kentucky, and
to take such other action as may be
appropriate for the protection of any
such holder, within the applicable legal
provisions.

A default shall automatically be
deemed to exist within the meaning of the
foregoing whenever any principal or
interest payment required to be made by
this Ordinance remains unpaid for more
than thirty (30) days. If and when there is
ever an insufficient amount to pay
principal and interest of the Bonds of 1969
and of the Bonds of 1974, when due, any
amounts available shall be used first and
applied in pro rata payment of all in-
terest due, with past due interest having
first priority, and the balance shall be
applied in payment of outstanding Bonds
of 1969, and of outstanding Bonds of 1974,
subject to the vested rights and priorities
in favor of the holders of previously
outstanding and issued Revenue Bonds,
in accordance with the terms and
provisions thereof. Provided that no
holder shall be compelled to accept
payment at any time of less than the full
amount of any individual Bond. In the
event of default, each defaulted Bond and
each defaulted coupon shall continue to
bear interest after maturity until the
necessary funds are made available for
the payment thereof, at the maximum
legal rate of interest.

Section 29. Ordinance Requiring Sewer
Connections is Contractual. It is hereby
represented that the City Council of the
City has heretofore enacted an Or-
dinance requiring that all sources of
flowable sewage be connected to the
municipal sewer system if and when
connection is available, or as soon as the
same may be made available, and
declaring that all unconnected sources of
flowable sewage, where sewers are or
may hereafter be made available, shall
constitute a public nuisance which shall
be abated; and establishing penalties
and effective dates; and it is hereby
covenanted that no changes which may
adversely affect the rights of the holders
of any of the Bonds of 1969, or of any of
the Bonds of 1974, shall be made in the
requirements specified in said Ordinance
so long as any of the Bonds of 1969 or of
1974 are outstanding.

Section 30. Provisions in Conflict
Repealed. That all ordinances,
resolutions and orders, or parts thereof,
in conflict herewith, are, to the extent of
such conflict, hereby repealed, and it is
hereby specifically ordered and provided
that any proceedings heretofore taken
for the issuance of other bonds payable or
secured in any manner by all or any part
of the income and revenues of said
System, or any part thereof, and which
have not heretofore been issued and
delivered, are hereby revoked and
rescinded, and none of such other bonds
shall be issued and delivered.

Section 31. Signatures of Offices. If any
of the officers whose signatures or fac-
simile signatures appear on any of the
Bonds of 1974 or coupons cease to be such
officers before delivery of said Bonds,
such signatures shall nevertheless be
valid for all purposes the same as if such
officer had remained in office until
delivery, as provided in KRS 58.040 and
KRS 61.390.

Section 32. Severability Clause. If any
section, paragraph, clause or provision
of this Ordinance shall be held invalid,
the invalidity of such section, paragraph,
clause or provision shall not affect any of
the remaining provisions of this Or-
dinance.

Section 33. Effective Date of Or-
dinance. That this Ordinance shall take
effect from and after its adoption, ap-
proval and publication as provided by
law.

Isolated Spot in Wolfe Belies Past—

By HELEN PRICE STACY

Rock caverns line a mountain in Wolfe
county, not far from Natural Bridge
State Resort Park. A few weeks ago tulip
poplars green, yellow and orange
coloring against the towering cliffs, then
creamy white magnolias made bright
beauty in the deep dark of summer
foliage. Now brilliant butterfly weed and
other wildflowers including low-growing
teaberry and its red berries just forming
create a place of seemingly wild
beauty—yet 60 years ago the area was
teeming with tourists, politicians and
entertainers.

Many factors contributed to the
popularity of the cliff area near what
once was Torrent post office. Word got
around in Cincinnati, Louisville and
other cities that despite a profusion of
wildflowers and trees, the place was free
of pollen that caused hay fever.

In Lexington a group advocated a trip
to the area’s resort hotel, El Park, as a
cure-all for hay fever. And indeed suf-
ferers found they did get relief from this
malady.

According to Mrs. Roy Cecil, former
editor of The Wolfe County News, El
Park Hotel was built soon after 1890
when a railroad tunnel was cut through
the mountain. After W. A. Byrd sold the
hotel, it was remodeled extensively. All
guest rooms were placed on the second
floor and the first floor was made into a
dining room, kitchen and ballroom—only

in those days it was called a dance hall.
El Park had about 50 bedrooms added in
wings at the sides.

Old-timers recall hotel food was
superb, with more than a little “of good
old fashioned vittles.” Waiters and other
hotel help were required to wear im-
maculate white outfits and caps, and
each was required to play some type of
musical instrument. Their day’s work
often included nightlong duty as
musicians for dancers in the great hall.

