Waste Job

Vote To Purchase
Floyd Sanitation
Ends in Deadlock

The move by the Floyd fiscal court to
go into the solid waste disposal business
on its own apparently was stalled
Monday when it split on the purchase of
the equipment, franchise and contracts
of Floyd Sanitation, Inc.

The court recently directed County
Attorney Harold J. Stumbo to contact the
sanitation company about the purchase,
and the company responded with a price
of $315,000. Its franchise includes
Magisterial Districts 1, 2 and 3 and it
listed in its equipment 10 trucks, one 2%5-
ton compactor and three steel dump
beds.

Magistrates Kenneth Roberts and
Leroy Akers voted to make the purchase,
with a down payment of $120,000 to be
made, but Magistrate Dewey Roberts
and County Judge Henry Stumbo voted
against it. Magistrate Bill Wells ab-
stained.

The court’s Monday session was one of
its longest.

It adopted a resolution pointing to the
need of KY 80 reconstruction and urging
state action onthe highway.

In another action the court
unanimously voted the employment of a
water line inspector for the Beaver

Sportsmen Group Asks Help
On Dewey Silt Control

An area sportsmens’ club is asking the
support of county, state and federal of-
ficials in its plan for construction of a silt
dam or a retaining-type structure in the
headwaters of Dewey Lake to check the
siltation of the reservoir.

In a letter which has been sent to area
county judges, senators and represen-
tative, Governor Julian Carroll and
Army Corps of Engineers officials, the
Highlands Bass Club, a fishing and
conservation group, spoke of their
concern ‘‘that sedimentation is in-
creasing, and that the lifespan of the
lake, its flood control advantage and also
its wildlife potential may be adversely
affected.”

Although the Corps of Engineers has no
plan for such a project at present,
sedimentation studies involving Dewey

Allen Cohfident
Carroll’s Plan
Will Help Area

State Representative James (Jitter)
Allen said here Saturday that he is
confident Governor Julian Carroll has a
satisfactory plan for the allocation of
coal severance tax funds for the im-
provement of Eastern Kentucky and that
the governor also is truly interested in
rebuilding KY 80 from this county
through Knott to Hazard in Perry county.

The legislator declined to discuss
details of Carroll's plan, although it has
been outlined to him, pointing out that he
is treating statements made by the
governor as confidential.

Asked about criticism voiced by some
legislators of the governor’s failure to
earmark in his budget specific severance
funds for coal-producing counties, Allen
said he does not think criticism at this
time serves any good purpose and that he
is “trying to exercise good, common
sense as a freshman representative.”

““I do not think a lot of loose talk at this
time serves any good purpose,'’ he ad-
ded.

He was joined by State Senators Jim
Hammond and Lowell Hughes, among
others, in expressing confidence that the
coal areas will receive an adequate
return from the severance tax.

The Floyd representative said he is
continuing his efforts to help Mare Creek

Lake include one by the U, S. Geclogical
Survey, which has been completed, and
another which the Corps of Engineers is
in the process of concluding. In addition,
the Corps plans its own monitoring
survey this year.

Hope for construction of the structure
of structures which would serve as catch
basins for silt and the tons of garbage and
plastic jugs which annually litter the lake
shores, centers around the fact that
President Ford’s budget includes for
fiscal 1977 $25,000 for a Section 216 study
of Dewey Lake by the Corps of
Engineers. This type of study was
described by bass club officials as a
*broad view of existing projects, in
which problems are analyzed and needs
determined.”

Dwight Burchett, club president, said,
““We . are confident that such a.study
would reaffirm our concern, and would
lead to the construction of a silt dam in
the German bridge area of the lake.”

The bass club is urging officials to
encourage the retention of the funds in
the budget. Club members also point to
the fact that secondary advantages of the
project would be to provide access to a
major recreation area, assistance in
debris control, and potential employment
opportunities presented by the actual
construction work.

The club’s letter ask public officials ‘‘to
encourage the retention of the planned
Corps study, and the allocation of the
needed $25,000 in the budgef for 1977." It
also requests that ‘‘you encourage,
prompt completion of that study by the
Corps, so that we in turn can provide
input and stress the need for a silt dam at
the earliest possible time."”

In other projects, the club has sewed
about 1,600 pounds of winter rye on lake
shore exposed by this winter's water
drawdown, and upwards of 200 trees have
been cut to provide cover for the lake's
game fish population.

State Senator Jim Hammond
unveiled here Monday Governor
Julian Carroll’s proposed
program for the return to the
coal counties the revenues to be
derived from the state’s coal
severance fax.

