The Floyd fiscal court this week ad­
vertised for contractors' bids on ap­
proximately $400,000 worth of road, 
street and bridge construction. Bids will 
be received at the county courtroom at 
1:30 p.m., May 24. 

The court also advertised for 50 
railroad tank cars and a large quantity of 
pipe for drainage purposes. 

If acceptable bids are received, work 
could begin this summer on two miles of 
the Left Fork of Abbott road, .35 mile of 
the Stamper Branch road, .35 mile of the 
Shop Fork road at Wayland, .5 mile of the 
Millard Allen road at Lackey, .7 mile of 
the Baptist Bottom road at Garrett, 2.13 
miles of the Frasure's Creek road at 
McDowell, a total of .9 mile of the Cedar 
Hill road, 2 miles of the Little Mud road, 
streets in Auxier, Emma and Maytown 
and a bridge across Right Beaver Creek 
at Eastern. 

Class I bituminous surfacing is asked 
for the roads and streets. 

The fiscal court at its meeting Monday 
authorized County Judge Henry Stumbo 
to enter into a supplementary agreement 
with the Department of Highways for the 
rental of equipment in the amount of 
$15,000. Only two magistrates, Bill Wells 
and Dewey Rl)berts, were present for the 
meeting. 

The court also voted the purchase for 
$700 each of two dump 1967 model dump 
trucks from the state, and provided for 
the part-time employment of six persons 
with the county road department during 
the coming summer. 

Mrs. Pluma J. Stumbo, wife of County 
Attorney Harold Stumbo, was appointed 
to the Floyd County Board of Health to 
fill the vacancy ueated by the 
resignation of Mrs. Ruth Reynolds, of 
Allen. 

Council Okehs 
Humane Society 
Lease of Site 

The Prestonsburg City Council last 
Thursday authorized Mayor William 0 . 
Goebel and City Clerk Beverly Hack­
worth to execute to the Floyd County 
Humane Society a lease on a two-acre 
Middle Creek tract as a site for a future 
animal shelter. 

The lease provides the Society a site for 
the shelter at a cost of $1 a year for 20 
years and is renewable for four 2o-year 
periods at the same rental. The site is on 
the old Middle Creek road and was for­
merly used as the city garbage dump. Its 
availability makes possible an early 
beginning on construction of the shelter, 
it was said. 

Representatives of two firms appeared 
at the meeting to present lease-purchase 
plans to enable the city to acquire 
monitors required by the State Fire 
Marshal as an alert system for firemen. 
A lease-purchase plan over a period of 
five years was submitted, but Council 
asked more detailed information and 
figures. The city already has six 
monitors. It will be permitted to buy two 
a year until a total of 30 is reached.

The date of the hearing on the ap­
plication ofthe B. & H. Coal Company for 
a permit to strip-mine 130 acres of land in 
the Finance Hollow-Click Branch area, 
near Martin, has been changed, it was 
announced Tuesday afternoon . 

The hearing had been scheduled for 
tomorrow afternoon (Thursday), but 
Herring Officer Virginia Collins was 
notified that the coal company attorney, 
Gibson Downing, has a federal court case 
set on that date and cannot be present. 

The date has now been set for June 1 at 
10 a.m. Ed VanHook, of the Department 
of Natural Resources, said the hearing 
will be held at Martin. 

The hearing was originally slated for 
Frankfort, but many of the 400 persons 
who had signed a petition protesting the 
proposed mining operation complained 
that they would not be able to make the 
trip to the capital , and so the hearing site 
was shifted to the Martin school by the 
Kentucky Department of Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection. 

Petitions drawn by the Rev. Dan 
Heintzelman• and Former State 
Representative Everett Akers protest 
the granting of a permit, claiming the 
petitioners fear damage to their homes 
which are located at or near the foot of

Jury Here Clears Charles 
Of Knife-Slaying c·harge 

Joseph, whose conviction drew a so­
day jail sentence and a fine of $100, con­
tended he should have been granted a 
mistrial because two prospective jurors 
made prejudicial remarks. He also 
claimed he should have been permitted 
access to an informant in the case who 
was not named by the Commonwealth as 
a witness. He claimed, too, that it was 
never proved during the trial of the case 
that he owned or had access to the 
building involved. 

The American Cancer Society needs to 
raise $5,500 in Floyd county this year in 
order to continue its program of 
research, education and help, and an 
intensive canvass of the county has been 
planned. 

A Floyd circuit court jury held last 
Friday that Johnny Wayne Charles was 
not guilty of the murder charge lodged 
against him in the knife-slaying last 
October of William Adkins. 

His is perhaps the only murder trial 
that will be heard during the current 
term. The court session will resume next 
week after a vacation this week while the 
Kentucky State Bar was in convention. 

The Commonwealth offered testimony 
of five persons who said they were 
eyewitnesses to the slaying in support of 
its contention that the killing was un­
provoked and took place outside, or in the 
edge of, the yard of the home where 
Charles was staying at the time. The 
slaying took place at the Velva Kidd 
home on Toler Creek. 

The defense countered with the 
testimony of nine who were described as 
eyewitnesses. They claimed Adkins and 
his brothers-in-law, Don and Bob 
McKinney, came to the Kidd place the 
night of the killing and that Adkins came 
into the yard after Charles, who cut 
Adkins in self-defense. It also was 
testified that Don McKinney was armed 
with a shotgun. 

Arnold Turner, Jr. was defense 
counsel. Commonwealth's Attorney 
James R. Allen was assisted in the 
prosecution by County Attorney Harold 
J. Stumbo. 

The current criminal court session will 
be followed by a civil term which will 
convene June 1. The coming term has 68 
cases on its docket and will probably run 
into July.

Dr. James Graham, state superin­
tendent of public instruction, said he felt 
local boards were trying lo improve and 
often had problems that had to be taken 
into consideration. Some districts want 
quality education but don't have the 
money to provide it, he said. 

But every one of them has a basketball 
team, Brown said. 

Referring to some school's claims that 
they don't offer music or art because 
students aren't interested, Brown said: 
"Well, they don't want math or English 
either, but we've assumed for a long time 
that we know the things that a child 
should at least have the opportunity to 
learn.'' 

Graham said he hoped school 
representatives wouldn't misinterpret 
the invitation and "feel we don't have 
good faith in their efforts to improve. I 
know they're trying to improve and want 
to do well. All the superintendents and 
board chairmen are concerned." 

When Brown asked if it were right for a 
school to choose a basketball team rather 
than a library, Graham replied, "Yes. 
That's what I'm saying. That's a local 
matter and their choice. I'm sure they've 
considered that choice carefully."

Key Personnel 

Frankfort, Ky.-State environmental 
officials have announced four "key" 
appointments in the division of 
reclamation, allowing it to carry , out 
better Gov. Carroll's objective of strict 
enforcement of Kentucky's strip-mining 
Jaws. 

John Witt, commissioner of the bureau 
of land resources in the Kentucky 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection said: "The 
reorganization of the division is begin­
ning to take shape and we have come to 
the point now that we can announce the 
selections." 

