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Allen Park Gets 
$205,000 Grant 
Perkins Tells 
Of ARC Grant 
To Aid Project 

The Floyd fiscal court last Friday 
received assurance of further financial 
support of its plan to establish near Allen 
a county park and recreation center 
when County Judge Henry Stwnbo was 
told by Congressman Car. D. Perkins 
that the Appalachian Regional Com­
mission had approved a grant of $205,000 
for the project. 

Currently planned is the development 
of 45 acres of the 85 acres in the park at a 
total cost of $665,777. A part of the 
acreage was a gift to the county from 
National Mines. and the remainder is 
being purchased from the Chessie 
System at an agreed price of $33,300. 

. In addition to the ARC grant, the 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development (HUD) will provide 
$182,000 by grant, and the Bureau of 
Outdoor Recreation will contribute 
another $30,000. 

The amount for which local sources are 
responsible is $245,577. 

Judge Stwnbo said a portion of the 
local cont ribution will come from 
severance tax funds and that he is 
hopeful the issuance of bonds will not be 
necessary. 

"We deeply appreciate the grant from 
ARC and all other help and cannot forget 
the assistance Congressman Perkins has 
been to us in this effort," Judge Stwnbo 
said.

Fiscal Court 
Votes Raises 
To Personnel 

The Floyd fiscal court submitted to the 
state Finance Department following its 
meeting Monday a budget of $476,299 for 
the next fiscal year , and will adopt the 
budget if it is given state approval as 
expected. 

The budget, said to be the largest ever 
for this coun ty, devotes half of the total to 
be expended to general government, 
which includes official salaries, office 
help and expenses. For general govern­
ment $239,777 has been budgeted. For 
roads $144,184 was allocated. The low 
indebtedness of the county is refl ected in 
the fact that only $16,000 was budgeted 
for the next fiscal year to meet debt 
service requirements. 

At last Friday's meeting the fiscal 
court voted a series of pay increases . All 
road employees were given a 5 per cent 
raise, effective J uly 1, and $50 per month 
was added to the hourly pay of Willie 
Little. Salary raises included the~e: 

Juvenile Judge Richard Fitzpatrick 
and · Assistant County Attorney Donald 
Goble, each from $7,200 a year to $9,600; 
the four magistrates, from $560 a month 
to $660, plus $100 a month expenses; 
County Judge Pro-Tem Yvonne S. Jones , 
from $756 to $856 per month; Road 
Foreman Sam H. F itzpat r ick, from $882 
to $992 per month. 

The court was unanimous on all pay 
increases except on tha t of the 
magistrates . Magistrate Leroy Akers 
voted against the motion to increase their 
pay by $100 a month on the grounds that 
the raise was too small. 

The court authorized the county judge

The recreation center, which will be 
located on the present Allen golf course 
and adjacent land, will include a nine­
hole golf course with grass greens, eight 
tennis courts, two basketball courts, a 
picnic area, a playground, a softball 
field , a swimming pool, a bath-house; 
and possibly an auditoriwn . Parking, 
lighting, fencing and landscaping are 
other items of the park development.

Pot Sizzling 
Over Pike Bids 
For Machinery 

The controversial awarding of a Pike 
County road equipment bid to a high bid­
der continues to keep the pot simmering. 

The decision as to the legality of the 
Pike fiscal court's awarding the bid for 
road equipment to a firm whose bid was 
$24,000 higher than the low bidder, must 
be made by Finance and Administration 
Secretary Russell McClure. And Mc­
Clure said that he expects to make ilie 
decision this week-certainly no later 
than the early part of next week. 

He faces a Scylla and Charybdis 
situation-{)n the one hand facing a 
lawsuit by Pike fiscal court unless he 
approves the coal severance tax money 
to be used to pay for the road equipment; 
on the other, pressing demands from a 
plant associated with Kentucky 
Machinery, Inc., of Allen, that the low bid 
from Kentucky Machinery be accepted. 

Gov. Carroll has been asked to see that 
the low bidder gets the sale. 

The politically and economically 
sensitive issue centers around 16 pieces 
of road equipment which the Pike fiscal 
court voted to purchase with part of its 
coal tax money. Following ad­
vertisement for bids, the court voted to 
accept a $552,635 bid from Wbayne 
Supply Co ., which has an office in 
Pikeville. Kentucky Machinery, Inc., 
with an office in Floyd county above 
Allen, had a 'bid of $528,028. 

Secretary McClure said KMI's bids did 
not meet the specifications of the bids, 
but that KMI claims the specifications 
were drawn up in such a way that only 
Whayne Supply could meet them. That 
charge was made in a letter written to 
McClure by Marvin B. Horton, sales 
manager for industrial equipment at 
KMI's Louisville office. 

In a June 3 letter to McClure, County 
Judge Wayne Rutherford listed some 
economic considera lions the court 
pondered in awarding the bid. 

McClure said technically the only 
consideration which can be used is the 
low and best bid. 

Some of the points Rutherford noted in 
the letter for the award are: 

- "Whayne Supply is the only road 
equipment finn that chose to buy 
property and locate in Pike county." 

- Two other bidders- Brandeis 
Machinery and Supply Corp . and KMI­
"came to Pike County during the coal 
boom and chose to relocate in another 
county." 

- Because Whayne Supply is "closer 
by miles to any of our districts that will 
need parts and service." 

- "Other companies placed bids that 
did not meet specifications or could not 
offer any service at all ." 

- "No company, other than Whayne 
Supply, can meet the 30 delivery date." 

Horton said KMI can deliver four 
graders within 30 days, all the loaders 
within 30 days and four of ilie remaining 
graders within 30 additional days. 

He termed the delivery date 
''W1reasonable." 

"I think they <Whayne Supply) an­
ticipated the bids in advance, " Horton 
charged.

Meet. on Ky. 80 
Set at Hazard 

The relocation of KY 80 between US 23 
at Water Gap in this county and Hazard 
will be the subject of a public meeting 
scheduled for 7 p.m. July 1 at Hazard 
Community College. 

According to state Transportation 
Secretary John C. Roberts, the meeting 
is being called to review plans for the 
Perry county segment of the route which, 
when completed, will extend 7.2 miles 
from the end of the Daniel Boone Park­
way at Hazard to the Perry-Knott county 
line. 

"Similar meetings also will be called at 
future dates in Knott and Floyd counties 
to review our plans for KY 80 con­
struction as it will affect those areas," 
Roberts said. 

In Floyd county, the proposed route 
will extend from a point near Garrett to 
the US 23-US 460 j!llction at Water Gap, 
14.5 miles awat~. In Knott county, the 
road will link th Percy-Knott and Knott· 
Floyd county 1 nes. The Knott county 
portion of the project also includes plans 
for a spur to Hijldrnan. 

