% 2 Floyd fiscal court opened bids
Muhday on Phase I construction of the
Allen county park and repair of the
county jail which apparently are ac-
ceptable, but the court postponed the
awarding of contracts till 10a.m. Nov. 22.

The Big Wheel, Inc., of Angier, N. C.,
which offered the low bid earlier when all
bids were rejected, again was the ap-
parent low bidder on the park. It asked
$394,800. The only other bidder, All Points
Construction Co., Lexington, asked
$418,800 for the work.

The park bids covered grading,
draining, paving, fencing, lighting and
water lines in 18 acres of the park site.

Tom O. McGuire, Prestonsburg con-
tractor, offered the low bid of $54,792 on
the work at the jail. Koenig Mechanical,
Louisville, submitted a bid of $69,859.

The jail remodeling will involve the jail
floor and plumbing repairs in an effort to
halt damage to offices on lower floors
from plumbing and drainage defects in
jail cells.

Future development of the park will
include a nine-hole golf course with grass
greens, a swimming pool, equipping of
playground and sports areas and
clubhouse construction.

The only explanation given for the
delay in awarding contracts on the two
projectsis that the court will use the time
for further consideration of the bids and
the work involved.

Teacher Here
Wins $30,000
Arrest Case

Mrs. Nancy Salisbury, Prestonsburg
teacher, won in an uncontested case
before U. S. District Judge H. David
Hermansdorfer at Pikeville recently
$30,000 punitive and compensatory
damages from a Magoffin county deputy
sheriff who stopped her car and con-
fiscated from it 11 cases of beer.

The civil rights action against Deputy
Sheriff Forrest Vanderpool was heard by
Judge Hermansdorfer, Oct. 20, and
Vanderpool did not appear. The judge
noted in a lengthy opinion that “if this
type of practice is permitted to continue,
no citizen operating upon the highways of
Magoffin county has any assurance that
a perfectly innocent trip will not result in
unlawful incarceration.”

The opinion reviewed the case:

Mrs. Salisbury and her husband, Dr.
Herbert G. Salisbury, were driving on the
Mountain Parkway on Oct. 26, 1975, when
they were stopped by Vanderpool. Mrs.
Salisbury was driving the car and, at the
request of the deputy, opened her trunk
in which the beer was found, the opinion
said.

She was then told to follow Vanderpool
to the county jail in Salyersville, where
Dr. Salisbury ‘‘was advised that he would
be arrested if he left the car.”

Promises Made
City of Martin
Nearing Reality

State Senator Jim Hammond said
Monday that he has been told by Gov.
Julian Carroll that a promise made to the
City of Martin by three state ad-
ministrations will be kept and that work
on the project will begin within a week.

The promise now ready to reach the
action stage, Senator Hammond said, is
the construction of sidewalks from either
end of Martin into its center, a distance of
approximately three-fourths mile.
Estimated cost of the work is $30,300.66.

From the western (upper) end of
Martin, the sidewalk will extend from a
point near the railroad crossing into the
center of town, At the other end the work
will begin at the junction of KY 80 and
First street, in the vicinity of Our Lady of
the Way Hospital, and extend to the
center of Martin.

The sidewalk work will be done on state
right-of-way and will, of necessity, be of
varying widths, it was explained. It will
serve to make easier access to the
hospital for elderly people living in
municipal housing there and will also
give safer access for children to school,
Senator Hammond said.

Funds for the construction will come
from the Rural Service Highway
Program, and the work will be done by
work forces of the state Bureau of High-
ways, it was said.

Mullins Told
Of Work Needs
On Old US 23

A 19-point plan for improvement of KY
1428 (old US 23) was presented to High-
way Department District Engineer Gail
Mullins by members of the East Point
Community Development Club at a
recent club meeting.

The meeting with Mullins came after
several months of discussion among club
members and residents concerning a
number of problems which affect the
route, formerly the main highway linking
Prestonsburg and Paintsville.

Of primary concern to motorists who
regularly travel the route are two sec-
tions of the road on either side of Abbott

Moeuntain where the shoulder has fallen,

in. One stretch, on the Prestonsburg side
of the mountain, has fallen away to the
extent that one lane has been closed and
some residents blame nearby con-
struction work for the situation.

Although Mullins made no firm
commitment, he told the group he would
recommend that pilings be driven along
the breaks and the road be built back to
original width. He added that such work
would be at the expense of any individual
who might be deteremined as responsible
for the damage.

Other recommendations of the club's
improvement plan included clearing of
right-of-way, ditchline cleaning, im-
provement of drainage at top of Abbott
Mountain, improved litter pickup,
erection of stop signs on side roads,
establishment of strict load limits, and,
in general, improved maintenance of the
road.

Democrats Here Say—Floyd

Floyd county or McCracken—which
was the No. 1 Democratic county in
Kentucky according to last Tuesday’s
returns?

State Senator Jim Hammond indicated
after the returns were all in that it will
take a lot of arguing to convince Floyd
county Democrats that they aren’t No. 1.

“Sure, McCracken showed a larger
majority for Jimmy Carter over Ford,
but look at the percentages,” he said.

In the popular vote McCracken gave
Carter a lead of 7,876 to Floyd county’s
7,043. But McCracken couldn't touch the
76 per cent-plus that Floyd gave Carter of
its total vote.

And, besides, Carter polled a majority
in all 44 voting precinets in this county
while losing two in McCracken.

Inonly two precincts of this county was
the Carter lead really slim. He “‘carried”
Tickey precinct by only seven votes, 122
to 115, and in Prestonsburg No. 2 his
margin was only 13 votes.

The Carter vote in the county totaled
10,151 to 3,108 for President Ford. But the
biggest majority went to veteran
Congressman Carl Perkins, who polled
10,732 votes to 1,844 for his Republican
opponent, Granville Thomas,

Eugene McCarthy led the minor party
candidates for the Presidency with 24
votes, and Gus Hall, the Communist
party candidate had two votes.

No other candidates had opposition.
Although unopposed for county at-
torney, Harold J. Stumbo polled 9,951
votes.

Harris Stephens Howard and Elijah
Hogge suffered in the voting for appellate
judge in this district for two reasons:
They were ‘‘buried’’ on the ballot, and
many became confused and thought the
two were opponents. Although both were
candidates for judgeships from the same
appellate district, they are from separate

divisions. The voting for the two was
pretty well split, Howard running far
ahead of Hogge in counties such as
Floyd, Magoffin and Morgan where the
family name is widely known, and Hogge
leading for the same reason in Rowan,
Fleming and other counties.

Official Argues
Room To Grow
Is ‘Must’ Here

Prestonsburg is ‘‘on dead center’’ as to
growth while neighboring county-seat
towns are expanding both in area and
population—simply because Prestons-
burg has run out of room for growth.

