The new home of Prestonsburg's unit 
of the Kentucky Army National Guard is 
only 12 per cent complete but it should be 
ready for use by Aug. 1, 1977, according 
to Lt. Col. <ret.> Marshall White, director 
of facilities for the Kentucky Department 
of Military Affairs .• 

White said that he envisions no major 
problems in the construction of the 
$516,000 building. 

"When it's finished," White said, "this 
will be one of the finest facilities of its 
kind in the state. It will make an ex­
cellent home for the Guard unit and I feel 
confident that many organizations in the 
community will want to use it for 
meetings and other functions." 

Guard officials have stressed the dual 
Guard-community use of armories in 
recent years and many have become 
centers of community activity in non­
training periods. 

The local unit, Detachment 1, Com­
pany B , 1st Battalion, 149th Infantry 
(Mechanized), has been renting space in 
the Fraternal Order of Eagles building 
on South Lake Drive for several years. 
Guard officials have acknowledged the 
need for a new facility for some time, but 
funds became available only this year.

Teachers Here Ask 
Liability Opinion 

Teachers cannot expect to be absolved 
of liability for students involved in out-of­
classroom projects because the parents 
have signed permission notes, according_ 
to an opinion issued by the Attorney 
General's office in response to an inquiry 
made from Prestonsburg. 

The opinion, written by Assistant 
Attorney General Robert L. Chenoweth, 
says that while such notes can serve to 
alert parents to their children's par­
ticipation in such activities, this does not 
release the teachers of accountability for 
negligent acts of commission or 
omission. If the activity will not allow for 
direct teacher supervision, the opinion 
states, the teachers should caution and 
instruct the students on the proper 
manner to conduct the activity. 

The opinion was requested by two 
Prestonsburg High School journalism 
teachers who were concerned about 
procedures for their students to leave 
school grounds to sell advertisements in 
the school newspaper and yearbook to 
local merchants.

Aware of heavy current expenses of the 
family and possible costs of treatment 
and therapy over long months. Supt. of 
Schools E . P. Grigsby, Jr. called a

Coal Holdings 
Tax Valuation 
Case Settled 

After 20 months and four hearings 
before tax appeal boards, Pocahontas 
Land Co., Bluefield, W.Va ., has agreed 
to accept the 1975 increase of $81,700 
which Love! Hall, Floyd county property 
valuation administration, placed on their 
land and mineral holdings in this county. 
The increase brings Pocahontas' 
assessment total to $163,400, exactly 
double t'he assessment figures it sub­
mitted to Mr. Hall. 

After the 1975 local Board of 
Assessment Appeals upheld the property 
valuation administrator's increase, it 
was then appealed to the Kentucky Board 
of Tax Appeals, a three-member board 
appointed by the governor . The state 
board heard the case on Jan . 21, 1976 and 
stated in its decision made Sept. 30 that it 
was of the opinion that the Zone System 
(fixed dollar amount per acre owned> as 
established by the Kentucky Department 

· of Revenue IS unconstitutional and 
therefore remanded the case for decision 
by the local board once again. 

Attorneys for Pocahontas agreed 
during this final hearing on Nov. 9 to 
accept the property valuation ad­
ministrator's assessment. 

After Jan. 1, next, no Kentucky county 
evaluation administrator will be involved 
in the assessment of coal lands, and the 
counties will collect no taxes on them. 
Coal will be assessed by the state 
Department of Revenue and taxes will be 
paid to the state at a rate of 31.5 cents per 
$100 valuation instead of the 82 cents total 
paid the counties and the state at this 
time. 

The reduced state tax arrangement 
was made during the last General 
Assembly session and was used to lessen · 
coal opposition to an increased severance 
tax for the proposed KY 80 and other 
purposes. 

On the basis of this year's coal lands 
assessment, Floyd county will lose 
$13,100 next year when all the tax is 
collected by the state, and the county 
schools will lose $37,700. 

Court Session 
Slows; Trials 
Slated Later 

Except for pleas of guilty from three 
defendants, circuit court action for the 
current term has consisted mainly of 
setting cases for trial later in the session. 

Sentence had not been passed Monday 
on Maikie D. Harvey and Douglas Hall, 
who pleaded guilty to the charge of third 
degree burglary. The term of Carl Ed­
mond Lackey, who entered a plea of 
guilty to the same offense , has been set at 
one year. 

Although one murder and one man­
slaughter trial were continued till the 
January term, two murder cases remain 
on the November docket. These are the 
trials of Richard Franklin Spencer, 
accused of the slaying here of his father· 
in-law, scheduled for hearing Nov. 29, 
and the December 6 trial of John Henry 
Newsome and his two juvenile daughters 
in the knife-slaying here of Gerald Me· 
Brayer.

Safety Chief 
Sets Recovery 
Date Saturday 

The 11 bodies entombed since last 
March 11 in the Scotia mme of the Blue 
Diamond Coa} Company at Oven Fork, 
Letcher county, are expected to be 
removed Saturday, it was announced 
Monday by Robert E. Barrett . federal 
mine safety chief, and among these are 
the bodies of two Floyd countians 

The 11 men were killed in an explosion 
which occurred two days after 15 miners 
had been killed by a blast inside the 
mine. The Floyd men who died ~ere 
federal mine inspectors. Richard 
Sammons, 55, of Branham Village, near 
here, and Grover Tussey, 45, of Allen. 
Others who died with them were Kenneth 
Kiser, also a mine inspector, of Coebw·n, 
Va.; James 0. Williams, Hindman ; Glen 
Barker, Partridge, Ky.; Don Creech, Sr., 
Cumberland; J. B. Holbrook, Millstone; 
John Hackworth, Cumberland; Don 
Polley, Mayking ; Monroe Sturgill, 
Whitesburg , and James Sturgill, of Eolia. 

The head of the Mining Enforcement 
and Safety Administration <MESA > said 
that the recovery team will include two 
pathologists who will examine the bodies 
to try to ascertain the cause of death. 

"The pathologists will determine if the 
men were killed outright," Barrett said. 
"The impression now is that they were 
killed outright, although there has been a 
lot of speculation to the contrary." 

"The recovery teams have been in that 
area of the mine and all indications they 
have seen are that the men were killed 
outright. But again, we are sending in the 
pathologists to satisfy qualms about 
whether they died immediately or not," 
he said. 

Barrett said that the final recovery 
operation will be carried out by a team 
composed of two company represen­
tatives, two state officials, two fede ·al 
officials and two representatives of 
mmers at Scotia

The idea for the tree musewn came 
from the combined initiali\'e of Stan W. 
Lemaster. Louis\'ille. and Gen William 
Buster, director of the Kentucky 
Historical Society. Lemaster obtained 
the original slip from the Washington 
Elm and nursed it to transplanting size. 

Plans now call for planting 10 or 12 
trees of particular htstoric interest to 
Kentuckians, including slips from the 
inaugural elm at the Old Capitol, an oak 
planted by Abe Lincoln and a magnolia 
planted at the White House by Zachary 
Taylor. 

The Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife entered the project by providing 
the Game Farm land for the prospective 
grove. ''We were happy to cooperate," 
said Commissioner Arnold Mitchell. 
"Many people, especially schoolchildren, 
visit the Game Farm. and we think 
they'll be interested in a living 
museum.-" 

Wendell Butler, secretary of the 
Education and Arts Cabinet, com­
plimented Mitchell and Gen. Buster on 
"their vision and patriotism. It takes a 
patriot to plant a tree."

persons have termed a "crisis" situation 
in the workmen 's compensation in · 
surance market. 

Durmg a Nov 11 meeting, the com· 
mission voted to increase an injured 
worker's benefits froin the present 55 per 
cent of hts or her average weekly wage to 
the 66 2-3 per cent paid by most other 
states. 

