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Goebel Resigns 
As Mayor Here 
Council Names 
Harold Cooley 
His Successor 

A major change in the Prestonsburg 
city administration resulted from the 
resignation last Thursday night of Mayor 
William 0. Goebel, Jr. 

Upon the mayor's resignation City 
Council elected one of its members, 
Harold W. Cooley, to succeed Goebel. 
The new mayor took the oath of office 
after resigning from the council. 

Mayor Goebel tendered his resignation 
after presiding at an early part of the 
council meeting during which the 
television franchise of Flanery and 
Dingus was renewed for a period of 15 
years . 

The letter of resignation read, in part:

The Floyd County Board of Education 
last week approved the purchase of a 3.4·

The board action was the last step 
toward acquisition of the site which had 
already been approved by the State 
Department of Education. The land, 
which is located across the highway from 
the Garth Vocational School, is above 
high water and will afford space not only 
for a modern shop building ac­
commodating at one time as many as 
four or five buses but also will provide 
outside parking of as many vehicles as 
required at a given time. 

The site was purchased from Sam 
Martin, Jr. for $55,000. "With deepest regrets but on the ad· 

vice of my physicians ... I hereby submit 
my resignation as Mayor of the City of 
Prestonsburg, Ky., effective im­
mediately."

He is a 
pharmacist and is the owner of Cooley's 
Apothecary here. 

Dr. Larry Leslie was named to the 
Council post vacated by Cooley upon 
assuming the duties of mayor. 

In action following the resignation of 
Mayor Goebel the Council approved a 
new budget anticipating the expenditure 
of $666,500. <Details of the budget will be 
available next week.) 

Council also voted to raise the annual 
unloading license fee, effective Jan. l, 
from $50 to $150. 

Charge Against Jones 
Dismissed in Pike Co. 

In the news-story last week which 
stated that the trial of Eddie and Agnel 
Jones has been scheduled in the Pike 
circuit court for Jan. 10, The Times failed 
to note that the charge against Agnel 
Jones has been dismissed-because that 
information had not been given us. 

The indictment against Agnel Jones 
was dismissed because it was illegal, The 
Times was told this week, since the crime 
alleged occurred in Floyd county. An 
earlier indictment in Floyd county 
against the elder Jones also was 
dismissed on motion of the Com­
monwealth. 

Newsoms' Trial 
Continued Until 
January Session 

The murder trial of John Henry 
Newsome and his two juvenile daughters 
who are charged with the knife-slaying 
here of Gerald McBrayer was continued 
Monday to Jan. 17 when no attorney for 
any of the defendants appeared in court., 

Direct cause of the continuance was 
the illness of Dan Rowland, former 
public defender who had remained as a 
defense attorney. When John Henry 
Newsome recently asked for separate 
defense counsel, Ralph Stephens was 
named in the court order as his legal 
representative, but Stephens did not 
appear. 

The father remains at liberty under 
$25,000 bond. The two girls are in jail. 

Mr. Rowland filed a motion last week, 
seeking to withdraw from the case, and 
the two girls at the same time asked the 
court to transfer the indictment against 
them tb juvenile court. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley earlier had 
called on State Public Defender Farley to 
supply an attorney for the defense. 

Meanwhile, the county remains 
without a public defender, since no 
successor to Rowland has been named.

Federal Funds Sought 
For School Projects 

The Floyd County Board of Education 
last week filed formal application for 
funding under the new Public Works Act 
of two major construction projects which 
will cost an estimated $735,000. 

Submitted with the application were 
completed architects' plans. 

One of the projects, which will cost 
between $375,000 and $385,000, is the 
development of land adjacent to the new 
Allen Central High School. If approved, 
the '>"ork would provide for a football 
field with permanent stadiuin ·t}pe seats,' 
a year-round track, tennis and outdoor 
basketball courts, and a baseball field. 
The stadium work would include showers 
and dressing rooms for players beneath 
the stadium and public restroom 
facilities. 

The second application is for con· 
struction of a 475-seat gymnasium at the 
Allen Elementary School which would 
cost an estimated $350,000. The gym 
would be a replica of the Martin 
Elementary structure. 

Marvin Crider, Jr., Prestonsburg 
architect, did the plans for the gym­
nasium. Forrest D. McCloskey and 
Associates , Lexington, planned the 
stadium and other facilities at Allen 
Central. 

Supt. of Schools E. P. Grigsby, Jr. said 
the board of education expects to learn 
within the next 60 days if the projects are 
acceptable for funding under the Public 
Works Act. 

Supt. Grigsby said the board at its 
meeting last Wednesday evening 
discussed the possibility of acquiring 
from the state the 17-acre tract of level 
land created near Betsy Layne by the 
construction of new US 23. 

He said the board is interested in the 
tr;.ct as a po~sible future school location. 
He added that, if it is available, he hopes 
to work with the Floyd fiscal court 
toward use of the land not only for a 
school center but also for recreation. 

Told that the tract had earlier been 
discussed as a possible industrial site, 
Mr. Grigsby said the board was not being 
greedy but was considering the site 
simply because it had not been put to use 
and was lying idle. 

He said that he hopes to discuss the 
matter soon with Governor Carroll. 

Osborne Victim 
In Trailer Fire 

Home for Seven Generations 
Barney L. Osborne, 60, member of a 

well-known Floyd county family , was 
burned to death in the fire which par­
tially destroyed his mobile home at 
Eastern, shortly after last Thursday 
midnight. 

There's a beautiful old house at the 
mouth of the Slick Rock Branch of Cow 
Creek. About 150 years old and filled with 
reminders of the early history of the Big 
Sandy Valley area as well as the 
memories of the seven generations who 
have lived there, the house has withstood 
the test of time and thus far, at least, the 
trend of tearing down old homes to make 
room for smaller, more modern struc· 
tures. 

"I considered having it torn down 
several years ago," said Laura Belle 
Herald, present owner of the home, "but 
the night before the workmen were to 
come, my mother told me she just 
wouldn 't feel right to see the old house 
destroyed. I called the men right away 
and told them I'd changed my mind . . . 
and now I know I'd feel just the same way 
my mother did if I thought it was going to 
be torn down." 

The house, a ram..bling two-story 
structure, is built primarily of hewn 
poplar logs, each more than two feet 
wide, which were brought to the present 
site, according to the grandfather of the 
late Ballard Harris, by a team of oxen. 
The kitchen was at one time separate 
from the rest of the house, as was the 
custom in earlier days. The old weather 
boarding which covered the logs was 
replaced a couple of years ago with 
modern aluminwn siding. 

The house is full of beautiful antiques, 
most of which are well over 100 years old. 
Several of the' pieces have always been 
part of the furnishing of the home, and 
one which is of particular sentimental 
value to Mrs. Herald is the kitchen 
cupboard of her great-great-grandfather 
and Revolutionary War veteran John 
Graham . 

Although Graham never lived in the 
house, the early Big Sandy settler and 
landowner brought the cupboard with 
him from Virginia along with other 
personal possessions <including a 
number of slaves), and eventually the 
piece was brought to the house on Cow

The Maytown Volunteer Fire 
Department received word at 12:50 a.m. 
Friday that the two-bedroom trailer was 
ablaze and reached the scene 10 minutes 
later. A bedroom in which the fire ap­
parently started was by that time 
destroyed, and firemen could not 
penetrate either the living room or kit­
chen. The blaze was extinguished by 
1:45, and Osborne's body was recovered 
at 3 a.m. 

The body lay within a few feet of the 
living room door, firemen said. A State 
Police investigation followed, and it was 
indicated that cause of the tragedy was 
accidental. Mr. Osborne was alone at the 
time of the fire. 

A veteran of World War II , he owned 
and operated a cleaning plant at Allen 20 
years. He was a son of the late Salem B. 
(Burr) Osborne and Rhoda Stephens 
Osborne and was a native of the Eastern 
commun itv. Survivors include his widow, 
Mrs. Ella· Fife Osborne, of Eastern ; a 
brother, Charles Astor Osborne, Lufton, 
Texas, and three sisters, Mrs. Hollie B. 
Hall, Sarasota, Fla., Mrs. Edna Nelson, 
Irrigan, Ore., and Mrs . Berneice 
Gayheart, of Eastern. 

Funeral rites were conducted at 11 
a .m. Sunday from the chapel of the Hall 
Brothers Funeral Home by the Rev. 
Robert L. Martin, and burial was made 
in the family cemetery at Eastern.

Friday at $5,000

Marsillett, who is accused of first degree 
wanton endangerment in the recent 
shooting near Bonanza of Tom Nelson, is 
competent and able to stand trial. County 
Judge Henry Stumbo set the accused 
man's bond at $5,000, which he executed. 

Condition of Nelson remains serious . 
He is at the UK Medical Center.

Road Work May Open 
Way for New Housing 

An Abbott Creek road improvement 
project now being planned by the state 
Department of Transportation will in­
directly affect, if not make possible, the 
construction of a multi-million-dollar 
housing complex in the vicinity of Cliff., 

One of the requirements which must be 
met by the Prestonsburg Housing 
Authority to get the housing project 
approved is elevation of the road above 
flood level in two sections near the old 
Cliff railway station. 

The proposed road improvement will 
meet that demand. The main Abbott road 
change is planned to straighten the curve 
and perhaps reduce the grade at the 
home of Judge Harris Howard, and the 
earth removed in the process will be used 
to raise the road leading to the housing 
development. 

Gail Mullins , district highway 
engineer, said plans are not complete for 
the road improvement work but J hat it 
appears the new road will be cut as much 
as 20-25 feet into the bordering hillside to 
remove the sharp curve. 

