‘Pirate’ Tapes
Seized by FBI
In Area Raids

More than 33,000 ‘'pirate' eight-track
stereo tapes were seized Saturday in
Floyd, Pike, Johnson, Martin and Perry
counties when Federal Bureau of In-
vestigation agents staged simultaneous
raids on retailers of such tapes across
Kentucky. «

Stanley Czarnecki, special FBI agent
in charge in Kentucky, said that about 22
Eastern Kentucky retailers were visited
Saturday.  He added that nione was
arrested but that all were warned of the
illegality of retailing such recordings. He
sald each violation will be presented to
the U.S. attorney for possible further
aclion.

The penalties for a [irst-offense
violation include a maximum fine of
$25,000, or a one-year prison term, or
both, and that the second offense carries
a doubled maximum fine and im-
prisonment.

The raids by the FBI, he said, were a
part of a continuing investigation toward
enforcement of federal statutes per-
taining to pirate tape manufacturers.
The special agent explained that the sale
of pirate tapes is in violation of Title 17,
U.S. Code, Section 104 which concerns
wilful infringement of copyrighted sound
recordings for profit.

Kentucky FBI agents were assisted in
the sweeping raids by specially trained
agents from other states as well as by
investigators of the Recording Industry
Association of America.

Most Area Counties
Allotted One Judge

Floyd county, which had not expected
or sought any more, will have one distriet
judge, the judicial bill enacted by the
special session of the General Assembly
last week provides.

In all, 113 judges were assigned to the
state’s district courts which will replace
with legally trained judges all county
judges, magistrates and police judges as
trial officials,

The district court system will go into
effect Jan. 1, 1978, and judges to fill the
113 posts will be elected next November.
It is not known how many commissioners
will be assigned to each court. In some
cases, there may be none. Governor
Carroll said last week that some judges
will not have enough work to’keep them
busy.

The annual salary of district judges
was set at $27,500. The General Assembly
budgeted about $11 million to operate the
district courts for the first six months.

One judge was provided for each of
these districts:

‘The 36th (Knott and Magoffin coun-
ties), the 24th (Johnson, Martin and
Lawrence counties), and the 37th
(Carter, Elliott and Morgan counties).

Pike and Boyd counties were allotted
two judges each.

Governor Carroll, who had opened the
special session with an appeal for fiscal
caution in implementing the Judieial
Amendment, said of the legislators’ work
which ended with adjournment Saturday
night:

“I am convinced that the legislature
has done the best job possible in
analyzing the needs of our judicial
system within th context of total
demands on the budget, and in arriving at
budgetary deciaions which, on one hand,
provide adequate funding for the judicial
branch, and yet, on the other hand, fully
respect the ability of Kentucky's tax-
payers to support all needed services.”

Lake Damage Report
Is Yet Months Away

Although considerable data has been
collected as part of a federal Section 218
study of Dewey Reservoir, area sports-
men and other concerned citizens who
have waited for two years on some sort of
concrete statement regarding the extent
of environmental damage to the lake will
apparently remain in suspense for a few
more months.

Four members of the U.S, Geological
Survey's Water Resource Division who
are presently engaged in a joint water
quality study of Dewey and Fishtrap
reservoirs, would not offer any sort of
commenton preliminary findings of their
research, saying that conclusions must
await publication of the US.G.S"s 144

The U.S.G.S personnel, working with
Army Corps of Engineers officials, are
deriving much of their information
concerning sedimentation and general
water quality from pumping samplers,
sophisticated water monitoring devices
which automatically take samples from
stream waters for later lab analysis.

“If, for example, the level of a stream
is rising,” a U.S.G.S. spokesman said,
‘the pumping sampler will take a new
sample for every one-tenth inch of rise
and isolate that sample.”” In this way, he
explained, increases in suspended
sediment in stream water could be
detected and charted.

One of a number of pump samplers
which are located in the Big Sandy river
drainage is located at Meta (Pike

county) on Johns’s Creek, the stream
which forms Dewey Lake. It is this
monitoring station which will provide
some of the most significant information
concerning the effect that mining on
upper John’s Creek is having on the
reservoir,

Dean Murray, resource manager for
Dewey Reservoir, said the Corps of
Engineers will schedule a public hearing
on the 216 study as soon as results of the

project have been made final.

A spokesman for the Kentucky
Department of Transportation said Tues-
day that it will be represented at the
March meeting of the Appalachian
Regional Commission and that at that
time ‘it will ask ARC to include the
Prestonsburg-Paintsville sector of US 23
in its plans for four-lane construction.«

At the same time State Senator Jim
Hammond announced that Governor
Carroll has, at his request, directed
Transportation Seeretary John Roberts
to make a needs study looking toward the
possibility of rebuilding KY 40 from a
point between Prestonsburg and Paints-
ville through Martin county and on to
South Williamson.

Senator Hammond said the study will
be for a four-lane highway and that its
addition to US 23 and new KY 80, which is
planned for early construction, would
link the Kentucky, Big Sandy and Tug
River valleys in a highway network. As a
coal-haul road, he said, the state’s
portion of its funding would be made
through bonds backed by coal severance
tax funds without the need of further
legislation,

Detailing his information on the
proposed KY 40, Hammond said it would
probably parallel the present K'Y 40 from
a point south of Paintsville into Martin
county, bypassing Inez by providing an
access road to the Martin county-seat.

He said a new KY 40 could become a
part of the Appalachian Highway System

Housing Market
Study for David
Shows Shortage

Commonwealth Propertly
Management, Lexington-based research
firm, in a housing market study made for
the town of David said last week that
some 1600 housing units will be needed in
Floyd county between next year and 1980~

Preliminary findings of the study in-
dicated, the firm reported, that if David
is able to pick up only 5 per cent of this
projected demand, the David Com-
munity Development Corporation could
market between 80 and 100 housing units
within the next four years.

The consultants stressed the peint that
efforts to improve David visually are as
important as the providing of services
such as water and sewerage, two ser-
vices which now ‘‘are in the works."

The study report also said it was in-
dicated that roughly 80 per cent of he
population in the four counties of the
study are—Floyd, Johnson, Pike and
Magoffin—fails of having sufficient in-
come to handle conventional mortgage
finaneing in acquiring sites and building
homes. For that reason the consultants
recommended heavy use of government
subsidy programs to bring down the cost
of sites and to be able to provide low-
interest loans to buyers.

