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Board OK's 
Garage Bid 
Of $336,000 
Dana Firm To Build 
Structure at Garth; 
Chairman Honored 

The $336,000 bid of Akers & Akers, 
Dana contractors, for construction of a 
county school bus garage at Garth was 
accepted last Wednesday evening by the 
Floyd County Board of Education. 

No other bid was offered on the project. 
The contract provides for blacktop 
surfacing of the four-acre site of the 
garage as well as the construction work. 
The structure, approximating 80 by 100 
feet, will be of prefabricated metal. An 
outside wash bay also is included in the 
specifications. 

The bid opened last Wednesday is 
about the same figure asked for the work 
in earlier bidding. A contract was not 
awarded then, however, because the bid 
exceeded available capital outlay funds 
With the beginning of a new fiscal year at 
the end of next month, however, suf­
ficient funds will be at hand, it was ex­
plained. 

The Allen school bus garage now in use 
was flooded last year at considerable loss 
to the school system. The Garth location 
is above high water. 

During the board meeting John l\1. 
Stumbo, of Harold, board chairman, was 
surprised when Supt. Grigsby presented 
to him, on behalf of the superintendent 
and the Kentucky School Boards 
Association, a certificate in recognition 
of his long service as a board of education 
member.::\lr. Stumbo's 26-year tenure is 
among the longest in the state. 

The board approved the lease of ap· 
proximately seven acres of land adjacent 
to Betsy Layne High School from Mollie 
Boyd at a rental of $600 a year. The land 
will be used for football, track and other 
sports but is too narrow for a baseball 
field. The offer of Swartz & Co. to supply 
a diShwasher for the Osborne Elemen· 
tary School for $3,595 was accepted as 
lowest submitted 

The board designated Supt. Grigsby for 
a two-year term on the county Economic 
Aid board, reappointed Ray Brackett as 
treasurer of the board for two-years and 
W. W. Burchett as attorney for the next 
school year. The Bank Josephine's 
contract as depository for board funds 
was renewed for two years, beginning 
with the new fiscal year, July 1, and 
Linton & Co. was named to do the audit 
for the school system, next fiscal year. 

Other items of business transacted 
included employment of Juanita Cox as 
replacement for Lenice Manns, who 
resigned at Garrett Elementary; two

Officials Differ 
On Fiscal Effect 
Of Court System 

Officials of the five incorporated towns 
of Floyd county aren't agreed on the 
fiscal effects of the Judicial Act which 
eliminated their police courts, fines and 
court costs. The new law which diverts 
the caseload of all city courts to the 
district judge provid that th c! i 
affected shall be reimbursed by the state, 
the amount to represent the average 
each city received in fines, forfeitures 
and court costs over the last three years. 

Prestonsburg and Allen apparently are 
satisfied with the arrangement. Martin, 
Wayland, Wheelwright are not. 

"It's sure hurt us," Robert Webb, 
chairman of the Wayland board of 
trustees, said. "The revenues aren't up to 
what they were." 

He added' that the population of the 
town is in large part retired people, and 
the town doesn't collect enough property 
taxes to pay for street lighting. "We're 
going to have to raise property taxes in 
order just to survive," he said.

Anderson Council Renews . 
Change of Venue Effort 

In a strongly worded supplemental 
affidavit filed last Thursday Henry E. 
Hughes, Lexington attorney, counsel for 
th~ defense, continued his efforts to get 
the trial of Ralph Anderson, charged with 
murder in the slaying of Mack Lewis, 
transferred to another county. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley has not 
ruled on the new motion. 

Attorney Hughes' supplemental af­
fidavit said that he has directly and in­
directly been threatened with death if he 
participates in the trial of Anderson. He 
added that he has received four 
telephone calls threatening his life if he 
engages in Anderson's defense. 

Possibly the most sensational 
statement made by Hughes in his af-

fidavit alleged that Ex .Sheriff Joe W. 
Lewis, brother of Mack Lewis, "has not 
only threatened to kill defendant on the 
witness stand but has threatened to kill 
any attorney who represents or helps 
defendant in any way." 

The attorney said that the killing was 
"a strike-related incident," that hostility 
still exists and that it would be im­
possible for his client to get a fair trial in 
any coal-producing county in Eastern 
Kentucky. He cited a statute which, it is 
claimed, removes the requirement that 
change of venue be made to a contiguous 
county, and asked that the trial be held in 
one of six more distant counties: 
Madison, Clark, Fayette, Scott, 
Jessamine or Jefferson.

