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Harold Firm Sells Week Designed To Honor
At $10.9 Million

Zapata Acquires
Second Company
In Floyd County

The Zapata Corporation, of Houston,
Texas, announced last Wednesday that
its subsidiary, Zapata Elkhorn, Inc., had
completed the purchase of the Bebe Coal
Corporation, of Harold, for ap-
proximately $10.9 million.,

The transaction was consummated
here last Tuesday between Zapata
representatives and Emmett Conn, sole
owner of Bebe Coal, but was nof an-
nounced till a day later.,

Included in the purchase are a coal
processing plant and a rail loading
facility, located outside Harold, and
approximately 2,500 acres of coal lands,
most of which lies in the Mud Creek
valley.

Zapata said that a unif-train loading
facility at Harold, which now is in the
planning stage, will “‘substantially
enhance’’ the company’s capability for
coal shipment from the Bebe operation
and other mines in the area which the
Texas firm acquired last September.

(Zapata's September, 1977 purchase
involved acquisition of four coal com-
panies headed by Harry Hale Ranier, of
Prestonsburg—Triple Elkhorn Mining
Co. and Ridgeway Fuel Corp., of
Prestonsburg, B & H Elkhorn Coal Co.,
Lexington, and R & C Processing Co.,
Paintsville, Conveyed were ap-
proximately 14,000 acres of coal rights,
operations of the mining firms in the
Allen-Martin, Sugar Loaf and Belsy
Layne sections of the county, and a coal
preparation plant near Patriek,
Lawrence county. The purchase price
was reported at $30 million.)

William H. Flynn, Zapata chairman
and president, said his company intetids
to increase its activities in the coal
business in Eastern Kentucky, Ten-
nessee and Pennsylvania. He also an-
nounced that as a result of the company's
expanded operations in the area head-
quarters of Zapata Fuels, Inc., are being
moved from Houston to Lexington. The
moveis expected to be completed in July.

Conn’'s development of the Bebe
operation is another chapter in the
Eastern Kentucky success story which
has evolved from the phenomenal coal
boom. The firm, originally owned by
Connand two partners, began as a minor
operation, with a comparatively smrall
tipple leased at Harolc. The Harold man
later acquired sole ownership of the
company and within the last three years
has built a tipple and coal processing
plant at Harold which cost a reported $1
million. Present rail facilities there will
accommodate 50 coal cars,

In addition to the Bebe and other Floyd
county properties, Zapata Fuels
operations include mines and processing

Perkins, polled lopsided margins over
their opponents and easily won
renontination. ¥

ponent received only one vote.

Garfield Place, now deserted and in disrepair.

For some time now Garfield Place,
perhaps Prestonsburg’s most historical
and best-known landmark, has stood
empty and decaying. And although it is
the rare person who does not pass the
lovely, old home on Arnold avenue
without muttering to himself, “What a
shame!” practically nothing has been
done to effect the restoration and
preservation of the structure which
served as temporary headquarters
during the Civil War for Gen, James A,
Garfield, who later became President.

The historic structure may yet be
saved, however, depending on the degree
of success of a meeting scheduled

Monday, June 5 at 7 p.m. at the Floyd
County Library which is aimed at
organizing and mounting a local effort to
prevent the loss of the piece of local
history which is the Garfield Place.
Sister Mary Pineau, spokesman for a
core of local residents interested in
saving the structure for (future
generations, said conversations with the
Kentucky Heritage Commission al
Frankfort had convinced the group that
funds for restoration are available and
that the element most vital to the effort is
organization of a local group of con-
cerned citizens to represent the cause,

Sixteen men were charter members of
the squad. Death, age, illness reduced
the ranks of the original squad. Some
moved elsewhere. Besides Burchett and
Goble, only Ben Ferguson, Manis Gray
and Don Willis remain of the charter
members.

During its 20 years the squad has an-
swered an average of four calls for helpa
month—roughly, 1,000 missions carried
out in all weathers, day and night.

The squad now has 46 members, and
over the years has built its own two-store
structure for the housing of equipment
and offices. Its building and equipment
are valued at $250,000.

Animal’s Attack on Pony
Stirs Buffalo Cr. Community

An attack on a pony by what was
described as some type of wild animal
last Wednesday evening at Endicott has
created a good deal of speculation and
more than a little uneasiness among
residents of Lthat section.,

Although the owner of the pony, Curtis
Blackburn, was working at the time of
the incident, neighbors who saw the
animal in the dim light late that af-
ternoon generally agreed on its
description—doglike, slightly larger than
a fox, tan in color, with a long, dark-
colored tail that hung toward the ground.
One neighbor who saw the animal on the
hillside above Blackburn's house said it
ran in a series of bounding leaps with its
head held erect.

The animal reportedly dug under the
fence of Blackburn’s dog lot and ate dog
food from an automatic feeder, while the
residents of the lot, five coon hounds,
quickly retreated to their dog houses. It
was then that the animal stalked within
attack range of the pony which was
grazing near the paved road in front of
the house and proceeded to severely bite
and slash the pony. The attack was cut
short, however, when neighbors opened
fire with rifles.

Mr. Blackburn said neighbors told him
the animal bit at the pony's underside
and legs and then jumped on its back
before being thrown by the struggling
pony which fell to its side.

Blackburn said the animal “‘cut the
pony up pretty bad,"” crippling it where it
was bitten around the legs. ‘‘We tied the
pony back up where it had been when the
thing attacked it, hoping it would come
back, but it never did,’" Blackburn said.
He said the pony would be confined to
make sure there was no threat of rabies.

Speculation as to the identity of the
creature has included everything from
wild dog to hyena, and while many would
hold to the more conservative notion that
the animal was perhaps rabid or a
starved domestic dog which had reverted
to a semi-wild slage, one intriguing
possibility is that the animal may have
been a coyote.

Although the presence of coyotes in
Eastern Kentucky may seem farfetched,
an agriculture researcher told a group of
Kentucky livestock owners at the
University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture’s annual Sheeprofit Day last
week that “‘there's a distinct possibility"'
that coyotes may be attacking sheep in

rural Kentucky. Dr. Clair E. Terrill,
chief of Agricultural Research Center's
national program staff at Beltsville, Md.,
explained that the coyote, generally
regarded as a western species of wild
dog, had perhaps crossed the Mississippi
River when that natural barrier had
frozen in recent winters.

“I believe that, even though you may
have only a few coyotes in Kentucky . . .
something else in addition to dogs are
killing your sheep and lambs," Dr.
Terrill said, referring torecent increased
losses of sheep to predators in the state.

Though the presence of coyotes in
Eastern Kentucky has not been verified,
Floyd County Conservation Officer
Dalton R. Conley pointed out that reports
of coyotes had come from nearby
Breathitt county.

Whatever of the dog-like animal in-
volved in last Wednesday's attack may
turn out to be, Endicoll residents are
keeping a wary eye for its possible
return. '‘It makes you worry that maybe
there’s a whole pack of these animals
around here,"” Blackburn said.

Wounded Man’s
Son under Bond
In Stumbo Death

One man was killed and another
critically wounded, early last Wednesday
evening, in gunplay at the Fraternal
Order of Eagles Club here.s

Loran Stumbo, 49, West Prestonsburg
painting and home decorating c¢on-
tractor, was dead at Lhe scene. Shot three
times, Malcolm (Mack) Johnson, 51,
retired miner, of the Caney section of
Middle Creek, remains in critical con-
dition at the Highlands Medical Center
here.

