1. For the Old Allen-Dwale area

housing, acquisition of dilapidated 
structures, relocation of families 
re iding in ~ uch structures and providing 
of sewer-collector lines. The project 
would affect an estimated 600 families. 

2. Housing rehabilitation in the 
previous flood plain at Martin and the 
repair and unplugging of sewers to low 
and moderate income houses; an 
estimated 100 families affected. The 
application is for $500,000. 

3. At Wheelwright a $1 million project 
including 75 vacant houses, 
rehabilitation those which can be 
repaired, demolition of some which 
cannot, rehabilitation of water and sewer

A total of $1,500 in fines was assessed last 
week on overweight trucks operating in 
the coWlty by District Judge Harold J.

(Judge Stumbo explained that a jail 
term may not legally be imposed for a 
first-offense drunk driving charge but 
days in jail may be added for drunken­
ness or for driving without a permit.) 

Reminded of the insistence of some 
citizens that he "crack down" on 
drunken drivers, the judge remarked 
that he has been tough on these offenses 
but must remain within the law. 

"For the first offense," he said, "I fine 
a drunk driver who Is convicted or who

Fire Razes Former Martin Youth Center Bldg. 

Fire early Monday morning, destroyed the block building (formerly the Martin Youth Center) 
which housed the Ornamental Iron Works Co., a firm which only recently moved into the structure 
on Route 80 near Martin. The blaze, apparently originating in ceiling wiring, resulted in more than 
$100,000 damage including the loss of seven welding machines and a large quantity of stock.

Local Control 
Study Is Begun 

A nine-member task force toured the 
Appalachian Regional Hospital system's 
10 hospitals and clinics this week, the 
first step in a plan for more local control 
of the facilities in Kentucky, Virginia and 
West Virginia. 

"Community involvement is the futw-e 
of these hospitals. I see it as a step in a 
progression that was bound to come," 
Dr. David K. Heydinger, ARH president, 
said. 

The ARH board of trustees has exer­
cised total control of the hospital chain 
since 1963, although councils of local 
residents were established to help make 
administrative decisions. 

Communities now are demanding 
more control and, in some areas, it has 
become an emotional issue, said 
Heydinger, who has resigned to join the 
Marshall University medical school in 
Huntington, W.Va., although no effective 
date has been set. 

Some local boards want more control 
"and they can handle more," he said. 
"Others don't want more." 

The task force will try to determine 
what level of local control is best for each 
area.

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30-Day Alcoholism Program 
Offered Problem Drinkers

"I feel good knowing that I will help 

someone else,'' said Paul Andis at a local 
workshop held recently during 
Alcoholism Awareness Week. "I can't 
change another person but I can offer' 
alternatives and present options for that 
change." 

Alcoholism Recovery Community and 
its director, Andis, provide opportunity 
for many problem drinkers who no 
longer want alcohol erupting their lives. 

The 30-day residential alcoholism 
treatment program located in Lexington 
is open to any resident of Floyd county 
who desires a change working toward 
sobriety. 

According to Andis, human contact 
makes the difference in working with 
those suffering from alcoholism. 

"At ARC we provide a healthy, nur­
turing environment as opposed to toxic. 
Usually the surroundings from which the 
client comes is poison. This is not 
society's fault and we don't pity the 
alcoholic. Instead we help that person 
make positive changes down in the gut so 
when returning home he will have power 
to resist obsessive drinking," explains 
Andis. 

Describing the ARC treatment facility 
Andis relates, "Theraputic community, 
we believe, works best in a residential 
environment set up within a small 
society and a person becomes more 
responsible in that setting. "A person can 
understand another individual in the 
same situation and oftentimes listens to 
another client before a counselor." 

"Working at ARC my job is not to lay a 
lot of great things on those needing help. 
Our job is to help assure an atmosphere 
where peer pressure works on the client. 
That client will in turn become a helping 
to someone else," concluded Andis. 

Since ARC services more than just the 
local central Kentucky area where it is

Needed-More Homeowners 
Public housing undeniably has its merits. It affords com­

fortable shelter at reasonable cost for many thousands of the 
elderly and those of low income who otherwise would be either 
homeless or forced to live miserable existences. 

But for the great majority of Americans it is not the answer to 
a problem which becomes more distressing by the year. The 
natural desire to own your home, to live under your own roof, to 
have a place to set down some roots as a family anchor becomes 
by the day more of dream than reality. 

Middle-class America is becoming the homeless segment of 
the population, unless rented apartments and mobile homes are 
to have fireside hearths. The cost of land, bui I ding materials and 
labor makes impossible homebuilding for young couples, and all 
others of moderate income are in much the same discouraging 
situation. 

These are the people who would be paying taxes and sup­
porting community services, Including government, if it were 
possible for them to own homes. (And it might be added that 
public housing contributes no taxes but takes property off the tax 
rolls.) These are among the reasons for more serious thinking 
about the housing situation which apparently is a national 
problem. 

The plan of the floyd County-Prestonsburg Community 
Development Agency to make available building lots rather than 
to go into the housing business itself strikes us as a step in the 
right direction. 

Now if they or others can find some building money to be 
borrowed at reasonable interest rates, some of the gloom might 
lift. 

Will Kentucky Share Coal Boom? 
Will Eastern Kentucky cash in on vast increases in coal production called for in 

President Carter's national energy plan? There now seems to be some doubt 
about whether it will. 

Various government reports, for example, conflict a grea~ deal on how much 
more coal is expected to be mined in Eastern Kentucky by 1985. For that reason, 
state officials, coal operators and miners should take a closer look at the energy 
planning going on now in Washington. If they don't, the national energy plan may 
end up excluding Eastern Kentucky from a boom that could help finance im­
proved life in the mountains. 

The president's energy plan aims to nearly double the amount of coal mined 
nationally over the next severn years. Since the plan was announced over a year 
ago tt has been assumed that Eastern Kentucky would play a larger part in it. 

