Add up the figures listed recently by
Secretary Calvin G. Grayson, of the state
Department of Transportation, and you
have Floyd county getting $1,008,960, no
less, for its roads,

But officials point out that this is a very
misleading figure—particularly so,
because the county doesn’t get much of
the money and, in fact, actually spends
only a fraction of it. «

The funds marked for Floyd county
this year, beginning with snow and ice
removal last winter, were detailed by
Secretary Grayson in a letter to County
Judge-Executive Yvonne S, Jones. They
are itemized:

—Snow and ice removal, $10,000, plus a
special grant by Governor Carroll of
$11,341 to help meet problems created by
the extreme weather last January and
February.

—The old County Road Aid Program,
$211,139.

—The Rural
allocation, $348,379.

—The Energy Road Program, $237,654,
a figure determined by the county’s coal
production. It is a part of the coal
severance.fund,

—The Off-Systems Program, $32,003.

Indictments, bail bonds, court orders,
names of jurors, courl opinions, ver-
dicts—every one of them are destined for
Frankfort. ' _

And, if the county doesn’t provide
secure storage space for them here,
they'll remain in Frankfort. »

Tons of records, including both ecivil
and criminal court cases, with a massive
array of order books, are being readied
for shipment to the state Department of
Archives everything from the [first
recorded case in 1814 till and including
the 1960 court lerms.

State archives is calling in all such
records from all the 120 counties of the
state, Circuit Clerk Frank DeRossett
said Monday. Once they are in Frankfort,
they will be recorded on microfilm.

The record-keeping system employed
by the new stale courts system is
claiming the sapce once occupied by
these old records. Mr. DeRossetl said it
is doubtful that space can be found for
them in either the courthouse or in the
new annex. Storage elsewhere locally
would pose a problem for persons
wanting or needing to delve into them.

If the records are not returned from
Frankfort, they will be stored there,
along with the original court records of
other counties. Microfilmed copies of the
records also will be kept there.

August 17th, on Area Airport

A public information session on the
proposed new Big Sandy Regional Air-
port will be held at 7 p.m. next Thursday
(August 17,) in Pike Auditorium,
Prestonsburg Community College, ,

Alan Perry, Chairman of the multi-
county regional airport board, said the
informal meeting has been scheduled to
provide interested citizens with a
preliminary report on the master plan
and preliminary site studies.

Floyd, Johnson, Martin, and Magoffin
counties established the board early in
1977, and representatives last fall
authorized the master plan, a
requirement for state and federal fun-
ding.

G. Reynolds Watkins Engineers,
Lexington and Bowling Green, con-
sultants, will complete the project.

Seven potential runway alignments on
four locations have been developed,
along with basic cost studies, Perry said.
The consulting firm will make a formal
recommendation soon of the best
potential site. This recommendation

subject to board approval after which
both state and federal aviation
authorities will make a final decision.

Objective of the project is to establish a
new regional airport with a minimum
5,000-foot runway capable of handling
transport-type aircraft and possibly a
shuttle-type commercial system.

Representatives of the consulling firm
will attend the August 17 meeting here to
discuss aspects of the master plan and
answer any questions about the proposed
new airport, Perry said.

Bond for Cecil
Set at $5,000

Hillard *‘Skitter" Cecil, about 40, of
Mare Creek, was placed under $5,000
bond Saturday after his arrest by Sheriff
Doug® Lewis and State Trooper Don
Weedman on a charge of shooting and
wounding Virgil (Peg) Daniels, of the
same community.

Daniels was listed in serious condition
Saturday night at the Highlands Medical
Center here with arm, shoulder and chest
wounds from a single blast from a 410-
gauge shotgun, but was later reported in
favorable condition at a Lexington
hospital to which he had been trans-
ferred. It was said some of the shotgun
pellets penetrated his lung.

In a statement made to the two officers
Cecil admitted shooting Daniels but said
he did so only after Daniels had drawn a
knife and said, *‘I'll rip you."” He said he
was sitting on the porch of his home when
Daniels arrived, that he gave Daniels a
beer, then his visitor asked him to go
fishing with him. He added that Daniels
then drew the knife and informed him he
would do what he asked him to do.

David Johnson, who said he was inside
the Cecil home watching television at the
time, told of Cecil coming into the house,
getting the shotgun and returning out-
side. He said he heard no argument.
Daniels was standing about six feet from
the porch, knife in hand, after the shot
was fired. Johnson said.

Million-Dollar Suit
Names Lewis, Court

A million-dollar damage suit filed in

The guestion of the county’'s respon-
sibility arose in the minds of court
members, and they called on the at-
torney general for his advice prior to a
formal, written opinion covering the
situation. The atlorney general was told
that records showed that the present
sheriff, Doug Lewis, is paying his father,
Ex-Sheriff Lewis, a salary, and that the
elder Lewis is on both Blue Cross and the
county retirement system.

The officials who consulted the at-
torney general reported that he advised:

1. The temporary freezing of any
salary that may be paid to the ex-sheriff
until a full determination of the matter
may be made by him.

2. That the county should temporarily
restrict the use of county vehicles to the
extent that they be used only by bonded,
bonafide deputies.

The fiscal court adopted resolution
which, in effect, freezes Lewis’ salary,
pending a written opinion from Atty.
Gen. Stevens.

Stevens also was said to have directed
County Altorney Arnold Turner to advise
Commonwealth's Attorney James R.
Allen that, in the event that Ex-Sheriff
Lewis is indeed an employe of the
sheriff’s office, it is Allen’s responsibility
to remedy the situation.

The state constitution forbids a sheriff
to succeed himself, and the attorney
general was quoted as saying Ex-Sheriff
Lewis may not serve as a special officer
in Wheelwright and be connected with
the sheriff's office.

