Sewer Work Held 
Prelude To Building 
Of Shopping Center 

That a shoppingcenterplanned months 
ago will be built off the Mountain Park­
way, near the junction of the Parkway 
and US 23 at Katy Friend, has been made 
more certain by the spending by the 
Parkway Plaza Association of 50,000 on 
construction of a sewer system to serve 
the facility 

The • harp Company, Winchester 
contractors. and the Parkway Plaza 
Association, of Chattanooga. Tenn., 
entered into an agreement with the 
Pre ton burg Utilities Commission 
IDldcr which the commission acted a 
escro\\ agent, providing inspection 
service during construction work which 
included installation of a pumping station 
in the area of the proposed development 
and a six-inch force main connecting 
with the city sewer system at West 
Preston burg. 

Once the work is completed, all title to 
the new mstallation will pass to the 
Prestonsburg Utilitie Commission, 
whicu will have the responsibility of its 
maintenance.

US Shoe Pant

Word that the U.S. Department of 
Labor is buying the Prestonsburg Shoe 
Company \US Shoe) building for use as a 
Job Corp center was followed this week 
by a reliable report that the shoe com­
pany will remain here and expand tts 
production in a new location 

The Department of Labor has already 
recetved the support of the Cit} Counctl 
in its move to establish the Job Corp 
traming center, and Go\crnor Carroll is 
awattmg formal nottfication of the move 
so that he can qwckly add his approval of 
the project.

Company and the directors of the

Hated second in importance among the 
project was the proposed expansion of 
the Prestonsburg water system which 
calls for 250,000 in ARC funding. The $1 6 
million water project here would expand 
the water system to a service capacity of 
three million gallons daily from the 
current capacity of 1.3 million and also 
include the increase of filtration capacity 
to include con !ruction of a 500,000-gallon 
torage reservoir, also three miles of 

water lines with I ine stations and in­
stallation of related equipment. 

Bill H. Howard, superintendent of the 
Pre tonsburg Water & Gas System, aid 
he was plea ·ed w1th the board's actton, 
and expressed conftdence that the 
project, \\hich has also drawn favorable 
re. ponse from the Economic Develop­
ment Admmi !ration, <EDA), would be 
ftu1ded.

One specific criticism arose from the 
court's failure to jail a juvenile offender 
who had broken into a place of business 
in the I.eft Beaver Creek sectton.

The law governing juvenile crime, 
generally, is weak, the judge says, and 
courts admini tering it are helpless to 
meet the sttuation effeclt\ ely.

learning process. But he is certain those

Two Eastern Kentucky businessmen 
pleaded guilty last week in U.S. district 
court at Catlettsburg to charges of failing 
to deposit federal taxes withheld from 
the wages of their firm's employees. 
mansdorfer fined Clarence E . Boggs, 48, 
of Ashland, $500 and placed him on 
probation for five years. Boggs, an 
executive of C & J Tolling, Inc., Ashland, 
was charged with failing to deposit 
$7,701.40 of employees' taxes withheld 
during February and March. 

J udge Hermansdorfer fined William D. 
Bayer, 36, of Prestonsburg, $1,500 and 
placed him on probation for five years. 
Bayer, president of B & B Engineers, 
Inc., was charged with not properly 
depositing $20,954.80 of employees' taxes 
withheld during a three-month period in 
1976 and 1977. 

(An official of the company said this 
week that Bayer has not been associated 
with B & B Engineers since Sept. 1, 1977.)

Help for Abused, Neglected 

All events take place 1n the Municipal 
parking lot where Lcnville Ball of 
:\torgan county will be in charge of 
musical entertainment Ball, once a 
night club entertainer playing 
engagements across the country w1th 
Chet Atkins, now devotes h1s music and 
song talents to gospel singing and on 
weekends is a regular performer at 
Renfro Valley. 

Mrs. A is over 80, bedfast, and has a 
son who becomes abusive when he's 
drunk. Not long ago, Mrs. A's neighbors 
heard her fall out of bed and cry out for 
help. 

The son had been drinking and 
wouldn 't let anyone enter the apartment. 
The neighbors called police but wouldn' t 
swear out a warrant. Without the 
warrant, the police couldn't enter the 
apartment to check on Mrs. A. However, 
the local office of the Department for 
Human Resources' Bureau for Social 
Services was notified. 

Two social workers investigated the 
report, as required under the provisions 
of the Kentucky Adult Protection Act. In 
Mrs. A's case, the workers found that 
Mrs. A was all right and was being cared 
for by a woman who shared the apart­
ment. That woman had been out at the 
time l\lrs. A fell out of bed. The son, 
however, had been causing problems for 
both women. 

The social workers discussed various 
possible courses of action with the 
companion, who decided to lake legal 
steps to get the son out of the apartment. 
She also asked the workers to help her 
obtain some supportive services for Mrs. 
A- services the social workers felt were 
needed. 

Mrs . A is an example of a problem 
which is becoming increasingly serious 
all over the country: the adult who can ' t 
protect herself or himself from abuse, 
neglect or exploitation . 

John Denton is an adult protective 
services specialist with the Department 
for Hum an Resources. He says that in the 
12 months which ended on June 30, 1978, 
the Adult Spec1al Services Branch in the 
department received 1,048 reports of 
suspected abuse or neglect. Each report 
was investigated, just as Mrs. A's case 
had been. ' 

The reports were confirmed in 591 
instances-or 56 percent of the time. In a 
few instances, social workers either were 
unable to locate the person or were 
denied admittance to the home. The 
workers found that in 345 cases the 
reported abuse or neglect was un­
founded. 

Denton points out that social workers 
found 710 people who needed some kind of 
assistance or supportive services. 
However, 300 of them refused assistance. 

"We can't force anyone to accept 
help," Denton adds. "Unless a court 
declares someone incompetent, that 
person has the right to refuse." 

The most common form of abuse was 
self neglect, Denton says. "I'd say the 
most common situation we find is a 
woman in her 70s or 80s living alone and 
no longer able to handle day-to-day 
tasks." The 12·month report lists 335 
cases of self neglect. 

According to Denton, the year-end 
summary also shows 83 instances of 
physical abuse, 77 of neglect by a person 
taking care of an adult and 31 cases of 
exploitation. In 58 investigations, more 
than one type of abuse or neglect was 
uncovered. 

Denton says that the most likely 
persons to report adult abuse or neglect 
are those who are closest to the person­
relatives, neighbors or friends. However, 
more than 100 people were referred to 
Human Resources by hospital personnel 
Others reporting possible cases included

Under the Kentucky Adult Protection 
Act, anyone knowing of an adult who may 
be suffering from abuse, neglect or ex­
ploitation is required to report the case to 
the Bureau for Social Services, Depart­
ment for Human Resources. The Ia w also 
provides immunity from civil or criminal 
liability when the person making the 
report has reasonable cause for believing 
that the adult needs protective services. 

Law Enforcement 
Assisted by Grants 

Gov. Julian Carroll has awarded 77 
grants totaling $2.1 million to criminal 
justice projects across Kentucky. 

The governor's awards came after the 
projects received the favorable 
recommendation of the Kentucky Crime 
Commission at its September quarterly 
session held in Owensboro. 

Police projects accounted for the 
largest number of grant awards, 40, as 
well as the largest amount of funding, 
$584,016. The largest single grant .,·as for 
$452,260 to the Kentucky Departm nt of 
Justice for the local public defender 
system.

