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David Residents 
Debate Charter 

At a stormy public meeting in David 
last week, townspeople debated the 
consequences of a proposed expansion of 
coal-mining in the area, and the merits of 
incorporatiOn as a strategy to contain it. 

The meeting last Tuesday, which was 
the second on the subject in the past three 
weeks, followed the disclosure by 
Branham and Baker Coal Company late 
last month that the company intends to 
file foi' permits for a new deep mine and 
extensive stripmining there. 

The company is said to be planning a 
deep mine near the existing ballpark, 
mountaintop removal along the ridges 
skirting the town on both sides, one or 
more silt dams, and a hollow-fill in the 
area of the old reservoir. 

Opposition to the project has focussed 
on increased local truck traffic, already 
said by some to be a menace to safety, 
the risk of a silt-dam breach, and en­
vironmental damage. 

Officers of the David Community 
Development Corporation CDCDC) are 
known to be concerned about the possible 
adverse effect of the expanded mining on 
the sale of houses being constructed by 

Lawson Is Shot

In addition to Craft and his son, a 
number of other persons, mostly 
relatives of Craft, who were present at 
the scene of the shooting were taken to 
the Floyd county courthouse for 
questioning.

Court Street Mud Sources Debated 

One of the steep, and severely eroded, bike trails above Prestonsburg, said by 
some to have been the real source of tons of mud and sand which washed down 
onto Court Street after heavy rain last week. 

"We don't have any problem with the 
bike riders but we don' t like to be 
blamed for the mud, " Diane Turner said 
this week, referring to the tons of the 
stuff that washed down into Court Street 
after recent heavy rains. 

Mrs . Turner and her husband, Neil , are 
building a house at the crest of Court 
Street which was cited by City Manager 
Jack Clark Hyden last week as a major 
cause of the mud flow that clogged city 
drains and took a work crew hours to 
clear away. 

The real source of the mud, Mrs 
·Turner said, is the dirt-bike trails tha 
criss-cross the hilltop iJ11mediately abovt 
the Turner property, and the access roa 

leading to the trail area. Both the road 
and trails, she said, were on c1ty 
property. 

Hyden admitted this week that he had 
based his judgment on first appearanc.es , 
and on his past experience of erosiOn 
from hillside construction sites. "But the 
bikes were up there long before the 
house," he added, "and we have never 
had a problem like this before." 

Hyden said that he would investigate 
the alleged erosion from the bike trails. 
However, without an engineering study, 
he said, he could not say whether the 
trails or access road were the respon­
sibility of the city or not.

In February 1979 Kentucky added 
22,500 jobs, compared to 21,500 in 
Florida . No other state in the survey 
came close to Kentucky's figure during 
the one-month period. Mississippi was 
last with only 1,900 new jobs in February. 

The survey, which was published in 
Florida Trend magazine, also show.ed 
Kentucky ranked second among the eight 
states in the number of new jobs in the 
one-year period beginning March 1978. 

Kentucky added 96,300 jobs during that 
period, behind Florida with 146,700 ad­
ditional jobs. Mississippi was last with 
37,800 for the year. 

State Commerce Commissioner 
Carroll Knicely attributes the improving 
job market in Kentucky to the business 
and labor climate. 

"I feel the thrust is evident of a 
cumulative effort by the business and 
labor forces here," Knicely said. "It 
shows a fine initiative in industrial 
development, not only by the Commerce 
Department, but by the Kentucky In­
dustrial Development Council." 

In another survey by the Conference of 
State Manufacturers Association 
(COSMA) , Kentucky was ranked 12th 
among the 48 contiguous states in the 
number of manufacturing jobs gained 
from 1968 to 1978, with 56,000 additional 
jobs during those 10 years . 

"Kentucky 's current economic 
stability and growth is a result of a 
statewide developmental plan instigated 
by Gov. Carroll in his early months in 
office," Commissioner Knicely said.

To say 
that they require that all trace of religion 
be kept out of any sort of public activity is 
sheer invention.' ' 

Increasingly, pressure is being 
moun ted in the Congress to restore 
voluntary prayers to the classroom. One 
amendment, introduced by Sen.

Helms (R., N.C.) has already cleared the 
S-enate by a 51-40 vote; it is currently 
"bottled" in a House committee and may 
not come to the floor. 

But an article in the September 
Reader's Digest-"Should Prayer Be 
Restored to Our Public Schools?"­
indicates that the public, by a healthy 
majority, wants the right to pray 
restored, and a subsequent bill may clear 
the way for this. 

According to the article, written by 
Eugene H. Methvin, "the Constitution 
provides two clear ways to limit the 
Supreme Court's role in the in­
terpretation of our constitutional rights. 
"Article III empowers Congress to make 
"exceptions and regulations" to the 
Court's appellate jurisdiction, while the 
Fourteenth Amendment provides : "The 
Congress shall have power to enforce, by 
appropriate legislation," the rights the 
amendment creates. "So," Methvin 
writes, ''if the legislators disapprove of 
the Court's rulings, presumably they can 
pass statutes-by a simple majority­
substituting their own rules ." 

"Regardless of our views on voluntary 
classroom religious exercises," he 
continues, "all Americans ... have cause 
for alarm when a group of officials in 
Washington claim the right to dictate 
radical changes in our lives without 
consulting us . By debating and deciding 
such matters locally, we actually 
strengthen our democratic traditions of 
tolerance and liberty."

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Pitts acknowledged that the new 
mining is going to damage the en­
vironment. He thinks that fears of a silt­
dam breach are justified, that the coal 
truck traffic is already dangerous, and 
that the proposed· mining expansion "is 
not going to help the sale of houses." 

"But I like to see industry grow," Pitts 
added, "and I think they can lessen the 
damage, and maybe hold down the truck 
speed." 

"The coal company's not that bad," 
said Arlen Shepherd. "I don't think 
they're going to run over people all that 
much. In any case, it's hard to stop them. 
I think the landowners and the company 
had better try to get along together." 

"The idea of incorporation," explained 
Rev. William Thomas, who is sym- · 
pathetic to the proposal, "is to try to 
make the coal operators more respon­
sible to the town." Branham and Baker, 
he said, had declined invitations to attend 
public meetings, apparently because 
"they are not going to fool" with local 
townspeople. 

"But they are going to have to fool with 
us," Thomas asserted. "As surface 
owners, we have some rights." No 
spokesman for Branham and Baker was 
available for comment this week. 

One local coal company that has been 
represented at the public meetings is 
Middle States Coal Co., which is in the 
process of constructing a coal-washing 
facility at David. Middle States 
spokesman Bill Holman denied some 
reports that his firm's expansion would 
increase truck traffic through the town. 

"There will be no increase in our 
production," Holman said this week, 
adding that the new facility would enable 
the company to remove stockpiled coal 
from the vicinity of KY 404, that 
discharge from the plant would be 
treated and solid waste hauled away, and 
that it would be an enclosed, "good 
looking" facility. 

"What some people here fear," said 
David resident Tony Bentley, "is the 
possibility of extensive mining without 
any consideration for the town." Bentley 
conceded, however, that Branham and 
Baker has taken a cooperative attitude in 
the past. "I like to think," he added, 
"that that attitude will continue." 

David School's 
Closing Sought 
By Fire Marshal 

The state fire marshal's office has gone 
to court in an effort to close the David 
School until it is brought in line with fire 
and safety code regulations. 

The school, which is privately operated 
for the education and training of male 
youths who have dropped out of the 
regular school process, was scheduled to 
reopen for the 1979-'80 term, early next 
month. Its reopening on schedule now 
appears to be doubtful. 

The coW"t action, filed last Friday by 
the state fire marshal's office, reviews 
the school problems: 

1. On Oct. 27, 1978 an inspection of the 
premises by Deputy Fire Marshal 
Howard Hughes revealed alleged 
violations of two sections of the 
statutes and certain provisions of the 
Life Safety Code. 
2. A reinspection was made Dec. 1, and 

the required corrections had not been 
made. 

3. Daniel J . Greene, director of the 
school, and the school last Feb. 5 entered 
into an agreed order, waiving any right 
to a hearing and agreeing to arrange to 
correct admitted deficiencies, or to · 
abandon the facility on Aug. 1 until the 
corrections were made. 

The agreed order provided that the 
school would have a structW'al engineer 
certify that the school building is struc­
turally sound; that the second floor 
would not be used at night; that wiring be 
checked and brought into compliance 
with the National Electrical Code; that 
the kitchen be separate from the 
remainder of the building ; that all 
combustible materials be removed from 
the basement and all waste materials 
from the shop area and outside the 
building be removed. 

