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Grant Will 
Help Allen 
On Sewage 
$665,000 Available 
For Water Quality 
Improvement Work 

Federal grant money will be available 
for new sewage lines at Allen , it was 
announced this week, regardless of 
whether a new sewage treatment plant is 
built there. 
A~cording to Frank Harscher , 

secretar y of the Department for Natural 
Resources a nd Environmental 
Protection, Allen will receive $665,000 in 
federal money to ·improve its sewage 
system. The city will itself provide . 
$221,000 for a total expenditure of $886,000 
in 1980, he said. 

The money is par;t of Kentucky 's $49.7 
million share of the $3.4 billion ap­
propriated by Congress for urban water 
quality improvements. 

The promise of funding comes at a time 
when various plans are being debated for 
replacement of the antiquated Allen 
sewage system, part of which dates back 
to a W .P .A. work project of the 1930's. An 
engineering plan prepared earlier this 
year for the Beaver-Elkhorn water 
distr ict. by Kennoy Engineers, Inc., of 
Lexington,suggests several alternatives 
for upgrading the sewage treatment 
system in the whole Beaver-Elkhorn 
a rea, which embraces Allen , Martin , 
David and comm unities on Left and 
Right Beaver Creeks. 

One pla n submitted by Kennoy would 
upgrade and expand the troubled Martin 
sewage plant so that it ·could ac­
commodate Allen sewage as well, at an 
estimated cos t of $1.5 million. Another 
provides for separate treatment plants at 
Allen and Martin , to cost a total of $1.1 
million.

She Approaches Century Mark 
Living in P'burg's Oldest Horne 

"We don 't want anybody telling us how 
to draw our breath . Men have been trying 
to do that for too long. I am a 'today' 
woman." 

She is Winnie Fitzpatrick Johns, and 
the comment is both like her and unlike 
her . Unlike her, in tha t she is not much 
given to strong opinions; like her , in that 
she prides herself on being in step with 
modern times. 

At 96, she is still sharp enough to turn 
questions aside with a sassy wit. 
Troubled by a cataract in one eye, she 
still takes a da ily newspaper " to keep up 
with ever ything ." And , while she is 
unable to move beyond the front porch of 
the historic DeRossett house in which she 
has lived most of her life, she is anything 
but unawa r e of the world around her. 

Her proud self-definition as a " today " 
woman comes at first as a surprise from 
someone who has dedicated her life to 
preserving the memory of Floyd county's 
yesterdays. But her interest in the past is 
not the nostalgia of someone out of tune 
with her own times; it is the historian's 
interest in the human saga, past, present, 
and still in the making . 

"The world·'s not any worse today than 
it has always been ," she opines. Even of. 
the drugs, crime, and violence that many 
decry as modern evils, she says, 
"There's no more than there used to be 
that I know of. " 

In the 19305 when the W.P .A. was 
hiring people for what were often lam­
pooned as "make-work" projects, Winnie 
Johns set about organizing local crafts­
women into a marketing cooperative 
both to foster some of eastern Kentucky 's 
native skills and, hopefully, to turn a 
profit on them. She formed another 
group, Mountain Crafts of the Chanters, 
shortly before World War II. And she was 
still at it in the sixties, when the Ken­
tucky Mountain Crafts and Folksong 
Center was established, with Mrs. Johns 
heading the crafts division and her sister, 
Edith James, directing the collection of 
folk music. 

Though the marketing projects did not 
thrive , Winnie Johns' own handiwork did. 
The weaving that she had learned as a 
child at the loom of "Aunt Lizzie" Banks, 
on Mutton Fork of Bull Creek, and taught 
to countless other women , came to win 
wide recognition. Rugs, tapestries , and 
needlework of hers have been exhibited 
at the Metropolitan Museum and Macy 's 
in New York , at Gimbel 's Philadelphia 
store and, in Washington, D.C ., at the 
Smithsonian Institute and the National 
Folk Festival.

Walter Heine, director of the Office of 
Surface Mining, announced Monday that 
up to $10,000 will be spent to correct a 
longstanding situation at Drift which 
stems from a fire that has been burning 
in an abandoned underground coal mine.

Shooting Incidents Close 
School 'Till Further Notice' 

"School at Home Branch is out until 
further notice, " was the decision made at 
the office of the superintendent of schools 
Tuesd'a y after another unsuccess ful 
attempt was made Monday to hold 
classes. 

The school has not had classwork since 
Oct. 18 after schoolchildren and their 
parents had become frightened b~ 
repeated shooting incidents in the 
community , three in the immediate 
vicinity of the school.

Improvement of one of the most 
polluted streams in Floyd county as well 
as the cleanup and peaulification of a 
mountainside long marred by 
smoldering slag heaps and garbage 
dumps was promised this week as the 
U.S. Soil Conservation Service's <SCS) 
first contract in Northeast Kentucky for 
the Rural Abandoned Mine Program 
CRAMP ) was presented to the DavitJ: ·. 
Community Development Corporalidrf.; 

SCS District Conservationist William 
J . Cantrell made the official presentation 
of the contract to Ashland Howard, Davi!;l 
Community Development Corporation 
chairman, and other members of the 
corporation board Monday morning at 
David. .. 

The David project , one of seven which · 
has been financed in the Commonwealth 
during fiscal year ' 79, calls for 
eradication of the huge slag pile near the 
top of the mountain which separates 
David from the Howard Fork area in 
Magoffin county as well as cleanup of the 
numerous trash piles on the moun­
tainside and partial reseeding of trees 
and other vegetation which have been 
killed over the years by acrid fumes 
resulting from burning slag. 

Another focus of the project will be the 
sealing of four deep mine shafts on 
Rough and Tough which· are pointed to as 
having been a primary source of the acid 
water pollution which, over the years, 
has rendered much of Middle Creek 
incapable of supporting any aquatic life. 
Also included in the work will be the 
reshaping of 800 feet of stream channel , 
grading and seeding of spoil areas, 
,fencing, and bridge repair work. 

Cost of the work , which will be ad­

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Secrecy in the Courts 
The Times ~oes not censure District Judge Morgan, of Knott 

county, for his official order barring news media from the court­
room in the recent preliminary hearing for Raymond Little, 
accused slayer of two men, and for Judge Morgan's warning to 
attorneys, witnesses and all others permitted inside the court­
room not discuss what happened at the hearing. 

Judge Morgan was faced with the Supreme Court's decision in 
the Gannett case, and older, more experienced jurists than he 
have been puzzled about that decision. 

Since all these with legal training are confused about the 
matter, we, without any such training whatsoever, let the matter 
revolve around principles involving only commonsense and 
come up with the conclusion that Judge Morgan Is wrong. 

To begin with, these preliminary hearings, known as 
examining trials, really favor the defendant. The accused has 
the right to waive his case to action of the grand jury and leave 
the matter of bond to the presiding judge without a hearing. 
Instead, the examining trial usually is welcomed by the defense, 
since the hearing gives it an opportunity to hear the Com­
monwealth evidence, or as much of it as may be produced, and at 
the same time Is not required to expose its own hand through 
introduction of defense testimony. So preliminary hearing 
publicity is not forced on the defendant. 

It also is highly doubtful that any publicity given a preliminary 
hearing exceeds that which results on occasions such as 
this when newspaper reporters are excluded from the court­
room . This newspaper and all others reporting Judge Morgan's 
action rehashed the story of the slayings of two men by the 
defendant, and they will continue to do so on every occasion 
when they are denied the right to give the public an account of 
what actually happened at a hearing . 

Again, it might be pointed out that this blackout of news 
reporting denies the right of the public to know-at the very time 
when judges, courts and the public are yelling loudest against 
closed sessions, or parts of sessions, of school boards and other 
governmental groups responsible to the public. 

These are some of the objections we would voice to the muz­
zling of the press. But there is another which, we think, is more 
important. 

Let us, for the sake of argument, say that a prominent man is 
the defendant, or one who is a good friend of the court is the 
accused,-and the Commonwealth evidence against him is heard 
behind doors that are closed to every means of getting to the 
publ·ic-.yhat Is said under oath at such a hearing; no reporting by 
the media, no discussion permitted later of what went on inside 
that room . In that case, is there any'guarantee that the presiding 
judge could not hold the defendant under bond so light that 
dishonoring it later would be no problem? 

Freedom of the press, we concede, is not to be construed as 
unbridled license. But it is important to a society that is more 
and more under attack, and often gets only token defense from 
the law, to know what goes on in "open" court. 

Now, if one more step is taken under cloak of Supreme Court 
authority-to ban the news media from the actual trial of 
criminal cases-we can all go home.

Now, Prestonsburg, help us senior 
citizens get a bus so we can spend some 
of our black lung money for bus fare .

During 1978, the Wage and Hour 
Division of the U.S. Department of Labor· 
found 14,063 minors employed contrary 
to the provisions of the Fair Labor 
St-andards Act, accorping to the 
department's 66th annual r·eport. 
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For all her fame abroad, she has rarely 
ventured far from Prestonsburg, which 
she has known since the days when its 
three streets were ribbons of mud in 
winter and dustbowls in summer, when 
sidewalks were made of boards, water 
was hauled from the Big Sandy by a 
barrel on a sled, passage across the river 
was by flat-bottomed dinghy, the in­
frequent mails came by donkey wagon, 
and goods ranging from liquor to 
children's toys were poled upriver by 
pushboat from Catlettsburg. 

It is a town, nevertheless, which · 
Winnie Johns describes with unabashed 
hyperbole as 1 'the best place on earth and 
getting better every day. " And a list of 
her memberships in craft guilds and 
civic organizations- including the 
Prestonsburg Woman's Club, the Big 
Sandy Valley Historical Society, the 
Floyd County Fair Board, Sesquicen­
tennial Board, and Hall of Fame, the 
Daughters of the American Revolution, 
Kentucky Colonels, and the Winnie F . 
Johns Dogwood Trail Association 
(organized in 1954 to plant dogwoods 
along old U.S. 23 from East Point to 
Betsy Layne as a memorial to the 
county's· war deadl- attest to her long 
involvement in its affairs. 

"She was vivacious, bubbling over all 
the time," her sister Edith recalls, "but 
mainly she was a promoter- a promoter 

·of this town." 
Born the fourth of the five children of 

Jasper Fitzpatrick and Rosamond 
Evelyn Parsons, Winnie Fitzpatrick 
married Thomas P. Johns and the couple 
had one child, a daughter Evelyn . Evelyn 
married Herbert G. Salisbury and they 
raised two sons, Dr. Herbert G. Salisbury 
Jr., a dentist here, and Dr. Robert Salis­
bury, a Mt. Sterling physician. Since her 
marriage, Mrs. Johns has lived in a 
house, opposite the First Baptist Church 
on Front Street , which is · itself one of 
Prestonsburg's most solid links with its 
past. 

The oldest house in the city was built of 
walnut as a two-room, two-story log 
cabin by Solomon DeRossett in 1823. 
DeRossett , as the story goes, was sent 
out from France to buy bearskins for 
Napoleon's army, grew to like the 
frontier colony here, and settled. The 
Confederate cavalry leader, John Hunt 
Morgan- of "Morgan 's Raiders" fame­
is said to have made his headquarters at 
the DeRossett house during a two-day 
stopover in Prestonsburg. Now enlarged, 
the house has been for years the 
repository of Mrs. Johns' handcrafted 
rugs and draperies. 

