Residence There
As Rent Raised

If there’s an emergency at Dewey Lake,
or if information of any sort is needed
from the reservoir manager at Dewey
Dam, don’t call after 4 p.m. because
nobody is there after thal hour Lo answer
either of the two telephones.

This situation, which has disturbed the
few who have learned that it exists, arises
from the fact that the reservoir manager,
Dean Murray, and his wife, who could be
depended upon to answer telephone calls
and answer to requests of help at any
hour, day or night, no longer live in the
government-owned building near the
dam.

The Murrays last month vacated the
residence there which they had occupied
‘all the 19 years of his service as reservoir
manager, Why? The rent was too high.

Two attractive dwellings were built
near the dam in 1948 for the reservoir
manager and his assistanl, presumably to
make their residence near the dam possi-
ble and to have them in position to answer
to all types of emergency. But in 1978 the
rent jumped 130 per cent. They lived with
that raise but when they learned another
rent increase of 7.67 per cent would arrive
this month, Mr. Murray moved into a
trailer on his farm, 17 miles away. His
assistant, maintenance man Wade Did-
dle, moved oul earlier—more than a vear
ago—and now lives atl Auxier.

Meanwhile, the U.S. Corps of
Engineers’ Huntington district office has
assigned Lt. Frank Kretchmier to the
reservoir as military assistant,

And Li. Kretchmier occupies one of the
vacated residences—rent-free.

Yet the lieutenant cannot answer lo

“emergency calls. His dwelling is on a par-
ty line, not on the lines assigned to the
dam, ;
. Responding to an inquiry by The Times,
Murray admitted he cannot afford to pay
the higher rent and utilities which run
from $400 to $450 a month. ‘I just don't
make that kind of money,” he said.

Asked if he could explain the change in
Corps policy, which provides that the
Dewey Reservoir project no longer

Valley’s Oldest Newspaper Burns

The 95-year-old Big Sandy News, the
valley’s oldest newspaper, was one of
three Louisa buysinesses which were
destroyed by fire between midnight Mon-
day and daybreak Tuesday.

Two persons who were not identified
have been arrested on arson charges.
There was no estimate of the damage.

The blaze broke out in Cooper’s Depart-
ment Store in the Main Street block which
faces the Lawrence county courthouse
and spread to destroy the newspaper
plant and Hughes Jewelry Store.

Besides its composing and office equip-
ment and old letterpress equipment, the
newspaper lost its files of back issues of
the paper dating back to 1885. The old files
aren’t completely lost, however, since
they have been microfilmed,

With the jewelry store were lost many
current tax records in the CPA office of
Dan Howard who occupied the second
floor of the building.

Louisa firemen were joined by the fire
departments of Catlettsburg, Ashland,
Kenova, Ceredo and Fort Gay in a six-
hour battle with the flames.

Mrs. Curraleen Rice, a part owner of
the Big Sandy News, said she returned
home from Florida upon learning of the
fire, and that the News editor, Gene Mar-
vin, had “set up shop’' in her dining room,

told The Times Tuesday morning. *“We're
-not going to let you beat us.” (Mrs. Rice
referred to The Times' unbroken publica-
tion schedule, despite a fire which
destroyed ils entire plant here a few years
ago.)

Martin Council Votes
Action vs. Commission

Stung by the failure of the city's water
commissioners (o appear before lhe coun-
cil as direcled, Martin cily council voted
last Wednesday to take legal action or
“‘other steps’ to force Lhe commission’s
compliance.

“We need to see where the waler
system’s money. is going to,” 8aid Coun™s
cilman J.R, Kev, who moved that the
council “go all the way" in an efforl to
compel the commission to open its
records for the council’s inspection. The
commission includes Ron Reynolds and
Roy Ratliff and is thought to include Den-
zil Halbert, although the circumstances of
Halberl's appointment are not clear.

Also unclear is the legal relationship
between the council and the commission.
“If the commission is independent of the
council,” Mayor Larry B. Hall asked,
“then how is it thal the city gels sued (by
the Environmental Protection Agency)
for the failure of the sewage system?"’

Responsibility for collection of garbage
in the city of Martin was also al issue
before thecouncil as residents complained
of poor service and asked if they might
contract for trash removal with indepen-
dent haulers. The Martin Sanitation Co.
was granted a five-year franchise to haul
garbage in the area last May, but some
council members this week guestioned
the legality of the order.

The franchise was never advertised
and, after initially trying lo prevent
others from hauling garbage in the cily,
Martin Sanitation owners Roy Ratliff and
Pete Grigsby, Jr. subsequently admilted
they could not do the job alone, said Coun-
cilman Raymond Griffith, Jr.

While the city could probably not
revoke the franchise on grounds of its
failure to advertise it, the contract might
be voided on the basis of the garbage com-

pany’s failure to live up to its terms, opin-
ed City Attorney John Caudill, On the
recommendatlion of Mayer Hall, the coun-
cil voted to have ils attorney check into
the legal status of the franchise and Hall
said that, in the meaniime, anyone was
free Lo conlract with homeowners for gar-
bage removal.

Council members questioned a number
of unanticipated bills incurred by the
previous city administration, including
$1359 for fire department plirchases from
Share Corporation. The bill included $593
for “‘car wash and wax"' for use on the city
fire truck.

A §50 monthly fee recently imposed by
Marlin Sanilation Co. on Sandy Valley
Senior Citizens, Inc, for trash removal ap-
peared unreasonable, said Mayor Hall,
who promised (he council's assistance in
having the bill adjusted. The non-profit
agency provides food and transportation
services to the EP. Grigsby Senior
Citizens Center in Martin. Although it
generates only one can of trash each
pickup, it is being charged 50 percent of
the fee for the whole housing complex,
said agency director Diane Cooksey.

Engineers responsible for censtruction
of the new KY 80 and its Martin access
came under fire again from nearby
residents who claimed that the condition
of the roads near the worksite damages
their cars and obstructs access lo their
homes. Mayor Hall advised the com-
plainants to submit claims for damages to
the engineers, Haworth and Associales

Flood-damaged lift stations in the city's
Sewage system have been pumped out
and Howard K. Bell Engineers are
preparing an estimate of the cost of
repairing the system. Hall told the
meeting

From the consumers, the agency hears
charges of rising rates and declining ser-
vice, From the operalors come charges of
arbitrary restrictions, unenlightened by
any appreciation of the technical dif-
ficulties or the costs involved in the TV
business. But, amid the charges and
counlercharges, one fact emerges clear-
ly: for many Floyd countians, television
1S & necessity of life.

A harried mother pleading for an im-
mediate hookup asks how she can other-
wise be expected to cope with her
children. The “‘right” to TV service in
unserved areas is debated with the same
solemnity as the rights to drinking water
and heating fuel. Images on the television
screen are, like bread on the table, no
longer a luxury but a staple.

For Paul R. Gearheart, president of

i ama

Tel-Com, Inc., meeting that need is the
challenge of a lifetime. Providing TV ser-
vice, he insists, should be seen not merely
as calering Lo people's dependency on the
tube bul as satisfying their hunger for
communication, education and entertain-
ment.

It is a legitimate need, he argues, and
one that has been rightly recognized by
the Carter administration and the federal
agency which guaranteed loans to his
firm late last vear in the amount of $2.8
million. With the backing of the Rural
Electrification Administration, the
cooperation of the regulatory agencies,
and patience on the part of consumers,
this region will enjoy TV service of un-
precedented quality within two vears, he
predicts.

The first phase of his ambitious pro-
gram; to cosl $640,000, will see Lexington
signals beamed here from Jackson by
microwave and a sophisticated ‘‘master
head end™* at Martin eapable of receiving
microwave, salellile and “'off air"' signals
with remarkable discrimination.

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BLUSTERY MARCH,
THE MAN'S MONTH

(UK College of Agriculture)

In Anglo-Saxon folklore, March, the
namesake of Mars, god of war, has been
called “"Man’s Month.™

Why? We do not know and folklore does
nol explain. Maybe it is because March is
so full of biuster, as some men are. Or
maybe, as some menfolk would like to
believe there is so much rugged work Lo
be done outdoors thal requires a man's
muscle

But be that as it may, March is high
time to gel oul and get going on the farm
and in the garden. Remember that your
county Extension agenl has the latesl [ar-
ming and gardening information from the
University of Kenlucky College of
Agriculture.

