From Being
Speed Trap

Says Police Chief
As Council Weighs
Enforcement Here

. “How tough do we want the police to
be?’" Prestonsburg city councilman Paul
Hughes asked at Monday's council
meeling, following complaints of
widespread traffic and parking violations
in the city.

Police chief Keith Lawson told the coun-
cil that enforcing the law depends on the
cooperation of the district court here, Ina
recent memo to police officers, District
Court Judge Harold Stumbo indicated

‘ that he was too busy to be concerned with
lesser violations, Lawson said.

Fines are rarely levied by the court on
speeding motorists or those without in-
surance, almost all drunk driving charges
are reduced to the lesser charge of public
intoxication, and parking citations are not
pursued in court, Lawson said.

“*As far as 1 know, we have nol collected
a dime in fines"” for speeding despite
three years’' use of a radar detection
device, Lawson said, adding that citations
for driving at 60 m.p.h. in a 25 m.p.h.
school zone had resulted in dismissals by
the court.

In his memo to police officers, Judge
Stumbo referred to criticism of the court
by police and to the ‘“‘almost impossible
burden” of cases coming before the court.
In the case of repeat offenders, jail terms
had been meted out in instances of drunk
driving, drug offences, and leaving the
scene of an accident, the judge said. Fines

‘ are levied in almost all cases of drivers
exceeding 70 m.p.h., he added.

If law enforcement officers wish to pur-
sue *‘'small violations,” they should ap-
pear in court in order to furnish details of
the alleged violations, Stumbo said. In the
case of a driver alleged to have run a stop
sign, it makes a difference whether he
was traveling at 50 m.p.h. or barely mov-
ing, he added.

Lawson said later that he could ap-
preciate the judge's viewpoint but that re-
quiring police officers to appear in court
in such instances would unduly burden
them,

Council members asked the police chief
to keep records of all citations and court
dispositions and agreed to seek a meeting
with Judge Stumbo to discuss the situa-
tion.

In response to a question by Coun-
cilman Tom Rose, Lawson said that the
practise—tolerated under the previous
police administration—of voiding parking
. tickets for favored individuals is no longer

tolerated. Also proscribed, he said, is a
former arrangement by which police of-
ficers agreed to pay the parking fines of

a city barber in return for free haircuts.

“That’s called graft, isn't it?" asked
Rose, in reference to the barber arrange-
ment.

“Lel’s say il was a case of ‘You scratch
my back and I'll scratch yours’,” Lawson
replied.

While radios have been purchased for
Martin, Wheelwright, Wayland and Allen
police departments to provide com-
munication with the Preslonsburg police
department, the system remains in-
operable for want of a central dispalcher,
Lawson told the council. The equipment

Martin ‘Water Boil’
Heats Tempers There

A health department notice Monday ad-
vising Martin residents lo boil their drink-
ing water resulted in consternation
among residents and a heated argument
among city officials. A bomb threat
reported al the cily waler plant yesterday
(Tuesday ) may also have been related to
the dispute.

“This is a political thing," said water
system superintendent Bob Hackworth,
who accused Martin Mayor Larry B. Hall
of instigaling a needless complaint in
order to embarrass the cily's water com-
mission,

However, the “‘botled water notice' was
defended by Floyd Health Department
Administrator Earl Compton and by Dr.
Roger Akers, the physician who first re-
quested an analysis of the water supply,
as a prudent public health precaution.

The health department action followed
a laboratory report on water collected ina

Based on the test results, and on their
belief that the Martin water system had
not been submitting mnionthly water
reports, officials of the state Department
for Natural Resources and Environmen-
tal Protection (DNREP) recommended
the boiled-water notice which he issued
Monday, Compton said.

Further tests conducted at points

out the water systemn’ Monday
showed a satisfactory chlorine content.
Bacterial growth in the samples taken
could not be determined for another day
or two. In the meantime, Compton said,
the boiled-water notice would remain in
effect

Hackworth said Monday that tests con-
ducted by DNREP sanitary engineering
officers as recently as last Friday showed
water at the city pumping station to be un-
contaminated. The contamination turned
up by the health department last week is
likely to be quite isolated, perhaps even
confined to the dwelling where it was
discovered, he said.

As chairman of the Floyd County Board
of Health, Dr. Akers was well placed to do
the bidding of Mayor Hall, Hackworth in-
timated. Their ‘*going behind his back™ to
complain to state authorities about the ci-
ty water quality on the basis of a single
sample was typical of the “hassle’ he has
been subjected to for the past two years
and especially in the two months of Mar-
tin's new city administration, Hackworth
said,

The water system superintendent was
further incensed by the suggestion that
water quality reports were not being filed
with state authorities. He could prove that
they were filed regularly and, in fact,
stale sanitary engineering officials had
subsequer'ly admitted as much, he said

Turner has asked
the pathologist o concentrale on ex-
posure as cause of the tot's
death

“The child froze to death,” Otis Lee
tBuddy) Collins, the child's grandfather,
declared in discussing the death with in-
vestigatars, “I've seen my grandchildron
go through living hell,” he was quoted as
saying, adding, “Sometimes they had
food and sometimes they didn't.”

The death was reported al about 11a.m.
Sunday, Feb, 18. It was reported to in-
vestigators that the body, naked except
for a diaper, lay, face down, in a room
where the temperature was at about 50
degrees. The mother says she fed the child
and the other who was later taken to the
Louisville hospital at about 6a.m ., but
coroner and undertaker said condition of
the body indicated that the child had been
dead from 8 to 12 hours,

Both parents denied striking either of
the children, but the father later indicaled
he had seen his wife hit the chi ane
occasion, and she said it was possible that
she had but that she did not remember do
ing so

The Meades, whose ages were given as
29 and 27, have four other children The
family of eight slept in one room of a ram-
shackle house, across the Big Sandy from
what is known locally as Ball Alley Curve
The $50-a-month house had no plumbing
and few olher conveniences

The Meades returned to this county
from Ohio, a few weeks ago Mrs. .~
Meade's father said they were able to pay
the first month's rent by going to Louisa
and selling their February food stamps
which had a value of $243. He said his son-
in-law had never held a steady job since
marriage to his daughter nine years ago.

While the New Is Building . . .

Even as the old Wheelwright won
recognition last week, work proceeded on
building the new.

The Kentucky Heritage Commission
has approved the town for listing on the
Survey of Historic Sites in Kentucky,
Wheelwright was nominated as an exam-
ple of a planned community, according to
Bob Polsgrove, survey co-ordinalor for
the heritage commission. ‘It is one of the
strongest examples of communily plann-
ing in the 1930s and 1940s,"" he said.

Meanwhile, a survey of 200
Wheelwright residents conducted last
summer suggests some directions the
town might take in the future and al least
one issue on which opinion seems divided.

While 80 percent of those surveyed felt
it is important that the lown preserve its
historic “coal camp” character, opinions
differed as to what type of construction
should be permitted there in the future.

Responding to the proposition, “The
style of houses should be kept as il was
when the city was first built; we should
not allow remodeling or new construction
which is ultra-modern or doesn't fit in
with the rest of Wheelwright,” 35 percent
expressed agreement, while 65 percent
disagreed

Propositions drawing strong support in-
clude: “Wheelwright should continue as a
residential community' (84 percent);

£

“The more people who own their own
homes, the better off the whole communi-
ty will be™" (92 percent) ; “There should be
some rental homes available in
Wheelwright'' (94 percent); and ““There
should be some multi-family rental apart-
ments’’ (87 percent).

