Variety trials at the Qu1ck and Substa­
tion of the Umver ..;ity of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture indicate a potential of 
$2,7 gro income per acre with syrup at 

12 a gallon. Three varietie an a\·erage of 
225 gallons of yrup per acre 

The varieties are Dale, which is the best 
adapted \ariety for the Upper South. nnd 
Brandes and Theis, which are more 
adapted to the Lower Southeast. Although 
seed upplies of Dale arc ·hort in orne 
areas, a good eed crop of Dale was pro­
duced lnst yenr in Kentucky. InformatiOn 
on ource · of the eed rna,:. be obtained 
from the County Exten ion Offtcc. 

Dale IS a midseason vanety that 
matures about three \\ eeks earlier than 
the older \'arietie-, Brandes and Wtley 
The med1um-sized stal~ of Dale grow 
upright and ·traight, and are co\·ered 
with a waxy bloom. ILo.; good standing 
ability is one of Dale's big as_eL. 

Dale is resistant to leaf anthracnose 
and stalk red rot. These are two diseases 
that are ~erious and have destroyed many 
of the older varieties m the past. 

Dale i · the best variety available with 
good disease resistance. The syrup made 
from Dale ha. a mild sorghum flavor, 
good color and b of excellent quality The 
syrup doe; not readily gel. Older varieties 
such as Sugar Drip, Honey Drip, Tracy, 
and Sarl are quite susceptible to 
prevalent disea. es and often do not pro­
duce top quality syrup. 

Select a nndy loam soil that is well 
drained but has a good moisture-holding 
capacity. Do not select soils w1th ex­
tremely high fertility or htgh in oi;ganic 
matler Break and thoroughly disc the 
soil as oon as po. sible in order that all 
plant residue will de ay before time for 
planting 

Plant early in lay after the otis arc 
thoroughly \\ar. Delayed planting· may 
result in the plants not reaching maturity 
before the first killing fro~t. A firm, 
mots!, well prepared e dbed is e sential 
for obtaining a good stand of sweet 
sorghum 

The planter ·hould be calibrated to drop 
3 to 4 seeds per foot of row For the varietv 
Dale. this will require 2.5 pound of ~ced 
per acre. The initial stand may appear 
very thin on the land. An ideal stand v. ill 
look thin when the sorghum plants are 
small. To check for an adequate stand. 
count the number of plants m everal 
10-foot lengths of the rows. An ideal stand 
will have 20 to 25 plant· umformly 
distributed in each 10-foot area . 

Cultivation is the best weed control 
method. Cultivate when plants are 3 to 4 
inches tall and 6 to 8 inches tall. A third 
cultivation when the plants are 12 to 15 in­
che · tall should ndge the oil up again ·t 
the plants.

With spring come thought of cleaning 
and stonng winter blankets. For most 
types of blanket" this is an easy wsk, but 
electnc blankets do require spcc131treat· 
ment. 

Never send an electric blanket to the 
dry cleaners or try to dry clean it 
yourself In lead, wash it carefully accor· 
ding to directions that c.ame with it. You 
can protect the plug by folding it into a 
corner of the blanket and pinning or sew­
ing it securely. 

If you can't find the washing instruc­
tions, follow th~e cleaning tip.: 

-Presoak the blanket in lukewarm 
water, hand wa h and rinse twice. 
Squeeze out the exec. s water, but do not 
hand wrmg it or put it through a washer 
wrmger. · 
-If you ha\'e a wa her with a presoak 

cycle and gentle spin, you can wash your 
blanket in it Presoak in lukewarm ud y 
water, then turn it bv hand and soak a lit­
tle longer. Skip the gentle wa h cycle and 
give 1t the gentle spin. Repeat the soak­
and-turn and gentle-spin direction for 
two rinse . 

With . pecial care, mo t electric 
blankets do not need y,ashmg for years. 
When you put th e blankets away, pro­
tect them from dampness and dust w1th a 
plastic storage bag.

Mr. Grigsby has accepted another four 
year contract as Superintendent of the 
Floyd Count~ School System. In his ac­
ceptance speech he said, "This has been 
an admmtstration of integrity, honesty. 
hardworkmg and forthrightness As long 
as I am Superintendent of Floyd County 
schools it hall continue to be that way. 
The number one object, as always, that 
has been in my heart and mind smce I 
joined the teaching profession, back in 
1957, is the children of Floyd County. 1 
don't think anyone here can deny that I 
have always bt'en hard working and 
honest and I've never backed up my pay 
check at any time, although 1t has been 
very meager for many, many years."

No stalls in boys or girls restrooms, 
no toilet paper, soap, hand towels or trash 
cans in bathrooms, a gas leak in the kit­
chen gone unchecked, which caused an 
explosion that has devastated the Jives of 
some cooks, broken doors, broken win· 
dows everywhere, disciplinary problems. 
no money to run departments within the 
school, teachers feeling as though they 
worked under appre sive hand of an un­
sympathetic superintendent. 

