By Judge 
Hearing for Couple 
In Child Case Set 
By District Court 
Floyd D1strict Judge Harold J . Stumbo 
last Friday denied a defense motion 
which sought to close to the public and the 
press pretrial hearings in the case of Ben 
and Olive Meade. accused last month of 
assaulting their four-month-old child . 

In overruling the motion, Judge Stumbo 
said the defense would be permitted to 
renew it if, in the preliminar) hearing, 
evidence is offered which "is not within a 
witness's competency to testify" and "is 
of the sort which would probably be inad­
missible at trial.·· 

In the event of such testimony, he said, 
he would consider a motion to close the 
hearing only with respect to that par­
ticular testimony. 

The preliminary hearing was set for 
tornorro\\ <Thursday} morning. 

A motion by defense attorneys to reduce 
bonds on the couple, from $25,000 to 
$10,000, was granted. 

Commenting recently on his motion to 
have the pretrial proceedings closed, 
Public Defender Richard Burmeister 
claimed that publicity about the case was 
potentially prejudicial to the defendants ' 
rights to a fair trial, naming County At-

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Wednesday Night Blaze Levels Auxier Home

Firemen fight in vain the blaze which last Wednesday night destroyed the home of Rachel Webb 

at Auxier. According to Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom Blackburn, the single-story, wood frame 
structure was "really involved" by the time firemen arrived and firefighting efforts were concen­
trated on preventing spread of the fire to a neighboring house. Firemen from the Prestonsburg 
squad and Auxier Fire Dept. were able to minimize damage to the adjacent house although minor 
loss from heat and smoke was reported. Cause of the fire has not been determined. 

The broadform deed bill sponsored by 
Rep Gregor~ Stumbo last week passed 
the House of Representat1ves by an unex· 
pectedly wid(' margin 

According to !he bill, wh1ch passed by 
83 votes to 7 in the House and now goes to 
the Senate, the broadform deeds transfer­
ring ownership of a million acres of east 
Kentucky land between 1880 and 1920 
would be interpreted to mean that , in the 
absence of evidence to the contrary, the 
intention of the parties was that coal be 
mined only by the mining methods 
"commonly known to be in use in the 
area" at the time the deeds were signed. 

In the case of coal sold under the deeds, 
the Act would proscribe, unless the sur­
face and mineral owners agree otherwise, 
the large-scale stripmining which came 
into common use only years later 

Aruging against the blll, Rep. David H. 
Thomason said there is " no question in 
my mind but !hat this bill IS unconstitu­
tional. " Original surface owners who sold 
their mineral rights had since sold the 

land to others at a lower price because the 
mineral rights had been already s old, 
Thomason said. Purchasers of miner a l 
right could lose their cotnple{e inve ~ 

ment under the bill , he added. 
<"If this bill 1sn't constitutional , we 

may as well qUit, " Representative Stum­
bo said this week. He pointed out that 
similar legislation in Tennessee has been 
upheld by the courts.> 

Under the broadform deed as it is 
presently construed, Stumbo said , coa l 
operators can " destroy property a nd 
leave without even saying thank-you." 
The legislature and courts of Kentucky 
have been " wrassling with this issue 50 
years or longer, " he added . 

Even new stripmine laws do not prot('ct 
surface owners from damage by powerful 
coal companies, Stumbo sa id . "We a r e 
asked many times to help those peop le 
who can ' t help themselves- the poor , the 
elderly, the helpless-and those a re the 
people that I'm speaking for today ," he 
said during floor debate last week

justification for their actions 

l\.lr.s. Phillips and other witnesses have 
claimed that Phillips frequently beat her 
with h1s fists and feet and somet1mes beat 
her children, now 4 and 2, as well. 

The fatal shooting occurred during an 
altercation between the couple several 
days after Mrs. Phil11p~ left their home, 
allegedly after a beating in which she suf­
fered a blow to the head .

Gas Tax Help Cited 
But Sentiment Split 

There rem am \\,de differences m th 
thmking of legislator as \\ell a tht> 
put~llc on House Bill 973, which v. auld 
change the tate's motor fuel tax from 
nine cents a gallon to nine per cent of the 
wholesa le pr1ce of fuel , but the Depart­
ment of Transportation claims the result 
will be a m uch-needed increase in funds 
for streets and roads. 

