City Officials Say
No Grievance Filed
Prior to Walkout

Eight Prestonsburg policement walked
off the job in a labor dispute Saturday
night, returning Sunday afternoon under
threat of dismissal.

A list of grievances presented lo city
authorities after the walk-out included
demands for pay increases, improved
benefits, establishment of disciplinary
and review boards, reinstatement of a
suspended patrolman, and termination of
another officer’'s probationary status.

Patrolman Charles Murdock said this
week the officers “had no choice but to
walk out,” in order to dramatize the
seriousness of their grievances. Another
officer Tommy Shelton, said the police did
not wish to strike and had returned to
work out of concern for the city's welfare,

Both officers said city councilmen
refused to consider their grievances,
referring them instead to the city's
established grievance procedure, which
the officers consider inadequate for a fair
presentation of their case.

In a written statement, the striking
policemen asked for the right to
“collectively discuss” their grievances
with the city council. Current personnel

- policies permit negotiation of grievances

@

on an individual basis only.

Mayor Harold W. Cooley defended the
city policy, noting that collective bargain-
ihg rights are not commonly enjoyed by

Jobless Rate
Hits 11.2% Here

Floyd counly's unemployment con-
tinued to climb in February to a level of
11:2 percent of the county’s labor force,
according to the Department for Human
Resources. A total of 1618 Floyd eountians
were unemployed at the mid-point of the
month.

Stalewide, the unemploymenl rate rose
to 7.7 percent, with 122,000 Kentuckians
out of work.

The state's February unemployment
rate was 0.3 percentage points higher
than January's rate, adding about 2,500
persons to the jobless list, said Robert
MacDonald, the department's chief labor
market analyst. Most of increase in
unemployment occurred in the state’s
north central and eastern regions.

Majority Rule, Topic
At Cable TV Parley

Should decisions about cable TV service
and rates be decided by a simple majorily
of affected consumers or should special
consideration be given the ability of poor
families to pay? This was one of several
thorny policy issues facing the Floyd
Cable TV Commission at its meeting last
Friday.

The question arose during considera-
tion of applications by Tel-Com, Ine. for a
rate increase, from $6 to $10, for
customers on'Prater Creek and in an area
south of there along LU.S. 23, pending
upgrading of TV serviee in those areas

Arguing in support of the expanded ser-
vices, even al the increased cost, several
Tel-Com customers complained of their
present dependence on West Virginia
news programming. saying it made them
feel cut off from the rest of the state. “My
young'un thinks Jay Rockefeller is the
governor of Kentucky,” lamented Joe
Jacobs, of Stanville.

The expansion proposed by Tel-Com
would add three Lexington channels and
channel 17 (Atlanta) to the existing
system, and make Home Box Office
available to customers on an optional
basis.

Dana residents Bob Akers and Sandy
Boyd told the commission a recent
meeting in their community voiced strong
support for the additional Services. Sixty-
seven percent of those responding lo a
Tel-Com poll also favored the idea, they
noted.

“It's 1980. We're ready for decent TV.
The majority is willing to pay for it. But
we find it's being rejected, despite the
democratic process.’' Akers charged.

Support for the expansion was also ex-
pressed by Mike Jarrell, of Allen, who
said his feeling was shared by the 33
homes he had polled in the Allen-Emma-
Cow Creek sections. "“The majority
should rule,” Jarrell affirmed.

Commissioner Albert Burchett
challenged thal assumption, arguing for
consideration of poor families who could
be priced out of the TV markel. 1 have
sympathy for poor people, because I'm
one of them,” Burchett said, adding, "1
don't want them cul out.™

Burchett was supported by another
commissioner, Matthew Stevens,
warned, “If we're not careful, TV will go
the same way as gas. The rich will get all
they want and the poor won't getitat all."

Burchett and Stevens also pointed out
that considerable opposilion to the Tel-
Com expansion had been voiced at a
previous meeting and thal the favorable
opinion reflected in the company's poll
represented only a fraction of Tel-Com
customers.

The commission voted to conduct its
own poll of Tel-Com customers and to set
aside its next meeting on May 9 exclusive-
ly for consideration of the company's ap-
plications.

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Mayo’s Answer to Energy Crunch

There was something different about
the bright orange Opel circling in the
parking lot of Mayo Vocational School’s
auto mechanic building at Paintsville
Thursday, Excepl for an occasional
“click" the auto was virtually silent, and,
there wasn't a hint of engine exhaust. In
fact, there wasn't even an exhaust pipe.

The reason, which was to be explained
proudly and in some detail by Ezra Mit-
chell, Mayo hydraulics, welding and elee-
tronies instruetor, was that the vehi-
cle was powered solely by electricity.

Thursday’s demonstration of the elec-
tric car, dubbed the ‘“Mayo Electro,"
before a group of news reporters and
representatives from the state Depart-
ment of Education, was particularly
satisfying to Mitchell for it represented
the final realization of a dream which the
Martin resident had pursued for the past
10 years.

Familiar with electronic principles and
well aware of the variety of uses to which
electric power had been employed in the
mining indusiry, the potential of such a
vehicle became apparent to Mitchell,
especially in light of oil shortages which
began to effect the nation in the "70s,

Mitchell’s dream began lo take shape
when he began soliciting businesses and
individuals in his home town to contribute
funds and parts for the car. “*We slarted
with zero funds and the junk yard." Mit-
chell said, bul soon he gathered support
from Martin citizens, *'I would contact in-
dividuals and businesses in the evenings
and Saturdays and before long we had
several hundred dollars and some useful
parts.'” he commented.

After the community effort mounted by
Martin, actual design and construction of
the auto was carried out by what Mitchell
described as '‘truly a group effort” on the
part of several departments at Mayo in-
cluding the body and machine shops, tool
and die, carpentry and drafting.

The body was hauled from a junkyard
and renovaled, a 10 h.p. electric motor
which had powered a mine scoop was
donated by a Martin machine shop and

Meades Held
To Grand Jury
After Hearing

Ben and Olive Ann Meade, charged with
abusing their 3!':-month-old daughter,
were bound over to the grand jury follow-
ing an examining trial in district court
here yesterday (Tuesday).

Bonds were again sel at $10,000 on each
defendant, despite defense pleas for a
bond reduction. Each had been free since
posting §1000 cash bonds last Thursday to
guarantee their appearance yesterday.
Ben Meade alone executed bond yester-
day, his wife being returned to custody.

According to a deposition by Dr. Mary
A. Smith, pediatrician at Norton
Children's Hospilal in Louisville, which
was read into the court record, her ex-
amination of Bobbie Jean Meade on
February 20 revealed fractures of the
skull, ribs and legs. The fraclures ap-
peared to have been the result of abuse
and lo have been sustained on different
occasions, she said.

Mrs, Meade said physicians al
Children’s Hospital in Columbus, Ohio,
where the baby was hospitalized last
December, told her the infant’s skull was
already fractured at that time, the result
of fluid pressure within the skull. The
child was born with hydrocephalus. Since
the, she had once fallen with the baby,
Mrs. Meade lestified

Several times, Mrs. Meade said, the in-
fant had “'passed out™ and was revived by
vigorous shaking. Roxie Parker, her
mother-in-law, was one of those said by
Mrs. Meade Lo have resuseitated the baby
in this manner. Mrs. Parker said she had
revived the baby by heart massage on one
such occasion. While she had rolled the
baby in her hand, however, she did not
shake the child, she said.

Mrs. Meade's father, Otis Lee (Buddy)
Collins, confirmed news reports that he
had been severely critical of the care his
grandchildren received. Testimony was
presented that Collins harbored animosi-
ty toward his son-in-law, however

Ways May Be Revived

The Old Style Mining Company expects
to be mining coal within the next 30 days,
and its methods will be just what the com-
pany name implies—old-style.

Out goes modern technology with its
sophisticated machinery and other
technological mainstays. Back lo
handloading coal with No. 4 shovels,
shooting coal ““from the solid,"" and mine
cars pulled by ponies

*“Our company Is organized, we have
three tracts of coal, the money is in the
bank, 20-pound steel for tracks and the
ponies have been found, and the general
mining plan has been approved by both
state and federal governments,” Donald
L. “Dootney" Horn, president of Old Style
says

Bul one question
answered, he says:

“*Will people work?"”

By his definition, “work™ means using
pick and shovel

**1 think they will, though some say they
won't.” Horn said this week

Old Style, he said, proposes to pay ils
miners $10 an hour

Why go old-fashioned in an industry
which is marked by technology with all its
push-button features” Horn says the old
way will cul production costs 50%. The in-

remains to be

vestment in machinery, he maintains,
will be a mere fraction of whal the
modern mine required. For example: A
mine scoop costs $52,000. Its maintenance
and operation cosls thousands. These will
be eliminated. Besides, the time lost by
breakdowns will be no more.

The only electric gadget in the Old Style
mine will be an electrie drill, Horn added.

Besides its economy, the old way will be
safer, loo, he argues. “We'll use timber
inside instead of using roof bolts,”” he
said.

The company, Horn said, will at first
employ eight coal loaders—plus one. The
ninth man, he said will be paid $5 a day,
just for reporting to work, Then when
comes the time that one of the regular
crew quits, the **13th juror” will be placed
on fulltime work at full pay and another
hired worker to take his slandby role

The company, it was said, has three
tracts of coal available for mining, on Ka-
ty Friend and Abbott Creek, both near
here, and on Buffalo fork of Johns Creek,
Thickness of the coal seams vary from
five feel to 40 inches. A mine permit will
be sought on one of the three.

Those involved in getting Old Style back
in style say that at one time Floyd county
had 880 “'pony”” mines.

Betsy Layne Hi
To Be Located
At Stanville

Betsy Layne High School apparently is
headed for higher ground, secure from
flood threat, and in a structure designed
to be one of the finest school facilities in
the valley.

The Floyd County Board of Education
this week advertised for contractors’
bids, to be opened at its May 7 meeting
here, on constructien of a
61,000-square-foot building on a new sile
at Stanville which is out of the flood plain,

If satisfactory bids are received and a
contract is awarded, the new school may
be ready for occupancy with the beginn-
ing of the 1981 term.

Site of the proposed sfructure com-
prises 86.6 acres, approximately 20 acres
of which is level ground, acquired from
mlale for only $54,000. The level portion

e tract was created by fill made dur-
ing the construction of new US 23. It nol
only provides the location for the school
itsell but also for baseball and football
fields and adequate parking.

