State May Scrap 
lnez-1\~erltoad 

"It may be postponed It may even be 
cancelled." 

That is all state highway officials are 
saying this week about the proposed new 
Auxier-to-Inez road And they're saying 
that about most highway construction 
plans, statewide. 

A transportatio.t dep.irtment staffer 
confirmed reports that work has been 
halted on the plan, which calls for con­
struction of a four-lane highway to 
replace existing KV 3, along Johns Creek 
and Daniels Creek. However, most state 
highway projects arc in the same holding 
pattern, he said, pending a review by 
Transportation Department Secretary 
Frank Metts. 

Paintsville Herald Editor Alan "Bud" 
Perry reported last week that the Route 3 
project "has gone on the scrap heap,'' 
following a decision to halt design on the 
road and to plow remaining design 
monies back into a pool for other projects. 

But Jim Clarke, an administrative 
assistant in Secretary Metts' office, said 
this week no decision has been made on 
the project and that none is expected until 
a current revie'>' of state road projects is 
completed ''in 60 to 90 days." 

The present dearth of road dollars in 
state coffers is expected to result in 

cancellation of at least some of the pro­
jects. While Gov. John Y. Brown's ne'>' 
gas tax formula will yield increa ed fund 
for road-building, these will be partly off· 
set by the lo of 35·$39 million m federal 
matching monies which the tate had 
hoped to receive between now and 
September, Clarke noted. 

About $3.5 million for design of the 
16 mile stretch between Auxier and Inez 
had been included in a resource recovery 
road bond issue. A special grant of about 
$750,000 for preliminary engineering, 
authorized by former Governor Julian 
Carroll in late 1978, has already been 
spent, according to the Paintsville Herald 
report. 

Carroll's authorization of preliminary 
engineering on the road came after an 
earlier decision to bu1ld a highway from 
Inez to Ulysses, m Lawrence county, drew 
strong opposition from Floyd and Johnson 
counties. A 19n engineering study of 
alternatives for an east-west connector to 
link U S. 23 with Kermit, W Va., had · 
recommended the Auxier-Inez-Kermit 
route. Reconstruction of KY 40, from 
Paintsville to Inez, was the engineer's se­
cond choice for the connector, while the 
Ulysses-Inez route was given as a third 
alternative. 

Covering for Trucks 
Still Uncertain Here 

Covering coal trucks '>'as the issue his 
constituents favored most singleminded· 
ly, Rep. Greg Stumbo said thi week, 
referring to a poll he conducted dunng the 
recent legi lative ession. An amendment 
he spon ored "'h1ch would have required 
covering coal loads was challenged, he 
said, largely on the argument that county 
governments themselves had power to 
enact ordmances to the same effect. 

Stumbo's amendment, accepted by the 
House but rejected by the Senate, was 
watered down in a conference committee, 
applying in its final version only to trucks 
on limited-acces highways. 

Martin To Get 
$45,000 Grant 

The town of Martin may apply for up to 
65 percent of the needed monies for repair 
of its sewage system under the Flood 
Damage Abatement Program, county 
and cit\· officials have been advised. 

A grant of $45,000 toward the project, 
for repair of the lift stations and sewage 
line there, has already been committed 
from the Area Development F'und ad· 
ministered by the Big Sandy Area 
Development D1strict 

If funds are forthcoming from the Flood 
Abatement Program, which is ad­
ministered by the D1vision of Water 
Resources of the Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion, there will be sufficient money 
available to proceed w1th the repairs, Big 
Sandy ADD Executive-Director Joe Me· 
Caulev said this week 
Ho~·ard K. Bell Engineers have 

estimated the cost of the repairs as about 
90,000. The system was damaged by the 

December, 1978 flood, which disabled the 
city's three sev.agc lift stations and rup· 
lured a traru m1ssion line, causing a pond 
of raw sewage to accumulate above the 
city's water plant intake 

The sewage pond po ·cs a potentially 
serious health threat, state environmen­
tal official have . aid. 

One of those challengmg the amend· 
ment on the "home rule" argument was 
Sen. John Doug Hays, who e district in· 
eludes Pike county, where an ordinance 
requiring tltat coal trucks be covered has 
been on the books s.nce last summer. 

Asked about the possib1hty of a Similar 
ordinance being enacted m this county, 
Floyd Judg -Exe utive Rill Wells said 
this week that, wh1le he favored such a 
provision, the county has no jurisdiction 
over state highways and an ordmance 
governing county road traffic would likely 
be ruled uncon::;titutional. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr 
said he believes an attorney-general's 
opinion on the matter wa . ought by the 
county in 1978, according to which the 
county was said to have the necessary 
authority w1th respect to county roads, 
though not with respect to state highways. 

Assistant Pike County Attorney Pam 
Robinette said yesterday <Tuesday> that 
a challenge to the Pike county ordinance, 
on grounds that the county lacked 
jurisdiction in the matter and could not 
enact an ordinance more strict than state 
statute, wa. turned dov.'l1 in distriet court 
there. A district court convictiOn under 
the ordinance had been appealed to Pike 
Circuit Court, where a decision is still 
pending, she added 

State police and officers of the Pike 
county sheriff's department have been is­
suing citations under the county or· 
dinance or a state regulatwn governing 
"escaping contents." and most truck 
drivers in that county are complying w1th 
the law, she said 

An official of the Division of Air Pollu­
tion of the state Department for i'<atural 
Resources and Environmental Protection 
sa1d last week that a "fugitive dust'' 
regulation applicable to coal trucks and 
promulgated some year· ago is rarely en· 
forced by the division due to a shortage of 
in pection per onnel. Responsibility for 
enforcing the regulation nccessanly falls 
upon county judge-executive , he. aid.

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Pike Co. Firn1 Seeks 
Approval To Leave 
Experimental Highwall 

A Pikeville mining company IS seeking 
approval of a post-mining land use pro· 
posal that would allow the firm to leave a 
terraced highwall in conjunction with its 
plan to build a mobile home park . 

The proposal, published m the l''cdcral 
Register on April 16, 1980, was submitted 
by the Diamond Coal Compan of 
Pikeville unde the experimental practice· 
proVIsion of the urface Mining Control 
and Reclamation Act of 1977. 

"The Act specifically prohibtts 
highwalls to be left after the mining 
operation ceases," said Walter N Heine, 
Director of the Interior Department's Of­
fice of Surface Mining <OSM>. "However, 
the Act also aWows experimental prac· 
tices to encourage advances m minmg 
and rpelamation practices provided they 
meet specific conditions." 

Diamond's proposal would leave an 
85-foot highwall with etght-foot terraces 
while removing coal from its Elkhorn 
Number 2 and 3 mines near Pikeville to 
build a mobile home park for 200 homes 
on the 13,000 fool site. Road and drainage 
facilities would be constructed at the 
highwall's base to provide access to the 
park and as a buffer zone for safety from 
falling rocks . 

The project would also involve the con· 
struction of such support facilities as 
water supply distribution systems, 
sewage collection and treatment systems, 
and electrical service systems. 

The conditions noted by Heine include 
requirements: 

-That the experimental practice is 
potentially more or at least as en 
vironmentally protectiv~ during and after 
mining operations: 

-That the experiment's scope is not 
larger than necessary to determine its ef­
fectiveness and economic feasibility, and, 

-That the practice does not reduce the 
protection to the health and safety of the 
public that is provided by the OSM stan­
dards.

Researchers Study 
Heart Attack Victims 

"Can heart attacks be prevented by 
lowering cholesterol?"ts the question fac­
ing a team of University of Arkansas doc­
tors, in cooperation v. ith the University of 
Minnesota, conducting a study of the rela­
tion be tv. een cholest rol and heart 
disease. 

Heart disease is the leading cause of 
death and d1sabihty in the United States. 
Most heart trouble results from 
atherosclerosis, nr ''hardening of the 
arteries." The arteries of the body are 
tubes which must constantly supply blood 
containing life-giving oxygen and nourish­
ment to the heart and other organs. 
Athero<sclerosis can gradually thicken 
and narrow arteries until blood can no 
longer flow through them causing acute il­
lness such as heart attack. 

