Probe Continues;
5,000 Lbs. Found

U.S. Treasury agents and State Police

" continued this week their investigation of

the recent theft of 10,000 pounds of

dynamite from the magazine at Garth of
Elkhorn Explosives.

Approximately 5,000 pounds of the ex-
plosives were recovered last week from a
dry cueck bed, about five miles from the
scene of the theft

State Police Detective Douglas Asher,
who with Trooper Don Weedman and
Treasury agents found the explosives, ex-

., pressed the belief that the dynamite
recovered had been at the spol where
found no longer than 12 hours.

Treasury Agent Dennis McAllister, of
the Ashland office of the Division of
Aleohol, Tobacco and Firearms, said he
thought the explosives were left where
found because the investigalion was get-
ting too hot for the thieves

I think we are close to an arrest now, "
he said last week. But nobody had been
arrested as of Tuesday morning

Officers were reluctant this week to
discuss the case. The explosives were
taken the week-end of April 26

One and a half cases of dynamite were
found last week in an old Buck’s Branch
building, near Martin, which al one time
was occupied by the Morris Isaacs Mining
Company. The dynamite had crystallized
until it was dangerously volatile, and
State Detective Danny Stumbo removed
the danger by explosing it

council business at home drew from

A planned 100-unit housing project for
the poor and elderly was almost lost to the
city as a result of the inaction of the
previous administration, said Hall, ad-
ding that it is being resurrected as a
result of his timely recourse to officials of
the Department for Housing and Urban
Development in Louisville.

The council voted to ask the assistance
of the Big Sandy Area Development
District in seeking funds to expand the
senior citizens' cenler; extending its ser-
vices to residents of Left and Right
Beaver Creeks.

Cancélled Leﬁse
Subject of Suit
For $1,378,000

Cancellation of a Floyd counly coal
lease resulled last week in a cireuil court
suil asking a tolal of $1,378,000 damages of
the Turner Elkhorn Mining Co. and the
Guaranty Mining Corporation.

The action was filed by the White Deer
Coal Co., doing business as the Hile
Preparation Company, and by Ivie
Moore, individually.

Plaintiffs claim that White Deer leased
from defendants in March, 1970 three
seams of coal which were to be deep-
mined and that on Dec. 17, 1979 the lease
was cancelled. Their petition alleges that
while the lease was in effect they spent
$700,000 in preparing for mining opera-
tions, and thal have lost $4,000 a day as &
consequence of being unable to mine and
sell coal—all amounting, to date, to
$528,000. It is also alleged that defendants
converted to their own use $650,000 worth
of machinery owned by plaintiffs. The
total asked by the mining firm is
$1,178,000.

Anadditional $200,000 damages is asked
by Ivle Moore, a stockholder and
manager of the mining operation,

the plaintiff’s version of the case.)

New Site Here
Possible, Board
Learns at Meet

While one major building venture was
meeling with a temporary delay al last
Wednesday's meeting of the Floyd County
Board of Education a new site for a se-
cond construction job became possible.

Contractors ran into difficulty getting
bid proposals on the proposed Belsy
Layne High School structure al Stanville
ready in time for the bid-opening at the
board meeting, so none was received, and
the hoard voted to readvertise the project.

Al the same lime it developed that con-
demnation of property owned by the
Harkins estate on Highland avenue here
may not be necessary, if the board and
Donald Ray Pelphrey, owner of land adja-
cenl to the school property, can agree on a
price. Mr. Pelphrey assured the board he
would sell the property, a corner lot which
is approximately 200x175 feet and fronts
on Friend street and Highland avenue.
The price heard at the time is in the
$100.000 range.

Supt. of Schools E.P. Grigsby, Jr, said
appraisal of the property will be made,
and it will be inspected by representatives
of the State Departmen! of Education
before negotiations on the price begin.

The board, it was said, views the
Pelphrey lot more desirable because il is
contiguous to the present school preperty
and not on the opposite side of Highland,
as is the Harkins properly.

The board heard from ils architect,
Marvin Crider, Jr. an estimale of §90,000
damage resulting from the recent [ire al
Allen Central High School, That figure
could be increased by an additional outlay
of $30-840,000 if other firewalls in the
building must be extended to the roof on
order of the state fire marshal's office.
“We "will ask the fire marshal for a
definite stalement before doing
anything," Supt. Grigsby said

The Allen Central blaze is considered by
school officials and state pelice to be a
case of arson, but no arrest has been
made. The investigation continues.

Water System Founder
Declines Reappointment

J.C. Wells, who conceived the plan for a
water system to serve Beaver Creek from
Allen to the farther reaches of its two
branches, ended his service as commis
Sioner and chairman ol the Beaver
Elkhorn Water Distri¢t this week

His term expired Monday and he re
quested  Counly Judge-Executive Bill
Wells not to consider him for further ser
vice after that date

A suecessor is expected to be named by
the fiscal court at its meeling loday
(Wednesday )

In his letter to Judge Well« he wrote

“Beaver-Elkhorn has come along way
and i8 steadily improving. and at my leav-
ing the operalion and condition of the
district 1s in good order. May those who
follow me be blessed with less problems
than we have experienced, and...have a
¢ivie pride, dedication and ability to serve
people needing that precious commondity,
water, and continué plans to pipe water
into the several other arcas where it is so
desperalely needed.”

The sprawling water system not only
follows the main Beaver Creeks but has
been extended up Brush Creck to Mitidie
Creek and the town of David. has water

mains inlo Knotl county supplying a
backup supply for the town of Hindman,
and has a main hne tie 1o the town of
Allen. The facility was established at a
cost of between $3'; million and $4
million. The district has about 1300
customers but, because some of the
customers, as in the case of David, buy
water wholesale, about 2000 families are
served

In a “‘report of his stewardship.” Mr
Wells pointed out that preliminary work
has already been done toward water
system improvemenls and extension of
services into new territory thal will cost
an estimaled $2.235.000, plus contingency
expenses. It is proposed that $2,073.750 of
this amount be covered by a 75% FHA
gran|

“It is hoped,” Wells said, “if diligence
is used, the distriel will receive instruc-
tions to file formal application within the
next 4-5 months, to permit letting of con-
tracts by early next year."

This program would see the extension
of water service lo Stephens Branch,
Sizemore Branch, Doly Creek, the left

fork of Arkansas Creek and Lo the Melvin-
Weeksbury section,

Besides, he pointed out, “Plans are
moving along well for a $20 million-plus
sewer facility for the district.** Phase 1 of
this project has already been completed
and funded, he said,

System-wide walter service was in-
itiated eight years ago, withou! fanfare,
There was no formal dedieation. So Wells
holds that those responsible, in great part,
for early success of the water venlure
snouia pe recognized. He lists George E.
Evans, Jr., of the Evans Elkhorn Coal
Co.; B.F. Reed, of Turner Elkhorn Mining
Co.: Fred Hall, of the Elk Horn Coal
Corp.. Charles Clark, then superinten-
dent of Flovd schools; the lafe Henry
Stumbo; Congressman Carl D. Perkins
for his continued effort., and the First
Guaranty Bank of Martin which provided
interim financing up to half a million
dollars

Wells' leadership of the water district
has not been without criticism. He does
nol contend that everything hus worked to
perfection. Bul he retires, satisfiod with
the realization of whal some have called
“the impossible dream,”

‘Good Chance’ Seen
Of Food Stamp Funds

There is a good chance that Congress
will soon appropriate more money for the
food stamp program, though probably not
in lime to head off a delay in June's allot-
menl (o recipients, a Department for
Human Resources official has said

Donna Smith, who monitors state and
federal legislative matters for the depart-
ment, said mosl Washington observers
believe Congress will approve additional
funds as soon as the end of May

Since the U.S. Agriculture Department
has said it has to suspend the food stamp
program on June 1 unless il gets more
money by May 15, a late May appropria
tion could not forestall a delay for June
Bul it would mean that the program
would not have to be curtailed or supend-
ed for more than a few weeks, Smith said
Human Resources already notified reci-
pients that a delay in June's allotment is
likely, but state officials are continuing to
look into ways of dealing with a more ex-
tended food stamp crisis

The food stamp program has used up iis
$6.2 billion allocation for the current fiscal
year. The Agriculture Department seeks
an additional $2.6 billion to pay for the
program through the rest of the year,
which ends Sept. 30.

