Cut in Funds
Fatal to Four
Planned Roads

The victory, hard won by Lelt Toler
residents late last year when the state
Transportation Department committed
$31,000 to build them a road, is already in
ashes. No state money will be available
for the road, Judge-Execulive Bill Wells
told Estill Salisbury and Bob Hamilton,
residents of thal community, at last
week's meeting of the fiscal court, as a
resull of culs in the state transportation
budgel.

Wells said the message from Bert
Banks, district superintendent at DOT’s
Pikeville office, was brief and unam-
biguous: “You can forgel every dollar
allocated to Floyd county.”

Also scuttled by the transportation cuts
are road projects planned for Big Branch
of Bull Creek, the head of Cow Creek, and
Ned's Fork of Frasure's Creek, Wells
said. The county stands to lose three-
quarters of a million dollars as a result of
the cuts in various road programs here,
he said.

The current [reeze on design funds for
KY 3, between Auxier and Inez, may
threaten plans to build a regional airport
in Martin county, Big Sandy ADD Planner
Betty Johnson lold the court. The planned
four-lane highway would have served the
airport, to be built at a site off the existing
highway near Martin county's conjunc-
tion with Floyd and Johnson counties.
“With the road gone, the airport looks
dimmer,’" she said.

Nevertheless, the regional airport
board is preparing to file a preapplication
with the Federal Aviation Administration
for construction funds for the $4.8 million
project, she said, and hopes are still high
that not only an airport but housing and
industries can be developed at the site

The court voted to commit $140,000 to
the project, as this county's share of the
$561,760 to be raised locally. Eighty per-

| cent of the funding is being sought in

federal money, with 10 percent to come
from the state and 10 percent from the
four counties to be served by the airport.

Routine resolutions sought by Julia
May, executive-director of the Floyd
County Housing Authorily, were approv-
ed by the court, but only over the protest
of District 2 Magistrate Kenneth Roberts.
Miss May asked for amendments to the
cooperative agreement between the coun-
ty and the housing authority, technically

Engineers Say
Tel-Com Plans
First of Kind

Tel-Com, Inc., of Harold, has awarded a
contract to Central Associated Engineers,
Versailles, Ky., to do strand mapping,
plant layout and design for the upgrade of
its facilities in Floyd and Pike counties,
Ky. and in Mingo counly, W.Va., accor-
ding to Robert L. Towers, director of
telecommunications for the engineering
firm,

The project, he said, is the first of its
kind in the United States to attempt to
provide modern cable TV service to rural
areas. Phase I of the undertaking will cost
$2.88 million. Phase II is in the
preliminary planning stage.

The new system will have a 40-channel
capability, it was said. The facility will
provide master head end service for ap-
proximately 12,000 subscribers of six
other CATV (cable TV) companies in
Floyd, Pike, and Knott counties, in addi-
tion to Tel-Com’s own customers. The oul-
side plant will be comprised ol approx-
imately 300 miles, serving about 6500
homes.

The service will offer three Lexington
stations, Home Box Office (HBO) and
other pay TV channels, C-Span (the Con-
gressional Channel), Atlanta Channel 17
and other super stations and various
salellite services, in addition lo tradi-
tional off-air signals. Additional features
will include fire and burglar alarms,
utility meter reading, emergency over-
ride for Civil Defense in time of erisis and
two-way capabhility.

Central Engineering Company is also
making a signal survey lo aid Cincinnati
Channel 19, a non-affiliated station.

A contract for a portion of the outside
plant construction should be ready within
90 days, it was said. The work will be done
in several phases, Path surveys for
microwave gear and associated equip-
ment will be placed on order within two to
three months, but it will be necessary to
receive appropriate orders relaling to
rates and tariffs from various county and
municipal regulalory agencies prior to
placing the new facilities in service.

Contract Seen
Late This Year
On Big Project

With the signing by Mayor Harold
Cooley of a “letter of conditions,” and
assurances by the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration of funding approval, work
contracts on the multi-million-dollar
Prestonsburg Water System expansion
and improvemenl program affecting a
sizeable section of the counly may be
awarded late this year.

This statement was made by Bill H.
Howard, superintendent of the water
system, after a conference belween cily
officials and Vernon Brown, local
representative of FmHA.

The conditions approved by the city and
transmitted to FmHA provide this fun-
ding for the giant praject:

A $1,700,00 loan from FmHA, and grants
of $1,000,000 from the Economic Develop-
ment Administration (EDA), $1,000.000
from the Appalachian Regional Commis-
sion (ARC) and $500,000 from the Housing
and Urban Development Administration
(HUD).

This total of $4,200,000 is believed to be
sufficient to meet the cost of the projeet,
planning for which was begun seven years
ago by Howard K. Bell, Engineers, of Lex-
ington.

The Floyd project is a phase of a com-
prehensive water and sewer plan
developed for the multi-county Big Sandy
Area Development District. Sewers are
not involved, however, in the immediate
construction plans here,

The project was described by Howard
as beginning here with the doubling to
three million gallons per day the capacity
of the Prestonsburg system, extension of
a 12-inch main to the site of the existing
150,000 gallon tank on the hillside
overlooking Prestonsburg and its pepléce-
ment with a 500,000-gallon reservoir.

Line extension will begin near the Col-
umbia Gas installation, approximalely
four miles south of here, cross the Big
Sandy at Sand Branch. follow the road
through Emma bottom and along the
railroad right-of-way through Dwale with
an 8 or 10-inch line into New Allen, in the

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It’s Public Education’s Next Move

The court decision holding that church-related schools are not
subject to state accreditation was received by us with mixed

emotions.

On the one hand, we are pleased that these schools are not to be
subjected to the same deadening educational formula that has
meant a steady deterioration over the years for the public school
process. It is gratifying to know, for example, that some of the
common schools' unfortunate ventures into the teaching of
mathematics and sex education and their failure with the basics
will not be forced on religion-oriented schools.

We think that public education has failed in what might be call-
ed its “‘Age of Reason” concept of education—exclusion of the
teaching of morals and the basis of all good citizenship, placing
instead undue emphasis on the materialistic in thinking and

mores.

On the other hand, we recognize the true greatness of the
public school system, a vital part of the American dream that
education, or its rudiments, shall be available to every child.
That mark of greatness, incidentally, is one of its weaknesses:
the dullard, the brilliant, the plodder, the quick-to-learn, the
disciplined and the undisciplined, are all tossed into the ‘‘melting
pot" that is the schoolroom. And chaos results. That situation,
plus laws that cripple the efforts of good, dedicated teachers to
discipline their charges, to teach them as they know they should
be taught, is in great degree responsible for the lack of respect
the common schools suffer in all parts of America.

These church schools have contributed greatly to education.
Their students do not belong to the switchblade set, they are sub-
ject to discipline, and they come to like it. They get back to the
basics in learning, thinking and behaving.

It's public education’s next move. It must convince parents
that their children can find in the common schools educational
opportunity that approaches what is offered by church-related
schools. If they can do that, few parents will be inclined to pay
the common school tax and yet go to the added expense of paying
tuition for their youngsters at private schools.

Shepherd Heirs
Staking Claim
To Knott Land

Descendants of David Kells (D.K.)
Shepherd have staked claim to 700 acres
of land in Knotl county and are prepared
to prove that the land was never legally
sold from their family.

Twenty-three heirs of D.K. Shepherd
have signed a lease giving Mart
Shepherd, leader of the effort, possession
of the land for a year. In April, Shepherd
along with other heirs set up a tent on the
property and began informing timber and
gas crews working there that it was their
land and that the work crews did not have
the descendants’ consent to be there.

The Shepherd family is challenging gas,
coal and timber companies who have for
years claimed the mineral rights on the
land.

Shepherd'’s claim is the resull of more
than two years of research that showed
numerous diserepancies in county
records. Mart Shepherd explained:

“When the power company first came
in about two years ago, they went around
asking about the land and who owned it so
they could buy a right-of-way. So they
looked up the deed and it had belonged to
D K. Shepherd, Somehow, they contacted
my brother's wife. We hired an attorney
to research the deeds in the county court-
house and found out that D K. Shepherd
had settled there in 1862. He owned 11 dif-
ferent tracts under 11 different patents.

