Miners, Others React
To Report of Survey

Former coal miners, and some of those
who help miners file claims for black lung
benefits here, reacled strongly this week
to recent reports questioning the validity
of many claims filed under the benefits
program,

For some, the professedly scientific

reports are merely another political gam-

bit in the historical struggle between
~miners and their employers. For others, a
well-earned benefits program is being un-
fairly characierized as a federal
giveaway when, by rights, publie funds
should not be involved in it at all, For yet
others; it is but another case of the
tightfistedness of the rich when it comes
to sharing some of their abundance with
the poor.

The source of the controversy is a
survey by Dr. W. Keith C. Morgan,
published in the current issue of the Jour-
nal of the American Medical Association,
of 200 black lung claimants referred to the
University of West Virginia Medical
Center, in Morgantown, between late 1977
and early 1978. Very few of the claimants
suffered serious breathing impairment,
and those who did had all smoked cigaret-
tes as well as mined coal, Morgan found.

Moreover, no more cases are detected
even when expensive blood tests are used
in addition to the standard breathing
tests, said Morgan, who noled that the
cost of the testing is borne by the Depart-
ment of Labor, and ultimately by the tax-
payer.

In an accompanying editorial, JAMA
Editor Dr. William R. Barclay’s inter-
pretalion of Morgan's report added fuel to
the fire, Many miners’ symptoms, since
they have no organic basis, are created by
the prospect of their being awarded a
government pension, he opined.
Moreover, even where a true disability
exists, it "is rarely caused by coal par-
ticles alone but is usually the resull of
other factors such as cigarette smoking,"”
he added.

“Unless a physician exercises great
care in assessing those who wish to claim
benefits, and unless sound and honest
scientific judgment prevails over the wish
to be a kindly benefactor,'" Barclay con-
cluded, “‘one more improper drain on the
public treasury will take place."

That is the sort of comment that makes
Nick Frasure's blood boil. According to
Frasure, education director for the Ap-

Fires Take $200,000 Toll

Three separale fires kepl firefighters
busy over the weekend in the Martin-Left
Beaver Creek area, with losses mounting
to an estimated $200,000.

Fire departments of Martin, Allen,
Maytown and the Left Beaver Rescue
Squad attempled to fight the blaze but
were handicapped by the fact that Buck's
Branch, their only source of water, other
than that carried on their trucks, was dry.

Monday night, Mr, Flanery's 1980
model automobile, which was parked
near the orginal fire scene was ruined by
fire. Origin of both blazes has not been
determined,

The B & K Market at Drift, with all its
contents, including business records,
burned Monday morning at an estimated
loss of $75,000 which was partially in-

"
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sured.

Mr. Joe C. Moore, owner of the slor,
said the fire was first discovered in the
area of an upstairs, untenanted apart-
ment and that defective wiring is
suspected. The block structure had hous-
ed a store since the 1930's, and Mrs.
Moore had operated the business the last
17 years. She said the only items saved
were seven cases of miscellaneous foods,
The Left Beaver, Martin and
Southeastern (Melvin) fire departments
fought the blaze.

First of the fires destroyed the home of
Torrence Wright at Salisbury last Friday.
Cause of the blaze had not been determin-
ed by Monday afternoon. The Martin and
Maytown fire departments answered the
call to the fire.

Firemen said they were handicapped
by lack of water in nearby streams and
the fact that fireplugs have not been in-
stalled along the Beaver-Elkhorn Water
District lines which serve that area.

David Files To Void
Permit to Stripmine

Citizen input in decisions affecting their
community is for many David residents a
matter of the highesl priority. Indeed,
since the formation of the community
development corporation there nine years
ago, it has been one of the town's explicit
goals.

Public access to the regulatory process,
they point out, is also an issue central to
this slate’s current efforls to demonsltrate
to federal environmental authorities that
the state is ready to enforce its own strip-
mine regulations.

Nor do they overlook the facl thal
Jackie Swigart, the new Secretary of the
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection, comes to that
post with a repulalion for sensitivily to en-
vironmental issues.

Town officials are anything but happy,
therefore, with the way a stripmine per-
mil was recently issued by DNREP to a
coal company intenl on mining a tract on
the town's eastern perimeter, and filed
suit in Franklin Circuit Court Monday in
an effort to have the permit revoked.

The nub of their complaint is thal
Branham and Baker Coal Company filed
for a permit to remove four knobs on the
ridge dividing Floyd and Magoffin coun-
ties, David's eastern border, but without
publicizing the permit application in this
county as required by law; that DNREP
improperly granted the permit, refusing
to revoke it even when the company's
failure to publish their intent to mine here
was discovered; and thal, accordingly,
the right of David residents to examine
and comment on the permit application
was abridged.

According to the petition for review {il-
ed on behalfl of the David Community
Development Corporation (DCDC) this
week, Branham and Baker originally ap-
plied for a stripmine permit in the area
last October 23, publishing the required
“Notice of Intention to Mine" in this

paper. DCDC requested a hearing on the
application, alleging thal issuance of the
permit would be injurious to them. The
company did nol pursue the application

As recently as May this year, David
residents felt confident Branham and
Baker had no outstanding permit applica-
tion for mining in the vicinity of the town,
an impression confirmed by Ron Cooley,
a company official, al a meeting of the
DCDC board of directors that month, ac-
cording to some who altended the
meeting.

On June 1, however, DCDC became
aware thal the company was clearing

exerls insufficient pressure on coal com-
panies o bear their share of the burden.

The impression that benefits come easi-
ly to former miners is a myth, says
Vandergaw, who points out that most
claims are vigorously contested by coal
companies, backed by conservative
physicians and attorneys, and are award-
ed only where the claimants have
weathered a tough adversary proceeding.

Claimants are vulnerable, she said,
because of the inexacl nature of the tests
designed to detect black lung disease,
‘‘Any attorney can make a feasible argu-
ment that the results of a particular test
do not prove the existence of
pneumoconiosis,” she said. “But if you
could see some of these miners taking the
tests you would know they are sick,” even
where the test results turn out to be
“normal’’ or ambiguous, she added.

“You've really got to'have black lung to
get black lung benefits,” asserts Frasure
flatly,

Boyd Thornsbury, of Melvin,-a 30-year
veteran of the mines, does not deny that
“‘there are some getting benefits that are
not due them, because they haven’t put in
their time' in the mines. Butl there are
also many due benefits who are not
receiving them, and most who do receive
them “‘have had to law™ to get them, he
claims

Thornsbury cites his own case as one in
point. Even after a lifetime underground,
his claim for benefits was twice turned
down and finally granted only after four
years and 18 medical reparts, he said.

Ermine Hall, of Prestonsburg, con-
cedes he was granted benefits without a
struggle, but then he worked 44 years
underground and says there could be no
doubt about his condition—'1 know I've
got it, no guessing about it.”

What bothers Hall is the wdy coal com-
panies aré contesting younger. Jnen’s

claims. “If they don't want to pay them
benefits, they'll get out everything under
the bed to throw at them,’' he explained,
adding, “I think it's pretty bad when you
work in the mines, get smothered in coal
dust, and then they lock you out of your
benefits. It's miserable they do people
that way. The rich man doesn't care what
happens to poor people.”

