Two abrupt resignations, traffic con-
gestion at the post office intersection,
securing right of way for the troubled
Cliff road project, and a possible
dispute with the county over garbage
disposal were among the topics exer-
cising the Prestonsburg city council at
its meeting Monday

Hired as a police officer only six
weeks ago, Edward Van Horn left town
qrithoul notice late last week, returning

o his native Michigan. The former
policeman took uniforms and a service
revolver with him and left behind a
$300 debt to the city, according to City
Administrator David Evans. Police
Chief Keith Lawson said Horn would be
served with a warrant for theft if the
property was not promptly returned.

In the meantime, the man who took
over from Susan Johnson as Parks Ad-
ministrator only last Monday quit the
job Thursday. Steve Vogel, who recent-

 moved here from Lexington, was
chosen from among 14 applicants for
the position. Both Vogel and Horn en-
joyed excellent references, Evans
said.

In an attempt to relieve severe traf-
fic congestion at the corner of Court
Street and Third Avenue, Third
Avenue will apparently revert to its
former status as a one-way street.
After publication of the change, and an
.pporlunily for public comment on the
propesal, it is expected thal, between
Court and Graham Streets, the avenue
will carry traffic in a southerly direc-
tionn only. Traffic emerging from the
municipal parking lot will be obliged to
turn right, and thal from the cour-
thouse left.
““A proposal to make Court Street one-
way between Lake Drive and Highland
Avenue was deferred, pernding a
review of the effect on traffic flow of

ew traffic lights being installed at the

tersection of Court Street and Lake
Drive. Equipped with traffic densily
sensors, the new lights are expected to
improve traffic flow on Lake Drive and
to alleviate lhe back-ups often ex-
perienced there.

etirement and pension fund of the
nited Mine Workers of America.

The lawsuit, which names Judge
Conley and Sterling Hamilton in-
dividually and as doing business as
Hamcon Coal Co. and Hamcon Elkhorn
Coal Co., alleges that they violated the
1974 Employee Retirement Income
Security Act by refusing to surrender
company records from January, 1975
through November, 1977. The records
qlere sought, il was said, for a check of

e accuracy of amounts paid by defen-
dants to the union fund.

Judge Conley points out that as of
Jan. 1, 1975 his association with both
companies and with Hamillon as a
partner ended.

““That was before the period covered
by this suit,"" he emphasized, and a mo-
tion to dismiss the case against him
has been filed. “Before Jan, 1, 1975,
while I was a partner, J. T. Spillman
ﬂas our bookkeeper, and there never

as any question about our records.”

He recalled thal when the business
was left solely with Hamilton Mr.
Spillman declined to continue as the
company bookkeeper bul served Judge
Conley in his operations as a coal-
buyer until Spillman’s serious injury in
an automobile wreck.

While clearly pleased to be able to
reporl that the Board of Education’s
balance sheel is again in the black—a
circumstance that drew a commenda-
tion from James B. Graham, chairman
of the state committee for school
district audits—Supt. E. P. Grigshy,
Jr., remained unrepentant this week of
the deficit that earned the disapproval
of state authorities in the first place.

While figures presented by the Floyd
school district have yet to be validated
by state auditors, a surplus is now pro-
jected for the end of a year which
began with a deficil of $208,000, a
deficit which stood two years ago al
$650,000.

For all that, Supt. Grigsby said this
week, the balanced budgel has been
achieved at a cost that the local school
district should nol have been asked to
sustain. Some 30 teacher unils,
characterized by the state as
“overstaffing,”” have been eliminated,
at a saving of $300,000 over a two-year
period. The cuts have been primarily
in such areas as art, music, and
physical education, and drivers educa-
tion has been eliminated altogether.

;s School Board Deficit

As far as possible, the staff cuts have
been effected by attrition rather than
layofis, Grigsby pointed oul. ‘But who
was getting the benefil of those exira
teachers? The children,” he said.

Also sacrificed was funding for PTA
projects—"‘among the finest projects
we ever supported”—which amounted
to about $45,000 annually two years.
ago.

“I never did think it was a greal sin
to be in the red,” said Grigsby, adding
that, in any case, stale and federal of-
ficials are in no position to cast the first
stone, given their own histories of un-
balanced budgets.

The staffing levels regarded as per-
missible by state school authorities
reflect a bias toward larger schools,
Grigsby said, adding that present fun-
ding arrangements mean that smaller
schools are denied an adequate cur-
riculum.

The superintendent conceded that
tighter budgetary controls have forced
some ralionalization of expenditures.
“It is a good feeling to know that you're
living within your means,"” he said. But

County Is Reminded
CETA Curb a Must

Like it or not, the county is going to
have to tighten up on its use of persons
employed under the Concentrated
Employment Training Act (CETA) or
risk losing the government funds that
pay for the program, a CETA official
told members of the Floyd fiscal court
last week.

“The program has changed tremen-
dously the last year-and-a-half—there
has to be a lot more accountability,”
said lke Caudill, public service
employment director at the Hazard of-
fice which oversees the CETA pro-
grams in this area.

Caudill’s remarks came as a stern
admonition to the county which, accor-
ding to Floyd CETA Coordinator
Jeanette McCauley, employs 63
workers under the program, at a cost
to the federal government this year of
about half a million dollars,

Among the points stressed by the of-
ficial: CETA jobs now have an
18-month time limit on them (up to 30
months with a special waiver); they
are all to be entry-level jobs, and are to
go to those most in need; certain
quotas—of women, veterans, welfare
recipients, and minority groups—are
to be met in hiring workers under the
program; and training is to be given to
participants, with a view to placing
them in non-subsidized jobs at the end
of their CETA employment.

While a county might have a greater
need for an experienced equipment
operator than for an unskilled laborer,
Caudill said, the CETA program is only
secondarily designed to meet county
needs. Its primary purpose, he pointed
out, is to teach job skills Lo participants
that will enable them to become self-
sufficient

Mrs, McCauley voiced some
criticism of the more stringent regula-
tions, noting that widespread
unemployment currently makes it
‘practically impossible’’ to place
CETA graduales in non-subsidized
positions. Moreover, she said, *‘I can-
not understand why President Carter
wants an individual on the program for
only 18 months."

“Some of these workers are married
men with families and have been on the
program for 10 or 12 years," she said.
“Why should they be taken off the
CETA program and put on the welfare
rolls?"

Filling the quota for women—40 per-
cent of participants are supposed to be
women—also presents a problem,
since there are few female applicants
for the positions, most of which are on
road crews, Mrs. MeCauley said.

Rural areas are being penalized for
abuses of the CETA program which
have mostly occurred in urban areas,
she said. Acknowledging that the rules

have been ‘‘written for the large
cities,” with their highly classified and
unionized work forces, Caudill conced-
ed that the regulations “‘make it dif-
ficult for eastern Kentucky."

In any event, the county is going to
have to toe the mark, Caudill said, or
risk having to return CETA funds to
the government or even risk indicl-
ments of county officials. A beefed-up
Department of Labor fraud and abuse
division is actively investigating com-
pliance with CETA rules, he said.

While Right Beaver Magistrate Ken-
neth Roberts questioned the worth of
the program, Judge-Executive Bill
Wells urged compliance with the new
rules, saying, “It’s a good program; I
don’t know what we would do without
it."" The $500,000 in CETA funds
represents a sizable portion of the $1.8
millioen county budget.

Wells was also impressed by the fact
that, as chief county executive, he is

Stumbo Cites Record
In Probe Response

Commenting on a Lexington
newspaper’s report that the Judicial
Retirement and Removal Commission
is investigaling his conduct of office,
District Judge Harold Stumbo said
Monday, “During the past two or three
weeks I have been the target in Floyd
county, and I have been criticized by
people who have never complained to
me."" .

He referred to the allegation thal he
had dismissed an undue number of
drunk driving charges and other traffic
cases,

The threat to Stumbo’s tenure of of-
fice apparently stems from complaints
originating in Wheelwright and,
possibly, with officers elsewhere.

“I do not know the purpose behind
this criticism,"" Judge Stumbo said this
week in a prepared statement, the full
text of which appears elsewhere in this
edition, ‘‘uniess the same is political in
nature.”

Referring to dismissals, he said,

Fear Loss of Tram Bridge

“Every stick of lumber but one wagon load’ needed to build her house had to be ferried across the Big Sandy in 1930,
recalls Mrs. Constance Lackey, of Tram. And the same might become true again, she and other Tram residents fear, if
a new bridge is not built soon to serve their community. Mrs. Lackey is pictured with her daughter-in-law, Mrs. Myrtle
Lackey, on the front porch of the house to which she refers.

Some Tram residents think they are
being sold down the river. What they
took to be a firm commitment to
replace the suspension bridge spann-
ing the Big Sandy there is turning out,
they say, to be just another
“politician’s promise."

In vain did state and county officials
seek to reassure them at a meeting of
the fiscal court Wednesday. The bridge
project is “'still in the process of being
implemented,” said Judge-Executive
Bill Wells, adding that the Tram bridge
still heads the Big Sandy ADD's priori-
ty list for bridge construction in the
five-county area development district.

