Change to Coal
In Board Plans,
Funding Sought

The Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion hopes to share in 50-50 federal fun-
ding of school building improvements
to make them more energy-sufficient,
but such help is not expected before
next year.

Apparently, the $2 million recom-
mended by the state Department of
Energy for federal aid this year has
already been covered by recommenda-
tions for 61 other Kentucky schools and
hospitals. Although the Floyd board
made ils application at the close of last
year, a preliminary meeting on the re-
guest will not be held till later, Supt.
E.P. Grigsby, Jr: said this week.

The application made from this
county is for funds on a matching basis
to finance conversion of Prestonsburg
High School’'s heating system from
natural gas to coal.

“We would have liked to apply for
enough money for conversion of all our
schools, but we didn't have enough
money of our own to match federal
grants of that amount,”” Supt. Grigsby
said.

If Prestonsburg High is converted,
the newer Allen Central would be the
only high school in the county that is
not converted to coal heat. Allen Cen-
tral's heating is a mixture of electrieity
and natural gas. In all, only four or five
school buildings in the counly remain
to be converted to coal.

The first money issued under the
Kentucky Institutional Grants Pro-
gram, which is funded by the U.S.
Department of Energy, was allocated
last year. Johnson Central High School
at Paintsville—Johnson county's only
high school—was among the first to be
funded.

The Johnson school board last week
awarded a contract for the installation
of a coalfired healing system lo
replace electricity at a total cost of
$469,000. Federal funds will cover
$226,000 of that cost.

Skiing Mishap
At Dewey Lake
Fatal to Miller

Coroner James J. Carter has ordered
an autopsy in an effort to determine the
cause of the death of Eugene Miller, 38,
of Winchester, Ky., while water skiing
at Dewey Lake late last Thursday
afternoon.

Miller’s neck was broken at the base
of the skull, but the coroner said there
were no marks at that point to indicate
that the injury was caused by a pro-
pellor. He had been skiing and sank in-
to the water when the boat, driven by a
friend, Kenneth Conley, of Blockhouse
Bottom, slowed down. The boal return-
ed to pick him up but it was not
established that he was hit by it.

A gash on the victim's upper left arm
gave rise to the belief that Miller had
been hit at that point by either the pro-
pellor or the boat itself, butl his neck
was unmarked, Carter said. The shear
pin of the motor was broken. It was the
fourth fatality of the year at the lake.
Three of the four were drownings.

The coroner was assisted in the in-
vestigation of the tragedy by two park
rangers, a Corps of Engineers ranger
and Lake Patrolman Rodney
Holbrook.

The body was senl to Lexinglon for
autopsy by Dr. William Hamillon,
pathologist. The coroner had not
received a report of findings as of

Shelter Closes After
Aid Offer Held Low

The animal shelter operated in this
county for the past 14 months by the
Floyd County Humane Seciety is clos-
ed. That was the word Monday from
Humane Society President Edith
Belcher, following notification by
Floyd Judge-Executive Bill Wells that
the fiseal court could provide only $500
per month, in addition to the $350 which
the court currently pays toward the
dog warden's salary.

“There is no way that we can func-
tion on that kind of money," said Mrs.
Belcher. ‘‘“We are pasl the poinl where
seven people can continue to provide a
service for the whole county.”

The city of Prestonsburg gave $1000
a month to keep the shelter operating
for the first gix months of this year, but
the county appears unwilling to accept
its share of the responsibility, Mrs.
Belcher said.

Judge Wells countered that it is not &
question of the county's not recog-
nizing its responsibility, but a guestion
of money. Cutbacks in state funds for
road maintenance make il impossible
for the county to contribute needed
monies for the shelter, he said.

P

“We're in the same boat you are,"
Wells told Mrs. Belcher during a
meeting of the fiscal court last Wednes-
day. Of the Humane Society's request
for $30,000 annually from the court asa
condition of the society’s continting to
maintain the shelter, Wells said, It
may as well be a million and thirty
thousand."” The county would be hard
pressed even to come up with the addi-
tional $500 monthly, he said.

That sum would not be sufficient
even lo pay the salaries of the couple
who run the shelter, which amount to
$1039 monthly, Mrs. Belcher told the
court.- The Humane Sociely is consider-
ing legal action to force the courl to
come up with more money, she said
this week.

The court also heard an appeal from:
Chester Newsome, of Teaberry,
representing a delegation of Mud
Creek residents, for law enforcement
in that section. Newsome said Mud
Creek had had no law enforcement
since Gillis Conn was fired as deputy
sheriff, following a dispute between the

Residents of Pike County's first public
housing facility, whose construction is
being financed with HUD bonds, may
qualify for federally subsidized rents.

Pike County Judge-Executive Wayne
Rutherford called the project “an im-
portant beginning™ in providing decent
housing in a county he said needs 12,000
new units ‘“‘tomorrow.” ““This has been

Tug Fork Housing
Project Approved

a long time coming,"" said Webb Lail of
thé Pike County Housing Authorily.
Although il may seem to have taken a
long time. three years to prepare a
housing site for construction is not
unusual, state officials say.

“Often we have high expectations of
putting together a housing project
quickly and getting it constructed, but
that's not possible, especially in
eastern Kentucky," said Ralph Col-
diron of the state Department for Local
Government. The department ad-
ministered more than $700,000 in
federal grants for planning and
developing of the Tug Fork site, the
first to be located along the Tug Fork
since its flooding in 1977 caused
widespread damage in Pike county.
“Because one agency does not have the
resources to pul together a housing
project,” Coldiron said, “it must be a
multi-agency approach."

For instance, the funding of on- and
off-site development of the Tug Fork
housing project, the responsibility of
both Pike county and the state, re-
quired more than three years of
cooperation between Pike county and
its housing authority, the Kentucky
Housing Corp., the state Development
Cabinet, the Kentucky Mortgage Co. of
Lexinglon, and eventually, the state
Department for Local Government.

This collective effort resulted in
more than $1 million in grants and
loans obtained from the Appalachian
Regional Commission, the Farmers
Home Administration, HUD and the
Kentucky Pollution Abatement
Authority. Alse, a unique syndication
of the project was arranged with a
Rockville, Md., full-service real estate
firm, CRI Inc., which produced more
than $400,000 in syndication proceeds to
go toward the project costs. “The syn-
said Rutherford, '‘is pro
bably the first like it to go through the
Louisville HUD office."

