thereafter. Interest in a residency pro-
gram has been heightened since the an­
nouncement earlier this year that the 
state Council on Higher Education 
<CHE) intended to designate a site in 
eastern Kentucky for such a program. 

A meeting of the Big Sandy Subarea 
Health Council, which screens all 
health-related projects originating 
here, voted last Wednesday to disap-

ove the Highlands application, after 
rious critics claimed this area could 

not support a high-quality teaching 
program, that a joint bid by Highlands 
and Pikeville Methodist Hospital would 
be better advised, and that the 
Highlands application was too hastily 
submitted.

dent of the Old Style Mining Company, 
recently announced his intention to re­
open a deep mine near the Ball Alley 
Curve, off KY 1428 just south of here, 
using picks and pit ponies in the tradi­
tional fashion. 

City Attorney Paul P . Burchett, who 
advised Horn in May that the city 

ould have no objection to his pro­
sal, warned the operator a month 

later that the city would seek an injunc­
tion against him should he pursue the 
project, 

Burchett explained that his reversal 
on the issue followed "numerous com­
plaints and requests that the city take 
some action to prevent the opening of a 
coal mine within the city limits." 

City Manager David Evans filed a 
request with the Department for 
'atural Resources and Environmental 
rotection early last month for a hear­

ing on the Old Style Mining Company's 
application for a mining permit, argu­
ing that the proposed operation would 
conflict with the city's land use plans 
and zoning ordinances. 

At Monday's council meeting, which 
was called at Horn's request, some 
council members expressed the fear 
that the use of traditional mining 

ethods would prove impracticable 
nd would soon be replaced by conven­

tional methods, involving heavy 
machinery and increased truck traffic.

Court To Help 
With Bond Issue 
Of $3.9 Million 

As it prepared for the issuance, via 
the Floyd Fiscal Court, of $3.9 million 
in bonds to finance construction or th(' 
Betsy Layne High School in a new loca 
hon the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion l:>st Wednesday directed that the 
school tax rate in the county be reduc­
ed to 18.4 cents per $100 valuation. 

The new rate is down from 20.5 cenls 
assessed of taxpayers last year The 
reduction is the result of the recent 
assessr •nt increase mandated by the 
Department of Finance. Thirty cents 
per $100 valuation is collected for the 
schools by the state, and this is return­
ed to the county. 

The rate reduction complies w1th 
state law which forbids a revenue in­
crease of more than 4% The school 
board's compliance makes 1t eligible 
for possible School Building Authority 
funds in the future. 

The board will meet with the fiscal 
court at 2 p.m . Oct. 16 on rinancmg of 
the Betsy Layne project , and im­
mediately priOr to that meeting Will 
have its own special session to approve 
the sale of bonds. 

On the school financing arrange­
ment the fiscal court will issue the 
bonds which do not constitute an in­
debtedness against the county. The 
school board then leases the school 
building from the court at a figure suf­
ficient to retire the bonds. l 

Clifton was shot in the abdomen Sept. 
16 by a bullet from a .22-calibre rifle 
allegedly fired by Champion Chaney, 
53, at the Chaney home in Pike coun­
ty after Chaney had wounded his wife 
and held his two children hostage in the 
home. He died at the UK Medical 
Center where his right leg was am­
putated and a losing battle with kidney 
failure was waged. 

The simple funeral service was con­
ducted by Bennie Blankenship, Church 
of Christ minister.

Officials Absent As 
Barber Talks Budget 

State Superintendent for Public In­
struction Raymond Barber was in Bet­
sy Layne Monday night to address the 
PTA there, but it soon became clear 
that the person local parents and 
teachers most wanted to hear was 
Floyd Schools Superintendent E. P. 
Grigsby, Jr Neither Grigsby nor any 
other Floyd school official was present. 

While the state official sought to 
justify school budget cuts on the argu­
ment that they had been made in such 
a way as to leave fiscal discretion as 
much as possible in the hands of local 
school boards, many in the audience 
found cold comfort in the argument, 
suggesting that the discretion of the 
Floyd Board of Education was the 
cause rather than the solution of their 
problems. 

Addressing about 40 persons in the 
auditorium of the Betsy Layne grade 
school, Barber explained that con­
troversial cuts in school fee alloca­
tions, which saved the state some $6 
million this year, were ordered 
because local school boards had little 
discretion as to how the funds were 
spent. Better to make the cuts there, he 

argued, than in current operating ex­
penses, over which the local boards ex­
ercise more control. 

Pursuing the theme of local control, 
Barber deplored the public schools' 
heavy dependence on state and federal 
funds. Seventy-eight percent of the fun­
ding for Kentucky schools derives from 
government sources and comes 
burdened by a welter of government 
regulations, he said. 

In dependence on government school 
funds, Kentucky ranks second highest 
among all states, a situation Barber 
described as "frightening." Eighty 
percent of the nation's voters do not 
have children in public schools, and a 
current proposal to give tax credits to 
parents of school children would en­
courage further migration from public 
to private schools, he warned. 

Arguing the need for a new method of 
financing education, Barber dismissed 
a property tax hike as too unpopular 
with the electorate, suggesting instead 
a tax on luxury items. A one-cent tax 
on a pack of cigarettes would yield $5 
million in state revenues, he said, 
while a five-cent tax on liquor served 
by the glass would yield $40 million. 

Supt. of Schovls Pete Gr1gsby, Jr. 
said negotiations toward the purchase 
of property for future construction of 
another classroom building on the 
elementary school campus here con 
tinue. The death of Wayne Ratliff, Sr , 
who represented the board in these 
negotiations, has delayed acquisition 
of the property, he said. 

