Water, Septic Tanks 
Responsibility Shifts 

The Floyd County Health Depart 
ment and the health dl•partments of 
other Kentuck) counties are no longer 
responsible for 'everal functions com· 
monh associated with them, Earl 
Compton, administrator of thl' health 
department here, said this week. 

The department now has no respon­
sibility for public water supplie , the 
sampling of private ·ater source , 
solid waste dispo al, water and air 
pollut1o .• control and plumbing or sub 
surface sewage <septic tank' permits 
or installation. 

It v. as pointed out that jurisdiction 
for water and a1r pollution control, 
sanitary water supplies and solid 
waste disposal has been transferred 
from the Department for Human 
Resources' Bureau for Health Sen•ices 
to the Department of Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion since 1973, and that the Division of 
PJumbing and jurisdiction for septic 
tanks was transferred to the Depart­
ment of Housing, Buildings and Con­
struction's plumbmg division in June. 
1974. 

A Department for Human Resources 
memorandum also state. that local 
health departments are no longer re­
quired to provide office space and ser­
vices to representatives of stat<' 
government. mcluding representatives 
of the Division of Plumbing. "In other 
words," said Compton, "the Floyd 
County Health Department will no 
longer provide office space and service 
to plumbing inspectors without proper 
reimbursement from the Division of 
Plumbing." 

Mr. Compton explained that lh<' deci­
sion to put an end to activitie~ con­
nected with these programs was 
prompted, in part, by the large amount 
of non-reimbursable monies expended 
by local health departments across the 
state. During the last fiscal year 

0979-'80), for example, he said, a total 
of $689,862 was spent by health depart­
ments in Kentucky, and of this total 
Floyd county's health department 

spent $28il, on programs for which 
the) have no responsibil1ty and in 
which the)' haH' no juri diction. 

The local hl'alth department will, 
however. continul' to abate nuisances 
relating to non-functioning septic 
systems and to other matters which in 
its opinion may be injur1ous to public 
health.

Mud Creek Road 
Hopes Brighter 
Hamilton Says 

Demands by area res1dents are get· 
ling a response 111 the lourth 
magtslerial d1stnct, accordmg to 
Magistrate Hershel Hamilton, who 
cites as examples commitments won 
from stair officials on the Mud Creek 
road and the Tram bridge 

"It is our understanding that the 
Mud Creek road is top priority," 
Hamilton said this week, in reference 
to a proposal to straighten and widen 
the tortuous KY 97!!, between Harold 
and Hi Hat 

In a recent letter to the :\lud Creek 
Steering Committee, a Citizens' group 
formed to demand improvements to 
the Mud Creek road following an acci· 
dent involving a school bus near 
~ranham's Creek last January, a stale 
highways official indicated thai efforts 
are being made to have the road in· 
eluded in a program to reconstruct 
various state roads. 

"At the present time the bond 
market is down, but Frankfort is work· 
ing on this," wrote Ed Patton, general 
manager of the state highways depart­
ment's Pike,·ille district offtce. 

Patton conceded this week that 
Frankfort officrab mav not consider 
rebuilding of KY 979 as ·"top priority." 
Officials at the district office, he said, 
consider it "::.omething that needs to be 
done- like a lot of other roads ." 

Patton said he had heard no estimate 
of the cost of reconstructing KY 979, 
but Magistrate Hamilton said the cost 
of straightening the road's 41 curves 
·as estimated at about $6 million. 
Meanwhile, construction of a new 

bridge to span the Big Sandy at Tram 
awaits only the negotiation of a last 
right-of-way needed, Hamilton said. A 
million dollars in federal money has 
been appropriated for the project. 
estimated to cost about $1.8 million, 
and construction should begin within 
three months, Hamilton said.

In addition, !\irs. Tackett pornted out. 
$50,000 in IICRS matching functs have 
been applied for. 

A neighborhood park organization 
was formed at the outset of the plann­
ing, Mrs. Tackett said, with a six­
member committee to represent Hall 
Hollow residents "The committee has 
had the final say rn all deciSions." she 
commented, "and their decisions have 
been good ones." The committee, for 
example, rejected the original site for 
the park, the former Palmer Dunbar 
school location. because it was out of 
sight of much of the neighborhood and 
Hall Hollow residents feared for the 
safety of children using the recrea­
tiOnal facilities there. On the commit­
tee's recommendation. a new s1te was 
purchased from Kentucky Housing 
Corp which includes two acres of 
mostly hillside property. 

Landscape architects have been 
hired, Mrs. Tackett pointed out, to plan 
the park layout to conform with the 
contour of the hillside and playground 
equipment, such as slides. will be con­
structed to take advantage of the slope 
" In the meantime,'' she sard, •·we've 
drsmantled an old 100,000-gallon "ater 
tank that was made of solid redwood 
and this material will be used to con· 
struct a lot of the equipment." Another 
similar tank at Wheelwright will be us­
ed for materials and the value of the 
redwood as well as volunteer com­
munity labor will be figured into mat­
ching the HCRS funds 

In addition to plans discussed by the 
neighborhood committe<·. between 40 
and 50 children were asked to submit 
crayon drawings of idea's they might 
have concerning par k features. "We 
got some pretty wrld ideas," Mrs. 
Tackett said, "but thPrc were some 
useful suggestions also ·• 

Mrs Tackett said the site has been 
cleared and hydro-seeded, a lthough 
fur ther work will most likely wart till 
spring

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On The Road Clothes Care Tips 
Few women professionals in any 
business spend as much time on the 
road as professional golfers. Week 
after week, LPGA members tour 
from course to course by car or 

!plane, depending on budgets and 
schedules. 

Though the pro who has "made 
it" enjoys more luJ~:uries on the road 
than the rookie seeking her first win, 
there's still at least one golfer in the 
SIOO,OOO income bracket doing her 
own Y ash in a coin-operated 
laundry. 

Judy Rankin, a petite, blue-eyed 
blonde from Midland, TeJ~:as rarely 
has the hotel send her clothes to the 
laundry or cleaners. 

"They've shrunk too many of my 
cotton-knit golf shirts," she 
explains. 

Judy, a consultant to Whirlpool 
Corporation on clothing care for the 
traveler, selects mostly washable, 
Permanent Press cloth~s for her 
traveling wardrobe. She sometimes 
washes them in her hotel room. 
More often, she prefers the conven­
ience of coin-operated laundry 
equipment when it is available, 
particularly during the half of the 
season when she's traveling with her 
husband and 12 year-old son. 

Judy carries her own detergent 
when she's tr.tveling by car, prefer­
ring liquid bottles to prevent 
spillagC;. Liquid detergent ts also 

highly recommended for use with 
cold water, since powder detergents 
will not completely dissolve unless 
mixed with warm water first. 

"I hardly ever wash with hot 
water any more," says Judy. "I 
separate whites from the rest of my 
wash, but mix colors since they don't 
run or fade as much in cool or warm 
water. I've even washed cashmere 
sweaters in cold water on a delicate 
cycle." 

To clean heavily soiled areas in 
cooler water, Judy uses a pre­
treatment spray. Golfing particular­
ly takes a toll on pockets, which hold 
balls and tees, and the hems of 
pants. 

"We go for balls in the mud," says 
Judy, "in contrast to casual golfers 
who don't play the game for a living. 
The tapered pant leg now in fashion 
looks terrible with golf shoes, so we 
still wear straight cut slacks that are 
longer and often get stained in the 
pnd traps, rough and water 
hazards." 

It helps to turn pockets inside out, 
turn down cuffs, brush away lint and 
dirt and apply a pre-treatment spray 
before washing.

Off-Duty Fireman 
Hangs from Roof 
To Save Dwelling 

The advice, "Hang in there," was 
never taken more literally than it was 
Sunday afternoon by a Prestonsburg 
fireman . And Mrs. Lula Prater pro· 
bably owes to his tenacity the fact that 
her house was not burned. 

