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Jegislators, Judge
Differ on Revenues

State Says Gas Tax
$5 Million Above
®(0ld Road Aid Fund

Just as the onset of winler
underscores the parlous state of many
county reads, the slate Finance
Department has announced that
receipts from the revised gasoline lax
have yielded local governments $5
million mere in the first four months of
this fiscal year than they would have
received under the old road aid pro-
gram.

Under a revision adopted by the 1980
General Assembly, the old nine-cents-
a-gallon gas tax was converted to a
nine percent tax. The additional
revenues generaled by the switch have
proven to be “the salvation™ of lpecal
governmenl road maintenance pro-
grams, Finance Secrelary George L.
Atkins said recently.

Floyd county has so far this vear ac-
cumulated $111,656 in gas tax monies,
Prestonsburg $7451, Wheelwrighl
$1727, Martin 81711, Allen $1576,
Wayland $836, Lackey $640, and Burton
$316. In addition, tax funds held by the
Transportation Department from
previous yvears have also been lurned
over to local officials.

Call it salvation if you will, responds
Judge-Executive Bill Wells, bat it still
represenls a subslantial reduction
when compared with last year's road
allocation to this county.

. Add the projected gas tax receipls
for the year, the unexpended balances
from previous years, and a special
appropriation announced in June,
Wells figures, and you still come up
with a total of aboul $703,000 for this
year—considerably short of the $1.2
million the county received last year.

The comparison is unfair, say stale
legislators, who point out that the $1.2
million figure includes coal severance
tax monies, distribution of which has

.be('n completely revised under the new
Local Government Economic
Assistance Act, Under the new plan,
distribution of coal severance funds
will not begin until the middle of next
vear and—over the 1980-82 bien-
nium—most cities and counties will
receive more than twice the sum for
road construction and maintenance

For New Utilities Commission

Managemen! of Martin's troubled
waler and sewer syslems was further
complicated last week when Mayor
Larry B. Hall vetoed the ordinance in-
tended to sel up a new city utilities

..cnmrnission.

Hall said this week he favors direc!
control of the water and sewer systems
by the mayor and council. “I just don't
believe in ulility commissions,” he
said.

While the new ordinance, which had

its first reading before the city council
earlier this month, would require
utilities commissioners lo repor! to the
council on notice, Hall said it would not
guarantee proper accountability to the
an Cily’s elected officials.
. One factor prompting his veto, the
mayor indicated, was a letter written
recently by Joe McCauley, executive-
director of the Big Sandy Area
Development District, to Howard K.
Bell Engineers, advising the firm that
it should now deal with the newly ap-
pointed water commissioners. Hall in-
timated that the ADD's embrace of the
commissioners, who were named
without his consent and whose appoint-
ment would be ratified by the new or-
dinance, threatens the prerogatives of
the mayor and council.

City councilmen voted unanimously
for the new ordinance, however, and
Councilman Alan Whicker indicaied
this week he is angry at the mayor’s
move to block it. Badly needed federal
funds could be lost, he said, because of
the city’s failure to improve the
managemenl of ils water and sewer
syslems.

“I'm afraid the feds are gelting

tired,” he said. “They can’l help a
" community that doesn't want to help

"l itself."

Whicker expressed confidence in the

recenlly appointed commis-
sioners—Raymond Griffith,
McDouglas Whicker and Steve

Jenkins—and said he doubls the city
could find three other persons “‘who
could our would take care of the pro-
blem.""

Floyd Power Station
Mecca for Engineers

The Kentucky Power Company said
this week thal the $11.8 million stalic
voll amp reactive control system that
was completed this year at its Beaver
Creek slation at Price, this county, has
attracled Lo the plant engineers in the
utility field from around the world.

The system is the most sophisticated
swilching equipment now in use by the
industry.

Its completion this year cost $3
million of the total of $16.9 millien
spent by Kentucky Power during 1980
to upgrade and expand its facilities in
the nine-counly area served by the
Pikeville Division.

The instantaneous vollage control
which it provides ‘‘means beller ser-
vice to all our cuslomers,’” said W. W
Zoellers, Pikeville division manager.

Various other projects involving
substation construction and renovation
have been done, Both the Pikeville and
the South Pikeville stations were con-
verted from 46,000 volts to 69,000 volls
and bolh station's banks were increas-
ed to provide more reliable service to
the company’s customers,

A new 138,000 volt substation was
completed on Cedar Creek al a cost of
$900,000,

Another $481,000 was spent at Dewey
station which will improve service to
customers in the Inez area,

Capacity of the Index station was in-
creased al a cost of $206,000 and
$281,000 was spent to upgrade the Wesl
Paintsville station. Both jobs were
necessary o handle increased load
growth in the area, Zoellers said.

In addition, theére were various pro-
jects completed to help coal companies
in expansion steps. Those involved con-
struction of substations as well as
building new lines or converting older
ones 1o higher voltage needed for in-
creased production of coal,

Zoellers said such construction was
nol uncommon for a utility company
which must undertake such projects in
order to maintain the current level of
service as well as anticipate the
future needs of customers. he said
Kentucky Power is the fastest growing
company in the American Eleelric
Power System, an eleetric utility in-
dustry covering parts of seven slales
with eight subsidiaries,

Kentucky Power has an average an-
nual growth rale in customer needs of
5.5 percen! while the AEP System, as a

whole, projeets its growth al 3.6 per-
cent annually. The difference, Zoellers
said, can be attributed to the role coal
mus! play in Lthe energy picture of the
country and the increased need such
production has for electricily

Kentucky Power provides services lo
a 20-counly area in easlern Kentucky.
The Pikeville division covers all or
paris of Pike, Knotl, Martin, Floyd,
Johnson, Magoffin, Morgan, Letcher
and Breathitl counties.

Floyd county has not vel received
notice that ‘its magisterial districts
must be reapportioned as a resull of
the new federal census, bul il will, says
the state Department for Local
Government.

Letcher county, for one, already has
received such nofice. Bul the office
here of County Judge-Executive Bill
Wells said Tuesday thal this counly
had had no official word on the malter,
to date.

Kathleen Palterson, of the Depart-
ment for Local governmenl, said il was
her impression thal notices had gone
out to all counties

The gist of the instructions senl the
counties is that stale law requires them
to reapportion their magisterial
distriets within 80 days after receipl of
the final census figures.

A few Kentucky counties have had
little change in their population
figures, and may not be affecled by the
redistricting mandate. But Floyd coun-
ty, with a population growth of 32.2 per
cent in the 10 years belween censuses”
is not in that category. (The counly’s
population, according to the 1980 cen-
sus, 15 48,533, a gain of 8,944 since 1970,)

State officials expect the 60-day
period for redistrieting to begin June 1.
Before the reapporlionment job is
begun, each county is expected Lo be
supplied nol only its population lotals
but also a break-down of the population
by sections of the counly.

Candidales for magistrate will seek
nomination in the four present districts
of the county next May, however. With
the change in district boundary lines to
be made within 60 days after June 1, or
thereabouts, a situation might be
created which would find some voters
voting for candidates olher than those

Such champions of senior citizen protection are making
every person over 65 fair game. If a five-year, or ten-year,
mandatory term had been planned, it might have been news,
and all the bleeding hearts could have howled in unison. But
one year, or two years, and the first-time offender exemp-
ted—that, in our eyes, lacks something of attaining national
news stature, although it received that recognition.

Perhaps, though, we are being unfair to the governor. It
may be that in Massachusetts, as in Kentucky, prison
sentences of two years mean, by the grace of parole boards,
only three months’ actual time in prison before the prisoner
goes scot-free, or that prisoners benefit from the so-called
“shock treatment” of a month or so, then blessed
freedom—in which case, a mandatory term of two years’ ac-
tual time spent behind bars by the criminal would be an im-
provement.

The only effect visible after this shock treatment is the
shock suffered by crime victims at meeting their favorite
second-story man on the streets within a matter of weeks
after the courts had consigned him to prison for X number of
years.

Penal authorities point to the additional prison space that
would be required to have criminals serve the full duration of
their terms, and the millions such an experiment in realism
would entail. But few take the trouble tocalculate the losses
of their victims in terms of money and property and those in-
tangibles on which the fading years of the elderly so heavily

depend.

THE TRADITION OF
THE CHRISTMAS TREE

The use of evergreen lrees al
Christmas provides a time when
Americans are brough! in close contacl
with the fragrance and freshnessof the
forest. The Christmas tree wenl
through a long process of developmeni,
and the modern ftree bears little
resemblance 1o those of the pasl

Some people trace Lhe origin of the
Christmas tree lo pre-Christmas times
- to ceremomes of the ancient Egyp
tians and Druids. While these people
made abundan! use of greens and Lrees
in their ceremonies, the connection to
the modern tree is quite remote.

One legend traces the origin of the
Christmas tree lo St. Boniface in 8th
centry when he declared at Odin that a
young fir tree should be the holy tree

Some historians trace the lighted
Christmas tree back to Martin Luther
(1483-1586). Briefly. the slory goes thal
while strolling through the countryside
one Christmas Eve he was impressed
by the snow-flecked evergreen trees
sparkling in the moonlight. After retur-
ning home he tried to explain the ex-
perience to his family and atlempted to
reproduce the ouldoor scene. To a
small evergreen tree he attached
lighted candles to simulate the reflec-
tions of the starlit heaven—the heaven
thal looked down over Bethlehem on
the first Christmas Eve.

Some authorities trace ils origin to
the mystery plays of the 11th or 15th
centuries. These often represented the
creation of man and expulsion of Adam
and Eve from paradise. The garden of
Eden was represented by pgaily
decorated fir trees. Sometime during
the 15th century, the church suspended
the production of myslery plays in the
church. The paradise trees were Lhen
erected in homes and other places.

Al this time in history the people
along the Rhine River had the custom
of lighting candles on December 24 to
celebrate the birth of Chrisl. In many
homes the candles were placed on a
specially designed stand that had the

Christmas trees in the United States
appears in the period of the American
Revolution when Hessian
recently [rom Germany made use of
them. The practice did not gain much
headway until aboul the middle 1800°s
in this country

Finland is credited with having ac-
cepted Lhe custom aboul 1800, Den
mark by 1810, Sweden by 1820, and Nor
way about 1830. From these Scandina
vian counliries the custom spread to
France and England about 1840

Betsy Layne Girls Down Trojans

There they are in the woods, armed
with only a bow and arrows, seeking
the elusive deer. They are lrue
hunters, scouting the wilderness, lear-
ning the habils ol their prey, walking
for miles and waiting for hours for a
chance lo draw the bow and release an
arrow loward their game,

The life of a bow hunter requires pa-
tience, more than any other ouldoor
sportl, They musl sil and wateh, hoping
they have learned the rouline of the
deer, when and where the deer will
pass, Aboul one in ten bow hunters gels
the opportunity to shool at a deer,
much less kill one.

