Johnson dted of a gunshot wound in 
the tomach during a fist fight be­
tween him and tumbo's cou in, Mil­
ton, at a turkey shoot on the old :\Iiddle 
Creek road near West Prestonsburg. 
Stumbo wa said to have been trying to 

. break up th fight when the revolver he 
was carrying discharged. Johnson was 
his brother-in-law and was described 
during the trial as his close friend . 

In appealing his conviction, Stumbo 
argued that the trial court erred in 
allowmg a private attorney to assist

Holbrook Said 
Poison Victim; 
Wife Arrested 

Suspicion of murder by poisoning 
v.oic d after the death at 

Htghland Medical Center here Dec. 13 
of Paintsville Policeman Bill Holbrook, 
30, and a subsequent autopsy ordered 
bv Coroner Jame J . Carter resulted in 
a· Louisville pathologist's report that 
arsenic in abnormal amounts had been 
found in his body. 

The policeman 's wife, Lynn 
Griswold Holbrook, was later arrested 
in connection with the death . She now 
is at liberty under 20,000 bond. 

Authorities say the couple had had 
domestic dtfficulttes, and police were 
quoted as saying that Mrs . Holbrook 
had on one occasion told them of her 
connection with her husband's death . 

• Tests had been made while Holbrook 
was yet a patient at the hospital here, 
and the autopsy was performed before 
the pathologi t's report had been 
received by Johnson County Coroner 
Bill Phelps 

The coroner termed the arsenic 
detected in Holbrook's body as being in 
"gross, excessive" quantities. One 
hundred milligrams of arsenic in the 
human body is considered "high nor­
mal." As much as 8,200 milligrams 
was found in the officer's body, it was 
reported. 

The defendant is scheduled for ar­
raignment Jan. 14 in Johnson circuit 
court. Meanwhile, the Johnson grand 
jury may be asked to mvestigate the 
death prior to the arraignment date, it 
was said Ionday.

Chief of Police 
At Martin Sues 
For Back Wages 

A long-standing dispute between the 
city of Martin and its police and fire 
chief wound up in circuit court this 
week, with the filing of a complaint 
against the city by Eugene F Land, 
commissioner of the state Department 
of Labor. 

According to the complaint, filed on 
behalf of Police Chief Her. hel Le'ter, 
the city owes Lester 25,000 in unpaid 
wages. 

Lester said this week he has been 
employed by the city as a law officer 
and firefighter since 1971, for most of 
that time as the city's only policeman. 
He has routinely answered calls both 
day and night, he said, but has never 
been paid overtime. The present suit 
cites only the period between 
December, 1974 and the present as the 
period in dispute.

"Just about everyone you .m t 
seems to have a virus of some kind," 
noted Earl Compton, director of the 
Floyd Health Department, "but how 
many are nu viruses as distinct from 
common colds, I couldn't say."

While Edward Collins, administrator 
at McDowell Appalachian Regional 
Hospital , said there has been little in­
crease in emergency room activity 
there, spokesmen for Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital at Martin and Highlands 
Regional Medical Center report higher 
than normal numbers with flu symp­
toms. 

"We sure have a flu problem -our 
emergency room was very busy last 
week," said Robert Rigel, ad ­
mmistrator at the Martin hospital 
Last week was also a busy one at 
Highlands, said Dr. Mark Watson, a

The recent discovery of Type A in­
fluenza in Huntington has prompted 
some observers there to predict a 
po~ ible major flu epidemic in the 
region this year. The flu season 1s 
generally reckoned to run from 
November through March. 

Dr. Watson estimates he has treated 
about twiCe as many flu patients at 
Highlands this year as in the cor­
responding period last year. Typical 
symptoms, he said, are a cough, fever, 
pain in the joints and muscles, 
tiredness, vomiting and diarrhea 

By the time many patients visit 
hospital emergency rooms their illne,s 
i compounded by pneumonia. bron­
chitis or other respiratory tract 
ailments, he. noted. A more ap­
propriate response to the flu, he said, is 
for the victim to consult his or her 
family doctor at the first appearance of 
symptoms. 

Many physicians advise that people 
over SO and those with heart or 
respiratory problems be vaccinated 
against the flu. The vaccine currently 
in use protects against the three major 
strains of flu anticipated in a given 
season. Those vaccinated are said to 
become resistant two or three weeks 
after vaccination. 
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Carter, Others Draw 
Med Examiner Praise 

Though crittcal of Kentucky's cor· 
oner system generally, Dr. Wilham 
Hamilton, state associate medical ex­
aminer for Central and Eastern Ken· 
tucky, last week commended coroners 
of Floyd, Breathitt, Rowan, Bourbon 
and Scott counties . 

Hamilton said that Bell and Franklin 
counties are ''two of several counties 
where I would deem it safe to commit a 
murder," alleging that in these coun­
ties coroners do not think it neces ary 
to conduct complete post-mortem ex­
aminations. 

On the other hand, Ham1Iton hsted 
Floyd and four other counties as 
among tho e which murderers should 
avoid because chances of getting 
caught are greater in them. 

Almost simultaneously with the high 
rating given by Dr. Hamilton to Floyd 
county and the coroner's office here, 
Coroner James J Carter was ordering 
an autopsy which resulted last week m 
the arrest of a Johnson county woman 
who later was accused of the fatal 
potsomng of her hu band. At the same 
time, the investigation of the death of 
an unidentified man in a Wayland fire 
was nearer grand jury action as the 
result of the painstaking work of 
Carter, State Detective Danny Stumbo, 
the Commonwealth Attorney's office 
and a forensic pathologist with the 
state examiner's office. 

Hamilton said training for coroners 
should be mandated by law. <Coroner 
Carter is one of 50 to SS of the 120 cor­
oners in the state who annually receive 
such training.) 

Hamilton said he was not singling out 
Bell and Franklm to embarrass their 
coroners-"It's not the coroner's fault; 
he didn't create the system" but to 
demonstrate h1s belief that Kentucky's 
19th-century coroner system i no 
longer adequate to d al v.1th 20th· 
century crime. 

That is the mam rea on the 38-year­
old Alabama native has resigned his 
$36,()()()-a-year position to return to 
North Carolina, where he received 
much of his medical experience and 
training as a forensic pathologist. 

"After working with it for a while (14 
months), I am satisfied the (Kentucky> 
system is not professionally satisfac­
tory for me. You can't function as a 
forensic pathologist under this 
system ... it's. still m the middle of the 
19th century," Hamilton said.

Because a Floyd county man's four 
coonhounds were missing, and two still 
are, an Indianan is expected to get a 
free ride back to this county. 

Virgil Hale was under arrest this 
week at Warsaw, Ind., and authorities 
here were preparmg to call on Gover­
nor Brown to ask Hale's extradition 
back to th1s county for possible trial on 
a charge of possessing stolen property. 

The four blue-tick hounds disap­
peared from the premises of their 
owner, Bennie Sammon·, near Martin, 
Dec. 4. Later, an Ohio woman, observ­
ing tattoo marks on one of the dogs, 
notified Sammons. 

The four dogs are valued at $1000, or 
more, since the owner has been quoted 
as saying he would not ell one of the 
four for $500.

Clifton Honored Posthumously East Point Lodge 
Elects '81 Officers 

Trooper Jerome S. Chfton has been 
posthumously awarded the Kentucky 
State Police Guthrie Crowe Medal. 

The medal was presented to Mrs 
Freda Clifton, widow of the trooper, by 
Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr at formal 
decoration ceremonies held Dec. 19 in 
Frankfort. A total of 28 medals were 
presented to 26 state police officers. 

The Guthne Crowe Medal is named 
after the first state police commts· 
sioner and is g1ven to troopers who are 
injured in the line of duty 

Clifton died Oct. 1, victim of a gun 
shot wound received three weeks 
earlier in Pike county. He was wound 
ed while assisting other state pollee of­
firers who were attempting to disarm a 
suspect who had barricaded h1mself 
and his two children in a house after 
allegedly shooting his wife. 

State police detective Don K. Weed· 
man was also wounded in that incident 

Clifton was a Floyd county naltve 
who attended Prestonsburg High 
School. He entered the state police 
academy in July, 1971. After being 
sworn in as a trooper, he was assigned 
to the Pikeville post where he served 
until his death. 

