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Hearing May Settle

ing Company, said at a hearing Tues­
day on the company's application for a 
permit to operate a pony mine on KY 
1428 near the Ball Alley curve here. 

The hearing, conducted before an of­
ficer of the state Department for 
Natural Resources and Envir{)nmental 
Protection, followed complaints by 
Prestonsburg city officials that the 
operation of the mine would be 
detrimental to the public interest. 

Witnesses for the city, including City 
Manager David Evans, Councilman 
Tom Rose, and Joyce Everly, who lives 
near the proposed mine site, argued 
that a 1978 attempt by Co-Op Mining 
Company to re-{)pen the deep mine 
there was unsightly, constituted a 
public safety hazard, and caused 
serious traffic congestion.

Light Docket 
Faces Circuit 
Court Session 

When circuit court began its new 
term here Monday morning, its open­
ing was not accompanied by the usual 
empanelling of a new grand jury. 
Under the new court schedule the next 
grand jury will convene Feb. 2. 

The court docket is not heavy , and it 
was further lightened by pleas of guilty 
by two defendants- one entered last 
week , the second on opening day of the 
term. Wendell Hamilton entered guilty 
pleas last week to two burglary 
charges, and Monday the same plea 
was made by Chet Hall, accused in 
separate counts of stealing an auto and 
an ambulance. Commonwealth's At­
torney James R. Allen recommended 
two two-year pen terms to run con­
secUlively for both defendants . 
Sentence will be passed later by Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley. 

The only homicide case awaiting 
trial IS that of Frankie Gibson, of Gar­
rett, who is accused of the slaying of 
his brother, Grover. The arson charge 
against Tommy Cisco is docketed for 
later this month . 

One circuit court case that was 
thought disposed of has been returned 
for a new round of court procedure. 

Greg Collins was indicted a few days 
after his 18th birthday as an adult, 
charged with the robbery of the 
Western Sizzlin ' Steak House, outside 
Prestonsburg. The crime, however, 
was committed a few days before his

Lakes, Streams 
Low As Drouth 
Yet Unbroken 

Dewey Lake is holding steady at 
winter pool,· but the Big Sandy river in­
to which it feeds and almost all other 
lakes and streams in Kentucky are 
lower than usual as the result of a 
drought which began in October and 
continues into the new year. 

The Big Sandy "looks like July, ex­
cept it's frozen over," one observer 
commented. Its low stage and lack of 
normal strong current has permitted 
an early freeze-{)ver. 

Herrington Lake is one of the state 
impoundments hardest hit. Only one 
dock. Gwinn Island's, has enough 
water for boat launching. 

The lake at Jenkins which served as 
the water reservoir for the town was so 
dry a week ago that the town was forc­
ed to pipe water from another source. 

The last month when the rainfall was 
normal or above in this county was 
August when 7.4 inches were recorded 
by the rain gauge monitored by Tom 
Westfall at Ivel. September was down 
to only 3.7 inches. Then only .98 of an 
inch of rain fell in October. November 
precipitation was 3.75 inches, and 
December turned drier with a low 1.37 
inches, with neither rain or snow help­
ing the situation. 

And the forecast for January- for 
what is worth- is, less precipitation 
but colder than normal. 

Dry weather, ho\rever, is nothing 
new for the area. It really began in 
1979, when only 16 inches of precipita-

• the same time married to his alleged 
confederate in the robbery, Ralph 
Keller. 

Scott escaped the Kentucky state 
reformatory while serving a 20-year 
term for the robbery. Keller commit­
ted su1cide while being held in Ohio, to 
be returned her~ for trial . 

Now, Scott is back in jail here, as is 
another woman who says she is Scott's 
wife. She was booked as Anna M. 
Walker. 

The two were returned recently to 

Pikeville where federal court indict­
ments charged them with two kidnapp­
ing and two auto theft counts. They had 
been prisoners in Hartford, Conn. 
before their recent return to Pike coun­
ty . 

Scott and the Walker woman are 
charged with kidnapping Angela and 
Kenneth Diamond at Huntington, W. 
Va ., last Oct. 16 and of taking them to 
Kimper, Pike county. The second kid­
napping count alleges that they ab­
ducted Andrea Denise Thacker and 
Dennis G. Sloane at Jonican Creek, 
Pike county, the next day and of later 
releasing them in Wilkes county, North 
Carolina. 

U. S. District Judge G. Wix Unthank 
set the bail of each at $50,000. They are 
held here for safekeeping.

Ky.W. Va.Plans 
Drilling To Cost 
Over $10 Million 

Deregulation of oil and natural gas 
prices has resulted in an upsurge of 
drilling for either or both fuels, but lit­
tle will be done in Floyd county this 
year, it was indicated this week by in­
dustry spokesman. 

Kentucky West Virginia Gas Com­
pany has budgeted for 1981 perhaps the 
most pretentious drilling program of 
the lot, but of the 60-61 wells planned, 
only one or two will be located in this 
county. 

Columbia Gas has five new wells 
planned for the year-all in Pike coun­
ty, none in Floyd, Knott or Johnson. 

Inland Gas Company plans most of 
its new development in the Buckhorn­
Quicksand areas of Perry and 
Breathitt counties. None in Floyd. 

Besides its $10,800,000 drilling pro­
gram, Kentucky West Virginia plans 
the laying this year of approximately 
40 miles of new and replacement lines, 
a venture which will cost an additional 
$4.7 million. 

This company has eliminated all of 
its old-style cable drilling rigs and

ting it hooked up, however, is another 
matter. .. 

Up and down Schoolhouse Hollow, 
residents will display the phones they 
picked up as they moved into the new 

subdivision during the past year, some 
with phone company assurances, they 
claim, that service would be available 
in a matter of days. Months have pas:.­
ed and, except for four families hooked 
up last April, no connections have been 
made. 

New Buildings Going Up 

" I always thought it was impossible 
to live without a phone," confessed An­
nabell Harless, who moved to the area 
from Town Branch in August. It is 
possible, she is discovering, although 
still downright inconvenient. Three 
phone sets lie idly by as she describes 
the daily frustrations of trying to keep 
in touch with her employer and her 
night-working husband.

Four new businesses . three 
restaurants and a combination self­
serve filling station-grocery, are in 
various stages of construction here, 
easing, to a certain degree, oft-heard 
concerns that Prestonsburg may be 
lagging behind its sister Big Sandy 
county seats of P a intsville and 
Pikeville in commercial development . 

Work on Ashland Petroleum Com· 
pany's Save Mart Store here , located 
on the former site of Wise Restaurant, 
is near complete and the combinatiOn 
grocery-gas station, one of more than 
100 in the Save-Mart chain, has begun 
operatiOn of its gasoline sales. Greg W. 
Hencye, a native of Ashland, will 
manage the store which will operate 24 
hours a day and employee a staff of 20. 
General contractor on the job is Pack 
Construction. of Morehead 

Scheduled to open within the next 
few weeks on adjoining lots at the 
mouth of May 's Branch are two 
popular "chain' ' restaurants , Pizza 
Hut and Wendy's. 

The brick veneer and frame Pizza 
Hut structure, which includes 2,200 
square feet and provides a seating 
capacity of 110, represents the 14th 
restaurant for the Lexington Pizza Hut 
franchise which operates in a number 
of south-central and eastern counties in 
the slate. Pizza Hut, currently the No. 1 
pizza restaurant chain internationally, 
bought the franchise here five years 
ago, according to Don Lucas. regional 
director for Pizza Hut Lucas said the 
restaurant should open "toward the 
end of January," and will create about 
30 new jobs. Gene Dukes, LoUisville, is 
general contractor. 

Wendy 's, popular hamburger and 
fast food restaurant chain based in Col 
umbus, 0 ., has set an opening date' of 
February 9 for tht•ir restaurant lwre 

which is being constructed of metal, 
frame and block by T.M. Construction 
Company, of Charleston, W. Va . The 
Wendy's structure has a total of 2,280 
square feet of space. 

Both restaurants are located on land 
owned by Art Bolen, of Prestonsburg, 
it was said. 

Under construction on a lot adjacent 
to the Dairy Queen here and formerly 
occupied by Scottie's, is Captain D's , a 
seafood restaurant which is part of 
Shoney's , Inc., of Nashville, Ten­
nessee. The 2,200-square-foot building 
of masonry and wood finish is being 
built by Mike VanHoose, David con­
tractor, and occupies land leased from 
Charles Bradley and C. R . Hatton, of 
Prestonsburg, through real e tat e 
broker , Bob VanHoose The 
restaurant , owned by Captain D' of 
Pikeville. will seat 64 and is expected 
to open m early March, although con­
tractor VanHoose sa1d unfavorable 
weather could extend the opening dale. 

Curtis Wallace has a spouse who 
works nights, too, and a heart condition 
that makes him fearful he may be 
stranded without help in an emergen­
cy.

"No one knew we would not be able 
to get a phone when we moved in 
here," complains Sharon Lawson. The 
fact that the Schoolhouse Hollow sub­
division was planned well in advance 
and the utilities given ample notice of 
housing construction there leaves them 
with little excuse for the long delay in 
providing service, a number of 
residents contend.

"Every year they 
have promised I'd have one by the end 
of the year," he said.

Register Again 
For Army Draft 

Registration for the military draft 
entered its second round this week, 
with all men born in 1962 required to 
sign up by Saturday. Males born in 1963 
and later must register within 30 days 
of their 18th birthdays. 

While there appears to be little in­
clination in Congress to return to con­
scription in the near future, some 
observers note that rising costs and a 
shrinking population of young men will 
make it increasingly difficult to main­
tain an all-volunteer army. 

If the draft is again introduced, the 
law provides for selecting draftees by 
lottery. The first group subject to such 
a lottery would be young men turning 
20 in the year the draft resumes. 

Registration is opposed by 
President-elect Ronald Reagan and it 
also faces a Supreme Court challenge 
because of its failure to include 
women. 

During his campaign, Reagan 
characterized peacetime registration 
as an "ill-conceived"move of little 
military value. He is now under moun­
ting pressure to continue the program, 
however. The Supreme Court is ex­
pected to rule on the constitutionality 
of the signup plan in June or July. 

Registrants are required to fill out a 
card bearing their name, birthdate, 
social security number, address and 
phone number. Cards for the purpose 
are available at post offices. Failure to 
sign up carries a possible felony con­
viction with a maximum penalty of five 
years in prison and a fine of $10,000.

In a letter to Dorothy Clark, ex­
ecutive director of the David Com­
munity Development Corporation, 
Starnes noted that the 14 families 
without phones in the David area are 
among 2900 other Kentuckians 
awaiting service. 

"We simply don't have the dollars it 
takes to do all the work needed to 
answer Kentucky's telephone needs," 
Starnes wrote. "OnJy by charging 
rates that reflect the cost of providing 
service today, can we get phones to the 
hundreds of families waiting for ser­
vice while keeping the quality of 
telephone service for others." 

"No one likes to ask for a rate in­
crease," added Area Manager Willett 
this week. "We realize it can be a hard­
ship, especially for those on fixed in­
comes. But it takes money to provide 
service, and it takes more in the moun­
tains than elsewhere." 

It also costs more to provide service 
out in the county than it does in 
Prestonsburg, said Willett, in response 
to complaints that, even when service 
is available, the charge is considerably 
higher in David than it is in town. While 
most customers in the Prestonsburg 
area can lease their phones at the basic 
rate of about $8 monthly, an additional 
mileage charge is levied on out-of-town 
customers that can raise the monthly 
charge in David to as much as $21, he 
explained.

Caudill Says Coal 
Should Be Responsible 

The grip of what Alben Barkley call­
ed the "coal combine" is tighter today 
than it was in 1911 when John Mayo, 
Johnson N. Camden and Clarence 
Wayland Watson met at the Sinton 
Hotel in Cincinnati and decreed the 
election of James McCreary as gover­
nor of Kentucky. At every level and in 
all agencies the coal industry is served 
slavishly and obsequiously. 

Governor Brown has referred to coal 
as "the economy" of Kentucky, and ap­
pointed a coal operator Secretary of 
the Department of Energy. His Coal 
Policy Commission is made up of coal 
people from beginning to end without 
any voices from consumers or other 
groups. He pushes a fantastic synthetic 
fuels industry to be paid for with public 
funds-a capitalizing of profits and a 
socializing of losses. The state taxes 
coal in the ground at the rate of 1/ 10 
cent per $100 of value -a mere 315Lh 
part of the rate levied on houses and 
farms. The severance tax is 412% as 
compared to rates ranging from 121 2% 
to 30% in the western fields, and most 
of it returns to the coal fields to build 
and repair coal roads. The coal in­
dustry enjoys low taxes, public esteem, 
political power, and immense profits. 
The people generally carry all the 
burdens growing out of ruined roads, 
silted rivers and lakes, polluted water, 
inadequate housing, poor schools and 
low health standards. The Brown Ad­
ministration appears to be as proud as 
punch of this situation. 

As Bert Combs once said in a speech 
in ~ew York, Kentucky has been 
"pillaged" by people whose only 
motive is profit. For examples, Van 
Lear Black was one of the wealthiest 
men of his day but I have found no 
evidence that he ever gave so much as 
a single library book to the Johnson 
county community that bears his 
name. The library at Morehead State 
University was named for U.S. Senator 
Johnson Newlon Camden, Jr., heir to a 
vast Standard Oil fortune, but I have 
found nothing to show that he gave a 
nickel to the college. <Actually it began 
as a mission school and was financed 
by donors from outside the state.) 

University of Kentucky board chair­
man William Sturgill has been quoted 
as stressing the need to get tax funds 
behind energy research on the campus. 
This is precisely opposite to what 
should occur. The vast mineral oligar­
chy should provide such research 
funds because it is the coal, oil, gas and 
railroad interests that stand to reap 
gigantic prof1ts from increased use of 
fossil fuels. 

Recently Ashland Oil did something 
unique in Kentucky history: it gave a 
million dollars to the University of 
Kentucky and pledged additional an­
nual bequests for support of certain 
needed educational programs. Every 
Kentuckian is indebted to Ashland for 
setting this salutary example. 

It is essential to the welfare of Ken­
tucky that the governor and the gover­
ning officials of Kentucky's state­
supported universitites use this exam­
ple to obtain long over-due funding 
from other energy giants operating 
within the state. They include such 
well-heeled outfits as Kentucky River 
Coal, Occidental Oil, Gulf Oil, Ford 
Motor, Neufinanze AG (of Lichtens­
tein), CSX Corporation, Pittston 
Energy, Kaneb Corporation, KyCoGo 
Corporation, Stearns Coal and 
Lumber, U.S. Steel, Royal Dutch Shell, 
National Steel, Koppers Corporation, 
Columbia Gas. Equitable Gas, Big 
Sandy corporation , Tennessee Valley 
Authority , Harvard University, 
Southern Rai lway, Diamond 
Shamrock, International Harvester, 
Howell Oil Company, and assorted 
German and Swiss tycoons. In the ag­
gregate they own or hold under long­
term lease a couple of million acres of 
Kentucky, extract more than 
150,000,000 tons of coal, 7 million bar­
rels of oil, and 75 million cubic feet of 
natural gas annually, gross many 
billions annually in sales revenues, and 
realize many hundreds of millions as 
net profits. In the energy-short future 
they are designing their profits will 
rise enormously. 

It is these energy giants that should 
finance voluntarily and generously the 
research programs at the stale univer­
sities . In decency how could they 
withhold grants for such tasks as in­
quiries into better methods of preven· 
ting, diagnosing and treating the oc­
cupational diseases of coal miners? 
Their money should support forestry 
research aimed at getting new and 
fast-growing stands of native trees on­
to strip-mined lands. Their money 
rather than the taxpayers' should pay 
for shale and coalliquification studies. 
They should finance studies of polluted 
streams and ways of eliminating acci­
ty of public waters . They should try to 
learn why ! in Grady Stumbo's words l 
"people line up a hundred and fifty 
deep to get on Welfare." They ought to 
finance new ways of educating so that 
coal-field children can cease to be the 
butt of jokes because of their sorry 
elementary and secondary school 
backgrounds. 