An oil boom in the area contributed to
business at the hotel and in the few years
after 1915 all rooms were full, with many
guests riding trains to Torrent, and
bringing along camp gear and tents.

A unique feature of the surroundings
was the great encircling cliff forming
rock caverns—a perfect place for seating
visitiors while dancers from Cincinnati
performed or politicians from throughout
Kentucky spoke.

Putting mountain ingenuity to work,
the owner devised a method to attract
still larger audiences. Though expensive,
a great pavilion was constructed on top of
the mountain near the rock caverns,
making an amphitheater. To provide
entertainers, musicians and dancers
with a stage, a platform was built and
equipped with a pulley to lower it from
the mountaintop to the audience level.

Some former guests reminisce about
the awesome sight of the platform and
speakers descending more than 100 feet.
“The speaker stood out there on his tiny
platform . . . with hundreds of feet below
him to the valley and a hundred feet
between him and the top,” once wrote
Mrs. Cecil. “But what a wonderful
reception he had. The cliffs caught and
held his voice.”

Visitors to the area today might be
spellbound by high waterfalls spilling
over the ledges in a sheer veil; they
might wonder at the ‘‘squeeze way’’ that
allowed a dangerous ascent to the
mountaintop; they might be puzzled at
steps cut into the¢ mountainside to allow
the less venturesome a route to the rock

caverns.

Fire destroyed the hotel in 1935, but it
already had faded into disuse after the
depression kept away guests. Stores
were abandoned as was the railroad and

 even the post office, which now is at

Zachariah.

With all the gaiety a thing of the past,
those who enjoy a walk in quiet places,
along trails thick with leaves and

' flowers, would treasure an afternoon in a

place that once sheltered audiences in
rock caverns and speakers on a stage

. suspended in space.

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Civil Defense To Determine
Safest Places in Emergencies

State and federal Civil Defense of-
ficials are analyzing Kentucky schools to
determine the safest possible places for
students during emergencies such as the
April 3tornadoes which struck Kentucky.

The Division of Civil Defense in
Kentucky, stressing that preparedness
is the key to preventing death and injury
in severe weather conditions, is initiating
a program in conjunction with the
federal Defense Civil Preparedness
Agency (DCPA) to supply school ad-
ministrators with the needed information
to prepare them for emergency
situations. The program will determine
the safest places in schools during severe
winds and tornadoes and will include
information on tornado and emergency
procedures.

The program is funded entirely by the
federal Defense Civil Preparedness
Agency. A rough sketch of each school’s
main floor plan is to be furnished by the
superintendents of all the school districts
in Kentucky. The floor plans then will be
coordinated and on-site surveys will be

made at the schools. A final report
regarding all schools within a county
then will be forwarded to the state Civil
Defense office where additional in-
formation concerning emergency
evacuations will be added. The complete
survey then will be sent directly to the
school superintendent for distribution.

With information received from the
surveys school administrators will be
able to place children in the safest
possible places within the schools when
danger is impending. The areas do not
guarantee safety but they are the best
available sanctuaries from a structural
standpoint.

Because of their complex causes,
tornadoes are difficult to predict and can
in fact occur at any hour any day of the
year. Approach may be from any
direction with speed as high as 60 miles
per hour, leaving little time to carry out
safety measures. Students should be
prepared for immediate action when a
severe storm is imminent or when a
“tornado watch” is announced.

Radios Aid Truck
Law Enforcement

Frankfort, Ky.—The state Bureau of
Vehicle Regulation’s highway en-
forcement program has received a boost
from 61 new two-way radios.

“In the past, truckers have often
stayed one step ahead of us by using their
own two-way radios,” says Col. Joe
Glenn, director of the Division of High-
way Enforcement. “Now maybe we can
keep up with them.”

According to Glenn, his division is
primarily responsible for weighing
trucks, checking truckers’ registrations
and licensing, enforcing safety laws, and
performing safety inspections.

“These two-way radios have saved a
lot of steps and many miles of driving,
as well as giving our officers added
protection.

“The division can now send two cars
out to work rather than one car with two
men, increasing our efficiency, and the
radios allow better communication with
supervisors and with the central office,”
he says.

He explains that if trouble arises when
an officer stops a truck traveling at
night, he knows that help is just a call
away.

According to Hermon Harmon of the
Bureau of Highways' Division of
Equipment, the mobile to mobile range
of the two-way radios is 5-25 miles
depending upon the terrain. ‘“‘For
example the range in Eastern Kentucky
would be much shorter, as a rule, than
the range in Western Kentucky.”

Messages also can be relayed through
approximately 140 base stations in
Kentucky, which have the power to
broadcast anywhere in the state, Har-
mon said.