The freshman Democratic
senator explained, in releasing
contents of the plan which will be
embodied in a House bill, that
he had “cleared’’ the release
with Governor Carroll and that
he had been careful not to violate
any confidence.

Hammond was obviously exultant at
the governor’s decision to make four-lane
reconstruction of KY 80 a part of the
package which will be put on display late
this week or early next. The bill which
the General Assembly will be asked to
approve will earmark $12 million a year
for this work, all of which will be in
Floyd, Knott and Perry counties and all
in Hammond's 15th district.

The senator described the coal
severance bill, the work involved in
preparing it and the continued effort
toward its passage as the governor and
the legislature working as ‘‘co-partners
in common sense for the common good.”’

He said that, while some legislators
were critical of Carroll when he failed to
include the severance tax in his budget,
he (Hammond) and others have been
working with the governor,
‘“Representative James ‘‘Jitter’” Allen
has been a big help in working this out,
often quieting colleagues who were in-
clined to be critical,”” he said. Hammond
also commended the contribution made
by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley and
County Judge Henry Stumbo toward a
plan for this and other coal counties.

The bill returning the severance
monies to the ¢oal counties, he said, will
envision a total income per year of $53
million.

That total, he said, will be expended on
an annual basis on six separate causes.
These are:

1. Rural highways and county aid road
program, $15 million.

2. "“Flow-through' monies to coal
counties’ severance councils, $5 million.
3. KY 80 reconstruction, $12 million.

4, Occupational disease fund, $7
million.

5. Tax cut on the first $30 of residential
electric bills, $8 million.

6. State development, $6 million.

Funding of such a program, Senator
Hammond said, will involve a 1 percent
increase of the severance tax—from 4
pet. to 5 pet.—and the raising of the
minimum tonnage tax from 30 cents to 50
cents.

Hammond spoke of Governor Carroll’s
commitment to KY 80, a road which not
only will link US 23 at the Floyd terminus
with the Mountain and Daniel Boone
Parkways at Hazard in Perry county but

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residents with the ‘‘Little Floyd"
problem. Because the Legislature in 1845
enacted legislation cutting the Tandy
Stratton farm from Pike county and
making it Floyd county territory, that
part of this county is an “island,” lying
between parts of Pike county. As a
consequence, neither county has ever
assumed full responsibility for road
construction and maintenance there.
Although residents of the Pike county
sections of the valley pay taxes to Pike
county, they vote in Floyd county, and
both counties benefit from the population
count of the entire valley when the census
is taken, one resident said.

Federal cartographers have failed to
mark the boundary lines on Mare Creek,
leaving the entire valley in Pike county.
At the request of Representative Allen
the Attorney General'’s office has studied
the situation, and Assistant Attorney
General Walter Herdman has suggested
that interested parties may file a suit in
circuit court here to get an official
determination of the boundary matter,
The court then could direct the county
surveyor, or some other licensed sur-
veyor, to make a survey based upon the
boundary lines previously fixed between
the two counties.

The first boundary, established in 1821,
cut a straight line from Brushy Creek to
the mouth of Hurricane Creek, bisected
Buffalo Creek, Mare Creek, Pike-Floyd
Hollow at Betsy Layne and cut through a
portion of Pin Hook Branch.

But the later legislative act restored
the Tandy Stratton farm to Floyd county,
and the situation has become so in-
teresting that the National Broadeasfing
Company has expressed interest in
making of the area and its problems a
television feature.

Everything is
becoming socialistic and the government
uses some local people to help push or
cram federal health programs down our
throats.

Maybe I come across very negative,
but when I see a little clinic in our Mud
Creek section doing good and helping
people without federal dollars and
compare the other comprehensive health
program with two clinics and a parttime
doctor, and the comprehensive health
program is not providing any services
but paying a lot of salaries, then—Yes, I
am disturbed!

I guess what I am saying is for the
citizens and taxpayers to become con-
cerned about the abuse of our tax-dollars
on the local level and write our
Congressman to see if we can get the
money appropriated for better use.

ALC Upward Bound Program
Preparing for Tenth Year

Pippa Passes, Ky.—The Upward
Bound Program at Alice Lloyd College
will begin its tenth year of operation this
summer, and plans are being made now
to make this year’s program the most
successful in Upward Bound's history at
the college. The program, designed to
offer assistance to qualified high school
students from the seven-county area
(Floyd, Knott, Perry, Leslie, Letcher,
Pike and Magoffin) has served nearly 600
students over the past 10 years. Many of
these students are now in college or have
completed college degrees.