Heading division sections are Forrest 
Roark of Lexington, operations; Clay 
Snedegar of Frankfort, design; Ira Gray 
of Stamping Ground, orphan land 
program ; and Edward Spencer of 
Frankfort, administration. 

Roark , a registered professional 
engineer who has been with the division 
since 19'74, will supervise the depart­
ment's monitoring of operators' mining 
and reclamation efforts. The section also 
issues noncompliance orders, monitors 
all construction and supervises the area 
offices. 

Before coming to the reclamation 
division, Roark had worked with the 
state transportation department for 17 
years. He first began with the bureau of 
highways in 1957 as a design engineer. 
Soon promoted to chief right of way agent 
in the Flemingsburg district office, he 
continued in that position until he trans­
ferred as a civil engineer to the division 
of reclamation in the environmental 
department in 1974. Roark recently 
became a chief civil engineer in that 
division. 

Snedegar the new design head, is a 
registered professional engineer and 
land surveyor who took early retirement 
in December, 1971, following 34 years 
with the state bureau of highways where 
he was chief design engineer in the 
Frankfort central office. 

The design section he will head is 
responsible for the review process and 
approval of all mining permit ap­
plications. 

In the orphan land section, Gray will 
oversee the Tennessee Valley Authority 
program for land reclamation in 12 
eastern Kentucky counties that was strip 
mined prior to enactment of the state's 
reclamation laws in 1964. 

The section will also administer the 
revolving fund program, which enables 
the state to purchase mined property, 
reclaim it, resell the land and return the 
money to the fund for the continued 
support of the program. Gray's section 
also supervises reclamation bond for­
feitures; the money is used to finance 
reclamation. 

The division of reclamation's ad­
ministrative section is responsible for all 
administrative and fiscal matters. Since 
1968, its new head, Spencer, worked in 
the state Department of Education's 
division of finance. There he initiated 
administrative procedures for local 
school districts in personnel, finance, and 
accounting. 

Ten regional veterans employment 
representatives were added to the field 
staff of the U.S. Department of Labor's 
Veterans Empl'oyment Service during 
the 1975 fiscal year to increase efforts to 
produce jobs and training opportunities 
for veterans, according to the Depart­
ment's annual report.

Crime Prevention Fails 

After spending millions, perhaps billions, on it, the federal 
government is reported ready to give up on its much-publicized 
Crime Prevention Program . 

It simply fails to prevent, they say. After all the dollars that 
have gone down the drain on electronic devices, including radio 
communications which communicated as much to the criminal 
as to the enforcement officer, our government finds that crime is 
increasing. 

This country needs to ask some questions before wasting its 
citizens' money on programmed panaceas. For example: 

How much is gadgetry worth in such a ca.use? How much more 
is the worth of the officer on the beat, unhampered by a 
multitude of technicalities, and given the support of the law and 
the courts? 

And another question: 
What the profit to the country and its peace, if criminals are to 

be turned loose upon society by j uries1 judges and parole 
boards-what profit, even if every criminal is arrested? 

All this sympathy with human rights, which, admittedly, in­
clude the rights of the criminal, has its place. But such concern 
should not be permitted to interfere with protection of these to 
the hurt of all those others who abide by the law and live at peace 
with their neighbors. 

A "hard line" on crime will achieve more than hard cash.

$250,000 Work 
Begun by Firm 
In Banner Area 

The area along new US 23 south of 
Allen continues to attract distributors of 
mining machinery , equipment and 
supplies.

The Banner branch will at first employ 
from 8 to 10 persons. Russell King , now a 
resident of Beckley , W Va , will be 
branch manager .

Buyer's Clubs Investigated 
Frankfort, Ky. Certain buyer's clubs 

recently have come under the close 
scrutiny of the state Department of 
Banking and Securities, according to the 
securities director , Jack Bunnell. 

Bunnell said his office has received 
some 20 complaints about the clubs and 
added that there is " no telling" how 
many of the organizations are operating 
in Kentucky. 

The securities director said farm 
families frequently are solicited, with 
many clubs charging a $289 membership 
fee . This fee supposedly entitles a 
member to a substantial discount on an 
item purchased through the club. 

To illustrate the process, Bunnell cited 
a hypothetrical case of a farmer needing 
a tractor . As a member of the club, the 
farmer would first obtain a signed 
statement quoting the tractor 's price 
from the most reasonable dealer in the 
area. 

The club, which may have claimed to 
hav e exclusive contracts wi th 
manufac turers, would then supposedly 

find the tractor at a better price and 
charge the member 20 per cent of the 
total amount saved . For example, if 
$1,000 were saved, the farmer would pay 
the club $200. 

However, Bunnell said his office has 
learned of only one incident in which 
money was saved through an agriculture 
buyer's club. A man told him of receiving 
a $1.50 discount on a spool of barbed wire 
after paying the $289 membership fee. 

A firm operating in southern Kentucky 
sold memberships for $100, but left the 
state soon after collecting the fees. 

Bunnell said the inflationary cost of 
living has been responsible for a growing 
interest in buyer's clubs.

Board Accepts 
$437,489 Bid 
On Water Work 

The low bid of $437,489 submitted by 
Pearson Bros., Portland, Tenn. con­
tractors, on Phase II of the Brush Creek­
David water system extension was ac­
cepted last Thursday by commissioners 
of the Beaver-Elkhorn Water District. 

The bid covers laying of water mains, 
Brush Creek to David, and the setting of 
150 or more water meters on the Beaver 
Creek sections served by the water 
district. 

Contract on a second project connected 
with the Brush Creek-David extension, 
the construction of a water storage tank, 
foundation and valve pit, was awarded to 
P & P Construction Co., London, Ky., on 
its low bid of $42,000. 

Construction of the storage tank on top 
of the mountain between Brush Creek 
and the left fork of Middle Creek will 
make delivery of water to Middle Creek 
residents possible by gravity flow, it was 
explained. 

A work order on the water mains and 
meter setting work is expected to be 
made within the next two weeks. The 
contract sets the completion at eight 
months after issuance of the work order. 

The water system extension is ex­
pected to add from 125 to 150 customers 
to the Beaver-Elkhorn system which 
already is serving more than 900 on 
Beaver Creek and its two tributaries, 
Right and Left Beaver Creeks. 

Residents of the Brush Creek-David 
area will be contacted soon for the signup 
of water-use contracts. The tap-on fee for 
that area will be $75. 

J. C. Wells, commission chairman, 
cited the necessity of acquiring easement 
rights for the laying of water mains. " I 
would hope, since this water system will 
be so beneficial to the area, that 
acquisition of the necessary easements 
will be no problem," Mr. Wells said. 

Wells was appointed Monday by 
County Judge Henry Stumbo to a fourth 
four-year term as a commissioner of the 
water district. That day marked the 
beginning of his 13th year on the board. 
Other commissioners are John Milton 
Stumbo, of McDowell, and LaFaye 
Hughes, of Garrett.