Roberts said !.!tat the Hazard meeting 
will be chaired by Evans V. Hilton, whom 
Roberts recently · named to serve as KY 
80 project enginEler. 

Frankfort rept·esflntatives from the 
state Transport~tion Department will 
also be availablej at the college, begin­
ning at 1 p.m., meeting, to answer any 
questions concer~ing the project. 

According to Hi ton, early work on the 
entire 42.5 mile i running on schedule. 

''Subsurface ex !oration is in progress, 
as is the prelimimary structural design 
and the review necessary for utility 
reclamations," he said. . 

Hilton estimated that actual right-<>f· 
way acquisition should begin late this 
fall. The first contract could be let as 
early as next spring, he said. 

Funds for construction of KY 80 will be 
provided through a coal severance tax 
bill proposed by Gov.

Five Floyd Road Contracts 
In Total Awarded by State 

State Transportation Secretary John C. 
Roberts has announced 38 highway 
contract awards, including five in Floyd 
county, totalling slightly more than $5 
million. 

The awards were made following a 
June 17 bid letting held here by the 
state's Bureau of Highways which saw 
the largest number of contracts being let 
for road and bridge projects in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

The William Robinson Construction 
Company was the successful low bidder 
($107,019) on a contract proposal calling 
for replacement of five bridge super­
structures in this county. Four of those 
bridges cross Mud Creek at the following 
locations on the Betsy Layne-Ligon-Clear 
Creek Junction Road <KY 979): 5.4 miles 
southwest of US 23, Eight miles south­
west of US 23, 17.6 miles southwest of US 
23, 19.1 miles southwest of US 23. 

The last remaining bridge identified 
under that contract is over Mud Creek on 
the Drift-Honaker Road (KY 2030), about 
2.6 miles southwest of KY 1426. 

In Wolfe county, Wagoner and Wilson, 
Inc. , of Carlisle, was awarded a $103,457 
contract for safety improvements along 
about 9.4 miles of Jackson-Campton road 
(KY 15). The improvements will be made 
along that road between the Breathitt 
county line and the KY 15 spur at 
Campton. 

The largest contract awarded for an 
Eastern Kentucky project went to Martin 
& Judy, Inc., of Cynthiana, who bid 
$225,619 for the construction of a 
pedestrian bridge and sidewalk on the 
access road to Hazard High School in 
Perry county. The pedestrian bridge will 
be built over KY 15. 

In Bell County, Kentucky-Virginia 
Stone Company of Middlesboro was the 
successful low bidder ($181,495) for 
another contract to surface 5.5 miles of 
Pineville-Harlan Road <US 119). The 
work will begin at US 25E and extend 
eastward. 

Two project awards were reported for 
Knox county. The larger involves sur­
facing of 5.8 miles of Barbourville­
Pineville Road <US 25El, south of Bar­
bourville and extending to the Bell 
County Line. That contract was awarded 
to Kentucky Stone Company, of Louis­
ville, on a bid of $159,257. 

The other contract in Knox county was 
awarded to William Robinson Con­
struction Company, Inc., of London, who 
bid $29,329 for replacement of a bridge 
superstructure over Road Ford Creek on 
Dewitt-Hammond-salt Gum Road <KY 
223 ). 

Decking repairs to three bridges over 
KY 134 on the Moun tain Parkway Ex­
tension in Morgan County also are being 
scheduled under another contract 
awarded to Lail Company, Inc. of 
Lexington. The firm bid $61,607 for the 
project. 

Location of the three bridges to be 
repaired was given as about 2.7, 4.4 and 
5.3 miles east of the Wolfe County line. 

Two other contracts for bridge im-

provements in Johnson County also were 
announced.

The other contract was awarded to 
Apex Contracting, Inc. of Paris for 
replacement of two bridge super­
structures over Miller's Creek on the 
Dewey Dam road (KY 1107) at Van Lear. 
Apex Contracting bid $39,567 for the 
project. 

The remaining contracts were 
awarded, two in Rowan county and one in 
Lee county, for road surfacing projects. 

In Rowan county, East Kentucky 
Paving Corp. of Grayson successfully bid 
a total of $74,539 on two contract 
proposals to surface about 3.7 miles of 
local roads:

-Becky Branch road, south from 
McBrayer Road for four-tenths of a mile. 

-Jackson Drive, southeast from KY 32 
for almost one-half mile. 

-Overlook Drive, northwest from 
Jackson Drive to Poplar Lane, a distance 
of about one-tenth of a mile. 

-Poplar Lane, southwest from 
Overlook Drive for one-tenth of a mile. 

-Cornett Drive, northeast from 
Bridge Street (CR 1300) for about two­
tenths of a mile. 

In Lee county, Kentucky Stone Com­
pany, of Louisville, was the successful 
bidder ($44,059) for a contract to surface 
one mile of KY 52-Greeley-Zachariah 
road CKY 1035) north from Greeley. 

Under that same contact, Old Land­
ing-KY 52 roatf also will be surfaced 
from the end of the existing blacktop to 
the Louisville and Nashville Railroad 
Crossing, a distance of about one-half 
mile.

State Police Report 
Lists May Activity_ 

During May, Kentucky State Police, 
Post 9, Pikeville, investigated a total of 
53 accidents and issued 157 moving 
hazardous violations in this county. In 
the five-county area covered by Post 9, 
only Pike county had a greater number 
with 110 accidents investigated and 196 in 
the latter category. The other counties 
were Johnson, 34 accidents, 51 MHV; 
Martin county, 26 and 65, and Magoffin, 
15 and 68. 

Of 31 criminal investigations in Floyd 
county, 12 criminal arrests were made. 
Three stolen vehicles were recovered in 
this county and 339 warnings were 
issued. 

Of the 238 accidents investigated, there 
were 137 persons injured and four killed, 
two in Johnson county and two in Martin 
county. 

During May, there were also 116 
persons arrested for operating a motor 
vehicle while under the influence of in­
toxicants in the five-county area.

The aromatic sassafras tree has more 
supertttions surrounding it than perhaps 
any other tree in the forest. It was once a 
common belief among unsophisticated 
backwood folk that a tea boiled from its 
roots, a gallon of coal oil and a bottle of 
turpentine would cure any and all ills to 
which man is heir. 

The sassafras may flaunt three leaves 
of different shapes on the same tree. To 
some, this represents the Holy Trinity­
Father, Son, and Holy Ghost, and may be 
the basis for some of the superstitions. 

a drop of the coffee. That, according to 
the late W. D. Funkhouser, was in 1930. 