So said City Manager Curtis Clark last
Thursday when he suggested to the City
Council that annexation of neighboring
territory is “‘a must” if Prestonsburg is
not to stand still and become perhaps the
smallest county-seat town on the Big
Sandy. Paintsville and Pikeville, he said,
are doubling their size through an-
nexation.

Clark maintained in his discussion of
the situation that added revenue sharing
funds from the federal government—
approximately $21,000 per 1,000 added
population—would provide police and
fire protection, sewerage and other
services to annexed areas and that the
reduced fire insurance rates and fees for
other services would offset any increases
in taxation to residents of the areas that
might be annexed.

He suggested that the Council move
toward annexation north of Prestonsburg
as far as the Highlands Medical Center,
along the road from Lancer toward
Dewey Lake and up Bull Creek from
Lancer,

The city manager, who indicated he
expects to retire by the end of next year,
also pointed to the need for sewer service
in areas bordering on the present
Prestonsburg, on the premise that septic
tanks will in the future fail the
population.

Susan Johnson, park administrator,
suggested to the Council that when the
two-year terms of park board members
expire new members should be chosen

preferred treatment asked for individual
operators, and because he had been
shifted from one position to another as
his enforcement efforts apparently were
in conflict with the desires of superiors.

Wells said reclamation enforcement is
improving and that the results are there
for anybody to see. ““They can see for
themselves,' he said.

More recently, Hayes was quoted as
saying, ‘‘“The big money has blinded the
people in Frankfort to get the kind of
reclamation we need and to help
preserve the natural resources we've
got."”

Robert D. Bell, who became secretary
of the Department for Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection last
March, said the engineers to whom
Hayes and another field director ob-
jected are providing stricter, not more
lax, enforcement. He denied that either
he or his department’'s Division of
Reclamation has been influenced by
donations from coal men. Instead, he
said, he thinks there is a ‘‘very deep
antagonism'' toward him from operators
who contributed in the hope of being
treated leniently.

Bell said information from the
engineers to which Hayes objected
resulted in the resignation ‘‘under
pressure,” about two weeks ago, of Glenn
Crumley, director of the Pikeville
reclamation district. He said he became
dissatisfied with Crumley mainly
because of reports that some coal
operations in Pike county were not being
thoroughly inspected and required to
stay within the limits of the law.

The Prestonsburg reclamation office is
now operating with three vacancies
created by the resignations of as many
inspectors who quit to enter private
employment. The two who resigned are
Don Mayo, who has taken employment
by the Hill Engineering Co. here; Ernie
Francis, to work for a coal company, and
Kenny Collinsworth who is now employed
by Mason, Barrows and Flender,
Prestonsburg engineering firm.

“We are currently trying to replace
them,” James Tramel, engineer with the
reclamation office, said.

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Big Sandy FIVCO Fund
Requests Still Pending;
Other Districts Funded

Funding requests of Big Sandy and
FIVEO Area Development Districts were
still awaiting approval as State Trans-
portation Secretary John C. Roberts
approved nearly $500,000 in second fiscal
year: continuation funding for trans-
portation planning at the regional area
development district (ADD) level in
Kentucky.

The money will be made available to

‘each participating ADD district through

the Kentucky Department for Local
Government during the current fiscal
year on a 75 to 25 state-regional fund
matching basis. Some federal money
also will be made available for special
projects.

According to Roberts, the regional
planning program was organized about
one year ago to give local government,
industry and citizens a greater voice in
determining the future development and
operation of transportation systems and
services, “‘both within their own areas
and statewide as well.””

“Rather than simply telling each
loeality what we in Frankfort think they
need by way of short and long-range
programs,’’ he said, ‘'we are asking that
they look at their present services,
evaluate them in terms of both current
and future need, and then tell us where
they believe construction, maintenance,
expansion and development will do the
most good for the most people.”

Each ADD district has formed its own
transportation advisory committee made
up of local officials, citizens and business
people from the district area.

The committee also receives ad-
ministrative and technical support from
the Department of Transportation’s
Division of Urban and Regional Planning
at Frankfort.

Calvin Grayson, state transportation
planning engineer, said that present
scheduling calls for each ADD district to
complete its regional transportation plan
by the end of the 1978 fiscal year.

If It Isn’t True,
Will Somebody

Say So?

David Ross Stevens wrote in the Oct. 31 edition of The Courier-
Journal a story based on an inferview with William Hayes,
former strip-mine inspector, regulator, supervisor, etcetera,
whosays he found intervention "“from the top’’ so intolerable that

he quit.

We propose to reprint here some of Stevens’ statements and
several made by Mr. Hayes, as reported by Stevens. Then we
will have one question to ask. Statements of the twe men follow,

those by Hayes in ““quotes’’:

As far back as 1969 there had been pressures from the coal
mine operators fo remove Hayes as a mining regulator. The first
attempt came during the administration of former Gov. Louie B,
Nunn only a year after Hayes had become the Hazard district

supervisor.

But Hayes received support. Elmore Grim, then reclamation
director and now Kentucky’s forestry chief, said if Hayes went,
he would go, too. “Even Commissioner (James) Shropshire
(head of the Department for Natural Resources) laid his job on
the line in this case,” Hayes said.

Hayes weathered this storm and continued his enforcement in
the heart of the state’s Eastern coalfield. But there were more

political squalls to come.

In 1971 Wendell Ford met with Kentucky coal operators in a
Wise, Va., inn. Ford’s purpose was to raise money for his
gubernatorial race. The coal operator’s purpose, among others,
was to get rid of Bill Hayes. The secret meeting became public
after some coal people talked to the press, in time fo prevent the

firing of Hayes.

His background as a state forestry worker convinced him that
some of the steepermountains should not be mined at all. He was
backed by state law, which prohibited stripping on slopes steeper

than 28 degrees. (Most of the
degrees fo 35 degrees.)

His district office rejected plans by the Tackett & Manning Co.,
which was under contract to the giant Beth-Elkhorn Co., to strip
the over-28 degree hills of Letcher County.

"What they were already stripping in Letcher was a mess, and
I wanted to shut them down on the spot. But apparently they got

word back to Frankfort, and

I was fold by John Roberts

(reclamation director at the time) to avoid that part of Letcher

County.

Mrs. Salisbury was required to pay
$121 in cash, which was taken by the
jailer's wife, and, before being allowed to
leave, the beer '‘was removed by Van-
derpool and an unidentified person and
placed in the trunk of an unmarked
automobile.”

“At no time,” Hermansdorfer wrote,
“was she taken before a magistrate or
advised of her right to bail or the nature
of the charge or charges being lodged
against her.”

Hermansdorfer noted that lack of
formal charges and applicable statutes
combined to ‘‘change the complexion of
this case from one in which an over-
zealous or untrained officer overlooked
legal technicalities to one of con-
stitutional magnitude involving a willful
force of impermissable conduet.