The commission also decided that 
workers with partial disabilities should 
not necessarily be entitled to the state's 
minimum weekly payment of $32. A 
recent state Supreme Court decision 
known as the "Apache" case held that 
the minimum weekly benefits for the 
permanently disabled applied equally to 
the temporarily or partially disabled . 
That decision, coupled with another

Sen. L<>well Hughes, D·Ashland, were 
approved by all commission members 
except Escum Moore, Jr ., a Lexington 
attorney. Moore abstained, saying he did 
not yet have enough information for a 
decision. 

Moore further said he would like some 
assurance that insurance premiums 
would be rolled back if the recom­
mendations were carried out. He com­
pared the workmen's compensation issue 
to no-fault car insurance legislation 
okayed by the 1974 legislature, saying 
that a first year 10 per cent rate 
reducation mandated by the no-fault bill 
was later offset by large rate increases 
for car insurance. 

Kelsey Friend, D-Pikeville, 
commission co-chairman, said a 12 per 
cent reduction could result from the 
commission's recommendations. 

Hughes noted that an in-depth look 
into workmen's compensation was not 
possible before the special session. "We 
now have a crisis situation ... We're 
faced with a deadline in correcting the 
crisis." 

In further commission discussion of the 
recommendations, Charles Cassis,a 
Louisville attorney, proposed an 
amendment deleting the provision 
concerning self-insurance. The amend­

.ment was defeated. 
Cassis explained said that he made the 

recommendation because self-insurance 
program could be beneficial to Kentucky 
employers. 

The group will meet again Nov. 16 to 
give final approval to their proposals. An 
legislative interim Labor and Industry 
committee has also been discussing 
workmen's compensation. The com­
mittee decided to postpone possible 
action on the issue until first hearing the 
report from the governor's commission.

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Barrett said those accompanying the 
rescue team underground to remove the 
bodies will be the pathologists-one 
representing the company and one 
representing MESA-the Letcher county 
coroner and representatives of funeral 
homes.

Ralph Dye, the Blue Diamond spokes­
man, said no cameras will be permitted 
inside the company's security perimeter 
until that time, but newsmen inside the 
trailer will receive "periodic statements 
and progress reports" through the day of 
the recovery. 

Dye set out the news rules in a letter 
mailed from Knoxville, Tenn., where 
Blue Diamond is headquartered, and 
received by newsmen in Kentucky 
yesterday. 

"The majority of surviving families 
has requested that pictures not be taken 
of them or the bodies and that news 
media personnel not be admitted to the 
area reserved for the families," he said. 
"Their wishes will be respected." 

Dye's letter to newsmen said a 
•·supervised tour" of the mine· area-but 
not of any part of the mine or any other 
"danger" area-will be conducted after 
the departure of the families. 

He said photographs will be permitted 
at that time. He said statements to the 
media during the final phase of the 
recovery operation will be made "jointly 
by federal, state, union and company 
officials."

It's Home for Thanksgiving­
But Some Will Not Make It 

Frankfort, Ky.-It's as American as 
pumpkim pie-the tradition of going to 
Grandma's house for a big family 
gathering and Thanksgiving dinner. 

There's turkey with all the trimmings, 
catching up on the family news, and 
getting acquainted with the latest family 
additions. 

And while no one wants to talk about it, 
there is the inevitable and seemingly 
growing 1 ist, each year, of those who 
never make it home at all . 

Last year 13 or more were killed on 
Kentucky highways over the long 
Thanksgiving week-end. 

State safety officials like state Trans­
portation Secretary John C. Roberts and 
his transportation safety coordinator­
Bennie Maffet-are concerened that the 
record might be even worse over this 
holiday season. 

This year the number of fatalities 
occurring in Kentucky remained com-

paratively low until summer, but since 
then the record has taken on ominious 
overtones, l\laffet said. 

The number of fatalities has risen by 
approximately 12 per cent in the past two 
months over the same month in 1975. In 
September 58 persons died as a result of 
highway accidents in Kentucky. 

In October the toll was 64. 

"And I must point out that the 1975 
record of accidents itself was higher than 
the 15-year low in 1974," Maffet added. 
The reduction in the number of accidents 
in 1974 has been variously attributed to 
lower speeds and fewer vehicles on the 
roads during the fuel crisis. 

"Apparently we could not sustain that 
new safety record," Secretary Roberts 
said "We are urging a return to the 55 
miles per hour limit for those motorists 
who have gradually let their driving 
speeds increase."

Carroll Forsees 'Mistakes' 
In New Judicial System 

Louisville, Ky.-Gov . Julian Carroll 
told an assembly of more than 400 county 
officials that the state is "one the 
threshhold of great improvements" in 
government services and suggested that 
the implementation of the new judicial 
article will be the beginning of the im­
provements. 

But Gov. Carroll said that there will be 
"mistakes" in the new JUdicial system 
that will have to be dealt with in future 
sessions and possibly special sessions of 
the state legislature. He said he could not 
yet identify the possible complications. 

A special session of the General 
Assembly is planned later this year to 
consider how to put the new judicial 
system into operation. Voters approved 
the article as a constitutional amend­
ment in 1975. 

"I would predict that we Cwill l make a 
number of mistakes,'' Gov. Carroll said, 
adding, "we wi 11 have an opportunity to 
correct them in the 1978 General 
Assembly. Tt may well take more than 
the '78 session ... to completely resolve 
the magnitude oi questions" about the 
new system. lie then asked the county 
judges. magistrates and other offiCials to 
~peak up and help identify areas of 
concern. 

One reason why the errors in im­
plementation are inevitable, the 

governor said, is that Kentucky is at­
tempting to put the article into operation 
in two years, while other states have 
used three to five years to develop the 
procedure. The reason for the rush, he 
said, is because many of the offices af­
fected by the article are up for election 
next year, and the candidates for the 
offices should be aware of the 
requirements and responsibilities. 

Carroll also said county and state of­
ficials had not expected passage of the 
judicial article, and so had not 
adequately prepared for the massive 
changes the system requires. 

The governor implied there had been 
resistance to the article from some 
members of the assembly, the Kentucky 
Association of County Officials lKACO l, 
but said the improvements in the judicial 
system would have occurred anyway-if 
not now, then certainly in the next few 
years.

Would you like to save up to five per 
cent of the purchase price of some item 
by simply paying cash instead of using 
your credit card? 

Each time an item is bought with a 
credit card, the merchant pays a per­
centage to the card issuer. This per­
centage that the merchant pays ranges 
up to six per cent of the purchase price of 
each item. Since October of 1975, mer­
chants have been allowed by the Federal 
Fair Credit Billing Act to offer cash 
discounts to induce consumers to pay by 
cash, check or similar means rather than 
use a credit card. These discounts can be 
up to five per cent of the price of any 
merchandise bought. 

To offer cash discounts a merchant 
must follow three procedures. First, 
notices informing consumers of the cash 
discount must be posted at all entrances 
and cash registers . Second, the discounts 
must be available to all prospective 
buyers~redit card holders and non­
holders . Third, any advertising which 
mentions an acceptance of bank credit 
cards must also state that cash discounts 
are given. Any restriction on the extent of 

are not required to give these cash 
discounts. If you are in a store that 
honors credit cards, ask, each time you 
shop, about these discounts. Merchants 
will consider giving these discounts when 
consumers ask about them and when 
buying decisions are based on whether 
these discounts are given. 