The Housing Authority has acquired 
from the Prestonsburg Industrial 

Foundation 32 acres , six of which are 
level, as a site for the proposed 94-unit 
low-rent housing complex. 

Ed Music, president of the Industrial 
Foundation, expressed the hope that 
remaining acreage owned by the 
Foundation will eventually be the site of 
an industrial plant. 

Two other requirements remain to be 
met to win approval of the Cliff site for 
the housing construction. One of these is 
sewerage, which will be sougl!t from the 
city. The other is installation of gates at 
the railway crossing which would be in 
regular use, once the housing units are 
built and occupied. 

Representatives of the Housing 
Authority and Railroad Commissioner 
Jimmy "Gabe" Turner were in Frank· 
fort Tuesday, negotiating for the crossing 
improvement. 

Although the new bridge spanning the 
river at Banner is being used, it is not 
officially open, District Engineer Mullins 
said Tuesday. Another deck overlay 
remains to be added next spring before 
its official opening, he said.

Health Notes 

The Floyd County Health Department 
will conduct a general Pap clinic on 
Thursday, December 9. Clinic hours will 
be from 9 to 11:30 a.m . and from 1 to 2 
p.m. Since most doctors recommend that 
women have a Pap smear at least once a 
year, the community health nurses urge 
all women to take advantage of this free 
cervical cancer screening. 

Monday, December 13, a Community 
Health Nurse will be in the basement of 
the Methodist Church at Wayland, of­
fering the following medical services: 
immunizations, TB skin tests, diabetes 
screening, blood pressures and flu shots. 
This clinic will be conducted from 10 a.m. 
to 12 and from 1 to 2 p.m. 

All persons in this area are welcome to 
attend this clinic for these free services. 

On Tuesday, December 14, the health 
department will hold a glaucoma clinic 
from 9 to 11:30 p.m. and 1 to 2 p.m. 
Glaucoma is a serious disease that can 
cause blindness, slowly and painlessly, 
and it usually strikes persons age 35 or 
over. 

For this reason, the community health 
nurses urge all persons who are 35 years 
of age or over to come to the health 
department for this free Glaucoma 
screening. Remember, early detection is 
your best defense against Glaucoma. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
has received recommendations from the 
Public Health Service Advisory Com­
mittee on immunization practices con­
cerning swine flu . These recom­
mendations follow: 

-All persons between the ages of 18 
and 24 who received their swine flu shot 
should get a second dose (or a booster) 
approximately four weeks after their 
initial vaccination. 

-Two doses of monovalent split-virus 
vaccine given four weeks apart is 
recommended for healthy persons, ages 
3 through 17. These persons were not 
previously eligible for this vaccine. 

-Children, age six months to 
three years with high-risk conditions 
should get two doses of bivalent split­
virus. 

The health department is now offering 
these swine flu vaccines, Monday 
through Friday, from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. If a 
special clinic is scheduled on a certain 
day, however, patients attending this 
clinic must be given priority in regard to 
service.

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Why Not Go Slow as a Starter? 
It's quite possible that the majority of those legislators who are 

in special session assembled to implement the so-called Judicial 
Amendment would prefer to forget the whole affair and go home. 
But they can't. 

The amendment changing the entire court system in Kentucky 
was approved by the voters, not by a majority of the state's 
electorate but by a rna jority of those voting, which was a relative 
few. 

Now, undertaking the job of putting that mandate into effect, 
the legislators are warned by Governor Carroll against letting 
the new system raid the state treasury to the extent that educa­
tion, for instance, could suffer. 

From another source, Supreme Court Chief Justice Reed, 
comes word to them that the state's financial balance is in no 
danger and that full implementation of the amendment will 
cause no new taxes. 

Governor Carroll has suggested a "proceed with caution" 
policy, asking the Legislature to reduce the number of district 
judges, who must be full-fledged lawyers, and to leave a sizeable 
portion of the work to commissioners who will be responsible to 
the judges but who are not required to be licensed attorneys. 

Justice Reed says a payroll of 123 district judges and 55 trial 
commissioners not only is practical but also is needed to make 
the system work. He thinks the $21.3 million requested to 
establish and support the new district court arrangement isn't 
extravagant. The judges and commissioners will cost the state, 
if his suggestion is followed, more than $5 million a year in 
salaries, not to mention the pay of clerical help, office expenses 
and the cost of rebating cities and counties the money they will 
be losing from fines, forfeitures and the like. 

Somehow, we feel the governor has a point there. We think his 
grasp of the financial situation is better than that of a man on the 
high court bench. For that reason, we have an idea the note of 
caution that Governor Carroll has sounded makes sense. 

It's certain, anyhow, that this one session of the Legislature 
will not cross every t and dot every i that will have to be dealt 
with in this sweeping judicial venture. That being true, other 
sessions can meet developing situations, correct mistakes, 
perhaps make a few new ones, and in a period of four or five 
years wind up somewhere near where the supporters of the 
Judicial Amendment thought we were going.

Expected Colder Winter Rouses 
Interest in Fuel Situation 

Frankfort, Ky.-An unusually cold 
October and predictions for a winter 
colder than normal have caused renewed 
interest in Kentucky's current energy 
situation, according to Energy Com­
missioner Damon Harrison. The past 
four winters have been warmer than 
normal, Harrison said. 

Natural gas curtailments by Ken­
tucky's gas utilities are projected as 
subtantially greater than last winter. 
Curtailments from based period volumes 
to the five distribution companies ser­
ving most of Kentucky's needs averages 
23 per cent for the upcoming Nov. 1-
March 31 heating season, said Harrison. 
This compares with 16 per cent for the 
past heating season. 

"This does not mean that all classes 
of users are curtailed at the same rate," 
he explained. "residential and other high 
priority users will not be curtailed at all. 
On the other hand, many industrial users 
will be curtailed drastically." 

A very cold winter increases 
residential consumption of natural gas 
and leaves even less available to 
maintain production and support jobs. 
Conservation of natural gas in the home 
is extremely important to insure that 
jobs are supported and unemployment 
avoided," Harrison added. 

Curtailed industry has met the 
problem in the past, primarily through 
shifts to other fuels, particularly heating 
oil and propane. Emergency gas also can 
be obtained in some situations, although 
at a premium price. 

An adequate supply of substitute fuels 
must be available in order to avoid 
production cutbacks. A recent projection 
by the Federal Energy Administration 
indicated that Kentucky is one of eight 
states which may face potential shor-

tages of heating oil because of logistical 
problems, warned Harrison. 

A survey of the state's five major 
heating oil suppliers indicates the supply 
will be adequate. Individual problems 
could. occur, however, for firms with 
limited storage facilities requiring 
frequent re-supply. The situation will be 
closely monitored by the Kentucky 
Department of Energy. 

"The outlook for the upcoming heating 
season, while subject to some questions, 
appears manageable," said Harrison. 
"But it is of extreme importance that 
energy be conserved and that waste be 
avoided."

Requiem for a Teacher: 
(By Maury Vincent, 
The Macomb Daily, 

Mt. Clemens, Michigan) 

"Love ya and miss ya, Mr. Adams," 
read one signature on the card. 

"Hurry back, hillbilly," read another 
from a less formal student. 

But Don Adams did not hurry back 
from the lingering illness which had 
struck him in August of 1975 and 
hospitalized him last May in Melbourne, 
Fla., where he received this card from 
his students-and where he died. 

Th.e signatures on the card reflected 
the respect, admiration and, yes, even 
the love his shtdents harbored for Don 
Adams during his long tenure as a 
teacher of history, government and 
humanities at Mount Clemens High 
School. 

That special quality he possessed 
endeared him not only to students but to 
parents and fellow teachers alike. It was 
a rare quality of caring and un­
derstanding, tempered by a healthy 
respect for the views and opinions of 
others. 

It was in this aura of mutual un­
derstanding and exchange of ideas that 
Don Adams was most effective in the 
classroom. 

Through him, the students undertook a 
learning experience they were not soon to 
forget. 

Admittedly, this is a long-range 
assessment of the man. I knew him only 
perfunctorily, although I had heard much 
about him from my daughter, Cynthia, 
one of his former students. But Virginia 
Adams, his widow, brought me a letter 
from anotner student which embodies the 
feeling toward her late husband. 

The writer is Ann Haman, a former 
student, now in college. 

She writes, in part: 
"I don't know he1W many h1:mdreds of 

students heard, 'You are the sum total of 
all your experiences,' flavored with his 
Kentucky drawl. 

"During my time in his Early 
American class I developed a great 
respect for Mr. Adams, and an affection 
for him I've seen mirrored in almost 
everyone he once taught. 

"For me, he was the first teacher to 
present an irresistable challenge; to 
think for myself and to be able to answer 
for that thinking ... My experiences with 
him showed that he delighted in students 
who could rise to his challenges and 
throw forth some challenges of their own 
... Without being aware of what was 
happening, I began to learn to carefully 
examine ideas-my own as well as 
others-and evaluate them objectively. 

"He believed very deeply in an in­
formed democracy, and fought to in­
terest adolescent minds in critical 
analysis of their country, rather than just 
destructive criticism. Surprisingly, often 
he succeeded. 

''For students who could care less 
about school, the years are filled with 
teachers who couldn't care less about 
them. Mr. Adams cared for his pupils 
because he cared about people, and his 
kindness touched borderline and honor 
students alike. He took an interest and he 
took the time to listen, and for many that 
was all they could have ever asked of a 
teacher. 