The study,K was paid for through a
planning grant made by the Appalachian
Regional Commission to the David
Community Development Corporation.

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Nelson’s Widow
Asks $1 Million
Of Med Center

Martha Nelson, administrator of the
estate of her late husband, Jeff Nelson,
Jr., who died last March of a stab wound,
filed suit in circuit court here Tuesday
against Highlands Medical Center,
asking a total of $1 million damages.

(Charged with the Nelson death, his
son-in-law, Richard Franklin Spencer,
recently pleaded guilty to a reckless
homicide charge and was sentenced to a
five-year pen term.)

Mrs. Nelson alleges that when her
husband was taken to the hospital the
defendant through its agents and em-
ployees undertook to render medical
treatment and that it was rendered in a
‘‘negligent and improper manner,”
resulting in his death. Half of the total
sought was asked for loss of decedent’s
earning power and funeral and medical
expenses. The remainder is asked for
punitive damages.

In another circuit court action Floyd B.
Allen sued May Enterprises of Allen,
claiming it had mined coal from land
which he owns on Prater Fork of Brush
Creek without a lease. Plaintiff listed the
property as a one-fourth undivided in-
terest in a 25.12-acre tract, and he asked
$15,000 for the coal mined, plus $10,000
punitive damages. He also asked that the
master commissioner determine how
much coal was mined and its value at the
tipple at the time it was mined.

(Reports of damage suits represent
only the plaintiffs’ side of such cases.)

No Written Reports
Required if Mishaps
Probed by Officer

Frankfort, Ky.—Beginning Jan. 1,
drivers involved in an automobile ac-
cident will no longer be required to file a
written report in Frankfort if the ac-
cident is investigated by a law en-
forcement officer.

If the accident is not investigated, then
the responsibility for a written report
within 10 days remains with the vehicle
operators.

In the past, when an accident was
investigated, the officer and the
operators were required to report it to
Frankfort.

Under the new statute instead of three
reports being the minimum number
filed, only one is required from the in-
vestigating officer. The operators are not
released from filing, though, if the ac-
cident is not investigated.

Capt. Dave Finch of the Kentucky
State Police said the change simply
‘‘allows the officer’s report to suffice for
the three required in the past,"” therefore
cutting down on paperwork.

The new forms will be available after
Jan. 1.

Kentucky editors last week received from Governor Carroll a
letter urging them to help draw public attention to the great need
for the practice of highway safety. Itis aimed in particular at the
needless tragedies that occur at the Christmas season, the joy of
which should not be marred by sadness created by man’s own

folly.

But the need for careful, sensible operation of motor vehicles is
not confined te any day or period, and the Governor, of course,
recognizes that. He points out, for instance, that ‘‘the 55-mile-
an-hour speed limit is a proven lifesaver.”

We are not blaming Governor Carroll for it, but there ap-
parently is a wide divergence of official thinking at Frankfort on
the subject. A few days before the governor’s letter to news-
papers was mailed, the House passed a bill which would permit
any Kentucky driver to drive at 70 miles an hour, or faster, and,
if caught, not suffer the loss of any points.

Thus one house of the Legislature has spoken at a time when
others are pleading for safety and when the nation faces higher
fuel costs and moves along, from day to day. under the threat of

economy-wrecking oil crises.

If the Senate approves this House measure, we will confidently
expect the governor, in the name of consistency and com-

monsense, fo veto it.

How To Get More Use
From Courthouse, Stickers

It now appears that in all future
county, statewide and national elections
Floyd county voters can expect to see
political stickers for only one political
party in their courthouse, a public
building constructed with taxpayers’
money and supposed to serve all persons,
regardless of political belief.

The fiscal court of Floyd county could
order an immediate total ban on political
advertising in the courthouse, but it now
seems unwilling to do so. Until the fiscal
court finds the needed courage to end this
one-sided practice would the proper
officials please consider the following
suggestions on how to make more ef-
fective use of their political stickers in
the courthouse?— .

Med Center Begins New Program

Under New Court System

Frankfort, Ky.—A bill providing for a
county judge-executive starting next
year has been passed by the Senate and
House and sent to the Governor for his
signature,

The legislation is necessary because of
the state's new court system, which will
take all judicial functions from county
judges. The county judge portion of the
new litle is necessary because the state
Constitution provides for a county judge
in each of the 120 counties.

County judges retain the ad-
ministrative aspects of their office, but
will not be able to hold court as in the
past.

Senate Bill 18 provides that county
judges, and justices of the peace,
magistrates or commissioners who serve
on fiscal courts will not receive com-
pensation less than that received in 1976,
The provisions insures that the officials
will not have their pay reduced during
their terms of office. However, salaries
are subject to change in 1978 with fiscal
courts retaining the power to set the
salaries.

Under the bill, county judges still will
receive an annual expense allowance of
$3,600 except in urban-county govern-
ments.

The House also passed Senate Bill 16, a
so-called housekeeping measure, which
requires arrangement of a judicial ballot

for candidates for judge of the Court of
Appeals and circuit judge.

After several hours of debate, the
House also passed Senate Bill 12 which
provides for sewer needs in Jefferson
County. The vote was 61-22.

Tax Exemption
Debate Heated

Frankfort, Ky.—Senate Bill 6 drew
heated debate in the House today, as it
did in the Senate.

It passed the House 83-7. .

The legislation was designed to clarify
a sales tax exemption for coal processing
machinery, an exemption the Depart-
ment of Revenue has granted by
regulation since 1960.

Coal processing machinery was not
specifically included in the 1960 statute
and the exemption became an issue
because of recent court cases.

Rep. C. M. '‘Hank" Hancock (D-
Frankfort) opposed the hill on the
grounds that it would extend existing
regulations.

“Even a 2x4 could come under this
bill,”” he said, adding that saws, welders
and hammers are tools of the con-
struction industry. '

He was joined in his argument by Rep.
Louis DeFalaise (R-Fort Mitchell) who
said, “‘you're opening a major loophole.
You're taking taxes off the businesses
and putting them on people.”

Supporters of the bill, including
Democratic Floor Leader Bobby
Richardson (D-Glasgow), argued that
the bill is necessary to attract industry to
Kentucky.

““The bill as written would still attract
industry. The exemption for manufac-
turing equipment will still exist,”
Hancock said.