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Conn Death 
May Remain 
A Mystery 
State Prober Finds 
No Clue in Slaying 
At Strip Mine Site 

The April 29 gunshot slaying of mine 
guard Berton Conn is an airtight mystery 
that may defy solution, it was indicated 
this week. 

State Police Detective Keith Scott, who 
has led the investigation of the moun­
taintop murder, said Monday, ''There's 
nothing-not a clue." 

But the probe continues, Scott said. Its 
success may depend upon finding a 
witness who saw another person in the 
vicinity of the slaying on Saturday, the 
day althorities believe the shot was 
fired. 

Circumstances barring any easy 
solution of the mystery include these: 

Conn was alone at the time of his 
slaying. His body was not found till the 
following day, and in the meantime 
considerable rain had fallen, obliterating 
any tracks that might have been left by 
the slayer. Only a sliver of the bullet 
which killed him was recovered, and it is 
considered of nov alue for ballistics tests. 
And, if there is a known motive, officers 
aren't saying anything about it. 

Of one thing investigators are certain: 
Conn's death was murder, not suicide. 
His own weapon, unfired, was in his 
pocket. Nor was robbery a motive; $187 
was on his person. 

The nightwatchman's body was found 
lying behind his truck Coroner James J. 
Carter said he may have been dead as 
long as 15 hours when found.

If you're a pretty good shot with a 

flintlock rifle and would like to shoot 
competitively you might want to try out 
for the official state muzzle loading rlfle 
team this spring . 

The team will be composed of the 10 
marksmen scoring the highest averages 
in two separate tryouts, according to Bill 
Furnish, vice-president of the Kentucky 
Corps of Longriflemen, the sponsoring 
organization. Any flintlock shooter in 
Kentucky is welcome to participate, 
Furnish says. 

The first shoot will be May 13 and 14 at 
the Knob Creek Muzzleloader Range, 
located on Ky 44 about 1lf.! miles from the 
intersection of US 31 W in Bullitt county. 
The second shoot, scheduled for June 10 
and 11 , will take place at the Tollgate 
Range at Ft. Knox. Ask for directions to 
the range when you check into the Ft. 
Knox military post. 

Furnish emphasizes that shooters must 
participate in both the May and June 
shoots to make the team. However, it's 
only necessary to show up on one day of 
each shoot-either May 13 or May 14 and 
either June 10 or June 11. 

Those who make the team will par­
ticipate in at least two shooting matches, 
one in October at the Daniel Boone 
Festival in Barbourville and one with the 
Tennessee team at a time and place to be 
set in the future. 

At the tryouts, each shooter will shoot 
two targets at 50 yards and two at 25 
yards, firing five shots at each target. All 
shooting will be done offhand, and the 
flintlock rifles must be equipped with

open iron sights. Peep sights will not be 
allowed. 

Shooters are also expected to "load out 
of the pouch"-that is , to carry their 
powder, patches, bullets and other 
necessary equipment with them to the 
firing line in pouches, frontier style. 

There is also a "renegade" team 
comprised of the second highest 10 
shooters. This team, Furnish says, also 
participates in the competitive shoots 
and sometimes wins over the first team, 
so close is the quality of the shooters. 

Those who make the team also become 
members of the Kentucky Corps of 
Longriflemen, an organization which 
grew out of a series of competitive shoots 
with Pennsylvania to settle a friendly 
dispute over whether the flintrock rifle 
should be called the "Kentucky" rifle or 
the "Pennsylvania" rifle. "The fact that 
nobody talks about a Pennsylvania rifle 
indicates what the outcome of this 
contest was,'' Furnish says. 

The Kentucky Corps of Longriflemen, 
is an official state organization and often 
represents Kentucky in parades and 
ceremonies. Each year, the governor, 
who is the colonel-in-charge of the 
longriflemen, makes $1,000 available 
from his contingency funds to help defray 
expenses for such appearances, ac­
cording to Furnish.

Registry Suit 
Filed in Pike 

The Kentucky Registry of Election 
Finance has filed suit in Pike circuit 
court against seven individuals who co­
signed a promissory note for County 
Judge·Executive Wa:~-ne T. Rutherford in 
his 1975 race for lieutenant governor. 