Charlie Johnson, 26, of Blue River, son
of the wounded man, was later jailed as
the slayer of Stumbo. He is under $25,000
bond.

The shooting broke out in the club
around 8:15 p.m., following an argument
between Stumbo and Johnson as they sat
in a booth. The cause of the dispute is not
clear. Witnesses said Stumbo rose and
walked to the nearby bar, then turned
and began firing a .25-calibre automatic
at Johnson, three of the bullets taking
effect in Johnson's side. Johnson was
unarmed, officers said.

Meanwhile, according to one
statement, a telephone call had been
made to Johnson's son, informing him
that his father was involved in potential
trouble and that he should come to the
cluband get him. When, according to this
statement, Stumbo shot Mack Johnson
his son fired a shot at Stumbo, missing
him, then ran toward the side entrance to
the building. Stumbo, it was said, in turn
fired two shots at the younger Johnson,
also missing, and followed toward the
side door.

The shooting of Stumbo followed.

The younger Johnson, authorities said,
made an ‘‘unofficial” statement ad-
mitting he shot Stumbo, saving he
thought Stumbeo would kill him.

Policeman Keith Lawson was the first
officer on the scene. He later was joined
by Chief of Police Dickie Campbell,
Policemen Kilgore and Conley, later by
County Detective Sam Hale and State
Police Detectives Keith Scott and
Kenneth DeBoard.

Two cousins of the slain man were
arrested but their innocence later was
established and they were released,

A .38-calibre revolver, said to have
been the weapon used in the shooting of
Stumbo, was found by Policeman
Lawson in weeds, near the front entrance
to the building. Ballistics tests of bullets
taken from the victim’s body are being
made. Comparisons are being made with
bullets fired from the .38 and also from a
.44-calibre revolver.

The younger Johnson waived
preliminary hearing. District Judge
Harold J. Stumbo disqualified because of
kinship to Loran Stumbo, and Circuit
Judge Hollie Conley set the bond, which
was agreed upon by both Commonwealth
and defense counsel.

Early bond was allowed Johnson
because it was believed at the time that
his father was dying. The order granting
bail provides that the defendant is to go
and remain outside the court’s
jurisdiction when and if his father is, in
the opinion of doctors, not in danger of
death as a result of his wounds,

The club was closed for the in-
vestigation peried by order of Coroner
James J. Carter, and County Attorney
Arnold Turner, Jr. and Commonwealth's
Attorney James R, Allen announced last
week-end that they would jointly file a
petition to close it permanently.

Court Orders
TV Franchise
Up for Bidding

The Floyd fiscal court last Wednesday
adopted a resolution which is designed to
result in franchising of television trans-
mission systems in 25 community TV
areas of the county.

Bids will be accepted at the county
clerk’s office till 4 p.m., June 15.

On the basis of these bids, franchises
will be awarded to the “highest and best
bidder™ in each area.

Bids will be based, the resolution
provides, on a percentage of the gross
income which will be determined by the
number of customers served.

The designation, ‘‘best bidder,” will
depend, it was explained, upon the
bidder's ability, both financially and
educationally, to operate such a system,
to give full and prompt service, and also
on the bidder's ‘“‘moral character and
fitness.”

Provisions of an earlier ordinance
governing TV systems prevail, except at
those points differing from the new
resolution.

The rates per customer were set at $54a
month, plus an additional $1 monthly for
systems with fewer than 15 customers,
and an additional $1 may be charged for
each additional TV unit in the same
dwelling. The hookup fee for new
customers was set at $25.

Each system will be required to
distribute signals from the three major
networks and include a Kentucky station,
depending upon FCC permission.

Should a person other than the owner of
an existing system qualify as the best
bidder, the bidder will be required to
purchase the existing system at a price
determined by three appraisers, one of
whom would be appointed by the owner
of the system, one by the bidder and the
third by the fiscal court.

If the present owner of a system should
decline to sell his system to the suc-
cessful bidder in his area, the bidder is
not relieved of his responsibility to install
and operate a satisfactory system within
the prescribed 60-day limit.

In another resolution the court called
on the Beaver Elkhorn Water District to
make application® for federal grant
monies to finance the extension of its
water main from the McDowell vicinity
to Weeksbury. Copies of the resolution,
which pointed to the water needs of
Weeksbury, Melvin, Byprol, Burton,
Bevinsville, Hi Hat and Price, were sent
to Congressman Perkins and Senators
Ford and Huddleston.

In another action the court appointed
Magistrate Hershell Hamilton, of
District 4, to the Floyd County Economic
Aid Board.

Is Nobody Responsible?

The regulation of roadhouses, or “‘places of entertainment,”
apparently is a complicated process—with, as one official put it,
“’a legal loophole big enough to drive a truck through’'—but it is
not an insoluble problem if there is a real desire fo solve it.

We are told that roadhouses (including clubs) are, if located
outside the limits of an incorporated city or town, to be licensed
by the county judge-executive and to be policed by county or
state officers. Permits for such places, if they are within city
corporate limits, are to be issued under authority of that city’s
ordinance. City officers are to police the places of entertainment

under such permits.

But if no city permit has been issued—as was the case of the
Fraternal Order of Eagles Club here—and if no city ordinance
exists, whose is the responsibility?

Sheriff Doug Lewis undertook action earlier this year—he
arrested 19 at the club. But legal complications followed.
Nothing was done until last Wednesday evening when one man
was killed there and another critically wounded.

Then, by order of the coroner, the club was closed during the
investigation of the shooting. And ready to be filed by the county
and commonwealth’s attorneys is a petition for a more per-

manent closing.

With neither county nor city government responsible, perhaps

closing is the only answer.

Joe Wheeler Lewis Ailswers
Statements Made about Him

Deeply surprised was 1 tosee that I had
not made headlines of the front page of
the Floyd County Times last week.

I will make a few statements which |
think will enable you to better un-
derstand both sides of the situation.

1. I have served you as a deputy sheriff
and as chief deputy sheriff in Floyd
county for a period of approximately ten
years. I never killed a single person.

2, I have served as city police for ap-
proximately one year in Floyd county. I
have never killed anyone.

3. I served you as High Sheriff in 1968,
1967, 1968 and 1969 and never killed
anyone.

4. I served you again as sheriff in Floyd
county for 1974, 1975, 1976, 1977. Not I or
any of my deputies has ever Kkilled
anyone,

5. I served without fear or favor, both
rich and poor, 1 have never used my
badge for a coverup,

6. Since the days of grandmother and
Little Red Riding Hood [ have never
believed in a wolf wearing sheep’s
clothing.

7. When I ran for Sheriff in 1973 I had
eight opponents. I received more votes
than all my opponents together. In the
November election I received more votes
than any one on the ticket, opposed or
unopposed.

8. Why did the good, honest people do
such a horrible thing?

9. On March 13, 1936 1 was walking
approximately 15 miles each day to
Betsy Layne High School. On this day,
while en route home, 1 found my father
who had been shot, murdered and rob-
bed. I sat in the courtroom and listened to
this trial. 1 didn’t kill anyone.