The president was in Charleston, W. Va., last week and talked of the need for 
steady increases in coal production in Appalachia. His statements seemed to 
support this assumption. They also supported a U.S. Transportation Department 
report issued in January. The report estimated Appalachian production would 
increase by more than 50 percent by 1985. 

But a report now being prepared by the Department of Energy estimates 
production of Appalachian coal will go up by only 10 to 15 percent. In Central 
Appalachia, which includes Eastern Kentucky, production is projected to go up 
from 197 million tons last year to 209 million tons in 1985, an increase of only about 
6.5 percent. 

Meanwhile, out west, coal production may more than double. 
Why is the projected increase so small for Central Appalachia and Eastern 

Kentucky'? Is it because of bad roads that might not be able to handle a much 
larger number of coal trucks? Is it because railroad beds and tracks have 
deteriorated to the point they too would be inadequate for carrying significantly 
increased amounts of coal? 

Is it labor problems in the mountains? Or is it something else? 
These are a few of the questions state officials and the coal industry should be 

asking officials in Washington. The answers would give them some idea of what 
must be done if Eastern Kentucky is to keep riding the coal boom. 

And this boom, in the form of more jobs and increased severance tax revenues, 
provides Eastern Kentuckians with a glimmer of hope that life in the mountains 
can keep improving, no matter how slightly.

Mrs. Anna Jean Tackett, director of 
the community development agency,

Utilities connections are included in the 
development work, which is planned to 
beat the local housing shortage and lack 
of building sites. That work and the 
Lancer project have been funded for 
$500,000. The repair of flooded homed 
was hmded for $316,000.

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1,000 in '77) and provide swimming and 
first-aid instruction to some 600 in­
dividuals of all ages. The local chapter, 
according to Mrs . Willis, presently has 15 
multi-media first-aid instructors, four 
standard first-aid and personal safety 
instructors, three cardio ·pulmonary 
resuscitation instructors, one emergency 
instructor to the injured and eight 
swimming and water safety instructors . 

Adding to the local chapter's com­
mendable " track record" is the fact that 
the Red Cross here has, in cooperation 
with nwnerous civic organizations in the 
county as well as socia l service agencies 
and the county board of education, 
organized a countywide disaster and 
evacuation plan geared specifically to 
the needs of Floyd countians in time of 
widespread flooding. 

Mrs . Willis str essed that local 
donations are vital for the survival or the 
local organization, particularly so, she 
said, because the Red Cross services in 
Johnson , Magoffin and Martin counties 
are being transferred and centralized in 
the Floyd chapter office. 

"There are 42,000 people in Floyd 
county." Mrs . Willis said. "Just think, if 
each person would contribute just a 
small amount."

Women Libbers and Others 
The persecution of humans identified 

as " Women's Libbers," far from being a 
random expression of contemporary 
American prejudice, is becoming in­
stilltionalized in ways similar to the 
opening stages of the 17th Century Witch­
hunt in which nine million women were 
burned at the stake, the Nazis efforts to 
extenninate European Jewry between 
the two world wars, and 450 years of 
trying to prove black people were not 
human . 

Women Libbers have become, to those 
who oppose God's words or equality, 
identified as symbols of danger rather 
than humans. An ideology justifying 
their persecution has been created and 
otherwise conflicting agencies of social 
control are united in opposing this group­
and all three of these processes work to 
institutionalize their persecution. In turn, 
such socially sanctioned repression of a 
group of humans usually transcends 
itself both in its selection of targets and in 
its organization -- in other words, it often 
snowballs into vigorous suppression of all 
fonns of deviance or difference. 

Psychiatrists have provided much of 
the rationale for the war against women 
which is being waged in the name of God, 
Home and Country. Often mental health, 
moral values or social or political in­
terest, defining nonnality and health in 
terms of each other, are thrown in to 
weight their vocalizing. 

Psychiatry more and more identifies 
any form of alienation as a sickness 
which invites the forcible altering of the 
dissenter's behavior on humanitarian 
grounds. This kind of sickness, according 
to the same source, causes an abnormal 
concern for pornography and sex crimes, 
always blaming what they call 
"deviants," or "perverts," for every 
injustice or crime committable. 

More than 3,000 psychiatrists and 
psychologists who replied to a 
questionnaire from Dr. Daniel X. 
Freedman , chairman of the department 
of psychiatry at the University of 
Chicago, among other things said, "86.1 
percent agreed that people who 
vigorously try to suppress pornography 
are often motivated by unresolved sexual 
problems in their own characters." 

The most usable and frequently used 
prop by these sick people in their 
ominous process is it places it all in the 
category of heresy. This pattern may 
oon become endemic to the society.

The mo. t recent example involved an 

Indiana firm that had considered a site in 
Central Kentucky and one in Alabama 
for a plant expansion, btt chose Alabama 
because the workmen's compensation 
rates were four times lower than Ken· 
tucky's.

impressed," Fields said in an interview, 
''but then they see how much more it's 
going to cost them in workmen's com­
pensation rates and they choo e other 
locations." 

Fields says a state-by-state com· 
parison shows Kentucky 1s not the state 
"'ith the highest rates in the U.S., but it is 
in a position where it has higher rates 
than manv of the states in the :;outh in 
which the>· are in competition. 

Fields said some states' workmen's 
compensation rates are as much as three 
or four times lower than Kentucky's. 

"When you are in constant competition 
for attracting new industry to the tate, 
the workmen's compensation rate that 
were recently hiked by the legislature 
are the biggest handicap we're facing," 
Fields explained "It's tough trying to 
convince some representative to come to 
Kentucky when he knows he can pay 
much less in rates in some other states." 

As a result, the advantages the state 
uses to attract industry- stable em­
ployment, good roads, excellent 
navigation systems, good labor records­
often are overlooked or negated by the 
rising costs of workmen's compensation, 
Fields added. 