Pointing out that he has acted in the
matter only as a representative of the
county, County Attorney Turner said, ‘I
hope to be able to talk to the ex-sheriff
and avoid any ill-feeling between the
fiscal court and the sheriff's office. The

‘Neighbor’ Sues
Coal Firm Here

Co-Op Mining, Inc., whose opening of a
coal mine at Ball Alley curve in the city
limits here earlier this year was widely
publicized, has been sued by a neigh-
boring business,

Evelyn Charles Miller, owner of a
restaurant located across old US 23 from
the mine, filed the circuit court action
last Wednesday. She claims damage to
her building resulted from negligent and
reckless blasting to the extent of $8,275.
She also alleges that she was forced by
the mining activities to close her
business last April and that she has lost
$1200 profits per month. Personal
damages of $10,000 also are asked, the
defendant claiming that she has had to
consult a doctor and take treatment
because of the effect the mining
operations have had on her.

Plaintiff alleges that employees of the
company have parked their vehicles on
her property, that coal has been spilled
on it and water permitted to run across
her parking lot, and that these conditions
caused her restaurant customers to
cease their patronage.

(Damage suits present only the
plaintiff's side of the case.)

Weinberg Wins
Highway Probe

At the request of Rep. Bill Weinberg, of
Hindman, the Legislative Research
Commission last week ordered an in-
vestigation of the road maintenance
operations of the state Department of
Transportation,

Weinberg termed the road main-
tenance situation in Eastern Kentucky as
“appalling.”

Weinberg said the lack of effective
maintenance is causing the costly
rebuilding of récently constructed roads
and is interrupting services fto many
Kentuckians,

“I want to state categorically that the
state maintenance system is not getting
the job done in Eastern Kentucky,"
Weinberg said in a letter to the LRC,

Weinberg said the investigation should
include an examination of the methods
used in allocating equipment to districts,
the reasons for the decrease in the
cleaning of ditch lines, the procedures for
hiring and firing maintenance personnel,
the system’s relationship to contractors
and suppliers, and the financial needs of
the maintenance program.

““This Investigation should be
statewide and should be aimed at
arriving at concrete legislative
suggestions for improving the main-
tenance program,’’ Weinberg wrote.

“It should not be a search for
scapegoats but should rather strive to
develop positive suggestions for
reversing the downhill spiral in our state
road program..."

Weinberg said that the state merit
system which hampers the firing of in-
competent personnel is part of the
problem.

And he said the state’s reliance on a
few contractors for its road work and
gravel supply ‘‘is perhaps the most in-
furiating factor of the maintenance
system in Eastern Kentucky."

On another issue, the LRC was critical
of local governments that have not
reported how they spent their share of
the $2 million in emergency funds for use
in dealing with last winter's weather
problems. That money was appropriated
during the 1978 General Assembly.

The LRC staff said only half of the 120
counties and 44 percent of the cities have
reported how they used the meney,
although the resolution appropriating the
funds asked for the report within 60 days.

The LRC told its staff to continue
gathering the information. The
resolution did not provide penalties for
failure to report.

Dale Hollow Park,
Kentucky’s Newest

For years Dale Hollow Lake, lying
along the border of Kentucky and Ten-
nessee has been a mecca for the coun-
try’s smallmouth bass fisherman. Skiing
and boating enthusiasts have also flocked
to the clear, emerald-green waters of
Dale Hollow.

And now Dale Hollow Lake State Park,
in Cumberland county, is to open of-
ficially July 26, becoming the largest
state park. Parks Commissioner Bruce
Montgomery is to be the featured
speaker for the ceremonies,

Some 12 farms were purchased for the
Dale Hollow park, conttibuting to its 497
acreage. An additional 900 acres of land
have been leased by the department for
inclusion in the park.

Dale Hollow Lake State Park's farm
heritage was enhanced and not obscured
during the park’s development. Many log
buildings remain on the site, including a
ranger - information station that
previously served as a corn crib. Apple
trees are also evident throughout the
park, perhaps accounting for the many
deer that continue to claim Dale Hollow
as their home.

A prime feature of the new park is its
boat ramp and 36-slip marina. A short-
order restaurant with a seating
capacity for 70 persons is located nearby.

Trooper Island, a summer camp for
underprivileged boys operated by the
Kentucky State Police, is located within
sight of the marina. Yet another island
nearby belongs to Tennessee.

Some 144 camping sites with complete
electrical hook-ups are located within the
park, along with three bathhouses and
laundramats and a 30" by 60’ swimming
pool. A wading pool for smaller children

Protection Act Provides Services
For Abused or Neglected Adults

In the past two years that Kentucky's
Adult Protection Act has been in effect,
the state Department for Human
Resources has investigated over 2,000
reported cases of abuse or exploitation of
persons over 18,

The Adult Protection Act was passed
by the 1976 Kentucky General Assembly
and provides for protective services to
anyone 18 years or older who is too im-
paired physically or mentally to act on
his or her own behalf and who is without
responsible friends or relatives who are

* available to assist.

According to John Denton, adull
services specialist with the department’s
Bureau for Social Services, Kentucky
was one of the first states to pass such
legislation. He estimates that ap-
proximately 20 states now have an adult
protection law and that ‘‘several states
are following our lead.”

According to Denton, 41 per cent of the
cases reported for investigation under
this law have been classified as “‘self-
neglect’'. Most often, he explained, the
victim of self-neglect is female, 70 to 75
years old, living alone and becoming
increasingly unable to take care of
personal needs. Such a person usually
does not want to leave familiar
surroundings to go to a nursing home or
to move in with relatives, even if these
options are available

Denton cited other examples of persons
helped through protective services:

—An elderly woman's alcholic son used
her Supplemental Security Income check
for his own needs and neglected his
mother.

—A young mentally-retarded woman
was left to live alone after the death of
her father and was unable to care for
herself without some help.

—An elderly woman refused vital
medical care despite the urging of
friends.

—A man was evicted from his apart-
ment because he forgot to make regular
rent payments.

“Our goal is to help these individuals
remain independent for as long as
possible in familiar surroundings,"”
Denton said. The bureau offers, either
directly or by referral, a number of
services, including counseling,
homemaker services, home health care
and home-delivered meals, guardians,
money-management counseling, land-
lord agreements, legal aid and other
help.

The bureau also tries to locate
relatives and friends who will help care
for persons in need.

“A person has the right to refuse
service,’
anyone to accept the help we offer. But
we are required by law to investigate
every report.”