Development of adequate water 
facilities for the district continued to be 
of major importance, according to the 
results of the meeting's project rankings, 
as expansion of Pikeville's water system 
received a third place priority rating. 
Expansion of the system which would 
provide water for the Mud Creek and 
Harold sections of this county calls for a 
total of $2,316,500 in ftmding, with $280,000 
being asked of ARC. 

Another Floyd project, the Phase III 
construction of the Floyd County Park at 
Allen, received fourth priority rankmg, 
with $195,000 being asked in ARC funds. 
Total cost of Phase III work, which will 
consist of the construction of an Olympic­
size pool and bath house, is $590,000. The 
county already has $270,000 in Area 
Development and coal severance funds, 
according to County Planner Claude 
Swiney. 

Rated fifth and sixth among the 
projects were two more water projects­
a rural water district to serve 1,100 
households on Johns Creek in Pike 
county, and water main changes for that 
county's Marrowbone Water District. 

ADD's Rektenwald stressed the point 
that ''no one can be sure just how much is 
available," and he warned that it is 
doubtful whether all six of the projects 
would be ftmded. 

Guest of honor, Congressman Perkins, 
who had come to the meeting after three 
exhausting days of work in Congress, 
said although many Congressmen felt the 
South and poorer sections of the country 
were receiving too much in the way of 
ftmding, "I d1d my best to persuade them 
differently." 

Perkms satd of the Big Sandy area,

AI though Robert Stix, of the U.S. Shoe 
Corp . declined to comment on his 
company's plans, it was said here that 
the shoe plant in its new location will 
eventually employ 200 persons, mostly 
women. The company in its original 
location across the nver from Lancer has 
for the last few months been operating 
with a sharply reduced work-force, 
approximately 35, aner having earlier 
announced plans to close the plant. 

But a resurgent shoe manufacturing 
mdustry in this country has resulted 
from foreign manufacturers' own 
problems with wages and their inability 
to deliver. As a consequence, U.S. Shoe is 
not only remaining here but considering 
increased production and is reported to 
be studying expansion of its plants m 
other regional locations. 

The West Prestonsburg building in 
which the shoe plant will be located is 
owned by the Prestonsburg Development 
Corporation, an organiZation of local 
business men formed to provide a facility 
for an industry to employ residents of the 
county, mainly. The building first housed 
Kentucky Appalachian Industries <KAll. 
which was supervised by Irving In­
dustries in the manufacture of tents and 
other equipment for the military. It has 
been closed, however, the last few years, 
and the building has detenorated. 

It was said here that U.S. Shoe will 
lease the building for $3,000 a year for a 
period of three years, aner which terms 
would be renegotiated. At the same time 
the company will repair and maintain the 
building. 

The company reportedly has already 
ordered materials for a new roof and 
other repairs which will cost an 
estimated $70-$80,000. A sprinkler system 
will be a new addition. 

The Prestonsburg Development 
Corporation still owes about $115,000 on 
the original construction cost of the

Emergency use of helicopters in 

Kentucky could be expanded through two 
programs to build landing sites, or 
"helipads," for hospitals and other 
agencies, according to the state tran­
sportation department. 

The department's Airport Develop­
ment Fund has about $277,000 to help 
finance helipad construction or im­
provement. The funds were set aside by 
the last two sessions of the Kentucky 
General Assembly. 

Under the two programs-one {or 
hospitals and one for municipal agen­
cies-grants are awarded for 50 percent 
of project costs.

lukewarm," said Transportation 
Secretary Calvin Grayson. "Since the 
beginning of the programs in late 1976 we 
have awarded only four grants totaling 
$23,000," he said. The grants were ap­
proved for the Jefferson County Police 
and three hospitals: Lourdes in Paducah, 
St. Eliza beth in Covington and St. Luke in 
Fort Thomas. 

The hospital helipad program is 
coordinated with the emergency medical 
services program of the Department for 
Human Resources. 

Grayson said that nine agencies have 
expressed interest in building helipads. 
They include medical centers at the 
University of Louisville and the 
University of Kentucky, both of which 
have emergency facilities not found in 
smaller hospitals. He noted that the two 
centers would be key elements in the 
statewide helipad system. 

Officials said they plan to help fund 100 
helipads across the state. The average 
grant has been estimated at about $5,000, 
but costs can vary widely, according to 
Ed LaFontaine, director of the depart­
ment's aeronautics division. 

"Most helipads are laid out on a small 
plot of ground," said LaFontaine. "The 
main expenses are lighting and marking, 
which must meet minimum state stan­
dards." 

But urban helipads can be very ex­
pensive, if space is scarce and utility 
lines must be moved. "Rooftop helipads 
are convenient, but they generally are 
not practical unless buildings are 
designed for them with adequate safety 
measures," he said. 

Much of the state is within range of 
Army helicopters operating out of Fort 
Knox and Fort Campbell, under the 
Miliary Assistance to Safety and Traffic 
(MAST) program. The MAST program 
and Kentucky National Guard helicop­
ters supply emergency transportation for 
critically ill patients, accident victims 
and medical supplies. 

Many new helipads could be served by 
the military programs while other could 
rely on helicopters from other agencies 
or private owners, said LaFontaine.

The fiscal court last Tuesday afternoon 
employed Dennis Crisp, of Martin, 
Sheriff Doug Lewis' nominee for the post 
of deputy sheriff in the Right Beaver 
Creek section of the county, but over the 
protest of Kenneth Roberts, magistrate 
in the section where Crisp will serve. 

Earlier, the court had unanimously 
adopted Roberts' motion providing that 
the fiscal court have the right to approve 
the hiring of deputy sheriffs .

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Knott Utizens 
Protest Denial 
Of Gas Service 

The sale of natural gas to out-of-state 
customers while residents of Eastern 
Kentucky, from which the same gas is 
piped, are denied the fuel has created a 
problem which generates its own heat. 

Last week, representatives of the Knott 
County Citizens for Social and Economic 
Justice went to Ashland to serve legal 
documents on R. J. Stewart, process 
agent for Equitable Gas Co., parent firm 
of Kentucky West Virginia Gas Com­
pany. While there they picketed the gas 
company offices in the Second National 
Bank building, bearing signs which read, 
"Supply Kentucky First." 

The incident was a part of the con­
tinuing fight by Knott county residents 
for natural gas which, they say, should be 
made available to them before it is piped 
to Pittsburg or other industrial centers. 

The problem is not restricted to Knott 
county. In Floyd and other gas-producing 
counties, or where gas pipelines lie, 
homeowners make the same claims. 
They point to a Kentucky law which says 
a gas company must supply gas to 
anybody within half a mile of its gas 
lines. 

Four years ago, the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission ordered the gas 
company to comply with that law. But 
Kentucky West Virginia appealed the 
order, and a federal ruling held that the 
gas company is under the jurisdiction of 
the Federal Energy Regulatory Com­
mission. That commission has not given 
the gas company permission to serve 
local customers, but PSC has appealed 
the federal ruling. A decision is pending. 

The gas company takes the position 
that it cannot supply local residents 
because it has not received permission to 
do so from the federal commission and 
that it does not have enough gas to meet 
the needs of customers it is already 
committed to supply. 

Steve Mirkin, speaking for the Knott 
county group in Ashland, said many 
Knott countians live within only a few 
hundred yards of Kentucky West 
Virginia lines but cannot get gas. He 
maintained that all such persons should 
be served under the existing state law. 
He added that, while this situation exists 
"here at home" the gas is being piped 
past the homes of these people, in many 
cases across their property, to Pitts­
burgh. 