But the suit alleges the terms of the 
agreement have not been kept, 
presenting "such hazard to human life 
and limb that public safety imperatively 
requires emergency action." 

State Fire Marshal Bob Estep asked 
the court for a temporary restraining 
order and a permanent injunction or­
dering the school closed to the public for 
al.l purposes except the correction of the 
violations cited, unless the listed 
deficiences are corrected.

On another matter about which

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Wednesday, did not appear disposed to 
alter its plan at this time. It voted to 
defer the HRMC proposal Wltil such time 
as it could be justified according to the 
existing plan. 

According to the 1976 state plan, this 
area of the state needs only the 646 beds 
for which its six hospitals are currently 
licensed. HRMC spokesmen have argued 
that, since a significant number of those 
beds are under-used and out of con­
formity with various state codes, some of 
them should be transferred to Highlands, 
which has a high bed-occupancy rate. 

Simply changing the state plan would 
not alter the maldistribution of hospital 
beds in this area, EKHSA Executive­
Director Anthony Gates said this week. 
Redistributing the beds presently 
licensed for the area, he said, would have 
to be done on the initiative of the in­
dividual hospitals or of the state Board of 
LicensW'e and Need. 

According to Russell Dean, however, 
the state plan itself allows for some 
redistribution of beds in areas · where 
some are under-used and others over­
used. The state health planning council 
staff, he said, is presently examining 
ways by which the needs of Highlands 
Hospital might be accommodated. In the 
meantime, he added, the delay adds 
$70,000 a month to the cost of the 
Highlands project, owing to inflation. 

A competing application by Paintsville 
Hospital, for a $10 million replacement of 
its present facility, was withdrawn by its 
sponsors when it came before the 
EKHSA in July. An amended proposal is 
expected to be presented to the Big Sandy 
Sub-Area Health Council at its October 
meeting. 

PCP Is Seized 
In Raid Here 

Results of state laboratory tests 
received last week by the Prestonsburg 
Police Department revealed that one of 
several packets of suspected illegal · 
drugs seized in a police action a month 
ago is PCP or "angel dust." 

Police Chief Dick Campbell said the 
confiscated drugs, which followed the 
arrest of three youths at The Fun Place 
here, consisted mainly of marijuana. 
Campbell said .262 grams of PCP, con­
sidered a "hard" drug, was taken in the 
action. Last Saturday, three bags of 
marijuana and a sleeping pill were seized 
from a Johnson county man at the same 
establishment here. 

The police stressed that the recent 
arrests at The FWl Place are not a re­
flection on the business' owners but that 
the presence of drugs seemed to ac­
company any gathering of youths in the 
area. Stricter police patrolling in the 
vicinity has been initated since the 
arrests, it was said. 

Chief Campbell said although most of 
the local problem centers around 
marijuana, harder drugs, such as PCP, 
LSD and cocaine are showing up. 
Campbell said discovery of soW"ces of 
drugs in the area continues to elude 
police officers so "it just seems like it 
gets worse."

Following a year-long study of Ken­
tucky's legal system , a speci al task force 
today approved several subcommittee 
recommendations including creation of a 
district jail system. 

Recommendations from the Special 
Task Force to Study the Com­
monwealth's Legal System will be sent to 
the governor and to the Legislative 
Research Commission for possible action 
by the 1980 General Assembly. Some 
recommendations are already in bill 
form. 

The task force was composed of 
legislators, jailers, representatives of the 
legal system and the commissioner of 
correctio ns . Recommendations were 
submitted by five task force sub­
committees. 

The subcommittee on courts 
suggested: 

-No new correctional or ma jor 
legislative changes are necessary since 
internal improvements can take care of 
most problems in the 3-year -<Jld court 
system. 

- Additional district judges are 
needed. Salaries should be upgraded 
since inflation has diminished the ef­
fective salaries by 30 percent. The for­
mula for courthouse rental of district 
court space should be revised to give 
greater incentives.

- In the circuit court system , extensive 
redistrict ing is not needed. A few new 
circuit judgeships should be added in 
areas where the caseload is heavy. 

-The judicial personnel system, based 
on the state merit system, has adequate 
provisions for merit increases in salary. 
However, no money was appropriated to 
fund raises for circuit clerks and their 
deputies. The Administrative Office of 
the Courts should try to keep the salaries 
competitive with other employment. 

-From 20 to 25 deputy clerks should be 
added and salaries for all deputy circuit 
clerks upgraded. 

An effort should be made to get state 
funding of deputy clerks now funded 
th rough the Comprehensive Em­
ployment Training Act. 

- The concept paper written by the 
Kentucky Bureau of Corrections con­
cerning a district court system should-t>e 
adopted as a base for future legislation. 
The subcommittee did not adopt the 
corrections document to tally but 
recommended that it be used as a 
blueprint for further discussion. 

Commissioner of Corrections David 
Bland said a district jail system would 
cost $30-100 million for construction and 
$16 million a year for operation. 
However, Bland said much of the con­
struction will have to be done, anyway. 
Jail operation presently costs the state $8 
million each year.

With New Coach, Grid Program 
At Betsy Layne Is Extended 

The uncertainty surrounding the future 
of the football program at Betsy Layne 
appeared to have cleared up as of Tues­
day with the announcement that Don 
Daniels, former Wheelwright grid coach, 
will replace Jimmie Cecil as head coach 
to lead the Bobcats through an ab­
breviated season. 

As late as Monday no firm decision had 
been reached on whether to scrap the 
three-year-old program or not. Ac­
cording to Betsy Layne Principal Russell 
Frazier the team had only 21 or 22 
players, "and only eight or nine of them 
had played ball before. The rest of the 
players were pick-ups." It was then that 
school officials decided to "try it again" 
and called on Daniels, a teacher at 
Wheelwright who had resigned his 
coaching duties there during the summer. 

Daniels agreed to meet with Frazier 
Monday afternoon and when a gathering 
of students was called to determine 
interest in the program, "some 50 to 55 
kids showed up and we found out there 
were a lot of kids interested in playing 
football," according to Daniels. 

Betsy Layne, which has had football 
for only three years, had a nine-game 
schedule lined up for this year. When the 

number of experienced players dwin­
dled, last Friday's game with Virgie was 
canceled. So were games with Paintsville 
on Sept. 14 and Wheelwright on Sept. 21. 
Daniels said he expected no difficulty 
canceling games with Phelps this Friday 
and Knott County Central, Sept. 7. If 
Daniels can adequately prepare his new 
squad in three weeks, Betsy Layne will 
face Hurley, Va. in a home game, Sept.

Council Is Told 
Town Br. Wants 
To Be Annexed 

Bearing a petition on behalf of other 
Town Branch residents, Ted Nelson told 
the Prestonsburg City Council at its 

"I meeting this week that a substantial 
majority of his community's residents 
favor annexation with Prestonsburg. 

Nelson said that all but six families in 
that area had been polled, and only "six 
or eight" homeowners had opposed the 
idea. 

Mayor Harold W. Cooley said that the 
engineer responsible for surveying areas 
on the city perimeter, with a view to 
possible annexation, had told him 
Monday that the Town Branch area and 
two other areas would be surveyed "in a 
very short time." 

The other two areas are believed to lie to 
the north of the city, toward Highlands 
Regional Medical Center, and to the 
south, around the junction of the 
Mountain Parkway and U.S. 23. 

The petition for annexation follows a 
report by Floyd Health Department 
Administrator Earl Compton, two weeks 
ago, of "numerous complaints" to the 
Health Department by Town Branch 
residents concerning sewage disposal in 
that area. At that time, Mayor Cooley 
said that Prestonsburg would consider 
annexing the area if local residents 
desired it. Annexation could pave the 
way for the connection of Town Branch to 
the Prestonsburg sewage disposal 
system. 

The city council also heard a complaint 
by Thomas E . Horn, of West Prestons­
burg, that the Dowell Division of the Dow 
Chemical Company was operating noisy 
machinery in that area until 2 or 3 
o'clock, some mornings. 

''The later it gets, the louder it gets," 
Horn told the council . City police had told 
him that they could do nothing about the 
problem, he added. Mayor Cooley told 
Horn that the council would "try every 
way to see if we can get the problem 

' remedied." 
The council voted to accept some 

amendments to the license fee rules and 
regulations under the occupational 
license ordinance. The amendments 
represent the addition of some categories 
of workers and a raise in fees for some 
existing categories. The amendments 
follow : 

Non-profit organizations with no sales, 
$25 per day ; repair or installation 
(awnings, gutters, s iding, roofing, and 
underpinning) , $5 per day, $25 per week, 
$50 per year ; motels and hotels, $25 per 
year) nursery (landscaping), $25 per 
year; chiropodists , chiropractors, 
osteopaths, $40 per year ; physical 
therapists, pharmacists, psychologists, 
sociologists, physician assistants, $20 per 
year ; all commercial trucks loading or 
unloading in the city, not operating under 
an ICC license or other city license, $150 
per year ; yard or junk sales, $5 per three 
consecutive days; retail sales from non­
permanent structure, $300; carpenters, 
electricians, plumbers, painters, 
masons, welders, etc., not connected 
with licensed business, $12.50 per year; 
restaurants, $20 per year .