Winnie Johns has no advice for anyone. 
No recipe for longevity . No words of 
wisdom for the young. " I'm for Jetting 
people alone as long as they let me 
alone," is as near as she will come to 
enunciating a philosophy of life . "I don't 
know anything, anyway," she adds . 

Hers is not, at any rate, the wisdom of 
ready answers. The harder won wisdom 
of cautious silence, more likely. 

Discusses Schools 
The whole situation concerning bomb 

threats , fires, accidents and injuries, 
sanitary conditions, overcrowding , 
quality of personnell, etc. in our schools 
has increased over the past few years 
and is getting "out of hand. " 

In the 1976-77 school year over 82 per ~ 
cent or 8,000 children rode our school 
busses to and from school daily out of a 
total of 9,300.56 children in the Floyd 
County Schools. There are no school 
nurses in any of the Floyd County Schools 
to give emergency treatment beyond 
first-aid in case of injury or sickness. 
There are, however , teachers who have 
first-aid training and in case of an injury 
or sickness at school the principal or 
teacher usually cares for the child, and, 
If necessary , whenever we the parents 
cannot be located, the principal takes the 
child to a doctor or hospital. ~ 

The major problem is with schools in ~ 
rural areas of Floyd county because they 
are isolated from medical facilities. Most 
of these out-<Jf-the-way schools have only 
one teacher- therefore, in case of an 
emergency, the teacher would have to 
leave the other school children alone in 
order to drive the child to medical help. 

Meanwhile, there's a big, big concern 
over bomb threats, fires at school, bus 
wrecks and kids getting hit by cars while 
waiting for their school buses. Who can 
ever forget our terrible bus wreck years 
ago that took so many of our loved ones' 
lives. I also recall another tragic event 
that took place a few years ago when 
another young boy died as a result of a 
car hitting him while he was waiting for 
the bus on Prater Creek. 

Our school board and administrators 
have done everything possible to try and 
take care of our school childrens' needs 
in time of an emergency. Since 1977 our 
schools have increased in population and 
they are getting overcrowded with not 
enough help to educate our children 
properly. And, not only our school board, 
our childrens' teachers and our schools' 
principals, but we, the parents of the 
children must make better provisions to 
take care of all school emergencies. The 
Floyd school system needs a school nurse 
or trained EMT (Emergency Medical 
Technician ) at each of our schools so that 
everyone can be more confident that our 
children will get the best of care in case :t. 
of an emergency. A communications ~1 
system that will permit instant contact 
with our Fire Dept. , EMT personnell, 
police, radio stations, hospitals, etc., is 
needed as well as knowing how to reach 
the parents. 

Therefore, we the people of Floyd 
county must work together with 
teachers, the board of education, prin­
cipals and most of all we as parents must 

.-stop and think and put an end to blaming 
someone else for our school children's 
needs. Parents an·d school officials and 
personnel must evaluate these needs and 
plan ways to compensate for the services 
we don 't have. Then and only then can 
everyone rest ·and have peace of mind 
knowing our children and schools will 
have the proper type of help in times of 
emergencies. 

In closing I'd like to say I'm a parent ~ 
with children in the school system and 
have learned J rom experience in order 
for my children to be safe in their school 
and for me to know my children are safe, 
I must work together with my childrens ' 
teachers and not against them. 
Remember, parents: united we can have 
a great school system but divided our 
schools will crumble and get worse and 
when our boys and girls get older then 
we, their parents, will look back and 
wonder what happened? Then we only 
have to look into a mirror to see our­
selves. Then it's too late. Education 
starts at home, not at school when 
children are very young. Come on, 
parents , let 's stop all this fuming and 
quarreling among ourselves. It's not a 
good example to set before our children. 
We 're not going in the right direction by 
handling matters this way and guess 
who's getting hurt the most?

ARC Panel Eyes 
Medical Costs 

Consumer and physician awareness 
can spur the effort to slow the increasing 
costs of medical care, a panel concluded 
at the Appalachian Regional Commission 
conference in Binghamton, N.Y. , last 
week. 

Third-party private insurers and 
public insurers such as Medicare 
and Medicaid have insulated the con­
sumer from the escalating costs, said Dr. 
Robert Whalen, panel chairman. 

From 1974 to 1977, the average cost of a 
day in the hospital increased by almost 53 
percent in the.13 Appalachian states, said 
Richard Berman, director of the New 
York State Office of Health Systems 
Management . The average cost of a day 
in the hospital in Kentucky has risen by 
more than 50 percent, the report 
presented by Berman indicated. 

Following a day of discussion, panel 
members from Kentucky and 12 other 
Appalachian states perepared several 
proposals to prevent inflationary 
medical costs from hitting the consumer. 

The panel endorsed the "Voluntary 
Effort" program to achieve cost con­
tainment espoused by the American 
Medical Association and the American 
Hospital Association. 

Medical school curricula should in­
clude training on preventive medicine 
and the high cost of unnecessary ser­
vices, the panel recommended. Since 
doctors make the majority of decisions 
regarding whether to hospitalize or test,

they have the most direct effoect on 
costs , Whalen commented. Often less 
expensive services can adequately treat 
the patient, the panel concluded. 

Another suggestion was that better use 
of health paraprofessionals could 
minimize medical costs . The panel 
recommended that states examine state 
medical and nurse practice acts to see if 
changes in the law would make more 
effective use of physician assistants, 
nurse practitioners and midwives. 

The panel also urged continued em­
phasis on home health services and the 
expansion of community-supported 
services as an alternative to in­
stitutionalization. 

Berman cited Kentucky's Hazard 
Family Health Services as a primary 
care facility that has reduced hospital 
admissions while improving the area's 
overall health care. 

" When we talk about health care, 
we're really talking about 'sickness 
care."' said Whalen . There isn't enough 
talk about preventive health care and 
medicine, he added. 

The panel recommended that 
educating children about preventive 
health care could serve as a long-term 
benefit to the Appalachian region. 
Savings resulting from cost containment 
should be allocated to health education 
and preventive medicine, the panel 
proposed. 

Panel recommendations were com­
piled with -proposals from panels on 
energy and presented to the Appalachian 
governors and their representatives at a 
meeting Oct. 24 . 

Ann Insko, a health planner with the 
Bluegrass Area Development District, 
and Sallye Stumbo, a program manager 
with the Development Cabinet, 
represented Kentucky on the health 
panel.

Covered services include semi-private 
room and meals, routine nursing service, 
special care units , drugs furnished by the 
hospital , operating and recovery rooms, 
rehabilitation services, X-ray and other 
radiology services, and lab tests . 

Hospital insurance ·does not cover 
personal convenience items, private duty 
nurses, any extra charge for a private 
room unless medically necessary, and 
the first three pints of blood received in a 
benefit period. In addition, Medicare 
medical insurance can help pay doctor 
bills an<Lsome other covered expenses 
during a hospital stay, Kelly said.

Open to the 
public, the conference will offer interest 
sessions on citizen involvement in 
education and related matters. 

Among the future plans to be discussed 
by those attending the conference will be 
the "Awareness Building" workshops 
and seminar scr.eduled to be held 
throughout the state. Plans will also be 
discussed for the 14 district community 
education advisory councils to be given 
additional training under the recent 
grant. 

The Mott Foundation, a private 
foundation which awards more than 350 
grants a year for programs fostering 
community self-improvement through 
education and citizens involvement, will 
also provide support for the community 
education districts.

New Manual for Parents 
Of Exceptional Children 
Recommended by Panel 

The State Advisory Panel for Ex­
ceptional Children has recommended 
that the Bureau of Education of Ex­
ceptional Childrren revise drafts of 
proposed parents' manuals to make them · 
easier to read . . 

The panel approved the concept of 
. parents' manuals and the information 

included in the drafts , but n<;>ted that the 
reading level of the guides was too high . 
The panel also said that the format 
resembled a technical manual rather 
than something intended for a general 
audience. 

The panel suggested that before the 
manual is printed, the bureau should 
have some parents review it. The panel 
also would like to see the final manuals 
· put into talking-book and large print 
forms . 

At its recent quarterly meeting , the 
panel reviewed issues it will pursue this 
year. Funding , especially how the 
Bureau of Exceptional Children uses its 
discretionary funds, a nd vocational 
programs for exceptional children were 
two areas of concern. Others included 
regulations , pre-school programs and 
making the publick more aware of 

_educational programs for exceptional 
children . 

The panel is a citizen's group which 
advises the Kentucky Department of 

Education on unmet needs, regulations, 
funding and program plans for 
educationa l services to exceptional 
children.

UK Honors Football Victim 
The University of Kentucky Board of 

Trustees has approved naming the new 
UK student apartments near Com­
monwealth Stadium the "Greg Pa ge 
Stadium View Apartments ." 

Greg Page of Middlesboro was the 
second black scholarship athlete to be 
recruited at UK following the 
desegregation of the University's in­
tercollegiate athletic teams in the mid-
1960s. He died in the fall of 1967 at the age 
of 19 as a result of an injury suffered 
during a football practice. 

''We think it especially fitting that a 
student hous ing complex in sight of 
Commonwealth Stadium should be 
named for Greg Page," said UK 
President Otis Singletary. Singletary 
submitted the proposed name to the 
Board upon its approval by a standing 
committee of UK faculty and staff 
charged with naming University 
facilities . 

The new iJ.partments which house more 
than 700 UK undergraduate and married 
students are the first facility on the UK 
campus to be named in honor of a black 
person. The apa1'tments were opened to 
students this fall. 

Two UK students submitted the name 
chosen for the apartments. Former UK 
Black Student Union president Jonathan 
Hines , of Paducah , submitted Page's 
name, and Fred Farmer, of Pembroke, 
who is a resident of the new apartments, 
completed the naming with " Stadium 
View Apartments." 

Page was an all-state defensive end for 
his Middlesboro High School team before 
he entered UK . His parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
Robert Page, still live in Middlesboro. 
They will be honored at UK's 
homecoming against Bowling Green on 
Nov. 3.

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Agreement on Waste Fills To Provide Housing Sites 
Observe 8th Birthday 

Waste sites filled with excavated 
materials from highway construction 
projects in Eastern Kentucky may be 
utilized for housing , commercial or in ­
dustrial s ites under an agreement which 
has just been approved by two states 
agencies . 

A memorandum of understanding 
signed by William Short, secretary of the 
Development Cabinet, and Calvin 
Grayson, secretary of the Department of 
Transportation, provides for acquisition 
by the cabinet of sites available for 
development after they have been fill ed 
with waste materials and are no longer 
needed by the Transportation Depart­
ment. 

Short said the agreement will help 
meet a critical need for level s ites 
suitable for housing or other develop­
ment in the rugged terrain of the state's 
Appalachian region. Through this co­
operative effort, ands acquired for high­
way waste disposal can be developed to 
their fullest potential to servw the people 
of the region, he said . 

Grayson noted that the only additional 
obligation assumed by KYDOT under the 
agreement is to assure that waste sites 
selected by the cabinet for future 
development are filled in accordanc·e 
with guidelines providing for safe and 
favorable subsurface conditions. 