It is time lo mend the fence and plant
hardy vegetable seeds such as beels,
spinach, radishes, sallet peas, irish
potatoes, and onion sels. It is a good
month, too, to set out strawberry palnls,
azalea bushes, holly trees, and all manner
of evergreens. And, if the job hasn’l been
done already, it is time to finigh pruning
in the orchard and to apply dormant
spray to control scale insecls,

During the inclement days of March,
and there will be some, it will be a wise
and humane thing to do lo make some
bluebird and martin boxes and put them
up in strategic places around the old
homestead. Place bluebird boxes on posts
around the garden fence and martin
boxes in open spaces away from where
the family car is parked.

To agree with the declarations of poets,
March is the best month of the year in
which to gel up early in the morning. Inno
other month are the sunrises more vivid
or spectacular or the matins of resident
birds more beautiful. These sunrises
unhindered by the foliage of trees are all-
revealing and symbolize all the wonderful
hopes of spring—a season that becomes
more evidenl with each passing morning.
Without intentions of getling into the field
of metaphysics, it is easy to believe in the
Resurrection and all that it involves on a
warm morning in March.

As with all other months of the year,
many, many superstitions surround the 31
days of this third month. Melted snow
water gathered during the month, accor-
ding to one old medical superstition,
makes the best hair toni¢ in existence
Water from melted snow that falls in
March will sprout hair, even on a turnip.
Or, so it was said. To be effective, though,
this *‘tonic” must be applied at the time of
the rising mon

Imbibing sassafras lea is another ritual
once pracliced as religiously during the
month as religiously during the month as
taking the annual dosage of sulphur and
molasses. Sassafras tea during the month
guards against “'spring fever," a malady
that often besets citizens lacking in elbow
grease. Stump water gathered and bottled
from hollow black oak trees cut down in
March for firewood, was deemed a
specific for "'summer compalints™ that
often beset folks of the hinterlands in July
and August. (For the benefil of those of
the younger generation, ‘‘summer com-
plaint' was a euphemism for "'backdoor
trots” which doctors now refer to as
diarhea).

Along with its superstitions and such,
March also has ils legends and one of the
most - interesting is this: In Medieval
times there was a belief that the 17th day
of the month marked the start of the
deluge which was the Biblical flood, On
this day, says the legend, Noah took his
family and all the animals inside the ark.

And such, is the portent of March,

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The Figures Require Analysis

Television has—for better or worse—become an important
part of life for most Americans. To a majority it rates in impor-
tance along with food, clothing, fuel.

In fact, meetings in this county of governmental units to con-
sider TV reception and its cost regularly attract heavier public
response than almost any meeting held to consider the absolute
necessities. Rates for natural gas, electric power, telephone ser-
vice and the like continue to climb—without any great public pro-
test. But increases in TV costs invariably encounter the stiffest

sort of opposition,

It becomes apparent that the Floyd County TV Commission
has important and demanding duties to perform in its attempt to
claim for the public satisfactory service from franchised televi-
sion transmission systems and at the same time control the cost
of such service without unjustly penalizing the supplier.

The Commission finds itself in the position of a small-scale
Public Service Commission. Only, it lacks the fact-finding
facilities possessed by the PSC; has no rate analysts, no profes-
sional help for the study of the cost and income data submitted in
order to determine if, indeed, justice between the parties calls

for higher or lower charges.

Those who have invested in these cable systems and who pay
for labor and materials at inflated figures cannot maintain their
services at the low rates we all would prefer to pay. They
deserve a reasonable profit on their investments. At the same
time their customers deserve protection from profiteering.

No arbitrary decision for or against the system owners will
solve the problem or problems. The facts must be known, then
given careful consideration, before action of any sort can serve
the purpose for which it is taken.

That would indicate that the Commission—which is presumed
to have been created to sit squarely between transmitter and
receiver, to deal justly with both—needs impartial professional
advice in analyzing the cold figures that, to date, are generating

only heat,

Gearheart, who received the first REA
loan guarantee awarded in the country for
rural TV distribution, was one of 300 ap-
_plicants for the contract. ‘I guess I was in
the right place at the right time,"" he says
of his good fortune,

More than luck appears responsible,
however, for the steady expansion of this
soft-spoken entrepreneur in the com-
munications field over the past 37 years.
Born on Toler Creek 54 years ago,
Gearheart bought the Roberts-Olga
Telephone Company from his grand-
mother in 1953. The company—itself suc-
cessor to Mud Creek’s original phone
company, begun by B.F. Elliott in
1909—then had 67 subscribers. Today, as
the Harold Telephone Company, its
subscribers number 4800.

Gearheart moved into the TV business
with the purchase of Russell Stratton's
system, at Betsy Layne, in 1965, It served
22 customers. Other purchases followed
over the years—Clark and Ratliff’s at
Stanville, Inland Steel's at Wheelwright,
Homer Cecil's at Harold—until today the
Tel-Com network embraces some 20
systems serving 6000 customers in Floyd,
Pike, and Mingo (W.Va.) counties.

Gearheart is not without his critics, in-
cluding those who fear that his talent for
expansion carries a threat of monopoly.
As many as say his TV system is too big
say his phone system is loo small, And he
is notoriously difficult to provoke, turning
aside criticism with docile responses
recenlly characterized by a fiscal court
magistrate as artfully “'silver-tongued.”

He is anything but artful, Gearheart in-
sists. His motivation he says, is un-
complicated. “‘1 have no education, no
talents. I'm building a TV system because
I'want to do it and it needs to be done. And
I enjoy working."”

After rejecting an offer by Little to
restore Channel 5 by dropping yet another
channel, the court voted to require the
operator lo restore the system “‘the way
it was."" Despite considerable confusion
as to its meaning, and over Little's objec-
tion that it ignored the technical limita-
tions of TV transmission, the motion car-
ried on the votes of Magistrates Ed
Caudill, Hershel Hamilton and Kenneth
Roberts.

(Following the decision, Little im-
mediately discontinued three channels,
leaving only enough to satisfy the
minimum requirements of the franchise
ordinance. Counly Attorney Turner said
this week that he would seek a circuit
court order enjoining the operator to
restore the services cut off last week, as
well as the two channels previously
disconnected, and preventing him from
charging more than $6 monthly until such
time as Channel 17 is restored.)

Roberts led an attack on Tel-Com Presi-
dent Paul Gearheart during consideration
of a commission recommendalion to ap-
prove sale of the Phil Hamilton system to
Tel-Com and a request by Gearheart for a
$10 fee for customers served by Tel-Com's
Martin tower. After hearing one Hamilton
customer laud the service of Lowell Con-
ley, who operates a TV system in the Gar-
rett area, the court disapproved the
transfer of Hamilton's franchise (o Tel-
Com, urging the operator to negotiale
with Conley instead.

The court voted to instruct the cable TV
commission to fix at $7.50 the upper limit
of monthly TV service rates in the county,
a move that would roll back the present
$9.00 charged by Tel-Com and approved
by the commission in view of Tel-Com’s
offering its Martin tower customers three
Lexington channels. On the advice of
County Altorney Arnold Turner Jr., Tel-
Com will be offered the opportunity for a
hearing on the proposed roll-back.

Paul Butcher, owner of Big Sandy TV
Cable Co,, will be asked to serve about 30
Little Paint families presently without TV
service. Representatives of Big Sandy TV
Cable and Flanery and Dingus will be ask-
ed to appear before the court to discuss
which company should be responsible for
serving Abbott Mountain residents.

To residents of David, who complained
to the court of coal trucks speeding
through that town and asked that coal car-
riers be required lo cover their loads with
tarpaulins, Judge-Executvie Bill Wells
replied that the legality of such an or-
dinance is guestionable. Meanwhile, the
court tentatively approved a proposal by
Branham and Baker Coal Co. which
would reduce the volume of coal traffic
through David.