Almost all those surveyed also felt that
the fire department should be upgraded
and that an overnight lockup should be
available (85 percent agreeing to each). A
proposal for a $10,000 renovation of the ex-
isting Wheelwright jail was deferred by
directors of the Big Sandy Area Develop-
ment District Jast month, pending an an-
ticipated reorganization of the state's
prison syslem.

The type of stores desired, in order of
preference, were: grocery store, bank,
laundromat, gas station, clothing store,
barber shop, beauly shop, drug store, fur-
‘niture, hardware and appliance stores.
The first of the two commercial buildings
sold to date by the Kentucky Housing Cor-
poration to private buyers is being
remodeled for use as a grocery store.

Services needed, in order of preference,
were listed as: medical, dental, autg
repair, and insurance; while recreational
amenities were ranked: swimming pool,
small children's playground, baseball
field, tennis court, and golf course. Bids
for repair work on the swimming pool are

expected to be advertised within the next
few weeks, and il is hoped that the pool
will be open this summer, Anna Jean
Tacketl, director of the Floyd County
Community Development Agency, said
this week.

If a commuter train were to run bet-
ween Wheelwright and Prestonsburg, 119
persons said they would probably use it at
least once a week. Of those, 41 said they
would use it daily and another 43 said they
would use il two or three times a week

Participation by local residents in mak-
ing decisions about the town'’s future was
strongly endorsed. The survey elicited no
opinion on the issue of the consideration to
be given to low-income families, however.
Both issues are theoretically important in
the thinking of the Department for Hous-
ing and Urban Development (HUD), the
federal agency providing much of the fun-
ding for the town’s development,

Ninely-seven percent of those surveyed
agreed thal "“We need a communily
center where we can have meetings;"’" 98
percenl agreed that “'We, Lhe cilizens of
Wheelwright, should carefully plan how
we wanl our lown to be and then take the
responsibility for following that plan;”
and 80 percent agreed that "Cilizens of
Wheelwright appointed to a Planning
Commission can take the responsibility

This Bill Should Become Law

This district’s new state representative, Gregory Stumbo, has at-
tacked the ancient ‘“broad form' deed from a new angle, and
there is a chance that it may be the right one.

Previous legislative attempts to outlaw the old deed and its im-
positions upon landowners have been held unconstitutional. But
Representative Stumbo is going another route. His bill, simply
stated, would not negate the deed but would require the extrac-
tion of minerals, mostly coal mining, to be done now and in the
future as it was done at the time the deeds were executed.

A similar restriction was upheld several years ago in drilling
for natural gas under the broad form deed. Justice in the same
degree should apply to these owners of land beneath which coal
lies,

The Stumbo bill would honor the deed as a valid instrument
representing a hard-driven bargain for the mineral owners, but
it would protect the owners of the surface against mining
methods unknown and undreamed of at the times those deeds

were signed.

Tree Seedlings Available to Landowners

As a land owner, if you have some idle
land which has grown up in brush or if you
have any undesirable trees thal are not
producing any returns for you, a way to
bring this land into profitable production
is to plant tree scedlings,” says Carter
Conley, Information officer with the Ken-
tucky Division of Forestry.

Conley stated that the Kentucky Divi-
sion of Forestry will supply the seedlings
al a low cost, ranging from $25 to $50 per
1,000 seedlings, with 4 minimum order of
$9 per 100 seedlings.

“The trees will be bundled, shipped,
and can be delivered by the Division of
Forestry, and assistance through the
county ASCS office is also available for
75% of the total cost of a tree planting
operation,” according to Conley.

Tree seedlings available from the state
nurseries are Loblolly Pine, Virginia
Pine, White Pine, Scotch Pine, Shortleaf
Pine, Yellow Poplar, White Oak, Black
Walnut, Chinese Chestnut, White Ash,
Cottonwood, Sycamore, Black Alder,
Autumn Olive, Black Locust and a special
packet of 100 mixed seedlings designed
for wildiife plantings. Assistance is

available to purchasers in selecting the
species they should plant and methods of
planting.

The Division of Forestry offers
technical assistance to landowners, con-
cerning the proper management of
timber and timberlands. Anyone desiring
to order tree seedlings or information on
timberland management can conlact the
Kentucky Division of Forestry Office at
Prestonsburg, Kentucky. Telephone

Arson is suspected in the destruction by
fire, late Tuesday night, of a frame home
at Risner on the Caney Fork of Middle
Creek. The incidenl follows by only a
month the serious wounding of two mine
employees in a seemingly random and, as
yet, unexplained shooling at a Caney Fork
coal tipple office trailer

Although unoccupied at the time of the
fire, the house, which belonged Lo Mr. and
Mrs. Whitts Click, of Risner, was being
renovated by their son-in-law, Willie
Hicks, in preparation for rental. Mr. and
Mrs. Click, who said they could think of no
reason for the apparent arson, said the
house had been fired into at least lwice, a
week earlier. A preliminary invesligation
by State Police Arson Investigator Barry
McKenzie was said to have uncovered
evidence that gasoline and paper may

have been used in starting the fire.

The structure, built aboul 60 years ago
by Mrs. Click's father, was the *‘old
homeplace’ for her family and had been
Mr. and Mrs. Click's first residence
following their marriage. '‘Something
like this hurls because of all the memories
we have of the place,'” Mrs. Click com-

mented. ““We worked hard there and rais-
ed our two children Those were the hap-
piest days of our lives "

Residents along the creek have

reported numergus instances of van-
dalism and say the sound of gunfire is not
unusual in the vicinity. "“There's some
troublemakers around here,” Mrs. Click
pointed out, “but there’s a lot more good
people on the creek than there are bad.”

The quality of water samples
taken at the water plant is irrelevant,
Akers said, since contamination could be
occurring at a distance from the plant,

The bomb threal called in to the water
plant around 11 a.m. Tuesday drew police
and rescue crews to the scene and
resulled in the plant's being shut down for
two hours, but no bomb was discovered.

Martin cily council sought unsuc-
cessfully earlier this month to have the ci-
ty water commission turn over its finan-
cial records, a task hindered by eclaims
that the commission is independent of the
council,

Of the claims to independence, Hall said
this week that ““That’s fine and dandy, but
the commission is still bound by city or-
dinance and other regulations and should
have to report to the city’s elected of-
ficials."

How To Remove Salt
Stains From Shoes

Has winter’s slush left white salt stains
on your boots and shoes? If not removed,
salt used to melt snow and ice on
sidewalks and streets can damage
footwear fabrics.

To remove the stains, try these timely
tips from Jo Ann Hilliker, Extension
clothing and textiles specialist in the
University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture.

If salt stains are on smooth or grain
leather footwear, use mild handsoap and
water. Using a damp cloth and soap, rub
the surface gently. Rinse with clear water
and dry the leather with a soft, clean
cloth. Stylf the shoes with crushed paper
and allow them to dry at room
temperature. Do not put shoes near a heat
source to speed drying.

When shoes are dry, polish or wax them
as you normally do. Always polish or wax
after washing to restore oils to the leather
and prevent cracking or splitting.

Suedes present a more dilficult pro-
blem. If stains are already on suedes thal
have nol received a coat of protective
spray, clean only with special suede
cleaning solutions that may be purchased
from leather dealers.

Prevention is the best answer to suede
staining and spotting problems. Special
suede sprays are available. They form a
protective shield to prevent spotting and
premature soiling. Suede shoes and
garments should be treated when new,
before they're exposed to soiling and spot-
ting.