Mr. Grigsby was not alone, he worked 
with a board who disregarded the profes­
sionalism or teachers and principals; 
disregarded the input of citizens; worked 
under an illegal deficit budget that ran to 
approximately $600,000.00 for six year ; 
until threatened with a lawsuit, ignored 
law 94·142, which if followed, \\OUid have 
eslabltshed learmng disability 
classroom ; refu ·ed to recogmzed the 
"immediate" dangers of a ·bestos.

Sanitation Level 
Of Foodhandlers 
At 20-Year High 

The condition of Floyd county and retail 
grocery store , samtation-wise, is better 
now than at any time within the last 20 
years, a report i ued thi week by the 
Floyd County Health Department says 

But that wasn't the p1cture less than a 
year ago when the Floyd County Board of 
Health directed Earl Compton, health 
department administrator, to request an 
evaluation of these bu inesses by a staff 
member of the State Health Department. 
A random sampling showed that 
restaurants had a 58% sanitation rating 
and a 78% admimstrative compliance 
rating-both well below the recommend­
ed 85% standard. Retail groceries sampl­
ed had a sanitation compliance rating of 
41% and a 58 8% administrative com· 
pliance record. 

The State Health Department assigned 
S.G Sandlin, Jr., food service officer, to 
the county for the evaluation work Since 
that lime the inspection program has 
been emphasized. Because of low -cores 
on inspection, 37 notices to correct viola­
tions and seven notices of mtent to sus· 
pend permits were issued to restaurants 
from last July to December Seven hear· 
mgs were held to gl\:e owners or operators 
of restaurants an opportunity to an \\ er to 
each violation charged and to show cause 
why their licenses should not be .su ·pend· 
ed and their establi hments do ed 

Thirty-two such notices were tssued to 
grocery stores Flve hearmg \\ere held

This second evaluation wa completed 
last January by the state board. At that 
time the sanitatiOn compliance rating of

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Grape Pruning Shown 

John K. Pttts from Middle Creek listen 
attentively a. Russell Sparks, county 
agent of lagoffin county, show: how to 
prune grape~.

quality will depend a lot on the pruning 
vim~ get thi witner-a job that can be 
done any tune during a \\arm spell or 
tha\\ m late February or early Mnrch. 

Pruning ha more effect on grap than 
any other practice. 

If the vine i not pruned enough 1t \\ill 
bear too large a nop and become \\eaken­
ed. Too little pruning year after year 
re ult · in a relatively unproducti\ c vine 
that produce lo\\-quality fruit. 

Balanced pruning is needed to produce 
large crops of high-quality fruit and to 
maintam \'ine in a healthy condition You 
want to achieve a balance between the 
number of buds and amount of vine. 

For balanced pruning of American 
varietie. , follow the general rule of 30 plus 
10. This means that 30 buds are left on the 
vine to balance the first pound of annual 
wood pruned, and 10 more buds are left 
for each additional pound of prunings 
removed 

r'or French-American hybrids. which 
tend to over-bear and need to be pruned 
more. the general rule 1s 20 plus 10. Leave 
20 buds for the f1r ·t pound of annual wood 
pruned. and 10 more buds are left for each 
additional pound of prunings removed 

Actually weigh the prunings from the 
first few vines. After you have some ex­
perience, you should be able to prune 
simply by estimating the amount of wood 
to be removed. 

:!\fany systems are used for training 
grape vines, such a the 4-cane Kniffin, 
umbrella Kniffin and others Ho\\ C\'er. 
balanced prunmg should be practiced 
regard! s of the training y tern . 

Best time to prune grapes i m late 
.,.. inter or e?.rly pring when there is little 
chance for more everc cold weather 
Pruning may be done any time now dur· 
ing a warm pel! or winter tha\\ in late 
February or early March. 

Don't prune while the wood is frozen 
because frozen canes are brittle, and 
working them can damage the vines. 

If you don't get the job done b) mid­
March, it's better to prune late than not at 
all. There is no evidence that bleeding of 
sap is harmful when vines are pruned m 
late spring, but it ts best to avoid it by 
pruning earlier. 

The second or third year after grapes 
are planted, it i recommended to cut 
back canes to be saved leaving 4 to 6 buds 
each. Train the canes along the \\ires in 
the 4-canc Kniffm sy tern. With the urn 
brella Kniffin system, canes from the up­
per part of the vme should be brought up 
over the top w1re1 bent down sharply and 
tied down to the bottom \\'Ire Be sure to 
leave spurs near the base of the cane· for 
next year' growth. 