Eastern Kentucky's House delegat10n 
split on the issue. Representatives Ray 
Brown <D-Sandy Hook), Herbie Deskms 
<D-Pikeville>, Charles Holbrook 
<R-Ashlandl. Woody May <D-West Liber­
ty>. Bill Weinberg rD-Hmdman l and Pete 
Worthington <D-Ew mg) voted for the 
measure when it barely passed, 52-48, last 
week. 

Opposing the bill were W.D. "Doc" 
B lair <R -PaJnl!>ville) , Ron Cyrus 
(D-FlatwoodsJ, Clayton Little 
<D -Hartley ) , George Plummer 
tR-Vanceburg J and Greg Stumbo 
< D-Prestonsburg>. 

Representative Stumbo report('d that a 
newspaper poll in this county of public 
sentiment on various issues drew more 
tha n 500 responses and that 55% of those 
polled opposed an increase in the gasolme 
tax . 

Some viewed the tax as a burden on 
those who could least afford it, particular­
ly those who must drive considerable 
d istances to work. Rep . Stumbo said of his 
" no" vote: 

"I figu red tha t th(:> only way to stop 
government spending is to stop the 
m oney.'·

If the measure does nut become law and 
the existing dislributwn formula and tax 
structure remain m effect during the 
1980-82 biennium , it \\OUid mean cit1es 
would get only $10.4 rmlhon 111 f1scal 1981 
and $10 2 mil11on in fiscal 1982 and coun­
ties would get onl) $18 8 m1lhon in fiscal

Besides changing thf> distributiOn for· 
mula for local-aid funds, HB 973 also 
would change the way those funds are ad­
ministered. 

Now. cities and counties have to go 
through a lengthy procedure to secure aid 
funds, including getting the transporta­
tion department's approval of the pro· 
jects they want !o undertake. 

HB 973 would funnel the money directly 
to cities and counties and would give them 
complete control over how it is spent, 
although they would be subject to state 
audits to make sure thl~ monej was spent 
properly on road and street work . 

Here are the department's estimates of 
how money would be allocated. 

The Depar tment of Transpor ta tion 
estimates that Floyd county would get 
$865,569 during the 1980-'82 biennium if 
HB 973 becomes law and only $207,958 if it 
doesn't.

'Broadform, Hits 
Unexpected Snag 

The state Certificate of Need and Licen­
sure Board last week turned down a re­
quest by owners of the Paintsville 
Hospital to replace thal60-year-old facili­
ty with a ne\\ structure. 

Paintsville attorney J.K. Wells said, 
however, that the action will not deter 
residents there in their fight to replace the 
hospital He will appeal the decision lo the 
state Department for Human Resources 
and, should that fail, Paintsville Hospital 
attorneys will file suit against the state 
health planners , he said . 

A pending suit to halt the expansiOn of 
H1ghlands Hegional Medical Cent<•r near 
here will not be dropped, Wells added. 

The 9-6 vote to disapprove Pcunl:-ivillc 
Hospital's appltcatJOn followed a board 
subcommittee's recommendatiOn that the 
request be dt>nied. In a report submitted 
to the board last Wednesday, the three­
member subcommiltet> found the propos­
ed 72 ne\\ beds were not needed in the 
area and that the proposal was not consis­
tent With reg10nal health plans . 

In October, the board gave officials of 

Highlands Regional Medical Center the 
go-ahead to add 47 acute-care beds to that 
facility . If Paintsville's request had been 
granted, the Big Sandy area would have 
had 59 more acute-care beds than called 
for in regional plans, regional health of­
ficials said. 

Because Paintsville's aging structure 
fails to meet slate building standards, the 
current hospital will have to close down .. 
Paintsville o\\ners said in their applica­
tion 

Paintsville residents supporting the 
Pamtsville applieation have said access 
to Highlands is hinder('d by poor roads 
and that PaintsvJile's recent growth 
justifies a hospital in the community. 