The building will be of only one story in
a cross configuration, with the outside
walls of pre-cast concrete. Metal siding
will be used, and the roof will be of metal.
Marvin Crider, Jr. and Assoclates, ar-
chitects, said plans call for 16 regular
classrooms with large seminar areas, an
administration area embracing the prin-
cipal's office, secretary’s office, a first-
aid room, a teachers' lounge, conference
room and other office space. Also in the
plans, the architect said, are a band
room, a cafeteria with adjacent kitchen,
agriculture and industrial arts labs.
chemistry, physics and biology facilities
and a home economics area,

A gymnasium adjacent to the cafeteria
will be under the same roof. This facility
will be used for the school's physical

education program and will not supplant -

the present gymnasium in Betsy Layne
that is used for regular basketball play.
An entrance canopy will lead from the
parking area into the building itself_

New school construction for Betsy

Layne has been planned since the heavy
loss suffered in the flood of 1977.

Allen Central
Damage Probe
Not Complete

Cleanup work al Allen Central High
Sehool has not been completed after the
April 4 fire there, but elasses were resum-
ed last Tuesday, J.0. Dingus, principal,
said this week.

Meanwhile the investigation begun by
the state fire marshal, State Detective
Danny Stumbo and Barry McKenzie,
State Police arson investigator, con-
tinues. No arrests have been made.

McKenzie was quoted as saying that
“arson is a definile possibility,” but the
state fire marshal's early report classed
the cause of the blaze as “undetermined.”

No official estimate of the damage has
been made bul it is expected to be at least
$50.000. One section of roofing was
damaged when a supporting beam buck-
led in the intense heat created by the fire.
That part of the roof and all wiring in the
six-room area affected by the blaze must

be replaced. Other damage included

books lost, blackboards, walls and floors
scorched or smoked
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Bagworms Pose
Threat to Trees

Many varieties 'of trees found in Ken-
tucky may be defoliated and several
species of evergreens could be killed this

summer il bagworms which feed on the |

trees are not controlled.

During the early spring months is the
best time o gel rid of the inseel pests
which do so much damage. according to
Elmore Grim, director of the state Divi-
sion of Forestry

Bagworms feed on evergreens and
many hardwoods, but prefer pine, easlern
red cedar and arborvitae, according to
forest pest control specialist, Richard
Dorset. They ¢an be a serious problem on
ornamentals and shade trees, he said

“H a bagworm problem is not controll-
ed early, the populalion can reach
dangerous numbers within a few years,"”
Dorset continued. *Consequently, early
control is economically practical and
esthetically desirable, especially on
plants used around the home.™

The best and cheapest method of con-
trolling the pests is to pick the bags off
trees by hand, the foresters said. If the
bags are picked in the winter they should
be destroyed. Burying them or burning
them would kill them, Dorsel said

If you wait until summer, the bags
should be pul in a bucket covered with
quarter-inch mesh screen and left out-
side, he added. This allows any parasites
that may be attacking the pests lo emerge
and attack the rest of the worms.

If the bagworims are numerous or the
trees very large, inseclicides may be
needed. For best results, spray with
Dursban, Diazinon, Sevin, Malathion or
Orthene in late May or early June, the
foresters advise. Large or older
bagworms can often tolerate insecticides.

A biological control agent, a bacteria
sold under the trade name Dipel, also is
effeclive against various species of
defolialing caterpillars. This eliminates
the need for chemical pesticides

*ldentifying the harmful calerpim
stage of the bagworm is easy,” Dorsel
said. “Each caterpillar spins a small
tough triangular or conical-shaped bag
soon after it hatches in late May or early
June. The bag is usually no longer than
one-fourth inch.”

“As the calerpillar grows. il continually
enlarges ils home, adding bits of foliage,
grass and webbing."" he conlinued. "*When
the caterpillar is full grown the bag is one
and a half to two inches long and about
three-fourth inch in diameter.”

“In late Seplember, after the cater-
pillars have become moths, the female
lays between 500 and 1,000 eggs in her old
bag,” he said. “These eggs remain in the
bag until the young caterpillars emerge
the following spring and begin construc-
tion of new bags "

Energy Saving Measures
Help Reduce Taxes

Homeowners or renters who purchase
insulation, storm windows and other
energy-saving devices for their homes
can reduce their federal tax bill as much
as $300. the Internal Revenue Service
said. In addition, they can receive a credit
of up to $2,200 for installing solar panels,
windmills or other devices that use
renewable energy sources.

The first credit, known as the energy
conservalion credit, is figured atl 15 per-
cent of the first $2,000 spent on items such
as storm or thermal windows and doors,
insulation, weatherstripping or caulking.

The second credil or ‘‘renewable”
energy source credit is 30 percent of the
first $2,000 plus 20 percen! of the next
$4,000 invested in gualifying solar, wind or
geothermal equipment used to heat, cool,
or provide hol water for the home.

Both credits are available for ilems
purchased and installed on a taxpayer's
principal residence between April 20, 1977
and December 31, 1985,

To claim the credit, taxpayers must file
Form 1040 and attach IRS Form 5695, to
show how the eredit was computed. Form
56495, "Energy Credits,”” comes with your
tax package.

DO\‘T PAY TAXES
IN CASH, SAYS IRS

When paying your Federal income tax,
send either a personal check or money
order, but never cash, the Internal
Revenue Service warned. Using a check
or money order is safer from two stand-
points, the IRS explained. First, a check
or money or order is harder to steal: se-
cond, the cancelled check or money order
will serve as a record that the payment
was made.

The IRS also advised taxpayers to put
their social security number on the check
or money order directly below the
signature, That way the check or money
order can be detached from the return.

The IRS noted that no matter what type
of check is used, the tax is not considered
paid until the draft is honored by the bank
on which it is drawn,

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The House Stands Firm

The Kentucky House of Representatives said it loud and clear
this week when it overrode Governor Brown's veto of the hill

which hits at marijuana traffic.

This bill may not be perfect, as the governor has said, but it is a
step toward adequate punishment of those guilty of dealing in the
drug. It provides one to five years in prison and fines of $1000 to
$5000 for possession of eight ounces or more of the drug instead of
the 90 days in jail and maximum $250 fine imposed under the old

law.

Governor Brown argues that the bill will overwork the courts
and unjustly penalize first-time offenders. We don’t buy that.
This bill 1s aimed at dealers in the stuff—your mere user of mari-
juana isn't likely to have in his or her possession as much as
eight ounces. Unfortunately, it isn’t likely that these purveyors
of the drug will be caught in such numbers as to overburden the

courts.

The House has decided it's time to get tough in a tough situa-
tion. We trust the Senate will follow suit. Marijuana is said to be

more harmful that alcohol.

It may be the introduction to

“harder’’ drugs. More tragically, the traffic is aimed at the

young.

The Lexington Herald in its Tuesday edition lamented
editorially that the bill “‘would divert law enforcement officials

from investigating serious crimes.”” We wonder how many
crimes are more serious than that of preying on young lives,

creating a ‘‘drug society,”

and bringing human beings to the

point that they are dependent upon drugs and will commit rob-
bery, even murder, to get the narcotics their tortured systems

demand.

Any law that gets to the source of the trouble is good. There has
been too much attention in the past to the *‘hip-pocket bootleg-
ger" while the transporter goes free; to the petty thief while the

“fence,”’

the big spider in the web, is uncaught.

This law may have faults. But it will do for a starter.

economically feasible for his company to
serve the 15-18 families stretched over 1
3/4 miles on Abbott Mountain, and Paul
Butcher, of Big Sandy TV Cable, claiming
he would need to levy a montly rate of
$9.10 on all his Floyd customers if he were
forced to provide service (o the Little
Painl area.

(Cassie Allen. an East Point customer of
Big Sandy TV Cable, argued thal, since
Butcher had already been ordered by the
fiscal courl to serve the Little Pain! area,
that issue was not subject to a ruling by
the commission. Moreover, under the
terms & the countly TV ordinance, Mrs.
Allen said, the operator could properly
apply for a rate increase only on the basis
of expenses actually incurred in providing
the extended service.

Butcher countered that he would
withdraw from the cable TV business in
that area entirely rather than invest

ABC Sells Contraband Booze

Alcoholic beverages confiscated by
Floyd countly officers were recently sold
as coniraband by the Department of
Alcoholic Beverage Control for a total of
$4031.74, half of which was returned to the
county, District Judge Harold Stumbo an-
nounced last week.

The contraband, consisting of 664 cases
of maltl beverages, 439 pints and 668 bot-
tles of whiskey, vodka and wine in vary-
ing sizes, was sold (o two licensed
dealers——the mall beverages to S.H. Lin-
don, the distilled beverages lo Vernon

Combs.

Sheriff Doug Lewis had argued that sale
by ABC of confiscated alcoholic
beverages to licensed distributors often
resulls in the same beverages being made
available to bootleggers for resale,

The sheriff said Tuesday that state
troopers reporled confiscaling in Pike
county last week some of the whiskey
which had been released to ABC from this
county. Sheriff Lewis had marked the bot-
tles released by him to ABC. this making
future identification possible.

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According to department statistics, 101
Kentucky counties had unemployment
rales of 6.0 percenl or higher, 43 counlies
experienced unemploymenlt rates of 10.0
percent or above, and three counties had
rates higher than 20.0 percent.

Menifee county in eastern Kentucky
had the state's highest unemployment
rate al 25 percent, while Union county in
western Kentucky had the lowest rate, 3.2
percent

The national rate of unemployment was
6.8 percent in February, almost 1.0
percenlage points lower than Kentucky's
rate.

As production in the coal indusiry re-
mains far below capacily, the economy
within the eastern Kentucky area con-
tinues to be depressed, said MacDonald.
As a result, the area's unemployment is
10.6 percent of the area's labor force, the
highest in the slate.

“The economy in eastern Kentucky is
structured around the coal industry, so
mosl industries within the area are ex-
periencing an economic slowdown." Mac-
Donald said. "Twenty-five eastern Ken-
tucky counties have unemployment rates
higher than 10 percent.”

The number of persons unemployed in
the area in February was estimated at
32,077, an increase of 2,200 over the
number of unemployed in January.

According to MacDonald,. these high
levels of unemployment are expected to
continue as long as the coal industry re-
mains depressed,

Menifee county had the area’s and the
state’s highest unemployment rate, 25.0
percent, while Martin couniy had the
lowest area rate, 4.5 percent.

yet another business provided nine 12-volt
batteries. Mitchell and a number of Mayo
students worked for five months and,
finally, the car was ready for its maiden
run.

With a top speed of about 45 m.p.h. the
car| as Mitchell points out, “doesn’t have
the pep of a gasoline-powered car,"” but
for around-town driving the power is ade-
quate, especially for a powerplant rated
at only 10 horsepower. But the vehicle's
practicality in short haul motoring, in
Mitchell's opinion is its strong point. *‘It
will never replace coast-to-coast travel by
gasoline-powered vehicles,” he said, ““but
with proper batteries this type of vehicle
could meet the needs of up to 70 or 80 per-
cent of most people's daily transportation
requirements.”