According to Dr. Malcolm Pearce and 
Dr. GJ!bert Campbell, who head the 
Arkansas study, a clue to the cause of 
atherosclerosis may be that cholesterol, a 
fatty substance, is found in the diseased 
arteries Also, the amount of cholesterol 
found in our blood can predict, somewhat, 
how likely we are to have heart attacks. 

To find out, the University of Arkansas 
research team is now attempting to locate 
persons in this area who are between the 
ages of 25 thru 64, who have had one heart 
attack within the past five years Such 
persons, if interested in this study, are 
urged to discuss tl with their doctors who 
are now receiving details about the pro­
gram, or to call the Arkansas Clinical 
Center at (501) 661·5291 or 661·5813 collect.

\ ice wa ended. long ago. 'o regular air en•ice i available or 
at thi · t1me po·sible. for variou rea 'On . 

And all thi threaten at a time when private transportation 
co ·t: arc mounting and will become increasing] difficult. 

It i' true, perhap' that public use of bus service which 
Grevhound ha been providing is too scant for the bu~ lines to 
ho\~' a profit on tts Big andy run. But sharply increasing costs 

of private car operation will almo t certainly make the route 
more profitable as time pas e . 

It will be difficult to convince Greyhound that it should con­
tmue to operate in the face of a loss. but federal funds are being 
spent on mass transit, and it would eem that some of this money 
could be used to subsidize thi particular route until it develop 
into a project that is financially worthwhile. 

In any event, officials of Big Sandy counties and towns should 
get bu_y, at once, with a concerted effort to head off further 
isolation of a region that is important to the economy of Ken­
tucky and to the nation as it faces a critical fuel situation.

Marshall To Offer 
Mine Safety Course 

Effective this fall, Marshall University 
will become the first institution in West 
Virginia-and one of the few in the na­
tion-to offer a graduate level program 
specifically in the area of mine safety, 
MU President Robert B. Hayes announc­
ed today. 

Meeting in Lewisburg earlier fhis week, 
the State Board of Regents approved im­
plementation of a Mine Safety Program 
option under Marshall's current Master of 
Science degree in Safety. 

The program will be the first in the na­
tion offered in cooperation with the :\'a­
tiona! Mine Safety and Health Academy 
at Beckley and the U.S. Department of 
Labor. Marshall's Community College 
already offers associate degree programs 
in mmmg technology and mining manage­
ment under the cooperative agreement 
established earlier with the academy. 

"The graduate mine safety program 
has been designed to address a most 
serious concern for workers in the field," 
the president said. "It is being initiated at 
a time when the mining industry is inten­
Sifying its activities and when public 
awareness of a need for mine safety is in­
creasing," he noted. 

Courses offered will include such topics 
as Mine Safety Program Analysis, Mine 
Safety and Health Legislation, Hazard 
Control in Mming and Philosophical Con­
cepts of Mine Safety and Health. 

Students in the program will be re­
quired to complete 36 hours of class work. 
including six hours of electives, or, if a 
thesis is written, 32 hours of which only 
six may be applied to the thesis.

When a new cnmmal term of c1rcuit 
court convenes here .:\1ay H, 1t wtll for the 
ftrst time m years have not a murder case 
docketed for trial 

Only one murder in this county remains 
for trial. and that. the charge against 
Ralph Andt.>rson for the slaying of Mack 
Le\\ IS, has been transferred to the 
Mad1son circuit court at R1chmo:1d. 

Two unsol\'ed murders--one at a strip· 
mine site between Arkansas and Prater 
Cre<>ks and another at Jack's Creek­
remain unsolved. But all that have 
resulted in indictments have been cleared 
from the docket. 

Both Circuit Judge Hollie Conley and 
Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen expressed the1r pleasure at getting 
the docket cleared of its usual load of 
murder cases. 

Allen said he is anxious to gel the 
Anderson case set for trial at Richmond 
as soon as possible but added that he has 
had no notice of a new date. The second 
trial of the case there was continued, 
earlier this year. The first trial ended in a 
"hung" jury. 

''This is one case I want to give top 
priority," he commented. 

Announces Group To 
Boost Coal Exports 

A federal interagency task force is be­
ing established to identify and overcome 
obstacles to development of U.S. coal ex­
ports, Deputy Energy Secretary John C. 
Sawhill announced last week. 

Speaking to business and community 
leaders in Johnstown, Pennsylvania, a 
coal-rich area near Pittsburgh, Sawhill 
said the White House had directed him to 
head the task force of representatives 
from the Departments of Commerce. In­
terior, Transportation, Labor and State, 
as well as the Environmental Protection 
Agency. 

In outlining the Administration's coal 
program, Sawhill said, "There can be no 
argument that we must export more coal 
to improve the balance of trade, take 
pressure off the dollar and dampen infla­
tion. as well as to lift the burden of oil 
from the backs of our allies, who are far 
more dependent upon our imports than we 
are." 

Sawhill said his department conser­
vatively estimates that exports of steam 
coal for electrical generation could grow 
from five million tons last year to 80 
million to 100 million tons annually at the 
end of the decade. He said exports at that 
level could lead to 38,000 new jobs for 
miners and another 190,000 jobs in coal­
mming communities. 

Sawhill noted that the 20 industrialized 
countries in the International Energy 
Agency (lEAl reached agreement last 
May to increase coal use by converting 
otl-fired plants and by constructing new 
coal-burning facilities. Additional pledges 
were made at the Tokyo Economic Sum­
mit last summer. 

The U.S. has had formal consultations 
on coal exports with France and Spain 
and informal discussions with several 
other countries since then. 

Sawhill noted that a delegation of senior 
officials from the coal industry will meet 
m Paris next week at the first meeting of 
the Coal Industry Advisory Board to help 
lEA member states fulfill the agreements 
reached at the May conference. 

On other coal issues, Sawhill said: 
-The Administration has committed 

$10 billion to subsidize conversions of oil 
and gas-fired powerplants to coal and 
other fuels; 

-The Energy Security Corporation. 
now before a House-Senate Conference 
Committee, will serve as an investment 
banker, backed by $20 billion. to spur 
development of gaseous and liquid syn­
thetic fuels from coal; 

-The Energy Mobilization Board, also 
in a conference committee, would remove 
regulatory roadblocks delaying high 
priority projects; and 

-The Administration had budgeted 
over $1 billion for coal research and 
development in the coming year 

"A growing dependence on domestic 
coal and a constantly decreasing 
dependence on oil is one of the most im­
portant elements of the Carter energy 
program," said Sawhill. He said the 
Carter energy program will reduce oil im­
ports 50 percent by 1990.

Inaccurate Information 
Delays Tax Refunds 

Addresses and social security numbers 
that are either missing or incorrect are 
among the leading reasons why Federal 
income tax refunds are delayed. accor­
ding to the Internal Revenue Service. 

The best way to avoid errors in the iden­
tification blocks of the tax return. the IRS 
says. IS to use the peel-off label that 
comes with every tax package Name. ad­
dress, and social security number are 
preprinted on the label, saving the tax­
payer time and virtually insuring ac­
curacy. 

Notifying only the postal service of a 
change of address, although important, is 
not sufllcient when it comes to tax 
returns. the IRS says Necessary changt>s 
of addres~ or corrections should be made 
right on the label. 

Two former officials Jn the 
Prestonsburg office of the Bureau of Sur- • 
face Mmmg Reclamation and J<~nforce 
ment last week alleged that Gene 
Brandenburg, commissioner of the state 
bureau last year ordered citations for 13 
Martin county strip mines for any viola­
lions that inspectors "could come up 
With" 

Gene Stewart, who at that time was an 
engmeer in the office here but who later 
resigned, said: 

"My orders were to cite them Branden- • 
burg told us to go out there and write non­
compliances, so I ordered our inspectors 
to write them up." 

Wells, former senior inspector here, 
said he was given a list of the mines and 
told "to check them out and write them up 
for anything we could come up with " 

Brandenburg denied the charges made 
by the two men. "My orders,'' he said, 
"were to re-inspect the mines, not to issue 
non-compliances " 

Stewart and Wells said Brandenburg's 
order was issued May l, 1979-three days • 
after lists of contributors to the guber­
natorial campaigns were published. 