Congress must take three legislative
steps in order to come up with more
money for the program, Smith said. The
House and Senate now are working on
budget resolutions that set forth the
amount of money government programs
will receive next year. In order to grant
more money for food stamps during the
current fiscal year, Congress first must
amend those resolutions.

Committees of both legislative bodies
have passed amended resolutions, but
neither the full House nor the full Senate
have acted. Both are expected to act
within a week or two, Smith said. Since
Congress puls a spending ceiling on most
governmenl programs, it muslt then pass
a bill removing or raising the limit on food
stamp spending. That legislation already
has passed the Senate and has been
reported out of a House committee

The House and Senate versions are ex-
pected to differ on some details, so a
House-Senalte conference committee pro-
bably will have to iron out the differences.

Finally, Congress must vote to ap-
propriate more funds for the food stamp
program

The slide, which is approximately 15
miles east of Hazard. apparently was
precipitated by saturation of land disturb-
ed by an old strip mine operation and by
drainage off that area, Short said. Surface
mining in the area was done in the early
1970's, he added

The project will include removing the
slide material, providing proper drainage
and revegetating the area. The work is ex-
pected to take approxiamtely three
weeks.

If you're one of the estimated 36 million
persons who plan to move their residence
this year, you should begin notifying
everyone who regularly sends you mail al
least one full month before you move

That's the advice from Prestonsburg
Postmaster, Don Osborne, who suggests
you file change-of-address forms with
your post office and send them lo cor-
respondents and publishers.

The Postal Service offers free change-
of-address kits to make it easier to notify
everyone. Available in post offices and
from letler carriers, the kits include con-
venient postcards to alert the postmaster
and for mailing to department slores,
friends and relatives, utility companies,
banks, newspaper and magazine
publishers and others who do business
with the family planning a move

*“Too often people who are moving wait
until the last minute to notify their cor-
respondents,”” said the Postmaster. ““The
result is, they add up to several days to
their First-Class Mail delivery because il
must be forwarded to the new address,”
he added.

Those who fail to give publishers at
least a month advance notice must either
pay additional postage for forwarding, if
desired, or wait several weeks before the
publisher changes the address. This
means customers may miss one or more

The Floyd County Health Department
invites all persons interested in a
healthier life to attend their weekly
Weight Control Class held every Tuesday
evening at 6:30 p.m. in the basement of
the health department. In these classes, a
program of exercise and diet for the
overweight is emphasized. There is a fee
of ten cents per weekly visit,

periodic blood pressure checks for the
early detection of hypertension (the
medical term for high blood pressure),
The Floyd County Health Department of-
fers free blood pressure screening Mon-
day.

Also on Monday, May 19, there will be a
glaucoma clinic conducted at the Floyd
Counly Health Department from 10 to 12
and 1 to 3. Glaucoma is a serious disease
of the eye that can slowly and painlessly
result in blindness if not treated early.
This disease attacks persons usually age
35 and older. This clinic is a free service
and all persons age 35 and older are
weleome to attend.

Town Branch Listens to Advice

On How To Get Sewer Funding

Told last Thursday that their best hope
of solving sewage problems in that section
lies in organizing a community develop-
ment club, Town Branch residents met
for that purpose Monday this week.

Dorothy Clark, executive director of the
David Community Development Corpora-
tion, told about 50 Town Branch residents
Thursday that the formation of a non-
profit self-help corporation could open
doors to funding agencies able to finance
a sewer line for that community,
“"Everyone pays attention to those who
help themselves," she said.

There appeared to be general agree-
ment al the meeting that the community
could use any help it could get. ‘Sewage is
running wild,"” Rev. Ted Nelson told the
group, adding that the resulling odor is
barely tolerable during the summer mon-
ths. Many properties are too small to ac-
commodate seplic systems, he said, and
in any case the soil there does not permit
adequate percolation for their proper
function.

The logical solution, said Prestonsburg
Utilities Superintendent Bill H. Howard,
is to install a sewage line and pump sta-
tion, connecting Town Branch with the
Prestonsburg treatment system. Howard
estimaled the cost of the project to be
about $150,000. .

Support for the formation of a
neighborhood organization to seek federal
help for the project followed reports that

Prestonsburg city council appeared reluc-
tant to annex that section and that the
grant financing the Wheelwright develop-
ment exhausted the county administra-
tion’s claim to federal dollars at this time.

Annexalion by Prestonsburg would pro-
vide the quickest route to a sponsoring
agency for the project, Sen. Benny Ray
Bailey told the meeting, but Rev. Nelson
said he understood the cily council was
not interested in pursuing the matter.

(Nelson represented a delegation seek-
ing annexation before the previous city
council but some Town Branch residents
spoke against the proposal at thal time.
Prestonsburg Mayor Harold W. Cooley in-
dicated some weeks ago that annexation
proposals are not being considered by the
present council.)

Asked if a health emergency might be
declared on Town Branch as an aid to at-
tracting federal funds, Floyd Health
Department Administrator Earl Compton
replied, “*We could have declared it an
emergency five years ago."

Hayes Claimed
In Pike Plane
Crash, Saturday

Arlie Edward Hayes, 64, of Route 1,
Pikeville and a former resident of this
county, was killed Saturday afternoon in
the crash of his plane at Big Shoal, Pike
county.

En roule to Whitesburg from the
Pikeville airport, Hayes was alone at the
time of the crash of his Cessna 150 which
struck three power-line poles at the top of
the hill and dived onto a grassy plot at the
mouth of the creek, a short distance
downstream from the Coal Run bridge.

Electric power service over a wide area
was interrupted as a result of the acci-
dent.

A veleran of three wars—Waorld War 11,
Korea and Vietnam, Hayes served in the
Army Air Corps, the Navy and Merchant
Marine. Besides decorations received
from the U.S. government, he was award-
ed by Russia the Odessa Star for leading
the first World War 11 convoy into that
Black Sea port. With the Merchant
Marine he was a tanker captain.

Returning to civilian life, he was a
pioneer in mine mechanization and found-
ed the Hayes Metal Products Company at
Hi Hat, where he was reared. At the time
of his death he was president of the Hayes
Metal Company, located at Cowpen, near
Pikeville. He was credited with develop-
ing the first scoop used in coal mining,
and a shuttle car first made by his firm is
now manufactured by FMC. Mr. Hayes
more recenily had been marketing his
patented portable coal preparation plant.