“'Star Fire Coal Company now claims
coal rights to the land,” continued
Shepherd. "'The timber company says
they got the timber rights from Star Fire.
The Kentucky West Virginia Gas Com-
pany, who just finished laying pipe for a
well they recently dug (drilled) on the
property, says they leased the gas rights
from the Goodloe Brothers, outside
speculators who claim the land."

“All kinds of discrepancies were found
in the old records and deeds,” he explain-
ed. *‘Some deeds were completely hand-
written with the heirs’ names all listed at
the end in the same handwriling. The
names have X's by them, but there were
not witnesses and it never identifies even
who wrote the deed.

“We are disputing mineral, timber and
surface rights to at least three tracts of
land up on Buckhorn,” Shepherd added.
“The companies claiming these rights
have been notified of our action. The
timber and gas companies have both
briefly challenged us on the site, but even-
tually pulled out."

The heirs are supported in their elaim
by the Knott County Citizens for Social
and Economic Justice (CSEJ) and the
Community Unions Program of the Coun-
cil of the Southern Mountains (CSM).

According to a story in the May issue of
Mountain Life & Work, published by the
Council of the Southern Mountains, the
family has bought a small building and is
in the process of moving it lo their camp-
site on the land. **By summer we'll have a
house set up,” said Shepherd. “I'll be
planting a garden up there, too. It's just
beautiful there."

The land is located near a Kentucky
state game resort and, aside from the gas
and timber aclivity, the 300-acre tract re-
mains a wilderness. Yet, despite the isola-
tion, walking down the creek, one can still
hear the bulldozers and blasting of strip
mine operations on nearby mountains.

What will the Shepherd family do with
the land? Most of them want to settle onit.
“With real estate the way il is now, it just
makes sense, says Marl Shepherd. ““This
is our family's land, we belong here It’s a
parl of our heritage."

During World War Il, Germany fueled
its wvehicles on alcohol derived from
potatoes. The Allies also produced an
alcohol-based fuel. There were ethanol
plants in several states, including Ken-
tucky, which produced motor fuel for the
Army.
alcohol as a fuel, born of the energy crisis
and the growing realization that currenl
fuels are non-renewable

Particular interest is focused on
“gasohol,” a term generally referring to
a mix of 90 percent unleaded gasoline plus
10 percent ethanol. This 90/10 mixture can
be burned in regular vehicles with few
problems, according to current research.

Ethanol, the type of alcohol used in
gasoline, is grain alcohol. Ethyl alcohol or
ethanol can be produced from slarchy
plants whose carbohydrate content can be
fermented. The resulting yield is then fur-
ther distilled (water evaporated) down to
95 percent alcohol. This is dried to obtain
200 proof or 100 proof alcohol.

It is an expensive process, especially
since large-scale production is in its infan-
cy. But alcohol fuel producers and users
have several government incentives
available to them. One incentive is the
removal of the four-cent federal excise
tax on gasohol.

Advantages of a domestic fuel allowing
reduced foreign oil use are obvious. But
some people see disadvantages of in-
creased gasohol or pure alcohol fuel use.
There's discussion in several publications
that production of ethanol uses up more
energy than is contained in the final pro-
duct

“There is always a loss of energy when
a lower form of fuel is converted to a
higher one. For instance, in making one
unit of electrical energy, we use three
units of heat energy (from coal for exam-
ple),” according to a fact sheet published
by the Solar Energy Inforamtion Data
Bank, an Atlanta-based agency.

Processing ethanol can require up to 340
thousand BTU (British thermal units) of
energy to convert a bushel of corn with a
total energy conlent of 448 thousand BTU
into 2.6 gallons of ethanol with a total
energy content of 218 thousand BTU, ac-
cording to the Data Bank. (A British ther-
mal unit is the quantity of heat required
to raise the temperature of one pound of
water one degree Fahrenheil al or near
39.2F.) It must, however, be takeninto ac-
count that the dried grain by-product of
ethanol production contains an additional
223 thousand BTU and is an excellent
high-protein cattle food.

The Data Bank suggests the energy ex-
penditure during production be offset by
using non-fossil fuels, solar heat or waste
from power plants.

On the other hand, H. Bruce Sauer, with
the Kentucky Department of Energy,
feels coal can be used efficiently for a
positive fuel energy gain. With advanced
technology and new distilleries, energy
efficiency can be improved ten-fold with
only 37,500 BTU expended to produce a
gallon of alcohol, he said

There is also another considera-
tion—the world situation. By combining
coal and corn energy to produce ethanopl,
one is replacing use of foreign oil with a
use of a domestic liquid fuel, said Sauer,
policy analyst for the Energy Depart-
ment’s planning and evaluation office.

Besides the question about energy effi-
ciency of ethanol production, a second
concern is often voiced. Will fuel use of
grains and other agricultural products
reduce food available for the poor? Again,
use of the dried grain by-product is part of
the answer. It can be converted into food
for both cattle and humans, according to
gasohol supporters.

In any event, production of the grain, a

crease. It was suggested under the 1978
federal Emergency Act that the U.S.

State Agricullure Department depuly
commissioner Fred Walers said increas-
ed demand for grain and better prices will
encourage conservation by farmers. With
a belter grain market bringing in more
money for less grain, a farmer could af-
ford to give part of the land a rest, reasons
Waters. Now with grain prices so low, the
farmer must plow every bit of land to pro-
duce a large enough volume of grain 1o
make a living, he said.

Waters estimates 8 to 12 percenl of
America’s fuel needs could be supplied by
alcohol-based fuel. Already in the United
States, there are more than 4,000 service
stations selling gasohol. It js seld In
almost all 50 states with the greatest con-
centration in the Midwest, East Coast and
Southeast, according to the National
Gasohol Commission in Lincoln, Neb.

This concentration in the eastern
United States exisls because the major
producer of ethanol, Archer Daniels
Midland Co., has a plant in Decatur, Jil.,
which produces corn-derived sweeteners
and 200-proof ethyl alcohol. Previously
ADM was discarding alcohol as a useless
by-product. Now the company produces
50-55 million gallons of CornPower a year
and is in continual expansion.

In 1979 motorists bought 470-490 million
gallons of gasohol, according to the
Gasohol Commission. The U.S. Depart-
ment of Energy reports a total 110 billion
gallons of regular gasoline was sold in the
same time period, but the commission
does not have a breakdown on how much
was used for vehicle fuel.

Figures were hard to come by on how
many stations in Kentucky sell gasohol.
But using Revenue Department figures it
is estimated that 0.4 million gallons of
gasohol was sold in this state during 1979,
This amount is included in a total
gas/gasohol sales figure of 1,868 million
gallons.

Gasohol can be produced either com-
mercially or for private use, however, a
federal permit is needed from the Bureau
of Aleohol, Tobacco and Firearms, Tight
control over production is maintained and
the end product is denatured, or poisoned,
Lo epsure it is not used to drink.

Still Lags Here

From balloon tires and brighter
headlights to safety glass and shoulder
and lap restraints, many features have
been added to passenger cars through the
years o make them safer and more com-
fortable.

All of those features are now widely us-
ed and popular among the driving
public—all except seat and shoulder belts,

In fact, according to Bennie Malfet,
state Department of Transportation,
transporation safely coordinator, recenl
KYDOT field studies show overall safety
belt usage al only 8.7 percent for drivers
and 7.3 percent for passengers.

Kentucky figures are slightly lower
than the national usage rate for drivers of
.abmu 11 percent, down from- 14 percent

‘usage in 1978, according to U.S. Depart-

ment of Transportation studies.

According to the KYDOT study, safety
belt usage in Kentucky was highest on in-
terstates and parkways and lowest on
rural two-lane roads. While no significant
difference was noted between male and
female usage rates, children use safety
belts less frequently, he said.

Maffet said the safety benefit of belts
“‘stands out over and above all other safe-
ty fealures.” Installed in all cars, the
belts ‘do nothing for us if we sit on them
instead of under them,” he added. If 80
percent of all Kentuckians used safety
belts, 360 lives a vear could be saved, Maf-
fet said. About 900 people are killed in ac-
cidents on Kentucky roads each year.

Getting people in the habit of wearing
the belts is the biggest problem with their
use, Maffet said. ‘“You'll hear all sorts of
excuses for not wearing belts, like 'they
aren't comfortable' or ‘I wasn't going
ar.” Bul very few people argue against
“their safety value,” he said.