Successful claimants for black lung
nenefits usually receive a lump sum of
about $12,000 to begin and $444 .50 a month
if they have two dependents, $508 a month
~ith three or more dependents. Recent

Looking Backward

By George D). Brown
Time and tide wait for no man, but, as
the poet wrote, “Turn; turpmy wheel; all

things must change.” So it is and has been

with the Big Sandy valley.

We folks who are fortunate enough to
look back 70 years can see the great
change as the years pass. For example,
the now-brushy hillsides that once were
almost all cleared and planted in corn.

The varieties of corn planted then were
mostly Johnson County White and “‘the
Big Speckled Corn." The Johnson County
White was said to have originated on the
Abe Elliott farm on Miller's Creek (now
Van Lear), in Johnson county.

A rank hill of corn came up in Mr.
Elliott's garden. He hoed and look good
care of it because it looked different. The
ears produced were long, flinty ears, the
grain ground al old waler and sleam
gristmills making excellenl cornbread.

The corn was replanted, the seed saved,
and the variety soon spread over the en-
tire region. Where the original seed came
from no one to this day knows.

The “fiery hillsides’—we refer here to
the clearing of hillside land. This seemed
necessary to our early people, because
they feared high waters would destroy
crops planted in the lowlands.

[ have ridden the Big Sandy train when
at night you could see the brush being
burned on hundreds of hillsides.

It was quile a spectacle, and many
children stayed up late to watch the bright
fires that lit up the countryside from hill
to hill.

But man is destined to pay for his
mistakes. Most of the virgin timber had
already been cut at the timeé of which I
wrile and had been sold, some floaled
downstream as far as Cincinnati, My dis-
tant relative, “‘Preacher’ Jimmy Brown,
of the Abbott Creek section, was among
those who helped take several rafts to that
city which then seemed so very far away

Virgin hillsides, when cleared of scrub
timber, sprouts and briars, grew good
corn from three to five years, but after
that gullies began to form and the farmer
began to realize that much of his topsoil
had washed away. Much of it now lies in
the delta of the Mississippi river, some
three miles out in the Gulf of Mexico.

The title of Erma Bombeck's best-
selling book, “The Grass is Always
Greener Over the Seplic Tank,'
Presumes that the tank is properly func-
tioning and its discharge is benefiting the
soil and plants

That is not, however, always Lhe case

The state Division of Plumbing
estimates that 20 pere¢ent of the subsur-
face on-site sewage disposal syslems,
which are almost entirely septic tanks,
fail. That is a statewide figure. In some
locations the failure rate may be as high
as 70 percent, according lo the division

These failures create health and en-
vironmental problems that are serious in
nature and costly to correct

A 1978 survey by the stale’s county con-
servation districts listed malfunctioning
septic tanks as being second only to soil
erosion as the major source of nonpoinl
water pollution statewide. Nonpoinl
source pollution is pollution that is not
discharged from a defined pipe or outlet,
but is the result of runoff, seepage, etc

The report from that survey includes a
cost estimate for correcting the problem
The total estimate for the stale was more
than $355 million

Another eslimate, this from the US
Environmental Protection Agency in
1976, was approximately $227 million

The costs are obviously prohibitive and

so bring to mind the adage of an ounce of
prevention is worth a pound of cure

According lto a 1979 Legislalive
Research Commission report of sewage
disposal in rural Kentucky, the division
estimated thal primary reasons for
failures were inaccurate percolation test
reporis and soil analyses and high water
table conditions. Probably secondary
causes were faully installation or misuse
of the system by waler overloads

A percolation test is a measure of the
rate the soil absorbs water.

If this simple and relatively inexpen-
sive tesl is performed and the prospective
property buyer knows the resulls and
what they mean, most seplic tank pro-
blems can be avoided, according Lo
Plumbing Div. Director Eugene Perkins

*Extreme care should be taken prior lo
the Lime the property is bought,” Perkins
advises

Unless the test is done and the proper
resulls are shown, Perkins says, “You're
going to have one of the worst experiences
of your life.”

The remedies, he says, "“are prolonged
and expensive”” and in many insltances
“there is no relief."

Many county health departments per-
form the tesls free, according to Perkins,
but if such a service is nol available then a
land surveyor or engineer will do it for ap-

The Asniand-based utility announced if
filed a request Friday (June 27) with the
Kentucky Energy Regulatory Commis-
sion for an increase in annual revenues of
approximately $26-million, The company
noled that, due to the length of lime
historically involved in hearing and con-
cluding a rate case in Kentucky, it is
unlikely That an increase will be reflected
on customers’ bills before the end of the
vear.

Robert E. Matthews, president of Ken-
tucky Power, said, “*We work hard to hold
down olif_ operating costs, bul we cannol
keep pace with the rapid rate of inflation
which is affecting every phase of our
operations, especially new capital invest-
ment and interest rates.”

He pointed out thal the company has

been going through a steady period of con-«

struction and improvement of facilities
which has been extremely costly. “For
exampl@ " he said, “our line and station
construetion budget alone for 1980 is
$26.6-midlion and thal money is going
mainly for projects which are necessary
just to maintain and assure today's stan-
dard of-service. The future will call for
substantially higherexpenditures which
will inelude-obtaining additional genera-
tion facilities to meet the increasing de-
mand of our customers.”

He <¢ontinued, ‘‘to raise the wvast
amounts of money to build for the future,
a utility-must have a reasonable return on
invesied capital to attract investors. Ken-
tucky Power's return on investment is
less than what is needed in today's
marketto borrow at favorable interest
rates

The company was granted less than 15
percent of ils $13.3-million 1979 rate re-
quest. “We asked for and were granted a
rehearing for the 1979 rate case and on
Friday,June 27, the commission approv-
ed an additional $452,000. This makes a
total of about $1.92-million when we need-
ed $133-million,” explained Matthews.
The campany had placed ils 1979 re-
quesied rates into effect on Dec. 1, 1979
and will shortly begin refunds based on
the final cornmission order. The new rates
sought in Friday's filing will amount to an
increasg over present bills of $5.59 per
month For a residential customer using
758 kilowatthours per month

Small ponds can offer some of the besl
summertime fishing anywhere, but
keeping a pond productive can be dif
ficult.

The list of ills that can befall a pond is a
long one, according to Pete Pleiffer, who
is in charge of the Kentucky Department
of Fish and Wildlife Resources' farm
pond program

Pleiffer lists algae, muskrals, rooted
aqualic vegetalion and exygen depletion
as common troubles. Bul the most
prevalent pond problem is an out-of-
balance condition caused by harvesting
too many of one kind of fish and not
enough of another

If you own a pond, you're probably
already aware of most of these problems
And if you are fortunale enough to have
permission lo fish someone else's pond,
you should also know some of the
problems the owner faces and even be
willing to give a helping hand now and
again—ijust to show vour gratitude for
the hours of pleasant fishing vou've
experienced al his pond

If the pond is becoming overgrown wilh
callails, for example, you migh
volunteer a Saturday afllernoon to help
the pond owner clear them out

The best way to solve this problem is to
wade right in—into the pond, thail is—and
pull up the cattails by the roots. On a hot
summer day, this kind of “weeding” can
be downright refreshing

Muskrats can cause leaks by
burrowing into the pond's dam. If your
favorite pond shows signs of muskral
activity, tell the owner about it and ask
him if he'd mind if you steer a lrapper lo
the pond come next trapping season. Or if
you're a good shot with a .22, you could
volunteer your own services in season, of
course, If .the damage is severe and
immediate altention is required, you can
probably gel permission from the local
conservation officer to rid the pond of
muskrats even during the closed fur-
bearer season.