State Rep, Greg Stumbo explained
that the project came under a tem-
porary statewide freeze on design
funds for all road projects not yet ap-
proved for construction. “But I think it
will open up, I think the Tram bridge
will be built,” he said.

The Tram delegation was not buying
it. “‘We'll not gel the bridge, " said John
Kidd, "'because we don't have county
officials who will fight for it,”

“I can’t see that there's any priority
on this," added Mrs. Constance
Lackey. “‘We are the only community
up there without a bridge."'

In an interview later, Mrs. Lackey

said the communily had been trying to
gel a bridge there since 1923, The pre-
sent bridge, erected in 1956, was only
meant to be temporary, she said, and
Tram residents had to raise over $2000
to have it buill. A new bridge has been
regularly promised prior to eléctions
since then, bul nothing has ever come
of the promises, she said. “Now the
same thing is happening to us again."

In the meantime, residents say, the
suspension bridge has deteriorated to
the point that it is dangerous, Cables
are corroded, trucks in excess of the
three-ton- weight limit ply the bridge,

constantly failed to appear in court,
and I cannot testify for them. However,

Since last month, when Stumbo was
notified by the Retirement and
Removal Commission that a
preliminary probe of *“consistent
dismissal and reduction of citations in
your court" ha been authorized, peli-
tions lauding Stumbo as a judge and
asking that no action be taken against
him have been signed by hundreds of
Floyd countians.

Stumbo defended his record, point-
ing out that the juvenile crime rate
has decreased, that only one juvenile
case remains on the court dockel and
that the defendant is in the detention
center. He also pointed out that since
Jan. 1, this year there have been 75
driving under the influence (DUI) con-
victions and that $24,995 in fines has
been collected from these and sent to
Frankfort. During that time, he said, a
total of $97,510.77 has been collected
““and sent from this court to
Frankfort,'" he added.

Criticism of Judge Stumbo by Roger
Anderson, former Wheelwright
policeman, was particularly harsh.
Stumbo indicated that some dismissals
of cases originaling there stemmed
from the fact that he did not consider
Anderson a bonafide officer, since he
did not reside in Wheelwright but in
Pike county.

The attorney general's office has
held that Kentucky law does not pro-
hibit a police officer from living in a
county other than the one in which he

For the first time in the history of the
association judging of development
clubs a fourth category was added. It
was simply called “‘the Special
Category.” It was created. in an at-
tempt to allow a greater number of
clubs the opportunity to participate in
the judging on the area level, To
qualify, a club had to place either first
or second in ils respective category at
least twice in the past three years.

hey were selected to participate in

e special category rather than their
usual category, regardless of the size
of the community. This year’s special
category plaque will be engraved,
“The Hubert Rogers Memorial
Award.”

The ratings of this year were a little
different. Clubs receiving a score of 90
or greater out of a possible 108 are
awarded a purple rating for an ex-

ellent job of total community involve-
ent, Those with a score of 89 to 70
were awarded a blue rating for having
a well-balanced program

Four clubs were entered in the
special category. According to the area
judges this calegory was very difficull,
because it was '‘champion selecting
champion among champions.” This
year, the Hubert Rogers Memorial
Award went to Weeksbury, a club that
has a well-balanced program and was
on the go and is still growing. The

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economic ‘rationalily is not the
equivalent of good education, he
argued.

Concern for balanced budgets—a
concern with which he claims to be in
essential agreement—easily overlooks
the fact that the problems of local
school districts cannol be simply at-
tributed to fiscal mismanagement, he
said. Attention needs also to be given to
the amount of money allocated by state
and federal authorities for education
and to the way that money is
distributed, he added.

This will become clear, Grigsby said,
as inflation causes more and more
school districts to operate in the red, a
sifuation he predicts will worsen unlil
the national economy stabilizes. Nor
does he guarantee that the Floyd
Board of Education will be able to keep
its presen! balance when cost in-
creases of one budgel ilem
alone—gasoline—can deal a crippling
blow to a school district which operates
a fleet of 57 school buses logging some
5000 miles daily.

Grigsby said he would like to see
school financing so restructured that
each school, regardless of size, would
have a complete staff and curriculum.
Al present, a school merits a principal
only if it has eight or more teachers,
and some other staff positions are pro-
vided only in proportion to the schodl's
total staff.

The situation, he added, is exacer-
bated by the fact that state funds are
allocated according to average daily
attendance rather than school enroll-
ment. Even if some students are ab-
sent, Grigsby explained, the school
district has to pay as much for staff,
heating, and transport as if all were in
attendance.

An irony of the situation is that the
accredilation level has been raised for
two county high schools this year. In
response to a state stipulation that no
high schools would be permitted to re-
tain a “basic" accreditation after 1980,
the currigulum at Betsy Layne and
McDowell high schools has been soex-
panded as to give those schools a
“standard” rating, the same as thatl
enjoyed already by the county’s other
three high schools. ,

Among elementary schools, Garretl
and Wayland are now ‘'standatrd,”
bringing to 11 the total number of
schools so rated. Allen and Maytown
grade schools retain a “'basic” raling,
while seven grade schools are
classified as having fewer than eight
teachers.
or ‘“‘comprehensive,” classification,
for which high schools must offer a
minimum of 47 subject areas, as well
as meeting other standards with
regard to libraries, counselors, and
physical facilities. Secondary schools
must offer at least 37 courses for
“standard’ accreditation. At present,
Prestonsburg high school offers 52,
Allen Central 44, Betsy Layne 43,
Wheelwright 42, and McDowell 40,

Al last Wednesday's meeting of the
school board, Supt: Grigsby was sworn
in for another four-year term, fees
were raised for those paying for school
meals, and the hope was voiced that
bond money may be available this year
for construction of a new high school at
Betsy Layne.

The charge for school lunches will be |

raised by five cents, bringing the price
to 50 cents in the grade schools, 55
cents in the high schools, and 75 cents
for adults. The cost of breakfast rises
by 10 cents to 30 cents. Meals for about
65 percent of the school population are
subsidized by the federal government,
a subsidy which is said to “carry’ the
school meal program here. The actual
cost of a school lunch runs at about
$1.12, according to Blanche Dingus,
coordinator of the meals program.

Floyd county is said to be "looking
good™ with respect to the possibility of
raising bond money for school con-
struction this year. State officials are
to visit the district July 22, with a view
Lo ranking it on a list of districts quali-
fying for bond money. Floyd was rank-
ed 48 last year, when 18 building pro-
jects were funded. Bome 30 or more are
expecled to be funded this year. Should
Floyd county qualify, meney will be
available for construction of the Betsy
Layne school.

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- Floyd Among Counties Listed
Preferred on Federal Projects

The U.S. Department of Labor has
designated 41 Kentucky counties, one
of which is Floyd, as eligible for
.edera] procurement preference from
June 1, 1980 to May 31, 1981, because of
high unemployment.

Employers located within high
unemployment areas of Kentucky are
eligible for preference in bidding on
federal procurement contracts during
the designated period.

The purpose of procurement
preference for labor-surplus areas is to
funnel more of the government’s

ollars into areas with the most
economic need and high unemploy-
ment, said Robert MacDonald, the
Department for Human Resources’
chief labor markel analyst.

Eligibility for the preference in bid-
ding on federal contracts is determined
by an area’s unemployment rate for

the previous two years, MacDonald
said. “To be included in the annual
listing of eligible areas, an area must
have had an unemployment rate of 120
percent of the national average
unemployment rate for the previous
two years," he said,

To be eligible, each of the 41 Ken-
tucky counties matched or exceeded an
average unemployment rate of 7.2.
percenl during the past two years.
Most of the counties are in Eastern
Kentucky, but a few are in the south
central and western regions.

In the days of the Druids, as was
wrilten in the days of yore by old

rother Chaucer, all a young maiden
had to do to attract the boys was to
gather a sprig of Centaury plant from
under an oak tree and wear it pinned to
the ‘‘buzzom"” of her jerkin, or
whatever they called a dress in those
long past days of antiquity. Much later
in Middle Ages in some European
countries, it was believed that a bunch
of the same plants concealed in the
pillow of a philandering husband would

eep him home at nights where he
belonged.

Even later here in these United
States, this tiny wildflower that blooms
from June to September in many wasle
places was considered very valuable
for something more than attracting
boyfriends and keeping wayward
husbands home. Up until late in the
19th century, herbalists and other
practitioners of medical arts regarded
it highly as both a preventive and
specific for what they called *‘periodic
@ ebrile diseases of fall.” Roughly inter-
preted, these febrile diseases were
fevers, mostly typhoid, which once was
a scourge of autumn.

These old time physicians, as written
in medical books of old, also found the
dried roots of Centaury “serviceable”
as a bitter tonic in cases of dyspepsia
and convalescence from fevers. A tea

Nevyle ShackeMord =

boiled from the plants, either green or
dried, was a common ‘‘domestic
remedy” for intestinal parasites in
young children and some ailments
“peculiar to women.” Maybe this has
something to do with those early folk
beliefs.