CRI Inc., as a general partner with
the Pikeé County Housing Authority,
will manage the housing facility until
the cpunty gains the expertise to take
over the responsibility. ‘“This partner-
ship is a prime example of the coopera-
tion between the private and public
sectors on a project that neither could
bring about without the other," said
Nancy Pharis, vice president of Ken-
tucky Mortgage Co., the project mort-
gage. “'It is this kind of innovative ap-
proach toward housing that the state
likes to see,” Coldiron said.

The Pike County Housing Authority,
though happy with the status of the Tug
Fork project and another proposed
housing sile at Douglas that, when ap-
proved, will bring another 150 units of
housing to the county, admits that it
faces an uphill battle. “There's just no
available housing here,” said Lail, who
produced a ‘'‘windshield" housing
survey conducted in 1977 to show the
extent of Pike County’s housing pro-
blems.

(if the 24,302 county homes identified
in the survey, more than two-thirds
(16,806) were found substandard and
half of that number were considered
unsuitable for rehabilitation. Although
new housing units increased from
18,600 in 1970 to 24,302 in 1977, mosl
were mobile-homes—a temporary and
inadequate solution to the area’s long-
term problem.

The reason for the housing problems
stems from the fact that only 2 percent
of the land in Pike county is flat enough
to build on and private development is
expensive when feasible.

Lail said the substandard housing in
the county can be traced to the large
number of homes built prior to World
War II by mining companies, their
abandonment and continued flooding
over the years. More than 900 homes
were destroyed by floods in 1977 in Pike
countly.

Judge Wells argued that law enforce-
ment is the responsibility of the
sheriff’s department, and cited a conti-
nuing dispute between the court and
the sheriff over the amount of money
owed the court by the sheriff's depart-
ment.

In a letter presented to
the court, the group described existing
KY 979 as narrow, fraught with
dangerous curves, and heavily travell-
ed by tandem trucks, and recalled the
near-tragedy last January when a
school bus rolled off the shoulder of the
road down an embankment

At the request of Commonwealth's
Attorney James R. Allen, the court
adopted a resolution calling for con-
struction of a new regional airport in
Mayo Hollow, near Jenny Wiley State
Park. 'l don't know if it’s too late or
not,"" said Allen, in an apparent
reference lo the facl that a Marfin
county site was recently approved for
the airport by Transportation Depart-
ment Secretary Frank R. Metts.

In asking the court’s adoption of the
resolution, Allen said, “We have some
people fighting for us in Frankfort and
1 don't want to let them down.” A
similar resolution was recently
adopted by the Prestonsburg city coun-
cil.

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may become available for Clark, once
enrollment figures stabilize throughout
the county, he said.

Hager ascribed the current over-
crowding problems at Clark and other
county schools to an unforeseen upsw-
ing in the county's school population.
While a state survey conducted five
years ago projected an enrollment of
6120 students in the primary grades
and 2090 in the secondary grades this
year, the actual figures are 6562 and
2735 respectively, he said.

Contributing to the shortage of
classroom space, according to Hager,
are the facts that the number of kinder-
garten units has increased from three
to 12 in the last 10 years, and the county
now has 20 learning-disabilities units
as well.

Clark Elementary, which ended the
last school year with a population of
586, began this year with 598 students.
Other schools with significant in-
creases this year over last year’s
population are the Auxier, Harold,
John M. Stumbo, Martin and MeDowell
grade schools, and Betsy Layne High
School-

Enrollment is down somewhat at
Prestonsburg grade school, but the
school traditionally sees significant
growth in population during the school
vear, Hager said. No county schools
have vacant classrooms and none
could be said to be underutilized, he
said.

A number of Clark parents attending
last Wednesday's board meeting rais-
ed the issue of the “flooding” of that
school by students from other areas of
the county, including Prestonsburg.
Some said they feared Clark's good
reputation would not long survive if the
trend continues.

While the school board has not trad-
itionally divided the county into school
attendance districts, a suggestion by
board member James Duff that this
policy could be changed drew applause
from many in the audience.

However, the fact that different high
schools offer somewhat different cur-
ricula means that students requiring
courses nol available al their nearest
school could be hurt if attendance
districts were drawn, Asst. Supt.
Hager said this week. Taxpayers sup-
port the entire school district rather
than the neighborhood school, he add-
ed.

The enroliment of students at Clark
from other parts of the county is “not
the problem that some think it is,” ac-
cording to Principal John K. Pitts.
However, the school has no figures on
how many such students it attracts, he
said. Much of the current pressure on
the school is the result of immigration
from Indiana, Michigan and Ohio and
from population shifts within the coun-
ty, Piits explained.

Pressed at the board meeting for a
response on the question of drawing at-
tendance districts, Supt. Grigsby said
he would reserve comment until firm
countywide enrollment figures are
available.

Inquiries as to the school distriet’s
future bonding potential were turned
aside by Asst. Supt. Ray Brackett, who
said that uncertainty about future
appropriations by the state legislature
makes reliable predictions impossible.
The ability of the school district to sell
bonds determines its ability to under-
take construction of new facilities or
major renovations of existing
facilities.

The current bonding petential is put
atl about $4.1 million, much of which
will be absorbed by the $3.5 million bid
let to Barco Inc., of Lexington, last
Wednesday for construction of a new
high school at Betsy Layne.

Present priorities call next for con-
struction of a junior high or middle
school at Prestonsburg and then, in
order, for a new or renovated Allen
grade school, renovation of the Garrett
and Wayland grade schools, renova-
tion of the old Betsy Layne high school,
renovation of Wheelwright and
McDowell high schools, renovation of
Maytown and the existing Prestons-
burg grade schools, and renovation of
Prestonsburg high school. New
priorities may be set next spring,
following a new survey of the school
district’s needs.

A question of the safety and comfort
of students transported by contract
haulers was raised by Mrs. Pamela
Stumbo, with particular reference to
students living on Royal Hollow, Spew-
ing Branch and Ned's Fork, in the
vicinity of McDowell. Countywide, 16
such haulers transport students from
areas inaccessible to regular school
buses, usually in pickups equipped
with camper tops, according to Wayne
Ratliff, Jr., school transportation coor-
dinator.

On a recommendation of Dr. Mary
Hall, the board will consider the
possibility of purchasing a
20-passenger bus to transport affected
students in the McDowell area.

Also on the recommendation of Dr.
Hall, the school board policy on drug
use was amended to include provisions
that school students found abusing
drugs or alcohol be required to seek
professional help and that teachers and
principals be encouraged to work with
the Mountain Comprehensive Care
Center and related agencies to develop
drug ‘education programs in the
schools.