The board of education at its 
meeting last Wednesday evening 
purchased a relocatable unit to relieve 
the congestion at Clark Elementar) 
School The low bid of $30,824, submit­
ted by National Homes Corp., was ac­
cepted. One teacher has be~n added to 
the Clark faculty to cope with the in­
creased enrollment there. 

The board also approved the pur­
chase of a mini-bus to serve the 
McDowell area .

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ample, he used 2,000 gallons of 
chemicals in H sprayings at a cost of 
about $800 for the chemicals alone The 
spraying equ1pment costs considerably 
more, at least, initially. "For a long 
time it's been mostly a break evert-type 
deal, but at least I'm getting to the 
point now where I'll start to see some 
profit,'' Shepherd said 

Certainly. to make money from a 
hobby is a much sought after situation, 
but even with the limited profits thus 
far, the enjoyment he has derived from 
the work is obviously of great value to 
Shepherd. The 20 varieties which he 
ra1ses ·'is really too many," Shepherd 
says. but it was his love of experimen­
tation\\ h1ch caused him to "try out'' so 
many in the first place. Much of his ex­
perimenting has involved grafting, 
especially using a number of older 
varieties such as Striped Rome 
Beautys, Old Fash1oned Rusty Coats, 
Grimes Golden and Arkansas Blacks 
(known to man) old-timers as Black 
Limbert wigs l and, although there 
have been many disappointments. the 
Arkansas Black variety has con· 
tributed significantly to his orchard. 

Shepherd's not sure why more apples 
are not grown in Floyd county. "Sure, 
it takes a good deal of elbow grease," 
he admitted, "but Floyd county should 
be as good a producer of apples as 
Johnson county, it seems to me. The 
conditions are good." 

As far as this year's yield, Shepherd 
can't be sure yet "Last year it was 
about 500 bushels and I'm figuring this 
crop to be 20 to 40 per cent bigger," he 
said. A final tally will be made after he 
sells his last bushels, probably around 
the 20th day of this month. At that time, 
each year, most of his crop is sold save 
for enough for family use-freezing, 
canning and eating right out of the 
basket. 

Shepherd doesn't need to advertise. 
With the largest orchard in the county 
and apples that are as near perfect as 
apples can be, the word gets around so 
that as long as he pursues his very suc­
cessful hobby, there'll likely be apples 
for many years to come on the Left 
Fork of Abbott.

However, a six-member grants 
review committee of the East Ken· 
tucky Health System Agency, which 
considered Highlands' application in 
Lexington yesterday, approved it 
unanimously and without qualification.

Pikeville Hospital Administrator-Lee 
Keene, in moving for disapproval of 
the Highlands application at last 
week's subarea council meeting, 
argued that any independent bid by a 
hospital here might jeopardize 
whatever chances the Big Sandy area 
has for designation by the Council on 
Higher Education as the site for a 
residency program. 

Keene urged a joint application by 
Highlands and Pikeville for the pro· 
gram, indicating that the Pikeville 
hospital intended to bid for it, with or 
without the cooperation of Highlands 

The Pikeville administrator also 
questioned the logic in Highlands' 
seeking federal funds before the state 
CHE 'has designated a site for the pro­
gram. 

Highlands spokesman Russell Dean 
argued that the present request for 
federal funds, for which applications 
were due in August, is unrelated to any 
bid for CHE designation, for which ap­
plications are open until November. 
Nor does the present request preclude 
any cooperative applicaton for the 
residency program, he said. 

Dean also denied charges made by 
Leatha Kendrick, Floyd consumer 
representative on the subarea council, 
that some physicians named as precep· 
tors and some clinics named as 
teaching sites in the Highlands pro· 
posal had not agreed to their inclusion 
in the plan. 

Dr. Harvey Page, Pikeville physi­
cian, argued that no hospital in this 
area, nor even a combination of 
hospitals, could muster the resources 
to provide quality training for physi· 
cians Dr. Page cited the lack of 
specialists here -in such fields as 
neuro-surgery, cardiac surgery, im· 
munology, oncology, hematology, and 
transplants-needed to educate physi· 
cians. "A poorly trained doctor," he 
commented, "is worse than none at 
all." 

Page said, however, that he would 
favor "farming out" to this area resi­
dent physicians from an established 
teaching program-such as that at the 
University of Kentucky-for several 
months of their training.

Appeals Court Rules 
Suspensions Invalid 

The practice by local judges, com· 
mon in district court here as in other 
courts, of suspending the sentences of 
misdemeanants during their jail terms 
is without legal authority, according to 
an opinion recently handed down by 
the state Court of Appeals. Moreover, 
the law customarily invoked to justify 
the practice is unconstitutional, the 
court ruled. 

While the sentencing judge may 
grant probation to a convict who so 
petitions within 30 to 60 days of beginn· 
ing his sentence, the court has no other 
authority to release a prisoner already 
serving a sentence, according to the 
ruling. 

The ruling came in response to an ap­
peal from a judgment of the Jefferson 
Circuit Court, in the case of a man 
sentenced to a one-year prison term for 
possession of dangerous drugs . Four 
months after beginning his sentence, 
the man filed a motion to have the re· 
mainder of his sentence suspended, a 
motion granted by the district court 
judge who had sentenced him 

The Commonwealth appealed to Jef­
ferson Circuit Court, arguing that the 
state statute granting sentencing 
courts the power of parole is uncons­
titutional. The circuit court, presuming 
the statute to be constitutional, affirm­
ed the lower court's decision. 

The appeals court declared the cir· 
cuit court decision null, on the grounds 
that the motion for suspension of 

sentence was made too late to be 
justified by the district court's power 
to grant probation. 