When Fireman Larry Adams, who 
lives on Middle Creek, discovered that 
a trailer just a few feet from the Prater 
home was burning, he seized a water 
hose, and with a cousin climbed to the 
roof of Mrs. Prater's two-story home. 
There Adams, held by the ankles, took 
a precarious position suspended over 
the roof's edge and thus kept the 
Prater house dampened enough to save 
it from burning until help arrived from 
the Prestonsburg Fire Department 

Fire Chief Tom Blackburn said, 
"There is no doubt that he saved the 
house from burning.'' 

When the fire department arrived on 
the scene, three miles east of State 
Road Fork, the trailer home of Mr. and 
Mrs. Don j\;elson was beyond saving, 
but fellow firemen took over from 
Adams in preventing damage to the 
Prater home. 

The Nelsons were not at home at the 
time of the fire, and the cause of the 
blaze has not been determined. Mr. 
Nelson had left some time earlier to 
bring his wife and recently born ch1ld 
home from the hospital They have two 
children. While firemen were still at 
the scene, Mr. Nelson and family 
returned to find their home and its con· 
tents destroyed.

ones for faster, even drying, and is 
careful not to overload the dryer so 
her clothes can tumble freely to keep 
~rinkling to a minimum. 

According to home economists, 
today's fabrics need lower heat to 
prevent damage, which is why home 
and commercial dryers offer differ­
ent temperature selections and a 
final cool-down period. Each fabric 
has a natural moisture content, 
which if removed by overdrying, can 
result in wrinkling, static electricity, 
shrinking and harsh feeling clothes. 
When using a commercial dryer that 
does not offer these cycles and a 
final cool-down period, Judy com­
pensates by removing items from the 
dryer every few minutes ·pecially 
synthetics so that they won't 
overdry. 

As we all know too well, the dawn 
of permanent press fabrics did not 
mark the extinction or the iron, 
particularly when clothes are con­
sta.ntly folded in suitcases the way 
Judy's are. Yet the petite blonde 
golfer has picked up several tips 
along her road to success to help 
keep her clothes as fresh and neat 
as possible from tournament to 
tournament. 

Ironing On Tbe Go 
For example, Judy rinses her 

clothes in cool water which helps 
minimize wrinkling of synthetic 

fabrics. 
These steps make the tedious task 

of ironing without a board in the 

hotel room much easier ... 1 always 
carry an iron with me, and I'm 

pretty handy with the bed," Judy 
laughs. "In fact, I'd rather press 
clothes than fool with a cumbersome 
clothes bag." 

To keep her slacks smooth, Judy 
carries a suitcase large enough to 
hold them folded in half. She folds 
them over a hanger the same way, 
and the fold can be eliminated 
quickly with an iron before heading 
to the first tee. 

Except for a small carry-on bag, 
Judy prefers using one large case 
that a porter or bellhop can manage 
for her, over a number of smaller 
bags. She offers several tips to 
reduce weight and bulk in a large 
case: 

"Shoes and handbags really weigh 
you down, so I select styles and 
colors that will go with several 
outfits. To cut down on heavy, 
cold-weather gear, I take along long 
underwear, which is also easy to 
wash. I make better use of space in 
my suitcase by rolling up wrinkle­
free items like polyester skirts and 
nylon nightgowns and fitting them 
snugly into corners."

Wins Financing 
Of New Building 

Better service for Floyd phone 
customers should result from a state 
committee's approval of funds for a 
new office fac1lity to be huilt near her<• 
for South Central Bl'll , it wa~ argued in 
Frankfort last Wf'('k . 

The telephone company won the ap· 
proval of the slate lndustnal Rt>venue 
Bond Oversight Committee last 
Wednesday for $1.7 million in bond to 
finance th~ building, to be constructed 
on \\ills Branch, off the Lancer-Water 
Gap road 

In an effort to convince a \\ary com· 
mittee of the merits of the project, pro 
ponents pomtcd out that South Central 
Bell ts being pressed by th£' Utihty 
Regulatory Commission to pro" ide bet· 
ter service. In this county alone, 300 re­
quests for phone service are satd to be 
pending 

Phone customers here face delays in 
geltmg needed repa1rs bet·au e the 
company's equipment is located 111 

other counties, and the existmg 
facilities here are too small to house it , 
the committee was told. 

The need for developed land here and 
the county's above-average unemploy· 
ment were also cited as reasons for ap· 
provmg the bond 1ssue Developers 
Moore and Bishop, of Lexington, who 
will lease the new building to the phone 
company, told the fiscal court here last 
month that the project will create 17 
nev. jobs within 20 to 22 months of its 
completion 

The initial vote on the project was 
2·1, with five abstentions. John Hard· 
wick, of Louisville. who voted against 
the proposal, said he found it hard to 
understand why South Central Bell is 
unable to meet service requests and 
why the committee should get mvolv· 
ed. 

State Sen. Benny Ray Bailey ex· 
pressed similar doubts "If the facility 
is so needed," he said, "why hasn't it 
been done already'?" 

In the course of further discussion, 
Deputy Development Secretary Bruce 
Lunsford, who chairs the panel , told 
committee members he fell thev were 
"a little too concerned that the. lessee 
here is the telephone company." The 
committee then voted 6·1, with one 
abstention, to approve financing for 
the building. 

Lunsford said later he thought 
"indecision" accounted for the large 
number of abstentions in the initial 
voting. "I thought it needed further 
discussion," he added. 

Stumbo Refuses 
Salary Increase 

Dr. Grady Stumbo, the Floyd coun· 
tian who heads the Kentucky Depart· 
ment for Human Resources, may have 
set a precedent in state government 
last week. 

He refused the $16,500-a-year salary 
raise offered him by Gov. John Y 
Brown, Jr 

"It's the first time that I've had 
anyone not take a salary increase," 
J3rown said. "I commend him for it." 

A Brown spokesman had said that 
Stumbo's pay was being raised, partly 
as a result of the governor's "not liking 
the idea that others in the department 
make more money than the 
secretary." 

But after private meetings with 
Brown, Stumbo decided to decline the 
offer, said Barbara Hadley, director of 
communications for the Human 
Resources Department. 

"Basically, he is asking the 
employees of this department to give 
that extra effort in spite of all the finan· 
cia! difficulties that the department 
and the employees are facing," she 
said. 

"He feels that he needs to be able to 
give that extra effort h1mself before he 
can ask the employees to do that." 

Brown said Stumbo "just didn't feel 
that he should take that salary with the · 
present economic situation ... He says 
the raise is not as important to him as 
the job he has to do.·' 

Stumbo's pay raise was to have come 
about through his position as a special 
assistant to the governor, said !<' rank 
Ashley, Brown's press secretary.

Its dried roots 
arc used by Oncntal countrit•::; as 
wdication and in their religious 
ituals and 1s t•ommonly thought to be 

an aphrodisiac. 
f'rcd Waters, assistant commis­

sioner in the department of 
agriculture, said the economic factor 
of the plant is multiplied up to four 
times with an estimated annual value 
of $15 million. This. he said, en­
courag<!S pt•opiP to dig plants from 
private property without permission. 

Federal regulations arc calling for 
ighter regulations on the harvesting of 
1e ginst•ng plant as a result of the 

plant being placed on the international 
register of endangered species in 1973. 

Ste\·e Goodman. president of the 
Kentucky Ginseng Association, said 
this group was formed following the 
federal government's ban on exporting 
the plant. 

"The placement of ginseng on the en­
dangered species list was a reaction to 
U S. pressure on other countries 

miting their kilhng of leopards and 
seals," he said. "We have never found 
any indication that the ginsf.'ng plant is 
endangered." 