For more than a decade, Mike
Tackett, Brent Clark, Clyde Tackelt,
Joe David Taylor, Frank Johnson,
Doug Stratton and Larry Joe Osborne
have performed this special ritual of
entering the hills of Kentucky and West
Virginia with bow and arrow and plen-
ty of perseverance to hunt deer, They
are a special group of hunters.

“The bow season lasts aboul two
months so we can hunt longer than we
could with a gun. Thal got us in-
terested, but the challenge is what
keeps us interested in bow hunting,”
Mike Tackett explains. “*With a gun
you can sometimes be lucky by being in
the right place at the right time. Bow
hunting requires more working and,
we feel, it is more rewarding.”

Tackett remembers many days of
scouting the hills around Dewey Lake
and seeing few deer and fewer bow
hunters. He points to the years Jenny
Wiley State Park was closed to hunlers
as being a major contributor to the bow
hunting boom.

“They did a good job of game
management al Dewey Lake. There
were seasons when I didn’t get a shol al
a deer because there were none a-

The bows are nol compound and the
arrows are graphite. They are easier lo
pull, more powerful and more accurate
than they were when this group began
what has become a part of their life in
the autumn of each year.

Minimum Wage To
Go Up Jan. 1st

An estimated 87,300 workers in Ken-
tucky will be eligible for a pay raise on
Jan. 1, 1981, when the federal
minimum wage increases from $3.10 to
$3.35 per hour

According to Robert MacDonald,
chief labor market analyst for the
Department for Human Resources,
eligible workers are those covered by
the Fair Labor Standards Act who cur-
rently earn less than $3.35 an hour. Na-
tionally, more than 5.6 million of the 60
million workers covered by the act will
be eligible for pay increases.

The Jan. 1 change in the minimum
wage was provided for in 1977 amend
ments to the act,

MacDonald said most of the Ken-
tucky workers receiving increases are
the white-collar workers employed in
service-producing industries and thal
ahout 60 percent are women.

Also beginning Jan. 1, farm workers
hired by an employer who used more
than 500 man-days of agriculture labor
in any calendar quarter of the
preceding claendar year must also be
paid al least $3.35 an hour.

Brown Asks Review of Law
Providing Industrial Bonds

Gov.John Y. Brown, Jr taday called
upon the stale Bond Oversight Com
mittee to-analyze the law providing lor
local industrial revenue bonds and urg
ed the commifter Lo develop guidelines
for tighter controls at the local level

Brown said that he has asked Deputy
Development Secretary Bruce Luns
ford for a full review of the program
Lunsford, who joined Browa for the an
nouncement, said that the commitiee,
of which he serves as chairman, will
delay consideration of further projecis
for two months and use the time to
develop specific recommendations for
tighter controls al the ity and county
level. Brown said the program has
worked well in meeting the basic intent
of the legislation to provide an
economic slimulus in a depressed
economic market. Brown said the pro-
gram has allowed Kentucky lo ag
gressively compete with al leasi 47
other states that have industrial bond
legislation, a majority ol which allow
expanded use for commercial
facilities

To date, Brown said, the program
has made possible approxunately $200
million worth of development in a
market which has brought the con-
struction indusiry in Kentucky lo a
near standstill, Hé said it is estimalted
thal the developmen! made possible by
the bonds will create in excess of 5,000
permanent full-time jobs in addilion to
providing consiruction jobs for
thousands of Kentuckians whe have
been laid off during the recession

Brown said it 1s virtually impossible
for companies to expand and grow
when the prime rateas 18.5 pereent and
the average industrial bond rate 1s in
excess of 12.6 percent

“This program is our greatesl lool
from the 1980 General Assembly to
allow development to continue during a
severe national economic recession,””
Brown said

The indusirial revenue bond pro
gram was designed to provide an
essential economic development tool
for local units of government. The law
allows loeal unils of government to
deteérmine whal projects should qualify
for the bonds,

The law established a state oversight
commission lo review certain specific
projects, such as office buildings,
wholesale or relail sales facilities,
medical office buildings, financial in-
stitution facilities, off-street parking
facilities ard mass communication
facilities

Lunsford explained that the purpose
of the oversight commission is not 1o
substitute its role for that of local
governments. In fact, the law provides
that the commission shall review the
following factors:

Economic need for the project in
the area

Whether projects place an un-
justified competitive disadvanlage on
existing business in Lhe area

—Whelther or not conventional finan-
cing is available or feasible

—Whether the projec! is in accord
with the intent of the acl lo promote
economic development

Lunsford said thal during the lwo
month delay the commiltee and ils
stalf will review the program’s policies
and procedures and more clearly
define criteria by which applications
are approved or disapproved

He said (he committee also will
develop procedures for local govern-
ments o consider and make any sug-
gestions necessary for revising slate
bonding legislalion for the 1982 session
ol the General Assembly

Brown emphasized his continuing
support for the program and other pro-
gressive lools needed lo bring Ken-
tucky into the mainstream of national
economic development, He said the in-
dustrial revenue bond program has
major advantages to lhe stale’s overall
economic development program, in-
cluding the stimulation of jobs and
state and local tax collections through
an expanded tax base

The program provides a needed
means for local government to
stimulate economic development
without having to allocate state or local
lax dollars, the governor said.

The bonds help Kentucky attract new
businesses and corporate offices by in-
creasing the state's livability
(recreation, medical facilities, etc.)
thereby making the state a more al-
tractive place for business to locate.

Brown said the bonds provide an ex-
cellenl lool for downlown redevelop-
men! since they can be used lo
renovate buildings thal would not be
economically feasible with conven-
tional financing

He said the program also brings
significant amounts of capital into the
state from oulside sources Lhat buy the
bonds, putling more dollars into cir-
culation in the state and consequently
improving the overall economic

It's all a part of “‘Santa Land,” a free convenience for shoppers provided
by several participating downlown business people.

Open now through Christmas, 11 a.m. till 6 p.m. excepl Sundays, parents
¢an bring their children in for a picture with St. Nick which will be taken and
sold for a small fee by a member of the Prestongburg Junior Woman's Club.
Members of Key Club, the Kiwanis youth organization, will handle the con-
cessions which will include hot and cold drinks, hol dogs and the like, and
bake sales are also planned for Santa Land

The primary function of Santa Land, however, will be to provide a place
for shoppers lo take a break from the hectic pace of Christmas shopping, ac-
cording to Ed Kegley, one of the parlicipaling businessmen. “It's a place
where shoppers can come in, gel warm and relax,” Kegley commented,
“and al the same time the children can occupy themselves talking to Santa
Claus.”

Daily contests will be held at Santa Land for children submitling drawings
of Santa Claus with coloring sets being awarded to four winners daily. In ad-
dition, the old-fashion rocker (donated by a downtown hardware) which San-
ta sits in each day from 11 to 4, will be raffled along with other prizes.

Stale
police officers recovered 183 slolen
vehicles during the month

Magoffin, Martin and Pike counties.,
The 1,193 traffic tickets issued by the

Screen Scene

Movies reshape everything they
touch, be it to glamorize leading
characters, blacken their villains, or
render dramatic some reality that is
much too complicated and am-
biguous in life itself. This is never
more true than in dealing with old
age.

It is inherently not a wvery
entertaining topic and filmmakers
have consistently chosen to portray
old people as warm and wise or
perhaps madcap and unpredictable.
Rarely, at least in American movies,
do they emerge resembling the
elderly we actually know.

Going in Style suggests another
comedy about rollicking grandpar-
ents, but from the first scene we
know that something unexpected is
happening. Art Carney, Lee Stras-
berg and George Burns appear on a
busy New York street corner, three
retired working-men going to pick
up their pension checks.

As the story unfolds, we see the
bleakness of their daily lives, divided
between their dreary apartment and
park benches. They kill time with
little to talk about besides squabbles
over household expenses

Burns launches a rebellion against
their plight by persuading his pals to
join him in robbing a bank and they
pull it off, despite being total
amateurs. Later, Burns and Carney
use some of their booty for a trip to
Las VLgd\ where Art wins more at
the gaming tables than their haul
fmm the theft. Eventually, Burns is
apprehended and, scorning FBI
offers of freedom for squealing,
lands in jail.

This is not a “caper” film. The
gray-haired trio beat the police and
the odds, but their real enemy is old
age; against that they never gain an
inch. Decrepitude hampers them at
every turn.

Despite a few wisecracks; the
mood of Going in Style is subdued,
even somber. The movie's honesty
with its subject forbids milking old
age for laughs but it also spares us
the sentimentality and self-
indulgence of tauch “serious” cin-
ema. Three old men wage war on
dying by refusing either the limits or
the advantages of being “‘senior
citizens.” They win a kind of victory
despite their inexorable decline.
Going in Style is & minor work, with
slightly contrived action and char-
acters that we scarcely get to know,
but it is redeemed by its integrity
and its accomplished production.
The acting is excellent, especially
from the supporting players, and the
direction is sensitive and
well-paced.

Altogether slicker and more
calculated is another recent urban
drama, Kramer vs. Kramer. This is
the story of a father rearing his small
son after his wife flees their
marriage. She returns and demands
the child’s custody later in a
harrowing court battle. The acting
(from Dustin Hoffman, Meryl
Streep, and Justin Henry) and script
are beautifully polished and suggest
a serious view of life in a broken
family.

What we really get is a very classy
melodrama, blended with skill to
make us feel good. The results would
have been a lot more interesting with
some of Going in Style’s fidelity
toward the problems the characters
face. Only Howard Duff's appear-
ance as a greedy, cynical divorce
lawyer cuts through the reassuring
fabrig; otherwise it's all warm tears
and happy endings.

Off The Record

Van  Morrison/into  the Mu-
sic/Warner Brothers: Continuing the
personal and musical upswing he
began on Wavelength, Morrison sets
the tone for his latest triumph in the
album’s opener, “On the Bright
Side.” Next, “Full Force Gale™
portrays, the spirit and force behind
the scenes: “Like a full force gale/l
was lifted up again/l was lifted up
again/By the Lord.™ Later, he sings
joyfully of his sacred place, the

“Rolling Hills"™ of his native
Ireland.
To non-fans, Morrison might

sound simple or repetitive, but when
you love his soulful voice, there’s no
getting enough. Morrison makes
music through feeling and insight,
not through conscious construction.
He repeats words and phrases just
because he likes them, He'll settle

into a slow, comfortable groove, but
he’ll do it with a gusty, spontancous
fervor.