Permits To 
Mine Issued 

The division of permits in the state' 
Department for Natural Resouces and 
Environmental Protection issued 198 
mining permits during November, and 
of these only seven were for Floyd 
county acreage. 

The number and type of permits 
issued included 85 original permits, 79 
revision permits, 18 amendment per­
mits, one renewal permit, two reper· 
m1ts and 13 succession permits. Of the 
total issued, 122 were for surface· 
mining operations, 58 were for 
underground mining operations, 12 for 
preparation-plant facilities and refuse 
areas and six were four• haul roads . 

Permitting activities for November 
authorized the disturbance of 5,265.3 
new acres of land and resulted in the 
collection of $290,955 in fees. 

On Floyd county land were: 
Surface mine permits to Cager 

Branch Coal Co., 12.7 acres, and 
Western Coal Co., 220 acres. Five per­
mits for underground mines in this 
county were issued to Turner Coal Co , 
1 acre; T. & H. Coal Co. 1.9 acres, 
Lower Hurricane Mining, 6.9 acres; D. 
M. T. Coal Coal Co., 3.7 acres; Mine 
Branch Coal Co., 1.8 acres. 

During November seven permits 
were issued for Johnson county, 12 for 
Knott county, four for Magoffin, 24 for 
Martin and 19 for Pike.

The Fight Unending 
At first, Eastern Kentucky sites for synthetic fuel plants 

were rejected because there isn't enough levelland. 
The latest reason heard in explanation of the decision not 

to include this part of the state in the coming production of oil 
from coal is that Eastern Kentucky does not have enough 
high-sulphur coal for such plants. 

We don't buy that. We admit, we do not have the figures 
at hand, but we seem to recall that huge seams of Eastern 
Kentucky coal have been rejected as electric power plant 
fuel because the coal is too high in sulphur. 

If this high-sulphur coal that Eastern Kentucky has is un­
fit for the generation of electric power and must be shipped 
all the way to Western Kentucky to syn-fuel plants of the 
future. competing with Western Kentucky coal that is almost 
at the doors of these plants- what's to become of ours? 

We are told that the use of all those millions of tons of 
Western Kentucky coal in those syn-fuel plants will leave a 
rich electric power plant market for the Mountains. But it is 
certain that this region of the state will have no fixed market 
such as Western Kentucky will enjoy. Eastern Kentucky will 
face the stiffest sort of competition from West Virginia and 
Pennsylvania coal, plus growing competition from nuclear 
power, solar power, the whole lot. 

Obviously, Eastern Kentucky will, as usual, have to fight 
for every inch it gains-if any.

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Purchased mainly in the auctions in 
-Lexington over the past year, the 
11umber of horses stabled on Mud 
.Creek and owned by Mitchell Hamilton 
-and Mitchell's sons, Tex and Rex, now 
-totals seven. It was Mitchell's first 
-horse. however, that continues to 
;generate most interest. 

The horse, a huge stallion, believed 
1o be the largest horse running in Ken­
-tucky, is well-known for his size, 
-strength and h1s ability as a strong 
-finisher !according to Mitchell, 
;Jockeys say "he's hke shifting a car in-
1o fourth gear" l, but perhaps he is best 
known for his name- -Goat Burchett. 

The big thoroughbred, offspring of 
~ners Big Spruce and Lincoln 
<:en r and a w'nner at Cincinnati's 
River Downs track over the past 
"Season, was named for Prestonsburg 
-resident Willard "Goat" Burchett, long 
TeCognized as a follower of the horses 
JtDd occasional odds-maker. Mitchell 
:explained: "Once I was at a race with 
Goat' and 1 told him if I ever found a 

_good horse with a coal to match 
"Goat's' hair. I'd sure buy him." The 
mingled silver and black of the 
thoroughbred matches his namesake 
to a T. Now, when other jockeys and 
owners see the horse being led onto the 
track, according to Hamilton, who is 
trainer of the horses, they always say, 
'There comes that big, ole Goat." ' 

The unique name also underscores a 
refreshing outlook held by Mitchell and 
his horse-loving compatriots- that in 
the so-called "sport of Kings," with its 
tradition of mint juleps and bluebloods: 
there is no effort being made to 
Obscure their origins. Indeed, one of 
he horses, a $93 to $2 winner at 

Latonia, is proudly dubbed "Mud 
Creek Road." 

At firsl, according to Mitchell, there 
was a certain skepticism expressed by 
rack veterans when "us country 

boys" showed up with competitive 
horses . "They didn't know what to 

:-think, he commented. "After a few 
-laps around the track, though," Mit­
chell continued, "they couldn't say too 
much ." 

One two-year-old of which Mitchell 
and crew are aptly proud is Wink-a­
~ile, a winner at Latonia during the 
.fall and a winner at Columbus, 0. by 14 
1engths. The horse's bloodlines are 

·especially impressive, Wink·a ·Mile 
was sired by Grey Legend, a son of 

•Kentucky Derby winner Secretariat. 
"Playing with the horses," as Mit ­

chell terms his relatively new avoca­
tion, has resulted in some sound and 

•.practical investments, and he admits 
an understatement that the horses "are 
.pretty well paying for themselves." 
'But "playing with the horses" has 

·:brought a greal deal more. "You get to 
:meet so many peole, and with 50,000 
·.spectators looking down on your 
:llorse- well, there's no feeling like it." 

Claiming that soil conditions in the 
• mountains are actually better suited 
·:Cor horses. Mitchell, Hamilton and 
• .other family members are proving that 
: wh1te fences and Georgian mansions 
::do not necessarily a racehorse make , 
:.and at the same time they're having 
:;run at it, which is the way it should be,

Alleges Unfair Dealings 
1 think 1 probably speak for more 

people than just myself when I say that 
some utility companies, landlords and 
businesses here in eastern Kentucky 
employ unfair and underhanded 
business practices. 

It IS not unusual to find that utility 
compames continue to send btlls month 
after month to a person after he or she 
has vacated a property and notified 
such company to read meters and cut 
off utilities. <I wonder if thts is a ruse 
set up v. ith some landlords to get the 
utility payments made while a proper­
ly 1s vacant? l Also, utility companies 
neglect to refund deposits made by 
cu tomers. When erroneous billings 
are brought to their attention, little IS 

dmw to assure fair and courteous ser­
vice to the consumer. I am thmkmg of 
one such recent experience with the 
Martin Gas Co. which has billed me 
since being notified on Sept. 30 to 
disconlinUl' service, as I intf'nded to 
moV£•. When I brought the matter to the 
company's attention I was told I would 
not be refunded overpayments I had 
mad<·. and that unle s I paid a 
Noverubcr billing it v.ould he deducted 
from my $75 deposil still held by the 
company. The spokesman was indif­
ferC'nt to the fact lhat his company was 
111 error; he was rude and very unplea­
sant . 

Landlords an• unfair to tenants, also, 
I had to bring legal action against one 
bef on• he would ret urn a II of my 
deposit; he had no cause for keeping it. 
other than he maintamed that the 
apartment had not been cleaned. But 1 
had given him early notice that I was 
moving, so he could have another 
renter ready. Boy, was he ready! The 
landlord allowed tht• renters to move in 
on me even beforp 1 finish<>d moving 
out ' 1 don't know how he could expect 
one to clean up undPr such cir­
cumstances. 

I walked into a grocery one day and 
bought a cart of grueierics ; as I check­
ed out , the cashier came to the two 
boxes of jello, plainly marked 2/ 45c. 
She said, "These are two for seventy­
five cents, 2/75c.' ' I told her I didn't 
want them. Then she finally came to 
the four yellow apples that were mark· 
ed in produce at 15 cents each; she 
said, "These are four for $1 .38." I said, 
"Lady, the jello and the apples are 
2/45c and 4 for 60; that's the price 
marked on them. If you raise that 
price, you will have violated a federal 
Jaw and this stort• could be sued for 
such action." 