In short, these corporate "pi llagers" 
ought to take the lead in financing a 
new and better era in Kentucky. They 
should be asked to do it, and if they 
refuse to respond their a nti-SOCial nig­
gardliness should be told to every man, 
woman and child in the state. So in­
formed. the voters might send to 
Frankfort a new generation of law 
makers determined to make tho e who 
"pillage" pay . 

The continued failure of universi tY. 
officials and state politicians to tak 
these steps will constitute a gross 
betrayal of public trust. The status quo 
is intolerable and is leading inexorably 
toward state bankruptcy, the elimina­
tion of one or more universities from 
the state system, a general down­
grading of higher education, and a 
worsening of traditionally low stan­
dards in grade and high schools. 

Nearly all the grand old families pro­
minent in the ownership of these com­
panies call themselves philanthropist 
and proclaim their numerous bequests. 
They boast of their giant private collec­
tions of art. (Armand Hammer of Oc­
cidental Oil recently paid 5.1 millions 
for a work by Leonardo da Vinci, and 
Paul Mellon of Gulf Oil boasts of a 
billion dollars worth of art given 
away). Kentuckians ought to have the 
official courage to at least ask for some 
of this largesse. It would be fine, for ex­
ample, if Armand Hammer would sen 
some of his art to be seen by Ken­
tucky's coal field children, their 
teachers and parents. 

Why should Kentucky be the nation's 
leading coal producing state if all we 
get out of it is crippled and dead 
miners, silted streams and lakes, torn 
up roads, uprooted forests, and holes in 
the ground? 

Kentucky is a great cow that has 
' been systematically starved while be­

ing vigorously milked. It is time tha 
the beast be fed.

Today's drugstore shelves house an 
ever-widening array of first aid 
product a far cry from the 
omewhat ma keshift items 

homemaker had to contend with a 
generation ago. With doctor's fees 
rising and self-care becoming a 
national pastime, consumers are 
demanding- and getting med­
ica l-quality fir t aid products iden­
tical to those used in hospital 
emergency departments. 

Some of these products, however, 
were not even ava ilable to doctors 
until a few years ago, so it's not 
urprising that consumers are some­

times confused about which products 
belong in the home medicine 
cabinet, and how to use them 
effectively. Here's a rundown of the 
new genera tion of wound care 
products, and orne tip on technique 
to help you bandage like a pro. 

The rirst step in first aid for minor 
wounds is to cleanse thoroughly to 
wash away infection-promoting dirt 
and other foreign pa rticles. You 'll 
find ma ny products on the market 
for cleansing wounds, but the most 
useful and the most economical 
is a bar of mild soap, with no 
cosmetic creams or fragrances . Since 
germs can enter an open wound and 
cause infection, it's essential to wash 
your hands thoroughly with this 
soap, which should be stored 
separately for this purpose. After 
wa shing hands, gently cleanse 
around the wounded area with the 
soap, running water and a sterile 
pad. 

Sterile pads are one of the most 
useful all-around first aid products. 
More absorbent than gauze pads, 
they can be used for cleansing 
wounds, applying creams or oint­
ments, dressing superficial wounds, 
and applying pressure to stop 
bleeding. Unlike cotton balls, they 
are less likely to leave lint behind in 
the wound, and they're individually 
wrapped for sterility. 

Wound Treaters 
Remember the bright red liquid 

that stained your knees and elbows 
when you were treated for a cut or 
scrape? These products have been 
replaced by non-staining liquids, 
creams and ointments that eliminate 
much of the pain associated with 
cleansing and treating wounds. 

The purpose of any wound 
treatment product is to form a 
barrier against infection and to keep 
the wounded area lubricated. 
Products that discolor the skin may 

'make it hard to tell when the wound 
is infected, and they can be difficult 
to wash off without pain to the 
injured area. Your best bet is a 
water-soluble first aid cream or a 
tube of antibiotic ointment. For 
maximum cleanliness, apply these 
with a fresh sterile pad, not with 
your fingers . 

First aid cream is also suitable for 
soothing burns when the skin is not 
broken, and it is a much better 
lubricant than butter or cooking 
grease. Cooking fat of any kind 
actually does the opposite of what 
it's supposed to: it can trap heat next 
to the burn, making it even more 
painful; and it provides an ideal 
breeding ground for germs. Butter or 
grease is almost impossible to wash 
off without considerable pain to the 
burned area -don't use it! 

Wound Covering 
For small cuts and scrapes, you 

should have a package of adhesive 
ba ndages in assorted sizes and 
shapes. Since so many of these are 
used, it may be tempting to buy a 
bargain brand. These may not really 
be such a bargain, however, since 
they seldom adhere as well or absorb

Any medicine cabinet can be an efficient "home emergency center" with under $10 worth of 
wound care supplies: adhesive bandages, adhesive pads, sterile pads, surgical pads , rolled 
gauze, first aid tape, first aid cream and mild soap. 

as readily as national brands, and 
you'll probably use more in the long 
run. 

For larger injuries, you can now 
choose between extra-large adhesive 
bandages, for covering wounds on 
areas that bend, and adhesive pads 
that can be attached securely on all 
four sides on flat areas of the body. 
Adhesive pads do the job of a gauze 
pad and adhesive tape in one step, 
eliminating the need for scissors. 
The four-sided adhesive helps 
promote healing by sealing out dirt 
and germs, while still allowing air to 
circulate freely. 

Both adhesive bandages and 
adhesive pads are now available with 
a non-stiGk pad surface to prevent 
the scab from being pulled off when 
the bandage is changed. 

Sometimes, you may want a larger 
dressing for scrapes that cover a 
wider area. In such cases, you may 
use a sterile pad, which can be 
unfolded to double its width. 

For more heavily bleeding 
wounds, you may use an extra­
absorbent surgical pad. Surgical 
pads are quite new for general 
consumer use, and they're especially 
effective when you need to bandage 
a heavily draining or oozing wound. 
Surgical pads make a safer, neater 
bandage than a gauze pad folded in 
many layers, since they have a 
non-stick coating on the outer layer 
and an absorbent pad inside that 
cushions the wound from accidental 
reinjury. The greater absorbency of 
surgical pads can also help speed 
healing by keeping blood and fluids 
away from the wound, leaving it 
cleaner and drier. 

Tapes 
First aid tapes have come a long 

way from the heavy white adhesive 
tape that tended to hurt quite a bit 
upon removal (although they cer­
tainly adhered well). Today's rirst 
aid tapes have been developed for 
different skin types and bandaging 
needs. They're less likely to pull hair 
off the skin and leave sticky residue. 
Best of all, the new first aid tapes 
come in plastic dispensers with 
built-in cutting edges, doing away 
with the need for scissors.

Once a diagnosis of allergy has been made, it is 

essential to discover all of the substances causing the al­
lergic reaction. A detailed health history, a thorough 
study of the patient's environment and allergy testing 
are the tools commonly used to determine the specific 
allergen or allergens.

Waste Plan Is Aired 
A proposed five-year plan for the 

management of all types of waste 
material in Kentucky will be presented 
for public review and comment at the 
Pike Building at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College at 7 p.m. today 
(Wednesday). 

State Natural Resources Secretary 
Jackie Swigart said the plan outlines 
methods now used in treating, storing, 
transporting and disposing of waste, as 
well as recommendations for improved 
waste services. 

The plan, prepared by the state 
natural resources department's divi­
sion of hazardous material and waste 
management, covers hazardous, non­
hazardous, agricultural and residual 
waste from pollution-controlled 
facilities or industrial processes. 

At the meeting, the content of the 
plan will be described by staff 
members from the division . The public 
will be able to present oral or written 
comments at the meeting, and can 
make additional comments to the 
department until Jan. 15. 

Division Director Roger Blair said a 
summary and response to all com­
ments on the plan will be prepared at 
the end of the public comment period. 
The comments will be considered in 
the final preparation of the plan, which 
must be submitted to the federal En­
vironmental Protection Agency by 
Jan. 29, he said. 

Officials said preparation of the five­
year plan was required under the 1976 
federal Resource Conservation and 
Recovery Act. 

A meeting on the plan was held in 
Frankfort Tuesday, and one is planned 
in Hopkinsville on Firday.

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Brown Bag Blues 
When the kids come home from 
school with cramps, diarrhea, vomit­
ing, fever-the tendency is to 
dismiss it as just "a bug that's going 
around." Or when you miss a couple 
of days work with the same 
symptoms, you figure you merely 
"caught something somewhere." But 
the bug you caught-or that caught 
you-may well have been food 
poisoning. And you might have sent 
the bug to school or work in that 
innocent brown bag lunch. 

So not to get caught holding the 
bag, you should start with 
scrupulously clean countertops and 
utensils. Wash them thoroughly with 
soap and hot water. The same goes 
for your hands. If you have cuts or 
sores, use rubber gloves. Also, rinse 
vacuum bottles with boiling water 
after each washing. 

Making sure food is cooked 
thoroughly is surely a step toward 
preventing food poisoning. But if the 
food is meant to be hot, keep it hot 
by closing it up tight right away. If 
it's meant to be cool, keep it cool. 
Bacteria will thrive between 45 
degrees and 115 degrees. 

A vacuum bottle will keep certain 
kinds of food hot or cold. There is 
no need to worry about bacteria··· 
creeping into the bottle. If the food 
is poured boiling hot, it is safe. 

When making a sandwich, use a 
fork to place meat, poultry or cheese 
in the sandwich-not your fingers. 
Fingers spread bacteria. The lunch-

meat should be used within one week 
after purchase. If kept longer than 
that, the cold cuts can become 
contaminated from being opened 
and handled in the kitchen. 

A~ide from a sandwich, canned 
meat and poultry products, opened 
and eaten immediately, are a good 
bet (if the can is sealed and not 
bulged or dented) . Dry meats or 
fully cooked products, like bologna 
and franks, also keep well. Frozen 
chicken or turkey is good, too. 
Virtually any meat or poultry 
product can be used for lunch- if 
it's cooked and handled properly. 
Fruits and" vegetables are not a 
problem either~ as long as theyare 
clean and well scrubbed. Besides 
bacteria, they may be contaminated 
with surface residues of pesticides or 
herbicides. Hard-boiled eggs keep 
fine too but, by all means, don't peel 
them. Nature has designed a sterile 
package for this excellent protein 
source that keeps it free of con­
tamination. Leave the shell on until 
you're ready to eat the egg. 

Bagging it is fine but using lunch 
boxes is better. Lunch boxes, 
especially insulated ones, hold the 
cold much better than paper bags. 
Plus, a box is easy to keep clean and 
sanitary. But if you decide to use 
brown bags, buy them specifically 
for lunches and use them once­
don't use bags in which you bring 
home leftover lunches, groceries or 
other items. 

Ferry in Monroe County 
One of Last in State 

Two hundred years ago most Ken­
tuckians crossed rivers of any size by 
boat. 

In lat~ years when a farmer needed 
to cross the river with his horse and 
wagon, he encountere1:1 difficulties. 

Then the ferry system was devised to 
solve the problem. The flat-surfaced 
boat was designed to transport a vehi­
cle, as well as passengers, across the 
river and deposit them safe and dry on 
the other side. 

Bridges were the next step in the line 
of progress toward the easiest and 
most efficient way to cross the river. 

With the widespread use of bridges, 
crossing a river, even one the size of 
the Ohio River, is something Ken­
tuckians lake for granted today. 

But for Kentuckians living in eastern 
Monroe county, time stands still. To 
gel to the county seat of Tompkinsville, 
residents use a ferry to cross the 
Cumberland River at Turkey Neck 
Bend. One of the few ferries left in Ken­
lucky, it is the only one owned and 
operated by the state. 

The ferry is powered by a small tug 
boat, the Jennie Lou, and is maintained 
by Department of Transportation 
employees who work 24 hours a day 
transporting vehicles across the river 
free of charge. 

Without the ferry, residents could not 
travel the two sections of KY 214 con­
nected by the ferry and would have to 
drive 50 miles out of their way to get to 
Tompkinsville. 

"I don't use the ferry too often," one 
resident said. "But it sure comes in 
handy when you need it. I'm an in­
dependent businessman and it saves 
money to cut corners any way you 
can." The 100-mile round trip would 
cost plenty in gas, he said. 

While crossing on the ferry to get to 
town recently, Cleo Finiey, a Monroe 
county farmer, explained how he 
helped build the ferry in 1948. 

"Six of us with farms across the 
river donated some money and built 
this thing so we could get across the 
river, " he sa id. They paid a Louisville 
man $1,500 to build the ferry. 

Finley said at that time they charged 
40 cents for a car to cross and 60 cents 
for a two-ton truck. " We gave a man 50 
percent to operate it untif tfien Gover­
nor Louie Nunn came along and freed 
it ," he said. 

In 1968, when Finley decided to 
discontinue operating the ferry, the 
slate Department of Transportation 
bought it for $6,500 and began 
operating it free of charge to the 
public. 

Signs of age are showing on the ferry 

this year and its load limit has been 
lowered from 17 tons to five tons by the 
U. S. Coast Guard. The Coast Guard in­
spects the ferry once a year to make 
sure it is up to federal standards. 

''The brace is broken and the bot tom 
is rusting out," Strode said. "We can 
only take two cars at a time now and no 
big trucks . We're just waiting for them 
to bring us a new ferry.'' 

The Department of Transportation 
has purchased a ferry from a company 
in Portsmouth, Ohio. Il should be 
delivered to the site within a month, 
department officials said. 

Even though winter work is hard, 
Strode likes his job "because I like to 
talk to people." In the five minutes it 
takes to cross over and back on the 
ferry, neighbors exchang greetings 
and the latest news with each other and 
the workers on the ferry. 

During the warmer seasons, the job 
gives him a chance to enjoy the out­
doors, Strode said. " I see deer swimm­
ing across the river all the time. We 
almost ran into one once, but he saw 
us at the last minute and swam the 
other way." 

Finley said he had hoped the depart ­
ment would replace the ferry with a 
bridge. But building a bridge at that 
spot is just not feasible, according to E . 
V. Hilton, general manager of the 
highway district in Bowling Green. 

With rough terrain and the variation 
in water level, a very large expensive 
bridge would have to be built there, 
Hilton said . The ferry crosses the 
Cumberland River about 50 miles 
southwest of Wolfe Creek Dam, which 
causes the water level to fluctuate 
greatly. 

"There is not enough traffic at this 
point to warrant such a bridge," Hilton 
said. 

About 150 vehicles cross the ferry on 
an average day, according to trans­
portation employees working on the 
ferry. 

" It stays pretty busy on the ferry 
during the day, and you need two men 
to operate it, " said Cornell Guffey, an 
employee assigned to the ferry. "It on­
ly takes one at night and it gels pretty 
lonesome at times. Work is real bad 
some nights when it gets 10 below down 
here." 

Since the river freezes in the winter, 
the ferry operates year round. "In 
winter I've taken people across and 
had to push them up the hill when it 
was icy, " said Leon Strode, another 
employee. 

While people in the area wait for the 
new ferry to arrive, they depend heavi­
ly on the old one.

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Ideally, lunch should be stored in 
the refrigerator-if there is one at 
work or at school. If not, use a 
freezer gel device, or make one by 
cleaning out a plastic margarine tub, 
filling it with water and freezing it. 
Put it with your lunch to keep it cold 
until you're ready to eat. Or you 
might try freezing certain types of 
sandwiches, though you will exper­
ience some loss of quality. 

Frozen sandwiches thaw in time 
for lunch, and also help keep the rest 
of the lunch cool until then. One 
other thing to remember- letting 
your lunch sit in a warm place (such 
as the top of a radiator) lets bacteria 

· grow at will. The longer it sits, the 
greater the potential for problems. 

You won' t know for sure if you 
have had a case of food poisoning, 
that is, without thorough medical 
tests. But if you have a severe 
headache, diarrhea, vomiting, ab­
dominal cramps and fever after 
eating, there's a pretty good chance 
the culprit might be food poisoning. 
Because the symptoms are similar, 
"flu" and food poisoning are often 
mistaken for each other. Food 
poisoning is rarely fatal, but may 
affect infants and elderly persons 
severely. If you have symptoms, ask 
your doctor about ·the possibility of 
food poisoning. The important thing 
to remember is- why take chances? 
You can prevent food poisoning.