Upward Bound is a co-operative
venture between Alice Lloyd College and
the Office of Education of the U. S.
Department of Health, Education and
Welfare. The program is intended to help
high school students develop the skills
and motivation necessary to attend
college.

Qualified students live on the Alice
Lloyd campus for eight weeks during the
summer, taking classes in math, science,
English, social studies, reading, crafts,
physical education and drama.
Highlights of last summer's program
were a cultural field trip to Cincinnati,
Ohio, and Berea, Kentucky, and the high
school students’ production of the Gay
90's melodrama, “Dirty Works at the
Crossroads.’ This year, similar field trip

and many student-generated activities
are planned.

But Upward Bound is not just a sum-
mer experience. Throughout the school
year, the Upward Bound staff visits the
high schools to talk with Upward Bound
students and school personnel. In ad-
dition, each month the students are in-
vited to attend a meeting on the ALC
campus, where educational programs
are planned for them.

The Upward Bound staff is presently in
the process of recruiting students for the
1976-'77 program which begins on June
13, with the on-campus phase. Appli-
cations may be obtained from the high
school guidance counselor by writing
the Upward Bound Office, Box 42, Alice
Lloyd College, Pippa Passes, Ky., 41844,
Instructions accompany application
explaining the procedures to be followed.

The program also now is accepting
applications for summer staff positions
in the following areas: math, science,
English, social studies, reading, drama,
recreation, men's dormitory director;

which will also connect by major, four-
lane highway the Big Sandy, Kentucky
and Cumberland River valleys. He said
completion of the route is expected
within three to four years and that this is
not over-optimistic because planning of
the highway has already been completed
and no federal “red tape' will delay
work, since no federal funds will be in-
volved.

Financing of KY 80 at an estimated
cost of $180 million is planned through
issuance of notes over a 2(-year period,
with tax revenues, not bonds, to amortize
the indebtedness.

“‘This road is viewed,’" he said, ‘‘as the
take-off now for this area and the
assurance of its future.”

The $15 million planned for rural high-
ways and the county aid program, he
explained, is in addition to funds already
budgeted. Severance funds for this phase
would be returned on a pro rata basis,
depending upon the severance monies
derived from coal mined in each county,
and county fiscal courts will determine,
as they now do, on what roads the money
will be spent.

The proposed $5 million “‘flow-
through” fund is designed to finance in
the coal counties sewage and water
districts, solid waste disposal, schools
and recreation. This fund in each county
will be administered by a five-member
Coal County Severance Tax Council
composed of the judge of the fiscal court,
a representative elected by the school
board, the mayor of the largest city in the
county and two members-at-large who
are to be appointed by the governor.

The $6 million proposed each year for
state development—not restricted to any
part of the state—would be in addition to
any other funds otherwise budgeted for
the purpose. The amount budgeted for
development by Gov. Carroll, plus the $6
million to be earmarked from severance
funds, would bring to $65 million the total
to be expended. This fund will be marked
for airports, industrial sites and the like.

Senator Hammond said the use of §7
million of severance funds for oc-
cupational disease compensation—
mainly Black Lung—will ease the
compensation burden on coal companies
to the extent that the increase of the
severance tax should not be ob-
jectionable.

He said the legislation assigning the
severance tax funds will be, if enacted,
perpetual—that is, re-enactment at
future General Assembly sessions will
not be necessary.

1. THE TURTLE DOVE OF BIBRLE
TIMES . .. This dove is the one we know.
as the “'mourning dove."

The turtle dove (mourning dove) was
the most highly regarded bird of Bibles
times, It is offten mentioned in the Old
Testament, as it carried out three im-
portant missions for Noah while he was
in the ark. The first time he sent out the
dove, she soon flew back and Noah knew
the flood was still over all the land; he
reached out his hand and drew her back
into the safety of the ark. "‘She had found
no rest for the soles of her feet "

A week later, when Noah sent the dove
out, she soon returned with a green olive
leaf clasped in her beak. Noah then knew
that the flood was receding. When he sent
her out the third time, she failed to
return, so Noah knew she had found
refuge perhaps in the trees, and the flood
had departed.

The highest honor paid to the dove by
the New Testament writers is using it as
a symbol of the Holy Spirit. In Matthew
3:16, after Jesus had been baptized by
John, the Scriptures say: ‘Lo, the
heavens were opened and he saw the
Spirit of God descending like a dove and
lighting upon him."”