The same is true for fog and mist, the 
Society advises. "Sunglasses will not 
sharpen vision in bad driving weather, " 
Mrs. Zollinger said. " The wise driver will 
wear sunglasses for the purpose in­
tended-to give eye comfort when the sun 
is bright." 

Frankfort, Ky.-The forestry division 
in the Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection has sold and shipped ap­
proximately nine million tree seedlings 
since last November, an increase of more 
than one million over last year. 

Division director Harry Nadler said 
the buyers were private landowners, who 
pay from $15 to $25 per thousand ac­
cording to the species of the one, and two­
year-old seedlings. 

Nadler termed the program one of the 
state's most important in forestry­
including the reforestation of idle, barren 
land and the reinforcement of our un­
derstocked woodlands. 

"This is essential if we are to produce 
the forest products needed for an in­
creasing population. We must be able to 
produce the wood products that will be 
required," Nadler said. 

He noted that after current stocks were 
shipped the division's three nurseries 
now are preparing and reseeding the 
beds for next year's crop. The nurs~ries 
are located near Gilbertsvil1<{ and 
Dawson Springs in western Keritucky 
and in Morgan County in ea10tern Ken­
tucky. 

This year's shipments included more 
than two million black locus~. nf,!arly 1.5 
million loblolly pine, one million short 
leaf pine, more than 1.5 million white 
pine, and approximately 200,000 black 
walnut . 

In addition, the division sold 1,077 
wildlife packets which contained 100 
seedlings that were suitable for small 
wildlife plantings. The packets cost $5.

Four-Year Term 
Set for Melvin 

U. S. District Judge H. David Her­
mansdorfer passed sentence Monday on 
Johnson county Sheriff Ray Melvin, who 
was convicted last week on seven counts 
of violation of the Hobbs Act by accepting 
bribes from bootleggers . 

On each of four counts he was sen­
tenced to four years in federal prison, the 
terms to run concurrently, and was fined 
$7,500 (This means a pen term of four 
years and total fines of $30,000.) 

On each of three other counts Melvin 
was sentenced to five years in prison and 
a $10,000 fine, but this sentence was 
suspended on five-year probation. 

Melvin is being held in the Boyd county 
jail, pending execution of appeal bond set 
for Monday. He will appeal the con­
v.iction to the U. S. Circuit Court of Ap­
peals. 

In the trial at Catlettsburg three 
prosecution witnesses testified that they 
had given Melvin payoff money. Taped 
recordings of conversations purportedly 
between the sheriff and one or more 
admitted bootleggers were admitted as 
evidence. 

Robert Stafford, former Johnson 
county trial commissioner, was 
acquitted on all counts of an indictment 
voted against him for violations similar 
to those of Melvin.

The most prized possession of Jim 

Clayton was a large, double-frame gold 
watch. It was unusually large and Jim 
found it most difficult to force it into the 
pocket of his bibbed overalls. Jim liked to 
pull this biscuit-size timepiece from his 
pocket and show it to anyone who can·ed 
to look at it. Jim would say, "This old 
ticker is the best friend I ever had." 
Little did he know at that time that the 
old Licker would later save his life . 

Jim's closest friend was Stephen 
Early. Stephen was a man of mystery. 
His life had a strange beginning and a 
strange ending. He never knew who his 
father and mother were, or whence he 
came. 

Jody Stephen and his wife lived in a 
large two-story house just beyond Old 
Olive Hill. They had no children and lived 
alone in this rambling two story struc­
ture. They had always wished for a son or 
a daughter but this wish never came 
true. Early one day in April, Mrs. 
Stephen thought she heard the whimper 
that came from a newborn infant outside 
the house. She opened the front door and 
there on the front steps, wrapped in a 
soiled towel, was a newborn baby. It was 
obvious that it had been placed there just 
a few minutes before. She tenderly took 
the infant and placed him in the bed. 
They looked all around but none could 
help them solve the mystery of the baby's 
parents. 

In casting about for a name for the new 
found infant, they decided to call it 
Early. This seemed quite appropriate 
since it was found so early in the mor­
ning. As the child grew up it became 
known as Stephen Early. Stephen was a 
nice, quiet boy, and his foster parents 
were proud of him.

One morning he did not come for 
breakfast. Mrs. Stephen went up to his 
room to see what was wrong. He had left 
the only home he had ever known and no 
trace of him could be found.

mess hall. It was at this lime that 
Stephen Early met Jim Clayton and they 
became very close friends . They were 
both cooks and they worked together. 
There was a large, unfinished room at 
the boarding house that served as a 
recreation room. After the evening meal, 
the workers would gather around a long 
table to enjoy a couple of hours of 
relaxation. 

Pikeville to parts unknown. never again 
to be seen by a Kentuckian known to him. 
He settled near Toledo, Ohio and secured 
employment on the railroad under an 
assumed name. He kept in contact with 
his wife and children through a third 
party. They left to join him in a short 
time. They left at night, leaving all their 
furniture behind. As his sons grew to 
manhood, they were informed of what 
their father had done. They urged him to 
return to Kentucky and pay his debt to 
society. He made three attempts to do so . 
The first time he got as far as Ashland 
but after wrestling with his conscience 
all night in a hotel, he returned home.

The recreation consisted mainly of 
playing poker and drinking straight corn. 
The poker players would place their guns 
before them on the table. Stephen Early 
went to the pump to fetch a pail of 
drinking water. While he was out, some 
of the men removed his gun from the 
table and hid it. When he asked about his 
gun . they told him he would have to 
search for it. He was suddenly enraged. 
He snatched a revolver from the table 
and began to fire at random. Two men 
fell dead on the floor . Jim Clayton was 
outside but as soon as he heard the 
shooting he rushed into the house. As he 
came through the door, he was knocked 
flat on his back by a bullet from Stephen 
Early's gun. After a few minutes, he rose 
to sitting position. The double frame gold 
watch in his bibbed overall pocket was 
bent double. It had stopped a .45 slug 
from a revolver and saved his life. 

Stephen Early consulted with his 
closest friends and it was decided that he 
take refuge in the nearby forest until the 
sentiment against him subsided. He told 
them he would leave a notice in the 
crevice of a rock on a high knob 
overlooking the valley. The note would 
tell exactly wher.e to find him. Two young 
women, disguised as hunters, took to the 
woods the following day and found his 
note in the rock. They were instructed to 
meet with him at a cave about half-way 
up the mountain. They retraced their 
steps and delivered a three-day supply of 
food to him. He hid out in this virgin 
forest for about a month before he 
decided to leave Kentucky. He walked 50 
miles through the forest and boarded the 
early morning passenger train from

State Plumbers 
Unhappy about 
Changing Code 

Frankfort, Ky.-Kentucky plumbers 
did not mince words in protesting 
proposed changes in nine state plumbing 
regulations at a recent public hearing in 
Frankfort. 

The public hearing was held by the 
division of plumbing in the Kentucky 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection. 

The affected regulations cover 
definitions; license applications and 
examinations; installation permits; 
plumbing fixtures; soil, waste and vent 
systems ~ joints and connections; traps 
and cleanouts; water supply and 
distribution; and inspections and tests. 