According to the old belief or super­
stition, to burn sassafras wood for any 
reason will cause the milk cows to go dry, 
the hens to stop laying, and any children 
in the family to grow spindle-legged and 
take the "spraddles" like goslings that 
have waded too long in the dew. 

Also, burning sassafras wood will 
cause anyone in the family with 
rheumatism to grow worse. More than 
that, any member of the family not af­
flicted with rheumatic pains soon will be. 

There is a way, however, to burn 
sassafras wood and get by with it without 
risking the calamities mentioned. If it 
becomes necessary to kindle up a fire out 
of sassafras wood, a horse or mule shoe 
laid on the logs or sticks will do the trick.

Perhaps one of the strangest of all 
superstitions has to do with the use of 
sassafras wood for fuel. In times of the 
immediate past, it was firmly believed 
by many otherwise astute people that the 
worst of luck would befall anyone with 
the temerity to use sassafras for 
stovewood or any other cooking purpose. 
As a matter of fact, an archaeological 
expedition into the hills of Eastern 
Kentucky was all but aborted when one of 
the scientists, unaware of the super­
stition, built a fire of dry sassafras wood 
and started to boil some coffee. Local 
workmen hired to help do the excavation 
work saw what was going on and quit the 
job. It took a lot of persuasion to get them 
working again, but not a one would touch 

No one puts any stock in these old 
sassafras superstitions anymore, or at 
least that is what they say. But a curious 
fact is this: go into any back country area 
where sassafras grows abundantly and 
see how many use it for the cook stove or 
fireplace. They don't believe in all that 
stuff, it is true, but why, they say, take a 
chance when there are plenty of other

New Water Quality 
Laws Effective Now 

Frankfort , Ky.- New environmental 
law affecting certification of Kentucky's 
water and sewage treatment operators 
becomes effective June 19. 

The new law, which will be ad­
ministered by the Division of Water 
Quality in the Kentucky Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection, increases the Ihaximum civil 
penalty for water treatment operators 
who work without a proper certification. 
The new law increases the penalty to a 
maximum of $1,000. 

According to a department official , the 
increase is needed to bring the maximum 
penalties for violations of water treat ­
ment operators more in line with those 
for violations committed by persons with 
similar responsibilities who are already 
subject to the fine. 

State law requires every operator wbo 
is in charge of a water treatment plant or 
water distribution system to obtain a 
certificate of competency from the state 
Division of Water Quality. 

Another water quality law grants the 
environmental agency the authority to 
charge a fee for examinations, cer­
tificates and renewal of certificates for 
the operation of sewage treatment 
plants. 

A spokesman for the department said 
that the law is necessary because it 
allows the department to collect fees for 
certifying sewage treatment plant 
operators in the same way that water 
treatment plant operators are already 
being certified. This corrects an in­
consistency of not charging for the same 
kind of service. 

Another new state law changes the 
names of the two bureaus that make up 
the Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection. The old 
Bureau for Land Resources becomes the 
Bureau of Natural Resources and the 
Bureau for Environmental Quality will 
now be called the Bureau of En­
vironmental Protection.

-Elmwood Village , Ashland, to 
convert 34 personal care beds to in­
termediate care beds. 

-Patrick Family Care Home, Seitz, 
Magoffin county, to terminate the family 
care home. 

-Richmond Manor, Manchester, to 
modify the certificate to read 20 personal 
care beds and 98 intermediate care beds. 

-Richmond Manor , Pineville , t o 
modify the certificate to read 100 in­
termediate care beds and 22 personal 
care beds. 

-Child Abuse and Neglect, Cum­
berland River Comprehensive Care, 
Corbin, to modify an existing Certificate 
of Need reflecting a 90 per cent reduction 
in the program originally approved. 

-Clover Fork Out-Patient Medical 
Project, Evarts, Harlan county, to move 
the operation to a new facility at an 
estimated cost of $434,387.

Highlands Manor, Pikeville, was ex­
tended until July, with the stipulation 
that the applicant provide documented 
evidence of definite progress toward 
implementation in the next progress 
report.

PRESSURE PRODUCES ULCERS 
II\' JAPANESE CHILDREN 

ASAHIKAWA, Northern Japan - A 
growing number of Japanese children 
suffer from stomach ulcers because 
parents pressure them to achieve high 
examination marks, a Japanese doctor 
contends. 

Dr . Masayoshi Namaki, a specialist in 
ch!ldren's stomach ailments at 
Asahikawa Medical School, said he had 
only treated 27 cases of ulcers in children 
under 14 between 1963 and 1973, but had 
treated 25 cases since 1974.

Pretrial Officer Reviews 
Law on Bail Bonding 

The new state law outlawing com­
mercial or professional bail bonding in 
Kentucky has created considerable 
confusion in some areas but appears to 
be operating in this county. 

Mrs. Maria Fitzpatrick, wife of 
Juvenile Judge Richard E. Fitzpatrick, 
is the pretrial services officer assigned to 
this judicial district (Floyd county), and 
she began work promptly upon the ef­
fective date of the new law. 

Basically, the court maintains control 
of the bond situation and has the ad­
ditional help of findings by the pretrial 
services officer. Mrs. Fitzpatrick ex­
plained the new law for The Times this 
week, as follows: 

The legislation provides for several 
methods of release and requires release 
on personal recognizance or upon the 
execution of an unsecured bail bond 
unless the court determines, in its 
discretion, that such a release will not 
reasonably assure the court appearance 
of the defendant. The legislation em­
powers the court, at its own discretion, to 
impose any of the following conditions of 
release, either in lieu of or in addition to 
the bail bond or personal recognizance 
methods of release: 

1. Placement of the defendant in the 
custody of a designated person or 
organization that agrees to supervise 
him. 

2. Restrictions on the travel, personal 
associations or place of abode of the 
person during the period of release; 

3. Execution of a bail bond with suf­
ficient surety, with a cash deposit equal 
to 10 pet. of the amount of bail set, or with 
the deposit of cash equal to the amount of 
the bond, or, in lieu of that, acceptable 
security (stocks, bonds, or real estate. 

4. Require that the defendant return to 
custody after specified hours. 

5. Meet any other conditions deemed 
reasonable necessary to assure ap­
pearance as required. 

If a defendant has been detained for 
more than 24 hours after imposition of 
conditions of release, a review of those 
conditions is mandated by the law. 

With the implementation of statewide 
pretrial services, each trial judge in 
Kentucky is expected to be furnished 
objective information on which he can 
base the release of an individual from 
custody through one of the several 
alternative methods. This is intended to 
give reasonable assurance of the 
defendant's appearance at court as 
required but will not impose 
unreasonable burden or hardship on the 
defendant. 