“I find the plaintiff’s testimony that
she was ‘afraid’ and ‘petrified’ to be
believable in its entirity,” the judge
wrote. ‘“‘As a reasonable person, she
would have and did suffer annoyance,
embarrasment and fright as a direet and
proximate result of the unlawful conduct
of the defendant in depriving her of the
right to be free from unlawful arrest.”

Mrs. Salisbury appeared before the
Magoffin county judge the day after she
was stopped and, according to the
opinion, the judge told her “it was all a
mistake and took $121 in cash from his
pocket and returned it to her."

Mrs. Salisbury’s attorney was ‘'sub-
sequently advised that the matter had
been dropped." Hermansdorfer said, but
she did not recover her property.

Her testimony about paying the fine to
Vanderpool ‘‘normally would be in-
credible upon its face,” Hermansdorfer
wrote, "‘but so remarkable is this case
and, finding the plaintiff to have a high
credibility factor. I accept the testimony
at face value.

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As you sometimes hear on television,
many people, even hard-working people,
often have trouble falling asleep.

Well, that is true and has always been
so, even back in grandma’s time. That
indisposition is now known as insomnia,
but back then it was called the “bigeye.”
But now, unlike in grandma’s time, there
are pills and sleeping aids readily
available to all and sundry who find a
good night’s shuteye a little bit hard to
come by. To induce grandpa to set sail
for the Land of Nod, grandma had to take
to the hills instead of the drug store for
her sleeping medicine.

To be ready to meet the ‘‘bigeye”
problem head on, many grandmas of
yore kept handy what was known as the
“slumber jar.'"' This was a large glass
container in which was kept a mixture of
dried bergamot, pennyroyal and catnip
leaves, When anybody in the family was
confronted with a sleeping problem, a
handful of these herbs was steeped in
boiling hot water for 20 minutes or so.
What resulted was a brew, a mug of
which, sweetened with a teaspoon of wild
honey, was guaranteed to make a
neurotic cat sleep through a dogfight.

If by chance the slumber jar was
empty when somebody in the family
came down with a case of sleeplessness,
grandma made them drink a glass of
warm milk, also sweetened with honey,
She didn’t know why her milk and honey,

or for that matter, her herb and honey
combination, put a person in the mood to
associate with Morpheus—she only knew
that the remedy worked, and that's all
she cared about anyway. It was only in
much later years that nutritionists and
medical scientists discovered that the
herbs mentioned contained a mild
narcotic and that calcium and vitamin D
are Mother Nature's most readily
available nightcaps. The calcium
tranquilizes and the honey helps the body
retain fluids, thus freeing the kidneys

from the necessity of awaking the sleep-

er during the night or ‘‘before he got his
nap out.”

In a pinch, insomnia patients of the
past were treated with teas made from
ladyslipper roots, dried sage and skillcap
leaves.

After a hard day's work in the
logwoods or swinging a grubbing hoe in a
newground, another herb beneficial in
preventing muscle cramps and
promoting sleep was peppermint. This
herb was not made into a tea. Instead, it
was steeped in a little water to which had
been added a spoonful of sugar and about
four ounces of good homemade corn
whiskey.

This last potion also warmed cold feet,
aided the circulation and restrained the
mind from worrying over the
tomorrow—things noted for chasing
away sleep.

biggest increase in the far western part
of the state.

The rabbit population shows a slighter
increase—.93 per cent statewide over last
year, with the Hills of Bluegrass showing
the largest jump.

Quail and rabbit hunting regulations
remain basically unchanged from past
years. The daily limit on quail is 10, with
a possession limit of 20 affer two or more
days of hunting. The daily bag limit on
rabbits is 6, with a possession limit of 12.

Rabbit season will close Jan. 31, while
hunting for quail and grouse will continue
for another month, through Feb. 28.
Shotguns used for small game, dove and
waterfowl hunting must be “‘plugged’’ to
hold no more than three shells (one in the
chamber and two in the magazine).
Shotgunners are not permitted to carry
slugs or buckshot in the field while small
game hunting.

Remember also that small game
seasons will close during the Dec. 4
through Dec. 8 gun deer season.

Squirrel hunting will also resume Nov.
18 with generally much better hunting
conditions than those encountered during
the early part of the season. The foliage
will be off most of the trees, and squirrels
will be more concentrated around mast
producing trees such as oak, beech or
walnut.

So if your luck wasn't too good during
August and September squirrel hunts,
don't give up yet. Winter hunting can
be very productive. After the recess for
the Dec. 4 through Dec. 8 deer season,
squirrel hunting will continue through
Dec. 31, with a daily limit of six and a
possession limit of 12,

The taking season for furbearers will
also open Nov. 18, and the big change in
regulations this year is a limit on rac-
coons. This limit is one raeccoon per
hunter or three per hunting party of three
or more hunters. This is a daily limit;
there is no possession limit as such on
racoons.

with Eurasian water milfoil, The choice
depends upon whether you are a
fisherman reaping a bass harvest or a
pleasure boater pulling the stuff from a
fouled prop.

These persistent upcroppers spread
into Currituck Sound from Chesapeake
Bay about 1966, and fishermen predicted
doomsday had arrived for bass fishing in
the sound. For a few years it appeared
that they might be right, because bass
fishing fell lower than a clam track.

But when the spring of 1969 rolled
around, the word soon spread. Bass were
hitting like crazy. Biologists deduced
that bass not only became acclimated to
the milfoil, but it obviously provided good
habitat for young bass to survive from
predators.

So take note, you long-rod lovers. Here
is a fly-fisherman’s paradise and, ac-
cording to some expert anglers, it's not
unusual to catch and‘return 30 to 40 bass
a day. The keepable limit is eight.

Bass fisherman in this hot spot pray for
a southerly wind because this moves
water into the sound, and bass seem to
come with if. Probably this is because
forage fish come with it, too. Conversely,
a northeaster pushes water out and
lowers the level, to cause adverse
fishing.

There aren’t many places to stay close
to the fishing, but if you write far enough
in advance you will be accommodated.
And it's among the best buys we've run
across with pre-inflation prices like:
about $35 a day for a guide who works
and furnishes boat, motor, fuel and some
first-rate push poling.

Lodges get from $20 to $30 per day for
room, meals and a lunch like Mom used
to pack for you. If you're flying com-
mercial or private, Norfolk, Virginia, is
only an hour's drive.

Patient Must Protest
If His Medical Records
To Be Kept Confidential

Frankfort, Ky.—If a court orders a
psychologist or hospital personnel to
produce the medical record of a patient,
the order must be obeyed, according to
an opinion from the office of the Attorney
General.

The opinion, issued Oct. 22 by Mark F.
Armstrong, assistant attorney general,
was in answer to a letter from Dr. E.
Paul Evensen.