If you have a consumer complaint, 
write to the Attorney General's Division 
of Consumer Protection, Frankfort, Ky., 
40601. The office has found that it can 
most effectively deal with written 
complaints and encourages you to write 
when you have a complaint. However, if 
you have an emergency situation, call 
the Consumer Hotline. The number is 1-

Only 18°/o Get Flu Shots; 
Makeup Clinics Scheduled 

Frankfort, Ky.-"If you missed your 
county's swine flu immunization day, the 
vaccine is still available in your county 
health depaltment," said Dr. C. Her­
nandez, director of the Division for 
Preventive Services, Department for 
Human Resources. 

Some counties will have make-up 
clinics. These will have to be scheduled 
as soon as possible to allow individuals to 
build up an immunity to swine flu before 
the tough flu months of December, 
January and February. 

"If you plan to get the vaccine, don't 
put it off; get it as soon as possible," 
urged Dr. Hernandez.

About two-thirds of the state's 120 
counties have held flu clinics so far. By 
Nov. 18 all counties will have had at least 
one immunization clinic. 

Average turnout rates are running at a 
disappointingly low 18 per cent. This will 
barely provide protection to the 
population against a flu epidemic, said 
Dr. Hernandez. 

Dr. Hernandez hopes that making the 
vaccine available in county health 
departments and through make-up 
clinics will increase the turnout per­
centage. 

Some clinics are having as high as a 50 
per cent turnout About half a million 
Kentuckians have received the vaccine 
to date. There have been no serious side 
effects or problems, said Dr. Hernandez, 
and the clinics are running very 
smoothly. 

People who received the flu shot are 
protected for approximately 16 months, 
which means they are immune through 
this winter and next winter from the 
swine flu, said Dr. Hernandez.

A jury in U. S. district court at 
Pikeville last week awarded S5,000 
judgment for damages to a former Pike 
jail prisoner in his civil rights uit 
against Pike county officials. 

The damage awards were made 
against County Judge Wayne T. 
Rutherford and Jailer Waller Burke, but 
it was indicated Judge Rutherford may 
not be penalized, since he was not 
directly responsible for the damages 
claimed. 

The federal suit was filed by Dwight 
Copley, who now is a prisoner in the state 
reformatory at LaGrange. He asked 
$150,000 damages, alleging he had been 
denied appointed counsel and had suf­
fered cruel and unusual punishment 
while a prisoner in the county jail. 
During the trial of the case the plaintiff 
claimed he was beaten about the head by 
a deputy jailer, but the defense claimed 
he was hurt when he butted the jail wall. 
Copley's court-appointed counsel, John 
Rosenberg and Pam Goldman, of the 
Appalachian Research and Defense 
Fund, maintained that in either case the 
jailer shunned the responsibility of 
providing the injured man medical at­
tention.

Machines in Some Counties 
May Not Handle Ballots Roman Catholic 

Thanksgiving Worship Frankfort, Ky.-Members of the In­
terim Joint Committee on Elections and 
Constitutional Amendments toured a 
large assortment of voting machines 
assembled in the Senate chamber of the 
Capital recently. 

The demonstration of machines by 
several manufacturers was held Tuesday 
in conjunction with a meeting of the 
committee. 

At its meeting the committee passed a 
resolution asking Gov. Julian Carroll to 
include in his call of the special session 
the subject of alternative voting methods 
and clarification of Kentucky laws 
relating to alternative voting methods. 
They also asked the committee staff to 
draft bills to be considered at the Nov. 23 
meeting of the committee. 

Bremer Ehrler, Jefferson county 
clerk, told the committee about problems 
Jefferson county is having with voting 
machines. He expressed "grave" con­
cern" that the county may not be able to 
get all the candidates in the May primary 
on the ballot. He said he was "begging" 
the committee to "amend the statute 
regarding the use of lever machines 
only." 

Martha Moloney, Legislative Research 
Commissioner staff member, also ex­
pressed worry about the future of voting 
machines in Jefferson county. "The lever 
machines presently being used in Jef­
ferson county no longer appear to be 
adequate," she said. 

"The present machines cannot ac­
comodate the large number of can­
didates seeking numerous public offices. 
·with the addition of approximately 30 
district judges on the ballot, the situation 
will be critical in Jefferson county," she 
pointed out. 

" It is :Jbvious that the present statutes 
must be amended to allow Jefferson 
county to adopt a new voting system or to 
experiment with a system to work in 
combination with the lever machines 
during primary elections rather than 
employing the use of hand counted paper 
ballots." she said. 

Representatives of some smaller · 
counties also said they had had difficulty 
including all candidates on their lever 
machines . 

The display which members of the 
committee had the opportunity to view 
included the more conventional lever-

The original Smokey Bear 

who was brought from New 
Mexico in June of 1950 to serve 
as the first living symbol of the 
Smokey Bear forest fire 
prevention program in the 
U.S.A., died Nov. 9 in his 
retirement cage at the National 
Zoo in Washington, D. C. 

The original Smokey Bear 
served for 25 years at his post 
before being retired and 
replaced by a similar bear at 
ceremonies at the National Zoo 
in May of 1975. As required by a 
Joint Resolution of Congres.; on 
August 29, 1974, the remains of 
the original Smokey Bear will 
be transported to Capitan, N.M. 
He will be buried in several 
days at the Smokey Bear 
Historical Park at Capitan, not 
far from where he was found in 
1950 as a cub, badly burned 
from a forest fire that swept 
througha portion of the Lincoln 
National Forest. A short burial 
ceremony is now being planned 
by the New Mexico State Park 
Commission. 

The current living symbol, 
Smokey Bear, lives on happily 

at the National Zoo in 
Washington, D. C., carrying on 
the work of forest fire 
prevention.

(Appalachian Leaders in Community 
Outreach), reached 7,400 children and 
adults. ALCOR student workers ran 
health fairs, medical screening clinics 
for children, plus dental, hearing anf 
vision checkups. In addition, the 
program sponsored community 
productions of three ALC Summer 
Theatre productions, cookouts, com­
munity improvement projects, and many 
recreational, arts and crafts activities. 

More than 4,000 residents enjoyed 
productions of Appalachian Summer 
Theatre. This summer, ALC students in 
the program worked with artist-in· 
residence John Camera on a series of 
plays and sonnets entitled "Shakes­
peare's World." Camera is with the 
National Shakespeare Company. In 
addition, the students produced 
children's theatre on campus and in 'n 
nearby communities and rural areas. 

ALC students, armed with tape 
recorders, spent the summer contacting 
some 240 area residents of the Eastern 
Kentucky mountains and recording their 
recollections about the past. After tape­
recording, the students typed transcripts 
and cataloged their work. 

"The traditional role of the Ap­
palachian family as its own en­
tertainment medium-stories, riddles, 
ballads and so on-is fast disappearing. 
But the Appalachian Oral History 
Project, begun at ALC in 1971, is 
preserving the rich heritage, history and 
folklore of the Eastern Kentucky 
region," says Mike Mullins, director of 
ALC's Appalachian Learning 
Laboratory. 

The better to share resources of the 
Appalachian Learning Laboratory, Alice 
Lloyd College has developed special 
terms for visiting students. This sum­
mer, groups participating in Ap­
palachian Term were from West Virginia 
University, Central Christian Church in 
Lexington, and the University of Cin­
cinnati. Other individuals attended 
Appalachian Institute II, a workshop 
focusing on communication and social 
interaction in the culture of Central 
Appalachia. 

Some 100 high school students spent six 
weeks on the ALC campus, enrolled in 
the Upward Bound program. This 
educational program supplements the 
cultural and academic background of 
selected youngsters. Many students 
improve academic performance so much 
that by their senior year they can qualify 
for college scholarships. 

In addition, 76 students were enrolled 
in the College's regular summer classes.

A reader explains: "I would like to 
know just how effective X-ray mam­
mography is in finding breast cancer in 
women under 50. 