"I'm happy that those who have their 
own debt to him have an opportunity to 
do something for a cause in which he 
strongly believed. Many goodbyes and 
thank yous can be channeled toward 
helping some student develop the lively 
and thoughtful kind of mind that Don 
Adams valued and himself possessed." 

Miss Haman received her bachelor of 
science degree last June from Michigan 

State University and is now going on to 
graduate school. 

The "opportunity" she spoke of in her 
last paragraph is the establishment by 
the Mount Clemens Board of Education 
of the Donald D. Adams Memorial 
Scholarship Fund. It will be presented 
annually to a deserving student who has 
majored and excelled in social studies 
and history classes-an academic 
award which considers also the con­
tributions of the individual to his school, 
community and country. 

I do not make a case here for public 
contributions to the memorial scholar­
ship fund. 

Don Adams, in life, exemplified all that 
we revere in hwnanity and the teaching 
profession, particularly. 

In death, his memory is sufficiently 
perpetuated among those who knew him 
lest-his former students who will 
become the teachers, parents and 
builders of our country's future. 

The legacy Donald D. Adams left them 
is of the heart and the mind and none of 
us can possess wealth more meaningful. 

Yet, even if but one student-with the 
help of the scholarship which bears Don 
Adams' name-goes on and become a 
disciple in the image of Don Adams, then 
the contributions we feel inclined to 
make to that ftmd would have been well 
worth the sacrifice.

Governor Carroll addressing special General Assembly session last· Wednesday. 

B. & D. MOTOR CO. Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Julian Carroll 
opened the special session of the General 
Assembly today, advising the legislators 
to apply common sense and fiscal 
responsibility to their considerations on 
the implementation of the judical article. 

Meeting in joint session, the state 
legislators heard Carroll say, "I am 
sounding a strong note of fiscal caution. I 
am contending that we cannot finance a 
first-class justice system and be content 
with a second-class educational and 
health system in Kentucky." 

"We are presently responsible for the 
educational welfare of some 694,000 
young students in our public elementary 
and secondary schools. We are 
responsible for the health care of more 
than 40,000 Kentuckians who are 
hospitalized throughout our state," Gov. 
Carroll said. "We cannot blindly fund 
any service rendered by state govem­
ment without considering the respon­
sibility and burden of other government 
services. 

Gov. Carroll said that while he had 
supported an elected district judge for 
each county, "I fully recognize that the 
(judicial) article as written effectively 
prohibits such a plan. The constitutional 
requirement that such a iudge be an 
attorney and that he not practice law, 
effectively precludes many counties 
from the opportunity to have such an 
elected office. 

"While one might rightfully contend 
that a qualified lawyer could be secured 
if the General Assembly would provide a 
full-time salary, such an action ... would 
be fiscally irresponsible as well as in­
defensible." 

Gov. Carroll explained that the 
minimal duties of such an office do not 
merit a full-time salary, saying, "The 
taxpayers are entitled to full time work 
for a full-time salary." 

Gov. Carroll said that, according to the 
article, using the First Judicial District 
of Ballard, Fulton, Hickman and Carlisle 
counties as an example, "Even if you 
authorize four district judges for that 
four-county district, there would be no 
guarantee thal F;ch of those counties 
would elect a d.strict judge," since the 
article requies that all candidates run at­
large. It would be conceivable that all 
judges in that district would come from 
one county. 

Committee Seeks 
Spending Cuts 

Frankfort, Ky.-In the first day of 
hearings on the executive budget, 
members- of the House and Senate 
Committees on Appropriations and 
Revenue took a hard line with state 
agencies requesting additional funds. 

The committee is trying to reduce 
agency requests as much as possible, 
said Rep. Joseph P. Clarke CO-Danville) 
following the hearings. 

Agency requests exceed the amount 'of 
unappropriated funds by more than $2 
million. 

Clarke, who presided at today's 
hearing said the requests "are for money 
for poor management in the past." 

Throughout the hearings, committee 
members demanded that agencies ac­
count for the funds they are requesting 
and that they indicate the expected 
results of additional funds. 

"We want some way to measure the 
results of the appropriations," Clarke 
told the agency representatives. 

The committee heard from five 
agencies today: The Department of 
Banking and Securities; the Kentucky 
Center for Energy Research; The 
Governor's Council on Agnculture; The 
Kentucky Retirement System; and the 
Department of Justice. 

Only the State Police portion of the 
Justice request was considered. The 
committee plans to take up further 
requests tomorrow. 

Clarke said he hopes the hearings will 
be finished this week, with hearings on 
the judiciary budget to come last. The 
legislature must fund the lower court 
system of the state's unified court system 
approved by voters in 1975. 

But Gov. Carroll noted that instead of 
authorizing a district judge for each 
county in the district, judicial offices 
should be funded according to whether a 
county or combination of counties "has a 
sufficient workload to support a full-time 
office." -

Gov. Carroll said that while he had 
"never suggested ... that (the General 
Assembly should) fail to authorize a 
district judge for any county or district 
that can reasonably justify such a full­
time position," or that a position which is 
now proposed be removed, "I now 
suggest that in counties where more than 
one district judge has been proposed, you 
closely examine the potential workload 
in such counties" and fund only the 
positions which can be clearly justified 
by the expected workload. 

Gov. Carroll said that any position that 
was authorized, then found unnecessary, 
would be difficult to remove from the 
judicial formula. "We don't have a very 
good reputation in Kentucky for 
abolishing unneeded positions" once the 
position is authorized, funded, then filled, 
he said. 

Gov. Carroll explained the need for 
fiscal responsibility, saying that the 
legislators must plan according to funds 
already available, because "I would 
veto" any measure which would increase 
taxes in the state. 

Gov. Carroll also mentioned other 
issues before the special session, such as 
deep mining safety, workmen's com-

Legislative 
Update 

Frankfort, Ky.-The Senate Judicial 
Courts Committee Monday recom­
mended approval of two bills dealing 
with court reform. 

The committee sent Senate Bill 10, 
which would establish small claims 
courts in the new district courts, to the 
Senate with the recommendation that the 
bill pass. 

Senate Bill 15, which was also sent to 
the Senate, sets the jurisdiction of the 
circuit courts. The committee approved 
an amendment to the bill which would 
allow individuals to contest the decisions 
or actions of administrative agencies, 
and special districts or boards. The 
circuit courts would hear the cases as 
original actions. 

In other action, the Senate Judiciary­
Statutes Committee reported in favor of 
a bill which would restructure collection 
of fees for the operation of jails in Ken­
tucky. 

The bill (Senate Bill14) requires state 
payment of prisoner per diem fees. Such 
fees are currently paid from local, 
county or state governments to jailers. 

The proposed bill would increase those 
fees from present levels, and require 
them to be paid by the state to local 
operators of the jails (usually county 
treasuries) instead of to the jailers 
themselves. 

Two bills relating to numbers of 
district judges were also introduced in 
the House Monday. That brings to four 
the number of such bills which have been 
introduced in the House thus far in the 
special session. 

House Bill 29 was introduced today by 
Rep. Bobby Richardson (D-Glasgow). It 
calls for a total of 112 district judges. A 
bill introduced by Rep. Charles Wible CO­
Owensboro) provides for 123 district 
judges. 

House Bill1, introduced Dec. 1 by Rep. 
Thomas Givhan CO-Shepherdsville) 
provides for 169 district judges, while 
House Bill 7 provides for 174 judges. The 
letter was introduced Dec. 1 by Rep. 
Harold Demarcus (R.Stanford). 

The General Assembly is charged with 
settling on the number of district judges 
and their auxiliary trial commissioners 
so the fourth tier of the four-tier unified 
court system can be fully implemented in 
Jan., 1978.

Asks State Bd. Set 
V oc. Ed. Priori ties 

Frankfort, Ky.-A letter from Gov. 
Julian Carroll, urging the State Board of 
Education to establish priorities for the 
construction of vocational schools, 
prompted a report the board received 
Dec. 3 during a special meeting. 

The information, provided by the 
Bureau of Vocational Education, in­
cluded: a status report on construction of 
vocational facilities; factors to consider 
in determining construction priorities; a 
listing of those projects currently active, 
those approved by the state board that 
not funded and those not approved by the 
board, and other information about the 
vocational capital construction needs. 

The board agreed to review the in­
formation and discuss in their next 
quarterly meeting, December 14 and 15, 
the need and the method of establishing 
priorities for the construction projects. 

In another action, the board met in a 
closed session for nearly two hours to 
discuss a lawsuit filed against the state 
board by the· Courier-Journal and Louis­
ville-Times Co. The suit charged that the 
board met in violation of the open 
meeting law on Oct. 26 of this year. 

When they returned to open session, a 
motion was made and unanimously 
passed to ratify an agreed judgment and 
to give their counsel the authority to sign 
the agreed judgment on behalf of the 
State Board of Education. 

The agreed judgment would require 
the state board to give the Courier­
Journal and Louisville Times Co. notice 
of all special meetings of the State Board 
of Education and makes no findings of 
fact or conclusions of law regarding the 
question whether that particular 
gathering complied with the open 
meetings law. 

An agreed judgment is one that is 
agreed to by both parties in the litigation 
and is submitted to the court. If the court 
accepts it, it becomes the final judgment 
in the law suit. 

An item on the agenda for the 
December 14 and 15 meeting includes a 
report on proficiency examinations by 
Don C. Bale, assistant superintendent of 
instruction. Proposals that high school 
students be required to demonstrate 
their proficiency before they graduate 
have been hotly contested. 

The board also agreed to discuss 
financial regulation proposals recom­
men_ded by attorney Robert J. Turley, of 
Lextngton, at their first quarterly 
meeting in 1977.