The bill now goes to Gov. Carroll.

The House also passed a Senate Joint
Resolution to establish a 17-member
County Statute Revision Commission.

The commission would study and
review laws pertaining to counties with
the goal of making such laws uniform,.

The resolution, prompted by judicial
reform, calls for an appropriation of
$75,000 for both 1976-'77 and 1977-
'78.

House members agreed on the
necessity of uniform laws, but disagreed
on whether a commission was necessary.
Several members pointed out that
legislative committees already exist for
such a purpose and that the expenditure
is not in line with the conservative fiscal
position urged by Gov. Julian Carroll.

The resolution, passed earlier by the
Senate, cleared the House.

Circuit Clerks

Get Pay Raises,

Starting in *78

Circuit clerks of the state may have
some gripes about their varied duties but
the new salary schedule adopted at the
recent special legislative session is a
more pleasant matter,

The new maximum salary the new law

‘permits for the Floyd circuit clerk,

beginning with the calendar year 1978,
for instance, will be $22,000.

At this time the maximum pay for any
circuit clerk is $16,000 a year.

The new salary schedule, fixed by way
of compromise between the House and
Senate, calls for circuit clerks to be paid
a maximum of $9,000 in counties with
populations up to 4,000;- $14,000 in
counties of 5,000 to 9,999; $17,000 in
counties of 10,000 to 14,999; $19,000 in
counties of 15,000 to 19,999; $20,000 in
counties of 20,000 to 29,999; $21,000 in
counties of 30,000 to 39,999: $22.000 in
counties of 40,000 to 99,999: $22.500 in
counties of 100,000 to 499,999 and %25,000
in counties with populations of 500,000 or
more.

Based on population data supplied by
the Legislative Research Commission,
the maximum that could be paid to
circuit clerks in other counties of this
area would be:

Boyd—$22,000;
Elliott—$14,000;
Johnson—$20,000;
Lewis—$17,000;
Martin—%$17,000;
Rowan—$19,000.

The bill also establishes a formula by
which the state judicial pay system will
determine increases due clerks until they
reach the maximum established in the
bill.

Recently, the 109th “‘birthday’’ of the church was celebrated
during the regular service. An overflow crowd attended, and the meeting was so
successful that the services were extended for another week.

of Artists and Craftsmen, ‘‘Kentucky's
crafts reputation in the nation cannot be
over-emphasized, In some cases Ken-
tucky craftsmen are even known in-
ternatignally.” And the best place to shop
for Kentucky-made crafts is in Ken-
tucky's State Parks.

The reason for Kentucky's fine
reputation in the field was demonstrated
in early December with a three-day
meeting of Kentucky State Parks gift
shop operators with artists and crafts-
men from all over the state. The meeting,
held at Barren River Lake State Resort
Park, was one of several opportunities
the gift shop managers have to view and
order Kentucky crafts, prints and books.

Holidays—Time of Danger

By JANE HILLARD

If the statistics hold up, you have a
somewhat greater chance of having a
fatal automobile accident during the two
long holidays week-ends coming up than
you had last Christmas and New Year.

Figures from the Office of Highway
Safety indicate that fatalities have edged
up the last three months over the com-
paratively good record we held through
summer.

And last year, the Wednesday 6 p.m.—
Sunday midnight week-ends (Dec. 24-28
and Dec. 31-Jan. 4) brought 21 highway
deaths in Kentucky,

That doesn't mean that we have to
expect 21 deaths during the holidays this
year, says state Transportation
Secretary John C. Roberts, who hopes
that the upward trend won’t hold.

"‘Until mid-summer, fate seemed to be
smiling on Kentuckians. While the
number of accidents was not decreasing,
fewer deaths were occurring on Ken-
tucky highways than in the previous
year," Roberts reports,

“Then we had some bad week-end
crashes and, overnight, the figures began
to mount.”

A glance at the statistics shows that the
record low accidents sustained in the
first year of the lowered speed limit
(1974) has been inching back up. As
average speeds creep a bit higher, the
accident rate begins to climb, also.

And as accidents mount, so do the
fatalities.

“Our aim is accident prevention, not
after-the-fact reporting,” says KYDOT's
Transportation Safety Coordinator
Bennie R. Maffet, whose agency is
charged with finding ways to make
Kentueky's highways safer through
engineering, education and enforcement.

“But,"” Maffet adds, *‘it's part of our
duty to let the general driving public
know the facts,”” He agrees with
Secretary Roberts who says, ‘‘we're not
playing games with numbers. Everyone
of those deaths was tragic, with families
left to mourn—sometimes in strait-
ened circumstances,"

As this year nears its close, the facts of
the rising traffic tolls can be pretty in-
structive. To know the risks is to take
action that will avoid them.

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Health Care Bill
For Public Employes

Frankfort, Ky.—Licensed Health
Maintenance Organizations (HMO) may
be offered as an alternative to hos-
pitalization insurance to state, county
and municipal employes if a bill passed
by the state Senate today becomes law.

House Bill 15 would require offering the
HMO coverage to public employes if it is
federally approved. Currently only one
such clinic exists in the state, Health
Care of Louisville.

State-approved HMOs may be offered
to public emploves, according to an
amendment attached to the bill by Sen.
John Lackey, who spoke for the passage
of the bill.

Lackey indicated that the health care
option is mandated by federal law at the
risk of losing federal HEW funds if the
act does not pass

If HMO coverage is more costly than
health insurance already offered by the
state, county or city employer, the bill
would require the employe to pay the
difference.

Rh BLOOD DISEASE in babies can be
prevented by ‘‘vaccinating’' the mother,
says the March of Dimes. Although the
vaccine was developed eight years ago,
one in five mothers who needs it still is
not getting it, according to Government
statistics. The voluntary healthy agency
encourages public health education
about the importance of the vaccine.

SANTA CLAUS was on hand at the Christmas Parade in Allen,
Saturday. The parade was sponsored by the Allen Wumens Club.

NUTRITIOUS FOOD for mothers
during pregnancy is important not only
to her but to her unborn baby, says the
March of Dimes. Malnourished mothers
risk giving birth to infants who are un-
derdeveloped mentally and physically. A
sound diet is an important part of
prenatal care, according to the voluntary
health agency.

Harbor Wrong Ideas
About Humane Soc.