The Registry asks the court to declare 
that endorsement of a $125,000 note to 
Citizens Bank of Pikeville, With eventual 
pa~ment of sums on that note. constitute 
violations of laws which limit campaign 
contributions to $3,000. 

The note is the ·ubject of a pending suit 
by Robert Holcomb against Judge 
Rutherford . Holcomb seeks to collect 
one-sixth of the amount, the figure he has 
paid the bank on the note, from the judge. 

The seven are Holcomb, William 
Deskins, John Jack Adkins, F . M Burke, 
Hobart Potter, Terrill Coleman, and 
:\tarrs Allen May. Holcomb, in his suit. 
said all, except Deskins and May, had 
paid considerable sums on the note. 
Deskins, a former Pike county sheriff, 
has refused to pay, saying it would open 
him to charges from the Registry. 

Attorneys for the seven who signed the 
note contend there was no violation of the 
Corrupt Practices Act because they had 
no intention of paying the note, or of their 
final responsibility for paying it.

euphemisms to mdicate death . Tins 
was imply the Hebrew way of 
saying, " He died." 

For example, we might compare 
the statement of the apostle Paul 
with that of the apostle Peter 
regarding the death of David. Paul: 
David, after he had served the 
counsel of God in his own 
generation, FELL ASLEfo~P. and 
WAS LAID WITH HIS FATHERS, 
and saw corruption_" Acts 13.36, 
RSV. Peter: "Bretheren, I may say 
to you confidently of the patriarch 

David that he both DIED and WAS 
Bl'RIED, and his tomb is with us to 
this day. "For David did not ascend 
iuto the heavens" (Acts 2:29, 34, 
hSV). 

In this instance Paul uses 
Puphemistic idioms: "fell asleep," 
"was laid with his fathers." But 
Peter on this occasion used plain 
speech: David "died and was 
bw-ied." We speak in a similar 
manner when we say a person "bit 
the dust" or "she has passed 
through the door." These Bible 
euphemisms relate to the acts of 
dying and burial; they do not imply 
that life continues on in another 
form.

Farmers Offered 
Payments To Divert 
Feed Grain Crops 

Floyd county farmers who participate 
in the 1978 feed grain set-aside program 
can receive payments for voluntarily 
diverting additional acreage, J. P. Hill, 
chairman of the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation <ASC> 
committee, reported. The regular 10 
percent feed grain set-aside provisions 
remain unchanged. 

"The additional diverted acreage must 
equal 10 percent of the 1978 acreage of 
each crop of corn planted for harvest," 
Mr. Hill said. Also the 1978 acreage of 
each crop may not exceed the 1977 
acreage of that crop. 

The payment for corn will be 20c per 
bushel times the farm yield established 
for corn, times the actual corn acreage 
planted for harvest. 

Hill said farmers will receive one-half 
the payment when they sign up. "The 
1978 acreage of NCA crops, required set­
aside, voluntary diversion, and any hay 
acreage for payment cannot exceed the 
farm's normal crop acreage," Hill said.

Last Wednesday was Jack Stumbo's 
last day as Prestonsburg postmaster. 
Two days later, he began work as post­
master at Versailles. 

Mr. Stumbo, who was first apJ>9inted 
acting postmaster here Dec. 30, 1965 and 
given the permanent appointment May 
19, 1967, said he made the transfer 
because it meant a promotion, with in­
creased salary. The Versailles postoffice 
had postal receipts of $2,139,508.98 last 
year and employs 20 persons, the U.S. 
Postal Service reported. 

Hubert Frye, postmaster at Martin, 
was named officer-in<harge at the post­
office here until the vacancy is filled. 
During Mr. Frye's service here Dick 
Wohlford is serving as acting postmaster 
at Mar tin . Frye has been postmaster at 
Martin since the death of Postmaster 
Denzil Stumbo. 

Announcement of Stumbo's ap­
pointment to the Versailles office was 
made by John P. Doran, regional post­
master general for the 13-state Central 
region. Doran said that postmasters are 
selected on merit, based on recom­
mendations by a management selection 
board, and are appointed by the post­
master general.

That situation was cleared in July, 1975 
when Reynolds resigned to become 
district manager of the Lexington office. 