10. I had an unarmed sister shot and
killed, I sat in the courtroom and heard
this trial. I did not kill anyone.

11. 1 had a very close friend, Wesley
Fannin, a deputy sheriff, who was shot
and killed while serving a warrant. I

chased the killer late in the evening near
the top of the mountain, arrested him
while he had his gun in his hand. Why did
I not kill this man? Do you think [ am a
killer? If you had a father killed in cold
blood, a sister killed in cold blood and a
unarmed, Christian brother killed in cold
blood, how bad would this disturb you?
To you I will say you will never know,

12. I want to express deeply to you the
fact that neither I nor any of my relatives
have ever threatened the life of Mr,
Hughes, the attorney for Ralph An-
derson,

Take a view of the facts:

I. In the preliminary hearing for a
change of venue, Mr. Hughes stated his
facts as follows: The ex-sheriff, Joe
Wheeler Lewis, having been a deputy
sheriff for several years and sheriff for
eight years and his son, Doug Lewis now
being the present sheriff, their influence
would be such that his client could not get
a fair trial.

2. Now notice in a recent issue of the
Floyd County Times, Mr. Hughes tries to
convince you that 1 am extremely

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Faulty Memory Blamed on Smoking

IT SEEMS that smokers can blame their habit for a
faulty memory. In a recent study, the June Reader's
Digest reports, one group of smokers was given nicotine-
free cigarettes, while the other smoked cigarettes con-
taining nicotine. Both were asked to study and then recall a
list of words. In a pre-smoking trial, they all scored about
the same. But in trials following smoking, the no-nicotine
group scored mgmhcantly h:gher in word recall.
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Tobacco Companies
Aid Smoking Decline

A barrage of warnings about
the hazards of cigarettes from
major health organizations,
coupled with the active
cooperation of tobacco com-
panies themselves, has led to a
decline in the number of adult
cigarette smokers in the U.S.

Writing in the April issue of
Reader’'s Digest, Walter S.
Ross points out: *“The per-
centage of adult smokers in
this country has been shrinking
fast. In 1965, a majority of
men—52 percent—smoked, as
did 32 percent of women, By
1975, only 39 percent of men
were smoking, 29 per cent of
women. Overall, smokers
dropped from 42 to 34 percent
of adults,"” The decline is even
more dramatic among younger
consumers, who  would
presumably by key customers
for the tobacco industry in
later years, he adds.

Cigarelte sales began to drop
after the American Cancer
Society blew Lhe whistle on the
tobacco industry in 1954 by
showing that smokers died at
nearly double the rate of non-
smokers.

Al this point, cigarette
manufacturers began in-
troducing and promoting filter
tips, but did not reveal how
effective they were in trapping
tar and nicotine until the
government required in 1967
that all brands be analyzed.

“That same year," Ross
reports, ‘‘the National Cancer
Institute set up a special task
force, the Tobacco Working
Group, to try to make
cigarettes less hazardous. The
group, including Department
of Agriculture specialists and
scientists from cigarette
companies, helped develop
new types of tobacco very low
in tar and nicotine. It has also
created cigarettes with fewer
of the poisonous invisible
‘gases’ . . . implicated in
smokers’ heart attacks,
chronic bronchitis and em-
physema."'

The new brands have cap-
tured a large share of the
market, and because they are
low in nicotine and tar they
make it easier for the smoker
to quit altogether. It is nicotine
that is addictive, so it is
possible to ‘‘wean'’ oneself
gradually from high-nicotine
cigarettes to low-nicotine ones
and eventually stop.

It appears clear that the fight
against smoking is being won.
‘“And, in perfect poetic justice,
it's the cigarette makers who
may be stubbing themselves
out by meeting the public
demand for less addictive
cigarettes,” Ross concludes.

Murder in Pike
May Offer Clue
In Johnson Case

The arrest of a 16-year-old Asheamp,
Pike county youth early Tuesday mor-
ning may have given officers the break
they have been seeking in the recent
execution-type slaying of James Leonard
Wells, Paintsville motel night clerk.

The youth was arrested as a suspect in
the same type of murder last week of
Harold Fuller, Jr., 18, of Steele, Pike
county, whose body was found late last
Thursday in a roadside garbage dump on
the Triple C road, near Sycamore.

Murder and robbery charges have
been lodged against the juvenile by KSP
Detective Richard Wright.

Fuller had been shot three times in the
head and one time in his chest.

This second slaying and the Wells
murder had these similarities:

Both were shot in the head; a .22-
calibre weapon was used; bodies of both
were covered by a quilt or blanket.

And officers say they have evidence
that the man seen registering at the
Heart o' Highlands Motel, shortly before
Wells' disappearance became known,
was later seen with a youth at a Paints-
ville dance hall.

Ballistics tests are being made to
determine if there is any connection
between the .22-calibre rifle confiscated
Tuesday from the Pike youth's home and
the weapon with which the Paintsville
man was killed.

Detective Wright said the suspect in
the Fuller case had hitched a ride in
Fuller’s truck and that approximately
$200 of a paybheck cashed by Fuller
earlier in the day is missing.

A composite picture of the second
suspect in the Paintsville case is in the
possession of officers.

All Ky. Districts
Have Implemented
Career Education

With the infusion of career education
into the school curriculum, choosing a
career may be easier for Kentucky's
young people than it was for their
parents.

Kentucky Public-School Teachers, 1977-
78," shows a $8500 beginning niminum
salary in the Bowling Green independent
school system. The top minimum of $9995
for beginners is scheduled in the Fair-
view independent system in Boyd county.

Most Kentucky teachers are in the
Rank III category, which means they
have a bachelor's degree. The state-
mandated minimum this year for Rank
IIT teachers with no experience is
$8,386.74. This is 93 percent of the state's
foundation program allotment of $9018
for such teachers.

For Rank III teachers at the maximum
level of experience the highest scheduled
salary ranges from $10,538 in Cum-
berland county after nine years to $15,579
in the Anchorage independent system in
Jefferson County after 13 years.

Starting salaries for Rank II
teachers—those with master’s degrees—
range from $9032 in Knox county to
$10,613 in Anchorage.

At the maximum level of experience

range from $9400 in Campbell county to
$11,489 in Anchorage.
The highest scheduled salary at

earn in a local school system ranges from

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500 Teachers May Be Told
Jobs Lost, But Hope Remains

Al least 500 Kentucky teachers have
been, or soon will be, removed from the
employment list of boards of education,
but all is not lost. School board officials
say many of the cuts — which they have
attributed to declining enrollment, state-
mandated salary increases and the
elimination of federal programs — may
be reinstated when state and federal

appropriations for local school board
budgets are known.
The Kentucky School Boards

Association last Wednesday released the
results of a survey in which 160 of the 186
school districts in the state reported a
total of 343 positions eliminated for the
upcoming year,

The major district not responding to
the survey was Jefferson County, which
will have a net loss of 160 teaching
positions next year, according to Ronald
Barber of the Jefferson county school
superintendent’s office.

No positions are being eliminated in

Of the 343 position cuts reported in the
survey, 188 will be taken care of by
retirements, resignations or similar
attrition, according to James Melton,
executive director of the association,

This would mean 155 teachers have
been notified that their contracts will not
be renewed next year, Melton said. He
added that many of these teachers may
be rehired when budget determinations
are made,

School boards, by law, must notify
teachers by April 30 if their contracts are
not being renewed. Since final budget
figures are unavailable by that date,
many shcool boards make such
notifications to be on the safe side in
figuring the number of teachers'they will
employ the next year.