The problems during the past two 
years have not only hurt attracting new 
industries but keeping present firms 
from pulling up stakes and leaving the 
Commonwealth.

Proposed Food 
Stamp Changes 

Secretary of Agriculture Bob Bergland 
has proposed food stamp reforms to 
eliminate more than a million par­
ttcipants with the htghest incomes, and to 
make the program more accessible to 
several million poor not currently par­
ticipatmg, especially the elderly and 
workmg poor 

The new regulations would become 
effective, late th1s summer. Fam1hes 
owning luxury cars could be made 
meligible for food stamps, and persons 
convicted of food stamp fraud would be 
disqualified for up to tv.o years . Some 
students would be dropped from the 
program , while others would have to 
s1gn-up for work half-time to get food 
stamps. 

The new regulat ions also would do 
away with the requirement that par­
ticipants pay a certa in amount in cash to 
receive food stamps. Under the proposed 
new regulations , a family currently 
reqwred to pay $95 a month for 174 in 
food stamps -- or a net benefit of $79 -­
would simply receiv the $79 in stamps 
wtthout having to c e up with cash 
ftrst. This action was proposed by 
President Carter, who said some poor 
families are unable to get food stamps 
because they cannot make the required 
ca sh payment. 

The proposed changes would im­
plement reform food stamp legtslation 
passed by Congress last year. 

"We expect the change to be of par­
ticUlar benefit to the elderly and working 
poor," Secretary Bergland said. " More 
elderly and low-income working fam11ies 
Will now be able to participate and im­
prove their nutrition." 

The secretary satd the new law, and 
the proposed regulations, were designed 
to " strike a fair balance" in food a id to 
the needy. 

"The changes would a ssure that those 
w1th the highest income those not 
significantly in need of food stamps -­
would no longer qual ify, while we do a 
better job of reach ing those who truly are 
in need, " Secretary Bergland said. 

The proposed rules lower the net in­
come levels for food s tamps to the 
fe deral poverty level and s implify 
eligibility determina tions by replacing 
most itemized deductions now used in the 
program with standard deductions. 

The U.S. Department of Agriculture 
plans to accept comments on the 
proposals until June 16, and to issue final 
rules this summer States will then be 
allowed several months to prepare for 
implementation of the rules.

Does ACP Save the Soil! 
Congress Wants To Know 

For more than 40 years the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture has ad­
ministered throug)l the Agricultural 
Stablization and Conservation Ser­
vice:(ASCS) an Agricultural Con­
servatiOn Program (ACP) whereby the 
cost of installing certain conservation 
measures is shared by USDA. 

Recent Congressional reports show, 
however, that billions of federal dollars 
have been expended over the years; and 
yet, the average soil Joss per acre per 
year is greater. On 1940, the average loss 
per acre per year was 8; in 1976, the 
average had increased to 12.) · 

Congress has challenged the Executive 
Branch to evaluate the real effectiveness 
of ACP. According to Secretary of 
Agriculture Bob Bergland, "This com­
prehensive evaluation of the ACP is to be 
a practical, on-going activity. A large 
amount of soil, water, and woodland 
information is available in the most 
recent four years of ACP records--1975, 
1976, 1977, and 1978. These records will 
yield a variety of valuable data for use 
with future conservation standards." 

The evaluation is being conducted in 

scientifically selected counties across the 
United States. Of the 171 counties 
selected, seven are from Kentucky and 
include Ballard, Edmonson, Mason, 
McCreary, Montgomery, Perry, and 
Webster counties. 

The evaluation will include "before 
and after" situations. Examples of 
potential findings include : The amount of 
soil that was prevented from moving 
from fields in a given county, state, 
region, and nation; the crop rotation of 
that soil; amount of precipitation in­
volved ; effect of building terraces; 
construction of farm ponds; establishing 
permanent vegetative cover; installation 
of run-off control structures; and many 
other efforts to save our vital resources. 

ASCS will be assisted by the Soil 
Conservation Service in providing the 
technical data and information . The 
results will be issued next fall.

Joy, Sorrow, Rage­
All Can Be Lethal 

When Dr. George Engel 
suffered a heart attack on the 
last day of mourning his twin 
brother's unexpected death, he 
began to wonder if there had 
been a definite correlation 
between the two events and if it 
was a common or uncommon 
occurance. 

Common, he discovered. 
Writing in the April Reader's 
Digest, the physician says : 
" As far back as written 
records exist, people are 
described as dying suddenly 
while in the throes of fear , 
rage, grief, hurnilitation or 
joy." 

A study of 275 cases "in 
which death generally oc­
curred within minutes or hours 
of a major event in the person 's 
life" revelead four common 
characteristics. The most 
common category 035 cases) 
was death following the 
death-or anniversary of 
death-of someone ex­
ceptionally close. 

Next (103 cases) was a 
situation of life-threatening 
danger- this included deaths 
during the period of danger or 
shortly after the threat had 
passed. He cites the case of a 
man who survived a major 
earthquake but died at his desk 
during a minor tremor a few 
months later. 

Disappointment, failure , 
defeat or loss of status ap­
peared to provoke 21 
deaths,including six deaths of 
prominent citizens who died 
while involved in criminal 
proceedings. 

Even happiness can take its 
toll. Engel found 16 cases of 
sudden death at the time of 
triumph, success or joyous 
reunion. "A 75-year-old man 
who hit the twin double for 
$1683 on a $2 bet died as he was 
about to cash in his winning 
ticket,'' he reports.

Commission Voids 
2-Week Crossbow 
Season for Deer 

The state Fish and Wildlife Com­
mission has cancelled the special two­
week experimental season for taking 
deer with a crossbow, according to Dr. 
James C. Salato, commission chairman. 

The crossbow season, which was to 
have opened October 1 and continued 
through October 14, was cancelled, 
Salato said, after commission members 
reviewed oral and written evidence and 
opinion presented by bow hunters at a 
public hearing held in Frankfort May 18. 