When necessary, social workers may
obtain search warrants. ‘‘Legal in-
tervention is a last resort,” Denton
emphasized. “‘Above all, we are com-
mitted to insuring each individual’s legal
rights."

Reported violations of the adult
protection act generally fall into five
classifications: physical abuse, self-
neglect, caretaker neglect, exploitation
or a combination of those factors. While
it is usually a concerned neighbor, friend
or relative who reports a violation,
reports also come from medical per-
sonnel, law enforcement officials, school
personnel and social workers. In a small
percentage of cases, adults have
requested protective services for
themselves,

Denton stressed that names of persons

making reports are kept confident and
that these persons may remain
anonymous. Anyone who reports a case
of suspected abuse is granted immunity
from civil or criminal liability and from
participation in resulting judicial
proceedings.

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Evidence of Neglect

Although we are not without sympathy for any official or
branch of government dealing with the public and its problems,
these days, we agree with State Representative Bill Weinberg
that the Kentucky Department of Highways should be in-
vestigated for its fallure In the maintenance and repair of roads.

Obviously, the department cannot be everywhere at a given
time and meet every need. But within our limited view of the
situation are visible evidences of plain neglect to the en-
dangerment of lives.

On KY 7, just outside the town of Wayland, is a break in the
highway surface. The road bed eroded, leaving the blacktop
without support. A portion of the highway bordering Beaver
Creek broke away, and at that point, it Is reported, nine wrecks
have occurred. The most recent claimed one life, and the lives of
three others remain in the balances. _

That break in the highway, we are told, has existed for two
years, or thereabouts. We also are told the Highway Department
has been importuned on more than one occasion to repair the
break.

The death-trap for motorists still is there.

The same situation exists at several points on the Prestons-
burg-David road. One repair job was done there, a few years
ago, but again the fill has eroded or fallen away, leaving the
surface resting on thin air. k

These spots also are marked for tragedy. School buses as
well as hundreds of private cars and trucks travel these

‘roads daily.
Many thousands of dollars are spent preaching and teaching

highway safety. But an agency of the state forgets the basic
reason for any safety program—the saving of lives.

The stfate of Kentucky and its Department of Highways should
be sued for loss of life, personal injury and property damage
resulting from neglect of these points of danger.

Wilcox said the $158,364 will be spent
mainly for materials—gravel, drain
pipe, bridge materials and the like,

Failure of a contractor to supply gravel
has been one of the situations delaying
road work in this and other counties of
the area. Some fiscal courts have been
pondering the feasibility of pooling funds
and establishing their own source of
gravel supply.

“We’re now trying to get gravel on
roads that were supposed to have had it
last year,”” Magistrate Wilcox said.

Roads travelled by school buses are
getting attention first, he said. ‘“‘Roads
are bad, and no rnad is more important
than the one y. va on, but children
must travel by s.. .. vus and we owe it
to them to do the best we can to make it
safe for them,” Wilcox added.

Generic groceries are coming (o
Kentucky! Stores in Kentucky will be
offering‘‘generic’ or *‘no-frills’ " products.
These products will be competing with
the national brands and house brands.
Generic brands are products that are
packaged in plain paper, with no brand
name printed on the label. A federal law
will still require ingredient labeling, net
weight, name and address of the food
packer.

There are advantages and disad-
vantages to buying no-frill products. The
most obvious advantage is the lower
price, and the products are usually
nutritionally equivalent to brand name
products. Some savings are as much as
30 percent.

The disadvantages however are that
the products are lower grade items. The
paper products for example are lighter in

Acceptance and
demand for the products have grown
rapidly according to the imformation
gathered by the Office of Consumer
Affairs, Department of Health,
Education and Welfare.

Consumers in Kentucky apparently
will soon have a choice between the
brand name products and the no-frill,
generic products. Whatever your choice
the Consumer Protection Division of the
Attorney General's Office wants it to be
an informed choice.

When the peopie of the
pewly formed commonwealth
bggan thinking wsbout who
should be their govemor, Isaac
Shelby stood above all other
potential  candidates. When
elected, his salmy was to be
$1.000 a year. Three days after
Kentucky joined the Union,
Shelby, who was 41 years old,
was sworn inai Lexington as the
first governor.

Under Shelby’s guidance, a
system ol gourls was
established; a military law was
enacted that made all free males
between the ages of 18 and 45
eligible for military duty;astate
seal was approved: Frankfort
was chosen as capital of the
sfate: construction of a capitol
building was begun: Indian
attacks on Kentucky settlers
diminished and the Wilderness
l'rail  was improved.

After his term in office,
Shelby retired from politics 1o
return to Traveler's Rest, He
thought he would live out his
remaining time there. However,
he was again ¢lected govemor,
and took the office reluctantly.

At the onset of the War of
1812, Shelby found himself, at
the age of 62, leading 3,500
Kentucky soldiers to Canada to
fight the British and the Indians.
Kentucky forces participated
in the Battle of the Thames, in
which the Americans were
victonous,

When Shelby left office in
1816, a salute was fired with a
cannon taken from the British
at the Battle of the Thames.
Shelby was glad to get home to
Traveler's Rest once again and
dived enthusiastically into farm
work raising and
breeding cattle,

Shelby died quietly, July
18, 1826, at his beloved
Traveler's Resl. He was buried
in the family’cemetéry near the
house, A year later, the
commonwealth placed a
monument in the cemetery in
memaory of Shelby, Kentucky’s
first and fifth governor and hero
of three wars.

TRENTON, N. J.—A three-
judge appéals caurt has ordered
the widow of a rare book
collector to remain in jail until

Mrs. Hazel McGlory, 45, has
been in the Burlington County
Jail since last July 1 for
refusing to turn over the volume
of Jewish holy scripture to her
dead husband's bookstore
partner.

Mrs, McGlory maintains she
never had the book and doesn't
know where it is.

A judge last summer said he
didn’t believe Mrs. McGlory,
ordered her jailed and directed
to pay a $50-a-day fine until she
produces the volume.

The appeals court decision
Friday upheld the penalty.