Meanwhile, some area residents, 
acting on the original PSC order to the 
effect that they should be served, have 
tapped onto the company's lines. 

This was the subject of recent 
action in the Knott circuit court, 
and one man who had connected his 
home w1th a gas Jme was ordered to 
disconnect. 

The dispute is involved in court, at both 
the federal and circuit court levels. 

Texas Company 
Announces Deep 
Drilling Plans 

A small oil and gas drilling company 
announced in Houston, Texas this week 
that it will join a major oil company in 
exploring for natural gas at unusual 
depths in Eastern Kentucky. 

Kaneb Services Inc. said its oil and gas 
subsidiary and Atlantic-Richfield Co. will 
drill at least two deep test wells within 
the next two years in a 13-cmmty area in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

The 13 counties involved in the trans­
action are Floyd, Knott, Perty, 
Breathitt, Leslie, Letcher, Pike, John­
son, Harlan, Magoffin, Lawrence, Martin 
and Morgan. 

Kaneb said its subsidiary, Weaver Oil 
& Gas Corp., acquired the rights to ex­
plore for oil and gas in about 917,000 
acres from Kentucky-West Virginia Gas 
Co., a subsidiary of Equitable Gas Co. of 
Pi ttsbi.B"gh. 

Weaver in turn sold a 75 percent in­
terest in the rights to Atlantic-Richfield, 
the Kaneb announcement said. 

The rights that were acquired are 
primarily for exploration below the rock 
layer geologists define as Devonian 
shale. Most of the gas production in 
Eastern Kentucky now comes from 
shallow Devonian shale deposits. 

Kabeb said that it will drill at least two 
test wells from 8,000 to 14,000 feet. 

Since the 1973 Arab oil embargo, 
companies have drilled deeper test wells 
in Eastern Kentucky while none have 
made significant discoveries geological 
data show that the conditions for finding 
oil and gas in deep wells in Eastern 
Kentucky are favorable, it is said.

Gas Losses Here Drop Sharply 
As System Being Overhauled 

If those holes and trenches cut across 
streets are provoking, hold your temper. 

They could mean the difference bet­
ween continued, uninterrupted gas 
service next winter. 

The work this year is a part of a 
program begun about four vears ago to 
renovate three-fourtb~ of the gas system 
here. It includes laying of new plastic 
pipe, changing from 10-ounce low­
pressure to high pressure with 15-20 
pounds to each meter, and each home 
having its own regulator with the most 
modern safety devices. These have 
automatic under-pressure shutoff and an 
over-pressure release device. All old 
meters, most of which are 20 years old or 
older, are being replaced. 

The system at West Prestonsburg was 
first to be completely renovated with one 
mile of two-inch plastic line and ap­
proximately a mile of one-inch service 
lines from main to meter. 

Howard K. Bell Engineers, Lexington, 
estimated the cost of this job would be, if 
let to contract, $50,000. Bill H. Howard, 
superintendent of the utilities system, 
said the work was done by water and gas 
system employees for about $28,000. 

In 1974 the loss of gas here to faulty 
meters, leaky mains and other con­
struction defects was 26 per cent. As of 
October 31, last year, this loss had been 
reduced to 9.68 per cent. This year's loss 
percentage, expected to be much less, 
will not be known till the end of the fiscal 
year, Oct. 31. 

"In two more summers we will have 
renovation of the entire system com­
plete-new mains, meters, regulators 
and service lines," Howard ~aid. 

In addition to the West Prestonsburg 
renovation, the work has been completed 
in the Porter Addition, Riverside, Third 
and Highland. Yet to be done is the work 
on North Arnold, Trimble Branch and 
Yellow Town. 

Drama Club Rehearsing 
Miller's "The Crucible" 

The Prestonsburg high school drama 
club has begun rehearsal for their 
November production of Arthur Miller's 
"The Crucible" at Prestonsbi.U"g Com­
munity College. 

"The Crucible" is an historical play 
about the Salem witch trials. It is the 
story of one man's internal struggle 
between his desire to live and his moral 
honesty. 

Orginally, Miller wrote the play as an 
political comment on the McCarthy era 
Due to popular sentiment, the original 
play was not well-received. After the 
emotional heat died down, however, the 
play received it's deserved recognition 
as a classic ,'\merican drama. 

The cost to date, using the utility 
system's own work force, has been about 
$200,000. Similar work for the entire 
Paintsville system was let to contract for 
$1,200,000. The Paintsville system has 
about 300 more meters than Prestons­
burg's. 

Howard said a current project is the 
running of a four-inch gas main to the 
Arthur Garrett place on Bull Creek to 
connect there with the Kentucky West 
Virginia main and to afford Prestons­
JJ g two points of access to the source of 
its gas. eretofore, only one line con­
nected the city with lhe Kentucky West 
Virginia line, and that on the Sam Moore 
Branch, off old KY 114.

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg 
has no ordinance providing for issuance 
of permit, supervision or control of 
places of entertainment within the city 
limits, and, 

WHEREAS, it being the opinion of the 
coWlsel the city's best interest demand 
the same, 

NOW THEREFORE, the City Council 
of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, do 
ordain as follows: 

SECTION I. As used in this ordinance, 
place of entertainment, means a 
roadhouse place offering intoxicating or 
nonintoxicating drinks for sale, tourist 
camp or place of public entertainment at 
which people assemble to eat, drink, 
dance, bathe, or engage in any game or 
amusement. However, this shall not 
apply or mean a private home at which 
bona fide guests are entertained, drive-in 
theaters, places of business conducted 
onlv as filling stations for motor vehicles 
or ·grocery stores, nor transient or 
temporary entertainment such as cir­
cuses, carnivals or county fairs. 

SECTION II. No place of en­
tertainment shall be operated inside the 
corporate limits of the city unless its 
owner or manager has a permit, issued to 
him by the city, granting him the 
priviledge to operate the place of en­
tertainment. 

SECTION III. No permit shall be 
issued to a person who is not of good 
moral character and who will not obey 
the laws of the state to carry on the 
business or who, within two years prior to 
the date of the filing of the application, 
has been convicted in Kentucky of 
maintaining a public nuisance. 

SECTION IV. Any person who desires 
a permit to operate a place of en­
tertainment inside the corporate limits of 
the city, shall file an application with the 
City Clerk. Application of entertainment 
shall state the exact location of the 
proposed place of entertainment and the 
occupation of the owner or manager of 
the proposed place of entertainment for 
five years immediately preceeding the 
date in which the application was filed. 

SECTION V. At the time the ap­
plication is made, the applicant shall 
make a deposit of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) 
with the City Clerk, which shall be used 
by the clerk to defray the costs of notices 
required by this ordinance to be 
published in a newspaper, to the clerk's 
cost for the docketing of the application 
on the city order book, and for handling 
and recording of any such orders or other 
notices that may be required. 

SECTION VI. When the application is 
filed with the City Clerk, it shall be 
docketed upon the docket book of the city 
and a notice that the application has been 
filed shall be published in the newspaper 
with the largest circulation in the county 
pursuant to KRS Chaper 424. 

SECTION VII. The city police chief or 
his designated assistant, after an ap­
plication has been filed, shall investigate 
the applicant and file with the City, a 
written report setting forth the facts 
revealed by his investigation, recom­
mending the approval or denial of the 
permit, and setting forth his reasons for 
the recommendation. The report shall be 
filed with the city clerk within 30 days 
after the application is filed. 