Calling a recent Kentucky Court of 
Appeals decision requiring a Hardm 
county teacher to "sell tickets and work 
at the concession stands'' a setback to the 
status of teachers, Kentucky Education 
Association president June Lee said KEA 
will file a petition for a rehearing by the 
court. 

Backed by KEA, teacher Deborah 
Gulilemin Whelan had brought suit 
aga in st her local school board 
superintendent , and principal t~ 
challenge the requirement that she at­
tend ball bames during the school year 
for the purpose of selling soft drinks, 
taking tickets. and controlling crowds. 

"These bear no relationship to the 
purpose for which teachers are em­
ployed," said KEA president Lee. 

"Kentucky teachers are now required 
by state law and regulation to have a 
master's degree to keep their teaching 
certificate," she noted. " KEA believes 
that requiring these teachers to sell soft 
drinks, take tickets, and control crowds 
is extremely poor utilization of a 
professionally trained person ." 

Mrs. Lee said the court based its 
decision on a California case that 
required teachers to supervise students 
and protect their welfare at school 
athletic and social activities. 

She pointed out that "KEA has never in 
the past nor does it now object to 
teachers attending school functions when 
the purpose is to supervize students, 
meet with parents, and the I ike." 

But KEA does object to using teachers 
the way Mrs. Whelan was used by the 
Hardin county school system. 

Mrs. Lee said the fact that Hardin 
county required teachers to perform 
such extra duties at ball games "is 
perhaps a telling comment on the at­
titude of school boards and ad­
ministrators toward education of the 
children in Kentucky." 

''While KEA certainly does not object 
to athletic programs, it does object to use 
of htghly trained teachers as an unpaid 
labor force in a money-making activity. 
We hope the day will come when such 
importance will be placed on reading , 
mathematics, or social studies 
programs."

Southern Bell 
Denied Increase 
Of $44 Million 

The Utility Regulatory Commission 
has denied a proposed $44.6 million rate 
hike by South Central Bell Telephone Co. 
Instead. the commission granted an 
increase of slightly more than $8 million. 

The increase was sought by South 
Central to bring its net income up to 
projected operating levels, according to 
the application filed with the com­
mission. 

In requesting the change, South 
Central cited a number of areas in which 
its net income has been or will be 
reduced. These include contribut ions, 
membership dues and fees, abandoned 
projects, elimination of employee 
discounts, advertising, income from its 
parent company and an increase in in­
terest charges and income taxes paid by 
the utility. 

The commission disagreed with the 
company in most ar eas stating that "the 
proposed rates were unfair and would 
produc;e excess revenues." 

In support of the decision, the com­
mission reported that over the past three 
years South Central Bell had disregarded 
customer complaints resulting in an 
"excessive" number of unresolved 
problems. The company reported a back 
log of nearly 20,000 requests for changes 
from four - and eight-party lines to 
private or two-party lines. , 

Further, the commission felt the utility 
had , over the same period of time, 
disregarded customer requests for better 
services while continuing a large-scale 
building program aimed at expansion 
rather than improving present facilities. 

As a result of the findings, South 
Central was granted an $8,052,000 in­
crease affecting service charges only, 
These include reconnection charges, 
directory listings and number changes. 

In addition, South Central was ordered 
to clear up all complaints and eliminate 
all four- and eight-party lines. 

The Kentucky utility serves customers 
in 78 counties throughout the state.

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Possum Has Learned 
Secret of Survival 

The possum isn't the prettiest little 
thing and not a good candidate for a 
household pet, but it certainly gets full 
marks for survival-the animal has been 
around fOr 70 million years. According to 
an article in the September Reader's 
Digest, this makes the possum America's 
oldest wild aniinal, "a living fossil that 
should be admired for what it has ac­
complished merely by staying alive." 

Even though it hasn't some of the 
superior characteristics that we admire 
in other wildlife, there is enough going 
for the possum. It isn't as good a climber 
as the racoon, but good enough-and its 
clawed feet not only help climb but dig 
for food as well. 

The same is true for speed. The possum 
is no long-distance runner, but it's speedy 
in sprints and is a strong and fast 
swimmer. It manages to evade most 
predators. 

"One thing is certain," the Digest 
article points out. "This living fossil is as 
much a survival wonder as those ar­
chitectural relics that mankind holds in 
such awe-the Acropolis in Greece, the 
Colosseum in Italy, Egypt's pyramids. 

"The possum also is older. And in 
much better shape."

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DANCE Growing Tomatoes in Wire Cages EKU Will Continue 
Breathalyzer Training 

Eastern Kentucky University plans to 
continue its breathalyzer training when 
federal funding for the program ends 
September 30.

CONCRETE BLOCKS 

Billie and Eukie Merritt gathering tomatoes grown tn wtre cages. 
By JOHN SPARKS 

Extension Agent-Agriculture 
Home gardeners are changing from the traditional way of staking tomatoes to 

growing them in wire cages. 
Last month a garden demonstration was held at the farm of Billy and Eukie 

Merritt, of Bonanza. Those who braved the rainy weather were able to see caged 
tomatoes on black plastic as compared to staked tomatoes on straw. 

According to the Merrils, they noticed that the caged tomatoes did a Jot better 
than the ones .staked. And if you do grow tomatoes in a wire cage they will per· 
form better 11 tney are suckered at least up to the 4th leaf. The taller varieties of 
tomatoes such as Jet Star or Rampao growing in a 60 inch cage need to be staked 
so that they don't blow over during heavy winds. 

Some of the advantages of growing tomatoes in wire cages are: 
Holds fruit off of the ground and prevents loss of fruit to ground rot ; less space 

is required for plant growth; plants are easier to work around; works very well 
with a F2 mil. black plastic mulch. 

Another highlight of the garden demonstration was the results of the Rampao 
and Jettstar (varieties that have some resistance to the tomato blight), with the 
cool nights and humid days causing a problem of late blight with other varieties. 
These two were doing very good in producing big tomatoes with good foliage. It is 
still best to spray with Manzate 200 or Dithane M-45 in controlling or preventing 
the tomato blight.

Uy HENRY P. SCALF 

< Hepl"inted fr·om Floy·d County Times, 
July 24, t 952) 

Comes to hand a manuscript on the 
Akers family prepared by Floyd Akers, 
?f Prate~ Creek. The paper, especially in 
Its cl?smg paragraphs, is strongly 
remmiscent of the faith of the patriar­
chal Hebrew fathers. 

_While the manuscript deals chiefly 
With the writers own family there is data 
of general interest to others. It is 
reprinted below: 

I was born on Prater Creek, Dana, 
Floyd County, Kentucky, near the mouth 
of Wm. Akers Branch and was raised to 
manhood on Prater Creek, date of birth, 
April 15, 1869. I was the son of Levi and 
Nancy Hall Akers, the grandson of Elijah 
and Peggy Hall, on the maternal side. My 
patetri'al grandparents were Davy and 
Polly Marshall Akers. Elijah Hall was 
born in 1813. Davy Akers was born near 
the date of 1780. My father Levi, was born 
in 1823. My post office at the time of my 
birth was Laynesville, near where tlie 
present post office which is now called 
Harold, in an old log house. William 
Greer was postmaster when I was young. 
He was the son-in-law of Dr. S.M. 
Ferguson, who was a Captain in the Civil 
War. 

I well remember when my father died 
April 12, 1899. He was buried in the Rice 
remetary, and I remember the text 
Elder John M. Akers used from the 14th 
chapter of Job, 14th verse. Elder Rube 
Tipton's text: "I can't see him now but 
will see him nigh." Both were old 
Regular Baptist Elders. Elder Rube 
Tipton was born June 13, 1839, Elder John 
M. Akers was born Oct. 11, 1855. 