" We in KYDOT are pleased to share in · 
this coopera tive effor t with the 
Development Cabinet to develop waste 
disposal sites for industrial, commerical 
or housing improvement in the Ap­
palachian region," Grayson sa id . " We 
believe such projects are consistent wi th 
the developmental goals of the Ap-
palachian program ." · 

Under the agreement , the Develop­
ment Cabinet will have the opportuni ty 
during the planning stages of each high­
way project to determine whether it is 
interested in acquiring for development 
any of the potential fill sites to be uti lized 
in conjunction with the project. 

Once a site is acquired, a sta te-local 
developmental selection comm ittee will 
be named to make recommendations for 
the best use of the site and to select a 
developer , either pr ivate, non-profit or 
governmental, to under take the project, 
Short explained. . 

The committee will include the county 
judge, the mayor of the nearest city , a 
member of the county fiscal court, a 
member of the city council, represen­
tatives of KYDOT and the Development 
Cabinet , and a staff engineer or ar chitect 
from the cabinet . 

If the site is designated for hous ing , 
then any homeowners displaced by the 
highway project will be given priority in 

locating on the site, Short added. 
The cooperative program will be 

handled by the Development Cabinet's 
off ice of community and r egio na l 
development, which administers Ken­
tucky programs of the Appalachian 
Regional Commissiin. Funds provided by 
the ARC would be utilized to promote 
housing or enter pr ise-de velopment 
programs on the fill sites, explained ' 
Ralph Coldiron, executive director . 

"The great advantage to this program 
. is that we will have many add itional s ites 

for development which otherwise would 
not have been ava ilable, " he added. "The 
scarcity of level , flood-free sites has been 
a major obstacle in providing homes and 
indust rial si tes in Kentucky Ap­
palachia ."

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Prison Inmates Put To Work 
Cleaning up Two Interstates 

A familiar sight along Intersections 64 
and 71 in Kentucky last summer was 
ora nge-clad Kentu.cky State Refor ­
matory inmates picking up trash along 
the roadway. 

Inma tes from the Eddyville correc­
tional ins titution have been clearing 
brush on western Kentucky state roads 
dur ing the summer as well as collecting 
litter . 

The effo~ts of these inmates from 
Kentucky's two state penal institutions 
are the result of a cooperative program 
involving the sta te Departments of 
J ustice and Transportation. 

The brai nchild of Transporta t ion 
Secretary Calvin Grayson and Correc­
tions Commissioner David Bland, the 
program lets inmates volunteer for work 
assignments on ro utine highway 
maintenance jobs. Jobs such as clearing 
roads of trash cannot normally be ac­
complished by Bureau of Highways 
personnel due to time and manpower 
shortages. 

Four crews of 10 men each have been 
on the job since May, according to Bland. 
Each crew is under the super vision of 
two a rmed correctional officers and one 
work supervisor. 

Bland sal<l work assfgnmenfs are made 
by Bureau of Highways personnel , and 

inmates are supervised by trained 
Bureau of Corrections employees . 

According to Bland, the program has 
proven so successful that soon the two 
departments will discuss expansion of 
the inmates' duties. 

" No incidents have been reported, and 
the men have proven to be good 
workers ," Bland sa id . " We have 
received many requests from inma tes 
wishing to work. on the road crews. " 
Increasing the number of crews is 
scheduled for the winter a re some of the 
additional duties planned for the in­
ma tes, he said. 

Also included in the extra hea vy repair 
work will be the clear ing of br idge 
dra ins. Bland said that these drains 
frequently become blocked , and ac 
celerated bridge deterioration results. 

He sta tes that while the men cannot 
work beyond a 50-mile radius of their 
home institution, " they have fit very well 
into our overall work progra m." 

E. C. Halcomb, a Department of Trans­
portation maintenance engineer , said 
that the LaGrange inmates have picked 
up trash on more than 125 mile of In­
terstates 62 and 71. Weather permitting, 
the crews wi ll continue workmg 
throughout th~s winter, Bland said.

Prestonsburg is operating ''in the 
black-no problems," Brenda Hayes, 
occupational tax administrator, said 
Tuesday in response to a query as to the 
city's financial condition. · 

The inquiry was made after it was 
learned here that both Paintsville and 
Pikeville were in financial straits. 

Paintsville, for example, last Fri.day 
was trying unsuccessfully to borrow 
$13,000 fo meet its payroll. Lending in­
stitutions declined to make the loan 
because, it was said, the city had no 
means of showing how it could pay later. 

Mayor James Trimble cured that 
situation by calling an emergency· 
session of city council, which readopted 
the 1 per cent occupational tax that the 
counc;il 'had eliminated after ~rimble 
took office in January, 1976. 

Cit was the occupational tax issue 
which helped d~feat Allan (Bud) Perry 
qfl:d·elect q'rimb1e in the race fo ayor 
in 1975.) · ' 

The new tax will be levied, beginning 
December 1.

At Pikeville city employees sta·yed 
home from work Monday after they had 
not been paid, as usual , on the preceding 
Friday.

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Judges' Salary 
Increase Asked 

The judiciary subcommittee of the 
Interim Joint Committee on Ap­
propirations and . 'Revenue heard a 
request today for salary increases for 
Supreme Court, court of appeals, circuit 
court and district ·court judges. 

The increases would reflect at least a 
25 percent pay increase which, according 
to the report, would reflect at least a 25 
percent pay increase which, according to 
the report, would offset the impact of 
inflation over the past four years. 

The salary of a district court judge was 
set in December 1976 at $27,500 and has 
not been readjusted since. According to 
the report they buying power of this 
salary is only $23,375, and at the current 
rate of inflation would be $~0, 163 in 1980. 

The salary being requested for the 
district judges is $48,000. 

Other benefits for judges include a 
retirement plan into which they pay a 
percentage. Those judges who travel will 
have a voucher expense account with a 
$5,000 ?er year ceiling.

In other action, the subcommittee 
heard an opinion from Dr. David H. 
Bland, commissioner of the Kentucky 
Bureau of Corrections, on a community 
service alternative program for 
prisoners. 

The program, proposed by Rep. 
Ramsey Morris <D-Hopkinsville), would 
be similar to one operated in Hopkins­
ville which allows prisoners who hav.e 
committed minor offenses and who have 
no previous record to work in the com­
munity. Responsibility for the prisoners 
rests with an agency, such as the Com­
munity Service Alternative Program of 
Christian County, which would receive 
funds on a matching basis from federal 
sources. 

Bland said research had been done on 
such diversion projects and they did not . 
substantially reduce jail population. He 
was also concerned about expanding 
social services staff since, he said, there 
are already 19 services. 

Bland added, however, he was in­
terested in any . program that involved 
restitution. 

No action was taken on either matter at 
this meeting.

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Caring For Your Curious Baby This Coming Month By Nancy Kaplan 

As soon as your baby comes into this 
world. the learning process begins 
for her. Although she is not fully 
conscious of the world around her 
quite yet. she will be utilizing all five 
of her senses to see. hear. taste, 
smell. and touch in order to react to 
what is going 0!1 in her small 
environment from the very start. 

Getting to Know You 
The parents and the newborn 
develop a mutual understanding of 
one another's needs as a unique 
learning experience takes place a nd 
is shared between them. Each 
responds to the other's sensory 
stimulation. For example, your baby 
is hungry· and would like to be fed . 
To let you know he wants something. 
he cries. As you deduce through 
c!ose observation exactly what his 
wants are, and watch his reactions, 
you will come to know what each cry 
and movement of the body repre­
sents . Your senses have been 
stimulated to recognize signs from 
your baby. You are learning the 
appropriate responses to a given 
situation. 

The sa me holds true for your 
baby. By responding to your infant. 
by holding him. feeding him or 
talking to him, you are stimulating 
the development of his senses. Just 
as importantly, he is learning that 
someone cares for him and that his 
needs will be taken care of in 
response to his given stimulus. In 
this way, you and your child have a 
two-way process taking place 
between you. 

Once you become familiar with 
your child 's physical needs, it is 
equally important to be cogn izant of 
his emotional needs as well. Your 
child will let you know if he desires 
a lot of attention and stimulation or 
if he is getting too much to handle. 
If he falls asleep or turns away from 
you, that is his way of telling you 
that he is being over-stimulated and 
needs to be left alone. 

Surprisingly enough, newborn 
babies can focus on objects and they 
enjoy following movement. To 
enhance your baby's visual stimulus, 
you can place all sorts of objects that 
are pleasing to the eye in or around 
his sleeping area. Eye level decals on 
the crib or mobiles hanging from the 
ceiling ·provide the baby with 
something to ponder. 

Of all the designs that you may 
choose to put within eye range of 
your infant, though, by far the best 
visual stimulus for him is ... you. 
Research has found that the new- · 

born far prefers looking at a face to 
an inanimate object. In a short time, 
your face will become his favorite . 
And within four to five months, your 
baby will have a preference for eyes 
above all other facial features. Hold 
him in a way that he may look 
directly into them. 

Let's Talk 
A newborn's hearing is not totally 
developed at birth; yet she can tell 
the difference in pitches and she will 
respond to loud sounds which 
frighten her. as well as soft sounds 
such as the human voice, to which 
she will wave her arms and legs in 
a rhythmic motion. 

From the birth of ~our infant, it 
is extremely important that you 
constantly talk to her. It is a vital 
part of her development that she 
hear your voice. It really doesn 't 
matter what you say as long as you 
are there, and talking. 

Babies learn from the way in 
which a parent reacts that certain 
sounds correspond to certain objects,

through your repetition of that 
particular sound. At t'he same time, 
if you slightly modify it to form a 
word, your baby will come to know 
a limited vocabulary. For example, 
if you change an "m" sound to 
"mama," your child will soon realize 
who mama is and will eventually be 
able to say the word herself. 

Babies are also fond of musical 
sounds, so sif)g to your baby. It 
doesn't matter whether or not you 

_think you are tone deaf, your 
newborn will not notice. Your baby 
will listen to recorded music, too. 

Another of the five senses, taste, 
is well enough developed so that the 
baby can tell the difference between 
various liquids, including milk and 
water. To determine how much your 
infant enjoys any particular liquid, 
pay attention to her sucking. For a 
liquid that she especially likes, she 
will suck for longer periods of 
time. 

Many mothers ·do not know 
whether they should breast-feed 0r 
bottle-feed the baby. Research has 
found that as long as the baby is fed 
in accordance with the doctor's 
instructions, and is held securely in 
loving arms, both her emotional and 
physical needs will be satisfied. This 
,is a lso true of the temperature of the 
baby's food; it is secondary in 
importance to the emotional security 
the child feels at the time of the 
feeding.

Stimulating your newborn is a 
regular part of taking care of her. 
When you express your natural 
feelings and emotions toward your 
.baby, it's an easy and simple part of 
parenthood. Make sure you take 
advantage of the time you have with 
her to give her all the attention and 
stimulation she needs. Remember to 
give her opportunity for eye contact, 
a chance to listen to you talk and 
hear you sing, and of course, feel the · 
security and warmth of being held. 
By stimulating your infant now, you 
are paving the way for her toward 
a happy and secure future.