Coal being mined at the head of Open
Fork, tributary of the Lefl Fork of Middle
Creek, which is presently hauled down
Brushy Fork and along KY 404 to
Branham and Baker's David tipple, could
be-hauled down Open Fork if the county
allowed the company to upgrade and
maintain the Open Fork road, company
officials said. The courl voled to accepl
the proposal, pending a discussion of the
matter with Open Fork residents

Road concerns were voiced by residents
of Stephens Branch, above Marlin, the
left fork of Big Branch, off Little Mud
Creek, Long Branch of Bear Hollow, in
the East Point sectlion, and Howard
Branch, near Garrett.

The court will further investigale a
dispute among Stephens Branch
residents, some of whom want the old
county road there kept open and some of
whom want it closed. An effort will be
made to include Long Branch in the coun-
ty roads program, but the county can do
nothing for the Big Branch road unless
residents there grant right-of-way, accor-
ding to Judge-Executive Wells. Claims by
Hershel Slone, of Howard Branch, that he
has been damaged by county road con
struction there, are without foundation,
according to Magistirate Kennelh
Roberts

Custody Battle
Begunin Indiana
Shifts to Floyd

If a district court trial scheduled here
Tuesday reaches any definite conclusion
it will end for an Indiana man a legal
odyssey begun months ago in Ft. Wayne,
Ind. and exlended to this section of Ken-
tucky.

The plaintiff is Donald D. Clawson, a
forklift operator in Ft. Wayne for Interna-
tional Harvester. His trip here this week
was the third made to Kentucky, and he
has spent more than $2,000, he says, on
legal fees and travel.

The defendant is his ex-wife, Phyllis
Williams Clawson.

The offense—in legal terms, criminal
confinement, but more commonly known
as child-snatching

Al stake in the legal battle is custody of
their children, Paul Edward, 9, Angelea
Renee, 8, and Tina Sue, 6. Clawson says
they were laken from his home by his ex-
wife or some of her relalives last August,
eight months after he won custody of
them.

A warranl was later issued for the
mother's arrest by an Indiana court. It
was sent to this county, but weeks passed
and she was not arrested.

Parental child-snatching is not an
unusual offense, and officials don'l get
overly excited about it, Bul the sheriff’s
office here denies it has been fool-
dragging on thejob of serving the Indiana
warrant. Deputy Sheriff Randall Lewis
said Mrs. Clawson has been moving back
and forth in Knott and Floyd counties so
much thal she has been hard to find. But
last week a complaint against her by
District Judge Harold Stumbo was serv-
ed, leading to the hearing date set for
Tuesday.

During all this the father has become in-
creasingly frustrated. “I live by the
law—why doesn’t the law work for me?"
he wants to know,

He contacted a Fort Wayne attorney
who advised him to employ an attorney
here. Assistant County Attorney Eric Hall
is representing him in this county. He ask-
ed the U.S. attorney in Fort Wayne for
help, but that official’s office informed
him that they don't get involved in
domestic matters.

He called the mayor's office at Fort
Wayne, the governor's office at
Frankfort, the altorney general's office in
both states, even the office of Indiana
Senator Birch Bayh.

Sorry, they couldn’t help.

Clawson has borrowed money from his
parents as he continued the fight to get
legal help.

Now, if the hearing is finally held here
this week, he may be in for a fight. His
former wife's mother was quoted last
week as saying he daughter will fight the
case on the grounds that the children want
to be with their mother and that Clawson
is an unfil father.

Regardless of what happens, the In-
dianan vows he won't snatch the children
back. “I'm determined Lo gel my children
back legally,” he said. “I'm determined
to do it the right way."

State Divorce Law
Amendment Approved

The Senate lasl week gave its approval
to a House Bill which amends state
divorce law so the 60-day wailing period
for testimony applies only when there is
controversy involving minor children.

Current law requires a 60-day wail in all
cases involving children, regardless of
age.

House Bill 42 was passed in the Senale
after a floor amendment was approved.
The amendment added the word
“minor.” Without the amendment the
waiting period could be mandatory even if
the *‘child" was 35 years old, said Sen.
Clyde Middleton (R-Covington), who
made the motion for the amendment.

The Senate also passed House Bill 134
with a floor amendment. The amended
bill allows a deputy county judge-
execulive to preside at [iscal courl
meetings bul prohibits the depuly from
voling, Before amendment the bill pro-
hibited the deputy from presiding when
the judge/executive is absent.

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Tailor The Product To Fit The Consumer
L

All of us, at one time or another, feel
like we are simply numbers in a
world of computers which program
our lives for us. We are told to buy
this car or that hair dryer. Then we
are told that this car is unsafe and
is being recalled, or that hair dryer
is dangerous and will cause cancer.
What's a consumer to do?

Are we humans even considered
when a new product is being
developed?

Well, we are. In fact, thgre has
been a trend in recent years to make
consumer safety and comfort the
main objective. _

For instance, Renault developed
an ad in which a diagram of the
human body was the focus. The idea
was to show the parts of the body
that would ache if you didn’t drive
a Renault. The car’s ride was
considered to be its outstanding
feature, Everybody must remember
Earth Shoes from a few years back.
They were supposed (0 be the best

things for your feet since the
moccasin. Again, comfort was the
focal point.

So the human element is definitely
a factor behind consumer products.
Comfort, safety, efficiency, health
and reliability are of major concern
to the designer. In fact, there is a
science which is concerned with just
these things: ergonomics. Basically,
it is the science of making products
compatible with the human body.

Human factors efforts in the
United States started during World
War Il to answer guestions about
equipment use and physical abilities.
Behavioral scientists—psychologists,
physiologists, biologists—conducted
tests at military bases and universi-
ties. The work became known as
ergonomics, meaning the measure of
work.

Basically the same work is being
carried on today, but it has been
broadened to include a wider range
of elements such as consumer
products. Kodak became one of the
first companies in the United States
to establish a human factors group
within its company. Initially, Kodak
was concerned with the problems
created by physically stressful jobs.
Eventually, the range of work was
expanded to include the human
factors evaluation of a number of the
company's products.

In 1957, an organization was
developed in the United States to
concern itsell with understanding
how humans interact with machines,
environments and each other, Called
the Human Factors Society, it is still
in existence today. The society
supports the development of working
and living environments which are
comfortable and safe.

The National Bureau of Stan-
dards (NBS) within the U.S.
Department of Commerce is greatly
concerned with consumer products.
For over 75 years, the NBS has dealt
with consumer product safety and
product performance.

Their objective is to provide both
the designer and the consumer with
fair and consistent information. The
NBS has a Center For Consumer
Product Technology in which engin-
eers, physicists, chemists, operations
research analysts, behavioral scien-
tists and other specialists work
together to evaluate consumer
products. The engineers, for exam-
ple, are primarily concerned with
design—does the product do what it

is suppose to do? Behavioral scien-
tists, on the other hand, are
concerned with understanding the
behavior and physical abilities of
product users and the methods of
applying such knowledge to product
design.

For example, a few years ago,
there was question raised as to the
portability of portable televisions. If
a television has a handle and is
considered “‘portable”™ under the
terms of the product’s warranty,
why, al times, should it require two
persons to carry it? The NBS delved
into this problem. They tested people
of both sexes at various age levels
and came up with a maximum

‘reasonable weight that any portable

object (not just a television) should

Like it or not, our society is
becoming more technological every
day. The trend cannot reverse itself.
But, ultimately, products are
developed for only one purpose—to
serve man. With this purpose in
mind, we need to design our future
around man, taking into account his
values, his ideals, his needs. The
human factor will never fade away.
As long as there is life, there is
complaining.

Maxey Flats Poses
Continuing Problem

About $4 million is being requested for
work at Maxey Flats during the rest of
this vear and over the bienmium, accor-
ding to a budget proposal submitted at a
joint Appropriations and Revenue Com-
miltee hearing today.

The Department of Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection is re-
questing $885,000 for the year ending June
30 for the work at the site, with $1,736,000
requested for 1980-81 and $1,379.500 re-
quested for the following year.