Dance Contest Bill Defeated

A bill that would amend state law lo
permit dance contests, in which prizes are
awarded, to be held on premises where
aleoholic beverages are sold was defeated
in the House of Representatives Thursday
by a 42-50 vole

The measure, Senale Bill 43, was pass-
ed by a 16-13 vole in the Senate on Jan. 13.
It was opposed in the House on the
grounds it would encourage unlawful ac-
tivities in places where alcoholic drinks
are sold.

Albert Robinson (R-London) said if "'we
mix these two together (alcohol and
dance contests), we're asking ourselves
for problems...We're opening it up for
more crimes.”

Rep. Joe Ellington (D-Paducah) had
similar views of the bill. **I think (the bill)
will encourage crimes. I think it will en-

courage violence."" he said
The bill “takes me back about 30
yvears,'’ said Rep. John Isler

(D-Covington). He said years ago frater-
nal organizations serving drinks held
dance conlests and had no trouble that he
could recall.

Two other Senate bills had better fates
in the House

SB 29, a measure that would amend
state law to prohibil an implied warranty
in the sale of bovine, porcine, ovine and
equine animals and poultry was passed by
a unanimous 92-0 vote.

SB 40 was passed almost as convincing-
ly, by a 90-1 vote. The measure would re-
quire state insurers and state agencies to
use uniform health insurance claim
forms.

A bill that would permil peace officers,
county atttorneys and commonwealth's
attorneys and their assistants to use
police radio receivers passed out of the
House by a 81-8 vote. The measure, HB 50,
said sponsor Rep. Allene Craddock
(D-Elizabethtown), would amend a
statute now prohibiting such use,

The House also passed HB 229 by a 84-6
vote. The measure, said its sponsor Rep.
Bob Heleringer (R-Louisville), would ex-
empt the posting of surety by a duly ap-
pointed committee for an incompetent,
when thal committee is composed of a
member or members of the incompetent's
family

HB 269 also passed the House. The
measure, sponsored by Rep. Bill
Weinberg (D-Hindman), would permit
the state attorney general to prosecute
county officials if a county audit reveals a
violation of state law. The bill passed 84-6.

HB 3%4, a measure that would bring
“three different statutes pertaining lo
absentee voting and group them together
under one heading' in the Kentucky
Revised Statutes, was passed by the
House unanimously, 92-0. It was spon-

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Stumbo, Swigart Brief Fellows
On Federal Role in Appalachia

Seventeen White House Fellows visiting
Kentucky got an insight into stale govern-
ment's role in the Appalachian region at a
luncheon here last week. The group is in
Kentucky for four days studying the ef-
fects of federal government programs in
Appalachia

Secretaries from the Departments for
Human Resources, Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection and Public
Prolection and Regulation, and Lt. Gov,
Martha Layne Collins shared their views
of Appalachia with the 17 Fellows who
were preparing to tour the eastern Ken-
tucky area

Human Resources Secretary Dr. Grady
Stumbo, an Appalachian himself, told the
Fellows there are no easy ways Lo under-
stand Appalachia. "' do not know any Ap-
palachian who speaks for (all) of Ap-
palachia."” he said.

Stumbo said while he fell federal pro-
grams for the region were well-intended,
some might be misplaced. Specifically, he
noled that often eastern Kentuckians be-
ing trained for jobs with federal CETA
funds could find limited opportunity for
their skills in a small job market. ‘“What
are we training them for?" he asked.
“"Eventually, you've sunk the markel "

Stumbo said in Jefferson County, which
has a "huge private market," CETA
trainees do nol face the same predica-
ment

Stumbo said he is most concerned with
his department’s developing social ser-
vice programs thal will benefil those af-
fected

Stumbo had praise for the use put lo
coal severance lax monies in portions of
easlern Kentucky. **They're not only used
for roads and bridges,” he said. Stumbo
said some of the mos! dramatic effects he
had seen in the growth of Knott County,
where he builtl the stale's first primary
care cenler in the early 1970s, were
because of coal severance tax money.

In the 10 years he lived in Knott County,
Stumbo said, coal severance monies were
used to fund the building of a hospital, two
primary care centers, a vocational
school, a lake and other simiar communi-
ty projects. Coal severance lax monies
were used to consolidate the high school in
Knott County, too, he said,

Natural Resources Secretary Jackie
Swigart said her department’s major con-
cern with eastern Kentucky would be that
Lhe resources there are used “‘wisely and
careful.”

“It's very important we look at what
we're doing with our natural resources
there,” she said. “We did not put them
there and it 's up to us to use them wisely."”

Swigart said federal regulations in the
past lacked “'flexibility' when applied to
coal mining in this state. However, the
legislative package being drafted now by
the deparitment giving the state
primacy,or primary control of the state's
strip mining regulations, would allow the
state more leverage in controlling the
“jong range impacts'’ of that industry in
eastern Kentucky, she said.

Jobless Insurance
Workers’ Load Up

With unemployment on the rise. the
work-load for ‘many employees in the
state’s Unemployment Insurance pro-
gram is also climbing.

. In January 1979, 52,253 persons received
unemployment benefits compared with
65;101 during January of this year. This
increase is also evident in year-end totals.
Last year 351,533 claimants were helped,
compared with 265,601 in 1978, according
to Department for Human Resources
figures.

“Our staff has not been able to expand
to meet that increased need,” Human
Resources Secrelary Dr. Grady Stumbe
stated, *“We're [aced with the pmhilnhl)

. of even more claims being filed,” he said.

The Unemployment Insurance program
is administered by the Department for
Human Resources and funded by the U.S.
Department of Labor. The program pays
claimants up (o $120 per week during
periods of involuntary unemployment. Up
to 26 weeks of benefils may be received.

Last month the program paid claimants
more than $25 million in beneflits com-
pared with approximately 315 million dur-

[y mg January a year ago.

“We're operating with basically the
same number of employees as we had
then,”” said Rick Crawford, program
director. "Our staff averages 460 full-time
employees with 150 additional part-timers
used during peak winter months."

“The stalf has been doing an excep-
tional job dealing with the people who
come to us for help.' Stumbo said.

“If we have to reduce Lhe number of
people presently working with the pro-
gram, we will lose federal dollars flowing

& into the state; that would mean cuts in our
service to the unemployed,'’ Stumbo said

Crawford explained thal the funds for
both the program and staff are provided
by Kentucky employers under Lthe
Federal Unemployment Tax Act with
funds channeled through the U.S. Depar!-
ment of Labor.

Kentucky's allocaltion il determined by
a formula which takes into consideration
the number of initial claims processed,
weeks claimed, non-monetary delermina-
tion and appeal cases

“Our expenses are malthf-d dollar for
dollar,” he said.

Even with the increase in claims over
the past year, Kenlucky's service ranks
among the nalion's top 10 percent,
Crawford said. *"This wouldn’t be possible
if we had lo reduce our slalf,” he said.

Presently an application is approved
within 24 hours and clients usually receive
benefits within three weeks.

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Jobless Rate Serious
Concern for Kentuckians

Kentuckians consider even a slight rise
in the rate of unemployment a matter for
very serious concern, according to fin-
dings of a survey by rural sociologists in
the University of Kentucky College of
Agricullure.

Unemployment was among four policy
issues selected for analysis by the
surveyors. The others were industrial
development, small farm programs and
preservation of wilderness areas.