The fourth year. follow the balanced 
pruning procedure 

Clu ters of grape· develop directly on 
the fruiting shoots that grow out from the 
bud left on canes that grew the previous 
year. For th1s reason, it is tmporlant at 
pruning time to !('ave th(' proper number 
of buds or norlf:'s to produce the df:'.Sired 
yeild of grape 

Most of the American bunch grape 
vaneites- such a-; Concord and 
~iagra-bear best \\hen the longer canes 
are left at pruning time These \'inc.s are 
most producll ve \\hen pruned to the 
4·cane Kniffin ystem or umbrella Kniffin 
system, both of which sa\·e long can· at 
pruning lime 

1\to t French hybrid \'ar1etie ha\·e their 
mo t fruitful bud at the ba e of year-<Jld 
canes Therefore the) are u ually pur­
pruned. cutting back all cartl."S that are re­
tained o that 2 to 4 buds or node are left 
on each cane.

Dunng till:; perrod. no otht•r manufac 
turer can produce thr drug. However, 
when thP patent rrghts l'Xplre. other 
manufact uren; arc a lim\ rd to produee the 
trademarked drug Chemically, thesr 
drugs are the same as the tradrmarked 
drug and are known as genrr1c 
equivalents. 

Cobb points out that comptll!les that 
duplrcatL' the ongmal formulation have no 
need to rrcover hem·y initial research and 
development costs so their prices are 
usually lower than that of the original 
developer's for thr drug 
Qut>slion or Qua tit~ 

"Although laws that permit substitution 
of generic drug equi\'alents can mean 
lower consumer drug priees. the) can 
also mean a loss of quality in a drug.·· 
says Cobb. 

For a patt>nted drug to get on the 
market, he explains, the Food and Drug 
Administration must approYe the process 
by wh1ch the drug is manufactured as 
well as lhe ingredients and amounts. 

When a genenc drug com pan,:. begins to 
manufacture a drug with an expired pa· 
tent, it too m ust meet certain standards 
set by the I<'DA: however. the entire 
manufacturing process ts not approved as 
it wa~ for the patented drug The FDA 
standards apply onl) to the active ingre­
dients used. because the other mgrt>dients 
and process used in manufacturing the 
patented drug are trade seerl'ts and not 
subject to patent laws 

This is where a problem can crop up. 
"For example. if too much binder. an 
agent \\ hich holds the ingredients 
together, is used in a generic drug. the 
drug will not disintegrate and will pass on 
through the body ... says Cobb. 

However, Flashman notes that there IS 
no scientific evidence that proves generic 
drugs are inferior to brand name drugs 

But there are othN reasons why Cobb 
prefers the brand name drugs He points 
out that the major drug manufacturers 
spend large sums of mone) each year on 
quality control. The) must do thrs in order 
to uphold their reputation of producmg 
safe and effectivl' drugs 

He also notes that the generic drug com­
panies have more recalls than the major 
manufacturers. One professor at Purdue 
Un1versity has concluded from hrs recent 
research that the chances for a recall are 
seven times greater for a generic drug 
than for a brand name drug 

As far as the <~ctual co~t difference. 
Cobb believes that thrs has been overem· 
phasized. "The generic drug law has in

What'::. your gripe? What really 
bugs )OU in your communit)? There 
mu:-.t be something that you wish you 
could change. Well, it's time to get 
off )OUr sitting apparatus. 

Maybe the huge pay rai:-.t: that 
your lcgio;Jators just received makes 
you grab an Alka-Seltzer. Or rna) be 
the high utility rate that you arc 
paying makes you want to go out 
and rob a bank. (No. don't do 
that!) 

It could e\·en be something less 
world!), like the upstairs tenant who 
loves loud disco music. 

Whatever it is, there is something 
you can do about it. Along with 
others who feel as you do. you can 
make yourself heard by getting 
organized. 

Think Objecthely 
One of the firs t things you must 

decide is if your group will just 
accomplish one goal and then sa) 
good-bye, or if you will work 
together as a group toward other 
goals. 

For instance, your objective right 
now might be to have a traffic light 
installed at a busy intersection. Once 
It is accomplished, what happens to 
your group? You might like to stay 
together and \\Ork towards building 
a safer community. 

The ideals of the group must be 
well established because they will 
live on even though the members 
may come and go. A very successful 
non-profit organization, The Cous· 
teau Society, whose main concern is 
in keeping the ocean clean and 
healthy, will undoubtedly sail on 
long after its founder is gone, for 
example. The Society's 160,000 
members all share ideals and a 
common goal to accomplish. 

Incorporating 
To establish a legal frame\\ork for 

your organization most likely means 
incorporating. The act of incorporat· 
ing gives the members of your group 
a feeling of security that there is a 
future and that their efforts will not 
be in vain. Also, it will protect the 
members against any litigation. 

Undoubtedly, no matter how 
strong a person feels about an issue, 
he wouldn't want to risk his personal 
financial stability for belonging to an 
organization. Incorporating will give 
your non-profit group an exemption 
from paying income taxes and also 
reduce postage rates. 