Wells said that Paintsville's move to 
block the Highlands expansiOn is based on 
th(• exclusion of Paintsvillt' Hospital 
repn·sentalives from discussions that 
resulted m approving thr I hghlands plan . 
The l'Xclusion violated Painls\'ille 
Hospital 's dur process rights, he said, and 
mav have r<•ndercd tlw approval of the 
Highlands application unconstitutional.

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A Matter of Human Rights 
Of his bill to curb the powers of the broad-form deed Rep. Greg 

Stumbo has said: 
''If this bill isn't constitutional, we may as well quit." 
The Times agrees. A similar bill enacted by the Tennessee 

legislature has been held constitutional by courts of that state. If 
the legislation which now appears to be headed for passage by 
the state Senate fails to satisfy the Kentucky Supreme Court, we, 
indeed, may as well quit charging the windmill. 

This legislation is not taking property from those who acquired 
Kentucky coal under the broad-form deed. The old argument 
that property is taken without just compensation no longer holds. 
Instead, the Stumbo bill simply seeks to hold the mining of coal 
to the methods known at the time those old deeds were executed. 

For a hundred years, or thereabouts, the surface owner has 
been, under terms of this pernicious document, at the mercy of 
the owner of the coal. In some cases owners of the mineral have 
been merciful, but that deed provided that the owner of the 
mineral owned even the stone "and all other substances." The 
O\\'ner of the coal could tear apart the surface, do as he pleased. 
Except for his mercy, the landowner retained only a tenuous 
right to the surface. 

We commend Representative Stumbo and his colleagues on 
their attempt to end this injustice. We recognize the importance 
of coal to Eastern Kentucky and the nation and have no desire to 
put those who mine it in an untenable position. But we contend 
that this bill is a move toward a just settlement of human rights 
and will make that settlement not only possible but also feasible 
by negotiation rather than dictation.

Stumbo added, "does not 
han> the power to order the press what to 
prmt or not print •· 

Qua!Jfymg h1s refusal to close the pro­
ceedings, Stumbo argued orally that 
closure might be appropriate in the event 
that "Inflammatory" evidence or 
ev1dencP likely to prove inadmissible at 
tnal 1s introduced during pretrial hear­
mgs. In his written order, however, only 
the narrower circumstance-the in­
troduction of probabiy inadmissible 
evidence IS cited as a basis for possible 
closure. 

The court also found that County At ­
torney Turner "made a good faith effort 
to mmimize pretnal publicity" and that 
"all statements released by the count~ at­
torney '\\ere supported by affidavit or cor­
oner's report " 

Called as a witness b~ Burmeister, 
Turner answered questions about infor­
matum he had g1ven the press concerning 
the case.

The first 
two meetmgs of the counc1l cwh1ch are all 
Mr Caudill had to draw from in forming 
h1s opm10n of the present council I 
reflected many concerns but deciswns 
were made unanimously The council is 
one this cit) can be proud of, I think. They 
were elected for the persons they are and 
the concerns they represent, not as a 
bunch of yes-men. U is only natural, and 
indeed healthy, to have different views 
and ideas expres ed. The fact that after 
the cxpre ion of the c concerns the 
group can come to conclusions satisfac 
tory to all IS a real cred1t to them and 
tho e who elected them. 

The catch seems to be that city 
employees and appointees of the past ad­
ministration are unwilling to cooperate 
with the council. Martin Water Works is a 
municipally owned system and it books 
and operations should be open to any Mar-
1m citizen Yet the Water Commission 
chairman has not yet attended any coun­
cil meetings, provided any of the re­
quested information on customers, their 
water usage and b1lls, and can only 
"hope'' that the report due last October 
will be ready for the ''next council 
meeting." Employees of the Water Works 
were outraged when the system was 
tested for contamination but would 
anyone have known even that "one site" 
was contaminated, had not a baby 
become sick and its doctor used his exper­
tise to investigate the source of the 
s1ckness? Wouldn't all of us rather boil 
our water when there's the slightest ques­
tion of contamination, and hope that those 
in charge would inform us accordingly as 
soon as possible? Wouldn't we like to see 
the day when the Water Works employees 
gladly allowed the system to be tested, 
confident that the water quality itself 
would testify to their responsible manage­
ment of it, and also when the superinten­
dent could not shut down the plant simply 
because he was angry? 