With a range of about 30 miles on a five-
hour charge and at a cost of only 36 cents
per charge, the electric car offers
unheard of economy when compared to
today's current gas prices.

Certainly, there are disadvantages in-
cluding the long charging time, the reduc-
ed acceleration and the fact thal with cur-
rent technology such conveniences as air-
conditioning and similar voltage sapping
devices would nol be possible, bul Mit-
chell, and many others throughout the
country stress that the electric car should
have its place alongside the gas guzzlers,

Noise (except for the occasional snap of
electric contacts) and air poI]ulmn are
virtually cancelled, reliabifity is increas-
ed enormously as a result of the inherent
simplicity of the powerplant and fuel
source and cold weather problems are all
but negated in the electric car.

Mitchell pointed oul that the Mayo Elec-
tro cost only $750 in materials and said the
possibilities for do-it-yourselfers are
tremendous.

“I'd like Lo see this type of vehicle catch
on,” commented Mitchell. “'If we can
build one this successfully in five months,
then there's no reason why manufac-
turers couldn’t go into this type of produc-
tion in a big way,"

Mitchell and the car’s student builders
presented the car toe Mayo Direclor Jesse
Conley and the school but Mitchell plans
to build a similar car for himself, *‘lo use
in the Martin-McDowell-Maytown area.™

employees of cities comparable in size lo
Prestonsburg. In notices issued the strik-
ing officers Sunday, Cooley said it would
be iliegal for the city council to consider
grievances not brought under the pro-
cedures established by city ordinance and
threatened suspension and dismissal of
any officer not returning to werk.

City officials said the police had
presented no grievances prior to the work
stoppage, thal some of their demands
were already being met, and thal several
others have been under consideration for
some time.

Officers Murdock and Shelton said this
week it was “impossible to make it" on
their police salary of $3.33 an hour. *‘We
think the public should know what we
make and decide for themselves whether
we earn too much,” Murdock said.

The officers also complained of meager
benefits, an inadequate clothing
allowance, and job insecurily stemming
from the fact that they are subject to
rehiring every two years by the incoming
city council.

In their schedule of demands presented
Sunday night to the city council, the police
asked for an hourly rate of $7, with time-
and-a-half for overlime, routine pay in-
creases for each year of service, an in-
creased clothing allowance, dental
benefits, prescription drugs, and retire-
ment plans, a life insurance policy. the
establishment of a “trial board” and
civilian advisory board, the granting of
powers of arrest to auxiliary police,
clarification of policy regarding employ-
ment by off-duty officers, and a daily
allowance for upkeep of uniforms.

The police also sought reinstatement,
with back pay, of Patrolman John Wright,
suspended for 30 days the previous Mon-
day for “conduct unbecoming a police of-
ficer," and the advancement of Shelton
beyond probationary status, with back
pay that would have accrued to him with
regular status.

Wright was suspended following an
altercation with fireman Raymond
Joseph in which Wright is said to have
struck Joseph, brandished his gun belt,
and to have threatened Joseph's life.
Wright reportedly admitted threatening
Joseph but denied having struck him. The
argument is said to have begun when
Joseph, on duty that evening as dispat-
cher, failed to inform Wright of a phone
call from Wright's mother concerning a
domestic problem.

Shelton, who has been with the
Prestonsburg force eight months as a pro-
bationary officer, sought regular
classification two months ago, but was
denied by the city council, which voted to
continue his probationary status.

City Manager David Evans said this
week the city already pays the full
premiums for medical and hospilal
benefits, life insurance, and a retirement
plan for police officers; and that a dental
benefits plan has been under considera-
tion by the city council. Financial
restraints on the city budget, including
rising costs, the ceiling on property taxes,
and an uncertainty aboul federal revenue-
sharing monies, make it difficull for the
city to consider increased personnel ex-
penditures at this time, he indicated.

Trial Commissioner

May Issue Warrant
For Search, Opinion

Faced with defense atltorney's
challenges in liquor possession cases of
the validity of search warrants issued by
a Floyd district court trial commissioner,
District Judge Harold Stumbo recently
requested the Administrative Office of the
Courts for a decision. In response,
William P. Thurmon, staff attorney,
wrote:

“While it is true that KRS 242.370 only
refers specifically to the circuit judge and
distriet judge in terms of the authority to
issue a warrant, it is our opinion that a
trial commissioner would likewise have
the autho_rity to issue such search war-
rants."”

In support of that contention Thurmon
pointed out that Section 113(5) of the Ken-
tucky constitution provides that “all trial
commissioners shall have power to per-
form such duties of the district court as
may be- prescribed by the Supreme
Court,” and that the Supreme Court has
granted the trial commissioners pawer to
issue search warrants.

Chief Justice John 8. Palmore earlier
had held thatl trial cemmissioners has
that right. Yet these legal opinions are
subject to challenge, pending a formal
Supreme Court ruling.

The last few articles have examined
some good news about energy. This in-
stallment continues that discussion by
summarizing some reports from the
December, 1979 issue of Environment
magazine and the January, 1980 issue of
Environmental Action

Massachusetls Insitutue of Technology
IMIT? scientists have developed a
chemical non-electrical cold-storage
svstem capable of air conditioning rooms
during the day. The MIT chemicals, a
special mixture with a melting point of
66'F, are [rozen during normal summer
nighttime air conditioning. then allowed
to gradually absorb room heat as the mix-
ture mells the nex!t day. Further research
may help develop a system capable of
healing rvoms during the winter

Nature may be a partial answer to hot
or cold water storage for community use
later, Battelle's Pacific Northwest
Laboratory, part of a large private na-
tionwide research organizalion, plans to
develop aquifers, water-bearing geologic
formalions. as underground energy
storage systems, The idea is fo use waste
heat from a source such as a power plant
to raise aquifer temperatures; then use
the water later for domestic purposes.

Elsewhere, mass transit ridership con-
tinues to increase nationwide, exhibiting
the longest period of suslained growth
since World War Two. Car pool and bus
usage increases of about seven percent,
came lo a virtual halt in 1979. Despite
electrical industry growth forecasts of
from four to seven percent for 1979, the
U.S. experienced a growth rate of about
one-hall of one percenl. The slowdown
was attributed to conservation
awareness, insulation and other energy-
saving methods, less usage of more effi-
cient aulomobiles, and the fact that the

Treasurer Nomination,
Landfill Selection
Discussed in Opinion

The attorney general's office recently =
released opinions concerning selection of
a county treasurer, county input on land-
fill site selection and the duties of a depu-
ty circuit clerk

(Opinions issued by the attorney
general's office interpret state statutes
but do not carry the force of law.)

County judge-executives must make the
nomination for county treasurer, accor-
ding lo an opinion from the attorney
general's office. Assistant Deputy At-
torney General Charles W. Runyan said
that while the fiscal court votes on the ap-
pointment of the couniy treasurer, the
judge-executive must do the nominating.
Further, Runyan said if there is a tie vole
on the selection by the fiscal court which
continues for 15 days or longer, the county
judge-executives should make the ap-
pointment. The opinion was in response to
an inquiry by Rowan County Treasurer
Pruda Shay

Deputy circuit clerks can perform the
same function as circuil clerks, according
to the attorney general's office. Accor-
ding to an opinion written by Runyan,
deputy clerks can perform any statutory
functions that cireuit court clerks per-
form, including certifying courl
documents like indictments and warrants
for extradition. The opinion was in
response to an inquiry from Donald C.
Hines, administrative assistant-detective
in the Bowling Green commonwealth at-
lorney's office

Pulaski county fiscal court has no
authority to take action against the
Pulaski garbage district board, according
to another opinion by Runyan, who, said
garbage disposal districts created before
1478 have authorily in determining sites.
Under the Kentucky Solid Waste Act of
1978, districts created after that date are
subject to city and county authority.

The opinion was in response to an in-
quiry by Semerset attorney Bruce W.

A Building Idea
Whose Time Has Come?

““An energy-efficient building construc-
tion technology whose time has come..."
That's the way inventor-architect Melvin
H. Sachs describes his technology—
known as U-Form—which features
“*built-in'' insulation and can cut
heating costs by half and air conditioning
costs by one-third for the life of a building.

Those and other energy and cost-saving
features Jed an international panel of
judges to award him top honors for
“significant achievement in technological
development™ at the recent Eighth An-
nual World Fair for Technology Ex-
change in Atlanta. Sachs developed the
winner with the aid of an $87,000 grant
from the U S. Department of Energy.

Sachs, 48, of Livonia, Mich., was one of
seven inventors supported by DOE's
Energy-Related Inventions Program who
exhibited their inventions at the Atlanta
Fair. He was the only architect among the
select seven.

The Detroil area invenlor was a student
of Buckminister Fuller, famed architect-
inventor-scientist, 26 years ago at the
University of Michigan. Sach’s *‘Best of
Tech-Ex" award at the Atlanta Exposi-
tion was the culmination of 14 years of ac-
tive development of an idea he first com-
mitted to paper in 1966.

Sachs' concept i1s not unlike the
“‘stockade’’ system developed by
“Bucky'' Fuller 50 years ago. The dif-
ferences are basically those of size,
weight, materials, including insulation,
and the fact that the current energy
crunch places an entirely new emphasis
on energy efficient building construction
methodology than was the case in Fuller's
heyday

“Another way of putting it,"”" says
Sachs, “'is thal people may not have been
interested in this concept when gasoline
was 19 cents a gallon, heating oil a dime,
and crude oil under $2 a barrel. Now, of
course, it's a different story."

The key to Sach’s concepl is a series of
permanent building forms which incor-
porate insulation, the framework for
pouring reinforced concrete supporting
columns, and pre-finished exterior and in-
terior surfaces. These permanent forms
automatically become parts of the
buildings' wall structures.

Some obvious advantages of the system
are the dual use formwork and year-
around workability of concrete without
freezing. ""As permanent forms,” says
Sachs, “'they can and are designed to do
things that ordinary formwork simply
cannol do."

Sachs also contends that the current
high inflation in the U.S. heightens the im-
portance of the U-Form since it can cut
construction time by one-third to one-half.
“Contractors will sign ‘fixed price’ con-
tracts based on six or seven months in this
day and age,”” says Sachs. “But they
won'l sign many contracts in these infla-
tionary times based on 12 to 14 months or
more

“With this technelogy,”” he adds, "'you
can pour concrete into the U-Forms on a
Monday afternoon and on Tuesday morn-
ing you can start installing the floor and
roof systems."

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Covered Trucks
May Be Required
By Existing Law

Despite the gutting of a bill proposed in
the recent legislative session that would
have required the covering of coal trucks,
an ordinance already on the books should
give citizens adequate legal remedy for
the problem of uncovered loads, a
Prestonsburg audience was (old last
week

The House bill, sponsored by Rep. Greg
Stumbo, emerged from a conference com-

mittee in a much-weakened version dur-

ing the waning hours of the legislative ses-
sion. The House and Senale agreed to a
compromise on the bill, according to
which only trucks traveling on limited ac-
cess highways, such as the Mountain
Parkway, must be covered.