State records show that operators of at 
least seven of the mines contributed to 
candidates other than W. Terry 
McBrayer, who was former Gov Julian 
Carroll's acknowledged favorite in the 
Democratic primary. 

Brandenburg said the citations "had 
nothmg to do with campaign contribu­
tions. I never considered who the 
operators supported in the primary, nor 
did I care .. .I selected them as the worst 
violators as represented to me by the in­
spection reports." 

The 13 mines were owned by nine com­
panies: East Kentucky Energy Corp., 
Goeglein Coal Co., K-W Mining Co., Paul 
Pelphrey Coal Co., Martiki Coal Co., Long 
Branch Coal Co., Martin County Coal Co., 
K & R Coal Co., and Island Creek Coal 
Co. 

Citations against them were issued • 
within five days after lists of contribu­
tions were published. The charges involv-
ed drainage and silt-control measures, 
hollow-fill construction, revegetation and 
other reclamation work. 

Incomplete records of informal hear­
ings on the charges show at least five cita­
tions were settled by agreed order and 
$1,000 fines. The remaining citations ap­
parently were dismissed as incorrect or 
insubstantial. 

"Some of them <alleged violations) • 
proved to be not as serious as I had at first 
thought,'' Brandenburg said. 

Anti-administration Democratic can­
didates, most notably U.S. Rep. Carroll 
Hubbard, charged that unnamed coal 
operators were being pressured to corro 
tribute to McBrayer, or were being har­
rassed for backing one of McBrayer's op­
ponents. 

The Lexington Herald, quoting an at­
torney for a company on Brandenburg's 
list, said McBrayer supporters sought • 
contributions from some of the nine 
before citations were issued. Others con­
tributed after receiving citations, he said. 

Another attorney, also with ties to one 
of the companies, said some made con­
tributions "or there would have been 
three or four more names on the list." 

McBrayer, who finished third in the 
race, said he had no direct knowledge of 
his organization's campaign finance ef­
forts. 

"I was out campaigning 20 hours a day 
during the primary. shaking hands and 
making speeches," McBrayer said . "So I 
never really knew what was going on in 
that area." 

Wells was suspended without pay May 
9, pending completion of an internal in­
vestigation of alleged m1sconduct of the 
office here. Stewart took a leave of 
absence rather than accept a transfer to 
Pikeville. 

Charges against them included failure • 
to enforce strip-mine reclamation Jaws in 
Martin county. Both Wells and Stewart 
were reinstated last July when the inquiry 
yielded no evidence of intentional wrong­
doing. 

Brandenburg said he began the in­
vestigation in March. 1979 after viewing 
slides of area reclamation efforts. 

After the reinstatement of Wells and 
Stewart, Brandenburg said, Frank 
Harscher III, then state natural resources • 
secretary. ordered him to re-evaluate 
evidence against the pair. 

The second investigation produced little 
new evidence, Brandenburg said, but he 
reversed his earlier position and recom­
mended that Wells and Stewart be fired. 

"I certainly was aware that Harscher 
was not pleased with the earlier deci­
sion-that it didn't jibe with his thinking." 
he said. 

Wells was fired and Stewart resigned. 
Wells appealed his dismissal, was award- • 
ed partial back pay and reassigned to 
another part of the department.

employee approach ~ou while you were 
out fishing and a. k a bunch of questions 
about how long you've been on the lake, 
what you're fishing for, what and how 
many you've caught, then you've par­
ticipated 1n something callt'd a 
"non-uniform probability creel survey." 

These surveys, which are des1gned to 
measure angling pressure, fisherman 
success and a variety of other factors, are 
important parts of Kentucky's total 
fishery management efforts, according to 
Assistant Fisherie D1rector Pete Pfeif­
fer. 

In some cases, these surveys are con· 
dueled by creel clerks whose only duty is 
gathering information from fisherman, 
Pfeiffer savs. But on most bodie.' of 
water, law enforcement conservation of­
ficers conduct the surveys. 

"If an officer should question you and 
skip the next four fishermen, it doesn't 
mean that he thinks you're a suspiciou · 
character," Pfeiffer says. ''Each survey 
must be completed within a certain time 
limit and if there are many fishermen on 
the lake, the officer must select a 
representative sample, since he doesn't 
have time to interview them all.'' 

The surveys are conducted under strict 
controls, according to Pfeiffer. so the 
results will be statistically valid. After a 
season of sampling, the raw data are 
mathematically expanded to give 
biologists a picture of the total fishery for 
each body of water. 

There are se\·eral ways to ex pre s these 
results. none of which mean very much to 
anyone except a fisheries biologist. 
Fishing pressure, for example. IS 

measured in man-acres/hour-one man 
fishing one hour on one surface acre of 
water. Harvest is expressed in fish/hour, 
fish/acre or pounds of fish/acre 

In isolation, these figure· don't mean 
much even to the biologists. But when 
data from different lakes <or from dif­
ferent years on the same lake) are com­
pared, trends and patterns begin to 
emerge. Creel surveys, for example. have 
documented the rapid nse in popularity of 
bass fishing in the past 10 years and have 
shown biologists how much and in what 
ways angling pre ures have increased or 
decreased 

Other data, such as the number of men 
and women anglers, the percentage of 
resident and non-resident fishermen. the 
proportion of bank and boat fishermen 
and enumeration of fishing methods 
(casting, trolling, still fishing, etc.> also 
help both biologists and administrators 
with long· and short-range planning.

plant which will convert coal into gasoline 
is plannt.>d for a site in western Kentucky, 
Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. announced at a 

• press conference in Lexington last week. 
The plant, wh1ch is slated to be built on 

the Oh10 River, would use a coal to syn­
thetiC fuel technology which has been suc­
cessfully used in South Africa since 1955, 
the governor said The South African 
plant is the only commercially sized 
operating plant in the world producing 
gasoline from coal, he added. Texas 
Eastern Corp. is negotiatmg an agree­
ment whereby Texas Gas Transmission 
Corp .. headq~artered in Owensboro, will 
join in the project 

Brown said construction of the plant 
will mvolve about 15,000 jobs with about 
3,000 jobs planned after the plant begins 
operation. 

Keith Dickinson, vice president of 
Texas Eastern, said the plant will pro· 
duce an equivalent of 50,000 barrels of fuel 
daily and will use about 28,000 tons of coal 
a day. Completion of the plant is predicted 
for late 1986 or early 1987, he added.

The site would be about 1,500 acres or 

more, he said. He would not make an 
estimate of the cost of the facility because 
studies are now under way. He did say. 
however, a similar plant cost about $3.4 
billion.

Turning to the Wind for Power 

LOOKING LIKE AN EGGBEATER but really a modern wind­
mill, this 55-foot Darrieus wind turbine is being tested at Sandia 
Laboratories in Albuquerque, ]\; .i\1. These experimental turbines 
are pumping irrigation water in a number of locations. More ex­
pensive that conventional windmills, they are expected to be 
easier to erect and maintain. 

When the warm spnng breezes blow, 
the young and young-at-heart think about 
kites a-flying. And th1s sprmg. influenced 
by the high price of oil, lots of people are 
thinking about windmills a-turning. 

Although the number of windmills still 
is small, farmers, rural homeowners, 
some businessmen. and especially utility 
executives today are deeply interested in 
the prospect:; for using sleek, modern 
wind turbines to generate electricity 

Darrieus wind turbines, which look 
something like eggbeaters turned upside 
down, generate elt>ctricity to refrigerate 
milk at a dairy farm in Ft. Collins, Col· 
orado and pump water on farms near 
Bushland, Texas and Garden City, Kan­
sas. Trim but conventional three-bladed 
turbines provide power for isolated holl'les 
where utility lines are distant, and at 
other experimental locations. 

A big brother to the single-family three­
bladed models this one with blades 80 
feel m dtameler-has been built by a 
private company to serve the 50 residents 
of Gutty Hunk Island, Mass.; another, 
larger three-blader is under construction 
near Palm Springs, Calif., for the 
Southern California Edison Company. 