A son of the late W.P. and Laura Alice
Hayes, he was born in Lawrence county
but grew up in the Hi Hat community. He
is survived by his widow, Mrs. June
Damron Hayes; one brother, Otis Hayes,
of Pikeville, and two sisters, Mrs. An-
nabelle Smith, of Hi Hat, and Mrs. Opal
Newsome, Hamilton, Ohio,

The funeral was conducted at 1 p.m. to-
day (Wednesday) from the chapel of the
Justice Funeral Home, Pikeville, by the
Rev. Glenn Hayes, and burial was made
in Davidson Memorial Gardens at Ivel.

City Manager Claims
P’burg Being Slighted

Hailed as a new effort at cooperative
planning between the county and its
municipalities, the revival of the Floyd
County Joint Planning Commission is
already drawing cries of ‘‘foul” from the
manager of its largest member city.

First organized in 1975 at the urging of
Judge Henry Stumbeo but mostly dormant
since then, the planning commission has
been reawakened in recent months with
the assistance of Big Sandy Area Develop-
ment District planners. But Prestonsburg
has been effectively excluded from the
reorganization, City Manager David
Evans charged this week.

Evans said he had expressly asked
ADD planners Bill Moyer and Holly
Leach to include questions of
Prestonsburg’s representation on the
commission and the scheduling of the
commission’s regular meetings for
discussion at this month's meeting, since
the term of office of one of the city's
delegates has expired and meetings of the
commission clash with meetings of the ci-
ty council. His requests were ignored, he
said.

The city has not been notified of com-
mission meetings, a county land use plan
was recently approved by the planning
agency without any opportunity for input
from the city administration, and his own
presence at this month's commission
meeting, held Monday this week, was
scarcely acknowledged, Evans continued.

At its Monday meeting, the planning
commission approved by-laws confirming
its present meeting schedule and also
discussed questions of membership, in-
cluding the facts thal some terms of office
had apparently expired, the duration of
others is unknown, and some positions are
probably vacant. No reference was made,
however, to the Prestonsburg manager's
interest in the matters.

Moyer said this week thal Prestonsburg

is represented by two delegates on the
planning body and that the questions rais-
ed by Evans should properly be raised by
them. Neither delegate was present dur-
ing discussions of meeting lime and
membership al Monday's meeting, he
noted.

Prestonsburg is represented on the
commission by H.D. Fitzpatrick Jr. and |
George Cecil Brown, although Brown's
term of office apparently expired the first
of this month.

The commission's approval of the coun-
ty land-use plan accords with state
statute, Moyer said. noting that the plann-
ing body voled to submit the plan to coun-
ty and municipal administrations for
their consideration.

Resurrection of the joint planning com-
mission was prompled in large measure
by Wheelwright's receipt las! year of a $3 |
million community development block
grant, according to ADD planner Holly
Leach. HUD regulations governing use of
the money include provisions that the ci-
ty's planning and zoning ordinances be
approved by the countywide planning
agency, it was explained,

The joint commission approved Mon-
day an amended zoning plan and an urban
renewal plan for Wheelwright. The city is
also said to be in the process of
eslablishing a board of adjustments.
Decisions of local planning and zoning
boards, such as Prestonsburg’s and
Wheelwright's, are subject to review by
the joint commission, Moyer said,
although final authority in planning and
zoning malters rests with the local
legislative bodies.

The joint commission is made up of five
county appointees, one for each
magisterial district and one countywide.
two Prestonsburg appointees, ana one tor

each of the municipalities of Martin, .

If you've been putting off cleaning up
those fence rows and mowing weeds,
good—put it off a while longer, says Lee
Nelson, chief wildlife research biologist
with the Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources

Most ground nesting birds, including
quail, will be actively nesting until about
the middle of July. Mowing operations
before this time are among the prime
destroyers of nests, according to Nelson

Of course, hay must be cut when it's
ready and when the weather isright, but
leaving an eight-foot uncut strip around
the edge of the field will provide wildlife
cover and allow most nests lo survive,
Nelson says, since wildlife tends to con-
centrate around field borders.

Idle fields must be mowed periodically
to keep down brush, but if this mowing is
done in strips on alternate years, much
wildlife habitat will be preserved and the
new growth in the mowed areas will pro-
vide additional food for rabbits and other
species. Bul again, remember to wail un-
til after the middle of July to do your
bush-hogging

Some farm ‘‘clean up' operations are
“clear out” signals to wildlife, Nelson
says. A clean fence row offers no food or
shelter, but one allowed to grow up in
brush and shrubs provides excellent
habitat. Odd corners of the farm should
also be allowed to grow naturally instead
of being cleared just for the sake of ap-
pearance.

“Clean’” farming. growing huge fields
of a single crop, plowing to the fences and
other current agricultural practices, may
be necessary from the standpoint of
economics. Nevertheless they destroy
much wildlife habital, Nelson says. Wild-
life thrives in areas with varied land-
scapes and vegetative types, with an
abundance of '‘edges’ beiween
croplands, meadows, pastures and wood-
lands.

The loss of these edges, Nelson says,
makes il increasingly important for land-
owners to be aware of the techniques of
wildlife enhancement—and there are
many things a landowner can do to help
wildlife. The Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources will offer technical ad-
vice and assistance to anyone wanting a
wildlife plan for their property. Interested
landowners should get in touch with their
local conservation officer for details, or
write to Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources, Division of Public Relations,
Frankfort, Ky.

He Drew the Line on 'Possum . . .

Combs’ ‘Tracks’ in Print

Former Gov. Bert T. Combs autographs a copy of his recently published public
papers during a reception in the Old Capitol last week. He received the first
volume of his papers, which he refers to as his "'track record,” at the reception
sponsored by the Kentucky Hislorical Society and the Kentucky Advisory Com-
mission on Public Documents. Watching Combs sign the volume are Robert Sex-
ton, Council on Higher Education and general edilor for the commission, second
from right, and George W. Robinson, editor of the Combs’ papers and history pro-

fessor at Eastern Kentucky University.

Bert T. Combs, Kentucky's 46th gover-
nor, was most often quoted as saying, “'1
want to leave some tracks to show I was
here."”

Last Friday afternoon, Former Gov.
Combs received a copy of his *“track
record’” —recently published public
papers during his term of office. The
volume contains 168 speeches, messages,
press releases and executive orders.

After Combs received the volume, the
Kentucky Historical Society and the Ken-
tucky Advisory Commission on Public
Documents sponsored a reception honor-
ing him in the Old Capitol at Frankfort.

Editor George Robinson, history pro-
fessor at Eastern Kentucky University,
Ed Prichard and John Ed Pearce, who
wrote the foreward for the volume, head-
ed the list of guests.

“Combs was a governor of the 60s, in
spirit as in fact, and his administration
reflected and expressed the mood and
philosophy of the times,” said Pearce. “It
was a time when the cry was for
more—more roads, more schools, more
hospitals, more development, more
parks—and Combs struck a responsive
chord when he heeded the demand and
found the means to meet it.”

Whether cutting ribbons, crowning
queens or dedicating a park, Combs’ tan
face was always wreathed in a wry smile.
He always wore a white lrencheoat, which
became his rademark,

Another Combs trademark was the
“varminl suppers’ he held at the man-
sion to entertain reporters, editors and
politicians.