“What many people don't realize is
that the seat of the car is the safes! place
to be during an accident,” Maffel said.
“All you have to do is look through a
junkyard and you'll find a car's seating
compartment is intact if anything is."”

Motorists waiting for widespread use of
air bags—bags which inflate upon frontal
impact and pin the occupant to his
seal—are making a mistake, Maffet said.
“The air bag is not the panacea to end all

.dangers. because seat belts must be used
with them for best results,” he explained.

Maffet said that for the side and rear
impacts the air bag is nol as effective and
belts are still needed. Cost for re-
installation of air bags is also high, he
said. “'Seal belts are included in the cost
of the car and rarely need replacement.”

Disaster Exercise Tests Readiness
Of MARH, Left Beaver Rescue Teams

An alarming telephone call was receiv-
ed on the afternoon of May 8 by Violet
Brown, admissions clerk at McDowell Ap-
palachian Regional hospital. “There has
been an explosion at McDowell high
school and there are probably 15-20 per-
sons injured,” said the caller, Chuck Hall,
of McDowell.

Fortunately, the call was only the open-
ing line of an elaborate disaster
preparedness exercise, staged and car-
ried out by the hospital and the Left
Beaver Rescue Squad along with the
Knott County Rescue Squad, Floyd Coun-
ty Emergency and Rescue Squad,
Southeast Volunteer Fire Department, of
the Bypro area, the Kentucky State Police
and Floyd County officers.

Although the “‘disaster” was planned,
the afternoon’s sequence of events and in-
teraction of the various rescue medical
groups carried a real sense of urgency as
the rescue workers strived to prove that
had the emergency been real, their train-
ing in various emergency techniques
would have been utilized effectively.

Two minutes after the call was receiv-
ed, MARH Administrator Ray G. Roberts
authorized a “‘complete alert’ call and
the various participating groups were im-
mediately contacted through the Left
Beaver Rescue Squad’s dispatching sta-
tion which is located at the hospital.

Arriving firsl al the high school, the
Left Beaver squad cordoned off the area
and initiated examination and emergency
treatment of the mosl seriously injured
patients. Among the emergency medical
personnel who were able to employ their
training were five emergency medical
technicians (EMT's) from the Left
Beaver Rescue Squad, two EMT's from
the Knott County squad and a registered
nurse from the MARH Home Health
Agency. In addition, all of the Left Beaver
squad’'s 25 personnel and most other
rescue workers participaling were train-
ed in CPR and first-aid techniques. Mike
Brown, R.N., assisted the rescue squads
and fire departments with on-site
emergency first-aid care,

The on-site examination revealed a
total of 16 “casualties’ from the school as
well as a fireman overcome by smoke in-
halatipn.

Little more than 15 minutes after arriv-
ing on the scene, rescue workers began
delivering the injured to the hospital
where Dr. Mary Hall, hospital chief of
staff, along with the entire medical team

Rice said
although the whole plan for the disaster
drill was put together on short notice,
coordination and communication lines
between the various participating groups
are excellent. *'Of course, this was only a
drill,”” Rice commented, ‘‘but we learned
a lot—things to do and things to avoid.”

Riding the Pro Rodeo Circuit
Sl ) N s

Despite "the advice in the song,
“*Mama. Don’t Let Your Babics
Grow Up To Be Cowboys,” the
cowboy 18 here to stay; so is the
rodeo.

In this fast-paced ' world, the
modern cowboy is a reminder of a
western life style over 100 years old.
Rodeo, too, began somewhere in the
last century. Some c¢laim Santa Fe,
New Mexico as the birthplace,
Others claim Deer Trail, Colorado
or Pecos, Texas, The beginnings are
sketchy, but what began as a test of
a man's pride has grown into a well
organized sporl.

Pro rodeo began in 1936 when 61
cowboys staged a “'strike™ at a rodeo
in Boston for more prize money and
better organization. They started the
Cowboys Turtle Association which
became the Rodeo Cowboys As-
sociation in 1945 and is now known
as the Professional Rodeo Cowboys
Association (PRCA).

Membership in the association has
grown steadily over the years. More
than 10,000 cowboys (approximately
4,000 were members, the rest were
permit holders) participated in
PRCA-sponsored rodeos in 1978.
The amount of PRCA prize money
has also grown a greal deal. In the
early 50s, prize money for a year was
approximately $2.5 million but, by
1978, it had exceeded $8 million.
(Compare this to professional golf
which paid $9 million in 1978.)

A he rodeo season runs from early
November to the end of the next
Ottober, and includes approximately
600 PRCA-sanctioned contests in
the United States and Canada. At
the end of the year, the National
Finals Rodeo is held allowing the top
15 money winners over the past year
in each of seven events to compete
for the world title

What to Watch For

The seven events are saddle brone
riding. bareback riding, bull niding,
calf roping, steer wrestling, team
roping and steer roping.

No one knows who the [irst
cowboy was to ride a bucking bronco
bul saddle bronc riding i1s rodeo’s
oldest event. Using a saddle, a halter
and only one rein, a cowboy must
spur the horse as it enters the arena
and stay on for eight seconds. (For
you city folks, spurring is urging the
horse on with the pointed spurs on
the rider’s heel.)

Unlike most events, bareback
riding has no actual tie-in with work
on the ranch. Unlike saddle bronc
riding, the cowboy. has no stirrups or
rein. The only thing between the
cowboy and the horse is a leather
pad on the horse’s back with a
handle for the cowboy to hold onto.
Spurring i1s required in this eight
second ride.

There is more serious injury in
bull riding than in any other event.
It is no wonder because all the
cowboy has between him and the
animal is a long rope around the
middle of the bull that he must hold
onto with only one hand. As in the
previous two events, the cowboy's
free hand may not touch the animal,
any equipment or the cowboy’s
person. Spurring is not required in
this eight second ride but extra
points are given for il.

Straight from the ponderosa is one
of rodeo’s earliest events—calf
roping. While riding a horse, the
cowboy must throw a rope around a
running calf, stop his horse, dis-
mount, throw the calf to the ground
and tie three of its feet. The contest
is over after the cowboy acknow-
ledges he is finished by throwing his
hands in the air. Any time under
mne seconds 18 considered mighty
fine.

Steer wrestling, like bareback,
was not a part of ranch work. A
cowboy named Bill Picketl is usually

given credit for developing this event
over 40 years ago. The idea is to
plunge from the back of a speeding
horse onto the neck of a running
steer. Then the cowboy must grasp
the steer by the horns and twist the
animal to the ground. This event is
decided by the quickest time, with
under 4.5 seconds considered a good
run

Since early range days, a simple
way 10 tend to injuries or to brand
animals was to calch the animal by
the horns and hind feet. This is what
team roping is all about. It calls for
one man on a
and throw his loop around the steer’s
horns. Then a man on another horse
throws a loop around the steer’s
heels. Time is called when both
horses turn 1o face cach other with
the steer in the middle and the ropes
taut between their saddle horns. A
good run is under scven seconds

The event is only required in seven
states—California, Arizona, Color-
ado, Montana, Nevada, New Mex-
ico and Oregon—where team roping
is generally part of the cowboy's
work on the ranch. A well-known
competitor in team roping is actor
James Caan, who has been a PRCA
contestant for many years. He has
been clocked recently at 7.3 seconds
in team roping.

Steer roping, one of
original events, is used only in about
a dozen rodeos today. Chevenne
Frontier Days in Wyoming and the
Pendletop Roundup in Oregon are
two of the top rodeos left where steer
roping is presented. A mounted
cowboy must snare a running steer’s
horns. Then he must angle the steer
to the ground and tie any three
legs.

Another event, the Wild Horse
Race, is approved by the PRCA, but
no championship award is given
Teams of three cowboys, on foot, try
to saddle unbroken mustangs in the
arena. One team member then tries
to ride his animal given
scoreline.

Today's professional cowboy may
be better educated, more sophisticat-
ed and have more business sense
than his earliest counterpart, but he
is still driven by the same dream—1o
be a rodes champion. In pursuit of
this dream, a cowboy tends to forget
about the injuries, the countless
miles of lonely highway the
thousands of dollars in entry fees
The cowboy life is not an easy one
and may not appeal to many, but the
life is truly one of a pioneer. Rodeo
Is more than a sport. It is American
history

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Ky. Commission on Women Survey:

Shows 1 in 5 Women Here Beaten by Husbands

Late last year, the Kentucky Commis
sion on Women released a survey which
showed thal one oul of every livefemale
partners in Kenlucky have been abused
by their husband or male pariner at some
time: during their relalionship.