There's not much anyone can do aboul
a sudden “lurnover™—a rapid mixing of
water layers which suddenly brings
unoxygenated water oul of the depths
and into the' fish zone. Rapid air tem
perature changes or a cold rain can
cause turnovers, as can strong win ds or
even several days with heavy cloud
cover.

The first sign that something is amiss
is when fish start coming to the surface,
obviously in distress. By the time you can
take any action the crisis generally is
over. Sometimes the kill will be lotal, or
only small bluegill will survive. In either
case, renovation and restocking is about

Perhaps the biggest thing yougas an
angler, can do to help a pond remain
productive Is to keep bluegill and release
bass. The rule of thumb is that five to
seven pounds of bluegill shogld be
removed from the pond for everyipound
of bass taken out, Pleiffer says Al this
ratio i1sn't maintained prelty dlosely,
the pond will soon have few bass and oo
many small, stunted bluegill. When this
situation oceurs, renovation (trealing
the pond to kill all the fish in i) and
restocking is generally the best sélution.

The departmenl of fish and wildlife
offers bath technical guidance for farm
pond owners and bass, bluegill and
channel calfish for stocking. The®advice
is free, bul there is a $10 handling and
processing fee for the fish,

The first man lo see with any pond
problems or questions is the fish and
wildiife local conservation officer.
There's one assigned to each county and
if you don't know who your officer is, a
call to the county court clerk, the sheriff
or the fish and wildlife department in
Frankfort will gel you a name and phone
number. If you want a pond stocked, see
the conservation officer. The "annual
deadline is Oct. 1, but applications can be
made any lime.

Govt. Joins Effort
To Place CETA Grads

The Federal Government is joining in
efforts with the Opportunities In-
dustrialization Center (OIC) of America,
Inc., to place young graduates of CETA
programs in unsubsidized jobs.

Secretary of Labor Ray Marshall, ex-
panding on the program announcement
by President Carter in Miami, said
Federal agencies will begin hiring up to
10,000 Comprehensive Employment and
Training Act (CETA) program graduates
. nationwide during the next fiscal year.

The Rev. Leon Sullivan, director of the
OIC, has pledged to the President a con-
centrated effort to place an additional
90,000 young CETA graduates in jobs in
the private sector, during the same
period.

The OIC, one of the largest community-
based organizations (CBO) in the coun-
try, will be joined by other CBOs and
CETA prime sponsors in selecting. and

. referring “‘graduates™ of a variety of
CETA programs for the jobs.

The federal jobs are expected to be in
the entry grade levels (1 through 3) with
starting salaries of $7,210 to $8,925. The
Office of Personnel Management will
survey the Federal establishment to see
where and what agencies will be able to
hire the youth. These agencies will have
from six to 18 months, after the youth are
hired, to place them in permanent jobs.

The OIC’s 150 local affiliates will mount
an intensive campaign with the help of the

. Private Industry Councils to select and
place local youth in unsubsidized private
sector jobs after they have demonstrated
useful job skills in a CETA program. The
Federal government will provide ad-
ministralive support to Dr. Sullivan in
this undertaking.

The Targeted Jobs Tax Credit will be
utilized as an incentive for employers in
hiring young people as part of this special
effort.

AFDC Errors Down,
Report Indicates

Kentucky's error rales in providing
assistance under Aid to Families with
Dependent Children showed a sharp
decline in the most recent six-month
reporling period compared to Lhe
preceding six months, a recent federal
reporl shows

the state's rales also were well below
average national and regional figures for
the most recent period, according lo the
Social Security Adminstration report. The
reporlt compares rates for April
Seplember 1978 with Lhose of Oclober
1978-March 1979

The percenlage ol incorrect payments
in the AFDC program dropped by aboul
one third to 6.6 percent, the report in-
dicates. The national error rale was 10.4
percent

In addition to errors in the amoutl of
payments made, the reporl compares er-
rors in processing cases. A common in-
stance is failure of the recipient o declare
all income or of the caseworker Lo record
all income when AFDC forms are filled
oul

Kentucky ‘“‘case error’ rates dropped
4.3 percentage points Lo 15.1 percent, the
report shows. Nationally, the average
rale was 26 pereent.

The Department for Human Resources
administers the AFDC program in Ken
lueky. William L. Huffman, commis
sioner of the department’s Bureau for
Social Insurance, said the reporl is en
couraging news in the state’s campaign to
reduce errors.

“Over Lhe pasl several years, the
Human Resources Department has made
a concerled effort lo run the AFDC pro
gram more elfectively. I'm proud of the
bureau stall's efforts to process AFDC
payments more accuralely,” Hulfman
sud

The state also stacks up well against
other states in the eight-state
southeastern region, Huffman said. Ken
tucky's 6.6 pereenl paymenl error rale
compares with the 7.1 percenl average
regionully. For case ervors, Kentucky's
riale of 150 percent was L6 pereentage
pomnts below the regional average

Kentueky's figures were compiled by

the Human Resources Department using
federal standards. The dala is part of the
departmenl’s qualily control program
aimed al increasing efficiency in ad-
ministering public assistance programs

The rales were based on slalistical
samples of the slate’s total AFDC
caseload.

While the recently released [igures look
good, Huffman said, the Human
Resources Departmentl faces the
challenge of continuing lo reduce errors.

A Summer Basketball League

By KENNY RICE

On the asphalt basketball courts in the
city parks of Louisville and Lexington this
summer, boys ranging in junior high
through high school age are playing in the
basketball league known as “‘The Dirt
Bowl.”" It is a league known [or turning
out top basketball players who hone their
ont-on-one moves amidst the heat of the
asphalt and sun and sweaty bodies.

The Dirt Bowl is an organized summer
league where the teams play for a league
championship; however, the league is not
rigidly structured. Some of the teams are
entirely player-coached while other
teams are coached by a friend in college
or someone who donates some time in the
afternoons. The offense is basically pick
and roll and clear out for a little one-on-
one. The defense is strictly man to man
It’s fun for players and spectators and
Louigville and Lexington high schools
have been reaping the benefits of the sum-
mer leagues for years now.

Obviously, the Dirt Bowl is not the only
reason Kentucky's two largest cities pro-
duce so many good high school players
who go on to college via athletic scholar-
ships. These two areas have so many boys
to choose from that naturally there is go-
ing to be quite a bit of talent available. So
while the summer basketball leagues are
not the only reason, they are among the
top reasons for the basketball talent in the
cities. The players improve on their own
by working out against their peers.

With the emphasis Floyd countians
place on grade school and high school
basketball, it seems to me that a summer
basketball league would be a success here
in drawing support and helping develop
talent. The league would.be a success if
winning the league crown was not stress-
ed above making sure everyone got the
chance to play and that the players were
encouraged to use their individual talents
in the team concept.

I propose the Floyd County Summer
Basketball League for next season. The
rules are simple. Only boys who will be
entering the eighth grade through tlo
those entering the senior year of high
school the following school term will be
eligible. Each team is limited to eight
players, making it easier for everyone to
play a substantial amount of lime, Zone
defenses are not allowed, it's strictly man
to man in the FCSBL. The first team to
score 100 points wins the game with the
first half calletl when a team reaches 50
Each team has to have a supervisor to
serve as coach, although the “coach” can
be a friend in high school if the team
chooses. The coach should be concerned
with making substitutions more than
staying up late working on plays.