There are several varities of the Cen-
taury plant in Europe and, according
to medical writings on herbs, all have
medicinal properties. The information
at hand, however, is that the American
variety is best. The time for gathering
it for any of the reasons mentioned is
during the flowering season,

Centaury is common to most parts of
eastern United States and bears liny,
rose-purple flowers, mostly terminal,
with oval shaped leaves arranged in
pairs along a 12-inch or so stem.
Because of this leaf arrangement, the
plant has been called ““Christ’s Lad-
der."” Another common name is
“Mountain Flax.”

The American Centaury is indeed an
elegant little wildflower and even
without its medical virtues and pur-
ported efficacy in attracting young
boys to young girls, is stil a worthy
floral resource that makes the out-
doors just a little more interesting and
beautiful. It is in full bloom right now
and can usually be found along the
edges of woodlands. Look for it on your
next hike in the country.

One of the most stirring

provide feathers for our beds,
food for our tables, weed our
strawberry patches and serve
as guardians of our poultry
yards, are descendants of the
graylag goose of Europe, By
careful breeding, modern
domestic geese are greafer
producers and much larger in
size than their progenitors.

The raising of geese is rela.
tively of greater importance
in Europe than in America,
though the U.S. Farm Census
reports show that the goose
ranks next to the turkey in
the number of birds raised on
family farms.

In Europe, especially in
Germany, goose flocks of
considerable size are kept by
farmers and often are valu-
able sources of income. From
the livers of fattened geese
comes that delicately flavored
paste known as “‘pate de foie
gras.” The food value of
goose meal, according to
nutritionists, is greater than
that of beef, especially when
it comes to percentages of fat
and protein,

The goose is immortalized
in history and literature, The
story of the sacred geese of
the temple of Juno that saved
the city of Rome is one of
the more interesting narra-
tives of early Roman history.

UK engineers make breakthrough in gasification study

Research which uses laser beams at the
University of Kentucky College of Engi-
neering has resulted in & new technique
that could lead to a more efficient way of
producing natural gas from coal.

Dr. E, B. Bradley, UK professor of
electrical engineering and physics; and Dr.
J. M. Stencel, a postdoctoral research as-
sociate, are using an experimental tech-
nique which permits a better understand-
ing of chemical bonding and molecular
structure during the catalytic processes
of coal gasification.

In present methods of gasitication,
coal is burned to produce carbon monox-

ide and hydrogen, which is then mixed
with steam at high temperatures and un-
der high pressures.

“The laser experimentation we have
developed here at UK is already helping
us determine the chemical bonding and
molecular structure on the catalyst,”
Bradley said. “And if we can really under-

stand the ‘why’ of gasification, then im-
provement could come to make it eco-

nomically feasible to produce natural gas
in this way.”

Using an experimental chamber they
have largely designed themselves in their

6th floor Anderson Hall lab, Bradley and
Stencel carry out research aspects of the
gasification process in a very high vacuum
(an airless environment) using a single-

crystal nickel catalyst surface.
The gases that are used to produce

methane collect on the clean surface of
the nickel. A laser beam is then directed
at the metal, and the part of the laser
light that is reflected, or “bounced off™
the surface, is analyzed with a research
instrument called a Raman spectrometer.

What's new about all this is the experi-
mental technique the UK team has devel-
oped. Heretofore, Bradley and Stencel
say, researchers have used too little power
(in which case no changes in the reflected
light can be detected) or too much power
(the molecular surface structure is dis-
rupted).

With a combination of scientific
knowledge, skill and inventiveness in the
design of equipment, “we've managed to
walk that very narrow tightrope so as to
see what's been collected on the metal
without disturbing its surface structure,”

By “reading” the frequency pattern of
the reflected light, the UK researchers
hope to determine what is taking place in
the methanation process. “It’s a kind of
fingerprint and we have to find out what
it is telling us,” Bradley explains.

The enormous job of improving cata-
lysts for gasification—despite the break-
through of Bradley and Stencel—has bare-
ly begun, however.

Already, dozens of these“fingerprints”™

—actually the readouts, or raw data, pro-
duced by the Raman device—line the
walls of the researchers’ lab. And they

must investigate countless other reactionf)

at varying temperatures and pressures and
with different forms of the catalyst to try
to find clues as to how catalysts can be
improved to make coal gasification eco-
nomically feasible.

It’s an endeavor-like finding a cure
for cancer—that could take years, Bradley
concedes.

Already, Bradley and Stencel and reff)

search associates Eric Heinz, Louisville,
and Dan Noland, Lexington, have been
on this project for nearly three years with
three UK professors of metallurgical engi-
neering and materials science who direct
research in other aspects of methanation
catalysis. They are Dr, P. J. Reucroft, Dr.
Gordon Sargent and Dr. Robert De
Angelis.

The research of Bradley and the three

other professors i8 funded by the U.
Department of Energy for about
$400,000, with additional support from
the UK Institute for Mining and Minerals
Research and United Catalysts Inc.,
Louisville,

“There’s a long way to go yet,” says
Bradley, “but we've made a breakthrough
now that we can see what’s going on on
the catalyst surface.” The beauty of
technique, he adds, is its usefulness in
learning about processes involving other
catalysts—for example, those which are
used in the production of gasoline.

Casey Jones: Brave Engineer

On April 30, 1900,
John Luther “Casey' Jones
died in the wreck of the
Cannonball Express and took
his place in American folklore
along with such legends as
Davy Crockett and John Bun-
yan, A crack railroad engineer,
Jones was memorialized in a

Al 15, Jones took a
job.as.atelegrapher with the
Mobile and Ohio Railroad in
Columbus, Kentucky. His
life’s poal was to be an
engineer, and he worked his
way up lto substifute brake-
man and was sent to Jackson,
Tennessee, where he met Janie

reason for his fatal crash. His
only other wreck happened
when he plowed into the back
of another train; then the
casualties were a blocked
main line, a demolished dog-
house and a lawsuit brought
by a minister who lost his
Bible.

Once, as he was climbing
around the outside of his
moving engine, oiling it, he
saw a little girl, frozen by fear,
standing on the tracks,
watching the train bear down
on her. Jones quickly got on
the cowcatcher of the loco-
motive and swept her to safety
in his arms,

After 12 years with the
lllinois Central, he became
the engineer on its fastest
passenger train, the New
Orleans Special, commonly
known as the “Cannonball
Express.”

On the night he was
killed, Jones pulled into Mem-
phis right on time and
discovered that the engineer
on the southbound train was
sick. He was asked to “double
out™ on this train, which was
already an hour and fifteen
minutes late. Determined to
bring the train in on time,
Jones traveled in excess of
100 miles an hour. All but
two minutes of the 75 were
made up in 174 miles.

on time made him both
popular-and respected, Obses-
sion with time was the big

fireman to jump; and he tried
to throw the gears in reverse.
It was too late, even though
he had slowed his locomotive
down to 35 miles an hour.
His quick action saved the
lives of the passengers. The
only fatality was Jones, who
was thrown from the cab,
an iron bolt in his neck.
For many years after
“Casey" Jones's death, when-
ever a train passed his grave in
Jackson, Tennessee, the
engineer would salute him by
sounding his whistle.

Recent book has interesting facts about Kentucky’s counties

Five years of hard work has resulted in
a handsome and valuable book entitled
“Kentucky Treasure Trails,” which is a
dream come true for the Kentucky Ex-
tension Homemakers Association
(KEHA).

Mrs. Helen Allen, UK extension spe-

 cialist who is cultural arts advisor to the
statewide group, said that numerous as-
sociation members worked on the book
which has 272 pages, 200 pictures and is
divided into geographical regions.

Each county is treated separately un-
der its region and contains information
about historic homes and churches, ceme-
teries, fairs, festivals, parks, historic mar-
kers and museums.

Two other people besides Mrs. Allen
had key responsibilities in the book’s
production. They were Mrs. Mable Ber-
tram of Glasgow and Mrs. Mary Virginia
Foster of Wickliffe.

Mrs. Bertram conceived the idea for
such a book when she was state fine arts
chairman of KEHA. The group had put
out three small booklets about inter-
esting places in Kentucky and decided to
compile an expanded, statewide version.

Using cultural arts chairman in each
county as well as local chambers of com-
merce, the KEHA began collecting infor-
mation on interesting events and places
generally off the beaten path,

Mrs. Bertram spent an entire winter
beginning preparation for the book.

Mrs. Foster, who became state cultural
arts chairman when Mrs. Bertram became
KEHA president, assumed the chairman-
ship of the “Kentucky Treasure Trails”
book and has been with it for five years.

“Kentucky has so many places to
visit,” Mrs. Foster said, “and 1 am so
happy to have this information in book
form.” She payed special tribute to Mrs.
Allen who encouraged the entire state as-
sociation to help.

Mrs. Foster said that every level of the
KEHA helped with the book, including
the state levels, the 14 regions, the 120
counties and the 1900 Homemaker
clubs. The KEHA is an activity of the Co-
operative Extension Service of UK.

The book was published by Favorite

Recipes Press in Nashville, Tenn.

“We sent the publisher maps of each
town which were provided by the Ken-
tucky Department of Transportation,”
Mrs. Allen said. The publisher used the
maps to double check the location of the
places described in the book.