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New Rabies Vaccine in Use

A new vaccine is available for Ken-
tuckians who may have been exposed
to rabies. Department for Human
Resources health officials announced
last week

The human diploid cell vaccine, or
HDCV, was licensed by the U.S. Food
and Drug Administration in June, ac-
cording to Dr. C. Hernandez, assislan!
commissioner for disease control and
epidemiology for Kentucky's Human
Resources Department. The vaccine,
manufactured by Merieux Institute of
France, has been used effectively for
three years to treat Europeans expos-
ed to rabies, Hernandez said.

Because the drug is newly licensed in
this country, Hernandez said, limited
supplies are available only through
designated agencies. The Human
Resources Department's Bureau for
Health Services is the sole distributor
of the vaccine in Kentucky, he noted

One major difference between HDCV
and the duck embryo vacecine used to
treal persons exposed to rabies is the
number of doses required to halt rabies

Thirty-one Kentuckians have receiv-
e the human diploid cell vaccine since
it was licensed in the United States,
Hernandez said. “*We notified all doc-
tors and health agencies in the state
that the vaccine was available through
the department,” he said. Hernandez
anticipates the wvaccine will be
available through other channels of
distribution as markel demands in-
crease

infection in the human body. While the
duck embryo wvaccine requires 23
doses, most often in the form of ab-
dominal injections, HDCV can eflec-
tively halt rabies infection in five in-
tramuscular injections, Hernandez
said.

Another difference between the two
waccines is cost. Hernandez said ad-
ministering HDCV costs $212.50, or
$42.50 per dose. The duck embryo vac-
cine costs $103.50, or $4.50 for each of
the 23 doses. "HDCV is proven more
immunogenic than the duck embryo
vaccine," Hernandez said. “"But when
you're talking aboul the possibility of
having rabies. money is the least of
worries."

Hernandez said adverse physical

Pike Countian Held
As Slayer of Four

A 32-year-old disabled miner was be-
ing held without bond in the Pike coun-
ty jail this week, charged with the
mass murder of three women and an
18-months-old baby last Friday in the
Canada section of Pike county.

The shootings apparently stemmed
from a domestic dispute.

State police arrested Smith, former
boyfriend of one of the victims, at the
scene and charged him with murder.

The victims were shot with a 30-30 ri-
fle at the home of Hie and Betty
Maynard. Neighbors said that Miss
Church had been living with Smith in a
mobile home about a mile from the
Maynard house on the Meathouse Fork
of Big Creek, near the Kentucky-West
virginia border

“They had split up and she had gone
to live with her mother in South Point,"
said Betty Robinette, a next-door
neighbor. *‘She and her mother and the
baby had come back to get their things
and they were staying at Betty
Maynard's house, Rebecca’s sister.

Mrs. Robinette said that her son saw
Smith and Miss Church arguing out-
side, and that Smith *‘jerked her off the
porch. But Betty came out and talked
to him and he left.”’

About a half-hour later,
Robinette said she heard shots.

“I was lying in bed when I heard the
shots,” she said. At first 1 thought
maybe someone was shooting at my
dog, but then I heard screaming and
erying.”

Raymond Scotl, another neighbor,
said that he wenl over to the house
after he heard an ambulance arrive.

Smith later pleaded innocent to four
counts of murder during his arraign-
menl before Pike Distriet Judge
Wendell Starns.

Smith was charged with killing Mary
Thompson, 48, of South Point, Ohio;
Mrs. Thompson's daughters, Betly
Maynard, 27, of Canada, and Rebecca
Church. 17, of South Point; and Miss
church's 18-month-old baby.

Scott said only Mary Thompson and
Betty Maynard had been shot when he
arrived. He said Miss Church was stan-

ding in the kitchen doorway. but he
didn't see the child.

Also in the house at the lime was
Chester Church, the former husband of
Mrs. Thompson, and the father of the
two dead women, and Hie Maynard
and his two sons, ages 6and 9.

Scott said that Maynard was on the
phone when he went into the house. He
said that Chester Church was in a back
bedroom with Maynard's sons.

‘“‘Everybody was numb in
house,"” he said.

**She (Mary Thompson) was still
alive and bleeding bad. We were trying
to get her on the stretcher when I heard
two more shots,” Scott said. "'l saw
Rebecca Church fall. It was those shots
that killed Rebecca and her baby."

Consumer Agency Will Answer Your Insurance Questions

You might call Tom Belt, John
Goodin, Gus Petro and Robert Conley
insurance answer men. Each year they
answer Lhousands of questions from in-
surance companies.

More formally, they are called en-
forcement officers. They work for one
of Kentucky's oldest consumer agen-
cies, the State Insurance Department.
Together they helped Kentuckians
recover more than $1.1 million in
benefits last year and have surpassed
that amount in the firsl six months of
1980.

All the enforcement officers worked
in the insurance field several years
before coming to state government.
Bell and Goedin are now employed in
the department’s property and casual-
ty division. Petro and Conley work in
the life and health division. Questions
concerning homeowners' or auto in-
surance can be directed to Belt and
Goodin. Health and life insurance ques-
tions should be directed to Petro and
Conely.

Belt summed up a major source of
insurance complaints by saying ‘‘the
big print giveth, and the little print
taketh away.” It appears mosi people
don’t understand their policy, big print
or little print, and do not know how to
make & claim, he said.

Insurance policies do not make very
interesting reading, Goodin said.
There have been attempts to wrile a
“plain talk" policy, but they remain
very confusing. He advised making full
use of an insurance agent’s
knowledge—don't hesitate to ask ques-
tions.

You should know what your policy
covers and what you own. Before
something happens, take an inventory,
accompanied by photos and receipts on
major purchases, and keep the inven-
tory up to date. When something does
happen, work your own claim. Have
your own appraisals made and be able
to document every loss.

Don't estimate like the elderly
woman in a story Goodin tells. The
woman's inventory list had two of
everything. The insurance represen-
tative thought it odd that her posses-
sions only came in pairs and asked
about it. The woman said she'd heard

insurance companies only give you
half of what you ask for and she
wanted fo make sure all her property
was replaced! In the life and health
division, Petro and Conley said the
bulk of complaints they receive con-
cern health insurance. The major
misunderstanding is the benefit
coverage. If an agenl tells you the
policy he is selling covers absolutely
all expenses, you should be suspicious,
said Conley. In this age of inflation,
hospital costs are rising like
everything else, and it's probable
you'll by paying for part of the bill.
Peiro and Conley advised a little
‘‘preventive medicine'’ to guard
againsl insurance ills. It is best to know
the agent, the company he represents
and how to directly contact each. The
agent should have identification show-
ing he is licensed by the state. If you
have doubts about the agent or com-
pany, you can check their credentials
by calling the Insurance Department.
Take advantage of the 10-day free
look at your policy allowed under state

law. If you cannot verify that the
benefits in your new policy are what
you want, your premium must be
returned by the company.