The court then addressed the issue of 
the constitutionality of the 1978 statute 
delegating to district and circuit court . 
judges the power, formerly enjoyed by 
county judge-executives, to grant 
parole to misdemeanants serving 
sentences. The court agreed with the 
Commonwealth's argument in the pre­
sent case that, since the power to grant 
parole is vested exclusively in the ex­
ecutive branch of government, the 1978 
statute is unconstitutional. 

At issue in cases involving the 
release of convicts prior to completion 
of their sentences, the court indicated, 
is the accountability of the releasing 
authority to prosecutors, victims, the 
public and the press. Suspensions of 
sentences by district and circuit court 
judges have sometimes been criticized 
as too informal to guarantee sufficient 
public accountability. 

The opinion was rendered September 
26 by Appeals Court Judge Earl 
O'Bannon, Jr.

If you 
have four children and one apple, the 
fair thing is to split the apple four 
ways. Otherwise, some are left out. 

The apple in this case is the program 
for "gifted and talented" students be­
ing offered in the Floyd school district 
for the first time this year. Because of 
the way the school board divided the 
apple, Mrs. Kidd contends, students in 
most of the county's schools have been 
left out of consideration. And one of 
those left out is her son Michael, a third 
grader at Betsy Layne grade school. 

For Assistant Superintendent Ron 
Hager, however, the matter is 
anything but simple. After twice apply· 
ing unsuccessfully to the state Board of 
Education for the gifted and talented 
program, the Floyd school district 
received one of the 64 units funded 
statewide this year. That means one 
teacher and places in the program for 
75 students here, he explained. 

With over 140 applying for a place, 
and about 500 who might qualify 
throughout the county, the school 
board decided to recruit students only 
from the two schools which had shown 
most interest in the 
program-Prestonsburg and Clark 
grade schools. Letters went out last 
week to the parents of 43 students at 
Prestonsburg and 32 at Clark-all in 
grades four through eight-informing 
them that their children have been ad· 
mitted to the program. 

Mrs. Kidd said school authorities had 
promised her son a place in the pro· 
gram at Prestonsburg this year and 
that the family had sold its house at 
Betsy Layne with a view to relocating 
here. Hager denied that any promises 
had been made, however, pointing out 
that the selection process had only 
recently been concluded. 

To Mrs. Kidd's charge that the 
choice of Prestonsburg and Clark 
schools discriminated against children 
at other county schools , Hager 
responded that parents of children at 
both schools have been actively involv· 
ed for some years in applying for the 
program 

Another two units are expected to be 
funded next year, and they w!ll be plac· • 
ed in schools demonstratmg a need for 
the program and an mterest in it, 
Hager said. The schools have not yet 
been designated, he added. 

Acknowledges Help 
Last Tuesday evening at the high 

school gym in Prestonsburg the people 
of the area were treated with 
delightful program of gymnastics a 
folk dancing The program was given 
by a group of Danish young people who 
were brought to this area with the 
cooperation of Berea College, the 
Eastern Kentucky Concert Series and 
Prestonsburg Community College.

We lost a good man Wednesday . 
Two weeks after he was critically 

wounded in a hostage situation in a 
backwater corner of Pike County, 
Jerome "Butch" Clifton gave up his 
tenacious fight for life Wednesday. 

Struck by a random bullet in the ab­
domen, Clifton stubborn!) clung to life 
while the finest doctors in the Com­
monwealth worked to give him a 
fighting chance. In excellent physical 
condition, the 30-year-old Clifton over­
came tremendous odds to continue his 
fight so long. 

In the end, the odds were just too 
great. 

The wound was too severe. Nothing 
more could be done. 

What could we say about Butch Clif­
ton? 

We could say he was a good cop. A 
Kentucky State Police trooper both 
well-liked and respected- the rarest of 
combinations for a cop by his fellow 
officers and the public. A cop who en· 
forced the law impartially, honestly 
and without thoughts of politics, who's 
who or such matters that too often taint 
law enforcement. A trooper who looked 
like a cop in and out of uniform. 

We could say that Butch was a good 
man. 

The "strong, silent type" who might 
not say 10 words in an hour, but would 
literally give up the shirt off his back if 
asked. A man whose physical strength 
was matched by his strength of 
character. 

We could say that Butch was a good 
neighbor. The type of man who made 
the whole neighborhood feel just a little 
better, a little safer because he lived 

nearby. The type of cop who was just 
as likely to roll out of bed to chase "a 
t;mrglar" or be sure "that shadow" in a 
neighbor 's yard was not moving. A 
man with a wife and family who would 
be ·etcome anywhere. 
' We could cry out about the prolifera­
tion of firearms , firearms that 
slaughter thousands each year . We 
could again debate the compelling 
arguments on both sides of the gun con­
trol debate. 

We could say that life is not fair. That 
it is just not right, not fair for a good 
man, a very good man to be cut down in 
the prime of his life. That there are too 
few Butch Cliftons now. 

We could say much about Butch, but 
perhaps all that needs to be said is this : 

There are two little girls, Lisa , 9, and 
Angela , 3, who will grow up knowing 
that their Daddy was one very special 
person- a man of whom they can 
always be very, very proud. 

Butch Clifton is gone. And we are all 
much the poorer .

Sues To Force 
Open Records 

Martin ctty council has tnken to 
court its year-long dispute wtth the 
town's water commisston Mayor 
Larry B. Hall filed a petitton in ctrcutt 
court here last week, seekmg a wrtt of 
mandamus ordering the commisston to 
produce itemized budgets for 1975 
through 1981. 