A study conducted by the Umvers1ty 
of Kentucky using 64 plots in 12 coun· 
ties found a 43 percent increase in pro· 
ducl1on between 1!179 and 1980. 

In a volunteer program ad­
ministered by the university there 
w:ere 12 registered dealf.'rs in 1978-1979, 
increasing to 1\1 during 1979-1980. Ap-

oximately 23,046 pounds of dried 
inseng roots were reportedly sold dur· 

ing 1978-1979 while the quantity drop­
ped to 14,467 in 1979-1980. 

This decrease was due. m part. to the 
unct>rtainty of whether the plant would 
continue to be exported, Goodman 
said. 

Rep. Lloyd McKinney, R 1\tcKee, 
said he favored leg1slation to keep peo­
ple from d1gging the roots and clearing

With half of Kentucky's split gun 

deer season completed, indications are 
that this year's harvest will set another 
record 

An unofficial survey conducted after 
e :":O\'. 8-10 hunt, shows that 4,793 

deer were checked through the state's 
network of official check staions, an in­
crease of 1,400 over the same period 
last year. 

Deer harvests m Kentucky have 
grown steadily in recent years, m­
dicating an ever increasing deer 
population in the commonwealth. In 
1976, 3,476 deer were taken and by 1979 

is figure had almost doubled - 7,442 
•er were legally harvested by 

firearms last year. 
The fact that Kentucky hunters may 

take two deer under certain cir­
cumstances this year should also in· 
crease the harvest. Conservation of­
ficers report checking several hunters 
who were gun hunting with their 
"second deer" permit after having 
taken a first deer by bow and arrow. 
And some lucky lor skillfuiJ hunters 
have already filled both permits. 

Biologists and wildlife law enforce­
ment officials also give part of the 
credit for rismg deer populations to the 
new district court system. District 
judges seem, on the whole, more will· 
ing to levy maximum or near - max­
imum fines on convicted deer 
poachers. 

Illegal poaching still remains a big 
problem, one which biologists feel is 
responsible for low deer numbers in 

me areas of the state. The annual Il ­
legal toll on our state's deer herd is 
probably at least as great as, 1f not 
greater than, the legal harvest. 

But penalties like those handed down 
recently by one district judge should go 
a long way toward improving the situa­
tion After finding three men guilty of 
deer poachmg, the judge fined each of 
them $525, confiscated two firearms, 
two spotlights and the p1ckup truck 
they were using, then sentenced tht•m 

12 months in the county jail 
As far as fish and wildlife depart­

ment off1cials can determine, these are 
the longt•sl Jail sentences ever handed 
down m a game law violation case an 
Kentueky. This should make poaclwrs 
sit up and tak1• notice that our court 
syslf'm nov. ces poachmg as a serious 
crime and arc handling down equally 
senous penalties.

Chewing ctrcwt 
veteran and '67 spitting champ Worley 
Sutterfield explamed "In hot weather, 
your quid's really going to fly 'causr it 
stays pretty well thinned out. In cold 
weather, though, it gets chilled and 
starts to icc up before it travels its full 
distance " But if the temperatures af­
fected everyone else's spit.

P'burg Gets Grant 
For Police Vehicle 

Police departments in Prestonsburg 
and six other Kentucky cities have 
been awarded federal highway grants 
totaling $60,143 for traffic enforcement 
programs. 

Other cities involved in the program 
are Monticello, Leitchfield, Pineville, 
Paintsville, L:mcaster, and Richmond. 

Six of the cities will receive a new 
traffic enforcement vehicle equipped 
with lights, siren, vehicle screen, 
mobile radio and moving radar. For 
the six cities. it will be the first vehicle 
they have ever had to be used strictly 
fl)r traffic control. 

Paintsville, however, has a traffic 
control program in operation so its 
grant money will be used to expand 
their existing program by equipping 
six cars used for traffic control with 
mobile radiOS, vehicle screens and 
radar equipment. 

The vehicles in all seven cities will be 
used to patrol high accident areas at 
peak traffic times. Citations for 
speeding, reckless dnving and driving 
while intoxicated wtll be given by the 
traffic control officers in an attempt to 
cut down on the number of accidents in 
the cities involved, state Department 
of Transportation officials said. 

Studtes show that there ts a dtrect 
correlation between the amount of traf· 
fie enforcement in a ctty and the rate of 
accidents, officials said. The program 
will attempt to make the public aware 
of poor driving habits. 

Each city will contribute additional 
funds to provide the salaries of officers 
and gas and maintenance for vehicles. 
Paintsville will also purchase the six 
vehicles, which will be equipped from 
the grant money. 

The federal grants awarded by the 
Department of Transportation are 
financed with highv.ay safety money 
made available to Kentucky through 
the department's office of highway 
safety programs. Prestonsburg receiv· 
ed $7695 in federal funds for the pro­
gram.

AIDS LOOKS, GHOWTII 
Wa hing the dust off your Jargc­

leaved houseplants can improve both 
their looks and their growth Pobshing, 
however, can damagt' them. 

A midwinter cleaning of dusty 
houseplants opens up leaf pores so that 
plants can breathe properly and 
removes dust catching surface films 
that rna} be partiall) blocking light 
falling on the foliage. And, of course, it 
makes the plant look better. 

Plant polishes, on the other hand, 
especially some home remedies like 
milk, mayonnaise and olive oil, make 
the leaves shiny but may clog plant 
pores . They also form a greasy film 
that traps dust and holds it on the 
leaves. 

Even commercial plant polishes can 
cause these problems, especially if 
they're applied frequently or used on 
both the upper and lower leaf surfaces. 

As an alternative to polishing, firm, 
smooth leaves can be washed with a 
gentle spray of clean water or sponged 
with a soft cloth. African violets and 
other plants with hairy leaves, cacti 
and succulents should not be sprayed 
or washed but can be dusted with a soft 
brush.

TREES FOR \\'ET AREAS 

Low places where soils remain wet 
much of the year present real pro­
blems where large trees may be need· 
ed. Since it may not always be possible 
to improve drainage in such locations. 
trees that are able to tolerate wet soils 
must be selected. The list of trees able 
to endure such conditions is not long: 
however, there are some that are able 
to survive as well as become attractive 
landscape plants.

suited for the ltmited space of many 
home lawns 

A more suitable tree for that v.ct spot 
is the bald cypress . Bald cypres · trees 
are native to western Kentucky and 
are tolerant of wet SOil or OCC3SIOllUl 
standing water . They are also suitable 
for dry locations. 

Bald cypress ts a conifer, but not 
eve-rgreen . The needles turn reddish 
and drop in the fall. Its feathery foliage 
allows some light beneath the tree, and 
grass is often able to grow beneath 
them unless soil is too v.et. 

The river birch is another nallve 
Kentucky tree suitable to wet spots and 
is often found growing along stream 
banks. The bark of this birch is not 
white, but peels out from the trunk in 
thin sheets, giving the trunk of the tree 
a distinctive appearance . Once 
established, this tree is relatively fast 
growing. 

Red maple or swamp maple is able 
to tolerate wet soil and infrequent 
flooding The plant gets its name from 
the red flowers and fruit it produces, 
not from red leaves year-round. It 
develops bright autumn colors in 
orange and red shades. Because it 1s a 
fast growing tree in wet locations, its 
wood is weaker than that of sugar 
maples, but stronger than that of the 
soft or silver maple Red maple is also 
found in Kentucky woods. 

A popular shade tree relatively 
tolerant of moist soils is the sweet gum. 
It is not as tolerant of standing water 
as bald cypress or willow, but is able to 
grow in soils that stay wet for long 
periods of time. Young trees should be 
kept well watered during drought 
periods. 