Motown, out of Detroit, makes
soul music. Morrison, out of Belfast,
makes spirit music—and he sings his
heart out deing it
Frank Zappa/Joe's Garage—Acts 1]
& [Ill/Zappa: If you're looking for
an artist who, to the depths of his
soul, is eclectic and eccentric, who's
become popular spurning hits great
and small, you'll eventually find
Zappa. Joe's Garage, Zappa’s rock
oratorio, loses steam in Acts Il &
[1I, but one doesn't pick up the
acquired taste for Zappa by insisting
on coherence.

The message of the opus, such as
it is, is this: “Music is the best,”
above philosophy, politics, and rock
eriticism. Just as well: Joe's Garage
can't be taken seriously on the latter
three levels (not that you can be sure
Zappa intends it to be so taken). Bul
the music—complex, creative, at
times catchy or comic: it's laughable
that Zappa has been called a
tone-deafl pervert. No way is the guy
tone-deaf.

Candy, Anyone?

Re-discover™

By HELEN PRICE STACY

In a cottage kitchen in Western Ken-
tucky one snowy wintler evening, the
family, house-bound by the weather,
sal in a small room occupied by the
grandmother. “*‘Weather like this,"
said the grandinother with a fancy
sweep of her hands, “‘we'd use that old
bureau top to make cream candy.”

The marble-covered chest, smoothed
by the years and scarred by countless
nicks and scratches, was one of the few
pieces of furniture the woman had re-
tained through many moves, [(wo
husbands and four states

“I'd use two cups of sugar and
dampen with a spot of water, then boil
with two tablespoons of vinegar and
aboul a teaspoon of cream of tarler, 1'd
boil the mixture but not stir it until if
cracked in cold water. Sometimes 1'd
put in, oh, maybe a teaspoon of lemon
flavoring, then turn il oul on that mar-
ble top until cool enough fo handle.
Then we’d all pull to beat the band. It
kept a good long while," she continued.

The outside walls of the little house in
the Eastern Kentucky hills had
weathered between a gray and brown.
On a bitter cold day with a skiff of snow
on the ground and tree branches pen-
ciled with a line of white, the falher,
mother and seven children were as
cozy and happy as a family straight out
of a fairy lale.

The father, unemployed, was op-
timistic. The mother, a victim of polio,
sal contentedly stitching cloth or-
naments for the tiny pine Christmas
tree that stood on a dresser, oul of
reach on the babies.

In the kitchen the father stood over
the wood stove watching the pot boil. In
the pot were the makings of brown
sugar candy.

“Mom called it January Thaw. Put
two cups brown sugar and half a cup of
milk in a pan to dissolve, then add but-
ter the size of a walnut and boil until
some dropped in cold water makes a
ball. Take from the stove and beal,
pour in a buttered pan and cool a while
before cutting. It's real good with
hickory nuts in it, remembers one of
the children, now an adult.

. For some reason, seafoam and
divinity always seemed like cily can-
dy. Well, maybe town candy. This kit-
chen was “hospital white' with an old-
fashioned cabinet painted white as well
as a large flour bin with a sifter that
was attached to the wall—the 30's era
The woman in a neat cotton housedress
covered with a white bib apron spread
a large piece of waxed paper (il ac-
tually was a bread wrapper) on the
work table.

She then measured out lwo cups
brown sugar and a half cup of water
and boiled to the soft-ball stage. In Lhe
‘meantime she had stiffly beaten one
egg white, and while the boiled sugar
and water was hol she poured il over
the egg white, added a teaspoon of
vanilla and beat the mixture until it
was shff

Other Kentucky cooks have been
making eandy on cold winter days and
nights since pioneers crossed the
mountains and came through the gaps
or floated down the Ohio

Plain butlerscotch candy is made by
boiling two cups of sugar, two tables-
poons water and two tablespoons but-

“ter until brittle when tested in cold

water. Pour oul on buttered plates to
cool, then break into pieces

Simple peanut brittle is stirring
three cups granulated sugar in a {rying
pan over a slow fire. It will lump then
melt. When it is the color of weak, clear
coffee, add two cups chopped roasted
peanuls and turn out-on greased cookie
sheet. When cold, break into pieces.

A favorite fudge recipe requires 4
cups sugar, '» cup corn syrup, 1 cup
cream, 'a cup butter, 1 tablespoon
cocoa, 1 teaspoon salt and 1 teaspoon
vanilla. Melt butter in pan, mix all
other ingredients and pour into melted
butter. Cook to hard ball stage, cool
and beat, pour out and cul.

An old favorite is uncooked peanut
buller candy made by combining 's
cup peanut butter and 2/3 cul sweeten-
ed condensed milk, then add 1 3/4 cups
powdered sugar and about three cups
cocoanul. Pack in glass or tin lined
with waxed paper and let set few
hours, then remove and slice.

A well-known hint used by good
cooks is lo add a few grains of sall to
any sweet recipe and a few grains of
sugar to all others

A cook in Fayelle county said lo
wipe crystals from side of candy pan
while cooking syrup and do not move or
“Jostle’ while syrup is boiling.

In Daviess county, a gentleman who
enjoys making candy advised other
candy makers not so experienced lo
stir fondant constantly while melting
“or it will make a clear syrup.”

An Ashland mother said, "“If fondant
grains, you have boiled it loo long. Just
add a bit of waler and reboil."”

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ORDINANCE NO. 10-80

An Ordinance of The
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, authorizing
two series of the City's "Waler, Sewer
and Natural Gas System Revenue
Bonds™; and authorizing delivery
thereof to Farmers Home Administra-
tion, United States Department of
Agriculture, in the consummation of
contracts heretofore approved, concer-
ning convevance to The City of
Prestonshurg by Abhott-Little Paint
Waler District and by Water Gap-Bull
Creck Water Distriet of the water
distribution system and properties of
said respective water districts.

SUMMARY

This Ordinance relates (o the City of
Prestonsburg’s Waler, Sewer and
Natural Gas System and authorizes is-
suance of ta) $157,000 “Water, Sewer
and Natural Gas Syslem Revenue
Bonds, Series 1980A'" (the ‘'1980A
bonds™) and $224,000 "‘Waler, Sewer
and Natural Gas System Revenue
Bonds, Series 1980B," (the ‘‘1980B
Bonds''); both of said Series being
issued under authority of and accor-
ding to the provisions of an Ordinance
of the City of Prestonsburg, adopted
and approved April 17, 1969, (the “'1969
Ordinance™), in and by which the Cily
authorized an issue of its $248,000
“Water, Sewer and Natural Gas
System Revenue Bonds, Series of
1969."" All provisions of the 1969 Or-
dinance relaling to the collection,
segregation and disposition of
revenues are ratified and continued,
except that the amounts to be ac-
cumulated in certain reserves are ap-
propriately increased to reflect addi-

tional securily for the aggregale of all

. of the City's Revenue Bonds payable

from the revenues of the System. The

two new Series of Bonds are special
obligations of the Cily, payable only

from revenues of the System, and will

never be payable from the City's
general fund or from taxes. Both Series
of Bonds authorized in this Ordinance

The Cily has heretofore entered into

two written Contracts: (1) with Abbott-

the cancelled bonds to the District, and

{2) with Water Gap-Bull Creek Water
District and FmHA providing, in
substance, that (a) Water Gap-Bull
Creek Water District will convey to the

City of Prestonsburg ils entire waler
system, properties and funds, (b) that

the City will authorize its $224,000

. Series 1980B Bonds, maturing and

bearing interest identically with the
like principal amounl of revenue bonds
issued by Water Gap-Bull Creek Water
District and now held by FmHA, and
(c) that the Cily’s herein authorized
Series 1980B Bonds will be delivered lo
FmHA in exchange for such revenue
bonds of the Water District, whereupon
(d) the City will cancel said Water
District's revenue bonds and deliver
the cancelled bonds to the Distriet.

@  The City’s 1980A Bonds and Series
1980B Bonds authorized in and by the
present Ordinance are for the purpose
of enabling the City to comply with ils
Contraets with. Abbott-Little Paint
Water Distriet and Water Gap-Bull
Creek Water District, respectively;
and the Ordinance specifically
authorized the delivery of the Series
1980A bonds and the Series 1980B
Bonds to FmHA in the consummation
of such Contract, withou! offering such
bonds at public sale. 1t is the opinion of
Bond Counsel and the City Attorney
that lawful authority exists for such ex-
change, without public sale. The
sources of such legal authorily are
recited in the Ordinance.

The issuance of the Series 1980A
Bonds and the Series 1980B Bonds will
have no effect upon the rates and
charges for water, sewer and natural
gas services rendered by the City Lo its
customers within the corporate limits
of the City of Prestonsburg; it being
provided in each of the Contracts with
the Water District, hereinabove refer-
red to, thal the City will render waler
service in the areas of said Districts at
the same rates which have been ap-
proved and authorized for said
Districts by the Ulility Regulatory
Commission of Kentucky, until such
time as the City of Prestonsburg, from
such revenues derived from the areas
of each District, has paid in full the
Series 1980A Bonds and the Series
1980B Bonds, respectively, After such
retirement of the 1980A Bonds and the
1980B Bonds, from such sources, the
City will provide water service lo
customers in the areas of each of said
Districts at the same rales which the
City charges from time to time 1o its
own waler users which are outside the
corporate limits; and if al any time Lhe
City shall annex any portion of the
areas of said Water Distriets, then the
City will provide water service in the
areas so annexed al the same rales

Rockfish No Threat
To Game Fish: Study

What does a rockfish eal? This is a
question thal anglers have been asking
ever since these sall-water striped
bass were Lransplanted into several of
Kentucky's lakes.

Fishermen's fears Lhat the rocklish,
which grow to 50-pound plus propor-
tions. were feeding on game fish are
groundless, according to a reporl
presented to the Kentucky Fish and
Wildlife Commission at ils quarterly
meeling in Frankforl Dec. 7.

Responding to angler criticism of the
rockfish stocking program al
Cumberland Lake, the commission re-
guested. Jast August that the fish and
wildlife department’s fisheries diyision
study the food habits of rockfish.

The study revealed no game {ish in
the slomachs of the 27 adull rockfish
caplured during three weeks of nelling
this fall. Eleven of the rockfish had
empty stomachs, while of the 16 which
did contain food, 12 yielded shad or
olher softrayed fish. Other food items
were a brook silverside and an
emerald shiner. The stomach of one
rockfish contained a mussel shell.