Anyway, the point I wish to make 
concerning sueh incrdents is that con­
sumers do have rights and they should 
assert them. 

l would suggest to them that when 
they deal with utility companies, do as 
follows : 

( 1 > Keep all receipts and cancelled 
checks . 

!2> Watch the dates of service on the 
billing rec<>ipts. Very important!

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the commonwealth's attorney in pro­
secuting the case. Commonwealth's 
Attorney James Allen questioned 
potential jurors and sat at the lawyers' 
table during the trial, which was other­
wise prosecuted by Lester Burns, 
private counsel retained by Johnson's 
mother. 

Hemarks made by Burns during 
cross-examination and closing argu­
ment were prejudicial to him and 
calculated to inflame the jury, Stumbo 
argued. He complained that Burns 
referred to the victim as "the dead 
boy" len times during the trial, 
repeatedly shouted at witnesses, 
flourished the murder weapon in the 
faces of jurors and witnesses, called 
Stumbo "Johnny Murder Boy,' ' refer­
red to Johnson's death as "an execu­
tion" and "cold-blooded murder," 
characterized the defense as ''a cock 
and bull story," asked for a guilty ver­
dict to prevent murder cases from be­
ing ·'stacked up" in Floyd county, opin­
ed in his closing argument that Stumbo 
"committed the crime of murder," 
asked questions of defense witnesses 
he knew would be denied and for which 
no proof would be offered, and 
repeated questions previously ruled 
inadmissible. 

The Supreme Court ruled that Burns 
was properly allowed to assist in the 
prosecution and that, while some of 
his conduct during the trial was im­
proper, it did not substantially pre­
judice the trial. 

According to the court opinion, "the 
most st>rious lapse in prosecutorial 
disciJ)Iine occurred when Mr. Burns 
asked questions of Milton Stumbo in 
cross-examination calculated to put 
matters before the jury that were not 
in evidence." The court concluded, 
however, that the admonition given the 
jury by the trial judge ''effectively 
cured the prejudice resulting" from 
Burns' misconduct. 

Evidence of Stumbo's guilt in inten­
tionally causing Johnson's death "is 
not overwhelming,'' the Supreme 
Court concludes. However, the court 
notes, the jury found the defendant 
guilty of first degree murder. He 
received a 20-year prison sentence for 
the crime. 

Stumbo's attorney, Gary Johnson, 
said this week he has asked for a 
rehearing of the appeal and IS eon­
siderang other legal remedies.

Contact your state legislators, 
Greg Stumbo <representative> or Ben­
ny Ray Bailey <senator) at the state 
capital, Frankfort, and Jet them know 
that you need stronger consumer pro­
tection laws. 

As concerns landlords, they do not 
have the right to hold your deposit; if 
they refuse to return it, take action 
against them in Small Claims court, 
too. And, whether you give 30 days' 
notice or not. a landlord does not have 
the authority h•charge you for any days 
other than thost· m which you occupied • 
his property- providmg that you have 
not put anything in writing to such ef­
fect otherwise. 

Also. when someone quotes you a 
price for a job or service he will pro­
vide, ask him or her to give you an 
estimate in writing. Wh:,.'> Well, I 
thought I would have to pay $150.00 
wheR I got moved- that was I he quoted 
price. In the middle of the job, the 
movers decided they'd have lo check 
back with the "boss" on that price. The 
result was that they charged me $230. 
Also, a few days ago, a neighbor had a 
quoted price of $200 to have his trailer 
moved; when moving day came, 
someone upped the price to $250.00! 
Another time, I ask<'d for a price on 
some car repairs and was told $20. 
When I went to get my car, I had to pay 
$25. r Some mechanics/ garages will not 
release your auto until you pay the bill 
owed them .) 

So, always get quoted prices in 
writing when you arc doing business. 
Then, if someone practices a little 
chicanery such as price-gouging, 
report him to the Better Busin<>ss 
Bureau, or to the Consumer Prott>ction 
Agency. 

Consumers, remember that if you 
don't care, nobody else will. If you 
want better treatment and fair prac­
tices, you must expect and insist upon 
it and refuse to be abused, refust• to • 
tolerate such indignities to yours<•lf. 
Stand up for your rights.

I am the parent of a child with a birth · 

defect that I feel is associated with my 
use of the anti-nauseant Bendectin dur­
ing my pregnancy. Recently, Bender­
tin has become the center of a growing 
controversy due to its association with 
various birth defects, including limb 
reductions. Many legal and medical 
experts have suggestedlhat Bendectin 
is a low-level teratogen with even more 
insidious side effects than thalidomide. 

I feel that it is important for others in 
our community who may have been af­
fected by this drug to know about this 
controversy and where to obtain more 
information on this subject. An 
organization called The Association of 
Bendectin Children has been formed 
which publishes a monthly newsletter 
on birth defects and the Bendectin 
issue.

Garment care is becoming increas· 
ingly important a the price of 
clothing goes higher and higher. 
Listed i.•re are general tips for 
keeping your clothes looking their 
best. 

Always check the care d irections 
provided by the manufacturer on the 
label of the garment before launder­
ing. This is especially important with 
clothing made from natural and 
synthetic fibers since the blending 
tends to lower the temperature 
required for ironing. 

Natural Fibers 
Cotton: Wash in hot water. Press 

at htgh iron setting while damp until 
completely dry, or use the steam 
feature at the same high setting. 

Linen: Wash in hot water if 
pre-shrunk. Tumble dry, and remove 
and iron while still damp. Iron at 
high setting unless label suggests 
otherwise. 

Silk: Dry clean unless labeled 
washable. Press on wrong side with 
warm iron when damp, or use a low 
steam setting. 

Wool: Dry clean unless labeled 
otherwise. If washable, follow man­
ufacturer's instructions. Steam press 
at medium-high setting on the wrong 
side of the fabric. Never press wool 
completely dry.

Driveway Sealing Deals 
Now is the time for homeowners to 
be on the watch for doorbell ringing 
alleged contractors who want to pave 
or seal the driveway. 

The fast talking contractors will 
pull up to the door and give the 
resident a bargain that cannot be 
resisted to seal or pave the drive. 
That bargain, at the cost of a 
hundred or more, may be no more 
than a plain old oiling which, of 
course, might wash away with the 
first rain. Or, the drive could be 
sealed but with a compound that 
might not last out the month. 

All home improvement contrac­
tors and driveway pavers who are 
home improvement contractors 
should be registered with the 
Department of Consumer Protection 
and licensed to do business. 

If a pleasant appearing person, 
with shiny new vehicles and equip­
ment knocks on your door and offers 
you a made-in-heaven bargain, first 
ask if he is registered with the State

Make Someone Happy: Mail Right 

Don't blame the reindeer when your 
Christmas package or card does not 
arrive on time. Failure to wrap and 

• 
mail your gifts properly is probably 
the culprit. 

You can prevent potential disap­
pointment by following lO postal tips 
from Pitney Bowes, manufacturer of 
mailing equipment and copiers. 
They' re the same tips the company 
gives its close to one million 
customers to insure prompt delivery 
of mail. 

• "The U.S . Postal Service offers 
many services and programs," notes 
Cliff Bennett, Pitney Bowes 
Coordinator of Postal Education. 
"Knowing how to use them is the 
key to having your mail reach its 
destination on time and intact." 

Here's his advice: 
When mailing Christmas greeting 

cards, take note that "oddly shaped" 
mail will have a 7-cent surcharge as 
will envelopes more than 6-l /8 
inches high and Il - l /2 inches long 
or I/ 4 inch thick. And undersized 
envelopes- less than 3-1/2 inches 
high or 5 inches long- will no longer 
be accepted by the post office. 

Send cards and letters before 
lunchtime. The major flurry of mail 
each day occurs around 5 p.m. 
Anything processed before that time 
won't get slowed by the rush. 

Use certified mail rather than the 
more expensive registered mail if all 
you' re seeking is a receipt. Use 
registered mail for irreplaceable 
items, and those worth more than 
$200. The cost is $3.00 plus postage 
including $100 insurance on articles 
ma iled within the United States. 

Cushion the inner package with 
crumpled newspapers. Shake the gift 
box once it's wrapped. If the 
contents don't rattle, you've padded 
it properly. 