* KENTULKY AJ'IELD * 
By JOHN WILSON 

Remember when you were a kid and 
got a new sled for Christmas- then 
wailed and waited for it to snow'? 

Getting brand new fishing equipment 
is something like that-except the 
meteorological effects are just the op­
posite. That new sled was invariably 
followed by the warmest winter on 
record, while a new bass boat, or even 
a selection of the latest sure-fire lures, 
is bound to produce three to four mon­
ths of unremitting blizzard. 

But assuming that there is a break in 
the weather and the lakes aren' t com­
pletely frozen over, it is possible to 
catch fish in the winter in Ken­
lucky-and try out that new tackle at 
the same lime. 

Experi-enced winter fishermen 
sometime bring catches back to the 
dock that would stop traffic in the sum­
mertime, but since the lakes are 
almost deserted , these hardy anglers 
and their strings of fish go largely un­
noticed. 

Don 't expect , however to tie on a sur­
face lure or a fast-running crank 
bait- no matter how productive it was 
last spring- and catch fish in the mid­
dle of winter . Remember that fish are 
cold-blooded creatures. This means 
that both their activity level and their 
food intake slows way down as the 
water cools. 

The key to successful winter fishing, 
then, is small and slow . In other words , 
use small baits and fish them slowly . 
Slow is a matter of degree and you' ll 
have to experiment to find the r ight 
speed, but it will be somewhere bet­
ween a crawl and absolutely .mo­
tionless . 

Live bait is probably the best bet for 
just about any species during cold 
water periods. A minnow or 
nightcrawler can be left in one spot to 
do its own wiggling. If that spot hap­
pens tu be r ight under the fish 's nose, it 
will probably eventually lake the bait. 

And you'll have to present the bait or 
lure to the fish-because of the cold 
water , he won 't be in any mood to 
chase something down or even move 
more than a foot or two for his meal, no 
matter how enticing it appears . 

Crappie generally school in large 
groups during the winter. These 
schools stay pretty much in the same 
place, so once you have located a 
bunch of crappie, you can usually find 
them consistently until the water starts 
to warm . 

Bass will take up winter residence 
off steep points and almost vertical 
banks . If the water is muddy, they will 
often move right up against the bank 
and close to the surface, where the 
water is warmed by the sun. Under 
these conditions, jigging <or the " new" 
technique of flippin ', which is nothing 
more than old-fashioned Kentucky jig 
fishing with expensive tackle > often 
yields some of the biggest bass of the 
year. 

Another key to successful winter 
fishing is to remember that some 
species of game fish remain more ac­
tive in cold water tha n others. At 45 
degrees , bass are pretty much dor­
mant , but trout are just beginning to

feel good. So fishing the ta ilwaters 
below many of our m ajor lakes where 
trout are stocked, or in lakes such as 
Laurel where trout a re present, can of­
fer some fast action . 

Wa lleye and sa uger also don 't seem 
to mind the cold too much . These fish 
are early spawners and start moving 
into their spawning areas in Ja nua ry 
and February. As a general rule, look 
for sa uger below dams a nd wa lleye in 
the headwaters of lakes du r ing la te 
winter. 

F inally, remember that cold water is 
dangerous- your survival time in 50' 
water is measured in minutes. Don't go 
out alone, always wear a personal 
float-action device , have a change of 
clothes in a waterproof bag , ca r ry fire 
s tarting materia ls a nd ge nerall y be 
more careful and cautious tha n you 
would be during warm weather .

Lost Papers Are No 
Problem, S&ys VA 

Don't let lost documents prevent you 
from seeking veterans benefits, the 
Veterans Administration today 
reminded veterans and their 
dependents. 

A VA spokesman said, "We have 
found that some veterans who cannot 
locate birth or marriage certificates 
don't apply for benefits because they 
believe these documents are essen­
tial." 

VA will accept a certified statement 
instead of an original birth or marriage 
certificate when needed to establish 
eligibility. In the case of a marriage 
this policy applies only to the first mar­
riage for each partner, and there must 
be no contradictory information on file 
at VA. 

In years past, Va required formal 
documentation to support claims for 
compensation and education benefits 
for veterans, widows and orphaned 
children. 

Now, however, VA will accept a cer­
tified statement regarding the birth of 
a veteran's child or as proof of age and 
relations~ip in disability cases, the 
spokesman said. _ 

VA urged veterans and their 
dependents with eligibility questions to 
eon tact the nearest VA regional office 
or a representative of one of the na­
tional veterans organizations.

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Jerrico Head Offers Employment 
In Support of Convicted Agents PRESTONSBURG

Warren Rosenthal, the chairman of 
the board of Lexington's J errico Inc., 
says he has "had it" with a judicicial 
system that cares more about the 
rights of criminals and anarchists than 
about the law-enforcement officials 
who protect the public. 

So when two former FBI officials 
were convicted recently of violating 
the rights of people suspected of having 
links with the radical Weather 
Underground, Rosenthal decided to do 
something about it. 

He wrote a letter of support to the 
former FBI men, EdwardS. Miller and 
W. Mark Felt, and offered either of 
them a job as direclor of security for 
Jerrico , a mull imillion-dolla r 
restauranl chain . 

"This was my personal reaction to 
what I think is a miscarriage of 
justice," Rosenthal said in an inter­
view. "I wanted to let them know there 
were some people in this country who 
didn't believe just ice was given (by the 
convictions l. I told them I'd be pleased 
to have either one interview for the 
job." 

Miller, 57, will fly to Lexington next 
week to discuss the job offer, which 
Rosenthal said is probably one of 
several that Miller has received lately. 
Fell, 67, declined the offer and told 
Rosenthal that he intends to remain in 
retirement in Alexandria, Va. 

Rosenthal also offered to use his 
own money to pay either Miller's or 
Fell's $8,500 fine if either man went to 
work for Jerrico. Both men turned 
down the offer. Their fines are being 
paid through a defense fund raised by 
other past and present FBI agents. 

Law-enforcement officials today 
don 'l get the support they need to track 
down criminals and protect the public, 
Rosenthal said. 

"Whether it's the FBI, the CIA, the 
Lexington police or the state police, I 
wonder whether we put them first 
against the adversaries they're fac­
ing," Rosenthal said. "And I wonder

You can't protect 
your own home, and if the police pro­
tect you they're often made the 
scapegoat of the arrest," Rosenthal 
said. 

" Here arc two FBI men (Miller and 
Fell l who were assigned to break the 
hold of one of the most vicious anar­
chist groups this country's seen in 
many a day, and they exped them to 
play according to the Bill of Rights," 
Rosenthal said. "Anybody who wan!s 
to get into an alley fight according to 
the Marquis of Queensberry rule~ is 
going to get whipped." 

Rosenthal said he has "great con­
cern" for the guarantees provided by 
the Bill of Rights. "But I also have the 
right of safely of my home. My wife 
has the right to carry a purse or wear a 
gold chain around her neck and walk 
down the stret without fear of being 
robbed." 

Rosenthal said the job of security 
director was in Jerrico's corporate 
budget for 1980, "but we had been mov­
ing very slowly in our choice of a per­
son to head that department. 

An increase in armed robberies at 
the Long John Silver's and Jerry's 
restaurants owned by Jerrico makes it 
necessary to fill the position he said.

Modern Art Studied 
In New KET Series 

Public television takes a look at art 
as a mirror of social change in a new 
eight-part series, "The Shock Of The 
New." The series, written and hosted 
by Time magazine art critic Robert 
Hughes, premieres Sunday, January 11 
at 8 p.m. on KET. 

Hughes, who characterizes "The 
Shock Of The New"as a " look at 
ourselves and our century through the 
lens of art," filmed the series in over a 
dozen countries, including France, 
Spain, Italy, Brazil and the United 
States. It features rare documentary 
film and filmed interviews with such 
Jiving and deceased masters as 
Pollock, Je Corbusier, Miro, Dali and 
Rauschenberg, among others. 

Each hour-long program focuses on 
a different socially-historic period and 
the prevailing philosophies of that 
time. The premiere episode, "The 
Mechanft!al Paradise," travels back to 
the late machine age 0870-1914) with 
its vast array of inventions to see how 
art reflected the rapidly changing 
world. 

Episode two, "The Powers That Be," 
explores the great despair and malaise 
that resulted from World War I and the 
relationship between Russian con­
structivism and the 1917 revolution. 

Not all modern art protests or tries to 
reform . In the third presentation of 
"The Shock Of The New"-"The Land­
scape of Pleasure"-Hughes examines 
the experience of pleasure modern art 
gives, from Impressionism to contem­
porary art. Included is rare archival 
footage of Picasso and Matisse at 
work, as well as interviews with 
Robert Motherwell and David 
Hockney. 

In part four , "Trouble in Utopia," 
Hughes looks at architecture from the 
Bauhaus to the Buckminster Fuller 
Dome, examining the idea that 
buildings can improve thought and 
behavior. 

Future episodes focus on sur­
realism ; the works of artists like Van 
Gogh, Klee, O'Keefe and Munch who 
did not feel at home in the ordinary 
world ; modern art's relationship with 
other media ; and, the consequences of 
the modern art movement. 

"Unfortunately, epochs of art don't 
start or enf.l neatly on cue," says 
Hughes. "Ours is finishing its run now, 
leaving behind it some of the most 
challenging, intelligent and beautiful 
works of art ever made by man, along 
with a mass of superfluity and rubbish. 
We're at the end of the modern era. Art 
no longer acts on us in the same way 
that it did on our grandparents." "The 
Shock Of The New" is Hughes' attempt 
to explain why. 

A BBC-TV and Time-Life Television 
co-production, "The Shock Of The 
New" is presented on public television 
by South Carolina ETV.

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,Make Fire Safety a Workbench 
.The danger of hitting your thumb 
'with a hammer is real enough. The 
:u.s. Government calculates that 
over 47,000 hammer injuries oc­
curred in 1979 alone. Misuse of even 
so simple a workshop tool as the 
common screwdriver caused an 
estimated 13,642 injuries in the 
'same year. 

The total amount of accidents, 
serious enough to require emergency 
'TOOm treatment or hospitalization, 
resulting from workshop apparatus, 
tools and attachments in 1979 is 
estimated to be nearly 297,000. 

These startling statistics should 
remind home handymen that work­
shop safety can't be taken for 
granted. Even more frightening are 
workshop conditions that pose 
serious risk of fire, threatening not 
only the workshop area, but your 
family and home if fire should start 
and spread. 

The safety engineers at Underw­
riters Laboratories stress that your 
home workshop should be organized 
and maintained safely to decrease, as 
much as possible, the dangers of fire. 
Not only is a safe workshop 
necessary to protect you and your 
family from harm, but a safe, 
worry-free environment can spare 
your mind the anxieties that hinder 
efficient, concentrated, creative 
work. 

Consider your surroundings. 
Special fire-prevention care must be 
taken in a small area, like your 
workshop, where many highly com­
bustible building materials may be 
present. Fires burn at varying 
speeds. and with finely divided 
substances such as wood dust and 
fine sandings, the possibility of rapid 
fire is critical. 

Deposits of combustible dusts on 
beams, machinery, floors and other 
surfaces are more easily ignited than 
the solid material they cover. When 
ignited, the result is a flash fire. 

Dust Explosions 
If the dust is stirred up into a 

cloud, and there is a source of 
ignition present, an explosion can 
occur. Even the simple act of turning 
on an electric light switch can ignite 
a cloud of combustible dust or 
flammable vapor. 

Statistics are not available con­
cerning dust explosions in home 
workshops; however, it is more likely 
that a home workshop would have a 
sawdust fire than a sawdust explo­
sion. The difference lies only in 
degree; the greater the concentration 
and accumulation of combustible 
substances, the more possible a rapid 
fire becomes. 

Various means can be employed to 
reduce the danger of sawdust fires 
in your work area. Th~e include 
collection, elimination of ignition 
sources and proper venting. Good 
housekeeping (cleaning up sawdust, 
shavings and woodchips) is essential 
to prevent workshop fires. 

Don't forget that metal dust due 
to grinding is a lso _capable of 
catching fire. All fine ~ust should be 
cl~aned up as soon as possible to 
reduce the chance of fire.

Home Workshop Safety 
With inflation driving up the 
prices of home improvement 
and accessories, do­
it-yourselfers are turning to 
their home workshops to make 
their own improvements, 
repairs, etc. Carelessness, and 
being unfamiliar with safety 
rules, often results in accidents. 
Underwriters Laboratories Inc. · 
(UL), offers the following 
suggestions to keep in mind 
while working in one of the 
most hazardous areas of the 
home-the workshop. 

• Never wear neck ties, 
jewelry or loose fitting clothing 
with baggy sleeves which can 
be entangled in power tools. A 
snug-fitting shop apron, safely 
tied in the back provides good 
protection against tool moving 
parts. 

• Keep work-bench free of 
litter and floor clear of loose 
pieces of lumber, nails, etc. 

• Store all combustible 
fluids such as solvents and 
thinners outdoors or in a low 
fire probability location. Store 
oily rags in enclosed metal 
containers, disposing of them 
soon and frequently. 

• Keep a fully-charged UL, 
Listed Class B & C or an 
A,B,C multi-purpose fire ex­
tinguisher handy for flamm­
able liquid and electrical 
fires. 

• Keep hands away from 
moving saw blades, drill bits, 
router cutters, etc. Use a 
notched stick to push wood 
work pieces the last few inches 
past the blades of an electric 
bench saw. 

• Never remove the guards 
from tools-they are there to 
protect you. Follow the in­
struction manual for their 
use. 

• Electrical supply cords of 
all power tools should termin­
ate in a 3-pin grounding plug, 
which should be connected to 
a 3-terminal receptacle. Make 
certain that the ground termin­
al is really grounded, or have 
a qualified electrician deter­
mine this. When necessary, 
adapters should be provided 
for two-pin plugs, and the 
green-wire pigtail of the 
adapter securely fastened to 
the center screw supporting the 
receptacle box cover. Again, 
make certain that the recepta­
cle box is properly grounded. 

• Wear safety glasses or 
goggles. 

• Look for the U L Listing 
Mark on all power tools. This 
indicates that the design of 
such equipment has been 
tested, and found to meet 
recognized safety requirements. 

litter. If you're a seasoned handy­
man or just starting out, you already 
know work space is frequently at a 
premium. It is important that you 
conserve room and not waste what 
space you have. Therefore, avoid 
needless clutter. 

Make a habit of clea ning your 
work area frequently in between the 
stages of your work project. Not only 
will you find working more pleasant 
and efficient, you'll also avert the 
fire and safety risks caused by 
sawdust, woodchips, shavings, scrap 
wood and stray nails. 

The proper storing of fla mmable 
liquids, such as solvents, thinner, 
gasoline and oils, in low fire 
probability locations, is an important 
factor in fire safety. Flammable 
liquids should be kept in tightly 
closed metal containers. They should 
be used only where there is good 
ventilation, and away from possible 
ignition sources such as matches, 
pilot lights, sparks or hot 
surfaces.

Keep in mind that the vapors of 

these liquids are usually heavier than 
air and can travel a considerable 
distance along the floor. Oily rags 
should be stored in a metal container 
and disposed of as soon as possible 
to prevent spontaneous ignition. 

Ignition Sources 
While you're dealing with sub­

stances that fuel fires, watch for 
possible hazardous ignition sources. 
It is estimated that portable electric 
space heaters accounted for 228 
injuries in 1979. 

Home workshops are often located 
in poorly heated and under­
ventilated basement, garage and 
attic areas. Plugging in a space 
heater to compensate only leads to 
life-threatening and property­
damaging possibilities. Again, the 
dangers of sawdust and wood fires 
reach a critical level. 

If your work area is too cool or 
drafty, think of alternative ways of 
warming up. If possible, relocate 
your workshop to another part of 
your home, or consider adding more 
insulation. Simplest of all, put on a 
snug-fitting sweater or sweatshirt. 
Space heaters and workshops are a 
dangerous combination. 