The dove has also long been used as a
symbol of love and peace. Two turtle
doves were offered as a sacrifice after
Jesus was eight days old. This indicated
his parents were too poor to afford a
lamb of the first flock.

A turtle dove could be used under the
law of Moses for a ‘‘sin offering,” and
also one for the “‘burnt offering,”

I strongly feel that our mourning dove,
for its gentle nature and the way it
symbolizes peace and was, a sacred
symbol in the time of Christ, should be
regarded as a very special bird, one that
should be protected at all times. This
dove never raises a fuss with other birds

and is also noted for its parental devotion
and love of its mate. Yet is is placed on
the game bird list in some of the states
and ruthlessly slaughtered by hunters.
Many of these doves get their eyes shot
out and can never find their way back to
their nest; many parent doves are killed,
leaving the young to die of starvation.

The mourning dove is the only bird that
can drink from water and swallow it
without having to lift its head to swallow,
It is of great value to the farmer, as it
consumes weed seeds and many ob-
noxious insects,

The mourning dove's song is something
special to hear. At close range, the voice
seems lo come from a deep, hollow-
sounding music-box in the bird’s throat.It
is introduced by a hollow, mournful coo-
ah, and then follows a series of coos,
which seem too melancholy for such a
sleek and gentle bird. There is a note of
wistful pining in this dove's seng; it
might be spoken of as *'the lovelorn sing-
er of Nature."

The mourning dove can be readily
identified by the black spot behind each
eye and by its buffy brown head and

grayish body, with a blue tint on' the
wings, and by its long, sharp-pointed tail,
which is edged with white and contains
exactly 14 feathers, The wings make a
whistling sound in flight. The feet and
legs are red.

The mourning dove rears two broods
each season and its favorite nesting sites
are elm trees along well-kepl lanes or
highways. Henry Collins says: *‘The low,
gentle coo of this dove reminds one of the
carefully mowed lawns and shade trees
of suburban estates.”

It seems to me the mourning doves
have become quite scarce in our region. 1
used to hear several cooihg during the
year, but now I count it lucky te hear one
or two. We should protect this dove and
strongly protest its slaughter each year.

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What To Do

By NEVYLE SHACKELFORD
(UK College of Agriculture)

February is the shortest month of the
year—a fact for which most people in the
North Temperate Zone are thankful,
since, in character, February is a month
of storms and cold, Although it usually
has a few warm, sunny days that point to
spring, often the very heaviest snows of
the year come and linger on the ground
longest during its tenure. Not too many
vears ago, as can be recalled, remnants
of a snow that fell on St. Valentine's Day
remained on north hillsides until the last
day of March.

Because it is usually a month of
dreadful weather, February may seem
an off month for the gardener, but it isn't.
Traditionally, February 14 was the date
to plant peas, Then, as the busy month of
Mareh is in the immediate offing,
February is high time to make ready for
the garden season.

February is a time to paint, sharpen,
and repair garden tools and equipment;
make an inventory of garden supplies,
and order seeds—while there is some
leisure time yet available. It is much
easier to have the rototiller taken care of
now than it will be when it is needed to
break up a potato patch. Alse, it will be
much more convenient to have the lawn
mower blade sharpened now and the
machineready Lo go whenitis time to cut
the grass for the first time. With these two
jobs out of the way, the gardener will not
be in competition with all those who have
waited until the last minute and when
serviceis likely to be slow and uncertain.

Horticulturists at the University to
Kentucky College of Agriculture say that
February—before the trees 'start to
grow—is a good time to gel your fruit-
tree pruning done. Fruit trees will bear,
of course, if they are not pruned but will
do better if pruned at this time. It is the
time, too, to spray fruit trees with a
solution of lime and sulphur or dormant
oil to control scale insects. Good fruit is
the result of intelligent pruning and
spraying. The products of trees that do

in February

not have this care are usually wormy and
knotty.

The horticulturists also advise the
trimming and shaping of certain kinds of
shrubbery in February, adding that
shrubbery is pruned largely to remove
the oldest wood in order to induce new
growth from the bottom. Be careful to
{rim only the flowering shrubs that bloom
late in the season. To trim or prune the
early flowering varieties now will
destroy the blossoming wood, and (here
will be fewer blossoms. Also avoid
pruning trees and shrubs that bleed—
trees like elm, birch, and maple. Leave
these trees until September or until the
foliage is well developed.