The major changes with which the 
plumbers were concerned were the 
definitions, the soil, waste and vent 
systems and the inspections and tests 
regulations. 

The addition of the term "basement" is 
the main change in the definitions 
regulation. The proposed revision defines 
a basement as a dwelling unit's lowest 
level that is entirely or partially below 
ground level and does not necessarily 
have an entrance at that level. 

John Mirlisena, legislative chairman 
of the Kentucky Plumbing, Heating and 
Cooling Association, said the plumbing 
contractors feel the definition is not in 
agreement with the dictionary or with 
practices that have been allowed in the 
past. 

Other plumbers felt that by using the 
word ''dwelling,'' the regulation exclused 
all other buildings. 

The soil, waste and vent system 
regulation controls the materials and 
design of those systems that will be used 
in the construction of all types of 
plumbing systems throughout the state. 
The proposed section troubling the 
plumbers requires the vent to be the 
same size as the drain it serves. 

"In the past, we've been able to install 
plumbing with smaller pipes than the 
regulation now specifies, so the plum bing 
contractors of the state don't concur with 
the Kentucky plumbing code committee 
on this regulation," Mirlisena said. 

Ronald Erpenbeck, a plumber from 
northern Kentucky, said he has always 
used four-inch drains under houses for 
cleaning purposes and for ease in 
cleaning basement floor drains. 

"If the change goes through," said 
Erpenbeck, "I'll be forced to run a three­
inch drain. Then I'll have to be called in 
for maintenance work. And a hand, any 
size, can't get into a three-inch drain."

I read with interest the article ap­
pearing in your April 21, 1976 issue 
wherein Magistrate Kenneth Roberts is 
quoted as accusing Trooper Roger Castle 
and ABC Agent Ted Salisbury of 
violating the law by taking an accused 
before a magistrate in a district other 
than the one in which an offense was 
alleged to have occurred.

Under Section 142 of the Kentucky 
Constitution, the jurisdiction of a Justice 
of the Peace is coextensive with the 
county, and the courts have held that the 
magisterial district in which a crime is 
committed is of no jurisdictional con­
sequence so long as the offense occurred 
in the presiding magistrate's county. 

Copies of the Attorney General's 
opinions written over the years which 
interpret the law in this matter as stated 
above have been forwarded for your 
consideration. 

Anything that you can do to alleviate 
the embarrassment caused these officers 
by the irresponsible and W1Warrranted 
charges made against them would be 
greatly appreciated.

Agrees that Coal Trucks 
Create Highway Hazards 

I am no one famous, just an average 
citizen, but I would like to add my 
comments to the letter of Mr. James 
Williams, of Williamsburg, Ky., letters to 
the editor, in your May 5, 1976 paper. 

I drive from Auxier through Prestons­
burg every morning to my place of 
employment and back through Prestons­
burg, to my home in Auxier every af­
ternoon. 

One very foggy morning this spring, I 
came upon a coal truck, stopped on the 
highway to make a lefl-hand turn. There 
were no signals of any kind on it and the 
taillights were so dirty I just saw them in 
time to pull off onto the shoulder and pass 
on the right side in order to avoid an 
accident. 

Another afternoon, I was driving 
behind a coal truck with large lumps of 
coal piled so high it was falling off with 
each bump he hit. I saw one large lump 
fall off and hit the grill of a small sports 
car meeting this truck. It destroyed the 
grill of the car. The license plate was so 
dirty you could not read one number on 
it. 

These trucks piled so high happen often 
and coal keeps falling off all the way 
down the highway. Also they will drive so 
slow that traffic will be lined up for miles 
behind them. You cannot get close 
enough to pass them because of coal 
flying at you and all over the highway. A 
lump could fall off and hurt someone and 
destroy your property.

Many times I have met these trucks 
driving across the yellow line and have to 
pull off on the shoulder to avoid being hit. 
This happens on curves and also on 
straight stretches. 

I do not mean to infer all drivers are as 
discourteous as those described above. 
Many are courteous and cover their coal 
to avoid it falling off and drive on their 
side of the road. 

I agree with Mr. Williams that we have 
a double standard of justice in our county 
and surrounding counties.

Claims Forest Fires 
Helpful, Not Harmful 

During the past Spring cleaning time 
for farmers I watched the news on 
television and read several stories in The 
Times of how forest fires had destroyed 
thousands of acres of forest. This letter is 
just to inform you and all the Floyd 
CoW1ty Times readers, especially the 
Forestry and Department of Game 
Division, that the idea of forest fires 
destroying the forests simply makes me 
sick. I don't mean the idea of them being 
destroyed makes me sick, it's the idea 
that people are stupid enough to believe 
that forest fires destroy all that much. 

· I'm only 41 years old but you can ask 
any oldtimer how much these fires 
destroy. I haven't been able to figure out 
what has been destroyed yet, so perhaps 
someone with an objection to this letter 
will be so kind as to explain what has 
been destroyed other than the things 
mentioned in this letter. 

First of all, let's look at the recent fire 
on the Bull Creek Mountain. As much fire 
as was there and all the effort in trying to 
extinguish this blaze, the only thing I 
have seen so far that was destroyed was 
a few little, scrubby pines that would 
never amount to anything, anyway. 
While passing through this area one 
should take notice to both sides of the 
mountain and compare the difference in 
the one that was supposedly destroyed 
and the other side where the fire didn't 
burn. The big difference is that the one 
which was supposedly destroyed has a 
much deeper color of green in the timber 
area and there is no underbrush or weeds 
for our much-dreaded copperheads and 
rattlesnakes to hide in. Another 
noticeable difference: If one were to take 
the time and effort to climb both sides of 
these mountains, I would wager that the 
burned out side would be much more 
pleasant to walk through, but from ex­
perience if I were to venture on the other 
side I would take special effort to rid 
myself of wood ticks, chiggers and, of 
course, our well known poison ivy. 

Our beautiful pine forests which have 
become a major attraction in this area 
which the Forestry Division was so 
careful in planting are to any eye a 
beauty to behold from a distance. They 
even make beautiful pictures for post­
cards but, of course, the cameraman or 
the person who reads the cards doesn't 
have to scratch the poison ivy or strip 
naked to rid himself of the wood ticks. 
This doesn't include the danger of a 
major fire that could destroy homes after 
years of falling stuff <dead pine needles ). 

As our forests stand now I would like to 
know what we're protecting our forests 
from when we extinguish a blaze that has 
erupted in one season's falling of leaves . 
Most of our timber resources that aren't 
hollowed out from damp rot starting in 

the center of the trees and caused by a 
blight and Jays its eggs in the leaves are 
being d~troyed by myrtle, black jack, 
honeysuckle and poison ivy vines. It's 
almost impossible to find a squirrel now 
that doesn't have what we call "wolves" 
in them. These larvae comes from a type 
of fly which Jays its eggs in the leaves 
we're so anxious not to get destroyed by 
fire. Our poisonous snake population 
within the past five years has increased 
at a tremendous rate equivalent to 100 
snakes in the protected areas to almost 
none in areas that have been burned out. 
Proof? When Dewey Lake was first 
brought to the public attention it was an 
inhabited area where several small areas 
were farmed and several times fires 
raged in that area. We still have our for­
ests there but it has been several years 
since a fire has burned the area out. 
Last year, in September, from the area of 
Terry's Boat Dock to the curve across 
from May Lodge on one trip at 10 at night 
I counted not less than 19 copperhead 
snakes and only managed to kill three of 
them. In another area last year a lady 
with small children in her car had to stop 
and take a few steps down a river em­
bankment and was pulled out later with 
no less than 119 poison snakebites on her, 
and no less than some 40 copperheads 
and rattlesnakes, some of them cross­
bred, were still hanging to her. 