The courts have always had the 
inherent power to release an accused 
person on non-monetary conditions prior,. 

to trial. The significance of the new law, 
however, is that it requires more at­
tention to be given to this method of 
release and provides for an official 
pretrial services agency which will aid 
the court in determining the desirability 
of such release in each case. 

The pretrial services officer sees to it 
that defendants under custodial arrest 
are interviewed, that their potential for 
pretrial release is evaluated and that 
reports are submitted with recom­
mendations to the bail-setting 
magistrates. The officer also supervises 
those persons granted release on non­
financial conditions and reports material 
violations of pre-trial release conditions 
to the court. 

The program also provides for the 
establishment of a county advisory board 
in each county. These boards include 
members of every criminal justice 
agency which will have contact with the 
pretrial services agency. Social services 
agencies and the public are also 
represented on the board. The county 
advisory board is responsible for ad­
vising on the overall operation of the 
entire program. Because of this 
responsibility, it will assist the local 
officer in every aspect of the program. 
Each program will operate according to 
the unique needs of the local area within 
the meaning of the implementing 
legislation.

IRS TO REVEAL REQUESTS 
FOR DATA IN TAX CASES 

WASHINGTON - The Internal 
Revenue Service (IRS) announced 
recently that it will begin disclosing any 
government requests for information on 
specific tax cases. 

"Sound tax administration will be 
aided by making a public record of 
outside contacts regarding specific 
cases, " the IRS said in a statement. 

Although final details of the plan 
remain to be worked out, the public 
record will disclose the identity of the 
party seeking the information and the 
nature of the matter involved, the IRS 
said. The identity of any taxpayer in­
volved in a case will not be made public 
because tax returns themselves are 
confidential. 

The IRS said the procedure would 
apply to contacts made by federal 
departments and agencies and members 
of Congress. An IRS spokesman ex­
plained that members of Congress 
sometimes contact the agency in 
response to complaints from con­
stituents.

New State Law Intended 
There are spies in them thar skies, 

reports the July Reader 's Digest. Called 
Landsats, and launched by NASA, they 
are spacecraft which scan the earth's 
surface to assess crop harvests, find new 
sources of oil , minerals and water, and 
validate damage from floods and other 
natural disasters. Prints of these findings 
are available to the general public at 
modest prices, and at least $2 million 
worth of orders from all over the world 
are expected in 1976. 

To Make Coal Mining Safer 
Frankfort, Ky.-Persons employed in 

Kentucky's billion dollar coal industry 
should encounter safer working con­
ditions since House Bill 602 has become 
law. 

The bill, passed by the 1976 General 
Assembly, contains numerous provisions 
designed to cut down on the mining in­
dustry's casualty rate. The measure 
swept through the legislature after 26 
men lost their lives last March during 
twin mine explosions in Letcher county. 

Basically, the bill classifies all un­
derground mines as "gassy," thus 
subjecting them to more frequent in­
spections . A high concentration of 
methane gas in Letcher county's Scotia 
mine is believed to have contributed to 
the fatal explosions. Before HB 602 was 
introduced only about 30 mines carried 
the gassy classification. 

The law also requires two inspectors to 
make the survey and states that they 
must locate themselves in different 
sections of the mine when testing ven­
tilation systems. Charges had surfaced 
following the Scotia incident that some 
mine workers would rig ventilation 
systems while an inspector was making 
his rounds, only to later revert to sub­
standard air feeds . 

A provision of HB 602 calls for in­
creased air feeds into underground 
mines. Should ventilation cease for more 
than 15 minutes, all workers are to be 
evacuated from the mine. 

In adl:iition, inspections are to include 
coal preparation facilities, such as tip­
ples, for the first time. 

Moreover, a mine must be inspected by 
the Department of Mines and Minerals 
after abandonment or discontinuance of 
production for two or more weeks. 

Another safety precaution inserted in 
HB 602 is the requirement that a miner 
workingnwith electrical equipment must 
have at least 90 days of actual mining 
experience. 

Additional mine safety legislation is 
under study by Gov. Julian Carroll's 15-
member Deep Mining Safety Com­
mission, appointed during the final days

Perkins Says Rehab Center 
'Wonderful Dream' Come True 

Thelma, Ky.-Some 500 people at­
tending the dedication ceremonies for the 
Eastern Kentucky Comprehensive 
Rehabilitation Center heard Seventh 
district Congressman Carl D. Perkins 
praise the center as "an example of what 
the government should b.e doing for the 
people ." 

"I visualized this (center) many; many 
years ago," Perkins said. "This 
dedication ceremony is a culmination of 
a wonderful dream." 

The center, located three miles outside 
Paintsville, treats persons with mental, 
physical and behavioral handicaps to 
help them gain useful employment. Since 
opening in 1973, the center has handled 
1,171 students, with 840 completing the 
program. 

In his speech Perkins hailed the work 
of federal and state governments in the 
rehabilitation area, saying that the 
national program annually serves more 
than a million handicapped people an­
nually and rehabilitates 300,000. 

He said the federal money used for the 
programs is well-spent since after 
rehabilitation, the handicapped person 
returns in income taxes about four times 
the amount originally spent by the 
government for his rehabilitation. 

Perkins promised that the program 
will never suffer from lack of funding, 
nothing that $740 million is provided in 

the 1976-'77 federal budget for state 
rehabilitation programs. He also said the 
program will never be consolidated with 
other programs. "We must hold firm 
with its (the rehabilitation 
program's l identity and integrity," he 
said. 

Carolyn Atkinson, president of the 
Kentucky Rehabilitation Association, 
presented Perkins a plaque for "out­
standing service for rehabilitation of the 
handicapped." 

Another presentation was made to Ben 
H. Coffman, retiring assistant 
superintendent of the Bureau of 
Rehabilitation Services in Kentucky. 
Coffman received a plaque for his con­
tributions to "outstanding state and 
national programs for handicapped 
Americans." Coffman became head of 
the bureau in 1956, and under his 
direction Kentucky's rehabilitation 
program has grown from a ranking of 
last in the nation to fourth in 1975.

Furniture and tools from Kentucky's two Shaker colonies have been collected fo r t he 
newest traveling exhibit offered by the Kentucky Arts Commission. The exh ibit alsc 
features photographs illustrating life at Pleasant Hill and South Union, where t he 
religious colon ists flourished in the nineteenth century. For the next two years, t he 
collection is available to gualified groups for display th(ough the comm ission 's 
traveling exhibition service.