Dr. Evensen, director of the
psychology service at Eastern State
Hospital in Lexington, had asked about
the legal responsibility of a psychologist
to withold information which is con-
sidered privileged information.

While hospital personnel are required
to testify, according to the opinion, the

.patient has the right to object to
testimony. If the patient objects, and the
court sustains the objection, the
psychologist can’t testify. If the patient
doesn’t object, “he is deemed to have
waived the privilege and consented to its
disclosure,” Armstrong said.

In summary, he said, ‘“Neither a
psychologist nor any other hospital
personnel may reveal information ob-
tained as a result of their confidential
relationship-with a patient unless the
disclosure of it is authorized by the
patient or by law."

Armstrong added ‘‘an order of a court
to compel the production of a medical
record or to compel the psychologist or
other hospital personnel to testify must
be obeyed.” He concluded, It is the
responsibility of the patient to assert the
privilege.”

Contest Suit
Alleges Fraud
In Johnson Co.

Voting irregularities in last Tuesday’s
election were alleged Friday in a series
of suits filed in Johnson circuit court by
lawyers for the Republican and
Democratic candidates for Johnson
county judge.

In a four-page affidavit, defeated
Republican candidate Wayne Blevins
claimed that the apparent winner and
incumbent, James Witten, a Democrat,
received votes from non-registered
voters Tuesday.

The suit also charges that more votes
were recorded than there are persons
registered in some precincts and that
aleoholic beverages were in the vicinity
of the polling places.

Blevins’ suit asks that certification of
Witten as the winner be set aside.

J. K. Wells, attorney for Witten, filed a
countersuit, asking that Blevins’ suit be
dismissed. The countersuit alleges that
Blevins violated the corrupt practices act
by buying votes and promising jobs if he
were elected.

A third affidavit was filed later by
Witten repeating the points made in the
countersuit.

Circuit Judge W. B. Hazelrigg set a
hearing on the suits for Friday of this
week,

In Tuesday’s election, Witten emerged
the winner in the nermally Republican
county by 343 votes. Republicans out-
number Democrats by a registration
margin of seven to five in the county.

A total of 8,503 vots was cast for the two
candidates.

Johns Creek Firms
Sign UMW Pact

After employees of Standard Sign &
Signal and Raccoon Elkhorn Coal
Company in the Johns Creek area of Pike
county had signed cards requesting that
the UMWA be their bargaining agent, a
National Labor Relations Board election
was held at the mine September 30, and
the vote was overwhelmingly in favor of
the UMWA, Squire Feltner Dist. 30 UMW
presided, announced last week.

On October 8 the United Mine Workers
of America was certified as the collective
bargaining agent for the employees of
both companies, and District 30 officers
began immediately to negotiate with
management representatives for a
contract to cover their employees, After
three weeks of negotiating, District 3o
was successful in obtaining a contract to
cover the employees.

“In the opinion of District 30 officers
the organizing of this large operation in
the Johns Creek area of Pike county has
been a great victory and should be
followed by the organizing of other mines
in the same area,” Feltner said. ‘“The
Union hopes the operators in Eastern
Kentucky will realize that coal miners
are not satisfied to work without a union
contract . . "

Official To View
Coal-Haul Roads

Frankfort, Ky.—Gov. Julian Carroll
said last Thursday that Secretary
William Coleman, of the U, S. Depart-
ment of Transportation, has accepted his
invitation to come to Kentucky to inspect
the Commonwealth's coal-haul road
problems.

Gov, Carroll extended the invitation
October 12, when he testified here at a
Federal Highway Administration
hearing that the problems of construction
and maintenance of the road systems
over which this nation’s energy supplies
are carried are not just the problems of
the states in which those resources are
developed, but are also federal problems.

In his testimony, as in testimony and
speeches throughout the Commonwealth
and on many occasions in Washington
and across the country during the past
two years, Gov. Carroll’s main point has
been that coal traffic burdens now placed
on Kentucky roads and other coal states’
roads are too severe, much less the load
anticipated with estimates of the in-
creased need for coal over at least the
next decade.

Kentucky coal, Gov. Carroll continues,
supplies 22 per cent of the nation's energy
needs, so the coal that moves over
Kentucky roads thus responds to a
national energy requirement. Therefore,
he concludes, there is a large national
interest in an adequate system of coal-
haul roads in Kentucky and a federal
responsibility to help provide such a
program.

No date has yet been set for Secretary
Coleman'’s visit.

Water Operators’ School
To Be Held In Lexington

Frankfort, Ky.—Operators of water
and wastewater trealment plants and
water distribution systems in Kentucky
will soon be going to school to become
certified for proper operation of the
facilities.

Sponsored by the division of sanitary
engineering and water quality in the
Kentucky Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection, the 23rd annual water and
wastewater operator’s school will be held
Nov. 15-18 at the Continental Inn,
Lexington.

The operators will be eligible for
certification after qualifying on tests
covering water laws, bacteriology,
chemistry and monitoring plans. Ken-
tucky state law requires that water and
wastewater operators be certified for one
of nine job Cclassifications. To be
promoted from a lower classification, an
operator must first become certified in a
higher grade classification.

Sanitary engineering director Nick
Johnson said that since the certification
became a requirement in 1967, more than
2,000 water and wastewater treatment
plant and water distribution system
operators have been certified. The first
year the school was held, when cer-
tification was still optional, 40 persons
attended. This year Johnson estimates
about 400 applicants will enroll for the
school and certification.

According to Johnson; the upcoming
training session will complement the
regional schools in preparing water and
sewage operators for certification. ‘“The
satisfactory operation and maintenance
of the drinking water and wastewater
treatment plants,” he said, ‘‘can only be
assured when the operating and
managing personnel are properly trained
and qualified.”

Ashland Oil Buys
Coal Mining Firm

The acquisition of Addington Brothers
Mining Co. by Ashland Oil Inc., was
announced last Wednesday by
representatives of the two companies.

In making the announcement, the
companies agreed only to say the trans-
action had been completed, according to
Donn. Rooks, an Ashland Oil press
relations representative.

Ashland 0Oil announced Sept. 23 that it
was negotiating for the possible purchase
of Addington Brothers, which is one of
the largest independent coal companies

in Kentucky.
The operation of Addington Brothers
will continue under present

management, according to Larry Ad-
dington, president of the company. The
firm was formed in 1970 by Larry and
Robert Addington, both natives of Sandy
Hook.

In early 1971, the two left the highway
construction business and began leasing
coal lands in Eastern Kentucky. Ad-
dington Brothers, first based in Ellioft
county, expanded its operations with the
increasing demand for coal. The firm
now has offices in Sandy Hook, Grayson,
Ashland and Coal Grove, Ohio.

Ashland Oil’s growing interest in coal
resulted in July, 1975 with the formation
of Ashland Coal, Inc., a wholly-owned
subsidiary.