ANSWER line: Out of 129,000 symp­
tom-free women between 35 and 50, 
enrolled in breast cancer screening 
demonstration projects sponsored by the 
American Cancer Society and the 
National Cancer Institute, 223 women 
were found to have breast cancer on the 
initial screening. Of these, 100 breast 
cancers were found by mammography 
alone. Of great importance is the fact 
that the great majority of these 223 
breast cancers were found in an ex­
tremely early stage when the probability 
of cure is excellent in most cases. And 
this mammography involves very low 
doses of radiation: an average of nine­
tenths of a rad exposure to the center of 
each breast (a rad is the standard unit of 
measure.) 

A woman writes: "Several members of 
my family have had a colon-rectal 
cancer. I am concerned not only because 
I am afraid of developing the disease, but 
because I would rather die than have a 
colostomy." 

ANSWER line: A family history 
doesn't mean that you will ever actually 
develop colon-rectal cancer or even if 
you do, that you will require a colostomy. 
A colostomy is an operation in which the 
diseased portion of the bowel is removed, 
and an opening is created in the wall of 
the abdomen for the elimination of 
natural waste. A colostomy can right­
fully be considered a symbol of life 
rather than death from untreated cancer. 
Today's medical rehabilitation 
techniques mean that the colostomate is 
better able to work, enjoy spports, and 
have sexual contact. Without minimizing 
the personal effort it takes to overcome 
the trauma of any cancer surgery, people 
who have had colostomies have formed 
self-help clubs (United Ostomy 
Association) throughout the nation, and 
many are American Cancer Society 
volunteers eager to help the new 
colostomate adjust in a positive way. The 
ACS also supports the training of 
specialists, called enterostomal 
therapists, who are able to teach new 
patients how to be comfortable and 
confident. Colostomy may not yet be an 
easily-discussed topic, but there has been 
tremendous change. 

The owner of a health food store 
writes: "When are they going to stop 
fluoridating our drinking water? Why 
should we be exposed to cancer just to 
prevent a few cavities?" 

ANSWER line: In a report that was 
issued by the National Cancer Institute in 
June, it was once again reaffirmed that

Have you ever needed the services of a 
repairman, asked for an estimate, 
agreed to have the work done for what 
seemed to be a reasonable figure, and 
then were presented with a bill which 
was two, three, or five times as much as 
the estimate? This problem is one of the 
more common complaints received by 
the Attorney General's Division of 
Consumer Protection and it is one which 
can be avoided if certain precautions are 
taken before you do business with a 
repairman. 

You should have a good idea of what 
you want done and how much you can 
afford to spend. When you ask for an

estimate on the work, ask for a written 
estimate and ask if the estimate itself 
will cost you anything. Make sure the 
estimate includes parts, materials, labor 
and the length of time needed to complete 
the work. It is a good idea to get written 
estimates from several reputable 
businesses so you can compare the 
services and prices they offer. 

Since your time, money, and maybe, 
your peace of mind will be involved in the 
work you need done, the reputation and 
reliability of the companies you ap­
proach should be carefully considered. If 
a company refuses to give you a written 
estimate, you should be hesitant about 
doing business with it. Also, if one of 
several estimates is extremely low, you 
should ask a lot of questions about the 
reasons why the company can do the 
work so much more cheaply than its 
competitors. The price of quality work is 
usually competitive among reputable 
companies. 

Sometimes, an estimate can only be 
made after the repairman has had a 
chance to examine the item that needs 
repair. Find out how much this will cost. 
Remember that people in business 
cannot afford to work free of charge. 
Frequently, the time and work necessary 
to gain an insight into the problem will be 
costly. Don't accept any estimate made 
by a person who does not personally 
assess the extent of the work which may 
be needed. It is important that you know 
exactly what every aspect of a repair job 
will cost, and that you get all these terms 
in writing. 

When you finally decide to have the 
work done, be sure that the estimate 
includes a written statement that no 
work will be done beyond that which is 
set forth in the estimate and that no 
charges will be made except those 
specifically described in the estimate. 
Ask all the questions and get all the 
terms in writing before you agree to have 
any work done. 

An agreement to have repair work 
done should be no less formal than any 
other contract. Both parties should know 
exactly where they stand and what 
responsibilities they have assumed. It is 
too late when you are asked to pay a huge 
bill and your only response is that you 
thought he said it would be much less. 

If you have a consa.uner complaint 
regarding an estimate given by a 
repairman or any other consumer 
complaint write to the Office of the At­
torney General, Division of Consumer 
Protection, Frankfort, Ky. 40601. The 
office has found that it can most ef­
fectively deal with written complaints 
and encourages you to write when you 
have a complaint. However, if you have 
an emergency situation, call the con­
sumer hotline. The number is 1-BOG-372-
2960.

George W. Rogers, of Galveston, on 
Mud Creek, is what you would call a 
friendly sort of man, but nobody could 
say he has ever in all his 93 years had any 
great affinity for the medical profession. 

"Never been in a hospital, never had a 
doctor and never missed a meal," he told 
The Times on a Prestonsburg visit last 
week. 

Castor oil, turpentine, Epsom salts and 
staple drugs which he buys at phar­
macies without prescriptions, plus a 
strong constitution in a body that for all 
its years is still wiry, have carried him 
through years of coal mining, several flu 
spidemics and a bout with smallpox. 

When George Rogers was born in 1883, 
on Island Creek, Pike county, his 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Sylvester Rogers, 
had no pharmacopia. In those days infant 
mortality was high, because the an­
tibiotics and other medicines which now 
can carry a child through childhood 
diseases were not nonexistent. But those 
who survived were a hardy lot. And 
Rogers was among them. 

Mr. Rogers admits he had been lucky 
to escape serious injury in two "spells" 
of working in the mines in days when 
safety was a minor item in everybody's 
thinking and in 30 years' service carrying

the mails over rough, mountain roads. 
He began work as a miner at Jenkins in 
the days before electric power was 
available, and, he says, "I made about 
$1.50 a day." 

But all hasn't been luck. "I trust my 
Maker-if I hadn't, I wouldn't be here." 
Although he is not a member of any 
church, he says, "I'm a peaceable man. 
Don't reckon I ever had a lawsuit in my 
life." 

Mr. Rogers has no particular recipe for 
longevity. He says he has chewed 
tobacco all his life, "but cigarettes and 
chewing gum are two things I left off." 
Till about 10 years ago, he added, he 
drank some-"sometimes too much"­
but about that time "I got whipped out 
with it, and no more for me." 

It was while he lived at Weeksbury and 
worked in the coal mines there that Mr. 
Rogers says both flu and smallpox hit the 
community and included him. Still no 
doctor. "I worked as long as I could and 
took care of the rest and didn't get too 
sick," he said. 

That was the year of the Killer Flu. 
"Bet I helped bury 15 to 20 people who 
died of flu," he said. Among these was his 
mine foreman. 

Admittedly an oldtimer, the grizzled 
Mr. Rogers holds to the old ways and old 
remedies. He points out , for example, 
that none of his eight children ever had a 
doctor until after they had left home. 
"And all were breast-fed," he adds. 
"That was why the arrangement was 
made for feeding babies, to start with.", 

Mr. Rogers, who walks without a cane 
despite his years, lives alone (his wife 
died 28 years ago), although his children 
have insisted that he live with them. "I 
stay at home, but I do let the children 
feed me," he said. 

One concession he has made to the 
years. He no longer braves all weathers, 
barehead.

isn't what it used to be. According to the 
state division of conservation, the no­
tillage method of erosion control is 
replacing other conservation practices 
used in farming. 