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Four Knott, Pike Students 
Picked for Governor's Conference 

Frankfort, Ky.-Two high school 
students from Knott county and two from 
Pike have been tapped to attend the 
second annual Governor's conference of 
the Kentucky Youth Traffic Safety 
Committee. 

And some 825 high school students, 
after participating in eight state­
sponsored meetings, are now readying 
programs to get the highway safety 
message out to their home communities. 

The last of the eight regional meetings 
was held in Louisville last week. Earlier, 
area high schools sent 98 delegates to the 
Kentucky Youth Traffic Safety Con­
ference held at Jenny Wiley State Park. 
Students from Floyd, Lee, Owsley, 
Perry, Letcher, Wolfe, Breathitt, 
Magoffin, Knott, Johnson, Pike and 
Martin counties participated. 

State Transportation Secretary John C. 
Roberts said he is very impressed with 
the progress the youthful traffic 'experts' 
have made in one year. "Youth listens to 
its own," he said. "We're finding out that 
one of the best methods of getting the 
safety message out is to equip student 
leaders with the facts . They will lead the 
way." 

The regional Kentucky Youth Traffic 
Safety Conferences were sponsored 
jointly by the Office of Highway Safety 
Programs <OHSPJ, an agency in the 
Kentucky Department of Transportation, 
and by the Kentucky Department of 
Education.

of alcoholism, will host an hour of useful 
information and friendly advice for the 35 
million Americans who live and work 
with alcoholics in an encore performance 
of "Drink, Drank, Drunk," aiting 
Monday, December20, at 8p.m. on KET. 

Segments in the program include the 
personal experiences of families living 
with an alcoholic, an industrial program 
designed to help the alcoholic employee 
and a viewer quiz on alcoholism 
awareness.

Regional Airport Plan 
Studied at State Meets

Frankfort, Ky.-Kentuckians and 
visitors needing quick access to the 
state's recreation areas, industrial 
centers, coal producing communities and 
regional business offices may find air 
transport increasingly available. 

A series of five meetings held in dif­
ferent areas of the state in the past two 
weeks, addressed the state's growing 
need for airport facilities . A total of some 
175 private citizens, state and local 
government officials, airport board 
members, flying clubs and represen­
tatives from organizations interested in 
local growth have put their heads 
together about the state's aviation needs. 

According to State Transportation 
Secretary John C. Roberts, the meetings 
were the second round of a series of three 
sets of regional meetings being con­
ducted in connection with the updating of 
the Kentucky Airport System Plan 
(KASP). KASP is the Kentucky 
Department of Transportation's com­
prehensive plan for airport growth, first 
outlined in 1971. The new plan is KASP 77. 

Airport supporters came away from 
the meetings with realistic ideas about 
the need for cooperation, and a clear 
picture of the challenges which the 
separate communities will face in the 
next quarter century if air trans­
portation is to be a viable mode. 

Alternatives for meeting their com­
munities' needs were discussed at each 
of the meetings. Of some dozen or more 
concepts presented by the Department of 
Transportation, some "hybridization" 
occurred until, according to the language 
of one of the aviation planners, the ideas 
"percolated down to five or six with real 
merit." 

"Following the guidelines set by the 
previous System Plan, some individual 
airport boards have developed their own 
master plans and have looked at sites," 
Roberts said. 

This information will be for developing 
KASP-77 and used by state aviation 
planners in making detailed anal.yses of 
five or six of the alternative concepts for 
presentation at later meetings. 

A Cincinnati-based firm, Landrum and 
Brown, has been retained as consultant. 

Analysis will take in such con­
siderations as size of the communities 
the air facilities will serve, their 
projected future size and "population 
visitation figures ." The latter give a 
metod of computing transportation needs 
in recreational areas where the number 
of visitors far exceed the number of 
year-round residents. 

College Here Offers 
Resuscitation Course 

A cardiopulmonary resuscitation 
course was recently taught at Prestons­
burg Community College through the 
Community Service Program and with 
the cooperation of Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital and Louisa Community 
Hospital. 

Instructor for the course was Bill 
Baker, who is the state instructor for the 
Red Cross CPR. Seven persons were 
certified to give treatment in CPR. Two 
others, Mrs. Glen Kinder, of Prestons­
burg Community College, and William 
Thomas Fannin, of the Cardiopulmonary 
Disfunction Clinic, Paintsville, qualified 
as instructors. 

The standard CPR course will be of­
fered again during the spring semester, 
1977. Persons interested in taking this 
course may apply by contacting the 
Community Service Office at Prestons­
burg Community College.

State Fire Marshal 
Offers Safety Tips 

Aromatic fir trees, gaily decorated 
packages and twinkling electrical 
displays have long heralded the ap­
proaching Christmas season. Un­
fortunately, this traditional time of peace 
and goodwill is too often marred by 
needless injuries and even death. 

State Fire Marshal Warren Southworth 
explained that the customary Christmas 
decorations, compounded with a greater 
use of fuel for cold weather, makes fire 
especially likely during December. 
"People should not siqestep a few simple 
safety precautions in their eagerness to 
celebrate Christmas. Those who do could 
make the local news," he commented. 

Southworth said improperly prepared 
Christmas trees were often a leading 
cause of fires. He recommends artificial 
trees since they are all required to be fire 
retardant. 

Aluminum trees were well-received 
when first introduced several years ago. 
However, they are now very rarely sold 
since electrical short circuiting often 
occurred when lights touched the tree's 
metallic branches. Southworth said 
owners of aluminum trees should 
illuminate them with revolving colored 
floor lights. 

The fire marshal said he is well aware 
that for every owner of an artificial tree, 
there are several others who prefer 
choosing "the" tree from a lot or forest. 
For those who insist on a live tree, he 
advises that the tree be in the home for a 
short stay. Warm air may comfort a 
family but it hastens the deterioriation of 
a tree. 

Too, the tree should be placed away 
from exits and heat sources such as 
furnace vents or fireplaces. 

If a tree is purchased from a com­
mercial lflt, chances are it has been cut 
for several weeks. Such trees should 
have an inch cut from the base since the 
sap may have sealed off ali water en­
trances. The cut should be angled for 
better suction before the tree is im­
mersed in water. 

Live trees may be sprayed with fire 
retardants but the process is often 
neglected because of the expenses. 
Southworth explained that several spray 
cans may be required to adequately 
protect the tree. "It is ironic that so 
many families spend several hundred 
dollars at Christmas but refuse to go that 
extra mile to protect gifts surrounding 
the tree," he said. 

Southworth noted that while a dry tree 
is itself dangerous, it becomes a time 
bomb when decorated with faulty 
electrical lights . He advises a 
precautionary check for cracked sockets 
and frayed wires before the lights are 
placed on the tree. Buyers of new light 
sets should look for the "UL" seal of 
approval, which certifies that it has me 
safety standards of the Underwriters' 
Laboratories, Inc., an independent 
testing agency. 

Southworth said the standard clutter 
from package wrapping should not be 
neglected too long. Under the right 
conditions, it could turn a peaceful home 
into a blazing inferno. 

"Christmas can be the happiest time of 
the year for many people. But it can also 
do irreparable damage through loss of 
property and life. Everyone should 
remember that you just can't be too 
cautious," Southworth warned.

With Thanksgiving over, most of us 

turn our thoughts toward Christmas and 
the problem of the right gift. If you are 
buying a present for a hunter or 
fisherman, this problem can be eased 
considerably, for there are literally 
hundreds of items in all price ranges that 
the sportsman will welcome. 

The best bet for the person who knows 
little about hWl ting and fishing equip­
ment is to seek the advice of a 
knowledgeable salesperson in a sporting 
goods store about brand names, styles 
and sizes. A safe practice is to stick to the 
medium-priced article, which is usually 
of high quality and lacks only the frills or 
the flash of a more expensive coWl­
terpart. The low-price items may not 
meet the needs of the sportsman, or they 
may be poorly constructed of low-{}uality 
materials. 

Anyone contemplating a major gift, 
such as a boat and motor, should forego 
the element of surprise and let the 
recipient choose his own, since he will 
probably have some definite ideas about 
what he needs and wants. 

For the fisherman, choice gifts are 
tackle boxes, lures, lines, tools, fish 
stringers, hooks, sinkers, filleting knives, 
bait knockers, flashlights, small first aid 
kits, reel oil and gear lubricants. Or the 
fisherman may welcome some of the new 
electronic gadgets, such as electric 
trolling motor depth finders, electronic 
thermometers, or oxygen meters.

Dec. 1 was the first day on the job for 
Grim and the first time in 37 years that 
Harry Nadler, Grim's retired 
predecessor, had not been in the Division 
of Forestry. 

Grim's experience with the division 
dates back to 1958 when he served as a 
forester in the Pineville, Ky., area. He 
joined the central office forestry staff in 
Frankfort in 1963. 

"The Bureau for Natural Resources is 
fortunate to have someone with the ex­
perience of Elmore Grim to take over the 
division," said John Witt, commissioner 
of the bureau for natural resources 
which houses the forestry division. "I'~ 
sure he will not only continue the 
division's fine work, but will enhance it 
and add to it," Witt said. 

Grim, who last served with the Federal 
Environmental Protection Agency, was 
appointed to his new post by Robert D. 
Bell, secretary of the Kentucky 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection. 

A graduate of Penn State University's 
school of forestry, Grim said his top 
priority would be to "help the forest land 
owners of the Commonwealth."