John Burke, Jr., president of the Floyd
County Humane Society, said this week
thal he has learned that many county
residents are confused in regard fo the
objectives of the humane society and, in
certain cases, view the organization’s
aims with outright suspicion.

“We'veworked hard to get this going,”
Burke said, '‘and now we find out that
people think we're against hunting and
are going to take their guns away from
them.”

“It's ridiculous,” Burke said. “‘All we
want to do is help alleviate the stray dog
and cat problem and provide a facility
where abandoned or injured animals can
be accomodated."

“We're concerned only with
domesticated animals—dogs, cats, and
maybe an occasional farm animal which
has been injured or abused,” Burke
pointed out, ‘*We have no authority to tell
people to hunt or not to hunt, much less
take away their guns,’ he added.

Burke said response to the humane
society and animal shelter in the county
had been disappointing and he hoped that
clearing up the misconceptions might
encourage more people to support the
society’s goals.

The society is fully funded and has
purchased a site for the construction of
an animal shelter on Middle Creek.

New Geogolical Maps for Area

Counties Are Now Available

Eight new geologic maps
covering portions of Eastern,
Central, and Western Ken-
tucky have just been
published, according to Dr.
Wallace W. Hagan, state
geologist and director of the
Kentucky Geological Survey
at the University of Ken-
tucky.

The new Eastern Kentucky
geologic maps are of the
Coopersville gquadrangle,
covering parts of Wayne and
McCreary counties; Kite
quadrangle, covering parts of
Knott, Letcher, and Floyd
counties; Roxanna gquad-
rangle, covering parts of
Letcher and Harlan counties,
and Savage and part of
Moodyville quadrangies,
covering parts of Clinton and
Wayne counties.

The maps were prepared as
part of the joint program

between the Kentucky and
U.S8. pgeological surveys.
Each map covers an area of
approximately 59 square
miles. They are colored and
printed on single sheets
containing diagrams, ex-
planations, structural in-
formation, and brief
discussions of potential
mineral wealth,

A raven [lying over the cold
Judean hills was said to be the first bird
to learn of what was going on in the
stable. A rooster reportedly first
proclaimed the blessed event. A little
Jenny wren brought soft moss and
feathers to make more comfortable the
bed upon which the Christ child lay, and
extremely solicitous and kindly cows
warmed the newborn babe with their
breath.

“Truthfully,’ says Allen, a school
principal in the Russell Independent
School system, ‘““when those counties
come for something, I listen.”

Baker, who goes back "‘every month or
two" to visit his mother and brother,
thinks the close ties to the area can't but
help Hammond's district when the Louis-
ville senator considers legislation af-
fecting it. Baker, 38, is also an attorney,

In addition, Allen says, his relationship
with Sen. Hammond goes back to his own
high school days when he took some
courses at the Breckinridge Training
School at Morehead State University
while working on a master’s degree.

Hughes, Allensays, has a brother “‘who
married a cousin of mine,” drawing the
circle of senators even closer.

And Baker, who graduated from
Hazard High School in 1955, said he
“'knew of Lowell'” before he became a
senator, The Louisvillian said he decided
to stay in Jefferson county after
graduating from the University of Louis-
ville Law School.

Deskins Bill Would Retain

Says Voc. Ed Changes
May Save Millions

Frankfort, Ky.—The state Commission
for Postsecondary Education today
began considering its staff's recom-
mendations, which Dr. Lyman Ginger
said could end duplication of services and
save the state millions of dollars.

The recommendations, the result of
some 9,000 man-hours of research, advise
creation of a state board of occupational
education, a government department of
occupational education and transferring
four bureaus from other departments.

The four bureaus which would be
subject to transfer are Manpower Ser-
vices in the Department for Human
Resources, Adult Basic Education,
Vocational Rehabilitation and Vocational
Education, all in the Department of
Education.

Ginger, the staff's executive director,
said the staff had studied vocational and
postsecondary education programs in
several states, and that the recom-
mendations were based largely on what
they found in Virginia and Oklahoma. He
said those were ‘‘the ones that seemed to
fit what we already have.”

Ginger, a former state superintendent
of public instruction, called for
restructuring of priorities by turning
away from the idea of using money for
new buildings, instead allocating smaller
amounts to renovate and enlarge present
facilities and hiring more personnel,
Occupational education centers should
also consider double shifts, one in the
morning and another later in the day.

Roberts Warns That Inflation,
Tight Budget Threatens Roads

Frankfort, Ky. (Dec. 14,
1976)—The state's trans-
portation programs are in
danger of falling on financial
hard times unless steps are
taken soon to counter the ill
effects of a tight budget
worsened by inflation.

State Transportation
Secretary John C. Roberts
offered that warning here
recently at a meeting of the
Highway Users Federation,
along with a statement of
what he believes those steps
ought to be.

Atthe top of the secretary’s
list was a proposal, first
suggested by him before a
state budget hearing held
nearly one year ago, that the
General Assembly should
consider changing the
method of computing the
amount of gasoline tax paid
into the road fund.

Currently, the road fund

gets 11 cents of the tax
collected on each gallon sold
to the operators of trucks
with three or more axles. An
additional nine cents comes
from gasoline sold to all
other vehicle operators.

Roberts said he would like
to see that formula changed
to provide that the road fund
receive a percentage tax on
every gallon of gasoline
sold—not at the pump, but at
the wholesale level.

“Under that formula, our
road fund revenues would
increase in direct proportion
to the escalating price of
gasoline,"” Roberts said.

The Highway Users also
were told that although
Roberts has discussed his
proposal with Gov. Julian
Carroll, the governor has not
“said yes or no.”

“I am speaking for John
Roberts,"" the secretary said,
“not for the governor.™

The next effect, he ex-
plained in an interview af-
terward, would afford the
state’'s road construction
program better protection
against the inroads of in-
flation and the possibility of
dwindling gasoline con-
sumption.

Roberts said that the ef-
fects of inflation on the road
and bridge building program
are especially severe now tha
the department is operating
under a reduced budget.
Under the current biennial
budget (1976-'78), con-
struction spending was cut by
about $13 million for each of
those two fiscal years.

“It would appear to me,”
said Roberts, ‘‘that the
legislature would jump on
this (the percentage tax) as a
way of solving an age-old
problem that they are going
to have to address sooner or
later, anyway.”