But his appointment there has smce 
been challenged by a former McDowell 
woman, Maggie Williams, 39, who is 
work incentive supervisor of the 
Lexington office. Mrs. Williams claims 
that she was entitled to the manager's 
post but was passed over in favor of 
Reynolds as a matter of sex 
discrimination. 
~ow, the U.S. Equal Employment 

Opportunity Commission at Memphis, 
Tenn. has reportedly ruled in her favor, 
and Mrs . Williams estimates she is due 
up to $12,000, the difference between 
what she has been paid and what she 
would have drawn as district manager. 

But Robert Riley, chief counsel for the 
Human Resources agency, said, "This 
case is very much in the preliminary 
stage" and that the department is 
making no admissions whatever. 

" The <federal agency) has not made 
any formal finding of discrimination and 
we have certainly not agreed to any 
conciliation or settlement of her claim," 
he said. 

Mrs. Williams, who has pushed her 
case for the past two years, indicated she 
considers the federal finding a victory 
and that an aide on the commission has 
told her as much indirectly. 

Ed DeShazer, commissioner of the 
manpower bureau in which Mrs. 
Williams works, said he also has never 
acknowledged any wrongdoing by the 
state. 

All he has done so far, DeShazer said, 
is assure federal officials that Mrs. 
Williams would not be discriminated 
against in any way while the case is being 
resolved. 

Mrs . Williams first took her complaint 
to the Kentucky Commission on Human 
Rights, where she relates that an aide 
told her: 

''This is not a case of sex 
discrimination. It's a case of political 
discrimination and out of our jurisdic­
tion ." 

Mrs. Williams asserted she was the 
victim of both sex and political bms 
because the man promoted was the son of 
former state Rep. William J . Reynolds, 
who Mrs. Williams described in a 
complaint filed within the department in 
1976 as "a powerful political figure in this 
state." 

Reynolds was the House Democratic 
caucus chairman in the 1974 session and 
decided not to seek re-election. His son, 
after promotion, left the state post. 

In her complaint to the federal com­
mission, Mrs . Williams mentioned only 
sex discrimination. 

The commission's preliminary fin­
dings agree that Reynolds did not possess 
the necessary minimum qualifications 
for promotion and that Mrs. Williams 
had considerably more education and 
work experience. 

It noted that of 14 district program 
managers in the state agency, only three 
are women. 

But the federal commission said it has 
made no determination of Mrs. Williams' 
additional complaint that certain state 
job classifications are segregated by sex. 
It made a finding only on promotion . 

Mrs. Williams said that if the state fails 
to meet what she considers its promotion 
and financial obligations, "I expect to 
pursue the matter in court."

County judges in coal-producing 
counties will be asked to submit status 
reports on all coal severance fmtded 
projects mtder 1974 law. Department for 
Local Government staff has been 
directed to request the reports by 
members of the legislative advisory 
committee for coal county development 
funds. 

Concerns of the legislators resulted 
from complaints issued by residents who 
said that projects approved as much as 
two years ago had not been started yet.

Senior Citizens Told 
Dangers of Drugs Use 

"Drugs aren't bad when used for their 
prescribed purpose, bw any drug can be 
abused," Mountain Comprehensive 
Care's Drug Supervisor Nancy Thomas 
recen'(,y told a group of Floyd county 
senior citizens. 

An interested assembly at the George 
P . Archer Senior Citizens Center spent a 
rainy Wednesday afternoon listening to a 
presentation on drug abuse and depen­
dence among the elderly in the county. 

"Your mobility is limited," Mrs. 
Thomas said, "and there could become a 
tendency to try to cope with pills." 

She added that through a needs 
assessment survey taken two yean ago it 
was found that in this area we have a 
problem with legal drugs, as well as 
street drugs. Over-the-counter, 
prescribed drugs are abused and present 
a dangerous problem. 

With positive proof that Floyd county 
and surrounding area have drug 
problems, as shown by the drug survey 
taken in area high schools, hospitals, and 
pharmacies, the drug program at 
Mountain Comprehensive Care Center 
was imtlated. 

"There's a difference in drug abuse 
and dependence," Mrs. Thomas ex­
plained. "Abuse is using the dru& ether 
than in the manner m which it is in­
tended, and dependence is something 
much different. The body needs the drug 
so much that it cannot function without it, 
or we just think we can't." 