The Kentucky Education Association
has expressed alarm at the number of
positions being cut by school boards in a
year in which the General Assembly
appropriated $270 million in new money
for education.

In response to a request for an in-
vesligation into the matter, Gov. Julian
Carroll recently said it was a local issue
aver which the state has no control.

After Carroll's response, KEA
President Wayne Harvey said the
organization would look into the
declining enrollments to see where they
are occuring.

Harvey said he was pleased Carroll
had directed the state Office of Policy
and Management to monitor the ex-
penditure of all education funds ap-
propriated by the General Assembly. But
Harvey added, "'I'm not sure at this point
if there is anything we can do (to combat
the position cuts).”

structions for sourdough '’starters," said
to have been the most prized item in a
prospector's pack. Some bakeries sell
sourdough bread as fast as they can bake
it.

Sourdough, so called because of its
vaguely sour smell, is probably the oldest
known leavened bread, according to Sue
Burrier, foods and nutrition specialist
with UK's Cooperative Extension Ser-
vice, Its discovery, Burrier said, un-
doubtedly came after wild yeast spores
floating on the wind settled on some
flour-and-water dough and began to
ferment, Perhaps a day or two later
when this dough was heated in ashes or
hot rocks, the fermentation gas--carbon
dioxide--began to expand and the dough
firmed, producing a light, porous and
exceedingly tasty bread.

Then in ancient Egypt, as history
records, somebody found that a bit of the
fermented dough would start the same
action working when added to a batch of
new dough.

“Don’t worry your pretty little head about such things'’ was a constant refrain
that women heard when the subject turned to jobs, credit, wills, insurance and
legal matters. But an awareness that times have changed, and that women are no
longer exempt from the financial and legal aspects of modern life, has prompted
the Kentucky Commission on Women to sponsor a series of programs entitled
““Women in Today's World." Prestonsbujg Community College will host one such
program June 1 and the members of a coordinating committee designed to fill in
thelocal details met Wednesday morning at the college.

The commission itself is a 24-member advocacy board that educates women on
their legal status and any relevant state legislation, according to Helen Hughes,
executive director, who was on hand to provide a general introduction to the
program ideas.

The gourmet’s delight down by a
nearby stream or pond, and all it will cost
you is a new set of flashlight batteries, a
night's 4 and perhaps a good
dunking.

We're ts&king. of course, about frogs.
And about frog hunters, who after the
May 15 opening date will be tired, sleepy,
and wet, bull well fed.

Experiencéd frog gathers have their
favorite techhiques for capturing their
quarry. Perhaps the favorite is gigging,
although others§ prefer to use a .22 rifle or
a bow and arrow. But the most basic
method is' just to wade in and grab them
by hand. This also is often the most ex-
citing technique, particularly for these
who can't tell the difference between a
frog’s eyes and a spake's in the beam of a
flashlight.

It’s also possible to capture frogs
during the day by ‘‘fishing’" for them
with a rod, reel an§ artificial lure. The
““fisherman’’ looks f@r frogs resting close
to the water's edgd or on a clump of
moss. He then dangles a small wet or dry
fly in front of the frog, bringing it closer
and closer until the frog “‘strikes.' When
hooked, the frog will usually take to the
water, and landing it is as much a
challenge as playing a good-sized fish.

“fishing’’ method. With the tens of
thousands of ponds in Kentucky, chances
are that there is one nearby where you
can obtain permission to do some
frogging.

The 1978 frog season opened 12:01 a.m.,
May 15 and will continue through mid-
night, October 31. The daily limit is 15,
with no more than 30 in possession after
two or more days of frogging. Since most
frog gathering is done at night, the legal
“day’ extends from 12 o’clock noon to
the following noen. During this time, a
person may have no more than 15 frogs in
possession while in the field.

A license is required to capture frogs.
If a gun or bow and arrow is used a
hunting license is necessary, and a
fishing license is required of the person
using fishing tackle. Either a hunting or
fishing license will suffice for gigging or
hand grabbing frogs. The holder of a
combination license may, of course, use
any of the above methods.

One last tip: when you clean your
frogs, remove the white cord in each hind
leg. This cord, which can be readily seen
where the legs are split apart, is actually
a nerve, and this is what makes the legs
jump while being cooked.

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To Stewart Wright, Whose Life Is a Light to Others
Re-discover™

He's 6-3 and 180 pounds of courage and
inspiration. He's been in a wheelchair
since football season before last, and he
is determined to beat the odds. Let's
allow him to light up our lives a bit—this
Stewart Wright of Floyd county.

It was a bitter cold night in eastern
Kentucky, but high school football
brought out a crowd of supporters for the
Prestonsburg Blackeats and just as
many followers for the Morgan County
Cougars, of West Liberty.

“On the kickoff is when it happened,"
recalled Alan Hill, a Cougar. '‘The
kickoff is the most dangerous play in
football because the two teams meet
going full steam ahead and collide in the
middle. It was very cold and the fog was
drifting in. The kick was made, and our
return man fielded the ball. Lenny
Franklin went up the middle of the
Prestonsburg field when Stewart broke
through the wedge and went sailing to
make the tackle. His feet left the
ground."”

Where yelling and cheers had echoed
against the hills, now was deep silence.
The youth, too, was silent, unmoving.

For Stewart and his family and friends,
the days, weeks and months ahead were
agonizing, frustrating ups and downs
emotionally, but not without certain
victories, courage and high hope.

Back in Cougar county at Morgan
County High School, the sophomore
English class studied thie book, WIN-
NING. The book so paralleled the life of
young Stewart Wright, the English
teacher, Mrs. Henry L. Allen, wrote to
Stewart:

*I've written you before, but this note
was prompted by the book, WINNING,
used in my sophomore English classes at
Morgan County High this week (May 3).
We noticed right away the similarity of
events in the novel to your life. My
students wanted to send you these brief
notes, for they feel that they know you, in
a way, through recent news from your
father (Ronald Wright) to Larry Evans
and Gwendolyn Black who do the same
type of work in Morgan county that your
father does in Floyd. I relayed this news
to my class. I had also saved newspaper

clipps from two years back which in-
terested the class. A few of the students
remembered the game.

1 am sure each day produces evidence
that people do care and through these
notes and flowers we here at MCHS want
you to know we care. My family was at
the football game the night you were
hurt, as our son Perry was quarterback.
(Anolder son now at UK played the same
position the year before and our
youngest, Bill, is a Little League quar-
terback.)

“It's interesting to hear of your artistic
ability, and your school arrangement
sounds great, To have Mr. Jamerson, a
former UK football player, as a teacher
couldn’t be better, and I imagine your
hours at school are two of the happiest
days of the week.

“Perry and the other football Cougars
think of you often. He plans to attend
Morehead State University in the fall. My
husband is principal at Elliott County
High School and a former football coach,
but we live in West Liberty."

Stewart goes to the Rehabilitation
Center at Thelma (Johnson county)
weekly for physical therapy. He is
working mainly on the ability to use his
hands to feed himself with a special type
spoon. He has a hospital bed in his room
at home and his family recently installed
a shower that he can manipulate from
his wheelchair. His family also is con-
sidering a specially designed car for him.