" It seems obvious now," Salata said, 
"that our decision to allow crossbow 
hunting for deer, on a statewide basis , 
was perhaps a premature ·one. The 
commission now plans further study and 
research on both the effectiveness and 
the safety of the crossbow as a deer 
hunting weapon ." 

Until the studies are completed, Salato 
said, use of the crossbow will be limited 
to the Pioneer Weapons At~a m the 
Daniel Boone Forest where only 
primitive weapons such as the crossbow, 
flintlock rifle etc. may be used and where 
the seasons generally coincide with the 
statewide seasons.

State Representative Bill Weinberg, of 
Hindman, last week requested the 
Legislative Research Commission 
through its interim committees to con­
duct "a complete and thorough" in­
vestigation of the tate road maintenance 
system in Kentucky, citing problems 
which exist in the program, especially in 
Eastern Kentucky. Weinberg also wrote 
Governor Julian Carroll, requesting his 
full cooperation in any such such 
legislative activities. 

In his letter to LR6 Weinberg detailed 
the reasons for the request and the 
problems which he feels exist in the state 
program. "I have just learned since this 
letter was typed," he said, that all 
contracts for Adams Construction 
Company for the delivery of gravel have 
been cancelled, thus tmderlining the 
problem in securing effective delivery of 
services in this area. It is not clear to me 
at this time what alternative the state 
intends to develop to solve this problem." 

Weinberg said the investigation should 
include but not be limited to an 
examination of the methods used in 
allocating equipment to the various 
districts; the level of equipment in said 
districts compared to previous years; the 
reasons for the decrease in the cleaning 
of ditchlines in recent years; the 
procedures for hiring and firing of state 
maintenance personnel; the system's 
relationship to contractors and suppliers 
of gravel and other necessary materials; 
the financial needs of the maintenance 
program, and means of increasing its 
efficiency, effectiveness and respon­
siveness to the public. 

Weinberg wrote: "This investigation 
should be state-wide and should be aimed 
at arriving at concrete legislative 
suggestions for improving the main­
tenance program. It would not, and 
should not, be a search for scapegoats 
but should rather strive to develop 
positive suggestions for reversing the 
downhill spiral in our state road program 
which has affected if for several years. I 
am copying this letter to the Governor, 
with a note requesting his active 
assistance and cooperation in addressing 
this problem. 

"Speaking primarily from my 
knowledge of the situation in Eastern 
Kentucky, I am compelled to say that the 
situation is appalling. Some of the 
counties in Eastern Kentucky have less 
equipment in working order now than 
they had five years ago, in spite of in­
creasing road demands. Equipment in 
need of repair is idle for long periods. The 
cleaning of ditchlines has become the 
exception rather than the rule. Water 
stands under the roadbeds because the 
ditchlines are full, with the result that the 
asphalt quickly buckles, necessitating 
costly rebuilding jobs on roads which 
have recently been built. 

"Personnel policies are dominated by 
politics at the lower levels and immune 
from politics or any other accountability 
at the middle levels. Although those who 
are last hired can often times be removed 
if found on the wrong political team, a 
thorough shakeup of a poorly functioning 
highway crew is nearly impossible. 

''Perhaps the most infuriating factor of 
the maintenance system in Eastern 
Kentucky is its reliance on a few con­
tractors for its road work and gravel 
supply. In Knott county, a contract was 
let last year before the winter weather to 
Adams Construction Company to deliver 
gravel to four sections of the county-Salt 
Lick, Quicksand, Lotts Creek and Yellow 
Creek. Despite the availability of the 
money and the letting of the contract, the 
residents of these communities are still 
waitin~ for that gravel. In Quicksand, 
Lotts Creek and Salt Lick, it was not 
possible to deliver the mail for much of 
the winter and residents have often been 
unable to leave their community without 
a four-wheel drive vehicle. The con­
tractor involved has ignored the 
pressures and requests of everyone from

celled. Meanwhile, people are suffering 
becau e the state mamtenance operation 
docs not have a competitive market 
situation w1th regard to road contracting 
and the supplying of gravels. 

"Even though, with the help of the 
Governor, we were able in thiS last 
legislative session to secure substantially 
more severance tax money for use on our 
roads, people in my area are impatient. 
They want to know what's happening to 
the money we already have? Why can't 
we develop a state maintenance system 
that works? \\'hat can the legtslature do 
to improve the quality of life in this 
regard? 

"I would like to be involved in the in­
vestigation of these problems and I think 
it should be handled by a legislahve 
committee or sub-committee, with broad 
subpoena powers. I would recommend 
that the State Government Committee 
address this problem and would ap­
preciate your bringing this to the at­
tention of that committee chairman as 
soon as he is selected in June. 

"I want to state categorically that the 
state maintenance system i not getting 
the job done in Eastern Kentucky The 
problem will not be solved by sub­
stituting a new face for an old one. I 
happen to think that we have a competent 
district engineer who ts handcuffed by 
the overall deftciencles of the program. 
We must do better, all of us . The people 
will not stand for less "

Life of Child Saved 
As Luck Plays Part 

Eleven-year-old Penny Roberts owes 
her life to a set of fortuitous cir­
cumstances. 

While she was playing tag with other 
girls in the pool of the war memorial 
fountain at Archer Park, around 7 o'clock 
last Thursday evening she apparently 
triped over a wire to the lighting which 
partically pulled free. 

In the fall her head struck the electric 
box in the pool. Unconscious, she was 
drowning. But girls with whom she had 
been playing called for help -· and then 
circumstances turned in her favor: 

1. When a would-be rescuer attempted 
to reach her, he was knocked back by the 
electric charge in the water, but Kennelli 
"Butch" Smith, of the Scott Gross 
Company, which installed the fountain, 
happened to be at hand, and he knew 
where the electric breaker was located 
and cut off the current. 