Foresters Study Black Locust
Trees on Strip-Mined Land

Black locust ‘“‘energy
plantations'’ on the spoils of
strip-mined land may even-
tually be valuable fuel source.

UK foresters are looking at
this possibility in a five-year
study funded by the US.
Department of Energy.

According to Stan Carpenter,
project leader in the College of
Agriculture, the study will fall
into two phases:

—Trees already planted on
East Kentucky spoils will be
evaluated for growth potential
and sampled for possible use.
The forest ecologist points out
that the black locust can grow
well on structureless soils that
characterize stripped land,
whereas many other woody
plants can’t survive there, He
says this tree, when burned,
produces the highest heal
equivalency of any major

commercial species in the
United States.
—The research team will

plant seedlings and use direci
seeding to establish ‘‘energy
plantations'' of the trees. They

Kentucky and eventually will
expand it to include parts of
Tennessee and West Virginia.

Washington Dateline

Disarmament—Story of War

By MAJ. GEN, G, J. KEEGAN, JR.

In last week's WASHINGTON DATELINE column we wrote of the history of
disarmament. A comprehensive study of the past thousand years proved that
‘‘the short twenty-to-thirty intervals of peace enjoyed by the nations of the world
have been soley due to the maintenance of an adequate balance of military power
amongst protagagonists,’’ That lesson is an old one, but it has been disregarded
by our position in SALT I and it is apparently being ignored by our SALT II
negoliators.

Our experience with SALT I has been an unhappy one. The basic motivations
behind the SALT I accords were budgetary and had little to do with meeting the
actual security needs of this country. Soviet military growth was known to be so
much greater than our own that achieving an accord with the Soviels became
one of putting a ceiling on the growth of Soviet military capability—thus
minimizing the levels of KNOWN inferiority for the U.S. All this is lieu of an
adequate defense budget and posture!

The SALT accords, along with the infamous Antiballistic Missile Treaty of 1972
were based upon the explicit premise that the Soviet Union was not seeking
strategic superiority. As Averell Harriman has mistakenly claimed on numerous
occasions, it was thought that the Soviets were seeking equal security, In the face
of accurate intelligence to the contrary, it is inconceivable that those two treaties
should have been signed. Yet they are looked upon today with wistful and
euphoric symbolism as the high-water mark of post WWII diplomatiec efforts to
achieve stability through arms control,

During SALT I, the Soviets continued with the greatesl weapons’ development
in history. More than a dozen major new intercontinental ballistic missile attack
systems—in addition to the SS16, 17, 18 and S519 ICBM's—were placed in design,
development and test. Three new classes of ballistic missile-firing submarines
were introduced. They developed, tested, perfected and deployed their second
generation of satellite killers that they might be able to deny the U.S. essential
warning as well as the command and control of its strategic forces in wartime,
There were at least twenty-one violations of the SALT accords—which violations
have recently been rationalized away or otherwise excused in joint CIA-State
Department testimony before the Sentate Foreign Relations Committee. The
Soviets developed the mobile MIRVed, S§-20 IRBM which will increase by more
than one-hundredfold the nuclear firepower delivery capability of the Soviet
Union against Europe, North Africa and the Middle East, The Soviets flight-
tested and placed into mass production a prototype of the American B-1 bomber,
now known as the Backfire. CIA deliberately rigged the assumptions of a large
scale study by McDonnell Aircraft Corporation in order to show that the Backfire
Bomber was not a threat to the United States, thus removing a major obstacle to
a SALT II accord. Meanwhile the Soviets doubled the size of their plant
production capacity for the Backfire Bomber. They undertook the development
of two and possibly three major new anti-ballistic missile systems, and they
perfected, tested and deployed—in violation of the SALT accord—the world's first
mobilephased array radar, to support these new anti-ballistic missile systems.
The world’s first tactical anti-ballistic missile system for deployment to the
Warsaw Pact was completed. Meanwhile, the Soviets were nearing completion of
a twenty-year effort to build the most extensive wartime nuclear survival
shelters and civil defense systems throughout Eastern Europe and the Soviet
Union. As of today the Soviet completion of several hundred thousand un-
derground bunkers and shelters for her nuclear weapons, her command and
control, for the protection of their civil and military leaders for the sheltering of
their industrial and urban population and for the storage of millions of tons of
western wheat and grains has led the Soviets to conclude that they are now
prepared to survive the most severe nuclear attacks, Careful analysis of the
Soviet Civil Defense program leads me to conclude that in a nuclear attack
against the United States today, the Soviets could inflict at least 160,000,000
fatalities upon the United States while the best that the United States could hope
to achieve in retaliation is some 5 million Soviet fatalities. Better than a 30 to 1
ratio! Yet our Secretary of Defense continues to maintain the fiction of a
strategic balance!

In 1976 the Soviets began the experimental proof testing of the most advanced
and exotic weapon system ever conceived by the mind of man—a high-energy-
beam weapon system capable of destroying our retaliatory intercontinental
ballistic missile forces. There is every reason to believe that the Soviets will
shortly have deployed and perfected a system which they believe entirely
capable of protecting them from missile attack. Throughout, the CIA has buried
its head in the sand, using every concegiyable argument to deny or denigrate
Soviet capability to develop such & weapon.

And finally, it was reliably learned in 1876 that Soviet defense expenditures
over the previous decade were more than doubled that which CIA had been ux-
mimating.

Bitterness May Last as Long as the Lake

When the dust finally settles over the
Yatesville Lake project on Blaine Creek
in Lawrence County, the bitterness of
many affected landowners will remain.

As a matter of course, landowners
might be expected to be bitter when
losing their land and homes to the
government’s power of eminent domain,
That power, vested with the Corps of
Engineers in the Yatesville project, gives
government the right to take private
property for public use, provided just
compensation is given landowners.

Bul many Yatesville project area
landowners bitterly contend that just
compensation was too often not given,
and data compiled by the Kentucky
Rivers Coalition (KRC) gives their
complaints disquieting credibility.