SECTION VIII . On the first regular 
meeting date after the expiration of 30 
days from the date in which the ap­
plication was filed, the City Council may 
hear evidence in support of or in op­
position to the granting of the permit. 
Any person desiring to oppose the per­
mit, shall have filed in writing 
allegations that show cause as to why the 
application should not be granted. The 
City Council shall then act upon the 
application, in public meeting, with 
majority opinion for denial being 
necessary to effectuate the same. Unless 
a majority can be obtained, then said 
permit shall be granted. 

SECTION IX. The City Council shall, 
by order entered upon its ordinance book, 
fix reasonable hours of operation for 
places of entertainment throughout the 
city 

SECTION X. No person that has been 
granted a permit shall allow: 

( 1 J DrWlken, disorderly or boisterous 
persons, or persons of lewd or lascivious 
reputation to congregate in or about the 
premises; 

(2) People to congregate there for 
immoral or Wllawful purposes; 

(3J The premises to be used for the use, 
consumption, transfer, sale or any other 
illegal activity in regard to distribution 
or use of alcholic beverages and~r 
controlled substances (i.e., drugs) as 
outlined in the Kentucky Revised 
Statutes, coWlty orders and city or­
dinances. 

SECTION XI. Upon the conviction of 
the owner or manager of the place of 
entertainment for the violations of any of 
the provisions of this ordinance: 

(2) The judgment of the Court shall 
provide for the forfeiture of the permit; 

(2) A copy of that judgment shall be 
certified by the city clerk and entered in 
the ordinance book of the City of 
Prestonsburg; 

(3J The permit then shall be im­
mediately cancelled and voided 

SECTION XIII. The conviction of 
owner or manager of the place of en­
tertainment for violation of the alcoholic 
beverage control Ia ws or controlled 
substances laws may be an additional 
groWld for revocation and forfeiture of 
the place. of entertainment permit by the 
city whenever said conviction may 
result. 

SECTION XIII The sheriff of Floyd 
County, deputy sheriffs of Floyd County, 
state police, COWlty patrolmen, and city 
patrolmen for this city. shall be 
authorized and ordered to visit places of 
entertainment regularly. Upon their 
observmg any violation of this ordinance. 
by the owner or manager, or patrons 

therein, they shall make arrests without 
warrants for viola! ions committed in 
their presence. 

Further. any owner or manager who 
makes an application for places of en­
tertainment permits thereby expressly 
grants Wlto the aforenamed officials the 
authority and permission to come upon 
the premises for inspection.

Wadley were happy to hear him in the 
recent revival of First Baptist Church in 
Martin. Now pastor of Westside Church, 
Gillette, Wyoming, he served the Martin 
congregation several years, decades ago, 
spearheading the move to construct its 
present edifice, and is still regarded as 
one of the most popular and best-loved 
pastors the county ever had. Many over 
the area also remember him as their 
former teacher, since he taught in the 
Wayland school a while. 

No one is opposed to the plan for 
reducing taxes by one-third, as suggested 
by Republican Party leaders. But some 
wonder why they did so little about it 
while in the "Driver's Seat". It is good to 
hear the announcement of a vote to lower 
taxes for the middle class if no equivalent 
of a recission occurs after the election! 
Unfulfilled campaign promises by each 
party or some of their members are worn 
threadbare. The American people alone 
can change things, by two means: poll 
candidates on important issues PRIOR to 
the election, and by the voting booth. 
Visible taxes are exorbitant, not to 
mention the outrageous hidden ones we 
all pay daily, and largely not because of 
increased services and cost of govern­
ment but because of mismanagement, 
swindling, corruption, etc. on the part of 
a minority, according to hundreds of 
published accounts. 

If you want to see a group of happy-go­
lucky oldsters enjoying themselves and 
life, drop by the Senior Citizens Center in 
Martin, where its director, Hildred 
Burchett, of Maytown, keeps something 
constantly humming. Gifted in both 
planning and organizing. "Dee" provides 
different things continuously, whether it 
is in crafts, music, entertainment, 
stimulating lectures, sightseeing, travel 
or-you name it! Never at a loss for 
ideas, whe loves everyone of her 
''chilluns," and proves it by her motherly 
concern when one of the residents of the 
apartments there is ill. She and Helen 
Ison, manager of the housing develop­
ment take an abiding interest in each 
person. 

One sometimes wonders how teachers 
can strike, though many of them get 
salaries far below par. The natural-born 
teacher regards his or her position as 
more of a calling than a profession, as an 
opportWiity to serve, to meet the needs of 
youngsters, and of some parents as well, 
occasionally, particularly those in the 
lower socio-economic bracket. We grant 
that a percentage of teachers and 
educators across the nation are not 
sufficiently dedicated to deserve the 
salaries they do receive in various 
places, but comparatively speaking­
with most other professions-education 
ranks low. Kentucky is one of the lowest. 
For example, I draw West Virginia 
retirement for five years that almost 
equals my Kentucky retirement for nine 
years, and West Virginia itself ranks low. 
Still, most increases in wages or salaries 
precipitate a rise in prices. 

Food prices are utterly absurd. A 79-
cent can was.95 cents two weeks later, 
then 97 cents the next week. In no time 
bread will be a dollar a loaf. If anyone is 
entitled to strike, it is housewives and 
homemakers who wrestle with family 
budgets. One customer checked the price 
on a can where labels with higher sums 
had been pasted over others and 
remarked, "I am afraid it will go up 
again before I check out!" Might have 
been an under-statement. Yet the far­
mers receive little or no increases. 

Interest innutrition is constantly mount­
ing, with more M.D.s combining the 
field with theirs. Since the wellbeing of 
plants depends largely upon their 
nouf'ishment is it not logical to conclude 
that the same rule is applicable to human 
beings'? There are significant reasons for 
the renewed attention being paid 
nutrition all over the nation, aside from 
the fact that inflation compels budget 
"squeezing," to obtain the best food 
possible for every dollar. More people 
are realizing that good health to a high 
degree goes hand in hand with the right 
diet, and that many who can readily 
afford the best and costliest foods at 
home and elsewhere remain poorly fed, 
from a nutritional standpoint, often 
lacking a balanced diet, which is of prime 
importance to every individual. Securing 
necessary minerals from food is a 
problem since timber has been removed, 
for the top topsoils have washed away. 
Years ago goiter was very common in 
this section. Iodine was added to salt, and 
now goiter is somewhat exceptional. 
That is a good illustration of the relation 
between diet and some illness. Except 
where foods are organically grown there 
is a shortage of many minerals more 
often than not, especially the trace 
minerals, any one of which if absent or 
deficient, can trigger some illnesses. 
Vitamins are essential, too, but we 
continue throwing out some of them when 
cooking, for numbers are soluble in 
water etc. The study is much too com­
plicated for amateurs but all of us can 
learn if we try. The proportion of ser­
vicemen rejected because of health 
problems makes it imperative that 
standards of diet be raised, and not JUST 
among the proletariats. 

The ERA decision in Washington was 
as expected, with no attempt at fairness . 
A precedent of years has been broken. It 
can and likely will create terrific 
problems for other bills or laws in the 
future. Passage of ERA ultimately will 
open a Pandora's box of evils even wider, 
for mankind never gains a thing when he 
goes against God's Word. As women gain 
more power, control, status, prestige, 
etc. things will grow worse. No nation 
surpasses its womanhood. We are 
already liberated. With the exception of a 
few laws in some states we are not 
discriminated against. These could be 
changed easily without the sweeping 
alternations permitted by ERA. Jf 
anything, a Men's Lib is needed, as 

evidenced by the fact that women on an 
average live 7-8 years longer than men do 
now. Many of us past three score years 
and ten have never felt discriminated 
against, never felt inferior, have enjoyed 
life to the fullest, consider homemaking, 
wifehood and motherhood the greatest 
career any woman can have, and feel 
richly repaid, even sometimes feel sorr) 
for those on the opposite side of the ERA 
God did not make woman subservient to 
man but he did make man head. Some 
professions, occupations, jobs, etcetera 
are not suited to women, and vice versa. 
Havoc results when ignored. Might thts 
be one goal of a few pushing ERA'?