My mother, Nancy Hall Akers, was 
born March 23, 1833, deceased Jan. 12, 
1888. My father , Levi Akers, was born 
July 20. 1823, Both father and mother are 
sleeping in the Rice.cemetery on Prater 
Creek, Dana, Kentucky, where my first 
wife and tl)e fo1lowing children are 
sleeping: Preston, Walker, Payten and 
two of my children of my first marriage 
are buried on Little Mud in the Kidd 
cemetery, to-wit: Effa and Etta: 

To my first marriage were born seven 
children, three boys and four girls; I was 
married to Nana Justice, daughter of 
P.C. and Hannal1 Justice, Dec. 24, 1890. 
She united with the old Reguiar Baptist 
Church 1st Saturday in June 1896, and 
was baptised by Elder Bill Layne. She 
departed this life Feb. 5, 1905. I was 
married to Christina Jarrell, daughter of 
Parks and Jane Jarrell, Dec. 23, 1907, 
and to this union were born seven 
children, four boys and three girls. She 
joined the old Regular Baptist Church 1st 
Saturday in July, 1920, and departed this 
life April 22, 1946. Four of her children 
preceded her in death, and tl1ree survive. 

I was married tQ Mary E. Hunter, Oct. 
5, 1946. At _present I have 63 grand­
children and great-grandchildren; and I 
request that when lam gone, to be buried 
in the Rice cemetery on Prater Creek. 
My choice of ministers to preach my 
funeral are; first, Elder Willard Akers; 
second, Elder Tack Hall; third, Elder 
Banner Manns and fourth, Elder Johnie 
Hall. The opening song to be, "There Is a 
Call for you, My Friends," Composed by 
my kinsman Stephen Akers.

Workshops Held for 
Teachers, Admins. 

In order to fulfill requests from local 
school districts, the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education is holding a series of 
workshops on state administrative 
regulations regarding the education of 
exceptional children. 

By the time of the last workshop in 
Jefferson County on Sept. 5, ap­
proximately 1,200 teachers and ad­
ministrators from 37 districts will have 
at tended the sessions. Carlene (;{)bert, 
coordinator for program development in 
the Bureau of Education for Exceptional 
Children, said that the emphasis of the 
workshops has been to train local staff 
members on how to use the regulations 
and find the applicable portions when 
they need to refer to them. 

Exceptic · al children differ from 
normal children in one or more aspects of 
physical, mental, learning or emotional 
characteristics to the degree that they 
cannot gain the maximum benefit from 
regular school programs. 

Gobert described Kentucky's 
regula! ions as "very child-oriented and 
child-protective, but they also provide a 
lot of protection for parents and school 
districts. too." The regulations cover 
such areas as identifying, evaluating and 
placing exceptional children into 
programs which best serve their needs, 
individual education plans and 
procedures which safeguard the rights of 
the child and his or her parents. 

The regulations also spell out the 
membership of a school-based ad­
missions and release committee: the 
school principal or another staff member 
designated by the principal, the child's 
parents. teachers, other professionals 
who can help evaluate and plan for the 
child, and the child, if this participation 
is appropriate. 

"One surprise to many workshop 
participants has been the fact that every 
school's staff needs to know how the 
committee is formed and what its 
responsibilities are, whether they have 
an exceptional child enrolled now or 
not." (;{)bert said. Some have also been 
surprised to learn that work done in 
special education classes can be applied 
towards a high school diploma, she said. 

·'.:\-tore important. though. is the fact 
that with these committees, no one 
person is making decisions about a 
child's education," she added. "We're 
trying not to mislabel a child or overlook 
services and programs a student might 
need in order to get the most benefit out 
of school.''

Gas prices are rising, and unleaded gas 
is sometimes difficult to find. The result 
for some motorists is a strong temptation 
to put leaded gas in cars requiring 
unleaded. It's a temptation that should be 
resisted. 

True, leaded gas is less expensive­
usually 4 cents per gallon less-than 
unleaded. But pennies saved at the pump 
by "fuel switching" may later lead to 
additional dollars in repair bills. 

For example, most drivers of cars 
requiring unleadea .. gas may not realize 
that the use' "of leaded gas necessitates 
changing oil and spark plugs twice as 
often as the manufacturer recommends 
for lead-free fuel. Failure to "double-up" 
on this maintenance may resUlt in 
mechanical problems and accelerated 
engine wear. Similarly, other car parts 
especially the carburetor and exhaust 
system, may deteriorate more quickly 
with leaded gas. Tests by the Amoco Oil . 
Co. in 1972 on a fleet of vehicles showed 
that lifetime repair costs associated with 
leaded fuel amounted to 4.5 cents per 
gallon more (at least 7 cents in today's · 
dollars) than for unleaded. 

In addition , fuel switching may void a 
car 's warranty coverage for emission 
components damaged by lead deposits 
from leaded fuel. Switching also may 
increase the difficulty of maintaiQing 
warranty coverage for other engine partS 
susceptible to failure from leaded gas. 

Certainly these economic con­
siderations are important. But another 
compelling reason exists for sticking

with unleaded gas if that's what your car 
requires. This reason is your and your 
neighbor's health . 

A car whose catalyst has been poisoned 
with two or three tankfuls of leaded gas 
emits at least twice, and perhaps as 
much as eight times, the amount of lung­
damaging, eye-stinging pollution as a car 
whose catalyst is working properly. 
Obviously, additional pollution further 
complicates the job of achieving clean 
air in many urban areas still struggling 
to meet health-protecting standards . 
These same areas will receive added 
bursts of airborne lead from leaded gas 
that may aggravate undesirably high 
levels of this toXic metal in the blood of 
city children. In short, fuel switching, 
whatever it may do to your pocketbook, 
is an extremely bad · bargain for your 
health . . . 

One frequently heard argument in 
favor of switching is that leaded gas will 
improve the miles per gallon of unleaded 
cars. However, as agruments go, this one 
is str1ct.Iy low-octane. 

·Fuel economy is a function of ·a 
g!iSOline's "heat of combustion," that is 
the amot¥1t.~f ~nergy it release~ when 
burned: The h€.at of' combustion of 
ttnleaded gas is higher than leaded, so 
logically one would expect better m .p.g. 
from the unleaded fuel'. Some tests have 
shown this· . . For example, last year the 
Exxon Co. tested.eight major gas brands 
a1.1d found that unleaded gas gave slightly 
better miles per gallon than leaded gas-
14.9 versus 14.7. More dramatic is the 
difference for the 1979- Datsun B-210 (5-
speed manual transmissio-n): · 35 Ill-P:g . 
for the unleaded model versus 28 ·m .p.g. 
for the leaded version. EPA knows of no 
scientific support for the contention that 
unleaded gas inhibits a car's miles per 
g~~n. . 

Federal rules under the Clean Air Act 
make it illegal for service station at­
tendants to put leaded fuel in unleaded 
cars. They may be fined up to $10,000 for 
doing so. Federal law doesn't penalize 
the individual car owner or driver, but 
EPA is on the opinion that 34 State rules 
do prohibit fuel switching by individual 
drivers or bar them from operating cars 
with poisoned catalysts. 

One exception to these prohibitions is 
the emergency use of a small amount of 
leaded in a catalyst car whose tank is 
nearly empty in an area without 
unleaded gas nearby. 

In any case, legal sanctions may 
matter little when the dirver of an 
unleaded vehicle (perhaps after a long 
wait) faces a pump of leaded gas a nickel 
per gallon cheaper than the required 
fuel. Here the right choice depends upon 
his or her conscience and common sense. 
Switching is short-sighted economics and 
a blow to breathable air. 

New Criteria for 
School Breakfasts 

A new U.S. Department of Agriculture 
rule should result in more consistent 
state standards for defining schools in 
severe need of a breakfast program. 
Such schools may qualify for higher rates 
of reimbursement. 

The new rule will help make breakfast 
available to more needy children on a 
more equitable basis. 

In the past, state agencies have used 
marty different criteria to assess need for 
higher reimbursement rates for the 
breakfast program. Under the new rule, 
a school is in severe need if 40 percent or 
more of lunches served under the school 
lunch program are provided free or at 
reduced prices, of if the school is 
required by state law to serve breakfast. 
These criteria are required by the Child 
Nutrition Amendments of 1978, enacted 
in November. 

The rule ·also clarifies the reim­
bursement procedures for school food 
authorities which have schools in severe 
need. 

The rule was proposed in January and 
14 comments were received. The final 
rule, which was published in the Aug. 17 
Federal Register, became effective July 
1.

According to Col Dick Horn, director 

of highway enforcement. all 74 highway 
enforcement officers will be patrolling 
the interstates to provide any emergency 
service motorists might need. "Our 
officers will help with flat tires, jump 
batteries, supply water and take 
motorists to service areas to arrange for 
repatrs," he said. 

The officet·s also have the power of 
arrest and will stop drunk and reckless 
drivers, Horn said. He added that 
motorists should wait in their cars until a 
patrol vehicle arrives. The white cour­
tesy cars will be operating during heavy 
traffic hours of Friday and Monday. 