Marked For 
Development 

An allocation of $10.5 million in area 
development funds from the Appalachian 
Regional Commission for the 1980 fisca l 
year will be used to promote economic 
and community development in Ken­
tucky Appalachia, Development 
Secretary William Short said last Friday. 

Short said the funds will be used for 
enterprise development, hous ing 
programs, community fac.ilities, health 
care, child development and vocational 
education in accordance with ·a 1978-'80 
development plan which was approved 
previously for the 49-county area. 

The 1980 allocation was approved by 
the commission , which is made up of the 
govenors of the 13 Appalachian states 
and a feder.al co-chairman, at a meeting 
Wednesday in Binghamton, ~.Y. The 
cornmission a lso approved an allocation 
of $759,000 to go toward administrative 
expenses of the Kentucky Appalachian 
ADDs. 

The development funds approved for 
Kentucky are part of a total allocation of 
$115,447.511 to be shared by the Ap­
palachian states. The commission also 
approved an allocation of $2.4 million for 
the Appalachian Community Services 
Network , a satellite communications 
system serving the entire region.

Q-I have read in a magazine that 
Vitamin C is being used as a treatment 
for Cancer. Is this true? 

A-A National Cancer Institute CNCJ) 
funded study of Vitamin C is currently in 
progress at the Mayo Clinic in Rochester, 
Minn. The study is designed to evaluate 
the effectiveness of Vitamin C in 
relieving the symptoms and extending 
the lifespan of patients with advanced 
cancer who can no longer benefit from 
standard therapy. Patients given 
Vitamin C are matched with a control 
group of similar patients given a har­
mless, unmedicated preparation known 
a.s a placebo. The patients are not aware 
whether they are receiving the Vitamin C 
or the placebo. Data about relief of their 
symptoms is being collected from all of 
the patients, and their survival times are 
being recorded. These results are ex­
pected to be available in late 1979. In · 
addition, the NCI has tested Vitamin C in 
animal models used to screen drugs for 
anti-cancer activity. These tests are 
continuing; however , results thus far 
have not been encouraging.

There are those of us who do 
care about country music 
and where it is going. " 

The beauty of anything, 
Buck Owens feels, "is sim­
plicity. I've been a writer, a 
producer and a musician and 
I've never done a song just to 
have a slick arrangement 
disguised as country music. Barry Manilow is one of the 

foremost names in the enter­
tainment world today. At 33. 
he's a multi-award winning 
artist whose career has 
spanned songwriting, record­
ings , the concert stage, 
Broadway and television-all 
with equal distinction. 

Manilow's recent activities 
include producing Dionne 
Warwick 's latest album-her 
first on the Arista label. The 
LP, Dionne, featuring the top 
ten single ' I'll Never Love 
This Way Again,· went gold 
and sparked a triumphant 
comeback for the singer. 
Manilow then went back into 
the recording studio to cut 
his first album in two years. 
Released on Arista in Sep­
tember, One Voice includes a

The 
song went on to win an 
Academy Award · 
nomination. 

After a triumphant sellout 
tour of the United States 
during the summer of 1978, 
Manilow went on to conquer 
Europe. His first major Eur­
opean tour was a critical and 
popular success in city after 
city: London, Paris, Frank­
fort. Munich and Amsterdam. 
He also did a number of TV 
specials for the European 
market which aired during 
the 1978-79 season. 

Barry ' s first solo tour

Elderly and Handicapped Qualify 
Kentucky needs a leader 

we can be proud of . . For Energy Assistance _Fund Program 
John Edwards retired a few years ago. 

He and his wife Mary live on the small 
amount they saved plus a monthly Social 
Security check. By owning their own 
home and watching their expenses, they 
had become accustomed to a com­
fortable life. But last winter, things 
changed . 

Mqre severe winter weather and rising 
utility costs put the couple in a tight 
money situation last year. Continued 
inflation threatens to take an even bigger 
bite out of their income this year. 

The Edwards are typical of the 
households that qualify for the state's 
energy assistance fund. 

The 1978 General Assembly allocated 
$10 million to the energy cost assistance 
program to aid the elderly and han­
dicapped with winter utility bills.

Grants totaling $5 million were to be 
distributed last winter, leaving $5 million 
for this winter. Because the number of 
applications was lower than expected, 
last year's grants totalled less than $2 
million. The unclaimed $3 million will be 
added to this year 's allocation for a total 
of $8 million in fuel assistance. 

Applicants for the program do not have 
to be destitute or facing utility cut-{)ff, 
according to the state Department for . 
Human Resources, the agency that 
administers the program. Regulations 
require that applicants be at least 62 
years old or blind or handicapped and 
receiving Supplemental Security or 
Medicaid benefits. 

Human Resources Secretary J. E. 
DeShazer stresses that the state program

federal assistance program with the 
same initials. The Federal Energy Crisis 
Assistance Program is designed to aid 
low income people of any age who are in 
crisis situations. 

Levels of aid in the state program more 
than double last year's, depending on the 
size of household and amount of income. 
The maximum $200 will be granted to 
persons with total gross household in­
comes at or below 75 percent of the · 
poverty level , while the lowest aid level, 
$100, will go to those with incomes at or 
below 125 percent of the poverty level. 
Persons with incomes at or below 100 
percent of the poverty level will receive 
$150. 

According to officials in the Human 
Resources Department's Bureau of 
Social Insurance, a four mem ber 
household whose total income is between 
$419 and $558 a month would be eligible 
for $150 in aid. 

Another change in this year's program 
raises the amount of savings and 
checking funds the applicant is allowed 
to have and still qualify for the program . 

Last year that amount varied ac­
cording to the number of people in a 
household , with a maximum of $3,100 in 
assets for a family of four. This year's 
maximum is $5,000 for all households. 

The Department for Human Resources 
estimates that 42,000 households will 
participate in the program this year. 

DeShazer considers public education 
the key to the program's success this 
year. The bureau has scheduled 10 
workshops during October · and 
November to explain the . program to 
community and industrial leader's as well 
as state and local officials. 

"We're hoping that with the assistance 
of people in individual communities, the 
program can reach and help eligible 
applicants," DeShazer said. 

The department expects to distribute 
all the funds within five months. 

Applications will be accepted Dec. 1 -
April 20 and can be made in person or by 
a person designated to act on behalf of 
the applicant. 

The app licant must provide the 
following information: proof of all in­
come and other assets, proof of age, or 
disability of one member of the 
household, Social Security number, and 
the name and address of someone who 
can verify_ the applicants qualifications . 

Payment checks are made out jointly 
to the applicant and to a uti li ty company 
or other energy supplier. 

Further information about the 
program will be provided to Social In­
surance offices in every county, senior 
citizen centers and uti lity companies.

Governor Julian M. Carroll has ac­

How long has it been since you took soil 

samples? Now's the time to get your 
samples in preparation for fall fer­
tilization and spring planting and fer­
tilization . 
WINTfR STORAGE OF 
TUBEROUS PLANTS 

After the tops of Cannas have been 
killed by frost, allow to dry for several 
days. Then cut back the tops to 3-4 inches 
of stem and carefully lift the roots with a 
fork or spade. Turn the clump of roots 
over and allow to dry for a few hours . Try 
to leave as much soil in the clump as 
possible. 

Apply zineb according to label 
directions and store in a cool, moderately 
dry area where the temperature will not 
go over 50 F. Place on shelves or racks so 
the air can circulate freely among the 
clumps. Do not allow the temperature to 
drop below freezing . 

In the spring the clumps can be planted · 
complete or separated so there are two to 
three eyes to every root. 
DAHLIAS 

When the dahlia plant is darkened by 
frost, it is ready to be dug. Cut the top 
black to 4-5 inches and lift gently with a 
fork or spade so as not to injure the 
tuberous roots. Remove as much of the 
soil as possible without injuring the roots. 
Only save roots from healthy plants . 
Following the application of a protective 
fungicide spray of zineb or benomyl, 
allow the roots to dry in the air for 
several hours and then store in a dry, 
cool, frost-proof area . If the air is very 
dry, pack the clumps in barrels or boxes 
of peat moss, vermiculite, dry sawdust, 
sand, or wrapped in newspapers. If the 
storage area is too dry, the roots may 
shrivel. 

Commercial growers usually cut and 
divide the tubers soon after digging since 
the eyes or buds are easier to see in the 
fall. Treat all cut ends with a fungicide 
before storage (Mancozeb, zineb or 
benomyD. 

Check the condition of the roots several 
times during the winter . Discard any 
which show signs of decay. 
TUBEROUS BEGONIAS 

When the tops are injured by the first 
fall frost, gently lift the plants and cut 
back the stem to the soil line. Leave the 
ball of roots and soil intact. 

Place the soil masses in a dry, cool 
storage area and allow the tubers to cure 
for 2 to 3 weeks. Then remove the balance 
of the soil, stalks and roots. Cut out any 
rotted spots and spray or dust with 
caplan.

Herald Files 
Suit Against 
Knott Judge 

The Lexington Herald-Leader Com ­
pany and its reporter , Byr on Lutz, filed 
suit last Friday in the Knott circuit court. 
asking an injunction against Knott 
District Judge J . Robert Morgan who 
barred the press and the public from a 
t'ecent preliminary hearing in the case of 
Raymond Little, who is charged with the 
murder of two men. 

In the suit , the reporter asked for 
temporary and permanent injunctions 
directing Judge Morgan to permit the 
reporter and other representatives of the 
newspaper " to have access to a ll 
proceedings and records in the Knot t 
district court." 

Covering the trial for the Lexington 
Herald, Lutz wa~> forced to leave the 
preliminary hearing when Morgan told 
those in the courtroom of his decision to 
close the proceedings. 

Morgan's order clos ing the 
preliminary hearing is believed to be the 
first such order ,in Kentucky since a July 
U.S. Supreme Court decision , Gannett v. 
DePasquale, which approved a s imilar 
hearing closing in Rochester, N.Y. 

Since that decision was announced. 
legal observers believe almost 100 
requests have been made for c losed 
hearings and trials , of whkh more than 
50 have been approved by presiding 
judges. 

Morgan's decision to close the hearing 
came after a request from defeuse at­
torney Gary Johnson, of Prestonsburg. 
who said the fair trial rights of his client , 
Raymond Little, of Dry Creek, were 
more important than free press rights of 
reporters to cover the hearing or the 
right of the public to an open judicial 
system. 

Morgan said he granted Johnson's 
motion " on the basis of the Gannett 
decision decided by the Supreme Court." 

Morgan said the issue was "not a 
persona l one-l realize there are a lot of 
issues involved. But after a discussion of 
the defendant's motion, there was no 
substantive objection from the Com­
monwealth . so I granted it." 

The district judge said he did not know 
whether he would defend the suit himself 
or retain a private attorney. 

Little is charged with the Sept. 24 
s laying of two men as they waited in a 
Knott courtroom for a small claims 
hearing. 

A preliminary hearing is held for the 
legal purpose of deciding whether suf­
ficient evidence ex ists to bring the case 
before a grand jury, which could then 
indict the s uspect. But defense a ttorneys 
concede they use hear ings chiefly to 
discover what information has been 
compiled by law enforcement officers 
and prosecuting attorneys.