The request includes about $380,000 for
each year of the lwo-year budget for
Dames and moore to manage the former
nuclear waste disposal site. Bob Berlin, of
the couseling company, said that thus far
they have raised the height of the dam
around the storage ponds holding con-
taminated water, covered the ponds with
plastic sheets, corrected some erosion
problems and revegetated some of the
area

A longer term solution for the site, he
sadi, would invelve pulling contaminated
materials in concrete containers and
burying them. Currently he said, an
evaporator is being used to dispose of the
contaminated water, although it would
take fourteen years to completely dispose
of the water with the evaporator

Jack Wilson, acting commissioner of
the Bureau of Environmental Protection,
said that before shori-term measures
were instituted, ponds at Maxey Flats
were about to overflow.

However, he explained, “We're neo
longer accumulating water for the
evaporator faster than we can dispose of
it."" He said it was unlikely that need for
the evaporator would be eliminated in the
next few years,

The department's request for work at
Maxey Flats includes $1.2 million for con-
crete caps for trenches containing
radioactive materials; $30,000 to repair
and overhaul the evaporator; $55,000 for a
demineralizer to improve Lhe capacity of
the evaporator; $55,000 for a building for
Dames and Moore employees lo change
in; and $1.3 million for capital construc-
tion at the waste dump.

Mel Fry, assislant direclor of the hazar-
dous materials division, warned that
there was no short term resolution to pro-
blems at Maxey Flats which received
nuclear waste from 1963 until May 1977
Even if there were a perfect tent over the
nuclear waste dump, there would still be
several million gallons of contaminated
water al the site, he said. Futher, he ex-
pected no improvement in the situation
during this biennium, although the pro-
blem could maybe improve in the next
two-year period.

Secrelary of Natural Rebourws Jackie'
Swigart was equally pessimistic. When
Rep. Buddy Adams (D-Bowling Green)
asked whether the state would have %o
spend money for maintenance at the site
each year she replied, ‘'as long as we're
all around.”'

The commitliee also looked at the
disposal of other hazardous waste. Roger
Blair, director of the division of hazar-
dous materials, said the department was
hoping to develop a full-integrated, hazar-
dous waste management program and
stated, “We (Kentucky) either get into
the business...or else we will get into a
valley of the drums situation many times
over."

Rep. Pete Worthington (D-Ewing) took
exception to Lhe suggestion that the state
might allow a hazardous waste dump in
its borders. He said he was concerned that
the state would ‘'get right back into
another Maxey Flats” with chemical
rather than nuclear waste

Blair responded that he was “‘not sug-
gesting that we as an agency rush pell-

mell into waste disposal,” but said that
the state could not have primacy in ad
ministering hazardous waste regulations
as long as current law requires legisiative
approval of disposal sites

Wilson said whal he feared most was
that state industries could be damaged if
other states refused to accept Kentucky
industrial waste and there were no
disposal sites in Kentucky

Currently the state is operating under
interim regulations or hazardous waste
disposal which expire Thursday, Blair
said. He said that Gov. John Y. Brown Jr
would be asked to extend the regulations
by executive order until June 13, Propos-
ed permanent regulations would be sub-
mitted to the Legislative Research Com-
mmision this week, Blair said

Overall, the Department of National
Resources and Environmental Protection
is requesting about $19.2 million in addi-
tional funds over the next two years. For
1980-81 they are asking for $30.8 million
and for the following year $33.1 million
This year they are budgeted to receive
$22.4 million

Pressed by legislators to pinpoint what

No More Smallpox?

The Department for Human Resources
on Feb. 8 advised health proflessionals to
stop giving smallpox vaccinations. The
department no longer will store smallpox
vacein and has instructed local health
departments to destroy any current sup-
plies

The actions were taken in anticipation
of an announcement this spring by the
World Health Organization that the
disease has been eradicted worldwide.

Dr. C. Hernandez said thal for the
general popuiation there are no current
medical indications for smallpox vaccina-
tion anywhere in the world. Only
laboratory workers exposed to smallpox
cultures hould get vaccinations, he said
Hernandez is director of the Human
Resources preventive services division.

In Kentucky, mandatory smallpox vac-
cinations for schoolchildren were dropped
in 1972, he said. He said that some physi-
clans are giving vaccinations for treal-
ment of recurring cold sores which, like
smallpox, are caused by a virus. Her-
nandez said he believes the value of the
practice has not been proven

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Arabian Horses: Pleasure
And Investment

By Carolyn Jones

More than 160.000 Americans own
300.000 Arabian and Half-Arabian
horses. Although this ancient and
refined breed of horse often carries
a high price tag. and continucs to
appréciate in value much like real
estate: 60 pereent of the Americans
who own Arabians are middle class
familics earning less than $30,000 a
year. Such people are often referred
lo as “backyard owners™ and they
have found owning Arabians to be

an affordable hobby which some-
tmes becomes a successful small
business.

One sound investment most

owners of Arablan horses make is in

a piece of land on which to~keep:

their horses. Whatever the outcome
of their interest in horses, their land
and the improvements they have
made on it will eventually be worth
many times what they paid for it

Backyard owners sometimes get
starled by being creative and
flexible, Mark Goff of Farmington,

New Mexico, was 19 ‘when he
decided he wanted his own Arabian
horse. He leased an Arabian mare
which belonged to someone else,
agrecing to feed and care for the
horse for two years while she
produced two foals. One foal he
would keep. the other would belong
to the mare's owners. He then
invested $350 in a stud fee.

Qut of that minimum investment
he acquired a beautiful Half-
Arabian filly. (“Actually she is 7/8
Arabian.” he explains, "but unless a
horse is purebred. it has to be called
a Half-Arab.") He raised and

“rained the horse and eventually she

won many prizes at local and
regional horse shows. Recently he
was offered $10,000 for the horse,
which is now 7 years old,
Creativity is apparent in the plan
some other Dbackyard owners
developed 10 enable their two
children to own and show Arabian
horses. They bought a house on five

acres, built fences and stalls, and
advertised themselves as a boarding
stable. The two teenage children do
all the work of caring for the 10
horses on the place in exchange for
the privilege of owning two horses of
their own. The boarding income is
enough to meet all the expenses
associated with the enterprise.
Some professional Arabian horse
breeders eagerly bid against one
another at beautifully staged nation-
al Arabian auctions 1o obtain a

“particular horse with an outstanding

pedigree or a prestigious show
history., Such horses routinely sell
for $135.000 and more...In a
Scottsdale,  Arizona auction last
winter, one horse sold for
$160.000.

But even professional breeders are
aware that they are more likely to
be successful if they pay attention to
less flashy horses. One woman
breeder who owns 60|Arabian and
Half-Arabian horses says she keeps
several “‘bread and Butter” mares
around. She describes dne such mare
as a good quality Half-Arab that she
picked up for $1000. In cight years
she sold the mare’s Toals for $13.500,
and eventually sold the mare for
$1500.

Hobby or business, 1t makes no
difference in the amount of ap-
preciation owners of Arabians
express about the breed

The horses are unusuvally friendly
animals, because of their heritage of
living within the tent houscholds. of
the nomadic Bedouins. and their
versatility stands out at  every
Arabian horse show. Often the same
horse will compete in such diverse
classes as the elegant English
high-stepping Park Horse and the
Western Pleasure Horse, or even the
Working' Cow Horse

The horses particularly seem to
enjoy the Native Costume Class, the
one class that reallv sets Arabian
horse shows apart from others. In it,
the horse and rider are costumed te
resemble a scenc from the Arabian
Nights, with jeweled and tasseled
tack for the horse and coordinated
flowing robes for the rider. Some of
the participants in. the native
costume classes labor painstakingly
to ¢reate their own costumes. Some
even import authentic Bedouin gear,
and some spend up to $5000 having
the costumes made by experts.

Arabians are especially successful
in evenls requiring endurance,
probably because they are equipped
with wide flaring nostrils and a large
lung capacity. One southwestern
rancher who uses Arabians exclu-
sively says they outlast other breeds
consistently, working day after long
day during round-ups without a day
off Lo rest.