Highlights of the survey, as published in
the January issue of “Community
Development Issues,” show:

—Rural Kentuckians view unemploy-
menl as a more serious problem than do
residents in metropolitan areas of the
state.

—More than half of the respondents in
large metropolilan areas oppose in-
dustrial growth in their communities,
while nonmetropolitan communilies
desire more industry

—There is a high level of concern for the
survival of small family farms across
Kentucky.

~The creation of designated wilderness
areas has ils greatest support among peo-
ple from urban and manufacturing areas.

For the purposes of the survey, 17 coun-
ties were considered metropolitan in
nature: Boone, Bourbon, Boyd, Bullitt,
Campbell, Christian, Clark, Daviess,
Fayetle, Greenup, Henderson, Jefferson,
Jessamine, Kenton, Oldham, Scolt and
Woodford.

“As would be expected, the perception
of the unemployment problem was
greatest in those counties where
unemployment was highest,” said James
A. Christenson, director of the Survey

Research Center and associate professor -

of rural sociology. He, Paul D. Warner,
associate Exlension professor, and L. Sue
Greer, research associate, conducted the
survey.

The surveyors pointed out that the
greatest perceived unemployment pro-
blem was indicated in Magoffin County
where B8 percent of the respondents
agreed that unemployment is a serious
preblem in the community. Lowest con-
cern was found among respondents in
Boone County where only 16 percent
agreed with the statement.

Overall, about 44 percent of all Ken-
tuckians surveyed felt unemployment
was a serious problem in their com-
munities.

Related to the concern about unemploy-
ment is a corresponding interest in en-
couraging industrial growth. Sixty-one
percent of the respondents said their com-
munity needed more industry. The range
in agreement was considerable, from 99
percent in Magoffin County te 23 percent
in Fayette County who agreed their com-
munity needed more industry,

“Counties in which the largest percent
of the respondents agreed with the
desirability of new industry were more
likely to have had the highest unemploy-
ment rates, were largely rural and/or
were dominated by a single industry, such
as mining, “reported the researchers.

At the same time, counties in which
there was a high level of negative feeling
about more industry (greater than 50 per-
cent) were without exception highly
diversified metropolitan counties with
low unemployment rates.

Of those surveyed in metropolitan coun-
ties, 48 percent wanted more industry,
compared with 78 percent in
nonmetropolitan counties.

On the issue of family farms, the
researchers found considerable concern.
Overall, 79 percent of the respondents
agreed that government should have a
special economic policy to ensure that
small family farms survive.

Monroe County residents—98 percent of
those surveyed—generally agreed on the
need for special policies. The lowest level
of agreemenl was found in McCracken
County where 63 percent want special
economic policies.

“It is not surprising to find that in all
but two of the counties where concern
over the fate of family farms was ex-
tremely high, farming was the primary
occupation of residents,”” note the
surveyors.

“Thus, the highes!t percentage of agree-
ment on the issue of wilderness areas was
in metropolitan counties where nonfaring
occupations dominate,’’ said Christenson,
adding, "It may be concluded that urban
dwellers support the preservation of
wilderness land because it is one of their
primary contacts with the out-of-doors.™

The strongest disagreement with the
idea of creating wilderness preserves was
from people in those counties where a
large percentage of lands have already
been made part of the National Forest or
National Park system, the surveyors
found.

“Such resistance is most likely from
residents who stand to lose their land or
who fear the loss of the economic base in
their county,” observed Christenson.

Data for the analysis of the issues were
gathered last year as part of a survey of
more than 11,000 Kentucians seeking
responses on a wide range of community
issues and government concerns. The
survey was conducted to give local
decision-makers information with which
to make choices affecting the future of
their communities.

On Charge of “Over-building”

Kentucky Power Company recently
lashed out at Altorney General Steven
Beshear's charge thal the company was
“overbuilding” power plants at the ex-
pense of its customers, ciling a lack of
understanding of basic utility economics
and of the fact that electrie rates in Ken-
tucky are among the lowest in the nation.

Al a press conference during which he
outlined a package of utility legislation he
is proposing to the General Assembly,
Beshear singled out Kentucky Power and
the Louisville Gas & Electric Company as
examples of overbuilding which are hurt-
ing the consumer

Robert E. Matthews, president of Ken-
tucky Power, said that Beshear's over-
building charges and other proposals imp-
Iy that the state electric utility industry is
not doing all that it can do to hold down
rates. “This is particularly frustrating,”
he said, '‘when you realize that Kentucky
is a leader in low electric rates.” He gave
some examples, saying that the Kentucky
average cost for 750-kilowatt hours of
electricity is $29.83 which compares to
$38.59 in Ohio, $40.84 in Pennsylvania and
$79.83 in New York City. He added that
Kentucky Power’s rates are slighly below
the state average.

Matthews replied, “It’s ironic that Mr.
Beshear singled oul our Big Sandy Plant
near Louisa as a bad example of over-
building when it is a source of pride within
the company because the plant is the
singlemost factor responsible for keeping
rates low during the inflationary '70s. The
foresight to build a plant large enough to
meel our customers’ needs for several
years prevented the company from bor-
rowing lremendously large amounts of
money to build more capacity.”

He pointed out that construction costs at
Big Sandy when it was completed in 1969
were $144 per kilowatt, “Future construc-
tion costs will range from $700 to $1,000
per kw,"" he said.

Beshear had based part of his over-
building charge on the claim that Ken-
tucky Power had sold $54-million worth of
electricity in 1977 to other utilities
“because its customers did not need it."

“Of course we sell off-peak power to
other utilities,” Matthews said. “Our
customers would indead have reason lo
complain if we let the huge investment in
a power plant sit idle, Our ability to sell
off-peak power to other utilities when our
customers don't need it helps keep the
cosl Lo our customers down. Mr. Beshear
should know that those who use the power
are the ones who pay for the plant, not just
our customers. All utilities exchange
power in times of need. Winter-peaking
utilities usually have additional capacily
to sell during the summer months and
vice versa with summer-peaking com-
panies, This dbility helps prevent any
tendency to overbuild,” he said

Matthews suggested that if Mr. Beshear
is really concerned with keeping the cost
of power to Kentucky consumers lo an ab-
solute minimum that he re-examine the
Attorney General office’s opposition to
Kentucky Power's attempt to acquire a
15% share of a power plant under con-
struction at Rockport, Indiana.

“We have proven conclusively that our
customers will save $500-million over the
lifetime of the plant as compared with the
inflationary cost of building a future
plant,’" Matthews said, ‘‘yet the Attorney
General's office still is attempting to
block this acquisition. That just doesn't
make sense.”

“As to the company's need for more
generating capacity, Matthews said, “I'm
sure most of our customers read in last
week’'s newspapers that we had reached a
new all-time peak at our Big Sandy Plant,
Our customers demanded 922-megawalts
of power on February 5, which was the se-
cond peak this year and represented a 5%
increase over the 1979 peak.”

He added that Big Sandy's capacily Is
1060-megawatts and the 922-megawalt
peak means that the company’s reserve
capacity now is just 14% and that by the
winter of 1981-82 that “‘our customers will
be demanding more power than we can
generate at Big Sandy, our only plant, So,
it should be obvious to everyone that we
must acquire more generating capacity if
our customers are going to have the
future power they need and if eastern
Kentucky hopes to progress,”

To the charge that utilities have much
to profit from overbuilding, Malthews
said that this statement just further
points out a lack of understanding of utili-
Ly economics.