The Internal Revenue Service has 
prepared a booklet, "How to Apply 
for Recognition of Exemption for an 
Organization" (Publication 557). It 
details the forms and procedures 
that are necessary for making 
application for recognition of non· 
profit incorporation status. The 
booklet can be purchased for 40 
cents from the Superintendent of 
Documents, lJ.S. Government Print­
ing Office, Washington, D.C. 
20402. 

Funding 
There's not much any ded1cated 

group can do without money. Money 
is needed for newsletters, brochures, 
poster· and such for a small group 
or for rent, phone bills, desks and 
other ba ic. for a larger organiza­
tion. It will have to be decided 
whether to subsist on membership 
due , grants, contributions, money 
from projects or a combination of 
all. Probably a combination would 
be the most effective way to go since 
the "all eggs in one basket" 
approach may fall short somewhere 
along the line. 

If you would like to seek a grant, 
there is a publication available 
which lists all kinds of funding 
possibilities from the government 
and from private foundations. Called 
the Grantsmanship Center News, it 
is published six times a year by the 
Grantsmanship Cent~r. 1015 W . 
Olympic Boulevard, Los Angeles, 
California 90015. Subscriptions are 
SIS a year. 

Just like higher education institu· 
tions, state and local education 
agencies and other public and 
private non-profit organintions, 
community consumer groups are 
eligible to apply for grants. To find 
out more, contact the Director, 
Office of Consumers' Education,

ton, D.C. 20202. They also publish 
(free) "If You Are Writ1ng Your 
f·irst Proposal." 

There are many projects which 
can help you raise funds. A lot of 
groups find recycling paper or 
aluminum a profi table way to raise 
money. If you would like informa­
tion about paper recycling, write for 
a free copy of "Ho" to Recycle 
Waste Paper" from the American 
Paper In titute, Inc ..

In The Public E}'e 
Publicity is of major importance 

to any organ1zauon. Deciding the 
best way to get your message across 
to your public must be evaluated 
thorough I). fach group has a 
different need for pu blicit). It might 
be that you want to attract new 
members, seck contributiOns or win 
support from local politicians. Time 
and money are important factors, so 
establish your priorities and work on 
them in order of importance. 

There are many basic publicity 
techniques used by organizations. 
Some include news releases, bro­
chures, newsletters, public speakers, 
posters, public service announ­
cements and letters to the editor. 
These are all effective methods of 
gaining recognition, but try to be 
creative in your effort too. 

Public-access television (available 
in a limited number of cities) can be 
used to throw your ideas out to the 
public. Air time is free on this cable 
network so all you pay for is the 
production itself (which is fairly 
cheap). Another idea is to benefit 
from the outdoor advertising in­
dustry The) contribute more than 
$6 milion a year in advertising space 
for public service messages. Local 
groups can get space by describing 
the merits of their organization to 
the Outdom Advertising Association 
of America, Inc. at 24 West Erie 
Street, Chicago, Illinois 60610. 

To aid you on your merry way 
with publicity, there i a handy book 
available from Sperry Hutchinson 
called the Pub1Jc1ty Handbook.

Live and Learn 
In order to maintain a credible 

existence, an) organization should 
be constantly learnmg and gathering 
information. As your group grows, 
you will probably come across the 
names of other organizations you 
would like to contact for ideas, 
newsletters or just some camarader­
ie. To help you along in this 
endeavor, there is a two-volume 
sourcebook called, appropriately, the 
Consumer Sourcebook, (Gale Re­
search Co., Detroit $58.) which is 
a\·ailable at your library. It is a very 
useful guide to government organ­
izations, consumer organizations, 
centers and institutes, media ser­
vices, companies (with presidents' 
names listed), publications, newslet­
ters and audiovisual matenals. 

The :"olational Public Interest 
Research Group, founded by Ralph 
Nader, has publi:.hcd "A Public 
Citizen's Action Manual" which 
offers suggestions for organizing 
citizen groups, lobbying and possible 
projects. In addition, a series of 
prOJect "cookbooks" is available 
which explains s1milar to the setup 
of recipe books how to organi7e 
around a particular issue. 

Both the Action Manual and a list 
of the "cookbooks" are available free 
from the National Public Interest 
Research Group, 1832 M St., '.

•by the Health Department concerning the 
dumping of garbage. the installation of 
septic tanks, city water systems and 
many regarding plumbing. Yet the health 
department is no longer responsible for 
these programs. 

In the :'\1arch 5. 1980 issue of the Floyd 
County Times an article concerning the 
burning of garbage on Turkey Creek 
s tated that the Health Department was 
"unresponsive to the situation."• 

The Health Department was responsive 
to those complaints Although it is not the 
responsibility of the Health Department 
to monitor garbage dumps, an inspector 
did make an investiagation and reported 
the situation to the Department for 
Natural Resources. 