There are other things we, the people of 
Martin, want to ee These thmgs have 
been voiced at the me trng and the coun 
cil has moved and seconded that act10n be 
taken. We need a c1ty attorney and clerk 
to carry them out We need the continued 
upport of citizens at council meetings, 

prompt payment of the1r taxes and 
perhaps some voluntary action on that 
which remains undone. We need real 
cooperation, not lip serv1ce, from the 
Water Works. And we need to quit criticiz­
ing this administrator and work with it.

Asks Insurance Co. 
Be Banned in State 

The stale Depart rnenl for \;at ural 
Resources and Environmental Prutect10n 
has asked that an insurance company's 
pemission to operate in Kentucky be 
revoked because the company has failed 
to pay surface-mining reclamation bonds. 

As a result of the department ·s request, 
the state Department of Insuranee has 
begun an investigation of the company, 
Buckeye Union Insurance Co. of Colum­
bus, Ohio. 

The company issued bonds totailng 
$261,300 to ensure the reclamation of land 
that was strip mined by Dean Trucking 
Co. in the Cranks Creek area of Harlan 
County. The reclamat ion work was not 
performed. 

In a letter to the Insurance Department, 
the office of Acting General Counsel Tom 
Marshall asked that actwn be taken 
against the insurance company because 
of its failure to pay on the reclamation 
surety bonds issued to the Natural 
Resources Department. 

Reclamation of approximately 1,400 
acres in the Cranks Creek watershed can­
not begin until Buckeye pays the six 
bonds, the letter said. ThE' general 
counsel's office noted that two other in· 
surance companies which issut>d bonds 
for reclamation work in the area have 
paid off bonds totaling $134,500. 

The Natural Resources Department 
ordered fo1·feiture of the bonds following 
an administrative hearing Dec . 7. 

Reclamation bonds are required before 
the department's Bureau of Surface Min­
ing can issue a permit to begin mining 
operations.

Lawmakers Come from 
Diverse Occupations 

Who 1s the typwal state legislator? 
He is an attorney with a medical degree 

who selb re<Al estate and moonlights as an 
engineer and a school admmistrator. On 
Sunday, he preaches. 

In other words, the occupations of 
legislators are about as diverse as those 
of the people the Kentucky General 
Assembly represents . 

Som(' may believe the House and Senate 
are composed mostly of lawyers. The 
legal profession is well represented-22 in 
the House and 15 in the Senate-but 
legislators come from all professions. 

The membership rolls include in­
dustnal maintenance workers, and LP 
gas distributor and a weekly newspaper 
publisher. Farming is represented in both 
houses, and several lawmakers are mer­
chants. A couple are real miners. 

The General Assembly also counts 
among its members a physician, a dentist 
and a veterinarian, as well as a health 
clinic administrator. 

Attending General Assembly sessions 
while holding down a full-time job can be 
difficult, leg1slators have said in recent 
interviews. 

Rep. Dottie Priddy of Louisville says 
she's more fortunate than some of her col­
leagues because her business interests 
are mostly seasonal She owns a display 
busmess m Louisv11le. 

When the legislature is in session, she 
designs displays on weekends and even­
ings . She goes home weekends to deal 
with urgent busmess matters, she said. 

"I really don ' t have a problem 
1 managing I in my type of business," she 
said. 

Rep. Bill Weinberg of Hindman, a 
lawyer, said he counts on his law partners 
to help oversee his caseload while he is in 
Frankfort for the 60-day session. 

Somet1mes, he must ask judges to 
reschedule his court appearances, he 
said. 

Sen. John Trevey is an occupational 
physician for International Business 
Machines Corp. in Lexington. 

When the General Assembly is in ses­
sion, Trevey said, he either takes vaca­
tion time from his job, works at his office 
before or after the daily Senate session or 
takes time off without pay. His medical 
staff helps him keep up with his practice 
at IBM, he said. 

Dealing with the demands of both the 
legislature and his practice is difficult, 
but Sen. Trevey said he "enjoys working 
long hours.' ' 

Some legislators said skills in their 
work often helps in their legislative 
duties. 

Sen. Gene Huff of London is a minister. 
He noted that reporters voted him the best 
Senate orator in 1974. 