As passed earlier by the House, the bill
would have required all coal trucks to be
covered, The Senalte deleted that require-
ment and a conference committee recom-
mended the compromise.

As recently as February this vear,
David residents inquired of the Floyd
fiscal court about the possibility of an or-
dinance requiring the covering of coal
trucks on county roads, but Judge-
Executive Bill Wells said at the time there
was some doubt about the constitutionali-
ty of such an ordinance.

In reply to a question as to whether pro-
posed state surface mining regulations
addressed the issue, Bureau of Surface
Mining Deputy Commissioner Ed Har-
towicz told a Prestonsburg Community
College audience last week that, while
BSM has no jurisdiction in the matter, a
relevant statute and regulations already
exist and fall within the jurisdiction of the
Division of Air Pollution of the state
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection.

Jerry Goebel, chief of the Division of
Air Pollution’s mineral processing sec-
tion, confirmed this week that a “‘fugitive
dust’* regulation applicable to coal trucks
has been on the books some years
However, a lack of inspectors makes the
law difficult to enforce, he said.

{According to section 4 of Kentucky Ad-
ministrative Regulation 63:010, At all
times in motion, open bodied trucks,
operaling outside company property,
transporting materials likely to become
airborne shall be covered.")

Goebel said that officers of the Division
of Air Pollution *‘have their hands full
keeping up with stationary struc-
tures, 'such as coal tipples and prepara-
tion plants, and that policing coal trucks
s “physically impossible,” given the pre-
sent shortage of personnel

Responsibility for enforcing such a
regulation necessarily falls to county of-
ficials, Goebel said.

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Building That Summer Vacation Home

By Jane Sherman

The ladder and scaffolding under me
began 1o sway perilously as 1
stretched to “cut-in” the ecnamel
kitchen wall paint at the ceiling's
edge. Twenty feet below, my two-
and five-year old children were
swinging on the support bars of the
scaffolding. oblivious to the fact that
at the top of that rickety pyramid
was their mom. My panicked shreik
alerted them and they skipped off to
find some other mischief.

At that moment | was sure that
I had overestimated my confidence
and enthusiasm in building our
house. 1 paused (only briefly, as 1
still had three more walls to finish
painting) to let my adrenalin level
level, and the life of our house-
building project passed before my
eyes!

The land had been chosen for its
view and lovely surroundings. We
felt lucky to have scooped it up early
before prices in  that area
sky-rocketed.

Six vears later, with investment as
our primary objective, we decided to
build, This house-to-be was located
250 miles from our rented city
apartment and while it would be a
year-round “wvacation” house, it
would be our first and only house.
We would depend on rentals for a
long time to help us carry mortgage
and tax costs and at the same time
benefit from business income-tax
deductions.

An architect was chosen because
of his reputation for being an
environmentally oriented designer.
His price was within our budget and
he was eager to build a house in that
particular location.

For three months we talked about
our needs, our dreams, and our

finances. Our files were fat with
years of ideas saved from magazines
illustrating particular design
elements.
The Plan

The architect visited our lot to

study its character and to contact
local builders, sounding them out as
prospective  contractors for our
house.

Deciding on THE plan was a
lesson in compromise. Money was
the great leveler of dreams. Fanta-
sies of luxurious baths and country
kitchens gave way to some smaller
charming rooms.

One room remained constant
throughout the drawings! A solar-
ium, We decided early on to keep
bedrooms small and comfortable in
order to have the larger open spaces
of the living room and solarium.

The give and take between
architect and client proved interest-
ing, too, as the house seemed to
belong to both. For the architect, the
house design was an art form. For
the client, it had a different
connotation. It was not a significant
struggle, but a perceptible one.

Finally a plan became THE plan
and it was submitted to the town
building inspector. He approved the
plan. We sent the plan to the bank
for mortgage approval (all the
applications had gone in earlier). We
lined up a builder and naively set a
ground-breaking date.

The bank came through with a
mortgage (it had invested in the
development of our area) rather
quickly and the builder was ready to
go. But, to our great surprise and
distress, the local committee would
not approve our house plans.
Everything had to halt until we
could get their approval.

We learned quickly that we were
in the midst of a political problem
not totally related to our house.
Covenants which we signed when we
bought the land required our plans
to conform to a review committec’s
decision. No house before ours had
ever actually been reviewed, and the
committee had decided to begin
actively reviewing all plans. And
they took our house apart.

The Compromise

Views and roof heights became
the focus of debate. For two months
we met with the committee every
week or so, and still we tried to plan
for a fall ground-breaking. When no
compromise could be reached we

packed up the whole family and
went home.

Lawyers were hired by both sides.
Letters flew back and forth. Months
later, a compromise was reached.
We would drop our rool height three
feet, no simple task when one of the
other roofl requirements was a 90
degree pitch. Such a drop in roof
height necessitates an increase in
foundation size to maintain the same
internal square foot area. An
increase in foundation size means a
substantial increase in money.

Renegotiating with our architect,
we settled weeks later on the revised
plan. Ironically, it was a much more
beautiful house.

Again we sent the plans to the
town inspector. He approved them.
The committee had approved the
plans. We applied for more money
from the bank which they granted
(at a higher rate, of course),

This time, however, because of the
huge cost increases, lawyer fees and
travel fees, we had decided to do a
lot of the work ourselves. We would
contract the job, seek out the
workers, review their bids, hire and
supervise them, and have the builder
complete a finished shell which we
would then paint and finish
inside.

About this time, my husband was
offered a rare opportunity to do
some work overseas for the same two
months we had planned to begin
building the house. [ encouraged him
to accept. He did and took our oldest
son along. Many utumes later |
wondered at my own sanity, having
enthusiastically sent them off to the
plains of East Africa while |
struggled through this contracting
effort with three small children in an
old station wagon which threatened
to die daily.

Bids and Contracts

The yellow pages were a good
beginning, but ultimately all the
people | contracted were discovered
from word-of-mouth references. |
spent hours and days driving to
houses-in-construction and talking to
workers, examining their work in
both the finished and unfinished
state. | talked to home-owners who
had hired these workers to get their
opinions on quality and schedule.
Finally the excavator, foundation
man, builder; electrician, plumber,
cabinet man, and sheet-rocker, were
chosen and the contracts were
signed.

The men were supportive of my
efforts to contract the job myself.
Our builder was particularly helpful.
Most of the sub-contractors 1 hired
had worked with ,the builder before,
so | knew they could work coopera-
tively together.

Since my husband was on the
other side of the world, I was
dependent on my government issue
Wood-Frame House Construction,

and the architect’s and builder’s
explanations. My calculator was
kept red-hot as | added and re-added
bids and tried to plan for
contingencies.

The land boundaries had been
completely surveyed during the

winter’s dispute, so now the house
itself was staked. At that point I was
ready to move in the furniture. The
struggle of the past year seemed over
when the perimeter of the house
could be clearly seen.

My first brush with near-calamity
came during excavation. Our cellar
was unusually deep as part of the
special construction to get our roof
height lower. Because of its depth,
the cellar wall partially caved-in
under the weight of the back-hoe,
almost tossing the back-hoe and its
driver (the excavator's son) into the
hole. My first reaction was concern.
Then came the first thoughts of
responsibility (spelled I-
i-a-b-i-l-i-1-y) as a home owner.
Whew, yes, my insurance covered
injuries to workmen on the job.

The foundation was 90 percent in
when my husband returned, but we
decided that | would continue as the
contractor, rather than start a joint
effort.

Delays and More Delays

During the summer we had been
assured we would spend Christmas
in our partially finished shell of a
house. That would give us six
months to complete the house by
summer, in time for lucrative
vacation rentals.

At Christmas there was a sublloor
and walls. The weather had not been
kind. In February we oplimistically
advertised the house for summer
rentals, By April it was clear that
rentals were in jeopardy and we
kicked ourselves for not including a
penalty clause in the contract for
delays in completion. We neceded
that summer income.

Our builder complained that the
house was too complicated—not for
his skills, but in labor costs. He was
used to four-walled two story houses
with variation only in room
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placements. Our year-round, two
modular house set at an odd angle
was too customized for his schedule
and became burdensome for him to
finish

In early June | moved into the raw
shell with our two youngest children
to begin the finish work as soon as
there was a place to start. | followed
the sheet-rockers from room Lo
room, brush and roller in_hand.

As window trims, baseboards,
interior and exterior doors
installed | sanded and primed and
painted. One month later, school
ended and the two older children
joined us. A month after that my
husband joined the effort.

By now the best we could hope for
was a winter rental, not nearly as
lucrative, but at least a monthly
income on the house.

County’s Murder
Rate Last Year
In Sharp Drop

In Kentucky last year reported violent
crime had its biggesl upsurge since 1975
with an increase of 12.1 per cent, and ex-
cepl in its murder and robbery cases
Floyd county more than kept pace.

The preliminary report released by
State Police Commissioner Kenneth
Brandenburgh shows that Floyd county
had 9 murders in 1978 and only 2 last year
for a decrease of 77.7%, as compared with
a state murder increase lasl year of 5.3%

The number of robbery cases in this
county dropped last year to 4 from the
preceding year's 6, or 33.3%. The state in-
crease in that crime category was 14.2%,.

Aggravated assaulls rose 13.5%.
statewide, but in this county from 35 to 75
(72%)

Of the violent crimes, only rape
decreased at the state level, a mere .8%
In Floyd county they rose from 3 to 5

As a group, nonviolent crimes increas-
ed 5.8%, statewide. Theft had the sharpest
increase of 7.2% over the 1978 figure (in
Floyd county, 58%). Burglary rose by
3.8% and auto theft increased by 3.1% in
the state. The percentage for this county
showed increases of 48 and 17%, respec-
tively.

Final crime statistics for 1979 will be
published in the state police annual crime
report available in July, Brandenburgh
said.

Reporled murder in counties adjacent
to Floyd were up in all except Pike, when
the 1978 total of 18 dropped to 11 last year.
Johnson county was up from 2 in 1978 to 3

last year; Knott, up from 1 to 3; Magoffin,
up from 3 to 5, and Martin was up from 0
to 2.

The state Energy Regulatory Commis-
s10n has granted the Auxier Road Gas Co
of Prestonsburg an exemption until Oct. 3
to implement a budget billing plan.

Budgel billing plans allow customers to
pay equal amounts each month rather
than paying higher amounls in cerlain
seasons, such as winter, than in others.

The utility was supposed Lo implement

According to the commission’s
exemption order, the utility serves 499
customers who would be eligible for a
plan.