Other large machines are being bought 
by the Bureau of Reclamation at 
Medicine Bow. Wyoming. and by the 
California Department of Water 
Resources 

larger wind turbines will be comp1eted 
near Goldendale, Washington in another 
Department of Energy experiment. These 
turbines, with two blades 300 feet in 
diameter, start generating in 10 mph 
winds and reach their 2,500-kilowatt peak 
at 20 mph . They will supplement 
hydroelectric power to serve customers of 
the Bonneville Power Administration. 

Much more ambitious is a plan by a 
group of busmessmen men in California to 
build 30 large wind turbines in Hawaii and 
sell 80 million watts of power to the 
Hawaiian Electric Company. The tur­
bines will require an investment of about 
$200 million 

Such plans are based on confidence that 
the cost of the large turbmes will come 
down when they are built in quantity. 
Small turbines, too. are expected to 
become cheap enough for farm and other 
rural use within the next four or five 
years.

HALL FUNERAL HOME Marigolds. petunias and geraniums are 
the most popular annual flowers in Ken­
tucky as well as the rest of the country. 

, Home gardeners can always count ~n 
these annua ls to produce a good show in 
their gardens, but each does have some 
drawbacks. 

Bob Anderson, Extension horticullurist 
with the University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture, reports that these plants 
always do well in trials at the college's 
Landscape Garden Center. "But they are 
not the best plants we have tria led," he 
adds 

Marigolds are the most commonlv 
planted annual flower in the home land­
scape, according to Anderson. The tall, 
medium-sized and , dwarf types of 
marigolds can be purchased as 
transplants or they are easily grown from 
seed. 

"The production of many bright yellow, 
orange or bronze colored flowers makes 
marigolds very popular," says the 
specialist. He reports that the new white 
marigold has attractive flowers, but 
garden center trials have shown that the 
plant producing the white flowers is in· 
ferior to other large marigold types. 

Marigolds do not flower consistently 
through Kentucky summers. The dwarf 
marigolds flower heavily in May, June 
and into July, then few flowers are pro­
duced in J uly and August. More flowers 
occur in September and October until 
frost. Anderson says these annuals also 
are susceptible to damage from mites 
during hot. rainless periods of summer. If 
they become infested. pesticides must be 
used weekly or the garden will be damag· 
ed severely, warns the specialist. 

Another popular annual is the petunia, 
the o. 1 plant produced by greenhouses 
around the country. All colors are 
available in various flower types and 
sizes and plants are vigorous and quickly 
fill in a garden, says Anderson. 

However, without maintenance, 
petunias remain colorful only two and 
one-half to three months. "When planted 
in early May, the plants begin to 
deteriorate in August, leaving a rather 
ugly flower bed until fall," notes Ander­
son. For petunias to flower from frost to 
frost. considerable maintenance is re­
quired. According to the horticulturist, 
some flowering stems of petunias should 
be pruned every two or three weeks and 
plants should be fertilized once a month 
from June through September. 

Anderson says most varieties of 
petunias perform equally well except for 
the yeliO\\ flowered varieties which are 
inferior. 

Geramums, which are more expensive 
than petunias, are almost as popular . 
'\\1any home gardeners appreciate the 
vigorous growth and bright red, pink, 
salmon or white flowers of geraniums," 
says Anderson . Trials shov. these plants 
perform equally well in ground beds, in 
containers on the patio or in window 
boxes. 

Geraniums sold m the spring can be 
those produced from cuttings and those 
produced from seed. "The plants may ap· 
pear somewhat different when they are 
offered for sale, but generally perform 
equally outdoors." says Anderson. Seed 
geraniums generally have very vigorous 
plants with only one or two small flowers 
while cutting geraniums have less foliage 
and branches but two to three large 
flowers. 

"Geraniums from cuttings out-perform

"l\lobile home fires ha,·e been on the in· 
crease," he said. " People g<>t too deep in 
debt and try to get the insurance money. 
"We'ye had a number of construction 
fires also . Someone starts to bUild a 
house, materials go up to where they can't 
afford to fini::;h 1t and then the place burns 
down " 

The most serwus form or economic ar· 
son Hamilton stated, occurs when a 
phOn) busmess is set up, 1s overinsured 
and then ts burned down to collect on the 
insurance 

Hamilton noted one such case that oc· 
curred in 1972. That vear a number of 
store· in a d1scount cham m Kentucky 
began to burn Hamilton and two other in­
vestigators went to the scene of one of the 
fires and spent \\eeks probmg ,he debris. 

They discovered evidence of ar:;on .

store had contamed car loads of rejected 
products Two weeks before the fire, the 
owner had increased the msurance on the 
propert:- from $75,000 to $1 milhon.

Pe~e Grigsby, superintendent of Floyd County Schools. addressed an open 
meetmg of the Floyd County Alcohol and Drug Awareness Committee, April 15 at 
the Floyd County Library. 

The meeting began with the election of the following officers: Bob Sloan, chair· 
man; Taylor Biggs, vice-chairman: and Kathy Harris, secretary-treasurer. Don 
Goble, Drug Pr~gram Coordinator of Mountain Comprehensive Care Center, in­
troduced Mr. Gngsby who began by outlining the school board's policies concern· 
ing alcohol and drug education. He then explained the ways in which his ad­
ministration has attempted to have these policies implemented. 

The me~bers of t~e com~ittee then introduced Superintendent Grigsby to the 
K-12 Curnculum Gutdes wh1ch were prepared for drug and alcohol education in 
~entu~ky school systems by the Department for Human Resources in coopera­
tion w1thThe Department for Education. Drug and alcohol education is required 
in the schools by state mandate, and the curriculum guides for kindergarten 
through grade twelve is the most comprehensive and up-to-date material 
available. 

Mr. Grigsby expressed his intentions of further examining the curriculum 
guides, and of recommending that school officials use members of this commit· 
tee as resource persons in dealing with drug and alcohol problems that arise in 
the schools. Grigsby suggested that representatives from Mountain Comprehen· 
sive Care Center and the Floyd County Ministerial Association attend the next 
principals' meeting to discuss the possibility of developing and implementing a 
peer counseling program within the Floyd school system.

Getting Lawn Mowing 
Off To A Fast Start 

A sure sign of spnng is reen grass in· 
ching its way up to mowmg height. Of 
course, this signals the neetl to haul out 
the lawn mower and trim the lawn-if the 
mower will start. 

A mower that refuses to start or which 
starts with difficulty indicates the need 
for some maintenance or repair, accor­
ding to Larry Piercy, Extension specialist 
in agricultural engineering with ·the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

"It's a good idea to look at the owner's 
manual for safety tips on using the mower 
and for maintenance steps to perform," 
says the safety specialist. He adds, "Each 
owner's manual is a little different, so 
people should check manuals, especially 
if they have a new mower." 

Easy, fast starting is very important, 
emphasizes Piercy . Besides being 
frustrating for the operator, a slow star­
ting mower tends to encourage people to 
leave the engine running while refueling 
or when disconnecting the grass catcher 
bag, both potentially dangerous situa­
tions 

There are some general steps to take to 
facilitate starting a mower. For instance, 
the oil should be changed if it wasn't 
changed last fall, says Piercy. The oil 
should reach the full mark but not go over 
it. 

Refer to the owner's manual to see what 
should be done about the air cleaner. "A 
dirty air cleaner can make an engine run 
poorly and cause it to be difficult to start, 
besides increasing wear and tear,'' ex­
plains the specialist. 

The spark plug can be the reason for a 
stubborn start. Clean and reset the gap, 
advises Piercy. If a spark doesn't jump 
when the plug is out, then it should be 
replaced, he says. 

Also the carburetor might need clean­
ing if the mower was stored last fall in a 
warm place with gas in the tank. The gas 
could have vaporized and left a gummy 
residue on the carburetor Normally, 
however, the carburetor does not need ad· 
justment, according to Piercy. 

If these maintenance steps don't solve 
the starting problem, he suggests taking 
the mower to a shop for a tuneup or 
repair. 