“These occasions were called ‘varmint
suppers’ because, like dinners in Eastern
Kentucky, we always had wild game for
the main course," Combs explains. “We
had rabbit, squirrel, groundhog, raccoon,
quail and pheasanl. Bul [ drew the line at
oppossum.

Another tradition started by Combs was
the planting of rose gardens and tulips on
the Capitol grounds prior to Derby Day.
He hired a landscape gardener to beautify
the grounds surrounding the Capitol.

“I had the idea that Frankfort, the
capitol city, should be as beautiful as
possible,” said Combs. "“There were so
many school children who visited the
Capitol each year, and 1 wanted to make
their visit meaningful."

Anoether of Combs’ innovations to make
the grounds more beautiful was the floral
clock, which has since become one of
Frankfort's major tourist attractions

“I got the idea for the clock when I saw
one at Niagara Falls, across the river in
Canada. | had already started the plan-
ting of flowers, and I thought a floral
clock would provide the finishing touch,"
Combs recounted.

Combs originally planned to cut costs
by using prison labor to build the clock,-
and a watch company agreed to buy Lhe
time mechanism. His plans went awry.

“The unions started objecting to prison
labor, and I knew they would picke! the
Capitol grounds,”” Combs said. *‘That
meant prison labor was oul, and the
watch company reneged al the last
minute.”

The clock finally cost the state about
$60,000, about four times the original
estimate, and gave “Happy' Chandler,
Combs’ long-lime political opponent
something to talk about,

“‘Happy said [ was spending money like
it was going out of style, and he was hay-

‘ing a good time with the clock,” Combs

isaid. "Butl 1 got a- break. The Kentucky

Also during his administration, Combs
had the statue of Gov. William Goebel
moved from in front of the Capitol to the
Old Capitol near the spot where the gover-
nor was killed in 1900. i

‘] took a lot of ribbing over the Goebel

* Statue,” Combs recalled: “And then I got

the bright idea to move Daniel Boane lo
the Old Capitol. The roads al Lthe
Frankfort cemetery did not permit heavy
vehicles, such as school buses to get to the
grave. | though his grave should be more
accessible to school children.”

But Combs never gol the courage lo
move Boone's remains because of a call
from a drunk at a cocktail lounge one
evening. F

*“This fellow said, 'Combs. you might
have near ruined this state already with
all your toll roads and foolish expen-
ditures like thal silly clock, so, for God's

sake, let Daniel Boone rest in peace,”
Combs laughingly recalled.

When asked about his plans for the
future, Combs replied, ‘I certainly don't
have any political plans, i's a young
man's game, and there's no education in
the second kick of a mule.”

When asked to visualize Kentucky at
the turn of the century, Combs pondered
for a minute and said, “*Assuming there is
no great international trauma at that
time; I see no reason why Kentucky won’t
be what it should be—a combination of its
romance and tradition, and a progressive,
industrial state."

Program Aimed at Getting
Better Teachers Under Way

Kentucky educators are joining
together to tackle a complex teacher-
education issue that some say is the key lo
keeping and building public confidence in
the profession.

Teachers themselves, being the pro-
ducts of college and university programs,
are among those calling the loudest for
changes in the way teachers are trained
They're well aware of problems and
needs.

But the higher education people who do

training are also in the forefront of the
Kentucky movement to find new ways of
assessing the competency of persons
planning to teach and of evaluating
course offerings as they relate o the real
world of teaching.

Together they are now at work on
developing recommendations for a com-
prehensive assessment program for
would-be teachers. The study is being
done by a broad-based committee on
assessment for teacher certification that
has been established by the Kentucky
Council on Teacher Education and Cer-
tification,

Mrs. June Lee and Dr. Warren Corbin,
president of the Kentucky Associalion of
Colleges for Teacher Education, say the
committee hopes.to have a final report in
June, 1981. Corbin, who serves with Mrs.
Lee on the committee on assessment,
chairs the Department of Education at
Northern Kentucky Universitly in
Highland Heights.

They emphasize that the committee has
no intention of proposing an assessment
program for teachers already on the job,
since there already is an evaluation pro-
cess within each school system for cer-
tified teachers

““The program will be no threal to the
people already in teaching,' said Corbin.
“It is a move toward a much more com-
prehensive system of assessment in the
pre-service education of teachers than is
currently in place in most institutions,”

“This is a complex issue and we're
serious about it. We want to be more
selective about who goes into the profes-
sion. We want to consider an extended in-
ternship period.”

Patients Have Rights, Too
The idea of being in the hospital
might make you cringe and attempt
to cover up your broken bones, but
it doesn’t have to be all that bad. If
you go with a basic knowledge of
your rights and privileges, your stay
shouldn't be too painful.

For example, you don't have to
agree to everything that is suggested
10 you. You may be lying there in
a white sheet, frightened to death
while doctors and nurses of all
shapes and sizes huddle around the
bed. but that doesn’t mean that you
have to accept everything they say.
If you are not certain that a
medication. test, or procedure is
completely necessary, you have the
right to refuse it. It always makes
sense to know what you're getting
and to ask the doctor exactly what
the medication or treatment
involves.

If you want to leave the hospital
al any time, you are [ree to do so,
no matter what the doctor says. If
it is against medical advice, you will
have to sign a form that says so. This
is merely to protect the doctor and
hospital against the threat of a legal
suit.

In most hospitals, you have to give
written permission for a diagnostic
test. The tests that require such a
form include an arteriogram, biopsy,
cardiac catheterization, cholangio-
gram, cholecystoscopy, endoscopy,
myelogram, pneumoencephalogram,
or intravenous pyelogram. You
should give permission only once you
are completely satisfied that the test
is necessary.

If you agree to an operation and
later change your mind, tell your
doctor. If a consent form has already
been signed, ask for it back and tear
it up. You have a perfect right to do
this.

The New Drugs in Cancer
“Cures” for cancer, as regularly
heralded in sensational headlines,
are 1o be viewed with extreme
suspicion. Even “breakthroughs,” a
generally safe terpn that covers a
wide range of medical discoveries,
are rare occurrences and should be
examined carefully before being
applauded. But some ‘recent dis-
coveries are indeed welcome news as
they suggest a better understanding
of one of our most common and
dreaded diseases.

The name 7-con-0-methylnogarol
may not mean anything to you now,
but could eventually prove useful in
the treatment of cancer victims. The
antitumor drug, developed last year
by scienuists at the Upjohn Com-
pany, showed significantly greater
anlicancer. activity and less toxicity
than drugs presently used in labora-
tory studies on small animals.

Another breakthrough involves
the potential cure for certain forms
of childhood leukemia. Dr. Gene H.
Stollerman of the University of
Tennessee in Memphis says the
reasonable chance of a permanent
cure now is a reality for youngsters
suffering from acute lymphocytic
leukemia, the dread fulminant
cancer of children.

His stalement is based on the
positive results of a rigorous,
long-term “total therapy™ program
developed and conducted at St.
Jude’s.  Research  Center in
Memphis.

Dr. Stollerman concluded that
childhood leukemia appears curable
in more than one-third of all
newly-diagnosed patients who
receive appropriaté therapy. The St.
Jude program has already been
copied around the country.

Breast cancer victims, numbering
106,000 women yearly in the United
States alone, are also the recipients
of good news, -Because of public
awareness, most of these women
discover the disease when it is still
confined to the breast, and following
prompt treatment, 85 percent of the
victims are alive five vears later.