Because of the dramatic and startling
findings of the survey, a follow-up study
was conducted to find oul the reasons for
the abuse, how the abuse affects other
family members, just who the abused
women are and why they remain in the
violent household

The follow-up study paralleled in
specifics many of the general findings of
the Louis Harris-conducted survey. For
instance, the survey found spouse abuse
occurs in fairly equal proportions in
families of all socioeconomic levels and,
of course, that the vast majority of
spousal violence is never reported to the
authorities

While the Harris survey announced
these findings, the follow-up report ex
plored many reasons for the findings. As
an explanation for the low incidence of
reporting these attacks, the report cited
the female partner's fear of retribution
from her spouse, a reluctance to tarnish
the man’s public reputation, and a beliel
that the husband's denials would be
believed over her accusalions

Several case histories were outlined in
the report to substantiate these findings

One point that stood outl in the case
histories was that most of the women
displayved a severe lack of self-confidence
Their husbands had served as “lord and
master"” of the home. Some of the women

had never learned how to balance a
checkbook or even drive a car. Their con-
tact with the outside world was extremely
limited

Because of forced seclusion, repeated
beatipgs and continual verbal degrada-
tion, many Spouse-abuse victimg soon
develop a negalive self-concepl, accor-
ding to the report. ©®ne woman quoted in
the report, who had Been a victim of
beatings her entire life, said, ""Having my
first husband beat me was no differen!
than having my father beat me. All I've
ever known is somebody kicking me in the
ribs. You know, 1 just fell like thal was
par for the course, being me.”

State Rep. Gerta Bendl (D-Louisville)
has long been aclive in efforts to deal with
spouse abuse and used many of the fin-
dings of the Hatris survey and the follow
up study in her efforts to get several bills
dealing with spouse abuse passed in the
1980 General Assembly

“1 can tell you a story aboul a woman
who was beaten to a pulp because she

charged a $9 purchase from her home.

withoul permission. And that was ina pro-
fessional family," Rep. Bendl said

“I can tell you a story about an attorney
who called me, in his 70s, retired, whose
wife finally, at this late stage, got enough
courage to leave him—got tired of being
beaten and slapped around. This silua-
tion is pervasive,” she said

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Say State Provides
Quality Education

Fifty-eight percent of Kentucky's high
school students believe their high school
education has been excellent or good, ac-
cording to information recently received
by the Kentucky Department of Educa-
tion

State Superintendent ol Public Instruc-
tion Raymond Barber announced the data
was compiled from the 21,849 Kentucky
high school students who were ad-
ministered the American College Test
(ACT) during the 1978-79 school year.

According to the American College
Testing Program, only 11 percent of Ken-
tucky's high school college-bound
students thought they were receiving a
below average or inadequate education,

Barber said the figures also indicate
that Kentucky's scheols are prepar m;.
their students well for career choice. “It
is reassuring to know that 80 percent of all
who took the ACT said they were quite
sure of their educational major,"” Barber
said.

Barber added that business and com-
merce were raled as first choice for both
education major and voeational pursuit,
The information from the American Col-
lege Testing Program also showed the
University of Kentucky as the within-
state insitution to which most students
sent their ACT scores.

Of the 9,733 men and 12,116 women takin
the ACT, the typical student had an ACT
composite score of 17.7 (group mean) and
a high school average of 3.0. These com-
pare to national averages for college-
bound students of 18.6 and 3.0, respective-
ly.

“These averages indicate Kentucky's
students are ranking very near to national
averages. This is a credit to the teachers
of our youngsters and should help rein-
force the fact that Kentucky is providing
quality education,” said Barber.

Women Here Beaten by Husbands

(Continued from Preceding Page)
Another vielim reported an atlack
which occurred when she was pregnant
and too ill to get out of bed to fix her hus-
band's breakfast. **“With a cord all doubl-
ed, he pulled the cover down and made

marks all over my body with that cord,

and me pregnanl.”

“1 guess it's very difficult for people
who have never had that problem (o im-
agine what can happen to the human mind
when you are beaten down tolally all the
tme—the lack of respect that you have
driven into you, vour lack of self worth,”
Rep. Bendl said. “It's very easy for peo-
ple to say, ‘Well, shape up, or get up and
get out.’ But to what?"

The report cited several reasons why -

the battered women have problems leav-
ing home. Economics is one simple ex-
planation.

A female psychologist quoted in the
report said, “We're taught not to work.
We're not to value achievement. Women
are taught to be pretty, gel married and
have kids—live happily ever after.
Women don't ususally develop their skills.
These battered women are stuck in mar-
riage; bul we see many women who have
never been battered stuck in marriage for
economic reasons.”’

With toeday's economic conditions, even
working women often do not earn enough
to support a fatherless family. And collec-
ting child support is a risky proposition.
Even with courl orders, former husbands
are often difficult to locate, according to
the case histories of some baltered
women.

One now divorced woman said in the
report, “‘My main reason, or excuse, lo
stay was o keep the family together. 1
wanted my boy to have a fine home; and it
took a long time to realize il wasn't too
fine a home."”

Another reason pointed out is what
psychologists call “victimization.” Very
basically psychologists believe repeated
beatings, just like electrical shocks,
sharply decreases a woman's ability to
respond, She simply becomes passive to
whatever happens to her.

Along with the physical abuse often
comes emotional, psychological, and ver-
bal abuse, the report pointed out. In many
cases, this is just as bad as the physical
abuse, if not worse

“It was chronic. It was all the time.
Always. I really honestly believe that the
physical part was really a blessing
because | believe that 1 would have been
in a mental institution. I sincerely believe
that,” said one victim quoted in the
report

A devastating by-product of spouse
abuse is the effect it has on children grow-
ing up in a violent home. The report
quotéd children saying they had been
scarred through anguish and emotional
turmoil.

However, there is also something called
associated social learning that, in many
cases, creates a cycle whereby children
who grow up in violent homes tend to
create violence in their own homes when
they grow up

The report quoted Deborah Aronson,
spouse abuse specialist for the state
Department for Human Resources, as
saying, “I'm absolutely suggesting that
it's true. I have a couple of clients who are
in their late 40s now, and their teenage
boys beat up on them if they say ‘Turn
down the TV," or ‘Come home at 9, or

anything like thal. I think sons grow up
seeing that as a male model and that is
the way they also begin to act.”

Carole Morse of the Louisville Spouse
Abuse Center said, "Little Kids are seeing
daddy hit mommy from the time they
begin to see anything. That when daddy
gets frustrated or angry, his response is (o
strike out. In the sheller, we see these
kids. They are so destructive with their
toys, we can't keep toys. They gel smash-
ed up in no time. They beat on each other
if you don't watch them

“And sometimes you will see the nexl
generation of battered women, You'll see
very passive little girls and very ag-
gressive little brothers who will kick oul
al them when you are not looking."

The follow-up reporl noted that efforts
to deal with the problem of spouse abuse
have been hindered in the past by a veil of
secrecy which shrouded the problem from
public view. Now, however, because of
the Harris survey, people are beginning to
realize thal spouse abuse is a widespread
problem, and efforts to deal with it are on
the upswing in communities all across
Kentucky.

Spouse abuse cenlers, or efforls in con-
junction with another entity such as a
rape relief center, are now operative or
will soon be operative in Lexington,
Louisville, the Northern Kentucky area,
Owensboro, Morehead and Barbourville.
Efforts to get such services initiated are
currently underway in Paducah,
Maysville and Frankforl

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Nobel Laureate Seeks
New Economic Structure

Government spokesmen call it
“recession.”’ But to Dr. Wassily Leontief,
the currenl U S. economic crunch is more
characteristic of ‘‘depression.”

1 think our government did ils best to
produce a depression, because it decided
the only way il could fighl increasing
prices is lo reduce production,” said the
internationally renowned economist and
Nobel Prize winner prior to delivering the
May 11 University of Louisville com-
mencement address, "The Present State
of Economic Science.”

*This idea is'not the most rational one,
but this is whal our government is doing;
it is reducing the output of goods and
reducing employment in order to cul
prices. Essentially, this means reducing
supply, and I think they are succeeding al
it

Dr. Leontief noted that what we are see-
ing today is a reversal of traditional
economic theory which stales that as the
supply of goods diminishes, the demand
for them becomes greater and their costs
increase.