The place to play league games is the
Floyd County Park. It is centrally located
and has lights. Each team would have to
pay an entry fee, which should be nominal
and can be obtained from a local business
The entry fee would cover the costs of
having a league director, who would
make out the schedules, assign one
referee to call each game, and make sure
there was a basketball available. By
keeping the score on a pad, there is no
need to have a clock. Surely every high
school could spare a basketball to be used
for league games. One ref means less
money spent on each game and less fouls
and more action.

The league would limit games to
something sensible such as a six-week
schedule between the middle of May to
the middle of July. This leaves time for
summer vacation and the league would
take off during miners' vacation. It also
should keep the boys from getting burned
out on basketball.

The scheduling would be up to the
league director but a 10 to 12-game
schedule should salisfy everyone.

The talent and the facilities are here
and with a push from the county grade
and high school coaches, the league could

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Equalizing Social Security
For Women

lhe Social Security' system as it
stands today discriminates against
women,

This is not the exaggerited claim
of an overzealous women's rights
group. In a statement before the
House Ways and Means Committec.
the Commissioner of Social Securi-
ty, Stanford G, Ross. said 1 am
pleased to have, the opportunity
today to testify: before. this commit-
tee once more on an issuc of eritical
concern to all of us. That issue. put
simply, is how to achieve equal dand
adequate treatment for women:
changing sacial trends and behavior-
al patterns have made some dspects
of the program obsolete and have
created gaps and incquitics in the
protection afforded to women under
Social Security.™

The inadequacy of the system is
the result of its fatlure to adapt to
the social changes that have oc-
curred since 1935. A Health,
Education and Welfare Department
report entitled “Social Security and
the Changing Roles of Men and
Women™ said “The present Social
Security structure works best in' the
case of a lifelong married couple
where one spouse is a lifelong paid
worker and the other is a lifclong
homemaker." That situation is far

* Today, over half of all women
work in the paid labor force,
compared 10 only 27 percent in 1940,
Two-thirds of all women age 25-54
are expected to be in the labor force
by 1990.

« Forty-two percent of the work
force today is made up of women,
compared to only 25 percent in 1940,
Married women make up 25 percent
of the work force. compared to 9
percent in 1940,

+ Almost half of all married
women are working for pay, com-
pared to only 17 percent in 1940.

* Of married women under age
55 living with their husbands:

-39 percent with preschool age
children work.

-56 Ppercent, ‘with . school — age
children work.

-65 percent with no children under
age 18 work.

« The ratio of divorces to mar-
riages has increased from one in six
in 1940 to one in two today.

* One out of three married
couples with a woman between the
ages of 26 and 40 is expected to
divorce, compared to only one out of
every seven in 1940,

Unfair Treatment

Just about all women—whether
divorced, widowed or married, with
or without children—are discrimin-
ated against in some way under the
provisions af the current Social
Security system.

« [fa woman takes more than five
years out of her working career to
raise a family, she will receive
significantly lower Social Security
pension benefits when she retires,

Pension benefits are determined
by the average annual salary of the
beneficiary. The five lowest paid or
unpaid years may be discounted

when calculating the average salary
The rest of the years the woman
spends at home raising children
without pay must be included in her
average salary

For example. a woman who works
for 15 years at an average annual
rate of $11,300 and then works at
home for 10 vears raising children
will receive $50 a month less than
& person who works 25 uninterrupted
yeurs at the same verage annual
wage.

Women who became entitled to
retirement benefits in January 1979
based:on their own earnings reccived
an average monthly benefit of $230,
compared to $339 for men.

¢« If a woman should become
disabled after leaving the work force
to raise¢ children. she may not be
¢eligible for disability beneflits.

To qualify for disability benefits,
a person must have worked for five
of the ten years previous (0 the
disability. If a woman is disabled
after more than five years of raising
children, she s entitled to no
disability benefits. In the words of
the former HEW Secretary, Joseph
Califano, “She has, in effect, been
penalized for child-rearing.”

* A husband and wife who both
work receive less Social Security
benefits than a couple in which only
the husband works, even though the
total incomes of the two couples are
identical.

For example, a couple in which
each spouse earned an average of
$6.000 a year will receive benefits
totaling $530 a month. A couple in
which one pariner earned an average
of $12,000 a year and the other did
not work will receive $636 a
month.

+ Women who are divorced after
less than 10 years of marriage are
not entitled to any Social Security
benefits based on their ex-husbands’
incomes.

Even if a divorced woman does
fulfill the 10 year requirement, the
benefit she receives (half her
ex-husband’s worker benefit) is often
inadequate 1o support her; and since
many of these women have little or
no work experience. they often have
trouble [inding jobs.

» Married women who work may
receive no more, or even less, in
benefits than they would as unem-
ployed spouses

As an unemployed spouse. the
woman is entitled to hall of her
husband’s benefits. If her own
benefits do not equal hall of her
husband’s she receives no more than
she would by staying home and has,
in effect, received nothing in return
for the Social Security taxes she paid
while working.

» Homemakers under age 60 are
not eligible for widow's benefits
unless they are at least age 50 and
disabled, or are caring for children.
The period between the time a
widow's children reach age 18 and
she reaches age 60 has been called
the “widow gap.” She receives no
Social Security benefits and may
find it particularly difficult to enter
the job market. Widows who are
disabled under age 50 receive no
disability benefits.

While HEW freely admits the
Social Security system is inadequate,
the question of how to make it more
responsive 1o the needs of today's
women is a difficult one.

The main problem is funding.
Strong protests have recently been
registered by workers against the
present level of Social Security
taxes, and any proposal 10 increase
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funding by increasing taxes is sure
Lo meet stiff resistance. The problem
boils down to one of giving lairer
benefits to women while taking as
little as possible away [rom other
Social ‘Security beneficiaries.

Changing the System

The two “broad-scaled options™
offered in the HEW report are
referred to as the earnings-sharing
plan and the two-tier benefit plan
Under the ecarnings-sharing plan,
half of the total annual earnings of
a couple would be credited to each
spouse’s individual earnings: record.
The benefits for each spouse would
be based on half of the couple's
earnings during years of marriage
and on the individual’s earnings
while unmarried.

In the event of a' divorce, each
partner's wage record would be
credited half of the combined
carnings of the couple during their
marriage, regardless of how long the
marriage lasted;

When one member of the couple
dies, the surviving spouse would be
credited with 80 percent of the total
earnings of the couple during their
marriage, but no less than 100
percent of the earnings of the higher
WAge edrner.

Benefits for young survivors would
be based on any earnings credits the
deceased person had from paid work
while unmarried or during the
current marriage, plus any credits
acquired as a result of a prior
marriage terminated by death or
divorce. The benefits would only be
paid until the youngest child reached
age 7, rather than age |8 as under
present law. This modification is
based on the fact that more women
enter the work force when their
children enter school, and indica-
tions that the current benefit may
act as a deterrent to work, according
to HEW. To make up for this
change, the child's benefit would be
increased, and an adjustment benefit
equal to 100 percent of the deceased
spouse’s benefit would be paid for
one year after the death of the
spouse.