Mrs. Bertram and the others involved
in the book had some interesting experi-
ences. She remembers that two counties
claimed to have the largest tree in Ken-
tucky, and that it took a good bit of re-
search to pin down which county's claim
was correct.

ANSWER line: Some medical
scientists believe that there is
a possible link between breast

cancer and a high-fat diet
which is more or less the
typical American diet. Dr.

Ernest L. Wynder, President
of the American Health
Foundation, believes that
women would benefit from
an overall reduction of fat to
30 percent of total food in-
take, A number of laboratory
studies and a comparison
between the dietary habits of
Japanese women (who have
low breast cancer-rates) are
the basis for his suggestion.
At this point, there is no con-
clusive evidence about this
relationship between diet and
breast cancer. Obviously this
is a guestion lor research to
answer, Even so, since a high-
fat diet has been definitely
linked to the risk of heurt
disease, a low-fatl diet is pru-
dent for everyone. If your
wife is wornied about breast
cancer, she should have a
thorough examination by u
physician who will also assess
her health history for possible
risk factors.

“Gretting Most” for Road Dollar
Problem for Cities, Counties

Will there be more waste or greater
efficiency in road programs as a resull
of recently-enacted Brown Administra-
tion legislation giving local govern-
ment carte blanche authority for the
expenditure of road funds?

The fundamental problem with the
new law is “‘the threal of political roads
and abuse,"” warns Hancock County
Judge-Executive James Fallin.
“Without specific guidelines for the
spending of gas tax revenue there is go-
ing to be abuse,” Fallin said. Fallin
voices the view of many who have been
close to local road programs.

Recommendations by highway ex-
perts on whal local government should
do to ensure the taxpayer is “‘getling
the most for his money™ are reported
in the current issue of TRANSPORTA-
TION NEWS.

Good engineering advice, it is
agreed, is a prerequisite for a good
road program.

Counties thatl do not presently have
engineering experlise, according to
Calvin Grayson, former secretary of
the Kentucky Department of Transpor-
tation (KYDOT) and now vice presi-
dent of Wilbur Smith and Associates,
Lexington, will have serious problems
implementing the new program, Coun-
ties and citjes that have engineering
expertise, he said, are able to ac-
complish effective highway
maintenance programs, The others
“do not use their funds effectively
because they have no way of providing
continuity for their respective pro-
grams."

Since many cities and counties do not
have the money to hire a full-time,
competent highway engineer and since
road maintenance is seasonal, counties
should explore all of the alternatives. A
former KYDOT official. has suggested
that several counties combine efforts
and dollars and employ a consulting
firm to plan road work and advise
county and city officials on road work
schedules.

Grayson said many counties will not
be in a position to purchase equipment
and will have to contract for their
maintenance. ‘‘In this respect,’” he ad-
ded, “‘it would be desirable for the local
governments to be knowledgeable of
what kind of service can be provided
by the contractors and consulting
engineers."”

In some cities and counties, he con-
tinued, “‘it may not be advantageous to
mobilize manpower and equipment to
take care of their road program. It
may prove beneficial “to contract
maintenance as well as capital im-
provements. It may also be beneficial
for the governmental units to discuss
with consulting engineering firms re-
tainers and/or contracts which they
could utilitze in lieu of hiring staff peo-
ple.”

For the larger counties a full-time
employee or engineering firm might be
the answer, according to former
Highway Engineer Frank Kemper. But
for the smaller counties, Kemper said,
the ideal situation would be a part-time
consultant who is a retired KYDOT
engineer. What the smaller counties
“don’'t need is the bureaucratic ap-

proach” which would come with an '

engineering firm--“studies made and a
lot of reports,” Kemper said.

look at the roads first-hand, and say,
‘Here’s what needs to be done, and this
is how you can do it." Maybe three
times a year the consultant would ac-
tually look at the roads with the judge
and fiscal court.” The consultant
would help gel the proposed projects to
the public meeling stage so the county
can tell people “what we are doing.”
(The new law provides for public hear-
ings on proposed work.)

*The consultant should also work up
specs and help the county get into the
contracting end. He would also advise
them in advertising and awarding con-
tracts and be there to help them deter-
mine if they are getting full value,”
Kemper said.

KYDOT has developed a ‘‘fail-safe"
system over the last 40 years, so “‘we
(KYDOT) don't often lose anything--or
al least the losses are minimal."" Coun-
ties must develop the same type of
system. They shouldn’t have to go
through “‘the same 40-year ordeal the
state has. A retired engineer who had
worked with this department could
help them avoid thal. Every county
probably has at least one retired
engineer of the sort I am talking
about,” Kemper said.

To assist the counties in the im-
plementation of the new program,
KYDOT has developed a technical
assistance program, headed by Dale
Mullins, of the Division of
Maintenance. The technical assistance
team will be composed of four field
engineers from the Division of
Maintenance, and representatives
from the divisions of Traffic and
Equipment.

According to Mullins, the transition

program will probably run through Oc- -

tober 31, this year. Technical
assistance is being set up to “advise
the counties on just about any aspect of
eounty road maintenance,'’ said
Mullins, including information about
the availability of materials and equip-
ment, and specifications concerning
writing road work contracts and letting
bids to private highway contractors.

During the era of the Apollo Space
Program, the eyes of the scientific
world were fixed upon the moon.

.Now they have shifted to the
stars.

In late 1983, the National Aeron-
autics and Space Administration
(NASA) will launch a Space
Telescope as part of its ongoing
Space Shuttle Program. This teles-
cope will be a general purpose
astronomical observatory with a
design lifetime of at least fifteen
years.

@  The single largest piece of astron-
omical equipment ever projected into
space, the telescope has been
designed so that during its orbit
around the earth scientists will still
be able to add, adjust or replace any
necessary equipment. In this way,
the Space Telescope will benefit
from any scientific innovatiqns that
take place during its lifétime.

The Space Shuttle will do more
than simply launch the telescope into
orbit around the earth. It will also
serve as a base from which astron-
auts can make needed repairs or
replace outdated equipment on the
Space Telescope. And if the Space
Telescope ever has to be put back in
the shop at a ground-based lab, the
Space Shuttle will be able to haul it
back to earth.

¢ Unlike conventional ground-based
telescopes which are limited to
narrow spectral openings and whose
vision is subject to distortions from
the earth’s atmosphere, the Space
Telescope will have an uninterrupted
view of the outer reaches of the
universe. Equipped with the largest
glass observing lens ever ground—
almost eight feet in diameter—the

. Space Telescope will be able to sight
objects 1/50th as bright as those
which can be sighted from earth.
This increased range and accuracy
will give scientists data with which
to study problems concerning the
structure, origin, evolution and
energy balance of the universe, In
this sense, it might be said that the
Space Telescope project expects to
uncover secrets of outer space, to
chart vast unseen areas of the

@ universe.

The workings of the Telescope are
simple in theory but enormously
complicated in actual layout and
design. Light from outer space will
enter through the eight foot aperture
of the telescope and will be reflected
from the primary mirror onto a
smaller, secondary mirror. This will
magnify the image to over ten times

.}its original size and transfer it
electronically 'to data processing
equipment. In the Goddard Space
Center in Greenbelt, Maryland, this
information will be computer
processed and provided to the
Astronomy Community through the
Space Telescope Science Institute.

The inner workings of the Space
Telescope have been in construction
for the past three years already.

_‘.Pcrkin-Elmcr. a Connecticut corpor-
ation that has supplied precision
optical systems to the government
for the past 20 years, was awarded

a contract in 1977 to grind the huge

lenses needed for the Space Teles-

cope. Since all lenses must be shaped

to the needed curvature through a
tedious process of grinding and
polishing, measuring, regrinding and
repolishing, remeasuring, and 50 on,
the bigger the lens to be ground, the

longer and more complicated the |,

job.

In the case of the Space Teles-
cope, the polishing of the eight foot
primary lens alone will take two to
three years. In its unpolished state,
the mirror blank will weigh 2000
pounds. After polishing, it will have
been shaved to 1730 pounds. The
secondary mirror, although much
smaller, also represents a unique
optical polishing challenge, since its
surface must be carefully shaped to
magnify objects to many times their
original size without in any way
distorting their shape or color, To
protect against possible chipping or
fracturing of these massive lenses
while they are still being polished,
Perkin-Elmer has designed a preci-
sion conveyer belt which will gently
shift each lens from stage to stage
of the polishing process.

The Space: Telescope will repre-
sent enormous gains not only in the
range of the observing power of
astronomers, but in image accuracy,
resolving power, light sensitivity and
wavelength coverage as well. It will
open to the astronomical sciences,
and to the whole of mankind, a new
knowledge which may reshape gur
conception of the universe.

Marvin Tackett’s World of Golf

Welcome to the golfing world of Mar-
vin Tackett, with stops on the
Hawaiian Islands of Hilo, Kona, Maui
and Honolulu, the Cerromar Beach
Country Club and Derado Beach Coun-
try Club in San Juan, Puerto Rico,
Costa de Sol in Spain, the Disney World
courses, the Diplomal Hotel course in
Miami, the renowned Greenbrier
Country Club in West Virginia, the
Nicklaus-designed King's Island
course in Ohio and a variety of courses
ranging form Myrtle Beach, S.C. to
Jenny Wiley State Park.