Don't pay in cash, and don't rely on

verbal agreements that certain
benefits will be included in your
coverage. Get it in writing.

Petro cautioned againsl overin-

surance or duplication of coverage.
There is a question on insurance
policies which requires disclosure con-
cerning coverage already in force.
This question is there to help avoid
overinsurance. If the policyholder does
not disclose current coverage, the com-
pany can refuse a subsequent claim.

Elderly people are a prime targel for
overinsurance and other wunethical
practices such as improper replace-
ment of policies which have lapsed,
said Conley

When the enforcement officers find
agenis or companies who have ap-
parently violated the law, the In-
surance Department's legal staff

becomes involved. Formal hearings

About 33
disciplinary actions have been taken
by the Department of Insurance this
year.

Clark, Most Valuable Player

He was the model high school
athlete, all-region in basketball,
baseball and track, all-state in football.
He kicked a 45-yard field goal to beat
Paintsville, 15-14, in the closing
seconds of what may be the mosl ex-
citing game in Prestonsburg grid
history- His prep athletic exploits read
like a chapter out of one of those sports
books written for grade schoolers
where the hero always prevails.

Tom Ed Clark’s son, John, known Lo
all as “Wimpy,” was that perfect
athlete during his four years at
Prestonsburg High in the mid-1960's.
He earned 16 varsity letters. He al-
tracted colleges who were inlerested in
his strong arm, fielding ability and
consistent bat for their baseball pro-
gram or were wanting him for his
forceful leg to boot field goals and
points after t.ds for their football team.

Wimpy went to Morehead State in
1967 as a placekicker for the Eagles.
He concentrated only on football his
freshman and sophomore years at
MSU but during his last two years
played both football and baseball. He
continued to be a versatile athlete. Pro
baseball scouts took a look at Clark as
a potential outfielder. Sports [ans were
still noticing Wimpy.

When some men from Prestonsburg
gol together and started playing soft-
ball at Archer Park in 19671, one of the
early stars of the league was Wimpy.
While attending Morehead, he would
come home during the summer and
play in the Archer Park league. He has
never missed a softball season at Ar-
cher and has never missed being plac-
ed on the all-star team.

Wimpy's outstanding athletic career
received another honor last mon-
th—actually, two. His softball team,
National Mines, breezed undefeated
through a 32-team field to win the Ken-
tucky Class A Softball Tournament.
The tourney’s Most Valuable Player
was John “Wimpy"' Clark.

“Winning the state tournament was
the biggest thing that has ever happen-
ed to me in softball,”” he said, “It was a
real team effort. Every game, so-
meone different came up with the big
play or big hit for us."”

Frank Reffett, manager of National
Mines, says Wimpy's excellent defen-
sive play in left field earned him the
MVP award. ‘‘He played a great out-
field for us the entire tournament.
Twice he made catches with his back to
the infield as he reached over the fence
to take home runs away."

They can come
complete with work shelves, built-in
charcoal starters, warming ovens,
hoods, rotisseries and storage
drawers. They are mini-backyard
kitchens. The hooded wagons are
particularly good for keeping winds
away from cooking areas.

Kettle grills—great for all-year
grilling. The domed cover protects
the fire from dampness, wind and
bad weather. They're fine for
dry-heat smoking as well as conven-
tional charcoal grilling. These also
come with the pebble-type finish or
durable porcelain-enamel finish.

Water smokers—a heavy dome-type
grill with water pan. Foods are kept
moist and juicy while they're slowly
cooked with charcoal briquets and
hickory chips or your favorite
aromatic wood. The water pan is
placed over the coals (set in its own
rack) so the steam will rise to the
food and permeale.

The Nitty Gritty Details
Grid—Be sure it's easy to clean and
easily removed. It should also be
coated with a long-lasting chrome
plating. If you like 1o cook foods
simultancously over different heats,
look for an adjustable tilt cooking
grid. You can cook steaks rare to
well at the same time. For conven-
ience, see that charcoal may be
added by raising and lowering the
grid if necessary, without removing
the food and grid. Oiling the grid
with vegetable oil or a non-stick
spray will keep foods from
sticking.

Fire pan—the pan that holds the
coals, Many are adjustable to help
regulate the cooking temperature.
Lining the fire pan with heavy-duty
aluminum foil helps make ash
clean-up casier.

Ash catcher—this pan does just that.
It may be inside or outside the grill
base. It should be removable or
swing out for casier cleaning. Ashes
should be brushed from coals, as
they burn, to help keep heat high.

Grill finishes—the shell of a grill
can be either a durable aluminum or
heavy-duty stecl. They may be
coated with a smooth porcelain
enamel linish or paint finish for rust
protection. Many grills now come
with a pebble finish for longer wear
and casier cleaning. Il you want a
portable grill make sure the material
is not too heavy.

Legs—Ilook for sturdy. folding legs
for portability and casy storage, if
that s vyour necd. Some have
adjustable or detachable legs to vary
the height. Grills also come with &
pedestal base for ecasier storage.

Hood—may Lill away on a hinge, be
removable or snap on.

Vent covers—may be top, bottom or
side adjustable draft controls. Most
important in 4 grill with a lid, you
can regulate the heat of the coals by
regulating the amount of oxygen you
let in. When through cookjng, the air
can be completely shut off, preserv-
ing charcoal for fulure use.

Side 1able, bottom shelf—allow
convenience in preparation. Side
tables often fold for easy storage.

Heat indicator knobs—assisl in
regulating the cookery temperature.
They are not a must but add to
barbecuing convenicnce.

Windguard—handy on braziers or
tabletop grills when cooking in a
windy area. It helps maintain a hot
cooking temperature.

Handles—most protective are ther-
moplastic heat resistant or wooden
handles.

Wagon-hoods—Ifull view  see-
through hood is convenient for
checking on the food and retaining
heal on colder days or for longer
cooking periods.

Easy assembly—some grills come
preassembled. All you have to do is
attach the legs.

Wheels—an asset for mobility.

Grill Frills

Barbecuing has become a true
culinary art with its own set of
helpful cooking tools. Let accessories
expand your cooking repetoire.

Grill brush—brass bristles and
metal scraper make for easy
cleaning.

Utensils—look for chrome plated or
stainless steel with thermoplastic or
wooden handles. Well-stocked supp-
ly should include tongs for turning
delicate foods, forks and spatula,

Flat spit basket—convenient for spit
cooking of ribs, fish or flat roasts.