The petition notes that the commis­
sion is bound by city ordinance to sub­
mit a budget to the council each Oc­
tober. None has been submitted for the 
past three years and repeated reque ts 
for the budget documents have been ig­
nored, it is clatmed. 

Attached to the petition are letters 
from Hall to Water Commission Chatr 
man Ron Reynolds, requestmg infor­
mation about the commissions's bond 
indebtedness, billing practices, and ex­
penses. Reynolds has said the water 
board's books are open for inspection 
but has :so far ignored requests to bring 
them before the council 

This week's legal recourse 
represents another step in a struggle 
for control of Martin's water and 
sewage system waged since the Hall 
administration took office in January. 
Hall attributes to "poor management" 
water and sewage problems in Martin 
which he describes as ''so severe as to 
constitute a threat to the health and 
well-being of the people." 

Authority to appoint members to the 
commission has emerged as a key ele­
ment in the struggle, an issue depen­
dent on the current status of bonds 
issued by the commission. 

In an August letter to Steven L. 
Beshear, state attorney-general, Hall 
wrote, "I have no clear understanding 
of my legal authority to deal with the 
administration of water and sewer ser­
vices." The mayor noted that the 1949 
ordinance establishing the water com­
mission provided for appointment of 
the three initial members by the city 
council, with subsequent vacancies to 
be filled by the commission chairman. 

"Since then," Hall complained, "the 
Board of Water Commissioners has 
continued to administer without any 
public accountability for its decisions 
and to undemocratically re-create 
itself through cooptation of new 
members ." 

Efforts to change the composition of 
the board-which presently consists of 
Reynolds, Denzil Halbert and Roy 
Ratliff- have been stymied by the 
terms of the original issue of water 
commission bonds, according to which 
sale of the bonds was made conditional 
on retaining the original structure of 
the commission. 

Hall wrote Beshear that, while the 
original bonds apparently matured in 
October last year, new bonds were 
issued in 1965 "Does the issuance of 
new and still outstanding bonds re­
obligate the city of Martin to maintain 
a public office over which it has no con­
trol? Must public accountability be 
sacrificed ad infinitum because of an 
ill-conceived bond issue now more than 
thirty years old?" he asked. 

The attorney-general replied that 
more information was needed before 
he could give an opinion on the specific 
issues, but recommended that, in the 
meantime, the city seek the writ of 
mandamus, according to Hall. 

At its regular meeting last Wednes­
day, the council decided to meet with a 
Department of Labor attorney to 
discuss a $20,000 claim against the city 
by Police Chief Hershel Lester. Lester 
claims he is owed that sum in overtime 
pay. The matter will be discussed at 
the council's next meeting, on 
November 5. 

The city housing authority will be 
asked to freeze the rents of persons on 
fixed incomes living in the E . P . 
Grigsby and Pageant Hill housing pro­
jects, following a decision of the coun­
cil. Rents are normally increased in 
September for those reporting an in­
crease in income during the preceding 
year. 

A move by Mayor Hall to appoint 
Alma Key to fill a vacancy on the hous­
ing authority on the expiration of 
Thomasine Whicker's term in that of­
fice was challenged by Councilman 
Alan Whicker, on the grounds that such 
an appointment required the con. ent of 
council. Whicker moved for the re­
appointment of Mrs. Whicker to the 
position. 

A question as to the legality of the 
council's appointing to the position 
someone related to one of its own 
members- Mrs . Key is married to 
Councilman J . R . Key- drew the 
response that Mrs . Whicker - sister-in­
law to Councilman Whicker- Is 
similarly encumbered. A vote on the 
appointment was deferred, pending 
clarification of the legal issues 

In other business, the council voted 
to write Big Sandy ADD officials regar­
ding 1800 which ADD Planner Bill 
Moyer was said to have offered the citv 
for a traffic study ; a Kentucky Powe~ 
Company representative said an offic 
for the payment of electric bill!; would 
shortly be established in Martin ; 
David Barber, of Hindman, was retain­
ed as city attorney, replacing 
Prestonsburg attorney Joe Hobson : 
.fo' rank Hardin was hired as night 
patrolman ; a used pollee crUt~er was 
bought from Ken Isaacs Inc for $1000 , 
and purcha e of a police band rad1o, to 
cost $600, was authorized.

3. Weak stamina in regard to reading Since reading is a physical activity, 
poor re>ading habits (head movement. vocalization, etc.) promote physical 
exhaustiOn and discourages readmg. 

.J ~ot reading, rather than illiteracy. is the greater problem since students 
need reading skills to function in a highly technological society

Crabs are popular shellfish because 
of their tender meat and distinctive 

vor. Crab meat is an excellent 
urce of high-quality proteins, 

vitamins, and minerals needed for 
good nutrition, and modern process­
ing and marketing methods make 
c~abs available almost everywhere. 

Four principal kinds of crabs are 
taken from our marine waters: from 
the Atlantic and Gulf coasts come 
blue crabs (composing about three­
fourths of all the crabs marketed in 

is country); Dungeness crabs are 
und on the Pacific coast from 

Alaska to Mexico; King crabs come 
from the North Pacific off Alaska; 
and Rock crabs are taken on the 
New England and California 
coasts. 

The fresh cooked meat of crabs is 
the most common market form. 
Picked from hard-shell crabs, 

eked, chilled, and sold by the 
und, it can be bought in many 

styles. 
The meat from all kinds of crabs 

can be used interchangeably in 
recipes. Thus, the kind selected will 
depend largely on the kind available 
and the cost. Crab meat in any of 
its market forms is in large demand 
for cocktails, salads, and cakes. 