Another native tree that endures wet 
soil well is the sycamore. However, 
this is not considered a good lawn tree 
since it sheds its large leaves 
throughout the summer, and the ball

Lice on Loose 
In Some Areas 

In the past )l'ar, many communitit>s 
have reported outbreaks of head hC'e. 
Transmbsion of head lie£' is a par­
ticular proJI£'m m schools due to the 
large number of children m do e con­
tact. In most instances, parent · 
pressure the school board to close a 
school which is expenencing an out 
break. School closure is never in­
dicated as a control measure. 

The key to control is prompt iden­
tification and treatnwnt of infested in­
dividuals The following informatiOn 
on lice infestatiOn includes the most re­
cent recommendations of Charles 
Hume, Kentucky Director for tlw Divi­
sion of Local Health, Department for 
Human Resources, and the Floyd 
County Health Department. 

There are three types of lice that Ill­

fest man- body lice, pubhc or crab l1ee, 
and head hce. Head lice are tiny, blood 
sucking insects that live on th£' scalp 
and the hair of humans. Tradllwnally, 
lice infestations ha\'c been a sociated 
with conditions such as poor sanitation 
and poverty. Today, however, all 
members of society appear to be equal· 
ly susceptible. 

In almost all cases of head lice, 
transmission is due to direct contact 
<heat to head) with an infested in­
dividual or it can be transmitted 
through hats, combs and brushes or 
upholstered furniture recently used by 
an infested person: however, these 
kinds of transmission are rare. 

The most common symptom of lice 
infestation is severe itching. Diagnosis 
is made by identifying adult lice and 
their eggs (nits l. Head lice or their 
eggs are most commonly found on the 
back of the neck or behind the ears 
Nits are attached to the hair shaft very 
close to the scalp. Nits are firmly 
cemented to the hair shaft and are not 
easily removed. Live nits will be found 
only ·1/4 to 1/2 inch from the scalp. If 
nits are found farther than 1/2 inch 
from the scalp, they are dead or only 
an empty egg case. 

Once head lice has been identified, 
the infestation must be treated prompt­
ly. Family members of infested per­
sons should be examined and also 
treated if necessary. Ava1lable pro· 
ducts include Kwell, which requires a 
prescription, and non-prescription 
medications are considered very effec­
tive. Kwell, should never be used to 
treat preschool children or pregnant 
women. 

Whatever product used, care should 
be taken to follow exactly the manufac­
turer's directions for shampooing. Con­
trary to some manufacturer's claims, 
medications used in treating head lice 
may not kill all the nits. Therefore, an 
effort should be made to physically 
remove as many nits as possible. In ad­
dition, patients should be retreated in 
seven to ten days. It is difficult to 
remove all the nits which have hatched 
after the initial treatment Shaving the 
head or cutting the hair is not 
necessary, nor is the wearing of a head 
covering required. 

Personal articles such as hats, 
recently worn clothing, sheets and 
towels can be disinfected by machme 
washing in hot water, and drying using 
the hot cycle or pressing with a hot 
iron. Non-washable items may be dry­
cleaned. Combs and brushes can be 
treated by soaking them in a Lysol 
solution. 

Cleaning of houses, wards and other 
rooms inhabited by infested persons 
should be limited to a thorough 
vacuuming. Fumigation of rooms is 
not recommended, as it is coslly and 
has not been proven effective.

Organized, White Col ar Crime 
Said To Be New Targets of FBI 

The Federal Bureau of InvestigatiOn 
is successfully shifting its resources to 
combat organized crime and white 
collar crime, FBI Director Wilham H. 
Webster told participants of the Ken· 
lucky Prosecutors' Conference 

"Some of the things we're doing will 
be of mtercst to you." he said. The 
bureau IS using its money and people 
"to reach bPyond the streets into the 
upper echelons of cnminal activity," 
he expalined 

Organized cnme is recognized as a 
serious problem today, and 21 percent 
of the bureau's field agents work in the 
area . An essential clement of orgamz­
ed crime IS "the edgr," Webster sa1d 
The edge can be graft, corruption or 
the channeling of illicit funds into 
legitimate busmess or any way which 
will give the criminal an ad\·antagc 
over honest people. 

Informers and authorized w1re laps 
are valuable tools in dealing with 
organized crime, he said. Webster 
credited tapes of payoff conversallons 
as very helpful in proving to a New 
York jury just what had been going on 
in a case which was tried last 
November. 

White collar crime may add 15 per· 
cent to the costs of goods and serv1ces 
he said, and 20 percent of business 
failures can be traced to white collar 
crime. Web ter said that in 1973 the 
J<'Bl had 8 percent of its resources 
devoted to white collar cnme and now 
has 23 percent of is employees working 
in this area. 

Undercover agents are an extremely 
valuable technique in combating white 
collar crime, Webster said, stressing 
the bureau's agents are special agents 

work1ng wi thin legal restramts and 
under bureau discipline. " Properl)' 
managed, the undercover method IS 

cost effecllve." Webster sa1d last year 
undercover operations cost the bureau 
$3.6 million but the investigations led to 
the reco\'cry of prop<>rty worth $190 
million 

Saying he would like to tell the pro­
secutors more about foreign counter· 
intelligence, Webster noted the bureau 
monitors 80,000 visitors from Russia 
and So\ icl bloc nations each year IS 

now keeping track of new agents from 
China 

"We're meeting our most significant 
problem head on, and \\Care solvmg 
them ," he sa1d . 

The Kentucky Prosecutors' Con 
ferencc was sponsored by the Office of 
the Attorney General and the Pro 
secutors' Advisory Council with funds 
from the Kt•ntucky Cnme CommissiOn

''Each )Car. \\C need to have 
approxinltltCI) 60 bodies available 
for teaching and research, including 
29 for our medical students \\ho 
begin three months of anatomy tn 
August," she said "Sometimes we 
have enough, and sometimes the 
supply is ver) tight We have never 
had too man)." 

Seven of every I 0 bodies the 
department rece1vcs have been 
bequeathed to the School of 
Medicine by individuals, while 
families of deceased persons donate 
most of the rc~t Duke also receives 
one or two unclaimed bodies a year 
from the North Carolina Commis­
sion of Anatom), composed of 
representatives of the state's four 
med1cal schools and the funeral 
industry. 

Saves Burial Expenses 
"There are so many feelings 

involved at the time of death that we 
have to be very, ver) understanding 
with the families," she said. "Some 
families are grateful to be spared the 
burden of burial expenses. and many 
others are Sincerely trying to help 
advance medical science." 

So that the bodies will be used to 
best advantage, a variety of other 
students begin learning thetr profes­
sions in the anatom} laboratory 
pathology assistants, physical ther­
apists, graduate students and 
physicians' assistants. 

The tissues are also employeo in 
training surgical residents and in the 
development of ne\\ procedures in 
orthopedics, radiology, plastic sur­
gery and other specialties .

"Organs such as kidneys and eyes 
are definitely the medical center's 
top pnonty in terms of donatton," 
she said. "That's because many 
thousands of people around the 
countr) die each year or rematn 
sightless because there are not 
enough organ donors. To survive 
after death, kidneys ne.:d to be 
removed Within 30 minutes and eyes 
within four hours." 

Ms. Padilla said that a person 
interested in leaving organs to 
transplant patient!> or an entire body 
to education and research needs only 
to fill out a free "Uniform Donor 
Card" that i~ available in most 
states, and directly through the 
departments of anatOm} at local 
medical schools. 

Depending on the distances in­
volved. the schools wtll often pay for 
embalming and transporting the 
bodies if they are considered suitable 
for stud). The school wtll cremate 
them later. At Duke, ashe~ are either 
returned to the family if they wish 
or scattered in the Duke Forest. 