“These lindings concur with other
studies conducted throughout the
Southeast," says Charles Bowers,
director of fisheries, who presented the
report to the commission

“Il is the view of Lhe {isheries person-
nel throughout the Southeastern United
Stales thal siriped bass do not repre-
senl any significant threal to other
game fish populations,” Bowers said,
“Stripped bass introductions will only
benefit the fishery of Cumberland Lake
by resulling in higher harvesl rates,
greater weighls (of fish harvested),
greater diversily in the creel and more
trophy fish.”"

Based on the findings of this report,
the Fish and Wildlife Commission
decided to continue rocklish stocking
in Cumberland through 1981, then sub-
ject the slocking program lo a com-
plete re-evaluation

which the City charges for waler ser-
vice within its corporate limits.

The two Waler Districts have each
authorized the filing of applications for
the approval of the Utility Regulatory
Commission, authorizing them o con-
vey their respective water properties
and funds to the City; and the City has
authorized its participation in such
proceedings. The Contracts with the
respective Water Districfs will nol be
carried oul by the conveyance of pro-
perties and issuance and exchange of
bonds as in said Contracts provided,
unless and until the approving Orders
of the Utility Regulatory Commission
have been duly entered.

In the present Ordinance, the City
continues to reserve the right to issue
in the future one or more additional
Series of parity bonds payable from the
revenues of the combined and con-
solidated Water, Sewer and Nalural
Gas Syslem, subject to the same condi-
tions and restrictions which have
rpevailed in the past.

Provide some toys for the puppy
or kitten 1o play with. These young
anmimals love to chew, and providing
them with toys might keep them
from exercising young teeth on the
furniture

Acclimate, Don’t Aggravate

Christmas  morning is a  very
chaatic time to introduce a pet kitten
or puppy to a child. Ideally, the new
pet should be introduced to the home
before Christmas morning. Just
prior to Christmas, you can bring
your kitten or puppy home with a
bow on its neck. Pets should never
be put in a box and wrapped up. This
could cause them to sulfocate. Let
your children know that this is just
their first gift. You are giving it Lo
them early so that the pet can enjoy
Christmas morning with everyone.
Then, on the 25th, include a gift
under the tree for the pet as well,
such as a bone or stuffed toy.

Your child's natural instinct will
be to love and cuddle the new furry
addition constantly. But, since many
pets, especially kittens and puppies,
tire easily, it’s your responsibility as
a parent, to explain that the new pet
requires rest—just as a new baby
does. Il an animal doesn't have an
opportunity to rest, it will become
cranky. Consider setling special
“play-times™ for the child and pet Lo
alleviate the problem.

To introduce fish to your children
takes two steps. Aquariums can be
easily wrapped and placed under the
tree; fish cannot. But, a gift
certificate for fish can be wrapped
or even “stuffed” in a stocking
allowing recipients the fun and
excitement of selecting their own
pets. A trip to a pet shop can be very
educational and interesting, provid-
ing proper care instructions on fish
selected, as well as other animals
that make good pets.

A 10-gallon capacity tank is an
adzqualte size for beginners, Many
varieties of fish and plant life can
comfortably inhabit a tank this size,
and the care and maintenance of a
fresh water tank is simple enough
even for children. In addition to the
aquarium, a thermometer, filter,
pump and lighting device should also
be purchased. Most pet shops offer
complete kits with everything needed
to set up an aquarium, for a total
cost of under $30.

In addition to the “‘tank hard-
ware,” gravel should also be pur-
chased. Gravel, preferably grade
number 3, will allow new aquarium
enthusiasts to secure any plants they
may wish to include in the under-
water environment, while adding a
decorative touch to the tank itself.

After the fresh water tank has
been set-up, it's time for a trip to the
pet shop. When lucky recipients visit
the shop, certificales can be ex-
changed for a colorful array of
attractive fish and sometimes also
for tank accessories. Pet shop
personnel are ready to answer
questions about aquarium set-up,
maintenance and can assist the new
hobbyist with actual fish selection.

Miniature Marine Worlds

A salt water aquarium is like
having a miniature ocean in the
home. The bright, almost fluorescent
colors of sall waler species are just
as appealing as the bright lights on
a Christmas tree. Although salt
water aquariums generally involve
more care than a fresh water set-up,
they can be easily maintained with
carcful preparation.

The biggest difference between
salt and fresh water aquariums is the
set-up time. Two o three weeks
must be allowed for all pH,
ammonia, nitrite and nitrate levels of
the salt water aquarium Lo be
conducive to fish life. So while the
aquarium can be set-up right away,
a trip to the fish store will have to
be postponed until the tank is ready
for inhabitants.

Select a tank of 20 gallons or
more, since salt water fish as a rule,
are larger than fresh water species.
In addition to the “hardware”
needed for a fresh water environ-
ment, a sall water tank hydrometer
IS necessary,

Flying Gifts

Birds are lavorite Christmas pets
because they are colorful, amusing
and respond to human attention.
Birds such as parakeets, cockatiels
and parrols can be trained to mimic
specech, macaws are among the
species that can do tricks, and
canaries are best known for filling a
room with song,

A new pet bird will require a cage,
gravel for the cage bottom, food, a
cage cover, and toys with which lo
play. Since different types of birds
eatl different foods, consult a local
pet shop for feeding instructions.

To keep the bird happy and
healthy. keep the cage out of drafts,
and cover it after 8:00 p.m. so that
the bird can sleep without being
disturbed.

Minimum Wage Rises

The new federal minimum wage of
$3.35 which goes into effect Jan. 1. en-
titles an estimated 5.6 million workers
covered by the Fair Labor Standards
Acl (FLSA) to pay increases, the U.S.
Pepartment of Labor announced

The Jan. 1 increase, from $3.10 to
$3.35, was provided for in 1977 amdend-
ments to the act,

“The minimum wage increase is a
malter of equity for low wage workers
and assures thal they are not forced to
bear a disproportionate share of the
burden of inflation,” Secretary of
Labor Ray Marshall noted

Approximately 60 million workers
are subject to provisions of the act,
which also establishes overtime pay
and child labor slandards.

In addition, the FLSA allows for the
payment of wages below the statulory
minimum in order to prevent loss of
job opportunities for certain workers,

Handicapped workers, full-lime
students and student-learners in
specified industries may currently be
employed at subminimum wages
under appropriate regulations,
Emplovers must apply for authority to
pay such wages from. the Labor
Department.

Certificates are issued by the depart-
ment permitting the employmenl of
fulltime students al not less than 85
percent of the federal mimimum wage
in relail trade establishmenis, in
agriculture and in institutions of higher
education employing their own full-
time students.

The act also provides for payment of
sub-minimum wages (o persons
employed in sheltered workshops
whose earning or productive capacity
is limited by age or physical or mental
disability.

In fiscal 1980, the department issued
47,517 certificates which  authorized
payment of sub-minimum wages to ap-
proximately 663,689 workers.

There is also a special FLSA provi-
sion for tipped employees. Tipped
employees are those who cuslomarily
and regularly receive more than $30 a
month in tips. The employer may con-
sider tips as parl of the wage so long as
the wage credit does not exceed the
percentage of the minimum wage
specified by law.

Employers who elect to use the tip
credit must inform the employee in ad-
vance and musl be able lo show Ihat
the employee receives at least he
minimum wage when direct wages ai.d
tip credil allowance are combined.

The FLSA amendments also include
a three-step increase in the dollar
volume tesl for coverage of certain
employers, These employers are re-
quired lo pay workers minimum wage
and overtime pay, in accordance with
the FLSA, dependent on the total
amounl of business done in a vear,

The “dollar volume test™ applies to
employers or enterprises comprised
exclusively of one or more retail or ser-
vice establishments whose annual
gross volume of sales or business done
is not less than the amount specified by
the act.

The current test of $325,000 went into
effect on July 1, 1980, and will increase
1o $362,500 after Dec. 31, 1981

Administration and enforcement of
the FLSA is the responsibility of the
Employmen!l Standards Administra-
tion’s Wage and Hour Division.

Pike—A county's fiscal court does
nol have the responsibilily or authorily
to bring an injunction action when a
publie road, which is not a part of the
county road system, is blocked, accor-
ding lo an opinion written by Assistant
Deputy Attorney General Charles W,
Runyan

Runyan defined a county road as one
taken inlo the county road system by a
.l'urmai order of the fiscal court. A

“'public road” is nol necessarily a
county road, he said. The opinion was
requested by Jim G. Vanover, assis-
tant Pike counly altorney.

Jessamine—A county can maintain a
public road in an unincorporated area,
il the road is al least 200 feet long, at
least half of the lots on the road contain
occupied houses, and on the condition
that 25 percent of the lot owners peti-
.ion the county to maintain the road

and al least half of the owners agree to
the maintenance, according to an opi-
nion written by Assistant Deputy Al-
torney General Charles W. Runyan.

Jessamine County Judge/Executive
Sherman Dean Jr. requested answers
to several questions about county
roads and subdivision roads.

McCreary—There is no conflict of in-
terest if a county itreasurer also is a
stockholder in an insurance agency
which submits a bid to the fiscal court,
since the treasurer “‘has nothing to do
with the determination of the in-
surance coverage on county equip-
ment," according to an opinion written
by Assistant Depuly Altorney General
Charles W. Runyan.

Also, if the county attorney is a
stockholder in an insurance agency,
but did not advise the fiscal court
either to accepl or reject a bid on in-
surance, nor did he take parl in any
discussion on the question, there would
be no conflict of interest in this situa-
tion either, Runyan said. If the county
attorney did participate in discussion
or take other action on the guestion, it
would be a question of whal interest he
has in the cempany as a stockholder
and whether “‘he created a conflict of
+interest”” would be a matter, for the
courts to decide.

McCreary County Judge/Executive
Jimmie W. Greene requested the opi-
nion.

Rowan—Since a county road super-
visor is required to make reports to the
fiscal court, *‘it is our opinion that it is
mandatory that the county judge-
executive be present with the road
supervisor on such report occasions,”
according to an opinion written by
Assistant Deputy Altorney General
Charles W. Runyan,

However, if the fiscal court wants
other county employees to appear
before il, il should request the counly
judge/executive to have them present,

Also, the fiscal court cannot give the
road supervisor or other employees ex-
ecutive directions, apar! from a proper
county legislalive enactment, Runyan
said.

Rowan County Attorney John R. Cox
requested the opinion.

Mercer—A coroner may appoint
*any reasonable number of deputies
necessary for him to carry oul his
statutory duties,” according to an opi-
nion written by Assistant Deputy Al-
torney General Charles W. Runyan.