Wrap your packages carefully. 
Mr. Bennett recommends using 
strong, corrugated fiberboard boxes 
to prevent damage from handling, 
transportation and compression. 

The best way to seal your package 
is with reinforced tape. Use it for 
closures, flaps and seams. 

Make sure the address with zip 
code and your return address are 
clearly visible. As an extra precau­
tion, include your return inside the 
package. 

You can enclose a first-class letter 
in parcels without paying first-class 
postage on the package. Simply 
mark the package "First Class Mail 
Enclosed," and add the letter 
postage to the parcel's package. Or, 
tape the letter to the package with 
its own postage. 

If you've waited until the last 
minute to send gifts a long distance, 
consider Express Mail, the Postal 
Service's guarlnteed, overnight 
delivery service. An item deposited 
in person at a post office counter by 
5 p.m. can be picked up at the post 
office of destination as early as 10 
a.m. the next business day. Or the 
package can be delivered directly to 
an addressee's residence. 

If the package you sent or received 
is delayed or damaged, don't suffer 
in si lence. Complete the Consumer 
Service Card, available at post 
offices or from your letter carrier. A 
copy of the card is sent to your 
Postmaster and to the Consumer 
Advocate at the Postal Service for 
analysis.

Children should not take the same aspirin dosages 
as adults. Read the label on the bottle for information on 
a proper child's dosage. Usually, it will not exceed one 
grain per year of the child's age up to five grains. If they 
do not want to take aspirin straight, children can take it 
crushed in a little applesauce, jelly or honey. If they are 
able to take it straight, make sure they drink a full glass 
of liquid at the same time. Another alternative is 
flavored children's aspirin in correct dosage.

In the past, retuming an unv.anted g1ft 
v.as routine. but recentl), stores have 
expenenced con iderable lo se due to 
theft and consumer abuse making that 
practice more difficult. 

Several situations are cia 1fied as 
consumer abu e. returnmg merchan­
dise to a store that sells a particular 
brand product and expecting a refund 
or exchange even though the men·han 
disc \\a n't purcha ed there, watting 
several weeks to return a purcha e, us· 
ing the merchandise before returning 
it, and not returnmg the hang tags. 
\'.arranties or other rele,•ant informa­
tion. 

But if you mu t return an item, there 
are several things you can do to case 
the task. Ask the gi,·er to exchange the 
gift for you or request the sales receipt 
so that you can make the return 
yourself. Next, find out the policy of the 
store regarding return . Some stores 
do not accept return , and others only 
exchange a return for other merchan· 
di ·e. 

If a replacement i · not available, the 
store will probably gtve you a credit 
slip for a later purchase. But 1f a cash 
ref}Jnd i. offered, find out if it is for the 
price paid for the item or the price at 
which the merchandise 1s currently 
selling. If the Item has bc<'n placed on 
sale, there can be a substantial dif­
ference in the prices. 

Remember, too, that because of 
after Christmas sales to clear av.ay 
fall and winter stock, many stores haw 
a time limit for accepting returns . A 
store doesn't want seasonal merchan­
dise returned after all it stock has 
been sold. 

To avoid any misunderstandings 
with returns this year follow the store 
policy, returning purchases promptly, 
and presenting all supporting 
materials intact. Finally, have a good 
reason for the return.

You self 
So you want to tile-it-your elf? 

Good for you. for putting in your 
O\\ n tile has got to be the most 
rewarding do-it-yourself project of 
them all, and easier than you'd 

. think, if you're reasonably handy. 
Of course, common sense IS in 

order. Start small. Good first 
projects would be a kitchen backs­
plash area, kitchen or vanity 
counter, a tub wall, or an entrance 
hall floor. Then you can go on to 
bigger things. But DO leave very 
complicated installation , such as 
sunken tubs, to the professiOnal. 

Shopping for Tile 
Buy enough tile to do the job, so 

you don't have to run back to the 
distributor for a few pieces Choose 
fairly conservatively, since ceramic 
tile is so permanent. Avoid outlan­
dish color· that you will tire of 
quickly un]e<;S wild patterns and 
bright colors turn you on. 

Find out from the distributor 
about the late t ea y-does-it in lalla-
ion methods and aids. Today there 

are quick-set adhesives, mastics for 
special conditions, mildew and 
stain-resistant grouts, pre-mixed this 
and that, and special trim pieces. 

Bring a photo or sketch of the area 
to be tiled to your dealer, with 
dimensions clearly indicated. Be 
prepared to answer questions about 
the surface to be tiled. Let the dealer 
help you lay out the job, and make 
Yery sure you read and follow the 
manufacturer's instructions for 
whatever material you're using. 

Most do-it-yourselfers probably 
have the basic tile setting tools 
around the house already: straight 
edge, tape rule, chalk line, square, 
sandpaper or carborundum stone, 
sponge, and cleaning rags. 

Then you'll also need a tile cutter, 
a notched trowel, a rubber trowel or 
queegee, and possibly a tile nipper. 

They can be rented from your tile 
dealer for a few dollars. 

Surface Preparation 
You'll be happy to know you can 

tile over almost any tructurally 
sound, dry, clean and level surface. 
This includes double wood flooring, 
I /2~ exterior type plywood, ceramic 
tile, steel-troweled cement, and 

. sphalt or vinyl tile or sheet 
flooring. 

Loose and damaged plaster, 
wallpaper and paint should be 
removed before tiling. Grease is a 
no-no, too. Newly plastered walls 
should be sealed. Glossy or painted 
surfaces should be sanded. 

Don't lay tile over a springy floor. 
Nail down loose flooring. If that 

oesn't do the trick, cover the floor 
ith exterior grade plywood (at least 

3/8" thick) before tiling. 
For a floor that needs leveling, 

trowel plastic underlayment from 
feathered edge to 5/ 16" thickness in 
one coat and cover with 3 j 8 • 
exterior grade plywood. 

When a plywood subfloor is 
applied, use a primer and seal edges 
of panels before nailing in place. 
Space 6d ring-shank nails every six 

nches along floor joists. Allow I /8" 
expansion joint between plywood 
edge and \\all. Fill expansion joints 
with tile adhesive. 

Always make sure you tell the 
dealer exactly what sort of surface, 
you'll be tiling, so he can recommend 
the proper primer (if necessary), 
adhesive and grout. 

here to Start 
Whether you're tiling a floor or a 

wall, you should start somewhere in 
the middle. 

If it' a floor, snap your chalk line

1.) A lile cutter can be rented for a•few 
dollars and is easy to use. A tile nipper 
i.~ what you need to shape cuts to fit 
around pipes. 
2.) Apply the adhesh·e with a notched 
trowel Hold the trowel at a 45° angle. 
3.) If you're tiling a tub wall, you 
should draw the horizontal startirtg line 
a full tile abO\'e the low point of !he tub 
edge 
4.) Set each tile with a slight twisting 
motion. Press firmly into place. 
5.) Apply the grout with a rubber float 
or squeegee, spreading it diagonally 
across the joints. 

from wall to wall, and lay out the 
tile (loose, of course) to make sure 
you don't wind up with less than half 
a tile at the edge. 

Snap another chalk line between 
the other two walls. Use a square to 
check that the lines cross at right 
angles of 90°. Again adjust the 
starting point, so you don't wind up 
with less than half a tile at outer 
edges. 

If it's a wall, use plumb line 
and/or level to draw horizontal and 
vertical lines in the center. Lay out 
a course of loose tile and adjust the 
vertical line to the left or right so the 
least amounts of cuts are necessary, 
and preferably never less than half 
a tile. 

If you're tiling a tub wall, draw 
your horizontal line a full tile above 
the low point of the tub edge. 

Setting the Tile 
Apply the adhesive with the 

notched trowel, but be careful not to 
cover up your directional lines. Hold 
the trowel at a 45° angle for 100 
percent coverage. Spread only a 
small area at a time, so adhesive 
doesn't dry until the tile is in. 

Set each tile with a slight twisting 
motion, and press each one firmly 
into place. Align the tile so that all 
the joints are uniform and straight. 
Most tile today comes with built-in 
spacers, so the joints are sure to be 
uniform. However, if a line isn't 
straight, merely wiggle the tiles back 
into place. 