If you've looked at the surgeon 
general's warning on cigarettes 
lately, you know they've been found 
to be dangerous to your health. The 
hazards of smoking are even greater 
in the home workshop. Your concen­
tration on the work at hand makes 
it more than likely you '11 forget the 
cigarette you lit only a moment ago. 
The burns on the average smoker's 
workbench attest to this. 

Worse still is the likelihood that 
the cigarette will drop hot ashes onto 
nearby combustible materials . There 
may or may not be best places to 
smoke, but the home workshop is 
certainly one of the worst smoking 
areas. 

Why not make ycur next project 
the designing, cutting and framing 
of a brightly painted "NO SMOK-
1 NG" sign to hang over your 
workbench? It will be a constant 
reminder to you, your family and 
visiting friends that you make fire 
safety an important element in your 
workshop area, and will attest to the, 
professional way you approach your 
work. 

You can reduce the possibility of 
electrical fires by making sure power 
tool electrical supply cords which 
terminate in a 3-pin plug (one pinl 
for grounding) are connected to a 
3-terminal or grounding type recep­
tacle. And be certain that the 
electrical outlet box is properly ' 
grounded. If necessary, have a 
qualified, licensed electrician check 
it out. 

Since improperly maintained hot 
water heaters, furnaces, motors, or 
poorly functioning electric tools are 
potential sources for stray sparks, it 
is essential you monitor their correct 
operation and maintenance. 

If you're not sure of your 
expertise, have things looked over by 
a professional. Doing-it-yourself is a 
good way to cut down on costs, but 
not if it risks the expense to life and 
property that carelessness and lack 
of sufficient know-how can cause. 

Fire Extinguisher 
Recommended 

Finally, don't overlook your home 
workshop's most important tool- an 
Underwriters Laboratories Inc. List­
ed fire extinguishe r. Extinguishers 
are labeled A, B, andjor C 
according to the type of fire they can 
handle. 

Class A fires involve ordinary 
combustibles such as paper, wood, 
drapes or upholstery. C lass B fires 
occur with flammable liquids such as 
fuel oil, gasoline, paint, grease in a 
frying pan and solvents.

"Some of the most vivid stories and 
traditions which have lingered in the 
hills are woven around the centurie ·­
old custom of 'Old Christmas,' "writes 
Paul Neil Allen , of Floyd county, in the

Tracing Your Family Tree? 
ot all family trees prove to be as 

earth shaking as Alex Haley' 
"Roots," but research ing famil;. 
histories can be an inten•sting hobby 
that adds a perspective of the past. 

However, some people may be m 
timidated by the idea that researchrng 
their family tree is a complex pro­
cedure. The Kentucky Historical Socie­
ty Library has a multitude uf resources 
which can facilitate research for the 
novice family genealogist. 

The society offers a free 
"genealogical packet" to persons in­
terested in researching their family 
tree. The packet includes a simple-to­
fill-out chart thai spans six generations 
making recordrng family data easy. 

The packet also includes a list of 
sources available at the society's 
library that are free and available to 
the public and a list of tips that can 
help guide the researcher . Among the 
sources available at the library arc: 

- Tax lists by county. The 1970 and 
1800 lax list have been published as the 
"First Census of Kentucky" and the 
"Second Census of Kentucky" respec­
tively. 

-U.S. Census, Kentucky 1810-1880, 
on microfilm. 

-Indexed rosters of Kentucky 
soldiers in the War of 1812, Civil War, 
Mexican War, Spanish-American War 
and World War I. 

- Family files, which include data 
arranged by family name. 

-Kentucky county and state 
histories, some with biographical sec­
tions. 

-Some church records. 
- Kentucky Confederate Pensions. 

available on film. 
-Some Bible records by family 

name. 
-Abstracts of wills, marriages, 

deeds, pensions and cemetery records, 
by county . 

-A large collection of historical and 
genealogical periodicals. 

-Kentucky vital statistics, births, 
marriages, deaths (1852-1861) , filed by 
county on microfilm.

do the actual research for p(•ople. but 
we help them locale the records thej 
need," Anderson sa1d. 

Anderson suggested the b('ginning 
researcher " do his homework" before 
going to the library for record~ "We 
try to 1mpress upon people to go to the 
family first," Anderson sa1d. 
"particularly an older member for a 
little history of the family and maybe 
some family records from a fam rly BI­
ble." 

Alma I any old document from a 
family member can be a key for the 
researcher, Anderson said "Old let­
ters and old pictures are helpful, " she 
noted . " Be sure and get some iden­
tifications of the persons in each 
photograph." 

Other research that can be done 
before visiting the library includes get­
ting dates from tombstones in family 
graveyards, checking church bap­
tismal records, wills, marriage 
licenses and deeds and family Bibles. 

Anderson said family stories and 
"legends" should be recorded along 
with other data when researching a 
family history. "It's very important to 
keep these stories, because they are 
not the sort of things that are recorded 
in history books . They are what make 
each family unique," she added. 

She said the longer one puts off doing 
a family tree, the more one loses. 
"People wait until they are 70 or 80 
before they begin their family history 
and by then a lot of their older relal ives 
who could have helped them have 
died.'' 

Although a hobby for some, resear­
ching a family history can have a dif­
ferent goal. " Some do it for medical 
reasons," Anderson explained. "There 
are certain diseases that are transmit­
ted genetically and people rescrach 
records for a pattern of a fam ily 
disease." 

Anderson also said the library keeps 
a list of persons who will research your 
family's history for a professional fee. 

Persons interested in obtaining a 
free "genealogical packet" from the 
Kentucky Historical Society should 
write to : Kentucky Historical Society, 
Old Capitol Annex, Box H, Frankfort , 
Ky. 40601. A list of professional fa mily 
researchers can be obtained by sen­
ding a stamped, self-addressed 
envelope to the Kentucky Hislocial 
Society a t the same address.

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Help on Fuel Bills Slated 
In All Counties of State 

Families in need of help with their 
winter fuel bills are being urged by of­
ficials of the Human Resources 
Department to apply promptly for 
assistance. So great is the need for 
assistance in Kentucky, the $24 million 
available here may be used up very 
quickly, they say . 

<Starting January 5, applications 
will be taken daily at the Bureau for 
Social Insurance Office, on North Lake 
Drive. During January only, applica­
tions will also be taken, between 9 and 
3:30, at the Archer Senior Citizen's 
Center on Tuesdays; at the Martin 
Senior Citizen's Center, on Mondays, 
Wednesdays and Fridays; and at the 
Wheelwright Senior Citizens' Center, 
on Thursdays. ) 

"The money allocated to the state by 
the federal government will help a lot 
of people, but it's enough to help only 
about one-third of those who may be 
eligible," said William L. Huffmann, 
the department's social insurance 
comissioner. "We encourage those 
most in need to help with winter 
heating bills to apply as early as they 
can." 

Eligibility for the program is based 
on family size and income. A one­
person household must have a monthly 
income of $395 or less to be eligible. A 
household of two must make Jess than 
$550 a month ; a three-member 
household must have a maximum in­
come of $602 per month ; a family of 
four, $653 a month ; a five-person 

' household, $704; a family of six or 
more, $755 maximum monthly income. 

A household may have no more than 
$5,000 in liquid resources to be eligible 
for Home Energy Assistance Program 
benefits, which vary according to in­
come and fuel type, said Huffmann.

guidelines do not have to wait until 
they get behind in their fuel payments 
and face utility cut-off to apply," he 
said. ~'This program is not tied to a 
crisis situation." 

Three percent of the 
program's funds, or $720,000, has 
been set aside for emergency ' 
assistance and will be available to low­
income families facing fuel cut-off 
after regular program funds are ex­
hausted. Emergency payments of $200 
or less will be paid only to households 
that have not received benefits through 
the regular program. 

"We exped the emergency funds to 
be used up quickly, too," said Huff­
man. 

Huffman advised people with ques­
tions about the program or their t 
eligibility to call the Bureau for Social 
Insurance office in the counties where 
they Jive. A recent news release from 
Washington gave a Louisville phone 
number for program information and' 
has led to confusion in some areas of 
the state, said Huffman. 

"There is no need to call long­
distance to Louisville or Frankfort to 
get answers," he said. "However, 
anyone having a problem reaching the 
appropriate social insurance office can 
tell the Department for Human 
Resources ombudsman using the toll­
free number." 

The number is 1-800-372-2973. 
He said applicants for program 

benefits can get the fastest service by 
taking the necessary information to the 
local Social Insurance office or tem­
porary application site. He recom­
mends taking the most recent heating 
bill , social security numbers of 
everyone in the householq and proof of 
the household's income <check stubs, 
benefit checks, award letters, direct 
deposit slips, etc.). 

People unable to apply in person 
may have someone apply for them, 
Huffman said. 

Turner Cities Moves 
For Railway Safety 

Kentucky has a long way to go in 
solving all its rail safety problems, 
Railroad Commissioner Jimmy 
Turner said recently, but added that he 
is proud that so many of these pro­
biems ·have · been corrected since he 
has been in office. 

Besides the repair of railroad tracks, 
the cleaning of debris along the tracks, 
and the settling of cases pertaining to 
the removal of station agencies and 
depot buildings, he pointed out that 
hazardous conditions at certain 
railroad crossings have been cor­
rected. 

Signal lights have been installed at 
the intersection of Route 80 and KY 7 at 
Lackey. The crossing on Route 122, 
below the McDowell High School, is 
now in the process of receiving signals. 
Commissioner Turner, said he is now 
making arrangements to meet with 
both railroad and highway authorities 
in Frankfort to request signal lights at 
the crossing on new KY 80 at Martin. 
Turner said he will take with him a 
petition from citizens of Martin, citing 
the need for signal lights at the cross­
ing.

Alaskan "Job Information Kits " 

Attorney General Steve Beshear 
says Kentuckians should be alert to 
possible misinformation being 
distributed concerning Alaska n 
Pipeline construction jobs. Several 
neighboring states have reported 
advertisements selling "job informa­
tion kits" which contain erroneous in­
forma tion concerning job ava ilability. 

According to Beshear, adver­
tisements announcing employment 
positions with the Northwest Alaska n 
Pipeline Co. have been the most com­
mon . 

Beshear says the ads are usuall y in­
tended to sell information that will 
enable a person to land a "high-paying 
job." Beshear says persons desiring 
work on the Alaskan Highway Pipeline 
Project should not send money for such 
job information kits. 

" If you are asked to pay to apply for 
the job, be on the alert ," says Beshear. 

Northwest Alaskan Pipeline Co. has 
published notices stating that the per­
sons advertising the "job information 
kits " are in no way connected with the 
company. 

Officials of the Northwest Alaskan 
Pipeline Co. say that under the current 
schedule hiring for labor positions will 
not begin until 1982. The company has 
notified Beshear that hiring will be 
done through execution contractors, 
who will be announced at the ap­
propriate time. 

Officials of Northwest Alaskan 
Pipeline stress the fact the legitimate 
announcements concerning the execu­
tion contractors, who will perform field 
construction and hiring practices, will 
be made through "The Alaskan 
Newsline" newsletter publication and 
press release, and in trade or labor 
organization journals. Persons seeking 
pipeline jobs should apply at that time 
directly to the selected contractors, 
Beshear says.

Achievement of Ephraim McDowell 
Ky. Surgeon, Recreated on KET 

Kentucky surgeon Ephraim 
McDowell did not receive a formal 
degree in medicine until long after he 
had achieved surgical advances 
unknown before his time. He perform­
ed the world's first successful ab­
dominal surgery, the removal of an 
ovarian tumor, in Danville, in 1809. The 
story of that operation is dramatized in 
the 90-minute drama , " Ephraim 
McDowell 's Kentucky Ride ," Wednes­
day, January 14 at 9 p.m. on KET.

;Perry as Crawford. 

Ephraim McDowell was a skilled 
surgeon who practiced in the Kentucky 
frontier during the late 18th and early 
19th centuries . Hi s anatomical 
knowledge gained through study in 
Europe and his own illegal and secret 
dissections of cadavers , set him apart 
from the other doctors of his time. 
Surgery, at that time, was considered 
lillie different from butchery; 
anesthesia was unknown ; and untrain­
ed doctors blamed unknown diseases 
on various " humors" and prescribed 
treatments that as often as not did 
more harm than good. 

" Ephraim McDowell 's Kentucky 
Ride" re-creates this selling- in which 
McDowell's success was little short of 
miraculous. McDowell 's patient , Jane 
Todd Crawford, of Greensburg, was 
suffering from an ovarian tumor so 
large that other doctors had diagnosed 
pregna ncy . Having borne five 
children, the patient protested, though 
in vain, that she was not expecting a 
child. 

Crawford finally sent for McDowell, 
who rode sixty miles on horseback to 
her cabin . When he diagnosed the 
tumor, she begged him to remove it. 
McDowell was reluctant to perform 
such radical surgery; but the courage 
and Insistence of his patient, who 
traveled to his home for the operation, 
persuaded him to make the attempt. 
Her courage and her faith in 
McDowell 's ability were rewarded , 
and she returned home to live into her 
80s- outliving, in fact , both her doctor 
and her husband. 

Following the program, a short 
discussion segment explores the ex­
perience of performing surgery.

Waste Management 
Plan To Be Aired 

A proposed fivc-year plan for the 
management of all types of waste in 
Kentucky will be prcsentf'd for public 
review and comment at meetings in 
Frankfort , Prest onshurg and Hopkins­
ville next week. 

Jackie Swigart , secretar·y uf the 
state Departm ent for Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion, said the plan outlines method 
now used in the treatment, storage, 
transportation and disposal of waste 
and recommendations for improved 
waste services. 

The types of waste covered in the 
plan, which was prepared by the 
department's division of hazardous 
material and waste management , are 
haza rdous , non-hazardous , residual 
waste from pollution-cor.trol facilities 
or industrial processes, and 
agricultural wastes. 

At the meetings, the content of the 
plan will be de cribed by staff 
members from the division and the 
publ ic will be able to present oral or 
written comments . Additional written 
comments on the plan, which is 
available for public inspection at the 
division's Frankfort and regional of­
fices, will be accepted through Jan. 15. 

Division Director Roger Blair said a 
summary and response to a ll com­
ments on the plan will be prepared at 
the end·of the public comment period. 
These comments will be taken into ac­
count in preparation of the final plan, 
which must be submitted to the federal 
Environmental Protection Agency by 
Jan. 29, he said. 

Department ofricials said prepara­
tion of the five-year plan was required 
under the 1976 federal Resource Con­
servation and Recovery Act. They said 
private citizens, industry represen­
tatives and environmental groups 
should take advantage of the oppor­
tunity to voice their opinions and make 
recommendations on the plan. 

The meeting here is set for Jan . 7 at 7 
p.m. in the Pike Building at Prestons­
burg Community College.

On Dec. 24, 1862, Morgan's Raiders 
camped near Glasgow and stopped at a 
tavern to celebrate the holidays. A 
patrol of the second Michigan Cavalry 
USA stopped at the tavern to celebrate 
also.

Light Docket 
Faces Circuit 
Court Session 

When circuit court began its new 
term here Monday morning, its open­
ing was not accompanied by the usual 
empanelling of a new grand jury.

Judge Hollie Conley. 

The only homicide case awaiting 
trial IS that of Frankie Gibson, of Gar­
rett, who is accused of the slaying of 
his brother, Grover. The arson charge 
against Tommy Cisco is docketed for 
later this month . 

One circuit court case that was 
thought disposed of has been returned 
for a new round of court procedure. 

Greg Collins was indicted a few days 
after his 18th birthday as an adult, 
charged with the robbery of the 
Western Sizzlin ' Steak House, outside 
Prestonsburg.

Lakes, Streams 
Low As Drouth 
Yet Unbroken 

Dewey Lake is holding steady at 
winter pool,· but the Big Sandy river in­
to which it feeds and almost all other 
lakes and streams in Kentucky are 
lower than usual as the result of a 
drought which began in October and 
continues into the new year. 

The Big Sandy "looks like July, ex­
cept it's frozen over," one observer 
commented. Its low stage and lack of 
normal strong current has permitted 
an early freeze-{)ver. 