On inclement days in February, time
sometimes hangs heavy; reading seed
catalogs, the new almanacs, and other
literature falls; and symptoms of cabin
fever begin to appear. This sitution can
be brightened by putting on overshoes
and fleece-lined jacket and going out to
collect some woody branches for forcing
into bloom. Pussy willow, forsythia, and
flowering quince are good subjects for
forcing,

After bringing the branches into the
house, submerge them in lukewarm
water for 24 to 48 hours. Then place them
in a vase of warm water and store in a
cool place (50-60 degrees F.). As soon as
color begins to show, place them in a
well-lighted area. Then choose the best
branches and make an arrangement to
bring a touch of spring to the house.

In passing, it is not worthy that while
February is the shortest month, it has
much more than its share of unusual
days. There is Candlemas Day and
Ground Hog Day on the 2nd and Pea-
Planting Day on the 14th. Then there are
birthdays of Washington, Lincoln,
Dickens, Lanier, Lowell, Longfellow, and
host of other notables of great character
and high ambition who achieved
greatness and everlasting fame.
February seems a good month in which
to be born.

Columbia Sees
Summer Cuts
In Gas Supply

Columbia Gas of Kentucky announced
last week that a current review of its gas
supply and requirements picture in-
dicates that it will not be necessary to
make a change in current winter cur-
tailment levels at this time. However, the
company is advising its industrial
customers to anticipate heavier cur-
tailment levels next summer due to
continued deterioration of natural gas
supplies.

The gas company is advising its 75
curtailed industrial customers in the
state that all industrial loads of a million
cubic feet or more a month, excluding
boiler loads, can anticipate 15 per cent
curtailment during the seven-month
period beginning April 1 and ending Oct.
31. These loads currently are being cur-
tailed 10 per cent.

The customers also are being told that
industrial boiler loads of a million cubic
feet or more a month will be curtailed 100
per cent next summer, a continuation of
the curtailment level now in effect.

Columbia’s 117 commercial customers
in the state that use one million cubic feet
or more of gas a month will be curtailed
15 per cent during the summer months,
the maximum summer curtailment
permitted for commercial users. These
customers currently are being curtailed
10 per cent.

Jack Stumbo, area manager for
Columbia Gas in the Prestonsburg area,
emphasized the projections being an-
nounced for the remainder of the winter
and for the seven-month period are based
on the best data available to the company
at this time and cautioned that the
company's supply situation is under
constant review and subject to change at
any time.

State’s Appalachian Area
Outgrowing Other Sections

Recent figures showing Appalachian
population gains are among signs of a
brighter future for this area of Kentucky,
according to state Development
Secretary William L. Short.

The growing importance of coal to the
national economy and energy supply,
and expected diversification of the Ap-
palachian economy, are among the fac-
tors which may accelerate the future
growth of Kentucky's eastern area, he
said.

Short cited figures recently sent te him
by the Appalachian Regional Com-
mission which indicate growth of the
region’s population.

“The Appalachian region gained an
estimated 840,000 residents over the last
five years, with an annual growth rate of
about 160,000 residents per year between
1970-'75."" Short said, “This compares
with an annual growth rate of only about
32,000 residents per year between 1965
and 1970,

“In fact,” Short added, ‘‘only 490,000
people were added to the Appalachian
population in the 10 years prior to 1970, so
we’re dealing with a real acceleration of
growth in the region.”

He said the ARC figures show a 7.5 per
cent increase for the population of
Kentucky's Appalachian region during

the last five years, as compared with an
increae of 4.7 per cent for the non-
Appalachian areas of the state.

“The shift in the growth of population
has been accompanied by a shift from
out-migration, with the natural increase
rate paralleling the national trends. I
think this is a good sign that many are
coming back to the region and that fewer
will be leaving in the future."

Short is also the state’s representative
to the Appalachian Regional Com-
mission.

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State Educational Official
Says Voc Ed Needs, Many

Frankfort, Ky.—‘‘While we are serving
78 per cent of Kentucky high school
students, there are large unmet needs for

vocational education at the post-
secondary level," a state education of-
ficial says.

Last year we served 15 per cent of
those between the ages of 19 and 25 who
needed entry-level job skills,” said
Royce Justice, who is in charge of
planning for vocational education in the
state.

Gov. Julian Carroll repeatedly has
stressed the need to provide more
vocational education to Kentuckians. He
provided more than $7 million last year
to complete construction of additional
vocational schools included in the 1974-'76
budget and his 1976-'78 budget recom-
mends money to build five new
vocational schools and renovale seven
others; in addition, he included more
than $2 million fo expand programs at
existing schools.