In our hospitals last year several 
people were treated for tick fever and to 
my count five dogs died from this disease 
also. Where do these ticks come from? 
Where do these snakes live? Why are our 
forests so grown up they are almost 
impossible to penetrate? Do forest fires 
really destroy the forests? These 
questions can mostly be answered by 
using a little commonsense. A small, 
very inexpensive experiment can answer 
one of these questions, as I have used it 
myself. If you have trees on your land, 
clear it off in the spring. After one falling 
of leaves in the fall, stick several or even 
one ordinary pencil, or a small stick the 
size of a pencil in the ground, in the 
center of the leaf area. Simply burn the 
one falling of leaves and see for your­
selves if the stick or pencil burns in two 
or is destroyed. 

I have no personal gain from this in­
formation or in writing this letter, but I 
wonder what we, the public, are paying 
for in that we support our Forestry 
Division. It is my personal opinion that in 
what is termed as protecting our forests 
we are threatening our own personal 
health and safety. 

Any different opm10n that can be 
proven beyond that which I have stated 
would be appreciated. I would like to 
read it in The Times.

Chapman was a native of 
Massachussetts, born about 1775, but 
later moved to Ohio.

Frequently he pulled his boat to stream 
banks and put apple seeds in the soil. He 
was getting a start on early settlers he 
knew would brave Indian country. When 
families informed his they were stopping 
at Limestone, now Maysville, to travel 
the Buffalo Trace or lesser Indian paths, 
he asked their preference: ''Be ye 
wanting the trees started or merely the 
seeds for easier packing'?" 

He was ready to fulfill every request 
with apple seeds from his sack or pouch 
or seedlings he had pulled from his 
countless small orchards along the way. 

Instead of a hat for his head, Johnny 
wore a pot that served as headgear when 
walking and as a cooking pot when

camping. One historian observed him as 
he broke camp and used the pot to pour 
water over his campfire. "God forbid 
that I should build a fire for my comfort 
that would destroy any of His creatures.'' 

His moral feelings about creatures 
would not allow him to hunt. He slept in 
the forests in all weather and seldom 
wore shoes even in snow. He moved his 
campfire once because he had built it too 
close to the den of a bear and her cubs. 
He was a scholar and carried books in­
side his shirt. 

With all his learning and feelings of 
compassion for people, animals and 
plants, he gave away all that he had and 
roamed the countryside up and down the 
Ohio River and other streams in the 
region garbed in tattered clothing. To 
Johnny Appleseed, a better use could be 
made of money than buying fancy 
clothes. 

Miss Price remembered that, strange­
looking as he was, he was well-versed in 
grammar and the arts, and endeared 
himself to children and entire families. 
This included Indian families who had no 
sympathy for settlers making inroads 
on their land. 

She and others were inclined to think 
that wherever an apple tree stood in 
fields cleared by pioneers, it was a 
monument to Johnny. 

"His deeds Jive anew," said Rosella 
Price, ''every springtime in the 
fragrance of apple blossoms he loved so 
well."

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY

ZONING THE PROPERTY IN MAYS 
BRANCH HEREINAFTER 
DESCRIBED AS "RESIDENTIAL 
MEDIUM DENSITY" <R-2). 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY

"BEGINNING at a point in the existing 
City limits line located on the northeast 
side of the Mays Branch Road where the 
present City limits line crosses Mays 
Branch Road; thence leaving the present 
City Limits in a northeast direction to the 
top of the hill between Spradlin Branch 
and Mays Branch, corner of the property 
of Dr. David White; thence with the 
property line of Dr. David White, around 
the head of the hollow, and down the point 
to a point on the north side of the Mays 
Branch Road; thence in a southern 
direction to a point in the existing City 
limits line, located on a high point on the 
ridge between Mays Branch and Trim­
ble Branch." 

For more particular reference to the 
tract of land described, a map of said 
territory is filed with Richard Earl 
Martin, Civil Engineer, Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky. 

SECTION NO. II. That said territory, 
now a part of the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, shall be and it is hereby zoned 
"Residential Medium Density" (R-2).

ORDINANCE NO. 5-76 
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING 
FIRE LIMITS IN THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, FLOYD COUNTY, 
KENTUCKY, AND PROVIDING FOR A 
PENALTY FOR VIOLATION OF THIS 
ORDINANCE. 

WHEREAS, in the interest of the 
protection of life and property, it is 
deemed advisable to limit building 
construction in the Business Districts of 
the City against the hazards of fire 
spreading from building to buildipg, and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Inspection 
Bureau has recently made a survey and 
evaluated the fire defenses of the City of 
Prestonsburg for the purpose of 
classifying the City for fire insurance 
rates and has recommended the 
establishment of fire limits. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT OR­
DAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY : 

SECTION NO. I. For the purpose of 
this Ordinance fire limits shall be 
established as being the same territory 
established under the City's Zoning 
Ordinance as "Neighborhood Com­
mercial District" (C-1), "General 
Business District" ( C-2), "Central 
Business District" (C-3), and "Highway 
Business District" (C-4), and any 
territory within the boundaries of such a 
business district as may be hereafter 
created, extended, changed or revised by 
subsequent amendment to said Zoning 
Ordinance. 

SECTION NO . II. Building con­
struction within these districts shall 
conform to the Standards of Safety of the 
Division of Fire Prevention, Department 
of Public Safety, of the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky, which have been heretofore 
adopted by Ordinance No. 8-63, approved 
on June 11, 1963. 

SECTION NO . III. Any person, firm or 
corporation violating any of the 
provisions of this Ordinance shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor and upon 
conviction thereof shall be fined in a sum 
not less than Ten ($10.00) Dollars nor 
more than Five -Hundred ($500.00) 
Dollars, for each violation, or confined in 
jail for not more than sixty (60) days, or 
both . Each day such violations exist 
shall, in the discretion of the courts, be 
considered a separate offense. 

SECTION NO. IV. This Ordinance shall 
take effect and be in force at the earliest 
date provided by law, after same has 
been signed by the Mayor, attested by the 
City Clerk, and published according to 
law.

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Many Kentucky Bridges Faulty, Study States 
Frankfort, Ky.-Nearly one Kentucky 

bridge in every three is deficient by 
federal engineering standards, says a 
study released here. 

A total of 3,763 of the state's 1,947 
bridges are structurally deficient or 
obsolete, according to The Road In­
formation Program (TRIP l of 
Washington, D. C. 