Frankfort, ~y.-A collection of ar­
tifacts and photographs from two 
Shaker villages makes up the newest 
offering of the Kentucky Arts Com­
mission's Traveling Exhibition Service. 

The exhibit, titled "Two Shaker 
Villages: South Union and Pleasant 
Hill," gives a glimpse of the artistic 
industry at the two religious colonies. 
The two villages were established early 
in Kentucky's history-Pleasant Hill in 
Mercer county in 1805, and South Union 
in Logan county in 1807. The self­
sufficient colonists were known for their 
technical skill and their innovative 
agricultural practices. 

Artifacts in the collection include early 
farm implements as well as furniture, 
woven coverlets, baskets, and other tools 
illustrating the Shaker affinity for simple 
design and careful craftsmanship. 

The exhibition was organized by Susan 
Jackson Keig, design consultant to 
Shakertown at Pleasant Hill, with sup­
port from the Kentucky Arts Commission 

and the National Endowment for the 
Arts. Mrs . Keig and collaborator James 
Ballard also took photographs of the two 
colonies for inclusion in the exhibit. Their 
photographs show the restored villages 
as they now look, and contrast with prints 
of older photographs recording life in the 
thriving colonies during the late 1800's. 

The exhibition opened in February at 
Louisville's J . B. Speed Art Museum . 
After five weeks there, it was sent to the 
American Institute of Graphic Arts in 
New York for a two-month showing. In 
May, it returned to Kentucky. 

The Shaker collection will be available 
to qualified exhibitors through the 
KACTES program for the next two years . 
Any institution or organization which 
provides public access to a display area 
can apply fo_r KACTES exhibits, which 
are provided free of charge.

Consumer Comments 
By ROBERT F. STEPHENS 

(Attorney General) 
While consumE!r problems are often 

associated with individuals, many of 
these problems are encountered by 
businesses and individuals alike. One is 
the problem of unsolicited goods ; that is, 
a business or an individual receives 
merchandise that has not been ordered 
or requested, and for which payment is 
asked. Kentucky law protects both in­
dividuals and businesses from respon­
sibility for unsolicited goods. 

Unsolicited goods are any items that 
have not been ordered or requested in 
any way by the recipient. Where in­
dividuals are concerned, these items are 
usually not too costly. For businesses, 
however, the problem takes on much 
larger dimensions when there is a 
shipment and billing for a large quantity 
of merchandise which was not ordered. 

Unsolicited goods do not, of course, 
include items sent to members of pur­
chasing clubs that operate under the 
"negative option" plan-that is, where 
the members has agreed to purchase all 
items delivered by the club except those 
that are declined in advance by notifying 
the club prior to delivery. Also, mer­
chandise that is addressed to or intended 
for someone other than the recipient does 
not fall within the meaning of "un­
solicited goods" in the statute. 

Many of the unsolicited goods received 
by individual consumers are ac­
companied by requests for donations. 
The individuals response to such 
requests Is, of course, a personal matter; 
but he or she should not feel any legal 

responsibility to make donations for 
unrequested and unordered mer­
chandise. 

Often too, unsolicited goods are ac­
companied by what looks like an invoice, 
in order to increase the individual's , and 
especially the company's sense of 
responsibility for payment. But again, 
one is not required to pay for tmsolicited 
goods--even if "billed" for them. 

What can one do when he or she 
receives unsolicited goods? First, the 
individual or business can simply refuse 
to accept the merchandise upon delivery. 
This may be done by marking "return to 
sender" on the package and returning it 
to the post office. Or one may simply 
keep the items without making payment. 
Because they were not ordered or 
requested, tmsolicited goods may be 
regarded as a gift and disposed of in any 
manner by the recipient. 

Questions concerning unsolicited goods 
or any other consumer matter should be 
directed to the Attorney General's 
Division of Consumer Protection, Room 
34, The Capitol , Frankfort, Kentucky 
40601. The office has found that it can 
most effectively deal with written 
complaints and encourages you to write 
when you have a complaint. However, if 
you have an emergency situation, call 
the consumer hotline. The number is 1-
800-372-2960.

Lancer-Water Gap Road 
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Boone Who Blazed The Trail Was Bypassed for 'Rode' Job 
Frankfort, Ky.-The first public road 

in Kentucky was the last one Ken­
tuckians got for nothing. 

But that was 200 years ago and, even 
then, not .everyone was pleased by the 
apparent bargain. In fact, it later 
sparked what probably was the first real 
highway building controversy in the 
Commonwealth. 

On one side of that dispute was Ken­
tucky's first governor,-Isaac Shelby; on 
the other was the state's most famous 
pioneer, Daniel Boone. 

Twenty years after Boone blazed the 
now-famous Wilderness Trail, Shelby 
appointed James Knox and Joseph 
Crockett to improve its southern segment 
and in doing so raised the ire of Boone. 
Boone said that he was as capable of 
marking and cutting the road as any 
other man. 

Swapping ax for pen, Boone heatedly 
dashed off a letter saying he should have 
been given "the offer of the Bisness as I 
first Marked out that Rode . . . and never 
received anything for my truble." 

The first "marking" took 62 days, 
covered 800 miles and followed paths­
where there were paths to follow-beaten 
only by Indian feet and buffalo hooves. 

The improved portion of the road that 
provoked the famous explorer is still 
used by motorists traveling from Crab 
Orchard to Cumberland Gap. They know 
it as US 25. Other segments of that 
original trail, now identified as KY 339, 
connect Barbourville with London. 

Until approximately 10 years after the 
end of the Revolutionary War, the only 
road leading into Central Kentucky were 
Indian and buffalo trails too narrow for 
anyone other than settlers on foot or

horseback riders leading packhorses 
single file. 

However, settlers' need for more goods 
than could be slung over the back of a 
pack animal soon bespoke the need to 
improve those trails and make them wide 
enough to accommodate wagon teams. 

The earliest roads to meet those needs 
were "corduroy roads," fashioned of logs 
covered by an overlay of dirt to smooth 
out the ribs. Many were so rough they 
lamed horses and literally shook wagons 
apart. 

But primitive as the roads were, the 
early legislative acts that created them 
introduced many road building in­
novations that are followed today. For 
example: 

-Commissioners were empowered to 
employ road workers and contract for 
any or all of the work. 

Floyd County 
Health Notes 

The Floyd County Health Department 
issues this reminder to parents whose 
children will be enrolling in the first 
grade this fall. It is extremely important 
that parents check with their doctors or 
the county health department now, to see 
if their children have had all their 
required immunizations. Every 
youngster should have had all his shots 
by the time he is two years old; in which 
case only booster doses will be required 
before he enters school. 