Ashland Coal was formed to acquire,
produce and market coal in the Ap-
palachian region, Rooks said. The
company now has more than 100,000
acres of coal land leased or under option
to lease in Kentucky, West Virginia and
Tennessee.

Other Ashland 0il Copal interests in-
clude Arch Mineral Corp. and Ashland
0il Enterprises.

Ashland Oil owns 48.9 per cent of Arch

Mineral, which supplies coal to electric
utilities in the western United States.

Ashland Oil Enterprises, also a wholly-

owned subsidiary, leases coal land to
Arch Mineral.

Ashland is participating in a federal
program that will test the feasibility of
the commercial production of oil
products from coal.

Fire insurance costs have been—

reduced from 20 to 30 per cent within the
Betsy Layne Fire Protection Area, in a
three-mile radius of the Betsy Layne fire
station.

Eighth class rates apply to insured
dwellings on all-weather roads that are
accessible to firefighting apparatus and
within 1,000 feet by all-weather road of a
creditable fire hydrant that is accessible
to firefighting equipment.

Ninth class rates are applicable lo
dwellings within the area that are more
than 1000 feet from a fire hydrant but
within three miles of the fire station by
roads that are accessible to firefighting
apparatus.

Distances are measured over roads
accessible to the fire equipment.

The drastic reduction in rates is an
aftermath of the organization, training
and equipping of the Betsy Layne Fire
Department which now has two fire
trucks and its own fire house.

“This is the completion of our public
water district goal that began in 1966, a
spokesman of the Sandy Valley Water
District said.

The water distriet has supplied fire
hydrants at various points in sufficient
number, and this, accompanied by the
fire department improvement, has
resulted in the reduction in insurance
rates, it was pointed out.

The protection area along US 23 begins
.7 mile east of the Pike-Floyd line, north
of the Green Meadows Golf Course, and
extends downriver to a short distance
north of the mouth of Mare Creek. It
extends up Mare Creek to 200 feet west of
the school and up Mud Creek to Amba.

“The Betsy Layne Fire Department
must rely upon private donations to
continue the good fire rates, so we urge
the people to contribute to the depart-
ment at least one-half of their annual
savings on the new fire insurance
premiums, a leader in the fire protection
move there said. Contributions should be
mailed to Betsy Layne Volunteer Fire
Department, Betsy Layne, Ky. 41605.

Frankfort, Ky.—Walker Buckner's
conviction that solar energy is ‘‘the
coming thing” created a vocational
education project which is the only one of
its kind in Kentucky.

Prestonsburg
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Suit Attacks Ky. Commitment
On Paintsville Dam Recreation

A coalition of property owners and
environmentalists last Friday filed suit
in Franklin circuit court with the aim of
halting construction of the Paintsville
Dam and three others in the state.

The court action contends that con-
tracts signed by Former Governor
Wendell H. Ford committing the state to
share the cost of recreation facilities at
the four reservoirs illegally obligated the
state Legislature and taxpayers to spend
money and that the agreement violated
six sections of the state Constitution.

Bill Martin, Louisville attorney who
filed the suit on behalf of the Kentucky
Rivers Coalition, said federal law
requires the state to sign a contract that
it will pay one-half the cost of recreation
facilities on all Army Corps dams and
reservoir contracts.

However, he said that would obligate
the state over a period of about 50 years
for $14.6 million.

The constitution prohibits the state
from incurring more than “‘casual debts”
and requires anything in excess of that to
be put to a vote,

He also said only the legislature, and
not the governor alone, can authorize
spending money.

Martin said exhibits were filed with the
suit showing that as governor, Ford
wrote the Army Corps of Engineers
saying he couldn't sign the contract
because he didn't have the power to do so
under the constitution.

Ford, in a 1972 letter, told the Corps
that the contract must include a phrase
to make the agreement contingent on the
appropriation of money by the legisla-
ture periodically. Martin said Ford said
in the letter that he could not sign the con-
tract if the statement was not included.

The attorney said the exhibits also
show that Ford met later that year,
however, with a number of persons,
including Rep. Carl Perkins, and about 20
Johnson county residents. Johnson
county is the area where one of the dams
was to be constructed.

Several months after that meeting, on
Jan. 5, 1973, Ford signed the first of four
contracts with the language required by
the Corps, doing “‘what he did not have
the constitutional authority to do,”
Martin contended.

Contracts for the three other dams—
containing similar language, were
subsequently signed March 19 and April
18.

The suit asks the circuit court to issue a
declaratory judgment, to interpret the
contracts and to void them because they
are in violation of the Constitution.

Wrecks Claim
7 Last Month

Seven lives were claimed and 120
persons were injured in the 258 motor
vehicle accidents investigated by
troopers of Post 9, Kentucky State Police,
during October, according to data
released last week by the Post,

Three of the fatalities oceurred in this
county, three in Johnson and one in Pike.

During the month state troopers
arrestéd 173 persons in the five-county
area on drunk driving charges. One
hundred sixty-four criminal in-
vestigations were made—33 in Floyd, 78
in Pike, 11 in Johnson, 28 in Magoffin and
14 in Martin county. The 108 criminal
arrests were divided, by county, into 19 in
Floyd, 47 in Pike, 5 in Johnson, 26 in
Magoffin, and 11 in Martin. Six stolen
vehicles were recovered in Pike county
and one in Floyd.

Cartridges Recalled

Minneapolis, Minn.—Federal Cart-
ridge Corporation is recalling certain 30-
30 rifle cartridges and empty unprimed
30-30 cartridge cases which have a
structural weakness making them
potentially dangerous to shoot.

The recall is for 30-30 ammunition or
empty 30-30 cases with lot codes ending in
5289 through -6285. Lot "codes are
stamped on the back of each box. Boxes
may have the brand named of Federal,
Revelation, Wards, or Hiawatha.

Shooters who have this ammunition
should call 800-328-7525 (in Minnesota call
collect to 612-333-8255) or write Customer
Service, Federal Cartridge, Anoka,
Minnesota 55303 for proper disposition
and refund information.

The case heads of a small number of
these cartridges may separate on firing,
resulting in a jammed rifle and possible
injury from escaping gas. Although no
serious injury has been reported, they
should not be used.

Only a fraction of one per cent of the
several million cartridges and unprimed
cases produced are suspect,

Ask Validation
Of Deer Tags

Frankfort, Ky., Nov. 4—Kentucky’s
hunters who take deer during the Dec, 4
through Dec. 8 gun season must visit a
deer check station for validation of their
deer tags, according to regulations
adopted this year by the Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources.

In Floyd county the check stations are
Dye's Ashland Station, * mile north of
Price, open 7 to 10, week-days; and
Shore's Grocery, two miles south of
German bridge campground, open 6 to 9
seven days a week.