Some soil conservationists say no­
tillage is the best erosion control found so 
far. Bob Sommers, who is a soil scientist 
with the divi:;;ion of conservation in the 
Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection, is one who agrees . He said 
that crop yield with the method is slightly 
higher and cost per acre less than with 
conventional tilling practices, such as 
terracing and contour strip cropping. 

Kentucky conservation districts first 
used the no-tillage method in 1969, farm­
ing an estimated 150,000 acres, Som­
mers pointed out that this increased to 
420,000 acres in 1971, and the estimated 
no-tillage acreage grew to 1.5 million 
acres by the end of June, 1975. 

Sommers explained the no-tillage 
method: ' 'A farmer initiating the process 
begins by spraying herbicide on the 
existing ground cover. The plant growth 
dies leaving a mulch of dead plant 
material. Seed planting is accomplished 
by use of a no-till planter which utilizes a 
coulter, a kind of plow, to open a narrow 
band of soil of sufficient width and depth 
for proper seed germination. At the rear 
of the planter is a packer wheel that 
covers the seed." 

By using a groundcover this way, 
Sommers said, the farmer helps retain 
moisture for his crops and reduces the 
erosion on his land. The thick mat of dead 
plant cover keeps down the weed growth 
and when the crop grows, it doesn't have 
to compete with the weeds. After using 
the method for about five years, the 
farmer must cultivate the land to break 
up the dead roots under the ground. 

According to Sommers, a farmer who 
uses terracing as an erosion control 
builds up humps of land~ach with a 
gentle 12 degree slope. Those humps of 
land- by breaking the water as it comes 
down off the hill-slow it to prevent the 
soil from being carried along with it. 
Although the method was used 
prevalently by farmers in the 1930's and 
1940's, the amount of terracing has 
decreased in recent years. 

"The latest annual record for parallel 
terracing done in Kentucky," continued 
Sommers, "showed 108,819 feet of land 
using the method, while gradient 
terracing, which follows a slope contour, 
covered 11,692,243 feet during that same 
period." 

The soil scientist said that when con­
tour strip cropping is used, the farmer 
plants the seeds in steeper sloping 
ground. "Alternating 1Q-foot strips of 
plowed and unplowed land descend the 
hillside," said Sommers, "giving the 
land the look of a topographic map. The

grass of the unplowed portion slows the 
water as it flows down the hill and cat­
ches the soil particles in it." The most 
recent estimate available from the 
conservation division indicates that the 
state's total contour strip cropping is 
35,987 acres. 

Several crops including corn, tobacco, 
soybeans, sorghum, and truck crops, 
such as cucumbers and peppers, can be 
grown using the no-tillage method. 
Sommers explained that one result of the 
method, especially for truck crops, is a 
cleaner product-when it rains, the mud 
won't splash on the vegetables. 

"Another way farmers and con· 
servationists utilize the no-tillage 
method," Sommers added, "is for 
pasture renovation. Using a single disc, a 
farmer makes a furrow the width of a 
pencil and drops seed and fertilizer into 
it. Because the sod isn't broken, there's 
less erosion, making it a better way to 
renovate pastures. 

The farmer gains other advantages 
with the no-tillage practice, such as 
spending less time in cultivation and 
putting more acres into production, he 
said.

Compensation Board last week filed 
regulations for handling cla1ms for 
v1ctims of violent crimes. The 
regulations have the approval of Gov. 
Julian Carroll, who recommended 
establishment of the board to the 1976 
legislature . 

Earl Osborne, of Paducah . chairman of 
the board, said, "I am pleased with the 
simplicity of these regulations. I think we 
have a set of regulations which will make 
the filing and handling of cla1ms from 
cnme VICtims fairly s1mple for 
everybody." 

Osborne said the board's intent is to 
have a procedure "plain enough that 
people who need to file a claim can do so 
without having to hire an attorney to 
learn whether they are entitled to help 
from the Crime Victims Compensation 
Fund" 

The regulations set the method of filing 
cia ims and time limits for the handlmg of 
claims by board members. 

Under the new regulations, a claimant 
submits to the board Ill writing in· 
formation suffic1ent to show that he 
qualifies for payment under provisions of 
the state's Crime Victims Compensation 
l.;aw fKRS Chapter 346). Or, a person 
may notify the board at its Frankfort 
office that he wishes to file a claim, and a 
printed claim form will be mailed to him. 

The regulations also require that the 
board member who handles a claim must 
make a speedy decision . The member 

UK Receives Contract 
To Study Black Shale 
As Producer of Gas 

The University of Kentucky has 
received a $270,626 federal contract to 
study the possibilities of increasing the 
production of natural gas from black 
shale in Eastern Kentucky and examine 
the potential of this rock as a source of 
other energy-produoing materials. 

The U. S. Energy Research and 
Development Administration CERDA) is 
expected to continue funding the work at 
approximately the same level for four 
additional years. 

"Black shale," said William Dennen of 
the UK geology department, ·'has long 
been known as a marginally-profitable 
source of natural gas and a sub-economic 
source of oil and uranium ore. Its 
possibilities as an oil source have never 
been fully explored, nor have its 
possibilities as a source of uranium. " 

The project will be conducted by a 
geological group at the University of 
Kentucky. Principal investigators are 
William Dennen and Frank Ettensohn, of 
the University of Kentucky Department 
of Geology, and Wallace Hagan and 
Edward Wilson, of the Kentucky 
Geological Survey. 

University of Kentucky President Otis 
Singletary, in announcing receipt of the 
contract, noted that similar contracts 
have been made with other state 
universities and state geological surveys. 

"The Cniversity of Kentucky project, " 
Dr. Singletary said, "has the distinction, 
however, of being the data center for the 
entire enterprise and will utilize the 
services of the University's computing 
center."

must approve, modify or dismiss a claim 
or call a hearing on a claim within 30 
days after a claim 1s assigned to him or 
after he receives results of investigation 
of a claim . 

If a hearing is required, it must be 
public and will be conducted by the board 
member handling the claim. 

Cattie Lou Miller, executive director of 
the board, said a number of claims have 
been filed since the Cr1me Victims 
Compensation Law became effective 
June 19. To qualify for benefits from the 
fund: 

- The crime must have occurred on or 
after June 19, the law's effective date. 

The victim must have suffered bodily 
injury or been killed. 

- The claim must be for reim 
bursement of medical expenses, loss of 
earnings or loss of support for depen­
dents of victims. 

- The loss must exceed $100 and the 
victim must be a Kentucky res1dent and 
not be related to the person who com­
mitted the crime. 

The victim cannot have provoked the 
crime and must cooperate with law 
enforcement officials. 

-The victim cannot be eligible for 
money from other sources, such as in­
surance or other public funds , for losses 
he claims from the fund. 

- The victim must be needy to the 
extent that he will suffer severe financial 
hardship if he is not assisted by the 
Crime Victims Fund. 

Victims cannot be paid for property 
damage, pain or suffering from the fund. 

Money for the fund was appropriated 
by the 1976legislature when it passed the 
Crime Victim Compensation Law. The 
board's role is to decide which victims 
can be granted money from the fund 
under provisions of the law. No claims 
have been granted yet. The maximum 
amount that can be granted is $15,000.

White Sulphur Springs, W. 
Va. Kentucky Governor Julian 
Carroll has predicted that the 
Appalachian Regional Com­
mission and its 13 member 
states can provide the solution 
to the nation's energy problems 
through planning and the use of 
technology not now present on a 
national scale. 

Gov. Carroll made the 
statement at a meeting of the 
Appalachian Regional Com­
mission. Six other member 
governors were present. 

"Appalachia may well be 
· sitting on the brink of an 

economic explosion," Gov. 
Carroll said. "The Appalachian

Regional Comm1ssion can 
respond to the nation's growing 
energy shortages through 
coordination of specific plan­
ning." 