Lead Involvement 
For Historic Spots 

Our Fragile Earth 
Award Presented 

Frankfort, Ky.-"Kentucky is leading 
other states in citizen involvement and 
participation in historic preservation," 
Mrs. Eldred W. Melton, State Historic 
Preservation officer and executive 
director of the Kentucky Heritage 
Commission <KHC>, said recently. 

At the Southeastern Conference for 
state historic preservation officers held 
Nov. 8-9 in Atlanta, Ga., she said, 
"Kentucky was used as a model state for 
its procedures in nominating properties 
to the National Register of Historic 
Places." 

Kentucky's leadership became evident 
during a workshop session on "The Role 
of the Public in the National Register 
Nomination Process." Robert Polsgrove, 
director of the commission's historic and 
prehistoric survey program, moderated 
the workshop. 

In general, Polsgrove told the group 
that before Kentucky's nominations are 
submitted to the Department of Interior, 
they must be approved by the State 
Historic Preservation Review Board. 
Prior to the meetings of the review 
board, KHC sends local newspapers 
listings of the properties scheduled for 
review. 

Because of Kentucky's "Open 
Meetings" law enacted by the 1974 
General Assembly, the heritage com­
mission, like other public agencies, must 
notify the media at least 24 hours in 
advance of scheduled meetings. 

According to Polsgrove, ''In addition to 
the mailing out of public notices and 
press advisories on meetings, the 
Heritage Commission requests that any 
comments or information concerning 
proposed nominations be submitted in 
writing before the meeting date." 

The KHC invites input from the owners 
of proposed sites, interested preser­
vationists and state and local agencies 
that utilize the National Register as a 
planning tool to implement the federall 
funded programs and projects ad­
ministered by them, added Polsgrove. 

In keeping with a legislative mandate 
Kentucky is surveying its historical and 
archaeological resources. The heritage 
commission's archaeologists and 
historians will conduct such surveys in 24 
counties during the next two fiscal years. 

"The information and data resulting 
from the surveys will be available to aid 
the numerous agencies involved in 
construction projects and federally 
funded programs to plan moe effectively 
in any other areas of the state," Pols­
grove said. 

The commission's staff is relying on 
the help of local historians, artifact 
collectors, the county representatives 
and interested volunteers to conduct the 
surveys successfully, continued Pols­
grove. 

In addition to Mrs. Melton and Pols­
grove, attending the conference were 
Walter E . Langsam, assistant director of 
the commission and head of the National 
Register Program, and Dr. Lathe! F. 
Duffield, vice-chairman of the University 
of Kentucky's anthropology department 
and member of the Kentucky Review 
Board.

This installment is a continuation of 

our discussion of imported insect pests. 
Today we examine the gypsy moth, aU. 
S. forest pest which has caused extensive 
damage. 

The gypsy moth was not always in the 
U.S. It was introduced from Europe in 
1869 by Leopold Trouvelot, a French 
astronomer employed by the Harvard 
Observatory near Medford, Mass. He 
was breeding silk-producing moths in 
experiments designed to improve disease 
resistance in the original French moth, 
the cornerstone of the then-faltering 
French silk industry. Trouvelot knew 
some of his gypsy moths had accidentally 
escaped, but hardly gave the incident a 
second thought. Twenty years later 
Medford was overwhelmed by incredible 
swarms of caterpillars and adult moths. 
The moth caterpillars were so thick they 
caused millions of dollars in damages, 
audibly feeding on tree leaves and buds, 
covering sidewalks, fences and the sides 
of houses, even getting into food supplies. 

In 1890 the Massachusetts government 
began employing fairly successful 
control measures and continued until 
1901, when they decided enough money 
had been spent controlling bugs. Out of 
this regulation, however, came two 
important precedents: the first state law 
in the U. S. requiring the extermination 
of an insect and the establishment of the 
first legal authority to enter and inspect 
private property for that purpose. By 
1905 the gypsy moth, seemingly un­
scathed by these control measures, had 
spread to several states and in 1906 the 
federal government took up the fight and 
has been battling the insect since that 
time. 

The Hudson River was effective in 
slowing the insect's spread for many 
years, but a series of hurricanes carried 
moths west of it, triggering the govern-

ORDINANCE NO. 15-76 
LEGAL NOTICE OF THE ENACTMENT OF AN ORDINANCE PERTAINING 
TO BUILDING PERMITS IN THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY. 

The City Council of the City of Prestonsburg at a regular meeting held on 
November 18, 1976, at City Hall, adopted the following Ordinance: 

No one shall erect, add to, remodel or demolish any building within the City 
Limits without first obtaining a building permit to do so from the City Building 
Inspector. 

To obtain a building permit, an application shall be filed stating the kind of 
materials to be used in the construction, a floor plan showing the dimensions and 
the location ofthe construction, relative to the adjoining property lines. 

The applicant shall have his architect certify that such plans meet all stan­
dards of theN ational, State and Local Building Codes. 

After reviewing the plans and application, the Building Inspector shall have up 
to seven days to accept the application and issue a building permit or reject same 
and state his reasons for doing so. 

This Ordinance will become effective on January 1, 1977, and the following 
rates will be charged:

ment to begin a controversial mass in­
secticide spraying program over much of 
the Northeast. Taxpayer lawsuits finally 
dissuaded the shotgun approach; 
besides, it was never destined to be 
permanently effective, even though that 
was the idea. 

There has never been a species of in­
sect eliminated through the use of 
pesticides, yet our government agencies 
still cling to the outmoded notion that our 
troubles can be sprayed away. The gypsy 
moth is now in Kentucky and will 
probably invade most of the South. 

The secret to insect control is to attack 
the insect's most vulnerable stage in the 
most natural way possible, with the 
objective being control, not ex­
termination. At least 12 natural gypsy 
moth enemies (one virus, nine parasites, 
and two predators) have been imported 
from Europe and Asia and have been 
successful control agents in some areas, 
although their effectiveness in the North 
has been limited because of their 
inability to withstand the climate. 

Insecticides, primarily Sevin, can be 
locally effective on a few trees, but the 
real answer probably lies in disparlure, a 
recently developed synthetic hormonal 
sex attractant very much like the 
powerful natural female secretion. For a 
period of three months, one application of 
disparlure attracts males from several 
miles distant to insect traps where they 
can be killed. 

Only males are attracted because the 
female gypsy moth, also stimulated by 
the hormone, is a very weak flyer. The 
attractant is only effective on gypsy 
moths and does not interfere with other 
species, but extensive field testing must 
still be done.

( St>nator Ford has been appointed to a 
special Senate Mid-East and Europe. The 
group left Washington on November 5, 
and returned November 23. The 12-
member delegation visited Austria, 
Israel, Egypt, Jordan, Iran and England. 
This Is the third or a series of reports to 
Kentuckians by Senator Ford on the 
events of the trip. The report was filed by 
Senator Ford from the city of the 
dateline, covering the period of 
November 11-14, and distributed upon its 
receipt by his Washington office. l 

CAIRO-We left Israel on the morning 
of Thursday, November 11, headed for 
Egypt with a short stopover scheduled in 
Amman, Jordan to meet with King 
Hussein. 

Upon our arrival in Amman, we were 
given a briefing by the Ambassador and 
then left for a short tour of the city. I was 
shocked by the poverty which exists 
here. I understand the slwns in Cairo are 
even worse. 

We toured a musewn and then went to 
the palace of King Hussein's grand­
father, which we understand is only used 
on special occasions. We lunched with 
King and his wife; and later in the King's 
conference room, held a broad-ranging 
question-and-answer session that lasted 
for two hours. 

In our conversation with the King, he 
told us that nuclear power was of minor 
consideration to him. His main concern is 
to keep the country's army and air force 
in good shape in order to be in a position 
to defend the country in case of war. 

Our business in Jordan completed, we 
flew on to Cairo. Incidentally, we were 
told that our flight was the first since 1948 
to proceed directly from Israel to Jordan. 

Saturday morning we went to a 
government building for a meeting with 
Deputy Prime Minister Ahmad Sultan. 
The Prime Minister was ill and his 
deputy was filling in for him. We had a 
productive meeting, and again they 
allowed each of the Senators to ask 
questions. 

He was very frank when we inquired if 
Egypt would ratify the Nuclear 
Proliferation Treaty. He said Eyppt 
would ratify it the day after Israel did. it 
seems that most of the Arab nations are 
very much interested in ratifying the 
NPT and this could possibly be a nuclear­
free zone. However, I am not too sure 
that will ever come about because of 
Israel's reluctance to ratify the treaty 
and the Arab countries "wait until Israel 
signs" attitude. 

The Egyptians advised us there would 
be no recycling or enrichment in their 
nuclear power plants. This indicated to 
me that they are not in a position, nor do 
they desire to develop materials which 
could be used as nuclear weapdns. They 
told us we were free to visit anywhere we 
wanted in their country.

Egypt has entered into a letter of intent 
with Westinghouse for their first power 
plant. The plant will be a $900 million, 640 
megawatt operation. They will need an 
additional grid distribution system in 
order to facilitate the new generation of 
power. Estimates are that the new 
distribution system would cost ap­
proximately $600 million. Eventually, 
they want to go to 2,400 additional 

1megawatts, and it will cost an additional 
$600,000 for distribution of each added 650 
megawatts. 

The plant will be located in an area that 
is totally isolated-unlike some of the 
proposed sites in the United States-and 
they expect to complete construction in 
five years. 

At the meeting, we encountered no 
surprising developments or answers. The 
discussion was very frank and open, and 
I found them more than willing to 
cooperate. 

We left there to go to a meeting with 
President Sadat. En route we passed the 
University of Cairo which has 85,000 
students on one campus and 50,000 on 
another. 