While Kentucky is in a little
better shape than most
states, he said, “It’s going to
happen—certainly, within my
lifetime—that we are going to
have to raise the gasoline tax
or do without."”

A second recommendation
made by Roberts before the
Highway Users
Federation would, if adopted
by the General Assembly,
shift the burden of paying the
Kentucky Turnpike Authority
rent for the state’s toll roads
from the road fund to the
general fund.

Currently, those rents
amount to about $54 million
annually, of which only about
$10 million is covered by toll
collections.

“‘Since those roads were
built as developmental
roads—that is, built to
develop the economy of a
particular region,” Roberts
said, “‘the rent should come
out of the general fund.”

Roberts also raised the
possibility of getting
legislation that would bring to
Kentucky’s road fund a share
of the federal moor fuels tax,
if a proposal made last year
by President Gerald R. Ford
to reduce the amount of
federal highway trust monies
being made available to the
states for construction goes
through.

Under Ford’s proposal, the
states would lose one to two
cents of the four cents now
being collected in federal tax
on the sale of motor fuels and
funneled back to the states in
the form of matching con-
struction funds.

“I don’t think they will do
it,”" Roberts said. “‘In fact, I
hope they won't. But, if they
do, we need to take steps to
collect that one or two cents
per gallon for the Kentucky
road fund instead of seeing it
revert to the Federal General
Fund, as proposed.”

If they reduce the federal
per-gallon tax by one or two
cents, then Kentucky ought to
increase its tax by a like
amount, he said.

Roberts also asked the
Highway Users Federation to
consider whether it might not
be available to do away with

‘the road fund entirely, and

replace it with a surface
transportation fund.

The secretary first raised
the idea of creating a surface
transportation fund during a
November interview with the
Kentucky Post in which he
said that such a fund would
provide, not only for high-
ways and bridges, but all

systems on which people rely
to move from place to place.

He said the unpredictable
fuel supplies and pollution
make it wise to consider the
use of tax money for public
transportation which is
generally a more efficient use
of fuel than the automobile.

“These days,” he told the
Post, “you don’t find any
public transportation that is
self-supporting. Somebody’s
got to pick up the tab, And if
you don’t have ecity and
county governments in the
shape to subsidize it, then
obviously the next place to
look is the state.”

Roberts told the Highway
Users Federation that such a
plan would work to the
benefit of both highways and
publie transportation and, at
the same time, could create
more revenue.

It would not reduce
the number of dollars need-
ed for road and bridge con-
struction, he said. “The cost
of public transportation is
peanuts compared to building
highways.”

Kentucky's deer hunters had a good
opening week-end, according to
preliminary 'results tallied by the
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources.

A check with the department’s nine
regional directors across the state shows
that 1,400 deer were taken Dec. 4 and 5,
the first two days of the five-day gun deer
season. This is almost double last year’s
tally, when 798 deer were taken during
the first two days of the season.

To some extent, the increase can be
credited to the weather. Last year, heavy
rains and cold temperatures deterred
many hunters, while sunny skies and
moderate temperatures this opening
week-end offered hunters good con-
ditions.

The regional directors also feel that the
deer population is up over most of the
state. Of Kentucky’s nine wildlife
districts, only one, the seventh in Eastern
Kentucky, showed a decrease in deer
population. The second distriet in the
west-central part of the state ex-
perienced a 40 per cent increase over last
year, according to Regional Director
Wayne Riley, Bowling Green.

The state's conservation officers
checked 7,941 deer hunters during the
opening week-end. This figure is also up
from last year, when 6,246 were checked,
The COs made 291 arrests for deer
hunting violations.

With the new check procedure in
operation, the total figures for the five-
day season should be available shortly
after the Dec. B closing date. Hunters
who took deer during the gun season
were required to have the deer checked,
either by a conservation officer or at one
of the check stations established in all
counties open for deer hunting.

"Joe Bruna, director of game
management for fish and wildlife, ex-
pects that the check station system will
become a permanent feature in future
years, since it provides a much quicker

, and more accurate account of the total
deer harvest than the post-season survey
used in the past.

Bruna also feels that zone
management, ‘with regulations tailored
to specific countiesl, will become more
prevalent in future years, but final
decisions will have to await study of this
season’s zone system, which permitted
hunting for either sex deer on opening
day in five counties and a three-county
area where either bucks or does could be
taken during the entire season.

For those hunters who were not suc-
cessful during the statewide season,
there are still opportunities to take a deer
in Kentucky. The bow season will re-open
Dec. 18 and run through Dec. 31, and gun
hunting will be permitted at the Ft.
Campbell hunts, Call the post (502-798-
3293) for details and requirements.

And then, for those of us who won’t
bring home the venison this season
there’s always next year, and the hope
for that magic moment when we’ll be in
the right place at the right time when
that 12-point buck suddenly shows up out
of the woods.

A supermarket employee asks: ‘‘Is
radiation therapy only a ‘last ditch' form
of treatment for cancer”?

ANSWER line: No. Radiation therapy
is one of the useful tools that medicine
has to control cancer, a tool that can be
used in many ways. It can be the sole
means of treatment; it can be used as pre
or post-operative therapy to increase the
effectiveness of surgery; it can be
meaningfully combined with chemo-
therapy; it can be used to reduce pain,
bleeding, or the pressure that a tumor
can put on vital organs. In today’s cancer
treatment, radiation therapy is tailored
to each patient’s condition and needs for
maximum individual benefit,

Seeks To Ban
‘Messenger’ Bets

Frankfort, Ky.—Gov. Julian Carroll
amended his call of the General
Assembly special session to include a
proposal to outlaw ‘‘messenger betting’’
in Kentucky.

] am deeply concerned,” Gov. Carroll
said, that the system taking bets to the
race tracks by messenger “‘could clearly
contribute . . . to illicit activities” of
organized crime.

Gov. Carroll noted that the betting
system which has arisen in Louisville is
similar to systems in New Jersey,
Delaware and Ontario, Canada. The
governments in these states “have at-
tempted to prevent this type of activily
through the courts and have failed,” he |
said.

The Governor said that in the opinion of
Louisville Commonwealth Attorney
David Armstrong, Kentucky penal law
‘“does not now preclude this operation.”

Gov. Carroll said he planned to have
legislation on the betting system in-
troduced later in the day.