She stressed to the senior audience the 
importance of taking drugs as

prescribed, explaining that body 
chemistries vary among individuals and 
that there is a danger in exchanging 
medicines. "The danger in sharing 
medication is like playing doctor. The 
correct dosage is not known." 

She said using medication, particularly 
antibiotics, at least two days should be 
allowed before the medicine begins to 
take effect, since the body works to rid 
itself of the drug. 

"When you are not sure about any 
aspect of the medication, call your 
pharmacist," she stressed. 

''When I was growing up we had 
alcohol, beer and wine to experiment 
with. The youth today has added pills," 
she remarked. ''Nobody starts out to be a 
drug addict or alcoholic, "but it can start 
by depending on drugs to be social in· 
stead of trying to be social by yourself." 

The speaker commended the Archer 
Center and other senior citizen facilities 
for the daily interaction between the 
participants. "As we get older olD' bodies 
wear out and under stressful situations, 
such as losing loved ones, the mind is still 
the same but there is a need to adjust in 
finding short cuts to do things which were 
easier done before." 

Center Director Patsy Evans, then into 
her fifth ~aa'tbes~ that 
special programs such as the drug 
presentation are planned almost every 
day. 

''Senior citizens are those over 60 who 
may come daily to the Center to enjoy 
themselves. H they want to relax, play 
cards, quilt, etc.-they are invited to do 
so," Mrs. Evans explained. 

"We have a singing choir where they 
can participate, plan to go on picnics. 
Trips to Nashville's Grand Ole Opry and 
attending a Governor's Conference are 
scheduled," she added. "Anyone is in­
vited to come and see all the things we 
are doing." 

''Meals on Wheels serves a hot meal 
each day, which costs only 50 cents; 
nowhere else can you get a meal for that 
price!" she said. 

It does sound appealing.

Living with an alcoholic-can you 
stand the disappointment, financial 
burden of his increased drinking, and 
heartache of a crumbling marriage? 

Wondering how the wife copes with 
alcoholism frustration, and after in­
terviewing local spouses it was con­
cluded the first priority is deciding if you 
love the alcoholic husband enough to go 
the limit in cementing the family 
together. 

Mountain Comprehensive Care Cen­
ter's Alcohol Program Director Stephen 
Knowles says he receives frequent calls 
from families declaring they will do 
everything to keep the alcoholic sober. 
Knowles says he "questions how sincere 
they are and reiterates 'would they be 
willing to do anything' ". 

In each alcoholic marriage observed 
the wives, intent on fixing families and 
living with the alcoholic, finalized, "Yes, 
I '11 make the needed adjustments." 

These women had long since stopped 
nagging husbands about drinking and 
hiding liqwr supplies, thinking it would 
stop the problem (these actions 
sometimes made them feel better but the 
situation got worse). 

Don't get the wrong idea. They don't 
support drinking and are firmly con­
vinced destruction strikes when the 
alcoholic takes even the initial drink, 
holding to the philosophy "one drink is 
too much and a truck load is not enough". 

They understand, many who after 
years of playing the lead role in dilem­
mas of the alcoholic marriage, that they 
cannot force the alcoholic to halt 
drinking. They learned patience. And 
then more patience. Weren't discouraged 
when progress was slow. Did not expect 
immediate personal and family ad­
justments and tried to keep themselves 
content and serene one hour at a time. 

Too long, most of these ladies agree, 
marital tug of war with alcohol as the 
rope shredded their lives. Metamor­
phosis occurred in obtaining skills pro­
ducing a normal home life as possible, re­
gardless of the alcoholic's drinking 
or not drinking. 

No longer possible to think of 
alcoholism as if it involves the alcoholic 
exclusively. Others in the family are 
affected. Treatment, therefore, of the 
family as well as the alcoholic is ad­
visable and usually necessary for the 
complete and sustained recovery of the 
problem drinker. 

A Floyd county woman whose husband 
has been sober for years, explains that 
she was as sick as her drinking husband. 
"I was miserable and irritable because 
of his drinking and at other times jumpy 
when he was sober, waiting for the next 
drunk." 

A Pike countian shared that she feels 
like a yoyo with the cyclic drinking 
behavior of her spouse. When he is sober 
she relates a somewhat normal lifestyle, 
but then come headaches with the 
drinking episodes. 