His homebound teacher, Wilbur
(Shorty) Jamerson, who was a UK
quarterback and former football coach at
Wheelwright High School, comes to
Stewart’s home three days each week
and Stewart goes to Prestonsburg High
two days a week for about two hours a
day. His lowest grade this year is a ''B"".
Other students love to be near him and

Stewart’s love for art began at an
early age and some of his murals of
Kentucky scenes now adorn the walls at
Prestonsburg High. The fact that he is
paralyzed from his neck down does not
stop him. He paints and paints
beautifully by holding the brush with his
mouth. Sometimes the brush is taped to
his fingers which he can move slightly.

“Stewart’s spirit is marvelous,” said
his father, a social worker, “and it's
contagious. It reaches out to all of us.”

*“Just hang in there and keep on
smiling,”” was the note from MCHS
sophomore Debbie Patrick.

A do-it-yourself preg-
nancy test, called E.P.T.
In-Home Early Pregnancy
Test sold to millions of
women in Europe is now
available for the first fime
nationwide,

A major breakthrough in
the field of home diagnos-
ties, EP.T. is sold in drug-
stores without prescription.
It can detect a pregnancy as
early as nine days after a
woman has missed a men-
strual period, thus helping
to assure that she will ob-
tain the earliest possible
proper prenatal care for her
own health and that of her
unborn child. The sooner a
woman finds out she's preg-

_ nant, the sooner she can
begin proper health habits,
such as the avoidance or
minimizing of exposure to
cigarettes, alcohol, improper
nutrition and some com-
monly used household med-
ications, all of which can be
harmful to the developing
baby.

The test is safe, simple
and is highly accurate. The
kit contains just four parts:
a test tube containing
reagents used to detect a
hormone called HCG; a
dropper; a vial containing
purified water; and a test-
tube holder with mirror, To
conduct the test, a woman
simply collects a sample of
her first morning urine and
places three drops of the
urine and the purified water
from the plastic vial into the
test tube, which already
contains the test reagents.
Next, she presses the rubber
stopper into the test tube
and shakes it vigorously for
10 seconds.

to the question of whether she's pregnant.

the test tube back in its ori-
ginal position in the holder
and leaves it completely un-
disturbed for two hours.

If after two hours a dark
brown donut-shaped ring
forms in the bottom of the
test tube, as reflected in the
mirror located beneath the
test tube, the woman can be
97 percent sure she is preg-
nant and should consult her
doctor for proper medical
care.

If a negative result (no
brown ring —just a yellow-
red deposit) is obtained on
the first test, a woman can
be 80 percent sure she’s not
pregnant, but if menses do
not begin, a second test

should be performed one
week later. If still negative,
the woman can be 91 per-
cent sure she’s not pregnant,
but if she still doesn't get
her period she should see
her doctor, since there may
be other important reasons
for this condition.

Many doctors feel it’s im-
portant that a woman take
this test because the first 60
days of pregnancy are so
critical in fetal development.
The E.P.T. test offered by
the Warner/Chilcott Division
of Warner-Lambert can get
mothers-to-be to their doc-
tors nearly a month earlier
than if they waited until a
second period was missed,
as is usually the case.

The state Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection recognized 18 senior en-
vironmentalists last week for their
outstanding efforts in preserving and
enhancing Kentucky’s environment.

The U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency designated May 24 as Senior
Enviornmental Employment Day, and
environmental agencies from 10 states
honored participants in the Senior En-
vironmental Employment Program.,

The program is sponsored by the EPA
and the Administration on Aging to
demonstrate ways older people can be
effectively employed and at the same
time help environmental programs that
are experiencing funding or manpower

shortages. Kentucky was one of 10 states
awarded $100,000 grants from the federal
government to implement the program
and the state Department for Human
Resources' Center on Aging assisted the
environmental department in hiring
qualified senior environmentalists.

Since last September when the
program began, Kentucky’s senior en-
vironmentalists have worked 20 hours a
week doing everything from evaluating
sanitary surveys to collecting water
samples from rivers and streams within
the divisions of water quality, hazardous
materials and waste management, air
pollution control and sanitary
engineering.

In the Division of Water Quality the
senior participants have performed

sewage treatmént plant inspections, and
have collected fumerous water samples
for analysis. From January to March six
participants in the non-hazardous
materials section of the Division of
Hazardous Material and Waste
Management loc 35 open dumps.
During this time, the pesticides section
completed 200 busiiess surveys looking
for unlicensed ‘pesticide control
operators and informed businessmen
who pratcie their owl pest control of the
proper procedures. the Division of
Sanitary Engineering the participants
aided in eliminating a three-month
backlog of bacteriological reports and
are now processing 2,000 reports a
month.

about the speeding trucks that
sometimes hit up to 80 miles an hour and
the spilling of coal,” said Com-
monwealth's Attorney Paul Deaton.

Deaton said the solution to the problem
of speeding lies in the hands of the coal
companies that employ the majority of
the independent coal truck drivers
hauling over U.S. 23. He added that
Ashland 0Oil Co. is the major coal com-
pany hauling coal over the road.

““It really is up to the industry itself to
stop it,” Deaton continued. ‘“Unless they
don't, the grand jury has instructed me to
take drastic action to force them to do it.

*“If they don't do it on their own, we'll
do it for them,’ Deaton said.

The grand jury report said, ‘‘Unless
the coal trucks voluntarily restrain their
speed, severe and drastic measures will
be taken.”

The report said that ‘‘saturation
patrols’' by the state police and state
highway enforcement of weight laws
would be requested.

Cromer said he told the grand jury that
automobiles were also speeding on the
road.

He said that the coal trucks presented
‘“‘obstacles’” to cars that wanted to get
around them and the speeding attitude
was created by the volume of traffic.

Deaton said an illustration of the
speeding problem on U.S. 23 happened
last week when two tanker trucks
crashed inside the Lawrence county line
and a driver was killed.

If he had hit a car or the bus,
there's no telling where that trailer
would have gone,” Cromer said.

Joy, Sorrow, Rage—
All Can Be Lethal

When Dr. George Engel suffered a
heart attack on the last day of mourning
his twin brother's unexpected death, he
began to wonder if there had been a
definite correlation "between the two
events and if it was a common or un-
common oceurance,

Common, he discovered. Writing in the
April Reader’s Digest, the physician
says: ‘“‘As far back as writlen records
exist, people are described as dying
suddenly while in the throes of fear, rage,
grief, humilitation or joy.”

A study of 275 cases “‘in which death
generally occurred within minutes or
hours of a major event in the person's
life"’ revelead four common charac-
teristics. The most common category
(135 cases) was death following the
death—or anniversary of death—of
someone exceptionally close,

Next (103 cases) was a situation of life-
threatening danger—this included deaths
during the period of danger or shortly
after the threat had passed, He gilgs the
case of a man who survived a major
earthquake but died at his desk during a
minor tremor a few months later,

Disappointment, failure, defeat or loss
of status appeared to provoke 21
deaths,including six deaths of prominent
citizens who died while involved in
criminal proceedings.

Even happiness can take its toll. Engel
found 16 cases of sudden death at the
time of triumph, success or joyous
reunion. ‘A 75-year-old man who hit the
twin double for $1683 on a $2 bet died as
he was about to cash in his winning
ticket,”" he reports.

Organized Crime Reported
Infiltrating Virginia Coal

State and federal authorities are in-
vestigating reports that organized crime
has begun buying into coal mines and
mine-related industries in Southwest
Virginia, it was reported Sunday.