2. Playing on a nearby softball field 
was the Turner-Elkhorn Mining Com­
pany team, most of whose members were 
trained in first-aid and mine rescue 
techniques. 

3. The girl showed no evidence of 
breathing, and had turned blue, spec­
tators said. But at hand was Terry 
Mullins, an X-ray technician, who ad­
ministered mouth-to-mouth resucitation . 
Within a matter of minutes she was 
revived. 

The victim was taken to Highlands 
Medical Center, and from there to a 
Lexington hospital. After a night there 
she was released to return to the home of 
her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Roy Roberts, 
of the Goble-Roberts Addition here. 

Shaken by the near-tragedy, Susan 
Johnson, park manager, said the foun­
tain will either be filled and planted to 
grass and flowers, or a fence will be built 
around it to prevent the possibility of 
such a mishap in the future.

Some of the Chevrolet cars and trucks now turning out the most impressive 
"mileage" are those that have never been driven a mile on the road, such as 
the Chevrolet Caprice Classic recently donated to the Mayo State Vocational-
Technical School in Paintsville. • 

These vehicles total nearly 2,000 cars and trucks damaged by wrecks, floods, 
and other mishaps on the way to dealer showrooms which have been given to. 
schools and other institutions to help build automotive mechanical careers for 
young men. 

Also included in the program are engineering test and pilot line cars, not 
available for ale. 

At latest count, after five years of the Chevrolet donation program, damaged 
cars and trucks and test cars had been turned over to schools and institutions in 
most of the 50 states, according to R. D. Good, Chevrolet's national director of 
service operations. 

ln addition, Chevrolet also has donated large numbers of car and truck 
engine , transmissions and other major automotive components to schools for 
vocational studies. 

The donation program was begun in 1971, Good said, in an effort to find a more 
useful purpose for the damaged units which previously wound up in the scrap 
crusher. 

To make sure the vehicles are never operated again, schools receiving them 
must sign an affidavit that they will:1ot be driven. Donation tags are fastened to 
the vehicles and their identification numbers are removed by Chevrolet. In­

titutions receiving them must be non-profit organizations. 
The damaged vehicles become available through Chevrolet's 44 zone sales 

offices across the nation whenever an accident occurs causing damage to units 
being shipped. The zone service staffs keep lists of requests for such vehicles. 
When they become available, schools are notified. Schools are required to truck 
the vehicles away themselves.

More about Drugs

You wonder what is wrong when your 
child acts or talks strangely, to discover 
that he and a buddy have been sniffing 
glue, because their pals experimented. 
Most children are inquisitive. A Louis­
ville pre-schooler overheard remarks 
about asphyxiation,locked himself in the 
bath to see how long he could stand the 
gas. His dad missed him and applied an 
ancient method to end such curiosity. An 
outstanding nurse in Eastern Kentucky 
noticed her youngster was behaving 
peculiarly while taking cough syrup, 
which proved to be the culprit. 

Many are unaware that various cough 
preparations, especially codeine, may 
produce drastic aberrations in some. We 
learned the hard way. In 1967 I had 
pneumonitis. It and the cough were 
unabated by massive dally shots of an­
tibiotics. Doctor phoned in an order for 
cough syrup, since coughing once con­
tinued months after a second attack of 
pneumonia. Directions said take it every 
four hours, day and night. About the third 
or fourth day my daughter thought I 
made an odd remark but paid little at­
tention. That night things were vague, 
and the old noggin' went full blast the 
next night. That was before the Ia w 
required drug names on labels. A copy of 
the prescription ·bowed it was tricodeine 
or triple strength, which gave me a 
never-to-be-forgotten high! Fortunately, 
reactions and conversation-though 
totally out of character-were plesant, 
happy, and amusing, no violence or 
tantrums, as often happens. An in­
teresting sidelight was the assumption 
that persons on TV were speaking 
directly to me. In reply I used felt 
markers to write in giant-sized letters on 
a large sheet of cardboard, which was 
held up to let fellow "conversants" on the 
screen read some! Without protest, a 
loving husband and daughter smiled 
graciously over such foolishness. 

Low tolerance of drugs is not un­
common. A friend in Martin undergoes 
the same thing. One cousin in Texas 
wrote to describe her two-week "trip'' 
from some drug for Parkinson. Another 
friend in Mississippi, with an incurable 
malady, in whose home Stanley and Jane 
Combs have visited, was badly un­
balanced for weeks this spring until her 
doctor finally tracked down a new drug 
as the causative. Suffering with ex­
cruciating pain, an acquaintance was 
hospitalized and sedated, to become 
unstable for days. A fifth ill friend under 
continuous treatment in a distant state 
became hostile and unruly most unex­
pectedly. Disorientation increased, in­
terspersed by uncontrollable conduct, 
utterly foreign to the patient. A specialist 
suspected one drug, which was discon­
tinued. Soon she was her normal self 
again. The wee granddaughter of a 
doctor in Virginia, about 1960, tagged 
along as he sprayed shrubs etc., ate 
dinner, went into a coma, took two days 
to determine the real cause, first thought 
to be food! It was the spray she had 
inhaled! 

Chances are that only one in hundreds 
will have adverse effects from drugs. 
What cures many can endanger the life of 
another. An eminent doctor has a patient 
who went to pieces on an ordinary, oft­
used drug. Medication taken over a long 
period may suddenly cause tragic 
reactions in an occasional patient. 