The Corps has condemned 4,846 acres
in the Yatesville project area for an
average price of $189.27 per acre, in-
cluding coal, oil, gas and all im-
provements, according to KRC. *You
just try buying a farm for that price,"”
said one landowner whose 90'% acre tract
of land was condemned for $20,400,

Landowner complaints generally
contain three allegations:

—The prices offered by the Corps do
not constitute just compensation. It has
therefore been impossible to relocate to
comparable land holdings and capital
improvements, In addition, Corps sur-
veyors have been known to arrive at
acreage figures far short of what a
landowner’s deed calls for. One lan-
downer whose deed called for 40 acres
was only compensated for 25.

—If a landowner feels that the price
offered is too low, condemnation court
does not provide an adequate means of
redress. Condemnation cases have been
known to wrangle on for as much as 10
years in the Eastern Kentucky district.
Most landowners displaced by the
Yatesville project are elderly, and, as
one landowner put it, “I may not be
around much longer."” In addition, some
landowners expressed resignation that
the Corps would simply condemn them if
they refused to accept the price offered;

As a means of encouraging other
landowners to sell, the Corps offers
substantially higher prices to a few. "I
know some that got more than they ex-
pected,” said Sol Bradley, who has
relocated in Floyd County. Others claim
they were underpaid by literally tens of
thousands of dollars.

A few landowners
bewilderment as to how the Corps
operated in land acquisition. ‘‘They
didn’t use any criteria we could find out
about,” stated Kathleen Roberts, one of
the few residents not bought out by the
Corps before President Carter halted the
project, “‘They'd say anything to get
people off their land."

Largely at issue is the Corps’ alleged
failure to recognize the existence of
valuable mineral resources in the project
area.

For instance, Stroder Moore at one
time owned a 67 acre tract of land con-
taining an active oil well which brought
him approximately $500 a month and a
gas well under lease which brought in
another $15, a month. While not getting
rich off the wells, the extra income
“means a lot when you're on social
security,”’ he said. In addition, the land
contains about $8,000 worth of timber. A
house is not located on the property,
Moore having moved to Columbus, Ohio,
over 20 years ago.

Moore contends that the $22,900 offered
by the Corps may cover the value of the
land and timber, but doesn’t begin'' to
compensate for the wells.

‘A geologist has told me there's no end
to it (the wells)...Some of these wells
have been operating since 1912," he said.
He claims at least $100,000 would be
necessary to cover the income lost due to
the Corps acquisition of the wells.

Sol Bradley expressed anger over coal
and oil reserves which the Corps
‘‘wouldn’t even acknowledge was there."
The Corps condemned 74 acres of
roadfront property belonging to Bradley
at a price of $9,300, including timber and
minerals.

Bradley claims there are two seams of
recoverable coal beneath his property.
Also, his land, like much of the land in the
area, sits atop an oil formation called the
Berea Grit, and Bradley says he has
reason to believe there is ‘'quite a bit"’ of
oil beneath the property.

Such claims are given credence by
professionals such as Iriving Fisher, a
University of Kentucky geologist.

Although the Corps claims most of the
oil wells in the area are nearing
depletion, Fisher stated that such
assertions from the Corps are '‘doubt-
ful." According to Fisher, most of the
wells are capable of producing in-
definitely. He has further stated that
‘‘the watershed contains important
identifiable oil and gas resources which
will be adversely affected by the
project.” _

In terms of coal, Fisher has stated his
suspicion that a ‘‘thorough evaluation of
coal resources, both surface and un-
derground, would similarly find sub-
stantial values which would be affected.”

Minerals aside, many landowners
share Bradley's conviction that the
Corps’ offers weren't even a fair price for
the surface.

The complaints of Egie Roberts
reflects sentiments of many landowners.
The price the Corps offered the Roberts
‘‘wasn’t nearly enough to find as good a
place,” said Mrs. Roberts. The Corp
offered them $19,200 for their 56 acre
farm, while their replacement farm of 20
acres cost $15,000, claimed Roberts.
Included on the 56 acres was a house,
barn, cellar, smoke house, chicken
house, and several other structures. *'It's
more than you can take,” she lamented.
‘‘My own husband has had a heart attack
over it."’

expressed

Like many landowners, the Roberts
refrained from going to court. “‘We just
didn't feel like it would do any good."

Those landowners who chose to accept
what the Corps offered rather than going
through condemnation often had dif-
ficulty relocating to comparable land
holdings.

Elmer Newsom, who has relocated
within Lawrence county, today liveson a
one acre tract which he says cost him
about $15,000. The Corps appraised the
farm he once owned at $10,300, including
all improvements, such as the house he
and his family lived in, a barn and a
smoke house. ‘‘The deed said I owned 40
acres, but the Corps said T owned only
95, he said bitterly. He decided to
simply accept their offer because *'I was
afraid they'd condemn me."

Another landowner, Gale Fyffe, said
the Corps buyers gave him a choice
between being condemned for $37,300 or
accepting an offer of $43,000. The land,
9.26 acres is ‘‘choice road-front
property,'’ he said.

Fyffe's experience reflects a typical
Corp operating practice. When a lan-
downer rejects the Corps’ initial offer,
they usually raise their offer by five per
cent. If the second offer is rejected, they
may increase their offer another 10 per

cent, If the landowner rejects thal offer
the Corps condemns the land at the initial
price offered.

The attitude of many Yatesville-area
landowners can only be described in
terms of contempt, ‘“They were crooks
from beginning to end. They just came in
and took it," charged Randall Carter,
who claims he was under-compensated
by at least $10,000.

Rumors abound that the experience
contributed to several elderly people’s
deaths. ‘“You'd be talking to somebody
and they’d say, ‘Do you remember so-
and-so? Well, they didn't last too long
after losing their land,"” said Fyffe. Such
allegations, however, are difficult to
prove,

What is certain is that the Yatesville
project has left a bitterness which is
unlikely to fade from the hearts of many
effected landowners.