Law Enforcement 
Assisted by Grants 

Gov. Julian Carroll has 
awarded 77 grants totaling $2.1 
million to criminal justice 
projects across Kentucky. 

The governor's awards came 
atler the projects received the 
favorable recommendation of 
the Kentucky Crime Com­
mission at its September 
quarterly session held in 
Owensboro. 

Police projects accounted for 
the largest number of ·grant 
awards, 40, as well as the 
largest amount of funding, 
$584,016. The largest single 
grant was for $452,260 to the 
Kentucky Department of 
Justice for the local public 
defender system. 

The lion's share of the fun­
ding for the awarded grants 
comes from the federal Law 
Enforcement Assistance 
Administtation.

Being a former resident of Floyd 

county, graduate of Betsy Layne High 
School, graduate of Alice Uoyd College, 
attended Rerea College, graduated from 
!\lore head State College and a teacher for 
approximately fifteen years, I till feel 
ltke fo'loyd county tS my home. 

I am a constant reader of the Floyd 
County Times. In one issue of The Times 
as of August 31, 1978 I saw where the 
grand jury had by signing their names 
restricted Ex-sheriff Joe Wheeler Lewis, 
sho is now a deputy marshal, to the city 
only. Restriction was made because the 
Marshal was performing duties 
throughout the county. 

I saw in another issue of the paper that 
a group of approximately five hundred 
citizens had a meeting, discussing the 
need for more Kentucky State Police and 
more Deputy Sheriff's to be assigned to 
the area where the Ex·sheriff was 
restricted to the city and not permitted to 
make arrests outside the city. There 
must be something wrong or something 
going on outside the city that does not 
meet the eyes of the public. At first they 
want law and order, then they don't want 
any. 

KRS 61.080 states that the Ex-sheriff 
may hold any office related to law xm­
forcement. He may serve as a city police, 
marshal, deputy marshal or any likewise 
officer as long as he is not working for the 
present sheriff. 

KRS 95.740 gives the police of a fourth 
and fifth class city arrest power outside 
the city limits. 

KRS 96.800 gives the marshal or deputy 
marshal the power of a sheriff through 
out the county for the disturbance of the 
peace, suppression of riots or resistance 
to law or aughority. The marshal or his 
deputy can make arrests outside the city 
but must be within the county where the 
city is located of which he is a marshal or 
deputy marshal. 

KRS 95.800, Attorney General's opinion 
number OAG 78 558 at Page three. The 
city marshal or deputy marshal of a sixth 
class city shall have the same power of a 
sheriff for the suppression of any riot, 
disturbance of the peace, or resistance to 
law or authority. Thus the marshal has 
the authority of jurisdiction to make 
arrest throughout the county. 

KRS 95.800 give the marshal or deputy 
marshal authority to execute and return 
any process issued to him by any legal 
authority. 

26 KLR 165.81 S.W. 270, Helm vs. 
Commonwealth of Kentucky, states, of 
course such officers as a marshal and 
any lawful deputy marshal has the 
authority to enforce the laws of the 
Commonwealth as well as the laws 
enacted by the city. 
, KRS 70.540 Attorney General' O,Rinion, 
OAG 42,194, page 240 of new penal code 
statue, states that a person is not ohibited 
from holding the office of police by 
reason of the fact that he was the sheriff 
during the preceding term, became ef­
fective in 1958. 

Attorney General's opinion Number 
OAG 35,734 states that a deputy marshal 
has the authority to make arrest outside 
the city limits and at any place in the 
county, effective since 1955. 

Page 277 of the new penal code statute, 
section 95.786, Attorney General's 
opinion Number O.A.G. 27,794, states 
that a police or marshal of fifth or sixth 
class city can make arrest outside the 
city and anywhere in the county where 
the city is located. 

Section 70.060 < 4578) states that any 
sheriff, deputy sheriff or likewise officer 
may take with him the power of the 
county, or any part thereof, to aid him in 
the execution of his duties of his office, 
and he may swnmon as many persons as 
he deems necessary to aid him in the 
performance thereof. Effective since 
January 1,1963. 

As I very well know that the grand 
jurors are not required to have a law 
degree, they are only required to act to 
the best of their knowledge, and I am 
sure they are faced with many a issue 
that is very conflicting and hard to un­
derstand.

In unusual situations it may be 
necessary to detonate blasts at times 
other than specified. This emergency 
blasting will be done when weather or 
other conditions present some hazard to 
normal balsting precedurcs when 
necessary to maintain safe operating 
conditions or when necessary for public 
safety.

This trip takes me to Denver Colorado. 
I get a renl-a·car, and head north on 25, 
I'm heading for Gillette, Wyoming to see 
and visit some of the big coal operations 
that are going on where the b1g seams of 
coal are, which run from 20 to 11 feet 
thick. It 1s absolutely amazing to see 
them I stayed my first night in Douglas, 
Wyo I was out E-arly next morning to 
continue on up to Gillette on Route 59, a 
narrow road with only one little town of 
less than 100 people in the 109-mile 
stretch. As it was early I rolled down my 
windows so I could smell the fresh early 
morning sage fragrance; the air was 
pure and exhilarating. I was fortunate to 
see at close up several antelope along the 
way, also some large game birds which I 
think were pheasants. 

After getting to Gillette and visiting the 
mines, that evening I headed west on 90 
to Buffalo, Wyo. Between the towns are 
some beautiful country for 68 miles, 
Buffalo as you know is one of the west's 
historic towns. Wyoming with it's great 
bastionofgrasslandswas·a natural home 
for the buffalo-thus, Buffalo, Wyo. 
made its history. Then I turned south 
from Buffalo on Route 87, which is a 
remote, oldtime, narrow highway seldom 
traveled. It passes through some of the 
great wide open spaces of Wyoming. I 
passed through Kaycee, where nearby 
was the old hideout for many of the 
outlaws of the Old West. It's called Hole 
in the Wall, as they could go through a 
real narrow passage in a mountain gap 
into a basin where they were safe from 
attack from the law or any others, since 
two or three men could hold off a lot of 
men as they had a commanding position. 
Some of the biggest outlaw names holed 
up here in time. 

I headed on down this lonely road, 
taking pictures of the beautiful scenes as 
I went on to Casper, where dark caught 
me, and I put up for the night. Casper is a 
thriving western town from oil and 
cattle. I head out next morning on Route 
220 southwest, then on 478 straight south 
to Medicine Bow. Down these routes is 
more of the same wild and beautiful, I 
took pictures of antelope and other 
scenery. Medicine Bow is another old 
town of western lore. It is the locale for 
the picture, "The Virginian." I went 
through the old Virginian Hotel and bar, 
which was of interest, also made 
acquaintaince w1th the editor of The 
Medicine Bow Post We had a very in­
teresting chat He gave me a paper of the 
Bow which is very interesting to read. 
After a couple of hours I head on south to 
Laramie, another old western rawhide

The variou~ forms and 
colors ot Mother Nature's 
autumn frUitS are often as 
beauttful as the brilliant 
foliage that surrounds and 
often htdes them.