Holiday travelers on the stale's park­
ways will also have the benefit of a 
courtesy patrol from 6 p.m. to midnight 
on Friday, Aug. 31, and Monday, Sept. 3, 
according to the department's toll 
facilities division. 

C. E . Brown, division director, said 
that stranded motorists should look for 
state pickup trucks which will be 
carrying emergency assistance equip­
ment. The employees on patrol are all 
trained in first aid. 

Meanwhile, officers in the division of 
water enforcement will spend their 
weekend encouraging safe boating and 
swimming. According to Doug 
Shoulders, division director, the number 
of water-related accidents is down this 
year. "To date, 78 people have died in 
water-related accidents in Kentucky. 
Last year at this time, there were 111 
fatalities," Shoulders said. 

Shoulders attributes the 31 percent 
drop in deaths to a better-informed, more 
safety-conscious public, an unusally 
rainy summer which kept people out of 
the water and the gasoline shortage. "We 
have no fuel shortage on the water it­
self," Shoulders said, "but many people 
have had trouble getting the gas to travel 
to the state's water recreational areas.'' 

While Shoulders is pleased with the 
decrease in the number of deaths, he 
adds that all water enforcement officers 
will be on duty Labor Day weekend "to 
make sure the number stays low." 

$89,097 ARC Grant 
Goes to Olive Hill 

Gov. Julian Carroll last week an­
nounced the awarding of an $89,097 grant 
from the Appalachian Regional Com­
mission (ARC) for site development at a 
housing complex for senior citizens and 
the handicapped in Olive Hill <Carter 
county). 

Development Secretary William Short 
said the grant will be used for ex­
cavation, grading, streets, sidewalks and 
parking areas at the 7 .36-acre site, which 
adjoins an existing public housing 
development. The Development Cabinet

The Housing Authority of Olive Hill 1s 
sponsoring the $1.2 million project. There 
will be 44 one-bedroom units and two two­
bedroom units in the complex. Additional 
financing will come from the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development, which also will provide 
subsidies for rental costs in excess of 25 
percent of residents' income.

Protection Agency CEP A) report, 
"Southeast Environmental Profiles, 
1977'" dealt with solid waste and toxicant 
advances and problems in the 
southeastern states, including Kentucky. 

The average citizen thinks of solid 
waste material hauled off by the garbage 
man, but the term really implies much 
more. Solid waste is a broad array of 
waste materials, including garbage, 
refuse, and other discarded materials 
from community, commercial, 
agricultural, mining, and ·industrial 
activities. It also includes sludges from 
waste treatment plants, water supply 
treatment plants, and air pollution 
control facilities, as well as low-level 
radioactive material. Although complete 
recycling is the ideal way to solve our 
waste problems, we have not yet reached 
that stage. The sanitary landfill , an area 
used to properly bury solid waste, is the 
most common form of solid waste 
disposal in the United States. 

According to EPA, only about 20 
percent of the southeastern population 
were served by state authorized solid 
waste disposal facilities in 1971. This rose 
to 84 percent in 1977; Kentucky's per­
centage paralleled that of the region. 

Toxicants, chemical substances or 
mixtures which present an unreasonable 
risk of injury to health or to the en­
vironment, are still very much a problem 
in the southeast, including Kentucky. 
Recent incidents in which toxicants, such 
as mercury, kepone, carbon 

tetrachloride, "hexa", PCB 's, PBB's , 
and others, have been introduced into the 
environment have focused the public's 
attention on the dangers associated with 
their manufactw-e and use. 

EPA's report, completed before 
Kentucky's "Valley of the Drums" was 
discovered, listed only one recognized 
problem area, the Ohio River from 
Ashland to Owensboro. However, three 
potential problem areas were listed. In 
far western Kentucky, the Tennessee 
River from the Calvert City Industrial 
Complex to its confluence with the Ohio 
River was listed as a potential toxicant 
source. In eastern Kentucky, Fishtrap 
and Dewey Lakes were mentioned. The 
Ohio River problem was with organic 
. chemicals, the problem with Dewey and 
Fishtrap was heavy metals, and the 
Tennessee River problem was organics 
and heavy metals. Two old Kentucky 
problems, mercury in Kentucky Lake 
and the dumping of "hexa" in the Louis­
ville sewer in 1977, were also mentioned 
by EPA. 

One of the ways EPA evaluates 
toxicant risks is by studying areas with 
high cancer mortality rates. Four of the 
23 southeastern counties with cancer 
rates higher than the U.S. average were 
in Kentucky. Boone, Campbell, Kenton, 
and Jefferson Counties in Kentucky 
follow the national pattern of high cancer 
rates along major rivers. Approximately 
40 counties in Kentucky, including Pike, 
Letcher, Bell, Fayette, and Greenup, 
have cancer rates equal to the national 
average, while the majority of Ken­
tucky's counties are below the national 
average.

More Dis. Judges 
Needed, Is Report 

There need to be more district judges 
and they need to be paid more, according­
to findings of the Subcommittee on 
Courts of the Special Task Force to Study 
the Commonwealth's Legal System. 

According to the subcommittee's 
recommendations, which will be 
presented to the task force tomorrow, 
there need to be several more district 
judges and additional circuit judges. The 
subcommittee recommended judges 
salaries be upgraded, particularly those 
of district judges, and that the salaries 
should be automatically adjusted each 
year to keep abreast of inflation. 

Chief Justice John Palmore, a member 
of the subcommittee, said up to 50 per­
cent of the district judges might not seek 
re-election unless salaries were made 
more attractive. Currently district 
judges earn $27,500. 

Palmore noted the position is an un­
certain one since judges can be defeated 
in reelection bids. Circuit judges earn 
$35,000 per year. 

The subcommittee also said reim­
bursement to counties for use of court­
house space should be made more 
favorable and should be more closely tied 
to renovation and construction of court 
facilities. 

Additional district judges were needed, 
according to the subcommittee's fin­
dings, in areas where single judge 
districts are overworked and in areas 
where travel time and "other business 
considerations" dictate. 

The subcommittee also found that 
while extensive redistricting of judicial 
districts was unnecessary, about two 
circuit areas needed to be redefined.

the election of General Assembly 
members which would change the time of 
election of representatives and senators 
from the odd-numbered years to the 
even-numbered years . 

Freshmen legislators, according to the 
election process outlined in the amend­
ment, would have approximately a year 
to acquaint themselves with state budget 
and legislative information before at­
tending a regular General Assembly 
meeting. 

The amendment would also allow for a 
10-day organizational session in January, 
following the November election, to elect 
leadership, adopt rules of procedure and 
form committees. 

Sen. Jack Trevey <R-Lexington) made 
a motion that the subcommittee go on 
record in support of the amendment and 
urge the legislature to do the same. The 
motion was unanimously approved by 
the subcommittee and also received the 
support of the Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce, according to chamber 
President Philip Thompson, who at­
tended the meeting . 

The second issue concerned whether 
legislators who are non-members of the 
A&R committee should serve on budget 
subcommittees. 

A & R adopted a motion on July 31 to 
permit non-A&R members to serve in an 
advisory capacity on budget sub­
committees. 

A motion passed the subcommittee 
supporting the A&R motion to permit 
legislator service on budget sub­
committees, without pay, but with per 
diem pay . They added a suggestion that 
these legislators serve on only one other 
subcommittee. 

The committee deferred to the next 
meeting issues on line item budget ex­
penditures instead of the present prac­
tice of requesting funds for "major 
program areas," the state bond in­
debtedness and whether to maintain a 
full-time budget review sta(f with con­
tinuity over an entire interim. 

In other action, Rep. John Isler <D­
Covington) made a motion to send copies 
of the bill drafts from the sub­
committee's last meeting concerning the 
duties of the lieutenant governor to the 
two candidates in the November election 
for that office.

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Restoring Old Homes 
By Joan McClusky 

Your home may be your castle. but 
what if your castle has a leaky roof 
and the living room takes a decided 
bend in the middle? Time to move 
out? Maybe yes, for some, but for 
many it means you've just moved in. 
As prices for new homes continue to 
skyrocket~the national average now 
exceeds $57 ,500.00- many people, 
especially young couples, are finding 
themselves priced out of the new 
house market. Rather than selling 
their souls for a new two-bedroom 
and bath, many are opting for 
buying and rehabilitating an older 
home. 

Renovating an older home is apt 
to take longer and cost more than 
initially expected; you're paying with 
labor and time rather than cash, but 
there are some immediate advan­
tages. Since the cost of construction 
materials has increased by almost 
50% since 1970, renovating an old 
home, and thereby using less 
materials, can cost much less than it 
would to buy or build a new house; 
this is especially true if you do some 
of the work yourself. 