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Misconceptions 
Set Straight by ffiS 

Over the years. many taxpayers have 
come to believe as fact some miscon­
ceptions about the Internal Revenue 
Service. Unfortunately, these miscon­
ceptions cause taxpayers needless ap­
prehension and worry. 

The IRS is a large agency, and the tax 
law is complex- a combination which 
might baffle the average person. The 
following hopefully, may serve to dispel 
some of the comJ;llon misconceptions: 

-Using the peel-off address label will 
trigger an audit. ' 

The coding on the label actually just 
speeds up processing. It helps in iden­
tifying taxpayers and the kind of forms 
contained in · the tax package they 
receive ; it is not an audit indicator. 

- Once audited , always audited. 
IRS makes a special effort NOT to keep 

auditing the same people over and over. 
In fact , IRS has a special program called 
the Repetitive Audit Procedure, the 
purpose of which is to see to it that no 
taxpayer is audited two years in a row on 
the same issue when there was no change 
the previous year. 

- When IRS prepares a return, the tax 
is always higher. 

If facts and figures remain the same, 
the correct tax will be identical, no 
matter who prepares the return. 

-IRS won't allow some deductions to 
go on a return , but somebody else would. 

IRS Taxpayer Service personnel will 
give taxpayers the benefit of all 
allowable deductions made known to 
them by the taxpayer. 

-An IRS mistake can NEVER be 
straightened out. 

If attempts to (>olve a tax problem with 
IRS are unsuccessful , taxpayers should 
contact the Problem Resolution Officer 
at their local IRS office. This may be 
done in person, or on the phone by calling 
toll free the IRS number listed in the 
directory and asking for the Problem 
Resolution Officer. 

-A mistake on a return triggers an 
audit. 

Generally, math errors are corrected 
automatically by the computer and do 
not generate an audit. The adjustment is 
also automatic, increasing or decreasing 
taxes and refunds as appropriate. A 
mistake on its own does not generate an 
audit. 

\ -Tax on a "long" form is not the same 
Q •l as tax on the "short" form . 

Because of certain situations, some 
taxpayers must use the 1040 Form, often 
called the "long" form. However, the tax 
tables for both Form 1040 and Form 
1040A are the same .. Taxpayers would not 
pay more tax simply because they chose 
to use one form over another. 

- IRS agents and revenue officers 
work on commission. 

IRS employees, like other government 
employees, work on a salaried basis. The . 
amount of money they "collect" or don't 
"collect" in no way influences the 
amount of their paychecks. 

- Anyone who is audited will end up 
owing more tax. 

The outcome of an audit is one of three 
possibilities : an additional tax 
assessment, an additional tax refund, or 
a "no-charge" case. It is not necessarily 

~ · so that a person who is audited will have 
to pay more tax, but it is a possibility. 

These misconceptions are certainly not 
all of the incorrect notions people have 
about the IRS. Many of these miscon­
ceptions could probably be clarified by a 
taxpayer if he or she only took the time to 
visit a local IRS office, or call, using the 
toll free number listed in the directory.

Talk Set on Alcohol, Drug Abuse · Wins State Fair Title 

l{ecently. a group of concerned persons 
have come together to learn more about 
drug abuse in our area and to identify 
effective means of dealing with and 
prc\·ent ing drug abuse. The group, which 
calls itself the Committee for Alcohol­
Drug Awareness, will conduct a public 
mrrting ovember 13, at 7:30p.m., in the 
Floyd County Library. Tentatively 
scheduled to speak is Dr. Mary Fox; the 
topic will be Teenage Alcohol-Drug 
Abuse. If you would like to become ac­
ti\·ely involved in the group's activities or 
arc seeki ng to gain information you are 
invited to attend. This article, the first of 
a series, provides information about 
PCP, a drug whose popularity is rapidly 
increasing both in our area and the 
country as a whole. 

Phencyclidine (sernyl l is a drug which 
\l·as developed in the late 1950's as a 
surgical anesthetic for humans . Because 
the effects of PCP on the major body 
system are not uniformly predictable , 
PCP was soon restricted to its only 
current legal use as a veterinary 
anest hetic and tranquilizer. 

Phencyclidine or PCP made its street 
debut as a recreational drug in the 
sum mer of 1967, but due to a number of 
unpleasant reactions and side effects, its 
initial popularity ended with many users . 
Today. P CP is often misrepresented and 
sold as other drugs. One of these 
misrepresen ted drugs is TH C 
ite trahydracannibinol) , the active 
ing redient in marijuana. Others are 
mescalin and psilocybin. PCP's 
tranquilizing and pseudopsychedelic 
properties create an effect close to what 
people who have never had real THC and 
\rho are naive to the drug scene might 
expect. The two drugs are totally dif­
ferent. but since real THC is not 
a\·a ilable outside of research 
laboratories , there is no standard for 
comparison. THC. mescal ine, and 
psilocybin are impossible to get on the 
streets and are always LSD or PCP, or 
LSI) and PCP combined. If any dealer 
says he has any of these drugs he is either 
lying or stupid. 

Street drug analysis lab reports over a 
three year period indicate the percentage 
of rip-o ffs on street drug transactions: 
LSD 2 percent: Mescaline 4 percent ; 
Psilocybin 1 percent: THC 85 percent: 
Amphetamine 1 percent: Cocaine 1 
percent . 

This means that 85 percent of what 
users bought as THC was PCP, 4 percent 
of what users bought as mescaline was 
PCP. and so on. The significance of this 
finding for the user is great: he cannot 
control the dose even if he thinks he 
knows about street drugs. The user may 
trust his pusher , but the pusher cannot 
know the chemical make-up of the drug , 
only the chemist. The chemis t and 
pusher are interested primarily in profits 
and do not hesitate to sell an adulterated 
product. PCP is perfect for their pur­
poses because it is inexpensive and 
profitable to make from chemicals that 
a re easily obtained. ·

dosage levels <3 to 8 mg. is an average 
street dosage . l Low doses may provide 
the usual releasing effects of many 
psychoactive drugs, including a floaty 
euphoria and numbness in arms and legs. 
Larger doses produce an exCited, con­
fused state which may include loss of 
concentration and memory , feelings of 
isola! ion , visual d isturbances and 
delirium. Because of the disconnection of 
mind and body that PCP seems to 
produce , users are unable to respond to 
emergency situations. More PCP users 
die from accidents caused by the strange 
behavior the drug produces in them than 
from the actual chemical effect of the 
drug itself. 

Mis-synthesis of PCP in illicit labs can 
be extremely dangerous . Whereas mis­
synthesis of most street drugs results in a 
weakened chemical , mis-synthesized 
PCPt can create a more potent drug, 
increasing the chances of a " bummer" 
reaction . An added irony is that improper 
treatment can occur even when the drug 
is properly identified if medical per­
sonnel don't know proper procedures to 
follow. The tranquilizers that have been 
used successfully to treat bad trips 
caused by authentic ·psychedelics can be 
dangerous when used in combination 
with PCP. ' 

It is not a !ways easy to talk about dr ugs 
with young people. There is , for example, 
a tendencY, for adults to sound as though 
they are preaching, disapproving , or 
suspicious when they talk about drugs. 
But we must recognize that children are 
faced with drugs and the pressure to use 
drugs-especially such legal ones as 
alcohol and tobacco-at a very young age. 
If we start talking about dn.1gs before 

there is a problem. we can help children 
exarni-ne a ll the important iss ues 
surrounding drug taking so they are 
better able to deal with drug use when it 
arises in their lives . Discussing how 
adults ' use of alcohol or tobacco is 
similar to young people's use of drugs­
for relaxation, escape from problems , 
and social acceptability-presents an 
important dimension to the discussion . 
Basically, it suggests that young people 
and adults need better , more healthful, 
ways to handle problems and spend time. 
Working together , we ca n develop 
alternatives to drug abuse ; al ternatives 
are an important part of drug prevention.

Q. I nm concerned about the possibility that my hai·r dryer contains 
asbestos, but I don ' t know who to ask. The dryer is several yea rs old. 
How can I find out if this model is dangerous? S.B., ManTille. 
Tn. ' -

A. In our August Shopping Aisle column. we explained tha t asbestos 
is the grayish fibrous material which was used as insulation in som e 
hairdrycrs. Many readers have exprl!sscd concern about this because 
of the link between as bestos and cancer. You do not need to dismantle 
the dryer to c heck it. Just turn it off and look in the nozzle or barrel. 
The asbestos can be seen easily. To be absolutely sure, ask for a free 
list of hair dryers that were made with asbestos from: Hair Dryer 
Consumer Kit, Environmental Defense Fund, 1525 18th Street NW, 
Washington, DC 20036 or call the U.S. Consumer Product Safety 
Commission's toll-frc.! hot line: 800-638-8326. You may also contact 
manufacturers directl y at these toll-free numbers: Clairol:

Q. The article on foot care which ran in the August issue didn't 
explain how to care for feet that arc just plain tired~ As a waitress, 
I am on my feet for long hours every day. Even though I wear 
comfortable, supportive shoes on the job, my feet are worn out by 
the end of the week. What can I do to ease the pain ? E.S., Trenton , 
N.J. 
A. Try putting rubber lifts on your shoes to minimize the stress of 
walking on hard surfaces. Select shoes that have a heel no more than 
2" high, with plenty of space for your toes. If possible, wear shoes 
of this type soc;;:, of the day or more. 

Exercise your feet , too. Stretch out your arches by walking barefoot 
on tiptoe. When you get out of the shower or tub, stand on one end 
of a bath towel. then rake in the other end with your toes. If you 
use a brush to smooth calluses, follow up with a skin lotion to replace 
na tural oils. Try not to irritate the skin, because this stimulates blood 
flow to the area and helps create calluses. 

Q. Help~ I've j ust moved to San Francisco and want to take advantage 
of the many Orienta l restaurants here, but my experience with Chinese 
food has been limited to Americanized chow meins and chop sueys. 
How do I identify more authentic foods and choose a balanced mea l? 
T.D., San Francisco, Ca. 
A. C hoose a restaurant that specializes in the food of one particular 
region (such as Szechuan, Hunan, Fukien, Canton and Peking) . Ask 
the waiter to describe the dishes offered. Do not hesitate to inquire 
about the contents of each dish. and for advice on a well-balanced 
meal. The waiter can often select an entire meal for you if you tell 
him which entrees you prefer (chicken, fish, pork, etc.). Share each 
di sh instead of ordering ·separate meals. It's less expensive and you 'll 
be able to sample a wider variety of foods. Also, ask for chopsticks 
if they are not provided. The waiter will explain how to use them . 
Customarily, it is soup and not tea that quenches thirst throughout 
the meal. Beer is now a common beverage as well . Second choice 
is rice wine or dry white wine. Happy eating~ 

Q. Thanks for your explanation of no-faul t auto insu rance. Can you 
tell me if there is any way to save money on my premiums? B.D., 
Sea/1/e, Wa . 
A. One way to save on both auto and homeowner insurance is to 
use as high a deductible as you can afford. This reduces the cost of 
your premium, but provides protection against large losses you really 
can't afford to pay yourself. On the other hand, you must pay for 
smaller claims that fall within the deductible amount, so weigh the 
risk involved carefully before making a decision . 