Owners say there is something
magical about an Arabian horse. His
distinct arched neck, high 1ail
carriage, small, delicate wedge-
shaped head and large eyes set him
apart from other breeds and
somechow bespeak his proud and
ancient lineage.

Tax Plan Said
Fairer, Simpler

Two proposals aimed al making income
taxes fairer and simpler are the subjects
discussed in two studies released this
month by the Kentucky Council of
Economic Advisors,

The papers provide sound, analytic
background oh piggybacking Kentucky's
income tax to the federal income tax and
indexing the state's individual income
tax, said Dr. Charles Renfro, acting ex-
ecutive director.

Piggybacking means allowing the
federal government to collect and ad-
minister the state’s individual income
tax, “The lwo primary benefits of pig-
gybacking are simplicity for the taxpayer
and cost savings for the state,”" notes the
study, which was written by Ray Ware, a
cerlilied public accountant.

Taxpayers and employers would save
time by making calculations and filing a
single, combined federal and stale tax
form, the study noted, Piggybacking also
would result in lower slate administrative
costs because the stale’s need for process-
ing returns, providing taxpayer
assistance and auditing returns would be
eliminated.

Under a piggybacking agreement, the
state would receive collected taxes
through the federal government every
third business day. unless the state
agreed (o less frequent intervals

The study notes that there are several
potential problems with piggybacking.
The stale would lose some of its
autpnomy, since procedures and rates
would have to be adapted to federal stan-
dards. Conforming to federal standards
would shift some of the tax burden o
higher income groups, since the federal
income tax is more progressive, and the
different methods of calculations might
affect state revenues, the study indicates.

There is also a possibility that tax
records would be less accessible, Ware
wrote.

Indexing the state's income tax would
alleviate the inflationary bite on the tax-
payer's real income, notes the study
prepared by William Stober, chairman of
the Department of Economics at the
Universily of Kentucky, and Don Sould,
professor of economics at the University
of Kentucky

As salaries are adjusted to compensate
for inflation, laxpayers are pushed into
hgher tax brackels. ""Thus, even if a tax-
payer's before-tax money income keeps
pace with inflation his-(or her) after-tax
real income, or purchasing power, will be
reduced, ’ the study states

The inflationary impact counld’ be
counteracled by relating Lhe dollar
amounts of the lax rate brackets, the per-
sonal credit or the standard deduction to
the inflation rate

Full indexing, which involves compen
sating all [actors. ideally would keep the
percentage ol income going o laxes cons-
tant, despite inflation, the study noles
However, that situation is unattainable
unless the federal income tax is also in-
dexed

“The reason is thatl the inflationary in-
crease in income causes a more Lhan pro-
portionate increase in the federal income
tax and, as a consequence, the wedge bet-
ween laxable income for federal Lax pur-
poses and taxable income lor state in-
come laxes widesn,"” the study slates

The study explains that this would pre
vent state tax revenues [rom keeping
pace with inflation

Taxes could also be partially indexed by
adjusting one or two of the tax [actors
such as brackeis, credils or deductions
Although a partial index would not give as
much protection Lo the lower-income tax
payer, il would allow state revenues Lo
keep pace with inflation, the study con
cludes

The studies were prepared because
they relate to important policy issues that
are currently relevant to Kentucky and
the legislature, Renfro said

Collegé_TuitiOn
To Rise by Fall

There will have to be a tuition increase
al Kentucky universities next fall, ex-
eculive director of the Council on Higher
Educalion Harry Snyder said al a
legislative hearing

After the meeling Snyder said he would
ask the council lo increase luition at all
state institutions except community col-
leges. He said he didn't know the exact
amount of the increases to be requested,
but he would ask that state tuition be
brought up to levels of benchmark or com-
parable institutions.

Speaking at a joint Appropriations and
Revenue Committee today, Snyder said
most of the increase would come at the
Universily of Kentucky and the Universi-
iv of Lowsville, He said the proposed in-
crease could be considered as early as the
February meeling of the council and not
later than April

He said the state institutions are in {air-
Iy good shape on out-of-state tuitions, but
that in-state university tuitions were
lower than benchmark institutions.
Hewever, he said, tuition at community
colleges are above benchmark levels. Up
to this point, he said. the council has
deliberately tried to keep tuition low
reckoning that the best form of student
aid was lower tuition

While he said it was difficult to predict
the effect of an increase on revenues,
since student aid and enrollments could
be affected by an increase, he expected
higher tuitions to result in about §10
million in addilional money over the bien-
nium. -This increased revenue was not
reflected in the budget proposal submit-
ted by the council, he said.

Milk-Pricing Law Subiect of Debate

A Senale subcommitlee Wednesday
heard more opposition than suppor! for a
bill abolishing the state milk marketing
law’s prohibition of selling milk below
cost.

The measure, Senate Bill (SB) 88,
which is sponsored by Sen, Tom Easterly
(D-Frankfort), would change the
membership of the Milk Marketing and
Anti-Monopoly Commission, the six-
member panel which regulates the stale’s
dairy industry. It also would end the re-
quirement for retailers to post their milk
prices with the commission

Earlier this week the A & P grocery
chain was fined $4.000 by the commissien
for selling whole milk below the $1.83
minimum price the commission feels is
cost level. Such a product sold below cost
and used to lure customers into a store to
buy other items is called a “'loss leader.”

According to Easterly, lhe 20-year-old
milk marketing law interferes with free
enterprise. "It’s wrong for state govern-
ment to be involved in any respect in the
pricing of retail goods,"” he said

“We got along very well for 168 years
without this tlawl,"” said Easlerly

Easterly said the present milk
markeling law prohibils the sale of milk
products below cost. The criteria for
determining cos! lo a retailer includes not
only invoice cost bul every other cost in-
curred in the operation of a business, he
added

“They put in everything bul the kitchen
sink when they're talking about cost,” he
said.

En.»;i‘cri_\' said the present law is unen
forceable since the formula could be
devised (o figure the cosl of milk for dil
ferent tvpes of stores.

“The law is nonsensical. illogical. . You
finally end up injuring the consumer,” he
said

Easterly said presen! federal milk laws
provide “as much protection as needed
for the dairy farmer.” The federal milk
controls provide an adequate level of
return to the dairy farmer and processor,
while ensuring there is enough milk on the
retail market, Easterly said

Easlerly also attacked the milk
marketing commission, which is made up
of individuals connected with the dairy in-
dustry. "Having people from the dairy in-
dustry monitoring milk prices is like hav-
ing a fox monitor the chicken coop,” said
Easterly,

Neils Ewing, a member of the milk
markeling commission, said the 1960 milk
marketing law saved the dairy industry in
Kentucky

“Kentucky was a dumping ground™ for
cheap overabundant supplies of milk
from other slates in 1960, Ewing said.
Without the law, he added, oul-of-slate
wholesalers could provide low-priced
milk to Kentucky slores al a price no Ken-
tucky dairy could meet

Ewing also said the law ensures com-
petition among the dairy industry, In In
dianapolis, he said, where there is no
similar law, there tends to be less com
petition and milk prices run higher,

He supported his claim with figures
showing milk from the same processor
was being sold recently in Indianapolis
for $2 15 and $1,83 in Louisville

Ewing claimed the milk markeling law
prevents the takeover of small dairies by
“a few giant lirms."" He said since the law
was enacted in 1960, more dairies have
survived in Kentucky than in Indiana,
which has no such law

Paul Alagia Jr., an atlorney represen-
ting the Kentucky Farm Bureau, who
helped wrile the 1960 milk marketing law,
said il SB 88 were passed and milk could
be sold below cost, the effect ‘‘will hurt
Kentucky's productive capacity lo pro-
duce milk."

Alagia said Easterly's contention that
federal laws would protect the dairy
farmer is ‘a lot of poppy cock.. He's (the
farmer) not in the business to sell (his
milk) below cost.”

Hughes said if Easterly’s bill were pass-
ed, "“You'll crucify the dairy farmer in
Kentucky."

William Corum, a Madisonville dairy
products processor and distributor, said
passing Sb 88 and allowing the large chain
stores to sell milk below cost would put
*us oul of business."