*“Utilities today are doing everything
they can prevent the necessily of rais-
ing the huge amount of capital necessary
to build a power plant. The high interest
cost of money is just one of the infla-
tionary factors which does not make it in
the best interest of a utility to build un-
necessary plants. Our customers, by their
usage, actually dictate when we musl
build a plant.”

Matthew said, “'It should be obvious
that we, loo, are interested in delaying in-
vestments in new generation as long as
possible and we are working in that direc-
tion with our iwo new time-of-day pro-
grams which have been approved by the
Energy Regulatory Commission. These
programs are designed to attempt to shift
a portion of customer usage from on-peak
to off-peak hours which would have the
potential to delay the need for new
generation. We feel these programs
should be allowed a fair test before any
unneeded legislation is proposed.”

Matthews cautioned that it should be
kept in mind that a utility can always slow
construction of an announced plant if the
load growth projections decrease, but it is
impossible to “‘catch up’’ because of the
long lead time involved in building a
power plant. He pointed out that construc-
tion of a coal plant can take from 5 to 7
years and that they must be planned and
construction started prior to their actual
need.

Malthews also expressed concern that
the average consumer may not be aware
that increased government intervention is
a big factor in increased energy costs
““Part of our frustration lies in our belief
that the electric utility industry is the one
energy supplier that has the most to con-
tribute toward helping our nation achieve
energy independence goals and avert a
serious energy shortage. This is because
we have the ability to use coal, our na-
tion's most abundant fuel, to generate
electricity which could free other fuels for
more mobile and valuable use. We would
like to think that with the powder keg
situation existing in the Persian Gulf that
our elected leaders would offer some en-
couragement instead of proposed expand-
ed restrictions which hamper our efforts
in doing our job."

“‘Fortunately,” he concluded, “'we feel

our Kentucky General Assembly
members, especially those from eastern
Kentucky, recognize the contributions
that this state must make to the nation's
energy future and their gooed common
sense will prevail if Mr. Beshear's pro-
posals require their action."

Some 380 members of the Kentucky
Dietetic Association are using the March
observance to provide the public with the
latest information about fitness. nutrition
and food selection for health. Other
groups involved in the promotion include
the Kentucky Nutrition Council and the
Kentucky Home Economics Association,
according to Foresler.

To help spread the word on nutrition,
some dieticians visil schools sporting the
Nutribird costume and talk to students.
Others talk to civic and community
groups about the relationship between
wise food choices and their effect on work
and play performance

“Our aim is to spread nutrition in as
many ways to as many people as we can,”’
explained Forester.

said is recognized as the No. 1 malnutri-
tion problem in this country,

The National Nutrition Month message
includes the advice to eal smart while
considering vour purchasing power and
preferences, Forester suggests these
basics of a dailey diel:

—Four servings of fruits and vegetables
to provide vitamins A and C plus some
iron from the dark green leafy
vegetables. High vilamin C foods are
citrus fruits as well as cabbage, strawber-
ries, melons, green peppers, potatoes and
broccoli.

—Four servings of whole grain or
enriched breads and cereals lo provide
iron and B vitamins as well as fiber.
These may include macaroni, spaghelti
or other products made from enriched or
whole grain flours

—Two servings, two to three ounces
each, of meat, fish, poullry, eggs or
substitutes of dried beans, peas or nuts to
proyide iron, protein and B vitamins.

—Adequate servings of dairy products,
such as milg, cheese, vougurl or ice
cream, depending on age. Adults need on-
ly two cups of milk, cheese, yogurt or ice
cream, depending on age. Adults need on-
ly two cups of milk or the equivalent per
day: children need three cups and
teenagers require four cups.

—Sparing use of “other” food group
items which, because of their lower
nutrient content, do not fit into the above
groups. These foods are often high in
sugar and [al and include such items such
as salad dressing, gravies, soft drinks,
candies, pies, cakes and gelatin.

Forester suggests avoiding foods which
contain little more than calories, such as
soft drinks and potato chips, adding, "“In
spite of what you may read in magazines
or hear through the grapevine, calories do
count in making wise food choices.”

Another important element in hitting
your stride is balancing calorie intake
with energy output, Exercise is the only
way to exerl much control over the way
the body uses calories, noted Forester,
“By changing the amount of activity in
our lives, we can adjusl our energy
balance and use exercise to help us main-
tain or reduce body weighl,"” she said

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New Car “Lemon’ Bill Coming

New car problems are the single
greatest source of complaints to reach the
attorney general’s Consumer Protection
Division, according to Attorney General
Steven Beshear.

Beshear said more than 4,000 new car
complaints were registered with state
agencies in 1979 alone. Noting that “‘some
reasonable remedy must be available to
buyers,”* he announced the details of his
new car “lemon” legislative proposal
during a press conference last week.

The legislation, which will be introduc-
ed in the House early next week, is based
on Beshear’'s premises thal ''nol every
motor wvehicle can be reasonably
repaired,”” and that *‘few buyers possess
sufficient money, lime, and patience to
withstand the repeated failures of some

dealers and manufacturers who refuse lo

admit theé obviousness of premise one."

The bill would prohibit manufacturers
and dealers from limiting the implied
warranty thal accompanies new molor
vehicles, "*No longer can the dealer and
manufacturer limit their responsibility
only to repair or replacement of defective
parts discovered during a brief period of
time,” Beshear said.

Under the proposed legislation, the
responsibility for the new car “lemons™
would be laid upon the manufacturer. All
remedies previously available Lo new car
buyers against the dealer would be ex-
tended to the manufacturer.

Proposed remedies for the disgruntled
“lemon’’ buyer include the payment of his
legal fees by the dealer or manufacturer,
should the buyer win his case, and the pro-
vision that the buyer be entitled to keep
his vehicle while his case is pending,

Says Ky. Technology
Will Benefit China

Kentucky's coal handling and produc-
tion technology will benefit the People's
Republic of China, a Chinese trade
delegation leader said last week while
visiting the Institute for Mines and
Minerals Research here.

Guo Hongtao, vice chairman of the
State Economie Commission in China,
also said today's discussions about
railways and waterways will help China
in its efforts to modernize transportation
and replace steam locomotives with elec-
tric locomotives

Equipment manufacturers, transporta-
tion representatives and state govern-
ment officials with specialities in coal
technologies explained coal research,
handling and movement to the seven-
member delegation.

*The best and most economical way lo
move coal is by unit-train service," said
Jack Nall, vice president of the Louisville
and Nashville Railroad. Nall outlined rail
transportation systems that could be
adapted to China.

Railcars manufactured in Kentucky
enable fast unloading while trains are still
moving, said Henry Keniston, vice presi-
dent of the Ortner Freight Car Co.
Electric-opened doors on the bottom of
cars caused coal to drop inlo storage im-
mediately, he said

Another method of low-cost coal
transportation is by barge, said Bill Ker-
nan, vice president of traffic for
American Barge Commercial Lines.
Barge transportation is useful because
Kentucky has more navigable waters
than any other state, said James Nutter,
executive director of the Kentucky Port
and River Developmenl Commission.

The Chinese delegation’s two-day visit
is being coordinated by the state Depart-
ment of Commerce in hopes thal China
will consider trade with Kentucky's
equipmen! manufacturers, said Cary
Blankenship, inlernational trade
economist with the Kentucky Department
of Conumerce.

The delegation members met Gov, John
Y. Brown Jr. during a banguet at the
governor's mansion. Following the
presentations today the delegation toured
the Institute and visited the Kentucky
Horse Park.