Former Governor Wendell Ford felt 
that a number of services could be 
delivered more efficiently and effectively 
if responsibility for those programs was 
taken from the Health Department and 
given to the Department for Natural 
Resources. As a result, he transferred 
solid waste (garbage>, sewage <septic 
tanks, l stream pollution, c1ty water and 
sewage systems, public w1mmmg pools 
and plumbing into that department. 

Although the Health Department 1s not 
responsib1e for these programs, it Will 
continue to assist the citizens of Floyd 
county m trying to make the county a 
healthier place to live.

BEREA,KY .-Americans are beginn­
ing to realize what Rerf.'a Collcgf.' instruc­
tor Carolyn Orr has knm\ n since she was 
16. 

Politi<·s and tlw Ol;.mp1cs ,houldn 't 
mix ... but th~y do. 

"The whole 1dea of the Olympics is 
political,'' according to Miss Orr. a 
member of Berea ·s Agri<·ulture fa cult~ . 
"A lot of pt.'Ople say it's not, but the rl'ason 
the Greek started the Olympics was 
politics, a chance for people to <·ornpet<• on 
a field of honor rather than a field of bat­
tle." 

A former Olympic gymnast and partici­
pant in the 1972 gamt·s at Munich. Miss 
Orr was w1tness to one of thl' low pomts in 
Olympic history. It was at Munich when 
Arab terrorists murdered 13 Israeli 
athletes. 

"When you're 16 and soml'thing like 
that happens. you're scared ... shl' said. 

The Berea instructor belic\e~ that eYen 
the judging at Olympic games i::; political. 

"West German athletes contmually are 
'put down' by Soviet bloc judge:;, .. she 
said. and the first girls ' gymnastic team 
from China. a group she considered 
outstanding. d1d not get a fa1r rating. 

In 1936, Adoll Hitler tried to turn the 
Berlin Olympics into a political arean, 
and Black athletes injected the1r own 
political interests in the 1968 ~1exico City 
events. Miss Orr recalls. 

"I was worried when they announced 
that the U S was going to Russia in 1980 
because of the idea of sending our people 
to a Communist bloc countr) where we 
ha\'e no control over anything that hap­
pens." Maintaining tight security with so 
many athletes is very difficult. she added. 

She supports the U.S. boycott of the 
umpcoming !\lo.cow Olympics. although 
she w1shes President Carter had discuss 
ed it with the athletes involved before 
making his announcement. "The boycott 
will hurt the Russians financially. but 
they'll never let us know we're hurting 
them" 

But instructor Orr really prefers to 
discuss agriculture rather than the Olym­
pics. "I like to be considered for what I 
am now. not what I was." 

What the petite. five·foot blond "1s 
now" is one of a handful of women in this 
country to be teaching agriculture at the 
college level. And while life on the Berea 
College farms. "with 36 cows in my 
backyard" seems far removed from the 
glamour of international sports. she has :1 

hard time concealing her enthusiasm for 
agriculture and opportunities available to 
women in that science.

OK Cornea Removal 
For Transplant Use 

When performing autop:Hes to deter­
mine the cause of death, coroners will be 
able to remove the corneas for use in 
sight-restoring transplants under a bill 
which has approval of both houses . 

House Bill 158, with a floor amendment, 
narrowly won approval of the Senate last 
Thursday, 20-17. It will now go back to the 
House for concurrence on the amend­
ment 

Originally, the bill would have allowed 
removal of corneas (a transparent cover­
ing on the eye) and kidneys for all cor­
oner's cases. A coroner's case involves 
death under unusual circumstances like 
homicide, drowning, poisoning, suicide or 
accident. 

A committee amendment removed the 
language concerning kidneys. Sen. Jack 
Trevey <R-Lexington), who spoke for the 
bill, said kidneys deteriorate much faster 
than the less vascular corneas so a pro­
cedure of this type would be less suc­
cessful. 

The floor amendment allowing cornea 
removal only during an autopsy was pro­
posed following the Senate floor debate 
revealing objections to "disturbing" the 
body after death, especially without per­
mission of next of kin . 

Sen. Trevey, who filed the floor amend­
ment should answer objections to the bill. 
The Lexington physician said he felt if an 
autopsy is already bemg performed for 
another reason, the bod) is already sub­
ject to "disturbance.'' And next-of-kin 
permission is not required when an autop­
sy is performed, he said. 

A bill that would prohibit political can­
didates from publishing or distributmg 
false statements about opposition can­
didates passed the House Thursday, 
despite cnticism by some members that 
such a bill would be unenforceable. 

House B1ll (HB> 178, a measure that its 
sponsor. Rep . Bill Weinberg 
W-Hindman ), said would "Bring a 
greater dignity" to state politics, was rap­
ped by Rep. Louie Guenthner 
(R-Northfield l as impractical. 