Asked if his speechmaking skills in the 
legislature were fostered by his years of 
preaching he said with a smile, "I think 
there's a carryover."

Using the achievements and shortcom· 
ings of the '70s as hmdsight, and focusing 
on the bureau's objectives for this year, 
Herman said: "ThP bureau's initiatives 
for· 1980 reflect our commtlmcnt to ex­
pand employment opportunitit'.s for all 
women and especially for those who en­
counter parllcular disadvantages in the 
labor market." 

Herman's recap of the gains women 
have made in the past decade. They ac­
counted for about three-fifths of the total 
labor force growth. 

Herman commented that forecasts in· 
dicate th1s pattern will continue during 
the '80s. when the ft'maiP labor force 
could increase from the present 44 million 
to 57 milium She noted that 2 million 
minority women entered the work force 
during the 70's. They represented 16 pt>r· 
cent of all women entrants and brought 
the total number ot minority women 
worke1 to 5.9 million. 

EducatiOnal attainment increased for 
women \\Orkcrs from a median of 12.4 
:•ears to 12 6 years during the decade 

Herman said that gains in the higher­
paying occupational groups occurred 
among manager. and administrators . 
Women inc1·eased their share these of 
jobs by over 9 percentage points. . 

She explained that women now hold 
one-fourth of all managerial jobs. Among 
minority women there was a 154 percent 
growth in the number holding managerial 
po·itions ; however. the number rose to 
only 175,000.

Stories By Wright, 
Hemingway on KET 

Ernest Hemingway's "Soldil:'r Home" 
and Richard \\'right's "Almos' A Man" 
are featurt>d in an encore prl'sentalton or 
"The American Short Story" on Kr:T, 
l\londay. l'.1arch 31 at 10 p rn . 

Harold Krehs, the protagonist of Hem· 
ingway's story, is a soldier who returns 
horne a year too late from service in 
World War I. The parades, the banners 
and the hurrahs for returning heroes are 
over. 

''Th1s unusual Heming\\U) story is set 
firmly in its period," says Hobert Geller. 
executive producer of "The Amencan 
Short Story" and author of the teleplay for 
"Soldier's Home.'' However, Geller con­
tinues. "It stirs hauntmg t>choes of a more 
recent event the gradual, week-by-week 
return of Amencan soldil:'rs from ViPt­
nam. 

''After the return of the first POW's was 
cheered, the arrival of the foot soldiers 
was without widespread pubhc rccogm­
tion then, too," Geller says, 

It was Krebs' modern plight the need 
for time to sort th1ngs out - plus a par­
ticular fondness for the story that led 
Geller to write the teleplay. 

"Soldier's Home" shares thl' hill '' ith 
Wright's ··Atmus' A !\Ian." Le\'ar Burton, 
who starred as young Kunta Kinte in Alex 
Haley's "Roots," shows the rangE.' of his 
acting sk1lls as he protrays a teenage 
farmworker in the Ikep South three or 
four decades ago. 

Gelll'r points out differences in Burton's 
roles, explaining, "In 'Hoots.' Burton por­
trayed a young man filled with 
hope destined, he is sure, to he a warrior 
and a leader That hope was torn from 
him 

"In 'Aimos' A Man,' he plays another 
young man, Dave, who is neanng 
adulthood-but without hope, expectmg to 
continue his present life behind the plow 
In the Wnght story, he only fantasizes the 
future ." 

To Dave, the passagt• to manhood is 
symbolized by the possession of a hand 
gun and by his determined efforts to 
master the weapon.

Ford was joined by other coal-state Senators in introducing the legislation Monday, 
March 24. The legislation would require 107 electric powerplants in 16 states to convert from oil to coal, which 
would displace 400,000 barrels of oil per day by 1985. Ford has been assigned the role of managing the bill 
through the Senate.

Mining Rules 
Hearing Set 
Here AprilS 

Citizens will have an opportunity to help 
shape the surface coal-mining regulatory 
package at four public meetings to be held 
in April, announced Jackie Swigart, 
secretary of the state Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection . One of the meetmgs is set for 
April 8, at Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege, at 7 p m. 