Doubts i’(;iced |
On Ky. Primacy
At Meeting Here

Not evervbody is happy with Ken-
tucky's bid to take primary responsibility
for enforcing stripmining laws in this
stale

That became clear during a hearing
here last week to elicit public comment
on the stripmine regulations recently sub-
mitted by the state Bureau of Surface
Mining (BSM) for approval by federal
mining authorilies

“How will ‘primacy’ be of advantage 1o
the citizens of Kentucky?' was the ques-
tion put by Jeannette Knowles. of Van
Lear, to state mining officials at the
meeting, which was held last Tuesday al
Prestonsburg Community College. Mrs
Knowles and other guestioners focused
primarily on the scope of citizen input into
the mine permitting process under the
proposed regulations and on the will-
ingness of state officials to enforce the
regulations

BSM Deputy Commissioner Ed Har-
towicz lold the meeting that recent ac-
tions by a federal court and by the Ken-
tucky legislature pointed to the need to
relax cerfain restrictions on the coal in-
dustry. Hartowicz referred to a decision
handed down by U.S. District Judge
Thomas Flannery in late February, over-
turning 21 federal stripmine regulations,
and to HB 830, a bill passed in the final
hours of the recent legislative session.
which exempts operalors mining sites of
two acres or less from the law requiring
the elimination of highwalls

But many in the audience seemed less
concerned with relaxing the regulations
than with enforcing them

John Rosenberg, director of the Ap-
palachian Research and Defense Fund, a
legal services agency which has been ac-
tive in the drafting of stripmine laws,
complained that the BSM program pro-
vides cilizens too liltle access lo the
regulatory process. Rosenberg asked
whether copies of mining permit applica-
tions could be filed in BSM's regional of-
fices as well as in Frankfort and whether,
in considering an application, attention
would be given an applicant's past record
of violations

If the state wins primacy, Hartowicz
replied, copies of permil applications will
be on file in regional offices of the bureau
or in county courthouses. A planned com-
puterization will also facilitate access to
an operator's past mining records, he
said.

Everett Akers, of Martin, angrily ac-
cused state surface mining officials of do-
ing the bare minimum necessary o
secure primacy, adding that in his opinion
they would be doing nothing at all if they
were not forced to do so by federal law
AKers, long involved in litigation with
stripminers on his Finance Hollow pro-
perty, described BSM's Prestonsburg of-
fice as “‘a shame and a disgrace.”’ The of-
fice's enforcement of stripmine laws
“peeds Lo improve a whole lot,"" he said

“The little man, the landowner, has got
to have protection,'”" Akers said
“Otherwise there’ll be deep trouble in
eastern Kentucky."

Akers lauded Rep. Greg Stumbo for his
sponsorship of a bill this year to restrict
mining under the so-called broad-form
deeds and blasted ‘‘(Energy Secrelary
William B, ) Sturgill and the big coal in-
terests,” whom he blamed for the bill's
dying in the committee

Hartowicz told Akers that coal
operators are not responsible for covering
highwalls left by mining prior to the 1977
Surface Mining Act, although such sites
may be eligible for reclamation funds
under the federal abandoned mines pro-
gram. One question that went
unanswered—though some observers
predicl the issue will take on increasing
significance in future years—came from
a coal operator who asked whether
operators returning to rework old siles
will be required to reclaim them accor-
ding to current standards

BSM submitted its proposed regulations
to the federal Office of Surface Mining

March 3. OSM will now review the
package, advising the state of any
changes needed for approval, which

changes may be made up until June 15

Interior Secretary Cecil D. Andrus will
make an initial decision whether lo ap-
prove or disapprove the stale package by
September 3. If the program is not ap-
proved, Kentucky has until November 3 to
resubmit its plan. If the state program
has not been approved by January 3 next
year, the federal office will assume
primary responsibility for regulating the
industry,

Medicare For People
With Kidney Failure

Almost every person in the Floyd coun-
ty area who has permanent kidney failure
and needs maintenance dialysis treat-
ment or a kidney transplant is eligible for
Medicare health insurance, Jim Kelly,
Social Security director for the Big Sandy
area, said recently.

Medicare helps pay for kidney
transplant surgery and related inaptient
hospital services. It also covers outpa-
tient maintenance dialysis and helps pay
for doctors' services including surgeons’
services for transplants, outpatient self-
dialysis training, and home dialysis
equipment, supplies and periodic support
services. Medicare also helps cover the
cost of a donor for kidney transplant
surgery.

To be eligible for Medicare because of
kidney failure, a person must have work-
ed under social security long enough to be
insured, from 1'% to 7' years depending
on age, or be the wife, husband, or depen-
dent child of an insured worker.

Only the family member with kidney
failure is eligible for Medicare; others in
the family are not, Kelly said.

For people with kidney failure,
Medicare protection generally begins
with the third month after the month the
person’s couse of maintenance dialysis
begins. _

Medicare protection can begin earlier if
the person takes part in a self-dialysis
training program in a Medicare approved
facility and the person is expected to com-
plete the training and self-dialyze
thereafter. Protection can also begin
earlier if the person is admitted to an ap-
proved hospital for a kidney transplant.

Medicare generally ends 12 months
after a person no longer requires
maintenance dialysis treatments or 36
months following a kidney transplant.
Medicare, can, however, be resumed if
the transplant fails.

Anyone with permanent kidney failure
who is not covered by Medicare, should
apply at the Prestonsburg, Kentucky,
social security office, located between
Prestonsburg and Paintsville on U.S. 23,
The telephone number for the
Prestonsburg social security office is
886-8525. The people there will be glad to
answer questions about Medicare protec-
tion and provide a free Medicare pam-
phlet.

Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection lo receive comments from the
public on Kentucky's proposed Wild
Rivers Management Plan

“We haven't had any help from the
government before and we don't want any
now,"” said Lula Bailey, of Campton. “We
want the river, the land and the houses
left just like they are.”

“Just stay out of our business,” she
vehemently told representatives of the
department’s Division of Water
Resources.

James R. Lacy, of Campton, a lan-
downer and Wolfe County Soil Conserva-
tion District board member, said the area
does not need "a goofy recreation
area...thal would interfere with
agricultural production and private
citizens."”

Lacy called the wild rivers program
that was passed eight years ago by the
General Assembly “a socialist idea."
“The whole idea should be dropped and
shut up about,” he said.

Laura Mae Helton, a resident of
Valeria, also commented on the existence
of the wild rivers system rather than the
management plan for the Red River

“People along the Red River Gorge are
self-supporting,” Helton said. “Leave me
and my land alone.”

“The desire among among many is to
keep the river as it is,”" said Tim Murphy
of the Kentucky Rivers Coalition in Lex-
ington, bringing the discussion back to the
purpose of the meeting

“We need to manage the area to keep
farms, to minimize further recreational
enroachment and to minimize acquisition
of land,”” Murphy said. He concluded that
the proposed management plan meets
those needs

Oscar Geralds, newly elected chairman
of the state Environmental Quality Com-
mission, explained that regulating the
area would help to keep it beautiful, while
allowing farming and timber harvesting
to continue.

“We need to regulate how it (the Red
River) is used so we can all enjoy it,"
Geralds said. ““The limited access really
discourages use of the area," he added.

“Under this plan, the area could be used
by people who really appreciate it,"
Geralds said. "'The plan protects a truly
unique resource. The plan should be im-
plemented.”

Ky. Airport Zoning Commission
Said To Be “Pioneer” Project

Some slale governmenl councils, lask
forces and commissions are more
recognizable to the public than others

The Council en Higher Education is
surely more visible to the public than, for
example, the Board of Embalmers and
Funeral Directors.

Lodged somewhere else in the middle,
in terms of publicity, is the Airport Zoning
Commission whose main duly is helping
keep airspace around Kentucky's airports
safe

Uneven zoning and a proliferation of
tall television “‘supertowers' are reasons
cited by Kentucky Department of
Transportation aeronautics director Ed
LaFontaine for the formation of the com-
mission in 1960, by then-Gov. Bert Combs
“A lot of agricultural land was being sub-
divided at the time," LaFonatine said
Also, many television slations were
“trying to outdo each other" and regula-
tion and planning was needed, he said.

Six commission members were ap-
pointed by the governor to staggered four-
year terms. The Transportation secretary
chairs the commission as an ex-officio
member. By statute the secretary alsoap-
points the commission administrator,
whose duties include investigation of per-
mit applications, developing ad-
ministrative standards for the zoning pro-
gram, coordinating meeting agendas and
preparing zoning charts.

At bi-monthly meetings the six-member
commission considers action on permits
for construction or altering of structures
which affect navigational corridors
around the state's airports, according to
present commission administrator Ed
Martin.

The commission’s established area of
jurisdiction is defined by a 100 to 1 slope
for a 20,000-foot radius around the point
where runway elevation begins, he said,
At 20,000 feet the slope angle increases to
30 to 1 up to a 44,000-foot radius.

Consequently, the slope plane gets one
foot taller for every 100 feet of distance
from the runway up to 20,000 feet and one
foot taller for every 30 feet from 20,000 to
44,000, Martin explained. Therefore,
obstructions more than 200 feet tall at
20,000 feet and more than 1,000 feet tall at
44,000 feet fall under commission jurisdic
tion.

This doesn’'t mean that obstructions
shorter than 200 feet are considered
“safe'’ and ignored, Martin said. In some
cases, depending on the terrain, com-
paratively shorter obstructions can pose
more of a navigational hazard than tall
ones, he said.

Co-ops Seek To Pass
Costs To Consumers

Representatives of 18 Kentucky electric
cooperatives serving approximalely one
million Kentuckians, have presented
testimony in a rate case before the state
Energy Regulatory Commission that
could raise a typical consumer's bill by
$2.47 a month.

The cooperatives including the Big San-
dy RECC, are asking the commission to
approve their increases if their supplier,
East Kentucky Power Cooperative, Win-
chester, is granted an $8.58 million in-
crease. East Kentucky Power’s case is
now pending before the commission. In-
tervenors are Lo file their testimony by
April 24 and will face cross examination
May 14.

East Kentucky lists five reasons for its
increase request: (1.) constantly increas-
ing interest costs, (2.) increasing con-
struction costs, (3.) inflation, (4.) com
pliance with environmental laws, and (5.)
deteriorating financial condition.