Besides the engine, the blade also 
should be checked to make sure it's sharp 
and balanced for a good, even cut. When 
working with the blade, Piercy says to be 
sure to disconnect the spark plug wire to 
avoid accidental starting. He urges cau­
tion when handling or removing a blade 
since lacerations could result from 
careless handling. The blade should be 
removed for sharpening with both ends 
filed equally so balance is not lost. If the 
blade is out of balance, however, file only 
the heavy end. 

Piercy urges caution if a grinder is be­
ing used on the blade. "Don't overheat 
and lose the temper of the blade," he 
warns . The blades should be checked for 
signs of wear or stress cracks, especially 
at the "sail" of the blade, and it should be 
replaced if these signs are present, accor­
ding to the specialist. He notes that a loose 
blade can be the reason for difficulty in 
starting a mower. If you detect a severe 
vibration, check the blade for tightness, 
suggests Piercy. 

Finally, check safety shields, the grass 
discharge chute deflector and the shield 
between the rear wheels to see that they 
are clear of obstructions and functioning 
properly, says Piercy. He adds that it's a 
good idea to rake the yard before mowing 
to reduce the chance of objects being 
thrown by the mower.

At tirst mention, car pooling ma) 
get an unenthustastic 'Til think 
about it" reply. but more and more 
people are thinking <tbout it 
enthusiastically Car pooling has 
become a business of ib own during 
the last decade. 

"ot only arc people pooling in 
cars. but 111 vans ns well. Van pooling 
is becoming increasing!) popular 
across the countr), espccia lly with 
large corporations, because of the 
substantial savings 111 parking space. 
More importantly, though. an em­
ployee can save on gas, oil, mainten 
anc..:c and insurance or even sell his 
car. 

How docs a van pool system 
work? A company buys a van. finds 
a volunteer driver plus up to II 
passengers. and arranges for park­
ing. Each driver is responsible for 
picking up those riders each and 
ever) da) and for keeping record:- on 
the pool. In return for this, the driver 
has access to the van on ntghts and 
weekends and rides free to work. The 
riders pay a fee based on the 
distance traveled. They either pa) 
the driver who. in turn. pays the 
compan), or the fee i'> deducted from 
their paychecks. 

The 3M Company in St. Paul, 
Minnesota is probabl) the first 
company to dip into the van pool 
system. Faced with the need to 

expand its parking facilities and also 
to reduce traffic congestion, 3\1 
started a van pool program wtth stx 
vans tn 197 3 The com pan) now has 
more than I I 0 vans and needs less 
parking space than it did before the 
program began. 

Well over 200 companies h.ne 
smcc followed JM'. lead. l':ot only 
maJOr corporattons, but smaller 
companies as well have been caught 
by the van pool1ng bug. Smaller 
companies are more dependent on 
their cmplo)ces to func..:tion as a 
business. so a van pool system is 
beneficial to them, especially during 
the "inter month "'hen an employee 
might be no'' bound or dead 
battcr)-bound. 

Car pool programs work in much 
the same \\a) as van pool programs. 
except the compan) docs not provide 
the vehicle. Employees make their 
own arrangements for sharing rides 
and dcc1ding on fees . 

Car pooling is thought of main!) 
for commu ers getting to work each 
day but there ts another a'ipect of it. 
The "ational Car Pool Association 
prov1dcs a car pooling service for 
travelers who wish to share a ride 
somewhere across the country. 
Membership is $25 for six months. 
$40 for a year and $125 for a 
lifetime membership. A non-member 
can use the service for a one-way trip

Trees, people and Kentucky go 
together :\luch history was made when 
pioneers chose Kentucky for their home 
and planted special trees to make it seem 
more homey. 

Maybe it was Peter Sullivan who was 
responsible for Kentucky coffeetrees. 

In the years before the Revolutionary 
War, Sullivan was a tenant farmer on a 
titled estate in England. When he, needing 
a spur for hts horse, hastily broke a limb 
from his master's prized coffeetree, it 
proved Kentucky's gain-perhaps in set· 
Uers as wcll a in coffeetrees. 

Sullivan's master was so enraged 
because his tree was mutilated that he 
banished the Sullivan family from 
England. They sailed to America where a 

• 
son Peter married Catherine Ayrehart 
and fought in the Revolutionary War. A 
daughter Susanna married Eastern Ken· 
lucky pioneer John Sellards, who was a 
brother to the famed Jenny Wiley. 

Could it be that Sullivan brought cof­
feetree seeds with him to America and his 
granddaughter Susanna Sellards might 
have continued the "family tree" when 
she and her husband settled in Floyd 
county?

Indians taught settlers how to fry elder 
tree bios oms in bear grease to make a 
tasty food Settlers learned how to make 
wine, hoecakes and medicine from elder 
blossoms. and women cooked elder 
blossoms into a complexion balm. 

Pioneers made sal\'e from sap beneath 
the bark of white oaks, from slippery elm 
and other trees Sugar was taken from 
maple·, and fermented drinks were made 
from persimmon, peach, and apple trees 

The U.S. Forest Service says trees can 
make meaningful memorials to loved 
one· or can be planted to mark anniver· 
saries, or special events such as gradua· 
tions, reunions or even retirement ·. 

Tree seedlings are available from slate 
nur ·eries. A phone call or visit to a 
Dtstrtct Forest Service office, extension 
office. Soil Conservation Service or other 
such agenci s will help with d~ision as 
to what type tree to plant.

When you borrow money from a bank or 

other lending institution, you usually ar­
range to rf'pay the loan with interest by a 
certain date in a specified number of 
equal payments. 

If you decide to repay the loan earlier 
than originally planned, you may find the 
balance due is higher than you an­
ticipated. Perhaps you thought the in­
terest on the amount borrowed was divid­
ed evenly over the number of payments 
you agreed to make. This is not the way 
creditors compute interest , however. 

The creditor normally views the tran­
saction on an investment which will earn 
him a return in the form of interest. Ob­
viously this investment is largest at the 
beginning of the debt and gradually 
decreases as you pay the agreed in­
stallments. 

Suppose you agree to repay a loan in 12 
monthly installments. Since the outstand­
ing debt is 12 times greater in the first 
month than in the final month, the 
creditor earns 12 times as much interest 
in the first month as in the final month; 11 
times as much interest as in the final 
month; lO times as much in the third 
month and so on. 

This is known as ''The Rule of 71.ls". It 
got its name from adding the digits 
representing the 12 months of the year. 
The sum, 78, is the total number of in­
terest parts in a 12-month installment. 

The Truth in Lending Law requires 
creditors to disclose how interest will be 
computed if you pay the debt in full before 
maturity. You should look for the prepay­
ment disclosure before you sign a loan 
agreement. Ask for an explanation of 
anything you do not understand. 

If you want to know how the Rule of 78s 
is calculated, just contact the Consumer 
Protection Division at 209 St. Clair Street 
in Frankfort and you will be sent a for­
mula you can apply to your installment 
agreement. 

CHARITABLE SOLICITATIONS 
BY TELEPHONE 

Americans give more than $43 billion 
each year to charitable organizations. 
However, the amount of money that ac­
tually goes to the charities is much less 
than that. 

Charitable solicitors may contact you in 
a variety of ways : through the mail, door­
to-door, personal contact in parking lots, 
shopping malls or airports , and, of 
course, by telephone . 

Telephone solicitation has become quite 
prominent recently and can be a means of 
fraudulent solicitations An individual 
may cla'im to represent some charity or 
group but in reality is not. 

Before giving money to charity, you 
may want to find out more about it. The 
first thing you need to determine is if your 
local government requires charitable and 
civic organizations to be registered with 
the city. 

While there is no state law requiring 
registration, there are a few local or­
dinances that do. The cities of Louisville 
and Henderson issue permits to groups 
wishing to solicit charitable funds , if they 
meet the standards set forth in the respec­
tive city ordinances. 

You should also be concerned with ex­
actly how the organization distributes its 
funds . If the organization is a reputable 
one, you should have no problem receiv­
ing such information. 

Many charitable groups hire profes­
sional fund raisers to procure money for 
them . In most instances, these fund 
raisers simply take a percentage of the 
solicited money in return for their ser­
vices_ 

Before making a contribution, find out 
all the facts about the organization and 
how the funds will be utilized. You should 
always remember to avoid high-pressure 
solicitations Reputable organizations 
frown upon such tactics. 