Many women, however, discover
the cancer only after it has spread
to the lymph nodes. In the past, this
has greatly reduced the chances for
survival,

Now there is hope for treating
cancer once it has gone beyond the

There are thousands of communities
across the country that are without
adequate medical assistance. The
Physicians' Placement Service is a
national clearinghouse that operates
under the American Medical As-
sociation (AMA) and brings
together doctors who want to
relocate™and communities who need
them.

are having, you should have a choice
of anesthesia. What you should do
is make sure that you meet with an
anesthesiologist (M.D.) or anesthe-
tist (R.N.) and let him or her know
what experiences, if any. you've had
in the past with certain
anesthetics,

Remember that at any time, you
have the right to change doctors.
Gather together all your charm and
wit, and simply tell him he stinks.
He (or she) may be just as willing
to leave you and may even have
another doctor to recommend.

Some hospitals, especially those
affiliated with a university, may
dispatich a contingent of medical
students to examine you. Remember
that these are the doctors of the
future and that they get the best
training from working in real
hospitals. If, however, you are tired
and weak and find the experience
particularly humiliating, you have a
legitimate right to ask them to stop.
You do not have to be examined
repeatedly.

If your child is being treated and
you want to stay with him, but the
hospital has no rooming-in policy,
have an exception made. If the
doctor agrees and puts it in writing,
then it becomes *‘doctor’s orders”
and nothing can be done about it—it
is the sacred text of the hospital.

If there’s no spare room for you,
you can always stay in a chair by
your child’s bed. Insist that if you
are going to give consent for certain
treatment, vou have to monitor the
child’s condition. Otherwise, you can
declare your permission invalid as it
wasn’t based in informed
knowledge.

Remember, there’s always a way
of doing these things as long as you
speak in hospital language. They'll
get the message.

Treatment

breast. The drug tamoxifen, when
administered with chemotherapy
immediately after mastectomy, is
said to be more effective than past
treatments. Tamoxifen, used in the
past in more advanced cases of the
disease, is now being used by doctors
at an earlier stage. The theory is that
many, if not most, breast caneers are
linked with the hormone estrogen.
Tamoxifen is an antiestrogen agent
that has displayed a notable ability
to halt the growth of estrogen-
connected tumors.

Another treatment for the same
extreme form of cancer is the “five
drug method.” a multi-drug attack
on the disease that lasts for nine
months after breast removal. The
method, used in the past for the
successful treatment of certain forms
of childhood leukemia, offers women
with four or more cancer-invaded
lymth nodes a two-out-of-three
chance of living eight years free of
the disease.

The authors of the treatment add
that these high-risk patients can
expect 1o live without recurrence of
cancer for a median of eighteen
years after surgery. Since the mean
age of these palients is 49, an
average palient could expect to live
only four or five years less than the
expected female lifespan. The drugs

vinerjstine, prednisone, methotrex-
ate, fluorouracil, and cyclophos-
phamide are given orally and

intravenously and involve no hospital
stay.

Natural defenses against cancer
and other viral diseases have also
been explored. Research by scientists
at the Upjohn Company suggests
that physicians may someday be able
to stimulate the body’s natural
defenses against these discases.
Studies done in both live animals
and human cells show that certain
chemicals induce cells to produce a
protein called interferon.

Interferon is produced when cells
are invaded by viruses. While it does
not aid the invaded cells, it does
stimulate other cells to produce a
substance that prevents growth of
the virus.

Although these stu'ies are
preliminary, they are a bold step in
the direction of promoting natural
bodily defenses against disease.

Diabetes:

New Treatment, But Still No Cure

Before the discovery of insulin in
1921, diabetes was a feared disease
that doomed the patient to a
miserable life and an early death.
Today, diabetics can much more
effectively control their condition,
mainly because of the many im-
proved forms of insulin. But the key
word here is control because there
still exists no cure for this perplexing
disease.

Diet

Diet has always been one of the
primary forms of treatment for
diabetics, usually along with oral
anti-diabetic drugs or insulin. Now,
doctors are beginning to look to diet

alone as the best way 1o treat
adult-onset diabetes.
The emphasis on diet alone

follows a controversy among doctors
over both the safety and value of
easy-to-take oral anti-diabetic drugs.
A major study of these medications
suggests that they do little, if
anything, to control blood sugar and
may even be dangerous, Diel, along
with exercise, is what experts feel
would be the safest form of
treatment. If that fails, then insulin
is the first choice, followed by the
oral anti-diabetic drugs.

in the pancreas gland. A diabetic’s
pancreas fails to regulate the amount
of sugar in the blood with insulin.
Researchers have been working on
pancreatic cell transplants.and have
made some progress. At Washington
University Medical School in St.
Louis; a research team has succeed-
ed in transplanting insulin-producing
pancreatic cells from healthy to
diabetic rats. The cells survived over
three months; but, most importantly,
they reduced the rats’ diabetic
symptoms.

The scientists injected the cells
into a blood vessel leading to the
liver. Simultaneously, they injected
the rats with a substance to keep the
rats' bodies from rejecting the new
cells. Dr. Paul Lacy, who headed the
rescarch team, feels this is a
tremendous breakthrough but only
because, for one thing, similar
experiments have failed in other
animals. Whether animal pancreas
cells could be transplanted into
humans is unknown.

It would not be unusual to use
animal pancreas cells in transplant-
ing to humans because the insulin
that is presently in use by diabetics
is made from the pancreases of cattle
and pigs. Most insulin on the market
is a mixture of both beef and pork
insulin. Researchers are hopeful that
in the near future a synthetic insulin

The Lacy technique for trans-
planting cells cannot yet be tried on
humans since no way 15 known lo
remove the cells if they prove
harmful to the diabetic.

Artificial Insulin Producers
At least six major research centers
in the United States, Canad4 and
Europe are working on a vest pocket
artificial pancreas capable of keep-
ing blood sugar at a normal level.
This device would be worn or carried
by diabetics.

Experts feel this vest pocket
pancreas is within range of current
technology. It consists of a mi-
cropump, an insulin reservoir, a
power source and a minicomputer
preprogrammed to maintain a steady
insulin flow rate as well as to provide
extra insulin at mealtime. The flow
rate would be determined individual-
ly for each person.

Maintaining a steady [flow of
insulin would be of tremendous
importance. Experts feel that it is
the wild swings of blood sugar levels
that cause many of the complica-
tions associated with diabetes—
kidney disease, eye problems, heart
attacks.

The artificial pancreas has yet to
be perfected but there is a device
that performs part of the artificial

.

pancreas’ function. It is a large
bedside unit that can monitor a
diabetic’s blood sugar level and also
inject the insulin as needed. A few
are in experimental use in North
America.

Everything Else You Wanted
To Know
Up until now, there has not been &
book for the layman to answer
everything he wanted 1o know about
diabetes but was afraid, or reluctant,
to ask his doctor. The ABC’s of
Diabetes (Crown Publishers). writ-
ten by Caryl Dow Jorgensen. R.N.
and John E. Lewis, Ph.D, is just such
a book. It was written 1o be used as
a sourcebook for the diabetic to
answer questions about diet, exer-
cise, medications, traveling, ete.
Perhaps no other disease places
more responsibility on the patient
than does diabetes. Diabetics must
overcome the fear that comes with
knowing they have an incurable
disease, Help is available from the
American Diabetes Association.