“Inflation is a very special problem,”
observed Dr. Leontief, the creator of the
input-output system which revolutionized
economic research and planning. “and
the way this nation is handling it may not
be the best way. I think that if you take a
look at the other nations who have ex-
perienced inflation and have handled it

time goes on, other countries will attempt
to become more independent from us
And so, from this point of view, we will af
fect their development, but in the long run
we will be one of the effacing nalions, We
will not be as much of a ‘top dog’ as we
already have learned with the praclical
experience of recenl years,"

England has much the same troubles as
the United States, Dr. Leontiel pointed
out. “And look what's happened to
England. I'm alraid we are slowly mov
ing inlo the path that England Look rather
than moving into the path that West Ger
many followed

Dr. Leontief frequently referred to West
Germany—a nation which successfully
battled inflation. Its labor-management
structure, he pointed oul, is different from
that found in the United States

“Very {ew people realize that in West
Germany, 50 percent of the persons who
sit on the boards of directors of every ma
jor corporalion ‘are elected by the
workers. Arguments, of course, still arise
between labor and management. Bul the
laborers have the satisfaction of knowing
that, al least, the grass roots are taken in-
to account in the workings of the com-
pany—in the investmenl requirements,
and in the planning and looking ahead. We
don't have anything like this in the United
States.”

The 1973 Noble laureate—often called
“The Apostle of Planning™—believes that
the United States could have avoided its
presenl economic dilemma had govern

I think the
only way in which we can cope with infla-
tion is to change our social structure. In
this case, it means a change in labor and

neither group took the initiative. Our steel
and automobile industries wouldn’t have
been in trouble today if they (government
or business) had taken preventative
measures. U.S. corporations cannot af-
ford to look ahead more than three or four
years,"" Dr. Leontief said. “1 think thal
the natural organization to do this 1s
government."'

What is in store for the United States in
Dr. Leontief’s economic forecast”?

“Much of what will happen to the na-
tion's economy will depend on what the
government, the political parties and the
Congress will do,”” he predicted. “The
system might have to go through the
wringer. [ hope that after this happens we
can make some sense (out of economics)
and begin to organize our economy in a
slightly more rational way."

DHR Funds Shelters
For Battered Wives

Kentucky's Department for Human .
Resources has appropriated approx-
imately $900,000 for the next biennium to
help support seven spouse abuse shelters
across the state.

Sue Ann Hudson, a budget spokesman
for the department, announced the fun-
bding to the Kentucky Commission on
Women and the Coalition Against Rape
and Family Violence on Wednesday after-
noon. “Gov. Brown's budget specifically
earmarked this money to replace federal
funds that support spouse abuse shelters
throughout the state,” Hudson said. Six of
the facilities have been supported by
federal dollars from the Law Enforce
ment Assistance Administration, a pro- B
gram discontinued by Congress.

The Human Resources Department
currently holds a $162,000 annual contract
with the YMWA of Louisville lo assist a
spouse abuse shelter there. An additional
$274,000 per year has been allotted for
fiscal years 1981 and 1982 to help support
six shelters in Lexington, Covington,
Morehead, Barbourville, Paducah and
Columbia.

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Ky. Power Rejects
Whitesburg 4% Fee

Kentucky Power Company made a
counter-offer to the City of Whilesburg’s
proposed 4% gross revenue electric fran
chise at Monday night's regular council
meeling, including a $6,000 retroactive
payment to cover the approximate three-
year period in which no agreemenl was in
effect.

The company's proposal, which il
stated is non-discriminatory in that it is
the company's standard agreement with
communities in which franchises are
negoliated, offered the city a 25% dis-
count on streel lighting payments refroac-
tive to the 1477 expiration dale of the
preceding agreement

The company pointed out that the 25%
discount would amount to payment to the
city of approximately $2,200 annually
over the 20-year life of the franchise and
that the retroactive portion would be ap-
proximately $6,000 in an up-front, one-
lime payment.

The cily and the company has been in
disagreement for some time on a proper
franchise fee for the utility to operale in
the city. At last night's council meeting.
the city extended the deadline of a pesolu
tion urging the company to either pay the
4% [ranchise fee or “‘get ils poles out of
town."'

The company claims that the council in
its proposal was asking the utility's other
rate payers in eastern Kentucky to share
the cost of operaling the city of
Whitesburg and that the 4% fee iIn
Whitesburg would amount to about $26,000
annually

Al the meeting Monday night, a com-
pany spokesman said that if all of the
communities with which the utility has
franchise agreements insisted on the
same tax, it would amount to more than
$1-million annually which ultimately
would be borne by all of its customers.

“We feel we have to reject Whitesburg's
4% demand in the better intlerests of all
our 140.000 customers,” he said.

“We do not think a city should use an
essential service such as electricity as a
means to raise operaling revenues and
then expect cusiomers oulside of thal
community to share the costs,” the
spokesman said. He added that the com-
pany underslands the city's need for addi-
tional revenue, and thal as a las! resorl it
would be willing to cooperate with the eity
in a joint-appeal to the Energy
Regulatory Commission for approval to
enacl a special separate-item 4% Ssur-
charge for all electric customers within
the city of Whitesburg

“Under this arrangement,” the com-
pany spokesman said, ‘‘we would collect
the 4% from our Whitesburg customers
each month and return this amount to the
cily fathers to operate the cily’s business
and only those who are receiving the com-
munity’s services would be paying for
them.”

Many Kentucky consumers received
vacation offers from National Travel Inc.
of Sparta, Tenn. for trips o Florida. The
offers appear Lo be confirmation of con:
test winnings

Some consumers say they have nol
entered any contests for a free rip lo
Florida which may mean Lhis company
has received names and addresses either
from phone lists or address lists ol
another company

National Travel is an agent for Lehigh
Corp. which is in the business of land
sales. Accordingly, National Travel is of
fering vacation certificates to people
throughout Kentucky lo gel them lo
Florida on vacation and while there 1o
view the land being sold by Lehigh

The technique goes as follows: A con-
sumer receives a postcard in the mail
from James L, Payne ol National Travel
which stales, “IMPORTANT
NOTICE—This is to inform you your en-
try was received al the parlicipaling
CONTEST CLEARING HOUSE entitling
you to receive an exciting 5-day and
4-night vacation offer in fabulous Florida.
For complete information, please call for
anyone al the below listed number this

day of the week | between 8 am. and 9
p.m. Central Standard Time.”

When the consumer calls, he finds the
certificate costs $49.50 for coupons and is
pressured to give a credit card number al
thai time so he does not miss out on this
offer. The consumer is also told this offer
includes only a few meals bul no
transporalion costs: These costs will have
to be the reponsihility of the consumer

Al this point, the wording of the original
card becomes important because it says
the consumer is “entitled lo a Lrip to
Florida™ not thal he has won a trnp as
many believe. The $49.50 is said to be for
the coupons which will pay hotel rooms,
admission to altractions and some meals,

The consumer is faced with paying for
travel and several meals so the cost of the
trip could run several hundred dollars

When the consumer arrives in Florida,
he is “greatly encouraged to view the land
Lehigh has for sale. Although this is not
mandatory, most people feel obligated to
do so and thus lose one day of their vaca-
tion in “‘fabulous Florida."”