In the event of disability, the
benelit would be based on the
person’s own earnings, taking into
accpunt earnings shared ‘with a
spouse during a previous marriage or
credits acquired on the death of a
spouse. Earnings would not be
shared with regard to a marriage
still in effect at the time of
disability

IT put into effect as it stands in
the. HEW report, the “earnings-
sharing plan would actually decrease
the long-range costs of Social
Security by 0.06 percent, according
to Califano. Applied to the 1979
taxable payroll, the effect would be
a decrease of $0.6 billion compared
to present law.

Two-Tier Plan

Under the two-tier benefit, plan, a
flat rate benefit would be paid to
every LU.S. citizen, regardless of
earnings, who meets the age requir-
ements or is disabled. In addition to
the flat rate benefit, an earnings-
related benefit would be paid on the
basis of employment covered under
the Social Security program.

In the event of a divorce, each
partner's wage record would be
credited with half of the couple’s
combined earnings during their
marriage.

In addition to a tier-1 benefit,
surviving spouses would inherit
carnmings as they would under
carnings sharing. A one-year adjust-
ment benefit would be paid to a
surviving spouse under age 62. The
amount would be 100 percent of the
tier-Il benefit based on all the
carnings credits of the deceased
person, including those from a
previous marriage.

Disability benefits would be
payable to everyone who meets the
definition of disability. There would
be no requirement for the person to
have worked under the Social
Security program. The basic benefit
would be a tier-I benefit. If the
disabled person had earnings credits,
whether from his or her own
earnings or as a result of divorce or
death of a spouse, he or she would
be entitled to tier-11 benefits.

Tier-1 benefits would be payable
to disabled homemakers who never
worked in covered employment.
Disabled widows and widowers of
any age could receive tier-1" and
tier-1l benefits, not just those' age
50-60, as under present law.

The cost of the two-tier plan could
range from an increase of 0.5
percent of taxable payroll ($5 billion
in 1979) to a decrease of |86
percent of taxable payroll (519
billion in 1979) depending on the
method used to adjust the tier-1
benefit for changes in wages and
prices,

EKCEP Asks $18,990,600
For Eastern Ky. Program

The Eastern Kentucky Concentrated
Employment Program, Inc., (EKCEP)
with central offices in Hazard, is applying
for $18,990,600 Lo operate programs under
the Comprehensive Employment and
Training Act.

If approved by the U. S. Department of
Labor Employment and Training Ad-
ministration, the funds will be used to con-
tinue to operate employment and training
activities during Fiscal year 1981 which
begins October 1, 1980 and ends
September 30, 1981.

The funds requested are for operation of
activities including classroom training,
on-the-job training, work experience and
public service employment for eligible
participants in 23 Eastern Kentucky coun-
ties for which EKCEP is the prime spon-
sor.,

Going-Out-of-Business Overcharges Penalized

Atlorney General Steven L. Beshear an-
nounced last week that thousands of
dollars will be returned in coming months
to Louisville-area furniture buyers who
were overcharged at two
“going-out-of-business’' sales.

An agreed order and judgment further
provided that the company would pay
$10,000 to cover the cost of the state’s in-
vestigation and participation. This pay-
ment has already been made.

The refunds, “‘from $5 to $200 or more,"
according to Attorney General Beshear,
are required in a settlement worked out
between consumer protection officials
and the Louisville furniture store. The
refunds will go to consumers who bought
furniture at prices above inventory
“‘sale” prices at these two stores.

The stores involved had advertised
going-out-of-business sales and had ob-
lained a license from the Jefferson county
clerk. They had also filed inventories of
all merchandise to be sold, as required by
state law. The inventories included the
regular retail price of the merchandise
and the sale prices to be offered.
However, a two-month joint investigation
by the Jefferson County Consumer Pro-
tection Office and the office of the At-
torney General showed that after getting
the license, the store had added more than
$124,000 worth of furniture to the inven-
tories and had raised ‘‘sale’’ prices. Some
prices were even higher than the regular
prices listed in the inventories.

The Consumer Protection Division of
the attorney general’s office notified the
store that a suit was prepared charging
the company with false advertising,
misrepresenting sales prices and adding
merchandise to a going-out-of-business

sale inventory. On May 23, the parties
agreed to a settlement that requires the
company to research all sales receipts
issued since the beginning of the sale on
March 28 and to refund any overcharges
based on what customers acutally paid in
excess of the inventory sales prices. Con-
sumers will be contacted only if they have
been overcharged.

The company agreed to send the
refunds to the overcharged customers,
along with letters saying that the amounts
were determined under the supervision of
the attorney general’s office.

This case reflects the emphasis the Con-
sumer Protection Agency has recently
placed on going-out-of-business sales and

other sales that threaten to harm con-
sumers

Assistant Attorney General Phyllis L.
Raobinson referred to a move last month
by the agency to protect consumers from
“truckload™ sales. She said these sales
have become an increasing problem in re-
cent years because too frequently the
sellers are gone by the time consumers
have complaints about merchandise
bought from them

The purpose of stronger enforcement of
the ‘‘Going-out-of-Business’’ slatute,
Robinson said, was not only to protect
consumers but also "‘the many ethical
businesses that are operating in Kentucky
and are hurt by irresponsible sellers."

Stuarf’s W-Hollow Farm Bought
By State, To Be Nature Preserve

When the Stuarts and their relatives,
the Hiltons, came to W-Hollow in Greenup
county during the 1880's they didn’t own
any land at first but “later they managed
to win practically the whole valley."”
recalls author Jesse Stuart in a biography
of his father.

Young Jesse Hilton Stuart shared this
desire to own land. His particular dream
was to own all the land where his parents,
Mitchell and Martha, had rented. As
Jesse Stuart began working, he started to
buy land and eventually owned 28 parcels.
Jesse and his wife, Naomi Deane, sel up
housekeeping 40 years ago in a home his
parents rented when he was a boy.

Last Wednesday, in their W-Hollow
home, Mr. and Mrs. Stuart finalized an
agreement with the Commonwealth of
Kentucky which will protect their beloved
land.

The state has taken formal litle to a
715-acre tract for use as a nature
preserve. Don Mills, the governor's chief
administrative assistant, went to
W-Hollow and presented Stuart with a
$601,750 check.

The 72-year-old poet and novelist and
his wife had earlier presented half of the
land to the state as a gift with the
understanding that the rest would be pur-
chased.

“I think Kentucky's got a bargain, and
I'm glad. I wanted them to because I love
the state,” said Stuart, The Kentucky
author and poet received the check while
lying in a hospital bed in his home,

There will be people coming to
W-Hollow “who will love this land and
these pathways cut over it. They'll walk
over it and love it as we have loved it. We
see g beauly init," said Stuart. Establish-
ment of this land as a nature preserve is
“‘going to be something for the future,’ he
said.

Will Provide More
CETA Jobs for Vets

Secrelary of Labor Ray Marshall an-
nounced that an additional $10 million in
CETA (Comprehensive Employment and
Training Act) funds will be made
available in Fiscal Year 1981 for veterans
employment programs.

Marshall made the announcement dur-
ing a meeing of the Secretary's Commit-
tee on Veteran's Affairs, which provides
coordination and focus for the various
velerans programs administered by the
U_S. Labor Department.

Marshall told the Committee that the
programs to be operated with the addi-
tional funds “‘will strengthen the Ad-
ministration’s efforts to meet the read-
justment and employment needs of
disabled and Vietnam-era veterans."
Dennis R. Wyant, deputy assistant
secretary for veterans employment, add-
ed that the new initiatives are aimed at
“those veterans groups with the greatest
need for assistance.”