Now that you've caught your breath
after this impressive list, let me tell
you more about this personable New
Allen businessman who probably trails
only Jim McKay of “Wide World of
Sports" fame, in spanning the sports
globe, And McKay had a head start.
Marvin has played just about
everywhere, including a course in
Texas that he can't remember the
name of. He has played so many dif-
ferent courses in so many different
locales that it is hard for him to recall
several of them. If Marvin decided to
put decals on his golf bag to represent
all of his golfing expeditions, this
globetrotter wouldn't have room for his
clubs.

It all started about 12 years ago when
he was introduced to golf on the sand
greens of the old Allen course. Golf
soon became his favorite sport.

*You meet the finest people on earth
on the golf course,” he noted from
poolside of his attractive home. *“If
you hit the ball out of bounds, you get
mad at yourself, not the other guy. I
really appreciate the sportsmanship on
the golf course and it's that way
everywhere 1 play, from Allen to
Hawaii to Spain.”'

In Hawaii, he played every major
course. Adjacent to one of the courses
were the homes of Andy Williams and
Burt Reynolds. And everywhere the
scenery was “‘breathtaking," accor-
ding to Marvin.

He also played a Hawaiian course
situated on a mountain that had winds
clocked at 76 miles per hour the day he
played

“If you were against the wind, you
were dead. It wasn't a cold wind, but it
made standing a problem,” he recalled
of the experience. “One fellow hit a
ball just great bul it cost him ten yards
The ball got up in the wind and it just
carried behind him. If you were hitting
with the wind you could gel a 500-yard
drive. You'd be getling ready to putt
and the wind would move the ball."

Marvin played golf with Jesus
Rodriguez, brother of pro golfer Chi
Chi, while at the Cerromar Beach
Country Club. The Puerto Rican resort
is frequented by the Rockefellers and
other notables.

While in Spain, Marvin, Richard
Reynolds, of Allen, and a Huntington,
West Virginia businessman invited
their cab driver to make it a foursome
at the beautiful Costa de Sol course.

“I asked the cab driver if he played
and he said he did, so I invited him to
make it a foursome,"” he grinned at the
memory. ‘“The taxi drivers just parked
al the country club and waited on the
golfers to come back because that was
included in the golf trip. We just took
our cab driver with us. He got lo the
first tee and missed the ball 100 times.
After five or six holes we told him we
were playing on and he could catch up
later. He told me after we had finished
that was the best time he had ever had.
The company sponsoring our trip paid
for his golf fees, the cab company had
paid him and Richard tipped him $10
which was equal to a hundred. It really
makes you appreciate things after be-
ing in a foreign country like that where
the people have no freedom. There are
soldiers stationed along the road every
mile."

Sightseeing is as much a part of Mar-
vin's trips as golfing. He took in the

‘bullfights while in Spain. Dining in
some of the world's finest restaurants
is also part of the trip.

While at the Costa de Sol, his party
was eating hors d'oceuvres that
resembled onion rings in appearance
and taste, only to find out they were
ealing octopus. Marvin's wife, Barb,
an excellenl cook herself, decided she
had eaten enough of the delicacy but
Marvin kept ealing, explaining, “it
was real good."

He says of the difference from play-
ing a course like the Greenbrier, which
hosted last year's Ryder Cup, to play-
ing a local course, ““The nicer courses
are naturally in better condition. They
are well manicured. There are more
sandtraps bul the courses are longer
and the fairways are better. The
greens are bigger. It's easier to play a
bigger course. At a fine course they
polish your shoes, clean your clubs and
put the bags on your carl. At other
courses, you put the bag on your
shoulder and walk. No matter where
you play, the enjoyment comes from
who you play with,"

His golfing adventures have been
many and his stories are plentiful
about happenings in and around the
course. Some of his favorite slories
happened in Eastern Kentucky.

I played under the lights at Jenny
Wiley when the course first opened. It
was unforgeltable. The balls got lost
after they were above the lights, and
you just couldn't see it. Someone would
holler ““Fore," and 80 men would fall
flat on their faces. | played in a tourna-
ment in West Liberty one time and out
of 27 in the tourney, 24 were from Floyd
county, I played at Paintsville one time
in the winter and the guy with me hit a
ball that hit the river but went on to (he
green.

During these hot summer days, most
of us try tofind a cool spot to escape the
heat. We don't stir around much,
either, unless it's to get up for another
cold drink.

So why should we expect fish Lo act
any differently? Fish are cold-blooded
and don’t react to heat or cold in exact-
ly the same ways warm-blooded
creatures do, but they still have
definite lemperature preferences.

Back in April and May, fish could
find suitable water temperatures near
the surface. Many species were at-
tracted to shallow water spawning
sites, so most anglers had little trouble
locating fish.

But now that summer's here, the fish
have ho reason to stay in shallow
waler, practicularly when there's a
delightfully cool and dark layer of
water down 10 feet or so below the sur-
face.

This layer of water, lechnically
known as the thermocline, is where
most of the fish will be. If you've got a
fishing thermometer, it’s fairly easy
to locate this layer. Lower the
temperature probe into the water and
walch the dial. Through the top layer,
or epilimnion, the temperature won't
vary much more than a degree or two.

Then the temperature will start
dropping rapidly—as much as one
degree for every additional fool in
depth. This is the thermocline (the
word means ‘‘slope of temperature’)
where you should be fishing.

But keep lowering the probe. After a
few more feet, the temperature will
stabilize again and won't decrease
much as you go deeper. This is a sign
that you've reached the hypolimnion,
the third and final layer of water,

There is almost no light penetration in
this deepest layer, liltle water circula-
tion and usually not enough oxygen to
support fish life.

So it's obvious thal you want to keep
your lure or bait in the thermocline and
out of the hypolimnion. Early in the
morning, late in the afternoon or at
night, the fish will enter the upper
layer to feed, then reireat back to deep
water during the heat of the day,
That's why early, late or night fisher-
men do well—easy shallow water
techniques are productive then.

It isn’t important that you remember
the word “‘hypolimnion,”’ or even be
able to pronounce it. The key point to
keep in mind during summer fishing
trips is that the key to finding fish is
often a matter of the proper depth.

This isn't necessarily the same as
fishing deep, since in some lakes the
“dead” hypolimnion can extend to
within 15 feet of the surface—and ob-
viously the fish will have lo be above
Lhis level

Almeost all lakes in Kentucky stratify
into these three distinct layers each
summer, The big exceptions are Ken-
tucky and Barkley lakes, which are too
shallow and have too much current
flow to stratify. Deep, clear lakes like
Cumberland will form layers, but often
oxygen will exist deep into the
hypolimnion because enough light
penefrates the depths to allow plant life
in the lake to produce oxygen.

But in our other lakes — large and
small — fishing in the theremocline is
one key to full stringers. It won'l, in
itself, necessarily mean that you'll
catch fish, but will guarantee thal
you'll at least be putting your lure
where the fish are—and that's a big
first step.

The study covered a five
year period and there were 370 fatal ac-
cidents reported on farms,

County agent Sparks says that 40%, of
the accidents invelve tractors, 15
walter, 9 farm machinery, 7 firearms,
59% occur when the tractor overturns
Considering the number of tractors in
the state, the tractor overturn fatality
rate is about double that of the nalional
average, Other types of falal tractor
accidents occur al aboul the same rate
in Kentucky as in the rest of the nation

Water-related fatal accidents on
Kentucky farms occur al a surprising
rate with a little more than one out of
six involving water. Nearly half of
these falalities are in the 10-19 age
group, and the most common of these
involve ponds and swimming

Of the fatal accidents with farm
machinery, rotary mowers account for
more than any other single
machine—aboul 30 .

These statistics indicate the areas in
which farmers need to be especially
careful and alert to prevent fatal ac-
cidents. The number of accidents in-
dicated by this study does not include
accidents which occur in farm homes.

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Cesarean Births:
Are They Becoming An

few years ago, between five and
ten percent of all births were by
cesarean section. Today, most hospi-
tals report that cesarean sections
account for as much as 15 percent
of their births. A few hospitals put
the figure at 20 to 25 percent.

When discussing childbirth, much
of the publicity is about naturdl

Jdbirth, or the Lamaze method.

actuality, the trend is toward
more and more cesarean sections,

Why? More importantly, is it
dangerous? These two questions are
on the minds of a lot of prospective
parents and their doctors. The
controversy has even spawned a
Cesarcan Clearinghouse. with a
national newsletter written by and
for cesarean parents.

What Is A Cesarean?

A cesarean section is the delivery
of the baby through an incision in
the lower abdomen and uterus. It
was not a common operation until a
few years ago. Pro-cesarean doctors

lain that when there is a serious
‘:a_\' in labor, it is safer to deliver
the baby by cesarcan than by the
traditional and difficult forceps
operation of 20 and 30 years ago.