Cookout grill basker—1ihe basket
holds food firmly in place. Great for
hamburgers.

Roast rack—holds the roast over the
hot coals, allowing for even cooking
and simple lifting when it's time to
serve.

Warming rack—rests on the grid.
Helps foods stay warm and adds
extra cooking area.

Hot dog roaster fork,
skewers—handy holders for hot dogs
and kebobs. Great for crowds and
family fun.

Aluminum drip pans—these pans
are helpful when rotissing or cooking
a fatty cut of meat. By placing the
drip pan under the food and the
coals around the pan will prevent
Mlarc-ups. Can also be shaped from
heavy-duty aluminum foil.

Wok pan—some kettle grills have
wok pans that fit right into them.
Great for oriental cooking.

Grill cover—vinyl covers are fitted
to the grill models. Protection of
your grill from bad weather will
extend your grill’s life.

Hickory chunks—can be added 1o
the charcoal briquets to add an extra
hickory flavor to the foods you cook
on the grill.

Sick of East Ky. Littering,
Terry Making Ohio Cleaner

In his boyhood Kenneth Terry saw so
much littering in his native Floyd coun-
ty that as a wildlife officer in Ohio he
has become the bane of all litterbugs.

Beginning in 1972 as game protector
for Clinton county, Ohio Division of
Wildlife, Terry served there till two
years ago when he became in-
vestigative officer for Wildlife District
3, headquartered in Xenia, and em-
bracing a 17-county area in
southeastern Ohio.

Says Don Timmons, outdoors writer
for the Daytown Daily News:

“Terry's thankless and sometimes
dangerous job pitted him against the
deliberate game law violator—the guy
who gives all sportsmen a black eye.
Terry was tough, making case after
case,

ticular dislike of litterbugs. ‘Maybe it's
because of my background,’ he said.

“During Terry's five-year stint as
game protector, Clinton County
became one of the cleanest counties in
the state. (‘No boast, Terry said, ‘but it
was hard to find a can. We really
clamped down.”)"

Now the 35-year-old Terry is moving
up to become chief law-enforcement
supervisor of the 19-county wildlife
district, which has its headquarters in
Akron.

Terry is a son of the late Carada
Terry and was graduated from
Prestonsburg High School with the
class of '63 and from the University of
Kentucky.

Problem of Overcrowded Prisons

George Wilson is a man motivated by
a challenge. His job as commissioner
of the Bureau of Corrections by no
means falls short of challenges.

**As long as there's a challenge to get
something accomplished, 1 feel 1 can
be essentially happy. [ have a lot of
confidence in myself to do a job,"
Wilson said in a recent interview.

Although his duties as corrections
commissioner cover many areas,
Wilson sees his biggest lask as solving
the problem of overcrowded prisons in
Kentucky. He's looking for solutions in
several directions.

relationship between community ser-
vices and institutional programs,”
Wilson said. “We need services such as
halfway houses, restitution centers and
diversion programs."’

Wilson said a majority of offenders
do not need to be institutionalized.
“Roughly 60 percent go to an institu-
tion for two years or less, which means
they spend about eight months in a
prison before being paroled. Those peo-
ple can probably be handled in another
way,"”" Wilson commented.

“It’s an ongoing problem. We're try-
ing to work with the courts so they look
at some alternatives to sending people
to institutions."”

Such penal problems are not unique
to Kentucky, Wilson said. "It's the
same in other states. Corrections is
usually the last thing looked at in terms
of getting resources. Often times it's
neglected and it's finally caught up
with us,” he said.

Wilson's education and professional
background are indicative of his ex-
perience in dealing with people. With a
master’s degree in social work, Wilson
spent several years working in child
welfare programs and institutions. He
went to work for the Department for
Human Resources in 1973 as
superintendent of the Kentucky
Children’s Home, a maximum security
facility for juveniles. In 1974 he moved
to the Department of Justice.

Wilson stressed the importance of
understanding and knowing how to
deal with people.

“Whether it be in the private or
public sector, the real name of any
organization is understanding the
dynamics of people...it's critical,”
Wilsen said.

He said he believes preparation is
important if one wants to get ahead.
Being black, Wilson said, has not been
an obstacle to him because he believes
in himself.

“I don’t let others stand in my way
and don't let others shape the issues for
me. I'm clear on where I'm heading
and I don't let people play games with
me,”" Wilson said.

Wilson is looking for “‘good people™
for his department. He believes if they
c¢an do the job, they'll get the job.
Wilson said he is looking to recruit
blacks with strong, qualified
backgrounds but points out he doesn't
have any quotas to meet.

Wilson is supportive of the Brown ad-
ministration’s Afirmative Action Plan.
“I'm convinced that Gov. John Y.
Brown Jr. meant what he said,
‘Affirmative action is worthless unless
the person at the top sees that it's car-
ried out,””” Wilson said.

““There had been steps taken before,

but mowhere near what is evidenced
now. The difference is the governor's

given the message to the cabinet heads
and T think it will be carried out,” he
added.

Wilson said he has one reservation
about how the program is being ap-
proached. *'I think there’s sometimes
too much emphasis given to secretary
and commissioner positions. They are
good as role models, but the number of
those positions is limited,”” Wilson said.
“What we really need is to emphasize
mid-management positions where peo-
ple can get the knowledge base to move
into those top positions."

Wilson has made it to one of those top
positions, as corrections commis-

' sioner, and now oversees 11 state penal

institutions, 12 probation and parole
districts and a $33 million budget. To
stretch that budget, he has emphasized
working closer with other state agen-
cies in trying to coordinate services
rather than duplicating them.

Wilson currently serves on the State
Advisory Board for Vocational Educa-
tion and was recently appointed to the
Kentucky State University Board of
Regents, his alma mater.

Although his family and his job take

. top priority, Wilson said, he enjoys

sports, music and travel.

“The governor said I could be the
biggest help to him as corrections com-
missioner, and I'm happy with that,”
Wilson said.

ENERGY USE VARIES
FOR APPLIANCES

You'll make a bigger dent in your
electric bill by cutting down on the
energy your dryer, oven and
dishwasher use than by unplugging
your electric clock, radio or TV sel. Ap-
pliances that use electricity to produce
heat have the biggest energy demands
while appliances with electricity
driven motors are much more effi-
cient.

So ranges, toasters, irons and elec-
tric furnaces—all of which produce
heat—use more electricty than motor
driven appliances, such as vacuum
cleaners, blenders, clocks and can
openers.