Cleaning Crabs 
To clean a whole, cooked crab, 

1rst grasp the legs firmly with one 
hand and with the other hand, pull 
off the back. Then break the crab in 
half. 

To clean a live crab, grasp the legs 
firmly and bring the crab down 
swiftly-abdomen first-over a solid 
object such as the edge of a sturdy 
box or the center of a divided sink. 

his will kill the crab instantly, will 
ove the back, and will split the 

crab in two. 
Discard the back, the belly flap, 

mouth parts, and the gray feather­
like gills. Wash away the viscera 
under a stream of cold water. 

Cooking Crabs 
It is important to cook crabs live 

or immediately after they are killed. 
ny dead crabs should be 
carded. 
• Fill a deep kettle with water up 

to 6 inches of the rim. You 'II net:d 
this 6-inch margin to prevent messy 
boil-overs. 

• To each gallon of water used, 
add Y• cup salt and bring the water 
to a rolling boil. 

• Add whole live crab or crab 
halves, but do not place more crabs 

the kettle than will be covered by 

• Cook whole crabs 18-20 min­
utes and cleaned crab halves 14-15 
minutes. When boiling time is up, 
remove crabs from the kettle with 
tongs. 

• Crabs are delicious hot! If you 
don't plan to eat them right away, 
it is important to cool them quickly 
by plunging them into icy cold salted 
water and then draining. 

Never put hot crabs into a 
refrigerator to cool-the crabs won't 
cool fast enough to prevent forma­
tion of harmful bacteria and their 
odor will spread to other foods. 

To shake crab meat out of its 
shell, use what the pros use-a crab 
block and mallet and a sturdy 
container to catch the meat. The 
meat will fall out more easily if you 
shake crabs while they are hot. 

To shake the body meat, grasp 
half a crab in one hand with your 
th:.tmb folded over the underside of 
the legs. Then squeeze the body 
section with the other hand to break 
up the cartilage. 

Remove any loose pieces of 
cartilage. Sharply rap the body 
section over a heavy bowl or sturdy 
container.

pipe-sometimes a handmade wooden 
trough-to the evaporator pans. 

The "pans" is a table-like metal 
piece of equipment under which a hot 
fire is buill to heat the green cane 
juice. The equipment is designed with 
a series of compartments. When the 
cane juice is in the first compartments 
it usually is green. As it cooks it is 
pushed along into the divisions until it 
is amber-gold and tastes like nectar. 

In days gone by, the foam that re­
mained in the pans was what the coun­
tryside had turned out for. With a piece 
of cane stalk in hand. each visitor dip­
ped into the warm. sweet foam to taste 
again the lang of molasses made the 
country way, the natural way. 

"The sorghum will be cooking all day 
long at the courthouse in Springfield," 
accordmg to J W. Janes of the 
Springfield-Washington County 
Chamber of Commerce. "The flea 
marked will be set up on Lincoln Road 
running from Main Street to High 
Street on both sides down the center. In 
event of rain. the flea market will be 
moved to the new Home Tobacco 
Warehouse one block off Main Street."

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Let Birthday Children 
elp Plan Party 

Birthday parties are more meaning­
ful to a child' development if he or 
she is involved in planning and 
hosting the celebration, according to 
leading authorities in child 
psychology. In various interviews the 
experts agreed that even very young 

'ldren can play some role in party 
anning, the degree of participation 

depending on the child's age. 
Parents should remember to 

involve the birthday child as much 
as possible in deciding on party 
themes, decorations, invitations, and 
refreshments. A birthday party is an 
opportunity for children to learn how 
to socialize with others. They can 
practice their developing skills by 

'tina invitations and helping to 
ganize activities, crafts and decor­

ations. Children can even design 
their own birthday cake, using 
squeeze tubes of colored icing or 
shake-on trimming . 

The psychologists pointed out that 
problem usually arise if the child of 
honor, the birthday boy or girl, feels 
things are lot going the way they 
tbould. Be available if the children 

nt you but stay in the background 
when they do not. 

Why Birthdays Are 
Significant 

For a child, the reason to have a 
birthday party is simply to have fun . 
However, it may be that they mean 
more to us than we realize. 

Because they recur regularly, 
birthdays are among the more 

ningful occasions in our lives. 
y enhance our adult sense of 

personal identity by linking the past 
to the present, while introducing an 
air of my~tery for children as they 
seek to comprehend their origin and 
ancestry, authorities say. 

Refreshments 
For many children, refreshments 

what a party is all about. 
any children enjoy helping an 

adult bake and decorate a cake or 
cookies. The end product is someth­
ing which can not only be enjoyed 
for its good taste, but may be 
admired as an artistic creation. 
Children may add their own per.son­
al touch with decorating icings that 
come in squeeze tubes. 

Instead of having a purchased 
cake which is already decorated, the 

'ldren may enjoy writing their own 
names or special messages on the 
cake or individual cupcakes with 
colorful icings. 

When the candles on the cake are 
lit, it is the most exciting part of the 
party for many children. Before 
blowing out the candles, the birthday 
child is told to close his eyes and 
make a good wish. This appeals to 

hild's way of looking at the world 
a place where things happen if 

only you wish strongly enough- a 
form of magical thinking which we 
never completely outgrow, the 
experts point out. 

Party Planning 
Birthday parties can be pleasant 

and painless with a small amount of 
planning and preparation, especially 
· he characteristics of the children's 

e group is kept in mind. 
Psychologists offer the following 

tips and guidelines in planning 
parties for children of various age 
groups: 

First Birthday 
A child's first birthday tends to 

serve as an excuse for a gathering of 
relatives and close friends; often, no 
children are present. Children of this 
age tend to play with a favorite toy 
while the party is going on. 
Unfamiliar faces may cause the 
child to be cranky if he is not used 
to large numbers of people. Keep in 
mind that the child relates best to 
one person at a time. 