Respect Required 
At the beginning of each course, 

students are reminded that it is a 
special privilege to be able to study 
the human bod) directly and that 
the donors have been gracious 
enough to provide that opportunity, 
says D~. J . David Robertson. 
chairman of anatomy at Duke 
Respect for the remains is required 
at all times. 

"Gross anatomy, which is the 
oldest medical science, is absolutely 
essential to all aspects of medicine, 
particularly surgery, and physicians 
have always recogni7ed that," 
Robertson says. 

"With the tremendous advances 
that have occurred in the other basic 
sciences in the past few decades, we 
can no longer require that all 
students learn everything about 
human anatomy, but there is still a 
level of knowledge that is 
irreducible." 

Fe\\ of the medical freshmen who 
began their dissections this year 
knew the fascinating, if sometimes 
macabre, story of how those dissec­
tions gradually achieved public 
acceptance over the centuries. Fewer 
still will ever forget their first day 
in anatomy class. 

"There is nothing in the life of 
man which is more attendant with 
fear, uncertainty, mysticism and 
superstition than his dead," observes

Dissection, Its Drama and 
Struggle. 

The ancient Egyptian embalmers, 
for example, were the precursors of 
the modern anatomists, but their 
religion dominated the burial 
preparations. Among their customs 
was to hire an old man to make the 
first incision and then, as he ned, to 
throw rocks at him to show their 
gods that they disapproved of hi. 
act10n. 

In Greek-dominated Alexandria, 
dissection were allowed for several 
centuries immediately before and 
after the birth of Christ, but were 

later forbidden by Christian, He­
bre.,., and Mo~lem holy men for more 
than 1,000 years. 

The rebirth of anatomical study 
coincided with the beginnings of the 
Renaissance in Italy and the rise of 

the great universities As early as the 
13th Centur). some physicians in 
Italy were requ1red b) law to prove 
that they had participated in 
d1ssections. 

And by I 543, Andreas Vesallus 
was able to publish his illustrated 
anatomical work, the "Fabrica," 
which has been called one of the I 0 
greatest contributions to medicine. 

Gra"e Robbers 
Although anatomy nourished in 

Europe, England and the United 
States had to contend not only w1th 
adverse public opinion, but also with 
a great scarcity of cadavers. The 
shortage compounded the problem of 
public acceptance by giving rise to 
ingenious gangs of grave rorbers. 

"During the height of activity of 
these unprincipled gangs, no family, 
even the most respected and distin­
guished, could rest assured that one 
of its members would be interred 
with any degree of permanence," 
Lassek wrote. 

The grave robbers' tactics includ­
ed tunneling through the ground so 
that bodies could be removed 
without disturbing new graves, 
bribing funeral directors to substi­
tute wood or stones for bodies in 
caskets and disarming elaborate 
booby traps set up over new graves, 
stealing the bodies and then re­
arming the traps 

In Washington, D.C., a body 
snatcher named Janssen caused so 
much ill will toward the area's 
medical schools that the schools took 
up a collection to pay him to leave 
town. 

In Cincinnati, Ohio, William 
Cunningham used to dress up bodies 
and drive them through town 
propped up in his carriage, pretend­
ing to be escorting home drunken 
companions. 

Cunningham, whose nickname 
was "the Ghoul," once got revenge 
on a group of medical students who 
had played tricks on him by digging 
up the body of a smallpox victim. 
Much to his delight, several of the 
students who dissected the cadaver 
contracted the disease. 

When he died, his wife sold his 
body to the Medical College of Ohio 
for $5. 

Sack-'em-up Men 
Lassek said that while professors 

of anatomy may have detested these 
petty criminals known as resurrec­
tionists or "sack- 'em-up men," they 
had no consistent alternative to 
dealing with them because young 
physicians were required to perform 
dissections before they could be 
licensed. 

The most notorious incident in the 
history of the body trade occurred in 
Scotland in 1828 when William 
Burke and William Hare murdered 
16 persons to sell their bodies to the 
unsuspecting Dr. Robert Knox, 
Edinburgh's most renowned 
anatomist. 

That case. along with another that 
followed in London three years later, 
led to passage of the Warburton 
Anatomy of 1832, wh1ch allowed 
people to will the1r bodies to science 
and provided doctors with most 
unclaimed cadavers. 

In the United States, grave 
robbing continued well into the 19th 
Century, when public pressure from 
phystcians and laymen forced the 
states to enact similar legislation. An 
incident that affected one of the 
natiOn's most prominent families 
probably did more than any other to 
create that pressure. 

While looking for the stolen bod) 
of a young friend at the Medical 
College of Ohio in 1878, one of the 
sons of Senator John Scott Harrison 
accidentally found the senator's 
body tnstead. John Scott Harrison, 
who had been buried the day before, 
was the son of Prc~1dent Wil liam 
Henry Harrison and the father of 
President Benjamin Harrison.

1\lany Kentuckians will be purchas· 
ing wood this ~ear to help heat their 
homes or for simple enjoyment in the 
fireplace. The pur·chase of wood can be 
confusing and consumers can follow a 
few basic step to ensure their money 
i. well spent. 

"There are five things to consider 
when buying wood· the amount of 
wood, the lipecies. the moisture con· 
tent, the degree of preparation and the 
price." said Attorney General Steven 
Beshear. 

Most wood IS sold bv cords. A stan· 
dard or full cord is 12S cubic feet, the 
equivah.>nt of a pile 8 fl'et long, 4 feet 
high and 4 feet wide. A "face cord" or 
' 'short cord" IS a pile of wood 8 feet 
long, 4 fl'et high and as wide as the 
lengths of the cut wood, usually 12, 16 
or 24 inches. A face cord is always Jess 
than a full cord and should be priced 
lower.

" A 'truck load' is a vague term 
depending on ho\\ big the dealer 's 
truck i::; , A standard pickup will only 
hold one-third to one half a full cord. 
Beware of what the dealer calls 'about' 
a cord, delivered in a half·ton pickup 
truck," Beshear advises. 

If you have questions about the 
amount of wood you have received, 
stack it before you pay The dealer 
should be willing to have you do this or 
you may want to pay a little extra to 
have him do the stacking. 

The type of wood used will affect the 
amount of heat that can be produced. 
While the denser hardwood produce 
more heat, a pile of mixed woods C<}n 
be helpful as the softwood can be used 
for kindling or heating on warmer 
days. The species or type of wood can 
be determined in most cases by ex· 
amination of the bark. 

Types of wood and their heating 
capabilities include : 

High heating- live oak, shagbark 
hickory, black locust, dogwood, slash 
pine, hop hornbcan, persimmon, shad· 
bush, apple, white oak, honey locust, 
black birch, yew, blue beech, red oak, 
rock elm, sugar maple, American 
beech, yellow birch, longleaf pine, 
white ash, Oregon ash, black walnut. 

Medium-holly, pond pine, nut pine, 
loblolly pine, tamarack, shortleaf pine, 
western larch, juniper, paper birch, 
red maple, cherry, American elm. 
black gum, sycamore, gray birch, 
Douglas fir, pitch pine, sassafras, 
magnolia, red cedar, Norway pine, 
bald cypress, chestnut. 

Low-black spruce , hemlock , 
catalpa, red sider, tulip poplar, red fir , 
sitka spruce, black willow, large-tooth 
aspen, butternut, ponderosa pine, no­
ble fir, redwood, quaking aspen, sugar 
pine, white pine, balsam fir , cotton· 
wood, basswood, western red cedar, 
balsam poplar, white spruce.