These deputies must execute a bond
with sureties, the bonds must be
recorded with the county clerk, and the
deputies must also take the constitu-
tional oath,

The opinion was written in response
to a request from Mercer County
Judge-Executive William J. Sternbert,

Campbell—A county jailer has the
immediate responsibility of trans-
porting sick prisoners to and from
medical care and transportation costs
for indigent prisoners should be paid
oul of the jailer's excess fees, if
available, according Lo an opinion writ-
ten by Charles W. Runyan, assistant
deputy attorney general.

IT fee money is not available, the
costs should be borne by the county
treasury as a budgeted item. *'The ex-
pense for non-indigents should be paid
by the prisoners involved,” Runyan
wrote to Campbell County Jailer Ed-
ward J. Huck, who requested Lhe opi-
nion.

Hardin—A volunteer fire depart-
ment which is nol a fire district as
defined by Kentucky law “‘is basically
limited to extinguishing fires,' and if
arson is suspecled, the department
should notify the arson investigators of
the Kentucky State pdlice, according to
an opinion written by Assistant At-
torney General Thomas R. Emerson.

Also, if police services are needed o
seal off an area until arson in-
vesligators arrive, the volunleer
departmen!t should request that
assistance from the nearest state
police post, the sheriff's office or the
counly police department.

The opinion was requested by John
E. Nall, secretary of the board of direc-
tors of the Valley Creek Area
Volunteer Fire Department,
Elizabethtown.

A residenl voter™ is a registered
voler who lives in an area proposed Lo
be annexed, and both resident voters
and owners of propertly in the area may
sign a pelition prolesting the annexa-
lion, according Lo an opinion written by
Assistanl Depuly Altorney General
Walter C. Herdman

Herdman also said that while it is the
duty of the mayor of a city proposing lo
annex terrilory (o validale the
signatures and to check to see if it con-
tains lhe required number of
signatures, he needs the assistanl of
the county board of elections and the
county clerk. “Also another problem
developing from this statute is ascer-
taining whether a petitioner who is not
registered, owns property within the
area, which information would
necessarily have o be obtained from
the local tax records. This slatue
should be clarified by the legislature al
its earliest opportunily,” Herdman
wrole,

Franklin—Since Illinois limits the
number of deer hunting permits it
issues lo non-resident hunters, Ken-
tucky should nol issue permils to 1l
linois hunters, according to an opinion
written by assistant attorney general
Dale D. Brodkey.

Under Kentucky law, the Deparl-
ment of Fish and Wildlife cannol issue
licenses or permits to residents of
other states which do not allow Ken-
tuckians to hunt or fish in those states.

The opinion was sought by Steve
Yonlz, assistant director of the division
of law enforcement in fish and wildlife.

Boyd, Greenup and Lawrence—The
Eastern Kentucky Port Authority can-
not legally exclude “as a positive
policy, the coal handling business from
its riverport function," according to an
opinion written by assistant deputy at-
torney general Charles W. Runyan.

The authority is in the process of ae-
quiring properly for a riverporl at
Ashland. The opinion was requested by
an attorney for the authority, Roger W.
Hall, Catlettsburg.

Redistricting Delay Seen

Problems with certifiva-
tion of the 14980 Census are
likely to cause a delay in
redisiricling Lhe state's
legislative districts until
alter the 1982 General
Assembly meets

Complete figures used o
deterniine how the districts
are lo be laid oul have not
been recived by the state,
said Joyee Honaker, a
researcher -with the slate
Legislative Research Com-
mission. As a resull of a
federal lawsuit filed in
Detroit the ligures could be
delayved as much as 18 mon
ths, she sajd

Average Annual
Pay Figures
Are Released

Average annual pay ol
workers covered by state
and federal unemployment
insurance programs was
$13.137 in 1979, an increase¢
of 8.1 percenl over 1978, ac-
cording to preliminary data
published by the U.S,
Department of Labor's
Bureau of Labor Statistics.

The preliminary data for
1979 were compiled from the
records of unemplovment
insurance programs. The
data cover states as well as
Standard Melropolitan
Statistical Areas

Average annual pay was
compuled by dividing lotal
annual payrolls of
employers by average mon-
thly employment, The
figures approximale the
average annual ecarnings
paid to employees in various
geographic areas.

Average annual pay
varied considerably by
stale. The average pay was
highest in Alaska ($20,973)
and the District or Columbia
1$17.0651, where payv figures
were 59.6 percent and 29.8
pereent, respectively, above
the national average
Mississippi  ($10,410) and
South Dakota (£10,1761 were
the states with the lowest by
the industrnal and occupa-
tional mix of their respec-
tive economies as wel as dil-
ferences in basic pay levels
of workers

Wyommg and Louisiana
showed the highest in
creases at 11.5 percent and
10.1 percenl, respectively
The average pay in these
states reflected the high
wages and rising employ-
menl in energy exploration,
production, and related in-
dustries

That's nol unusual though,
Honaker said. The 1970
redistricting was not done
until 1975

“Il (the redislricting)
may bother people.” she
said, “bul | can't see where
it will cause any real pro
blems

“*Only in anisolaled case,
such as Eastern Kenlucky
(where an expected In
crease in population may
granl them additional
repreésentation) where one
vole could make the dif-
ference (in the legislature),
could il cause a problem,”
Honaker said

The district system—sel
up on the premise one man
one vole—decides by
population figures where
district boundaries are 1o be
drawn. The slale has 38
senatorial districts and 100
House of Representatives
districts

An ideal district size is ar-
rived at by taking the cur-
rent census total for the
slale and dividing it by the
number of senale seats and
representative seats in the
slate legislature.

The 1970 census showed
Kentucky's population lo be
3,220,711. The ideal district

for the state House of
Representlalives should
have exactly 32,207
residents to satisfy federal
court decisions, Honaker
said

Likewise, the Senale
would have districts of
84,755 residents. The need to
conform districis to the ex-
acl population figures
resulls in split counties.

Based on the 1970 census
the state legislative districts
deviated less than 6 percent

from Lhe ideal, she said

«Thal 1s 3 peércent mare or

less than the ideal figure,
she added. The federal ideal
deviation is zero

On the federal level Ken
lucky’s present number of
senators and represen-
talives seems o be secure,
Honaker said, Those stales
in the Northeas! may see a
marked population decline
and Southern stales a
sizable increase. This will
affect their congressional
representation, she said

Early census [igures in-
dicate a shilt in Kentueky's
population away f[rom
nothern eities like Covinglon
and the Louisville
melropohlan area

The latesl preliminary
census figures for Kenlucky
show the state has 3,642,143
residents

That would increase the
size of lhe represenialive
districts to 36,421 and the
senate  districts to 95,846
residents although any
change is doublful before
1982, Honaker said

Millions take advantage
of this  low-cost alternative 1o
scheduled  (lights, wespecially when
schedule and convenience are secon-
ditry to cost. Charters offer some of
the lowest-priced flights around, if
you are carctul enough to check all
the detuils before you invest your
money

Charters cost less because their
price reflects the approximate cost of
flying a full planc one time over a
specific routc. But charters are
organized by independent groups,
not by the airlines which fly them.
When you use a charter, your
contract is with the group, and you
agree Lo its terms regarding cost and
schedules,

Keep in mind that when you
decide on a charter, you must accept
limited [lexibility in return for the
economy of group travel. Cancella-
tion and refund privileges can be
restricted. Often you must accepl
changes in price. flight schedules or
even complete cancellation of the
trip.

Types of Charters

Among the charters available:

Advance Booking Charters (ABC)
offer a fixed price and a fixed date
for a round trip or one-way charter
flight. These are nol recurring
regularly scheduled flights, therefore
signup is usually at least 15 days in
advance. There is a discount if you
book early

Travel Group Charters (TGC)
operate similarly to Advance Book-
ing Charters except that in an ABC
the organizer takes a risk in meeting
costs. On a Travel Group Charter,
the organizer earns a set fee. Vacant
scats on the plane may increase the
price for each passenger.

Affinity or pro-rata charters are
designed 10 scrve the neceds of
organized groups whose members
have a prior. “allinity” or associa-
tion: Il the flight does not sell out,
those who do not participate in the
flight may absorb the cost of the
emply scats

Surety and Escrow

It is important that you know
what these two words mean in
relation to air charters. Surety bonds
are required to guarantee that the
charter is run and the contractors
are paid. Escrow accounts are
deposit accounts in a bank main-
tained by the charter operator which
protect passenger funds until the
charter is completed.

Before you sign up for an air
charter, find out if there is a surety
bond or escrow account established,

and to whom payment is made. If

you have to sign a contract, make
sure it specifies that you pay directly
to the escrow account at the bank,
and not to the organizer. Also be
surc you know the names of both
the insurance company that is
providing the surety bond and the
bank in which the eserow account is
maintained.

Who Organizes Air Charters?
Keep in mind that just about
anybody can organize a charter
flight. These organizers do not have
to bc licensed by the federal
government, although they must
comply with the regulations of the
Civil Acronautics Board (CAB).
Travel organizers [or charter
flights are not necessarily travel
agenls even though many people use
the services of travel agencies to
book charter flights. If you use a

travel dgent o arrange a charter
trip. be sure you get all the detals
of your trip. A reputable agent will
not mislead you into thinking that
escrow amounts and surety bonds
are npol pecessary. Nor  will a
competenl travel agentl arrange a
trip for vou with an “open return™
to be arranged at your
destination

To determine the legitimacy of a
charter, check whether it has been
filed with the CAB before you sign
up, Avoid making a commiiment
until you have made sure you
understand the terms and conditions
of your agreement, especially cancel-
lation provisions

IT you cannot obtain the tour
participant agreement containing all
of the above information from the
charter retailer or the lour operator,

and if you cannot have all the
information confirmed with the
organization or businesses men-
tioned in the agreement, be

cautious.

Investigate carcfully any represen-
tations by the tour operator or the
retailer about offices. In
most there i1s no need for
overseas offices since the tour
operator coniracts with the airline 1o
pick up tour parlicipants.at specified
airports at specified dates.

Also, when looking at adverti-
sements for charter offerings,
beware of such claims as “lowest

priccx," “open returns,” or “one way
charters from the United States.” Be
very leery ol a charter retailer or a
tour operator that won't disclose the
name of the air carrier. Be wary of
any company that wants to offer you
return “vouchers™ instead of definite
arrangements for a return flight.

Two Engines
o Run Better
Than One

General Electric has organized a

team of leading automotive and

technology firms from the United

States, West Germany, and Japan to

produce two advanced “‘hybrid"”

automobiles for the U.S. Depart-
ent of Energy (DOE).

The experimental vehicles will
have both a gasoline engine and an
electric motor under the hood. They
will run part of the time on gasoline,
part of the time on batteries,
and-—when needed-—on both
simultancously.