Clean off excess adhesive on the 
face of the tile right away. 

Your rented tile cutter is simple 
to use. Have the dealer show you 
how it works before you take it 
home, and practice on a couple of 
tiles before you start your project. 

Few corners are perfectly plumb, 
so don't cut a whole row of tiles at 
a time. Cut each one as you get to 
the end. 

The tile nipper is used for shaping 
cuts to fit around pipes, etc. Nip off 
little bits at a time, or the tile might 

break. Carborundum stone is the 
way to smooth rough edges. Don't 
bother to hone down tile that will be 
hidden under fixtures, sink rims, tile 
trim, etc. 

Grouting 
After 24 hours or so you can begin 

grouting. Mix and use the grout 
according to the manufacturer's 
instructions. Work the grout into the 
joints with a rubber trowel or 
squeegee. Wash off excess grout 
with a wet sponge. 

To shape the grout lines in wall 
tiles, strike the joints with the handle 
of a toothbrush. Clean the tiles and 
dress the joints with a damp sponge. 
When the walls are dry, polish them 
with a clean cloth. Follow the grout 
manufacturer's directions when 
grouting floors . 

Consider one of today's colorful 
grouts to add to the beauty of your 
ceramic tile. You can accentuate 
white tile with brown, for example, 
or use a blue grout to emphasize 
blue-on-white Delft-like tile.

In 1945 several of the residents of Dock, on the Spurlock Fork of Middle 
Creek, felt the need for a church in their community. Mr. and Mrs. Willie 
Haywood, Fred Tussey, Jim Tussey, Green Tussey, the Rev. Bob Martin and 
others hauled wood from a sawmill and built what was then Spurlock Com­
munity Church. 

The Rev. Martin, Rev. John Camp, Rev. Andrew Burnside, Rev. Randolph 
Crisp, are some of the men who have ministered at the church. Miss Sarah 
Helmantoler and the late Ruth Sippel kept the church going, holding Sunday 
School and prayer meetings during the times the church was without a 
pastor. 

In 1954 the Rev. Dan Heintzelman became the pastor. Sunday School and 
prayer meetings were held and after about a year worship services were 
begun. They continue without interruption. 

In 1968 a new building was built on the same site as the old church. The 
church was organized with a board of deacons and trustees and incorporated 
as The Spurlock Bible Church. In 1980, an addition was built, adding Sunday 
School rooms and a baptistry. Electric heating was installed, and the entire 
church bricked. Cost of the new addition is placed at $87,000, and the entire 
church plant is valued at $125,000. 

The Rev. Heintzelman has been pastor for 26 1 ~ years. He says that all this 
was accomplished by the hard work and love of the members. Last October 
19, the church was dedicated. As the board members stood at the front of the 
church, Rev. Kenneth Tumstra, president of Southland Bible Institute, 
charged them always to lift up Jesus and put Him first.

X-Ray Warning Sounded 
While X-rays may be helpful in 

determining the evidence of serious 
disease , unnecessary X-rays may 
cause more harm than good. 

According to Dr. David Allen, com­
missioner of the Department for 
Human Resources, Bureau for Health 
Services, even small r isks from radia­
tion exposure shouldn' t be taken 
without good reason. 

Large amounts of radiation can in­
crease the chances of cancer in later 
years , he said. If radiation reaches 
reproductive organs, genes can be 
damaged. Radiation to the abdomen of 
a pregnant woman can harm the un­
born child and may increase later 
susceptibility to certain diseases, m 
eluding cancer. 

The Food and Drug Administration 
is conducting an educational campaign 
to inform the public about the possible 
hazards connected to unnecessary 
x-rays. Kentucky is one of the 40 states 
participating in the campaign. 

To avoid unnecessary x-rays, the 
Department for Human Resources of­
ficials suggest these precautions be 
taken : 

- Feel free to talk with your doctor 
about why x-rays are being taken. Ask 
how x-rays will help to find out what 's 
wr&ng. 

- Do not refuse an x-ray if the doctor 
satisfactorily explains why it is need­
ed. The risk of not having a needed 
x-ray could be greater than the small 
risk from the radiation. 

-Do not insist on an x-ray. Not every 
medical condition calls for one. 
-If you are pregnant or even think 

you are, make sure your doctor knows 
about it before you have an x-ray.

Tips ... 
On Holiday Drinking 

By DON GOBLE <MCCCl 
The human brain has often been 

compared to a computer. Like a com· 
puler, the brain handles incoming 
data, then draws conclusions and 
makes decisions . However, unlike the 
computer the brain takes a longer time 
to solve some problems and frequently 
makes mistakes. Unfortunately, some 
mistakes are fatal especially those 
made behind the wheel of a car. 

Approximately 50,000 people lose 
their lives every year in traffic ac· 
cidents, and about half of all traffic 
deaths result from accidents involving 
drinking drivers-drivers whose 
brains are "impaired" as a result of 
consuming alcohol. 

In most states a blood alcohol con­
centration of one-tenth of one percent 
is considered evidence of drunk driv· 
mg The average person would have to 
drink four beers or mixed drinks in one 
hour or five m two hours or six in three 
hours to reach this blood-alcohol con· 
centration since the body burns up 
alcohol at the rate of about one beer or 
mixed drink or glass of wine per hour. 

There are two methods by which 
researchers study the effects of alcohol 
as it relates to highway accidents. One 
is to give experienced drivers 
measured amounts of alcohol then 
observe their actual driving perfor· 
mance in specially designed road tests. 
Ano~her method is to test the effects of 
alcohol on various components of driv­
ing skill while the subject is seated in a 
laboratory. One such test was con· 
ducted by Dr. Leonard Goldberg of 
Sweden's Caroline Institute. He chose 
37 expert drivers most of whom were 
driving instructors and gave them 
enough to drink to produce blood­
alcohol concentrations of .05%. The 
drivers performed a number of tests on 
a closed course and their initial sober 
scores were compared with their per­
formance after drinking. Dr. Goldberg 
concluded that even a slight amount of 
alcohol caused a deterioration of bet­
ween 25 and 30 percent in driving per· 
formance of expert drivers. And on 
three tests most closely corresponding 
to actual driving ability was impaired 
on the average of 41.8 percent. These 
tests conclude that impairment is 
significant after as little as two beers 
or mixed drinks at a blood alcohol level 
of .05%, half of what is considered 
evidence of drunk driving. Yes, half 
drunk drivers are dangerous too!

Stalls Primacy 

The state Department for Natural 
Re ources and Environmental Protec­
tion was prepared to resubmit its pro­

po ed regulatory program for surface 
coal mining but \\8 unable to do so 
because of a re traming order i. ued in 
Martm circuit court. 

''\\tlh all the Y.ork that has gone into 
tht program during the past year, we 
are yery disappointed that we are pro­
hibited from submitting it at this time 
to the federal Office of Surface Min­
ing," Natural Resources Secretary 
Jackie Swigart said "HoweYer, we 
have met the deadline and the perma­
nent program is ready for resubmit­
tal." 

Elmore Grim, commissioner of the 
department's Bureau of Surf11ce Min· 
ing, said the revised regulatory 
package addre ses some 200 
"fmdmg." b) OSM on Kentucky's 
plan, which 1 · de igned to gain for the 
slate the nght to control surface min­
ing onder its own laws and regulatiOns. 

Grim said hi bureau will be utihzing 
the time that 11 i!; under the restraining 
order "to fine-tune the program" and 
to educate the public and the coal ln­
du try about the requirements that will 
be m effect when Kentucky receives 
pnmacy, or primary respon ibility for 
surface mming. 

The restrammg order wa issued by 
Martm C1rcu1t Judge W. B. Hazelrigg 
as the result c•f a sutt filed Oct. 31 by 
three Eastern Kentucky coal com­
panies. The order required the depart­
ment to continue working on the pro­
posed permanent regulatory program 
but prevented it from_ resubmitting 
revisions to OSM. 

Under a timetable established by 
OSM, the state's program was original­
ly submitted Feb. 29, with the first set 
of revisions going to OSM June 12. In­
terior Secretary Cecil Andrus announc­
ed on Oct. 13 that Kentucky's plan was 
being granted partial approval. 