Herrington Lake is one of the state 
impoundments hardest hit. Only one 
dock. Gwinn Island's, has enough 
water for boat launching. 

The lake at Jenkins which served as 
the water reservoir for the town was so 
dry a week ago that the town was forc­
ed to pipe water from another source. 

The last month when the rainfall was 
normal or above in this county was 
August when 7.4 inches were recorded 
by the rain gauge monitored by Tom 
Westfall at Ivel. September was down 
to only 3.7 inches. Then only .98 of an 
inch of rain fell in October. November 
precipitation was 3.75 inches, and 
December turned drier with a low 1.37 
inches, with neither rain or snow help­
ing the situation. 

And the forecast for January- for 
what is worth- is, less precipitation 
but colder than normal. 

Dry weather, ho\rever, is nothing 
new for the area. It really began in 
1979, when only 16 inches of precipita-

Scott and the Walker woman are 
charged with kidnapping Angela and 
Kenneth Diamond at Huntington, W. 
Va ., last Oct. 16 and of taking them to 
Kimper, Pike county. The second kid­
napping count alleges that they ab­
ducted Andrea Denise Thacker and 
Dennis G. Sloane at Jonican Creek, 
Pike county, the next day and of later 
releasing them in Wilkes county, North 
Carolina. 

U. S. District Judge G. Wix Unthank 
set the bail of each at $50,000. They are 
held here for safekeeping.

Ky.W. Va.Plans 
Drilling To Cost 
Over $10 Million 

Deregulation of oil and natural gas 
prices has resulted in an upsurge of 
drilling for either or both fuels, but lit­
tle will be done in Floyd county this 
year, it was indicated this week by in­
dustry spokesman. 

Kentucky West Virginia Gas Com­
pany has budgeted for 1981 perhaps the 
most pretentious drilling program of 
the lot, but of the 60-61 wells planned, 
only one or two will be located in this 
county. 

Columbia Gas has five new wells 
planned for the year-all in Pike coun­
ty, none in Floyd, Knott or Johnson. 

Inland Gas Company plans most of 
its new development in the Buckhorn­
Quicksand areas of Perry and 
Breathitt counties. None in Floyd. 

Besides its $10,800,000 drilling pro­
gram, Kentucky West Virginia plans 
the laying this year of approximately 
40 miles of new and replacement lines, 
a venture which will cost an additional 
$4.7 million. 

This company has eliminated all of 
its old-style cable drilling rigs and

matter. .. 

Up and down Schoolhouse Hollow, 
residents will display the phones they 
picked up as they moved into the new 

subdivision during the past year, some 
with phone company assurances, they 
claim, that service would be available 
in a matter of days. Months have pas:.­
ed and, except for four families hooked 
up last April, no connections have been 
made. 

New Buildings Going Up 

" I always thought it was impossible 
to live without a phone," confessed An­
nabell Harless, who moved to the area 
from Town Branch in August. It is 
possible, she is discovering, although 
still downright inconvenient. Three 
phone sets lie idly by as she describes 
the daily frustrations of trying to keep 
in touch with her employer and her 
night-working husband.

Four new businesses . three 
restaurants and a combination self­
serve filling station-grocery, are in 
various stages of construction here, 
easing, to a certain degree, oft-heard 
concerns that Prestonsburg may be 
lagging behind its sister Big Sandy 
county seats of P a intsville and 
Pikeville in commercial development . 

Work on Ashland Petroleum Com· 
pany's Save Mart Store here , located 
on the former site of Wise Restaurant, 
is near complete and the combinatiOn 
grocery-gas station, one of more than 
100 in the Save-Mart chain, has begun 
operatiOn of its gasoline sales. Greg W. 
Hencye, a native of Ashland, will 
manage the store which will operate 24 
hours a day and employee a staff of 20. 
General contractor on the job is Pack 
Construction. of Morehead 

Scheduled to open within the next 
few weeks on adjoining lots at the 
mouth of May 's Branch are two 
popular "chain' ' restaurants , Pizza 
Hut and Wendy's. 

The brick veneer and frame Pizza 
Hut structure, which includes 2,200 
square feet and provides a seating 
capacity of 110, represents the 14th 
restaurant for the Lexington Pizza Hut 
franchise which operates in a number 
of south-central and eastern counties in 
the slate. Pizza Hut, currently the No. 1 
pizza restaurant chain internationally, 
bought the franchise here five years 
ago, according to Don Lucas. regional 
director for Pizza Hut Lucas said the 
restaurant should open "toward the 
end of January," and will create about 
30 new jobs. Gene Dukes, LoUisville, is 
general contractor. 

Wendy 's, popular hamburger and 
fast food restaurant chain based in Col 
umbus, 0 ., has set an opening date' of 
February 9 for tht•ir restaurant lwre 

which is being constructed of metal, 
frame and block by T.M. Construction 
Company, of Charleston, W. Va . The 
Wendy's structure has a total of 2,280 
square feet of space. 

Both restaurants are located on land 
owned by Art Bolen, of Prestonsburg, 
it was said. 

Under construction on a lot adjacent 
to the Dairy Queen here and formerly 
occupied by Scottie's, is Captain D's , a 
seafood restaurant which is part of 
Shoney's , Inc., of Nashville, Ten­
nessee. The 2,200-square-foot building 
of masonry and wood finish is being 
built by Mike VanHoose, David con­
tractor, and occupies land leased from 
Charles Bradley and C. R . Hatton, of 
Prestonsburg, through real e tat e 
broker , Bob VanHoose The 
restaurant , owned by Captain D' of 
Pikeville. will seat 64 and is expected 
to open m early March, although con­
tractor VanHoose sa1d unfavorable 
weather could extend the opening dale.

For a number of 
divorced and single mothers in the 
area, security is the uppermost con­
cern. 

"No one knew we would not be able 
to get a phone when we moved in 
here," complains Sharon Lawson. The 
fact that the Schoolhouse Hollow sub­
division was planned well in advance 
and the utilities given ample notice of 
housing construction there leaves them 
with little excuse for the long delay in 
providing service, a number of 
residents contend.

"Every year they 
have promised I'd have one by the end 
of the year," he said.

Register Again 
For Army Draft 

Registration for the military draft 
entered its second round this week, 
with all men born in 1962 required to 
sign up by Saturday. Males born in 1963 
and later must register within 30 days 
of their 18th birthdays. 

While there appears to be little in­
clination in Congress to return to con­
scription in the near future, some 
observers note that rising costs and a 
shrinking population of young men will 
make it increasingly difficult to main­
tain an all-volunteer army. 

If the draft is again introduced, the 
law provides for selecting draftees by 
lottery. The first group subject to such 
a lottery would be young men turning 
20 in the year the draft resumes. 

Registration is opposed by 
President-elect Ronald Reagan and it 
also faces a Supreme Court challenge 
because of its failure to include 
women. 

During his campaign, Reagan 
characterized peacetime registration 
as an "ill-conceived"move of little 
military value. He is now under moun­
ting pressure to continue the program, 
however. The Supreme Court is ex­
pected to rule on the constitutionality 
of the signup plan in June or July. 

Registrants are required to fill out a 
card bearing their name, birthdate, 
social security number, address and 
phone number. Cards for the purpose 
are available at post offices. Failure to 
sign up carries a possible felony con­
viction with a maximum penalty of five 
years in prison and a fine of $10,000.

to be waiting for service, while another 
three families with two-party lines are 
said to have requested a private line. 

"All we're asking for is a reasonable 
explanation and a reasonable date," 
said Budalene Boggs. "We can get 
neither." 

South Central Bell officials reply that 
the company is caught between rising 
costs and a regulatory agency that 
recently denied it almost half the rate 
increase it sought. 

Some unrealistic hopes have been 
raised by local PhoneCenter 
employees who promise a quick 
hookup without realizing that service 
requests in some areas pose special 
problems, conceded Art Willett, South 
Central Bell area manager, this week . 
Estimates of the time needed to pro­
vide service in unserved areas must 
also allow for variable weather condi­
tions, he cautioned. 

While distribution cable is available 
in Schoolhouse Hollow and on Rough 
and Tough, additional "feeder" cable 
needs to be laid between David and the 
Prestonsburg exchange, company 
representatives explain. 

An official in South Central Bell's 
Louisville office es timated in 
November that the job would be com­
pleted by April 30 this year . A 
December estimate by District 
Manager B. M. Starnes gives June as 
the anticipated completion date. 

In a letter to Dorothy Clark, ex­
ecutive director of the David Com­
munity Development Corporation, 
Starnes noted that the 14 families 
without phones in the David area are 
among 2900 other Kentuckians 
awaiting service. 

"We simply don't have the dollars it 
takes to do all the work needed to 
answer Kentucky's telephone needs," 
Starnes wrote. "OnJy by charging 
rates that reflect the cost of providing 
service today, can we get phones to the 
hundreds of families waiting for ser­
vice while keeping the quality of 
telephone service for others." 

"No one likes to ask for a rate in­
crease," added Area Manager Willett 
this week. "We realize it can be a hard­
ship, especially for those on fixed in­
comes. But it takes money to provide 
service, and it takes more in the moun­
tains than elsewhere." 

It also costs more to provide service 
out in the county than it does in 
Prestonsburg, said Willett, in response 
to complaints that, even when service 
is available, the charge is considerably 
higher in David than it is in town. While 
most customers in the Prestonsburg 
area can lease their phones at the basic 
rate of about $8 monthly, an additional 
mileage charge is levied on out-of-town 
customers that can raise the monthly 
charge in David to as much as $21, he 
explained.

Caudill Says Coal 
Should Be Responsible 

The grip of what Alben Barkley call­
ed the "coal combine" is tighter today 
than it was in 1911 when John Mayo, 
Johnson N. Camden and Clarence 
Wayland Watson met at the Sinton 
Hotel in Cincinnati and decreed the 
election of James McCreary as gover­
nor of Kentucky. At every level and in 
all agencies the coal industry is served 
slavishly and obsequiously. 

Governor Brown has referred to coal 
as "the economy" of Kentucky, and ap­
pointed a coal operator Secretary of 
the Department of Energy. His Coal 
Policy Commission is made up of coal 
people from beginning to end without 
any voices from consumers or other 
groups. He pushes a fantastic synthetic 
fuels industry to be paid for with public 
funds-a capitalizing of profits and a 
socializing of losses. The state taxes 
coal in the ground at the rate of 1/ 10 
cent per $100 of value -a mere 315Lh 
part of the rate levied on houses and 
farms. The severance tax is 412% as 
compared to rates ranging from 121 2% 
to 30% in the western fields, and most 
of it returns to the coal fields to build 
and repair coal roads. The coal in­
dustry enjoys low taxes, public esteem, 
political power, and immense profits. 
The people generally carry all the 
burdens growing out of ruined roads, 
silted rivers and lakes, polluted water, 
inadequate housing, poor schools and 
low health standards. The Brown Ad­
ministration appears to be as proud as 
punch of this situation. 

As Bert Combs once said in a speech 
in ~ew York, Kentucky has been 
"pillaged" by people whose only 
motive is profit. For examples, Van 
Lear Black was one of the wealthiest 
men of his day but I have found no 
evidence that he ever gave so much as 
a single library book to the Johnson 
county community that bears his 
name. The library at Morehead State 
University was named for U.S. Senator 
Johnson Newlon Camden, Jr., heir to a 
vast Standard Oil fortune, but I have 
found nothing to show that he gave a 
nickel to the college. <Actually it began 
as a mission school and was financed 
by donors from outside the state.) 

University of Kentucky board chair­
man William Sturgill has been quoted 
as stressing the need to get tax funds 
behind energy research on the campus. 
This is precisely opposite to what 
should occur. The vast mineral oligar­
chy should provide such research 
funds because it is the coal, oil, gas and 
railroad interests that stand to reap 
gigantic prof1ts from increased use of 
fossil fuels. 

Recently Ashland Oil did something 
unique in Kentucky history: it gave a 
million dollars to the University of 
Kentucky and pledged additional an­
nual bequests for support of certain 
needed educational programs. Every 
Kentuckian is indebted to Ashland for 
setting this salutary example. 

It is essential to the welfare of Ken­
tucky that the governor and the gover­
ning officials of Kentucky's state­
supported universitites use this exam­
ple to obtain long over-due funding 
from other energy giants operating 
within the state. They include such 
well-heeled outfits as Kentucky River 
Coal, Occidental Oil, Gulf Oil, Ford 
Motor, Neufinanze AG (of Lichtens­
tein), CSX Corporation, Pittston 
Energy, Kaneb Corporation, KyCoGo 
Corporation, Stearns Coal and 
Lumber, U.S. Steel, Royal Dutch Shell, 
National Steel, Koppers Corporation, 
Columbia Gas. Equitable Gas, Big 
Sandy corporation , Tennessee Valley 
Authority , Harvard University, 
Southern Rai lway, Diamond 
Shamrock, International Harvester, 
Howell Oil Company, and assorted 
German and Swiss tycoons. In the ag­
gregate they own or hold under long­
term lease a couple of million acres of 
Kentucky, extract more than 
150,000,000 tons of coal, 7 million bar­
rels of oil, and 75 million cubic feet of 
natural gas annually, gross many 
billions annually in sales revenues, and 
realize many hundreds of millions as 
net profits. In the energy-short future 
they are designing their profits will 
rise enormously. 

It is these energy giants that should 
finance voluntarily and generously the 
research programs at the stale univer­
sities . In decency how could they 
withhold grants for such tasks as in­
quiries into better methods of preven· 
ting, diagnosing and treating the oc­
cupational diseases of coal miners? 
Their money should support forestry 
research aimed at getting new and 
fast-growing stands of native trees on­
to strip-mined lands. Their money 
rather than the taxpayers' should pay 
for shale and coalliquification studies. 
They should finance studies of polluted 
streams and ways of eliminating acci­
ty of public waters . They should try to 
learn why ! in Grady Stumbo's words l 
"people line up a hundred and fifty 
deep to get on Welfare." They ought to 
finance new ways of educating so that 
coal-field children can cease to be the 
butt of jokes because of their sorry 
elementary and secondary school 
backgrounds. 

In short, these corporate "pi llagers" 
ought to take the lead in financing a 
new and better era in Kentucky. They 
should be asked to do it, and if they 
refuse to respond their a nti-SOCial nig­
gardliness should be told to every man, 
woman and child in the state. So in­
formed. the voters might send to 
Frankfort a new generation of law 
makers determined to make tho e who 
"pillage" pay . 

The continued failure of universi tY. 
officials and state politicians to tak 
these steps will constitute a gross 
betrayal of public trust. The status quo 
is intolerable and is leading inexorably 
toward state bankruptcy, the elimina­
tion of one or more universities from 
the state system, a general down­
grading of higher education, and a 
worsening of traditionally low stan­
dards in grade and high schools. 

Nearly all the grand old families pro­
minent in the ownership of these com­
panies call themselves philanthropist 
and proclaim their numerous bequests. 
They boast of their giant private collec­
tions of art. (Armand Hammer of Oc­
cidental Oil recently paid 5.1 millions 
for a work by Leonardo da Vinci, and 
Paul Mellon of Gulf Oil boasts of a 
billion dollars worth of art given 
away). Kentuckians ought to have the 
official courage to at least ask for some 
of this largesse. It would be fine, for ex­
ample, if Armand Hammer would sen 
some of his art to be seen by Ken­
tucky's coal field children, their 
teachers and parents. 

Why should Kentucky be the nation's 
leading coal producing state if all we 
get out of it is crippled and dead 
miners, silted streams and lakes, torn 
up roads, uprooted forests, and holes in 
the ground? 

Kentucky is a great cow that has 
' been systematically starved while be­

ing vigorously milked. It is time tha 
the beast be fed.

Today's drugstore shelves house an 
ever-widening array of first aid 
product a far cry from the 
omewhat ma keshift items 

homemaker had to contend with a 
generation ago. With doctor's fees 
rising and self-care becoming a 
national pastime, consumers are 
demanding- and getting med­
ica l-quality fir t aid products iden­
tical to those used in hospital 
emergency departments. 