Justice expressed concern for the
estimated 23,000 youths who will drop out
of high school in 1980. “The number of
jobs for unskilled workers shrinks
drastically year-by-year, both in Ken-
tucky and in the nation,” he said.

Dr. Carl F. Lamar, assistant
superintendent for vocational education,
pointed out that the mission of vocational
education is to serve all who can benefit
from training in useful or gainful oe-
cupations. He numbered among these the
unemployed, the underemployed, the
disadvantaged and handicapped, those
who wish to return fo the work force,
those who wish to change careers and
those who need upgraded training.

Lamar said that for the past 10 years
the Department of Education has been
heavily involved in the construction of
new facilities, He said that 56 new area
vocational education centers—which
primarily serve secondary students—
and six new state vocational-technical
schools for postsecondary students have
been built in that time period. Ad-
ditionally, 20 schools and centers have
been expanded.

“We sorely needed the new facilities
we have built. Without them we would not
be able to offer the quality of up-to-date
training demanded of our graduates
in business and industry. Last year we
served over 200,000 citizens across the
state," Lamar said.

“Now we have reached the point where
a vocational training facility in a high
school or an area center or school is

within 25 miles of nearly every Ken-
tuckian,"” he explained.

Lamar said that along with programs
to build and expand facilities, the Bureau
of Vocational Education is attempting to
increase the number of students served
in existing facilities.

“A number of services have been
added recently which are helping us to
reach more of the people who need
vocational education,” Lamar said. He
mentioned financial aid for post-
secondary students, vocational guidance
counselors at the state’s 15 vocational-
technical schools and career ladder
programs in which students study at the
vocational schools and at a community
college or state university receiving an
associate degree and a vocational cer-
tificate.

“We now have over 70 programs
preparing people for different oc-
cupations,” he said. ‘‘Because of the
large number of programs we sometimes
have difficulty letting people know the
wide variety of careers open toshem
through vocational education. Our
Practical Arts programs are developed
to acquaint junior high school students
with the entire spectrum of jobs and give
them a sample of what to expect through
hands-on experiences.

““Financial constraints limit our
abilities to serve all who need vocational
education, but one of our biggest
problems is letting the people know what
we can offer them,’” he said. ‘“We are
hoping to improve our programs to keep
the public informed."

State’s Jobless

Rate Is Highest
In Eastern Ky.

Statistics released last week by the
Department for Human Resources
(DHR) for the month of December, show
both the highest and lowest unem-
ployment rates in the state occuring in
Eastern Kentucky.

Lee county showed the highest rate
with 19.1 cent unemployment, while
Martin county, a county which as
recently as 1968 was listed among the
poorest counties in the nation, had the
lowest unemployment rate of an even 4
per cent. The figures show Floyd county
with a 12.1 per cent rate for December.

The unemployment rate for the 34
counties designated by DHR as Eastern
Kentucky rose from 8.3 per cent in
November, to 9.3 per cent in December,
the figures show. Thus, according to the
statistics, Eastern Kentucky’s rate
remains the highest in the state in
comparison to the state’s December rate
of 7.7 per cent.

MacDonald said that Eastern and
North Central Kentucky had the highest
gains in numbers of unemployed, while
Northern Kentucky and the Bluegrass
areas had the least. “The increased
unemployment in the state is due in part
to seasonal layoffs which usually do push
the rates somewhat higher in Decem-
ber,” he explained. He cited con-
struction, sawmill work and agriculture
as areas which usually slow down during
the month.

SECRETARIAL PROGRAM: This is a two-year program designed to train
students in the skills and knowledges necessary to develop competence in the
various duties necessary to become a vital part of any office.

The beginning student will learn to apply his typing knowledge and skill
with speed and accuracy to many business situations; to develop business
communication skills; to acquire acceptable telephone techniques; and to
become adept at performing a multitude of other office activities. A Model
Office Class is provided for the second year of this program.

CLERICAL PROGRAM: This is a two-year program designed to take the
student at his individual level and to help him become a productive clerical
worker.

The student
spends 21 to 233 hours per day at the school. Each high school grants credits
accordingly.

This course being taught in carpentry is designed to provide the basic and
fundamental training needed to enter general carpentry, cabinet making and
masonry work.

Building new homes, factories, churches, and other structures will require
trained personnel to fill the jobs of the future.