The research and information agency's 
findings are based on projections of data 
in the National Bridge Inventory con­
ducted by the Federal Highway Ad­
ministration. 

The most serious category of 
deficiency involves 24 bridges that are 
too weak structurally to handle the 
maximum vehicle weights and traffic 
volume on connecting roads, says TRIP. 
These are the bridges with major 
structural deficiency according to 
federal standards. All need to be 
replaced. 

Another 2,939 bridges have minor 
structural deficiency. These are 
adequate to handle all traffic for now, but 
need substantial repairs to prevent 
serious deterioration, says the study. 

A third category involes 800 obsolete 
bridges with narrow clearances, poor 
deck surface or roadway approaches that 
make passage difficult, the study says. 
Most of these bridges are more than 40 
years old. 

TRIP emphasizes that there is little 
danger of bridges collapsing because 
spans weakened by age and use are 
posted for maximum safe loads. A far 
more prevalent safety hazard exists 
where narrow clearances, dangerous 
approaches and bady worn deck surface 
increase the chance of accidents on 
bridges, the agency says. 

The report points out that the posting of 
low weight limits on old, weak bridges as 
a safety precaution often requires farm 
trucks, school buses and other heavy 
vehicles to go miles out of the way to use 
stronger bridges. The result is time and 
fuel wasted and higher vehicle operating 
costs, the report adds. 

TRIP estimates it would cost $266.2 
million to restore the 824 most seriously 
deficient bridges, on the basis of national 
average bridge replacement costs. 

"We've fallen behind in bridge renewal 
because of a lack of funds," said TRIP 
director Buckner Hinkle, who released 
the report. He is president of Hinkle 
Contracting Corporation, of Paris, Ky. 

Hinkle said the state, counties and 
cities could not raise the needed bridge 
renewal funds without borrowing or 
increasing motor fuel taxes. Instead, he 
urged that the federal-aid program for 
helping states upgrade deficient bridges 
be expanded. The program provides 75 
per cent of the cost of bridge repairs, and 
the states make up the remainder. 

The study says the 1976 federal-aid 
highway bill provides $180 million a year 
for bridge modernization. This amounts 
to only 10.6 per cent of the $1.7 billion 
needed annually to rebuild an estimated 
80,000 deficient .bridges throughout the 
nation, the study adds. 

The Kentucky Department of Trans­
portation has applied for federal-aid 
funds to rebuild 354 bridges at an 
estimated cost of $93 million. But as of 
March 31, 1976, the Federal Highway 
Administration had allocated only $8 
million for bridge work in Kentucky, says 
the study. 

TRIP reports that a $266.2 million 
bridge re~ewal effort would create an 
estimated 1,160 jobs a year for the next 10

Rate· Hike Denied

The Kentucky Public Service Com­
mission CPSCl has denied a $19,529 rate 
increase requested by the Mike Little 
Gas Co., of Melvin. 

The commission ruled that the com­
pany's present rates produce sufficient 
revenues to permit it to pay operating 
expenses, debt cost and to also have a 
reasonable return on investment. 

The PSC order noted that the company 
had not undertaken adequate protection 
of its facilities, as required in an April17, 
1974 rate increase. 

A hearing was held to discuss the 
request in the commission's Frank fort 
office Dec. 10, at which time the con­
sumer protection division of the attorney 
general's office intervened.

The Kentucky Constitution 
provides that the Chief Justice 
of the Supreme Court of Ken­
tucky be the chairman of the 
seven-member commission, 
that members of the Bar elect 
two members and that the 
Governor appoint the four 
remaining members, none of 
whom are to be members of the 
Bar. 

Named to terms that expire 
on January 1, 1978 are Bruce 
Ferguson, of Union, and John E. 
White, of Manchester. Ap­
pointed by Gov. Carroll to terms 
that expire on January 1, 1980, 
are Frank Paxton, of Paducah, 
and L. D. Gorman, of Hazard. 

Kentucky law provides that 
the terms will hereafter be for 
four years, that they will be 
staggered, and that the major

the old homeplace and says he 
well remembers the night in 
1888 that the Hatfields burned 
down his family's log cabin and 
killed two of his cousins 

"My daddy pulled me out of 
the cabin," he said. "All we 
were able to save were our 
nightclothes." 

Like Hatfield, McCoy said he 
also bore no grudge. He said he 
soon forgave the Hatfields and 
even drank moonshine with 
Devil Anse a few years after the 
cabin burning. 

"The Hatfields are my good 
friends," he added. "Just the 
other day a Hatfield boy 
brought me over three squirrels 
he had killed. Imagine that-a 
Hatfield doing that for a Mc­
Coy." 

The monument which was 
dedicated was donated by 
Leonard and Joseph McCoy, 
coal operators from Phelps, Ky. 
The massive block of granite 
was carved and delivered by the 
Hatfield Monument Co. of Sarah 
Ann, W.Va . 

The McCoy cemetery is just 
across a narrow valley from the 
old McCoy homeplace and is 
some 10 miles south of the Tug 
River, which divides the two 
stales. Back in the 1880s, the 
McCoys were the most powerful 
clan on the Kentucky side of the 
river, and the Hatfields called 
the tune on the northern bank in 
West Virginia. 

The shooting stopped before 
the advent of the 20th century. 
Pike County, Kentucky, school 
Supt. James Dotson, a relative 
of both families, presided over 
the dedication and referred to 
those bloody days in his speech . 
But he also pointed out that the 
two families have lived together 
peacefully for many, many 
years. 

"Perhaps too much of the 
memory remains," Dotson 
said, "because like many other 
things, the Hatfield-McCoy feud 
has become a product of 
commercialization.'' 

(Mrs. Sadie Hatfield Click, 
wife of Melvin Click, of Emma, 
said her son of her first 
marriage to the late Tennis 
Hatfield, Henry Drury Hatfield, 
erected the granite marker 
which stands in the McCoy 
cemetery. Tennis Hatfield was 
a son of William Anderson 
(Devil Anse) Hatfield, and was 
sheriff of Logan county, W. Va. 
at one time. Mr. and Mrs. Click 
attended the dedication 
ceremony at Hardy.)

Knoxville Conference 
On Mountain Children 

Cleda Wells, teacher-director of the 
Floyd County Developmental Child Care 
Center, Prestonsburg, at tended the State 
of the Child in Appalachia Conference 
held in Knoxville, Tenn., April 27-30. 

This conference, the first com­
prehensive meeting of its kind, reported 
on what is happening to children in 
Appalachia today in all areas of their 
lives. An unexpected response swelled 
the anticipated 250 participants to over 
400. All 13 Appalachian states were 
represented. 

The Appalachian Regional Com­
mission and Save the Children 
Federation of Atlanta, Ga., in con­
junction with the Kentucky Youth 
Research Center, Southern Regional 
Education Board, West Virginia 
Wesleyan College, and Appalachian 
State Child Development Contracts 
planned the four-day meeting. 