Certain immunizations are required by 
state law before a child can be eligible to 
enroll in school. All children should be 
immunized against diphtheria, tetanus, 
polio, pertussis (or whooping cough), 
measles and rubella. These im­
munizations are important because 
serious illnesses from any of these 
diseases can cause death or severe 
complications. 

The health department offers these 
, immunizations, free of charge, Monday 

through Friday from 8 to 12 and from 1 to 
4. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
will be closed Monday, July 5, in ob­
servance of Independence Day. Regular 
business hours will resume Tuesday at 8 
a.m. 

Also, the regularly scheduled outpost 
clinic held at the Beaver Valley Clinic in 
Martin, has been postponed from July 5, 
to Wednesday, July 7, from 10 to 12 and 
from 1 to 2. The following medical ser­
vices will be offered at this clinic: im­
munizations, TB skin tests, blood 
pressures, diabetes screening and pap 
smears. These services are free and open 
to the public.

Kentucky. In that century of progress, a 
number of legislative measures made the 
state and its counties jointly responsible 
for roads, although the state still had to 
assume more and more responsibility for 
the primary routes.

-The road had to follow the nearest 

and best route for the safe and easy 
passage of wagons and carriages. 

Those early public roads also had to be 
capable of carrying wagons with "one 
ton weight, and to be in every part, ex­
cept where digging or bridging is 
necessary, at least 30 feet wide." 

From the cutting of those earliest, 
narrow foot trails to the construction of 
our superhighways as we know and enjoy 
them today, it has always been the 
visionary roadbuilder who marked and 
led the way for the rest of us.

Turnpikes, then as now, proved the 
best answer for getting into areas that 
otherwise might remain isolated. The 
first of the roads to have its construction 
and maintenance costs paid by users ' 
fees connected Crab Orchard (in present­
day Lincoln County) with the Cum­
berland Gap road. It was opened to 
traffic in 1797.

The Department for Human Resources 
has announced its final plan for social 
services in the Big Sandy area for the 
year beginning July 1. 

The only change in services from the 
proposed plan published April 1 is the 
addition of preschool day training ser­
vices for eligible recipients in the area. 

The Big Sandy area covers Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and Pike 
counties. 

The programs, which are funded under 
Title XX of the Social Security Act, cover 
a broad range of services to individuals 
and families and in Kentucky are ad­
ministered by Human Resources' 
Bureau for Social Services. 

Besides the additional service in the 
Big Sandy area, there are some changes, 
made statewide, in other areas of the 
proposed plan. 

The median income for persons eligible 
for the services, listed originally for

October 1 will become effective July 1, 
for simplification purposes. 

According to federal legislation, all 
services under Title XX are directed at 
one or more of five national goals. 

In Kentucky there were no changes 
related to Goals I and II from the 
proposed plan . Goal I is "achieving or 
maintaining economic self-support to 
prevent, reduce, or eliminate depen­
dency," while Goal II services are 
directed at "achieving or maintaining 
self-sufficiency, including reduction or 
prevention of dependency." 

All Goal III services for child and adult 
protection may be used without regard to 
income to more adequately serve these 
client groups. Goal III, in part, aims at 
"preventing or remedying neglect, 
abuse, or exploitation of children and 
adults unable to protect their own in­
terests." 

Contracts with Comprehensive Care 
Centers and allocations to the Bureau for 
Health Services are itemized in the final 
plan. 

Goals IV and V were added to Family 
Planning to cover the mandated client 
group and the day care fee scale was 
adjusted to conform with the new median 
income. 

Goal IV aims at ''preventing or 
reducing inappropriate institutional care 
by providing for community-based care, 
or other forms of less intensive care." 
Goal V aims at ''securing referral or 
admission for institutional care when 
other forms of care are not appropriate, 
or providing service to individuals in 
institutions." 

Minor revisions were made in seven 
service definitions to delete unallowable 
activities or add additional activities. 

Every Kentucky meeting certain in­
come limitations as well as all those 
already eligible for Aid to Families with 
Dependent Children (AFDC) or Sup­
plemental Security Income (SSI) can 
receive, within limitations of the budget, 
any of the services offered under the act. 

Services for the area include: Adop· 
tion, adult activities and (or) work ac­
tivities, adult protection, alcohol abuse, 
prevention and treatment, alternate 
care, child protection, continuing care, 
counseling for the emotionally disturbed 
child, day care services for adults, day 
care services for children, education, 
training and rehabilitation services, 
emergency shelter care for children, 
employment related services, family or 
individual counseling services, family 
planning, foster care services for 
children, health-related services, home 
management-homemaking services, 
housing and home improvement ser­
vices, juvenile services in the com· 
munity, preschool day training services, 
residential treatment services, sheltered 
workshop services, social service 
planning and unmarried parents. 

One copy of the final plan may be 
obtained free of charge by calling toll 
free 800-372-2992 during regular working 
hours. 

The final plan will be available for 
review throughout the program year. It 
may be seen at any office of the 
Department for Human Resources' 
Bureau for Social Services in the state.

Frankfort, Ky.-The head of Ken­
tucky's environmental department said 
recently his agency is determined to 
continue in the direction begun in the 
surface mining reclamation division 
about six months ago. 

Robert D. Bell, secretary of the 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection, told the 
Environmental Quality Commission, an 
advisory group, "If the department has 
your support and that of the public (and I 
might add that of the media) we have 
much more that we want to do." Bell was 
asked by the commission to respond to a 
recent newspaper article on reclamation 
efforts of the department. 

"The division of reclamation is just one 
of 10 operating divisions within the 
department," Bell explained, "yet it 
attracts probably 75 per cent of all press 
and media commentary-an ex­
traordinary volume of commentary, I 
might say. The 'reclamation redoubt' is 
under seige and attack from all direc­
tions. Historically, this has been true 
since the enactment of the 1966 
reclamation Ia w. " 

The secretary said he had become 
weary of "inflated charges and counter­
charges of paranoia and suspicion, of a 
tendency of too many people to treat 
every difference of viewpoint in terms of 
'good guys' and 'bad guys." 

He said if environmentalists think a 
decision does not go far enough, "it is 
described as a "sellout' to political 
pressure. If a decision goes against the 
coal industry, the Kentucky Department

vironmental Protection, and especially 
the division of reclamation, is said to 
have 'given in' to environmental bias and 
emotionalism." 

Bell said such a view is "too sim­
plistic" because the reclamation division 
faces highly complex problems "whose 
resolution will seldom please everyone 
and, all too often, will probably plea~e no 
one." 