Check stations will be set up in all
counties open to deer hunting. These
stations are at service stations; country
grocery stores, sport shops, wildlife
management areas or other locations,
and each locatien will display a sign
designating it as an official check station.

At the station, the hunter will fill out a
special portion of the deer permit, which
will be retained by the station operator,
The remainder of the tag will be stamped
for validation,

All conservation officers may also
check deer and validate tags. The deer
must be taken to the nearest officer or to
the nearest open check station no later
than 9 a.m. on the day after the deer is
harvested,

The purpose of the check stations,
according to Game Management
Director Joe Bruna, is to allow fish and
wildlife to obtain a quick and accurate
assessment of the total deer harvest in
the state.

In past years, harvest estimates were
obtained by a post-season mail survey,
with the results coming in too late for the
information to be used in setting seasons
for the coming year, Bruna said, adding
that the check station method of ob-
taining information will prove useful in a
variety of deer management projects
around the state.

Bow hunters need not check their deer,
except at a few areas with specially

managed hunts. However, bow hunters

who purchased their permits before the
check station list was distributed and
who plan to gun hunt during the Dec. 4
through Dec. 8 season should obtain this
list, either from the county court clerk or
by writing the Dept. of Fish and Wildlife,
Capital Plaza Tower, Frankfort, Ken-
tucky 40601,

Gets $120,000

Gov. Julian Carroll has approved
funding for five projects affecting
Kentucky's adult corrections programs.
The total of $782,809 was awarded after
the program received favorable
recommendations from the Kentucky
Crime Commission.

A breakdown of the grants:

—Pike county, $120,000, for
establishing a detoxification center for
the rehabilitative treatment of alcohol
offenders.

—Montgomery county, $30,000, to
initiate a feasibility study on a regional
jail in Montgomery County.

—Kentucky Department of Justice,
three grants: $374,200, for third year
funding of adult halfway houses in
Kentucky; $240,000, initial funding of the
Boone County Special Detention Facility
for Women; $18,609 for the expansion of
the Seventh Step program.

Of the total, $703,948 will come from
federal monies. The remaining $78,861
will be matched on a percentage basis by
local and state agencies.

Stanton, Ky.—The Powell county
grand jury returned indictments against
four men in connection with fradulent
practices in the organization and
operation of Commonwealth Farmers
Association, a farm cooperative
operating in the area.

The Oct. 22 indictments were against
Robert Nelson, one of the original
promoters of the association; William
Breneman Jr., sales manager for the
“‘special trust agreements’’; Malcolm
Roy, president of Commonwealth Far-
mers; and Danny R. Mack, a salesman
for the co-op.

It has been estimated that the co-op
had seld approximately $180,000 worth of
securities, known as ‘'special trust
agreements’’ before Powell circuit court
issued a temporary restraining order
stopping the sales earlier this year.

to provide open malls, plazas and other
“people’’ places.

Ironically, another urban problem is
the exact opposite of a lack of open space
and that is too much of it in the wrong
places. The process responsible for the
situation is called ‘‘leapfrogging."’
Leapfrogging occurs when developers
buy less expensive land farther away
from the city's core rather than the more
expensive land closer to town. The result
is a complicated pattern of developed
and undeveloped land which is difficult
and expensive to serve with fire and
police protection, sewage facilities; and
other conveniences.

The process also tends to eventually
eliminate the open spaces remaining in
the piecemeal pattern because the open
areas have been previously zoned for
development and are later built upon.

In Hill Country

Nowhere in all the land, are stories
more meaningful than here in the
Kentucky highlands. Still, one year ago
when the article, "'These Are the Days
When Dark Shadows Appear," it was
read to a group of children in Arizona.
These youngsters in the west were as
captivated by ghost stories at Hallowe'en
asany group of children in the deep, dark
hollows of the Commonwealth.

Shirley Adams Terry, her husband
Norvin and their 11-year-old daughter
Kopana found it necessary to leave
Morgan county for the dry climate of
Tucson.

*“This column struck at the right time,"
wrote Mrs. Terry, a former worker in the
Kentucky Department for Human
Resources. '‘We have often told stories
and happenings to Kopana and her
friends here. They listed with open ears
and wide eyes. They even re-tell the
stories next day in their school
classroom. Kopana and her neigh-
borhood friends were out playing this
afternoon. I called for them. We all sat on
the ground in the warm sunshine and I
read the story to them. They were
spellbound.”

In the Kentucky hills in deep autumn
there is an unexplainable melancholy
accompanied by deep, brooding silence
and always shadows that seem un-
fathomable in their density. The setting
is conducive to tall tales and yarns that
provided entertainment in long ago years
when families were landlocked.

George L. Moore, of Route 3, Olive Hill,
is just the age to recall many nights in his
childhood when he shivered and shook
with countless ghosts who walked along
narrow paths in deep woods, who opened
doors thought to be securely latched with
a “‘country bar" slipped through wood
pockets, who rattled chains on the steep
stairs leading to a loft bedroom and who
frequently rode beside travelers.

0Old wagon roads had their share of
haunts—or ‘“‘haints,”” as spoken in the
hills. Along Tygart Creek in Carter
county was such a road that in spring
was so full of water ‘‘the team would
sometimes have to swim and water
would rise several inches in the wagon
bed.” Everyone traveled the same way,
using rough and rutted wagon roads.
“The later Governor (William) Fields
would on rare occasions travel this way,”
he writes.

In the section of Elliott and Carter
counties where one such road followed
the creek up Sinking and through
Grocery Gap to join the road to Olive
Hill, staunch eitizens, church-goees, told
of seeing strange apparitions. The late
Rufus Click once wrote about these
specters and spirits, et

Another road said to be populated by
ghosts was the Tarkiln road in the same
area. One old mule team driver told
about a woman dressed in white, visible
as he neared a cliff.

“She would mount the wagon," he said,
“and sit silently beside men until we
reached the clearing at the top of the hill,
at which point she would silently
disappear into a thick growth of pines."

A man on horseback said the woman in
white always waited at the foot of the
cliff. It would be dark and often late in
the night. He was not really afraid of the
“‘woman in white who would effortlessly
mount the horse behind his saddle. She
would ride silently up the hill until we
came to an open space where she would
disappear into the pines.”

ters' in stories—the stories told as true
ones—do not harm anyone and often do
not frighten. The majority of story tellers
claim that ghosts are friendly and are
trying to be helpful.

“1'd be for sayin’ that 99 per cent of all
haints and ghosts are not out to do
harm,” opines an oldtimer, "‘but in their
way are lrying to get a message across or
Lrying to help a friend or loyed one."" He
added, however, that “there are the
others who fall in the one per cent class
who are out to get even with someone
who did them wrong."”