But the Governor pointed out 
that there are problems related 
to concentrating on the use of 
Appalachia's vast coal reserves 
to bring this nation energy 
mdependence. Those problems, 
he said, involve the movement 
of coal and concern for the 
environment. 

"We are told that we will have 
to at least double our production 
of coal within the next 10 
years," he said. ''But our trans­
portation systems will not 
support the movement of that 
much coal unless the federal 
government will recognize that 
coal transportation is a national 
problem. The ARC will prove 
Congress' investment will pay 
rich dividends to the rest of the 
nation. We can solve. the 
nation's energy problems with 
our coal." 

Pointing to available 
technology to convert coal into 
usable fuels, Gov. Carroll said 
there 1s "more oil in Appalachia 
than there is in the entire 
Middle East-we just have to 
con vert it." 

Gov. Carroll pointed to 
continually rising imports on 
which the oil producing and 
exporting nations are even now 
planning additional price 
raises, "and we are not doing 
anything about it." 

Gov. Carroll was critical of 
the lack of a national energy 
policy which could have 
developed the energy promise 
of Appalachia years ago to deal 
with fuel problems. On that 
note, Gov. Carroll announced to 
his fellow governors that he has 
become the first governor to 
oppose the licensing of a 
nuclear power-generating plant 
in a neighboring state. 

Gov. Carroll has announced 
that his administration would 
oppose the construction of the 
planned Marble Hill nuclear 
power station near Madison, 

Ind. He said that not only has 
the tec hnology not been 
developed to handle the wastes 
of such projects but "we don 't 
have enough uranium to 
operate the plants we have for 
10 years, Jet alone those on the 
drawing board. 

"We in Appalachia must point 
out to the nation the dangers 
of nuclear dreams for our 
energy solutions,., he said. In 
additiOn, he said that coal can 
be mined and consumed safely 
without the dangers inherent in 
nuclear power. 

Additionally, Gov. Carroll 
said that recently the 
Australian ambassador to the 
United States told him that 
country has stopped the export 
of its uranium ore. 

"Are we again," he asked, 
"going to place ourselves at the 
mercy of another country's 
energy price whims?" 

Gov. Carroll cautioned that 
the United States should try to 
solve our energy problems with 
known resources and methods 
and not look to those for which 
technology has not been com­
pleted. 

Also, speaking strongly in 
support of a federal energy 
policy predicated on Ap­
palachian coal was West 
Virgmia Senator Jennings 
Randolph, chairman of the 
Senate Public Works Com­
mittee, which is responsible for 
the federal appropriations to 
the Appalachian Regional 
Commission.

Fund for Care 
Of Cemeteries 
Now Required 

Frankfort, Ky .-Ail 
cemeteries in the state are now 
required to establish a trust 
fund for the "perpetual care 
and maintenance" of the 
grounds prior to beginning 
operation. 

House Bill485, enacted by the 
1976 Kentucky General 
Assembly, created a new 
section of KRS 307, known as the 
Kentucky Cemetery Law, which 
mandates that all cemeteries in 
the Commonwealth register 
with the state Department of 
Banking and Securities before 
beginning busmess. 

The legislation also requires 
the creation of a trust fund to 
provide for the future care and 
maintenance of the cemetery. 

The legislation is binding for 
all cemetery companies, that is, 
any group that sells burial 
places to the general public. In 
addition to family graveyards, 
religious society grounds, 
municipal corporation 
cemeteries and fraternal burial 
associations are exempted from 
the law. 

Accordin,g to the language of 
the Jaw, "cemetery" includes 
both mausoleums and colum­
bariums, above-ground vaults, 
as well as the familiar 
graveyards. 

Funding for the trust fund will 
come from an initial trust 
deposit and a percentage of the 
subsequent sales. 

A cemetery in a county with a 
population of less than 50,000 is 
required to make an initial 
deposit of $10,000; 50,000-90,000 
population, $15,000; and a 
population of 100,000 or more, 
$25,000. 

According to Peter Held, an 
attorney in the state depart­
ment, only those cemeteries 
that made an offering of future 
care were required to set up a 
fund prior to the passage of the 
legislation. 

Held said that the department 
plans to obtain all the required 
registrations and then conduct 
"spot checks" for compliance 
with the trust fund requirement.

CoaCh Haywood Praises Cats' 
Control in Face of Pressure 

"We didn 't win, but we really didn't 
lose either-we just weren't allowed to 
play,'' the Prestonsburg Blackcats' head 
football coach, Philip Haywood, said 
following his team's 17-13 setback to 
Whitesburg in the Region IV cham­
pionship game here last Friday night. 

This year 's Blackcat Learn was the first 
ever to advance to the state playoffs 
since the playoff system began in 1959. 
The Blackcats finished the regular 
season with an impressive 8-3 record 
against same stiff competition. 

On the Cats' first possession they drove 
to the Whitesburg 20 but were forced to 
punt from the 40 following two penalties. 
Whitesburg then drove to the Prestons­
burg 1-yard line but was stopped by a 
great effort from the Cats' defensive 
unit. 

Prestonsburg then punched out a first 
down to the 12, and at that juncture 
William Goebel exploded off-tackle 88 
yards for the first TD. Greg Dixon kicked 
the extra point. 

The Blackcats forced a turnover at the 
Whitesburg 34 and four plays later Dixon 
scored on the option from 14 yards out. 
The extra point attempt failed. 

The yellowjackets almost scored on the 
following kickoff, but Goebel saved the 
touchdown on th€ 2Q-yard line. He was 
also called for a personal foul, however. 
"The officials never told us what it was 
for. I guess he just tackled him too hard," 
commented Coach Haywood. Whitesburg 
had to settle for a field goal as the Cats' 
defense stiffened again. Prestonsburg 
began a drive of its own and finally Kerry 
Slone broke loose on a 40-yard scam per to 
the Whitesburg 5-yard line but this was 
called back on a penalty. Slone had two 

long gains called back in the first half. 
The half ended with Prestonsburg on top, 
13-3. 

The second half began with a 15-yard 
penalty against Prestonsburg for coming 
out of the dressing room late. According 
to Coach Haywood, the officials are 
supposed to give the teams a six-minute 
warming before the start of the half. 
"They did not. One of the officials 
stepped in and said everybody was 
waiting on us, but we had no six-minute 
warming," the coach explained. "We 
came out no more than a minute later 
and they had already marked off the 
penalty." 

Prestonsburg fumbled on the first play 
from scrimmage on their own 25 and 
Whitesburg recovered. Then on nine 
plays the yellowjackets scored and 
followed with a two-point conversion, 
making the score 13-11. 

On the Cats' next series they punched 
out a first down but the drive was halted 
with another penalty and PrestonsbW'g 
had to punt. It took Whitesburg 19 plays 
and two key penalties to go 86 yards and 
finally take the lead, 17-13. The Cats 
could not muster any offense for the 
remainder of the fourth quarter. 

"We couldn't move the ball because 
every three our of four plays they (the 
officials) threw a flag," Coach Haywood 
explained. "William Goebel had two long 
runs called back. He and Kerry broke 
into the secondary five or six times and 
then the officials would blow their 
whistles and drop a flag. They said we 
were lining up offsides, but we have some 
intelligent people on our offensive line. I 
could understand it once or twice but not 
14 or 15 times." 

Haywood continued: 
"I know our players and coaches felt 

helpless . Whitesburg's defense was 
unable to stop us. Statistics showed we 
averaged almost 7 yards per carry 
against them (when it wasn't called 
back), yet we couldn't get a first down. 
That fact alone speaks for itself. It was a 
nightmare." 