Our caravan traveled at a snail's pace 
so that we would arrive at Sadat 's palace 
no earher than the appointed hour ... 
and we rolled to a stop at 12:25 p.m., the 
exact time at which we were supposed to 
arrive. 

The wives joined us at Sadat's home. 
Sadat and his Vice President greeted all 
of us, and Sadat went around the room 
shaking hands with everyone as if he 
were campaigning for office. 

According to President Sadat, Egypt is 
willing to prepare for peace talks at 
Geneva He said that Egypt would insist 
on several conditions. First, the Israelis 
must move back to the land they oc­
cupied prior to the 1967 war. Second, 
there must be a Palestinian state set up 
on the west bank and the Gaza Strip, and 
that this must be part of an agreement 
rather than a treaty. The third condition 
was that Israel agree to end-in his 
words-"the belligerency" and that all 
countries wait for a designated period 
before opening up the borders and 
starting diplomatic relations with Israel. 
Sadat said that because this has been 
such a bitter struggle, it would take some 
time for the people to become adjusted to 
peace. 

As we crossed the Nile to Sadat's home, 
which is on a small island where the Nile 
separates, we observed many soldiers. 
We saw numerous trucks stored along 
the way-military trucks with tires off, 
hoods up in order to find spare parts for 
other military vehicles. 

I have never seen anything like what I 
saw in Cairo as far as poverty is con­
cerned. It is a city of some 81'2 million 
people, and there is poverty everywhere 
you turn. We passed several cemteries 
and thousands of people were encamped 
there to live. More than 100,000 people 
reside on the grounds of a large cemetery 
in the heart of the city. 

All through Egypt, we saw little plots of 
ground where people were attempting­
and most often succeeding-in raising 
three different crops. Their irrigation 
system is gravitational, and some of the 
country's agricultural experts indicated 
too much water was being put on the 
land. The ground is as rich as it can be, 
but 1t is short certain items, one being 
nitrogen. We were told that the corn crop 
could be increased by 50 percent, if more 
fertilizer, primarily nitrogen, was 
available. 

There is no mechanization in 
agriculture here. All of the work is done 
by water buffalo with plows that have 
nothing but a stick at the bottom. The 
women take the dirt, put it in a basket, 
and carry it on their head from one 
place to another in the fields. It was 
a most unusual sight. 

Sadat agreed that improved 
agriculture was one of his main goals 
over the next three years . He said 
several thousand acres have been 
prepared, which he believes can be tilled 
mechanically. He is willing to utilize 
American technology here and would 
give them a share of any profits in order 
to benefit from our technology. I think 
that might be one of the best things that 
can happen to them . They do produce, 
but they apparently are not much of an 
export country. With a ll of the water they

have here, it is a shame they cannot put it 
all together so that they could be in a 
position to feed themselves. 

Our next meeting was Sunday af­
ternoon with the Foreign Minister, 
followed by a session with the Prime 
Minister and the Minister of Defense. 

The Defense Minister told us Egypt 
had no nuclear weapons, wanted no 
nuclear weapons, but if Israel continued 
its production, as Egypt believes, of 
nuclear weapons, his country would have 
to follow suit. 

The Prime Minister said, in Egypt's 
opinion, America was sustaining the fear 
of war in this area since the Soviet Union 
had been expelled under Sadat and that 
Russia no longer had use of their port 
here. He said that because we continued 
to support Israel with arms and dollars, 
this in itself continues the cloud of war 
and no peace over the Mideast.

He expressed the opinion that Israel is 
afraid of peace while Egypt is not, and 
that Egypt was not asking Israel to with­
draw before Geneva. So I asked him if 
the settlement of the Palestinian question 
was really the root of the problem, and he 
said yes, that that ..yould probably be the 
bottom line in the negotiations.

He added that another war would be 
horrible; that an atomic energy ex­
plosion would be horrible, but the real 
explosion which Egypt fears is an ex­
plosion of hunger. Egypt, with its limited 
resources, anticipates its population will 
nearly double to 75 million by the year 
2000, and every individual who can be 
encouraged to leave Egypt for another 
country helps ease the present and future 
burden here.

MULCH STRAWBERRIES NOW 
Strawberry plants are now at a 

maturity stage where mulching will be 
" very beneficial," according to John 
Sparks, county Extension agent. 

He urged the mulching in view of the 
cold weather that has been experienced 
thus far in the fall and winter seasons in 
Kentucky. 

A mulch of clean straw applied evenly 
over the entire patch at the rate of 3,000 
pounds to the acre, or 3Q-50 pounds per 
100 feet, was recommended. He noted 
that mulching will benefit any 
strawberry planting. 

"The mulch will help reduce winter 
injury and plant heaving. It will suppresS' 
weed growth next spring and will keep 
the fruit and pickers clean when the 
harvest season rolls around." 

The mulch, he added, will also delay 
bloom of the plants in the spring to help 
assure the blooms not setting on too 
early. 

Sparks suggested that an application of 
Enide or Dacthal herbicide just before 
mulching would also help control weed 
growth next spring. He emphasized that 
such application be made according to 
label directions for best results.

Recycle Those 
Throwaway Items

This Christmas, make a gift from 

something saved, stored or gleaned from 
nature. Use up some of those bread 
Wrappers, pine cones, pebbles and scraps 
and see if they can be recycled into 
Christmas gifts or useful items. 

"There should be some way to re-use 
those hangers," we told a registered 
nurse a few weeks ago. We were 
referring to the shiny, aluminum bands 
around I-V (intravenous feeding) bottles. 

"Oh, they have lots of uses," shesaid. 
1 "Our doctors make splints for broken 
fingers from them. 

"We have hundreds of them-more 
than enough. Some of us take the bottle to 
a florist and have a hole cut in the side. 
They make beautiful hanging planters. I 
decorate my house with them," she said. 

For those not having access to hospital 
discards, there are other gleanings to 
rework into still another use, another life. 
If there are too many pet rocks still 
around, glue some together and paint to 
make another shape, such as animals or 
insects. Pebbles can become tiny eyes, 
feet, hands or ears and a tail. Some need 
only to be painted to make Lady Bugs for 
paperweights or just to place on a table 
or shelf. 

If you, like otherS of us, have saved 
bags of plastic bread wrappers, now is 
the time to single crochet them into gifts 
such as placemats, wall hangings, even 
rugs and hats. They are durable and 
washable. 

"I have saved last year's brown 
market bags with a Christmas motif," 
said a West Liberty woman, "and this 
year's bags with Bicentennial flags and 
minute men." She explained that "I am 
gluing the bags around coffee cans to 
make cannister sets, desk sets and waste 
baskets for gifts and for my own kit­
chen." She uses white glue that dries 
clear and finally puts a coat of thick glue 
over the outside to add a satiny finish.

Environmentalists in favor of the 
compost toilet fear that the committee, 
made up of representatives of the 
building and plumbing industries, might 
reject the toilet because it doesn't use 
water or require pipes. 

Committee members , along with a 
representative of the Kentucky Assn. of 
Plumbing Contractors, requested more 
information on the compost toilet and 
asked Larry Jones , Kentucky 
representative for Clivus Multrum , to 
make an additional presentation at the 
committee's next meeting. 

Jones told the committee that the toilet 
operates on the principles of "gravity 
and natural draft, producing unaided 
microbial decomposition." 

He explained that the bottom section of 
the toilet, which would probably be in a 
basement or under a house in a single­
family dwelling, is set on a 30-degree 
incline that combines household wastes. 
Heat is generated within the storage 
area, evaporating liquids and reducing 
atmospheric pressure inside. Pressure 
reduction allows air from intake valves 
to circulate in the storage area. 

Jones said there is no odor from the 
toilet because of the heat generation, 
which causes a natural downward draft 
from the toilet or disposal chute in a 
kitchen. 

The toilet, which costs between $975 
and $1,325, was invented in Sweden in 
1939. At present 2,000 are in use in that 
country. 

They were introduced in the United 
States four years ago and so far Maine, 
Vermont, New Hampshire, Oregon and 
New Mexico have approved their use. 

Jones reported that 40 to 50 per cent of 
water used in the average household goes 
for flushing the toilet and that the 
average person contaminates 13,000 
gallons of water per year by flushing. 

A spokesman for the Strategists for 
Environmental Control in Louisville said 
that his group has asked for approval to 
build a demonstration house in Jefferson 
county using the compost toilet, along 
with solar heating and cooling. If ap­
proved, the house would be built 18 
months to two years from now.

Probably of all the songbirds that 
range the broad expanses of North 
America, the one most recognizable to 
the most people is Robin Redbreast. It is 
a bird symbolic of spring, and while at 
one time normally a bird of sparse 
woodlands, forest edges and open scrub 
lands, it- unlike so many other forms of 
wildlife- has found the changes wrought 
by encroaching civilization much to its 
liking. It now nests more commonly near 
dwellings in city suburbs and on 
cultivated lands than in wilderness 
areas. As a matter of fact, the writer 
cannot remember seeing a robin's nest 
out in the wild. Without exception the 
nests seen were in trees and shrubs 
around homes, in nearby apple orchards 
and in sheltered recesses in outbuildings. 

Contrary to what some may believe, all 
robins do not fly South-for the winter. We 
have seen robins in all months of the 
year, especially in areas where there was 
an abundance of wild fruits and berries 
such as honeysuckle, holly, mistletoe and 
squaw vine. In places like this, robins 
will stay all winter while their less 
courageous comrades are enjoying life in 
sunny Florida and elsewhere in the 
South. 