On the no-fault auto insurance issue,
Gov. Carroll said he felt sufficient time
had not been given the plan to see
whether it is a success. He said it would
be considered by interim legislative
committees between:the special session
and the 1978 General Assembly.

On the issue of the judicial article, Gov.
Carroll estimated that the number of
district judges will be between 112 and
123. He said initial salaries of around
$27,500 for the judges would be
reasonable.

The Governor also said he had met
with officials of the Tappan Appliance
plant of Murray because “I was alarmed
by reports that Tappan had planned to
leave Kentucky, explaining that the
plant’s work force had been on strike
since June, 1975. Gov. Carroll said he
assured the company’s officials that
everything his office could do to help
prevent the firm’s leaving the state
would be done.

MOSCOW—Plans for a series of Soviet
missile tests in the Pacific Ocean, the
third in the past two weeks, were an-
nounced Friday by the official Soviet
news agency Tass.

ANSWER line: For some time now,
scientists and environmentalists have
been concerned that the fluorocarbons
used to activate such sprays may be
gatherin in the atmosphere to such an
extent that it may threaten the protective
ozone layer which keeps many of the
sun's damaging ultraviolet rays from
reaching earth. These are the rays that
cause skin cancer. In September, the
National Academy of Sciences issued a
report that recommended within two
years, establishment of new regulations
regarding the use of aerosol sprays.
During the two-year ‘‘waiting period,”
scientific teams in many nations are
carefully observing the stratosphere
using rockets and satellites for a better
understanding of just what is happening.

A woman writes: ‘I am 40 years old,
and I am concerned because both my
grandmother and my mother developed
breast cancer when they were in their
50's. I had planned to have breast x-rays
this year but I don't know what to do
because there have been a lot of news
stories saying that women of my age
should not have mammography—that
it’s dangerous. What should I do?"”

ANSWER line: There is some question
about the value of doing routine mam-
mographic screening for breast cancer
among women under 50. However,
because of your family history, it is
extremely important for you to both be
under a physician’s care and to have
mammography if recommended. You
are at slightly higher risk of developing
breast cancer—but that, of course, does
not mean that you actually will. Mam-
mography is an excellent way to find the
disease early when it is highly.curable.
You are wise to want to protect yourself,
and if you have any additional questions,
please contact your local American
Cancer Society Unit.

Five Days in January
Concerns Red Cross

Red Cross chapters in 52 counties in the
four-state regional blood program have
been advised there are five days in
January with no bloodmobile visits
scheduled. Red Cross officials at the Tri-
State Red Cross Blood Center, Hun-
tington, W. Va., expressed concern over
the matter.

Elizabeth Sizemore, director of donor
resources, said there are two blood-
mobile visits normally scheduled each
week-day. But there are no visils
scheduled for the third and fourth of
January and only one visit for the fifth of
the month. This could mean a blood
shortage by mid-January, Sizemore said.
Additional open days are the 20th and
3ist of the month.

Red Cross is dependent upon local
churches, schools, civic organizations
and businesses for their support in
sponsoring bloodmobile visits. Holiday
periods are difficult times for blood
collection. But, unfortunately, hospital
patients still require blood.

“We have contacted organizations in
many communities,” Miss Sizemore
explained, ‘‘but none have been able to
help us on the dates in January. We are
making a public appeal at this time for
any of the organizations to offer their
help."

Fort Gay Man Accused
Of Contracting Killings

(In The Ashland Daily Independent)

A rural Fort Gay, W. Va., man was
arrested Wednesday night by Kentucky
State Police and agents of the U.S.
Department of the Treasury, Bureau of
Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms on a
charge of criminal solicitation stemming
from a series of incidents in which he
contracted to have two Lawrence county
residents killed.

William Cook, 52, Rt. 1, Fort Gay, was
arrested outside a Louisa motel at 8:30
p.m. Wednesday by Det. Doug Asher,
other KSP officers and federal agents
following a meeting between Cook and an
undercover agent with ATF.

Collected in the case were a .30-.30
rifle, a box of ammunition for the rifle,
two 50-pound bags of quick lime, and 19
$100 bills and two $50 bills.

According to James L. Brown, resident
agent-in-charge of the Ashland ATF
office, Cook agreed to furnish the gun,
ammunition, and lime and to put up
$2,000 of the contracted amount of $2,500
for the two killings. Brown referred to the
$2,000 as “front money,"” a term used fo

Assembly Votes
‘No-Point’ Bill

Frankfort, Ky.—"A license for well-to-
do people and for trucking companies to
violate the law,” Sen. David Karem (D-
Louisville) said regarding an amend-
ment to House Bill 21, relating to traffic.

The bill, which was passed with the
amendment by the House Dec. 14, was
passed by a single vote Friday in the
Senate.

Sen. Walter Baker (D-Glasgow) noted
that the bill, charging a fine of up to $30
for going 70 miles per hour, would take
away the most effective penalty for
violating the law—penalty points. Under
current law, up to three points are
assessed for speeds over 55 miles per
hour. If motorists accumulate enough
points, they can lose their driver's
licenses.

On the other hand Sen. Richard
Weisenberger (D-Mayfield) said that
“anybody who passes me" when he is
going 70 miles per hour deserves points.
Otherwise, he said, they do not deserve
points.

Sen. Karem said that the amendment
would allow higher income people to
speed ‘‘for a nominal fee.” People to
whom $30 is a ‘''serious amount of
money'' would be affected the worst by
the bill, he said. He called the bill “‘one of
the most discriminatory pieces of
legislation that could be passed by this
body."

Sen. John Berry (D-New Castle) said
“the practical effect of this (bill) is te do
away with the speed limit."”” It “‘ignores
the energy and life saving aspects of the
current speed limit controls.

DRILLING HIGHEST IN 15 YEARS

TULSA—Drilling activity is the highest
in the United States in 15 years and the
pace is expected to continue well into
next year, the Oil and Gas Journal
reported yesterday. At the latest count,
1,855 rigs are in use, an increase of 84
over a year ago. It is the highest count
since January 1962 when 1,877 rigs were
drilling.

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Speakers at Boyd Ceremonies
Stress Coal-Based Fuel Needs

Breaking ground for the largest coal
conversion pilot plant ever planned in the
United States, federal officials last
Wednesday hailed the technology as a
major milestone toward creating a coal-
based synthetics fuels industry.