In counseling, wives learn to let go. 
They are not to blame for the husbands' 
drinking, although many alcoholics 
convince themselves and the wife she's 
causing the trouble for his drinking.

the corn mashed and ladled into the 
blades, wrapped and baked in ashes. 
Later in the season. corn was pounded in 
a stone basin-mortar and pestle 
fashion- sifted, kneaded and shaped into 
cakes about six inches in diameter and 
an inch thick, then baked on clean ashes 
of oak bark. 

When he decided it was time to mix a 
bear or deer steak with the garden stuff, 
he went into the forests to hunt. If he was 
to be gone a while or if his trip was the 
warrior trail rather than food for the 
table he carried a pouch of parched corn. 
The corn grains had been roasted, 
pounded into a fine flour and mixed with 
sugar. On the trail all he had to do was 
mix one tablespoonful with water and his 
meal was ready. He knew never to eat 
more than one spoonful, for once in the 
stomach the corn mixture swelled and as 
much as two servings could be 
dangerous. 

She got her sugar from cane or sugar 
maples. She collected sap from the trees 
and poured it into troughs hewed from 
trees with tomahawks. She heated stones 
and threw the hot stones in the sap until 
the liquid was reduced to sugar or syrup. 

How important was her garden? 
Principal foods were corn, potatoes, 

beans (many varieties), pumpkins, 
cucumbers, melons, squashes, cabbages 
and turnips. To supplement the diet she 
gleaned fruits, nuts and berries in season 
and edible roots of other plants. 

A favorite pottage was made from 
corn. pumpkin, beans, chestnuts and 
chunks of bear, deer or turkey. She made 
preserves from berries and crabapples 
together with maple sugar, and if she 
was late With dinner she shortened 
cooking time by covering the pot with 
large pumpkin or cabbage leaves. 

She provided two meals a day. Some 
days all he got was corn soup. She had to 
be cautious, though, for if the corn soup 
became too frequent he could get 
dissatisfied. 

A garden today is becoming as 
necessary as it was back then. Growing 
somethmg to eat is challenging. 
Creative. Therapeutic. And remember, if 
tomatoes won't make it with the zinnias, 
try cabbage or potatoes. Just make sure 
there are some zinnias.

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Coal Industry Crime Probe Results in Arrest of Five

A state "strike force" for 
investigation of organ ized 
crtme activity in Kentucky's 
coal industry has so far 
resulted in the arrest of five 
men, with more arrests an­
ticipated, Gov. Jul1an Carroll 
said last week. 

In a .!\lay 3 press conference 
carroll said the strike force is 
"finding and recovering a 
substantial amount of stolen 
property" used in coal mining 
But he said the criminal ac­
tivity is not limited to property 
theft. and that securities fraud 
1s also a major problem that 
could have a major impact on 
the state's coal industry and 
Kentucky's total economy. 

A letter from Gov. Carroll to 
U.S. Attorney General Gr1ffin 
Bell. dated May 2. states that 
stolen property worth $868,000 
has been recovered by state 
law enforcement officials. In 
that letter the governor 
recommends the establish­
ment of a joint federal-state 
strike force to combat criminal 
activity in the coal fields.

Gov. Carroll said evidence 
mdicates that the persons 
engaged in organized criminal 
activity are, for the most part, 
nonresidents of Kentucky. He 
satd all five arrests were made 
outside the state. A warrant 
has been issued for a sixth 
suspect, but he has not yet been 
taken into custody, the 
Governor said. 

Two of the men were charged 
\l.'ith obscuring identification 
numbers on machinery; one 
for receiving stolen property: 
one for damaging mortgaged 
property, one for theft by 
deception and one for theft by 
unlawful taking. The sixth 
suspect is wanted for con­
sptracy to commit bank fraud. 

The Governor said, "This is 
not an attack on the legitimate 
coal industry in Kentucky, but 
rather to protect that industry 
from criminal elements 
seeking to infiltrate that in­
dustry. Most of our people in 
the coal industry are honest, 
legitimate businessmen." 

Outlining the method used by 
the criminals for securities 
fraud, the governor said the 
men would gain an option from 
coal operators on leases or the 
coal company itself. The men 
would than take the option 
document and sell it repeatedly 
to different investors. 

After gaining funds from the 
multiple sale of the option, the 
men would return to the 
operator and buy the lease or 
company. The lease or com­
pany sale document then would 
be circulated among investors, 
with the intent again to be the 
fraudulent multiple sale of the 
lease or company. 