The Roanoke (Va.) Times and World-
News reported that federal and state
investigators said they have indications
that organized crime has bought into at
least one coal mine, and that other coal
mines may be owned in part by organized
crime,

The newspaper also reported that
investigators believe al least one murder
is linked to organized crime activity in
Virginia's coal fields.

Authorities said there are also many
other cases of fraud involving insurance,
the sale and disappearance of heavy
equipment and worthless coal leases, the
newspaper reported,

The Times and World-News reported
that authorities investigating the
situation have been hampered by what
one federal investigator characterized as
“tremendous public corruption’ in coal-
field counties,

Federal officials said organized crime
has begun to move into the coalfields
because the area is ripe for it, the news-
paper reported.

“Because of the coal boom and the
tremendous amount of capital equipment
it takes to mine coal, you have an ex-
cellent opportunity for laundering
money,"” one federal official told the
newspaper.

Wise County Commonwealth's At-
torney Joseph Kuczko this month asked
Gov, John N. Dalton to ask the Justice
Department to provide assistance in
combatting the problem.

Kueczko told the newspaper he
requested the federal aid because he does
not believe local and state law en-
forcement agencies have the technical
capabhility to effectively investigate and
combat organized crime.

The use of phony corporations confuses
state and local authorities, Kuczko told
the Times and World-News.

QUESTION: If the dead of this life are not
living somewhere at the present time then
how do you explain the following texts. John
B:51, John 11:26, and Luke 20:377

Seventh-day Adventist Church of Preslons“burg.

ANSWER:

The emphasis of these Lexts is Lhat
those who believe in Jesus will not
see death. Looking at the first text,
John 8:51, its thought is doubtlessly
connected with that of the preceding
one. Jesus had introduced the
subject of His Father's judgment. In
that judgment those who perservere
in the word of Christ will be granted
eternal life. The death here is not
physical death, which comes to the
righteous and the wicked alike, but
to the second death, which will
ultimately annihilate the wicked
(Revelation 20:6, 14, 15). The op-
posite of the second death is eternal
life, (John 3:16), which is
represented in the Scriptures as
being granted to the believer at the
moment he aceepts His Lord (I John
3:14; 5:11; 5:12). This gift the
overcomer never loses. Physical
dissolution at death and the state of
unconsciousness between death and
the resurrection do not deprive him
of the gift. His life continues to be
"*hid with Christ in God'" (Colossians
3:3), to be translated into glorious
immortaility on the resurrection
morn.

In John 11:26, the reference here is
clearly to the second death, and not

.................................................................

to the cessation of life that comes to
all at the end of their earthly jour-
ney. This latter experience is im-
plied in John 11:25 in the expression,
“though he were dead” which is
better rendered by ‘‘even though he
should die’’. The second death is
synonymous with the expression
“perish"’ in John 3:16. From this
experience those who live and
believe in Jesus will be delivered
(Revelation 20:6),

The “‘now' in Luke 20:37 is not a
reference to chronology but rather a
logical one. It could just as easily
have been translated ‘'therefore.”
Because of the foregoing argument
“now”’ or “therefore’’ the following
istrue. As for the rest of the passage
Jesus is referring to the future state
of His followers. Not to their present
condition of rest. Then all the
believers will live. If the dead are
living now then there is no need or |
purpose for a resurrection. The
second coming of Jesus is to
regenerate life in deceased
humanity, not a continuation of an
existing state.

Appropriate occupations for which
STIP training programs will be con-
sidered include those occupations which
show existing or projected demand,
which can be sold on the labor market on
a broad basis, and which require sub-
Stantial proparatory training (at least six
months in most cases) in order to acquire
sufficient proficiency to perform the
réquirements of the job. The STIP
trdining may not exceed 18 months in
duration.

Examples of STIP costs which may be
incutred by the private-for-profit em-
ployer and be wholly or partially
reimbursed could include classroom and
instrctional costs, participant wages,
materials and equipment costs, sup-
portive service costs and other costs in
support of the project. Training may be a
combination of classroom and on-the-job
training but may not be exclusively on-
the-job training.

SBA Plavoed hy
Waste, Scandal?

The Small Business Administration
(SBA) is not only failing in its basic
purpose to help small businesses but also
bilking U.S. taxpayers of hundreds of
millions of dellars through fraud,
misrepresentation and questionable
lending practices. So charges Donald
Robinson in the June Reader’s Digest.

For instance, abuses in the ‘''8A"
program, which allots more than $500
million in government contracts each
year to minority-run companies are
widespread. “‘Investigators found that
much of (the money) was plainly plun-
dered,’” Robinson writes, ‘‘In addition to
the abuses brought about by sham
companies thal were supposedly
minority owned and managed but were
actually controlled by whites, in-
vestigators found that almost anyone, it
seems, has been eligible for B8A
assistance. In Alabama, a white
businessman was classified as ‘socially
or economically disadvantaged'—and
thus eligible for aid—because he had a
difficult childhood in Greece during
World War II."

The Senate subcommittee on federal
spending practices and open govern-
ment, chaired by Sen. Lawton Chiles (D.,
Fla.), spent a year investigating SBA
practices and found evidence of con-
nections with organized crime, undue
political influence and cover ups.

Raymond Harshman, then Chief of the
SBA’s Requirements Division,
documented the 8A abuses to the agen-
cy's national headquarters. But when
Sen. Chiles's investigators asked to see
the documentation, they were told
Harshman's files had been thrown out.

The new SBA administrator, A. Vernon
Weaver, announced last fall that he had
expelled 52 companies for violations of
8A regulations, "In March,” Robinson
related, ‘‘Senate investigators found
that, in fact, there had been no house-
cleaning at SBA. Fifty-one of those 52
companies had dropped off through
normal attrition."”

Even though SBA's own investigators
have recommended that 126 companies
be audited for questionable practices, the
subcommittee found, as of March, only 19
were actually on the audit list.

Sen. Chiles recommends legislation
providing for an inspector general for the
SBA, similar to the one approved for
HEW. That person would be empowered
to clean up the corruption and restore
SBA funds to the worthy companies for
which the agency was created.

The water snake which fishermen

“wetting their lines' in Kentucky's
ponds, lakes, and rivers, may be en-
countering right now, is not a bad ser-
pent, It lives mostly on small bbilfrogs,
water dogs (salamanders) and trash fish
that are of little, if any value. It catches
its victims by chasing and seizing them
in its jaws. It has a very keen sense of
smell and, according to =zoologists,
probably traces its prey very much like a
hound trails a fox. It is an experl
swimmer, usually lifting its head a few
inches above the water when swimming.

The water snake is a bluffer of the first
order. When cornered, it [lattens itself
and strikes out like a copperhead. Its
teeth, however, contain no poison and it
can inflict only slight and harmless
wounds—wounds less painful than a
briar seratch.

When acting as if it would rather fight
than eat, it will flee to the safety of the
waler like a streak of greased lightning if
given a slight chance to escape.

The water snake is of a dingy brown
color with cross bands of brown or
reddish brown which spread out into
blotches at the sides. Its color is very
protective as it lies on rocks, old logs, or
piles of drift, sunning itself. IL is very
local in its habits and generally has a
favorite place for backing, and returns to
the same place year after year.

The water snake attains a length of
about four feet. Its young do not hatch
from eggs, but are born alive in August
and September. They differ from their
parents in that they are pale gray in color
with jet-black bands.