Due to a lifelong chronic condition, I 
am highly allergic to several drugs, also 
to vitamins, which recently produced a 
severe case of hives. Since I get "off" 
easily, the week before major surgery in 
1969, we visited the hospital to discuss 
this probability with the head nurse and 
the superintendent of nurses, both of 
whom were most understanding . They 
had patients there then with the same 
difficulty. Like my surgeon, they said 
narcotics would be needed for four days 
following the double major surgery. Our 
surgeon agreed to patient's right of 
refusal if the pain was not unbearable. 
Prayers of friends prevailed. After 24 
hours nothing was taken. The last shot 
could have been omitted but my special 
nurse insisted upon it. Pain was not in­
tolerable, and preferable to the helpless 
feeling that accompanies loss of 

bearings. Floor nurses had been told to 
keep one eye on the old lady. One day 
after the family had returned hom, I 
approached the desk, asking to be 
wheeled to the chapel. The nurse stared 
at me, turned to look questioningly at 
another. Reading their thoughts, I 
reassured them of being "on" and not 
"off!" One wheeled me to the chapel, 
whose visit was to sec if they had a 
painting of Christ there. None was found, 
so we donated one soon afterwards. 
Hospital staffs are grand to cooperate 
when told that a patient has drug 
allergies. 

Marijuana, amphetamines, bar­
biturates, plus some propellant gases 
may cause confusion, hallucinations, 
irritability, loss of memory, et cetera. 
Pam-a kitchen spray used to prevent 
food sticking--,if mhaled, can be fatal, 
according to its label. Prolonged use of 
some drugs: tranquilizers, sleeping pills, 
etc., may abruptly create problems for 
some people. A word to the v.ise should 
help all of us. The purpose of this article 
and far superior ones by others, is not to 
alarm, or to produce fear, but to urge 
that unusual behavior be reported im­
mediately to medical personnel, that fine 
print directions on sprays, dusts, and 
such be read and followed carefully, that 
parents who fear a child is indulging or 
experimenting get help at once, before 
matters grow worse, and that anything 
likely to be dangerous be kept well out of 
the reach of children, who are not only 
disobedient sometimes but forgetful as 
well! The medical profession and others 
are striving to acquaint all of us with the 
hazards mentioned.

Environmental Work 
Involving Elderly 

A three-month backlog of bac­
teriological reports has been brought up 
to current status by older Americans 
hired by the Kentucky Department for 
NatW"al Resources and Environmental 
Protect ion under the Senior En ­
vironmental Em ployment Program 
<SEE>. 

Now the Division of Sanitary 
Engineering can process 2,000 reports a 
month with the help of a retired IBM 
engineer who prepares the reports for 
computer input. The older workers have 
also up-dated the files on public water 
supply construction plans and mailing 
lists of certified water supply operators. 

The demands for more control and 
accoWJtability mandated by the Safe 
Drinking Water Act have increased the 
needs for monitoring water quality. SEE 
workers have been collecting water 
samples for testing and by half way 
through the first year had inspected 46 
waste water and sewage treatment 
facilities. 

Also working as inspectors are older 
Ameri ~s in the Pesticide Division. 
Durin:; a market inspection of 75 retail 
outlets in three counties, they found 173 
~mregistered products for sale. During 
the past three months they have been 
sW'Veying 200 businesses to ensure the 
licensing of pest control operators. 

And six SEE workers have been 
traveling throughout the state, making a 
complete inventory of all existing solid 
waste disposal sites which can be 
classified as open dwnps under the 
Resource Conservation and Recovery 
Act, verifying the status of closed dwnps 
and checking courthouse records for 
dump ownership. The information 
collected by the older workers will 
provide the data base required for 
eligibility of the state for funds and 
technical assistance available through 
the Act.

If female hollies don't set fruit, pray with a 
fruit- etting hormone available at a garden 
store. 

Contact your Univen.ity of Kentucky County 
Extension Agent for the most recent. con­
trols for ornamental insect and disease 
problems. You should ·watch out for bag­
worms, leaf miners, scales, mites, webworms, 
sawflies, slugs, weevils, leaf rollers or tiers, 
beetles, borers, bugs, caterpillars, grass­
hoppers, leafhoppers, crabapple scab, cedar­
hawthorn rust, Dutch dm disease, fireblight, 
and black spot of rose. 

House plants can be moved outside whue 
they can have some shade and be protected 
from the wind. 

Pinch chrysanthemums and keep annuals and 
perennial from going to seed by cutting off 
dnd blo soms. 

Cuttings can be taken from hardy carnations, 
moss-pink, rock-ere and varieties of candy­
tuft that cannot be grown from seed. 

Plants should be watched closely for the first 
sign of wilting. When watering, drench the 
ground rather than making several light 
waterings. 

Prune yew busbe5 about mid-month. 

Mulching is important in the summer to keep 
as much moisture as possible close to the 
plants. 

Lawns 
If needed, water lawn so the soil is wet 4-6 
inches down. Light, frequent waterings stim­
ulate crabgrass and should be avoided. 

Check for sod webworm activity in lawns 
and spray if nece sary. 

Mow bermudagrass and zoysiagrass lawns 
'h-1 inch high, but mow bluegrass and fescue 
21h-3 inches high. 

Vegetables 
Plant seeds of broccoli, brussels sprouts, cab­
bage and cauliflower for fall transplants. 

As vegetables begin to set fruit, sidedress 
fertilize with ammonium nitrate (!3-0-0). 
Do not fertilize sweet potatoa~, water­
melons, carrots, beets, turnips or paranips 
with high nitrogen. It will cause heavy leaf 
production and small fruits. 

Control insects and diseases according to 
your University of Kentucky County Exten­
sion Agent's recommendations. 

Fruits 
Rejuvenate strawberry beds immediately 
after the last fruit has been harvested. This 
includes clipping the rows to 24 inches wide, 
and cutting off the plants at the crown if 
leaf spot or mites are present. Fertilize with 
a complete fertilizer (5-10-10 or 6-12-12) 
immediately after harvest and water heavily. 

Prune brambles-top black and purple rasp­
berries and erect blackberries at 2-3 feet. 
Remove and bum old canes that have fruited 
immediately after the last fruit is harvested.

A knowledge of the flora of a

There i a 
certain atfsfaction in bemg 
ablt> to identify plants and 
shrub that are seen and then, 
too, a hiker might walk into a 
patch of ginseng or golden seal 
that can be old for b1g money. 