The Destruction of the Temple

About five or six miles west of Olive
Hill, at a point where the old Sam Berry
railroad crossed from Elliott county into
Carter;stood the Pleasant Hill Church,
This low gap in the ridge marked the
dividing line between the two counties.
The Pleasant Hill Church was con-
structed on this site around 1900. It was
built by the United Baptist denomination.
One of the most prominent ministers in
the early days was Ephriam Tackett. |
remember him as a man with long,
flowing, white hair. He delivered his
sermons with a fire and zeal reminiscent
of Cotton Mather. After the Reverend
Tackett ceased to be active, the mem-
bership declined and the flock was so
small that the church was abandoned. It
was, however, used by various other
groups from time to time.

A man came along and used the church
for a revival. They called him a faith
preacher. He said that you could do
anything you wanted to do, providing you
had enough faith. A young man from the
head of Clay Fork listened intently to one
of his fiery sermons. After the service
was concluded, he hurried home and was
quite anxious to try out his new-found
faith. He ran to a tall cherry tree in the
front yard and began to climb. He
ascended the tree rapidly and soon
reached the small branches in the top of
the tree. He stepped out into space but
crashed to the ground with a dull thud. As
soon as he was able to talk, someone
inquired of him as to what had happened.
He said, “Well, I was getting along fine
till T run out of limbs''.

I think it was in the early '30’s when a
new group hegan to use the building. This
group belonged to the Pentecostal
Church. One of its early leaders was Roy

School Building Seen
Next Fiscal Year

More than $100 million worth of con-
struction for school buildings and
vocational education facilities could be
authorized during the 1979-'80 fiscal year,
a Department of Education official told
members of the Kentucky School
Building Authority.

During the first meeting of the
authority, Arnold Guess, deputy head of
education’s bureau of administration and
finance, said that the $100 million in
construction cost was based on the $7
million bonding capacity of the authority
and the added bonding capacity of local
school districts.

The authority was established by the
1978 General Assembly and given bon-
ding authority to help local school
districts finance construction,

The chairman of the authority and
superintendent of public instruction,
James B. Graham, said the school
building authority ahs “a year’s lead
time before we get into actually selling
bonds and loaning money.” The §7
million in bonding capacity does not
become available until July 1, 1979.

The legislature allocated another
$80,000 for each year of the biennium to
administer the program. Graham in-
dicated that a director for the office of
the School Building Authority would be
hired before the first of the year.

Graham said the education depart-
ment would *‘start the groundwork on the
formula’ for allocation of funds and
would begin to determine the needs of the
districts based on facilities surveys
conducted every five years.

T. K. Stone of Elizabethtown was
elected vice-chairman of the authority,
Stone represents the Kentucky,
Association of School Administrators,
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Johnson. He attracted wide attention and
the membership grew rapidly. They had
many innovations that hadn't been seen
in this part of the country before. At some
point during the service some of the
members would speak in tongues; some
would receive the gift of the Holy Ghost;
converts would be baptized just as soon
as the service ended, even though it was
often late at night. Some people criticized
their method of worship. They appeared
lo me to be a sincere and dedicated
people to a cause they thought to be right.
Some of the local leaders that 1 recall
were Millard Clay, Evert Sparks and
Marion Callihan. After the older leaders
passed on, the younger members
migrated to other places, and again the
church was abandoned.

The Primitive Baptists took over for a
short duration; however, when one of
their leaders, whom it was alleged hadn’t
learned the difference between ‘“‘mine
and thine” where women were con-
cerned, was removed from office, the
church was once again abandoned.

I might add that the defrocked minister
refused to accepl the action of the board
of deacons and decided to pursue an
independent course. He had handbills
printed for his first meeting. They stated
that he would preach al Pleasant Hill on
a certain Sunday and that all who were
interested in hearing the (ruth were
invited to come. When he arose to
preach, the listener could tell he was in
an angry mood. After he held the action
of the board of deacons up to scorn, he
turned his wrath upon the Pentecostal
denomination. He condemned all their
works.

The following Sunday, Marion
Callihan, of Lawton, who was one of the
Penecostal persuasion, arose to reply. He
said, “All of you that were here last
Sunday were treated to a sideshow; you
saw a wolf in sheep's clothing, ““Now, all
of you know me, how that I'm not one to
name names but just for this one time
I'm going to give you a little hint as to the

person that I'm talking about. I shall
share the initials of the Olive Hill
culprit.”

I had a ringside seat, | was expecting
the angry blast from the defrocked
minister and I certainly wasn’t disap-
pointed. It might even be said that his
“hellfire and brimstone’’ denounciation
of his former affiliate reduced Mather's
anti-Satan sermons to mere whispers.

After a long absence from this part of
the country, I had an occasion to pass the
old church site. I could find no trace of
the old building. I began Lo inquire about
what happened to the old church, One
informant told me that the building was
torn down by a man who used the lumber
to make himself a house. According to
the informant, the house was finished
and the man was to move in the following
day. That night, the house burned to the
ground.

"“Why do suppose it burned?'’ 1 asked,

He replied, '‘Buddy, if yvou ask me, it
was judgemnt of the Lord sent upon him
for destroying God's temple of worship
and trying to use it for his own self."”

Folk Festival at Jenny Wiley, Sept. 1-3

The Mountains are like parents,
chastening. They create shadows and
openup in the low gaps to-let the sunshine
in. To Highlanders, the peaks are almost
human, a part of the family that will stay
on for no telling how long. What takes
place in the hills and valleys and what
has taken place through the years ac-
counts for a culture unlike that of any
other part of the world.

This culture is destined to live on, like
thehills, a bit adulterated here and there,
scarred by necessity and by choice and
sometimes despite protest, leveled and
smoothed for humanity and accepting
changesin bits and pieces. When the 13th
Kentucky Highlands Folk Festival takes
the stage at the Jenny Wiley State Park
Amphitheatre, Sept. 1-3, this culture,
deemed too precious to be allowed to pass
away, will be given another boost,

“Hill traditions and old-timey, down-
home mountain ways are dear to our
hearts,'” commented Dame Edith Fit-
zgerald James, founder of the festival
back in the Great Depression years. Mrs.
James went away from the hills for a
while to study and sing opera. But, she
says, “‘There came a time in my life
when I knew I had to get back where 1
belonged."