TI1ey may be 
tound growmg in showy pods 
and dusters ltJ...e the wtld 
grape and llatelnut, ur smgly 
like the per~tm.mon and 
pawpaw. Some fruits have 
decorative husJ...s or pods en­
clostng the seeds. Other seeds 
may be surrounded by pulpy 
flesh that is n nt only colorful, 

but also tasty. These fruits 
range in color from gleaming 
scarlet. orange and yellow to 
more subtle hues of blue, 
lavender and purple black. 

To many wilderness crea­
tures, late npening wild fruits 
mean an abundance of food 
and the season is one long 
period of harvesting and 
feasting. Bears and ground 
hogs feed heavily, building up 
reserves of fat before going to 
sleep for the winter. Squir­
rels, chtpmunks, jaybirds, 
woodpeckers and deer mice 
gather large quantttles of nuts 
and acorns, eating some but 
storing away a supply for 
later use . Migrating birds seek 
the juicy berries of the poke 
and grape, finding them a 
ready food source on their 
long and ex.haustmg flight to 
sunnier climes. Later, when

Jams, Jellies 
and preserves were made 
from blackberries, huckle­
berries. buckberries and wild 
plums, wh1ch once grew in 
abundance. The juice of the 
pokeberry was a common 
source of ink, lip rouge, dye 
and steeped in whisky served 
as a treatment for "rheuma­
tiz." Black walnuts and 
butternuts were peeled and 
the shells boiled to provide a 
brown dye. and no autumn 
passed without the collection 
of a plentiful supply of 
various seeds, nuts, berries 
and herbs for use as food and 
home brewed medicinal con­
coctions.

Historic Site Owners 
Given Certificates 

Approximately 1,500 Kentucky 
property owners-each possessing a 
structure of historic or architectural 
significance-hold a Kentucky landmark 
certificate, according to Nina Head, 
coordinator of the landmark certificate 
program for the Kentucky Heritage 
Commission. 

Head credited the number of cer­
tificates to the comprehensive county 
survey, which is being conducted in a 24-
county area for the second two-year 
period. The surveys are one of the main 
functions of the Heritage Commission. 
"The commission is responsible for one 
of the main functions of the Heritage 
Commission. ''The commission is 
responsible for the preparation and 
maintenance of an inventory or survey of 
Kentucky's resources of historic 
buildings, sites, structures, and other 
landmarks and a listing of landmarks 
which posses statewide or national 
significance," she said. 

"The landmark certificate presen­
tation usually follows the county survey, 
as a public commendation and 
recognition of those sites deemed worthy 
of preservation by the commission," 
added Head. "For example, ap­
proximately 170 certificates were 
presented to property owners in 
Christian county and about 200 to those in 
Fleming county at presentations during 
August." 

To be eligible for a Kentucky landmark 
certificate, a historic site must first be 
listed on the Survey of Historic Sites in 
Kentucky. "Besides the staff, coWlty 
representatives of the Heritage Com­
mission or interested citizens also submit 
survey forms on sites," explained Head. 
"The survey team and I use the approved 
list of sites as the basis for selection of 
the landmark certificates properties. 
Mter we review the forms, we submit 
them to the commission for approval." 

"For a small number of landmark 
certificates, we mail them to the coWlty 
representative for distribution or 
directly to the individualy property 
owners," Head noted. "But in counties or 
commWlities where a large number of 
certificates have been approved, we 
usually present the certificates in a 
program sponsored by a local group in 
cooperation with the commission."

A gasification plant there 
would provide a ready market for 
Eastern Kentucky coal and would 
greatly strengthen the economy of any 
mountain county. "If the people of Scott 
County do demand cancellation of this 
project, the state should take quick ac­
tion to locate the plant in Eastern Ken­
tucky. The Eastern Kentucky coalfields 
are a natural and logical place for the 
project."

"How To Build Your 
Own Business" To Air 

Through the Appalachian Educational 
Satellite program, ARC and SBA are 
launching a pioneer television project to 
provide residents of 45 communities with 
information on how to build a successful 
business. 

A pilot series of three TV workshops 
will air on October 15, 23 and 30 from the 
University · of Kentucky studio in 
Lexington and be carried by NASA 
satellite to receiving sites in the 13 Ap­
palachian states. Teletype and toll free 
lihes will allow for two-way exchanges 
during the broadcasts between workshop 
participants and a panel of experts in a 
central studio in Lexington. 

Filmed presentations by authorities on 
various aspects of small business will 
open each 1•:2 hour session, led off by 
SEA's Chief Counsel for Advocacy, 
Milton D. Stewart, and Dr. Pat Burr, 
Assistant Administrator for 
Management Assistance. 

The first workshop will focus on ways 
of going into business and on business 
failure and success factors; the second 
on marketing techniques; and the third 
on financing. A panel will discuss the 
problems and issues of each subject area 
and answer questions from participating 
viewers. 

Charges to participants will be $3 for 
one program; $5 for two and $6 for all 
three. The enrollment fee covers two 
individuals, a person and a spouse or 
business partner. 

Both agencies hope this unique pilot 
project will achieve effective small 
business management training for 
residents of Appalachia and will also 
result in a program that can be used 
elsewhere. · 

AESP is a regional, public service 
telecommunications network funded by 
the National Institute of Education and 
managed by the Appalachian Regional 
Commission, a state-federal agency.

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE 
COUNTY OF FLOYD, COM-
MONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY, 
PROVIDING FOR THE CON-
STRUCTION, OPERATION, 
REGULATION AND CONTROL OF 
CABLE TELEVISION SYSTEMS 
WITHIN ITS TERRITORIAL LIMITS 

1. SHORT TITLE. This Ordinance 
shall be known and may be cited as the 
"Floyd County Cable Television Or­
dinance." 

2. DEFINITIONS. For the purposes of 
this Ordinance, the following terms, 
phrases and their derivations shall have 
the meaning given herein, unless the 
context clearly indicates that another 
meaning is intended. When not in­
consistent with the context, words used in 
the present tense include the future, 
words in the plural include the singular 
number, and words in the singular 
number include the plural number. The 
word "shall" is always mandatory and 
not merely directory. 

(a) "Agency" means the person, 
department, or agency designated by the 
Franchise Authority, by resolution, to act 
for it in administrative matters relating 
to cable television. 

(b) "Cable Television System" or 
"CATV system" is any facility that in 
whole or in part, receives directly, or 
indirectly, over the air, and amplifies or 
otherwise modifies the signals trans­
mitting programs broadcast by one or 
more television or radio stations and 
distributes such signals by wire or cable 

· to subscribing members of the public 
who pay for such service. 

(c) "Channel" is a band of frequencies 
6 megahertz wide in the electromagnetic 
spectrum capable of carrying either one 
audio-visual television signal and a few 
non-video signals or a large number of 
non-video singals. 

(d) "Federal Communications 
Commission", or "FCC" is the present 
federal agency of that name as con­
stituted by the Communications Act of 
1934, or any successor agency created by 
the United States Congress. 

(e) "Franchise" is an authorization 
granted by the Franchise Authority 
which permits the construction, 
operation and maintenance of a cable 
television system within the Franchise 
Area under the terms of this Ordinance. 

(f) ''Franchise Area" means that 
portion of the Franchise Entity for which 
a franchise is granted under the 
authority of this Oridnance. The Fran­
chise Area may or may not be coter­
minous with the Franchise Entity. 