An old house may be more solidly 
built than a new one, and provide 
more living space (in some cases, 
double) for the same amount of 
money. An older house can have 
more character than a new one. 
Work can be done as money 
becomes available, and renovating 
an older home provides some solid 
tax advantages. Renovating an old 
house also gives you more flexibility 
to pick and choose the kind of area 
you'd like to live in, since you're not 
limited to buying a home in an area 
where new construction is taking 
place. 

Urban Homesteading 
The newest and largest group to 
discover the joys and aggravations of 
rehabilitation are buying older 
homes in or around major cities. 
Thousands of former apartment 
dwellers and the children of former 
city dwellers are taking up "urban 
homesteading," buying and renovat­
ing older homes at bargain prices 
compared to the cost of suburban 
housing. Urban homesteading is too 
new a trend for experts to be able 
to predict its ultimate importance, 
but interviews with civic leaders, real 
estate specialists and families have 
indicated that the rehabilitation and 
renovation of older homes has begun 
to affect the population patterns in 
some cities. 

Those who are renovating older 
urban homes tend to be younger, 
have a higher income, and be better 
educated than the average city 
resident. Many of those moving back 
into the city are part of the World 
War II baby-boom, who have 
reached the home-buying age. Many 
simply cannot afford to move into a 
new home in the suburbs, and 
federal urban rehabilitation pro­
grams which have made available

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low-interest loans for rehabilitating 
older homes have encouraged 
younger people to take up urban 
homesteading. 

There are problems involved in 
urban homesteading; as any city 
resident knows, crime and poor 
schools are . two of them. Older, 
poorer neighbors may resent out­
siders. Renovations are costly and 
take time, and financing may be 
difficult, although this has improved 
under recent government pressure to 
reduce "redlining"- the practice of 
denying mortgages for homes in city 
areas. The price of an older home 
has also risen, as demand increases. 
In certain areas of Philadelphia, for 
example, a shell that cost $1,500 
eight years ago, now costs at least 
$15,000. 

The advantages? Urban homes­
teaders are quick to point them out. 
Although prices ha've risen, the 
houses are still bargains, both 
financially and architecturally. 
There's the joy of discovering solid 
oak bannisters, and having 12' 
ceilings. You're more able to take 
advantage of a city's cultural 
opportunities. It often means an end 
to the expense and hassle of 
commuting. There is less of the 
"sameness" of suburban living, and 
more exposure to people of different 
backgrounds and races. As neighbor­
hoods improve, crime decreases, and 
many people are willing to use 
caution and stick it out. Some 
parents find it necessary to send 
their children to private schools; 
others see exposure to inner city 
schools as an advantage. 

Renovating old homes is also good 
for the community. It creates new 
jobs, and stimulates financial inter­
est in old neighborhoods. 

Finding an Old House 
Finding an old house worth renovat­
ing takes time and energy. One of 
the best ways to find an old house, 
whether in the country or city, is to 
walk or drive through an area you're 
interested in, keeping an eye out for 
anything that looks promising. Do 
some research to find out if the area 
is on the "upswing", and talk to local 
residents. They'll tell you things a 
realtor might not, and you'll get a 
feeling for the kind of people you'll 
be living with, and their attitudes 
and commitments towards "improv­
ing" the neighborhood. Some cities 
and renovation associations are 
offering homes for practically noth­
ing if the owner promises to renovate 
the house and live in it for a number 
of years. 

Look at any possible choices both 
inside and out. Look at how the 
house is arranged and the kind of 
condition it's in. How is the 
foundation? Is the house free of 
decay and insect damage? Is the 
house designed for good livability? 
What would you have to do to bring 
it up to your standards'l

Some of these questions are easy 
to answer. Others are more difficult. 
If you find a house you like, have 
it looked over by a professional 
housing inspector. He will provide 
specific estimates for rehabilitating a 
specific house, and will be able to tell 
you which problems are only 
cosmetic and which are repairable, 
as well as the amount of work 
involved, and which problems will 
make a house unsuitable for 
rehabilitation or renovation. The fee 
for this wiJI run about $50 to $100, 
depending on the house and the 
number of rooms. If you're planning 
structural changes or want to gut the 
house and redesign it, an architect 
can be hired to answer a few 
questions for $25.00 an hour and up, 
or hired to arrange bids, prepare 
floor plan~ and specs, draw up 
contracts and oversee the job. 

By systematicaJly inspecting the 
house, you'll be able to weigh the 
cost of the work to be done against 
the value of the final product. Costs 
vary greatly, from $30 to $40 a 
square foot for simple renovation of 
construction to $50 to $100 a square 
foot for restoration (bringing the 
house into general conformity with 
the time it was built.) 

Tax Advantages 
By way of encouraging the rehabili ­
tation of older homes, the federal 
government is offering tax credits 
and incentives for restoration work. 
The Revenue Act of 1978 provides 
a 10% investment tax credit for 
qualified rehabilitation expenses 
incurred after October 31, 1978. 
I 0% of the cost of renovation is 
deducted directly from the taxes 
owed by the taxpayer. The building 
must have been in use for at least 
20 years, and 75% or more of the 
external walls must remain in place 
after restoration. 

You can also qualify for accelerat­
ed depreciation, if all or a part of 
the building is used to produce 
income, and is in a registered 
historic district. 

The government is also encourag­
ing financing for home im­
provements through the Federal 
Housing Administration's (FHA) 
Title I program. The program is run 
by the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development (HUD). and 
insures loans made by banks, savings 
and loans associations, and credit 
unions for money used for more 
improvements. 

Doing the Work 
You may be able to save 30% or 
more of renovating costs by doing 
some of the work yourself, especially 
general labor like tearing down 
ceilings and carting away plaster. In 
some cases, however, it pays to get 
professional help. Whether you hire 
individual workers and supervise the 
job yourself, or hire a contractor who 
wiJI do this for you, get several bids 
on the job before making a decision. 
Find out the exact cost of the job, 
interest and payment schedules, and 
how long it will take. 

If you've decided to restore or 
rehabilitate an old home, it will take 
time, thought and energy, as well as 
money and labor, but those who've 
done it feel the rewards are weJI 
worth the effort. 

For do-it-yourselfers, a publica­
tion called The Old-House Journal 
provides tips on everything from 
straightening up an old building to 
choosing the right fabrics for your 
home. They also include monthly 
stories of people who have restored 
old homes, and offer valuable tips 
and product recommendations. A 
free copy of the journal is available 
by writing to The Old-House 
Journal, 199 Berkeley Pl., Brooklyn, 
N.Y .

Propose Insurance 
As Medicare Aid 

Minimum insurance standards to 
supplement medicare policies for the 
elderly will be outlined by the state 
Department of Insurance, a sub­
committee on Banking and Insurance 
subcommittee requested standards be 
implemented to help prevent over-selling 
of health insurance to the elderly. 

Harold McGuffey, commissioner. of 
the Insurance Department, said in­
surance companies should be bound by 
two requirements: insurance policies 
must be outlined in "layman terms" and 
a summary of the medicare program 
must accompany the polic.y. 

Joe Wright, chairman of a special 
senior citizens committee formed by the 
subcommittee, said insurance com­
panies are discriminating against the 
elderly by terminating insurance policies 
and denying insurance because of age. 

Wright proposed all insurance com­
panies be required by law to state 
reasons and cause before terminating an 
insurance policy. 

Other matters discussed were: 
-the automobile sticker law requiring 

people to have a car sticker and liability 
insurance.

Hammond Says.Testimony Backs 
Claim That Ky. Comp Rates High 

Testimony heard last week bears out 
the contention that Kentucky employers 
are paying high workmen's compensation 
premiums compared to other states 
while injured Kentucky workers receive 
low benefits, State Sen. James Hammond 
CO-Prestonsburg), chairman of the 
Subcommittee on Workmen's Com· 
pensation, said. 

Testifying before the Labor and In­
dustry Subcommittee were represen­
tatives from state workmen's com­
pensation funds in West Virginia, 
Colorado, New York, Oregon, Montana 
and Nevada. All representatives were 
members of the American Association of 
State Compensation Insurance Funds 
legal committee. 

Dan Blizzard, with the West Virginia 
state fund, said coal mine employers in 
that state pay a premium of $22.23 per 
$100 payrolL Injured or disabled coal 
miners can receive up to $237 per week 
in benefits. 

In Kentucky, a coal mine employer 
pays $41.60 premium per $100 payroll but 
a coal miner can only receive a 
maximum $121 per week in benefits. 

Kentucky does not have a state work­
men 's compensation fund or insurance 
provider . An employer can insure 
liability through self-instrrance, group 
self-instrrance or private insuraance. 