Q. With the cost of home heating fuel rising, I'm looking for ways 
to boost the efficiency of my gas furnace. Do you have any advice? 
CD., New Haven, Ct. 
A. Extra insulation, double windows, heavy drapes and thick carpets 
all help reduce the heat load. Install separate switches and thermostats 
so rooms can be heated only when used. Be sure thermostats are 
hanging straight on the wall. If they are not level , the system will 
turn on and off in an undesirable pattern. If you are having problems 
with your furnace maintaining correct temperature, you may save on 
the cost uf a repairman by checking this yourself. Thermostats located 
near doorways and stair wells are often accidentally knocked 
off-balance. 

Flue dampers prevent loss of heat from gas furnaces, but must be 
installed by a qualified furnaceman. Improperly installed, they can 
cause fires, explosions or let carbon monoxide into your home. Ask 
your utility company for advice on selecting the right type for your 
system. 

Q. After reading about hot tubs in your September issue, I thought. 
my family might enjoy having one; but friends have told me that some 
people have died as a resu lt of the hot water. Is this true'! R .P., Chapel 
Hi/!, N.C. 
A. Yes. A couple in Cal iforni a were found dead in their hot tub, 
and authorities suspect that there may be other unreported cases as 
well. An investigation revealed that the couple had heated their tub 
to ll4° F (46°C) and that they had been drinking . The combination 
of alcohol and excessive heat caused death. 

Doctors and manufacturers recommend temperatures of 102°-I04°F 
(39°-40°C), but even these cannot be endured for more than 20 
minutes without risk of heatstroke. Ordinarily, your body begins to 
sweat in order to maintain the normal internal temperature of 98.6° F 
(37°C), but when you are submerged in water, the perspirat ion can't 
evaporate. As heat builds up, your body attempts to disperse it by 
diverting blood to the capillaries. Less blood is available to provide 
oxygen to the brain, and the hear t must pump faster. Coma and death 
can result. 

Anyone with cardiovascular problems should avoid soaking in hot 
water. Alcohol a lso increases the strain on your heart (even if it is 
normal) , and disturbs the heat-regulating mechanism of your brain. 
Irreversible liver and kidney damage may also result from excessive 
exposure to heat. 

After bathing in your hot tub, be sure to replace lost fluids to avoid 
feeling tired or faint , but don't use alcohol for this purpose. Your hot 
tub will provide your family with hours of pleasant relaxation if you 
use it safely. 

Q. I was recently asked to extinguish my cigar on a flight to New 
York . Since I was seated in the smoking section , this seemed unfair. 
Have most a irl ines banned pipes and cigars? H.L., Houston. Tx. 
A. Many airlines have banned pipes and cigars, Including Allegheny, 
American, Delta, Northwest Orient, North Central, Texas 
International, TWA, United and Western. Both Braniff and Eastern 
confine pipe and cigar smokers to the last two rows of the smoking 
section. Continental seats them at least two rows behind the 
non-smokers. Pacific Southwest and Piedmont a lso have special 
sections for these passengers. Most airlines will request the pipes or 
cigars be extinguished if a non-smoking passenger compla ins.

With the growing popularity of wood­
burning stoves more Kentuckians are 
becoming part-time lumberjacks, cut­
ting their own firewood for the winter. 
Many are unfamiliar with the chain saws 
they use. Too often, accidents and in­
juries are the result. 

Edsel Moore, manager of the 
Department for Human Resources 
consumer product safety branch, 
estimates that 1,000 Kentuckians will be 
injured this fall while cutting firewood. 

"Chain saws by their basic nature can 
be very dangerous," says Moore. "In­
juries related to chain saws tend to be 
much more severe than injuries related 
to most other consumer products. 

According to Moore, the element most 
common in chain saw accidents is the 
inexperience of the operators. Improper 
use of the machines and chain saw "kick­
back" are implicated in most of these 
injuries, he says. 

Moore explained that kick-back is a 
sudden jerk in an upward and backward 
motion that usually happens when the tip 
of the saw strikes something or becomes 
jammed in the wood. He says the chain 
saw industry is working on a voluntary 
standard aimed al preventing chain saw 
kick-back . 

"It is most important that anyone sho 
uses or plans to use a chain saw carefully 
read and observe certain precautions. A 
person who does not understand the 
instructions or precautions should 
consult someone who is knowledgeable 
about chain saws," says Moore. 

Moore listed a few rules to follow to 
help prevent injuries: 

<1 l Do not use a chain saw in wet 
weather . It is hard to get good footing on 
wet ground. 

(2J Never hold a chain saw over your 
head. 

(3) Do not use a chain saw that is too 
small for the job. 

(4J Buy or rent equipment with built-in 
safety features and do not remove or 
modify those features . 

<5J Always wear goggles or safety 
glasses. 

<6 J Keep safety in mind when selecting 
work clothes. 

<7) Never use a chain saw while a lone . 
Having someone around to help can 

prevent many accidents as well as save 
your life if an accident happens. 

(8J Avoid distractions. 
(9 ) Make sure the chain saw is in good 

mechanical condition . 
(10) Take breaks often to prevent 

fatigue.

The most common buying club charges a membership fee which 
entitles the buyer to purchase products from a catalogue or showroom. 
Since overhead is low, prices may be lower than those offered by 
discou nt stores. 

Format and services vary widely. Some clubs offer lifetime 
memberships with the provision that a member will receive a 
commission for each new member he or she recruits. Other clubs 
receive coupons instead of discounts for purchases. The coupons are 
redeemed for money, which the club invests for its members. 

While not a buying cl ub, a referral service arranges discounts at 
stores for large organizations such as unions or alumni groups. The 
service charges a small fee . 
Some communities organize their own co-op buying clubs. Members 
pool money and then take turns buying food, appliances, or other 
items. The club can obtain substantial discounts by buying wholesale 
and paying cash. According to the Cooperative League of the U.S.A. 
in Washington , the co-op works best with about 30 fami lies. 

· Despite their attractiveness, buying clubs can be hazardous. Here 
are some tips: 

• Check carefully the time limits, cancellation provisions, and 
"exclusive territory" sti pulations. Who is responsible, for example, if 
a merchant withdraws from the club after a member has paid a fee 
for what is now .unavai lable merchandise? 

• Avoid excessive membership fees. High dues cancel the savings 
from discount prices. 

• Consider the cost of transportation and shipping charges as well 
as the loca tion of the showroom. Many showrooms are difficult to 
reach. 

• Check the club's selection. The variety of items may be lim ited 
or the goods offered may be ones that you do not need. 

• Credit is rarely avai lable. 
• Do not rely on list price when calcula ting savings, since list prices 

arc rarely used these days.· Find out the factory price or compare the 
price with that offered by a discount store. 

Watts Up 
Motorists know there is an energy crunch, but houseware and. personal 
ca re products manufactu rers apparently do not. Top on this year's li st 
of new electric gadgets is yet another "better mouse trap." Billed as 
a more effi cient method of mouse control, the device features a 
"no-touch" design for easy disposal. 

Other new electric and battery-powered products include: 
• A zoom make-up mirror that has a dial for close-up, normal and 

far-away renections. 
• A mahogany and brass electric shoe shine- chest. 
• A battery-operated tooth polisher to remove dental stain and 

plaque. 
• A hand-held, ba ttery-operated kitchen whisk for eggs, creams and 

dressings.

Listening To Your Ears 
Often people will say they hear a "ringing" in their ears. Ringing, 
crackling, blowing or clicking sounds are all very real, whether or not 
anyone else hears them. Tinnitus, the med ical name for disorders that 
produce these noises, has many causes. Here are a few: 

• A build-up of cerumen (wax.). If you try to dig it out with a 
cotton swab, you tnight tear the delicate eardrum. Let your doctor 
remove the waxy plug with a warm water spray. 

• Infections of the middle ear, which may require a nti biotic 
treatment or surgery. 

• Allergies. 
• Sudden changes in atmospheric pressure, such as occur during 

flying. To relieve pressure when flying, chew gum or swallow 
repeatedly. You also can pinch your nostrils closed and blow gently 
through the nose. 

• A loud noise, or prolonged exposure to loud music. 
• A blow on the ear. 
• Conditions which may come with aging- hardening of the arteries 

or high blood pressure. 
• An enlarged Eustachian tube. Eustachian tubes feed a ir from the 

throat -to the middle ear. 
• A muscular tic or quiver in the soft palate in the rear roof of 

the mouth. 
• Development of a shunt (new passageway) between an artery and 

a vein; this may be a sign of hardening of the arteries. 
• A bony growth . 
• Drugs. Antibiotics and aspirin are among the medications which 

may produce ringing in the ears if taken in excessive doses. 
· Remember-the ear is very delicate and complex.. If you have a 
persistent noise in your ear, consult an otologist or ear specialist. 

Sun Sense 
Summer's here and you would like to have a golden t11n, but you're 
worried about sunburn, aging and discoloration of the skin-not to 
mention skin cancer . 
. The truth is, you can have your sun and enjoy it, too, as long as 

you do it in moderation . Sensible tanning requi res that you expose· 
yourself gradua lly. It takes time for the outer -layer of skin to thicken 
and produce melanin, the brownish skin pigment that develops into 
a tan and protects against sunburn. Follow this sun schedule for 
maximum tanning with minimum burning. Your tan cycle (melanin 
production) will peak in about two weeks. 

Skin color ~inutes of exposure to sun 

day 1st 2nd 3rd 4th 

Fair-light 15 20-30 25-35 30-40 

~edium 20-30 . 25-35 30-40 35-45 

Dark 40 45 50 so 

After the fifth day, use your judgement and watch for redness or 
skin irritation. Avoid the hours between noon· and 2 p.m., when the 
sun's rays are the strongest. 

Use a sunscreen to keep out ha(mful ultraviolet rays. Look for 
products which contain para-aminobenzoic acid (PABA) or salicylates. 
Sun blocks, which contain benzophenone, will protect very sensi.tive 
skin. Products which don't list any active ingredients are only lot10ns 
or oils and offer no special protection. Some more skin care rules 
are: 

• Apply extra sunscreens to sensitive areas- eyelids, ears, etc. 
• After sunning, use a moisturizer . 
• Dcn't be fo~led by cloudy days. You can still burn. 
• Don't think black skin doesn' t turn. It does, though not so 

easily. . . . 
• If you're taking medication, check with your doctor to see If 1t 

might make your skin extra sun-sensitive. 
• Don't assume that a beach umbrella, gauzy clothing or water will 

protect you from the sun's damaging ,·ays . 
• Don't use sun reflectors. They can give you a bad burn.

The first step in monitoring your child 's television fare is to fi nd 
out what shows he watches- so the two of you can negotiate a viewi ng 
schedule. To help parents control their children's TV habits, the 
Na tional PTA issues a twice-yearly publication, TV Program Review 
Guide, that evaluates prime-time telev.ision shows based on reports 
from thousands of PTA members across the country. The guide also 
gives parents some suggestions on how to rate television shows by 
themselves. For example: 

• What kind of lifestyle is presented on the show'1 

• Do the characters provide positive role models who help broaden 
your child's awareness of the world? 

• How are connicts on the show resolved- through dis~:ussion or 
violence?