Moré lestimony concerning SB 88 will
be heard by the subcommittee Feb. 25
According to the subcommittee chair-
man, Sen. Joe Wright (D-Harned), a
“non-binding recommendation” will be
made lo the Agriculture and Natural
Resources Committee based on the
testimony

Abandoned Junker
Can Bring Profit

“I can't see any car down there,”
worker yelled as he peered through the
brush inté an Eastern Kentucky gorge

Bul his supervisor threw a rock down
the hill, and it banged against metal

Lugging a log chain, the worker cul a
paleh through the briars toward the noise
A few minutes later, he hooked the chain
to the badly rusted [rame of an old car
and stepped back. The winch on a state
truck began to pull the paintless hulk up
the mountain

Similar scenes have laken place in 56
Kentucky counties since 1973 when the
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Prolection began ils
abandoned automobile removal project
Since then, the department has helped
remove 24,939 junk cars from public and
private land

Removal of the unwanted vehicles
solves more than one problem. The
vehicles often serve as a breeding ground
for mosnuitoes and a home of rats and
snakes. Children are sometimes injured
by playing in the wrecks. Property is
devalued by the clutter of junk vehicles

“It seems that any time an old car is left
along the side of the road, garbage ac-
cumulates,” said Enlow Cammack, field
supervisor of the abandoned auto removal
project, “After it fills up, they just keep
piling garbage around it. 1've never seen
a dump that didn’t have a junk carinit.”

For that reason, responsibility ior the
program was delegated lo the depart
ment's Division of Hazardous Material
and Waste Management Lili Palmore,
chief of the waste management seclion of
that division explained how the junk car
recyeling program operaltes

“First, a county judge requests that we
come in. Then we do a ‘windshield
survey,' driving around the county to see
if there are a lot of junk cars,"” she said. If
there are, the judge appoinls a civic group
to sponsor the project

Civie groups, such as the Knotl Cognly
Athletic Boosters, Wolfe County ﬁlgh
School Art Department, Ohio County
Band, Harlan Counly Jaycees, Livingston
County Senior Citizens and Hopkins Coun
ty Kiwanis Club do the legwork for the
program and reap the benefits

Club members locate old or gutted
vehicles and hunt the property owners to
obtain written permission to haul the cars
away

“Sometimes it takes a week of door
knocking to locate a car's owners,"
Palmore said. “It is nol an easy job."”

The clubs are required to find a
minimum of 150 vehicles before serap
dealers will show an interest in the pro-
ject. Most have no trouble meeling that
goal. For example, the McCreary County
Volunteer Fire Department found 750
Daviess County Band located 486
Hickman County High School Athletic
Club signed over 438. Bourbon County

Band members turned in 180, Mehlenberg
County High School collected 751. Floyd
County Velunteer Fire Department
disposed of 208. In two separate efforts,
the Jaycees and the Solid Waste Commit
tee of Pike County removed 2,150

After the group oblains release forms, il
must arrange for a central location to
store the vehicles

“Somelimes they ask a farmer to locate
a vacant lot to temporarily stack the
cars,”” Palmore said, "'Anyplace out of the
public eye and accessible to our trucks
can be used.”

Once the release forms are signed and a
storage place established, the state brings
trucks in. State funds pay the costs of
vehicle purchase and maintenance, the
full-time salaries of three program coor-
dinators and the wates of local [';P(:p!t‘

Beshear Proposes Steps
To Protect Consumers

Attorney General Steve Beshear today
outlined an 11-point legislative package
designed to protect consumers in the
areas of publi¢ utilities and insurance.

Some of the proposed measures have
already been introduced into the General
Assembly by Sen. David Karem
(D-Louisville)

Anticipating opposition to the proposals
from lobbying groups, Beshear said, “The
proposals we are making today are nol
designed to harm utility and insurance
companies.’”

“These proposals will not pul these
companies oul of business, nor will they
place any unreasonable restraints on the
conduct of their business. However, for
too long the laws in these areas have
given an unfair advantage to the com-
panies,’’ he said

The attorney general said he felt that
the proposed laws would strike an ap-
propriate balance between the com-
panies’ needs and the rights of Kentucky's
citizens

Nine of these measures unveiled by
Beshear dealt with the regulation of utili-
ty companies, which he said would
“prevent the seemingly uncontrolled cost
mncreases on the monthly utility bills of
every Kentucky consumer .

The nine utilily measures would:

Require all electric generaling com-
panies in Kentucky to warn their
customers when they are aboul to reach a
peak demand period. This would call for
the staggering of electric usage during
the peak demand periods, he said.

to restore “the State Road Fund'’s ability
to support county road programs’’ so that
counties can use their road departments
to full capability.

“Butl we're not asking just the General
Assembly to raise taxes. We are asking
that fiscal courts be given the authority to
impose a tax themselves. If the situation
in the county demands that more money
be generated, then fiscal courts across the
state are prepared to bite the bullet and
face our constituents.”

Fallin said the tax would be used
“‘solely for the purpose of road
maintenance' —nol new construction,
Revenue would be used where exisling
local, state, and federal funds are insuffi-
cient to meel road maintenance needs.

Recent reports by the Kentucky Depart-
mentof Transportation and the Task
Force on Transportation have emphasiz-
ed the funding problem Kentucky roads
are facing. The State Road Fund, accor-
ding to the Task Force, is facing an
average annual $450 million shortfall dur-
ing the next decade. This problem, Fallin
said, should not be worsened by county
demands for funds. Yet, he said, the
publi¢ should realize that counly roads
must also be maintained and improved.

Fallin spoke favorably of the state's
funding formula but pointed out the need
for additional funding. Last year, some
$58 million in state revenue went to local
governments for roads, including special
allocations and earmarked revenue.
Revenue is presently earmarked [rom the
9-cent-per-gallon gas tax (rural secon-
dary-2 cents; county aid-9 cents and
municipal aid—.5 cents.)

The county-state cooperative road pro-
gram, Fallin noted, has resulted in the
development of '‘well-trained, well-
equipped county road departments.”
And, he continued, the dwindling Road
Fund is hampering the ability of county
governments to utilize equipment and
manpower to full capability.

Former KyDOT Secretary Calvin
Grayson agreed with Fallin's assessment
of the problem and said, “‘The road

Recognizing the need [or additional fun-
ding for county roads, Grayson has said a
matching program similar to the federal-
state program should be developed. The
matching ratio, he added, should be 80
state, 20 county, Both Grayson and Fallin
note that many local governments are
already pulling up substantial funding
and agree that others could come up with
additional revenue.

Grayson says lhe addilional funding
would increase local responsibility and
would result in the development of better
local road programs.

Receipts [rom local sources for road
and street purposes for 1976 (latest year
available) amounted to $36.6 million, ac-
cording to KyDOT records. Local funding
has generally been on the decline.
General fund appropriations make up the
bulk of the local revehue. Other sources
are property taxes, special assessments,
registration fees, and traffic fines

New Disposal Rules

The Kentucky Division of Water En-
forcement has announced changes in the
use of Marine Sanitation Devices,
(M.S.D.'s)

Dewey and Fishtrap Lakes are
classified as non-discharge lakes accord-
to the federal Environmental Protection
tection Agency. On these non-discharge
lakes only Type 111 M.S.D.'s may be used.

~ATLype ILLM.S D.is one thal has a holding,

tank which stores raw sewage until it is
pumped out at a station on shore.

The pumping station at Dewey Lake,
Brandy Keg Dock, should be in operation
during the summer of 1980. Porta-pottie
devices which use plastic bags to store
sewage may be used by those persons who
do not wish to go the expense of having a
holding tank installed. But, the division
advises, Porta-pottie bags must be dispos-
ed of properly and the present Type 1 and
II M.S.D.’s must be made inoperative.

Checking of the use of proper M.S.D.'s
will take place during regular vessel in-
speclions, Violations of this statute are
covered under KRS Chapter 235.440.

These new regulations were effective as
of January 30, 1980. For a listing of ap-
proved Type III M.S.D.'s should be
directed to the nearest water enforcement
officer: Rodney Holbrook, Box 156, W.