The visit is part of the delegation's
United States tour and is also being coor-
dinated by the National Council for United
States-China Trade.

Beshear noted that given the length of
most judicial proceedings, the continued
use of the vehicle during the proceedings
could save the buyer major costs and in-
convenience,

A ‘“‘warranty dispute resolution
system” would be mandated by the bill
This system would resolve *“lemon™
disputes without judicial proceedings,

Each manufacturer would be required
by the proposal to establish an
“impartial, accessible and expeditious™
program which would be inexpensive for
consumers. Actual procedures for the
programs would be required Lo be consis
tent with guidelines formulated by the
Consumer Protection Division of the at-
torney general’s office.

Beshear said programs similar to his

proposal have been established by Ford
and General Molors in other parts of the
country. He said the National Automobile
Dealers Association has established slan-
dards to accomplish similar goals,
although these slandards have not been
adopted in Kentucky

The programs and standards indicate,
“that the principles involved in this bill
should be acceptable to the automotive in-
dustry." he added

When asked about the chances of
passage for the bill, Beshear said it would
be difficull. “The auto lobby in Kenlucky
is a strong, successful lobby,” he said

Beshear said he would not oppose alter-
native “lemon’ legislation, saying he
would *‘love Lo see any ‘lemon’ legislation
passed."

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Dr. Sloane To Lead
Easter Seal Campaign

The Kentucky Easter Seal Society has

Deskins Introduces
Strip Bill In House

House Bill 566, aimed al giving the state
enforcement powers in surface mining,
was introduced into the House Friday by
Rep. Herbert Deskins (D-Pikeville).

Currently, the federal government will
take over enforcement of strip mine
regulations unless the state implements
legislation acceptable to federal
authorities.

Prior to the bill's introduction in the
House, Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. held a
press conference on the proposed legisla-
tion. He called the bill and its 39 proposed
changes in Kentucky mining laws '‘one of
the most important bills to be considered
by the current General Assembly."

In other action, the House passed bills
affecting barbers, physical therapists and
farmers today and resurrected a bill that
would give the Louisville Board of
Aldermen power Lo subpoena the mayor.

Passed today were:

—HB 332, sponsored by Rep.Charles
Petty (D-Covington), which would do
away with a requirement that barbers
have two years of college before they can
teach barbering. The measure passed
70-14. An amendment to the bill approved
by the House would also require that
barbers have 24 months of experience
before they could open a barber school.

—HB 155, sponsored by Jim LeMaster
(D-Lexinglon) would expand the defini-
tion of physical therapists’ board to raise
application and renewal fees.

—HB 346, sponsored by Rep. Lloyd
Clapp (D-Wingo) and Rep. Buddy Adams
(D-Bowling Green), which would exempt
farmers from regulalions affecting
recyclers or junkyards, Adams said the
measure would mean that farmers who
have “'five pieces” of inoperative equip:
ment in their lot wouldn't have to fence
yards. It was approved by a 77-10 vote.

After some parliamentary wrangling,
the House approved a motion by Rep.
Lawrence Ray Maynard (D-Louisville) to
reconsider HB 190, The measure, which
would give the Louisville Board of
Aldermen subpoena power, was pul into
the orders of the day (bills to be con-
sidered) on Feb. 20.

A simple resolution sponsored by Rep
Mae Street Kidd (D-Louisville) also bogg-
ed down in legislalive technicalities for a
while today. The first objection to reading
of the resolution came from Rep. Art
Sehmidt (R-Cold Spring) who asked that
the subject of the resolution be named
before the rules were suspended to allow
consideration of the resolution. The
resolution, which recognized Negro
History Week, was summarized. Then
Rep. Aubrey Williams (D-Louisville)
made a motion that the resolution be
worded recognizing black or Afro-
American rather than Negro history.

This led to objections from Rep. Bobby
Richardson (D-Glasgow) that Williams’
motion was oul of order and against all
rules to amend the resolution by an oral
resolution. Richardson, who has also op-
posed reconsideration of HB 190, heatedly
said the House has “‘played long enough
today,” and added that the chamber
should “‘come to ils senses.”

Finally, House Speaker William Kenton
(D-Lexington), Schmidt, Williams,
Richardson. and Rep Hank Hancock
(D-Frankfort) who had been chairing the
session up until that time met in the front
for an informal conference

After the parlay, Kenton ruled that
Williams' motion was outl of order, and
Williams apologized to Kidd, saying he
had assumed there was a technical error
in drafting the document and was attemp-
ting to substitute wording “*which is con-
sistent™ in the black community

The “simple" resolution was approved
82-0.

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Going Straight

Braces—like roller skates, bicycles,
T-shirts and the Muppets—are no
longer confined to the world of
children. The growing concern with
health and appearance has prompted
an upsurge in braces for adults, as
more and more post-teens are
enduring the tinsel smiles that once
were solely the bane of junior
high.

The current fecling is that
perfection is the norm. and many
adults who would have gone through
their lives with a gap tooth or
crooked smile before are now doing
something about it. Many orthodon-
tists, dentists who specialize in
straightening teeth, report that half
of their patients are now adults, and
il 15 estimated that one out of every
five brace-wearers is over the age of
20.

The Perfect Smile

But why would anyone wear
braces if their parents didn’t make
them do it? There are several
reasons. Braces no longer have o
look like the ratlroad tracks of old,
and much can be done with braces
that are removable for special
occasions. Also, many adulis are
now in a position to pay the sizeable
fees that their parents were unable
10 afford:

Finally, the views of orthodontists
themselves are changing. Treatment
that was once thought effective only
for the growing bones of children is
now seen Lo provide results for adults
as well. As Dr. Ashur Chavoor, of
Georgetown University's School of
Dentistry, says, “With people on the
younger side of 40, we can pretly
much do anything we could do with
a youngster.”

There are still problems: in
altaining that perfect smile. Straight
tecth don't come cheaply, and since
adult teeth shift more slowly than
those of children, you can expeet to
be wearing braces for at least one
year, and perhaps up to three. Even
after that, a small retaining device
may have to be worn at night in
order 1o prevent your teeth from
sliding back into their old positions.
Also. if you insist that much or all
of your orthodontic work be done
with lightweight or removable
braces, it is not always possible to
expect perfect results

Costs for orthodontic work vary
considerably, but tend to be expen-
sive. Usually there is a set charge for
making the appliance, and then
monthly fees for office visits for as
long as the treatment lasts. These
visits are generally scheduled for
every two or three weeks, and may
last as long as an hour at the
beginning of treatment.

In all, a prospective patient should
count on spending about $100 a
month, excluding fees for the
removal of teeth by an oral surgeon.

vary. and it may be wise 1o consult
more Lhan one orthodontist at the
beginning of work, so that all
problems are understood before
treatment starts. Also, check your
medical coverage: many plans now
cover orthodontic work.

Types of Treatment

Orthodontic work for adults falls
into three categories. The most
common category deals with closing
an unattractive space between tecth,
straightening a turned or protruding
tooth, or ecasing the crowding of
teeth. These problems usually take
the least amount of time to treat,
and the work often can be done with
removable braces. For instance, in
closing a pap between teeth, a thin
plastic wire or elastic band may be
stretched across the top or bottom
teeth. Ocecasionally, 1if the teeth are
crowded, a tooth or two will have to
be removed, Braces or bands would
be worn simultancously with this
sort of treatment.

The second category of treatment
deals with more severe problems
caused by receeding or protruding
teeth. These problems often require
a longer treatment time, but the
results can be quite dramatic, with
whole profiles shifted and made
more attractive.