''I really don't see any way we could en­
force this bill," Guenthner said. "It's bet­
ter to place our faith in the people of Ken­
tucky and let them dec1de who's lying and 
who's not. When you file for public office. 
you know you're going to subject yourself 
to that kind of treatment. '' 

Weinberg, who called the measure a 
truth in campaigning bill, said he was in­
troducmg it because present laws make it 
difficult to prosecute slander cases by 
having to prove "malicious intent." ''Talk 
about something hard to prove," he said 
"Malice is hard to prove." 

House Majority Leader Bobby Richard­
son <D-Glasgow) said the bill would take 
the flavor out of Kentucky politics and 
declared the bill would "create many pro­
blems of enforcement." 

Weinberg answered his critics by say­
ing the bill is intended to stop politicians 
who continually publish false and 
misleading information intentionally

Some Kentucky Work 
On Streams Stalled 
After Entry Denied 

The Kentucky portion of the Tug Fork 
stream rehabilitation program has been 
senously hampered by rights of entry 
problems. 

The Army Corps of Engineers' Hun­
tington District office, last November 9, 
issued a two-part invitation to contractors 
to bid on the debris-removal work. 

Colonel James H. Higman, Huntington 
District Engineer, said enough property­
entry agreements were obtained from 
West Virginia residents to permit the 
award of the West Virginia contract, but a 
number of Kentucky residents have 
declined to sign the rights of entry which 
would provide legal access upon private 
properly by workers and equipment. 

Most areas designated for stream 
cleanout, Higman said, are on or accessi­
ble only across private property . 

As a result, said Higman, he has 
cancelled the Lot B (Kentucky l part of 
the original Invitation for bids, and will 
advertise for new bids on stream cleanout 
work in the Kentucky areas for which 
rights of entry have been obtained 

Those areas includ<• Pond Creek. 
ulphur Creek. Peter Branch of 

Blackberry Creek and Barrenshee. 
Higman said the problem areas. which 

will not be included in the upcoming bid 
request are at Buck Creek. Peter Creek 
and Poplar Creek . 

He said these areas may be added later 
if rights of entry materialize.

Problems and Solutions 
Here arc some ideas to make your 

kitchen work for you: 
• Paneling is one way of perking 

up tired looking walls in your 
kitchen area. You can now select 

paneling in wood tones: natural oak, 
dark teak. or walnut. Prices range 
from 20c to 60c per square foot. 

If you install the paneling your­
self, be sure to purchase the correct 
amount of materials to finish the job. 
This means careful measuring. Read 
thoroughly any instructions provided 
by the manufacturer before starting 
to work. 

• If your kitchen is adjacent to a 
little-used dining room and you 
would like to get more use out of 
that space, remove the wall between 
the two rooms altogether. The old 
dining room could become a family 
room, and if you put a pass-through 
counter between it and the kitchen, 
your family can cat there as well. 

Pass-through counters are even more 
convenient when the base cabinets 
open from both sides. 

• One way to solve the problem 
of limited work space in a kitchen , 
without extensive remodeling, is to 
purchase a movable cabinet that has 
a cutting board surface and can 
double as a portable bar and buffet. 
It can be moved out of the way when 
not in use, or you can roll it to the 
table for serving. 

• If your kitchen is short on 
cabinet space and your pots and pans 
end up on the floor, install opeT) 
shelves on one wall of your kitchen, 
from top to bottom. Hang pots and 
pans from an overhead rack. The 
open shelves can be narrower than 

regular cabinets and built on 
movable pegs for easy adjustment. 

• If your kitchen is short on floor 
space and you can't make the room 
any larger, install a U-shaped work 
area with sink in the middle of the 
room. This will provide more counter 
space than the conventional work 
area built against the wall. If your 
kitchen is joined to a family room, 
you can angle the new work area so 
that anyone using the sink will be 
facing the other room. 

The kitchen is an important room 
in any house. With a little planning 
and imagination, you can give your 
kitchen a whole new look without 
spending your entire budget on home 
improvements.

State Board of Education Considers 
Attendance, Basketball Classification 

The State Board for Elementary and 
Secondary EducatiOn Wednesday told the 
Kentucky High School Athletic Associa­
tion to draw up an official ballot to be sent 
to its members for a vote on the classifica­
tion of high school basketbalL The system 
of classificatiOn under consideration 
would classify high schools by student 
enrollment, as in footbalL 

Terming the action "a suggestion 
rather than an order," chairman Henry 
E Pogue Jr. asked the ballot be sent to 
the designated KHSAA representative for 
each high school. Board members also 
stipulated the ballot be accompanied-by 
information oth for and agains.t 
classification. 

The board's action followed the ap­
pearance of Jack Moreland , superinten­
dent of the Dayton lndependent School 
District, to protest a recent basketball 
classification survey taken by the athletic 
association . '·I have some questions about 
the wording of that survey," Moreland 
told the board. ·'With the final vote 134 to 
106, and 70 or 80 schools not voting, we feel 
that the issue should be decided by a vote 
which requires schools to respond." 