"We are confident that Kentucky can 
earn the right to enforce our own surface 
mining regulations." Swigart said, "and 
this is a major step in that direction." She 
said the public review period "will give 
the department an opportunity to present 
the regulatory package that our staff has 
worked so long and hard to produce." 

The 1,600 page package, which is 
designed to give the state "primacy'' or 
primary responsibility for regulating 
strip m111ing and the surface effects of 
underground mining. was submitted to 
the federal Office of Surface Mining on 
March I . The department has until June 
15 to make changes in the regulator; 
package 

"I hope that people will take advantage 
of this opportunity to make their concerns 
known and also let our people calm some 
fears,'' Swigart said. 

The package includes a copy of the 
surface-mining bill now before the 
General Assembly, regulations to be 
adopted pursuant to that bill after it 
becomes a law and a description of the 
regulatory authority to be assumed by the 
Natural Resources Department. 

It also describes the proposed methods 
of handling permits, bonds, fees, inspec­
tions, violations, coordination with other 
agencies. public participation, designa­
tion of lands unsuitable for mining, 
employee conflicrt of interest, technical 
training and certification, administrative 
and judicial review, and assistance to 
small coal operators. 

Officials from the department's Bureau 
of Surface Mining Reclamation and En­
forcement \\.ill present the plan, answer 
questions and receive comments on the 
proposed permanent coal regulations dur­
ing the meetings . 

Copies of the weighty regulations will 
be available in the department's regional 
offices by March 18. In most other coal­
producing counties where there are no 
Natural Resources Department field of­
fices, the regulations will be available in 
public.: libraries.

Most consumers will take advantage of 

reduced prices wherever they can find 
them. 

The terms "wholesale" and "wholesale 
prices" are generally thought of as 
representmg lower rates. However, con­
sumers should be aware there are specific 
laws concerning the use of these terms. 

"Wholesale' ' means to sell in quantity 
or bulk for purpose of resale at retail. 
"Wholesale price'' refers to the price fix­
ed on goods or merchandise by one who 
buys in large quantities from the pro­
ducer or manufacturer and who sells 
these goods in quantity or bulk to retail 
dealers for purpose of resale. 

Licensed wholesalers are not prohibited 
from making sales to individual con­
sumers. However, it b unlawful for any 
wholesaler who also sells to individual 
consumers to advertise such sales at 
prices other than retail. The publisher of 
such an advertisement may a lso be in 
violation of this statute if he knowlingly. 
publishes an ad which does not conform to 
the provisions of the statute. 

Furthermore, it is unlawful to use the 
word "wholesale" in a business or cor­
porate neme or the word ''wholesaler" in 
any way descnbing his business, unless 
the person is in fact engaged m the 
wholesale business. 

There is nothing wrong with selling 
goods at wholesale prices as long as such 
sales are to retailers. However, these 
terms can be misleading. The wise con· 
sumer will a lways investigate before he 
buys. If you have a consumer complaint, 
write the Office of the Attorney General, 
Division of Consumer Protection, 
Frankfort, Ky.

The variations in a person's signature 

make forgery a difficult crime to prove. 
The burden of proof in forgery cases in 
Kentucky rests on the shoulders of two 
Lawrenceburg men employed at the state 
police central crime lab in Frankfort. 

Fred H. Thomas and Ph1llip D. McCor· 
mick are the document examiners for the 
Kentuckv State Police central crime lab. 

Recenily slate police Commissioner 
Kenneth Brandenburgh recognized the · 
two men for their work in document ex" 
amination . The two are the only document 
examiners in Kentucky certified to testify 
in court by the American Board of Foren­
SIC Document Examiners. The board has 
certified 120 document examiners in the 
United States 

Last year Thomas and McCormick 
handled 600 cases involving more than 
13,000 pieces of evidence. Together they 
ran more than 25,000 tests on the exhibits. 
The cases involved more than a quarter of 
a million dollars. 

"About 98 percent of the cases we han­
dle deal with food stamps and forged 
checks,'' Thomas said .. "Occasionally we 
examine suicide notes, anonymous threat 
letters and counterfeits " 

Few of the forgeries are done by profes­
sionals. Thomas said. Most are done by 
local people and involve small amounts of 
money.