The 18 member cooperatives served by
East Kentucky want any increase granted
to the supplier to be passed through to
their customers. Failure to grant the
pass-through, the cooperatives contend,
would materially impair their operations

runway on level ground, Marlin explain-
ed

Permit jurisdiction by the commission
also extends over Kentucky's bodies of
water, he said. Permils must be issued for
obstructions more than 50 feet above the
surface of open waters in Kentucky, in-
cluding the Ohio River, Mississippi River,
Kentucky Lake, Lake Barkley and Lake
Cumberland, The height is 200 feet for all
other bodies of water, Martin said

The commission can approve permits
with conditions, such as requiring pain
ting and lighting of obstructions. It may
ailso approve construction as planned or
deny approval of the permit entirely

A circuit court injunction can be
ordered by the commission to enforce the
conditions of an approved permil

Many of the commission's zoning deci-
sions are affected by a 10-year ‘“‘master
plan’ which takes into consideration cur-
rent and future development of Ken-
tucky's airports, Martin said In some in-
stances what might be considered "'undue
zoning'" is done with an airport’s future
plans in mind, he said

Other navigalional problems are
studied by the commission as well. Martin
said he is currently working on a
helicopter wire hazard study. Since
helicopters generally are more
maneuverable and travel differenl cor
ridors than airplanes, areas between
mountains where wires are often run can
be hazardous, he said. The increase of the
helicopter’s use in mountainous Eastern
Kentucky in the last few years prompted
the study to examine the feasibility of re-
quiring utility companies to obstruction-
mark wires in dangerous areas, Martin
said y

On the whole, Martin said the zoning
commission is a ‘“‘pioneer’’ projecl
““Many other states don't have an Airport
Zoning Commission, so they don't get the
enforcement within the stale we have
here," he said.

Money Available to Counties
To Assist Ambulance Services

Ambulance services funded by local
governments have been hard pressed
financially like just aboul everybody
these days. bui help is on ils way in the
form of a bill which recently passed the
General Assembly

Senate Bill 66, which makes $2.7 million
available and addresses the authorily of
the regional emergency service boards,
was signed by Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. on
April 3

Under the bill the money will be
distributed directly to counties and cities
on a 50-50 matching grant basis. There
will be an ambulance and equipment fund
with $350,000 available the first year and
$500,000 the next. A personal fund will be
available with a $1 million the first year
and $850,000 the next

The new law stlipulates a county can on-
ly get up to $40,000 a year, including
grants to cities within its boundaries, for
personnel. A county can only receive a
maximum yearly grant of $12,500 for am-
bulances and equipment

But each county will not necessarily gel
these maximum amounts, stressed
Roland Dallaire, with the Bureau for
Health Services, slate Department for
Human Resources. Distribution of the
money will be according to priorities bas
ed on need, he said

Before county or city governmenis can
participate in the matching granl pro-
gram [or personnel, they must have spenl
more than 5 percent of their general fund
budgel on ambulance service. It is hoped
program guidelines can be quickly set up
and the first money sent to local govern-
ment units by fall, said Dallaire, manager
of DHR's emergency medical service
branch

Dallaire said the state already con-
tributes around $1 million a year on a
matching basis for upgrading training
and equipment and for operalion of
regional administrative boards

In addition, federal grants to local
governments for ambulance service
average about $1 million a year. Dallaire
said Kentucky has received more money
under the federal Emergency Systems
Aclt of 1974 than any other stale, The
Bluegrass State has been able lo gel a
high number of federal grants by
demonstrating that Kentucky has a good
approach to aiding development of am
bulance services, he added

The new money under SB 66 will be used
to maintain the present level of am-
bulance service, he said. The ambulance
services are financially pressed due to in-
flation, and due to increased demands for
local government service in other areas,
said Dallaire, The problem is compound-
ed by a 78-week cap on use of workers
paid by the federal Comprehensive
Employment Traiuing Act

Training program workers had been us-
ed as ambulance service personnel for a
couple of years in some cases, he said.
Now the newly trained workers can only
remain with the ambulance for 78 weeks
so additional people can also receive
lraining

Governmental efforts to establish am-
bulance services started about ten years
ago when funeral homes began to discon-
tinue theirambulance services because of
economic pressure, said Dallaire. Right
now 39 percent of all ambulance services
in Kentucky are maintained by local
governments. About $20 million in local
funds goes toward their operalion.

There are 189 ambulance services
licensed by the state and 40 unlicensed
services in Kentucky. Dallaire said the
state has permissive legislation thal
allows a county fiscal court to decide
whether or not its public and private am-
bulance services will come under state
licensing

ment must be me!. These standards were
updated Jan. 1 bul vehicles which were
conforming in 1979 will be “‘grandfathered
inn"* with the new standards applied as new
ambulances are purchased. When the pre
sent level of ambulance service can be
maintained, attention will be focused on
moving toward and improving the ser
vice. said Dallaire

The biggest prablem now is lack of pa:
tient stabilization when the patient is be
ing moved from smaller hospital facilities
in rural counlies lo large hospilals 1in
Louisville and Lexington, he said A pa-
tient’s chance for survival can be greatly
improved if stabilization can be obtained
through administration of intravenous
flutds, medication, and in cardiac cases,
deflibrillation, restoring the rhythm of the
heart. Plus a patient’s hospital stay can
be greatly reduced if s condition is
stable during transfer lo the hospital.
Dallaire said

Palienl slabilization can in part be
reached by training more paramedics,
who must have 1,000 hours ol training
and more intermediale emergency
medical technicians who can perform the
stabilizing treatment. Regular EMTs,
who have 81 hours of training. cannot ad-
minister IVs, medicine or defibrillation,
he said.

A related problem area is advance
notice to the receiving hospitals thal
critical patients are on the way. In 43 per-
cent of the cases, the large hospitals do
not have advance notice, he said. With ad-
vance notice the staff can gear up for the
special needs of the patient and the physi
eian ecan obtain vital information on the
patient’s medical history and present con-
dition, he added

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“Caw! Caw! Called the crow. Spring
has come again 1 know. For as sure as |
am born, there's a [armer planting corn.”
And sure enough spring is finally here
with corn planting time and lots of crows

. around to pull it up.

And what a perfectly North American
sound is the voice of this pesky winged
bandit. As Henry David Thoreau once
remarked, if you walk oul and stand still
anywhere in the outskirts of town and
listen, the caw of the crow can be heard
rising above the sounds of industry,
leading your thoughts to some far away
fields and shaded woods.

The crow is probably the most in-
telligent of all our native birds, And, as
many a farmer will testify, it is quick to

. learn and exceedingly clever in action
Despite all the devices farmers have
thought up and manufactured over the
years to scare it out of cornfields, it has
always been able to figure them out and
circumvent their purposes. Some outdoor
people will swear that a crow can count
and figure at least up to the old time “‘rule
of three" but this is to be doubled a little.
It is believed, though, they can com-
prehend when three people go into a patch

. of woods and two come out, one still re-
mains.

But to go back to the sound of a crow, it
hollers a lot and sometimes sings a bit.
When it sings, it perches on a limb, ruffles
its feathers, strelches its neck like a
shitepoke swallowing an oversized
hogmolly minnow, and with what seems a
tremendous effort, delivers a series of
squawks like those made by an old mother
hen whose chicks are threatened by a
marauding hawk. Aside from a harsh
caw, a crow has some very seductive
notes. A bunch of crows will sometimes sit
around in a treetop and seemingly carry
on a conversation in a sort of guttural
tremolo, most grotesque but highly in-
teresting to a hidden human observer and
listener

Girl Scouts Conduct
@® Waste 0Oil Survey

A survey by a dozen Lexington Girl
Scouts found 55 percent of Lexington
residents change their own motor oil,
That coincides very closely with a federal
Department of Energy study which shows
55 to 60 percent of automotive waste oil is
generated by vehicle owners who change
their own oil

The girls found that 53 percent of the

people they interviewed owned two cars

. and that 25 percent owned three or more
vehicles.

A third of the people interviewed
dispose of the oil by putting it in con-
tainers in garbage cans, others pour it in-
to storm sewers or dump it in the
backyard or driveway, the scouts
discovered. Gas station attendants and
others, lolaling 30 percent, find other
disposal methods

One of the 12- to 14-year-old girls found a

.gas station in Lexington currently buys
waste oil. Another girl's father, after
reading an oil-recycling pamphlet given
to the girls by the state Division of Hazar-
dous Material and Waste Management,
arranged for his company's oil lo goto a
Somerset firm.

The waste-oil survey is the action phase
of a Girl Scout project to learn about
government. The girls were meeting " a
challenge to serye the public or communi-
ty in some way,"” said Miatta Wilson, 14

. Miatta’s father, Jackson Wilson, is com-
missioner of the state Bureau of En-
vironmental Protection, a section of the
Natural Resources Department.

He arranged for the troop to visit the
Natural Resources Department and
spend a day working as pages for the
General Assembly. While in Frankfort,
the girls spoke with female atlorneys,
chemists, secrelaries, administrative
assistants and directors

One of those women, Lili Palmore, chief
of the wasle management section of the
“Division of Hazardous Material, told the
girls about waste oil recycling and about a
bill that was before the Legislature that
would enable statewide recycling. The
scout troop chose to make the waste oil
survey their action project.

Half the people said they would take
their waste oil to a recycling center if one
existed. More than half, 56 percent, said
they would store oil in containers and

@ return it to a gas station if the station
would accepl il. A few people said they
would return the oil only if they were paid
for it.

given to downright rascality such as robb-
ing the nests of other birds, the crow does
possess a few virtues, As a general
feeder, it will eat anything thal doesn't
eal it first, It does mosl of its food hunting
on the ground, except in mulberry time.
Then it does a lol of feeding in the trees
because there are a few things a crow
likes better than ripe mulberries.

A crow raises ils nestlings almost en-
tirely on insects. Many pests are thus
destroyed—pesls such as cutworms,
grasshoppers and grubworms. Il also
clobbers hosts of crop-destroying field
mice and moles that it encounters while
stalking over the earth

In the crow and the voice of the crow is
the sound of untamed nature. It has seen
many epochs and ages pass away, but it
passes not away itsell. It remains, as
Thoreau hinted in his essay, “'to remind
us of aboriginal"' times

Nol coals from Newcastle but castles
from coal. The small table-top ar-
rangments in glass bowls delighted
children in years past

“*We called them coal castles," recalled
a Madisonville woman, *‘but a cousin in
Virginia said in her family they were coal
flowers."

Though some formulas are slightly dif-
ferent, the Lable-lop decorations are easy
to build, Place a lump of coal in a bowl
(fish bowls were popular) and pour one-
fourth cup table salt over the coal. Add
one-fourth cup of water but be careful not
to wash the salt from the coal

On top of the coal place three drops
each of red, yellow, blue and green food
coloring. As the sall changes and
“grows,”” the effect is a miniature
rainbow-colored castle. Add one tables-
poon of water each day

People have found many unique ways to
build with coal.

Back in the early 1800's, pioneer-
preacher Daniel Williams built his own
coal castle, He first settled in West Liber-
ty in 1804 and buill a log cabin, then mov-
ed a short distance away to Caney where
he built a larger cabin of coal

“He thought coal was so beautiful he
wanted a house of coal.” said Wardie
Craft of Caney. “The house caught fire
one day and soon was gone."