Here are some ways you can learn more 
about a particular charity or civic 
organization: ( 1) Write directly to the na­
tional office of the charity requesting 
financial reports and other data. (2 ) Con­
sult you local Better Business Bureau or 
the Council of Better Business Bureau in 
Washington, D.C. They keep files on more 
than 5,000 agencies and can supply you 
with information which may enable you to 
better judge the charity. (3) Check with 
the attorney general's office, division of 
consumer protection to see if complaints 
have been received on the charity in ques­
tion.

In 1900, the average length of Ken· 
tucky's school terms was 100 davs in 
1930, approximately 168 days; m 1~!77-78, 
167 days. 

In the sprmg of 1973 Kentuckians ''ere 
introduced to a new concept in history, the 
!It torymob1le-a museum on wheels. 

The Kentucky Htstoncal • octety 
designed and equipped a 40-foot tractor 
trailer to carry tr.e state's heritage to 
tudents and citizens throughout the com­

monwealth. More than 200,000 Ken­
tuckians have visited the two mobile ex· 
hibtts which now tour the state. 

Tom Gatewood, education coordinator, 
joined the staff of the Kentucky Historical 
Society in 1973 as curator of the 
Hi. torymobile program. "One of the most 
Important purposes of the program is to 
bring Kentucky history to those citizens 
who have not had the opportunity to visit a 
museum," Gatewood said. "Another im­
portant purpose is to re·earch, develop 
and circulate exhibits on themes mo t 
rele\·ant to the intere:;ts of Kentuckians ." 

Gatewood' hours of research, exper­
tise in exhibit design and enthus1asm for 
h1story helped launch the first 
Historymob1le. It contained an exhibit on 
prehistoric Kentucky before 1774. 

Dan Zwyer, who is now curator of the 
program, jomed the society staff in 1974. 
He helped create the p10neer exhibit and 
the coal exhibit. 

Perhaps the most popular exhibit is 
about pioneer life in Kentucky called 
''The First Decade of Settlement: 
1774-84." The pioneer exhibit depicts life 
in the commonwealth during Kentucky's 
first decade of settlement and features 
many touchable artifacts. 

One of the highlights of the exhibit is a 
replica log cabin which contains hand· 
made furniture and primitive household 
and hunting tools. Students and visitors 
may touch and examine a cornshuck bed, 
a cornbread maker, a Kentucky longnfle 
and several other artifacts. 

A 10-minute slide presentation which 
depicts how Kentucky's early settlers liv­
ed as they built homes and communities is 
shown. 

:\luch of the decade's history is cap· 
lured on colorful wall panels with maps, 
documents, sketches and photographs. 
The Htstorymobile also contains scale 
models of such scenes as a flatboat on the 
Ohio River. Daniel Boone overlooking 
Kentucky from Pilot Knob in Powell coun­
ty, a pack train on Wilderness Road, an 
early settlement and a settler staking a 
claim using a tomahawk to carve initials 
or Identifying mark on a tree. 

As visitors tour the pioneer exh1bit, one 
of the society's historicans talks about the 
arttfacts and tells stories about Ken­
tucky's early settlers-their customs, in­
terests and traditions. 

A new exhibit "Kentucky Coal: The 
Emergence of an Industry,' ' was added to 
the program in 1977 and was shown 
throughout Kentucky until 1979. 

Zwyer and Gatewood said they created 
the exhibit because Kentucky's most im­
portant industry should be put into 
historical perspecllve 

The exhibit traced the industry's 
development and was divided into main 
periods. It began with the pick and shovel 
days or the father-son operations in the 
1840s. The second period began around 
1900 when the company towns emerged 
and the railroad system and undercutting 
machines appeared. 

"Throughout the 1920s, coal was still 
loaded by hand," Gatewood said "During 
the modern pertod, which began around 
1940, the coal-loading machine and other 
sophisticated equipment were introduced. 

One of the highlights of this exhibit was 
a 13-minute slide show with historic 
photographs, folk music and interviews 
with coal miners. Along with the slide 
show, the exh1btt included a three · 
dimensional model of a coal barge, tools 
from the different periods, a model of an 
underground operation and a model of a 
strip mine operation. 

Last •year. the coal exhibit was torn 
down Zwyer, with the aid of Ewing Hall 
driver-historian, worked to create th~ 
newest exhibit entitled, "Kentucky 
General Assembly: A Historic Glimpse." 

This exhibit provides an historical 
perspective of legislative functions from 
1792 to present. Some of the artifacts in­
clude the gavel used by Gov William 
Goebel while serving as pro tern of the 
Senate from 1894 to 1900, the bell from the 
Old _Capttol used to convene legislative 
sess1ons m 1909, a replica of a legislator's 
de k used in the Old Capitol, a senator's 
chair v.hich is currently used in the senate 
chamber and a 19th century setting . 
. AI o included in the exhibit is a sampl­
mg of laws and resolutions passed bv the 
Kentucky General Assembly, such ·as a

At the end of the year Zwyer plans to 
replace the legislative exhibit with an 
open living exhibit at the Civil War 
period 

The Historymobile is scheduled for 
visits from March through 'ovember. 
The program 1:; available to parks, nurs 
ing homes, pri on·. libraries, community 
festivals and county fair • in addition to 
'Chools. Repairs and exhibit changes are 
made on the Historymobtle during the 
winter month . 

The traveling exhibits are available to 
any group that can provide adequate 
parking space and a 220-volt electrical 
outlet. Both Historymobiles are equipped 
w1th portable equipment avatlable for use 
by junior historians and other history 
related groups 

The Historymobile pro\·ides a great 
saving to schools by provtding a 
substitute for field trip , Zwyer pointed 
out.

Buoys Serve as Fishing Guides 

Kerry Prather , fisheries biologist , exhibits one of buoys used to 
designate Dewey Lake fish attractor sites. 

There are fish in Dewey Lake, and Divi­
sion of Fisheries personnel and two Floyd 
fish and game clubs have cooperated this 
spring in trying to afford cover for the fish 
as well as likely spots for anglers to try 
their luck. 

They have to date established four one­
tenth -acre sites, each of which is compris­
ed of four fish attractors. The attractors 
are sunken brush, weighted by concrete 
blocks. Each site is marked by a white­
and-orange buoy which is located in the 
center, with the four atlractors extending 
in all four directions. 

A map, published by the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife, will be available later 
to guide fisherman to these sites as well 
as others later to be constructed. 

The Dev.ey Lake Fish & Game Club and 
the Highlands Bass Club provided con­
crete blocks for weighting down the brush 
cover. 

Kerry Prather, fisheries biologist 
assigned to a group of Eastern Kentucky 
lakes, said this week that. although the 
water quality at Dewey is poor, the fish

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PHEHISTOHIC SITE 
GETS MARKf .. H 

Edmonson County has n•ce1ved a 
highway marker from the Kentucky 
Hbtorical Soc.:tely to destgnatc Mtll Hole 
Farm, a preh1stonc archaeological stle 
Marker No 1669 ts located on US 31 W, 
four miles south of Park Cit.r. 

This archaeological site is located about 
200 yards southeast of the Federal style 
house whtch was built in the early IBOOS. 
The variety of stone implements found on 
this five-acre site indicates a long span of 
occupation. accordmg to Dmnnc Wells, 
chairman of the Historical Highway 
~farkers program 

These artifacts have provided evidence 
of hunting, stone tool manufacturmg and 
domestic activitie . Well said that Mtll 
Hole Farm is the earliest non-cave site in 
the region. It was listed on the ~atwnal 
Register of Historic Places in 1978 

The historical markers program, first 
included in the Kentucky Historical Socie· 
ty's budget in 1964, now consi ts of more 
than 1,350 markers. Of this total, 271 are 
related to the Civil War, accordmg to 
Wells. Some 35 concern Dame! Boone and 
a large number identify Indian ratds and 
Revolutionary War information. 