Dealing with Death in the Family

Though the subject of death and
dying is a popular one today, many
parents still regard discussions of
death with their children as taboo.
They may feel that by telling their
children that Grandma is sleeping,
that Daddy has gone to heaven or
that Uncle Henry went on a long
trip, they are shielding them from
sadness and trauma.

Is it any wonder, then, that the
confused offspring ask when Grand-
ma will wake up, when Uncle Henry
will come back from his travels and
when they can visit Daddy?

Most bereavement counselors feel
that parents should be candid with
their children when death occurs.
Though your five-to-seven year old
may appear to be young and
vulnerable, he or she actually has a
very natural curiosity about death.
Like you, your child goes through a
mourning process, which can take
anywhere from six months to a
couple of years to run its cycle. But,
while adults begin the first stages of
mourning immediately upon learn-
ing of the death of a loved one,
children usually begin theirs weeks
or months after the death.

How can you help your child cope
with the loss of a loved one?

Be honest and straightforward.
Don't tell your child that their dead
Grandmother is “sleeping.” That
could pose problems when bedtime
arrives, causing your child to wonder
if he or she will also be unable to
wake up in the morning. To say that
Uncle has gone on a long trip may
make your child nervous the next
time you pack your bags.

Explain death simply, gently and
factually. Assuring your child that
he or she had nothing to do with the
death could help the child who
secretly wished her brother was dead
the day he stepped on her favorite
doll and now fears that her wishes
caused his death.

Tell your child that anyone can
die: It isn’t something that happens
only to elderly people.

Prepare your child. show him or
her that crying is a perfectly natural
way to show grief; but den't rush
matters. Your child will mourn in his
or her own time. He simply needs to
gain the courage to do so. Don't be
afraid to talk about the deceased
relative and to share your feelings.
And, don’t shy away from crying in
front of or with your child. Such
shared tears may actually promote
healing. and bring you closer
together.

Help your child. When your now
motherless seven-year old daughter
asks who will make her dinner for
her, don't ignore her. When your
nine-year old son wonders who will
take him to the Father-Son Little
League dinner now that Daddy's
gone, don’t shrug your shoulders and
say you don't know. Explain to your

‘adjust to the notion of d

daughter that while no one can ever
replace her mother, you, an aunt or
a neighbor will take care of her.

Often, children must test their
environment before openly mourn-
ing. They need to be assured that life
will continue, that someone will still
care for them. It's important, then,
to continue your children’s daily
routines. They need a sense of
stability at this point in their lives.
This is not the time to move or 1o
enroll the kids in a less expensive
public school.

Refrain from telling your chiid
that he or she is now the man or
woman of the house and must take
the place of the absent parent. It's
hard enough for a young person to
lose a parent. He or she doesn’t need
to assume adult responsibilities as
well.

Ask vour child beforehand if he or
she wants to attend the wake and
funeral. Explain what will take
place—possibly an open casket,
people openly crying, a religious
service, Let the child decide if he
wants to attend. If he does decide to
go, stay by his side throughout the
visit or service; hold his hand to
reassure him, Don’t ask your child
to touch or kiss the deceased. That
could be extremely traumatizing.

Take your child 10 visit the
cemetery. According 1o some
studies, witnessing the burial and
visiting the grave can help children
adjust to death and ease their
passage through the mourning
process. Before visiting the ceme-
tery, however, be sure to explain
what burial means.

Encourage your child to put his or
her feelings on paper. Dramng a
picture of the deceased parent or
writing a poem or story a_boln ‘the
deceased grandmother will the
child to express the loss shc fecls.

across the low red clay hills: the small,
wooden Cross Roads Baptist Church of
Christ in Paulding county, the cemetery
next to it—dating back more than a cen-
tury—and the clusters of new marble
headstones standing among the weather,,
worn markers of the graves of five
generations of north Georgia citizens
whose descendants still worship there.

The uniform new stones mark some of
the oldest graves in Lthe little
cemetery—Confederate graves. They are
a distant legacy from the governmenl
these soldiers fought against, supplied by
the Veterans Administration’s Depart-
ment of Memorial Affairs

Thanks to Douglas Griffith, whose
great-grandfather joined the chureh in
1862, and who verified the names and
gravesites of nearly 60 Confederate
soldiers, VA was able to add them Lo the
ever-growing list of other Confederate
soldiers throughout the South whose
graves are memorialized by the same
markers found in any of the country's na-
Lional cemeteries.

Although the national cemetery system
was formed after the Civil War to care for
the graves of Union soldiers, veterans of
the Confederate forces have been eligible
for VA grave markers since 1906.

VA officials say the bicentennial
foslered extensive interest in local history
and triggered a wave of research in
southern states to identify the graves of
Civil War soldiers

One of the largest of these projects has
been conducted by the American Legion
in Montgomery, Ala., where its members
have worked with local historical society
to identify nearly 350 Confederale
gravesites in a city cemetery and 400
others in nearby areas.

VA's Department of Memorial Affairs
prepared and shipped 521 markers [or
Confederate graves in 1977, and in 1978, a
total of 770 markers were ordered. A year
later, the number rose to 1,154, and so far
this year 448 have been sent out.

VA officials said authentication of
gravesites is usually accomplished from
state archives, local historical organiza-
tions, or family and church records.

For people such as Douglas Griffith, it's
a matter of obligation. ““There’s not much
you can do for a dead soldier but preserve
his memory,” he says. *“We gwe them
that much.™

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According to UK Poll . . .

Economy, Not Fuel,
Top State Concern

The economy continues to dominate
Kentuckians' list of major problems fac-
ing the slate, according lo the University
of Kentucky Survey Research Center
(UK-SRCQ).

The latest UK-SRC Poll marks the first
time that a clear majority—54 percent of
the 871 adults surveyed—named
economic problems as their main con
cern.

A similar statewide telephone survey
last fall also showed the economy to be a
major concern in the state. Only 44 per-
cent of the respondents, however, singled
it out in the earlier survey.

“*What's happened is that concern with
the economy has increased, while concern
with the energy crisis has dropped off
substantially,” said Michael Baer, chair-
man of the UK political science depart-
ment and co-director of the poll.

Energy was identified as the major pro-

. blem by nine percent of the respondents in

the latest survey, compared to 18 percent
in the fall.

The question was phrased this way: “In
your opinion, what do you think is the
most important problem facing Kentucky
these days?"

The spring poll asked a total of 72 ques-
tions on topics ranging from politics to the
arts. Among the political questions were
those asking Kentuckians to rate the job
performances of Presidenl Jimmy
Carter, Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. and the
Kentucky legislature.

President Carter drew an “‘excellent”
rating from seven percent and a ‘‘good"
rating from 29 percent of those surveyed.
Another 38 percent rated him “fair'’ and
22 percent picked “‘poor' as a response.
The remainder said either “don’t know"
or gave no answer.

For Gov. Brown, eight percent rated his
job performance as “excellent,'’ 38 per-
cent said ““good,” 27 percent “fair’’ and
only nine percent “poor.”” Another 17 per-

cent said “don’t know."

"“A lot of people pointed out that Brown
hadn’t been in office long enough for them
to form a judgment about him," said
Baer.