The Tennessee Allorney General's Of-
fice and the Tennessee Department of
Agriculture, Consumer Affairs Division,
are conducting an investigation into these
practices for possible violations of the
state's Consumer Protection Laws. The
Tennessee offices are currently handling
all of Kentucky’'s complaints. For more

Tax Axed, Trash Unit

The state Department for Natural
Resources is assessing what action will be

Legislation ¢realing a tax on
wholesalers, manufacturers, and pro
cessors of certain packaged products was
declared invalid last week by Supreme
Court Justice Robert Stevens. The bill
was declared unconstitutional because it
received a simple majority of voles, not
the majority of 51 votes as required of an
appropriation act. In the 1978 House ol
Representalives, the litler control bill
passed by a vole ol 48-43

Purposes of the litter eontrol acl, as
stated in the bill, were o consolidate and
promote statewide litter control pro
grams, lo recover and l't‘(‘_\'(lr wasle
materials and to create a litter-free ethic
among Kentuckians

“Because lhe litter program involves
every citizen in the state, we hope to find
another method of dealing with it.”
Swigart said last week. She suggested
establishing contacts with citizens and
legislators in an effort to work through
voluntary organizations to *‘keep things
picking up in Kentucky.™

The Litter Control and Beautification
Unil in the Division of Hazardous
Malerials and Wastle Managemen!t has
pul a grea! deal of effort into a publht
education campaign since a 1979 survey
showed a majority of Kentuckians didn’t
care about litter. said Walter Anderson,
chief of the six-person section. The slogan
“Things are Picking Up in Kentucky ™ and
the Kentucky Litter Crilter mascol are
major elements of thal campaign

Jack Wilson. commissioner of the
Bureau of Environmental Proleclion,
said personnel responsibilities may be
shifted, that all purchasing in the Litter
Control Unit has been curtailed and that
grants o implement county litter contro!
programs will be reviewed

Accepting Applications

Applications are now being taken for
the 1980-81 Rural Child Head Start Pro-
gram Year,

Parents of eligible pre-school children
(3, 4, 5 years of age) may apply for enroll-
ment Monday-Friday, 8:304 p.m. at the
Rural Child Care Head Start Office in the
Floyd County Rescue Squad Building,
Prestonsburg. Head Start Personnel will
be at the office to assist with recruitment.
Parents are asked to bring verification of
income and child's shot record if
available.

Project Head Start is a federally-funded
child development program serving 3-to-
6-year-old children from low-income
families. Ten per cent of the children may
be from families whose income exceeds
federal poverty guidelines. Another ten
per cent of the children, those with han-
dicapping conditions, are provided with
experiences to play and learn with non-
handicapped children.

Head Start programs operate under an-
nual grants from the Department of
Health, Education, and Welfare/Ad-
ministration for children, youth and
families. Program staff plan Head Start
activities and servides with the assistance
of parents and area residents, They also
work with other community agencies to
ensure that children and families receive
needed services.

CONTRACTUAL DISPUTES

When you sign a conltract, you may be
committing yoursell to more than you an-
ticipate.

The Attorney General’s Consumer Pro-
tection Division receives many com-
plaints from individuals who want to get
out of contracts after they have signed
them

Remember: once you sign your name Lo
a contract, it is legally binding. There is
little thal can be done, shorl of going to
court, to break a legitimate contract

The best way to aveid contractual
disputes is'to remember not to sign your
name to anything unless vou fully under-
stand all the terms of the agreementl,

If a salesperson tells you to disregard a
contract because “'it's just a legal form,"”
you should be especially careful to read
the form before signing il and to keep a
copy of the form for your records. One
should always be wary of high-pressure
tactics or immediate signing deadlines

Never sign a contracl with blank
spaces, Put an X in all blanks. If you leave
a blank, vou may end up signing
something you did not intend to sign

The only instance in which a consumer
can legally cancel a signed contract is if
the sale was made in the consumer's
home.

Kentucky's Home Solicitation Sales
Statute gives consumers the right to
cancel any contract for the sale of good or
services made in their home. The sale,

however. must amount to $25 or more and
cannot invelve insurance. Consumers
have until midnight of the third business
day after the day the contracl was signed
to cancel the contract

In order 1o properly cancel the contract,
a wrilten notice of cancellation musl be
mailed to the seller al the address stated
in the agreement. Notice of cancellation 1s
given when (1 is mailed

The seller of any goods or services sub-
ject to this statule must provide the buyer
with a contract which explains his right to
cancel the contracl

If a seller fails to comply with this pro-
vision, the buyer may cancel the contraci
by notifying the seller in any manner and
by any means,

The Attorney General's Consumer Pro-
tection Division cannot act as a private al-
torney for individuals wanting to cancel
legitimate contracts. However, il you
have a consumer complaint, write to the

“Non-Traditional” Vehicles To Help
Enforce 55 mph Limit Memorial Weekend

What will an airplane. wrecker, pick-

up. 1949 Ford and certain other vehicles,

have in common over Memorial Day
Weekend?

They will all be equipped with radar to
calch speeders at high traffic aceident
locations around the slate.

Beginning with the holiday weekend
and conlinuing through the summer, the
Kentucky State Police will use a number
of “non-traditional’’ vehicles to enforce
the speed limit, according to stale Police
Commissioner Kenneth E. Branden-
burgh

“The sole purpose of these vehicles is
not to catch speeders, but to slow down
traffic,"” Brandenburgh said. “‘Our goal
isn'{ 1o write a large number of speeding
ticketsebul to reduce the number of traf-
fic fatalities and encourage voluntary
compliance with the 55 mph speed limit."

Brandenburgh said each state police
post will hgve an unmarked and unusual
vehicles positioned at a high-accident,
high-fatality location in the post area. The
vehicles will be equipped with radar.

These vehicles will nol be used to pull
over speeders, he said. Marked state
police cruisers will be located nearby to
ticket speeders. “‘We hope every motorist
has a safe trip over the holiday weekend,"
he continued, "“But motorists who fail to
heed the speed limit will be arrested to
make lhem realize we are going lo control
the traffic conditions in this state.”

The unusual vehicles are a part of the
stale police 55-Please program. The pro-

gram, funded by a federal grant, is
designed 1o reduce accidents and
fatalities by enforcing the 55 mph speed
limit. Under the program, stale police
troopers working overtime have increas-
“ed the number of speeding citations by 35
percent this year. Highway fatalities in-
vesligated by stale police troopers have
decreased 29 percen! over lasl year

State police estimate more than a third
of the fatal accidents las! year were
directly related to high speeds. Branden-
burgh said with the cooperation of Ken-
tucky molorists the number of [atalities
this year could be reduced

“Drivers need lo perceive thal there is
a risk involved in driving on Kentucky
highways.” he said. ““That risk can be
reduced by driving the speed limit, never
drinking and driving and by wearing seal
belts, shoulder straps and other safely
equipment.

Troopers from the Pikeville post cite
three high-accident locations in Floyd
county; US 23, KY 80 and KY 122. During
April, troopers ticketed 253 drivers for
speeding, 25 [or drunk driving and 287 for
other traffic violations. Thirteen injury
accidents and 47 property damage ac-
eidents were reporte [or the month

Coal, Grain, Distilleries Suit
State for Gasohol Production

What does renewed interest in gasohol
mean to Kentucky? The Bluegrass State
has three elements which make it an ideal
area for big scale ethanol produc-
tion—grain, coal and distilleries.
{Ethanol, also called ethyl or grain
aleohol, is distilled from starch plants or
grains then mixed with gasoline to form
gasohol for use as vehicle fuel.) _

Kenlucky also has a fourth element
which makes the “‘climate” ideal for
ethanol production,—a governor who is
very interested in alternalive energy
sources, Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. has said
his administration is totally commitied {o
development of alternative energy
sources, including gasohol, which can be
produced with energy from Kentucky
coal,

“Our Department of Energy, under the
William B.
Sturgill, is taking a lead role in encourag-
ing developmeni of ethanol, an
agricultural product that will be process-
ed by use of Kentucky caal,'" said the
chiel execulive. “‘Hopefully ethanol—to
be used in gasohol—will treale new
markets for both Kentucky agricultural
products and Kentucky coal,” he«  lud-
ed

In April the governor signed legislation
passed by the 1980 General Assembly
which is designed to encourage coopera-
tion belween Kentucky grain producers.
handlers, dealers and processors with the
aim of gasohol production,

State government is taking part in en-
couraging and facilitating establishment

of ethanol production in Kentucky.

The state Energy Department is now in
the final editing stage of an issues

analysis paper concerning gasohol
specifically. The paper will attempt to ad-
dress some of the major questions, said H

Brice Sauer, a policy analysl with the
Energy Department’s office of planning

and evaluation.

In addition, the Energy Department
recently joined with the Kentucky Depart-

menl for Nalural Resources and En-
vironmental

The -Agriculture Department is trying
to coordinate efforts of all the state agen-

cies and lo work with companies in [in-
ding suitable plant locations. said deputy
commissioner Fred Waters.

Alternative fuel interest in the
Agriculture Department is broad, in-
cluding other alecohol fuels besides
gasohol. Waters said the department is
also interested in the use of pure 190-proof
alcohol fuel. Gasohol is a mixture com-
posed of 10 percent 200-proof ethanol and
90 percen! gasehne

Use of the 190-proof is altraclive
because il costs 25 percenl more lo
remove that. extra water to make
200-proof aleohol, he explained. Motor
companies would have to market
modified vehicles which would use the
cheaper all-alcohol fuel, but the
technology is already available, said
Waters.