The $10 million wil be used to:

--Maintain the Disabled Veterans
Outreach Program (DVOP) through
Fiscal Year 1981 at a staffing level of
1,500, and

-Enable a minimum of 40 state and
local governments operating CETA pro-
grams to expand community-based jobs
programs for disabled and Vietnam-era
velerans.

Marshall pointed out that during
DVOP’s three years of operation, there
has been a “marked improvement” in the
placement of disabled veterans. "‘There is
no question that the improvement in the
placement numbers—over 100,000 since
its inception—is in many ways (raceable
to the efforts of the DVOP staff,” he said.

The Labor Department had previously
planned to reduce DVOP staff to 1,000 by
September, 1981.

The selection of the 40 state and local
governments that will operate veterans
community-based programs will be based
on need. The Secretary also said that the
department planned to rely on the exper-
tise of experienced veterans community
program operators to aid areas in setting
up Lheir programs.

Mrs. Stuart said her husband wanted to
improve the land and leave it a betler
place. “His idea was always to improve
and not lo destroy the land...not to cul the
timber." The land in ils present state is
the “fulfillment of a dream (and) as we
near our life's end it's good Lo [eel that its
going to be preserved, perpetuated and
taken care of..."

Stuart and his wife have retained
ownership of their house and 15 surroun-
ding acres. The couple will continue to
live in their home in W-Hollow, an area
which took ils name [rom a W-shaped
creek.

Money for; purchase of the Stuarts’ land
came from the lederal Department of the
Interior and its Heritage Conservation
and Recrealion Service

Stuar('s wishes are that timber and
wildlife on the land be preserved. He also
wants the area lo be open to the public so
others can experience the inspiration and
stimulation he gained from it and subse-
quently immortalized in his writings. The
area will be designated for passive
recreation and environmental education
in addition to cultural and nature study,
said Harker.

Stuart, a Greenup native, is the author
of 54 books, including ‘‘Man with a Bull-
Tongue Plow'" and “‘Head o" W-Hollow."
This Kentucky poet and author is con-
sidered one of the most important
regional writers of 20th century American
fiction.

Center Assists Abused Spouces

It looks like any other older home in the
quiet neighborhood near downtown Lex-
ington. Trees line the narrow driveway,
the lawn is well-groomed and a rainbow of
petunias grow in planters along the walk
and front porch,

Inside there is enough living space for
15 women and children. The women are
ages 14 to 60 years old, their family in-
come levels range from poverty (o $80,000
a year and their racial backgrounds vary
from Caucasian to Hispanie.

The women have on common (rait:
each is a victim of spouse abuse,

They get to Lexington's YMCA Spouse
Abuse Center by either telephoning the
center's 24-hour crisis line or through
referral from the police department and
the Department for Human Resources'
adult protective services section. The
length of their stays vary from overnight
to 50 days, depending on individual situa-
tions and each woman's future plans.

Of the 574 women and children who've
checked in and out of the center in its first
year of operation, director Travis Fritsch
estimates 97 percent of the 234 women
have been abused by their husbands
before seeking help. “When a woman
comes here, it may not be after the worst
beating she's ever had, just the last one,”
says Fritsch said.

Many women, especially those in higher
income brackets, never physically check
in to the center. *‘Middle-class women at-
tach such a stigma to spouse abuse,’”
Fritch said.
somebody your attorney-husband is abus-
ing you.”

They will, however, use the crisis
telephone line for referral lo a counselor
or a support group of other abuse victims
who meet weekly at various places in the
community, he added.

While at the center. women are given
“time to relax and re-orient themselves,"
Fritsch said. They are responsible for
keeping their rooms clean, laundering
their own clothes and watching their
children.

The center employs Fritsch and five
full-time workers who answer the crisis
line, handle paperwork, counsel women in
the center and even babysit if a mother
has a doctor's appointment or a job inter-
view.

Residents at the center meet one night
each week with the night supervisor and a
volunteer nutritionist to plan the menu for
the next week. They alternate cooking
and other kitchen duties, Fritsch said.

Top priority al the center is answering
the 24-hour crisis line and meeting the
needs of individual women. “When they
first call us, we ask them to file an assault
report with the police, not prosecute their
husbands," according to Fritsch. “Very
few of them do file the report. They aren’t
brought up to hurt back. They don't want
their marriages to end.”

Fritsch said center staff will work with
the women individually to “help them
think through what they've been through
and where they want to go from here."
Many return home to rebuild their
families, and some strike out to make a
new life for themselves and their
children.

At the center, the women may. take
classes in family dynamics, nutrition and
health care. The classes are provided by
the University of Kentucky and the
Fayette County School System.

Most importanl, the women are given
time to decide what todo with their lives.
The center address is kept secret so
women and children cannot be harrassed
by angry husbands. While there are not
full-time security guards, local police
cruise the neighborhood frequently and
stop in at the center ‘‘to make sure
everything is all right,” Fritsch said.

Children *‘don’t miss any school work,"
Fritsch said. They are enrolled in public
schools while their mothers stay at the
center. “‘In order to see their children and
their wives, many husbands will charge
that their kids are missing school,”’ she
said.

The Lexington center, which opened in
late May 1979, cost $128,000 to operate last
year. Rental of the building, utilities,

maintenance “‘and basic costs of keeping -

the place open’ are paid by Lexington-
Fayette Urban County Government. Ad-
ditional money was provided by a grant
from the federal law Enforcement
Assistance Administration managed on
the state level by the Kentucky Crime
Commission.

“I's not easy to tell

Enforcement Assistance, Kentucky's
Departmen! for Human Reésources has
appropriated nearly $900,000 for the next
biennium to help support seven spouse
abuse centers across the state,

Human Resources currently holds a
$162,000 annual contract with the YWCA
of Louisville to assist a spouse abuse
shelter there. An additional $274,000 per
year has been allotted for fiscal years 1981
and 1982 to help support existing shelters
in Lexington, Covington, Barbourville
and Morehead, a new center in Somerset
and ‘‘'safe homes'—private residences
that temporarily house an abuse vie-
tim—in Paducah

Fritsch said the Lexington center “is
still heavily dependent on donations™ to
keep its doors open lo abused women. She
said a number of individuals and local

groups have donated money and furniture:

to the center. She singled out the
Bluegrass Junior Women's Club for
donating personal grooming packets for
the residents, the local Knights of Colum-
bus for sponsoring a fish fry for the
center's benefit, the Lexington Jaycees
for helping the staff prepare the center for
its opening last year and the Lexington
British Club for donating disco dance pro-
ceeds to the center. Fritsch said most
groups and clubs in the area have been
most supportive of the center.

This year the center is operating on a
budget totalling $145,000. If Fritsch could
expand one aspect of the center, it would
be follow-up services for women after
they leave the center.

She tells of a woman and her two
children who lived at the center for
several days. The woman's husband, who
had an extensive police record, threaten-
ed to find out the center address and
dynamite it.

The wontan moved with her children to
a small community in eastern Kentucky.
The center was never blown up, but last
week the woman’s new house was set
afire by her husband, It burned to the
ground,

“It's like that television commercial
about commercial car repairs,”"” Fritsch
said. "“If you don’t pay now, you're going
to pay a lot more later. Spouse abuse is a
cycle. Every penny we put into prevention
is going to be well spent.”