Those in fayor of cesareans also
note that babies born in the breech
position (feet or buttocks first) have
a greater risk factor than the normal

head first delivery. They acknow-
doe there 1s a tendency Lo intervene
operate promptly when 2
difficult breech birth appears
imminent
It dppears the biggest single

reason that there are more cesarean
births these days is that modern
medicine has tmproved its ability to
predict trouble. Electronic fetal
monitoring (EFM) was introduced
abotl ten years ago. At first, only
women. who had some alarming

Ith history were hooked up. Not
true- today. These monitors have
been known to give distress signals
where there was no real danger, and
many a low-risk birth has become a
cesarean section.

How Safe Are EFM’s?

EFM can be a valuable device Lo
warn of possible danger to a baby.

can also be dangerous to the baby
™ mother. There is some risk of
infection, fetal hemorrhage and even
injury to the mother. Unfortunately,
there is no way to predict that risk
beforechand, but it is generally
assumed that ‘EFM saves more
babies than it harms.

The technical and medical aspects
of cesarean versus natural childbirth
can be argued indefinitely. An even
more heated, yet less conclusive,
debate arises when doctors and
parents discuss the psychological
aspects of cesarean sections.

The birth of a child can be one of
the most exhilarating experiences a
human being can have. There are
also a lot of other emotions wrapped
up in childbirth: extreme doubts
about the ability to cope as a parent,
worries over finances and a host of
other concerns.

“What did 1 do wrong? How did
I fail?" are frequent reactions. These
feelings are made worse during an
emergency cesarean, because the
husband and wife often are forced
apart. Childbirth becomes an
operation.

A National Network

The editors of The Cesarean
Clearinghouse are virtually all
cesarean parents. The Clearingh-
ouse, based in Westmont, Illinois, is
a bi-monthly newsletter for cesarean
parents, cesarean childbirth instruc-
tors and interested professionals.

The aim of the Clearinghouse is
to focus on news affecting cesarean
childbirths. (The Clearinghouse
refers to it as cesarean childbirth,
never cesarean section, emphasizing
the birth, rather than the operational
aspect of the _experience.) The
Clearinghouse philosophy is “an
advised, educated medical consumer
is better than a dead one.”

The Clearinghouse staff thinks
there are far too many cesarean
childbirths these days. Cynthia
Duffy, editor of the Clearinghouse
newsletier, says the rate is approach-
ing 30 percent. Because of “defen-
sive obstetrics by a new breed of
physicians who sincerely believe in
meddlesome, interventive medicine.”
She says the result is a generation
of American women who have
non-functional vaginas, although she
also notes there are a number of
women who must deliver via cesar-
ean section or not at all.

Whether a cesarean is absolutely
necessary or a questionable opera-
tion by an interventionist doctor, the
problem of having to cope with what
many consider to be a [feeling of
inadequacy remains. Many cesarean
mothers report that they feel
damaged, scarred, almost mutilated.
They fear a loss of sexual attractive-
ness which, of course, adds to the
“regular” emotional turmoil that all
new parents go through.

Epidemic?

Even doctors who sincerely believe
that cesarean sections should be the
rule for the slightest irregularity in
childbirth are aware of emotional
second guessing. Many childbirth
educators are now advocaling cesar-
ean childbirth classes, just like
natural childbirth classes. For the
woman who must give birth via
cesarean section, and for her
husband, the classes will prepare
them for these emotions.

At the national meeting of the
Nurses Association of the American

College of Obstetriecs and
Gynecologists, Ruth Allen, RNC
and Head Nurse of Labor and

Delivery and a childbirth educator at
South Shore Hospital, South Wey-
mouth, Massachusetts, stressed the
need for careful and repeated
explanations of cesareans. In emer-
gency cases, she said, the reason the
cesarean is being done, what the
procedure will be like, and what
recovery will be like should all be
mapped out.

Ms. Allen also stressed the need
for someone to remain with the
father in those cases where he is
unable to accompany his wife during
the delivery to relay the same
information and  reports  of
Progress.

Some families associate the cesar-
ean delivery with thoughts of
impending death for the mother
and/or baby. Cesarean childbirth
education attempts to dispell these
fears. Some professionals, such as
Ms. Allen, advocate a discussion of
cesarean childbirth in all prepared
childbirth classes, presenting it as a
real possibility for each expectant
mother.

“I have been teaching cesarean
classes for S years,” Ms. Allen says,
“and after the first class of each
series | come home appalled by the
weight of fear, disappointment and
anger which these couples are
carrying around from their prior
experiences.”

“These women tend to fall into a
high risk category,” she says, “with
problems such as diabetes, Rh
sensitization, inler uterine growth
retardation, which may be causing
grave fears about the outcome of this
pregnancy. These parents may have
had a poor cutcome in their previous
pregnancy resulting in a dead or
damaged baby. They may have had
a slow recovery following a
prolonged agonizing labor, coupled
with the memory of callous and
uncaring health professionals. The
stories are endless.”

Prospective parents should check
the hospitals where they expect their
baby will be born to find out whether
the father will be allowed into the
cesarean room. Right now,
most—85 percent—hospitals do
NOT allow the father into the room
during a cesarean birth. That figure
is high, but a few years ago it was
95 percent, so it appears hospitals
are beginning to get the message:
Whether the birth is natural or
cesarean, the presence of the father
can be a comfort to the mother,

Regarding fathers in the cesarean
roormt, Bonnie Donovan, a cesarean
mother and prepared cesarean
childbirth educator at the Jordon
Hospital in Plymouth, Massachu-
setts, says, “Though there may be
initial hesitancy and resistance on
behalf of the medical committee,
once it has been instituted, it is an
unqualified success. Today it is
¢stimated that 15 percent of all U.S.
hospitals with maternity services
have policies welcoming fathers in
the cesarean room, compared to
percent in 1974

The Second Time Around

Once a mother has a cesarean, it's
a common belief that any subsequent
babies must also be by cesarean. Not
true! A recent five year study by
University of Texas rescarchers
discovered that more than half the
women who have delivered one baby
via surgery can deliver another
vaginally without undue risk.

In the Texas project, 526 women
who had had one previous cesarean
clected to try labor for their next
baby. All were carefully monitored
and 313 succeeded in giving birth
vaginally.

There's one caveat. Those women
whose efforts were unsuccessful, and

who underwent® repeat cesarcans,
had signilicantly more complica-
tions, including infections and
anemia.

One of the big dangers is the scar
from the first cesarcan. It could tear
during labor, causing complications.
Tears occur in less than five percent
of these situations, but it’s very
difficult for parents and obste-
tricians to wait through labor with
that kind of possibility. For that
reason, many doctors favor, but do
not necessarily insist on, repeat
cesareans.

To My Fellow Floyd Countians:

During the past two or three weeks, I
have been the target in Floyd County,
and 1 have been criticized by people
who have never even complained to
me.

In a speech which Chief Justice
Palmore made at the dedication of the
Courthouse in Hindman, Ky. on Oc-
tober 19, 1978, he stated, “Lel me
hasten to say that we are not in
business to make money. This is not
the function of the Court."”

He stated further that we want no
cash register justice, because that is
the very thing the Judicial Amendment
sought to eliminate. I hope that this
policy will continue, because to discon-
tinue such a policy will prevent justice
and mercy in the courts of this Com-
monwealth.

I do not know the purpose behind this
criticism, unless the same is political
in nature. 1 have never announced for a
public office for next term or cam-
paigned for any public office; however,
the month of May, 1981 is not far away.

Since I have been in office, an at-
tempt has been made to have order in
the courtroom in District Court

Some law enforcement officers have
constantly failed to appear in court and
1 cannot testify for them. However,
some of the officers have appeared
faithfully for their cases and 1 com-
mend them for this,

In the past year, the juvenile crime
rate has decreased and, as of this date,
there is only one juvenile case on
docket, (This juvenile is in the Deten-
tion Center.)

Since January of 1980 the files in
Distriet Court show the following:

(1) 75 D.U.L. (Driving Under the In-
fluence) convictions.

(2) The amount of $24,995.00 has been
collected and sent in from District
Court for D.U.I, to the Commonwealth
of Kentucky, Frankfort, Ky.

(3) The amount of $15,786.00 has been
collected and sent in from District
Court for public intoxication, to the
Commonwealth of Ky.

(4) The amount of $40,781.00 on traf-
fic violations and other charges has
been collected and sent in for the past
six months to the Commonwealth of
Ky.

(5) There is approximately $4,049.50
on accounts. receivable—these are
fines that are being paid on. $13,312.50
has been paid on these already and
sent to the Commonwealth of Ky.

(6) From January of 1980 until the
last of June, 1980, the amount of
$97,510.77 was collected and sent from
this court to Frankfort, Ky,

K.R.S. 88:170 states that no person
shall be eligible to hold any office in the
city, except the office of marshall,
unless he is a resident and elector in
the city, and has resided in the city for
one year next preceding the date of his
election or-appointment. To be eligible
to the office of marshal, a person must,
if elected, be a bonafide resident of the
city and a legal voter in the Juslice's
District in which the city is situated but
shall be a resident and registered voter
of the county containing the city to
which he is appointed marshal. Since
Mr. Anderson’s residence was in Pike
County, then read the above statute
and make up your mind whether he
was a bonafide officer.