Let's consider what 20 cents worth of
electricity (at 4 cents per kilowatl
hour) will buy. For your money your
clothes dryer will operate continuously
for one hour and two minutes, your

oven seven hours and 24 minutes, and
your dishwasher four hours and 10
minutes, not including the electricity
needed to heat the water

The same 20 cents will buy 2,500
hours of continuous operation for a
clock, 500 hours for a transistor radio,
and 90 hours and 55 minutes for a solid
state black and white TV set.

The difference in how much opera-
tion time 20 cents will buy are due to
wide variations in the energy demand,
measured in wallts, of each appliance.

To find out how much an appliance is
costing you. multiply its wattage by the
estimated hours of use, then divide by
1.000 and multiply by the cost of elec-
tricty per kilowatt-hour. For example,
a slow-cooker rated at 200 watts will
cost four cents to operate for five hours
at four cents per kilowatt-hour; 200
watts x 5 hours/1,000 x $04 (per
kilowatt-hour) equals $.04.

Most appliances, such as light bulbs,
are labeled with the wattage they re-
quire. For refrigerators, water
heaters. and of course air conditioners,
the amount of power required depends
on the temperature settings used.

Some appliances do not use electrici-
ty the entire time they are switched on.
An oven's heating element is on only
about 26 percent of the time the oven is
in use; so even though the oven is
operating for one hour, electricity is
actually being consumed for. 16
minutes. Irens, frying pans and toaster
ovens all have varyving ‘on times’;
when they actually are using electrici-
ty.

In mest households, heating and
cooling systems. refrigerators, water
heaters and ranges consume the most
energy. Conservation efforts aimed at
these appliances will have the best
monetary payoff.

What can you do to conserve? Use
small appliances in place of the range
whenever possible. For example, use a
toaster oven, rated at 1,500 watts, in-
stead of a fullsize oven, rated at 2,600,
It also creates little added heat for the
air conditioner (o remove.

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Hyden Spur Gets Truck Ramp
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HELP FOR RUNAWAY TRUCKS NEAR HYDEN-The first truck escape ramp in
Kentucky is located at the foot of a L.5-mile hill on the Hyden Spur between the
Daniel Boone Parkway and KY 80, The ramp, which is 520 feet long and 10 feet
long at the far end, consists of “pea” gravel—a small, naturally smooth stone that
stops trucks gradually in a short distance, Without this ramp, the truck would plow

. into a kudzu-covered cliff across the T

intersection that has been the scene of

several accidents since the spur was constructed in 1974,

Construction of the first truck escape
ramp in Kentucky is now complete on
the link between the Daniel Boone
Parkway and KY 80 known as the
Hyden Spur.

Constructed in 1974, the Hyden Spur
has been the scene of a number of ac-
cidents involving trucks whose brakes
failed while traveling the steep grade

@uitside of Hyden (Leslie County). The
road descends for 1.5 miles before end-
ing-at a "'T" intersection at U.S. 80.

A study conducted by Kentucky
Department of Transportation officials
in early 1979 found that a version of an
arrestor-bed-type ramp offered the
most advantages in stopping a
runaway vehicle. Although no single
style is successful in all situations, the
Hyden ramp is a longer, wider adapta-
tion of successful ramps used in other

tes.

naturally rounded stone known as
“pea’” gravel, which is brought in from
Indiana. Because of the small size and
rounded shape of the gravel, it will not
compact from pressure or weather and
lose its effectiveness.

The ramp bed is 520 feet long and 26
feel wide and gradually increases from
0 to 10 feet in depth. A trench was dug
to provide for the depth where the
gravel level reached 3 feet. A 5-foot
gravel pile was placed at the end of the
bed to act as a final barrier.

Glenn Kelly, a KYDOT design
engineer, described the ramp as a bog
for speeding trucks. “It’s like running
into a swamp.'' he said. “The gravel
produces the same effect you would get
by sinking your hand into a fishbowl of
marbles."

Included in the construction con-
tract, awarded to C&C Contracting Co.
of Williamsburg (Whitley County), was
street lighting for the ramp and in-
tersection and wrecker anchors to
assist in towing trucks out of the gravel
bed.
The entire project cost $518,419.

Numerous signs are posted to warn
truckers of the dangerous grade and
special cards, which explain the ramp
situation, are given out by toll booth
persoennel on the Daniel Boone
Parkway.

In addition, 35,000 cubic yards of
rock were blasted away to make room
for the escape ramp, leaving the entire
intersection and kudzu-covered cliff at
the top of the ““T'* visible to drivers

Getting Your Money’s Worth—
How True Are the Scales?

Today's consumers want their
money’s worth, whether they're get-
ting just a hot dog or something as ex-
pensive as a diamond. Similarly, mer-
chants want to be sure they're not
cheating themselves by using inac-
curate scales or meters.

In both instances, precise
measurements are essential. Seeing
that the scales, meters and other
measuring devices in the state are ac-
curate is the responsibility of the divi-
sion of weights and measures in the
Department of Agriculture.

“Our intent is to have as accurate a
relationship as possible between buyer
and seller—we act as representatives
of the consumer,” said Clement T.
Greenwell, assistant division director.

According to Greenwell, the divi-
sion's mechanical inspections program
is designed to test for accuracy all
commercial weighing and measuring
devices from scales as small as those
used in pharmacies or grocery stores,
to ones which can handle weights up to
400,000 pounds. If it measures
something, the division can probably
test it.

In a year's time the field inspectors
perform more than 10,000 checks on
small scales—those capable of
weighing up to 500 pounds. They also
make more than 15,000 tests on scales
with capacities of more than 500
pounds. The division checks gas pumps
at service stations, cloth measuring
devices such as those used in depart-
ment stores and fabric shops, and tim-
ing devices when services are sold on a
time basis—self-service car washes,
for example.

Specially designed test equipment
enables the field inspectors to test
meters at oil terminals, bulk plants
and on trucks that deliver home
heating oil or gasoline and diesel fuel to
farmers and homeowners. They also
test liquified petroleum gas meters,
liequid fertilizer meters and the large-

gallons but at the service station
yesterday, they said they put in 15.7
gallons..." Sometimes the inspectors
find that the pump was off, sometimes
it turns out that the tank was larger
than the manual indicated. Greenwell
said they receive 300 to 400 such calls a
year.

The division operates a laboratory in
Frankfort, which houses the state stan-
dards of mass, length and volume.
These are provided for both the
English and metric systems and are
exact copies of those at the National
Bureau of Standards. The laboratory
also performs tests on meters used to
determine the amount of moisture in
food grains land runs at least four tests
annually on each quarry that produces
agricultural limestone.