Two-Year-0/ds 
The developing mobility and 

speech of a two-year-old toddler 
provide the beginnings of an in­
dependent personality. For this age 
group, only three or four children 
should be invited, especially since 
careful supervision is necessary. 

Long celebrations should be 
avoided because of the child's short 
attention span, and a time limit of 
one-and-a-half to two hours should 
be set on the festivities. Listening to 
records and playing with toys are the 
best activities. 

An adult should be there to 
encourage the children to share 
when cries of "Mine! Mine!" arise. 
Two-year-olds tend to play separate­
ly, unlike older children who enjoy 
playing with friends. 

Three-Year-0/ds 
Three-year-olds are ready to be 

consulted about birthday guests, 
decorations, games, prizes and food, 
although adults need to assume the 
major responsibility. 

Thrce-year-olds enjoy listening to 
stories, drawing, playing with clay, 
blocks, watching short movies and 
cartoons. Their interest in colors, 
shapes and letters may be utilized in 
paper and craft projects, and even in 
helping to decorate party 
refreshments. 

Spread out some decorating 
squeeze tubes which come in a 
variety of colors. The children may 
then use their own creativity to 
decorate individual cupcakes. Do not 
expect young children to consume 
much in the way of food or sweets: 
many will eat only small servings of 
cookies, cake or ice cream. 

Four- and Five-Year-0/ds 
Four- and five-year-olds like to 

choose their own birthday themes 
such as "Snoopy," "Star Trek," or 
other current cartoon or movie 
characters. Supervised games are the 
order of the day and, weather 
permitting, may also include outdoor 
running games such as Hide and 
Seek. 

If the party is held indoors, a 
mu de-stretching game of Simple 

Simon will help discharge built-up 
tension. "This game gives children a 
leadership experience in gaining the 
cooperation of others, and of course, 
the role of leader may be rotated. If 
prizes are given, have enough on 
hand so each child comes away 
feeling 'a winner.' 

Five- to Eight-Year-0/ds 
Unlike older children, five- to 

eight-year-olds do not separate boy 
and girl playmates, and mixed 
parties for this age group are 
common. School age children some­
times become noisy, and it is helpful 
to set the tone of a party at the 
beginning by involving the birthday 
child as host to set an example of 
good behavior. 

Children may choo e to make 
home-made invitations, or write in 
time and place on purchased ones. 
Games such as "Pin the Tail on the 
Donkey" are popular among this age 
group. 

Eight- to Eleven-Year-0/ds 
This age group will reverse roles 

and expect the adults to advise them, 
while the children undertake increas­
ing responsibility for planning and 
running the party. 

Parties for eight- to eleven­
year-aids tend to be either all boys 
or girls, in keeping with the child's 
sex. This inclination allows children 
to group together and identify with 
those of the same sex before 
reaching adolescence when interest 
in the opposite sex reappears. Adults 
should respect this need b) avoiding 
emphasis on mixed social 
activities. 

Often older children choose to 
have activity parties such as bowling, 
ice skating, swimming, or slumber 
parties. Games and sports provide 
the children opportunities for 
healthy competition according to 
structured rules . 

Birthday Party Checklist 
Dr. Kevin O'Shea, child psychologist 
and educator, offers the following 
basic tips to keep in mind in 
planning any children's birthday 
party: 

• Involve the birthday child as 
much as possible, deciding on a 
theme, who should attend, decora­
tions, food, and activities. Encourage 
the birthday child to act as host . 

• Limit the children to a manage­
able number, determined by their 
age, activities, and available space. 
For example: 

1-year-olds (no other chil­
dren necessary) 

2- and 3-year-olds (3 to 5 
children) 

4- and 5-year-olds (4 to 8 
children) 

5- to 8-year-olds ( 6 to 10 
children) 

8- to 11 -year-olds (8 to 15 
children, depending on space, type of 
party) 

• For younger children (under 8) 
arrange for assistance by another 
adult or teenager. Having a friend 
over to share the fun and lend a hand 
makes the party more enjoyable for 
you. 

• Involve the birthday guest in 
activities and refreshments. One 
idea: have a cupcake decorating 
conte t using quccze tubes of 
colored icing. Have enough prizes so 
every child comes away a 
"winner." 

• Do not over-orga nize the party, 
and leave some un tructured time 
for play. A time limit of two hour 
should be set for most ages. 
(Exceptions: 1- IJ.z hour ufficient for 
pre-schoolers; children I 0-11 rna) 
prefer more time.) 

• Keep a watchful eye, but do not 
intrude on the birthdav child . After 
all, he or she is "hat the part} is all 
about.

Praise, Pleas, Presents in Gov.'s Mail 

INTERESTING MAIL TO OPEN - Mark Neff. right . administrative assistant to Gov John Y~ 
Brown Jr. and staff assistant Pam Gilmer sort through lette rs and packages mailed to the governor. 
According to Neff, Gov. Brown receives an average of I 15 pieces o f mail per day, which sometimes 
include gifts such as these replica casts of Abraham Lincoln 's face and hands 

Although the majority of mail Gov. 
John Y. Brown Jr. receives is strictly 
business, Brown gets his share of fan 
mail. 

According to administrative assis­
tant Mark Neff, the governor receives 
approximately 115 pieces of mail on an 
average day, and it is not unusual for 
these to include gifts and requests for 
autographs. 

Neff, who helps the governor answer 
his mail, said his office receives a 
number of requests for the governor's 
autograph on everything from mat­
chbooks to pieces of quilting material 
for embroidery. 