Surgery For Myopia 
Subject Of Research 

The Kentucky Academy of Eye 
Physicians and Surgeons is endorsing 
a resolution passed by the National 
visory Eye Council which calls for 
carefully controlled research on radia l 
keratotomy. a surgical procedure for 
the correction of myopia . The Council 
urges restramt in using this procedure, 
which has recei ved widespread 
publicity during the last year and in­
volves 16 radial incisions into the cor­
neal tissue as a measure to correct 
nearsightedness. The Council con· 
siders radial keratotomy to be an ex­
perimental procedure and expressed 
grave concern about potential 
widespread adoption of an operation 
intended to correct a common condi· 
lion that can be easily and safel) cor­
rected by the use of eyeglasses or con· 
tact lenses. Until it has been subjected 
to adequate scientific evaluation in 
animals and humans, the Kentucky 
Academy of Eye Physicians and 
Surgeons and the Council stresses the 
importance of encouraging animal 
research on radial keratotomy while 
limiting research to controlled clinical 
trials conducted by responsible m­
vestigators.

"I do not think the intent of the 
Energy Security Act was to put a 
preponderance of projects into 
Western shale, and I just have to 
wonder what the average American, 
wondering about the future fuel sup­
plies, has to think about peat as a solu­
tion . 

"I think the average American who 
is thoughtful would want to see your ac­
tivity focus in the existing coal fields , 
and would want to see projects get go­
ing based on known technology, such 
as the plants Sasol is putting up in 
South Africa. 

"Terrible mistakes have been made 
in the past by Administrations without 
foresight, such as the 1953 decision not 
to continue synthetic fuel projects . The 
underground gasification project at 
Gorgas, Alabama. is a perfect exam 
pie. Let us not sec that kind of inept­
ness again."

Clean Windshields, 
Safety Officer Says 

Most people get up in the morning 
allowing just enough time to take a 
shower. get dressed, eat breakfast and 
make a dash to their cars to drive to 
work However, in the daily obstacle 
course of getting to work, they en­
counter an unexpected seasonal pro· 
blem-ice on the windshield. 

There are two ways to approach the 
situation from this point. The driver 
could clear a spot just barely big 
enough to see out of and continue to 
work, struggling to see all the way, or 
he could handle it the correct way. 

" Drivers should allow enough time 
to properly clean off the windshield 
before going to work,'' said Bennie 
Maffei, safety coordinator for the state 
Department of Transportation. 

If all windows are not completely 
clear, the vehicle is not safe, Maffet 
said. "Many accidents are caused by 
icc on the windshteld, but by the time 
the officer gets there the windows are 
clear," he said. 

Many drivers rna> think their time is 
more important than a clear wind· 
shield, but they arc still breaking the 
law. "It is a Jaw thal windshields must 
be clear and drivers can receive a cita­
tion if they aren't," Maffet said. 

The law states that "no person shall 
drive any motor vehicle with any sign, 
poster or other nontransparent 
material upon the front windshield, 
sidewings, side or rear windows of the 
vehcile, other than a paper required to 
be so displaced by Jaw." 

Clearing devices, defroster and 
windshield wipers, are also required 
by law to clear rain, snow and other 
moisture from the windshield 

Maffet urges all drivers to make sure 
their vehicle is properly equipped for 
the winter weather ahead. 

"You owe it to yourself and the other 
people you'll be sharing the road with 
to properly maintain your vehicle both 
inside and out for winter," he said.

Though passed by Congress in 1974, 
little has been done to enforce the 
Act. The cost of cleaning pubhc 
water supphes ranges from S 1-$240 
per person per year depending on the 
stze of the system. Pnvate wells are 
not covered by the Act. 

Small. rural water supplies are 
most likeh to have contaminants. If 
you are i'n this group, you should 
have your water analyzed periodical­
!). It is not safe to assume that if 
the water tastes good it's safe to 
drink. because contaminated water 
often tastes np different from clean 
water.

Do Filters Work? 
Home filtering devices use activat· 

ed carbon. ion exchange. reverse 
osmosis and distillation They can be 
used singly or in combination. but 
they are not effective against all 
forms of contamination. It take~ 
7-18 minutes to trap many cancer· 
causing chemicals. Home system' 
are rarely capable of th1s, and the 
Federal Trade Commission has been 
asked to crack down on misleadmg 
advert1smg by manufacturers who 
claim thetr filters nd water of 
carcinogens, for example. 

Furthermore, not all systems do 
the same thing. Some, like the 
carbon filters. remove sediment, 
unpleasant odors, colors and some 
chemicals. Others "soften" Y..ater by 
removing mtnerals which can form 
deposits that eventually clog plumb· 
ing. Others do both. Some systems 
are relatively inexpensive and easily 
installed: some require professional 
installatiOn and maintenance. 

You can spend up to several 
hundred dollars for a water filter. 
Before you do, read the manufac­
turer's claims carefully and be 
skeptical of claims to produce 
"totally pure" water. At best, home 
filtenng systems provide only a 
partial solution to water 
contamination.

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Building Technology Whose Time Has Come 
"An energy-efficient building con­
struction technology whose time has 
come ... " 

That's the way inventor-arch1tect 
Melvin H. Sachs describes his 
technology- known as U­
Form-which features "bu1lt in" 
insulation and can cut heating co ts 
by half and air conditioning co t. by 
one-third for the ltfe of a 
building. 

Those and other energy and 
cost-saving features lt:d an interna­
tional panel of judges to award him 
top honors for "significant 
achievement in technological 
development" at the recent Eighth 
Annual World Fair for Technology 
Exchange in Atlanta. Sachs 
developed the 'II. inner with the aid of 
an $87,000 grant from the U.S. 
Department of Energy. 

Sachs, 48, of Livonia, Mich., was 
one of seven inventors supported by 
DOE's Energy- Related Inventions 
Program who exhibited their Inven­
tions at the Atlanta Fa1r. He was the 
only architect among the select 
seven. 

The Detroit area inventor was a 
student of Buckminster Fuller, 
famed architect-inventor-scientist, 
26 years ago at the University of 
Michigan. 

Sach's "Best of Tech-Ex" award 
at the Atlanta Exposition was the 
culmination of 14 year. of active

"Buck}'" Fuller 50 years ago. The 
differences arc ba ically those of 
size, weight, materials, including 
insulation, and the fact that the 
current energy crunch places an 
entirel) new emphasis on energy 
efficient building construction meth­
odology than was the case in Fuller's 
heyday. 

"Another way of putting it," say 
Sach , ''i that people rna) not have 
been interested in this concept when 
gasoline was 19 cent:. a gallon, 
heating oil a dime, and crude oil 
under $2 a barrel." 

"Now, of course, it's a different 
story." 

The key to Sachs' concept is a 
series of permanent building forms 
'II. hich tncorporatc insulation, the 
framework for pouring reinforced 
concrete supporting columns, and 
pre-finished exterior and interior 
surface:.. These permanent forms 
automatiCally become parts of the 
building's wall structures. 

Some obvious advantages of the 
system are the dual usc formwork 
and year-around workability of 
concrete without freezing. 

"As permanent forms," says 
Sachs, "they can do and are 
designed to do things that ordinary 

form·\\Ork simply cannot do." 
Sachs abo contends that the 

current high innation in the U.S 
heightens the importance of the 
U-Form since it can cut construction 
time by one-third to one-half. 

"Contractors will sign 'fixed price' 
contracts based on six or even 
months in this d<t} and age," sa)S 
Sachs. "But they won't ign many 
contracts in these innationary times 
based on 12 to 14 months or 
more. 

"With this technology," he adds, 
"you can pour concrete into the 
U-Forms on a Monday afternoon 
and on Tuesday morning you can 
start installing the noor and roof 
systems." 

To buttress Sachs' cost- aving 
claims, Detroit Edison recently 
discovered in its own study of actual 
billings that the total energy cost for 
Sachs' ll-Form Headquarters Build­
ing in Livonia avergcd only 63 cents 
a square foot for all energy 
consumed during 1978-79. This 
compared with Detroit Edison's own 
projections of $1 to $1 .25 per square 
feet for other thermally efficient but 
more conventionally constructed 
buildings.