The GE Research and Develop-
ment Center, Schenectady, N.Y., 1s
prime contractor for the $8 million,
@°0-month project, which will see
construction of a pair of four-door
sedans seating five adults.

This contract is part of an overall
DOE program aimed at stimulating
commercialization of electric and
hybrid vehicles as a means of
reducing U.S. petroleum consump-
tion. GE's hybrid design, for
example, is expected to consume

rom 40 percent to 55 percent less
q»ctro[curn than a conventional car of
similar size over an 11,000-mile
annual driving mission.

GE will provide expertise on the
electric propulsion motor, the
electronic controls for the motor,
and the microcomputer controls for
the entire hybrid system. Last year,
the company delivered to DOE the
Electric Test Vehicle-1, the nation’s
nost advanced experimental electric
‘chiclc.

Daihatsu Motor Co. Ltd., Japan’s
leading manafacturer of battery-
powered vehicles, will serve as a
consultant on the project. The
Japanese company has built more
than 4,000 electric and hybrid
vehicles since 1965.

“Thanks to its dual drive system,
the hybrid automobile is a promising

pproach to helping the U.S. meet
ils transportation requirements in
the potentially fuel-short years that

lie ahead.” says Dr. Roland W.
Schmitt, GE vice president for
corporate research and

advantage is that it burns less
gasoline than conventional cars, but
offers a much greater range than
all-electric vehicles,” he added.

The hybrid's 40-horsepower elec-
tric motor and 80-horsepower ga-
soline engine will operate separately
or in parallel. The electric motor will
primarily be used for speeds from
zero to 30 mph and the gasoline
engine for most highway driving. In
situations where both the electric
motor and the gasoline engine are
needed, such as in passing, the load
will automatically be shared. A
microcomputer will control overall
vehicle operation.

The selection of the GE Research
and Development Center as prime
contractor to build two hybrid
vehicles followed a competitive,
year-long, preliminary design study
conducted by GE and three other
firms.

The baseline vehicle selected by
GE for this project is a mid-size,
four-door sedan. It will utilize
front-wheel drive, with the internal
combustion engine and electric
motor mounted longitudinally under
the hood. The complete power train,
including batteries, will be located in
front of the firewall. In addition, the
vehicle's exterior will be redesigned
for improved aerodynamics.

Curb weight of the car is
estimated to be about 3,950 pounds.
The vehicle will be equipped with an
automatic three-speed transmission.
The car’s ten batteries will have a
total weight of 770 pounds, and will
have a life expectancy of approxima-
tely 800 recharge cycles. The battery
pack may be recharged by regenera-
tive braking, by the gasoline engine
when it is in operation, and by
wall-plug electricity.

Although the hybrid will weigh
about 800 pounds more than its
conventional counterpart, its dual
propulsion system will require 5
percent less total energy.

GE engineers estimate that the
experimental hybrid auto will ac-
celerate from zero to 50 mph in 12
seconds and will look, perform, and
handle like conventional vehicles
that will be marketed in the
mid-1980s. Its design is planned to
be suitable for mass production in
the mid-1980s at a consumer price
of about $7,600 (1978 dollars).

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Cracking Down on Vocational School Rip-Offs

by J.B. Miller

When the Government went 1o
voeutional school recently, it was not
pleased with what it learned. In 2
study of privately-owned vocational
and home study schools, the Federal
Trade Commission, (FTC) dis-
covered that many institutions
promise morc than they can dehiver,
For example, often false claims arc
made about the school’s placement
of people in the job market. In
addition, many schools give mislead-
ing information about the availabili-
ty of Guaranteed Student Loans and
veteran's benefits.

No  vocational
guarantee you a job, a glamorous
carcer, a high salary, or success
but many ads for these schools claim
they can do just that. According to
one FTC study. the average student
spends $2.000 to learn a skill, only
to find that he or she still can’t get
a job

In onc recent case, the FTC has
required Bell & Howell to refund
about §1.4 million to former
students of that company’s courses
in clectronics and accounting. Ac-
cording to the FTC, Bell & Howell
made false and misleading claims
about opportunities and earning
potential of graduates.

New Regulations

To combat these unethical practices,
the FTC is requiring vocational and
home study schools to provide:
prorated refunds to students who
withdruw from their courses. infor-
mation regarding the schools’
graduation and placement records,
and an extended cooling-off period
on enrollment contracts (14 days).
Additionally. any advertisement
which makes a job placement or
carnings claim must include the
disclaimer: “Graduation from this
course does not insure that you will
get a job.”

The new provisions also specify
that the school must give the
prospective student a copy of the
enrollment contract at the time the
contract is signed. Each student

Even with such a ruling gaing into
effect, however, students considering
entering a vocational school are
advised to do their own detective
work. A visit to the school will be
inflinitely more valuable than any

catalogue or school brochure. Go

prepared with questions. Find out if
the school is accredited. and il so. by
whom. It should be recognized by an
agency of the US. Office of
Education.

* Find out if financial aid is
available, and remember thui
student loans are not scholiarships:
they have to be repaid with
interest

+ Ask to speak to the placement
officer, il the school has one, and
find out how graduates have done in
the job market. Remember. claims
like “*80% of our graduates found
work™ don’t mean anything unless
they specify what kind of work.

« Ask about the dropout rate, A
30%-40% dropout rate is not
uncommon. If, however, the figre is
much higher, find out why. Ask
what sort of refund policy the school

has; there should be a written
policy.

« Take a good look at the school’s
facilities, - making sure that the
equipment and books are up to
date.

« Talk to some students and ask
them questions about the school’s
programs. Is the school licensed?

« Don't be pressured into signing
a contract on the spot. Go home and

think it over. If at all possible, call
or. visit three prospective employers

and ask them Al graduating from the
school would make a difference in
starting silary or future
placement.

Hopefully. in the future. attending
vocational school will be a4 more
reliable educational experience and a
lesser financial risk. 1t will, however,
take more than simply the FTC's
ruling to set the record straight once
again; initiative on the student’s
behall is the best bet for an ultimate

CHRISTMAS TREES

In December, Christmas
trees become a part of the
landscape. Many of us will
be looking for the perfect
tree for our homes. While
only a few types of lrees are
sold, the number of choices
becomes awesome, when
the tree, whether living or
cut, grade, height and densi-
Ly are considered.

Normally in selecling a
tree, the first consideration
1s what tree do you associale
with Christmas. Scotch
Pine, Eastern Red Cedar
and Balsam Fir are the
Christmas trees most often
encountered. Balsam Fir
has long been considered the
standard Christmas (ree,
but is not the biggest seller
because of expense and
regional differences in
tradition.

Once you've deeided on
the tree, freshness is the
most important factor in
selecting a cut tree. Youcan
check for freshness by the
needles and their reteniton.
If the needles break when
vou bend them gently, the
tree is too dry. The needles
sheuld not drop off when the
tree is lifted off the ground
and brought down sharply
on the stump end.

In order to maintain
freshness, a few inches of
the stump of the tree should
be sawed off, Then place the
stump in water and be sure
to keep the cut covered with
water. When the tree is
brought into the house it
should be kept in a cool part
of the room away from heat
sources and relurn-air
vents. Remove the tree from
the home after Christmas as
soon as it shows signs of dry-
ing out.

A way to avoid the
freshness problem is to buy
a living tree. Many different
types of trees are available
for this purpose. The tree

selected should be one that:

does well in Kentucky, Some
favorites that fulfill this re-
guirement are Colorado
Spruce, Norway Spruce,
Austrian Pine, White Pine
and Canadian Hemlock.
These trees are normally
found either potted or ball
and burlap (B&B). A
smaller tree is preferred
because the larger ones are
very heavy. If the tree is
B&B, be sure the root ball is
not broken and loose in rela-
tion to the top. The ball
should be large enough to
ensure good survival. The
American Nurseryman has
put out standards for B&B
minimum size on coniferous
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Allen Lumber Co.

Allen, Ky.

stock as follows: for a 2-3
fool tree the root ball should
be 12 inches in diameter; for
3-4 fool, 14 inches; for 4-5
foot, 16 inches; and for 5-6
foot, 20 inches.

The living tree shouldn't
be boughl until mid-
December and should be
kepl in a cool garage or out-
doors where the minimum
temperature is above 20°F.
A live tree shouldn’t be kept
in the home any longer than
ten days. It should then be
placed in a cool environ-
ment before being placed
outdoors. If you have a place
ready for planting, you may
plant in a protected area.
Protecting the tree with a
burlap or canvas screen will
reduce moisture loss.
Mulching the planting site
will also be helpful.

If the plant cannot be
planted immediately, place
the tree in a protected area
and insulate the root ball in
some manner. This may be
accomplished by stacking
hay bales, around it, putting
mulch or leaves around it or
temporarily planting in the
compost heap.

The Christmas season is a
time of joy and sharing.

In 13 fatal accidents dur-
ing last year's Christmas
season in Kentucky, 18 peo-
ple died, according to
Department of Trans-
portation statistics.

From Dec. 21 to Dec. 25,
1979, 1,899 accidents occur-
red in Kentucky resulting in
332 injuries.

Many holiday accidents
can be avoided if people are
careful and plan ahead for
trips, said Bennie Maffet,
transportation safely coor-
dinator,

Checking the mechanical
condition of the vehicle is
the first step a motorist
should take before a trip,
Maffet said. Tires, brakes,
lights and the exhaust
system should all be in good
working order,

The weather is the next
consideration for a driver,

“Careful driving is more
important with the
changeable weather condi-
tions,”" Maffet said. Drivers
should leave early enough in
bad weather to drive slowly
and safely to their destina-
tion. Maffet stressed that
seat belts should be worn at
all times.

Most of all, Maffet em-
phasized, motorists should
drive defensively.

“Even though we em-
phasize nol to drink and
drive, there will be some
who will,"" he said. Motorists
should watch other vehicles
for weaving, slow starts and
improper signaling,

For those hosting parties

this holiday season, Malfet
suggests toning down par-
ties before guests are about
to leave by serving food and
non-alcoholic beverages.
“The host is responsible for
the condition of the guesls
when they leave," he said. If
a guest is not able to drive,
the host should make ar-
rangements for Ltrans-
porlation home or accom-
modations for the night,
Maffel advised.

A Kentuckian’s Gift . . .
Music to ‘Away in a Manger’

~ “Flow gently, sweel Af-
ton! among the green braes,

Flow gently, I'll sing thee
a song in thy praise...”

Robert Burns, son of an
Ayrshire farmer, was born
in Scotland in 1759. Jonathan
E. Spilman, minister,
lawyer and composer, was
born in Greenville in
Muhlenberg county, Ky, in
1912. The words of one and
the music of the other have
combined into one of Llhe
country's most popular
songs, especially among
schoolchildren.