Gnm noted that the department had 
prevtously anticipated receiving 
pnmacy sometime in January 
Hov;cver, wh1le the interim program 
remams in effect, responsibility for 
regulatmg surface mining will con· 
tmue to be shared by the state and 
OSM, he sa1d. 

"The department is ready to as ume 
pTJmacy, but will use this addillonal 
lime to the state's advantage to im· 
prove the program," Grim said. "We 
Y.ill continue working on the package 
and preparing for its implementation " 

The department has taken no action 
on the restraimng order, but the state 
Will be ready for re ubmittal at any 
t1me 1f the order should be dissolved, 
Grim said. Otherwise, the interim pro­
gram will remain in effect for up to one 
year from the date the order was 
1ssued, he explained.

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Credit Unions Accent Consumer Service 
When Mark, a sixteen-year old 
newsboy, saw an opportunity to buy 
his own news tand, money was no 
object. Local 628 I.B.T. Federal 
Credit Union in Philadelphia lent 
him the $4,000 he needed with his 
father's co-signature. 

The credit union' treasurer noted 
that many young people do the same 
work a their adult counterparts. 
"This fact makes them worthy of 
loan consideration," he said. "Abili­
ty to repay, not age, should be the 
main guide for any credit union 
credit committee." Mark's loan 
demonstrates that his credit union 
agreed. 

Another example is more com­
mon. A city employee in El Paso, 
Texas was $8,500 in debt and could 
see no way out. With the help of 
financial counseling at the Govern­
ment Employees Credit Union of El 
Paso, he was completely debt-free in 
less than one year. The credit union 
placed him on a strict budget 
through payroll deduction and paid 
his debtors for him each month. 

"My first question" he recalls 
"was how much all of this service 
would cost me. When the financial 
counselor told me not one cent, I'm 
sure my state of shock was visible. 
Today, I've got a good credit rating, 
and I owe it all to the credit 
union." 

For members of the McGuire­
Community Federal Credit Union in 
New Jersey, saving up to $1,000 on 
a new car is not unusual. The credit 
union participates in a new auto­
buying service that allows credit 
union members to pay only S 125 
over the wholesale price of the car, 
plus car preparation and some 
advertising costs. For purchasers, 
that can mean substantial savings. 

These unusual benefits--plus 
many more typical ones- are the 
reasons that credit unions continue 
to be the fastest growing financial 
institutions in the country. Con­
sumers from all walks of life are 
turning to credit unions for an 
ever-increasing variety of consumer 
services, often including services 
specifica'ly tJilored to a person's 
unique financial situation. 

"Our emphasis has always been 
on helping people with their savings 
and borrowing needs," explained 
Jim Williams, chairman of the 
Credit Union National Association, 
Inc. (CUNA) and manager of San 
Antonio Governmental Employees 
Credit Union, one of the nation's 
largest. 

"We have never been commercial­
ly oriented, and our present growth 
indicates a continuing satisfaction 
with and demand for valuable, 
convenient consumer services. We 
expect that's where our dedication 
will remain," he added.

an important source of credit at 
competitively low rates and by 
providing a high rate of return on 
deposits to millions of consumer 
members. 

There are now more than 22.000 
credit unions in the U.S . Nearly 37 
million people belong. Between 1970 
and 1977, credit unions' total assets 
tripled to $54.1 billion. 

The main attractions of the 
nation's credit unions arc still 
savings accounts and installment 
loans. Credit union are best known 
as A me rica's consumer lenders. 
Between 1970 and 1977, credit 
union share of the consumer install­
ment loan market jumped from 12.7 
percent to 17.2 percent. At the end 
of 1977, loans outstanding totaled 
more than $~ billion. 

The largest single portion of the 
overall credit union loan portfolio 
was the S 18.1 billion held in 
automobile loans, accounting for 23 
percent of the total auto lending 
market and a 21 percent increase of 
the share of this market in a year 
when all other lenders lost 
ground. 

Credit unions in 1977 showed a 58 
percent increase over 1976 in dollar 
value of auto loans, running well 
ahead of the 31 percent increase 
recorded by all lenders combined. 
Loans for other durable goods- such 
as boats, furniture, and home 
furnishings - comprise about 13 
percent of the credit unions' loan 
portfolio. Residential and home 
improvement loans account for 
about I 0.5 percent. Personal loans 
for such things as vacations, educa­
tion, medical expenses, tax payment, 
and debt consolidations account for 
about 35 percent. This personal loan 
category is where credit unions most 
visibly continue to fill a void left by 
other lenders who either are not 
willing to offer such loans, or offer 
them only at very high interest 
rates. 

Low Interest Costs 
One of the main reasons Amer­

icans are turning to credit unions is 
their low interest rates. Each of the 
nation's more than 13,000 federally­
chartered credit unions is prohibited 
by law from charging more than 12 
percent annual percentage rate 
(APR) on any loan. Although a 
number of the 9,000 state-chartered 
credit unions are permitted by their 
state regulators to charge higher 
interest rates, few have exceeded the 
traditional 12 percent limit. Many 
charge even less on certain loans, 
particularly auto loans. 

Nationally, the average rate that 
credit unions charge for short-term 
personal loans is 11.54 percent 
compared with 13.46 percent at 
banks and 20.41 percent at con­
sumer finance companies. For a 
typical new car loan, a credit union 
member would recently have had to 
pay 10.83 percent APR against 
I 0.86 percent at a commercial bank 
and 13.1 percent at a finance 
company. 

"Even if a credit union doesn't 
charge the lowest interest rate on a 
loan in a particular area, it still has 
a positive effect on the consumer," 
says Herb Wegner, president of the 
Credit Union National Association, 
Inc. (CUNA), the national trade 
association for U.S. credit unions. 
"You can be sure that the institution 
that beats our rate wouldn't be 
offering such a deal if we weren't in 
there competing," he explained. 

On the savings side, nearly 
two-thirds of all credit unions return 
better than 5-1 /2 percent on 
member savings accounts­
compared with legal ceilings of 5 
percent for regular commercial bank 
savings accounts and 5-l /4 percent 
at savings and loans. 

Credit unions are permitted to 
offer members the higher return 
since they are cooperatives, operated 
not for profit but to provide thrift

services to members united by a 
common bond of employment, 
association, or residence. Extra 
earnings, after operating expenses 
and reserves, arc returned to the 
member owners in the form of 
dividends or new and better 
services. 

In 1966, total credit union savings 
deposits were S 10.1 billion. By 1976, 
they had more than tripled to $39.1 
billion. Today, they exceed $45 
billion. 

High Savings Yield 
Saving at a credit union is 

becoming even more attractive as 
federal credit unions can now join 
the many state-chartered credit 
unions in offering share certificates 
that pay up to 7-3/4 percent on $500 
or more for periods ranging from 90 
days to six years, as well as three 
new types of savings accounts, each 
with a different twist to give savers 
more flexibility. 

Notice accounts require members 
to give at least 90 days written notice 
of intent to withdraw funds from 
higher yield accounts; minimum 
balance accounts require a specified 
amount to be kept in for an entire 
dividend period; split-rate accounts 
pay one rate for a minimum balance 
and a higher rate on funds in excess 
of that balance. Each of these 
accounts allows members to decide 
which method of savings is in their 
best financial interest for their own 
lifestyle. 

While loans and savings accounts 
remain the primary credit union 
focus, many credit unions are 
expanding their value to members by 
using modern technology to im­
plement services that will provide for 
all their consumer financial needs. 

Together, credit unions are in the 
process of developing a national 
financial and support system to 
facilitate liquidity management and 
the clearing and settlement of 
transactions (see backgrounder) . 
This systerr will enable credit unions 
to efficiently offer such modern 
services as share drafts, VISA credit 
cards, 30-year mortgage loans, and 
funds transfer services. 

"We cannot afford to go into the 
1980's with 1960's technology," 
explains Wegner. "This country is 
entering its most competittve era for 
financial services. Electronic bank­
ing is here. More sophisticated 
methods of handling financial tran­
sactions are around the corner. 
Those who are prepared for this 
revolu lion wi II survive. Credit 
unions, the only not-for-profit 
cooperatives among the financial 
institutions, must and will survive," 
he said. 