Some of these products, however, 
were not even ava ilable to doctors 
until a few years ago, so it's not 
urprising that consumers are some­

times confused about which products 
belong in the home medicine 
cabinet, and how to use them 
effectively. Here's a rundown of the 
new genera tion of wound care 
products, and orne tip on technique 
to help you bandage like a pro. 

The rirst step in first aid for minor 
wounds is to cleanse thoroughly to 
wash away infection-promoting dirt 
and other foreign pa rticles. You 'll 
find ma ny products on the market 
for cleansing wounds, but the most 
useful and the most economical 
is a bar of mild soap, with no 
cosmetic creams or fragrances . Since 
germs can enter an open wound and 
cause infection, it's essential to wash 
your hands thoroughly with this 
soap, which should be stored 
separately for this purpose. After 
wa shing hands, gently cleanse 
around the wounded area with the 
soap, running water and a sterile 
pad. 

Sterile pads are one of the most 
useful all-around first aid products. 
More absorbent than gauze pads, 
they can be used for cleansing 
wounds, applying creams or oint­
ments, dressing superficial wounds, 
and applying pressure to stop 
bleeding. Unlike cotton balls, they 
are less likely to leave lint behind in 
the wound, and they're individually 
wrapped for sterility. 

Wound Treaters 
Remember the bright red liquid 

that stained your knees and elbows 
when you were treated for a cut or 
scrape? These products have been 
replaced by non-staining liquids, 
creams and ointments that eliminate 
much of the pain associated with 
cleansing and treating wounds. 

The purpose of any wound 
treatment product is to form a 
barrier against infection and to keep 
the wounded area lubricated. 
Products that discolor the skin may 

'make it hard to tell when the wound 
is infected, and they can be difficult 
to wash off without pain to the 
injured area. Your best bet is a 
water-soluble first aid cream or a 
tube of antibiotic ointment. For 
maximum cleanliness, apply these 
with a fresh sterile pad, not with 
your fingers . 

First aid cream is also suitable for 
soothing burns when the skin is not 
broken, and it is a much better 
lubricant than butter or cooking 
grease. Cooking fat of any kind 
actually does the opposite of what 
it's supposed to: it can trap heat next 
to the burn, making it even more 
painful; and it provides an ideal 
breeding ground for germs. Butter or 
grease is almost impossible to wash 
off without considerable pain to the 
burned area -don't use it! 

Wound Covering 
For small cuts and scrapes, you 

should have a package of adhesive 
ba ndages in assorted sizes and 
shapes. Since so many of these are 
used, it may be tempting to buy a 
bargain brand. These may not really 
be such a bargain, however, since 
they seldom adhere as well or absorb

Any medicine cabinet can be an efficient "home emergency center" with under $10 worth of 
wound care supplies: adhesive bandages, adhesive pads, sterile pads, surgical pads , rolled 
gauze, first aid tape, first aid cream and mild soap. 

as readily as national brands, and 
you'll probably use more in the long 
run. 

For larger injuries, you can now 
choose between extra-large adhesive 
bandages, for covering wounds on 
areas that bend, and adhesive pads 
that can be attached securely on all 
four sides on flat areas of the body. 
Adhesive pads do the job of a gauze 
pad and adhesive tape in one step, 
eliminating the need for scissors. 
The four-sided adhesive helps 
promote healing by sealing out dirt 
and germs, while still allowing air to 
circulate freely. 

Both adhesive bandages and 
adhesive pads are now available with 
a non-stiGk pad surface to prevent 
the scab from being pulled off when 
the bandage is changed. 

Sometimes, you may want a larger 
dressing for scrapes that cover a 
wider area. In such cases, you may 
use a sterile pad, which can be 
unfolded to double its width. 

For more heavily bleeding 
wounds, you may use an extra­
absorbent surgical pad. Surgical 
pads are quite new for general 
consumer use, and they're especially 
effective when you need to bandage 
a heavily draining or oozing wound. 
Surgical pads make a safer, neater 
bandage than a gauze pad folded in 
many layers, since they have a 
non-stick coating on the outer layer 
and an absorbent pad inside that 
cushions the wound from accidental 
reinjury. The greater absorbency of 
surgical pads can also help speed 
healing by keeping blood and fluids 
away from the wound, leaving it 
cleaner and drier. 

Tapes 
First aid tapes have come a long 

way from the heavy white adhesive 
tape that tended to hurt quite a bit 
upon removal (although they cer­
tainly adhered well). Today's rirst 
aid tapes have been developed for 
different skin types and bandaging 
needs. They're less likely to pull hair 
off the skin and leave sticky residue. 
Best of all, the new first aid tapes 
come in plastic dispensers with 
built-in cutting edges, doing away 
with the need for scissors.

Waste Plan Is Aired 
A proposed five-year plan for the 

management of all types of waste 
material in Kentucky will be presented 
for public review and comment at the 
Pike Building at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College at 7 p.m. today 
(Wednesday). 

State Natural Resources Secretary 
Jackie Swigart said the plan outlines 
methods now used in treating, storing, 
transporting and disposing of waste, as 
well as recommendations for improved 
waste services. 

The plan, prepared by the state 
natural resources department's divi­
sion of hazardous material and waste 
management, covers hazardous, non­
hazardous, agricultural and residual 
waste from pollution-controlled 
facilities or industrial processes. 

At the meeting, the content of the 
plan will be described by staff 
members from the division . The public 
will be able to present oral or written 
comments at the meeting, and can 
make additional comments to the 
department until Jan. 15. 

Division Director Roger Blair said a 
summary and response to all com­
ments on the plan will be prepared at 
the end of the public comment period. 
The comments will be considered in 
the final preparation of the plan, which 
must be submitted to the federal En­
vironmental Protection Agency by 
Jan. 29, he said. 

Officials said preparation of the five­
year plan was required under the 1976 
federal Resource Conservation and 
Recovery Act. 

A meeting on the plan was held in 
Frankfort Tuesday, and one is planned 
in Hopkinsville on Firday.

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Brown Bag Blues 
When the kids come home from 
school with cramps, diarrhea, vomit­
ing, fever-the tendency is to 
dismiss it as just "a bug that's going 
around." Or when you miss a couple 
of days work with the same 
symptoms, you figure you merely 
"caught something somewhere." But 
the bug you caught-or that caught 
you-may well have been food 
poisoning. And you might have sent 
the bug to school or work in that 
innocent brown bag lunch. 

So not to get caught holding the 
bag, you should start with 
scrupulously clean countertops and 
utensils. Wash them thoroughly with 
soap and hot water. The same goes 
for your hands. If you have cuts or 
sores, use rubber gloves. Also, rinse 
vacuum bottles with boiling water 
after each washing. 

Making sure food is cooked 
thoroughly is surely a step toward 
preventing food poisoning. But if the 
food is meant to be hot, keep it hot 
by closing it up tight right away. If 
it's meant to be cool, keep it cool. 
Bacteria will thrive between 45 
degrees and 115 degrees. 

A vacuum bottle will keep certain 
kinds of food hot or cold. There is 
no need to worry about bacteria··· 
creeping into the bottle. If the food 
is poured boiling hot, it is safe. 

When making a sandwich, use a 
fork to place meat, poultry or cheese 
in the sandwich-not your fingers. 
Fingers spread bacteria. The lunch-

meat should be used within one week 
after purchase. If kept longer than 
that, the cold cuts can become 
contaminated from being opened 
and handled in the kitchen. 

A~ide from a sandwich, canned 
meat and poultry products, opened 
and eaten immediately, are a good 
bet (if the can is sealed and not 
bulged or dented) . Dry meats or 
fully cooked products, like bologna 
and franks, also keep well. Frozen 
chicken or turkey is good, too. 
Virtually any meat or poultry 
product can be used for lunch- if 
it's cooked and handled properly. 
Fruits and" vegetables are not a 
problem either~ as long as theyare 
clean and well scrubbed. Besides 
bacteria, they may be contaminated 
with surface residues of pesticides or 
herbicides. Hard-boiled eggs keep 
fine too but, by all means, don't peel 
them. Nature has designed a sterile 
package for this excellent protein 
source that keeps it free of con­
tamination. Leave the shell on until 
you're ready to eat the egg. 

Bagging it is fine but using lunch 
boxes is better. Lunch boxes, 
especially insulated ones, hold the 
cold much better than paper bags. 
Plus, a box is easy to keep clean and 
sanitary. But if you decide to use 
brown bags, buy them specifically 
for lunches and use them once­
don't use bags in which you bring 
home leftover lunches, groceries or 
other items. 

Ferry in Monroe County 
One of Last in State 

Two hundred years ago most Ken­
tuckians crossed rivers of any size by 
boat. 

In lat~ years when a farmer needed 
to cross the river with his horse and 
wagon, he encountere1:1 difficulties. 

Then the ferry system was devised to 
solve the problem. The flat-surfaced 
boat was designed to transport a vehi­
cle, as well as passengers, across the 
river and deposit them safe and dry on 
the other side. 

Bridges were the next step in the line 
of progress toward the easiest and 
most efficient way to cross the river. 

With the widespread use of bridges, 
crossing a river, even one the size of 
the Ohio River, is something Ken­
tuckians lake for granted today. 

But for Kentuckians living in eastern 
Monroe county, time stands still. To 
gel to the county seat of Tompkinsville, 
residents use a ferry to cross the 
Cumberland River at Turkey Neck 
Bend. One of the few ferries left in Ken­
lucky, it is the only one owned and 
operated by the state. 

The ferry is powered by a small tug 
boat, the Jennie Lou, and is maintained 
by Department of Transportation 
employees who work 24 hours a day 
transporting vehicles across the river 
free of charge. 

Without the ferry, residents could not 
travel the two sections of KY 214 con­
nected by the ferry and would have to 
drive 50 miles out of their way to get to 
Tompkinsville. 

"I don't use the ferry too often," one 
resident said. "But it sure comes in 
handy when you need it. I'm an in­
dependent businessman and it saves 
money to cut corners any way you 
can." The 100-mile round trip would 
cost plenty in gas, he said. 

While crossing on the ferry to get to 
town recently, Cleo Finiey, a Monroe 
county farmer, explained how he 
helped build the ferry in 1948. 

"Six of us with farms across the 
river donated some money and built 
this thing so we could get across the 
river, " he sa id. They paid a Louisville 
man $1,500 to build the ferry. 

Finley said at that time they charged 
40 cents for a car to cross and 60 cents 
for a two-ton truck. " We gave a man 50 
percent to operate it untif tfien Gover­
nor Louie Nunn came along and freed 
it ," he said. 

In 1968, when Finley decided to 
discontinue operating the ferry, the 
slate Department of Transportation 
bought it for $6,500 and began 
operating it free of charge to the 
public. 

Signs of age are showing on the ferry 

this year and its load limit has been 
lowered from 17 tons to five tons by the 
U. S. Coast Guard. The Coast Guard in­
spects the ferry once a year to make 
sure it is up to federal standards. 

''The brace is broken and the bot tom 
is rusting out," Strode said. "We can 
only take two cars at a time now and no 
big trucks . We're just waiting for them 
to bring us a new ferry.'' 

The Department of Transportation 
has purchased a ferry from a company 
in Portsmouth, Ohio. Il should be 
delivered to the site within a month, 
department officials said. 

Even though winter work is hard, 
Strode likes his job "because I like to 
talk to people." In the five minutes it 
takes to cross over and back on the 
ferry, neighbors exchang greetings 
and the latest news with each other and 
the workers on the ferry. 

During the warmer seasons, the job 
gives him a chance to enjoy the out­
doors, Strode said. " I see deer swimm­
ing across the river all the time. We 
almost ran into one once, but he saw 
us at the last minute and swam the 
other way." 

Finley said he had hoped the depart ­
ment would replace the ferry with a 
bridge. But building a bridge at that 
spot is just not feasible, according to E . 
V. Hilton, general manager of the 
highway district in Bowling Green. 

With rough terrain and the variation 
in water level, a very large expensive 
bridge would have to be built there, 
Hilton said . The ferry crosses the 
Cumberland River about 50 miles 
southwest of Wolfe Creek Dam, which 
causes the water level to fluctuate 
greatly. 

"There is not enough traffic at this 
point to warrant such a bridge," Hilton 
said. 

About 150 vehicles cross the ferry on 
an average day, according to trans­
portation employees working on the 
ferry. 

" It stays pretty busy on the ferry 
during the day, and you need two men 
to operate it, " said Cornell Guffey, an 
employee assigned to the ferry. "It on­
ly takes one at night and it gels pretty 
lonesome at times. Work is real bad 
some nights when it gets 10 below down 
here." 

Since the river freezes in the winter, 
the ferry operates year round. "In 
winter I've taken people across and 
had to push them up the hill when it 
was icy, " said Leon Strode, another 
employee. 

While people in the area wait for the 
new ferry to arrive, they depend heavi­
ly on the old one. One resident said that 
without the ferry he could not get his 
work done. "We farm on both sides of 
the river so we use it a11 the time. It's a 
necessity."

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Ideally, lunch should be stored in 
the refrigerator-if there is one at 
work or at school. If not, use a 
freezer gel device, or make one by 
cleaning out a plastic margarine tub, 
filling it with water and freezing it. 
Put it with your lunch to keep it cold 
until you're ready to eat. Or you 
might try freezing certain types of 
sandwiches, though you will exper­
ience some loss of quality. 

Frozen sandwiches thaw in time 
for lunch, and also help keep the rest 
of the lunch cool until then. One 
other thing to remember- letting 
your lunch sit in a warm place (such 
as the top of a radiator) lets bacteria 

· grow at will. The longer it sits, the 
greater the potential for problems. 

You won' t know for sure if you 
have had a case of food poisoning, 
that is, without thorough medical 
tests. But if you have a severe 
headache, diarrhea, vomiting, ab­
dominal cramps and fever after 
eating, there's a pretty good chance 
the culprit might be food poisoning. 
Because the symptoms are similar, 
"flu" and food poisoning are often 
mistaken for each other. Food 
poisoning is rarely fatal, but may 
affect infants and elderly persons 
severely. If you have symptoms, ask 
your doctor about ·the possibility of 
food poisoning. The important thing 
to remember is- why take chances? 
You can prevent food poisoning.

* KENTULKY AJ'IELD * 
By JOHN WILSON 

Remember when you were a kid and 
got a new sled for Christmas- then 
wailed and waited for it to snow'? 

Getting brand new fishing equipment 
is something like that-except the 
meteorological effects are just the op­
posite. That new sled was invariably 
followed by the warmest winter on 
record, while a new bass boat, or even 
a selection of the latest sure-fire lures, 
is bound to produce three to four mon­
ths of unremitting blizzard. 

But assuming that there is a break in 
the weather and the lakes aren' t com­
pletely frozen over, it is possible to 
catch fish in the winter in Ken­
lucky-and try out that new tackle at 
the same lime. 

Experi-enced winter fishermen 
sometime bring catches back to the 
dock that would stop traffic in the sum­
mertime, but since the lakes are 
almost deserted , these hardy anglers 
and their strings of fish go largely un­
noticed. 

Don 't expect , however to tie on a sur­
face lure or a fast-running crank 
bait- no matter how productive it was 
last spring- and catch fish in the mid­
dle of winter . Remember that fish are 
cold-blooded creatures. This means 
that both their activity level and their 
food intake slows way down as the 
water cools. 

The key to successful winter fishing, 
then, is small and slow . In other words , 
use small baits and fish them slowly . 
Slow is a matter of degree and you' ll 
have to experiment to find the r ight 
speed, but it will be somewhere bet­
ween a crawl and absolutely .mo­
tionless . 

Live bait is probably the best bet for 
just about any species during cold 
water periods. A minnow or 
nightcrawler can be left in one spot to 
do its own wiggling. If that spot hap­
pens tu be r ight under the fish 's nose, it 
will probably eventually lake the bait. 

And you'll have to present the bait or 
lure to the fish-because of the cold 
water , he won 't be in any mood to 
chase something down or even move 
more than a foot or two for his meal, no 
matter how enticing it appears . 

Crappie generally school in large 
groups during the winter. These 
schools stay pretty much in the same 
place, so once you have located a 
bunch of crappie, you can usually find 
them consistently until the water starts 
to warm . 