DRAFTING

Teacher: Mr. Jerry May

This course deals with the skills and techniques of drawing. Before an in-
dustry builds any product a detailed plan must be made. Students learn line
technique, lettering, shape description, blueprint production and make
numerous drawings of items that would be produced in industry. It is a
universal language used in industry to interpret to the craftsman the ideas and
plans developed by the engineering staff.

WELDING
Teacher: Mr. John C. Frazier

The primary purpose of this course is to provide a sound training program
that will enable youth to obtain skills invelved in welding along with a back-
ground of technical information needed by the modern welders.

The curriculum is designed to give the student a sound foundation in the
principles and safe practice invelved in becoming a skilled eraftsman in the
welding field. At the same time, the student will be subjected to related courses
that should prepare him with the technical background and the use of modern
up-to-date equipment and tools which will enable the student to learn the trade
as it is used in industry,

3 MACHINE SHOP
Teacher: Mr. Clifford VanHoose

The Xmachine shop class is designed primarily to introduce the junior and
senior high school students in Floyd County to the metal working trade as
practiced by the machinist, Practically all the necessities of life are made by
machines, and, the machinist is directly responsible for their production. The
chief function of the machine shop class is to teach the intelligent and safe
operation of the basic machines such as power saw, drill press metal working
lathe, grinder, shaper, and milling machine. Manual skills are learned
primarily through practices. The class in machine shop is designed to advance
these skills through basic operations and the actual making of many projects
from metal. Should the student wish to advance further in the machinist trade,
the hours recorded to him as GAVEC can be directly transferred to Mayo State
Vocational-Technical School in machine shop or tool and die making, where he
is urged toenroll on a full time basis.

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HEALTH CAREERS
Teachers: Ms. Melvina Thomson, R. N. & Ms. Mary E. Anderson, R. N.

The Health Careers Class is a two-semester course offered in local high
schools, area vocational education centers and state vocational-technical
schools throughout the United States. The students in high school who are in-
terested in working with people may enroll in the Health Careers Class to:
explore the various careers in the health fields; to get a lead start in
professional training at the post secondary or college level; to learn skills to
qualify as an assistant upon graduation and it will help them to make a definite
decision whether to prepare for a career in the health field. For those who want
to ‘‘do something to help people’” this course can provide guidance and direction
by “hand-on" experience.

The first semester is spent studying basic health subjects supplemented by
site visits to hospitals, nursing homes, and other local health facilities, The
student spends the time divided in class and laboratory practice of skills. At the
beginning of the second semester when an acceptable level of performance is
reached in the class laboratory students participate in selected activities in the
clinical facilities. This enables the student to practice the skills learned in the
classroom under the class supervision of the certified vocational instructor,
The students will spend one-half of this semester in the facilities actually ob-
taining knowledge that will help them choose a career that is best for them.

- The Health Careers Class of Garth Area Vocational Education Center is the
first in the Kentucky Department of Education, Region Eleven. The possible
enrollment is 30 students in the morning serving Prestonshurg and Betsy Layne
and 30 students in the evening serving Allen-Central, McDowell, and Wheel-
wright. The student spends from 214 hours to 234 hours per day in the class. At
present, Melvina Thomson, R. N. and Mary E. Anderson, R. N. are the in-
structors. The class is designed for seniors, but since it is a new program we do
accept juniors and sophomores, if space is available.

Training for a health career may be on the job following high school
graduation or may last as long as twelve years—the decision is yours. In-
vestigate the possibilities in the health field that Kentucky offers you.

Consumer Comments

By ROBERT F. STEPHENS

A salesman comes to your house and
talks you into signing an agreement to
buy a vacuum cleaner for $149. After the
salesman leaves, you discover that your
new vacuum cleaner does not work
properly or that for some other reason
you simply do not want to purchase it.
Can you cancel the contract and return
the vacuum cleaner? And, how do you do
that?

The answer to these questions is in a
Kentucky law which provides for a three-
day ‘‘cooling-off’ period when home
solicitation sales of goods or services are
involved. It does not, however, apply to
sales of less than $25 in value, to sales
involving insurance or to sales involving
goods or services provided to the buyer in
an emergency.

Anytime you purchase goods or ser-
vices by signing a contract with a door-
to-door salesman, make sure you get a
copy of the contract and that it contains
all the information necessary to inform
you how to cancel and who to contact if
you choose tocancel. The contract should
also have a section boldly entitled

RC&D Assists Area
Water Resources

Big Sandy RC&D Project

Someone has stated that “‘the story of
water in Eastern Kentucky is one of toe
little or too mueh”. This is pretty much
the situation as reported by the Water
Resources Committee of the Big Sandy
Resource Conservation and Develop-
ment (RC&D) Project.