"We were delighted, and a little 
overwhelmed, by the interest the con­
ference created," said Mrs. Barbara 
Clay, one of the planners. "However, this 
is the first time people from both private 
and public sectors who are concerned 
with the planning and delivery of ser­
vices to Appalachian children have been 
together." 

The conference was developed on the 
assumption that the experts on the state 
of the child in Appalachia are those who 
work directly with the Region's children. 
As a result, nearly every participant 
could contribute from persona ex­
perience to many of the 25 workshops. 

Dr. Cratis Williams, special assistant 
to the chancellor, Appalachian State 
University, Boone, N. C., was keynote 
speaker for the conference. He also 
appeared on the program of the opening 
session which was a mountain supper. 
Dr. Williams, who is widely known for his 
interest in Appalachian folklore, num­
bers among his many honors the 1975 
Brown-Hudson Award of the North 
Carolina Folklore Society which 
recognized him as Master Folklorist of 
Appalachia. 

During the conference, every aspect of 
the Appalachian child's life-mental, 
physical, emotional health, education, 
and social service needs-was examined. 
Family and outside influences, both 
private and public, that touch the child 
were carefully explored. 

"I think this was one of the most in­
formative conferences I have ever at­
tended," said Cleda Wells. "The in-depth 
workshops enabled me to get an overall 
view of what is happening to children in 
Appalachia. Because the people who are 
actually doing the work were the 
speakers, we were made aware of both 
the successes and problems with 
programs now under way for children. If 
we implement some of the programs we 
heard about at this conference, we will be 
able to learn from the experiences of 
odfers. Another important ac­
complishment of the conference was to 
show us how we can work together in 
order to have more political influence in 
improving conditions for our children in 
Appalachia.''

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Frankfort, Ky.- Kentucky currently 
leads the nation in its use of federal aid 
highway funds. 

According to state Transportation 
Secretary John C. Roberts, "We are 
spending federal highway money as fast 
as we can get it. 

"In fact, our planning and coordination 
programs- which must precede the 
actual start of highway and bridge 
construction- have gone so smoothly we 
are already using federal aid money 
allocated to us for fiscal year 1977," he 
said. 

In some instances, the secretary ad­
ded, Kentucky has committed state 
money to cover project costs without 
waiting for the federal money to become 
available. When this situation arises, the 
federal Highway Administration will 
reimburse the state for the federal share 
of the costs as soon as the funds do 
become available. 

Roberts' remarks followed a recent 
report by the U. S. Department of Trans­
portation which shows Kentucky as the 
only state using fiscal year 1977 in­
terstate funds. As of last March, Ken­
tucky already had used 26 per cent of that 
money. 

Those statistics also show that the 
Commonwealth has over $53 million 
obligated for federal aid highway 
projects for the 1976 fiscal year. 

Roberts explained, "Washington has 
designated allotments for each state's 

transportation program based on a 
multifactored formula including miles of 
roads, population and physical area. 
When the money becomes available, the 
states must have projects developed 
sufficiently to qualify for the financial 
assistance." 

"We are using up our allotments as fast 
as they become available to us," he 
continued. 

Roberts said the state DOT spent $437 
million during fiscall975. Of that, he said 
approximately 28 per cent ($124 million) 
was federal money. 

Even though Kentucky had $24 million 
left in federal interstate funds as of 
March, Roberts said "in terms of 
building a modern interstate highway, 
$24 million is not very much money."

Roberts cited the example of a con tract 
to build only the superstructure of a 
bridge on 1-275 spanning the Ohio River 
in the Covington area. The contract was 
recently let by the state DOT for ap­
proximately $22 million. 

Other interstate programs still under 
construction in the state include 1-24 in 
western Kentucky, 1-64 through Louis­
ville and I-471 which is also in northern 
Kentucky. 

Roberts said other categories that are 
also sunning low in federal funds include: 
the urban systems which have only $9 
million left; rural road system with $1.8 
million remammg; and bridge 
replacement with $3.5 million remaining.

Frog Season Will Start 
At Midnight, May 15 

Frankfort, Ky. , May 7-Anyone for 
frog legs? If so, it won't be long now till 
the giggers and other bullfrog "hunters" 
may take to the ponds and streams in 
quest of these amphibians which are 
considered gourmet fare by so many 
Kentuckians. 

The season for taking frogs will open 
one minute after midnight May 15, Fish 
and Wildlife Commissioner Arnold 
Mitchell said, and will continue until 
midnight October 31. The daily creel 
limit is 15 (a "fragging" day begins at 12 
o'clock noon and ends at 12 noon the 
following day> and the possession limit, 
after two or more days of frogging, is 30. 

Gigging is apparently the most popular 
method for taking frogs, Mitchell said, 
but, according to fish and wildlife 
regulations, the bullfrogs may also be 
taken by hand, bow and arrow, firearm 
or hook and line. 

As for license requirements, if the 
frogger chooses to use a firearm or bow 
and arrow, a hunting license is required ; 
if taken by pole and line, a fishing license 
is needed, and if by the use of a gig or by 
hand, then either a fishing or hun ting 
license is sufficient. 

Fish and Wildlife 
Set Phone Survey 

Frankfort, Ky., May 4-The telephone 
will ring at least once in 3,000 Kentucky 
households sometime between May 10 
and 20. 

If yours is one of those 3,000 phones, 
don' t hang up when the caller, a woman, 
asks : ''Is there a hunter in your 
household? " 

The .call will simply be a part of the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources' annual telephone survey, one 
phase of an effort to determine how much 
game was harvested by Kentucky 
hunters during last year 's hunting 
season . 

If there isn't a hunter in your 
household, the caller will thank you and 
hang up. Should you answer, "yes," 
however, she'll ask you to cooperate with 
the Department by filling out a brief 
questionnarie about the number of 
hunting trips, kinds and numbers of 
game killed. The questionnaries will be 
mailed from the Game Management 
Division and, the information gleaned 
from them will help biologists in 
recommending lengths of future seasons 
and bag and possession limits. 

All calls will be made between 5 and 9 
p.m.

Air, Rail, Water Transport 
To Share Funds with Roads 

Frankfort, Ky.-"Our responsibilities 
run far beyond roads and, in years 
ahead, the time and money devoted to 
air, rail and waterways will receive a 
greater share of the state budget ," said 
Calvin G. Grayson, state planning 
engineer for the Kentucky Department of 
Transportation <KYDOT>. 

Fund's initiation in 1962, 31 loans in­
volving $850,000 have been made and 
Gov. Julian Carroll's 1976-'78 budget 
includes an additional $200,000 for the 
fund. 

SPRING 
SELLING SPREE 

Addressing over 100 persons attending 
the 1976 Kentucky Airports Conference 
recently held at Rough River State 
Resort Park, Grayson emphasized: "The 
department has a commitment to a total 
transportation program, even though 
about 90 per cent of our personnel and 
funds are devoted to the highway 
system." 

"But," Grayson said quoting a study 
entitled Kentucky's Future Trans­
portation Needs, "the annual aircraft 
operation at all Kentucky airports was 
estimated at 1.6 million in 1975." 