The new direction and reorganization 
of the reclamation division, according to 
the department head, began with a basic 
policy decision-adding the expertise of 
professional engineers, a decision Bell 
said he does not regret and from which he 
does not intend to retreat. 

He added that much of what had been 
done and many of the problem areas 
addressed by his staff were suggested 
originally by former secretary, John S. 
Hoffman. 

In his outline, the environmental of­
ficial listed seven areas in which changes 
had been made. Personnel decisions 
included the naming of a registered 
professional engineer, Ralph Waddle, as 
director of reclamation; the central 
office was restructured into four major 
sections, three headed by registered 
engineers and the fourth by a 
professional administrator; the area 
reclamation offices were reorganized to 
be headed by registered engineers who 
will have two assistant engineers; two 
new area offices were established to 
equalize the work load among 
reclamation districts and increase the 
level of enforcement and field services. 

Policy formulation changes included 
new laws that increase permissable 
penalties from $1,000 to $5,000 per day 
and maximum bonds from $1,500 to $3,000 
per acre. 

Under enforcement and legal action, 
Bell said the department had, for the first 
time in the reclamation program's 
history, secured the revocation of a 
permit based on the performance of an 
operator; abolished the practice of 
imposing and then routinely suspending 
fines and penalties; successfully ac­
complished the first jailing of illegal 
operators; collected record penalties 
since January 1, although Bell said the 
department would willingly sacrifice the 
revenues in exchange for compliance. 

The department has stopped the 
previous practice of allowing operators 
to "walk through" permit applications 
and get immediate permit approval; 
stopped a "long historical practice" 
which resulted in the delay of deposit of 
various fees and charges paid by 
opera tors during the application 
process; and canceled area offices' 
authority to verbally approve permits. 

Bell also discussed "supportive ser­
vices" with the EQC. He said the 
Governor's Executive Budget recom­
mended, and the General Assembly 
approved, a biennium budget 
representing an increase of ap­
proximately 40 per cent in support for the 
reclamation division. Bell said his 
agency has purchased 50 new four-wheel 
drive vehicles for inspection work and 
had decided to increase the use of a 
helicopter as an enforcement tool. 

The secretary said the division of 
reclamation will administer a five-year, 
$10 million orphan land reclamation 
program-funded by the Tennessee 
Valley Authority-in 12 southeastern 
Kentucky counties where land was strip 
mined prior to enactment of reclamation

laws. The division also will oversee the 
Orphan Land Revolving Fund Program 
in which mined land is boughr, 
reclaimed, and then sold to continue the 
flow of money into the program for 
reclamation work on other property. Bell 
said the division had discontinued the 
former practice of utilizing forfeited 
bonds on properties not related to that 
forfeiture. Ira Gray, a registered 
engineer and landscape architect, was 
named head of the section. 

Following his formal presentation, Bell 
told the EQC that he or his commissioner 
of natural resources, John Witt, had met 
with every reclamation employe. The 
secretary said visits have also been 
made to all area offices and each em­
ploye invited to discuss their problems. 

In response to a question, Bell said the 
"crucial" issue regarding the new 
direction was whether it was a valid 
decision to place the surface mining 
reclamation program in the hands of 
engineers. He asked the citizens advisory 
group to consider sorne of the items in­
volved in surface mining-the moving of 
massive volumes of earth, surveys, 
plans, site development, geology, mining 
operations, roads, hydraulics, drainage, 
soils, sediment structures, dams, use of 
construction materials, water im­
poundment, and sampling and testing for 
water quality. 

Bell said other elements are also in­
volved but, basically, engineering ex­
perience is necessary to move earth in 
the right way, to correct drainage 
problems, and to prevent off-site damage 
through proper design of silt control 
structures. "If these problems are not 
handled correctly," he added, "then the 
final step of revegetation is lost before 
you get there." 

"Engineering has been the missing 
link and we make no apology for the 
direction we are taking, Bell concluded.

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Floyd Among 38 Counties 
With Quarterly Crime Drop 

While crime in Kentucky over the first 
three month~ of the year has increased 
nearly 23 per cent over the same period 
last year, Floyd county had a 2 per cent 
crime decrease, according to statistics 
released by Kentucky State Police. 

As measured by the Crime Index, 
violent crimes in the Commonwealth 
increased 7.6 per cent this quarter over 
last year's total and non-violent crimes 
increased 24.1 per cent. Murder is the 
only offense which did not increase, with 
89 murders being committed in Kentucky 
in the first three months of both 1975 and 
1976. 

Among this year's violent crimes, 
murder remains unchanged at 89 of­
fenses; forcible rape is up 12.3 per cent

from last year with 119 offenses; robbery 
up 12.7 per cent with 888 offenses 
statewide; and aggravated assault went 
up 3.8 per cent with 1,015 offenses. 
Compared with 1974's figures for the first 
three months, forcible rape is down eight 
per cent. 

Among non-violent crimes, the com­
bined category of larceny and theft in­
creased the most with 16,240 reported 
offenses for an increase of 35.8 per cent 
over last year. Auto theft increased 13.7 
per cent over last year with a total of 
2,181; and breaking and entering climbed 
8.6 per cent with 8,405 offenses. 

Not following the statewide trend were 
38 Kentucky counties which showed 
reductions in their crime rates. Six 
counties, Allen, Hancock, Harrison, 
Lawrence, Lincoln and Spencer, 
decreased their crime rates in this 
reporting period by more than 50 per cent 
over last year. 

Kentucky's largest county, Jefferson, 
had the most reported crimes (11,369), 
while the smallest county, Robertson, 
reported the fewest. Robertson county 
however, doubled its rate over last year, 
reporting two burglaries.

earth lived happier or more contented." 
As happens to other sweethearts, the 

parents of Hannah Strane did not ap­
prove of her courtship by James Finley. 
When they were married March 3, 1801, 
Hannah's father would not allow her to 
return for her belongings. 

The couple went to the woods where, 
with help from James' brother, John 
Finley, a simple cabin was built. The 
nearest neighbor was three miles away. 

"Into this we moved without horse or 
cow, bed or bedding, bag or baggage," 
Finley wrote. 

To make a bed the couple drove forked 
saplings into the ground, placed sticks in 
the forks, then covered the sticks with 
elm bark. They gathered leaves, picked 
out the twigs and dried the leaves to stuff 
into a bedtick for a mattress. 

There was no scarcity of meat, for 
Finley became a sharpshooter during his 
youth in Kentucky, but they lacked 
bread. In order to pay for a bushel of 
potatoes, the young husband cut and split 
100 rails. His greatest prize was a hen 
and three chickens given him for a day's 
work. 