It would seem then that at this season
everyone who has ever done a wrong 1o
another should start now to make
amends for the wrong. It could be in-
surance against that day when the person
walks a lonely path through dark woods
or has to drive home alone late at night.
The person in white beside the traveler
might be there to help in a strange way
that some day could become a story to be
retold around a hearth to a group of spell
bound youngsters, or to children sitting
in the autumn sunshine in a western
state.

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Historic Mountain ‘Kingdom’

(From The Knott County News)

Possibly the last first generation Knott
County Farm left wholly intact from the
disection of highways, stripmines, or
dicisions within the family is now
threatened by the new Highway 80 now in
the process of right of way purchasing.
The farm and its beautiful old farmhouse
belongs to Albert Stewart, Knott County
teacher and poet. Stewart, who is editor
of Appalachian Heritage magazine, is
presently trying to convince the Ken-
tucky Bureau of Highways to spare the
farm because of its historical, and
sociological significance, not to mention
its literary importance. The farm is
referred to locally as ‘‘the Kingdom"
Stewart says ‘‘the place has come to be
called The Kingdom of Yellow Mountain
through time, chance, and change. A
visitor came one night without the op-
portunity to see how the valley suddenly
opens up into a pleasant and harmonious
arrangement of bottom lands and home
seat, between four hills where three
streams meet. The next morning he
claimed, ‘Why, you have a pyore
kingdom here,' Eventually it became
“'The Kingdom of Yellow Mountain" or
just “The Kingdom."

Al Stewart is not the only person upset
about the plans for Highway 80 to cut
through the farm recently placed on both
the Kentucky Historical Society's list of
historic places and the National Direc-
tory of Historic Places. Harriet Arnow, a
Kentucky native and the author of *‘The
Dollmaker’' and other novels, said ‘“‘I
can't believe the powers that be will let
the new 80, which is not needed, certainly
not there, destroy such a unique and
beautiful piece of social history."” Mrs.
Arnow further stated, *'It is a rare place,
I know of nothing else that speaks to me
so clearly of the past and at the same
time is beautiful. The place is a museum
worth a high fee.”

The farm, the farmhouse, and the
Stewart family is shrouded in Kentucky
history, politics, and literature. The
Stewart family has been an integral part
of the social, political, and cultural
developpment of Knott County, Eastern
Kentucky, and the Commonwealth. ‘‘The
Kingdom" has been for more than 110
years the heart and soul of this
distinguished family.

The story of *‘the Kingdom'' and the
Stewart family began with Alexander
Stewart of Scotland who immigrated to
American in 1770. By the 1780's he found
himself in Kentucky, and when the In-
dians became overly hostile in the
Bluegrass, Alexander moved his family
to the mountains. William Stewart,
Alexander's son, moved to Ball Creek in
what was then Perry County to hunt and
the family has been domiciled in the area
to this day. William's son, Dr. Japser
“Bird"" Stewart moved a smile up Ball
Fork to the present location of ''The
Kingdom' and built the first house there
in ““The Spring of the Surrender.” Al
Stewart relates that Jasper was Knott
County's first medical doctor and a
model for the character of Old Doc Ross
in Lucy Furman's novel, The Lonesome
Road.

While Dr. “Bird'" Stewart was prac-
ticing medicine and building on the
famous home, a young doctor came to
Knott County and raised an objection to
Jasper practicing medicine in the area
without having attended a Doctor’s
College. Doctor Stewart, who had never
even been to grade school, was ex-
tremely popular in the mountains, being
particularly well known for his in-
defatigable efforts in fighting the fever,
and his willingness to attend to his
with little or no fees,
Recognizing the talent and professional
dignity of the old country doctor, the
Kentucky legislature passed a special act
and granted Dr. Stewart a license to
practice medicine.

Dr. Stewart was in every way a
mountain doctor. Although he had never
attended college, he had studied under
Yale graduate Dr. Hix, and an old
mountain herb doctor, Dr. Patrick.
Jasper inherited the medical library of
Dr. Hix and the faith in Nature's Remedy
represented in Dr. Patrick. In final
tribute to the kindly old doctor Knott
County elected him County Assessor
even though the doctor was one of the few
Republicans in the county.

The part played by the Stewarts in
Knott County history continued with
Jasper's nephew ‘‘Preacher Jim"
Stewart being elected to the Kentucky
State Senate. He died on the Senate floor
while giving a speech. William, Dr.
Jasper's son and Al Stewart’s father,
stayed at *‘The Kingdom'' and used the
old logs plus new ones to build a double
log house with added rooms and porches
to make an L-shaped house with
weatherboarding—a style prestigiously
popular at the time,

Dr. Jasper Stewart’s linage also in-
cludes Dr, Alexander H. Stewart,
graduate of Cincinnati Medical College,
mountain physician, author of four books
dealing with medicine and sociology,
Kentucky State Senator, physician for
the old Frankfort Penitentiary, organizer
and Captain of the mountain men who
fought in the Spanish American War,
participant in the development of
Oklahoma, a man of unusual and diverse
talents.

Alexander's son, Lee Stewart, was
perhaps the most famous of the family.
Lee went to school under Professor
George Clarke in Hindman. He went on to
the Universily of Kentucky and taught
school at Carr Creek until 1896. In 1899 he
graduated law school in Indiana. He was
elected Circuit Court Clerk of Knott
County on the Republican ticket and went
on to be elected to the Kentucky House of
Representatives. Although his career

included such activities as Assistant
Secretary of State for Kentucky, and
secretary to U. S, Congressman John
Langley, Lee became well known
throughout the state as a no nonsense U.
S. Deputy Marshall and Revenue agent.
His forty years as a wrecker of moen-
shine stills ranks him in Kentucky
history with *"Big Six" Henderson as a
fearless lawman in a lawless era of
Kentucky whiskey making.

Lee participated and was wounded in
the famous Ballard raid., one of the
bloodiest shootouts between moonshiners
and Federal agents. Lee, who always
walked or rode horseback in his pursuits,
was run down on the side of the road by a
moonshiner in a car. Lee escaped with a
broken arm, but his career as a revenuer
ended with the ironic incident.

Lee Stewart, the man reputed to have
destroyed more moonshine stills than
any other lawman of his time, retired to
Morehead where he spent his last days as
a writer of some fine local history,

Albert Stewart, who presently resides
at “'The Kingdom," is the author of The
Untoward Hills, a volume of poetry. He'is

a recognized folklorist and editor and in
the family tradition has a deep love for
“the Kingdom." Stewart says “'I now live
in and own by legal process the house
where I was born. It is a quiet place, a
place for birds and wild flowers with the
old field growing up and lost in second
growth timber. All the bottoms are in
grass excepl for the acre-plus of garden
that has been tended, for more than a
hundred years regularly as the seasons.”