A questionable call at the end of the 
game concerning the running of the clock 
after a delay of game penalty had Coach 
Haywood standing in the middle of the 
field with three seconds left. He was 
finally assessed a 15-yard penalty for 
being on the field and the game ended 
with three seconds still left on the clock. 
" I only wanted an explanation and they 
certainly weren't going to come over and 
tell me," he said later. "The main reason 
I went out there, however, was that I felt 
our players had been subjected to enough 
and I couldn't stand to see them hurt any 
more." 

"Everything that happened out there 
went against everything I stand for and 
everything our team believes," the coach 
added. "I don't know if any team in the 
state could have handled the pressure 
and constant frustration like ours did. 
They didn't holler at or abuse the of­
ficials, they didn't get mad at the other 
team1 and they didn't lose their com­
posure. Had it not been for this self­
discipline, this ability to handle pressure, 
to act like a winner even in defeat, and 
the strength of God, there could have 
been trouble. I am really proud of our 
players and I love each one of them. This 
is a tough way to end the season, but 
praise the Lord!"

the list. the clerk must allO\\ public in­
spection of the list. The clerk is further 
required to prov1dc a copy to any cttizen 
requesting a list, and may charge a 
reasonable fee for it.

A recent article discussed the 

ecological damage caused by the im­
portation of the Russian boar to the 
United States. The English or house 
sparrow has a similar history. 

In 1850 the Brooklyn Institute ap­
pointed a committee, headed by Nicholas 
Pike, to plan for the introduction of the 
English sparrow, prized by recent U. S. 
immigrants for its song. The committee 
imported and released eight pairs in 1851, 
but they did not thrive. But in 1852 about 
100 English sparrows were released in 
New York City and began to successfully 
reproduce. From then until the 1880's the 
bird was introduced to every corner of 
the U. S. 

The importing had scarcely gotten 
underway before control measures were 
instigated. The ecological damage 
caused by the bird was so great that a 
variety of control measures were 
necessary. They were used as food in the 
finest restaurants for a time, appearing 
on the menu as "reed birds." They were 
poisoned, trapped, frightened, shot at 
and sometimes used as targets for 
trapshooters. 

The factors inspiring this wrath were 
numerous. The sparrows had driven out 
native birds, such as martins, swallows, 
wrens, and warblers, in many areas. 
They had also begun to destroy 
decorative plantings around buildings 
with their droppings. In some areas the 
birds had been imported to rid the land­
scape of caterpillars, but instead of 
controlling the insects, they drove out 
birds which already were feeding on the 
bugs and ate native grains instead. Their

cause of bankruptcy for many farmers. 
Sparrows also destroy the buds and 
blooms of some varieties of fruit trees in 
the spring and the fruit itself in the fall. 
In cities the birds destroyed the aesthetic 
appearance of buildings and statues. 

What the· importers did not realize was 
that toe sparrow and its cousin, the 
starling, are among the most adaptable 
birds known. They have the capacity to 
live in the wild and in our cities and do 
not fear humans. The birds have no 
natural enemies in the city, and they are 
prolific, reproducing in and on man­
made structures. Soon after birth, the 
young are able to fend for themselves. 

The failure of our control methods 
illustrates our helplessness against this 
bird. Pesticides do not seem to affect the 
bird and grain poisoning is in­
discriminant. Noise is only temporarily 
effective and shooting them only affects 
a small proportion of the total population. 
The answer may lie in the development 
of a sterility drug added to food and this 
possibility is currently being researched. 

The real lesson to be learned, though, is 
that an attractive animal in one habitat 
will not necessarily be attractive in 
another habitat. The result of im­
portation is usually an ecological 
disaster.

I don't know if this person works for 
Triple Elkhorn or not, but this is 
something that I can't be quiet about. In 
the first place, I think this person thinks 
Triple Elkhorn had a lease on my land, 
but he did not. He tried to get my lease 
from me but I had heard how he left 
people's land and would not let him have 
a lease. 

Yes, I agree Harry Hale Ranier em­
ploys a lot of people and I say that is good 
for this country and I also know coal is 
our source, and I got no kick about Triple 
Elkhorn getting coal for our country. But 
you are forgetting that he is getting rich 
out of this coal. (Pardon those words-he 
is already rich.) This land we are talking 
about, I don't know how much it is but I 
think about 10 to 12 thousand dollars, 
this is to fix back the land, and if he don't 
have to fix this land back, then he gets his 
money back, I think. Or maybe he splits 
with somebody. There is one man who 
works for Reclamation here in Prestons­
burg, said that the way Triple Elkhorn 
left that land was wrong. He had written 
them up, two or three times, and sent it to 
Frankfort and that was all he could do. I 
do believe the boy was telling the truth 
about this. His name is Bobbie Whitaker. 
I will swear to this and take a lie detector 
test that this is true what he said. He will 
have to swear to this or swear a lie. Will 
he take a lie detector test? I will. 

By the way, I have a letter from 
M,ichigan saying he owned land here in 
Floyd county.

Lots of people are laughing at 
me, but I don't believe it is a laughing 
matter for the people that are interested 
in helping straighten this out (not only 
my land but yours and others and for 
our future). 

I don't know what kind of law 
Reclamation has. I'm not very well 
educated, either. But I have common 
horse sense. I will say there isn't one of 
them that would swear that was the right 
way to leave the land in Stwnbo Hollow 
and take a lie detector test. The streams 
are still stopped up. Is that a good 
reclamation job or not. Come and see for 
yourself. I saw in the Floyd County 
Times where three men had quit or got 
fired. The way they are leaving the lands, 
might as well get rid of the rest of them. 
No need to pay big money for nothing. 
The ones who are interested, call or write 
me and we will get together.

Withdrawal of Red Cross 
Not to Affect Blood Supply 

The American Red Cross termination 
of participation in the American 
Association of Blood Banks <AABB> 
Clearinghouse has no·· effect on the 
availability of Red Cross blood, ac­
cording to a local Red Cross spokesman . 

Announcement of the Red Cross pullout 
of the Clearinghouse has caused some 
concern among residents in the Tri-State 
Red Cross Blood Center region, Roy L. 
Thomas, administrative director of the 
center, said. The center will continue to 
be the main source of safe blood for the 92 
hospitals it serves, he said. He added that 
the center will continue to meet the 
growing demands for blood and blood 
products by increasing its collections. 

As of Oct. 19, the American Red Cross 
began a Blood Assistance Plan and 
discontinued membership in the 
Clearinghouse. Under the plan, each of 
the 57 Red Cross blood centers in the 
United States claim responsibility for 
supplying blood to hospitals in a specific 
geographical area without the assistance 
of the Clearinghouse which the Am€rican 
Red Cross has termed "complex and 
ponderous." 

In 1960, the American Red Cross joined 
the AABB Clearinghouse which was 
designed to transfer paper credits for 
blood used by patients hospitalized out of 
the local Red Cross jurisdiction. The 
Clearinghouse was used as a method for 
accounting for the blood a person used at 
an out-of-town hospital. 

The American Red Cross says the 
ma jor stumbling block in the Red Cross

and AABB Clearinghouse association has 
been one of philosophical differences. 
Where it is now considered by Red Cross 
a community responsibility to donate 
blood, AABB places the responsibility on 
the individual patient who is also 
requested to replace the blood he has 
used or pay a replacement fee. 

A number of problems arose while Red 
Cross was participating in the program. 
Some hospital AABB members require 
the recipient to replace on transfused 
unit with two, three or more units; 
sometimes Red Cross blood sent as 
replacements ended up on the shelves of 
commercial blood banks and other 
practices and paperwork involved in ~he 
system were unequitable and costly, 
according to the Red Cross. 