It is true, though, that some robins do 
migrate, and in long ago spring seasons, 
we used to watch with considerable 
wonderment their arrival. They would 
come home in great swarms to alight and 
hunt for worms in meadowlands, 
pasturefields, and cleared fields readied 
for spring plowing. It was fascinating to 
watch them, after feeding all day, take 
off for roosting places, usually in piney 
woods along the bluffs of the North Fork

Greenhouses Becoming Widespread 
Greenhouses, once found only on the 

estates of millionaires, are popping up in 
backyards all over the country, even 
peeking out of windows in apartment 
buildings. According to the November 
Reader's Digest, more than half a million 
units will probably be sold this year. 

Organic gardeners, fresh-food 
devotees and houseplant enthusiasts are 
largely responsible for the boom, and 
they' re buying anything from cold 
frames to harden transplants for outdoor 
gardens to comfy walk-in models, with 
heat and running water. Greenhouse 
prices range from $189 for a p!ex.iglass 
window unit to roughly $1500 for a 
backyard walk-in model. 

The prices don' t exactly stop there, 
however. Some prefabricated models 
can be assembled by people who know 
their nuts and bolts, but others really 
require the skills of a contractor. For a 
functioning walk-in unit, you'll also need 
benches, a sink, an exhaust fan and some 
form of shading for very sunny days. In 
cooler climates you'll probably also need 
some heating-either an electric heater 
or a mini-furnace. Heating bills, the 
article says, run from $150 to $250 an­
nually for an 8-by-12-foot model. 

" Realistically, a top-quality 8'-by-12' 
glass greenhouse, installed and equip­
ped, can cost as much as a compact car. 
For the price of a mid-sized car, you get a 
14'-by-14' ; and for a Cadillac's tab, a 14-
by-28-footer with an architecturally 
pleasing curvilinear roof," the authors 
say. 

But • the benefits are terrific! Year­
round gardening is an exciting hobby-a 
great stress reliever, according to a 
cardiologist who is also a practicing 
gardener . Greenhouse-grown winter 
produce has no match in the grocery 
store, and some garden hobbyists have 
turned a profit by growing vegetables for 
local markets . 

Wander Mall , founder of the Hobby 
Greenhouse Association of America, 
says: "Indoor gardening is the closest 
thing to playing God. Outdoors, you're at 
the mercy of the elements. In a 
greenhouse, you grow in a controlled 
'environment-with you at the controls."

Frankfort, Ky.-The Kentucky Board 
of Education Friday heard three 
recommendations for changes in its 
regulations, designed to make school 
budgets more complete and easier to 
understand. 

The board had requested a study of the 
state regulations in light of the Jefferson 
County schools' financial problems. 

The recommendations were made by 
Lexington attorney Robert J. Turley, 
whose firm was hired to look into the 
regulations. 

Jefferson county school officials said 
they were facing a deficit budget for the 
1976-'77 fiscal year. Later that month, the 
state board met with school officials and 
directed them to come up with a 
balanced budget. They finally did, on 
Oct. 26. 

Newspaper articles on confusing and 
apparently irregular bookkeeping 
procedures by the school system 
followed. 

A county grand jury investigated. 
The state board did not act on Turley's 

recommendations Friday, but took them 
under advisement. They will be in­
corporated with recommendations if

any, made by the grand jury and state 
Auditor George Atkins, who also is 
reviewing the system's practices. 

The board directed state Supt. of 
Public Instruction ,Tames B. Graham and 
the board's Bureau of Finance to analyze 
the material and make recom­
mendations by early next year. 

Turley's recommendations were: 
-A breakdown, in at least general 

terms, should be required for each fund 
in the budget. It would provide sup­
porting information for a group of budget 
items that are not accounted for in 
current practices. 

Turley said that out of a dozen or so 
items, such as a building fund, the Jef­
ferson county budget included break­
downs for only two. He said this is 
coml"l\on practice throughout the state, 
but that he thought the budgets would be 
easier to understand if a breakdown were 
required for all such funds. 

All prospective income and expenses 
should be required to be a part of all the 
preliminary budgets the system must 
submit to the state. 

Turley said Jefferson county had 
omitted $20 million to $30 million ex­
pected from federal sources because it 
was uncertain exactly how much the 
school system would receive. He said 
these funds should be at least estimated, 
and that if the estimates were wrong, the 
budgets could be adjusted later. 

-The board should establish a time­
table for submission of budgets that 
would be consistent with state law. 

Turley said that by law a school 
system's first preliminary budget is to be 
submitted before July 1, and its more 
detailed "close-estimate" budget is due 
by Sept. 15. 

He noted, however, that Jefferson 
county had not even received from the 
state Department of Revenue the in­
formation it needed to prepare either 
budget until Sept. 16. That information 
was supposed to have been available 
before June 1. 

Turley said he was not blaming anyone 
for the delay. But he said the state 
board's timetable should be based on 
when the information is available. 

Turley said part of Jefferson county's 
budget problems stemmed from the 
lateness of the Revenue Department's 
reports, but not all of them. However, he 
declined to name any other reason. He 
said it was up to others to comment on 
the other reasons. 

Consumer 
Comments

A recent advertisement of "earn 
money at home the easy way by folding 
T-shirts" is a typical scheme used to get 
the housewife or student to invest their 
money and time for little or no profit. 
Such inducements are often fraudulent 
schemes to take easy money from un­
thinking consumers and should be 
avoided. 

A company from the Netherlands has 
been sending letters to housewives in­
forming them of an opportunity to earn 
big money at home by folding T-shirts. 
The company requests the housewife to 
send a $50 deposit, which will supposedly ' 
be returned upon the housewife's com­
pletion of the trial package. 

The ad also states that there is a 
collection and distribution depot in the 
same geographical area and that is why 
they have been "chosen" for an op­
portunity to make easy money. A 
distributor is supposed to live at this 
depot and will pay in cash for the finished 
work. The ad states that a person can 
make up to $250 per 1,000 folded T-shirts. 

The problem, according to files in the 
Consumer Protection Division, is that 
those who have invested in this business 
have never received their trial packages 
ofT-shirts and have never been refunded 
their $50 deposits. No one has been able to 
contact the distributor or any other 
representative of the company. Thus, the 
consumers have lost. their money and 
have no way of recovering it. 

Consumers should exercise caution 
and investigate any business offering a 
way to make easy money. If you are 
interested in some type of work-at-home 
program, you should at least : 

(1 ) Write and ask for all available 
literature about the company. 

(2) Check with the Attorney General's 
Office or the Better Business Bureau. 

(3) Know , before spending any money, 
what your total cost will be in time and 
money. 

(4) Make sure all earnings claims or 
guarantees used in the sales pitch are in 
writing. 

If you have a consumer complaint, 
write to the Office of the Attorney 
General , Division of Consumer 
Protection, Frankfort, Ky. 40601. The 
office has found that it can most ef­
fectively deal with written complaints 
and encourages you to write when you 
have a complaint. However, if you have 
an emergency situation , call the Con­
sumer Hotline. The number is 1-800-372-
2960.

Soda and Detergents 
Judged Ineffective 

Frankfort, Ky .-A procedure for 
pesticide decontamination of water wells 
using washing soda, household 
detergent and laundry bleach is inef­
fective and may be dangerous, according 
to Dr. Frank Stanonis, commissioner of 
the state environmental protection 
bureau. 

Several state veterinary newsletters 
have outlined the procedure, which the 
Federal Environmental Protection 
Agency, (EPA) says fails to determine 
what specific pesticide may be in the well 
water or the circumstances for which the 
procedure is applicable. 

"Before attempting to decontaminate 
any private water wells, it is necessary to 
evaluate the wat~r in terms of what 
specific pesticides are present," Stan on is 
explained. . • 

"You have to know the kind and con­
centration of chemicals contaminating 
the water, but above all, it should be 
remembered that no universal chemical 
method for detoxification exists for all 
pesticides," he added. 

Stanonis said the procedure may be 
potentially hazardous and that even with 
proper decontamination methods, an 
expert in pesticide chemistry should 
always supervise because of the 
hazardous nature of detoxifying reagents 
and chemical degradation products. 

He said that the EPA has contacted 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture's 
national pesticide coordinator who, along 
with the EPA, will warn potential users 
of the procedure.

Coon Hunters Asked 
To Assist in Study 
By Reporting Coons 

Frankfort, Ky., Dec. 1-Coon hunters 
in several Eastern Kentucky Counties 
are being asked to cooperate with a 
research project conducted by the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources by reporting any tagged 
raccoons they take. 

Game Biologist George Wright, the 
project leader, estimates that 2,500 
tagged raccoons have been released in 
the area, most of them supplied by local 
sportsmen's clubs. 

One of the chief purposes of the project 
is to study the effectiveness of stocking 
raccoons, particularly those imported 
from southern states. The results of the 
survey should lead to specific recom­
mendations for those clubs which do 
stock the animals, Wright says. 

The marked raccoons are fitted with an 
ear tag. One side of the tag bears the 
inscription "Notify Ky. F & W" and 
theother side of the tag has a number on 
it. 

Any hunter taking a tagged raccoon 
should save the tag and either turn it in to 
the county conservation officer or send it 
to the Division of Game Management, 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, Capital Plaza Tower, Frank­
fort, Kentucky 40601. 

A few raccoons have been released 
with radio-transmitter collars, allowing 
biologists to check their movements. Any 
person taking a collared coon should also 
report it immediately to the local con­
servation officer or to the game 
management division.

Area Road Contracts 
Let for $10.1 Million 

Frankfort, Ky.--8tate Transportation 
Secretary John C. Roberts has awarded 
nine contracts totaling $10,102,637 for 
improvements along various roads in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

The contracts stemmed from a bid 
letting held here November 18. In all, 
$20.1 million in contracts were awarded 
statewide. 