The coal-to-liquids plant, using a
proprietary process called H-Coal, will
be built and operated near Catlettsburg
at a cost of $178 million under a program
funded by the U.S. Energy Research and
Development Administration, the
Ashland 0il Company, the Com-
monwealth of Kentucky and members of
an industrial consortium.

Dr. Philip C. White, assistant ad-
ministrator for fossil energy, ERDA, told
the gathering that ‘‘the need for clean
liquids from coal has never before been
more critical. We depend on petroleum
and natural gas for 77 per cent of our
energy, even as our domestic production
of those fuels continues to decline, Today
we import about 45 percent of our oil and
natural gas needs, at a cost of about $35
billion a year, or $4 million an hour.”

Noting that synfuels industry would not
be just another way of using coal, Dr.
White said: ‘‘This country has a vast
investment and consumption technology
based on petroleum—millions of vehicles
and liguid fuels devices and equipment,
especially in the transportation market.
Our incentive to develop a synfuels in-
dustry is not only to use plentiful coal but
also to preserve that vast investment.”

He called the H-Coal process “‘one of
the more promising options for
developing liquid fuels from coal,”’ and
added: ‘‘We have already spent $10
million on equipment so that the pilot
plant can operate in an environmentally
acceptable way, and we plan to spend
about $50,000 a month to control ef-
fluents."

Dr. White noted that Ashland Synthetic
Fuels, Inc., a subsidiary of Ashland Oil,
has the prime contracts to build and
operate the plant, and Hydrocarbon
Research, Inec., under subcontract to
Ashland, will monitor the construction
and operation ‘‘so that we get data
suitable to design a commercial plant.”

In welcoming those attending the
ceremony earlier, Kentucky Governor
Julian Carroll said: -

“In coal conversion lies the real
remedy to the nation's energy crisis.
Coal conversion technology is far enough
along in the U.S. as exemplified by our
actions here today, to finally form the
basis for a national energy policy on
which industry and consumers alike can
rely.”

Other speakers, all introduced by
Robert Yancey, president of Ashland Oil,
included Kentucky Representative Carl
D. Perkins and Kentucky Senators
Wendell Ford and Walter (Dee) Hud-
dleston. kS :

“In doing so,”" Senator Ford said, ‘‘we
demonstrated to the rest of the country
that a cooperative venlure, with private
enterprise and the federal government,
was not only possible, but desirable. And,
ERDA's actions in helping to make this
particular project a reality both
acknowledge and endorse Kentucky's
initiative to help lead the way as this
country seeks to reduce its dependence
on foreign sources for oil.”

Congressman Perkins, longltime ad-
vocate of synthetic fuels from coal, said
he was deeply gratified in laking part in
the ceremony but was disappointed in
one thing . . . *'I wish we were dedicating
a commercial scale coal liquefaction
plant—instead of a demonstration
plant—because I think we are years
behind where we ought to be in synthetic
fuel production.’

The congressman noled that Kentucky
had won the plant in competition with two
other states, and added: 'l want to see
the day come—and come soon—when we
have these plants all over Eastern
Kentucky's coal areas, in addition to coal
gasification plants.”

The H-Coal process, developed by HRI,
a subsidiary of Dynalectron Corporation,
involves the direct addition of hydrogen
to coal slurry, which uses synthetic oil
made in the system. The plant is
designed to process up to 600 tons of high
sulfur coal a day, producing about
1,800 barrels of synthetic crude or fuel
oil, making it the largest coal liquefac-
tion pilot plant ever built in the U.S.

The schedule calls for operation of
the plant to begin September 1, 1978, and
completed on June 1, 1980.

Kentucky Afield

By JOHN WILSON

This article is written for you young
people who will receive your first “real™
gun this Christmas, whether it is a .22
rifle, a shotgun or an air rifle.

First, let me point out that you will not
be getting a toy. A gun, even a BB gun,
carries with it some serious obligations
and responsibilities. Your parents belive
that you are mature enough to take on
these responsibilities, or they would not
give you a gun for Christmas.

So right off the bat, you have an
obligation to your mom and dad, an
obligation not to disappoint them and a
responsibility to live up to their ex-
pectations of your developing maturity.

Your parents will probably make some
rules about when, where or how you can
use your new gun. They might insist, for
example, that you shoot only when there
is an adult with you. You should accept
these rules and obey them, Everyone
who uses ‘a gun must accept certain
rules, and you are no different. After a
while, when you prove to your parents tht
you know how to use your gun safely and
responsibly, some of the rules will very
likely be relaxed.

But not all of them. Every gun owner,
every shooter 'and every hunter, no
matter how old he is, has a rigid set of
rules which he imposes upon himself.
Some of these rules are for his own safety
and the safety of those around him, and
others are a part of the proud tradition of
the hunter, the sportsman and the con-
servationist.

The first set of rules you should learn
are the rules of safe gun handling. Learn
them now and follow them for the rest of
your life. These rules are followed by the
best hunters and marksmen, and anyone
who does not follow them is soon marked
as a person who does not know what he is
doing. If you don’t know what these rules
are, write to the address given below for
a copy of them,

The other rules which you will find that
all good hunters follow are the rules of
the sportsman. Some of these rules are in

written form and breaking them is a

violation of the law. These rules are, of
course, the game laws which are
designed to conserve our wildlife.

As a hunter, you are responsible for
knowing these laws and following them.
Good hunters are good conservationists,
and they obey these laws not because
they are afraid of getting caught, but
because they know'these laws are made
for their benefit,

If you hunt with your new gun, you will
need a hunting license, no matter what
your age is. The law requires that you
buy a license because, many years ago,
hunters and fishermen asked that they be
licensed, and that the moriey from these
licenses be used for fish and wildlife
programs. So the money you pay for your
license goes for wildlife law en-
forcement, for public education about
conservation, for scientific studies of
wild animals and fish and for buying land
for wildlife and for public hunting.

But in addition to buying his license
and obeying the game laws, the true
sportsman obeys another set of rules.
You probably won't find these rules

written down anywhere, nor will you be

arrested for breaking them. But they are
important nevertheless.

These are the rules of sportsmanship,
of the fair chase, of proper conduct while
you are afield. It is these rules, which
each man must impose upon himself and
follow himself, which separate the
sportsman and the true hunter from the
slob with a gun who hunts. As you gain
experience, you will develop your own
code, but I bet that, if you give it a little
thought right now, you already know
what good sportsmanship is.