Gov. Carroll also said certain 
Illegitimate operators would 
gain a permit for deep mining 
and would then begin strip 
mining the site. When the state 
would start proceedings to stop 
the Jllegal mining activity, the 
operators would continue their 
mining, but would soon close 
down the site, often aban­
doning rented equipment. 

He said these operators 
would take all the money 
earned by the company without 
paying the state severance 
taxes on coal. 

The state strike force was 
created by Gov. Carroll in 
November 1977. The force is 
compnsed of investigators 
from the Kentucky State Police 
and personnel from the 
Secretary of State's office and 
departments of revenue, 
natural resources, justice, 
labor and securities. 

Those who have been 
arrested: 

Clarence E. Kirkland, 30, of 
Colquitt, Ga., arrested last 
November, fined $500 and 
served time in the Whitley 
county jail. Kirland was 
charged with obscuring the 
identity of a machine, 
(changing the identification 
number), a misdemeanor. 

Richard Lee Thacker, 31, of 
West Liberty, was arrested in 
March on a charge of theft by 
deception, involving writing a 
bad check for heavy coal 
mining machinery, a felony. 
The court allowed Thacker to 
make restitution and not serve 
time. 

James Knight, 35, of Corbin, 
on a charge of damaging 
mortgaged property, a felony. 

The case is pending in WhiUey 
c1rcult court. 

Peter Francis Crosby, 55, of 
New York City. on a warrant 
from New York federal court 
for conspiracy to comm1t bank 
fraud, a felony. 

Curtis Banks, 50, of Whites­
burg, on two counts of ob­
scuring identity of machmes, 
misdemeanors.

Association <KEA) president 
Wayne Harvey has asked 
Governor Carroll to investigate 
reports of large-scale teacher 
cuts next year by superin­
tendents and school boards. 

Noting that dismissal notices 
have already gone out to many 
teachers, Harvey wrote the 
Governor: 

"This is an alarming 
situation, and one that is dif­
ficult for parents, students, and 
teachers to understand in view 
of the major increases in 
school funding that will come 
from your executive budget 
approved by the 1978 General 
Assembly. 

"They are well aware that 
the governor has allocated 
more dollars for education 
than ever before in this state," 
Harvey told Carroll. "Why 
then, they ask, are teaching 
staffs being reduced and 
educational programs 
eliminated? 

The KEA president said the 
situation "calls for an im­
mediate and thorough in­
vestigation from the highest 
level of state government-the 
governor's office." The KEA 
Executive Committee, Harvey 
wrote, urges the governor to 
initiate such an investigation 
so the facts can be known. 

A State Department of 
Education official confirmed 
that reductions in teaching 
staffs are heavier than in 
previous years. But the precise 
number is unknown since there 
is no centralized record 
keeping on the matter by the 
education department. 

One of the worst situations is 
in Barren county, where the 
superintendent recommended 
and the board approved the 
reduction of 22 teachers. 

In Hopkins county the 
elimination of 10 teachers has 
brought outcries from parent­
teacher groups and The 
<Madisonville) Messenger. In 
an editorial titled "Teacher 
Cuts Questioned," the news­
paper asked, "Are we going 
forward or backward in 
education?"

James Still, well-known author from 
Wolfpen Creek, Knott county, will be 
honored with two awards this month. 

On May 9 he will receive the special 
Weatherford Award, an honor which 
recognizes outstanding literary 
achievements in Appalachia . This award 
pays tribute to his career as an author of 
books dealing with life in Eastern 
Kentucky. Wilma Dykeman, a member 
of the Weatherford Award Committee 
and an author from Newport, Tenn., will 
present the award to Mr. Still at a special 
luncheon in Berea. 

Mr. Still will be honored again at the 
May 12 commencement ceremonies at 
Morehead State University when he will 
receive an honorary doctor's degree. 
This will be Mr. Still's fourth honorary 
degree, having recetved earlier honors 
from Cumberland College, Berea College 
and Lincoln Memorial University. Mr. 
Still has taught at Morehead State 
University, as well as at Berea College 
and Ohio University. 