Confusing the common water snake
with the deadly cottonmouth that also
haunts southern waters, many persons
plying Kentucky waters slay it on sight.
Even some of the most humane people
we know never fail to kill this snake and
all others they encounter as well, both
harmless or otherwise,

Except in extreme western Kentucky,
the cottonmouth does not exist. Al least
that is what zoologists say. There have
been tales to the contrary, of course, but
little proof as to their validity.

So the plea is—don’t kill the harmless
little watersnake or any other of the non-
poisonous species. They are valuablein
the ‘maintenance of the all-important
‘“balance of nature” and are more in-
teresting as creatures for study than as
targets for sticks, stones and .22 caliber
rifles and pistols.

The state Department of Trans-
portation is cracking down on carriers
of explosives who ignore federal and
state laws and thus pose serious threats
of property damage and personal injury,

State Transportation Secretary Calvin
;. Grayson said recently that the Divi-
sion of Highway Enforcement has begun
working with the Department of Mines
and Minerals, the state agency
ultimately responsible for the explosives
laws in Kenfuecky.

Highway Enforcement officers
recently completed training provided by
Mines and Minerals instructors aimed at
identification of explosives being trans-
ported in the state, chiefly dynamite,
blasting caps and ‘“‘oxidizers’” such as
ammonium nitrate

To transport such explosives legally, a
carrier is supposed to label his vehicle on
all sides with placards which read:
“EXPLOSIVES" in red letters, not less
than four inches in height. But many,
especially small, private users of
dynamite, are {ailing to follow such laws,
according to Highway Enforcement
Director Col. Richard Horn.

Responsibility for abiding by the laws
rests with the vehicle driver and the
dealer of the explosives. The dealer is
required to insure that the buyer is not a
convicted eriminal, The dealer must also
check the buyer's wvehicle for the
necessary placards, a working fire ex-
tinguisher, and proper distribution of the
load. All of these requirements are
spelled out in Federal Department of
Transportation and state laws.

Also, it is the dealer’s duty to receive
proof of the driver's good health before
loading any explosives in his vehicle. “If
this or any other law is ignored, the ex-
plosives dealer is left open to fines of as
much as $25,000 and imprisonment of up
to five years," Horn said. Fines for
drivers are about the same, he said.

But more importantly, if a dealer or
driver ignores these laws, an unidentified
car or truck could leave with explosives
and wreck somewhere with no placards
to alert officials to the contents of the
vehicle and no extinguisher to put out any
fires, Horn said.

Such cases of burning vehicles
carrying explosives have been numerous
according to James Ludwiczak, acting
director of Explosives and Blasting in the
Department of Mines and Minerals.

“Fortunately, these instances of
burning, unmarked vehicles have ended
luckily,”” Ludwiczak said. “But they
could have been huge disasters."

Ludwiczak explained that training
Highway Enforcement officers to
identify explosives is part of his agency's
effort to avoid the threat of an explosion
on the highways.

*Up to 100 cases of dynamite can be
trucked by a single tractor-trailer and an
explosion of such a load could send
missiles a distance of three or four
miles,” Ludwiczak said. He noted that
his agency does not have adequate
personnel to monitor the highways for
improper methods used by explosives
carriers,

“The Division of Highway Enforce-
ment has no legal authority over the
explosives, but officers can stop a vehicle
and notify us,” Ludwiczak said.

He said Kentucky uses more ex-
plosive material than any other state. He
also referred to Kentucky as a ‘'keystone
state” for through-traffic of explosives.

“A number of out-of-state carriers
have been fined heavily in recent months
for improper carrying practices,”
Ludwiczak said. He mentioned the
practice of carrying dynamite and
blasting caps mixed together in the same
load as ‘‘an extremely dangerous viola-
tion of law cited frequently.”

Ludwiczak said his agency, in
cooperation with Highway Enforcement,
is making it “very expensive and in-
convenient for truckers to run explosives

illegally."” He gave the example of one
recent $1,000 on-the-spot fine for carrying
caps and dynamile together.

Mines and Minerals has been working
on the transporfation aspect of ex-
plosives for the past one and a half years,
Ludwiczak said. He said he has
agreements with State Police and
Disaster and Emergency Services of-
ficials to call the Explosives Division
whenever explosives are involved in
highway law violations.

But recent cooperation and training
with the Division of Highway En-
forcement was called Lhe biggest step
toward prevention of explosives mishaps
since Mines and Minerals took over
authority of explosives in 1972

Employment Gains
Recorded in State

The total number of Kenluckians
working in April increased by 74,200 from
March, according to Robert MacDonald,
chief labor market analyst for the
Department for Human Resources.

This brought total employment to
1,493,000 —80,700 more people than a year
ago.

“The end of the coal strike and season
factors are the primary reasons for the
large increase in employment,” Mac-
Donald said.

Most of Kentucky’'s major industries
increased their employment during
April. The construction industry gained
11,200 workers, the service industry 4,100
and the trade industry 3,200.

Unemployment dropped from 81,600
people in March Lo 63,100 in April, or 22.7
percent. The rate of unemployment
decreased from 5.4 to 4.1 percent, which
was the lowest since October of last year.
The national unemployment rate was 5.8
percent. Kentucky's unemployment rate
was .2 percent lower than in April 1977.

Kentucky's labor force, which is
computed by adding those presently
working to those on record seeking
employment, numbered 1,556,100 persons
in mid-April. This was the largest
number since November 1977.

ACCORDING TO THE National High-
way Traffic Safety Administration, in a
survey of 15 and 19 year old high school
students 50 percent of them said they had
been in one or more situations during the
past month where alcohol was present.
And 40 percent of these young people
were girls.

“To Help People Hurt Less”

The work of all people in the helping
professions has one basic, overriding,
attainable goal; to help people hurt less,

We also need to dedicate ourselves to
lessening the pain of alcoholic people. We
should be realistic in our goals, rather
than holding out emply promises to total
cure and eradication of aleohol
problems. We must continue to search
for more answers, while recognizing that
too many people are hurting too much to
be simply put off while we search.

In our Big Sandy Area we are con-
fronted with this immediate fact:
alcoholism is a deadly cancer in our
society. It is a malignancy that eats at
the lives of nearly 12,000 persons withing
Johnson, Martin, Magoffin, Floyd and
Pike counties. Itis an illness that directly
or indirectly touches the lives of one out
of every five people in this nation.

Yet, the general understanding of this
devastating reality has not yet been
achieved. If it had, alcohol misuse would
nottobethe massiveproblem that it is. We
would not still be seeking answers, still
far from achieving our goals.

This condition did not come about
overnight. It took vears of wholesale
ignorance and sheer neglect for the
problem of alcoholism to develop into
today's state of crisis.

It should be no surprise, then, that we
have problems with alcohol.
Realistically, we are always going to
have alcohol problems, to some degree.
Lacking clear guidelines, it is not really
surprising that there are such an
abundance of us who take overdoses of
aleohol regularly; and there are many
more who overdose (hemselves
periodically. We are a nation of drug
users; and far too many of us are mis-
users.

We should become unceasing in our
concern for alcoholic people. We should
become committed to treating a
population of sick people because they
can't always help themselves. Let us
remove the stigma, the disdain, the
moralizing, the hypoerisy which have too
often characterized our treatment of
alcoholic. people.