One of the more interesting 
plants to look for is Solomon' 
cal. A member of the hly 

family, this wild plant comes m 
everal varieties and is to be 

found in open woodland over 
most of eastern United States. 
All vantics arc similar in leaf 
and root, but different m fru1t 
and flower. It is an herb that 
has been used for centuries as 
medicine and it gets it name 
from a scar left on the root bv 
last year's ·tern. • 

This scar, through tl.w u e of 
the imagination, resemble 
somewhat the mystic seal of 
Solomon which consists of two 
interlaced triangles, symbolic 
of the union of the body and 
soul. 

A lot of superstition 
. urrounds that attractive 
perenntal. Colomsts or VIrginia 
discovered Indians using its 
roots both as a charm and as a 
medicine. A piece of the dried 
root carried in the pocket, 
according to Appalachian 
folklore, will do everything 
from warding off an evil spirit 
called "hibihun'' to conferring 
the gift of writing good poetry. 

A variety of Solomon ·s Seal 
was also used in England. 
Handed down from the early 
17th century is this recipe 
which all women should 
cherish. Whether the t':orth 
American variety will serve 
the same purpose, I do not 

know but the old English recipe 
1 os follows: 

"The root of Solomon's Seale 
stamped when 1t IS fresh ond 
gret>ne, and applied, taketh 
away m one mght, or two at 
mo t, any bru1se, black or 
blew, gotten by falls of 
woman's willfulne s Ill 

stumbling upon the1r hasty 
husband's fists, or such like ·• 

Two kmds of Solomon's Seal 
grow m Kentucky woodlands. 
The true 'ariet~ IS les 
abtmdant and has greenish 
bell-shaped flowers arranged 
up and down a slender stalk. In 
autwnn these flowers ripen 
into plump black or blue 
berries, pretty to look at but 
not good to eat. 

The false variety has small 
starry, white flowers arranged 
m a termmal cluster. These 
flowers ripen mto pods of 
beautiful bronze berries which 
are also medible. The flowers, 
however, do have a delightful 
frangrance The leaves of both 
herbs are alternate, Jan­
ceolate, smooth and glossy 
green. Both bloom from May to 
the last of Jwte. 

Solomon' Seal may not 
possess the mystic and 
medicinal \'irtues once 
ascnbed to 1t, but it ts an m 
teresting herb that adds to the 
wonders of the outdoors.

'Junk Food' 
Ban Is Issue 

If a proposed U.S. Department of 
Agriculture regulation goes into effect, 
Kentucky schoolchildren will not be 
permitted to purchase candy, soft drinks, 
frozen desserts or chewing gum until 
after the last lunch period of the day. 

Recently enacted public law gave the 
USDA power to regulate sales of such 
hems and the agency has given state 
althorities tmtil June 9 to respond to the 
so-called "jlUlk food" issue. 

Slate school food authorities currently 
recommend that candy and the like not 
be for sale until after all pupils have had 
lunch, according to Cooper Whitt, tmit 
director for finance in the state depart­
ment of education's division of school 
food services. However, Whitt said the 
recommendation \\-ill not have the force 
of law unless the proposed federal 
regulation is adopted. 

The purpose of the proposal is to 
prohibit the sale of foods which are 
believed to have contributed to a decline 
in the consumption of nutritious foods in 
chools and to have reduced par· 

ticipation in the school lunch and break­
fast programs.

Gigantic Ripoff? 

Law 95-216 Cause 
Of Retiree ' Ire 

Cause of much consternation among 
retired persons, Public Law 95-216 
continues to be a subject of much 
correspondence to lawmakers in 
Washington, and has, at least in one 
instance, been described "as a gigantic 
rip~ff '. 

The law contains an offset provision 
under which social security benefits to 
spouses or surviving spouses will be 
reduced dollar for dollar by the amount 
of any public pension or retirement 
benefit available to that spouse. This 
includes such pensions and benefits as 
veterans', teachers' or any derived from 
employment by federal, state, or local 
government which is not covered by 
social security law. 

An explanation from the House 
Committee on Ways and Means states, 
"The pension is a simple dollar for dollar 
offset. One dollar of social security 
spouses benefits will be offset for each 
dollar of noncovered public employment 
pension. The entire social security 
benefit would be eliminated where the 
public pension equals or exceeds the 
dependency benefit amount." 

A "for instance" would be in the case of 
a retired teacher who is paid a pension 
(Teachers' Retirement> which is not 
covered by social security. At the same 
time, the retired teacher may be paid 
survivors part of social security which 
the deceased spouse had patd into. Under 
Public Law 95-216 for each dollar paid 
from the teachers' retirement pension, a 
dollar would be subtracted from that 
paid from the social security benefits, 
and the surviving spouse could wind up 
getting no social security benefits 
whatever.

Although teachers have perhaps been 
most vocal, at least locally, in their 
protest of law 95-216, there are many 
other groups and individuals retiring 
after December 1982 who will be affected 
by this law.

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WOMEN'S LIB IN THE EARLY '20's Observe 50th Anniversary

Isaac McChord was a virtual outcast 

because of his disenchantment with his 
father, Jonathan's occupation. As proof 
of that, he was assigned such mundane 
tasks as sentinel or courier. Both oc­
cupations served him well. 

They allowed him the freedom to 
mingle with those who owned books and 
to borrow or trade with them. As a 
sentinel, he could lie on his stomach and 
read to his heart's content. His first love 
was the love stories in the Bible.He read 
anything he could borrow, but the 
English Poets were his favorite literary 
material . He discovered that he could 
easily translate the poetry to prose and 
vice versa; however, at that point he 
didn't know how he would use it. His 
brilliant mind was saturated with all 
sorts of material and t>ach piece 
cataloged for future reference.