This sense of belonging is what brings
the crowd of singers, musicians, chan-
ters and dancers, poets and story tellers
together at the resort park near
Prestonsburg. ‘*“We mountain people are
clannish, and that means we feel like
we're related to one another. Oh! but we
do have the best times at our Highlands
fling.”

Mrs. James points out the great work
being done by festival program director,
Kathryn 8. Frazier. ‘‘She puts the whole
thing together nowadays, and I just sort
of look on. There's a lot of work to
planning it all and carrying it out, but
Kathryn and the others are doing a great
job."

The Sizemores, Sloans, Allens and
other families who play and sing will be
on hand as well as dozens of performers
who pride themselves in knowing how to
sing the old ballads as they should be
sung and a number of others who add a
little of the 1970s to song and in-
strumental number.

The lore of the Southern Mountains will
never be lost so long as mountaineers
come together at the Highlands Festival.
““No one can tell a true story and make a

better tale of it than a mountain man or
woman,"” reflected Mrs. James.

Friday and Saturday at the festival will
feature traditional music and dance. The
program starts 7 o'clock each evening.
Sunday is devoted to religious music and
admission is free to the 5 p.m. per-
formance. Throughout Saturday will be
musical workshops by persons skilled in
the arls and exhibits of arts and crafts by
area artists.

Mrs. James is widely known as a
folklorist and director of the Jenny Wiley
Chantresses. The chanters present a

form of church musie that was one of the
earliest types of worship. A rhythmic
choir demonstrates this early way of
adoration.

Take a Highlander out of the moun-
tains and he or she will never be the
same, Mountain people are so attuned to
nearness of rock, tree and earth they are
like extensions of fingers and legs. Hills
and people may brood in season, but
when sunshine filters through the low
gapsit opens the hearts of the people like
Mountain Mama and Papa spreading
arms wide to welcome home their own.

Join these Highlanders for the festival
and feel the warmth and sincerity of
mountain people and mountain ways.

Rail Unit
Is Proposed

As a direct response to the growing
number of rail accidents, particularly
those involving hazardous materials,
commerce Commissioner W. Terry
McBrayer has called upon Gov. Julian
Carroll to create a state rail unit that
would enable Kentucky to administer the
federal rail car safety and service
program.

Citing a state report soon to be
released, McBrayer said the 518 rail
accidents in Kentucky in 1977, a 9%
percent jump from 1975, emphasizes the
need to solve the hazardous spill
problems.

““The growing number of rail car ac-
cidents illustrates the great danger to the
lives and property of those served by or
living near a rail line in Kentucky,"
McBrayer said. ‘‘Furhermore, my
recent investigation into inadequate coal
car service leads me lo conclude that
massive investment by the railroads into
track, equipment, training and
management is necessary."

In addition, McBrayer said Kentucky
needs-a state rail car unit to monitor the
railroads’ commitment to provide
adequate rail safety and service and to
guarantee federal government action to
enforce the law

*To date, neither the railroads nor the
federal government has adequately
performed its legal responsibilities,”
McBrayer claimed.

According to McBrayer, a state rail
car unit would allow Kentucky to gather
information concerning (rack safety,
equipment conditions and car service. If
violations existed, this information would
be turned over to the federal government
for legal action, McBrayer said.
However, if the appropriate federal
agency failed to take action, McBrayer
said the state Attorney General could
enter into federal court to require the
federal agency to enforce the law

McBrayer also suggested to the
Governor that the state rail unit include
state investigators trained by the In-
lerstate Commerce Commission and
authorized to conduct car service in-
vestigations.

McBrayer said a state rail car unit
with authority to enforce federal law
“would enable Kentucky to offer im-
mediate response to coal and grain
shipper complaints without necessitating
the filing of a formal complaint in either
Washington or Atlanta."

They went
through a lot of alcoholic and drug
problems, but succeeded in solving most
of them. It was a touching speech and the
atmosphere of love at the AA meeting
was the right place to make it.

I learned that there is hope for all
alcoholies, no matter how bad off they
are.

All in all, the school was very in-
formative, both in facts and feelings.

Federal community development
block grants totaling more than $24.6
million were awarded Friday to 32
Kentucky cities and counties by the U. S.
Department of Housing and Urban
Development.

More than 100 Kentucky cities and
counties had applied for funds, Ruehling
said,

Five of the grants—for Bradstown-
Nelson conunty, Campbellsville-Taylor
counly, Fulton-Fulton county, Newport
and Paducah—were for three years each
and totaled more than $10.5 million,
Ruehling said.

WINS BATTLE OF THE BATS

LEXINGTON, Ky.—Pat Lyons was
engaged in a battle of the bats the other
night, and he's in nomood to go through it
again.

As Lyons, a 29-year-old bartender at a
local nightelub, tells it, he had. climbed
into bed early Tuesday morning after
closing the bar when he heard "‘an
ungodly noise."”

At first he thought it was the wind in
the trees outside. But then he heard a
softer sound above his bed.

Turning on the light, he saw at least
five bats *'flying in a ecircle like a holding
pattern’’ over his head.

He grabbed a football helment, jumped
back into bed and looked around. Bats
were hanging ‘‘on the walls, the curtains
and the lampshades.”

So Lyons decided to get out. He headed
for the front door and opened it to find the
sky black with bats, and the tree in front
of his house literally loaded with the
small, furry winged animals.

Armed with a broom and a golf club
and wearing only his underwear and the
football helment, he headed back up-
stairs.

He took on the bats one at a time,
pushing the bedroom door open and
swatting the nearest bat with broom or
four-iron, then pulling the door closed,
After about an hour, Lyons said he killed
several, captured one, and chased the
rest into the dawn's early light.

“It scared the hell out of me,"” Lyons
said, adding that he had read that bats
carry rabies. “‘I'm serious. [ was scared.
They look like a little mouse with wings.
They look vicious."”

Lyons and his neighbors said there
were nearly 250 bats in the area, where

If a veteran wishes to use his GI Bill
benefits to further his education or skills
for a specific job, special VA student loan
is available, Mrs. Mary G. Sinders,
director of the VA regional office in
Louisville, says.