(g) "Franchise Authority" is the 
governing body of the Franchise Entity, 
the Floyd Fiscal Court. 

(h) "Franchise Entity'' is the County 
of Floyd, Commonwealth of Kentucky, as 
presently constituted and including any 
area henceforth added thereto during the 
terms of any franchise granted 
hereunder. 

(i) "Grantee" is a holder of a cable 
television franchise issued by the 
Franchise Entity. 

(j) "Gross Revenues" means revenues 
derived directly or indirectly by a 
grantee from both regular subscriber 
service. 

(k} "Gross Subscriber Revenues" 
means those revenues derived directly or 
indirectly by a grantee from the sup­
plying of regular subscriber service; that 
is, the installation fees, disconnect and 
reconnect fees, and fees for regular cable 
benefits including the transmission of 
broadcast signals and access and 
origination channels if utilized. It does 
not include revenues derived from 
auxiliary services or from any taxes 
whether or not passed on to users, per 
program or per channel chargers, leased 
channel revenues advertising revenues, 
or any other income derived from the 
system. 

(}) "Major Stockholder" is a beneficial 
owner, directly or indirectly, of 10 per 
cent or more of the issued and out­
standing voting stock of any corporation. 

(ml "Persons" are any people, firms, 
corporations, associations, or other 
legally recognized entities. 

(n) "Public Street" is the surface of 
and the space above and below any 
public street, avenue, highway, 
boulevard, concourse, driveway, bridge, 
tunnel, park, parkway, waterway, dock, 
bulkhead, wharf, pier, alley, right-of­
way, public utility easement, and any 
other public ground or water within or 
belonging to the Franchise Entity. 

(o) "Regular Subscriber Service" is 
that service regularly provided to all 
subscribers. It includes all broadcast 
signal carriage, FCC-required access 
channel carriage including origination 
programming. It does not include 
specialized programming for which a 
per-program or per-channel charge is 
made. 

(p) "Subscriber" means any person 
receiving regular subscriber service. 

3. FRANCHISE TO OPERATE 
NECESSARY. It shall be unlawful to 
commence or engage in the construction, 
operation or maintenance of a cable 
television system without a franchise 
issued under this Ordinance. 

4. TERM OF FRANCHISE. 
(a) Any franchise granted by the 

Franchise Authority shall be for a term 
of fifteen 05) years following the date 
such franchise is accepted by the 
grantee. 

(b) The Franchise Authority may 
terminate any franchise in the event 
Grantee shall refuse, or neglect to 
comply with any material requirement 
or limitation contained in this Ordinance. 

(c) If the Franchise Authority is not 
satisfied that compliancE' has been 

achieved, or that good faith progress is 
bemg made toward compliance, it shall 
schedule a public hearing to determine 
whether the Franchise should be revol<l' . 

5. LIMITATIONS OF FRANCHISE. 
(a) t:nless an exclusive franchise shall 

be expressly granted, any franchise 
granted under this Ordinance shall be 
non-exclus1 ve. 

<bl A grantee shall, at all times during 
the life of its franchise, be subject to the 
lawful exercise of the Franchise Entity's 
police power and such reasonable 
regulations as the Franchise Authority 
may subsequently promulgate there­
under. 

(c) A franchise shall be a privilege 
which is personal to the original grantee. 
It shall not be sold, transferred, leased, 
assigned, or disposed of, in whole or in 
part, either by sale. merger, con­
solidation or other without prior consent 
of the Franchise Authority expressed by 
resolution. 

( d l Consent of the Franchise Authority 
shall not be arbitrarily refused. 

6. LIABILITY AND INDEMN­
IFICATION. 

(al The grantee shall maintain, 
throughout the term of the franchise, 
liability insurance insuring the Fran­
chise Entity and the gran tee with regard 
to all damages caused by grantee or its 
agent in the minimum amounts set out in 
the Ordinance. 

7. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS -
CHANNEL CAPACITY. The CATV 
system to be constructed by grantee shall 
be installed, maintained and operated at 
all time in full compliance with the 
technical and chanrtel capacity stan­
dards of the Federal Communications 
Commission. The results of annual 
performance tests conducted in ac­
cordancewith Sec. 76.601 (cl, FCC Rules 
<or such other sections of the Rules as 
shall incorporate its substance) shall be 
retained for at least five (5) years and 
available for inspection by the Fran­
chising Entity. 

All cable systems shall be given sixty 
(60) days to bring their system into full 
compliance from the date a said system 
is granted a franchise. Further said 
system shall provide a minimum of one 
NBC, CBS and ABC network, and a KY 
station, if available. A Performance 
Bond of $5000.00 shall be required. 

8. SAFETY REQUIREMENTS. A 
grantee shall, at all times: 

(a l Install and maintain its wires, 
cables, fixtures, and any and all other 
equipment in accordance with the 
requirements of the National Electric 
Safety Code. 

(b) Keep and maintain in a safe, 
sui table, substantial condition, and in 
good order and repair, all structures, 
lines, equipment, and connections in, 
over, under, and upon the streets, 
sidewalks, alleys, and public ways or 
places of the Franchise Entity. 

9. SERVICE STANDARDS 
BUSINESS OFFICE- RESOLUTION OF 
COMPLAINTS. Throughout the life of its 
franchise, a grantee shall: 

(a) Maintain all parts of its system in 
good condition and in accordance with 
standards generally observed by the 
cable television industry. 

<bl Maintain a conveniently-located 
business office and service center to 
which subscribers may telephone. This 
subsection shall be deemed to have been 
satisfied by providing a phone number 
where subscribers may call during 
normal business hours. 

( c l Dispatch personnel to investigate 
all service complaints and equipment 
malfunctions and strive to resolve such 
complaints as promptly as possible. 

(d) Maintain a complete list of all 
complaints received and the measures 
taken to resolve them in form to be ap­
proved by Agency. 

(e) Responsibility for the ad­
ministration of any franchise granted 
hereunder and for the resolution of all 
complaints against a grantee regarding 
the quality of service, equipment 
malfunctions, and similar matters, is 
hereby delegated to the Agency whcih is 
empowered, among other things, to 
adjust, settle, or compromise any con­
troversy arising from operations of the 
grantee either on behalf of the Franchise 
Entity, the grantee, or any subscribers, 
in accordance with the best interest of 
the public. A public hearing shall be 
afforded for all concerned with an op­
portunity to be heard. Provided that any 
person aggrieved by a decision of the 
Agency may appeal the matter to the 
Franchise Authority for hearing and 
determination. No adjustment, set­
tlement, or compromise, whether in­
stituted by the Agency or by the Fran­
chise Authority shall be contrary to the 
provisions of this ordinance or of the 
franchise agreement. 

10. CONSTRUCTION. A grantee shall 
extend the installation of cables, and file 
a map at the close of each calendar year, 
showing the exact areas of the Franchise 
Entity being served by the cable 
television system. 

<al Failure on the part of a grantee to 
commence and diligently pursue each of 
the foregoing requirements and to 
complete each of the matters set forth 
herein, shall be grounds for termination. 
Provided, However, that the Franchise 
Authority may in its discretion extend 
the time for the commencement and 
completion of construction and in­
stallation for additional periods in the 
event the grantee, acting in good faith, 
experience delays by reasons of cir­
cumstances beyond its control. 