Premiums and maximum benefits for 
the logging industry in fotrr states were 
also compared. Kentucky employers pay 
the highest premium, $56 per $100 
payroll, but workers receive the lowest 
maximum weekly benefit, $121. 

Logging industry figures from the 
three other states were : West Virginia , 
$13.27 premium, $237 maximum weekly 
benefit ; Montana, $20.45 premium, (with 
logging its most hazardous occupation) 
and $198 maximum weekly benefit ; and 
Oregon , $40 premium and $224.25 
maximum weekly benefit. 

All state funds presently operating 
allow or will soon allow self-insurance by 
fiscally able employers with the ex­
ceptions of North Dakota and Wyoming, 
sa;d Blizzard. 

Self-instrred employers are those who 
have ability to directly pay workmen's 
compensation. Group self-insurance is 
two or more employers banding together 
to pool liabilities. 

In addition to the stat e fund, West 

Virginia allows self-instrrance; Colorado, 
Oregon and Montana allow self­
insurance and workmen's compensation 
insurance from private companies: New 
York allows self-insurance and group 
self-insurance; and Nevada will allow 
self-instrrance effective Jan . 1, 1980. 

All six state funds represented at last 
week's meeting were established from 
1913-15. Sen. Hammond asked whether 
the representatives fell Kentucky could 
begin a state provider system now. 

Colorado representative Feay-Burton 
Smith said he felt it was feasible for 
Kentucky to begin a state fund with 
General Fund money then repay that 
amount. Smith said Colorado was given 
$5,000 in 1915 to begin the fund but with 
mandatory participation by state 
agencies that amount was not used. 

In answer to questions concerning 
allegations that state funds were 
operating on a bankrupt level, all the 
representatives indicated their funds are 
self-supporting. 

Blizzard said the West Virginia fund 
has put its premiums in investments so 
more than $1.10 in benefits can be 
returned for every $1 in premiums. 
Benefits for older workers have been 
upgraded 33 one-third percent, he said. 
Hammond said he favors a state in­
surance provider which would compete 
with private industry and bring rates 
down. This would not be an exclusive 
state fund. 

The subcommittee planned study of a 
bill draft for a state provider system. 
'Hammond said the bill will be part of a 
package aimed at lowering premiums 
and raising worker benefits. 

The package will contain several bills 
concerned with correcting alleged 
abuses in the industry classification 
system used to assign premiums rates ; a 
change in time of payment so it can be 
paid over a longer period of time rather 
than "up front" removal of impediments 
to self-instrrance; and safe work ex­
perience credit resulting in lower rates 
for employers with good safety records. 

Hammond said it seems Kentucky has 
been "derelict" in using innovative ways 
to give additional coverage to workers 
and reduced premiums for employers . 

Kentucky ranks 14th nationally in high 
cost of premium rates but is 42nd in 
benefits paid to workers. 

Martin County 
Unemployment 
Still Lowest 

Unemployment in the eastern Ken­
tucky area increased from 16,251 to 19,858 
from May to June, the state Department 
for Human Resources announced today. 
The unemployment rate rose from 5.5 
percent to 6.7 percent. 

Most of the increase in unemployment 
in June resulted from students seeking 
summer employment, said Robert 
MacDonald , chief labor market analyst 
for Human Resources. 

Kentucky's overall unemployment rate 
rose from 4.2 percent in May to 4.8 
percent in June. The national unem­
ployment rate was 6.0 percent in June. 

In the eastern Kentucky area, Owsley 
county had the highest unemployment 
rate at 11.8 percent. Martin county was 
lowest with 3.5 percent .

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Take a Rest From Stress 
By Catherine Winters 

Do you find it hard to get out of bed 
in the morning? Does the thought of 
the work week worry you.? If your 
heart is racing and it isn't love, you 
are probably experiencing some 
form of stress. Just about everyone 
does. 

Adults, both male and female, 
encounter stress on-the-job and 
on-the-homefront. Children can also 
encounter stress- as a result of 
heavy schoolwork, feuding parents 
or adolescent anxiety. In fact, a 
nationwide survey of 2500 people by 
the '\Jational Institute of Mental 
Health has found that many forms 
of stress may be serious enough to 
interfere with everyday life. Almost 
one third of the respondents reported 
that they had experienced high levels 
of stress during the year prior to the 
survey. 

From Butterflies to Ulcers 
How stress affects you depends 

upon your individual make-up. For 
some people, stress may cause 
anxiety or physical nervousness. For 
others, stress can result in despair 
and mental illness. Basically, stress 
is a reaction that occurs in both the 
mind and body when a person is 
forced to adapt or adjust to an event, 
whether it be the death of a loved 
one, the prospect of missing the bus, 
or the fear of failing an exam. 
Among the symptoms of stress are 
a racing hea rt , sweaty palms, 
but terflies in the stomach, light 
perspi ra tion, pressure on the back of 
the neck, eating too much or too 
little, drinking or smoking too much, 
insomnia, diarrhea, menstrual ir­
regulari ties, recurrent colds, vagini­
tis, bladder infections, and emotions 
such as unhappiness or depression. 

Because stress is such a common 
phenomenon, you may tend to take 
it for granted and underrate its 
seriousness. Don't. Linked to stress 
are between 50-80% of all diseases. 
and physical ills, including ulcers, 
high blood pressure, headaches, and 
hea rt attacks. Some research in­
dicates that even cancer may be 
linked to stress. 90% of all sudden 
dea ths could be the result of severe 
emotional stress. 

According to General Mills ' 
report, "Family Health in an Era of 
S tress", more than four out of every 
five adult family members need to 
reduce stress in their daily lives. In 
this national sample of 1,254 of 
American's 58 million families, 
adul t fa mily members reported that 
the stress of everyday living is one 
of the main reasons why they are not 
as healthy as they might be . 

Rising Prices-Rising Blood 
Pressure 

W'hat are the causes of stress 
among Americans today? Inflation, 
accord ing to the General Mills 
report, is the major cause of stress 
in the country. Over half of the 
respondents blame their stress on the 
high cost of food ; 24% on the high

cost of medical care; 34% on the fear 
of not being able tv meet bills; 32% 
on not being able to save for the 
future; 23% on family problems such 
as trouble with children, illness in 
the family, marital problems and 
caring for older parents; 20% on 
crime. 

Stress figures so prominently in 
most Americans' lives that almost all 
of the respondents said that they felt 
a need to reduce the amount of stress 
they experience daily. Close to one 
out of every two Americans are 
finding it harder to cope with the 
problems of everyday living than 
they did a few years ago; very few 
find it easier these days. Lower 
income families and single parents 
are finding it especia lly difficult to 
cope. 

While stress can affect anyone, 
two social psychiatrists one from 
the University of Chicago and one 
from the National Institute of 
Mental Health- who have been 
following the stress experiences of 
1100 Chicagoans since 1972, have 
found that women, the younger and 
lower income groups are particularly 
vulnerable in severe stress-producing 
situations. For example, losing a job 
is a stressful occurrence to which 
women are more prone. Women are 
more likely than men to be fired, to 
leave one job for another , to give up 
outside employment for homemak­
ing and to enter or reenter the work 
force. Low income and low levels of 
education also increase the odds that 
a person will be fired or laid off, or 
leave a job for reasons of health . 

In addition, a 1977 study for the 
National Institute of Occupational 
Health ranked 130 jobs according to 
the incidence of rep~rted mental 
illness experienced by individuals 
employed in such jobs (mental 
illness can be considered an indicator 
of stress.) The survey found that the 
most stress producing jobs were 
traditional female jobs such as 
nursing and other health related 
fields, ~aitressing and clerical 
work. 

The Wages of Stress 
According to some researchers, 

female clerical and ·sa les workers are 
prone to stress because on-the-job 
they have a nonsupportive boss 
toward whom the} harbor hostility . 
Black women, especially those who 
hold service jobs such as nursing 
aides or cleaning women, are more 
likely than other workers to find only 
part-time or temporary work and 
less likely to be able to find work 
when they need it : two reasons for 
their high incidence of hypertension­
which can lead to heart disease and 
stroke. 

According to 197 3 census figures, 
black women are three times as 
likely as white women to earn 
incomes which place them below the 
nation's official poverty level, and 
they are more likely to be the sole 
support of their families extremely 
high stress producing situations, and 
further evidence of the damaging 
effects of low status occupa tions on 
women. Married women who try to 
juggle career and domestic respon­
sibilities simultaneously are also at 
high risk for stress-related ills. 