The council 's report was received 
recently by the state department for 
Human Resources. It contains 36 
projections and recommendations for the 
1980-82 biennium.

governor, stated that if the medical' 
assistance standard had kept up with 
inflation, a family of four could now earn 
up to $424 per month and still qualify for 
assistance . 

Instead, the current standard adol{ted 
in 1974 allows· a family of four to q!la\ity 
only if its monthly income ls less -tharr 
$317. 

During the intervening five years, 
inflation has reduced the actual buying 
power of that income to $237. 

Eligibility standards for medical 
assistance are based on the Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children · 
program and by federal law cannot 
exceed 133 percent of the AFDC stan- · 
dards. · 

The council 's report concluded that the 
AFDC standards must be raised in order 
to compensate for inflation and .maintain 
a program that will benefit the needy . 

According to Human -Resources 
figures, the cost of upgrading the 
program to present cost-of-living levels 
could cost the state as much as $13.4 
million . This would exclude any 
provisions for additional programs or 
inflation, state officials said. 

Recommendations by the advisory 
council are used by the department to 
develop policy , budgets , regula tons and 
other matters relating to the Medicaid 
program.

"Most of Kentucky is served by 
television stations outside the state, and

KET has arranged for high school 
history and journalism students and 
teachers to tabulate and report election 
returns from local precincts. . 

" We hope to have at least one teacher 
from each county who will phone in the 
election returns from his or her county," 
said Webb. "Teachers have the option of 
sending their students to the precincts, or 
going to the courthouse to collect and 
tabulate the results."

Basketball Report.· Allen Central Cats Bounce Hazard 
In 19 to 14 Thriller By KENNY HIC'E 

Howard Wallen enters his fifth season 
at the helm of the Rebels with three 
starters returning from a 23-12 record 
and a second place finish in the 58th 
district tournament. As preseason polls 
start popping up, Allen Central is ex­
pected to be in the top five of 15th Region 
teams. 

Says Coach Wallen : 
"We have some good, young prospects 

to go along with our veterans. I'm 
worried now about the development of 
the young players' as far as their strength 
and stamina are concerned. If we car 
have a team that can take the endurance 
of a long season against the competition 
we face, we will be a team that can 
compete but not dominate . There are no 
dominating teams in the 15th Region this 
year. For the first time in three years we 
have a region where a number of teams 
are pretty good and are able to com­
pete." 

While Wallen is concerned with the 
youngsters beneath the basket replacing 
two starters, Ralph Caudill and Keith 
Harris, and a top reserve, Kenny Van­
derpool, he enjoys a guard corps that is 
as good as any in the mountains. 

Phil Slone (6ft. sr.) enters his third 
year as a starter. The Rebs' leading 
scorer a season ago (24 points per game) 
is closing in on the Central career scoring 
record . A summer weightlifting program 
has given Slone added muscle to go with 
his quickness. The key for P hil to have 
another successful season is to stay 
healthy. Ankle injuries sidelined him a 
couple of weeks last season. 

Mark Martin (5-11, sr.), like Slone an 
All-Regional performer last season, has 
been a starter since midway through his 
freshmanseason. The deft passer, 
playmaker already holds the Central · 
career assist record and he set a single 
season record with more than 200 last 
season . Mark has gained upper body 
strength through the summer by lifting 
weights . 

Jeff Bailey (5-10, sr) earned a starting 
spot in the three-guard offense last 
season. The har'd-working Bailey might 
be the quickest man on the Rebel team 
this season. Jeff provides long r ange 
shooting punch with the ability to dr ive, 
and, like Slone and Martin , averaged in 
double figures last season. 

Claude Allen (5-9, sr.) could be the 
most improved player on this year's 
squad . Allen brings still more quickenss 
to the Rebel backcourt, and the ability to 
bomb .consistently frorri the outside 
makes him most effective against a zone 
defense. 

"The key to whether we're going to be 
good or solid contenders depends on the 
inside game. I feel confident in the four 
guards . They can play with anybody 1n 
the region , but guards can't win by 
themselves. We Jack exceptional 
strength under the bucket and we lost 
three strong rebounders last season. The 
potential is there (on the front line) it's 
just how fast they come along," Wallen 
noted. 

Randy Conley (6-4, jr.) started in 15 of 
Central's g·ames last season. Randy has 
quickness and determination that made 
him a good rebounder last season and his 
fine shooting touch gives the Rebs needed 
scoring inside. He can play forward or 
center. 

Three youngsters from the jayvees, 
Bruce Mullins (6-4, soph . ), Wally 
Riden& (6-1, soph.) and Gr eg Davis (6-2, 
sr.) are " hard workers who need some 
varsi ly experience," according to 
Wallen. The highly touted Mullins has a 
good shooting touch and legged over 300 
varsity minutes last season. Ridener and 
Davis could give Central muscle inside. 

Central has three sophomores who 
could see action as the season 
progresses. Steve Lafferty (5-10) plays 
smal) forward and Tommy Dingus (5-11) 
and tony Jones (5-8) are a fine guard 
duo. 

Central's schedule is impressive. The 
Rebels play defending state champs, 
Lafayette, November 21 in the first round 
of the Bluegrass In vita tiona! at 
Lexington Catholic. On December 7 the 
Rebs play last season's 8th Region 
runners-up , Scott County, as part of a two 
game road trip that includes Mt. Olivet 
on the 8th. On January 4 Central plays 
Monticello in the first round of the 
Pulaski County Invitational. February 8 
Central plays at Ashland, defending 16th 
Regional champs who are expected to be 
ranked in the top 10 statewide. Later in 
February the Rebels host last year's 16th 
Region runners-up, Ashland Holy 
Family. . 

The schedule is tough, the guards are 
solid, Conley is the only proven player 
under the basket and Wallen's team will 
be able to compete. But as he said, there 
are no dominating teams in the region .

• Check out your school's guidance office or your college's career 
planning office. Many schools set up their own internship programs 
with alumni or community organizations. These programs may be your 
best bet since they may be limited to members of your school. College 
students should consult professors, faculty advisers or department 
chairmen for details on companies that may sponsor internships in 
your field of study. To apply for internships, you may have to complete 
an application form, submit letters of recommendation, include a 
transcript of your grades and write a short essay. 

• Initiate your own internship. Write to a person at a company or 
organization for which you'd like to work. Explain your interest and 
ask how you might apply for an internship. If you're interested in 
television, you might write to the News Director at your local TV 
station, for example. And, don't be a prima donna: Emphasize your 
enthusiasm and willingness to do anything. It may pay off. Later, when 
hiring time comes around, that bank or newspaper may only be too 
happy to put an eager intern on the payroll. 

Getting The Message 
Just because you 're away from home doesn't mean you want to forget 
about it. AMERICA CALLING is a unique service that enables 
students traveling throughout Europe to receive messages from 
relatives and friends in the U.S. 

Messages sent to you through the AMERICAN CALLING service 
are published- in code form- in four consecutive editions of the 
International Herald Tribune which is printed daily in Paris and 
distributed throughout Europe.

A Sound Deal 
How you plan to use your tape recorder should determine which type 
you buy. Out of many available models, the three major types are 
cartridge, cassette and reel to reel. Each can be bought as a 
self-contained recorder, which will record as well as play, a player, 
which plays recorded tapes but can' t record, or as a "deck" which 
lacks amplifiers and speakers and is plugged into a home music system. 
High fidelity instruments of this kind are stereophonic, but the most 
compact battery-operated recorders are usually only monophonic. 

Cartridge players are used in auto stereo systems, at home and as 
portables. An eight-track cartridge plays four pairs of stereo tracks 
in sequence. The tape is an endless loop, and therefore it needs no 
rewinding. One cartridge holds the equivalent of a 2-record album. 
Cartridge recorders wind forward only. 

Cassettes contain 2 small reels on which the tape travels. Playing 
times are commonly for 30, 60 or 90 minutes . The tape should be 
rewound after each use. Cassette recorders have both fast forward and 
rewind capability. They are ideal for recording speech, but they don't 
make high-quality music recordings. 

Reel-to-reel uses reels 7 lf2'' in diameter which must be threaded by 
hand . Professionals and serious sound hobbyists use it because of its 
high fidelity and its ease of editing and splicing. It is more costly 
than other types and it's not portable. 

No Sweat 
Are antiperspirants really effective? 

ln a recent test by the Food and Drug Administration, non-aerosol 
brands were found to be effective for most people, if used daily. ln 
order to pass the test, the antiperspirant had to produce at least a 
20 percent rQ.duction in perspira t ion in at least half the users 
tested. 

The testers, however, were not satisfied with aerosol antiperspirants. 
The FDA is concerned about the adverse health effects, ranging from 
minor skin irritation to lung da mage, that may result from exposure 
to the aluminum chlorohydrate used in sprays. These studies are not 
conclusive, however; and aerosol products will continue to be sold until 
their harmful effect is conclusively proven. 

Getting A Grip On Luggage 
With so many people t raveling these days, luggage is getting careless 
handling. So durability is essential. Softsided luggage is popular 
because of light weight , but it can rip or tear unless it's made of strong 
ma terial. N ylon is the strongest of man-made fibers. Expanded vinyl 
is weak. The thicker the materia l, the better. 

Leather is the best natural ma terial. Look for uniformity in leather 
thickness, a good finish and the absence of cracks around pockets and 
other expanded areas. Hardsided or molded luggage may look 
expensive, but it may not hold up wel l if it's not well made. Cardb?ard 
or other weak material mea ns certain damage later. Good hards1ded 
luggage protects contents best. 

H ere a re some further t ips if you' re looking for luggage: 
• C heck the stitching. Double and tight stitching lasts longest. 
• Buy a one-handled bag. H andlers often grab a two:ha~dled bag 

by one handle, causing excessive stress a nd eventual nppmg. 
• A combination lock will discourage pilferage better tha n a key 

lock but don't leave combination set at 000. Thieves try this 
first. 

• Unlined models a re easier to maintain and less likely to be 
damaged .

Turkey Incident 

State and local healh officials are 
continuing an investigation into the sale 
recently of a truckload of stolen and 
possibly contaminated .turkey parts in 
Perry county. 

Perry county health officia ls have 
advised buyers of the turkey to freeze the 
product and refrain fr!Jm eating it, said 
Don Dixon, manager of the state Bureau 
for Health Services environmental 
sanitation branch . 

Preliminary information indicates the 
turkey drumsticks were purrchased by 
individuals and are not being resold in 
area reta il outlets, Dixon said. 

The 37,500-pound shipment was stolen 
last week enroute from Texas to 
Virginia. It was to be exported to Egypt. 
Police have arrested two suspects-­
including the driver of the truck--in 
connection with the incident. 

Police said tw6 men reportedly sold the 
30-lb . boxes of turkeys directly from the 
truck for 10 cents a pound. The bar gain 
price apparently a ttracted hundreds of 
persons to the com munity of F usonia, 
and the turkey was sold in one day, Dixon 
sai'd. 

Among the purchasers was the Perry 
County Board of Education, which 
bought 3,000 lbs ., a pparently for use in 
local school cafeterias. Local authorities 
have quarantined that allotment. 

Perry . county health en-
vironmentalists, John Summers, said the 
turkey is believed contaminated because 
samples he observed were discolored and 
rancid . 

He said the boxes a r e labeled " Pla n­
tation Beauty Frozen Young Hen Turkey 
Drumsticks." 