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Senate Seeks Stiffer Corruption Penalties

Two measures that would increase the
penalties for state government corruption
and allow the allorney general lo pro-
secute such cases were passed oul of the
Senate Wednesday.

One measure, Senate Bill (SB) 118,
sponsored by Sen. Mike Moloney
{D-Lexinglon), would make official
misconduct in the first degree—now a
Class A misdemeanor—a Class D felony.

Official misconduct in the second
degree , now punishable by a maximum of
one year in jail and a $500 fine, would

carry a penally of up lo five years in

prison and a $5,000 fine

Official misconduct in the second
degree would be punishable by a max-
imam fine of $500 and possibly one year in
jail.

The other measure, SB 119, also spon-
sored by Moloney, would allow the state
atlorney general lo prosecule cases in-
volving the unlawful obtaining of state
funds or property by state employees in
the Franklin Circuit Courl

Moloney said the bill would not require
the attorney general to prosecule welfare
fraud cases.

He said the bill only affects fraud com-
mitted in Franklin County. "No venue
change is imposed by this legislation,”
Moloney said.

SB 118 passed by a 31-5 margin, while
SB 119 passed 35-1.

The Senate also adopted an amended
resolution prohibiting the issuance of per-
mits by the Department for Natural
Resources for hazardous waste facilities
in the state until the General Assembly
can determine that such facilities pose no
threat to the state.

The original version of the resolution
had asked for a 90-day moratorium on the
construction of such sites,

According to Berry, the stale has been
mandaled by the federal Environmental
Protection Agency to develop a satisfac-
tory waste disposal plan,

Sen. Nelson Allen (D-Russell), who
sponsored the original resolution, said a
company recenltly filed for a permil with
the Departmenl for Natural Resources o
open a hazardous wasle sile in Lewis
County

The people there ""don’t want another
Maxey Flats in Lewis County,” Allen
said.

Other bills passed by the Senate:

—SB 1, sponsored by Sen. Tom Easlerly
(D-Frankfort), would require a county
name to be embossed on motor vehicle
registration plates. The bill passed 33-2

—SB 44, sponsored by Sen. Ed Ford
{D-Cynthiana), would create new sections
of the state statules concerning the ad
valorem tax. The bill would allow a coun-
ty clerk to remove a kien from a vehicle
transferred to a bonafide purchaser who
has no prior knowledge of the lien.

Ford said county clerks had “‘input™ on
the drafting of the bill. It passed 36-1.

—SB 147, sponsored by Sen. Bill Quinlan
{D-Louisville), would require the
Legislative Research Commission to
notify members of the legislature about
available reports and publications issued
by the state. The practice now is to send
the reports by mail Lo all members of the
legislature. *

Quinlan said the bill would save the
state 15,000 yearly on postage and handl-
ing costs. The bill passed 38-0.

—SB 76, sponsored by Sen. Joe Wright
(D-Harned), would prohibit feeding gar-
bage to swine. Wright told the Senate he
sponsored the bill at the request of the
Kentucky Pork Producers Associalion
The bill passed 30-6.

The Senate referred to the Banking and
Insurance Commiltee a resolution in-
troduced on the floor Wednesday by Sen
Georgia Powers (D-Louisville) that calls
for the First National Corp. of Louisville
lo discontinue its loan practices with the
Republic of South Africa

Primarily 2 student-run organiza-
tion with chapiers in colleges and
universities across the state, the New
York Public Interest  Research
Group wis founded in 1973 under
the' ' aegis of consumer advocate
Ralph  Nader. While NYPIRG
recognized the potential in studemt
activism. they were equally aware of
its pitfalls, .

“The NYPIRG organizers Knew
that to gain respect as a public
interest: group. thes would have to
produce results.” says Donald- K-
Ross. NYPIRG director. “To with-
stand the scrutiny of legislators.
industry and the news media.
NYPIRG work would have to be no
less than outstanding. It would have
to achieve the highest levels of
accuracy und excellence.”

Virld

The group assembled a profession-
al staff of over 100 organizers,
lawvers, reseachers. scientists,
administrators, teachers, graphic
artists and printers. They are
supported by hundreds of student
volunteers. During the  legislative
isession 1n Albany. student interns
arc hired as full-time lobbyists

The stafl is notoriously low paid.
Salaries are one-half to one-third of
those available in government and
private industry. But low pay has
worked as an effective political tool
on at least one occasion. -

In 1977, Ross testified before the
New York City Council’s Finance
Committee 1o protest the S0% pay
hike councilmen wanted 1o vote
themselves. A councilman  asked
Ross what he earned. Ross. a former
Peace Corps volunteer and MNader
associate, replied S9800.

Thirty Bags of Garbage

NYPIRG is a multi-issue organ-
ization. They wre concerned not only
with consumer protection, but also
with energy policy, ‘environmental
preservittion.  government  accoun-
tability, political reform and social
Justice.

Tactics run  the gamut  [rom
litgation (o grass rools organizing.
Occasionally their colorful strategy
ciatse some to accuse the organiza-
tion of reveling in publicity. For
example. students at the NYPIRG
Buffalo chapter mailed 30 garbage
bags of old beer and soda cans
individually wrapped-—to protest the
governor's epposition 10 a bill that
would require a mandatory deposit
on bottles.

NYPIRG's real battles. however.
are in the courtroom. Unhke many
government groups such as Common
Cause or the League of Women
Voters. NYPIRG 15 willing 10 go 1o
court, They have litigated issues
from unit pricing to lulus (stipends
legislators receive for holding leader-
ship posts). In 1978, NYPIRG
conducted eight major lawsuits
Litigation is costly. particularly for
an operation like NYPIRG. whose
budget runs about $500.000 a
vear.

Not everyone would agree that
NYPIRG has been completely
successful in living up 1o their goal.
as Ross said. of achieving the
“highest levels of accuracy and
excellence.”

“The problem with them is they're
superficial,” claims one state official
involved with NYPIRG litigation.
“So many ‘of their lawsuits don’t hit
the right question or don't hit the
question right.”

A c¢ase in point is a suil
challenging the financing of the
South Mall. the monumental office
complex: erected in Albany by the
late Gov. Nelson Rockefeller.

“They are 12 years wo late.”
protested one state official.

The mall had already been buillee
To. change its financing. some said
would ‘only result in even higher
costs: such litigation should have
been pursued when the mall was fjrst
proposed.

Ross disagrees. He believes gover-
nors will think twice before trying 1o
avoid the legislature through tech-
nicalities to build buildings the
legislature clearly does not want.

Research and Education

Besides litigation. NYPIRG also
conducts extensive rescarch  on
consumer issues. Recent pamphlets
(availuble 1w the public free or for
a nominal fee) include guides to the
state  open  meeting  law. state
freedom of information law and
property tax, laws.

The organization likes 1o stress its
educational role. Students. with the
help of the professional staff. learn
resenrch and advocacy skills as they
produce the publications. hitigation,
testimony  and  other work of
NYPIRG

*The visible end product of most
NYPIRG projects is  something
tangible, such as a booklet, a legal
brief or a picce of legislation,” states
the 1978 NYPIRG Annuitl Report.
“But the learning that accompinics
the production, the sense of power
thut comes when people realize they
can make o diffcrence. is alse
important.”

Not onlyv does NYPIRG support
a hall’ dozen student interns during
the legislative sessionin Albany cach
veir, but  the organization also
sponsors courses  al  dozens  of
colleges and universities across the
state. In some cases, students receive
academie ¢rédit for their work

Although it is a statewide orgun-
ization.. NYPIRG in recent vears
has targeted projects to_meet the
specific needs  of localities:  tax
assessment  procedures in Albany.
redlining in Brooklyn and water
pollution in Poughkeepsic.

Typical of NYPIRG's work is its
battle to make small claims court the

“people’s courts”™ they were intended

to be.

Your Day In Court

Small claims courts handle thou-
sands of daily squabbles; between
consumers and merchants over
damaged goods or poorly performed
services, between landlords and
tenants over unpaid rents or unre-
turned security deposits. Depending
on the state. the cases involve 3150
to $3000: lawyers. for the most part,
do not participate.