The years with the braces on can
be made easier to bear through the
use of new, plastic appliances that
are the color of tooth enamel. With
these, the wearer can smile and not
show a mouth full of metal. Many
orthodontists frown on plastic sup-
ports, however, because they tend to
discolor and have a habit of coming
loose. or breaking,

The finals type of orthodontics
involves what is called Maxillofacial
surgery, and treats people who have
severely asymmetrical features or
poorly aligned jaws. This condition
is rather rare, but can be heartbreak-
ing for someone sulfering from it. In
its treatment, surgeon and orthodon-
tist work in tandem to achieve what
are often startling results.

Much of the success of orthodon-
tic treatment depends on the patient.
You'll have to be willing to wear
wires or elastic bands if they're
called for, and take special pains to
keep your mouth and teeth clean.
Chewing gum, caramels and sticky
candy are definitely out. (Some
patients find that braces are the final
incentive to kick the junk food
habit.) You'll also have to resign
yoursell to some discomfort when
the braces are first put on, and then,
once you get used to them, to some
added soreness for a day or two each
time your wires get tightened. For a
while, some braces might impede
normal speaking or eating. An
increased amount of saliva in the
mouth often bothers people in the
first few months.

Limitations

Orthodontics can do a lot to make
your smile look like the ones on
toothpaste commercials, but they
can't do everything. If you're
considering treatment. you should
know its limitations.

* Though it can shift and con-
solidate spaces. orthodontics is not
always able to close them entirely
Small spaces that remain may have
to be filled by bridgework or
caps.

number of teeth, or have severe bone
loss or periodontal disease, treatment
may become quite complicated or
even impossible.

» It is sometimes said that
orthodontic treatment helps prevent
tooth decay or periodontal disease.
Although this may be true in
extreme cases, there have been no
long-term, large-group studies which
show a significant relationship
between orthodontics and overall
dental health. More than anything
else, orthodontics provide a
psychological service; people seek
treatment because they want to look
and feel better,

« If you have
orthodontics can improve your
appearance. But having crooked
teeth doesn’t always mean that you
have a bite problem, and if you have
no bite problem to begin with,
wearing braces could cause one.
“Orthodontics can do harm if it
disregards the functional balances
established by nature,” says Dr.
Thomas Graber, chief of orthodon-
tics at the University of Chicago. Sg
take care in choosing your orthodon-
tist and in making a decision to go
ahead with treatment,

How: to Get Treatment

To be recognized officially as an
orthodontist, a dentist must com-
plete two years of specialized
training after dental school;, to
become a boardcertified orthodon-
tist, he must then pass an examina-
tion given by the American Board of
Orthodontics. Many general dentists
practice some orthodontics, but most
treatment today is done by
specialists. Ask your dentist o
recommend iwo or more orthodon-
tists, or consult the listing of
specialists in your area compiled by
the American Dental Association.
Some precautions you'll want to take
in choosing your orthodontist are:

Ask for references. If vou have
any friends who have undergone
orthedontic treatment, quiz them on
costs and results. Or ask the
orthodontist himsell to refer you to
some of his patients,

Ask questions. Find out exactly
what your problem is, whal its
treatment will entail, how long it will
last and how much it will cost. If the
price sounds high, don’t be afraid to
bargain.

Consider cutting the cost of your
care by seeking treatment at a dental
school clinic. Schools with special
programs in orthodontics usually
accept adult patients, though some-
times their caseloads are limited.
Fees are often only half of those
charged by private practitioners.
Some schools scale their expenses
according to how much the patient
is able to pay, others have income
ceilings on patients.

Make sure you feel comfortable
with your orthodontist, and that you
understand and feel confident about
your treatment program. You. your
braces and your orthodontist are
going to be spending a iot of time
with each other.

Weigh the costs {time, money and
tinsel) and benefits carefully. Know
what you're getting into and exactly
what you expect to get out of it.

Don’t be shy. Many people now
tout braces as an instant conversa-
tion starter, something like belong-
ing to a'special club. One New York
singer, who started her treatment at
29, says “l expected razzing—but
instead I got pats on the back and

immediate respect. People say,
‘Good for you—you're: changing
something that isn't perfect.””

Braces might mcan the dilference
between a lifetime of shyness or
self-respect, between covering your
mouth when you laugh, or showing
the world your new smile.

Using A Referral Service

Are you growing weary of looking for your ideal apartment? A
rental-referral agency may be of some assistance. For a fee, these
agencies will provide you with a list of apartments; but you still have
to do your own leg work.

Here's how it works. After you sign a contract and pay the necessary
fee (usually $20-$45), you will be shown a list of housing that the
agency has to offer. From this list, you copy down potential
apartments. Usually, you can come back as often as you wish 1o update
your list. Some agencies make the offer good for up to three months,
others for as long as a year.

Once you have a list of apartments, it’s up to you to do the rest.
It's possible that by the time you go to look at an apartment, it will
be taken. Remember, that list is shown to everyone who comes to
the agency.

If you feel you have been ripped off because you did not find an
apartment, or because the ones you saw were totally unsuitable, there's
not a whole lot you can do. There is usually a no-money-back clause
in the contract that you sign. Additionally, the agencies do not
guarantee that they will find you an apartment,

You may complain to the Better Business Bureau; it won't get you
an apartment, but it may give you peace of mind. Complaints against
referral agencies have been filed with the BBB in most of the larger
cilies across the country. (A great percentage of the complaints are
from people who did not read the contract before they signed it.)

New York is one state that has consumer protection laws for
rental-referral agencies. Agents must be licensed and must keep an
escrow accoun! to pay back dissatisfied customers. The client’s
specifications must be written into the contract and all apartments
shown to that client must meet those specifications. Also, the
availability of the apartments must be verified at the start of the day
the fee is paid. All contracts must specify that the agency does not
guarantee that the client will find a satisfactory apar{ment, but will
simply furnish the client with a list of available apartments.

Even with all that protection, New York's is not a foolproof system.
There are still many abuses; but the Division of Licensing Services
can help people get their money back. If there are a number of
complaints against a specific agency, the state can hold a hearing
against the agency, Violators can be fined or their license may be
suspended or revoked. ;

So much for New York. In places that do not have as much
protection, consumers should be more particular about which agencies
they go to. Rental-referral agencies would not be in business if they
did not help some people find apartments. But before you sign up
with one, check with the Better Business Bureau first and you won't
have 1o check with them later.

Dodging the Drafts
If your apartment has a case of the cold winter drafts, here are some
hot ideas for you:

» If you don't have carpeting, an area rug will warm up a drafty
area, especially near a door.

* Try something off the wall. Hang an Oriental or tapestry rug
on an outside wall.

* Plants, grouped in corners. will cut drafis.

» If vou like that four-poster look in the bedroom but don’t have
a four-poster wallet, drape your bed to keep warm. Install curtain rods
on the ceiling. Hem sheets for draperies and snuggle up

Fireplace Fix-Up
A fireplace can be a beautiful part of your decor—that is, if it is
a beautiful fireplace: What do you do if yours is definitely lacking
in this department? Retile it, of course. Here’s how to make it look
authentically old, yet new:

» Measure the area you will be retiling. both around the opening
and on the hearth. Tiles are usually 4" square.

* Buy unglazed terra-cotta or quarry tiles. Allow 1or breakage.

» To cut tiles for the edges, use a ceramic tile cutter or a saber
saw with a Carborundum blade. A ceramic tile cutter can be rented
at certain tile dealers. Check when you purchase the tiles.