Tom Mills, KHSAA commissioner, said 
the survey, which was sent to members in 
April1979, was "made in good faith ." He 
said survey respondents voted over­
whelmingly against basketball classifica­
tion. "Only three regions were for 
classifications," Mills told the board, "12 
regions were opposed and one tied." 
Classification surveys were sent to 
KHSAA members in May 1976 and April 
1979 In other actions taken during these­
cond day of the board's quarterly 
meeting, the board declined to adopt a 
resolution advocating the issuance of 
revenue bond anticipation notes by the 
Kentucky School Building Authority. "We 
don't feel we should follow that route of 
financing at this time," said Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction Raymond 
Barber. 

the board. The regulation outlines the 
number of courses high school students 
may take each year . Hunter asked the 
board not to limit the number of courses. 
He noted local school boards could limit 
the number, but the state board would be 
wise not to impose limits . 

"We are worried about the number of 
high school seniors, in particular, who are 
not in class six hours a day. Apparently 
this problem is more widespread than we 
thought," he said. 

Hunter praised the "Henderson" 
graduation plan which allows students to 
receive one of three types of diplomas, 
each requiring a different nu!Pper of 
courses for graduation. Th~ board ex· 
pressed its concern over senior atten­
dance and agreed to hear the issue ore 
fully at its April meeting.

However. this rule docs not apply to 
mail order photo f1mshing, maga1.ine 
subscriptions, and other regular 
deliveries. such as book and record clubs, 
except for the first shipment. Nor docs it 
a pply to seeds and plants. 

Even though buying by rna1l saves tJrne 
and energy mail ordl'r problems are the 
number one source of consumer com­
plaints. So here nre some tips to keep in 
mind when ordering by mai l : 

Investigate the advertisers' cla1ms 1f 
you can, and check the return policy. :\'ole 
the delivery time stated. and allow 
enough time to get the merchandise you 
are planning to give as a g1ft. Keep a copy 
of the order blank with a note of the date 
you sent the order, what you ordered, and 
your check number. Finally, hold on to 
your cancelled checks or charge account 
records If you have a problem later, 
these papers will be necessary to prove 
your side of the case 

If you do have a problem. contact your 
local or s late consumer protection office, 
the consumer protection office neare t 

the company, or your local post office. 
They can oft en help you resolve your com­
plaint 

Also. the FTC ha~ an updated pamphlet 
that spells out your rights when you order 
by mail 1'7or your free copy of Shopping 
by Mall, send a postcard with your name 
and address to the Consumer Information 
Center.

As human resource~ grow and as 
energy demands incrcast•. more and 
more land that now provides a place for 
wildlife Will fall victim to subdi\'isions. 
parking lots. highways, mines the list 
could go on and on . 1\lort' demands for 
agncultural products to fet>d the ex­
plodmg world population will lead to an 
increase in farming practices which pro­
vide little wildlife habitat and could cause 
an increased use of harmful pesticidE's 
and herbicides 

It's not enough to sit back complacently 
and count on wildlife b10log1sh to stop 
these trends . The forces are irrestible and 
even the most avid advocate of wildlife 
cannot remain unmoved m thE' face of 
pressing demands for food, shelter and 
energy for people While it '· true that 
public lands can prO\idC' habitat, thE.' 
acreages m public ownership are too 
small to offer much large-scale benefit 

In the face of this inexorable loss of 
wildlife habitat, we are gomg to ha\e to 
learn to use what is left more effectively. 
Even thE.' smallest backyard can be at­
tractive to wildlife, and thC' owner of 
several acres or more has many oppor­
tunities to improve Jivmg conditions for a 
wide variety of species .

fruitmg habits of the plants

Apples. peaches, plums, cherries, nec­
tanne::;, apncots and pears are mcluded 
111 the tree fruits This group of fruits are 
probably abused most from the lack of 
prunmg Well developed scaffold bran­
ches \\ ith Wide crouch angles is one of. if 
not thl' most important principles to 
remembPr \\hen training tree fruits. Also 
remember all cuts should be made flush 
with the limb or trunk 

The t\\O most popular training systems 
of tree frUits are the modified central 
leader which is used on pears. and apples 
and the open center "hich is used on 
peaches and nectarines . Either of the two 

systems can be u~ed on ch<'rrie~. plums 
and apricots. 

To train a tree to the modified central 
leader system. first cut the one-year-old 
unbranched\\ hip back to about 36 to 40 in­
ches in the spring. This will induce side 
branches. During the summer, the scaf­
fold branches should be selected from the 
induce side branches. The first branch 
should be selected about 18 inches up from 
the ground, the next branch should be 
about 10 inches above the first lnnb but as 
close to the opposite side of the tree as 
possible. Thts is probably the most scaf­
fold branches one can expect from the 
first years growth. 

When the whip is cut back. the top two 
to four s hoots nearest the cut will grow at 
a very sharp angle which will develop into 
very undesirable crouch angles. All but 
one of these topmost shoots should be 
removed in the lat spring or early sum­
mer. They can be rubbed off at this time 
by hand This causes less stress on the 
plant and as the result those select<'d 
branches will develop much faster for the 
first year. 