Now what in Tophet is a poltergeist? 
Parapsychologists and other students of 
the spiritual world say a poltergeist is a 
"racketing spirit" or "noisy ghost" that 
takes possession and gets its energy from 
a living person. [t is different from the 
ghost that halDltS houses and graveyards 
in that this ghost haW1ts a person . A 
ghost is the surviving personality of a 
dead person. A poltergeist survives in 
the living person . 

At least that is one interpretation.

Februar;, figures reflect the continuing 
slowdm\ n of Kentucky's economy. said 
Hobert :\lacDonald, 'the department's 
chief labor market analyst.

MacDonald said. The number of non· 
agricultural wage and salary jobs in Ken­
tuck;, h:~s decreased 13,000 since January. 
with 6,()()(J fewer jobs in the manufactur­
ing industr:- and almost 7,000 fl•wer in 
non·manufact uring 

According to department statistics, ma­
jor employment losses during February

ays in hotels and restaurants 111 wh1ch at 
least ;')() percent of the income i~ derived 
from the . ale of food 

After much debate on the religious and 
moral implications of the bill, Mann's pro­
posal was defeated 56-34. 

Prior to the defeat of the bill, the Hou~e 
approved a floor amendment which was 
aimed at keeping Ashland 011 Ill Ken­
tucky. The amendment's sponsor, Rep. 
Charles Holbrook tR-Ashlandl, said the 
amendment would only affect the city of 
Ashland and was aimed at helping the ci­
ty's "dying" downtown area and at keep­
ing Ashland Oil from relocating its cor­
porate headquarters in another state. 

The floor amendment would have allow­
ed the governing body of a dry second­
class city to authorize the sale of alcoholic 
beverages in certain precincts. Those 
sales would only be allowed if it were 
determined that legal sales in adjoining 
areas were causing an economic hardship 
on the city, and if the action was re­
quested by pet1tion of 33 percent of the 
voters in the affected precmcts. 

"What we're voting on here today is 
whether we're going to keep the largest 
corporate taxpayer in the state of Ken· 
lucky, or whether we're going to ship 
them off to the state of Ohio," Holbrook 
said. 

His amendment was approved 43-37. but 
died wllh the bill's defeat.

:\lann said that sinee he has served a a 
repn•sentdtlve, he has found the most 
hypocritical section of the Kentuck) 
statutes to be the section dealing w1th 
alcoholic be\ erages He "aid he has found 
that the prohibitum of the sale of alcoholic 
beveragt•s does not keep alcohol out of dry 
areas, but rallwr encourages bootlcggmg. 

He :-;a1d the bill was not a move to dic­
tate the sale of alcoholic bever.1ges, but 
rat her· a home-rule concept a nght to 
sel f-detenninat ion 

The bill was argued both for and agamst 
on religious and moral grounds. Rep. Joel 
Ell1ngton CD-Paducah) said, "Sales on 
Sunday can't mean anythmg but greed. 
Let Sunday be a spec1al day, a day set 
aside... Rep Richard Fryman 
CR-Aibanyl labt•lt'<l the bill "the devil's 
bill '' And several other f('presentatives 
argued the religious merits of not sellmg 
alcohol on the Sabbath. 

The House passed several minor 
changes in the state str1p mme lav.. in a 
bill sponsored by Rep. Steve Cawood 
<D-Pmeville). :\lost of the changes had 
been requested from the slate's coal in­
dustry. The bill passed 79-1. 

The bill gives the Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection increased authority to in­
vestigate v1olallons of the strip mine law 
and requires coal trucks to be covered 
with tarpaulins or some other similar 
material to help avoid spillage on the 
roadways. 

An amendment, which was sponsored 
by Rep. Albert Robinson <R-London l, 
changed one portion of the bil which 
would have prevented trucks from loadng 
coal above the top of the original truck 
bed. The word "original" was deleted 
from the bill under Robinson's amend­
ment. 

He said this move would allow coal 
trucks to continue utilizing boards along 
the tops of the truck beds to increase their 
carrying capacity. 