One of the main attractions at the 1907
Jamestown Exposition was a bleckhouse
made on the site from two car loads of
coal dug from mines in Letcher county.

The Middlesboro Chamber of Com-
merce building, called the **Coal House,"
required 40 tons of coal to construet it in
1926.

Ginkgo trees believed to be
more than 1,000 years old
still grow in some Chinese
temple gardens.

Dr. Thomas Walker and his companions
discovered coal in the Big Sandy section
of Eastern Kentucky in 1750 but did not
evaluate its potential as did the later
Mayos and others.

It was 91 years after Dr. Walker's visit
that Big Sandy considered buying and
selling coal land. It was much longer
before the land was developed.

In 1841 Richard Deering bought a small
tract of coal land from Samuel May. The
tract was at Abbott Shoal where George
R. Brown, Jr. soon would begin building a
coal boat. May's heart had never beén on
“black gold'' and when gold was
discovered in California he was one of the
first to join the great rush West.

It was the other way around for Richard
Broas, of New York Cily, who searched
for gold in the West, became disenchanted
and found his treasure in ‘'black gold' in
the East. Coal from his discoveries was
exhibited at the International Fair in
Milan, Italy, in 1924. Two years later it
fueled the **Chantier,” a supply ship for
Commander Richard E. Byrd's trip to the
North Pole

In 1851, coal oil was first produced in
Breckinridge county, and in 1857 the first
plant of its kind was built near Cloverport

Britons, familiar with coal, became
owners-investors in early Kentucky ven:
tures, including the Wallsend Mine in Bell
county where they also built a nine-hole
golf course in 1886, The Prince of Wales
(King Edward VII) was an investor in the
Cloverport plant.

Rivers were the early highways of the
commonwealth. In 1811 the steamboat
New Orleans created excitement when it
left the yard at Pittsburgh, steamed down
the Ohio to the Mississippi and on to New
Orleans. En route, the boat stopped al
Yellow Banks (Daviess county) to take on
coal.

Q. Your recent story on arthritis
reminded me of a clinic I heard
about in Mexico which guarantees
complete cures for arthritis. Do you
know what sort of treatment is used
there and why it isn't available in the
United States?

J.K., Waterloo, 1A

A. The University of Mississippi’s
School of Pharmacy has been
studying drugs given to arthritis
patients in  Mexican clinics for
several years. The patients were told
that the drugs they were being given
contained only vitamins or other
natural substances, but research
shows that the majority of these
drugs contain a tranquilizer (usually
diazepam) and a steroid, or
diazepam and phenylbutazone. Ster-
oids are known to be very effective
in providing reliel of arthritis
symptoms; however, there are many
hazards associated with long-term
use of a drug when the patient is
thousands of miles away from the
prescribing doctor.  All  drugs
analyzed were available from Amer-
ican. companies by prescription, so
we can safely say that there are no
miracle cures south of the border.
Q. I saw your January “Shopping
Aisle” column on Video Discs which
can be plaved at home. What films
are available?

N.B., York, PA

A. Magnavox, which manufactures
a Video Disc television, also sells
movies on cassettess which play
without commercial interruption.
The list of available discs is too long
to reprint here, but categories
include feature length films such as
Looking for Mr. Goodbar, Jaws,
The Sting, and Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely
Hearts Club Band as well as
oldies-but-goodies like Frankenstein
and Francis, the Talking Mule.
There is also. a small group of
made-for-TV movies, a variety of
sports events, six Jacques Cousteau
offerings and educational, self-
improvement and religious pro-
grams. There are about 100 discs in
all which are available through
MCA discovision.

Q. How can I get more specific
information for my firm on the
retirement plan program you wrote
about in February?

Q. What is the easiest way to
remove varnish and stain from
woodwork?

J.M., Biloxi, MS

A. This can be very tedious work
and there are no real shortcuts. Old

varnish is often brittle and can be
scraped off dry. If the area is large
enough, use a cabinet scraper—a
rectangular metal blade that you can
grip with both hands. If you use
chemical liquid or paste paint and
varnish remover, brush it on accord-
ing to the instructions. Remove it
with a scraper and steel wool. Some
craftsmen recommend washing the
wood after using chemical removers
to be sure that none remains Lo eat
through the new finish. If you do
this, be sure the wood has dried
thoroughly before sanding and
applying new finish to it.

After you have removed the old
finish, use a reciprocating sander on
large areas, followed by hand
sanding. Small or intricate areas
must be hand sanded.

Oil-based stains which penetrate
the wood are difficult to remove.
Some of it will come out with
chemical remover, depending upon
the color of the stain, Some extra
sanding may do the trick, but if that
doesn’t work use a solution of bleach
and water,

Q. | got a new dishwasher for
Christmas, How can I get the best
use from it for the least cost on my
already sky-high electric bill?
E.G., Rockland, MA

A. Generally, you should place
glasses, cups and light items in the
top, silverware in the basket (with
handles up—it's safler and more
sanitary), and plates, pots, etc. in the
bottom. Don’t pre-rinse. Just scrape
off the large scraps, bones and caked
on bits of food.

Save energy by always waiting
until the dishwasher is full before
running a load, and use the “energy
saver” feature if you have it. (This
shuts off the heater during the dry
cycle to save electrical energy.) The
dishes will dry by their own residual
heat, though it does take a little
longer. Use the feature as often as
possible, especially if you don't need
the dishes immediately. The “heated
dry” cycle does not sterilize the
dishes, by the way. No dishwasher
does this, although studies prove that
dishes washed in dishwashers do
have less bacteria than hand-washed
dishes.

If you have problems with food
soil redistributing during washing
and remaining on dishes, be sure
that you're not over-loading the
machine. Check to see if your
detergent is fresh. Old detergent
loses its solubility and can't clean
properly. As a last resort, check the
water pressure to be sure that the
amount entering the machine is
sufficient.

Q. Recently I went to an optometrist
for an eye exam and a pair of new
glasses. 1 asked for a copy of my
prescription, or the results of the
exam, because 1 wanted to buy
another pair of glasses elsewhere,
They refused to give me a copy of
the prescription. Is it legal for them
do to this?

J.D.T., Industry, PA

A. Definitely not. Under a Federal
Trade Commission (FTC) regula-
tion informally known as “The Eye
Glass Rule,” an optometrist must
voluntarily and awtomatically
provide a written prescription im-
mediately following an eye examina-
tion. This rule, which went into
effect on July 13, 1978, governs the
advertisement of optalmic goods and
services, and the FTC launched an

investigation in March of 1979 to
find out whether optometrists have
been complying with the law.

If your optomelrist doesn’t au-
tomatically give you a prescription,
ask for it. If he still refuses, advise
him of the federal regulation. Inform
him that the FTC has the authority
to file suit seeking penalties of up to
$10.000. If it's still no go, write 1o
the FTC, Room 281, Washington,
D.C. 20580, Stalec your name,
address and complaini. Be sure lo
include the name and address of
your optomelrist.

Q. Up to what age are children
permitlied to fly free of charge?
P.Q., Normal, 1L

A. Infants up to the age of two are
usually carried free on domestic
flights, but they aren’t entitled to a
seat of their own. On international
flights, infants up to age two are
generally charged 10 percent of the
adult fare if they don't occupy a
separate seat. For example, you
would pay approximately $30 for a
baby on a New York-London round
trip budget flight.

Discounts for children under 17
are available on domestic flights, but
they vary according to the route and
fare. International flight discounts of
up to 50 percent of the adult fare
are available for children two
through 11, This doesn’t include
most excursion and discount fares,
however. Check with your travel
agent or the airline you plan to
travel, as the rules vary.

Q. In response to your recent
“helpful hint™ on removal of
hemlines, not all hemlines will come
out with a solution of vinegar and
water. On some fabrics, nothing will
take out the old hemline. If you have
tried it on permanent press or a
garment that has been washed, you
will soon find out—nothing works.
1L.D.P,, Pittsburgh, PA

A. We stand corrected, and thank
you for setting the record straight.

We welcome readers’ tips on how to *

deal with worrisome household
problems, but realize that some
solutions may not work for all
situations.

Q. My father, who is 68, has
glaucoma. 1 have heard that there is
a new drug available for treatment
of glaucoma. Can you tell me what
it is, and if it is safe?

T.S5.; 'S1. Paul, MN.

A. The drug is called Timolol, and
is an eyedrop which appears to be an
effective treatment of glaucoma, but
it is not without problems. Patients
who have heart and lung problems
may experience serious side effects
from the drug. For most patients,
however, the drug will not cause any
serious side effects, and can mean
less frequent drug use and less
interference with vision than is the
case with other eye drops on the
market.

Q. What is meant by the “rapid
smoking” technique of breaking the
tobacco habit? That seems like a
backwards way to quit smoking to
me.

J.P.R., Norwalk, CT

A. The idea behind rapid smoking

_is to smoke so much thal you lose

the desire for cigarettes. The smoke

lakes a puff every six seconds until
he or she becomes too nauseated to
continue.

Unfortunately this technique can
have dire consequences for those
with coronary heart disease, chronic
lung disease, hypertension or
anemia. The rapid smoker absorbs
high quantities of carbon monoxide,
impairing the blood’s ability to carry
oxygen. People with the chronic
conditions listed above risk heart
attack, stroke and seizure,

If you are in good health, the
rapid smoking method can be an
effective way to quit, but qualified
medical professionals should be on
hand in case of emergency.

Q. 1 was very interested to read your
article on vocational schools, and |
am wondering if the proposed FTC
regulations of these schools will
apply to cosmetology schools,
because | plan to enroll in one this
summer.

P.B., Las Vegas, NV.

A. The National Association of
Cosmetology Schools has asked that
all cosmetology schools be exempted
from the FTC rule covering voca-
tional schools, and the FTC is asking
the public to comment on the
request. :

The rule provides for students who
drop out of courses to receive a
refund for the unused portion of
their courses. The school is permit-
ted to keep a registration fee of up
to $75. The rule also requires a
I4-day cooling off period during
which students can cancel and
receive a full refund.

The NACS is arguing that most
cosmetology schools, which train
hairdressers and beauticians, are
small and adequately regulated by
state regulations. Since work per-
formed by students in these schools
earns income for the schools, NACS
feels that the FTC's refund rule is
not applicable.