In addition to archaeological sites, 
markers also identify early forts, stations 
and settlements, iron furnaces, salt 
works, tannenes and Kentucky Derby 
winning horses and JOCkeys 

In 1969 the society published "Guide to 
Kentucky Highway Markers" which is 
available to society members for $1.50 
and to non·members for $2. In 1973 a sup­
plement to the original guide was publish· 
ed. It is available to members for $2 and 
to non-members for $2.25. These publica­
tions contain the exact locations and wor· 
ding on all the markers in the state

But Have Problems

Many plant· can be grown as annual 

flowers m Kentucky gardens. 
Some, such a· petunias, gcramums and 

mangolds are so popular that home 
gardeners think the) are best for fJO\\er 
gardens Others, such as bcgonws , 
periwinkles. impatiens, coleus and or­
namental peppers have demon !rated m 
trials that they perform better than all 
others 

Plants m still another category of an­
nuals chosen by some gardeners produce 
flower colors or plant textures not 
available m the more popular or better 
annual flowers . 

··some people s1mply prefer these 
plants, even though the) have exhibited 
problems some years during trials at the 
Landscape Garden Center," says Bob 
Anderson, Extension horticulturist in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agr1culture. 

Examples of these plants are ageratum 
<floss flower), celos1a (cockscomb >, 
dah.lia, nicotiana <flowering tobacco ! 
and zmma. 

"These plants are generally as good as 
the popular annual~-petunias , 
geraniums and marigolds How ever. 
some years, problems do exist for all of 
them," warns Anderson. 

Zmnias are common annual flowers 
throughout the country. Plant breeders 
recently deYeloped many new culth·ars 
wh1ch produce many flowers with red , 
orange, yellow, cream or white colors . 
But m Kentucky; zinnias simply cannot 
tolerate the disease problems accen­
tuated by the weather, according to 
Anderson. 

The specialist says three separate 
diseases attack zinnias, so plants rarely 
flower more than e1ghl weeks . "If you tru­
ly love zinnias, select one of the Ruffles 
series to grow in your garden, ·• advises 
Anderson, adding they are somewhat 
tolerant of diseases 

He notes a spray program normall) us­
ed for roses may extend the hfe of zinnias . 

Ageratt.m, celosia, dahlias and flower­
ing tobacco offer different appearances to 
the flower garden. "These plants perform 
as well as begonias and periwinkle during 
hot, dry summers, but are not as im-

In Pike County 

The Federal Office of Surface 1\hnmg

day to correct a slide threatening a Pike 
county home, just t\\ o days after the 
threat was reported. 

OSM's Region II Office in Knox,·ille 
awarded a $14,400 emergency contract to 
Fleetwood Johnson ConstructiOn Co , 
Myra , Kentucky. 

OSM's Pikeville Field Office reported to 
the Knoxville Office Monday that a slide 
containing approximately 2,500 cubic 
yards of earth and rock was moving 
downslope and already was touchmg the 
home of Mr and Mrs. George Reynolds 
near Dorton, 28 miles south of Pikeville. 

Employees from OS:\t's Abandoned 
Mine Land Division in Knoxville who went 
to the scene Monday determined the slide 
apparently was triggered by the satura­
tion of soil from water seeping from 
several abandoned und-erground mines in 
the area . 

Remedial work will include removing 
most of the slide material, installing 
drainage facili ties and revegeta ting the 
area. 

Funds for the work will come from 
reclamation fees levied on current coal 
production under the 1977 Federal Sur­
face Mmmg Act to recla1m abandoned 
mine land The area was mined in the late 
1940's and 1950's

Ageratum may reqUire regular 
mamtenance. such as removing dead 
blossoms and prunmg The plants pro­
duce a soft blue flossy or fuzzy flower, one 
of the few sources of blue for the summer 
flov.er garden, besides the petumas and 
blue salvia Anderson suggests that 
yellow marigolds and ageratum make a 
good combination in the gardt>n. 

Only two or three cultivars of celosia 
perform well regularly out of all cultlvars 
commonly sold, according to the 
specialist. And it is uncommon to find 
celosia labeled by cult1var name 

The flowers of celosia appear as large, 
th1ck colored feathers "The bright 
yellow-<>range, red and scarlet colors of 
Golden Triumph, Crusader and Red Fox 
will certamly impress you," says Ander­
son. Crested or cockscomb type celosia 
arc umque tn color and form, but the 
flower head is so large that the stems fall 
over or break during ramstorms. 

Annual dahlias form compact plants 12 
to 20 inches tall. Small, double dahlia 
flowers of white, yellow. orange or red are 
borne ahove the foliage . Trials at the 
Landscape Garden Center show dahlias 
are generally good annual flowers, but 
are so susceptible to spider mites that 
they may require pesticide applications. 

:\lew cultivars of flowering tobacco 
have won awards from All America Selec­
tions and performed admirably in Land­
scape Garden Center trials in 1977 and 
1978. However, these plants showed little 
vigor during the cloudy, rainy summer of 
1979, according to Anderson. 

The vigorous, well-branched plants of 
flowering tobacco produce whtte, pink, 
red or soft green flowers. Anderson sug­
gests choosing one of the colors of the 
Nicki senes or the taller Lime Sherbert 
v.hen selecting flowering tobacco for your 
garden.

Some of the women's issue bills were 
part of a package put together by the Ken­
tuck\' Commission on Women and sent to 
the governor for his support. The commis· 
s10n 's "grocer) list" included bills based 
on ideas originating with the commission. 

Bills supported by the Kentucky Com­
mission on Womt>n were initially selected 
by a legtslative task force that met before 
the sessiOn and studted ways of improving 
the lives of Bluegrass women 

Durmg the legislative session. the com­
mission staff could not directly enter the 
legislative process by lobbying for or 
agamst bills But staff members could 
and did observe the bill's progress and 
testify before legislative committees. 

Two key pteces of legislation which won 
apprm:al by the House and Senate were 
related bills aimed at ending domestic 
violence. abuse inflicted by family 
members. The btlls are awaiting action 
b) the governor. 

House Bill 86 creates new state law 
establishmg the cnme of domestic 
\ 10lence and makes it a class A misde­
meanor The new law will allow a peace 
officer to make a warrantless arrest if the 
officer has probable cause to believe in­
tentional. wanton physical abuse has oc· 
cur red 

In the past. an officer could not make an 
arre·t wtthout a warrant until he had ac­
tuallv \\itnessed the abuse. In many 
cases. the abused person. often the wife, 
v. as afraid to or unable to obtain a war· 
rant 

The bill was amended to require the 
peace officer to return to the home within 
12 hours of the arrest and get a signed, 
"'ntten complaint from the abused per· 
son If the victim does not sign a com­
plaint. the alleged offender must be 
released from Jail. 

It ts hoped that the 12 hours will serve as 
a cooling-off period so further violence 
will not be inflicted. In addition, the bill 
supporters feel removing the abuser from 
the home will give the victim courage to 
take legal action to end the violence. 

Hou. e Btll 87, whtch has been signed by 
Gov. Brown. sets up a civil procedure so a 
husband or wife can file for protective 
orders for him elf and any children or 
stepchildren The abused spouse could 
al ·o obtam ch1ld custody payments and 

upport under th1 new law. 
The law wa needed because protection 

and support for a spouse now can on y 
obtatned through a divorce or separation 
proceedmg, satd Jtll Robinson, executive 
offtcer for the commission. The abused 
partner may not want to take that large a 
step but is m need of some immediate 
legal protection, she added. 

These bills should serve to quickly 
defuse a dangerous situation created 
when family member attacks family 
member. Temporary separation of the 
'' arring husband-wife can prevent further 
violence and to any bystanders, she said. 

Robinson pointed out a child can often 
be mjured if the parents fight. In 1978 
there were 360 cases of child abuse in Ken­
tuck) directly related to spouse abuse, 
she said

vtded offenders could have entered th<' 
30-day program but would have abo com 
pleted their full sentence. SB 326 wa~ 
defeated in the Hou ·e. 

Senate Bill 177 would have hielded the 
names of sex offense ,·ictims contained in 
initial law enforcement records and in 
counseling agency records . The names 
would only be open upon order of the court 
or by waiver of the victim . The bill was 
aimed at in~reased reportmg of rape 
cases by easing victims' fear of publici!) 
SB 177 did not get off committee in the 
House. Both SB 326 and SB 177 were filed 
by Sen. Michael Moloney m-Lexmgton l . 