Asked to rate the Kentucky
legislature's job, three percent of those
surveyed said “‘excellenl,”” 34 percent
“good,” 39 percent “fair'’ and eight per-
cent “‘poor.’" Another 15 percent had no
opinion.

While Kentuckians did not give par-
ticularly high marks to their leaders, a
large majority believe the state to be a
nice place to live. In the latest poll; 87 per-
cent picked “‘excellent” or “good' as an
answer to that question. Thal compares
with 86 percent in a UK-SRC poll last spr-
ing.

Interviewing on the latest UK-SRC poll
was conducteg between March 26 and
April 17. Telephone numbers were
selected at random.

Respondents were asked to rate the
quality of government in Kentucky and to
compare it with other states. Government
in Kentucky was rated “excellent” or
“good” by 51 percent and “‘fair” or
“poor” by 35 percent. Almost two-thirds
said the guality of government in the state
was about the same compared to most
other states,

Questions on tax issues were also in-
cluded on the UK-SRC spring poll. It was
explained to respondents this way:
“During the special session of the Ken-
tucky legislature last year (1979), the
legislators passed House Bill 44. This
placed a limit on the amount property
taxes could be increased. If you had an op-
portunity to vote on House Bill 44, would
you vote for it (yes), against it (no), or
wouldn't you vote?"”’

By a similar 2-to-1 margin, 52 percent of
those surveyed said “‘yes" and 25 percent
said “no."

Asked about waste by local govern-
ment, 82 percent said most local govern-
ments in the state waste at least some lax
money, while 76 percent said their own
local governments waste at least some.

Only 20 percent called for a reduction in
local taxes if it meant cutting local ser-
vices,

The poll also asked respondents who
said they were registered voters about
their preference in the upcoming Ken-
tucky presidential primary on May 27.
President Carter was the choice of 52 per-
cent of the 334 registered Democrats in
the survey. Ronald Reagan was picked up
by 55 percent of the 181 registered
Republicans surveyed. Edward Kennedy
was named by 16 percent and George
Bush by 19 percent

GI Home Loan
Interest Drops

The first decrease in the GI home loan
interest rate ceiling since 1976 was an-
nounced last week by Velerans Ad-
ministration chief Max Cleland.

The new maximum rate—13
percent—will take effect Monday, April
28. It is a full point below the record 14
percent ceiling which has been in effect
since April 3.

For a veteran buying a home with a
30-year, $50,000 GI loan, the one percent
rate decrease will lower the monthly pay-
ment by about $50.

The rate change does not affect existing
loans, Cleland pointed out. Once a loan is
made the interest rate remains the same
over the life of the loan.

The new 13 percent rate was agreed
upon jointly by VA and the Department of
Housing and Urban Development, and is
in line with interest rate reductions in the
private sector.

VA guarantees loans made by private
lenders to eligible veterans, unmarried
surviving spouses and active duty
military personnel. The guaranty covers
60 percent of the loan amount or 8 max-
imum of $25,000, whichever is lower.

VA has guaranteed loans worlh $8.6
billion so far in fiscal year 1980. Since the
GI loan guaranty program began in 1944,
approximately 10.5 million loans worth
$178.6 billion have been guaranteed by
VA, Cleland said.

Stumbo Cites
Medicaid ‘Cure’

Holding down new Medicaid services
while keeping Medicaid recipients out of
institutions is the way to cure the failing
health of the Medicaid system, according
to Dr. Grady Stumbo

The secretary of the state Department
for Human Resources, addresing the Ken-
tucky Hospital Association on Tuesday in
Louisville, said the Medicaid program
“right now is broke" and operales at a
deficil.

“1f we hold the line on offering expen-
sive new Medicaid services and also cut
back the annual rate of increase in the
pure intensily of medical care, we can
reduce the historical annual rate of in-
crease in Medicaid cost by nearly one-
third,"" Stumbo said.

He told some 250 hospital ad-
ministrators and workers that he plans to
ask the slate's Cerlificate of Need and
Licensure Board to delcare a one-year
moratorium on new nursing home
construction at their next meeting. "Some
$40 million in federal money for primary
care comes into this state each year,”
Stumbo said, “‘and I plan to gel money by
not supporting institutions. If you build a
nursing home with a thouaand beds,
you're going to fill them up."

Stumbeo attributed nearly two-thirds Df
increasing Medicaid costs to inflation, “a
factor completely beyond our control.”
He said other increases in real ad-
ministrative costs “‘account for only 2 per-
cent of the overall cost growth problems.”
Increased utilization “‘accounts for only 5
percent of the overall problem,” Stumbo
said

Stressing cost containment as
“Kentucky's new phase of public financ-
ing of health care,” Stumbo encouraged
state control of health care “‘rather than it
being a national issue.”’ He said states
“appear to be the most appropriate level
al which rising health costs can be con-
trolled.™

The stale Human Resources Depart-
ment administers federal Medicaid
dollars to state physicians, pharmacists
and other medical service providers who
serve Medicaid card holders in Kentucky
Currently, there are about 316,000 Ken-
tuckians eligible for Medicaid, about 9
percent of the state's population.

A recent study by the Department of
Education has revealed that Kentucky's
classrgoms now contain 366 Indo-Chinese

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The Oregon Trail to Adventure

Oregon is legendary for its natural,
unspoiled beauty. Rugged moun-
tains, lush forests, and hundreds of
clear lakes and streams attract
vacationers -throughout the year.
Although camping, fishing and
mountain climbing are among the
most popular activities, many people
come just to enjoy the spectacular
scenery so unique to Oregon.

One of the nation’s most beautiful
scenic routes is the 400 mile Oregon
coast line paralleled by U.S. High-
way 101, Along this route, forests jut
out into the Pacific Ocean and
waysides provide excellent views of
beaches and state parks along the
drive. In Central Oregon, a 100-mile
loop drive called the Cascade Lakes
Highway is also a very scenic route.
Along the way are excellent views of
the Cascade peaks, alpine lakes and
meadows, and vast fields of lava.

Oregon’s beautiful state parks
provide thousands of campsites and
picnic sites. Most of Oregon's state
parks are open for overnight camp-
ing from mid-April through Oc-
tober, but several parks stay open for
camping  during the  winter
months

Some of Oregon's state parks are
of great historic interest. Champoeg
Stare Park is the “birthplace” of
Oregon. It is the site where Oregon's
Provisional government was estab-
lished in 1843. Within the park.
there is a visitor information and
interpretive center which contains
exhibits on the Champoeg area.

The Collier Memorial State Park,
on the Dalles-California Highway
about thirty miles north of Klamath
Falls, has a logging museum on park
grounds. This museum has displays
that show the evolution of the
logging industry, including equip-
ment and methods used in central
Oregon.

Another state park of historical
interest is the Fort Stevens State
Park on the northernmost part of the
Oregon coast. It was originally
established by the United States
Army during the Civil War as a
defense port near the mouth of the
Columbia River. The park employs
a full-time historian and offers
guided " bus tours of -the area.

The Crater Lake National Park is
more famous for a freak of nature
than for historical reasons. Located
in Oregon’s southern Cascades,
Crater Lake was formed thousands
of years ago when the top of Mt
Mazama, one of the highest moun-
tains in Oregon, collapsed and left
a wvery deep .cavity. Over time,
precipitation filled up the crater.
The result is a' beautiful blue lake
about 2,000 feet deep and six miles
in diameter, with two islands in the
middle. Visitors can follow a paved
road around the rim of the crater
and enjoy a breathtaking view of the
lake below.