American motor companies are now
making cars for Brazil which can use
pure alcohol. By 1981 an alcohol-using
tractor will be manufactured. The
Brazilian National Alcohol Commission
decreed in 1975 that by 1980 all pumps in
that country will offer only ethanol-blends
or pure ethanol.

In the United States, Waler sees a
future in which each family has a
gasoline-powered car for long trips and an
alcohol-driven car for shorter trips. The
alcohol-driven car would be used for trips
close to home because fuel for it might not
be universally available

The Kentucky Department of
Agriculture is promoting manufacture of
these alcohol-powered vehicles in the U.S,
to ensure a market for alcohol made here.
Waters said the first commercial ethanol
plants should be opening this fall in Ken
tucky. By spring next year there should
be about four pperating, he said

Production of alcohol for fuel could
creale jobs and diversify the state's
economy, help the f[armer, boost the coal
industry (since all plants planned in Ken-
tucky will be coal-fired), open a new auto
indusiry markel and ease the national
energy crisis, said Walters. “lt's a
natural,” he eoncluded

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Oll Forecast For The Summer

By Georgette Wagner

The gasoline station, once the
dispenser of free glasses and silver-
ware, last summer became the stage
for fist fights and even gun battles
as frustrated motorists waited hours
to buy gasoline.

Once again, Memorial Day and
the beginning of summer are
approaching. Will this year bring a
repeat of last year’s long lines, hot
tempers, and odd-even day
rationing?

“We're in a very delicate world
wide supply situation,” says a
spokesman for Mobil Oil Corp. “It's
difficult to predict what is going to
happen this summer."”

“I think we’ll squeak through
1980." says Texaco. “But it could be
very tight.”

While the oil industry may be
uncertain about the fate of gasoline
supplies, analysts have no doubt
about gasoline prices. They will go
up; the question is only by how
much. Some economists predict gas
prices will reach $1.50 a gallon by
summer, some say even higher.

“l don't think a prediction of
gasoline costing $1.50 this summer
is unreasonable.” says an American

Automobile Association spokesman,

Forecasting gasoline supply and
prices involves a complex mesh of

economic and political factors,
however.
“The biggest factor is the

availability of crude oil,” says the
American Petroleum Institute. “If
there are any supply interruptions,
we won't have gasoline.”

Gasoline is refined from crude oil.
Although the United States is the
largest crude oil producer in the
world, American oil companies do
not drill enough to meet the
country's needs for heating oil and
gasoline. More than half of the
crude oil used in the United States
is imported. Much of that oil comes
from the politically unstable Persian
Gulf region.

Already, President Carter has
prohibited o0il companies from
buying oil from Iran; a response to
the [ranian militants’ takeover of the

! American embassy in Teheran.

Summer Outlook

Although Iran is the third largest
oil producer in the world, the U.S.
oil industry has managed to take up
the slack by purchasing oil from

other countries. But should the
volatile Persian Gulf erupt again and
interrupt oil production, a shortage
could result in the United States.

“As long as we are dependent on
the Mideast for oil,” says the
American Petroleum Institute, “we
are on the knife’s edge.”

“We can be held hostage,”
Maobil.

Another factor in gasoline supply,
according to Exxon, is the normal
operation of U.S. refineries. Cur-
rently, the Oil, Chemical and
Atomic Workers Union is striking
refineries for higher wages. More
than 55,000 workers walked off the
job January 8 at 127 refineries.

The plants are automated and
supervisory personnel are manning
them. However, OCAW claims
production dropped 5.3 percent in
January and a prolonged strike could
affect U.S. gasoline supplies.

The picture is not completely
bleak. Consumption of heating oil
was down because of a mild winter.
Demand in the Northeast, the
largest user of heating oil, dropped
8.7 percent this winter. Since crude
oil is used to make heating oil as well
as gasoline, the lower demand for
heating oil has meant that refineries
can produce more gasoline, accord-
ing to the Department of Energy.

says

Supply and Demand

Consumption of gasoline has also
decreased. Primarily scared off by
high prices, motorists are buying 7
to 10 percent less gas. Imports of
crude oil in January actually
dropped from 7.5 million barrels a
day to 6.3 million barrels.

The mild winter and reduced
demand has paid off in a slight
surplus of oil stocks. According to
the American Petroleum Institute,
the United States had 20 million
more barrels stockpiled in January
than during the previous year. The
surplus would act as a cushion in

case of a shortage.

“Stocks are slightly above normal
for the season and it is an
encouraging indicator for summer
gasoline,” Exxon says.

State laws also have had an effect.
States like New Jersey prohibit
motorists from topping off their
tanks. Thus, during the winter, when
many gasoline stations were receiv-
ing only 80 to 90 percent of their
regular allocation, few spot gas
shortages occurred.

“If everyone had panicked and
come in and topped off their tanks,
like they did last summer, we would
have run dry,” says one gasoline
station owner. \

Even if a gas shortage does occur,
some legislators believe its impact
will be less because the state and
federal governments are more exper-

ienced in handling the crisis.
California has already reimposed
odd-even day rationing and if spot
shortages crop up, other states are
likely to do likewise.

Rationing

President Carter has a plan before
Congress to impose gas rationing if
supplies run 20 percent behind
demand. Under the proposal, owners
of registered automobiles would be
issued coupons. The value of the
coupon would depend on the amount
of gasoline available,

Some analysts believe oil
prices  have already
peaked.

Most motorists would receive the
same amount, except for priority
users such as police and fire vehicles.
The plan would allow car owners to
buy or sell their coupons.

Even if there is gasoline, accord-

ing to the American Peiroleum
Institute, “‘we haven’'t secen any
indication that the price will
decline.”

Neither the API nor the major oil
companies would predict the cost of
gasoline this summer.

“We don't speculate on prices,”
said Exxon.

But according to Mobil, “The cost
of gasoline depends on the price of
crude oil.”

The Organization of Petroleum
Exporting Countries—
OPEC—<controls prices for 84
percent of the world’s oil trade. In
1979, the 13-nation cartel increased
prices more than 100 percent. Last
year, the United States paid $59
billion for crude oil and this year
could pay as much as $81 billion.

OPEC has learned that the
demand for oil is so great, they can
cut production to jack up prices.
This 1s what occurred during the gas
shortage last summer, according to
analysts.

*There is a shift in thinking,” the
Mobil spokesman said. “OPEC used
to produce what the United States
needed. Now they are thinking that
a barrel of crude oil in the ground
might be more valuable.”

But OPEC is not completely
unified. The highest prices are
proposed and posted by the militant
members like Algeria, Libya, and
Nigeria. Saudi Arabia, OPEC’s
largest producer, is more moderate
and its oil minister, Sheik Ahmed
Zaki Yamani, has sought to keep
prices from skyrocketing.

How High Will Prices Go?

Some analysts believe oil prices
have already peaked. Importers are
balking at paying such costs, which
have slowed economic growth, and
are beginning to cut back on
consumption.

However, half of the oil used in
the United States does not come
from abroad. Some people believe
the domestic oil industry contrived a
shortage last summer to increase
prices and profits.

*Qur union,” an OCAW spokes-
man:says, “believes the oil compan-
ies contrived the shortage so they
could get the price increases. You
were so glad to get gasoline, you
were willing to pay anything.”

Despite record high profits, the oil
industry has vigorously denied such
accusations. Mobil says that it earns
only 3.3 cents on each gallon of
gasoline.

No one doubts, however, that U.S.
oil companies will earn handsome
profits this year since President
Carter has lifted controls on newly
discovered U.S. oil. Decontrol is
expected to add 5 to 6 cents a gallon
to the cost of gasoline this year
alone—and the increase  will
continue.

Over the next 10 years, the oil
companies are expected to gain
$1,000 billion because of decontrol.
That figure is computed on oil
bringing in a price of $30 for a
42-gallon barrel and rising 2 percent
annually above inflation. However,
some oil from Texas and Oklahoma,
altractive because it is “safe,” is
already [fetching $40 a barrel.

The consumer will get back some
of the increase indirectly through the
$227.3 billion windfall profit tax.
Congress may pass legislation that
would use the money to cul income
taxes.