Says Recession Is Cause
Of Falling Interest Rates

Inflation and mortgage interes!t rates
have fallen significantly because of the
recession, not because of wise federal
economic policies, Dr. Jack Carlson, ex-
ecutive vice-president and chief
economist of the National Association of
Reallors, said last week.

"“Existing home sales have dropped a
record 45 percent from an annual rale of
3.9 million units last fall to 2.2. million in
May, but there are signs ol a slight im
provement in June,” Carlson said. He ad-
ded that sales can be expected lo improve
gradually throughout the remainder of
1980 and into 1981 before reaching a
record level in 1982,

“Housing starts should rise modestly
over the next six months,” Carlsen con-
tinued, “and a significant improvement
should occur during the next two years,
averaging 1.5 million units in 1981 and
over 2 million units in 1982."

In his monthly outlook for the economy
and real estate, Carlson said a drop in
mortgage interest rates from 16 percent
in April to about 13 percent in June and
temporary slower growth in housing
prices, have greatly reduced monthly
payments of principal and interest. “The
typical monthly mortgage payment on a
median priced home has declined from
$677 (or 30 percent of average spendable
income) in April to an estimated $549 (or
24 percent of spendable income) in June,"
he continued.

Mortgage interesl rates should increase

again in 1981, Carlson said, as the
economy recovers and inflation ac-
celerates. This will occur while the

The Louisa-Fort Gay Bridge over the
Big Sandy River was partially opened to
traffic June 24, a little more than four
years after planning for the new bridge
began.

The bridge was constructed under a $5
million contract awarded in late 1977 to
R.R. Dawson Co., of Lexington, It
replaces a toll bridge spanning the Levisa
and Tug forks of the Big Sandy.

spending.”

He said slower growth of federal spen-
ding, smaller deficits and tax relief to
stimulate savings and investment are
needed to achieve lasting lower inleresl
rates, reduce inflation and increase the
nation's economic well being

Carlson took note of the real earnings
decrease from May, 1979, to May, 1980,

“That is a lot of money, and when

families begin to lose spendable income
due to inflation and higher taxes, the
lower mortgage interest rates won't mean
much. People have to have income to
make their principal and interest
payments,’" he pointed out.

KET Reports Vlewers Up

KET’s regular, at-home audience has
grown significantly during the past four
vears. That's the finding of a recent
report issued by Dr. Imelda Van Fleet,
KET's director of research.

Based on an in-school survey and an Ar-
bitron survey, the report shows thal the
number of Kentuckians who watch KET
al least once a week has increased by
about 83,000 or 49.1 percent since 1976

The report compares viewership in
February 1976, when the network had
aboul 169,000 viewers, and February 1979,
when il attracted 252,000 weekly viewers.

Other significant findings of the report
show that 85 percent of Kentucky's
schools use KET and that nine in 10
elementary school children have watched
KET during the year. Outside the school,
almost 68 percent of KET viewing is done
by adults.

In still another survey designed to
measure overall viewership, it was found
that 66.4 percent of Kentuckians have
watched KET. The results of this 1979
survey were provided by the University of
Kentucky's Survey Research Center in
Lexington,

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Coal Is Key To

Problem, Sturgill Says

"Il is estimated we have three times
more energy in coal in the United States
than all the energy contained in oil in the

.Mrdt*uslt'rn countries,'” state Secretary
of Energy William B. Sturgill told a
group of coal indusiry representatives
recently. Sturgill spoke to more than 100
people al the Pine Mountain State Resort
Park during the sixth Kentucky Coal
Refuse Disposal and Utilization Seminar:

Coal industry people hold the future of
this country in their hands, he said. “We
need to produce coal in a safe, en
vironmentally sound way and assure
your children and my children of the

.{-m‘rg_\' independence this country so
badly needs,"” he added

Sturgill said several coal conversion
plants which will each convert 25,000 tons
of coal into 16,000 tones of clean-burning
fuel or 50,000 barrels of gas are being
built in western Kentucky

“If you use the multiplier of 16 tons of
coal produced per man day you can see
that is creating a lot of jobs,” he said
Those jobs, he continued, will improve

. stability of the work force and the
'M) economy In thatl area

Other new markets Sturgill sees for
Kentucky coal are in Western Europe
and the Eastern United States. Utility
companies and businesses in both places
are rapidly converting to coal, he said.
“Energy affects the lifestyles of each of
us,” he said, noting that 50 percent of the
oil consumed in the United States is
imporled al a cost of more than $90
billion.

Of the 71 nuclear plants in the country,
Sturgill said 14 were “off the line lasl
Thursday" and the rest are not operating
at 80 percent of their capacity. Nol a
single nuclear plant was ordered buill in
1979, he said, and of the four ordered in
1978 all were canceled or pul on hold.

Experts tell us we are 25 years away
from harnessing solar power for ef-
fective use, he continued.

Coal reserves lotal % percent of the
energy reserve in the nation, he said
Howcver, more that 13 percent of the
nation’s energy needs are currently
supplied by coal, he emphasized.

There are three things that must be

done to make coal suitl our current
lifestyles, Sturgill said. '*We must
electrify coal o provide abundant,

cheap, convenient electric power. We
must gasify coal to provide clean, con-
venieut heating fuel for homes and of-
fices,; And we must liquely coal"to

Coal Council

To Aid Small
Mine Operators

Governor John Y. Brown, Jr, last week
established a 30-member Coal Policy
Council and announced a reorganization

* within the Department of Energy.

Brown said that both steps, including
structural changes within the Depart-
ment of Energy, are necessary to assure
continued growth of Kentucky's vital coal
economy.

*“The establishment of this Coal Policy
Council, which will formulate a com-
prehensive plan to develop our coal in-
dustry in an orderly and efficienl manner,
is part of a long-standing commitment I
have made to the people of Kentucky to
stabilize and promote this vital segment
of our state's economy,” said Brown.

Brown appointed the members of the
Council and discussed the Energy Depart-
ment reorganization at a news conference
al the Kentucky Energy Center in Lex-
ington. He was joined by Energy
Secretary William B, Sturgill.

Brown said the Council's duties would
include evaluating current regulatory
procedures, attempling to eliminate
counter-productive regulatory provisions,
evaluating federal activities relating to
the coal industry and representing the
state before Congress, federal agencies
and the courts.

“It is now a matter of record that the
one segment of the coal industry that
needs all of the assistance thal can be pro-
vided by both the state and the federal
government is the small operators,” said
Brown. "It is moest important, both to the
coal industry itself and to the economy of
Kentucky, that we immediately provide
some assistance for the small operator
who today is working with a distinet
disadvantage, both in the production of
coal and the marketing of coal. This will
be a priority item of this Department.”

Brown said that Sturgill requested the
Departmental reorganization in an effort
to streamline the state's accelerated pro-
gram to develop new markets for Ken-
tucky coal

Mayor Proclaims Saturday

Means Bigger Check

People approaching 65 who have no
retirement plans should be glad to know
thal their social security check will be
larger when they finally do get it, Jim
Kelly, Social Security director for the Big
Sandy area, said recently,

The reason, Kelly said, is because of the
“delayed retirement credil.” This credit
increases a person's retirement check for
each month he or she does nol gel a
benefit after 65 and before 72, The eredit
adds one-twelfth of 1 percent for each
month—1 percent for each full year—that
a person does nol get a check because of
work. For people who reach 65 in 1982 and
after, the credit will amount {o one-lourth
of 1 percent for each month, 3 percent for
each whole year. The worker's credit also
applies to widow's and widower's
benefits. In addition to these credits, a
person’s earnings alter 65 may also resull
in a larger check than would have been
payable al 65, Kelly said

“Of course,”” Kelly said, *‘a person who
starts getting benefits at 65 can still work
and have significant earnings before his
or her checks are affecled. In 1980, a per-
son 65 or older can earn $5,000 and still
receive all benefits for the year."