I do not wish to continue a verbal war
but T think that any man has a right to
defend himself. 1 ask for only one thing
and that is justice for me, my family,
and my friends, I have never received
a letter of reprimand from Judge
Palmore. The Supreme Court of Ken-
tucky requested that the General
Assembly appoint another judge to
help me but I did not receive one.

Let the word go forth that T will not
shrink from my responsibility, but let
me leave one thought with you, and
that is this: Juslice Oliver Holmes once
stated that the Law would be in-
lolerable if the letter of the Law was
strictly enforced. (Supreme Court of
the United States.) Let us seek justice,
with mercy, for all persons.

I hope that this will end this con-
troversy.

Look for Higher Meat Prices

If you cringe now when you go
through the supermarket checkout, get
set for a bigger strain on your food
budget.

Sharply higher prices fro beef, pork
and poultry are on the way, and the
meat price increases likely will come
in the “‘near future”, according to two
economists in the Universily of Ken-
tucky College of Agriculture.

Extension marketing specialists Lee
Meyer and Kim Anderson said that the
meal price situation looks especially
bad in the months ahead because the
overall supply will be smaller, not just
one kind of meat. This is in contrast to
when beef has been in short supply but
pork and poultry plentiful.

The economists suggest that you
stock up on meat before prices rise, if
you have freezer space-unless you
want o reduce the amount you eat,
Another consumer strategy is to buy
meat on specials.

Higher prices eventually will
stimulate an increase in meat supplies,
but this turnaround is in the distant
future, according to Meyer and Ander-
son. The economists have the follow-
ing commodity-by-commodity ex-
planation for the expected increases in
meat prices:

Pork has been relatively cheap
because of record large supplies. A
bargain for consumers has come at the
expense of producers,

Until recently prices of hogs were
20-25 percent below the cost of produc-
tion. Hog producers reacted by cutting
production; some have quit raising
hogs. As supplies declined, hog prices
increased about 25 percent. The higher
prices for hogs soon will show up at the
meat counter as higher prices for pork.

Poultry producers have been in a
similar situation—making ends meet at
best. They, like hog producers, also
have reduced production. Generally it
takes about two months for a reduction
in poultry supplies to trigger higher
retail prices, so you can expect an in-
crease in poultry meat prices soon,

Beef has been in an entirely different
situation. Low cattle prices prompted
producers to sell off a large number of
cows for slaughter. This reduced the
supply of feeder cattle. Feedlots paid
relatively high prices for feeder cattle,

‘expecting higher retail beef prices

followed by an upturn in the slaughter
market for fed cattle.

Things didn’t work out that way.
Consumers balked at paying high
prices for beef, and bought record
amounts of relatively cheap pork and
poultry. This left fed cattle prices at
unprofitable levels for feedlot
operators and farmers who feed cattle
to chain-store quality grades of beef.

Now, however, the large supplies of
pork and poultry are shrinking and
prices are going up-taking this alter-
native away [rrm meal consumers
Cattle feeders have not increased the
placement of cattle on feed, as they
would have if fed cattle prices had gone
up to profitable levels

With this supply situation, beefl
prices are likely to increase along with
the prices of pork and poulty,

Rep. Stumbo Named
To Regs Committee

Rep. Greg Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg,
has been named to the recently ex-
panded Administrative Regulations
Review Subcommittee for the 1980-81
biennium,

The appointment was approved at a
recent meeting of the Legislalive
Research Commission (LRC), Earlier
this year the LRC appointed Stumbo to
serve on their special subcommittee on
surface mining.

The three-member regulation sub-
committee was created in 1974 by
legislation passed by the 1972 General
Assembly, The panel meets monthly
and reviews proposed administrative
regulations written by state agencies
to implement laws passed by the
General Assembly,

The 1980 General Assembly enlarged
the panel to seven members, effective
in August, and also gave the panel the
authority to delay implementation of
proposed regulations that fail to con-
sider the legislative intent or violate
statutory authority, If the Ad-
ministrative Regulations Review Sub-
committee Fails to approve a proposed
regulation, it will be refered to a
regular legislative committee for con-
sideration.

AAA Gives Tips
To Avoid Accidents

Defensive driving is not enough lo in
sure motoring safety. “No-accident
driving" is the term to keep in mind,
according to the Blue Grass
Automobile Club (AAA).

"No-accident driving' is the slep
beyond defensive driving when
motorists accepl the idea that there is
no such thing as an accident," says
AAA spokesman Bob Owen. “Drivers
must gel to the point where they refuse
to allow anything to happen which will
injure someone or damage property,
pultting priority on the former,"

With this type of attitude, it is not
significant whose fault the accident is.
The pain, suffering and loss are iden-
tical. Faull is a legal term and is of no
real consequence when the prime con-
cern is to drive accident-free.

Keep space around your vehicle.
Don’t tailgate or tolerate a tailgater
behind you. Walch traffic at the sides
for movement and travel with the flow
of traffic, if that flow is legal and safe.
Leave enough space without having to
dodge or slam on the brake to avoid
harm.

“Allow at least two seconds of space
when following another car, " Owen
explains. ‘‘Choose a pole, tree or other
stationary object ahead. When the car
in front passes that object, start coun-
ting, ‘one thousand, one thousand two.”
If you count two full seconds before
passing the object, you will normally
have time to keep oul of trouble, as
long as you stay alert. Motorists will
find themselves much less tense when
they are far enough away to protect
themselves.”

A molorist cannot literally drive
another person’s car. Bul, there is no
reason o lel someone else drive theirs
either

To encourage a lailgater to pass,
reduce speed gradually without using
the brake. If the situation seems
dangerous, signal early and pull to the
curb lane or totally off the pavement in
a safe place. Keep cool and alert.
There is no way of knowing the mental
state of the other driver.

AAA also advises motorists to plan
approaches to traffic lights and search
the scene ahead, left and right. Be
ready to respond early to the possibili-
Ly of a problem. Make splil-second
checks of mirrors every few seconds,
and look back to the car's blind spot
just before changing lanes.

“Having a neat set of rules and
checks is not enough for safe driving,"
Owen says. ‘It is too easy to drive,
Motorist often relax too much.
However, it isn’t good to sit on the edge
of the seal and worry constantly about
having a collision, either. Drivers
must remember that the biggest
enemy on the road is inattention . . .not
the other driver. By putting a little
more attention on driving, motorists
can usually handle anything that hap-
pens."”

Average Salaries Rise
For White-Collar Work

Average salaries for selected white
collar occupations in privale industry
increéased a record 9.1 percent during
the year ended March 1980, according
to preliminary data from the latest na-
tionwide salary survey conducted by
the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) of
the U.S. Department of Labor. This
was slightly larger than the prvious
record increase of 9.0 percent in 1975,

For clerical jobs, the March
1979-March 1980 increases averaged 8.8
percent and for professional, ad-
ministralive, and technical occupa-
tions, 9.3 percent. Over the same
period, the Consumer Price Index for
All Urban Consumers advanced 14.7
percent.

The 9.3 percent increase in average
salaries for professional, ad-
ministrative,and technical workers
was also the largest in the 20-year
history of the survey; for clerical
waorkers, the 1979-80 gain of 8.8 percent
was exceeded only by the increase of
9.6 percenl in 1974-75.

March 1980 average salaries for
eight levels of engineers, the largest
professional group studied, ranged
from$1,618for collede students in
trainee positions to $4,173 for those
responsible for highly complex
engineering programs. Chemists’
salaries ranged from $1,350 in level I to
$3.824 in level VII, the highest level
meeting BLS publication standards.
Level IV engineers and chemists, the
largest group in each profession and
representing fully experienced
employees, averaged $2,374 and $2,307
a month, respectively.

Salaries of accountants ranged from
$1.262 a month at level I to $3,358 at
level VI. The range for four levels of
auditors surveved was from $1,238 to
$2,232. Salaries of public accountants
ranged from $1,247 for new graduates
at level I to $1,992 for supervisors at
level 1V. In the survey coding struc-
ture, the level designations among
these accounting occupations are not
synonymous, i.e., public aceountants,
and auditors included in the survey had
al least hachelor’s degrees in accoun-
ting or the equivalent in education and
experience

Chief accountants, surveyed
separately from accounlants, were
classified on the scope of their authori-
ly and the complexity of the accounting
program. Those meeting the re-
quirements ol level 1 (directing a
stable accounting system, prescribed
in considerable detail by higher levels
in the organization) averaged $2,362 a
month; those with the higher re-
quirements of level 1V averaged $4,173.

Buyers responsible for purchasing
“off-the shelf’ items and services
{level I) were paid monthly salaries
averaging $1,238. Buyers at level IV,
who purchased large amounts of highly
complex and technical items,
malerials, and services, averaged
$2,315 a month.

$851 a month; the average for drafters
V, the highest level studied, was $1,807.

Among the 24 clerical work levels
surveyed, average monthly salaries
ranged from $657 for file clerks I to
$1,653 for personnel clerks V, the
highest of a five-level series. Averages
for 10 of the clerical levels exceeded
$1,000; 10 ranged from $750 to $1,000;
and four—accounting clerks I, file
clerks 1 and 11, and messengers—fell
below $750 per month.

At 10 years old, Robert Hold has
already outlived his life expectancy.