The limestone tests are the only ones
the division does on qualities of pro-
ducts. ““We're the guantily people,”

Lawn Care

in  late  summer and  early
fall . . . that's when Mother Nature
cooperates most with lawn owners.
and it is by lar the best time for lawn
seeding.

Whether it’s putting in a new lawn
or making repairs to one that has
grown thin or developed bare spots
during the hot summer months, the
right time to put down seed in most
parts of the country is during the few
weeks right around Labor Day. The
leaves have not vet started to fall,
the sun is notl so intense, and most
weeds are at the end of their growing
cycle.

Working in tune with Mother
Nature has other practical advan-
tages, too. Seeding now means fewer
problems and more enjoyment next
spring. The young grass plants can
establish themselves before the cold
weather sets in. Come spring. they
will have a good head start—a
chance to grow thick and strong and
keep ahead of weed competition.
Many lawn owners don’t realize that
the grass itself in a healthy lawn
does a first-rate job of holding down
weeds. A thick wrl helps to keep
crabgrass and other weed seeds from
receiving the sunlight and space they
need to germinate and take hold.

Another bonus from seeding at
this time of year: The new grass will
add a brighter green, since the young
plants: are usually lighter in color
than older grass. But both young and
old will benefit, storing up carbohy-
drates over the winter. Then in early
spring they will come out of
dormancy with the thicker new
green growth that is always such a
pleasure to sec after the gray of
winter.

But while you are sowing along
with Mother Nature, here are a few
ways to make the job easier for you
both. The first one is a real
money-saver: Buy quality seed—the
kind that's up 10 99.9% weed free.
Some of the better brands have a
satisfaction guaraniee printed right
on the package. Then don't throw
your seed down on the bare hard
ground. To get really good results
there must be cracks and crevices in
the soil where it can take hold ‘and
grow.

The tiny grass seedlings that
moisture brings to life need protec-
tion from the drying effect of wind
and sun in those first weeks before
they have established their roots.
Loosen or scratch up the ground
where vou are seeding: Depending
on how large an area you want to
cover, you can rent a power rake, or
use an iron hand rake or other tool
that will loosen the soil to a depth
of a quarter to a half inch. If the
area you are seeding has more than
a few bare spots, by all means use
a spreader to put down your seed. It
will do so evenly. and you will save
on seed money by laying down only
as. much as is needed.

Second. use your spreader to add
a starter fertilizer that is specially
designed for new lawns. Proper
nutrients will help the new grass to
spring up faster and sturdier. The
best as well as the most convenient
way to assure adequate feeding is to
fertilize at the time of seeding.
Starter fertilizer that is specially

formulated to give a boost to new

secedlings with controlled release of

nutrients will not harm them.

Third, once your seed has germin-
ated, never let the ground dry out.
The delicate new sprouts must stay
moist. Light watering three times a
day is the key. In these early stages
of establishment, long or deep
watering is not necessary, in fact too
vigorous watering may dislodge
some of the new seedlings. The point
is simply to keep the surface of the
ground moist until the plants are
established. If vour grass is on a
slope; or in an area where it is hard
to water it; scatter straw or salt hay
thinly over the seed, so at least half
the soil shows.

Fourth, follow up. After the new
grass has been up long enough to be
mowed twice, it should receive a
second feeding. Use the same
nitrogen-rich, long lasting fertilizer
that is recommended for other times
of the year. This will be about mid
to late fall—just right for both the
lawn owner and the grass. It's right
for the grass because it will help it
stay green longer into winter: it’s
right for the home owner and his
family because it gives them the
enjoyment of an attractive lawn

longer this year and the promise of

early greenery next spring.

@ Western End Of Ky.
Best For Solar Home

Paducah (McCracken County) ap-
pears to be the best place in Kentucky
to build a solar-heated house, while
Covington (Kenton County) is possibly
the worst, according to a new study
funded by the Kentucky Department of

Energy-
The study, Assessment of Solar
Heating Potential In Ken-

., tucky—Residential and Agricultural,

" was conducted by Drs. B.F. Parker,

D.G. Colliver, and L.W. Turner, all of

the University of Kentucky's College of
Agricultural Engineering.

The authors conclude that Western
Kentucky has at least 5 percent more
solar radiation during the winter than
the Lexington area. The study focused
on a solar-heated home in Lexinglon,
but it also reaches some broader con-

clusions.

. “With a predicted 20 percent year in-
crease in conventional fuel costs,” ac-
cording to the authors, “most solar
heating systems analyzed would be’
economical for Kentucky."

“Passive solar heating should be
considered by anyone building a
residence today, but careful attention
should be given to design, heat storage
and management,” the study noted.

The essential difference between ac-
tive and passive solar systems is in the
method of collections and distribution
of the energy. Active systems rely on
mechanical devices, such as fans and
pumps, to move the heat stored in their
collectors. Passive systems utilize only
natural means of distribution, such as
conduction and convection of air cur-
rents.

The study listed the following
general guidelines for anyone in-

| terested in constructing a more

I .energy-efﬁcient home.

' Energy conservation can be achiev-
ed by building as far below ground as is
feasible and insulation and weather-
proofing should be fully utilized.

Utilize passive solar heat by placing

most of the windows on the south side

of the house with provisions for shade
during the summer and for insulating
during the winter months.

Consider active solar collectors with

heat storage.

. Since Louisville and Lexington are

close to the median weather conditions

for the state and are large construction
growth areas, the analysis was based
on a house in the Lexington area.

The residence used for this study had
1,500-square feet, storm windows and
doors, was caulked and weatherstrip-
ped. and had R-38, R-30, and R-11 in-
sulation in the ceiling, floor, and walls
respectively. Both liquid and air-type
collectors were studied in the
hypothetical home.

If fuel costs escalate at the predicted
20 percent per year, a solar heating
system would be economical and com-
petitive at $20 per square foot installed.

From the data on energy use in
agriculture, the study determined that
the most logical applications for solar
in Kentucky would be space heating of
swine and poultry buildings, Crop dry-

. ing and water heating for dairies ap-
pear to have other more feasible
energy alternatives than solar.

The greatest economic value can be
obtained from solar energy if the col-
lector units can be arranged to provide
heat for several uses.

Face Injuries On Job
Show Lack of Pretection

A survey of workers suffering face
injurivs on the job during 1979 showed
that virtuslly all were not wearing face
protection when the accidents occur-
red, the U.. Labor Departments’
Bureau of Labor Slatistics (BLS)
reported.

The BLS study was Jdesigned to help
the department's Occupational Safety
and Health Administration evaluate
the effectiveness of currenl job safety
and health standards and new stan-
dards.