Among the more unusual gifts 
received by Gov. Brown, Neff said, are 
replica casts of Abraham Lincoln's 
face and hands and knitted sweaters 
for Phyllis George Brown's two dogs. 

The governor also receives a large 
number of letters from school children. 
Neff said Gov. and Mrs . Brown are 
keeping a scrapbook of all the letters 
they receive from children. 

' 'Most of the mail the governor gets 
is positive," said Pat Gilmer, Neff 's 
staff assistant. " We have people who 
have become regular writers. It's as if 
they:re writing to a member of the 
family ." 

Gilmer said the governor does get 
letters of complaint through the mail, 
but these letters also tell Brown he is 
doing a good job. 

Neff said every effort is made to 
answer all the letters the governor 
receives and to grant most requests. 
" We don't answer something just for 
the sake of answering it," Neff sa id . 
"We want to address an individual's 
specific concern ." 

However, there are some requests, 
such as for monetary donations, that 
cannot possibly be met , Neff sa id. "We 
get some very depressing mail," he 
said. " People write to the governor 
<asking for money > as a last resort 
because they do not qualify for (state 
or federal ) aid." 

"What do you write back to someone 

who writes and says, ·y have no hope, I 
have no future", Neff said. In such an 
instance the person is referred to com­
munity agencies for aid if all other 
avenues for state and federal aid have 
failed, Neff added. 

The governor's office also gets re­
quests for Kentucky Colonelc1es to 
honor the state's outstanding cl!izens . 
Neff said requests for these range from 
persons wanting to recognize outstan­
ding leaders in their community to 
school-age children requesting them 
for their fathers . 

Neff said the governor's office also 
receives requests for letters of com· 
mendation and letters of commemora· 
tion from community and state 
organi zations. He said these types of 
requests should be sent to the governor 
well in advance of their presentation to 
ensure they can be processed in time.

Try Fake Snakes To Scare Them 
Are you bothered by pest birds in 

your garden ? Do feathered 
marauders feast on your strawbe­
ries, blueberries and cherries before 
you can pluck them? 

There's an answer to this problem, 
according to Ranger R1ck's Nature 
Magazine. It consists of fake "snakes" 
purchased at novelty stores or fashion­
ed from black rubber hoses . 

Birds are afraid of snakes- which 
eat their eggs and their young- and so 
"they recognize the snake shape- and 
stay away," according to the National 
Wildlife Federation's monthly 
magazine for children.

operation of its kind in the 
U.S. During the past eight seasons, 
12,000 persons from 44 states and 
seven countries have bicycled 
1,250,000 miles on VBT tours.

well-equipped van also goes along to 
carry luggage and spare parts and to 
give lifts to cyclists who tire. 

Most VBT riders are between 
twenty-five and fifty-five: about half 
are single and half couples. But VBT 
has had riders from six to seventy­
six, and on one tour last year 
members of three generations of the 
same family rode together. 

The days are leisurely, and there 
are many opportunities to do things 
other than bicycle. Every tour is 
designed so there is time to swim, 
browse in antique shops, visit 
historical sites, picnic on village 
greens, and just relax amid the 
special sights and sounds of Ver· 
mont.

Weirdo Happenings in Rowan 
(From the :\lon•head :'\e\\ s) 

The body of an 11-year-old girl was 
found covered with leaves in a 
roughed·out campsite last Saturday 
night near Jones Ridge. Her chest bore 
the markings of an upside down cross 
and her heart had been ripped out. 

In a nearby area where stones had 
been laid in a circle the body of a young 
goat was unco\'ered; it's throat had 
been sla.'1hed Scattered around were 
feathers. presumably from chickens 
who had met a fate similar to that of 
the goat. 

Does all that sound like a Halloween 
tale~ A story line from a scary movie? 
It might as well be that because there 
does not appear to be a shred of truth to 
any of it. 

For the past two weeks, however, 
rumors such as this have spread 
through Rowan county like a raging 
forest fire. And people have begun to 
believe the stories 

All the \\Ceird rumors have been their 
basis on only one proven fact: One per­
son or a group of people have painted 
rocks along a county road running bet­
ween KY 519 at Clack Mountain to 
Jones Ridge with different variations 
of satanic messages. There are draw· 
ings of tridents, warnmgs of Hell, 

statements such as "Satan's Palace" 
and the like, and pictures of crosses 
and fire. 

For several years, rumors of satan 
worshippers, witches covens and other 
unholy activity have been passed 
around in the months before and after 
Halloween. Most of the tales had it that 
teachers or students at Morehead State 
University were involved. 

While it is possible the rumors are 
true and that the paintings along the 
secluded county road were done by a 
Witches' coven. there are those who 
don't believe.it. 

Rowan Sheriff Jim Nickell for one 
says he thinks the drawings on the 
rocks, which were done in orange 
flourescent paint, were the work "of a 
bunch of high school kids." 

The sheriff and his deputies regular· 
ly patrol the area and he says he has 

.never seen any evidence that a coven is 
actually meeting there. 

"We've trampled through the area 
for the last two weeks," the sheriff 
said, adding that he has found no skin­
ned cats or dead billy goats."

"Land Easlt•rn Kt•ntucky'~ Bridge 
to tht• Future" 1s a report on a con 
ferenct•, "Eastern Kentucky Coal: The 
Next DC<' a de or Two," conductt·d on 
the Morehead ~tate Umvers1ty campu, 
by the Appalad1ian Development 
Center last August It IS bemg made 
available to the public, upon request . 
free of charge. 