R/X for Depression: 
Straight Thinking 

People in the grip of depression often 
complain that they can't think straight. 
Now, doctors at the University of Penn­
sylvania School of Medicine are finding 
that correcting this "straight­
thinking" problem often also re­
verses the depression. 

The method is called cognitive 
therapy and it. exponents are Drs. 
Aaron T. Beck and David D. Burns. 
Their work is described in the 
December Reader's Digest. 

"The continuing work of Beck and 
Burns and their colleagues reinforces 
the basic discovery: our moods don't 
decree our thoughts. It's the other way 
around. Our thoughts govern our 
moods. Therefore, if you think right, 
you'll feel right," says Edward Ziegler 
in the article. 

The thinkmg errors that people fall 
victim to include taking everything 
personally, seeing everything in black 
and white, overgeneralizing, jumping 
to conclusions, labeling and mislabel­
ing 

There are three crucial steps you can 
take when you are upset, Dr Burns ad­
vtses. 

l. Write down your negative 
thoughts "Don't let them buzz in your 
head, snare them on paper! " 

2. Reviev. the list of thinking errors. 
3. Substitute more objective thoughts 

that put the he to the ones that made 
you depressed. 

The key to cognitive therapy is self 
esteem-not what others think of you, • 
but what you think of you . Like 
yourself better and you'll feel better.

Author of How To Be A Mother 
And A Person. Too, Radl is 
exploring the motherhood role in the 
next decade and interpreting results 
of a national analysis of women's 
attitudes toward mothering. 

The most trivial of events can 
signal a danger zone ... Knov. your 
limits," encourages Radl. "When

declare a truce. Tell them you're 
taking the day off from cooking, 
cleaning and kids.

shopping or just stay home and 
relax ... alone!" 

"Sure it sound :selfish," acknow­
ledges Radl. "But. what's best for 
Mom is usually best for the children, 
too. When she's feeling good, she's 
a more patient, fun·loving 
mother.'' 

A Palo Alto, California mother of 
~wo, Radl speaks from experience. 
She laughingly admits to being "the 
only mother on the block who hasn't 
been to a shrink." Her balanced 
outlook on mothering can be 
attributed to a supportive husband 
and outlets which include founding 
a parental stress hotline and spear­
heading a grassroots movement 
dedicated to upgrading the image of 
mothering in the media. 

"Mothering is not easy. It is not 
a genetically-endowed skill. What it 
takes is the wisdom of Solomon, the 
patience of Buddha and the love of, 
you guessed it, a mother," maintains 
Radl. Mothering ellperiences differ 
with each family, but Radl would 
like to see a parental coping course 
become standard indoctrination for 
prospective parents. 

"No one ever warns parents­
to-be about things like noise pollu­
tion. A crying baby can send a 
mother right over the brink, if she 
thinks it is unnatural to be bothered 
by wailing." In fact, Radl feels items 
like disposable diapers have pre­
served the sanity of more than one 

young mother. 
While empathizing with mothers 

in general, Radl has a special feeling 
for supermoms "Pity them all," she 
sighs. "They arc creating needless 
anxieties by taking that best· 
of-all·worlds approach to life Kids 
should be enjoyed even if hou ckccp­
ing suffers. After all, no one ever 
died from dust balls " 

"If I can help just one mother to 
relax and have a little fun," cxplarns 
Radl, "then we all benefit.'' 

In her research and studres, Radl 
has found that most child abuse 
incidents occur at the dinner hour. 
"It's no surprise," she asserts. 
"Dinner time means kids are ornery 
and hungry, and tension's running 
high in anticipation of Dadd)!'s 
arrival. 

"On top of that are the phone 
calls. "It's a little known fact, but 
just ask any mother, when dinner 
time arrives, the phone starts 
ringing. Do we want to buy 
carpeting, life insurance, get our 
furniture reupholstered at a dis­
count, or contribute to the fund for 
unhappy mothers?" 

Fortunately, the cure for this 
danger zone is a simple one. Radl 
advises, "Hang up. You can either 
take the phone off the hook, or 
develop a special code of rings for 
your husband and friends to use." 

To make the dinner hour less of 
a pressure cooker, Radl finds the 
following helpful: 

Don't Cook: bnng dinner in [·very­
body from cook to dishwasher get 
a reprieve from chore<; 

Start EMiy. prepare as much of the 
meal a<> posstblc while children are 
playing outside or napping. 
Take a Hike· get the kid out of the 
house whrle cooking, either for a 
walk around the block or have your 
partner take them for a drive to pick 
up milk or a new'>papcr. 
Plan a Picnic: the kids will think 
eating on paper plates is a real treat. 
Let them invite some fnends over 
and make it a party. 
Serve Soup: when your timing's off, 
placate them with soup while the 
entree is cooking. 

"Forewarned i forearmed," 
summarize Radl "If we develop a 
faculty for recognizing impending 
danger zone , we'll be able to 
redirect our energies which makes 
for a happier household." 

Every job has its occupational 
hazards, and for mothers, the dinner 
hour is just one crisis time. . the 
end of s'ummer ~·acation and rainy 
dayS are also sure bets to raise 
tension levels. Radl recommends 
that Mom drop the children off at 
a sitter and take "time out" for her 
own interests.

Department official believe the plan 
is "tailored to do the best JOb for Ken· 
tuckians." 

The department has been mformed it 
will rt'Ceive almost $24 million for 
distribution to low-incomP households 
The Human Re ources Department's 
Bureau for Social Insurance will begin 
taking applications on Jan. 5. 

Human Resources has requested 
Kentucky bt' allowed to waive two 
federal program requirements. Ont' 
stipulates that benefit paymt'nt 
amounts be based on energy cost and 
type. 

"We feel the requirement would be 
unfair to the people who apply for aid 
through thrs program," said W.L. Huff. 
man , CommissionC'r for social in­
surance "In many areas of Kentucky, 
two or more utility companies serve 
the same county and each company 
has a uniquC' rate structure Those 
companies or individuals who sell coal 
or wood base their chargC's on the going 
rates. The charges vary and overlap. 
Our plan contends that all eiigible 
houst'holds should be approved for 
payments based on income and degree 
of responsibility for energy costs ." 

The state plan also requests waiver 
of regulations requiring utility com­
panies and other fuel vendors par­
ticipating in the program to follow 
specific procedures for service t'er­
mination notices, pre-termination 
hearings and billing procedures. 

"In Kentucky. utilities are governed 
by the state's Energy Regulatory Com­
mission,"said Huffman. "We feel that 
imposing dual regulations on utilities 
would 1mpose increased costs on them 
and ultimately these costs would 
passed on to consumers." 

Huffman said the department has 
received "the utmost cooperation" 
from utility companies participating in 
energy assistance programs during the 
past two winters. "They have been 
most helpful in making sure low­
income families have payment 
schedules they can meet," he said. 

Because the program's re · 
quirements would require extensive 
and costly changes in their computeriz­
ed bilhng procedures, many utility 
companies throughout the state have 
said they may be unable to participate 
in the Home Energy Assistance Pro­
gram this winter if the waiver request 
is not approved. 

Several weeks ago , Human 
Resources submitted a waiver request 
askmg that the state be exempt from 
matching federal program administra­
tion dollars. That request already has 
been approved for all states. Kentucky 
will be allowed to spend up to 7.5 per· 
cent of its total allocation for ad­
ministration costs . 

Huffman said he anticipates no 
changes in the income maximum and 
benefit amounts established by the 
department. " We have tried to set 
eligibility income levels to provide 
assistance to as many eligible 
households as oossible and to orovide 
amounts that can be a significant help 
to them in meeting the high costs of 
wmter heating.'' he said. Huffman 
estimates the program will serve 
120,000 Kentucky households, approx­
imately one-third of those that may be 
eligible . 