Burns was the poet;
Spilman set Burns' words (o
music. The Rev. Spilman's
music also was adapled as
one of the tunes to the
Christmas classic, “Away in
a Manger.” The words to
this carol-hymn were writ-
ten by Martin Luther, the
great religious leader who
was born in Eisleben, Ger-
many in 1483,

It was in 1837, while a stu-
dent at Transylvania Law
School in Lexington, that
Spilman wrote the music to
Robert Burns' poem, “Flow
Gently, Sweet Afton." He
then practiced law for 18
years in Covington and
Nicholasville. His work as a
lawyer was one of long
hours and hard decisions.

When his health began
failing at age 46, he decided
it was time to get back to his
ministry.

For the next 38 years he
pastored churches in Il
linois, Mississippi and Ken-
tucky. It was while pastor in
Maysville that a family
tragedy occurred.

Spilman, his wife (who
was a niece of Zachary
Taylor) and their family liv-
ed in the parsonage located
on a hill overlooking Mays-
ville and the Ohio River. Ac-
cording to Bob Kennedy,
wriler of river lore in The
Ashland Independent, the
family enjoyed nothing bet-
ter than to sil at their home
in early evening and watch
the boat traffic go up and
down the Ohio,

Quoting from an account
by Earl Hoover, at one time
a judge in the courl of com-
mon pleas in Cleveland,
Ohio, “The Spilmans had
lived there (Maysville)
about two years. And what a
scene on which to live!
Nostalgic steamboating
days were plowing their
deepest wakes on the Ohio
River. The Spilman house
was a loge. The Ohio River
was a stage. The hills of
Ohio were a backdrop.
Below, the giant actors puff-
ed and paddlewheeled their
cues.”

In early August 1866, the
family helped Mrs, Spilman
plan a visit to her oldest son
in Cincinnati. On Aug. 8 she
was to board the Bostona
No. 3, a giant new
sidewheeler. The plans were
to put Mrs. Spilman on the
boat al the Maysville wharf,
then the rest of the family
was to return to their hilltop
home above the river to
wave to her as she went by.

The Bostona No. 3 was
valued at $100,000 and was
owned by David Gibson of
Cincinnati and two other
men, Lodwick and Moore.
On Aug. 8 it had a full load of
passengers and also freight,

including several hundred
sheep being laken to
market. The ship was hand-
some and polished.

The plans worked as
scheduled. Just before dusk
the family left Mrs. Spilman
aboard the steamboat, then
traveled to the home.

The Boslona neared the
Spilman home, and the
family saw Mrs. Spilman
waving to them. They in
turn waved their handker-
chiefs o her. As she kepl
returning their waves, the
family on the hill had a
panoramic view of the boat.

To their horrow they saw
the boat catch fire, the
flames coming closer (o
Mrs. Spilman even as she
waved, The family watched
helplessly.

A walchman had gone lo
another part of the boat to
fill his lantern with

kerosene. One of the sheep
became startled and kicked
the lantern from his hands.
The fuel suddenly caught
fire and engulfed the stern

The fire alarm on the boat
wenl off and the pilot, in an
attempl to save the
passengers, ran Lhe Bostona
onto a sand bar on the Ohio
side of the river.

Eliza Taylor Spilman ran
into a broken steam line,
while (rying to leave the
boat and was severly scald-
ed. She managed somehow
to get off the boat and was
taken across river to the
Kentucky side in a small
boal. She managed to make
her way up the steep hill to
her home, bul within two
days she died and was
buried in Maysville
cemetery.

The music of Spilman and
the words of Burns and
Luther transcend boundary
lines of countries and na-
tionalities. Their composi-
tions have been sung
gloriously in Kenlucky since
1837 and will continue
through the years.

KENTUCKY AFIELD

Kentucky's deer hunters
are experiencing their bes!
year ever, according to a
check with regional wildlife
law enforcemenl super-
visors across the com-
monwealth,

During the Dec. 6-8 gun
deer hunt, 1,545 deer were
reported taken from eight of
the state's nine wildlife
districts, with figures from
far Western Kentucky not
available at this time.

The same eight regions
last year reported 879 deer
taken during the three-day
December hunt. This year's
figures represent an im-
pressive 44 percent increase
in the deer harves! over last
season,

Deer harvest during the
November phase of the gun
season was also up
significantly this
year—4,793 as compared to
3,875 during the 1979
November season.

These figures are only
preliminary ones and do not
include results from the ar-
chery hunts or from the con-
trolled hunts on state and
federal areas. Complete
harvest totals will be
available early in 198! and
should easily exceed last
year's total harvest of 13,566
deer.

This increasing annual
harvest reflects Kentucky's
growing deer |herd.
Biologists expect the deer
population to continue to in-
crease for several more
years, but they say the trick
will be to keep this '‘boom™
in deer numbers from

another size or by a sudden
drop in deer numbers caus-
ed by overpopulation

Proper management of
our deer herd can keep
populations at an optimum
level, one which will allow
consistently high annual
bunler harvesls and will
help maintain a good pro-
portion of trophy sized
animals in the herd.

A major key to this proper
managemenl is the harvest
of does. So expect to see
more and more “antlered or
antlerless’” zones in Ken-
tucky's future deer regula-
tions. An annual doe harvest
will become not only possi-
ble but also negessary in
some part of the state in the
years to come, biologisis
feel.

Bow hunters still have un-
ti Dec. 20 to get a deer, then
it’s time for Kentucky's
erossbow-only season, when
only crossbows may be used
in all of the state’s open
c¢ounties. Crossbow hunters
may take either antlered or
antlerless deer. The
crosshow season will run
through Dec. 31.

Crossbows must have a
minimum pull weight of 100
pounds and must be equip-
ped with a werking safety
device. Bolts (the “arrows™
shot by a crossbow) must
have a minimum weight of
380 grains and must be fitted
with barbless poinls al least
7/8 inch wide. Crossbow

hunters, like other archery
hunters, may not carry any
type of firearm while hun-
ting.

Auto Mishaps No. 1 Cause
Of Deaths of Tots Under 4

Automobile accidents are the
number one cause of deaths in children
under the age of four, according lo
Bennie Maffel, transportation safely
coordinator.

Addressing the legislative subcom-
mittee on highways and highway en-
forcement Thursday in Louisville,
Maffet said child restraint devices are
a solution to the problem.

Since children weighing under 40
pounds are nol properly protecled by
seat belts, child restraint devices are
designed to protect the child if an acci-
dent occurs.

A bill pre-filed for Kenlucky's 1982
legislative session would require
parents to use child restraint syslems
on children under four years of age.

Legislators joined a seminar on
passenger safety al the Gall Housé
after the subcommitlee meeling to
learn more about the problem and its
solution. [

Dr, Robeit Sanders, Tennessee
health department director, told the
group of legislalors, doctors, in-
terested citizens and transportation of-
ficials thal children are discriminated
against because child restraint
systems are not found in many cars.

Sanders was a strong supporter for
the child restraint bill passed in Ten-
nessee in January 1978. Tennessee was
the first slale to require passenger
restraint of any kind, but now many
states are looking into restraint bills of
some kind, he said.

Opposition to the bill came from
groups resenting government interven-
tion and groups of the poor resenting
the cost, Sanders said.

The Tennessee program covers the
problem of cost by setling up lending
programs for the poor. Most systems
would not cost more than a tank of gas,
Maffet said.

Sanders stressed that he fell legisla-
tion is necessary to protect small
children because they can not make
the choice lo wear a restraint
themselves,

He cited apathy and lack of
knowledge as the two main reasons
parents fail to use child restraint
systems with their small children. “I
know it is traditional for the mother to
carry a small child in her arms while

TB Still in
Kentucky

Although the case rate has steadily
declined over the past 10 years, tuber:
culosis has nol yvel been eradicaled in
Kentucky The staie ranks sixth in the
nation in the incidence of newly
diagnosed cases, according to Marly
Huber, manager of the respiratory
disease program of the Department for
Human Resources

In 1979, 27,669 new cases ol tuber-
culosis were diagnosed nationally; 635
of those cases were in Kentucky. The
department projects 580 new cases will
be found in the stale during 1980.

Kenlucky s rate conlinues al approx-
imalely 50 percent above the national
rale. Las!l vear there were 18.0 cases
per 100,000 Kentuckians, compared to
12.6 cases per 100,00 nationally

Many [factors conlribule to the
state’s higher incidence rale, Huber
said, among them the history of inade
guale medical services in Lthe easlern
part of the state,

Rouline skin testing on children
entering school for the first time has
been discontinued

“Tesling in the general populalion,
particularly yvoung children, we don't
find infection. We are more effective
lesting a largel area,’ she said.

Detection is now primarily ac-
complished through “‘contacl in-
vestigalion," she said. When a case is
found, everyone who has come inlo
close conlact with the infected person
is lested.

A posilive skin tesl indicates that the
tuberculosis germ is in the body, bul
the possibility of acltually gelling the
disease can be eliminaled if the person
takes daily medication for a prescribed
length of time, usually no more than a
year.

Five to 10 percent of those with the
germ become ill with the disease if
they do nol take medicalion, Huber
said.

Tuberculosis is characterized by ex-
treme liredness, chronic cough, night
sweals, weight loss and fever

Local health departments provide all
tuberculosis control needs free of
charge.

CETA Should Be

Secretary of Labor Ray Marshall ex-
pressed alarm about a proposal by an
advisory group to the incoming
Reagan administration to phase oul
the Comprehensive Employment and
Training Act (CETA) program.

The proposal, by a group headed by
Mayor Pete Wilson of San Diego, is “‘an
American tragedy in the making,"
Secretary Marshall said in an address
before the Ninth Annual Employment
Policy Conference of the National
Association of Counties in San Antonio.

“To cut CETA out of the American
government is to make it more difficult
for the poor and disadvantaged to par-
ticipate in American society,” Mar-
shall emphasized. “CETA is the best
hope—maybe the last hope—of
reaching people who fall further
behind every day—but who will never
disappear.”

Marshall explained that the Carter
administration had pushed legislalive
changes to the CETA program that
focus it more sharply on meeting the
needs of the disadvantaged and long-
term unemployed. ““We realized that
the CETA system had many problems.
That’s why we've worked so hard to
improve the management, carefully
target the program and develop a close
working relationship with the private
sector through the Private Sector In-
itiative Program.

“Setting up CETA was a struggle,"”
he told the county officials’ organiza-
tion. "'Improving it was a struggle. And
maintaining it now will be an even
more difficult struggle.”

Marshall added, however, that “it is
a struggle we can win, and it’s a strug-
gle we better win.”