Credit union progress in harness­
ing the new technology to benefit 
consumers has been impressive. The 
share draft program enables some 
500,000 members of more than 
1,000 credit unions to receive 
earnings on funds that can be 
conveniently withdrawn while mak­
ing purchases or paying bills. 

"Consumers should not have to 
sacrifice earnings as the price of 
conveniently accessing their funds," 
comments Wegner on the share 
draft program. "Since we aren't 
operating for profit, it makes sense 
that credit unions would provide 
members with both convenience and 
earnings," he added. 

Convenient access to low cost 
credit makes the fledgling credit 
union VISA card program an 
important consumer service. 
Members can usc credit union issued 
VISA cards at any of the thousands 
of retail and service outlets that 
accept the well-known convenience 
instruments. Most of the 54 credit 
unions presently issuing VISA cards 
are charging 12 percent APR on 
VISA card charges, computed from 
the date of posting. 

Where state law requires a grace 
period, a higher interest rate may be 
charged. Other VISA card issuers 
generally charge up to 18 percent 
APR. The program, which began 
late in 1977, already services 3,000 
card users and is expected to expand 
rapidly in future months. 

"By operating on a pro-consumer, 
pro-competitive basis, rather than 
from a profit motive, credit unions 
are continuing to be a valuable part 
of the nation's economic system," 
comments CUNA President 
Wegner. 

"The basic intent to encourage 
thrift and to provide personalized 
financial service to American con­
sumers will remain unchanged even 
as credit union operations become 
more sophisticated to take advantage 
of the new technology," Wegner 
adds. "The technological advan­
cements will make it easier for 
consumers to have access to these 
services and their money, but the 
services themselves will be basically 
the same. The bottom line, as 
always, will be the member's

In Western Kenh.dty a man works at 

a bench in a corner garage workshop. 
He ia whittling Chri tmas memones m­
to a piece or wood With his pocket 
knife he smooths a small round disk of 
wood and cuts out two holes in the 
center He then sands the disc until it 
feels soft as a chicken feather. 

'l1le Buzz Saw he is making is carved 
from memories of watching his father 
make a Similar holiday toy for h1m 
when he was 7 HIS grandfather had 
made such a "play purty" for h1s 
father. 

A credible Buzz Saw also can be 
made with a large button by threading 
two pieces of string or strong thread 
through the two holes of a button, then 
tie the ends Holding one end in each 
hand start winding the button over and 
over. Wath practice, you can move your 
hands an and out with the pull and 
release or the string and make a saw­
ing sound Older generations also carv­
ed wooden handles for each end of the 
string, which made the toy more "like 
something to get in a stocking." 

Throughout the commonwealth 
smaU shops are specializing in folk 
toys, but sometimes the joy of giving 
such a toy is in the making. 

"If I had been a writer," said a Mar­
tin County woman, "I would have put 
down on paper the stories I made up as 
my little ones listened wide-eyed. I 
knitted finger-puppets, each taking on­
ly minutes. I slipped as many as I need­
ed on as many fingers and started out. 

"Usually, I would begin by saying, 
'In the Kentucky mountains there lived 
a brother and sister whose names 
were . .' Here I would put in the names 
of my children or their friends. They 
always had a pet-and I always had a 
tiny puppet crocheted or knitted with 
ears for a dog, a bit of fluff for a kitty," 
she explained. 

In the early settlement days of Ken­
tucky, folk toys were not Christmas 
gJfts but were made on cold winter 
nilbts to pacify a child. 

A Lewis County resident remembers 
houn of fun with a ball-and-cup toy her 
grandfather made for her. "Mama 
would make dolls for us, but Grandpa 
liked to whittle He Jived with us. He 
whittled out a cup w1th a handle-one 
time he just made a small bowl-and 
made a hole m the handle for a piece of 
string," she says. 

He made a small wooden ball and 
tacked the string on it, the strmg went 
through the handle. 'l1le game was to 
see how many times you could hold the 
toy wtth one hand and try to get the ball 
to land in the cup " 

Most Kentuck1ans are fam1liar with 
the Limber-Jack or Dancing Clogger, a 
more complicated toy made with str­
ings that manipulate the wooden figure 
in the manner of marionettes. 

A Letcher County man said he used 
to make himself a new slingshot every 
<llristmas. "I took mine to the woods 
with me. I stunned a rabbit once," he 
said. 

Whatever could be carved with a 
pocket knife was the gift found in a 
stocking hung on the back of a chair or 
from the mantle. There were Bolos, 
climbing monkeys, bears or other 
animals, Smoke Grinder, Whimmydid­
dle, Hoop Roller. 

Tueked away m many attics are 
ooden tops, balance toys, bean 

lhooters, marvelous puzzles, boats and 
even story-book characters such as 
Hwnpty-Dumpty with jointed arms 
and legs and Chicken Little who when 
pulled with a string pecked for food. 

Folk toys have always been a 
magical part of Christmas giving and 
receiving. As the wood shavmgs fall 
and tumble around the maker, they 
1ee111 to read! out to the Jittle one who 
wiD receave a handmade toy, creating 
an Wlforgettable bond of memories

AllES was re ponsible for coor­
dmating preceptorships in the reg10n 
for health tudents, with recrmtment 
of the student· as a goal. Members of 
the organtzation saw the program as 
one that had worked and one in which 
state go\ernmenl, a local advisory 

11 group, and the universiti~ could plan 
together. 

The organization was founded in 
January, 1975 by a group of concerned 
citizens. in the Big Sandy and FIVCO 
Area Development Districts. who join­
ed together to form a consortium to 
work toward solving the area's health 
manpower needs. The o'"ganizatiOn 
received designation as part of the 
state's Area Health Education System 
in April, 1975. 

Forty-one students to date have 
return!>d to the area for employm!'nt. 
The first physician returned this year 
as a family practitioner in Martin. 
Since April, 1975, approximately 450 
health students have had clinical rota­
tions in the ten-<:ounty area of the Big 
Sandy/FI\'CO region. 

AHES board members have stated 
that the AHES concept will continue.

Union Officer Urges 
Tougher Safety Act 

Sam Church Jr., president of the 
United Mme Workers of America, to­
day said that certain parts of the 
federal Coal Mine Health and Safely 
Act "definitely need to be clarified to 
assure a better balance of justice and 
protection of coal miners.'' 

Church issued the statement in 
response to selllement of a Clinchfield 
Coal Co. case, arranged in a negotiated 

~ agreement Dec. 4 m U.S. District Court 
in Roanoke, Va. 

Clinchfield pleaded guilty to four 
counts of federal mine safety violations 
and wa. fined $100,000 ($25,000 on each 
count) and placed on three year::; pro­
bation for the large t fine ever imposed 
against a coal company in the United 
Stat . Further, as agreed to by 
lawyers representing both the U.S. At­
torney's Office in Roanoke and Clin­
chfield, if the company is convicted of 
another misdemeanor in the next three 
years, the violation will automatically 
become a felony and the fine will be 
doubled to $50,000 for each count. 

Spokesmen for the U.S. Attorney's 
Office . aid charges against II Clin· 
chfield employees tiad to be dropped 
bec:tuse of mdications by the court that 
Section llo-C of the law would be ruled 
'unconstitutional'' in that corporate 
officials could be prosecuted, but non­
corporate officials were not subject to 
the law. 

"If the act were stronger," Church 
said, "those 11 employees might not 
have gotten off scot-free." 

Noting that some coal operators 
"unreasonably claim they are burden­
ed with over-regulation," Church said, 
"Anyone who saw the ravages of black 
lung and the dangerous conditions 
under which workers produce the vital­
ly needed coal so this country can 
operate without foreign energy 
blackmail would be among the first to 
urge stricter regulations to protect 
coal min health and safety." 

Church noted that "these regulations 
would help solve the black lung pro­
blem. yet some coal companies 
ragically both fight the provisions and 
ry to avoid paying for their black lung 

r ponsibilities."