Bass will take up winter residence 
off steep points and almost vertical 
banks . If the water is muddy, they will 
often move right up against the bank 
and close to the surface, where the 
water is warmed by the sun. Under 
these conditions, jigging <or the " new" 
technique of flippin ', which is nothing 
more than old-fashioned Kentucky jig 
fishing with expensive tackle > often 
yields some of the biggest bass of the 
year. 

Another key to successful winter 
fishing is to remember that some 
species of game fish remain more ac­
tive in cold water tha n others. At 45 
degrees , bass are pretty much dor­
mant , but trout are just beginning to

feel good. So fishing the ta ilwaters 
below many of our m ajor lakes where 
trout are stocked, or in lakes such as 
Laurel where trout a re present, can of­
fer some fast action . 

Wa lleye and sa uger also don 't seem 
to mind the cold too much . These fish 
are early spawners and start moving 
into their spawning areas in Ja nua ry 
and February. As a general rule, look 
for sa uger below dams a nd wa lleye in 
the headwaters of lakes du r ing la te 
winter. 

F inally, remember that cold water is 
dangerous- your survival time in 50' 
water is measured in minutes. Don't go 
out alone, always wear a personal 
float-action device , have a change of 
clothes in a waterproof bag , ca r ry fire 
s tarting materia ls a nd ge nerall y be 
more careful and cautious tha n you 
would be during warm weather .

Lost Papers Are No 
Problem, S&ys VA 

Don't let lost documents prevent you 
from seeking veterans benefits, the 
Veterans Administration today 
reminded veterans and their 
dependents. 

A VA spokesman said, "We have 
found that some veterans who cannot 
locate birth or marriage certificates 
don't apply for benefits because they 
believe these documents are essen­
tial." 

VA will accept a certified statement 
instead of an original birth or marriage 
certificate when needed to establish 
eligibility. In the case of a marriage 
this policy applies only to the first mar­
riage for each partner, and there must 
be no contradictory information on file 
at VA. 

In years past, Va required formal 
documentation to support claims for 
compensation and education benefits 
for veterans, widows and orphaned 
children. 

Now, however, VA will accept a cer­
tified statement regarding the birth of 
a veteran's child or as proof of age and 
relations~ip in disability cases, the 
spokesman said. _ 

VA urged veterans and their 
dependents with eligibility questions to 
eon tact the nearest VA regional office 
or a representative of one of the na­
tional veterans organizations.

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Jerrico Head Offers Employment 
In Support of Convicted Agents PRESTONSBURG

Warren Rosenthal, the chairman of 
the board of Lexington's J errico Inc., 
says he has "had it" with a judicicial 
system that cares more about the 
rights of criminals and anarchists than 
about the law-enforcement officials 
who protect the public. 

So when two former FBI officials 
were convicted recently of violating 
the rights of people suspected of having 
links with the radical Weather 
Underground, Rosenthal decided to do 
something about it. 

He wrote a letter of support to the 
former FBI men, EdwardS. Miller and 
W. Mark Felt, and offered either of 
them a job as direclor of security for 
Jerrico , a mull imillion-dolla r 
restauranl chain . 

"This was my personal reaction to 
what I think is a miscarriage of 
justice," Rosenthal said in an inter­
view. "I wanted to let them know there 
were some people in this country who 
didn't believe just ice was given (by the 
convictions l. I told them I'd be pleased 
to have either one interview for the 
job." 

Miller, 57, will fly to Lexington next 
week to discuss the job offer, which 
Rosenthal said is probably one of 
several that Miller has received lately. 
Fell, 67, declined the offer and told 
Rosenthal that he intends to remain in 
retirement in Alexandria, Va. 

Rosenthal also offered to use his 
own money to pay either Miller's or 
Fell's $8,500 fine if either man went to 
work for Jerrico. Both men turned 
down the offer. Their fines are being 
paid through a defense fund raised by 
other past and present FBI agents. 

Law-enforcement officials today 
don 'l get the support they need to track 
down criminals and protect the public, 
Rosenthal said. 

"Whether it's the FBI, the CIA, the 
Lexington police or the state police, I 
wonder whether we put them first 
against the adversaries they're fac­
ing," Rosenthal said. "And I wonder

whether the individual citizen is being 
put in a defensive position over that of 
the adversary." 

To illustrate his point, Rosenthal 
mentioned a New Jersey man who was 
charged recently with firing a gun at 
two robbers in his own home. "Now 
where's it all fit in? You can't protect 
your own home, and if the police pro­
tect you they're often made the 
scapegoat of the arrest," Rosenthal 
said. 

" Here arc two FBI men (Miller and 
Fell l who were assigned to break the 
hold of one of the most vicious anar­
chist groups this country's seen in 
many a day, and they exped them to 
play according to the Bill of Rights," 
Rosenthal said. "Anybody who wan!s 
to get into an alley fight according to 
the Marquis of Queensberry rule~ is 
going to get whipped." 

Rosenthal said he has "great con­
cern" for the guarantees provided by 
the Bill of Rights. "But I also have the 
right of safely of my home. My wife 
has the right to carry a purse or wear a 
gold chain around her neck and walk 
down the stret without fear of being 
robbed." 

Rosenthal said the job of security 
director was in Jerrico's corporate 
budget for 1980, "but we had been mov­
ing very slowly in our choice of a per­
son to head that department. 

An increase in armed robberies at 
the Long John Silver's and Jerry's 
restaurants owned by Jerrico makes it 
necessary to fill the position he said. 

Rosenthal said he was not seeking 
publicity when he made what he 
thought was a confidential job offer to 
Miller and Felt, and he expressed sur­
prise at "the leak of the whole thing" in 
an article in a Washington newspaper 
late last month .

Modern Art Studied 
In New KET Series 

Public television takes a look at art 
as a mirror of social change in a new 
eight-part series, "The Shock Of The 
New." The series, written and hosted 
by Time magazine art critic Robert 
Hughes, premieres Sunday, January 11 
at 8 p.m. on KET. 

Hughes, who characterizes "The 
Shock Of The New"as a " look at 
ourselves and our century through the 
lens of art," filmed the series in over a 
dozen countries, including France, 
Spain, Italy, Brazil and the United 
States. It features rare documentary 
film and filmed interviews with such 
Jiving and deceased masters as 
Pollock, Je Corbusier, Miro, Dali and 
Rauschenberg, among others. 

Each hour-long program focuses on 
a different socially-historic period and 
the prevailing philosophies of that 
time. The premiere episode, "The 
Mechanft!al Paradise," travels back to 
the late machine age 0870-1914) with 
its vast array of inventions to see how 
art reflected the rapidly changing 
world. 

Episode two, "The Powers That Be," 
explores the great despair and malaise 
that resulted from World War I and the 
relationship between Russian con­
structivism and the 1917 revolution. 

Not all modern art protests or tries to 
reform . In the third presentation of 
"The Shock Of The New"-"The Land­
scape of Pleasure"-Hughes examines 
the experience of pleasure modern art 
gives, from Impressionism to contem­
porary art. Included is rare archival 
footage of Picasso and Matisse at 
work, as well as interviews with 
Robert Motherwell and David 
Hockney. 

In part four , "Trouble in Utopia," 
Hughes looks at architecture from the 
Bauhaus to the Buckminster Fuller 
Dome, examining the idea that 
buildings can improve thought and 
behavior. 

Future episodes focus on sur­
realism ; the works of artists like Van 
Gogh, Klee, O'Keefe and Munch who 
did not feel at home in the ordinary 
world ; modern art's relationship with 
other media ; and, the consequences of 
the modern art movement. 

"Unfortunately, epochs of art don't 
start or enf.l neatly on cue," says 
Hughes. "Ours is finishing its run now, 
leaving behind it some of the most 
challenging, intelligent and beautiful 
works of art ever made by man, along 
with a mass of superfluity and rubbish. 
We're at the end of the modern era. Art 
no longer acts on us in the same way 
that it did on our grandparents." "The 
Shock Of The New" is Hughes' attempt 
to explain why. 

A BBC-TV and Time-Life Television 
co-production, "The Shock Of The 
New" is presented on public television 
by South Carolina ETV.

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,Make Fire Safety a Workbench 
.The danger of hitting your thumb 
'with a hammer is real enough. The 
:u.s. Government calculates that 
over 47,000 hammer injuries oc­
curred in 1979 alone. Misuse of even 
so simple a workshop tool as the 
common screwdriver caused an 
estimated 13,642 injuries in the 
'same year. 

The total amount of accidents, 
serious enough to require emergency 
'TOOm treatment or hospitalization, 
resulting from workshop apparatus, 
tools and attachments in 1979 is 
estimated to be nearly 297,000. 

These startling statistics should 
remind home handymen that work­
shop safety can't be taken for 
granted. Even more frightening are 
workshop conditions that pose 
serious risk of fire, threatening not 
only the workshop area, but your 
family and home if fire should start 
and spread. 

The safety engineers at Underw­
riters Laboratories stress that your 
home workshop should be organized 
and maintained safely to decrease, as 
much as possible, the dangers of fire. 
Not only is a safe workshop 
necessary to protect you and your 
family from harm, but a safe, 
worry-free environment can spare 
your mind the anxieties that hinder 
efficient, concentrated, creative 
work. 

Consider your surroundings. 
Special fire-prevention care must be 
taken in a small area, like your 
workshop, where many highly com­
bustible building materials may be 
present. Fires burn at varying 
speeds. and with finely divided 
substances such as wood dust and 
fine sandings, the possibility of rapid 
fire is critical. 

Deposits of combustible dusts on 
beams, machinery, floors and other 
surfaces are more easily ignited than 
the solid material they cover. When 
ignited, the result is a flash fire. 

Dust Explosions 
If the dust is stirred up into a 

cloud, and there is a source of 
ignition present, an explosion can 
occur. Even the simple act of turning 
on an electric light switch can ignite 
a cloud of combustible dust or 
flammable vapor. 

Statistics are not available con­
cerning dust explosions in home 
workshops; however, it is more likely 
that a home workshop would have a 
sawdust fire than a sawdust explo­
sion. The difference lies only in 
degree; the greater the concentration 
and accumulation of combustible 
substances, the more possible a rapid 
fire becomes. 

Various means can be employed to 
reduce the danger of sawdust fires 
in your work area. Th~e include 
collection, elimination of ignition 
sources and proper venting. Good 
housekeeping (cleaning up sawdust, 
shavings and woodchips) is essential 
to prevent workshop fires. 

Don't forget that metal dust due 
to grinding is a lso _capable of 
catching fire. All fine ~ust should be 
cl~aned up as soon as possible to 
reduce the chance of fire.

Home Workshop Safety 
With inflation driving up the 
prices of home improvement 
and accessories, do­
it-yourselfers are turning to 
their home workshops to make 
their own improvements, 
repairs, etc. Carelessness, and 
being unfamiliar with safety 
rules, often results in accidents. 
Underwriters Laboratories Inc. · 
(UL), offers the following 
suggestions to keep in mind 
while working in one of the 
most hazardous areas of the 
home-the workshop. 

• Never wear neck ties, 
jewelry or loose fitting clothing 
with baggy sleeves which can 
be entangled in power tools. A 
snug-fitting shop apron, safely 
tied in the back provides good 
protection against tool moving 
parts. 

• Keep work-bench free of 
litter and floor clear of loose 
pieces of lumber, nails, etc. 

• Store all combustible 
fluids such as solvents and 
thinners outdoors or in a low 
fire probability location. Store 
oily rags in enclosed metal 
containers, disposing of them 
soon and frequently. 

• Keep a fully-charged UL, 
Listed Class B & C or an 
A,B,C multi-purpose fire ex­
tinguisher handy for flamm­
able liquid and electrical 
fires. 

• Keep hands away from 
moving saw blades, drill bits, 
router cutters, etc. Use a 
notched stick to push wood 
work pieces the last few inches 
past the blades of an electric 
bench saw. 

• Never remove the guards 
from tools-they are there to 
protect you. Follow the in­
struction manual for their 
use. 

• Electrical supply cords of 
all power tools should termin­
ate in a 3-pin grounding plug, 
which should be connected to 
a 3-terminal receptacle. Make 
certain that the ground termin­
al is really grounded, or have 
a qualified electrician deter­
mine this. When necessary, 
adapters should be provided 
for two-pin plugs, and the 
green-wire pigtail of the 
adapter securely fastened to 
the center screw supporting the 
receptacle box cover. Again, 
make certain that the recepta­
cle box is properly grounded. 

• Wear safety glasses or 
goggles. 

• Look for the U L Listing 
Mark on all power tools. This 
indicates that the design of 
such equipment has been 
tested, and found to meet 
recognized safety requirements. 

litter. If you're a seasoned handy­
man or just starting out, you already 
know work space is frequently at a 
premium. It is important that you 
conserve room and not waste what 
space you have. Therefore, avoid 
needless clutter. 

Make a habit of clea ning your 
work area frequently in between the 
stages of your work project. Not only 
will you find working more pleasant 
and efficient, you'll also avert the 
fire and safety risks caused by 
sawdust, woodchips, shavings, scrap 
wood and stray nails. 

The proper storing of fla mmable 
liquids, such as solvents, thinner, 
gasoline and oils, in low fire 
probability locations, is an important 
factor in fire safety. Flammable 
liquids should be kept in tightly 
closed metal containers. They should 
be used only where there is good 
ventilation, and away from possible 
ignition sources such as matches, 
pilot lights, sparks or hot 
surfaces.

Keep in mind that the vapors of 

these liquids are usually heavier than 
air and can travel a considerable 
distance along the floor. Oily rags 
should be stored in a metal container 
and disposed of as soon as possible 
to prevent spontaneous ignition. 

Ignition Sources 
While you're dealing with sub­

stances that fuel fires, watch for 
possible hazardous ignition sources. 
It is estimated that portable electric 
space heaters accounted for 228 
injuries in 1979. 

Home workshops are often located 
in poorly heated and under­
ventilated basement, garage and 
attic areas. Plugging in a space 
heater to compensate only leads to 
life-threatening and property­
damaging possibilities. Again, the 
dangers of sawdust and wood fires 
reach a critical level. 

If your work area is too cool or 
drafty, think of alternative ways of 
warming up. If possible, relocate 
your workshop to another part of 
your home, or consider adding more 
insulation. Simplest of all, put on a 
snug-fitting sweater or sweatshirt. 
Space heaters and workshops are a 
dangerous combination. 

If you've looked at the surgeon 
general's warning on cigarettes 
lately, you know they've been found 
to be dangerous to your health. The 
hazards of smoking are even greater 
in the home workshop. Your concen­
tration on the work at hand makes 
it more than likely you '11 forget the 
cigarette you lit only a moment ago. 
The burns on the average smoker's 
workbench attest to this. 

Worse still is the likelihood that 
the cigarette will drop hot ashes onto 
nearby combustible materials . There 
may or may not be best places to 
smoke, but the home workshop is 
certainly one of the worst smoking 
areas. 

Why not make ycur next project 
the designing, cutting and framing 
of a brightly painted "NO SMOK-
1 NG" sign to hang over your 
workbench? It will be a constant 
reminder to you, your family and 
visiting friends that you make fire 
safety an important element in your 
workshop area, and will attest to the, 
professional way you approach your 
work. 

You can reduce the possibility of 
electrical fires by making sure power 
tool electrical supply cords which 
terminate in a 3-pin plug (one pinl 
for grounding) are connected to a 
3-terminal or grounding type recep­
tacle. And be certain that the 
electrical outlet box is properly ' 
grounded. If necessary, have a 
qualified, licensed electrician check 
it out. 

Since improperly maintained hot 
water heaters, furnaces, motors, or 
poorly functioning electric tools are 
potential sources for stray sparks, it 
is essential you monitor their correct 
operation and maintenance. 

If you're not sure of your 
expertise, have things looked over by 
a professional. Doing-it-yourself is a 
good way to cut down on costs, but 
not if it risks the expense to life and 
property that carelessness and lack 
of sufficient know-how can cause. 