The committee is fully aware that local
flooding is an everpresent threat to lives
and property throughout the project
area. The information gathered by the
committee was included in the RC&D
project plan and used by local sponsors to
take steps to relieve flooding problems.
Many of the problem areas have been
proposed as RC&D measures. The RC&D
Council has approved and started
planning or conducting studies on some
of the measures that they considered as
high priority. Among these are local
flood prevention at Salyer school and the
Licking River ‘‘eut through” at Salyers-
ville in Magoffin county, local flooding at
Porter school and Paintsville Park in
Johnson county, Coldwater Fork of
Rockcastle in Martin county, local flood
prevention at Johns Creek school in Pike
county, local flood prevention at Mec-
Dowell school and in the City of Prestons-
burg, and land drainage at Prestonsburg
Community College.

In the category of “too little’’, many
communities, throughout the project
area, do not have adequate supplies of
good quality water for' household,
business and industrial uses. Progress is
being made to expand water treatment
facilities, extend water lines, create or
expand rural water districts and other
related developments. Among the ac-
tions being taken or planned for the near
future, are extension of water lines to all
Martin county schools (local self-help
county project), and to the towns of
Beauty and Lovely in Martin county,
expansion of water plant at Prestons-
burg, formation of a rural water district
in the Abbott Creek and Little Paint
Creek areas, and extension of lines on
Beaver Creek area in Floyd county,
expansion of water plant at Paintsville to
allow for further extension of water lines,
and extension of water lines in Shelby
Creek area of Pike county.

Among the objectives of the Big Sandy
RC&D Project Council is to cooperate
with the Big Sandy ADD and other
groups for a coordinated program for the
development and improvement of water
supplies and distribution system and
prevent or lessen flood damage to
public, residential, commercial, and
agricultural areas. These are among the
several objectives to conserve, protect,
and develop the natural resource base for
the use and enjoyment of the people of
the project area.

“BUYER’'S RIGHT TO CANCEL," The
law requires it to read as follows:

“If this agreement was solicited lo
your residence and you do not want the
goods or services, you miay cancel this
agreement by mailing a notice to the
seller. The notice must say that you do
not want the goods or services and must
be mailed before midnight of the third
business day after you sign this
agreement. The notice must be mailed to
(name and address of the company).”

Until the seller has complied with this
legal requirement, the buyer has a
continuing right to cancel the home
solicitation by notifying the seller in any
manner and by any means of his in-
tention to cancel.

Cancellation occurs when the buyer
gives written notice of cancellation to the
seller at the address stated in the
agreement or offer to purchase. This
cancellation notice must be postmarked
by midnight of the third business day
after the consumer signs the agreement.
Briefly stated, a home sales contract
may be cancelled by a letter from you,
the buyer, within three business days
after the sale.

After a consumer has written and
mailed the cancellation letter, the
salesman has 10 days in which to return
all payments made by the consumer, any
goods traded in to the salesman and any
note or evidence of indebtedness. The
seller must make an effort to reclaim his
merchandise from the consumer within a
reasonable period, which the law says is
40 days.

During this time, the consumer must
insure that the merchandise in his
possession is kept in good condition. If
the salesman does not claim his goods
within 40 days after cancellation of the
contract, the goods become the property
of the consumer. The wise consumer will
keep the goods in his possession until he
has all the refunds which are due to him.

If, after cancelling and revoking your
contract, you have difficulties settling
the matter with the company, or if you
need any information regarding the
three-day cooling-off period law for home
solicitation sales, contact the Attorney
General, Division of Consumer
Protection, The Capitol, Room 34, Frank-
fort, Ky. 40601 or call toll-free on the
consumer hotline; 1-800-372-2960.

Co., of Elkhorn City. It was issued Jan. 9
for coal located on federal property on
Millers Creek,

Natural Resources
Roberts, in revoking the permit, said
state law prohibits issuing strip mine
permits on public property and the
permit was issued through an ad-
ministrative oversight.

The Crescent permit came to light
during administrative hearings Jan. 28-
29 on the denial of a strip mine permit in
the Daniel Boone National Forest to the
Greenwood Land and Mining Co.

The permit was denied in September
by Hoffman and upheld in December by
Franklin Circuit Judge Squire Williams.

During the hearing, Greenwood at-
torneys pointed out Crescent had been
granted a permit for public land, but
department attorney Alan Harrington
said then it was through an oversight and
steps would be taken to rescind it.