''This is expected to reach 3.7 million 
by 1990. The number of aircraft based in 
the state in 1980 is forecasted to be 1,800 
and by 1990 there will be over 2,800." 

"These simple figures show how much 
we expect aviation to grow in the next 
two decades," Grayson said. 

"Grayson attended the conference 
representing state Transportation 
Secretary John C. Roberts. 

In highlighting KYDOT's efforts to 
provide an efficient state aviation 
program , Grayson mentioned: 

-Since the Airport Development Loan

-With 50-50 support from local 
governments, KYDOT expects to build 40 
heliports as close as possible to 
emergency hospital entrances during the 
next two years. The heliports are ex­
pected to cost about $10,000 each. 

-The Department of Transportation 
has entered into a contract with the 
Cincinnati consulting firm of Landrum 
and Brown to update Kentucky's 20-year 
airport plan, developed in 1970. The 
revised aviation systems plan will 
consider financing, passenger, com­
muter and freight air service, and air 
space as well as airport development. 

- KYDOT's budget includes a two-year 
subsidy for the Air Kentucky commuter 
air service. 

Henry Pflanz, staff assistant on the U. 
S. House of Representatives aviation 
subcommittee, reported to the con­
ference on the progress of Congress in 
passing the Airport Development Aid 
Program <ADAPl legislation. 

According to Pflanz, the bill now under 
consideration would allow a few states to 
participate in a demonstration program 
to determine the state's abilities to ef­
fectively manage the general aviation 
portion of ADAP. 

Grayson said Kentucky was interested 
in becoming a demonstration state and, if 
chosen, "it would mean we <KYDOTl 
would be responsible for allocating about 
a half-million dollars of federal funds." 

Pflanz said he hoped President Ford 
would sign the ADAP bill by May 15.

The Kentucky General Assembly has 
addressed this problem with a new 
generic drug law which will go into effect 
in mid-June. Thereafter, notices must be 
posted in drugstores stating: 

''This pharmacy is required to 
dispense the lowest priced generic drug 
which is therapeutically equivalent to the 
one prescribed for you by your doctor 
unless you or your doctor do no approve. 
The Commonwealth's Kentucky Drug 
Formulary Council has approved these 
therapeutically equivalent drug 
products. Ask your pharmacist." 

When your pharmacist receives a 
prescription for a brand name drug for 
which he has one or more acceptable 
equivalent drugs in stock, he must select 
the lowest-priced therapeutic equivalent 
drug unless he is otherwise instructed by 
you or your physician . 

These equivalents given by the 
pharmacist must be approved by the 
Kentucky Drug ·Formulary Council. The 
label on your prescription will indicate if 
a substitution has been made, as well as 
the prescribed band name. 

When you need prescription rugs, be 
sure that you are getting the lowest­
priced quality generic drug possible. 

If you have a consumer complaint, 
write to the Attorney General's Di­
vision of Consumer Protection, Room 
34, The Capitol, Frankfort, Ky. 40601. 

The office has found that it can most 
effectively deal with written complaints 
and encourages you to write when you 
have a complaint. However, if you have 
an emergency situation, call the con­
sumer hotline.

improper handling between the time 
they're pulled from the water to the time 
they're brought to the kitchen than are 
ruined by improper cooking. To assure a 
tasty fish dinner, the fisherman should 
handle his catch with its ultimate 
destination-the frying pan-in mind. 

First, the fish should be kept alive until 
they are ready to be cleaned. On boats 
equipped with live wells, this is usually 
no problem, but make sure that the well 
will return water when the boat is running 
at speed. If the well is above the water 
surface while the 'boat is planing, it will 
drain and leave the fish inside high and 
dry. 

If you use a stringer, string the fish 
through both lips rather than through the 
gills, and don't drag them through the 
water while motoring from place to 
place. Wrapping the fish in a damp cloth 
will allow them to survive fairly short 
periods out of water, but if a long ride is 
necessary, it's best to put the fish in an 
ice chest or to "field dress" them by 
removing the intestines and gills and 
wrapping them in damp cloths. Any fish 
that die before the trip is over should be 
treated the same way. 

Never keep dead fish, cleaned or un­
cleaned, in water. This makes the fish 
flabby and watery. If you transport your 
fish in an ice chest, protect them from the 
melted ice by placing them in some kind 
of a container or in a sealed plastic bag. 

Back at the dock, the fish must, of 
course, be cleaned and the method used 
can sometimes have an influence on how 
the fish taste. Most of the strong flavor or 
"fishy" taste is concentrated j.n the skin, 
bones, or kidney. Filleting removes all 
three sources of strong flavor and is thus 
advisable for those who don't like their 
fish strong or bony. 

Fish are at their best if cooked as soon 
as possible, but if properly frozen, they 
can be kept for several months with very 
little loss in flavor. A handy way to freeze 
fish is to immerse them in a container of 
water Cleave at least a half-inch space to 
allow for expansion) and freeze . Most 
ice-cube tray compartments of 
refrigerators are Wlsuitable for long­
term storage of fish, since they do not 
maintain the near-zero temperatures 
required to completely prevent changes 
in flavor or texture .

Water District 
Kicks off Drive 
At Friday Meet 

The kick-off meeting for the sign-up 
campaign for the Water Gap·Bull Creek 
Water District was held at Trimble 
Chapel at Water Gap last Friday 
evening. Approximately 100 residents of 
the area attended the meeting to hear the 
water commissioners and consulting 
engineers explain the project. 

Approximately 20 percent of the 
needed signers were obtained at the 
meeting. 

During the meeting, Joe S1sler, 
engineer with Ken co Associates, Inc., 
Ashland, Ky., explained that the Far­
mers Home Administration is con­
sidering making a grant and loan in 
order to construct a water distribution 
system for the area. Sisler said that the 
s1gn-up campaign will run until May 30. 
The tap fee between now and May :30 will 
be $100. After that date, anyone wishing 
to sign up for water service must pay 
$150. 

Sisler also explained that, once the tap 
fees are collected, Kenco Associates, Inc. 
will make a feasibility study which will 
determine exactly those houses that are 
feasible to serve with the water system. 
Those people who have signed up and 
cannot be served will be refunded their 
tap fee at that time. 

Dave Osborne, another Kenco 
Engineer, explained that the Farmers 
Home Administration requires the 
people to sign up and pay the tap fee in 
order to show good faith and interest in 
the project. Osborne said, "There have 
been water districts where everybody 
indicated they wanted the water, and 
then when the system was built, only half 
of them actually took the water . This 
doubled the water rates for those people 
that then had to pay back the money 
borrowed from the Farmers Home 
Administration." 

Basically, the water district will serve 
the area on Route 3 between the Big 
Sandy River at Lancer and U.S. 23 at 
Water Gap and will also serve U.S. 23 
approximately two miles on each side of 
its intersection with Route 3. In addition, 
water lines are planned to run up the 
branches and hollows off Bull Creek. 

The representative from Kenco Inc. 
predicted that, if everything went right, 
construction of the system could begin 
early next year. In that event, com­
pletion of the project would most likely 
be next summer.