Elm bark that made a mat for the bed 
also was spread on the cabin floor and 
used to line the walls. The cabin provided 
shelter for the happy couple through the 
summer when they built a neater cabin of 
logs. To insulate the new cabin they 
spread their harvest of corn in the loft. 

"We also had plenty of bear meat and 
venison," he wrote. "Our Indian friends 
called and stayed all night, and I paid 
them occasional visits." 

Finley went into detail describing the 
advantages of backwoods life. "We had 
not then sickly, hysterical wives, with 
poor, puny, sickly, dying children, and no 
dyspeptic men constantly swallowing the 

Highway Contracts 
Down from 1975 

Figures just released by the Kentucky 
Department of Transportation show that 
over $77.8 million in highway contracts 
have been awarded during the first five 
months of 1976. 

According to state Transportation 
Secretary John C. Roberts, this is $20.9 
million less than the $98.7 million 
awarded during the same period in lf575. 

Despite the decrease in the amount of 
contracts awarded overall, Roberts said 
the department has awarded about $4 
million more in interstate contracts this 
year. The interstate contract totals so far 
amount to $40.8 million as compared to 
$36.8 million last year. 

Kentucky's interstate system is over 90 
per cent complete with only 1-24 in 
Western Kentucky and I-275 and I-471 in 
the northern section still unfinished. 

Approximately 50 miles of I-24 are in 
various stages of construction and the 
road is tentatively scheduled for a 1980-81 
completion. 

All of 1-275 - just over 24 miles - is 
under construction while only six-tenths 
mile of 1-471's total 4.8 mile length is 
currently being built. 

All but 4.9 miles of I-275 should be open 
by the end of this year. l-471 is expected 
to be opened in late 1978. 

The purpose of the Comprehensive

nostrums of quacks. When we became 
sick unto death we died at once." 

"Our young women were beautiful 
without rouge or any cosmetic, and 
blithesome without wine and fruitcake. 
There was then no curvature of the spine, 
but the lasses were straight and fine­
looking without corsets or whalebone. 
They were neat in their appearance and 
fresh as the morning." 

A few months following his marriage 
he learned of a great religious revival at 
Cane Ridge, Ky., his father's old 
preaching ground and his boyhood home. 
This movement, he stated, "was ac­
companied by that alarming 
phenomenon called the jerks." 

He described an awesome scene on his 
arrival at Cane Ridge. Approximately 
25,000 people had collected for the ser­
vices. "The noise was like the roar of 
Niagara." Preachers as well as the 
crowd were either exhorting, singing, 
praying, crying or shouting. Finley was 
so disturbed he ran into the woods. He 
stood on a stump and once again looked 
to the crowd. "My hair rose up on my 

. head." 
As frightened and disturbed as he was 

by the emotional display, he too came 
under the spell and was converted, en 
route home. He became a Methodist 
circuit rider, a choice which brought 
intense problems as well as self­
satisfaction. 

Years afterward when greatly troubled 
he would remember the cabin he and 
Hannah built in the woods. "Though we 
had but little, our wants were few, and we 
enjoyed our simple and homely 
possessions with a relish the purse-proud 
aristocrat never enjoyed. No couple on 
earth lived happier or more contented."

One of the highest awards presented by the t.:. S. Department of the Interior, 
Mining Enforcement and Safety Division, was received recently by Curtis 
Tussey, Jr., federal mine inspector. 

Floyd county native Curtis Tussey, Jr., 
federal mine inspector, was recently 
accorded one of the highest honors 
bestowed by the U. S. Department of the 
Interior, Mining Enforcement and Safety 
Administration (MESA), the quality 
increase award. 

Tussey joined the department in June, 
1972, and has advanced from mine in­
spector to roof control inspector.

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Coal Gasification Tests 
INSURANCE OF ALL

In Wyoming Show Promise 
The second underground coal 

gasification experiment at Hanna, 
Wyoming is exceeding expectations as 
compared with previous tests in the 
area, the Energy Research and 
Development Administration an­
nounced last week. 

The tests, which were begun April 4 
and will continue through mid-July, are 
conducted by ERDA scientists at the 
Laramie, Wyoming Energy Research 
Center. Underground coal gasification 
involves controlled slow burning of coal 
underground to release gases which are 
carried to the surface through boreholes. 
It is a promising potential way to use U. 
S. coal reserves with relatively small 
environmental disturbance. 

Gas production is presently 8.5 million 
standard cubic feet (scf) per day with a 
heating value ranging between 175 to 185 
Btu-scf. This quantity of gas could be 
converted to approximately six 
megawatts of electricity, sufficient to 
supply the daily needs of a town of 6,000 
persons. No previous underground 
gasification tests have yielded such 
sustained, high quality gas. Earlier 
Hanna experiments gave 126 and 152 Btu­
scf. 

The Hanna gases now being brought to 
the surface still are of low-Btu content 
compared with natural gas, which has a 
heatint value of 1,000 Btu-scf. They 
contain a mixture of methane, hydrogen, 
carbon monoxide, ethane and propane, 
diluted by carbon dioxide and nitrogen. 
Although the heating value of the product 
is much lower than that of natural gas, 
the low-Btu gas can be burned in boilers 
or possibly in gas turbines currently 
being developed. In the interest of 
economics, the electrical generators 
could be located ·at the gas production 
site. 

The technique being used at Hanna, 
known as the Linked Vertical Well 
concept, involves several steps. First, 
wells are drilled to the coal seam and the 
coal is ignited at the bottom of one well. 
Air is injected at a nearby well and 
percolates through the coal seam to the 
ignition well to sustain the fire. 

The fire moves from the ignition well 
toward the injection well, and carbonizes 
a highly permeable pathway in the coal 
between the wells. This preparation 
process is known as reverse combustion 
linking. It is needed because coal in its 
natural state does not have enough 
permeability to allow air injection at 
the rates needed to achieve efficient 
gasification. 

When the fire reaches the bottom of the 
injection well, the system is ready for 
gasification. High volwnes of air are 
injected at low pressures immediately. 
The reaction zone then expands from the 
injection well back toward the well where 
the coal was ignited. Measurements in 
the current test show that the reaction 
front expanded to encompass the full 30-
foot thickness of the seam. It then moved 
toward the production well, conswning 
all of the coal for a distance of 20 to 25 feet 
on either side of the linkage pathway. In

this manner, the whole coal seam 
thickness between wells was used. 

Based on the Hanna results to date, the 
potential for coal gasification looks 
promising. Future plans include con­
struction of a pilot scale project 
generating low Btu gas at a rate 
equivalent to 15 megawatts of electricity 
about 212 times the size of the current 
experiment. This pilot project could be 
operating by 1981.