If there were Federal funds involved in
building of Highway 80, it would be
required that places on the National
Register of Historic Places be spared.
But Highway 80 will be entirely financed
with coal severance tax funds, and no
such protection is guaranteed. Mrs.
Stewart has been in contact with the
engineers of the Bureau of Highways
according to the fate of “the Kingdom™
but asyel there is no indication that plans
to build the road through the farm will
change,

Kentucky's sportsmen know that the
ultimate reward of any outdoor trip
should be the delicious meals provided by
fish and game, although some are
discouraged because
sometimes taste strong or their birds or
animals ‘‘gamey.”

The experienced outdoorsman knows
that unpleasant tastes in wild meat or
fish are often caused by improper han-
dling. With proper care, both game and
fish ean provide some excellent eating,
but handled improperly, they can taste
terrible.

The first rule for proper handling is to
clean and dress both fish and game as
soon as possible. If there is no time for a
complete cleaning, game should be
eviscerated and kept as cool as possible
until it can be dressed out completely.

Official Draws L
Jury Reprimand

Salyersville, Ky —Atty. Gen. Robert F.
Stephens was reprimanded by the
Magoffin county grand jury last Tuesday
for his *‘reluctance' in assisting an in-
vestigation of County Judge Hearl
Borders, Sheriff Ben Patrick and
Magoffin Fiscal Court.

In its final report, the October grand
Jury said its own investigation of the
elected officials had produced evidence
of wrongdoing.

The jury eriticized Stephens and local
prosecutors for not taking up the in-
vestigation.

“There was possible various evidence
showing that the county judge, Hearl
Borders, had possibly violated the law of
misfeasance of office concerning the
confiscated alcoholic beverages seized in
Magoffin county,” the jury report said.

In addition, the jury said it had possible
evidence that fiscal court members had
violated state law by making ex-
penditures of more than $2, 5{)0 w1th0ut
proper.public notiee. Wiy ey

The jury also said it possibly had found
evidence that Sheriff Patrick had
“committed nonfeasance, neglect of duty
of office’” and was engaged in private
enterprises.

However, according to jury foreman
Don Bailey, the panel felt it needed legal
guidance in order o prepare in-
dictments,

Bailey said the attorney general's
assistance was requested when County
Atty, Marcus Mann and Com-
monwealth’s Atty. Afton Smith
demonstrated a reluctance to help.

Raymond M. Larson and Samuel
Isaacs, of the attorney general’s staff,
spent one day with the grand jury and
‘‘said they didn't want to fool with
coming back," Bailey said.

However, Thomas C. Jacobs, deputy
attorney general, said it was the state's
policy not to intervene in cases where a
local prosecutor was available. ‘‘We
thought we made a legitimate effort,”
Jacobs said.

Mann said he told the jury he would be
“glad to help,”” but that he had a suit
pending in court to determine the county
attorney’s obligations to serve a grand
jury.

The panel recommended referring the
evidence to the February grand jury.

Fish should be kept alive until they are
cleaned, but any dead fish should have
the intestines and gills removed at once.
A fish with unclouded eyes, red gills and
firm flesh is still suitable for the skillet.

Small pan fish, such as bluegill and
Crappie, are usually prepared by scaling
and removing the head and intestines. Be
sure to remove completely the kidneys
which are located along the backbone in
the upper rib cage. If not removed, they
can laint the flavor of the fish.

Larger fish, such as bass, are best if
they are filleted since this process
removes both the skin and bones, leaving
only strips of fine white meat. The skin is
often the source of strong flavors, and it
should be removed from any large fish.

A good trick in dressing squirrels and
rabbits is to soak the animals in cold
water before skinning, This will keep
loose hair from sticking to the meat. If
any hairs get on the meat, they should be
removed at once, since this is another
source of objectionable flavor. Also the
meat should be inspected carefully and
any bloody areas removed.

After the fish, birds or animals are
cleaned, they should be cooked as soon as
possible. If they are to be stored for more
than a day or so, they should be frozen,
An excellent way to freeze both fish and
small game is to cover the meat com-
pletely in a container of water and put the
container in the freezer. This protects
against both freezer burn and against the
meal picking up objectional tastes or
odors during storage.

Larger cuts such as large fillets or cuts
of venison should be wrapped in strong
plastic or freezer paper and sealed
tightly, In freezing any meat, it is im-
portant that the wrap be airtight.

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Like dead and wounded birds down
they come in the autumn of the year, The
falling of the leaves is one of the great
spectacles of Nature, and one of her most
important contributions to the stability
and endurance of the earth

All our broad-leafed trees are
deciduous (from the Latin word,
“‘decadere,' to fall). The vellow poplars

are the first trees to shed their leaves, to
stand gaunt and bare in the bleak, winter
weather. The oaks and beeches shed last.
The tough-butted white oaks growing
along the lower hillsides refuse to shed
their leaves, which cling all dry and
curled up on the twigs; they sigh and sing
sad dirges in the cold winter winds.

Onany large lree, the number of leaves
reach into the multiplied thousands, and
all must come down. The number of
leaves on all the trees is so great, it is
utterly beyond human comprehension.
Yet all are destined to fall.

With some trees, shedding their leaves
is a quick thing. Overnight they drop all
their leaves; which lie in a crumpled

heap around the tree, Other trees shed
slowly, one leaf at a time, but let a wild
North wind sweep through the forest and
it will pluck the leaves off by the millions,
and one may see them flying through the
woods like a flock of startled quail,
slapping against tree boles, colliding
with one another, while some are caught
by the fingers of smaller trees and held
fast, to fall at another time..

The falling of the leaves is a stern
phenomenon of nature. She decrees that
when the work of the leaves is all done for
the season, they must fall; she operates a
pair of scissors, so to speak, in the form
of a cutting-off layer of cells, which cuts
across the leaf stem at its base, so it then
must fall.

The fallen leaves are heyond doubt
Nature's most valuable contribution to
the fertility and preservation of the
earth, At first they fall all over the woods
and lie loosely on the ground. If you
should walk the woods through the newly
fallen leaves, they make a loud,
protesting, crunchy noise as you step on

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them. But wait and see how nature
settles them down. She sends a heavy
snowfall to flatten them and press them
down tight against the earth. Then they
form a snug winter coverlet for seeds and
dormant plants, to keep them safe until
spring: they keep warm the toes of the
trees; they furnish a snug bed for many
kinds of small animals. The larger
animals carry dry leaves to make beds
in their dens.

The leaves, well soaked by rains and
snows, settle downand begin the process
of forming a thick leaf mold: this is the
first step in making the rich humus to
add to the soil. The spongy leaf mold
absorbs the rainfall and prevents soil
erosion. It enriches the soil and keeps it
fertile for future growth.

As the leaves decay, they release
spiritual entities in the form of atoms,
which wait in the forest for the new
leaves of spring to appear. Then they are
added to their cells and become teachers
with rich experiences to impart to the
new crop of leaves. In a sense, then, the
leaves have a link with immortality,