At Tri-State Red Cross Blood Center in 
Huntington, patients in hospitals in a 
four-state region continue to receive 
their blood needs which are made 
available through the volunteer blood 
donations, said Thomas. Thomas added 
that blood will be shipped directly to 
hospitals in and out of the region and 
asked that persons needing blood contact 
their local center or chapter so that 
arrangements can be made for out-of­
region blood coverage.

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Martin County 
Mining Blasted 
Bring Charges

(In The Lexington Herald) 

Davella, Ky.-Complaints relating to 
dynamite brasts from residents in this 
Martin county community have resulted 
in charges being brought against a mine 
supervisor overseeing strip mine 
operations at a site above their homes. 

The complaints came after an Oct. 30 
incident when a dynamite blast sent a 
shower of rock raining into a creek 
bottom and hurled one rock through the 
roof of a house trailer. 

Despite the action of the Department of 
Mines and Minerals in bringing charges 
against the supervisor, residents say 
they are fearful for their lives because 
the blasting continues. 

They recall the recent deat-hs of two 
Martin countians when a large boulder 
rolled down a hill and crushed the trailer 
in which they were sleeping. Although 
subsequent investigations revealed the 
boulder's dislodging was not related to 
blasting at a nearby strip site, the 
residents here compare their situation 
with that of the two crushed victims. 

The Oct. 30 incident has not caused any 
of the residents living in the 10 houses 
below the strip site at Davella to move, 
even though they contend the blasts have 
been showering rocks into Rockcastle 
Creek since last summer and, they say, 
once threw a rock across Ky. 3, about 100 
yards from the houses. 

The owner of the damaged trailer, 
however, says she has retained a lawyer 
to present her case. 

According to documents on file at the 
Martin county sheriff's office, the mine 
supervisor, William M. Rowe, posted 
$500 bond after he was served with an 
arrest warrant by a blasting inspector on 
Nov. 1. 

A hearing has been set for Dec. 14 in 
Martin county court on the charges that 
Lee Mining Co. used "too much ex­
plosive, throwing rock." 

Principal owner of Lee Mining Co., 
James Robert Vance ... contended that 
"everything was legal in the blast. We 
didn't know that area had been deep­
mined and was hollow under the shot. It 
flew out because the ground was loose." 

Vance said charges by the residents 
that blasting had been showering rock on 
them over a period of time were "purely 
false.;' 

He added that he has offered to pay the 
trailer owner damages. 

"I'm sure everything will be taken 
care of before the court hearing," he 
said, referring to the mobile home 
damages. 

The owner of the trailer, Barbara 
Howard, was not living in the trailer at 
the time the rock went through the roof. 
The mobile home was rented and Mrs. 
Howard said the renters moved out the 
day after the incident. 

Mrs. Howard and her half-sister live 
directly underneath the bench of the 
strip mine and both recount experiences 
of the past summer when rocks showered 
family members working in their 
vegetable gardens. 

''There was one time when a good-sized 
rock landed on my car, denting it," 
Barbara Howard said. "When the ground 
starts vibrating I get scared just waiting 
for the blast to come. At night I can 
hardly sleep just thinking about what 
could happen." 

The mobile home owner added that she 
has had some difficulty alerting state 
mining officials to the dangers she 
claims the mine is creating. 

"I've been calling Mines and Minerals 
and the Department of Reclamation and 
I tell them in Frankfort that I can't get 
anybody up here to do anything," she 
says.

Small Game Season To Open 
Nov. 18; Duck Season, Nov. 20 

Frankfort, Ky., Nov. lo-Kentucky's 
small game seasons will open Nov. 18, 
and hunters can expect quail and rabbit 
populations to be slightly higher than last 
year , according to a survey conducted by 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

The survey, based on sightings made 
by rural mail carriers during June, July 
and August, reveals that statewide quail 
numbers are up 2.2 per cent over last 
year, with the largest increase in the far 
western part of the state. 

Rabbit populations are up slightly over 
last year-.93 per cent statewide, with 
the best population increase in the Hills 
of Bluegrass region. 

In addition to quail and rabbit, seasons 
will also open for grouse, squirrel and 
furbearers Nov. lB. All small game 
seasons will close during the Dec. 4 
through Dec. 8 gun deer season, except 
on selected wildlife management areas. 

The squirrel season will then run 
through Dec. 31, while the seasons on 
rabbits and furbearers will remain open 
through Jan. 31. The last day for quail 
and grouse hunting is Feb. 28. 

The daily bag limit on squirrels is six, 
with a possession limit of 12 after two or 
more days of hunting. Limits on rabbits 
are also six daily and 12 in possession. 
Quail hunters may take 10 birds daily and 
possess 20, while grouse hunters are 
limited to 4 daily, with B the possession 
limit. 

Under the point system, different 
species and sexes of ducks are assigned 
point values. A hunter reaches his daily 
limit when the point value of the last duck 
taken, added to the total point value of 
other ducks already taken during that 
day, reaches or exceeds 100 points. 

The possession limit under the point 
system is the maximum number of those 
species and sexes which could have 
legally been taken in two days. 

This year's point values are as follows: 
Canvasback- 100 points; hen mallard, 
black duck, wood duck, hooded 
merganser and redhead-70 points; 
pintail, blue-winged teal, green-winged 
teal, cinnamon teal, gadwall, shoveler, 
scaup and all mergansers except hooded 
merganser- 10 points; drake mallard 
and all other species of ducks not men­
tioned above-25 points. 

Coots are assigned a point value of 
zero, but there is a daily limit of 15 and a 
possession limit of 30 on coots. 

Mter the Nov. 20 opening, the duck 
season will continue through Dec. 2, with 
the second phase of the split season 
opening Dec. 11 and running through Jan. 
16, 1977.

One of the most beloved of all these 
little feathered comrades of the country 
dweller is the chickadee. This fascinating 
little ball of feathers has been rightly 
credited with the Spartan virtues of an 
eagle, the cheerfulness of a thrush, the 
nimbleness of a honeybee, the endurance 
of a starling and the courage of a 
kingbird. Something else that might be 
added is that its curiosity is immense, 
and it has more good nature than all 
other birds put together. 

The Chickadee often travels with the 
nuthatch and downy woodpecker. It 
works on the twigs and end of branches 
while the other two birds usually mine 
the coarse bark of the trunk and larger ' 
branches. The chickadee hunts insect 
eggs, and the nuthatches and wood­
peckers search out hibernating insects. 
When the chickadee is prospecting for 
eggs, it looks the twigs over, first from 
above and then, hanging head down, 
from below. It is a thorough worker and 
doesn't overlook a single spot that might 
hide a tidbit. Not unlike a happy, busy 
housewife, it sings as it works and goes. 
Whether flitting from tree to tree, per­
ched on a fence post or swing head down 
from a twig like an acrobat, it continually 
voices a happy little "chickadeedee" to 
assure winter wayfarers that no matter 
the state of the weather, this old world is 
still all right and good enough for 
anybody. 

A strange thing about the chickadee's 
song is that it changes in February. The 
"chickadeedee" changes to a seductive 
little "fee-bee," giving a rising inflection 

to the first syllable and a long, sliding 
inflection on the last. It also has some 
chatty, conversational type notes and 
now and then gives voice to a bewitching 
little yodel like no other music ever heard 
in this world. I have heard chickadees 
voice these notes while sitting in my hand 
and, as the great ornithologist Frank M. 
Chapman once said, the sound was 
remindful of "angel voices." 

The chickadee is indeed an endearing 
little wild thing and one of the easiest 
birds with which to make friends and 
establish a close relationship. For 
several years , I had a flock of these little 
birds that would fly down from the trees , 
perch on my outstretched fingers and 
take food from my hand. Sometimes two 
or more would alight in my hand at the 
same time and engage in the little con­
versational warbles just mentioned.