The largest project awarded involves 
construction on 7.6 miles of KY 80 in 
Pulaski county under the Appalachian 
Development Program. The work in­
volves two sections-grade, drain and 
blacktop surfacing on 3.6 miles beginning 
two miles east of KY 461 and extending 
easterly to a point one-half mile east of 
Buck Creek; and grade and drain con­
struction only between Buck Creek and 
Price Valley School. The successful 
bidder was Ralph Rogers and Co., 
Bloomington, Ind., with a total bid of 
$6,116,978 on both projects. 

On another major highway im­
provement project~. I miles of US 460 in 
Johnson and Magoffin counties-the 
successful bidder was East Kentucky 
Paving Corporation, of Grayson, which 
bid $2,335,844 for blacktop surfacing and 
incidental construction between KY 114, 
three miles east of Salyersville, and the 

edge of Johnson county. 
In Knox county, constrtiftion of a 

bridge and approaches at the Cum­
berland River on KY 225 was successful 
bid by the E. Randle Company, of Frank­
fort, whose bid was $1,293,149 for six­
tenths of one mile of grade, drain and 
blacktop surfacing. 

Other highway contract awards in 
Eastern Kentucky included : 

-Lawrence county--construction of a 
bridge and approaches over Blaine Creek 
at Fallsburg on the Fallsburg-Fullers 
Road. The contract was awarded to 
Haydon Bridge Company, of Springfield, 
on a low bid of $155,898. . 

-Breachitt county-Repairs to the 
deck of a bridge on KY 15 over Quicksand 
Creek near KY 30. Safety Engineering 
Co., of Paint Lick was the successful 
bidder ($41,262). 

-Knott county-Repairs to deck of 
bridge on the KY 7-Buckingham Road 
over Beaver Creek near KY 7. The 
contract was awarded to Ramco Con­
struction Co., of Frankfort, on a low bid 
of $13,989.

A postal worker asks: "What is 'Make 
Today Count'?'' 

ANSWER line: "Make Today Count, 
Inc." is a national organization for ad­
vanced cancer patients and their 
families which was formed in 1974 by 
Orville E. Kelly, a journalist, a year after 
he discovered that he had cancer . The 
group, which has a number of local 
chapters throughout the country (some 
of which work with American Cancer 
Society units in the community) offers 
emotional bolstering and the chance to 
share problems among people confronted 
by cancer. Kelly himself travels widely 
and speaks to the public frequently about 
his own emotional reaction to cancer and 
the importance of living to the fullest, 
regardless of how long one has to live. He 
is a spokesman for more honesty when 
dealing with patients. He believes that 
many patients don't realize that 
medicine can often extend their lives 
even if they cannot be cured. He also has 
called public attention to the sellers of 
unproven remedies who prey on 
frightened cancer patients and their 
families. 

A housewife writes: "Several years 
ago my cancer was treated by a 

physician called a therapeutic 
radiologist and now I know someone who 
is being treated by a radiation oncologist. 
Are they the same? 

ANSWER line: Yes. The terms 
therapeutic radiologist, radiotherapist, 
radiation oncologist and radiation 
therapist all have the same meaning: a 
physician who has received specific 
training in therapeutic radiology; one 
who is certified by a recognized medical 
specialty board, and usually limits his or 
her practice to radiation therapy. The 
radiation oncologist has a particular 
interest in cancer, although the others 
also treat the disease. 

A man in his 40's explains: ''I am a 
bartender and my work puts me right in 
the middle of a lot of cigarette smoke. Is 
there anything that I can do to protect 
myself?" 

ANSWER line: First, it is important 
for you to be a non-smoker because if you 
smoke you will compound the harmful 
effect of inhaling your customer's 
tobacco smoke. Second, try to make sure 
that your work area is well ventilated. A 
study done at the University of Cincinnati 
showed that bartenders inhale the 
equivalent of 36 cigarettes during an 
eight-hour shift if they work in a stuffy 
area but that number drops to the 
equivalent of 12 cigarettes if the area has 
a good air flow . 

Receives POW /MIA Scholarship

William D. Biediger a freshman student at Texas A & M University, College 
Station, and a former Prestonsburg residents, has received the second annual 
four-year $10,000 scholarship awarded by Purolator. Services, Inc., New Hyde 
Park, N.Y. 

The scholarship, awarded on the basis of scholastic merit to sons and 
daughters of Southeast Asia POW's and MIA's, was presented to Biediger Sept. 1 
by J . Kevin Murphy, president of Purolator Services, and by Major General John 
P. Flynn, Commander of the Air Force Military Training Center at Lack! and Air 
Force Base, San Antonio. The 1976 award was made in the name of Major 
General Flynn, the senior prisoner who was held in Southeast Asia from October, 
1967 until the spring of 1973. 

"We feel these scholarships are one small way of honoring Bill Biediger's 
father and the other men who died or were held as POW's or MIA's in Southeast 
Asia for many years," Murphy said. "Purolator will continue the scholarships 
until all children of POW's and MIA's have passed college age, approximately by 
1995." The program was begun in 1975 and provides up to $2,500 annually over a 
four-year period. 

Biediger is the son of Mrs. Julie Osborne Stewart, of Universal City, Texas, and 
the late Col. Larry W. Biediger, an Air Force officer who was shot down in 
January, 1967 in an F105 over North Vietnam and was declared dead in 1974. His 
grandmother is Mrs. Allie Anderson, of Martin. 

Col. Biediger's mother, Mrs. Alton Moak, of Castroville, Texas, also was 
present for the scholarship award with young Biediger's two brothers, David, 17, 
and Matthew, 13, and sister, Amy, 16. Biediger is a graduate of Samuel Clements 
High School, Shertz, Texas, and is a pre-med student at Texas A & M. 

The Biediger family resided here at the time Col. Biediger was reported 
missing.

The Question Asked ... 

If Road Work Opens Seams, 
Who Gets Pay for the ·coal? 

When construction of a new KY BO is 
begun-hopefully, next year-from 
Water Gap to Hazard, area coal 
production will increase without mining 
as such. 

For much of the 42-mile route will be 
dug out of hills containing rich coal 
seams, and any time the contractor 
makes a cut as deep as 400 feet he will be 
excavating coal from at least three 
seams. 

In the past, contractors have taken the 
coal thus produced, have sold it and kept 
the money. The question raised this week 
is: Will the state claim a part of the 
profit, since it becomes owner of the coal 
when it buys the right-{)f-way, or will the 
contractor or contractors get the bonus, 
as before? 

If the contractor reaps all the benefits, 
it will be in addition to the $1.80 per cubic 
yard he is paid for moving the coal. 

The higher price coal brings, these 

days, has made the question more in­
teresting. In the years of cheap coal, the 
amount derived from coal sales by 
contractors was insignificant. 

An administrative assistant to Trans­
port;:ttion Secretary Roberts said he 
assumed the state will continue the 
arrange'ment which permits the con­
tractor to sell the coal but added that the 
matter "will be discussed when time 
comes for letting contracts." 

Another question will be raised. Perry 
White, Jr., general counsel for the 
Department of Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection, said he and 
Transportation Department attorneys 
will try to determine if the road con­
tractors recovering the coal will be 
required to have strip-mine permits.

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Maxey Flat Firm Says 
Report Killing Business 

Assistant ·State Librarian

The head of the company that runs the 
Maxey Flats nuclear-disposal site near 
Morehead last week charged that the 
federal and state governments have 
almost destroyed the company. 

James Neel, president of the Louis­
ville-based Nuclear Engineering Co., 
said a report from the federal En­
vironmental Protection Agency (EPA), 
which said the site posed a radiation 
hazard, is a "fraud on the public." 

The report, released last December, 
said geological formations in the Maxey 
Flats area make it possible for radiation 
to leak out. 

Nee! and other company officials 
contend that the site produces no 
radiation hazard to people living in the 
area .. 

But Dr. William Rowe, head of the 
EPA's office of radiation programs, said 
that there definitely is radiation material 
that has migrated "off site" from Maxey 
Flats. 

·He said that the report that Neel 
referred to was only the professional 
opinion of a staff member. 

He said Neel asked him to supress it 
but that he didn't because "you can't stop 
a professional paper." 

He said a professional paper must then 
be attacked or approved by other ex­
perts. Subsequently, EPA has found the 
report scientifically accurate, he said. 

Neel said that further EPA studies, 
which hav~n't been released, will bear 
out his safety contentions. 

But Rowe said he knows of no future 
EPA studies that will say that . 

Another EPA scientist, Dr. Daniel 
Montgomery, has said publicly that 
"potential (radiation) exposure level to 
residents is quite low." 

Neel said that since the December 
report his company has lost 95 per cent of 
its Maxey Flats-business. 

He charged that without the report the 
state would have never passed a tax that 
is so heavy that disposers of nuclear 
waste have started using sites outside of 
Kentucky. 

Neel further charged that several 
members of the Joint Congressional 
Committee on Atomic Energy have told 
him that Rowe released the report 
because he saw it as a way to draw at­
tention to his office and enlarge his 
budget. 

Neel declined to name any of the 
congressmen who relayed such in­
formation to him. 

Rowe said the charge is ridiculous. 
"If I wanted to raise the budget that's 

hardly the way I'd go about it," he said. 
Neel claimed that the report contained 

some 120 technical inaccuracies and 
more than 20 geological misstatements. 

He said that unless some changes are 
made in state law, his company will 
probably have to go out of business.