Remember one more thing. You will

run into people who do not follow the
rules of safety, of conservation or of
sportsmanship. They might want you to
join them and they might tease you if you
don’t. So keep this in mind: There are a
lot of people less responsible, less mature
and less adult than you, and many of
them are walking around in grown up
bodies.

Senate Gives Unanimous
Approval To Deep-Mine
Safety Legislation

Frankfort, Ky.—Without dissent, the
Senate Friday passed and sent to the
House two bills that would set up a major
deep-mine safety program.

Sen. Ken Gibson, D-Madisonville, the
sponsor of the measures, said they were
motivated by ‘‘the Scotia disaster,” that
killed 26 men last March at a Letcher
County mine operated by the Scotia Coal
Co.

In passing the measures, Senate Bills 5
and 8, the Senate paused only to amend
them so they would become effective
when signed by the governor,

Major provisions of the bills include:

Establishment of a force of about 100
coal-mine safety analysts. The safety
analysts would have inspectors’ powers,

but their main job would be as
‘‘evaluator, teacher and instructor,”
Gibson said.

Training requirements for all un-
derground miners. New miners would
get 40 hours of state training, then serve
a 90-day apprenticeship. Miners assigned
to new jobs would get 20 hours of
training, and all miners would receive 8
hours’ retraining annually.

A reduction in required state-mine
inspections, from three per year to two.

A requirement that rescue teams be
within one hour’s drive of every mine.

Gibson, who headed a special mine-
safety commission appointed by the
governor in the wake of the Scotia
deaths, said statistics show more than
seven of 10 mining accidents are caused
by human error.

The commission, he said, found ‘“‘a
common thread . . . of lack of training
and experience” in all mining accidents.

Gibson estimated the cost to the state
of the two bills at about $2.3 million
through June 30, 1978.

The vote on both measures was 35 to 0.

Ky. Family Archieves Ready for Libraries -

Kentucky Family Archives. Volume
II1, is just off the Kentucky Department
of Library and Archives press,

“It may not be number one on the
nation’s best-seller list,” said Charles F.
Hinds, state librarian, “‘but it is a popular
resource used by genealogists.”

““The book represents a successful
documentation by counties of as many
Kentucky families as possible among the
earlier settlers,” said Hinds. Forms for
documenting the early families are
published by the State Department of
Library and Archives and are offered
free to the public through the local
libraries in the state.

This edition of Kentucky Family Ar-
chives contains genealogy reports from
42 Kentucky counties and will be placed
in the public county libraries and other
libraries served by the Kentucky
Department of Library and Archives.

Hinds explained that county librarians
are responsible for submitting the
completed forms to the State Library for
compilation. ‘‘However, the Kentucky

Department of Library and Archives
assumes no responsibility for the ac-
curacy of the information contained in
Kentucky Family Archives,’ said Hinds.
“We assume local genealogists working
through their county libraries attempt to
monitor the individual contributions,” he
said.

Kentucky Family Archives assists in
fulfilling the need of genealogical in-
formational materials in public county
libraries. “The interest is genealogy has
greatly increased in Kentucky during the
last several years,” said Hinds.

Hinds thinks the public county libraries
can become the depository—and many
are—for inventories of family cemeteries
in the county, maps of the county, logal
public records, and newspapers on
microfilm.

THE Salvation Army Captain in San Francisco

had resolved, in the December of 1891, to pro-
vide a free Christmas dinner to 1,000 poor persons.
But how would he pay for the food?

: As he went about his daily tasks, the question
stayed in his mind. Suddenly, his thoughts went
back to his days as a sailor in Liverpool, England.
On the Stage Landing he saw a large pot, called
“Simpson’s pot” into which charitable donations

On the next morning, he secured permission
from the authorities to place a similar pot at the
Oakland ferry landing, at the foot of Market Street.
No time was lost in securing the pot and placing
it in a conspicuous position, so that it could be seen
by all those going to and from the ferry boats. In
addition, a brass urn was placed on a stand in the
waiting room for the same purpose.

Thus, Captain Joseph McFee launched a tra-
dition that has spread not only throughout the
United States, but throughout the world.

By Christmas, 1895, the kettle was used in 30
Salvation Army Corps in various sections of the
West Coast area. The Sacramento Bee of that year
carried a description of the Army’s Christmas activ-
ities and mentioned the contributions to street
corner kettles. Shortly afterward, two young Sal-
vation Army officers who had been instrumental
in the original use of the kettle, William A. Mec-
Intyre and N. |. Lewis, were transferred to the
East. They took with them the idea of the Christ-

In 1897, MclIntyre prepared his Christmas plans
for Boston around the kettle, but his fellow officers
refused to cooperate for fear of “making specta-
cles of themselves.” So McIntyre, his wife and his

sister set up three kettles at the Washington Street
thoroughfare in the heart of the city. That year,
the kettles provided Christmas dinners for 150,000
of Boston’s needy.

In 1898, the New York Werld hailed The Sal-
vation Army kettles as “the newest and most novel
device for collecting money.” The newspaper also
observed, “There is a man in charge to see that
contributions are not stolen.”

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Frankfort, Ky.—A bill that would
result in a uniform system of traffic
citations passed the state Senate today,
but not before one section kindled
lengthly debate and produced the closest
vote thus far in that chamber.

The bill, House Bill 21, now goes to the
governor for his approval before
becoming law.

The controversy arose over Section 6 of
the bill. The section would retain the fine
but no longer assess penalty points for
speeding violations up to 70 miles per
hour on limited access highways.

An amendment that would have
deleted Section 6 and thus retained the
current penalty point schedule was
gaining approval by a 19-18 vote in the
Senate. Then Sen. Jim Hammond (D-
Prestonsburg) arrived. “I'm glad I made
it to the floor in time to help you out,” he
said, adding that most accidents occur on
two-lane roads. “The parkways are not
where the deaths come from,” he said
and cast a vote against the amendment,
for the proposed point schedule.

With the vote tied, Lt. Gov. Thelma
Stovall voted against the amendment.
Sen. John Berry (D-New Castle) then
asked for a ruling as to whether the bill,
with Section 6, was relevant to the
Governor's call of the special session.

Lt. Gov. Stovall ruled that the measure
was within the call, therefore could be
considered by the Senate. Sen. Berry
immediately appealed the decision and a