Mr. Still was also recently honored by 
the board of directors of the Hindman 
Settlement School. In appreciation of his 
many years of service to the school, the 
board voted unanimously to name the 
former library at the Settlement the 
James Still Building. A special 
dedication ceremony will take place in 
August during the Appalachian Writers 
Workshop that is being held at the school.

Although, Mr. Still was born and raised 
hundreds of miles away from the Ken­
tucky hills, there is no question that this 
is his home. There is perhaps no one who 
can better capture the special qualities of 
mountain life than James Still. A 
reviewer of Sporty Creek wrote that 
·'Still knows the area, and the very air 
and sounds and feel of Appalachia rise 
out of his novel."

Born in Alabama in 1906, Mr Still 
studied at Lincoln Memorial University, 
the University of Illinois, and Vanderbilt 
University. With special training in 
library science he came to Hindman in 
1932. He came with the intention of 
working at the school only one summer, 
but found himself so involved with the 
school's library program that he stayed. 
While serving as school librarian, Mr. 
Still devoted much of his energy to 
personal contact with the library's 
public. He carried boxes of books from 
one isolated country school to the next, 
seeing that each child had the chance to 
read. While he walked, he observed and 
remembered the people, customs, and 
dialects of the people in the hollows and 
ridges of Knott county. These long hikes 
with their quiet observations became the 
basis of much of his later writings.

Kentucky Secretary r:l Justice John 
Smith said Friday an elected official in 
Eastern Kentucky is apparently "in· 
timately involved'' with efforts by 
organized crime figures to take over the 
Eastern Kentucky coalfields. 

The Lexington Herald reported that 
Smith, interviewed aner the taping of a 
television interview program in 
Lexington, said a state strike force is 
"investigating this official and an in­
dictment may very well come out of the 
investigation." 

Smith would not name the official, but 
said charges against him could involve 
bribery a~od corruption. 

Smith is directing about a dozen state 
employees investigating the infiltration 
of organized crime into the coalfields. 
The work of this strike force has already 
led to the arrest of eight persons, four of 
them Kentuckians, on various charges. 

The secretary said he expects the next 
group of indictments in the case to 
emerge within 60 days. He would not say 
whether these indictments would include 
the elected official. 

The official in question is so far the 
only elected official in Kentucky 
potentially implicated in the case. 

Smith said the next series of in­
dictments will probably involve "more 
substantial charges" than the ones 
already released. 

The secretary suggested the future 
work of the strike force will involve 
corporate-type activity. 

"Some persons are coming into the 
state, never organizing, never in­
corporating themselves under the laws of 
our state, coming in and giving false 
credentials, coming in and using assets 
from companies that have been bled dry 
by organized crime," Smith said during 
the taping of WLEX-TV's Your Govern­
ment program. 

"If these people have never in­
corporated themselves or if they are not

doing business, as that phrase means 
I.Ulder the statues of Kentucky, that gives 
law enforcement a rough time. And that 
is going to be the thrust of where we're 
going now," Smith added. 

Smith defined organized crime as 
consisting of "t~o or more people who 
are organized together, trying to carry 
out a criminal conspiracy." He added 
those wtder investigation "have come 
from different organized-crime back· 
grounds and have connections with 
different organized-crime figures, and 
they come from New York, Penn· 
sylvania, the West, the South." 

According to the secretary, Kentucky 
has not had' 'that permeation at all levels 
of government, business and industry 
and labor like they've had in a lot of other 
states." 

Officials got their first inkling of the 
problem "about a year and a half ago," 
Smith said. "One of the first things that 
led us to it was a series of murders where 
some men with coal-related backgrowtds 
were found murdered in Eastern Ken­
tucky, and one in Virginia." 

This was followed, Smith said, by 
"complaints coming in to the division of 
banking and securities" of Kentucky. 
For four to six months state officials 
sought to handle the problem "by 
assigning some state police detectives to 
work with the division of banking and 
securities." 

Now, the strike force is beginning with 
lower-level figures in hopes of working 
up the top, Smith said. 

The murders, Smith said, "have not 
resulted in any arrests," but were 
definite hints of the presence of 
organized crime. 

"One of the reasons why we organized 
the strike force was, all of a sudden we 
found eyewitnesses drying up, not 
wanting to talk," Smith recalled. "That 
was a signal to me that someone was 
putting a lot of pressure on these people, 
and was an indication that possibly a 
criminal element was trying to hide the 
truth of what had happened." ,