In our society no drug is more abused,
to more devastating effect, than alcohol.
By whatever standard we weigh the drug
situation; numbers of users, abusers,
availability, dollar value, death,
destruction, shattered lives--alcohol is
number one.

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More Coal Miners and Survivors Now Can Get Black Lung Benefits

More coal miners disabled with black
lung and survivors of miners who died
from this disease can now get black lung
benefils, as a result of recent changes in
the law. The changes include both people
who have never applied for payments, as
well as many whose claims were turned
down.

The definition of ‘“‘miner’’ has been
expanded, making more workers
eligible. It now also includes individuals
whe process or transport coal, who work
in mine construction and are exposed to
coal dust, and selfemployed miners.

Survivors of miners who had worked 25
years or more in coal mine employment
before June 30, 1971, can get benefits if
the miner was at least partially disabled
by black lung. A survivor no longer has a
deadline to apply; however, a miner
must apply for benefits within three
yvears after a medical determination of
total disability (rather than after the
date of last exposed employment), or by
March 1, 1981, if later.

A miner can apply for black lung
benefits while still working in the mines.
If itis determined he is qualified, he must
stop working within one year after the
determination to receive checks. An
exception to this would be a miner with
complicated pneumoconiosis who can
continue working and still receive
benefits, although benefits may be
reduced because of earnings.

The fact that a person was working in
the mines when he died no longer proves
he was not disabled by black lung.
Similarly, an individual now working in
or around the mines, performing lighter
duties than he did most of his life, may be
able to get benefits.

The new law eases requirements for
medical evidence of pneumoconiosis. For
example, an X-ray showing the disease
must be accepted without rereading if it
is of good quality, and there is no reason
to suspect fraud.

The basic monthly benefit for a totally
disabled miner or widow is $219 a month.
This may be increased to a maximum of
$439.70 a month for individuals with three
or more qualified dependents.

Ky. Senators’ Bill
To Help Operators
With Senate Okeh

The Senate has approved legislation
sponsored by Kentucky Senators Wendell
Ford and Walter (Dee) Huddleston to
increase the levels of assistance to small
operators and provide additional funds to
states in enforcing the new surface
mining requirements.

The bill, which was approved by
unanimous consent, increases the small
operator assistance funding levels to $25
million for the next two years and $15
million for the following 13 years.
Congress originally authorized $10
million annually for a 15-year period to
assist small operators in meeting the
hydrologic and test boring requirements
of the new law.

“The increased funding levels are
necessary Lo assist the smaller mining
operations in meeting the requirements
of the new law without undue financial
hardships,'” the Senators said in a joint
statement. ''The additional author-
izations for the state enforcement
programs are essential if the states are
to properly and effectively enforce the
new law.”

Under the bill, the authorized funding
level of grants to states to cover costs of
the interim enforcement programs and
Federal interim inspections is raised
from $19 million to $25 million for the
next two fiscal years. Office of Surface
Mining officials indicated earlier that, to
meet the fiscal vear 1978 state grant
needs, funds are being reprogrammed
within the agency from other programs.

medical services and supplies needed to
treat their lung disease. Among those
newly eligible are many miners who
started getting monthly benefits in the
early 1970's. Most miners have been
notified that they have six months to sign
up for the medical card.

The original black lung law enacted in
1969 was due to expire in 1982 but now is
permanent. To help finance the program
and pay administrative costs, a Black
Lung Disability Trust Fund has
established. It is funded by an excise tax

on the sale of coal by the producer. All
monthly and medical benefits for miners
who last worked before 1970 or when a
responsible mine operator can't
located to pay the benefits will be paid
from the fund.

If you are a miner or survivor who has
never applied for black lung benefits and
feel you may now be eligible, contact any
social security office. The people there
can help you file a claim and then will
forward it to the U. S, Department of
Labor which now administers the

be

program.

If you had a black lung claim turned
down by either the Social Security Ad-
ministration or the Department of Labor
(or your appealed claim is pending), you
should have received a notice by now that
you have a right to have your old claim
reviewed. If you have not been notified
about this, contact your social security
office. The office is located on U. S, 23,
near the Auxier entrance to Jenny Wiley
State Park.

Housing for Flood Victims
To Cost about $35 Milion

Preliminary approval has been given
to construeting 1500 units of housing for
victims of last spring’s floods in Eastern
Kentucky, Sens. Walter (Dee) Hud-
dleston and Wendell Ford and Rep. Carl
D. Perkins announced recently.

The total cost of the project, which will
be funded by the U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development, will be
approximately $35 million—a figure that
is still subject to revision.

Perkins, Huddleston and Ford were
advised today that formal announcement
of the project’s approval is expected in
the near future. Hundreds of families
have been temporarily lodged in trailors
after being left homeless as a result of
the floods which struck Eastern Ken-
tucky last April. The new housing sites

Units
also are scheduled lo be allocated to
Johnson, Perry, MecCreary, Leslie,
Laurel and Letcher counties.

“We are extremely optimistic that
HUD will see fit to fund additional new
units of housing,”” Huddleston, Ford and
Perkins said in a joint statement. “‘This
certainly is a step in the right direction
and we are extremely pleased with
HUD's decision to move forward at last
with this much-needed project.

“We also remain hopeful that HUD will+*

look favorably on allowing these com-
munities to use Community Development
Block Grants for the development of
water and sewer facilities which will be
sorely needed in many areas.”

BASKETS AND BASEBALL CARDS barbed wire and lanterns, eagles and advert:smg
giveaways are just some of the valuable collectibles that

Checked your attic late-
ly¥? What you once thought
was merely a family memen-
to or just an old piece of
“junk' could turn out to
be more valuable than you
think.

That cast-iron eagle that
was once bolted on your
great-aunt's roof to stop
snow slides or your father’s
old baseball card collection
could be that special item
which some collector might
be willing to pay you hard
cash for.

Happily, the first volume
in a new seriesof books
called ““The Encyeclopedia of
Collectibles™ published by
Time-Life Books (541 North
Michigan Ave., Chicago, Ill.
60611) contains a wealth of
information on collectibles
ranging from advertising
giveaways to Indian arrow-
heads. For example, a calen-
dar for Hood's sarsaparilla
that was obtained in 1896
for six cents sold for $20
three quarters of a century
later.

NEWHISTORYMOBILE HIGHLIGHTS
KENTUCKY'S COAL INDUSTRY

The Kentucky Historical Society's new
Historymobile features an exhibit on the
development of the coal industry in Kentucky.
A 13-minute slide program, with historic
photographs, folk music and interviews with coal
miners, traces the industry’s development
through three major periods, beginning with the
pick and shovel days of the 1840s. The second
period begins around 1900 when the company
towns emerged and the railroad system and
undercutting machines appeared.

“Throughout the 1920s, coal was still
loaded by hand,”” according to Tom Gatewood,
curator of the Historymobile. “During the
modern period, beginning around 1940, coal-
loading machines and other sophisticated
equipment were introduced, Because of govern-
ment intervention, miners were required to have
more skill and technical knowledge, and the
industry developed improved safety and new
regulations for environmental protection.”

In addition to the slide show, the exhibit
includes a three-dimensional model of a coal
barge, tools from different periods, a model of
an underground operation and one of a
strip-mine operation. The traveling museum also
has video equipment to be used by students and
local historical societies to record history, The
Historymobile is available to schools, parks,
prisons, libraries, nursing homes, community
festivals, county fairs or interested groups, and