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Spotted Fever Confirmed, 
Spraying for Ticks Begun 

Hill mong Auburn Faculty Honored 

HARLAN, Ky.- A second confirmed 
case of Rocky Mountain potted fever 
was reported in the tate Ia t y;eek, 
promptmg tate agriculture official to 
step up praying plans for ticks in 
Kentucky. 

Harlan county health officials con· 
finned that a u pected case of the 
disease had turned up positive, marking 
the econd confirmed case of Rocky 
Mountain potted fever reported in 
Kentucky in May. 

The other case confirmed earlier in the 
month was in Lee county. 

More confirmed cases could be forth· 
coming during the next several \\eek 1 

according to Kentucky Agriculture 
Commi ioner Tom Harr1s. 

"Our fear i that because there are so 
many more t1cks than mo t health of­
ficials can ev r recall seeing, that we are 
going to get orne more confirmed cases 
of the disease," Harris said in an in­
tert'lew. 

Health departments m about a half 
dozen other counties, mostly in Western 
Kentucky, have suspected cases of the 
disease. But Harris said the ca e have 
only been confirmed in Lee and Harlan 
countie . 1 

To combat the spread of the di ease, 
which Ia t year claimed two lives In 
Western Kentucky but has notre ulted in 
any deaths this year, the state has leased 
two private commercial aircraft to pray 
Melathon, a chemical u ed to control 
ticks and mo quitoes. 

The planes were used in the Fulton 
area and in Hickman county last week, 
Spraying efforts were also planned for 
.Magoffin county last Tuesday. 

"We felt that we needed more intensive 
effort and a \\ider coverage area to 
control the ticks," Harris explained. 

"Actually, we are spraying for 
mo quitoes as well, but the arne 
chemical is used to retard the movement 
of both insects." 

Because of the problems with the ticks, 
the state has actually fallen behind in it 
annual praying of mosqu,itoes. 

However, Harris said with the extra 
aircraft, the state should be able to make 
up for the lost time due to the war with 
the ticks. 

"We think these planes can cover up to 
9,000 acre a day, and with the tate 
plane we already have in service that 
was fixed up during the winter, \\e think 
we have enough to help control the 
pread of the di ease," Harris said.

Q. How often are lumps in the breast 
malignant? Is a fibroadenoma benign or 
malignant <cancer)? 

A. Contrary to common belief, most 
lumps or lesions in the breast are benign 
(not cancerous). The family physician 
who first examines the patient with a 
breast lump will encounter a benign 
condition approximately 90 percent of the 
time. A fibroadenoma is one of several 
non-cancerous conditions which are 
composed of both fibrous and glandular 
tissues. They rarely present a diagnostic 
problem because of their characteristic 
firm, solid, round feel to the touch The 
tumors are freely movable within the 
breast, are surrounded by a sharply 
ootlined border, and are not tender. A 
microscopic examination of the lump is 
needed for a definite diagnosis. Treat­
ment for fibroadenoma is surgical 
removal. The operation takes only a 
short time to perform and the patient can 
leave the hospital within one to three 
days after surgery. 

Q. Is surgery the best form of treat­
ment for colo-rectal cancer? 

A. Surgery is the preferred form of 
treatment for this type of cancer. The 
surgical operation consists of removing 
the part of the bowel containing the 
tumor along with continguous segments 
on both sides. The lymph nodes that drain 
the area are also removed because the 
lymph system is one of the main routes 
for metastasis or spreading of the 
disease. 

Left Traffic Turns 
Effective, June 17 

Kentucky motorists may find the new 
left turn on red law a bit confusing at 
first, but the state Department of 
Transportation expects that it will 
relieve traffic congestion at numerous 
urban area intersections. 

The 1978 Kentucky General Assembly 
called for JW1e 17 as the first day when 
drivers v.ill begin turning left on red 
from one-way streets onto other one-way 
streets. 

According to Transportation Secretary 
Calvin Grayson, the new law is expected 
to "greatly improve the flow of traffic, 
expecially in heavily congested cities 
with one-way traffic patterns." 

Highway Safety Coordinator Bennie 
Maffet explained that drivers who use 
the new access to one-way streets must 
do so from the far left lane. The following 
steps must then be followed to insure a 
safe and legal turn: --Signal for a left 
turn . --Check to the right for approaching 
vehicles. --Look both ways for 
pedestrians crossing the intersection. -­
Turn only into the lane nearest the left 
curb and only when the way is clear. 

Maffet also cautioned motorists to keep 
an eye out for "no turn on red" signs. 
"These will be posted at intersections 
where sight is restricted or where 
pedestrian traffic is heavy," he said. 

Maffet emphasized that imy left turns 
on red before June 17 are against the law.

When the operation involves extensive 
surgery of the rectum, a temporary or 
permanent opening called a colo tomy 
can be made in the abdommal wall to 
permit elimination of body wastes. Bowel 
function is not irreversibly impaired by 
this operation, and aner adjusting to 
orne inconvenience, the patient with a 

colostomy can lead an otherwise normal, 
active life. 

Q. How do£>s one find out if a young 
woman or girl has been exposed to DES· 
type drugs? 

Langley (Maytown), Ky. 
FEDERALLY INSPEQ ED. A Diethylstilbestrol or DES is a 

manmade hormone During the 1940's 
and 1950's, most physicians prescribed 
DES or DES-type drugs to women who 
had complications during pregnancy. In 
1971, physicians found a link between 
DES and cancer of the female 
reproductive organs of young women 
whose mothers had taken this hormone. 
Since then, wh1le very few DES exposed 
daughters have developed cancer, other 
abnormalities have been found . If ex­
posure to DES-type drugs may have 
occurred before birth, it should be 
verified from medical records. Many 
mothers say, "I took something during 
pregnancy, but I don' t remember what it 
was". If a mother remembers taking a 
medication, especially to prevent 
miscarriage, or to treat complications 
from diabetes, it is possible that DES· 
type drugs may have been prescribed.