Student loans up to $2,500 a year can be
applied for under regulations now in
effect at the VA. The student must be
enrolled in an accredited and approved
institution of higher learning as a
fulltime student.

‘‘About half of the Vietnam veterans of
Kentucky have taken advantage of some
type of training with GI Bill assistance,”
Mrs. Sinders said. ‘‘Many veterans who
would like to attend training before their
eligibility expires are not aware that the
loan program exists."”

Loans granted under the VA program
do not require their repayment until after

graduation. Interest on the loan does not

begin until after graduation.

GI Bill for attending school fulltime, but
according to Mrs. Sinders, most students
need additional funds to complete their
training.

“Criticism of a public official ought to
be just, temperate, and decent — and a
lot he (Carroll) gets is neither just,
temperate or decent."

Carroll, in his more than three years of
office, has been sporadically criticized
for a wide range of administration ac-
Livities.

The governor recalled, lauding
Chandler, that he supported the former
governor in his younger days, though he
later aligned himself with Bert Combs,
also a former governor.

Combs, once a bitter factional op-
ponent of Chandler, said, *‘I will say this
for Happy: he didn't get involved in
personalities unless issues were in-
volved."”

Also on the platform with Chandler was
Edward (Ned) Breathitt, the former
governor who defeated him in the 1963
primary, and former Lt. Gov. Harry Lee
Waterfield, who commented, I doubt
that anyone in th iistory of the state has
been more ¢ .rful than Happy Chan-
dler.”

The party was to be a stag affair, ac-
cording to the invitations, and Martha
Layne Collins, the state Supreme Court
clerk, reportedly was among those
turned away at the armory. Nonetheless,
a few women later ‘joined the
proceedings.

Chandler humorously said he agreed
with the stag arrangement, quipping that
“I'm a well-known male chauvinist pig."”

The former governor said his only
regret in more than a half century of
public service '‘is that 1 could not have
done more for you."

Returning to his theme of advice to
Carroll, Chandler told him to handle
criticism this way: ‘‘Brush it off, they
just want the job you've got."

In another comment on a current issue,
Chandler, recalling that he organized the
Kentucky State Police, said he hates to
see them forced to take on minority
applicants — such as women and blacks
— who cannot qualify under the stan-
dards.

A federal civil rights report criticized
the agency last week for what it called
sluggishness in offering job opportunities
to minority members.

More than three million U.S. acres
have been stripmined, leaving some
30,000 miles of bare highwalls. Runoff
from these mines has affected water
quality in 10,000 miles of streams and
200,000 acres of lakes.

Present reclamation procedures,
resulting from the federal Surface
Mining Control and Reclamation Act of
1977, are the strictest in history. Although
some of the Act's provisions are con-
troversial, the law's intent is clear. The
Act represents the first national effort to
remedy surface  mining ills.
Strengthened provisions govern the
selective arrangement of overburden,
regrading, revegetation, erosion control,
and impoundments; early indications
are that strict enforcementwill be
followed.

There was a time gap between modern
mining methods and enforcement and
earlier primitive methods and lax en-
forcement. Strip mining, in various
forms, has been increasingly significant
for the past 40 years. Most of the one
million acres of ‘‘abandoned lands'’ were
created from the 1940's to the mid-sixties,
when most states had few or no
reclamation laws. These abandoned
tracts are located mainly in eastern
Appalachia, in such states as Kentucky,
West Virginia, Alabama, Pennsylvania,
Ohio, and Illinois.

The Reclamation Act has a provision
for reclaiming abandoned lands through
a U.S, Department of Agriculture
program. The Soil Conservation service
(SCS) began the program in the summer
of 1978. From 60 to 100 percent of the cost
is borne by the government; the in-
dividual landowner (or tenant using the
depleted land) pays no more than 40
percent, Applicants demonstrating
hardship receive full federal financing
and all participants have up to ten years
to pay their share.

The cost-sharing arrangement is
necessary because reclamation is very
expensive. The per acre cost in eastern
states runs as high as $8,000; western
state reclamation is about $3,000 per acre
and midwestern state costs are about
$6,000 per acre. Short-term profits are
not the motive, because even though the
work will create about 3,000 new local
jobs, the annual productive capacity of

the land will only be increased by about
415 per acre.

Leaving the land abandoned, however,
would be even more expensive if real and
social costs are considered. Unreclaimed
land is an eyesore, it causes various
forms of pollution, it contributes to
erosion and flooding, and it represents a
constant danger to life and property.

Approximately 70 percent of the
abandoned land is owned by large cor-
porations, including mining companies,
while about 20 percent is individually
owned. The remaining 100,000 acres is
publicly owned, primarily by the
Department of Interior, and will be
reclaimed under a similar program.

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6 Miners File
Suit To Force
Vote on Recall

A suit to force United Mine Workers
Secretary-Treasurer Willard Esselstyn
to comply with the constitutional recall
procedure has been filed by six coal
miners seeking the ouster of UMW
President Arnold Miller

The suit, filed August 1 in Wetzel
county, W. Va., circuit court in New
Martinsville, also seeks $750,000 in
damages.

New Martinsville attorney H. John
Rogers and five members of the
miners for Recall movement an-

nounced the suil in a news conference
here Wednesday.

The suit contends that despite petitions
from more than 5 percent of the union
membership, Esselstyn has “‘arbitrarily,
capriciously, and without just or legal
cause, refused to send out to each local
union petitions for the recall'" of Miller.

The UMW's International Executive
Board refused last week to consider the
petitions, saying Miller and other union
officers had not been found guilty of
malfeasance in office.

Rogers said the suit was filed after the
U.S. Department of Labor refused to
respond to a request from the recall
group that it launch an investigation into
‘“the flagrant violation of the union’s
constitution."

Rogers said he has requested a jury
trial,

Section 40 of the UMW constitution
says upon request of 5 percent of the
union membership, the secretary-
treasurer will send out petitions to each
local union for the recall of any in-
ternational officer guilty of malfeasance.
If 30 percent of the membership sign and
return those petitions within 30 days, the
union is then required to hold a new
election.