11. INDEMNITY BOND. Concurrently 
with the acceptance of its franchise, a 
grantee shall file with the Agency a bond 
with an acceptable surety in the amount 
of $5000.00, to indemnify the Franchise 
Entity against any losses it may suffer in 
the event the gran tee fails to comply with 
one or more of the provisions of its 
franchise . 

12. FRANCHISE PAYMENTS. Any 
person awarded a franchise under this 
Ordinance shall pay to the Franch1se 
Entity, each year during the life of the

franchise, a franchise fee in the amount 
of three l3) percent of its annual Gross 
Subscriber Revenues excluding in­
stallation and service charges, derived 
from its operation of the franchise cable 
televisior. S)'stem within the Franchise 
Area l11nits The amount of any ap­
plication fee shall be a credit against the 
first years franchise fee. 

A grantee shall file with the Agency, 
within mnety (90) days after the ex­
piration of any calendar year or portion 
thereof during which its franchise is in 
force, a financial statement. 

13. RATES CHARGED TO SUB­
SCRIBERS. Any franchise issued 
hereunder shall set forth the initial rates 
which grantee may charge its sub­
scnbers upon commencing service. 
Thereafter, these rates shall be changed 
when appropriate in accordance with the 
provisions of this section. 

Any rate established shall be 
reasonable, just, and fair to the public, 
and shall provide the grantee a return 
upon its investment reasonable sufficient 
to: lal assure confidence in grantee's 
financial soundness; ( b l support its 
credit and attract necessary capital 
under efficient and economical 
management, (cl provide a return to 
equity owners commensurate with 
current returns on investments in other 
enterprises having corresponding risks. 

No rate established shall afford may 
undue preference or advantage among 
subscribers. 

Changes in established rates shall be 
made upon authorization of the Fran­
chise Agency. Should grantee desire to 
change any rate or rates, it shall file a 
petition with the Franchise Agency at 
least ninety five (95) days prior to the 
proposed date of change. 

Upon receipt of a petition for rate 
charge, the Franchise Agency shall 
schedule and publish notice of a public 
hearing on the matter to be held within 
sixty (60) days from date of receipt of 
petition. At the public hearing, all in­
terested parties shall be heard. Evidence 
shall be taken and received on all of the 
elements necessary to be considered in 
the determining the reasonableness of 
the proposed rates. Thereafter, the 
Franchise Agency shall decide the 
matter by a majority vote and render a 
written decision approving, disapproving 
or modifying the proposed rate changes. 
The decision sh!'lll set forth complete 
findings of fact and conclusions regar­
ding all of the basic elements considered 
in determining the rates, as set forth 
above. 

Grantee, by written request within 10 
days of any decision, or the Franchise 
Authority on its own motion, shall review 
any action of the Franchise Agency 
relating to rates, service, or actions 
existing franchises. Said Authority shall 
consider all evidence and findings of the 
Franchise Agency, and may, at its 
discretion adopt the Franchise Agen­
cys' findings, remand said matter for 
additional facts, findings and recon­
sideration, or receive additional 
evidence. Said Franchise Authority may 
then modify or accept the Franchise 
Agency's actions, and said actions shall 
be final, subject to legal review. 

Should the Franchise Agency desire to 
review rates, or the Franchise Aughority 
so Order the Franchise Agency, the 
Franchise Agency shall schedule a public 
hearing for that purpose at which 
grantee and members of the public shall 
be heard. Any decision by the Franchise . 
Agency to change rates after such 
hearing shall be rendered in writing and 
state the reasons therefor. 

14. AMENDMENT OF ORDINANCE 
AND FRANCHISES. The Franchise 
Authority shall amend this Ordinance, 
and any franchise issued hereunder, 
upon its own motion or the application of 
a grantee whenever amendment 
necessary to enable a grantee to utilize 
new developments in television or radio 
signal transmission which would im­
prove and update cable television service 
in the Franchise Area. 

15. APPLICATION PROCEDURES. 
This Ordinance itself grants no authority 
to operate a cable television system to 
any person. Such grants are only made 
by the adoption of a separate ordinance 
awarding a specific franchise to an 
applicant who has complied with the 
provisions of this Ordinance. 

!a> Any person interested in obtaining 
a franchise to operate a cable television 
system in the Franchise Area shall 
submit a written application to the 
Franchise Authority together with non­
refundable application fee of $200.00 
which shall contain the following in­
formation: 

(1) The Service Area in which Fran­
chise is, the name, address and form of 
business of the .application. If the ap­
plicant is a corporation, it shall also state 
the names, addresses and occupations of 
its officers, directors, and major 
stockholders, and the names and ad­
dresses of any parent or subsidiary 
companies. If applicant is a corporation 
controlled by another corporation, the 
names, addresses and occupations of the 
officers, directors and major 
stockholders of the controlling cor­
poration shall also be stated. If the ap­
plicant is a partnership or other unin­
corporated association, the name and 
address of each member, whether active 
or inactive, shall be set forth, and if one 
or more partners are corporations, the 
names, addresses and occupations of 
such corporations, the names, addresses 
and occupations of such corporation's 
officers, directors and major 
stockholders shall also be stated. 

<2> A list of all other cable television 
systems, if any, in which the applicant 
<or any partner or major stockholder of 
applicant) has a substantial interest, 
stating the location, approximate 
number of homes served, and the name 
and address of the local franchising 
body. 

(3) A thorough description of the 
proposed cable television system to be 
installed and operated or of an existing 

operation: the manner m which the 
applicant proposes to construct, install, 
maintain and operate the same; and the 
extent and manner in which existing or 
future poles or other facilities of public 
utility compames will be used in the 
proposed system, together with a map or 
maps delineating proposed service areas 
of the applicant proposes to serve less 
than the entire Franchise Entity. 

< 4) A schedule of proposed rates and 
charges to all classes of subscribers for 
both installation and monthly services, 
and a copy of the proposed service 
agreement between the applicant and its 
proposed subscribers, if available. 

(5) A statement setting forth all 
agreements and understandings, 
whether written, oral, or implied, bet­
ween the applicant and any other person 
with respect to the proposed franchise or 
the proposed cable television operation. 
If a franchise should be granted to a 
person posing as a front or represen­
tative of another undisclosed person, 
such franchise shall be deemed void ab 
initio and of no force and effect what­
soever. 

(6) An estimate of the cost of con­
structing the applicant's proposed 
system and a financial statement 
prepared in form satisfactory to the 
Franchise Authority showing Applicant's 
financial status and its financial ability 
to meet these proposed costs. 

(7) A sworn statement acknowledging 
the applicant's familiarity with and 
eligibility under the provisions of this 
Ordinance and the Rules of the FCC and 
its intention to abide by the same. 

(8) Any such supplementary in­
formation as the Franchise Authority 
shall at any time demand in order to 
reasonable determine whether the 
requested franchise should be granted. 

(b} No application for a franchise shall 
be accepted by the Franchise Authority 
until it has published its intentions to 
award such a franchise or franchises and 
solicited the filing of applications. 

(c) The Franchise Authority shall then, 
specify a date, not less than fifteen (15) 
days nor more than forty-five (45) days 
following the expiration of the filing 
period, upon which all bona fide ap­
plicants (those paying the prescribed fee, 
filing complete applications and 
responding to all proper inquires) shall 
participate in a public hearing before the 
Agency; and specify a public place 
where interested parties may inspect all 
such bona fide applications. 

(d) The Franchise Authority decision 
on all applications shall be final and 
conclusive. 

15. THE AGENCY. The Agency herein 
is the "CATV OFFICE OF THE FLOYD 
COUNTY FISCAL COURT" and is 
hereby created.