A woman who ascends the 
corporate ladder may experience 
more stress not because she can't 

handle the job, but because she is 
one of the few women around and, 
thus, she feels, more pressure to 
succeed. It's been found, however, 
that women in high power jobs may 
experience Jess job-related stress 
simply because traditionally women 
have been taught to express their 
feelings instead of bottling them 
up--an example that many male 
executives would be wise to 
follow. 

To Fight Back, Relax 
Fortunately all this talk about 

stress doesn't have to make you 
stressful. There are ways to keep 
stress in check or to alleviate it 
altogether. Understanding what 
causes stress. how we react to it and 
how we can control it is important 
in determining just how to overcome 
it. At a ski and year-round resort in 
the Rocky Mountains, for example, 
physician-run summer workshops 
show individuals how to live less 
stressful lives. Individuals are taught 
how to relax, and techniques are 
explored to eliminate the mental and 
physical effects of stress. Achieving 
and maintaining sound health, 
important factors in controlling 
stress, are also taught. 

Although 70% of the respondents 
in the General Mills survey are more 
committed to maintaining their 
health today than they were several 
years ago, only 36% of these 
individuals are committed to an 
ongoing exercise regimef1. Less than 
half said that they are working 
harder at exercise than they did a 
year ago (9 % are actually exercising 
less.) 

Among the reasons these families 
cite for not exercising is, ironically, 
the need to relax from the daily 
stress of life. Yet, participation in a 
daily physical activity can actually 
reduce stress and tension. According 
to the Perrier Study, a national 
survey conducted by Louis Harris 
and Associates, 80% of the active 
participants in exercise report that 
they feel much better overall since 
starting their exercise regimen. 

Less Stress 
In addition to examining the 

reasons for your stress and engaging 
in exercise regularly, you might also, 
as many do, try medit<ttion, jogging, 
warm baths or even ·a massage . If 
none of these appeal to you, consider 
the following suggestions for lessen­
ing or alleviating stress: 

• Don't drink coffee or smoke all 
day. The caffeine in coffee will only 
make you jumpier than you are, and 
tobacco is not beneficial to your 
overall health. Opt for water or fruit 
juice instead. 

• Don't overextend yourself to 
trying to do two or more tasks 
simultaneously. Don't set impossible 
standards for yourself, expecting to 
do everything right on time all the 
time. Take your time and complete 
tasks one at a time. After all, you're 
only human. 

• Set aside a block of time for 
yourself every day away from 
business associates, family and 
friends. Stick to it. Often, time spent 
alone, whether you attend a movie, 
go on a shopping spree, read a good 
book, jog, or daydream can do a lot 
for your peace of mind as you'll be 
happy to discover. 

• Don't be afraid to" fantasize. 
Imagining the death or downfall of 
that crochety boss and your. sub­
sequent promotion to his or her spot, 
for example,, can do worlds of good 
for your psyche the next time you 
feel anger welling up within you. 

• Don't hestitate to discuss your 
feelings or problems with your 
employer or co-workers, with your 
spouse or teenager. Suppressing your 
feelings can only make you more 
tense than you are. 

• Do take action . If you're 
unhappy ~ith your working con_di­
tions, for example, do somethtng 
about it. Find a new job, or examine 
your situation and decide what can 
be done to improve it. Sit down and 
have a heart-to-heart with that 
friend whose constant tardiness for 
movie dates is enough to drive you 
cra1y. 

• Consult a doctor if your feelings 
of stress are constantly interfering 
with your performance in ~veryday 
life. Don't put it off. Your h,ealth 
and peace of mind should come 
above all else!

State Would 
Process Timber 

AT ARCHER PARK, PRESTONSBURG

Although Kentucky is ranked fourth 
among all states in hardwood production 
and 50 percent of the state's land is 
covered with forests, only 25 percent of 
its lumber is processed in Kentucky. 

The Commerce Department is working 
to change that through its newly formed 
marketing development division. Jack 
Scott, director, recently returned from a 
two-week visit to six foreign countries in 
an attempt to attract wood-processing 
companies and other wood-related in­
vestors to Kentucky. 

"We generated a lot of interest in 
Kentucky," Scott said. "I think this trip 
was very important in opening more 
potentials for the timber we have here." 

Scott said 13 companies have 
scheduled trips to Kentucky from late 
July to November. The companies are 
from Sweden, Belgium, Germany, Italy, 
Austria, and England and specialize 
mainly in lumber exporting, wood 
veneer, wood-working machinery and 
furniture dimension. 

The Commerce Department also is 
trying to interest domestic companies in 
Kentucky's timber industry. 

"We're talking to a Jot of people in the 
United States about locating in Ken­
tucky," he added. "A lot of the interest 
has come from the west coast." 

Along with trying to increase business 
locally, Scott said there are other ways to 
help Kentucky companies improve 
themselves. 

"We help them enlarge their facilities 
if they need it by assisting them in get­
ting their loans and by increasing the 
volume of wood-related exports," he 
added.

Alaska Line 
News Approval 

The Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission, by approving two major 
design elements of the Alaska Natural 
Gas Pipeline, today took another step 
toward final approval of the project. 

The Commission determined for the 
Alaska segment both the size of the 
pipeline and the pipeline's operating 
pressure. Both are essential for the 
pipeline's builders to finalize cost 
estimates and obtain financing. 

When fully operational the Alaskan 
Natural Gas Transportation System will 
bring Alaskan gas to the lower 48 states, 
supplying five percent of the nation's 
natural gas requirements. Congress and 
the President have declared the project 
to be vitally important to the nation's 
ability to obtain new sources of energy. 

The Commission denied a request by 
the State of Alaska to delay a decision on 
pipeline design pending further factual 
inquiry. A delay in determing the 
pressure could have serious and wide 
ranging consequences in delaying the 
entire project, it said. "The one decision 
that we cannot and will not make is to 
delay making a decision," the Com­
mission said. 

The Commission approved a 48-inch 
diameter for the Alaskan portion of the 
system, and 1,260 psi <pounds per square 
inch) operating pressure. These were 
initially set by the President's September 

. 1977 Decision approving the route, 
subject to review by the Commission. 
Last March the project sponsor, Alaskan 
Northwest Natural Gas Transportation 
Co., asked the Commission to confirm 
those design values so it could proceed 
with the preparation of a final cost and 
schedule estimate. 

After asking for comments, the 
Commission said today no new in­
formation has been submitted to it which 
would call for a conclusion different from 
the capacity specified in the President's 
Decision. 

The choice of operating pressure is 
important not only because of its 
relationship to capacity, but also because 
if affects the ability of the gas stream to 
carry natural gas liquids. The State of 
Alaska seeks to develop a worldclass 
petrochemical industry using gas liquids, 
and is concerned that the 1,260 operating 
pressure could preclude that develop­
ment.

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Help for Small Operators Seen 
Kentucky coal operators have found , 

as have mining personnel in other 
major coal -producing states, that their 
operations face a tough transition period 
resulting from the Surface Mining 
Control and Reclamation Act of 1977 
<SMCRA l. 

The weight of compliance will fall 
heaviest on the small independent coal 
operator, who must confront complex 
environmental, permitting and planning 
regulations without the benefit of in­
house engineering expertise afforded by · 
the larger coal companies. 

But the load may be lifted- at least 
partially- for Kentucky coal operators, 
regulators and consultants through a 
cooperative demonstration program 
sponsored by the Tennessee Valley 
Authority <TVA) and the University of 
Kentucky Institute for Mining and 
Minerals Research <IMMR>. TVA 
funding totalling $150,000 over a two-year 
period will enable the IMMR's Office for 
Information Services and Technical 
Liaison <OISTL> to conduct a Surface 
Mining Continuing Education and Ex­
tension Program that will address the 
SMCRA regulations. 

The bulk of the program will be con­
ducted through four extension offices 
located in the Kentucky coal fields . Three 
of the offices will be funded by TVA and 
located in Eastern Kentucky. The fourth 
office, located in Western Kentucky, will 
be funded by IMMR. The specific 
locat10ns have not been determined. 

The TV A funding will expand the 

current program in Lexington, as well as 
provide the three extension offices in 
Eastern Kentucky. According to the TVA 
contract, the extension offices and local 
cow·ses offerings are necessary because 
"operators cannot be expected to travel 
long distances (to Lexington> to attend a 
seminar." 

The seminars will be geared toward 
small surface and deep mine coal 
operators producing fewer than 200,000 
tons per year, consulting engineers, 
college faculty and students serving the 
mining industry and state and federal 
regulators. The IMMR program will be 
closely coordinated with the U.S. 
Department of the Interior, Office of 
Surface Mining Region II , Knoxville, 
Tennessee, and the Kentucky Bureau of 
Surface Mining.