The processor of the turkey, P la ntation 
Foods Inc., of Waco, Tex., had hired an 
Ohio trucking firm to ship the cargo to 
Norfolk, Va ., for sale to a business in 
Alexandria, Egypt, Dixon said . Records 
indicated the shipment left Texas on Oct. 
15.

Pre-Winter Car Check 
Advised by Brandenburgh 

"A pre-season vehicle check-up now 
can avoid a substantial check later for an 
accident or emergency road service," 
Commissioner Kenneth E. Bran­
denburgh of the Kentucky State Police 
warned drivers recently' 

"Time and money spent today to get 
your car ready for winter could be the 

. best investment you can make for your 
family's security and your own peace of 
mind during the months ahead," he said. 

Brandenburgh said a winter " safety 
check" too many drivers consists of a 
tune-up, an oil change and a grease job. 
"While these are important for depen­
dable starting, it is even more important 
to check those other items that have a 
direct bearing on driver safety. " 

BRAKES-A grabbing brake can lock 
one wheel ;md throw your car into a skid. 
Have your brakes checked if you feel that 
your car pulls to one. side when making a 
stop on a dry pavement. 

TIRES-Good treads are important at 
any time of year, and especially when 
pavements are slippery. Snow tires are 
of little or no help in stopping on ice, but 
they do increase pulling ability in loosely 
packed snow. Studded tires improve both 
stopping and pulling ability on ice. 

TIRE CHAINS-Reinforced tire chains 
provide the ultimate in both stop and go 
traction for deep snow and glare ice 
conditions. Be sure they are in your trunk 
and ready for use. 

HEATER-DEFROSTER SYSTEM­
The defroster should be capable of 
clearing fog and frost off the windshield 
quickly. If. it isn't functioning properly a 
new thermostat may be needed or the 
control mechanism may require ad­
justing. 
LIGHTS-Headlights~ taillights and 

directional signals must be in perfect 
working order. Clean snow, slush and 
winter road grime off all lights regularly.

The Kentucky Energy Regulatory 
Commission has fined three Floyd county 
utilities for not filing 1978 annual reports 
with the commission. 

H.S. & G. Drilling Co., of Martin, Johns 
Creek Gas and Water Co .. of Auxier , and 
the Leslie Oil & Gas Lease, of Prestons­
burg, have each been fined $500 for 
failing to file the reports. The reports are 
basically financia l reports. 

The commission requires utili ties to 
file the reports by March 31 each year. 

The utilities' representa tives did not 
appear at a Sept. 25 commission hear ing 
to explain why they had not filed their 
reports, although they were commanded 
by subpoena to do so. 

Another utility, Magoffin Gas Co., Inc. , 
of Salyersville, also did not file by March 
31 but was represented at the hearing. 
Magoffin Gas was given a 15-day time 
extension and has since filed its r eport. 

In addition to imposing the fines, the 
commission ordered the three utilities to 
file their reports within 30 days af ter the 
Sept. 25 hearing.

Although most people regard the dog 
as man's best friend, the lowly goose 
should also be considered as a contender 
for that title, according to a new book for 
bird lovers published by the National 
Wildlife Federation. This noisy but 
versatile bird once saved an ancient 
civilization, helped settte America, and is 
a shrewd, courageous, valuable addition 
to any barnyard, the book says. 

The goose 's story is told in "The Gift of 
Bir:ds, •·• a 176-page anthology of bird 
legends , poetry , facts, color 
photographs, and paintings. 

As one of our oldest domesticated 
birds, the goose has a place in ancient 
Roman history. Legend has it that in the 
2nd century, A.D., the Gauls swept 
through Italy, driving back the Roman 
armies until only a single garrison was 
left to guard Capitoline Hill in Rome.

America civilization owes much to 
this domestic bird, too, according to 
''The Gift of Birds. " Many a Conestoga 
wagon moving west had on board at least 
two of the birds, which provided feathers 
for beds and comforters, and fat for 
butter, lard , and a soothing ointment for 
the aching bones of pioneers. One goose 
egg could feed two people and the 
delicious, dark meat was nutritious. The 
loud honkers also warned of the approach 
of Indians, wolves, and coyotes. 

Geese are still' used as watchdogs. In 
Dumbarton, Scotland, 70 or so white 
geese guard about 30 million gallons of 
whiskey, valued at over $900 million. Any 
intruder would be greeted with a fanfare 
of hissing and honking. This web-footed 
security force has been found to more 
effective than dogs, people, or 
mechanical devices. They work for free, 
don 't drink the scotch, and even lay eggs. 

Geese are good farm workers, too, 
reports ''The Gift of Birds." About a 
million of them weed fields of cotton, 
pot a totoes, corn , aspa ragus, 
strawberries, and other crops grown 
across the U.S. A pair of geese can clear 

an entire acre, eating only gr ass a nd 
weeds . A dozen or so do the work of one 
skilled person with a hoe, and are much 
more economical. 

Although there are 40 differen t kinds of 
geese, the most common are the wild 
Canada goose and six domestic breeds 
which developed from the wild graylag. 
Many naturalists believe that the goose 
has lost fewer of its original charac­
teristics in more than 4,000 years of 
domestication than any other bird or 
mammal. 

The goose is a hardy animal, with 
powerful senses of hearing and sight, and 
often lives to the age of 40 or so. And 
while chickens stop laying eggs at about 
age three, the goose is still going strong 
at age ten or more. It is also a plucky 
bird, attacking with its shar p bill a ny 
creature that threatens its goslings. 

Silly as a goose? Whoever coined that 
phrase obviously never spent any time 
with geese, according to "The Gift of 
Birds," which notes that the animal is a 
"loya:l helper and friend ." For example, 
the book cites the case of one gander 
which led his aged, blind mistress to 
church every Sunday, "taking the hem of 
her dress to direct her." He clipped the 
grass in the nearby cemetery during 
services, then guided her home again.

Some of Kentucky 's hunting seasons 
have already opened and the rest of them 
are just around the corner . With the 
many different opening and closing 
dates, it's sometimes hard to keep track 
of everything. 

So here's a rundown of opening and 
closing dates for this year's hunting , 
courtesy of the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

SQUIRREL--Opened Aug. 18, will run 
through Oct. 31 ; reopens Nov. 15, closes 
for gun deer season <Dec. 1-3) ; reopens 
Dec . 4 and continues through Dec. 31. 

RABBITS- Nov: 15 through Nov. 30, 
Dec. 4 through Jan . 21. 

QUAIL- Nov. 15 through Nov . 30 and 
Dec. 4 through Feb. 17. 

GROUSE- Nov . 15 through Nov. 30 and 
Dec. 4 through Feb. 29. 

F ORBEARERS <trapping and hun­
ting l-Nov. 15 through Nov. 30 and Dec. 4 
through J an 31. 

DEER nongbow and compound bowl­
Opened Oct. 1, will run through Nov. 9; 
Nov. 13 through Nov. 19 and Dec. 4 
through Dec . 31. 

DEER <gun l Nov. 10 through Nov. 12 
and, in cer tain zones , Dec. 1 through Dec. 
3. Check complete regulation. 

DOVES- Opened Sept. 1, will close 
Oct. 31; reopens for a short season Dec . 8-
16. 

DUCKS- Nov . 21 through Nov. 25 and 
Dec. 7 through Jan. 20. 

GEESE, RAILS AND GALLINULES­
Nov . 12 through Jan. 20. 

WOODCOCK AND SNIPE- Oct . 6 
through Nov. 30 and Dec . 8 through Dec. 
16. 

FROGS-opened May 15 , will close 
Oct. 31. 

FALCONRY - Small game hunters 
may begin hunting with birds of prey 
Nov. 1 and continue through the regular 
seasons for the species sought. 

Remember that these dates are for the 
statewide seasons . Certain wildlife 
management areas or federal in­
stallations may have different dates or 
other special regulations, particularly 
for deer or waterfowl hunting. 

For limits , information on and other 
regula tions, or for a list of public hunting 
areas, write the Division of Public 
Relations, Depar tment of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources , 592 East Main , 
Frankfort, Ky. 

" Although the deer poaching problem 
in Kentucky is far from solved, I do feel 
that the situation has improved somewhat 
during the past year," says Steve Yontz, 
assistant law enforcement director for the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources . 

The 1978 legislature can take a large 
measure of the credit for this im­
provement. It provided much stiffer 
penalties for those convicted of poaching: 
up to $1 ,000 fine plus court costs , up to one 
year in jail and loss of hunting privileges 
for up to three years. Courts can also 
confiscate all equipment, including 
vehicles, used in poaching cases. 

Judges around the state have also 
helped greatly by demonstrating their 
will ingness to impose maximum or near 
maximum penalties, according to Yontz. 
Last year three men convicted of illegally 
killing five deer paid fines and court costs 
totalling more than $16,000-the most 
severe penalties ever handed down in 
Kentucky for game law violations . 

There were several other instances of 
$1,000 fines and one automobile was 
confiscated last year, Yontz says. In 
addition, the hun ting privileges of ap­
proximately 40 violaters were suspended 
for deer poaching or other game law 
violations. 

"After a judge imposes a maximum or 
near-maximum fine or two, we can see a 
definite drop in poaching activity in that 
district," Yontz says. " It 's still too early 
for any definite assessment, but our 
biologists tell us that Kentucky's deer 
herd is growing, and I believe that we can 
credit at least a part of that growth to the 
increasing number of heavy fines ." 

However, Yontz adds, if poaching were 
curbed even more, the growth of the deer 
herd would be more drama'tic. Before the 
new law went into effect, biologists 
estimated that the illegal kill at least 
equalled, and probably exceeded, the 
legal harvest of deer in Kentucky. 

Poaching has been a primary reason for 
Kentucky 's short seasons a nd one deer 
per year limit. Cur tailing this illegal 
activity could mean longer seasons or 
more liberal limits, according to game 
biologists. 

"The fact that the district judges have 
shown the courts do care about protecting 
our wildlife resources is heartening not 
only to our officers in the field but to the 
hunting public as well," Yontz says. "We 
hope that citizens who care about wildlife 
will be even more willing to report 
suspected illegal activity, particularly 
spotlighting, to their county conservation 
officer or to any other law enforcement 
agency."

1979 Refund Checks

Louisville, Kentucky- The Internal 
Revenue Service <IRS) released the 
names of those Kentucky taxpayers for 
whom IRS is still holding undelivered 
1979 Federal tax refund checks. Some 
refund checks belong to individuals, 
others to businesses. 

According to IRS, most of these checks 
remain undeliverable because taxpayers 
have moved and left no forwarding ad­
dress with the U.S. Postal Service . Other 
taxpayers may have changed their 
names and-or addresses . 

Some refunds may be held up because 
of errors or ommissi ns on tax returns. 
Also, some refund checks may have been 
lost or stolen. In this case, a tracer can be 
placed on the missing check. 

The IRS stressed that in all refund 
inquiries , a taxpayer should be prepared 
to provide name and address as they 
appear on the return, the actual name 
and address if different, the social 
security number or employer iden­
tification number, and the type of form 
filed. · 

Under most circumstances, an un­
deliverable refund check can be reissued 
to the new address and could be received 
within four to six weeks.