Funded for one year by a grant
from Citibank. the Queens
NYPIRG  chapter monitored
hundreds of small claims actions.
The study found that while bringing
and winning cases was “relatively
quick. simple and inexpensive.” the
victory was hollow. More than 40%
of the victorious plaintifls were
unable to collect damages.

Backed with these facts. the
lobbyists and ‘Jawyers went into
action. The campaign netted four
new laws to limit counterclaims: to
require the court to hold evening
sessions and 1o raise the small claims
limit from $500 to $1000. The
fourth law permits consumers to sue
a business under its common name,
squelching. tactics by merchants 1o
invalidate a case by claiming the suit
did not give the firm’s legal and
often difficult to research —
name.

Despite these successes. NYPIRG
feels more reforms are needed. The
battle continues. The group is now
lobbying to raise the small claims
limit to $2500 in warranty cascs.
This would permit consumers who
buy defective cars or major ap-
pliances to sue in small claims
courts.

NYPIRG also wants Lthe courts Lo
distribute free pamphlets (o any
citizen who wants to use the court.
The booklet would describe the court
and how to use it. This would ensure
that small claims courts are truly a
court where the average citizen can
settle a grievance without a lawyer.
In the interim., NYPIRG has
published two handbooks that des-
cribe smiall claims courts
operations

Fighting Redlining

One issuc that has occupied 2
major portion of NYPIRG stalf
time is redlining. Some banks refuse
loans in deteriorating neighbor-
hoods, a practice that promotes
urban decay, In the last few years
NYPIRG has joined other commun-
ity groups to put unti-redlining laws
on federal and state books.

As NYPIRG has learned, legisla-
tion is only the first step toward
stopping such practices, The results
thus far have been mixed

On the federal level. NYPIRG
won a major victory. The Greater
New York Savings Bank, considered
by NYPIRG to be a major redhiner,
applied for permission 1o open 2
branch in Manhatan. NYPIRG
filed suit. charging that the bank
failed 1o meet ils morigage obliga-
tions in local Brooklyn ncighbor-
hoods, The Federal Deposit Insur-
ance Company apparently agreed:
they rejected the bank’s application
The action was the first test of
whether the federal government
would stand behind the laws it had
enacted

The fight against redlining is less
encouraging on the state level
Although u redlining measure was
passed, the money o enforee the law
($180.000) was slashed (rom the
state budget

“The Scnate is shilling for the
banks on this.,” Ross declared
“Failure 10 approve the enforcement
money is an outrage.”

NYPIRG is funded by student
members and by government and
foundition grants. Door-to-door
canvassing. however. produces the
bulk of the Organizittion’s
revenues

NYPIRG s the  largest
group in the country. but organiza-
tions can function just as effectively
on the local and city level. and the
membership need not  just  be
students. Ansone can fight Ciny

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Those on Welfare
Not Stereotypes

A popular sterolype assumes people on
welfare are sometimes lazy, wasteful and
not as much in need as they say they are
However, a recent study by the Depart-
ment for Human Resources disproves
that sterotype in one of ils assistance pro-
grams.

The study is a profile of the state’s
Crisis Oriented Program for Emergen-
cies. The program helps individuals or
couples who face severe financial crisis
and have no children under age 21 living
al home

The program’s $1.5 million biennium
budgel was appropriated by the 1978 state
General Assmebly

The lypical recipient during fiscal year
1979 could be described as white, female
and middle age. She probably lived alone
and had a small income from. Social
Securily or other federal subsidy. Pay-
ment went directly to her, mose likely to
help pay her living expenses or utility
bills. More than two-thirds or $500,000 of
the program’'s yearly budget was used to
pay bills in those two calegories.

In contrast, the typical recipients in
fiscal year 1980 were young, white males
who received assistance for general living
expenses and also used the aid to pay for
shelter

Roy Buller of the Human Resources
Department’s Bureau for Social In.
surance explained the age shifl as a resull
of change in the stale's unemploymenl
rate. “"Although the national figures did
not indicate a change during 1979, Ken-
tucky experienced a rise in unemploy-
ment [rom 4.6 percent to 5.5 percent dur-
ing thal year. The hardest Qit group is
usually young males just out of school and
looking for work.'" he said

As a resull of changes in program
requirements, the number of people
helped increased by more than 5 percent,
from 3,192 1n 1979 to 3,362 this year

These changes, which include decreas-
ing the maximum mcome level allowed
by an applicant, slightly lowered the
average paymenl applicanls recelved
During the firsl year the average pay-
ment was $216.93. Paymenl during the se-
cond year was $205.18,

Butler said the difference allowed more
people to be served by the program with
the available funds

The concept that welfare recipients are
financially better off than they seem 1s not
supported by the department’s report
For example, the average monthly in-
come of those helped by the crisis pro.
gram in 1979 was $108.18. This vear's reci-
pient claimed only $33.24 average income.
Al least 78 percent claimed no income in
either vear.

Not evervone who asked for help from
the program mel the eligibility require-
men(s. Such applicants usually were turn-
ed down because of their high-income
levels. The average monthly income of
those applicants was 8160, Others were
refused help for not meeting the pro-
gram’s delinition ol a erisis situation
They were referred to other social in-
surance or local agency programs for
possible help, Butler said

“The information and experience gain-
ed from the program,” Butler said,
“indicates that a large number of needy
persons who are usually excluded or in-
eligible for other programs were helped.”

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As Unemployed' Increase,
State Workload Heavier

With unemployment on the rise, the
workload for many employees in the
state’'s Unemployment Insurance pro-
gram is also climbing

In January 1979, 51,253 persons received
unemploymenl benefits compared with
65,101 during January of this year. This
increase is also evidenl in year-end totals.
Last year 351,533 claimants were helped,
compared with 265,601 in 1978, according
to Department for Human Resources
figures

“Our staff has not been able to expand
to meet thal increased need,” Human
Resources Secretary Dr. Grady Stumbo
stated. “We're faced with the probability
of even more claims being filed,” he said.

The program
pays claimants up to $120 per week during
periods of involuntary unemployment. Up
to 26 weeks of benefits may be received.

Last month the program paid claimants
more than $25 million in benefits com-
pared with approximately $15 million dur-
ing January a year ago.

“We're operating with basically the
same number of employees as we had
then,”" said Rick Crawford, program
director. “Our staff averages 460 full-time
employees with 150 additional part-timers
used during peak winter months."

“The staff has been doing an ex-
ceptional job dealing with the people who
come fo us for help,” Stumbo said.

“If we have to reduce the number of
people presently working with the pro-
gram, we will lose federal dollars flowing
into the state that would mean cuts in our
service to the unemployed,” Stumbo said.

Crawford explained that the funds for
both the program and staff are provided
by Kentucky employers under the
Federal Unemployment Tax Act with
funds channeled through the U.S, Depart-
ment of Labor.

Kentucky's allocation is determined by
a formula which takes into consideration
the number of initial claims processed,
weeks claimed, non-monetary determina-
tion and appeal cases.

“Our expenses are matched dollar for
dollar,” he said.

Even with the increase in claims over
the past year, Kentucky's service ranks
among the npation's top 10 percent,
Crawford said.

“This wouldn't be possible if we had to
reduce our staff,'” he said. !

Presently an application is approved
within 24 hours and clients usually receive
benefits within three weeks.

HAZARD-WASTE LEGISLATION
UNDER STUDY IN KENTUCKY

A number of proposals for hazardous-
wasle legislation are currently being con-
sidered by kentucky Gov.

Two Gas Company
Rate Increase OK’d

The state Energy Regulatory Commis
sion has approved a rate increase for two
Floyd county natural gas companies.

Customers of the Auxier Road Gas Co.
will pay a monthly rate of $4.21 per 1,000
cubic feet of gas for the first 2,000 cu. ft. A
rate of $3.78 per 1,000 cu. ft. will be charg-
ed for all amounts over 2,000 cu. ft.

$5.50.

The increase for both companies
amounts to 27 cents per 1,000 cu, ft. It is
needed to offset an increase in the cost of
wholesale natural gas supplied by Colum-
bia Gas of Kentucky, the commission
held.