* Attach the tiles with an epoxy tile kit for the best results, or use
a ceramic tile adhesive.

» Apply two coats of polyurethane in satin or antique finish for
protection, and for an authentic-looking finish.

Natural Feeding

Mother's milk is both nutritious and natural. While in the comfort
of your own home, you may find nursing your child a source of wonder.
In public, however, trying lo feed your baby discreetly may dampen
your enthusiasm.

Follow these tips:

+ Practice nursing your infant at home before doing so in public.
So that no bare skin is visible to curious onlookers, you should practice
holding baby in one arm, while pulling up your shirt and unhooking
your bra with the other. You might try leaning forward so that your
clothing hangs from your body, unhooking your bra and placing baby
under your top. _

» Wear loose, comfortable clothing. Two piece outfits—such as
overblouses and shirts or skirts—rather than dresses, can help. Dresses
can be converted Lo nursing dresses by inserting a zipper or Velcro
in the seam under the bust or in the bustline dart. Layered looks—such
as vests and jackets—also work well. You might even consider making
a tent with a poncho or shawl.

» Find an easily manageable bra. Bras with elasticized back enable
you to lift them up over yvour breasts instead of fumbling for hooks
and snaps.

+ Look for an out of the way place to nurse your infant. Tables
in restaurants may be high enough to conceal your midriff, Booths
in restaurants as well as window seats in planes, trains and buses can
also provide you with privacy. If you're still shy, consider stepping
into a ladies room.

New Drug For Menstrual Pain

Dysmenorrhea, or painful menstruation, affects about half of all adult
women. In fact, some studies indicate that ten per cent of all women
are in some kind of pain for at least seyeral hours every month, some
for a day or more.

There are two versions of dysmenorrhea: primary and secondary.
Primary dysmenorrhea, which begins six to 12 months after
menstruation begins, is not related to any disease. Cramping may be
accompanied by bloating, backache, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea,
nervous tension and fainting spells, however. Secondary dysmenorrhea
is ‘caused by afflictions such as infection, endometriosis or
fibroids.

Birth control pills, whi¢ch inhibit ovulation, can help eliminate
menstrual cramps; however, for the ‘woman who cannot—or will
not—take oral contraceptives, prostaglandlins may be the answer.

Prostaglandin synthetase inhibitors (PGSIs) are messenger
chemicals present throughout the body. They regulate many
physiological processes such as reproduction, inflammation, blood
pressure, blood clotting and hormonal activities.

In one study at the Milton S. Hershey Medical Center in Hershey,
Pennsylvania, 40 primary dysmenorrhea patients were treated, 23 with
PGSls in the form of Motrin tablets and 17 with another drug.
Eighty-seven per cent of those women in the Motrin group found
significant relief from dysmenorrhea with no side effects, Of the
women who took the other drug, most got relief from the cramps,
but also reported headaches and other side effects.

Bill Offers Matching Grants

66 becomes law,

The measure was reported oul
favorably by the Senate Health and
Wellare Commiltee last Thursday and
received its first reading on the Senate
floor

The commitiee would establish 50 per-
cent state and 50 percent local matching
funds for purchase of equipment payable
direetly Lo the local government
Originally the bill would have created a 75
percenl slate, 25 percent local grants
which would have been administered
through emergency medical service
regions

L&N Asks Rate Hike
In Coal-Haul Rates

The Kentucky Railroad Commission
heard final testimony last week {rom coal
and power company wilnesses in the case
concerning an application for inlrastate
coal-hauling rate increases by the L & N
Railroad.

Rebuttal statements which will com-
plete the hearing of the case were delayed
until April 9 at the agreement of attorneys
for both sides

According to Thomas Polelti of the
Southeast Coal Co. sales subsidiary, the
proposed L & N increases—22 percenl and
13 percenl for- a combined lotal 38
percenl—-would put Southeast Coal, with
mines in Knolt and Letcher counties, "‘at
a severe compelilive disadvantlage ™

Polelti expressed concern that the in-
creases (or in-state hauls would have the
same ‘‘devastating” effect on his firm
that L & N's recently enacled 22 percent
increase [or inlersiate coal hauls has had

‘Our Louisville-area cuslomers—

where we sell 400,000 lons of
coal authority—have allernatives fo L &
N originated coal like ours,"” he said

“Options concerning who moves our coal
are nol available.™

Floyd McDowell, president of the Ken-
tucky Independent Coal Producers
Associalion, ciled huge revenue gains
made by L & N in 1979 as a resull of the 22
percenl inlerslale coal-hauling increase
as a reason nol to approve the increases.

In earlier testimony L & N wilnesses
outlined lactors which made the 38 per-
cent rate hike necessary, such as mcreas-
ed operaling costs and needed eguipment
purchases.

An. economie consultanl. for Keatucky
Utilities, Leroy Peabody, testilied a *‘vast
majority of the capital requirements L &
N contends make the in¢reases necessary
dan’t apply lo KU since all of KU’s coal
shipments move in their own cars
Peabody said the 38 percenl increase
would add $2.6 million to the KU rail
transportation bill at present volumes,
“and even more at projecled higher traf-
fie volumes

“KU doesn't intend to subsidize other
traffic handled by the L & N in Kentucky
or in other areas of the system,” he said

Also deleted was a provision in the
original bill establishing EMS advisory
commillees.

SB 66 would require the participating
local government to spend more than 5
percent of general fund budgel revenue on
ambulance service. It also would provide
that revenue produced by an ambulance
service district tax be part of the qualify-
ing 5 percent expenditure,

The original bill was sponsored by the
Interim Joint Commiltee on Health and
Welfare.

The Health and Welfare Committee also
reported out SB 142, with a commillee
amendment, which would resull in (ree
medical examinations by the county
health department if required for employ-
ment by the public school system.

The amendment requires the employee
to bear the expense if the examination is
by a private physician. The bill is spon-
sored by Sen. Nelson Allen (D-Bellefonte)
and five other senators.

Q. My physician has said [ should have
chemotherapy. I've heard that
chemotherapy is only used for incurable
cases and that its side effects are worse
than cancer. Whal are the real facts.

A. Chemotherapy is frequently recom-
mended prior lo, instead of, or following
surgery or radiotherapy. Often patients
or their families panic because they
mistakenly believe some of the common
myths about chemotherapy. You have
mentioned {wo of them

Myth 1: Chemotherapy is the treatment

. of last resori

For years Chemotherapy Foundation
members and supporters have been
aware that early chemotherapy can pro-
videa complete cure for some cancers,
bul we must remember that the general
public is not always aware of this. Some
people still believe that chemotherapy is
offered only when all else has failed, and
the suggestion of chemotherapy treat-
menl makes them think they are at “'the
end of the road.”” Health profesionals and
an-iformed public, aware that this myth is
prevalent, need to be on guard when pa-
tients and families become mistakenly
pessimistic about prognosis. (Example:
Betty Ford and Edward Kennedy, Jr
have been chemotherapy beneficiaries
for several years.)

Myth 2: The side effects are worse than
the disease.

The media often talk of the side effects
of chemotherapy while omitting the ex-
planation that some patienls never ex-
perience any, and most people find the
side effects (olerable and temporary. Side
effects are certainly not worse than the
disease. Unfortunately, this myth persists
even among health professionals, bul
mosl patients and families will agree that
side effects are a fair “trade-ofi” for in-
creased disease-free survival and, cer-
tainly, for cure.