The second year the central leader 
should be cut back to 36 to 40 inches and 
all side branches should be cut back to 
about 10 to 18 inches with the bud nearest 
the cut facing away from the center of the 
tree. The th1rd scaffold branch should be 
as near a r~ght angle to first two limbs but 
8 to 10 inches higher and the fourth should 
be on the side opposite the third but 8 to 10 
mches higher.

DLG Head Addresses ADD Board, 
Talks Of East Ky. Prospects 

Wilburn Pratt speaks at :!\1onday's meeting of the Big Sandy 
ADD. 

"No development for the overall pros 
pcrity and well-beirg of Kentucky IS as 
nnportc1nl as IS 1h<' further development 
of Eastern Kentucky," Wilburn Pratt. 
commissioner of the Kentucky Depart 
men! for Local Government told hoard 
member!. and staff of the Big Sand) Area 
Development District Monday night. 

Stressing the unportance of the role of 
local govcmment in overconung the 
variety of problems and economic ills 
wh1ch face the state and nallon. Pratt at­
tempted to allay, to some degree, moun­
ting anxiety which local officials and 
planners are expenencmg 111 the face of 
predicted budget cuts 

Although the I<:conomic Developm<:nt 
Admimstrat ion "has suffered" been usc of 
what Pratt called the Pres•dpn t's "mood" 
to cut the budget, "our Appalachian 
legislation is in real good shape," the 
DLG commissioner pomled out "That 
means a $2 to $12 million increase in Area 
Development Funds," Pratt said, "and 
we hope a half-million will come to Ken­
tuck\' " 

Pratt also disclosed what he termed a 
new and "unconventwnal" strategy on 
the part of the V.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers m relieving flooding problpms. 
Speaking specifically of the Tug Fork sec­
tion, Pratt said the Corps' new approach 
"look beyond just building dams " 
• "They are looking very hard and deep 
at providing alternallves to people. other 
than living in the flood plam," Pratt 
pointed out. · They're becoming more in­
volved Ill community development rather 
than stnctl) structural projects" 

During the board':; business session, 
earlier in the evenmg, ADD planner Bill 
Moyer abo talked of future prospects for 
development monies. pomting espec1ally 
to $1 million in Farmers Home Ad­
mlmstration 601 funds which arc expected 
to be allocated primarily for housmg, and 
additional 701 federal planning assi:;tanec 
funds. 

!\toyer also spoke of the current thrust 
on the part of the federal government to 
encourage and help fund energy conser­
vatiOn programs Ill rural as well as urban 
areas "BUD IS makmg available $11 

million for energy conservation pro­
grams," said Moyer who pointed out that 
local governments and planning agencies 
should formulate a "workable energy 
strategy" since any acquisition of such 
funds would require some sort of state· 
men! of energy planning and usc strategy.

proved for transfer to the s1te develop­
ment v. as lett over, according to Teddy 
Pence. assrstant dircl'lor of FloydCounty 
Urban Rene\\. a! and Community Develop­
ment, from a $160,000 HUD 407 grant 
which was allocated to !<'loyd county 
followmg the flood for renovatiOn or 
replacement and relocation of mobile 
homes damaged during the disaster. 

"Rather than turn the mone) back over 
to HUD and have it redistr1huted 
throughout the country, we decided to ask 
that the mone~ simply be transferred to 
the Abbott :\Iountain projcet and keep it in 
Floyd county,'' Pence explained

3. Don't let yourself be intimidated. 
Your legislator IS only human, like you: 
they are only there because they are 
elected by people like yourself. 

4. Don't underestimate legislators. 
There's a new breed of people in govern­
ment, at every level, and they were put 
there by the people Also, din 't 
overestimate what legislators can ac­
complish. They aren't super-human. You 
have to car ry your own share of respon­
sibility. Don't depend on the media to give 
you your impresswn of legislators . Get to 
know them yourself. 

5. Try to establish an ongoing relation­
ship with your legislator. That will allow 
you to assess their trustworthiness, com­
petence and responsiveness It will also 
enable the legislator to know you are 
reliable and knowledgeable.

8. Get together with about five or six 
friends who think hke you and mv1te your 
legislator into the quiet atmosphere of 
your home Make the meeting friend)) 
and informal 

9_ Spend a day with your legislator 
while the General Assembh is in session. 
J ust "hang around" or stay nearby and 
try to get a better idea of what it's like to 
be a legislator. Expect to be confused by 
the fast pace but 1mpressed by what you 
SPC ordmary pPople trying their best to 
dE:'al w1th extraordinary people. 

10 Get friends with ideas like yours m­
volvcd in lobbying your leg1slator by 
wntmg or calling the legislator \\hen an 
1ssue of mtercst 1s being discussed .