The House defeated a bill Wednesda> 
which would have required a licensing 
and regulations system for guidance 
counselors. The bill, sponsored by Rep. 
Clayton Little CD-Hartley). was defeated 
42-39. This was the second time Little's 
bill had been considered by the House. 

An amendment to the bill which would 
have exempted counselors from being 
forced to testify in a criminal trial was 
dropped from the bill, a move which Rep. 
Ray Overstreet <R-Libertyl said helped 
defeat the bill. Overstreet said the drop­
ped amendment deleted a vital part of the 
bill. 

A bill which would have raised the liccn 
smg fees of cosmetologists and v.ould 
have given the State Board of 
Cosmetology more latitude in dealing 
with disciplmary matters was defeated on 
a 40-40 tie vote. The bill was sponsored by 
Rep. Thomas Burch <D-Louisvillel. 

A bill sponsored by Rep. Gregory Stum­
bo tD Prestonsburg> to require persons 
performing electncal work 1n 
underground mines to be qualified and 
certified was approved by the How~e. 

Another bill sponsored by Stumbo was 
approved 74·9 The bill allows only a cer­
tified shot firer to fire explosives in 
underground mines. This bill was re­
quested by the Department of Mines and 
Minerals, accordmg to Stumbo.

Since nearly anything that comes 
in strip , or can be cut into strips, 
can be used for knttting. the new 
de. igns incorporate string, lengths of 
plastic and feather . The main idea 
1 to be innovative, be imaginative, 
haH' fun and breakdown the stodgy 
image of knttting (and knitters). 

Which Design? 
Before planning a design project, 

take a fresh look at knitting stitches. 
Inexpensive paperback books of 
knitting stitches are available in the 
craft section of your bookstore and 
are an invaluable source of 
inspiration. 

Both open-worked stitches and 
raised patterns take on new qualities 
\\hen worked in an unexpected yarn. 
For example, if you don't have the 
patience to knit delicate linen or silk 
lingerie, but like the idea of lacy 
patterns, why not use heavier weight 
yarn? 

\1any textured stitches come to 
life when \\Orked tn two or more 
colors, forming tweeds, checks or 
stripes automatically. Try working 
cables rn one color and background 
in another for a culpted effect. Vary 
fabric texture by changing yarn. 
Knit a piece of lurex "jewelry" right 
into the sweater. Or mix in a fine 
strand of silky rayon to highlight 
part of the garment. 

Getting Wild Ideas 
Anything ordinarily made of 

fabric can be knitted, so don't 
overlook the poso;ibility of knitting 
decorator items for your home. 

You may feel overwhelmed by the 
combinations of natural and synthe­
tic fibers . These yarn~ frequently 
offer the best qualit1es of both 
"ingredients"-the warmth of wool 
~nd the durability of a synthetic- so 
don't consider them a 
compromise. 

Since yarn of 100 percent natural 
fiber is always more expensive than 
a synthetic or blend, decide whether 
you reall) need wool before you pay 
for it. Pure cotton is one warm 
alternative. 

Remember that most synthetics 
and some blends can be washed, so 
you save money twice: first on the 
purchase price and then on cleaning 
bills. Some yarns can be machine 
washed and dried. Read the labels 
for instructions. 

Today, designers are knitting spec­
tacular rugs, curtains, lampshades­
even hammocks- at equally spec­
tacular prices. Do it yourself and 
save! 

Don't know how to start? You'll 
find the basics clearly explained and 
well illustrated in Wild Knitting (A 
& W Publishers, lnc.). In addition 
to "basic garment'' instructions, 
stitch and color patterns (which you 
can use to start making your own 
designer originals) there are over 50 
patterns for exotic, sometimes 
outrageous items. 

Clothing designs include sophis­
ticated sweaters and dresses, trendy 
punk fashions and disco clothes, an 
armadillo wrap and a "landscaped" 
jacket with three-dimensional 
animals . Accessories include jewelry 
from metal wire, matching camisole, 
panties, stockings and garter belt, 
and some amazing socks shaped like 
duck feet! You 'II also find a floor 
sculpture of fruit-shaped pillows, a 
brick-like rug with tufts of "grass" 
1nd much more. 

So pick up those knitting· needles 
and let your imagination go wild! 
You'll save money and have fun with 
the new knitting.