State Plar-ls”
To Preserve
Wild Rivers

A study of Kentucky's wild rivers has
resulted in a statewide plan to help
manage and preserve scenic rivers. That
plan is being distributed to state and
federal agencies, local groups near the
rivers and interested citizens by the state
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection

“‘The wild rivers system was establish-
ed in 1972 by the legislature in an attempt
to preserve the unique and primitive and
free-flowing character of streams in Ken-
tucky, " explained Jim Fries, chief of the
planning section of the Division of Water
Resources

Portions of the Cumberland, Red,
Rockcastle and Green Rivers, Rock
Creek and the Big and Little South Forks
of the Cumberland are designated as wild
rivers.

Although use of the wild rivers has in-
creased during the past eighl years, pre-
sent use is still below the estimated carry-
ing capacily, Fries added. He expects ris-
ing fuel costs to keep vacationers closer to
home, thus increasing use of the 100 miles
of wild rivers

The study, done by a private Louisville
firm, outlines potential uses for the rivers
and surrounding areas. Those include
swimming, picnicking, bicycling, golf,
hiking, tennis, camping, horseback
riding, hunting, fishing, boating, water
skiing and sailing.

“We hope to increase public interest
and promote use of the wild rivers system
by making the statewide management
plan available to citizens,” said Jackie
Swigart, secretary of the Natural
Resources Department. She urged
citizens to become involved in determin-
ing future plans for the program by alten
ding public meetings next week

Each meeting will include discussion of
the individual river segment in that area
Meetings will be held April 8 at Natural
Bridge State Resort Park in Slade, April 9
at the Corbin Public Library in Corbin,
April 10 at the McCreary County Cour-
thouse in Whitley County and April 11 at
the Harlan Public Library in Harlan. All
meelings will begin at 4 p.m

Fall High School Baseball

After talking with the  county high
school baseball coaches, I've found they
share two common problems—bad
weather and senior trips.

The district tournament is sel for Drift
Park, May 5-9, and most teams in the
county have not played 10 games yet. The
wel weather has been the major reason
for this, but even indoor practice has been
difficult with several key players gone on
their senior trips. Most of the county
teams will play around 15 games this
season before the tourney. It's difficult to
compete against other schools in the area
that come into regional play with 30
games under their belts,

One of the keys to playing more games
is to schedule more games, Malcolm
Layne enjoyed great success in his two
years as head baseball coach at
McDowell. Layne’s 1977 club was run-
nerup in the district and semi-finalists in
the regional. In 1978, McDowell won the
district and finished second to Paintsville
in the regional. That team won 20 and lost
4, and is one of the few county teams to
win 20 in the last several years.

“‘When I coached, I scheduled 45 or 50
games knowing 1'd be lucky to get half of
them played,”’ Layne says. ‘‘Spring
baseball is difficult in this area because
the weather is rainy throughout April and
it doesn't get better until about the middle
of May when the regional tournament is
going on.”

Is there a chance of having a fall
baseball season to help the high school
teams get in a respectable number of
games?

Oral History Tapes
Keep Heritage Alive

“You didn’t have to go to the drugstore
then. He had the medicine in his pocket.
He would give you a pill, and he'd take one
himself. He pulled teeth. He did
everything,” said a Bullitl county resi-
dent recalling the old family physician

This Kentuckian is helping keep com-
munity history alive for [ulure genera-
tions by making a tape for the Kentucky
Oral History Commission

“Recalling the way it used to be through
oral history interviews helps to preserve
Kentucky's heritage," said Kim Lady,
coordinator of the program. ““The com-
mission was established four years ago
and now includes more than 1,500 tapes."

The program is administered by the
Kentucky Historical Sociely and guided
by a 32-member commission appointed by
the governor to conduct a state-sponsored
effort to promote oral history in Ken-
tucky

In addition to collecting taped inter-
views, the commission also has a funding
program which provides money lo col-
leges and universities for in-depth oral
history projects. These funds are award-
ed on the basis of a grant proposal and ap-
plication process and are supported by
matching funds from teh sponsoring in-
stitution. To date, 30 projects have been
awarded grants totaling $89,167, and
several hundred tapes have been col-
lected

Some of these grants have been award-
ed to record Appalachian culture and
history. Alice Lloyd College in Pippa
Passes (Knott County) has the largest
oral history collection in the state. The
focus of that collection is on Appalachian
history, and two granis have been award-
ed to the college. These grants were for
studies on mountain leaders and the coal
industry

Another interesting Appalachian study
has bee completed by Marguerite Carson
of Mountain Heritage Inc. Working in con-
junetion with Sue Bennett College, her
project concerns blacks in Eastern Ken-
tucky

““An interesting series of 13 tapes inter-
views deal with an October night in 1920 in
Corbin when most of the black population
was loaded into boxcars and literally
‘railroaded’” out of town.'" said Lady
“Today only three blacks reside in Cor-
bin, and this is largely attributed to that
October night."

One of the earliest grants awarded by
the commission wenl Lo the University of
Louisville to conduct a study of Louisville
black history. A series of these interviews
reconstructs the history of Old Walnul
Street, now Muhammad Ali Boulevard,
which was the black business district of
Louisville during the age of legal segrega-
tion

Three other recently awarded grants
dealing with Louisville history include
studies on the Louisville Orchestra, L & N
Railroad and Louisville’ Jewish com-
munity.

James Bennett of Western Kentucky
University has developed two projects
through commission grants. The two con-
cern a study of the years in which Kelly
Thompson served as president of the
university and the early life of Robert
Penn Warren.

Another professor from Western has
also developed two programs through the
aid of the commission. Lynwood Montell
has completed a study on black officials in
southern Kentucky and is now working on
a study about senior physicians in
southern Kentucky,

The other grant projects deal with
famous Kentuckians, the tobacco in-
dustry, horse racing, photography, Fron-
tier Nursing Service, Georgetown College
and the city of Georgetown, the life of
John Sherman Cooper and former state
governors.

In Census, Bureau Announces

It's not too late to be counted in the 1980
census, the U.S. Bureau of the Census an-
nounced Loday.

Questionnaires were mailed lo every
household on March 28, and most people
were instructed to mail back a completed
questionnaire on Census Day, April 1.
Millions did so, but the Bureau reports
that a number of households have not yet
been heard (rom.

People not counted in the census will in
effect be *“‘invisible’' when census
stalistics are used to reapportion seats in
the House of Representatives and to guide
the distribution of Federal funds—their
tax dollars—for programs in com-
munities across the Nation.

There is no penalty for a late return of
the census questionnaire, but census
answers should be given as of April 1 date
regarding births, deaths, changes of ad-
dress, and other facts.

To be sure everyone is counted, after
April 16 census takers will contaetl these
households that were asked to mail back a
completed questionnaire but have not
done so. The Bureau emphasizes this
follow-up work increases the cost of the
census. It is estimated for every one per-
cent of the households that mail back a
fully answered form as asked, $2 million
in follow-up costs will be avoided.

Every person’s answers to the 1980 cen-
sus are confidential by law and cannot be
obtained even by other government agen-
cies, whatever their purpose. Census
answers are seen only by census workers,
sworn to secrecy, who are liable to a jail
term of up to 5 years and/or a fine up to
$5,000 for violating the law. Not once in
the history of the modern confidentiality
law, which dates back to the 1930 census,
has any census worker even been pro-
secuted for breaking census confidentiali-
ty. Census answers become public after 72
vears for historical purposes

Mrs. Halbert Chairman Of
Langley ‘‘Breath of Spring"’

Charles Thayer, president of the
Bluegrass Chapter of the Cystic Fibrosis
Foundation, announced last week the ap-
pointment of Mrs. Kathy Halbert as chair-
man of this year's “Breath of Spring"
campaign in Langley. This annual cam-
paign raises funds to support research
and care programs for children affected
by cystic fibrosis. Details of the 1980 cam-
paign, which will be held this spring, will
be announced al a later date.

Cystic fibrosis is the number one
genetic killer of children, striking one of
every 1500 babies born in the United
States today. The mucus-secreting glands
of a child who suffers from cystic fibrosis
malfunetion, producing a thick sticky
mucus that-clegs-the-airways and causes
severe breathing difficulties. It is an in-
herited, incurable disease that results in
eventual death.

Today, because of expanded research
and improvements in patient care, in-
creasing numbers of individuals with CF
are surviving into adolescence and early
adulthood, rather than dying in pre-school
age.

Approximately 90 percent of the Na-
tion’s households have been asked to mail
back an answered gquestionnaire, more
than in any prior census. The remaining
households, primarily in rural regions,
also received a questionnaire in the mail,
but were asked lo answer and keep the
form until a census taker comes to pick it
up.
Often there is uncertainty about
whether to list household members away
al college, for inslance, or serving in the
military. Students living at or near the
college away from home are enumerated
at the school but students living at home
should be counted with the heusehold.
Military barracks personnel and others in
group quarters are considered residents
of the area in which they are stationed
and enumerated there, and military per-
sonnel on ships are also enumerated.

In prisons (excluding short-stay institu-
tions), orphanges, and nursing homes,
and other long-stay institutions, census
takers have distributed questlionnaires
which will be collected to enumerate the
individuals in those institutions.

Anyone temporarily away from home,
such as an overseas traveler, who has
reason to think he or she was nol included
on a census form at home should at this
time call the U.S. census district office to
notify them.

Final Arguments Heard In L & N

Coal-Haul Rate Hike Request

Final testimony has been presented on
an L&N Railroad request for 22 and 13
percent intrastate coal-hauling rate in-
creases to the Kentucky Railroad Com-
mission.

Cross-examination of L&N rebuttal
witnesses by the protestants—Kentucky
Utilities and coal company represen-
talives—completed the hearing of the
18-month-long case.

In summary of his rebuttal statement,
T.E. Strauss, manager of the L&N coal
traffic pricing division, said even with the
two increases, which total a 38 percent
hike, the L&N coal-hauling rates to
Louisville from eastern Kentucky origins
would be less than those of competitor
C&O0 Railroad for similar hauls.

J.C. Oakes, superintendent of L&N's
Corbin division, said $7 million in im-
provements had been made in L&N
facilities at Ravenna ‘‘for benefit of the
coal shipper."”

During Oakes’ cross-examination, KU
attorney Malcolm Marshall said KU
won't benefit from many of the im-

provements funded largely by the rate in-
creases.

He said according te previous L&N
testimony 56 percent of the rate mcrease
for the Hoyt coal operation in eastern
Kentucky will be used by L&N to buy new
hopper cars and 85 percent of the increase

imposed on Southeast Coal to buy
locomotives and hopper cars
Marshall said the estimaled $241

million in new cars wouldn't benefit these
operations because shippers provide cars
for their hauls already and rarely use the
L&N equipment.

Altorneys from both sides agreed on a
**30-30"" briefing schedule. According to
commission counsel Chat Chancellor,
both will simultaneously submit rebuttal
briefs in 30 days. Each will then have 30
additional days to present reply briefs.

Chancellor said the case then goes
under submission by the cemmission,
which will issue an order upon reaching a
decision.