A thtrd btll dealing with rape, HB 200, 
was also unsucce sful. The bill increasing 
penalties for rape passed the House but 
did not get out of committee in the Senate. 

This bill was not supported by the com· 
mission because it was felt increased 

Senate Btll 79 prohibtts dtl.ilTimination 
Ill se\'Cral categorie It extends the pro­
tection for age dtscrimmation from 65 
years up to 70 m line wtth new federal law. 
The btll ensures that women affected by 
pregnancy, childbirth or related medical 
condiditons will recetve the ame benefits 
as other workt•rs similar in their ability or 
inability to work 

This ·ne\\ law also prohtbtts housing 
discrimmat10n \\ith some exceptions 
which were added through bill amend­
ments The excepttons include college 
donmtories , housing with no more than 
four renters or unit::; in an O\\ner-occupi<'d 
building, and rental umts where tenants 
would share common bath or kitchen 
facilities. 

Another commission-supported bill , HB 
591 would have allowed a married woman

Retirement System Deputy Executive 
Billy Hunt said "1'\eed~d improvements 
have b en provided.'' 

Most of the changes involve retired 
members of the system. Hunt said. Bills 
of special interest to the,-;e indiv1dual in­

. lude: 
- An annual one percent cost-of-living 

increase which will become effective July 
1. This increa e will be based on the 
mem'ber'. current monthly annuity, with 
no re·trict10ns. 

- pccial-co ·t-of-hvmg adjustments for 
1980 and I 81, to become effective on July 
l. 1980, and on July 1, 1981 Members who 
retired at least one year ago will receive a 
3 perc('nt mcrease in montly annuity 
pay menu in 1980 and another 3 percent in-

. rease m 1981. :\tembers who retired at 
least five years ago will have their mon­
thly annUity increased by an additional 2 
percent increase in 1980 and an additional 
2 percent in 1981. 

- An increase m value of service per­
formed prior to 1941, to become effective 
July 1. The value of each year of pr10r ser· 
vice will be increased from $88 to $100. 
The 1976 limitation of 15 years maximum 
will be removed and the $40 value of each 
~ear will be increased to $100. 
• Minimum monthly allowance of $300 for 

persons retired on disability retirement 
on or after July l, 1964 

-An increa~e in death benefits for 
retired members from $2,000 to $2,500. 

-A lifetime monthly payment of $75 to 
per~ons who taught at least 20 years in 
Kentucky public schools prior to July 1, 
1940. The recipients will not, however,

to u ·e her birth name on her drivers 
license The bill was defeated then recon· 
sidered and passed in the House. But the 
bill was then sent ot the Senate where it 
was not reported out of committee for ac­
tion on the floor. 

The defeated bill would have allowed a 
married woman to use her birth name, 
former name or hyphenated name on her 

•
hcen e if it was not used for fraudulent 
purposes. Under existing law a woman 
must usc her husband's surname unless 
she legally re. tores her original name. 
The bill was sponsored by Rep Bob Jones 
<D-Crestwood> and four other represen­
tatives . 

A driver license is the only document 
on which a Kentucky woman may not re­
tain her birth name or use a hyphenated 
surname. She can use whichever name 
she chooses on bank records, insurance 
papers or credit accounts. 

Of two abortion bills opposed by the 
Commission on Women, one passed and 
one failed to get out of a House commit­
tee. House Billl25 passed both houses and 
became law April 7 without the signature 
of the governor. The law prohibits any use 
of public money for abortions. lt was 
amended in the Senate to allow public 
funding of an abortion if the procedure 
was needed to save the woman's life. The 
bill was sponsored by Rep. Dexter Wright 
<R-LoUJsvillel and 22 other represen­
tatives. 

Hou e Bill 90, which did not get uul oa 
committee, would have established re­
quirements surrounding performance of 
abortion, includmg informed consent of 
certain persons and record keeping. The 
bill was sponsored by Rep. William Don­
nermeyer <D-Bellevue> and six other 
representatives. 

The commission opposed HB 125 
because it felt the bill discriminated 
against poor women and because the bill 
n its original form would not allow abor· 

tions to save a woman's life. House Bi1190 
was oppo-ed because the commission 
believed the proposed legislation was un­
constitutional. 

A third abortion bill, House BI!l364, also 
became law April 7 without signature of 
the governor. This measure was introduc­
ed after the commission package was 
completed. HB 364 amends current Jaw to 
p rohibit publicly owned hospitals and 

calth facilities from performing abor­
tions This bill was sponsored by Rep 
Donnermeyer and 17 other represen­
tatives. 

In addition to legislation supported or 
opposed by the Kentucky Commission on 
Women. the commission supported a line 
item in the governor's budget providing 
replacement of federal funding of six 
spouse abu c shelters, and funding under 
the state a ttorney general's budget to pro­
vide money for rape victim medical ex-
minations

Surfing has been a popular sport for 
many years. but it has always 
suffered one major limitation. You 
need a wave. 

Well, they may be selling a lot of 
Beach Boys records in Iowa this year 
if the latest innovation catches on. It 
is called wind surfing, and it 
combines the attraction of tradition­
al surfing with the excitement of a 
totall) new sport. 

Wind surfing is what you do with 
a sail attached to an oversized 
surfboard by a flexi ble mast. The 
sail, besides catching the wind, is 
used to steer the surfboard. Your 

body acts as a counterbalance to the 
sail. 

The sport is still something of a 
novelty, but it has enjoyed growing 
popularity. Almost I 00,000 people 
took up wind surfing last year. Most 
of this growth occurred in Europe, 
but the market over here is 
beginning to grow as more people 
become aware of wind surfing. 

Speed is usually an attraction for 
sports enthusiasts, and it may be 
responsible for much of this sport's 
growing popularity. Once you get 
the hang of it, you can achieve 20 
miles per hour with a strong wind 
behind you.

The greatest attraction of wind 
surfing is that you can do it just 
about anywhere. There is some 
limitation-just as you need a wave 
to go surfing, you need a wind to go 
wind surfing. However, you will 
probably find wind in more places 
than you w1ll find waves. You can 
al~o combine the two, ailing on top 
of a wave, though this is certainly 
not recommended for beginners. 

Wind surfing requires a board, 
mast, boom, sail and daggerboard. 
The whole unit weighs about 60 
pounds, which makes storage and 
transportation relat1vely easy. The 
12-foot board is made of double­
layered fiberglass. The sail is dacron 
and the mast and boom are made of 
anodized aluminum. There is a total 
of 56 square feet of sail area, and 
the mast stands 14 feet tall. 

The cost of the entire unit is 
slightly more than $600, which 
certainly is not cheap; but you will 
probably find it well worth the 
money-if you take the time to learn 
how to use it properly and overcome 
the initial frustration you may 
experience. 

You can learn the basics in one 
afternoon, but it will take you a few 
days to get comfortable on the 
board. Even if you have surfed or 
sailed before, it will take some time 
for you to get accustomed to what 
is essentially a combination of those 
two sports. 

A basic understanding of sailing 
principles and techniques is a big 
help. Before you start wind surfing, 
you should make the effort to learn 
at least basic sailing principles if you 
are not already familiar with them. 
Most sailboat shops have a good 
selection of books on the subject. 

Take proper safety precautions 
the first time you try wind surfing. 
You should start on a day when the 
wind is very light (less than seven 
miles per hour), wear a Coast Guard 
approved life jacket, and stay close 
to the shore. Never wind surf alone 
(a precaution for any water sport), 
regardless of your ability. 

Be especially careful when strong 
offshore winds are blowing. This is 
where some knowledge of sailing 
techniques is particularly helpful. 
You do not have to go wherever the 
wind decides to take you, but 
beginners usually take longer to 
learn to sail into the wind. You may 
have to paddle back to shore if you 
are not careful. 

Once you have grasped the basic~ 
of wind surfing, a whole ne\\ set of 
challenges is open to you, including 
"hot dogging" and racing. Last year 
the North Amencan Wind Surfing 
Council sponsored dozens of district 
races, leading up to eight regional 
championships and culminating in 
the North American championship 
race