Because the lakes and streams in
Oregon are so plentiful and unpollut-
ed, sport fishing is a very popular
recreational activity throughout the
state. Salmon and steelhead fishing
are especially popular, and there are
many boat charter services available
throughout the season. The Pacific
Ocean is an excellent place to fish
for salmon, and both salmon and
steelhead can be found on the main
tributaries of the Columbia River.

Trout and land locked salmon are
the most popular fish found in fresh
waters. There are 1,000 lakes and
46.000 miles of streams in Oregon
that are teeming with several species
of trout.

Oregon's many waterways offer

more than just good fishing, how-
ever, and some vacalioners bring
along their rubber rafts, drift boats
and kavaks for white water
adventures.

The famous Rogue River in
southern Oregon is one of only ten
federally designated *“wild and
scenic™ rivers in the United States

A trip on this river could take a few
hours or several days, depending on
how far you wanted to go into
Oregon’s ruggt.d back country.

The Grande Ronde, a remote river
in._northeastern Oregon, . is a good
place for novice white water adven-
turers to practice their skills. There
are several rapids on this picturesque
river which offer excitement but
little danger.

Mountain climbers from all over
the world come 10 Oregon to climb
the famous 11,235-foot Mt. Hood.
This peak is the highest point in the
state, and it towers over surrounding
forests, streams and lakes.

Traffic in December, 1979 and January,
1980 was actually higher than for the
same two-month period in 1978-'79, partly
because the winter weather was less
severe, he said.

Total toll road revenue—including tolls
collected and concession revenues—is
down only about $400,000, or aboul 3 per-
cent, over the July-March nine-month
period, from $14.43 million to just over $14
million, Smith said

He speculated that the downward trend
is due to the high price of fuel and to coal
not being mined at the same rale—mean-
ing fewer trucks on the road.

“Considering the state of the economy,
we don't feel a bit bad about the
decreases,” he commented

Smith said revenues are slill running
above original estimates of what the
roads were predicted o bring in on seven
of the nine parkway systems, with the
Western Kentucky and Purchase
parkways the only two exceptions.

According to Bill Kendall of KYDOT's
accounts division, total revenue realized
from tolls and concessions in FY 78-'78
was $19.4 million. He said $18 million was
expected for FY 79-'80

Kendall said the parkway lease rental
requirements for the current fiscal year
total about $53.7 million. Maintenance and
operations costs will raise the total for
operation of the toll roads to more than
$61 million.

The difference between toll revenues
and expenditures is made up through the
KYDOT Road Fund

We do not always agree with the Presi-
dent but he would be a hero, had the
rescue mission succeeded.

Missions begin at home. We cannot buy
friendship among Third World countires
or elsewhere. No one would deny aid to
victims of natural disasters anywhere,
but God no more expects America (o sup-
port the world than he expects one man Lo
finance all Floyd County

The United States has disarmed far
past the point of danger. Some of our “top
brass,” in office and retired, insist we
could not win a war today. Besides, who
here wants war? Even junior high
students know that preparedness and
force (if needed) are the only language
some of our opponents know. Neither is
possible on short notice. As thousands
continue to flee from lands under those
seeking world domination we must admil
the would-be conguerors are doing a good
job. Centuries ago, Peler the Greal,
emperor and founder of modern Russia,
said he could look down [rom his window
and see all of Europe, and thal some day
it would be part of the Russian kingdom,
which, according to published reports,
now controls three-fourths of the people
and our-fifths of its land.

Regardless of which party is in power,
for decades we have consistently followed
a dangerous course, providing strength,
etc. to sworim antagonists, feeding some,
selling them items that would be of vast
help in wartime. The middle class of the
U.S. is horribly overtaxed, while some
millionaires have not paid IRS a dime of
tax in some years, publications maintain.
Often philanthropic foundations establish-
ed by wealthy families provide loopholes
to escape paying taxes, and give them the
power some crave. On all levels of
government in some places some can-
didates spend far in excess of what their
respective salaries are. There can be only
one explanation. True, the dollar per
voter donated via IRS returns helps
many, but it has only been in effect a short
time. Before then huge sums were con-
tributed by individuals and corporations
to political campaigns. Who thinks
nothing was expected in return? Shame
on us to tolerate such, while we beg God to
honor and protect us.

At last more citizens are beginning to
see the handwriting on the wall as moral
deterioration escalates. Christians in
large numbers are starting lo mobilize.
Will it be too late? Indisputably, big
governmenl is the major cause of infla-
tion. Spending has been the name of the
game for decades. Reagan cannol miss
the mark far when he says waste and
fraud account for fifty billion in the an-
nual U.S. budget. Graft and corruption
are so rampant they are a dishonor. At
last more of it is being exposed. But if
high officials are guilty they often go to
posh federal prisons where treatment,
regulations, ele. are quite different from
those where John Doe likely would find
himself if convicted of the same offense.
Such discrimination helps account for the
widespread discontent with government
so prevalent now

If the recession does not go inlo a real
depression, we shall be happy and shock-
ed. Fully a year ago, this eolumn with
reluctance said pay day inevitably comes
some day for nalions as well as for
families or individuals. As for balancing
the national budget, Carter and his
predecessors could long ago have done so,
had they wished! Less federal taxation
and more on the state level would im-
prove governmenl. The government
closest home is usually best. Scores and
scores of asinine projects have been apid
for by burdened taxpayers, as have
ridiculous fringe benefits and exorbitant
salary increases by and for Congress.
Does the fact that other governments are
worse give us the right to do these things,
too?

God has blessed our land as He has no
other in all history, Israel of Bible days in-
cluded. Though a God of love and mercy,
He is also God of justice, judgment and
wrath, He will not tolerate sin forever.
Might the sad defeal in that faraway
desert be a warning from above? Years
past, an Englishman said when America
ceased to be good she would no longer be
great. Woe unto us!

The recent fall in wholesale meat prices
has prompted many people to consider
the purchase of a beef side. An Extension
agricultural economist says thal while
lower prices offer a break for consumers,
they also can mean pitfalls for the unwary
buyer.

Some beef sellers can offer very altrac-
tive prices by adding cheaper cuts, such
as brisket, flank and plate.

The wholesale price of these cuts is less
than 60 cents per pound. Examine beef
very carefully if it is priced less than $1.20
a pound.

Below are several points to consider
when thinking about buying a side of beef

First, is a whole side of beef a good
financial decision? A U.S. Choice Grade,
yield 3 carcass has about 27 percenl wasle
so if you pay $1.30 per pound [or the side,
you are paying about $1.80 a pound for edi-
ble cuts. This breaks down lo a price of
about $1.50 per pound for ground heef and
$2.90 a pound for sirloin steak

You may prefer to stock up on the in-
dividual cuts you like.

Other points to consider are cash
outlay, interest and slorage cosls. These
exira cosls can add as much as 30 cents a
pound to the initial price

If you do decide to buy a side of beef,
consider the purchase very carefully
Does the purchase include cutling, wrapp-
ing and freezing” Home freezers do not
have the capacity to freeze a whole side of
beef quickly enough to maintain its guali-
ty.

To evaluale the price of a side of beefl
you are considering buying, contact your
county Extension office aboul the Beef
B.AS.E. (Buying And Selling Evalua-
tion ) program