Any gas tax could also increase
the price of gasoline. Carter, in an
effort to reduce consumption and
lower oil imports, was considering
levying a stiff gas tax, adding as
much as 50 cents a gallon. However,
the plan seems 1o have been scuttled
in this election year.

Europeans are surprised by the
American uproar over spiraling gas
prices. Gas in Spain costs $3.21,
$3.27 in ltaly and $3.20 in France.
However, a gallon of gasoline in
Kuwait is only 21 cents, and 26 in
Saudi Arabia.

Keeping The Lawmakers Informed—
The Legislative Research Commission

What is the Legislalive Research Com
mission?

Most people, even those who are
uninterested in politics, know a little
about the workings of the Kentucky
General Assembly. Relatively few,
however, know the yvear-round role played
by the state legislajure’s service
organization

Even now as the dust settles following
the 1980 session, the commission is gear-
ing up for the start of interim committee
meelings in preparation for the 1982 ses-
sion, organizing publications conlaining
brand new laws, laying the groundwork
for future studies and carryimg on routine
work

All these wide-ranging dulies require
the services of a staff of aboul 160 people
They include people with clerical and
secrelarial skills; researchers; people
with a fiscal background like accoun-
tants: librarians; attorneys: computer
operators; people with sociology
backgrounds; print shop workers; public
information specialists and economists

The Legislative Research Commission
is composed of bolh Democratic and

Republican party leaders from the House

and Senale. The commission employs a
director, Vic Hellard, Jr.. and he presides
over the LRC staff
Hugh Morris. a long-lime Frankfor
observer, recalls that before LRC's crea
tion the legislators only had two major
sources of
branch and lobbyists. These two sources
still yield valuable information, especial
ly if a legislator talks with lobbyists from
opposing sides, said Morris, who worked
with The Courier Journal {or 32 years and
LRS for 10 years before his retirement
But with LRC research, Kentucky has
an even beller informed legislature. Mor
ris said the staff members do not Lry to in
fluence a legislator’s vole on an issue, but
they can point out that a particular law
has not worked in other states or has
previously been challenged in the courts
Since its initial establishmenl as a
research body. the Legislative Research
Commission has expanded inlo other
areas. Slowly over the years, LRC has
taken responsibilily over the ad
ministrative regulation approval process
and stalute revision and publication
Before the middle 1940s, Kentucky's
law was not officially revised following
each legislative session. New laws wer
added to the old laws, and any revision
was left to the house clerks. Law book
publishers assembled the statutes
themselves. Then a statute revision com-
mission headed by Robert Cullen com
pletely revised the slatutes and lhe revi
sion was approved by the legislature
Morris said the advantage of a codified
Kentucky Revised Statutes is apparent by

{Continued from Preceding Page)
examining Pennsylvania's laws. Penn-
sylvania law is not systematically compii-
ed so one has to look through all the laws
back to the Revolution to see what
statutes apply, he said.

In 1968 interim committees, composed
of senators and representatives, began
meeling during the period between ses-
sions; Kentucky legislature meets only
every two years. LRC responsibililies
grew to include staff assistance to these
commiltees.

LRC director Hellard said LRC is fur-
ther evolving to give legislators added
support in meeting the needs of their peo-
ple back home. If a constituent comes to a
legislator with a problem or question, the
Legislative Research Commission will
aid the lawmaker in helping that person.

With all these research and assistance
duties, the LRC and ils staff are busy
before, during and after the time
legislators meet. During the 1980 session
which ended in April, there were 1,366
bills and 245 resolutions introduced for
consideration by the General Assembly.
. ‘he LRC staff helped draft and print

these pieces of proposed legislation. Staff
members also did research, published
daily Legislative Record, kepl track of
the bills with the LRC computer, werked
with the press and did a thousand and one
other things including operaling a
legislative lounge.

The lounge, located in the Capitol An-
nex, opened in 1978 and operates
throughout the year. With the exception of
Senate and House leaders, the legislators

@ do not have offices here in Frankfort. So

the “‘legislators-only’ lounge is a place to
relax, make private phone calls and
receive messages from constituents.

In addition, the lounge staff, which
swells from five during the interim to
about 20 during a session, can offer
secretarial and courier service for the
legislators, said Naomi Kitchen, ad-
ministrative assistant to the director.

Following the close of the session April
15, there is still work to be done. Statute
revisor Edith Schwab and her helpers are
working the proverbial 40 days and 40
nights toward transforming the 400 some
bills passed during the session into new
slate law ready for publication.

The process is difficult to explain and
even more complicated to actually per-
form. It begins with making cards on all
the new laws and repealed laws and ends
with a newly revised Kentucky Revised
Statutes.

There is no room for error in her work,

.Said Schwab, who as revisor must be an

attorney. The revision must be correct.
But if despite all efforts a mistake does
slip through, the bills as filed in the
Secretary of State's office prevail over
the published KRS,

Sometimes two or more bills concern-
ing the same section of law are in conflict.
One changes the law, and the other com-
pletely repeals the law, for example. In
that case, the last bill signed by the gover-
nor takes precedence.

The LRC computer printout is checked
during the session in attempt to alert the
leadership about any conflicts, but action
is fast during the last days and conflicts
may still occur.

This computer does duty after the ses-
sion, too. It is used to aid staff membersin
compiling the legislative Acts, which lists
bills passed in the 1980 session, and The
Journal, the minutes of the General
Assembly.

Children with Learning Handicaps
Sought Out by Education Department

The Kentucky Department of Educa-
tion has largeted May as Child Find
Month to make the public more aware of
services available to handicapped
children through public schools

Child Find is an ongoing efforl o locate
handicapped children who are nol receiv-
ing lhe special services they need.
According to department officials,
parents and friends can help in this effort
by being alert to behavior which may
signal a handicap.

For younger children, parents should be
alert to potential problems if the child is
noticeably behind his age group in learn-
ing to walk, talk, feed or care for himsell.
Other signals include extreme awkward-
ness, confusion in following directions,
difficulty in paying atlention for short
periods and forgelling names or other
common information. These or other
behaviors may suggest a learning hand-
icap if the problem occurs [requently or
consistently.

“The most important poinl we are try-
ing to stress is thal every child deserves
the chance to receive the proper educa-
tion. By recognizing handicaps early, in-
dividualized learning opportunities can be

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State Corn Growers
Get Cutworm Alert

Farmers with corn up or emerging
should be on the watch for black cul-
worms, a pest thal can cause severe
damage to the crop if nol detected and
treated in nine.

This alert was made by an Extension
entomologist in the University of Ken
tucky College of Agriculture following a
report of culworms present in Todd Coun-
ty fields the second week in May

“The first report of cutworm activity is
earlier than usual and earlier than ex-
pected this spring.” and eniomologist Lee
Townsend. He urged farmers to check
fields from the time corn is coming up un-
til 1t 1s past the 4-leaf stage

A single cutworm is capable of cutting
off four to six plants.” Townsend said, ad-
ding. “At this rate, it doesn’t take many
cutworms per acre to cause a lot of
damage."”

Rescue treatments are effective in con-
trolling the pests if cutworms are
detected early enough. This means tak-
ing time to check fields when the farmer’s
time is scarce

Townsend suggested a priorily system
to help make sure that at least the most
susceplible fields are watched. Mos! like
ly o have a cutworm problem are fields
with a history of the pest, fields that had
relatively heavy infestations of broadleaf
weeds prior tolillage thisspring, and corn
planted in bottom land

“There i1s no guarantee that cutworms
will show up first in such fields, but they
are the most likely hot spots,” said Town-
send

If not epough time to check an entire
field. examine low spols and carefully
lock for cutworms when walking to and
from the low spots, he suggesied. Waich
for cut or wilted plants

Il cut plants are found, examine ran-
dom groups of 20 pianls in scattered areas
of the field. Worms can be found by digg-
ing carefully in a 3-inch diameter area
around freshly cut or damaged plants
Townsend said it is importan! to note
whether worms are shallow or deep in the
soil and their approximate length in in-
ches

Treatment is recommended if 3% or
more plants are cul and if most of the
worms are no more than one inch long or
smaller. When worms are larger than
that it is teo late to control the pests
before they have done their damage. Cut-
worm rescue treatments for corn include

Lorsban 4E, toxaphene 6EC, Sevin,
Sevimol. Dylox. Proxol or Penncap-M.