If earnings go over $5,000, then $1 in
benefits is withheld for each $2 of earn-
ings over $5,000. This annual exempt
amount will rise to $5,500 for 1981, and
$6,000 for 1982, and automatically in-
crease thereafter to keep pace with in-
creases in average wages. The exempl
amount for people under 65 in 1980 is
$3.720, and will aulomatically increase
thereafter

The
health department has scheduled two
weeks, July 21 through August 1 for "'Get
Ready Time." Parents may bring their
children to the health depaltment any
weekday during these two weeks, 8 a.m.
to 4 p.m. to gel immunizations required,
TB skin tests, blood counts and
urinalyses.

These services may also be obtained at
the health department Monday, Wednes-
day, and Friday of each week (8 till 4) or
at any of the regularly scheduled outpost
clinies throughout the county. The
scheduled outpost clinics for July are:

Emerging last February from a
four and a half month strike, World
Alrways first 10 offer
drastically reduced fares 1o Hawaii:
$528 round trip from the east coast,
$220 from Les: Angeles. United
Airlines quickly followed suit,
lowering their rock bottom round
trip excursion tickets to $500. Two
months later, World countered with
a $69.99 LA-Honolulu fare; $139.99

An Offer You Can’t Refuse

In this year of soaring inflation,
vou can actually afford to take that
vacation in this Pacilic paradise. If
you've ever thought of going, now’s

What should vou expect when you
get there?

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with free mileage. Reserving the car
is important. Don't expect the
advertised specials to be waiting for
you when you finish your Ilate
breakfast—they won't be. The small
cars get rented early each
morning.

You can also go island hopping—
two to eighteen flights a day,
depending on which island you want
to hop. If you're vacationing for a
week or more, you should definitely
explore. The islands really do differ
from each other.

Pick and Choose

Take advantage of the low fares
while they last; while the air fares
are competitive, it's a cheaper
vacation package than some of the
mainland meccas

Although its prices have been the
lowest so far, there are some
disadvantages to World Airways. If
you want to eat anything while
you're on a World flight, the meal
will cost you -an extra . $3.00;
listening to music or watching the
in-flight movie requires another
$2.50. Buying your ticket with a
credit card boosts the price another
three dollars.

Whenthose charges cat up the
difference in price between a ticket
on World and a ticket on a carrier
like United, which offers those frills
at no extra charge, you're better off
flying the other carrier. Before you
decide that frills aren't worth the
extra money, consider this: if you're
flying from the east coast to Hawaii,
ten hours is a long time to go without
eating

For ' convenience, United offers
more flights each day from more
places to Hawaii. However, if you're
flying on the spur of the moment,
World's excursion no-frills tickets
come with no restrictions. The other
major carriers place conditions on
their bargain fares: you have to
reserve at least seven days in
advance, and vyour stay has to
include a Saturday.

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Tanning Booth Safety
Questioned by Stumbo

A young woman disrobes and steps into
a small booth. An operator flips a switch,
and the woman is exposed to ultraviolet
light from four bulbs installed in the
corners of the booth. A few minutes later,
the lights shul off, the woman dresses
and goes on her way.

Tanning booths are sprouting up all
over Kentucky, and state health officials
are concerned that tanning booth
cuslomers may be getling more than a
tan. They may be getting skin cancer,
eye damage and injuries from falling in
the booths.

Human Resources Secretary Grady
Stumbo says the public should be alerted
to possible health hazards posed by them.

In beauth salons, spas and dress shops
throughoul the state, tanning booths are
becoming popular items. Human
Resources Department officials haven't
been able to keep tabs on the number of
booths in Kentucky, but there are dozens,
al least. More are going up every month,
officials say.

The national growth of tanning booths
has prompted federal officials to draft
and begin enforcing regulations
governing them. The rules, which went
inlo effect May 9, require safety features
for the equipment.

The state currenlly has no monitoring
program for lanning booths, Stumbo
said.

Stumbo, himself a physician, said
tanning booth exposure may be both an
immediate and long-term health hazard.

Exposure to intense ultraviolet light
may cause a temporary bul painful in-
flammaltion of the cornea, the outer
covering of the eye, Stumbo said.

Because lanning booths may reach 100

degrees or ‘'more, some customers may
faint and fall against one of the light-
bulbs. Unanchored booths might lip over
in such a fall, Stumbo said

Long-term problems are cause for
even more concern, Stumbo said.

“Dermatologists have been saying for
years that continued exposure Lo
ultraviolet light is linked to increased
chances for skin cancer. That is why skin
doctors advise their patients to protect
themselves from prolonged sunlight ex-
posure and lo stay away from artificial
ultraviolet light except for professional
medical treatmen! for certain skin
conditions,” Stumbo said: Despite the
warnings, suntanning continues to
flourish, he added,

Stumbo sought the opinion of a
prominent Lexington dermatologist, Dr
.Joseph Bark, concerning the lanning
booth hazards. In a letter to Stumbo,
Bark called the popularity of tanning
booths an “environmental hazard™ and a
“cutaneous catastrophe.”

Bark said some studies suggest such
exposure may resulf in the development
of a particularly dangerous and faslt-
spreading skin cancer called melanoma,
as well as other skin cancers.

Stumbo said some patients he has
treated have had problems that may be
linked to ultraviolet light exposure in
tanning hooths.

Bul one Central Kentucky booth
operator said she and other owners are
not convinced thal properly run booths
are hazardous.

She said any known health problems
are caused by poorly maintained booths
operated by untrained people. She cited a
study which said moderate tanning is not
a proven health hazard.

It is those poorly operated stalls that
are getting much of the attention of
federal radiation control officials.

Primary responsibility for enforcing
the new regulations falls to the federal
Food and Drug Administration. The head
of enforcement of tanning booth
regulations is Joanne Barron.

In a recent telephone interview, Barron
said the regulations spell out the
precautions that must be taken in the
operation of a booth.

Among those precautions are these:

Lightbulbs must be shielded; booths
must be ventilated to avoid high tem-
peratures; booths must be securely
anchored; booths must have automatic
light timers not exceeding 10 minutes;
customers must be given protective
eyewear; booth floors must be marked so
customers stand in the center of the stall
booths must have an interior ‘‘panic
bulton," a device to shut off the lights if a
customer is in distress.

Enforcing those regulations is another
matter, Barron said the FDA is under-
staffed in enforcement officers. “We're
talking about eight man-years (equal to
eight employees working a year) for the
nex! fiscal year,” she said.

The FDA doesn'l have current data on
the number of tanning booths in the
couniry, but "I would suspect something
like 2,000-3,000," Barron said.

Training of booth operalors also is
getling the attention of health officials.

The Central Kentucky tanning booth
operator said she and her staff have
received Iraining from the equipment’s
manufacturer. She said each customer is
screened before entering the booth. By
using a  manufacturer-provided
questionnaire, the operalor can establish
how long a customer should slay in the
booth. However, she said she has heard
some lanning booth owners let customers
stay in the booth as long as they like.