He was born with a number of in-
estinal disorders, bone malformations
n lfnis face and right leg, and defective
vision.

He spent his first two years in a
Louisville hospital, where doctors:
predicted he would never walk.
Hospital staff were instructed not to
gel too attached to the boy because his
chances of living were slim.

Winford and Reba Holt, meanwhile,
were interested in adoptling ‘‘a vanilla
ice cream baby,” according to Mrs.

olt. They had tried unsuccessfully to
adopt a baby through agencies
“because we had two of our own."”

A family friend, who happened to be
Robert’s urologist, told the Holts about
the boy, who had been given up for
adoption shortly after his birth, After
learning of Robert’s physical pro-
blems, they were hesitant to visit him,
Mrs. Holt said. ‘I knew I'd want to br-
ing him home with us. but our younJer
daughter had learning disabilities and

thought 1'd had my heartaches with

er.”

After consulting with local Depart-
ment for Human Resources person-
nel, the Holts applied to be Robert's
foster family and were approved.
Under the department’s specialized
foster care plan, they receive $16 per
day to help with Robert’s medical bills.
Most handicapped children in
specialized foster care in Kentucky

.rECeive $11 per day.

The Human Resources Department
assists foster families with non-
handicapped children with a $5.75 daily
stipend. Foster families with children
like Robert who require a great deal of
medical attention are eligible for the
special rate, based on the child’s need,
Also, the department provides training
for foster parents of handicapped
children.

In the eight years Roberl has lived
with the Holts, he's had surgery for
kidney and stomach ailments. Mrs.
Holt estimates he sees a urologist twice
a year, a rentist every three months
and a pediatrician at least once a year.
The state money ‘‘covers the medical
costs” for Robert, Mrs, Holl said. In
addition, Robert has a medical card
that picks up part of the cost.

Rather than spending his days in a
hospital bed, Robert lives on the Holts’
Henry county farm, rides and cares for
his own pony, enjoys softball and has
learned to play the violin al his classes
at the Kentucky School for the Blind.
He's well-behaved, intelligent and en-
joys social and cultural advantages he
would not have had if he were still inan
institution.

While they are coping with expenses,
Mrs. Holt said she spends about lwo
and a half hours each morning getting
Robert ready for school. He wears an
apparatus that bypasses part of his
digestive tract and an appliance to aid
his kidneys and bladder. She makes
certain his skin near the apliances is
clean and unchafed before applying
new gauze and tape each morning,

Both Mr. and Mrs. Holt took training
on appliance maintenance from a
registered nurse and both of their
daughters are familiar with changing
the dressings. Since Mrs. Holl is the on-
ly family member who doesn't work
outside the home, she Lakes the respon-

sibility of *‘getling Bobby ready, It can
take longer than two hours, plus the
wear and tear on my nerves,' she said.

Robert leads a relatively normal life
for a l0-year-old boy, in spite of his
physical problems. *“He’s overcome so
much." Mrs. Holt said. “Seeing him
now, after all of the suffering I've seen
him go through in the past, warms my
heart.”

He atlends the Kentucky School for
the Blind during the school vear and is
transported to Louisville along with
other children in the area by a van. His
favorite sujects are reading, which he
does by braille, and musi¢c. He has
studied violin for four years.

He rides his pony almost every day
and cares for two dogs and a pair of
cats. "'l don't feed them all the time,"
he said, “but I love them."”

He’s allergic to many foods, but is
able to eat most fresh vegetables and
non-processed meats. His [avorite
dishes are Mrs. Holt’s spaghetti and a
chicken casserole.

Under the specialized foster care
program, Robert can stay with the
Holts and receive state assistance until
he is 18, By then, he should be near
graduation from the School for the
Blind and preparing for colleges.

“From the moment 1 saw him take
his first steps in our home, 1 knew he
belonged here with us,” Mrs. Holt
remembers. *‘Had he not come lo lives
with us, I fear he'd either be dead or in
a nursing home."

Working Couples as Happy
As Others, Researchers Say

Are families in which both husband

and wife work outside the home as hap-

py as single career families?

That is a question sociologists in the
University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture attempted to answer by
exploring the relationship between the
participation of men and wornen in the
labor force and their satisfaction with
various aspects of life.

Using results of a survey of voters
taken in 1979, the sociologists found
that for the most part, satisfaction with
various aspects of life does not vary ac-
cording to the employment pattern of
the family. Dual career families (in
which both husband and wife hold jobs)
are as satisfied with life as are single
career families, according lo survey
findings.

Employment pattern took inlo ac-
count whether respondenis were
metropolitan or nonmetropolitan
residents. In each of these two
calegories, statistics were compiled on
families with dual careers; only hus-
band employed; only wife employed
and single respondents.

Surveyors compiled the percentage
vnder each category satisfied with:
family; job; job opportunities; life
acomplishments and life in general.
They used a seven-point scale to
measure satisfacton.

In all employment pattern
categories, at least 75 percent of the
respondents expressed satisfaction
with their jobs. Among married
women and men in nonmetropolitan
areas, satisfaction was about the same
regardless of the work pattern of hus-
band and wife.

In metropolitan areas, women were
more satisfied with their jobs than
men.

The people most satisfied with their
jobs in metropolitan areas were
women who work and whose husbands
were not in the labor force. However,
the surveyors point out that only a few
cases fit into this category.

Married males and females were
more satisfied with their jobs than
were single people, but 32 percent of
the single people surveyed were
widowed.

While a large percentage of
respondents reported satisfacton with
their jobs, many were not satisfied
with job oppertunities. In all
categories, people in nonmetropolitan
areas were less satisfied with job op-
portunities than people in metropolitan
areas.

The least satisfied with job oppor-
tunities (32 percent) were women who
lived in nonmetropolitan areas and
who stayed al home while their
husbands worked. The surveyors note
that this suggests that women who are
not employed outside the home in
nonmetropolitan areas may nol have
Jjobs because of the lack of opportunity
for work.

Satisfaction with family was ex-
tremely high among Kentucky
residents surveyed. Among married
women, more than 90 percent reported
being satisfied with their family life. In
nonmetropolitan areas, married
women were more salisfied with their
family if only the husband worked than
they were if both spouses worked or if
only the wife worked.

Males were equally satisfied with
their family life if both spouses worked
or if only the husband worked.

The surveyors noted, “It seems clear
in this study that employment of
'women does not greatly affect satisfac-
tion with family for either the husband
or the wife."

On the final point, satisfaction with
life did not vary for men or women, nor
between families in which only the hus-
band worked and those in which both
the husband and wife worked.

Women in dual career families
reported more satisfaction with what
they were accomplishing in life than
women who did not work. However,
men’s satisfaction with what they were
accomplishing in life did not improve if
both spouses were employed.

In establishing work patterns, the
surveyors found that the proportion of
women in Kentucky's work force is in-
creasing. The survey showed thatl in
1979, 47 percent of women in Kentucky
were in the labor force—an 11 percent
increase in a 10-year period.

The largest portion of the labor force
(43 percent) was composed of married
people with both spouses working, bas-
ed on findings of this survey. Only 30
percent of the work force was compos-
ed of husbands who worked while
wives were homemakers, while five
percent reported only the wife work-
ing. People who were not married com-
prised 22 percent of the work force in
the survey.

The report on labor force participa-
tion and life satisfaction was written by
Carolyn Sachs, doctoral candidate;
James Christenson, associate
sociology professor and director of
UK'’s Survey Research Center; Paul
Warner, associate Extension professor
of sociology, and Janet Bokemeier,
assistant sociology professor.

Results, contained in ‘“‘Community
Development Issues,” are being sent to
local and state officials, planners,
county extension agents and others
concerned with community planning.

Chairmen of the two
former committees will serve as co-
chairmen of the joint committee and
will divide their duties during the in-
terim period.

Committees are responsible for
gathering information on specfic
issues, listening lo public testimony
and proposing legislation for possible
action in the next regular or special
General Assembly.

Employee Benefits

Most full-time employees in medium
and large private-sector [irms are
receiving paid holidays and vacations,
as well as fully employer-financed life
and health insurance, income con-
tinuation during disability, and pensioh
plans, the U.S. Department of Labor's
Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS)
reported.

These findings are from a pilot
survey conducted in 1979 for the Office
of Personnel Management (OPM).
BLS collected information on the in-
cidence and characteristics of private
sector employee benefit plans. OPM
will use these dala to develop the dollar
cost for providing federal employees
with a lever of benefits found in private
industry.

The pilot survey was designed to
represent 21 million employees in
establishments covered by the BLS an-
nual survey of Professional, Ad-
ministrative, Technical, and Clerical
Pay—presently used in the pay com-
parability process for federal white-
collar employees. The test developed
detailed data on the characteristics
(excluding employer cost) of private-
sector employee benefils selected for
study by OPM: paid lunch and rest
periods; paid holidays, vacations, per-
sonal leave, and sick leave; life, acci-
dent and sickness, health, and
longterm disability insurance; and
private pension plans,

BLS will review the test results to
determine the adequacy of the sample
size and design, as well as to improve
its collection techniques and pro-
cedures. The bureaw will also explore
with OPM methods for adding benefits
not covered in the initial test to future
surveys.