The survey was based on workers’
compensation data for a five-month
period in 1979 that BLS obtained from
20 cooperating states. The data showed
the most common injuries were lacera-
tions, fractures, broken teeth and con-
tusions. Flying or falling blunt metal
objects caused the typical face injury

Most workers were injured while
performing their usual jobs. The
survey considered variables such as
age, sex, occupation and part of the
face injured as well as the type and
cause of the injury.

City’s Liability for Damages
Poses Sticky Legal Problem

Municipal liabilities are a sticky
maller Many problems such as the
lack of clarity as to when cities are
liable and increased insurance
premiums cause problems for all in-
volved

During a Wednesday meeting ol the
Subcommitiee on Muncipal Liability
eight altorneys discussed the problems

with the subcommittee members and
came up with a few suggeslions on
whal can be done

In legislative action, the group sug-
gested Lhe liability of cities be defined
by state statutes so cities will know for
whal they are liable

According to Paul Guagliardo from
the city law department in Louisville,

the old tesl for liability states a cily is
not liable while performing a govern-
mental or essential function such as
fire protection but is liable while per-
forming a non-essential function like
running a park, he said. The existing
test also slates the city is nol liable il
dealing with a group and liable il deal-
ing with an individual. “The old test
slill ereeps n,"" Guaghardo sad

Confusion resulls because the “only
way municipals can respond to the
general public is to deal with in-
dividuals,’ said David Lamphear, city
attorney for Bowling Green,

Scope of employment is also involved
in this, said Skip Watson from the Ken-
tucky Municipal League in Lexington,
because a cily is nol liable if the
worker involved does the act outside
his job limitalions.

A board of claims to hear liability
cases up to $50,000 in damages is
another possible solution, according to
the group. All claims against the city
would go to the board

Action that would allow cities to
raise laxes on property owners lo pay
damages from liability suils is a
necessily, especially in small cities,
said Bill Cunningham of Eddyville
“We have a very small operating
budget,” he said, and it has caused
financial problems now that the city is
involved in a $25,000 suil

Another plus would be enacting a
statute that gives a person 90 days to
notify the city before making a liability
claim, said Lamphear, because it
would set a definite limil on making
claims. This would also help the public
by gefting the problem leading to the
claim fixed before it happened to so-
meone else, added Watson.

Advantages of muncipal insurance
pooling were discussed Insurance
costs are so high now, said Joe Condit,
city solicitor for the Covinglon Law
Department, because the insurance
companies know the Supreme court
doesn’l have a speci ic definition of a
city’s liability to follow and that places
cities in a high-isk insurance
category. ‘A pool mighl help lo spread
the risk around," said Lamphear

The group will meel again in Oclober
to discuss any action that might be
taken.

A little gadget called
“Adjust-A-Plug" could get some Ken-
tucky hunters in trouble with the law.

This device is essentially an ad-
justable shotgun plug which allows the
hunter o change the capacity of his
pump or autoloading shotgun
magazine from two shells to four “in a
‘matter of one second,” according to
advertising claims. ;

Although the ufacturer states
that *“this product meets all state and
federal regulations,” it in fact does not.
Hunters using such a dévice are hunt-
ing with an illegal gun, says Steve
“Yontz, the Kentucky fish and wildlife
department’s assistant director of law
enforecement.

Shotguns used for hunting all game
in Kentucky, except deer, must be in:
capable of helding more than three
shells. Since most pump and
autoloading shotguns have a magazine
capacity of four shells, hunters must
insert a “plug" in the magazine to limit
its capacity to two shells (the third
shell is in the gun’s chamber, ready to
be fired).

According to both state and federal
laws, this plug must be a one-piece
filler incapable of being removed
without disassembling the gun. The
Adjust-A-Plug device meets neither of
these requirements.

Although the device has apparently

" been withdrawn from the market, it

might still be available in some.stores
in Kentucky. And it has been on sale
around the state. If you have purchas-
ed one of these devices, be sure to
remove it from your shotgun before
hunting. Hunters using a shotgun with
an Adjust-A-Plug attached to it can and
will be cited for hunting with an im-
properly plugged gun, Yontz says.

If you know any hunters who have
bought this gadget, or if you see anyone
using a shotgun equipped with one, be a
good neighbor and a good sportsman
by telling them about its illegality. You
could save someone from a possible
hefty fine (from $25 to $200 and im-
prisonment of not more than six mon-
ths).

While we’re on the subject of illegal
and legal guns, let's look at some other’
firearm requirements for hunting in
Kentucky.

Shotguns, as we've said before, must
be plugged to hold a maximum of three
shells to hunt everything except deer.
Deer hunters using shotguns must use
only shells firing a single projec-
tile—that is, slugs:

Small game hunters, on the other
hand, may not use or carry slugs or
buckshot while .in the fiéld. Any size
shotgun may be used for small game,
but deer hunters are limited to guns
from 10 through 20 gauge—in other
words, no .410 or 28 gauge shotguns for
deer hunting. Waterfowl hunters may
not use shot size larger than BB nor
shotguns larger than 10 gauge.

Rifles used for squirrel hunting must
be smaller than .240 caliber. Deer
rifles must be .240 caliber or larger,
but .30 caliber carbines and .256 caliber
rifles may not be used to hunt deer.
Rifles or pistols of any kind may not be
used for waterfowl hunting.

Handguns of any size may be used to
hunt small game. For deer hunting, on-
ly pistols with barrel lengths of 3.9 in-
ches and firing certain specified car-
tridges may be used—check the deer
hunting guide attached to each deer
permit for details.

Muzzle-loading rifles, pistols and
shotguns may be used for small game.
Deer hunters may use muzzle-loading
rifles of .38 caliber or larger and
muzzle-loading shotguns, 10 through 20
gauge, firing a single projectile and
muzzle-loaders of under 10 gauge may
be used for waterfowl hunting. Muzzle-

loading handguns may not be used Lo
hunt deer, except during special
muzzle-loader hunts on certain wildlife
areas—again, see the -deer hunting
guide for delails.

Only muzzle-loading firearms may

.be used on the Pioneer Weapons area

in Bath and Menifee counties during
special muzzle-loader deer hunts on
Mead Forest and the Redbird Wiltllife
Area (see deer digest). However, duck
hunters may ' use breech-loading
shotguns in the Pioneer Weapons area
ohly if they are hunting along the
shoreline of Cave Run Lake.

Fully automalic firearms are pro-
hibited, as are tracer bullets and full-
jacketed (military) ammunition.