Appalachian Development Center 
has chosen to make thc report 
available, bc,ause the confcn•nce con· 
elusions and n•commendation arc 
highly significant to th(' future of 
Eastern Kentucky, accordmg to Center 
Director Robert Cornett. 

"I think we owe it to the people of 
Eastern Kentucky to bnng their atten· 
bon to what the experts think is in store 
for the region," Cornett said. 

"Eastern Kentucky cannot afford to 
allow the years of economic prosperit) • 
that will be provided by the coal in· 
dustry. within the nt•xt generation or 
two, to slip by without making provi­
sion for the future," he added 

The major conclusions arrived at by 
the conference participants, concern 
ing the future of the Eastern Kentucky 
coal industry and Eastern Kentuckys 
future as mfluenced by the industry 
and its future include the following : 

-Sustained and major growth in 
coal production, totalling an estimated 
4 percent per year for at least a genera· 
tion. 

-Employment in coal that will ex­
ceed the growth in tonnage. 

-A huge increase in coal-generated 
population, totalling more than 200 
thousand by 1990, and that much again 
by 2000. 

- The start of a gradual decline in 
the coal industry, within 40-50 years . 

In light of these conclusions, the 
report makes one basic recommenda· 

lion that usable land be created as a 
by-product of mining to serve the hous 
mg need of an expandmg population, 
to permit the development of services 
r(•quired by an increased population, 
and to make possible the development 
of a diversified industrial base to sup· 
plement and/or replace the coal in · 
dustry as it declines . The importance 
of land to the future of Eastern Ken· 
tucky generated the tille of the report.

Children grow quickly and often 
outgrow clothing before it's worn. But 
with careful planning new life can be 
put into clothes by Jelling down hems, 
taking out darts and covering crease 
marks with braid or hand embroidery. 

This fall a skirt or jacket can get a 
new lease on life with the popular addi­
tion of embroidery or an applique. 

If garments are in good shape and 
yet fail to fit someone in your family. 
even with hems extended, see if a 
neighbor's child is the right size. Some 
communities have neighborhood 
cooperatives where parents exchange 
or sell not only clothes but also toys and 
equipment . 

Old clothes in good shape also can 
become a new patchwork. Cut the best 
part of used garments into squares. 
Sew these together to make one large 
fabric piece. Then lay your pattern on 
top just as you would purchase yar­
dage. Because of many seam areas, 
you may be happier lining all or parts 
of the finished garment. Consider mak· 
ing vests, ponchos, book satchels, 
blouses or skirts from patchwork 
fabric. Some seamstresses use cast-off 
jeans to make attractive patchwork 
jackets, shirts or carry-alls. 

Finally, the fabric that is too thread­
bare for patches still makes perfect 
dustcloths. 

In addition to these suggestions, 
resale shops are another place to find 
children's clothes that can be used 
either as they are or as fabric to make 
other garments. 

To convert recycled garments into 
fabric, look for large pieces with few 
seams. Sel~ct garments that have col­
ors, designs and textures appropriate 
for children. To check for worn areas, 
hold the garment to the light. 

Women's skirts and dresses usually 
have enough fabric to make smaller 
dresses or separates. Men's trousers 
can be converted into pants for little 
boys or skirts for girls. Sometimes two 
garments can be coordinated and 
made into one child's garment 

If you have a pattern you plan to use, 
take it with you as you shop at resale 
stores. 
When you get home with your bargain, 
wash it, take it apart and press the 
fabric pieces. Now, you're ready to cut 
out a new garment, but don't forget to 
reuse zippers, buttons or other parts 
that come free and wtll make your 
finished garment a real bargain.

Sgroi says . "\\'e 
have almost 100 percent coverage of 
the state, from Paducah to Ashland 
and from the Ohio R1ver to the Ten­
nessee border." The commissiOn has 
tssued 106 active licenses to 16 pro­
moters a promoter mu ·t have a 
separate hccnse for each locatwn in 
which he operate" . 

Amateur events do not need to be 
licensed, but their sponsors mu t ob­
tam the commi sion·s penn is ·ion to 
hold the event, Sgroi says. Even the 
Kentucky High School Athletic 
Association need!' to obtain that per­
mission for iLc; wrestling events . 

Sgroi says requiring sponsor to ob­
tain permisl'ion keeps the commission 
aware of who is holding fights or mat­
ches and where they're being held 
Without thil' provision, he say , a 
"wildcat" promoter could set up a pro­
gram and claim it was an amateur 
event, even though it wasn't. 

Under the pretext of holding an 
amateur event, the illegal promoter 
could avoid license fees, posting the 
bond and most especially, paying 5 pe•·­
cent of all gross receipts to the state 

Sgroi listens to the "grapevine" for 
rumors of illegal matches If he learns 
of one to be held, he'll contact law en­
forcement agencie.s-usually the Ken­
tucky State Police- and raid the event. 

Sgroi was named vice commissioner 
of the commission in 1972 and chair­
man in 1976. In the four years he ha. 
headed the commission, its activities 
have increased steadily. Commission 
receipts were up 29 percent in 1977-78 
The next year. those figures were top­
ped again, by 36 percent. And in 
1979-80, receipts increased 34 percent. 

"I love this job," Sgroi says. "It's m­
teresting and my experience as a pro­
fessional wrestler for 15 years, plus 
some promoting and announcmg, has 
paid off." Wrestling is the 
''bread-and-butter" for the commis· 
sion-about 85 percent of the events 
are wrestling programs. 

Sgroi's work on behalf of sports has 
brought him national stature. He is 
currently secretary-treasurer of the 
National Wrestling AssociatiOn and 
treasurer of the United States Boxing 
Association. He also serves on the ex­
ecultve boards of both organizations.