The plan sets income maximums as 
follows :

3 or more $808 $9,690 
Huffman explained that households 

are considered fully responsible for 
their heating costs if they pay their 
total heat bills directly or if they rent 
non-subsidized housing and pay rent 
payments that include heating costs 

Partially responsible households are 
those who rent subsidized housing and 
do not pay heating costs directly but 
are charged during the program's 
operation for energy costs exceeding 
those normally covered by rent 
payments Also included in this 
category are renters of subsidized 
housing who are not fully prott'Cted 
against inceases in energy costs. 

Certain housing authorities will be 
eligible to recei\e benefits on behalf of 
eligible tenants . Benefit amounts will 
be based on monthly heating costs or 
an amount dt'termined by a federal for· 
mula, he said. 

Under the plan, C'ach applicant i 
eligible for only one payment during 
the program's ope1·at10n The benefit 
amount will be paid without n·gard to 
the rPc1picnt's actual cost or obliga­
tion. 

If the federal government does not 
approve the department's wa1ver re 
quest , payments may vary by fuel 
type, said Huffman. 

Payments to hou eholds usmg non 
continuous billing energy sources 
<those who purchase wood or oil as 1t is 
nreded, for !'xample l will be made by 
one-party check to the hou ehold for 
the full benefit amount. Payment to 
households using contmuous billing 
energy sources (those who receive 
monthly bills from a utility company, 
for example ) will be made by two· 
party check to the hou ehold and the 
vendor for the full benefit amount. 

Of course. said Huffman, if the 
waiver request affectmg the utility 
companies is denied, all payments will 
be made dirt'ctly to the eligible 
households.' ' 

Huffman strt' sed that people do not 
have to be m a "crisis situation" to 
rt'ceive benefits through the Home 
Energy Assistance Program " In the 
past, we have offered programs that 
help only when a household is in danger 
of utility cut-off," he said. "Eligibility 
for this program is based solely on m­
come. resources and family size. Those 
families hit hardest by skyrocketing 
fuel costs don' t have to wait until they 
face a utility or fuel supply cut-<>ff to 
get assistance." 

Huffman said the social insurance 
taff has conducted extens1ve outreach 

efforts durmg the past several months. 
Because of the publicity. he said, the 
program 's funds may be exhausted 
very quickly. 

He plans to go to several social in­
surance field offices on the first ap· 
plication day. Jan. 5.

\1o t air ""eeteners arc available in 
an aerosol can or wick form. 

• A good v. 3) to .;cent your hou:.e 
is the natural wa). Usc pine cones, 
incense. fresh nowers or a fireplace 
full of hickor) chips. 

A \\'hole House Light Switch 
There's a new system on the market 
now that allo\\s you to control all the 
lights in your house by pushing a 
.;ingle button And that button can 
be located ne'll to your bed for 
added convenience. 

The system consists of a single 
command console and several ancil­
lar) modules. The-e modules can be 
plugged into a v.all outlet or they 
can be wired in place of a toggle 
switch . Lamps and appliances can be 
plugged into the modules. A remote 
control device allows you to turn the 
light on and off like you would turn 
a TV set on and off. 

The command module has I 0 
button . Each button controls a 
different module. Thi~ means that by 
pu hing the individual buttons, you 
can turn on and off specific lights 
and appliances all over the house. 
There is at o a main button that 
control all of the lights at the same 
time 

What are the advantages to 
having a whole-house light switch? 
If you are upstairs at night and hear 
a strange noise downstairs. you can 
nood the house with light before you 
set a foot out of bed. This would 
certainly scare a burglar, and. if 
nothing else. reassure you if you are 
alone in the house. You can be sure 
that all the light are out at night 
to save on energ). You can even turn 
on the coffeemaker in the mormng 
before ) ou get up. 

What are the disadvantages? The 
only problem with the sy. tern occurs 
when you and your neighbors ::.hare 
the same pole transformer and all of 
you have thr system. Because the 
signal travels over house v.iring and 
even out of the house, you can t u rr. 
your neighbor's lights on and off. 
too, if he happens to have the system 
in hi~ house. This problem can be 
corrected by coding your system 
differently from your neighbor's. 

Telephones Aid The Handicapped 
If you have a problem using the 
telephone because of a physical 
impairment. you may not be aware 
of the special services that can help 
)OU. Here are a few of the ones 
available. 

For the hearing impaired, a 
telephone v.ith an adjusting wheel on 
the handset can amplify the voice 
being received. A different model is 
also available for the person with a 
severe hearing loss. It has a high 
volume button that provides even 
more amplification. 

A special bone conduction receiver 
that transmits sound vibrations to 
the inner ear is helpful for those 
persons who hear better by bone 
conduction. 

Because many hearing impaired 
individuals cannot tell when the 
phone is ringing, Bell Telephone has 
devised some alternatives to the 
ordinary telephone bell or ring. One 
concentrates all of the sound in a 

frequency range which most people 
with impaired hearing can hear. 
Another is a very loud bell which can 
be heard over high-level background 
noise and over long distances. You 
can also get a lamp indicator that 
~isuall) shows when the phone is 
ringing. Another special unit can be 
attached to any lamp: it v.ill nash 
the lamp on and off a the phone is 
ringing. 

For individuals with impaired 
peech, Bell Telephone can provide a 

special receiver with an adjusting 
wheel that increases the volume of 
the speaker's voice. The volume can 
be turned down for someone with 
normal speech. 

The Bell System has also 
developed a special electronic larynx 
for persons who have lost the use of 
their larynx. Sound is produced 
when the electronic larynx is placed 
against the throat. 

Warm Up To Bathroom Heaters 
To keep your bathroom warm 
without turning up the central 
thermostat in your home, invest in 
a bathroom heating unit that uses 
only minimal electricity and that can 
be turned on and off as needed. 

There are many different types of 
bathroom heaters. Some models are 
installed on the ceiling and orne 
directly onto the bathroom wall. 
Some can provide fan-forced heat 
and some give infrared heat. 

Other models combine the conven­
ience of heat, fan and light. The 
heater and ventilator have their own 
plug-in motors that allow you to 
control them individually. You 
should be able to find economically 
priced models that are also easy to 
install.

Ever) year, over 18,000 home in 
thi countr) arc damaged or de ·­
troycd by lightning. o one can 
predict exactly "'hen and where 
lightning will trike, but there are 
precaution~ )OU can take to protect 
your famil) and hou chold from 
danger durmg a lightning storm 

When lightning trikes a house, it 
can start a fire, phntcr wood beam 
and blow out \\indows. Fire arc 
usually tarted when lightning hit 
the chimnc) or T antenna on the 
roof. The bolts JUmp from there to 
house \\iring or plumbing. 

Lightning rod installed correctly 
\\ill dire~t the lightning to the 
ground. If )OU live in a vulnerable 
area. uch as the top of a hill or on 
open land. have a good lightning 
protection ") tern installed on your 
house b) a profes i.:mal 

If you are at home during a 
lightning torm, do not tand·on your 
porch or at an open window Avoid 
using the telephone, the televt ton, 
and other appliances dunng the 
torm Also, postpone taking a bath 

or doing the dishe unt1l the storm 
i · over. 

If you happen to be outside when 
a lightning storm begins, avoid 
hilltops and high place . Stay away 
from lone tree . flagpole., towers 
and metal fence Beware of unpro­
tected hclter that might attract 
lightnirg Don't swim during a torm 
and stay out of open boats. 

You can learn to recogmze an 
approaching lightning storm before 
it trike Look for large anvil­
shaped cloud and h ten for thunder 
in the di tance.