In addition, Marshall declared,
CETA "“is a system that Americans
can be justifiably proud of, both
because of its success and because it
fulfills this country's commitment to
the goal of equal opportunity."”

This country needs a public employ-
ment and training program “if we are
to improve productivity and achieve
our national goals of stable prices and
full employment,”” Marshall said.

He- called the proposal by Mayor
Wilson's group a plan “*based on myths
and misconceptions.”

According to Marshall, CETA has
been successful in helping large
numbers

Marshall said that the current high
unemployment rate among the poor
and disadvantaged *‘underscores the
desperale necessity of having a system
like CETA."”

Saying the nation should abandon
CETA because the jobless rate is high
is like laying off police because of the
high erime rate, Marshall declared.

Shopping Mall
Eyed for Funds

A proposed $37.4 million shopping
mall in Pike county will be among the
projects considered by a state bond
oversight ' commiltee in Frankfort
today (Wednesday).

Plans for the mall, proposed for a
34-acre sile about four miles north of
Coal Run Village, off U.S. 23, call for
three major department stores—J.C
Penney, Belks and Ben Snyder—and
more than 90 retail stores.

The developers, Cenlennial Mall
Associates of Pikeville, have filed five
applications for bond financing for dif-
ferenl sections of the mall. According
to the application, the project will in-
clude a parking area for 1835 cars, ils
construction will provide 250 jobs, and
900 full-time jobs will be created when
it is completed.

Today's will be the commitlee’s last
meeting before a two-month
moratorium, requested by Gov. John
Y. Brown to allow a review of the law
and procedures it has operated under
since it first met in July.

The commiltee was crealed by the
1980 General Assembly as part of a pro-
gram lo stimulate economic develop-
menl in the state. Because of a tax ad-
vantage thal goes with the bonds, some
have criticized the program as giving
some developers an unfair edge over
their compelilors. Pike Judge-
Executive Wayne T. Rutherford an-
nounced in September that the Pike
fiscal courl would nol accepl further
out-of-county applications for the
bonds for 60 days, in order to give local
investors an opportunity to apply for
them.

The bond program permits state and
local governments to use their bonding
potential for private development.
In seeking a moratorium earlier this
month, Gov. Brown said thal local
governments should be given a betler
idea of what role they should play in
the bonding process.

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How To Make _

A Snap

@ Onc hundred years ago, if you
wanted good travel pictures you had
to buy them from a professional
photographer. Photography in those
days was a hassle, practiced only by
seasoned  pros and  intrepid
amaleurs.

The photographer had to mix his
own emulsion, pour it onto a glass
plate, station the platec on his
camera, lake the picture, and then
carry the still-wet plate into the
darkroom to be developed. For
outdoor photos, it was necessary 1o
carry along chemicals, plates, a dark
tent, and a bulky camera to produce
a piclure.

George Eastman changed all that.
First, he began producing his own
dry plates, which eliminated some of
the chemicals and mess of wet-plate
photography.

Then he invented roll film.
Paper-backed light-sensitive film
ushered in a new era in photography.
The roll film was fitted to a plate
camera with a patented Eastman-
Walker roll film”holder.

The No. | Kodak camera was the
first onc simple enough for a casual
amateur to usc. Loaded with enough
film for 100 pictures, it could be
taken on a trip, brought home, and
turned into the Eastman Company
factory in Rochester. The customer
would receive 100 beautifully
mounted pictures and the camera
returned, reloaded with film. The
company’s motto was: “You press
the button, we do the rest.”
Thousands of travelers and amateur
camera buffs began to press the
button.

Many more refinements of the
photographic process were to follow.
Photography became so simple and
rewarding that last year amateur
photographers took more than 9
billion snapshots.

Your Best Shot

For many people, beaches are
synonymous with summer; and a day
at the beach is a chance to relax,
swim, sun and take pictures. Photo-
graphing the fun is one way to retain
memorics of summer's good times all
winter long.

In order 1o have the best photos
of your beidch experiences, follow
these tips on picture-taking and
camera care from photo experts.

The first thing to remember is
kecep your camera handy. The
unexpected is often the most
exciting, and that's true of picture-
taking as well. You'll miss a lot of
great snapshots if your camera is
packed away.

Never put your camera or film in
a hot, stuffy place, and certainly
avoid the glove compartment or
trunk of a car where temperatures
can get severe on a very hot day.
Extreme heat can harm your film.

When the camera is not in use, put
it in a plastic bag to protect it from
the sand and surl. Keep the plastic
bag out of the sun if possible. For
extra insulation, bring along a beach
bag or a dry cooler.

One of the best cameras for beach
picture-taking is a pocket-size
camera that gives you the choice of
. either a telephoto lens or a normal
. lens at the flick of a switch. With

the telephoto lens you can double the

image size without moving.
When possible, position your
picture subjects with the sun to their

side or rear. That will help avoid
squinting into the camera as well as
providing pleasant lighting effects.
Remember to block the sun from
shining directly into your camera’s
lens.

The early morning and late
afternoon sun are as good for
picturc-taking as midday. When the
sun is close to the horizon it's easier
to get backlighting and sidelighting
effects. Overcast days, with their
subtler colors, also produce good
pictures.

Check the horizon to make sure
it's straight in the viewfinder when
you squeeze the shutter. Note, also,
that a low horizon produces a sense
of spaciousness in your pictures; a
higher horizon seems to bring the
images closer.

Think about framing your scenic
picturcs. By placing a person, a tree,
or perhaps a clump of grass in the
foreground of your pictures, you'll
give them a sense of depth.

Get some action inlo your pic-
tures. This should not be difficult at
the beach where there’s always
something going on. Riding the
waves, chasing a Frisbee, and
burying sleeping, and unsuspecting
“victims™ 'in the sand are the types
of beach activities you want in your
pictures.

If rain dampens your sunbathing,
you <can fill the hours taking
photographs of surroundings trans-
formed by the weather. You'll find
a multitude of picture possibilities
the minute the rain has eased to a
drizzle or stopped altogether.

Sapping-wet. conditions Change
dull, Familiar surfaces into things of
beauty. Driftwood and boardwalks
turn to a deep charcoal, Hard
surfaces, such as boat hulls, walls
and streets, take on a gleaming,
glassy appearance. Grass and foliage
have a subtle sheen,

The wetness enhances colors much
the way a coat of varnish acts on
wood. Bright hues especially stand
out in the dim light of overcast
skies.

The dim light also means you
should use high-speed film.

If you shoot while the rain is still
falling, take pictures from the porch
of your cottage, from under a beach
umbrella, or even through a rain-
blurred window.

And watch the sky, because cloud
formations can be unusually drama-
tic as the storm departs.

For old friends at home, send
instant postcards. Just take an
original photo with an instant
camera, inserl the instant color print
into a postcard frame, and mail it
with your message. Instant postcards
can be purchased from photo dealers
almost everywhere.

The photo experts say there is one
mistake amateur photographers
make more than any other. They
jiggle the camera as they are taking
the picture. producing blurry shots,
When you're ready to shoot, take a
deep breath, hold it a second, and
gently squeeze the shutler. You will
be well on the way Lo professional-
looking pictures.

How To Care For Your
Camera While Traveling

To keep your pholographic equip-
ment in good working order, just
follow these camera care tips from
the photo experts.

When possible, keep your camera,

film and other supplies in moderate-

ly warm temperatures. Most photo
equipment works best between 45
and 85 degrees. I you buy large
quantities of [ilm, store it in the
refrigerator until you are ready lo
use it. Remember to thaw it for an
hour before you start taking
pictures.

Il you are photographing at the
beach, store your camera and film
out of the hot sun when not in use.
A dry cooler or duffle bag will
protect your equipment from sand,
water and extreme heat. Ip cold
climates, carry your camera in @
zipped pocket of a parka or inside
flap of a hunter’s vest so your own
body heat will keep it warm.

Guard against scraiches to the
lens by avoiding camera contact with
any hard or sharp objects. A model
with a lens cover is ideal for travelers
because il provides added protection.
Just slide the cover over the lens
whenever your camera is nol in
use

Avoid dust or moisture on the
camera’s lens and view flinder. Check
the lens periodically to make sure it
is clean and dry before you take a
picture. It is helpful also to have a
small dust brush or special lens
tissue to wipe off anything that gets
on Lthe camera’s eyes.

If your camera cver falls in the
waler, place it as soon as possible in
a plastic bag filled with clean water.
Then scal the bag to guard against
rust. If the camera is dropped in salt
or muddy water, or in a chlorinated
pool, rinse it off at once with fresh
water before putling it in the bag.
Leave the camera in the bag until
you can get il lo a repairman
again, as quickly as possible.

To protect against dropping or
dunking vour camera, use the neck
or wrist straps. A dropped camera
should be checked first for obvious
signs of damage. Then remove the
film and look through the viewflinder
as you press the shutter. The camera
is probably in working order if a
light Mashes through the lens as the
shutter is pressed. But if the shutter
is jammed open or closed, your
camera will need servicing.

Never force anything on  the
cameri. Il nothing happens when
you press the shutter, try advancing
the film again. A shutter will not
move unless the film has been
advanced fully. If the film advance
isn’t cooperating either, sec¢ il the
film cartridge has reached its end. If
it hasnt, remove the cartridge and
try the advance with an unloaded
camera.

For service, take your cameria Lo
photo dealers or consumer cenlers,
You also can mail them directly to
equipment service centers with a
note clearly stating your problem.
Find the ncarest center by checking
the address list on the service
manual supplicd with your camera
or consult your phone dircctory:

Still at $225,000;
Newsome Return Set

Although his brother, Randy

Hoosier Child
Custody Case
In Court Here

A lengthy child-custody dispute has
taken yet another turn following a re-
cent decision of the state Courl of Ap-
peals overturning a ruling earlier this
year by Floyd Circuit Courl Judge
Hollie Conley

The reversal alters for a third time
custody of the three children of Donald
and Phyllis Clauson. Following an In-
diana divorce, courts in that state
awarded custody of the children first to
the mother and then lo the father.
While the children were living with
their father, however, Mrs. Clauson
allegedly brought them to this county
without his consent.

Clauson [iled a petition in circuil
court here last January seeking en-
forcement of the Indiana decree, bul
custody was granted instead to Mrs
Clauson

In appealing the decision, Clauson
argued that the decision of the Floyd
cour! violated a clause of the U.S. Con-
stitution which requires that a child
custody decree “‘give full faith and
credil’ to a prior courl judgment
unless a change of condition can be
proved.

The Appeals Court ruled there had
been no compelent evidence of a
change in condition since the Indiana
decree