This quatrain wr1lten in the 17th cen· 
tury by Robert Herrick advi ed his 
neighbor and friends to take down 
holiday greens by Jan 6. 

Herrick, who lived from 1591 until 
1674, believed as did his ne1ghbors that 
if the green · were not removed 
goblins would move into the house. 

Long ago Jan. 6 was Twelfth Night, 
the end of hohday activities and 
celebrations. In the early 1800s Win· 
lhrop Praed wrote a \'erse that includ· 
ed thi, couplet: 
Good-night to the eason! 'tis over! 
Gay dwellings no longer are gay ... 

In addition to taking down the 
greenery. there are other certain do 
and don'L" to abide by if things are to 
go well in the New year. Things like 
eating cabbage and blackeyed peas on 
New year' Day are supposed to ensure 
not only happiness throughout 1981 but 
money also. 

There are other admonitions, other 
definitions of old sayings and evalua· 
lions. 

Goode Husband, for example, on 
Jan. 1 might say as he twists the knob 
to see how the game is going on the 
other channel: "Goodwife, how comes! 
thee has not swept me out of the house 
this day as wont is thy custom?" 

"Prithee, but I want thee around in 
1981, and if thy Goodwife sweepesl the 
litter under thy feet this first day of 
1981, thou knowcst the portent.''

A lot of us wake up, perhaps not feel· 
ing too \\ell, on 1\;cw Year's morning 
and firmly resolve to mend our ways 
and straighten up our acts. After the 
usual r('solulion not to engage in any 
more N('" Y('ar's Eve parties <at least 
for another yearl we get down to the 
serious side of things . 

Among the commitments to get more 
exercise, forego deserts, stick to the 
budg('t, pay more attention to the wife, 
kids and dog and not buy any more 
hunting and fishing gear than we ab· 
solutely ne('d, we should take a close, 
hard and objective look at our conduct 
afield to see if there is room for im· 
provement there. 

Chances are there will be. Although 
the great majority of us outdoorsmen 
a n't full-blown slobs, we do tend to 
~el. careless at times. This is 
something that it's becoming more and 
more important that we not do . 

The hunter <and the fisherman l has 
been coming under attack in recent 
years from a small but noisy group of 
folks who are intent upon outlawing all 
hunting, fishing or trapping. These 
anti-hunters are bard-core and there's 
nothing much we can do to change 
their minds. 

But we do need to be concerned about 
the non-hunting <as opposed to anti· 
huntingt public-the majority of peo· 
ple who just don't care either way. Let 
the anti-hunters gel the voting majori· 
ty on their side and we've got real 
troubles. 

Studies have shown that while many 
~ople do not oppose hunting on moral, 
ethical or environmental grounds, they 
have a very negative altitude toward 
the hunter, seeing him as an unsafe, 
careless, trespassing slob. 

Unfortunately, there are those few 
out there who do handle firearms un­
safely, who do tromp over other peo­
ple's property without asking permis­
sion, who do pepper road signs with 

1shot, who do litter-the list could go on 
and on. 

The problem is that these are the 
hunters who gel all the notice. The 
safe, careful and ethical hunter does 
nothing to gel attention or grab 
headlines. He leaves no trace of his 
having been in a particular area and he 
makes nobody mad- hence he doesn't 
get remembered or talked about. 

So among our New year's resolu­
tions should be one in which we pro­
mise to take a close look at our at· 
.itudes and actions while we're engag­
ed in hunting and fishing . Pay par­
ticular attention to those small, 
thoughtless, unconscious acts- throw· 
ing a can or sandwich wrapper on the 
ground, for example which seem in· 
significant but which, when multiplied 
by all who do them, can have definite 
ill effects. 

We should also resolve to learn more 
about the history of sportsman· 

· financed conservation-how hunters 
and fishermen, through their license 
fees and excise taxes on their equip· 
ment, pay for wildlife programs to the 
tune of more than $200 million annual· 
ly. We should be able to defend our 
sport with facts-and the facts are on 
our side, which is why the anti-hunter 
appeals only to the emotions. 

Another good resolution is to get in· 
volved in conservation issues-to write 
that letter to your congressman, in­
stead of just talking about il, to learn 
what problems confront wildlife and

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"The crisis in highway funding Ken­
tuckians have been talking about for 
years, is here," according to John W. 
Fish, president of Kentuckians for Bet­
ter Transportation <KBTJ. 

The recent announcement by Ken­
tucky Department of Transportation 
Secretary Frank Metts that revenue 
for the state highway system has fallen 
to the 1975'-'76 level, Fish said, means 
that "much of Kentucky's road system 
is in a life-and-death struggle for sur­
vival.'' 

"Because of this and the fact that it 
is already apparent there will be a 
serious shortfall at the end of the bien­
nium," Fish said, KBT has established 
a Task Force on Highway Funding to 
study the highway financing problem 
and make recommendations for fun­
ding alternatives. William M. Cox, 
Madisonville, former Federal 
Highway Administrator, is chairman 
of the Task Force. 

While the recession is obviously hav­
i.ng· an fmpact on the Kentucky Road 
.l''una, l''tsh said, there are other 
serious, long term reasons for the 
state's road funding problem. 

The most significant factor, accor­
ding to Fish. is "the relentless impact 
ofinflationon fixed highway user fees." 
Since 1967, the U.S. Consumer Price In­
dex has risen by 150 percent. The Con­
struction Index which is compiled by 
the Federal Highway Administration, 
has increased by nearly 250 percent. 
During the same period, Kentucky 
taxes paid by the average highway 
user into the State Road Fund have 
risen by only 76 percent, he noted. 

In 1967, the average tax paid by the 
motorist-including fuels, license, 
registration and usage-was $71 for 
automobiles and trucks, Fish said. For 
the last fiscal year, the average was 
$125, which is, in 1967 dollars, $21 less 
than was paid in 1967. 

While revenue from the percentage 
tax on gasoline will eventually com­
pensate for the decline in consumption, 
net revenue will not be sufficient to 
keep pace with highway needs, warned 
Fish. 

With a 50 percent increase in the 
wholesale price of gasoline, the 
variable fuels tax will produce an addi­
tional $90 million annually. Because of 
inflation and rising construction costs, 
nearly twice that much is needed this 
year, however, to get the state back to 
the fiscal1978-'79level of performance, 
Fish said. 

Fish said the $300 million in bonds 
authorized by the last session of the I 
General Assembly is a temporary solu­
tion to the shortfall "But, the bottom 
line is Kentucky must have more 
revenue or the value of our investment 
in highways will be lost as our roads 
continue to destruct." 

Fish noted that only twice in 14 years 
has the Kentucky General Assembly 
enacted a general user fee increase. 
The fuels tax was raised from 7-cents to 
9 cents in 1973. In 1969, the automobile 
license fee was raised to $11.50, and the 
3 percent sales tax on vehicles was 
changed to a 5 percent usage tax. "The 
result of not keeping pace with infla­
tion," Fish said, "has been a net effec­
tive tax decrease of 30 percent since 
1967, in real dollars, for the average 
vehicle. 

The second factor threatening to 
undermine the present system of finan­
cing highways, is the rapid conversion 
to fuel efficient cars, Fish said. The 
average car being purchased this year 
is 50 percent more efficient than other 
cars now on the road. Presently, the 
average car on Kentucky highways 
gets about 15 miles to the gallon. By 
1990, that figure will likely have doubl­
ed. Some six-passenger cars, now be­
ing sold, get an estimated 40 miles per 
gallon on the highway. 

"Up until now," Fish noted, "the 
fuels tax has been an effective means 
of levying a tax based on highway 
usage. While cars will be gettmg much 
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better mileage, they"' ill still be travel­
ing about the same number of miles 
each year. 

"If the fuels tax is to continue to be 
an effective means of raising revenues 
for highways, it will virtually have to 
double by 1990 to allow the state to col­
lect the same tax per mile as today," 
Fish said, 

The third major factor impacting on 
Kentucky's highway financing system, 
Fish said, is the growth of bonded in­
debtedness which must be patd from a 
dwindling road fund. This year, some 
30 percent of the Road fund-$114.3 
million-will go for bonded in­
debtedness, he noted.