Fire Extinguisher 
Recommended 

Finally, don't overlook your home 
workshop's most important tool- an 
Underwriters Laboratories Inc. List­
ed fire extinguishe r. Extinguishers 
are labeled A, B, andjor C 
according to the type of fire they can 
handle. 

Class A fires involve ordinary 
combustibles such as paper, wood, 
drapes or upholstery. C lass B fires 
occur with flammable liquids such as 
fuel oil, gasoline, paint, grease in a 
frying pan and solvents. C lass C fires 
involve electrical equipment such as 
appliances, motors, TV sets, power 
tools and fuse boxes. 

An extinguisher marked ABC that 
will fight a ll three types of fires is 
recommended for general home use. 
Having the appropriate extinguisher· 
near at hand can provide you with 
a way to stop a fire in time. Equip 
your workshop with a smoke detec­
tor to alert you if a fire begins when 
you're away in another part of the 
house. 

The startling numbers of injuries 
in home workshops needn't in­
timidate you. 

To decrease your chances of 
becoming part of those sta tisti cs, just · 
take time to carefully analyze and 
evalua te your workshop environment 
and your own working habits. Don't 
put it off; eliminate your fire and 
safety hazards now. Make safety 
your next home workshop project.

Workers earning more than $25,900 
in 1981 will sec a greater increase in 
total social security taxes for the year. 
A worker earning $29,700 or more in 
both years will pay more in social 
security tax for 1981 than for 1980.

"Some of the most vivid stories and 
traditions which have lingered in the 
hills are woven around the centurie ·­
old custom of 'Old Christmas,' "writes 
Paul Neil Allen , of Floyd county, in the

Tracing Your Family Tree? 
ot all family trees prove to be as 

earth shaking as Alex Haley' 
"Roots," but research ing famil;. 
histories can be an inten•sting hobby 
that adds a perspective of the past. 

However, some people may be m 
timidated by the idea that researchrng 
their family tree is a complex pro­
cedure. The Kentucky Historical Socie­
ty Library has a multitude uf resources 
which can facilitate research for the 
novice family genealogist. 

The society offers a free 
"genealogical packet" to persons in­
terested in researching their family 
tree. The packet includes a simple-to­
fill-out chart thai spans six generations 
making recordrng family data easy. 

The packet also includes a list of 
sources available at the society's 
library that are free and available to 
the public and a list of tips that can 
help guide the researcher . Among the 
sources available at the library arc: 

- Tax lists by county. The 1970 and 
1800 lax list have been published as the 
"First Census of Kentucky" and the 
"Second Census of Kentucky" respec­
tively. 

-U.S. Census, Kentucky 1810-1880, 
on microfilm. 

-Indexed rosters of Kentucky 
soldiers in the War of 1812, Civil War, 
Mexican War, Spanish-American War 
and World War I. 

- Family files, which include data 
arranged by family name. 

-Kentucky county and state 
histories, some with biographical sec­
tions. 

-Some church records. 
- Kentucky Confederate Pensions. 

available on film. 
-Some Bible records by family 

name. 
-Abstracts of wills, marriages, 

deeds, pensions and cemetery records, 
by county . 

-A large collection of historical and 
genealogical periodicals. 

-Kentucky vital statistics, births, 
marriages, deaths (1852-1861) , filed by 
county on microfilm.

ching their family history "We don't 
do the actual research for p(•ople. but 
we help them locale the records thej 
need," Anderson sa1d. 

Anderson suggested the b('ginning 
researcher " do his homework" before 
going to the library for record~ "We 
try to 1mpress upon people to go to the 
family first," Anderson sa1d. 
"particularly an older member for a 
little history of the family and maybe 
some family records from a fam rly BI­
ble." 

Alma I any old document from a 
family member can be a key for the 
researcher, Anderson said "Old let­
ters and old pictures are helpful, " she 
noted . " Be sure and get some iden­
tifications of the persons in each 
photograph." 

Other research that can be done 
before visiting the library includes get­
ting dates from tombstones in family 
graveyards, checking church bap­
tismal records, wills, marriage 
licenses and deeds and family Bibles. 

Anderson said family stories and 
"legends" should be recorded along 
with other data when researching a 
family history. "It's very important to 
keep these stories, because they are 
not the sort of things that are recorded 
in history books . They are what make 
each family unique," she added. 

She said the longer one puts off doing 
a family tree, the more one loses. 
"People wait until they are 70 or 80 
before they begin their family history 
and by then a lot of their older relal ives 
who could have helped them have 
died.'' 

Although a hobby for some, resear­
ching a family history can have a dif­
ferent goal. " Some do it for medical 
reasons," Anderson explained. "There 
are certain diseases that are transmit­
ted genetically and people rescrach 
records for a pattern of a fam ily 
disease." 

Anderson also said the library keeps 
a list of persons who will research your 
family's history for a professional fee. 

Persons interested in obtaining a 
free "genealogical packet" from the 
Kentucky Historical Society should 
write to : Kentucky Historical Society, 
Old Capitol Annex, Box H, Frankfort , 
Ky. 40601. A list of professional fa mily 
researchers can be obtained by sen­
ding a stamped, self-addressed 
envelope to the Kentucky Hislocial 
Society a t the same address.

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Help on Fuel Bills Slated 
In All Counties of State 

Families in need of help with their 
winter fuel bills are being urged by of­
ficials of the Human Resources 
Department to apply promptly for 
assistance. So great is the need for 
assistance in Kentucky, the $24 million 
available here may be used up very 
quickly, they say . 

<Starting January 5, applications 
will be taken daily at the Bureau for 
Social Insurance Office, on North Lake 
Drive. During January only, applica­
tions will also be taken, between 9 and 
3:30, at the Archer Senior Citizen's 
Center on Tuesdays; at the Martin 
Senior Citizen's Center, on Mondays, 
Wednesdays and Fridays; and at the 
Wheelwright Senior Citizens' Center, 
on Thursdays. ) 

"The money allocated to the state by 
the federal government will help a lot 
of people, but it's enough to help only 
about one-third of those who may be 
eligible," said William L. Huffmann, 
the department's social insurance 
comissioner. "We encourage those 
most in need to help with winter 
heating bills to apply as early as they 
can." 

Eligibility for the program is based 
on family size and income. A one­
person household must have a monthly 
income of $395 or less to be eligible. A 
household of two must make Jess than 
$550 a month ; a three-member 
household must have a maximum in­
come of $602 per month ; a family of 
four, $653 a month ; a five-person 

' household, $704; a family of six or 
more, $755 maximum monthly income. 

A household may have no more than 
$5,000 in liquid resources to be eligible 
for Home Energy Assistance Program 
benefits, which vary according to in­
come and fuel type, said Huffmann.

guidelines do not have to wait until 
they get behind in their fuel payments 
and face utility cut-off to apply," he 
said. ~'This program is not tied to a 
crisis situation." 

Three percent of the 
program's funds, or $720,000, has 
been set aside for emergency ' 
assistance and will be available to low­
income families facing fuel cut-off 
after regular program funds are ex­
hausted. Emergency payments of $200 
or less will be paid only to households 
that have not received benefits through 
the regular program. 

"We exped the emergency funds to 
be used up quickly, too," said Huff­
man. 

Huffman advised people with ques­
tions about the program or their t 
eligibility to call the Bureau for Social 
Insurance office in the counties where 
they Jive. A recent news release from 
Washington gave a Louisville phone 
number for program information and' 
has led to confusion in some areas of 
the state, said Huffman. 

"There is no need to call long­
distance to Louisville or Frankfort to 
get answers," he said. "However, 
anyone having a problem reaching the 
appropriate social insurance office can 
tell the Department for Human 
Resources ombudsman using the toll­
free number." 

The number is 1-800-372-2973. 
He said applicants for program 

benefits can get the fastest service by 
taking the necessary information to the 
local Social Insurance office or tem­
porary application site. He recom­
mends taking the most recent heating 
bill , social security numbers of 
everyone in the householq and proof of 
the household's income <check stubs, 
benefit checks, award letters, direct 
deposit slips, etc.). 

People unable to apply in person 
may have someone apply for them, 
Huffman said. 

Turner Cities Moves 
For Railway Safety 

Kentucky has a long way to go in 
solving all its rail safety problems, 
Railroad Commissioner Jimmy 
Turner said recently, but added that he 
is proud that so many of these pro­
biems ·have · been corrected since he 
has been in office. 

Besides the repair of railroad tracks, 
the cleaning of debris along the tracks, 
and the settling of cases pertaining to 
the removal of station agencies and 
depot buildings, he pointed out that 
hazardous conditions at certain 
railroad crossings have been cor­
rected. 

Signal lights have been installed at 
the intersection of Route 80 and KY 7 at 
Lackey. The crossing on Route 122, 
below the McDowell High School, is 
now in the process of receiving signals. 
Commissioner Turner, said he is now 
making arrangements to meet with 
both railroad and highway authorities 
in Frankfort to request signal lights at 
the crossing on new KY 80 at Martin. 
Turner said he will take with him a 
petition from citizens of Martin, citing 
the need for signal lights at the cross­
ing.

Alaskan "Job Information Kits " 

Attorney General Steve Beshear 
says Kentuckians should be alert to 
possible misinformation being 
distributed concerning Alaska n 
Pipeline construction jobs. Several 
neighboring states have reported 
advertisements selling "job informa­
tion kits" which contain erroneous in­
forma tion concerning job ava ilability. 

According to Beshear, adver­
tisements announcing employment 
positions with the Northwest Alaska n 
Pipeline Co. have been the most com­
mon . 

Beshear says the ads are usuall y in­
tended to sell information that will 
enable a person to land a "high-paying 
job." Beshear says persons desiring 
work on the Alaskan Highway Pipeline 
Project should not send money for such 
job information kits. 

" If you are asked to pay to apply for 
the job, be on the alert ," says Beshear. 

Northwest Alaskan Pipeline Co. has 
published notices stating that the per­
sons advertising the "job information 
kits " are in no way connected with the 
company. 

Officials of the Northwest Alaskan 
Pipeline Co. say that under the current 
schedule hiring for labor positions will 
not begin until 1982. The company has 
notified Beshear that hiring will be 
done through execution contractors, 
who will be announced at the ap­
propriate time. 

Officials of Northwest Alaskan 
Pipeline stress the fact the legitimate 
announcements concerning the execu­
tion contractors, who will perform field 
construction and hiring practices, will 
be made through "The Alaskan 
Newsline" newsletter publication and 
press release, and in trade or labor 
organization journals. Persons seeking 
pipeline jobs should apply at that time 
directly to the selected contractors, 
Beshear says.

Achievement of Ephraim McDowell 
Ky. Surgeon, Recreated on KET 

Kentucky surgeon Ephraim 
McDowell did not receive a formal 
degree in medicine until long after he 
had achieved surgical advances 
unknown before his time. He perform­
ed the world's first successful ab­
dominal surgery, the removal of an 
ovarian tumor, in Danville, in 1809. The 
story of that operation is dramatized in 
the 90-minute drama , " Ephraim 
McDowell 's Kentucky Ride ," Wednes­
day, January 14 at 9 p.m. on KET. 

The program re-creates the actual 
events surrounding McDowell 's treat­
ment of courageous frontierswoman 
Jane Todd Crawford and s tars Paul 
Guilfoyle as McDowell and Elizabeth 
;Perry as Crawford. 

Ephraim McDowell was a skilled 
surgeon who practiced in the Kentucky 
frontier during the late 18th and early 
19th centuries . Hi s anatomical 
knowledge gained through study in 
Europe and his own illegal and secret 
dissections of cadavers , set him apart 
from the other doctors of his time. 
Surgery, at that time, was considered 
lillie different from butchery; 
anesthesia was unknown ; and untrain­
ed doctors blamed unknown diseases 
on various " humors" and prescribed 
treatments that as often as not did 
more harm than good. 

" Ephraim McDowell 's Kentucky 
Ride" re-creates this selling- in which 
McDowell's success was little short of 
miraculous. McDowell 's patient , Jane 
Todd Crawford, of Greensburg, was 
suffering from an ovarian tumor so 
large that other doctors had diagnosed 
pregna ncy . Having borne five 
children, the patient protested, though 
in vain, that she was not expecting a 
child. 

Crawford finally sent for McDowell, 
who rode sixty miles on horseback to 
her cabin . When he diagnosed the 
tumor, she begged him to remove it. 
McDowell was reluctant to perform 
such radical surgery; but the courage 
and Insistence of his patient, who 
traveled to his home for the operation, 
persuaded him to make the attempt. 
Her courage and her faith in 
McDowell 's ability were rewarded , 
and she returned home to live into her 
80s- outliving, in fact , both her doctor 
and her husband. 

Following the program, a short 
discussion segment explores the ex­
perience of performing surgery.

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Waste Management 
Plan To Be Aired 

A proposed fivc-year plan for the 
management of all types of waste in 
Kentucky will be prcsentf'd for public 
review and comment at meetings in 
Frankfort , Prest onshurg and Hopkins­
ville next week. 

Jackie Swigart , secretar·y uf the 
state Departm ent for Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion, said the plan outlines method 
now used in the treatment, storage, 
transportation and disposal of waste 
and recommendations for improved 
waste services. 

The types of waste covered in the 
plan, which was prepared by the 
department's division of hazardous 
material and waste management , are 
haza rdous , non-hazardous , residual 
waste from pollution-cor.trol facilities 
or industrial processes, and 
agricultural wastes. 

At the meetings, the content of the 
plan will be de cribed by staff 
members from the division and the 
publ ic will be able to present oral or 
written comments . Additional written 
comments on the plan, which is 
available for public inspection at the 
division's Frankfort and regional of­
fices, will be accepted through Jan. 15. 

Division Director Roger Blair said a 
summary and response to a ll com­
ments on the plan will be prepared at 
the end·of the public comment period. 
These comments will be taken into ac­
count in preparation of the final plan, 
which must be submitted to the federal 
Environmental Protection Agency by 
Jan. 29, he said. 

Department ofricials said prepara­
tion of the five-year plan was required 
under the 1976 federal Resource Con­
servation and Recovery Act. They said 
private citizens, industry represen­
tatives and environmental groups 
should take advantage of the oppor­
tunity to voice their opinions and make 
recommendations on the plan. 

The meeting here is set for Jan . 7 at 7 
p.m. in the Pike Building at Prestons­
burg Community College.

"discovered" by a group searching for 
a waterway to the Orient. 

Holly, ivy, various kinds of pine and 
cedar, nuts, popcorn, red grains of 
corn, cornshucks, dried weeds and 
flowers, and honeysuckle all have been 
used for holiday decor.

state Thanksgiving in 1844. 

On Dec. 24, 1862, Morgan's Raiders 
camped near Glasgow and stopped at a 
tavern to celebrate the holidays. A 
patrol of the second Michigan Cavalry 
USA stopped at the tavern to celebrate 
also. It wasn't a major battle, but the 
anticipated celebration never occur­
red . 

On South Broadway in Lexington 
pioneers set the starting point for the 
first Kentucky race track in 1780.

Spring Fort in Jefferson county was 
built before 1782.

Bill. He was the founder of Hardins­
burg and built Hardin's Fort in 
Breckinridge county in 1780. 

The Choctaw Indian Academy in 
Scott county was established as the 
first school for sons of Indian chiefs. 
Future leaders of many tribes received 
education at the school. 

Lulbregrud Creek on the Powell­
Clark county line was used as winter 
camp by Daniel and Squire Boone.

Love, caring and dedication are all 
part of "The World of Mother Teresa," 
a one-hour documentary airing on KET 
on Monday, January 12 at 10:00 p.m.

In 1948 she 
gained the reluctant permission from 
the Vatican to follow her dream and in 
1950 the Missionaires of charity was 
formally approved and instituted in 
Calcutta. 

Today the order runs schools , 
hospitals, youth centers and 
orhpanages in 50 Indian cities and 36 
countries around the world, from the 
Bronx, New York, to New Guinea. 

In addition to receiving the Nobel 
Peace Prize, Mother Teresa was 
presented with India's highest honor, 
the Jewel of India, for her tireless and 
selfless work with the lonely, the sick, 
the abandoned and the dying.
