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Flood Help 
. For School 
Is $275,000 
Work at McDowell 
Seen This Summer, 

e Supt. Grigsby Says 

After months of vacillation, the Ken­
tucky School Building Authority has 
approved calamity assistance in the 
amount of $275,184 to help the Floyd 
County Board of Education replace 
three classrooms that were destroyed 
by flood last August at McDowell High 
School. 

At first the Authority approved 
$500,000 for the McDowell work, later 
changed the amount to $100,000, then 
made a final decision after a recent 
review of the damage. 

The classrooms were damaged by a 
flash flood during which a five-inch 
rainfall was recorded. The damaged 
portion of the building housed social 
studies and practical arts classes. 
Since that time classes have been held 
in the school auditorium, with space 
being conserved by doubling up on 
special education classes, Supt. Pete 
Gri:gsby, Jr. said. 

The superintendent said this week 
that the work to be done at McDowell 
will involve either the reconstruction of 
the damaged rooms or construction of 
a new building. The board of education 
will be forced to restrict the cost to the 
$275,000 approved by the School 
Building Authority, since, it was ex­
plained, the board's bonding potential 
has been exhausted by the funding of 
the $3.9 million Betsy Layne High 
School under construction at Stanville. 

Supt. Grigsby said he hopes to have 
the work completed by the coming fall . 

The authority approved $311,616 for 
assistance to Pike county in the 
replacement of a gymnasium at the 
Dorton school. The building was 
destroyed by fire, Feb. 12. 

According to James T. Dotson, 
superintendent of Pike county schools, 
the building was used for much more 
than physical education classes.

P'burg To Pay 
$1250 a Month 
To Use Landfill 

The city of Prestonsburg will pay 
$1250 a month to dump its garbage at 
the new county landfill, according to an 
agreement worked out by the city 
council and Bob McAninch, chairman 
of the county's Solid Waste Commis­
sion at a special meeting of the council 
last Thursday. 

r The agreement covers a five-year 
period. A request by the council to ex-

~ 
tend the service another five years at a 
monthly rate of $1500 will be referred 
to the commission. 

The cost of the service is con­
siderably lower than earlier estimates 
advanced by McAninch. The fact that 
operating costs of the new county gar­
bage collection system have been 
lower than anticipated made the deal 
with the city possible, he said. 
Prestonsburg has been paying $1150 a 
month for use of the existing county 

~ 
landfills. 

Paul Slone, who hauls garbage by 
, contract with the cities of Allen and 

Martin, will apparently be able to use 
the new landfill at least until his pre­
sent contracts expire, despite earlier 
reports that he would be unable to do 
so. 

Slone said this week that officials of 
the state Natural Resources Depart­
ment had informed him there were no 
state regulations which would bar him 
from using the landfill. His contract 
with Allen runs until the end of this 
year; his Martin franchise, sublet from 
E.P. Grigsby, Jr., runs until 1984.

Attorney Raps Police 
In Drug Client's Case 

Pressure brought by state police of­
ficers on the district court judge has 
seriously infringed on the rights of his 
client, a Prestonsbyrg attorney charg­
ed Tuesday. 

A May 1 order by District Judge 
Harold Stumbo that Doug Neeley be 
returned to jail while on parole follow­
ing an April, 1980, drug sales convic­
tion, was the result of state police in­
tervention, according to Gary John­
soin, the man's attorney. 

Johnson said that the district court 
order was issued "summarily," that 
neither he nor the county attorney 
were advised that the move was being 
considered, and that the role allegedly 
played by state police officers in the 
matter represented an attempt on their 
part to "scapegoat" Neeley in order to 
enhance their own image as drug law 
enforcers. 

Neeley, 25, of the Auxier road, was 
ar rested May 30, 1979, and charged 
with selling quantities of PCP and · 
marijuana to undercover police of­
ficers. 

As a misdemeanor, the marijuana 
cha rge was tr ied in distr ict court 
September 27 that year, resulting in a 

conviction, a one-year jail sentence 
and a $500 fine. The decision was ap­
pealed to circuit court. 

As a felony , the PCP charge was set 
for trial in circuit court, April 24, 1980. 
At that time, Johnson asked the court 
tO dismiss the appeal of the misde­
meanor conviction, his client pleaded 
guilty to the felony charge, and 
Johnson argued his case before a cir­
cuit court jury on sentencing. Neeley 
was given a two-year jail sentence and 
fined $5000 on the felony count.

Highways To Get 
$890,54 7 Total 
For Fiscal Year 

Bus service for senior citizens seems 
assured, the county's rural fire depart­
ments all get a shot in the arm, and the 
Humane Society is allocated animal 
shelter funds in the 1981-82 county 
budget approved by the fiscal court 
last Friday. 

A sizable part of the $2.3 million 
budget-$606,510-will come from coal 
severance taxes, which will be return­
ed to the county in monthly in­
stallments this year after a one-year 
hiatus. At the same time, about half a 
million dollars in CETA funds have 
been lost to the county as a result of 
federa l budget cuts. 

Properly tax receipts are expected 
to amount to $402,000; gasoline taxes 
will yield an estimated $333,120; 
revenue sharing monies account for 
$309,974. A federal grant of $399,000 for 
the new solid waste system is also in­
cluded among the receipts. 

Road maintenance will consume 
some $890,547, or 38 percent of the 
budget , including most of the 
severance tax monies , all the gas tax 
receipts, and $111,350 in revenue­
sharing funds. 

The county's three senior citi7;ens ' 
centers-at Archer Park, Martin and 
Wheelwright-are each allocated $6000 
toward the cost of maintaining bus 
drivers previously funded by the 
federal CETA program. However, of 
the 45 CETA workers-mostly road 
laobrers-only 10 or 12 will be kept on 
in the new fiscal year, Judge­
Executive Bill Wells said this week. 

The court divided over the allocation 
of $5000 to each of the county's eight 
rural fire departments-at Allen, Aux­
ier, Betsy Layne, Left Beaver, 
Maytown, Mud Creek, Wayland and 
Weeksbury-Magis t rates Kenneth 
Roberts and Ray Wilcox: opposing the 
expenditure and voting against the 
budget on account of it. Magistrates Ed 
Caudill and Hershel Hamilton sup­
ported the allocation, however, and 
Judge-Executive Wells broke the tie to 
assure the budget's passage. 

In explaining his vote later, Roberts

Bailey, Stumbo 
Not Disturbed 
By Court Rule 

Neither State Senator Benny Ray 
Bailey, who is not up for re-election 
this year, nor Rep. Gregory Stumbo, 
who is and has no opposition, appeared 
overly concerned by reports this week 
tha t their memberships on various 
state commissions could jeopardize 
their running again for office. 

Giving rise to the reports was a state 
Supreme Court ruling last month that 
disqualified a Louisville man as a can­
didate for the General Assembly 
because hs is a member of the Ken­
tucky Real Estate Commission. The 
suit against the man was filed by a 
rival candidate in last week's primary 
election. 

Cited in the court's decision was a 
1936 statute prohibiting members of 
state administrative boards and com­
missions from seeking elective office. 
Many legislators, and some candidates 
for office in this year's electioi1, serve 
by appointment on such bodies . 

Apart from the legislative commit­
tees on which both serve, Stumbo is a 
member of a coal transportation task 
force, while Bailey serves on a task 
for·ce on jails and on the Industrial 
Revenue Bond Oversight Committee. 

Count in Three Races Unchanged 
After Primary Voting Reviewed 

Neither man was sure this week 
whether his commission membership 
came within the scope of the law ci ted 
in the Louisville man's case. Stumbo 
said he considered this unlikely, since 
the coal transportation task force of 
which he is a member is an advisory 
rather than a regulatory body. He cited 
a Legislative Res·earch Commission 
memorandum sent to all legislators 
thts week which noted that, while the 
Supreme Court made no distinction be­
tween administrative boards and com­
missions and advisory commissions, 
"it seems logical that there <;ertainly is 
a distinction to be made."

First Presbyterian

One of the older congregatwns in 
Prestonsburg will hold its homecoming 
this Sunday.

Theodore Catholic Church, which 
bought the property in 1964. 

For a brief period, the Baptist con­
gregation met with the Presbyterians 
in the Presbyterian sanctuary, after 
the Baptist Church here had burned. 
Presbyterians have long had a tradi­
tion of community involvement and 
ecumenical work. The first Boy Scout 
troup in Prestonsburg was organized 
from the Presbyterian Church and 
local chapters of Alcoholics 
Anonymous and AI-Anon were organ­
zied by the Rev . Harold Black and 
members of the church during his 
pastorate here . In more recent years, 
Community Meals on Wheels was a 
result of the Presbyterian Christian 
service ministry. It is housed in the 
Presbyterian manse adjacent to the 
present church. 

Representatives from many of these 
eras will be present for the homecom­
ing festivities , including several 
former pastors , workers, and 
members. Visitors are encouraged to 
come at 10:30 for fellowship and to 
view improvements made for the 
homecoming. 

At 11, the morning worship will in­
clude participation by all former 
pastors present, and a homecoming 
choir, made up of present and past 
choir members . 

Following the service, the Mae Hill 
Clark Memorial will be dedicated. 
Mrs. Clark, a long-term resident of 
Floyd county who passed away in 
Florida last summer, was active as a 
Sunday School teacher, in women's 
work, and participated in civic and 
community organizations . The 
Heritage Room , furnished as a 
memorial to her, will house significant 
historical information and pieces. Her 
husband, Emery Clark, and other 
family members, will be present.

priorities . Wilcox declined to explain 
his opposition to the fire department 
monies. 

The future of the Humane Society 
animal sheller, closed nine months ago 
when its funds were exhausted, re­
mains in doubt, despite the court's 
budgeting $6000 toward its operation 
and $3372 toward a dog warden's 
salary . 

.t:ven w1th the addition of $6000 
budgeted for the shelter by the city of 
Prestonsburg this year, the available 
monies amount to barely half what 
Humane Society officials reckon as the 
shelter's operating cost. 

Mini-parks in three sections of the 
county will receive funds-$32,250 on 
Right Beaver, $7887 on Mud Creek, and 
$3109 on l..eft Beaver. For a ramp to 
give the handicapped easier access to 
the county courthouse. $3500 has been 
budgeted. 

The budget reflects the 12.4 percent 
cost-of-living raise in county officials' 
salaries voted by the court in March 
with a modest raise for the coroner in' 
aduition. The judge-executive's salary 
stands at $26,058, with an additional 
$3600 budgeted for expenses. 
Magistrates are paid $19,140. with 
$1200 for expenses . ThE' coroner's 
salary. which stood at $9216 following 
the cost-of-living adjustment, has been 
raised to $10,000.

Despite a strong showing in Jack's 

Creek, Weeksbury and Antioch 
precincts, Joe Wheeler Lewis finished 
1468 votes behind Henry C. Hale in the 
sheriff's race. Lewis gained only 15 
precincts to Hale's 28, the two running 
a lie at Allen-Dwale. 

Recent praise in two of the state's 
daily newspapers did not appear to 
help veteran Coroner James J. Carter. 
In an upset that surprised many, Roger 
Nelson , an undertaker employed by the 
Floyd Funeral Home, bested Carter in 
39 precincts- the two tied at Jack Allen 
<Pyramid)-defeating him by 3386 
votes. Carter has been coroner here for 
30 years and drew praise from a state 
medical examiner recently as one of 
the state 's better-trained coroners. 

In other countywide races, County 
Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. easily 
turned back a challenge by Burnis 
Martin, winning in every precinct and 
gathering 10,127 votes to Martin's 2764. 

Jailer Lawrence Hale handily won a 
sixth term in that office, apparently a 
record tenure of the office in this coun­
ty, polling 9477 votes to 2274 for his 
nearest rival, Sid Triplett. Despite vic­
tories in two Middle Creek and five 
Right Beaver precincts, Harry Gordon 
Allen was no threat to Property Valua­
tion Administrator Love! Hall, who 
won that race by 9369 votes to 4350. 

The office of county surveyor, which 
carries minimal duties and no salary, 
nevertheless attracted four can­
didates. incumbent Elmer Rice surviv­
ing a challenge by Bill "Crush" 
Dingus, 3988 votes to 3576. 

Gerald DeRossett won only two of 
the 14 precincts in the District 1 

magistrate's race-Jim Banks, his 
home precinct , and Mouth of 
Beaver- but he won them by wide 
margins and polled well enough in 
other precincts to edge out Shag 
Branham, who won five precincts, by 
22 votes. Incumbent Ray Wilcox ran 
third . 

<The vote for Hurshel Owens, 
another candidate in that race, was in­
correctly listed in last week 's edition of 
The Times. He polled 667 votes , coming 
in fifth in a field of nine.) 

Kenneth Roberts, District 2 
magistrate, defeated Birchell Duff, 818 
votes to 784, to retain that office. In­
cumbent District 3 Magistrate Edward 
Caudill also retained his fiscal court 
seat, defeating his nearest rival, Terry 
David Bentley, by 1569 votes to 903, in a 
field of 10.

After a Hospital Stay .. 
After spending two weeks in Our 

Lady of the Way Hospital at Martin, 
recuperating from several ailments 
and surgery it was a great thrill to 
come back home again . As the old say­
ing goes," There's no place like 
home." I can't ever forget my good 
Lord, He is so good; and the entire 
staff, nurses, doctors, patients and all 
were super and helped make my days a 
little brighter also. 

I'm back now and on the road to 
recovery. I have a big front porch, 
which is old-fashioned, I guess , but I'm 
old fashioned, too. I always love to sit 
out on my front porch and swing and 
enjoy all the things Mother Nature pro­
vides for us- the flowers, chipmunks, 
trees, birds singing and the weeds that 
are just growing and having a ball. 
Wait till we get back on foot again, 
maybe, and start sharpening the hoes 
and we'll have a "big workin' party" 
on Wilson Creek. I wonder how many 
would accept an invitation. 

My nephew, Mike Dempsey, of Col­
umbus, Ohio, was visiting me and he is 
a jolly person, having just spent 18 
days in hospital flat on his back, suffer­
ing from flebitis. He said to me, "1 
started out with nothing and still have 
most of it." He is still unable to return 
to work due to his illness, but he can 
still taugh. 

It's wonderful to get up in the morn­
ing, whatever hour we choose, and 
cook our breakfast or whatever and 
our foods aren't rationed yet. I always 
felt for the people in Poland. We live in 
a great country but yet we're abusing 
it. Our country doesn't deserve this 
kind of treatment, it's so good to all . 
God gives her all the beauty, rain, 
wind, sunshine, so many blessed essen­
tials to keep us going-yet we as people 
don't stop and count our blessings and 
be more thankful for what we have. 
We're all living way too fast-we'd bet­
ter slow down and take more time and 
live while we may; give our friends a 
lift along the way. So many ways it can 
be done-a smile and a word of en­
couragement to someone who may feel 
low. I know I can't help the world, but 
I've talked and discussed with blacks, 
and others in high positions about the 
possibility of the leaders of the world 
sitting down and being able to talk over 
and settle their differences-like you 
and I. . 

I have often told them I'd love to be a 
worldwide goodwill ambassador. 
There's no reason the world leaders 
couldn't do this. My sister-in-Jaw, Mrs. 
Joyce Rowe, accompanied me to 
Louisville recently to attend a con­
ference held at the Galt House. I at­
tended several seminars of the Gover­
nor's Advisory Council on 
Volunteerism. I enjoyed listening to 
all, but there was one Black speaker, 
Dr. Singer Buchanan, who also taught 
at one of the colleges. He and I got to be 
good friends . He agreed with me all the 
way about how people all could be like 
us-just be friends and work out our 
problems. I will never forget people 
like him. We could apply this same rule 
in all walks of life. We need more peo-
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penitentiary, Neeley was paroled last 
October. 

While the time he served on the 
felony conviction counts toward time to 
be served on the misdemeanor convic­
tion, Neeley still had six months to 
serve on that count.

week, Johnson said. 

Johnson accused the police of cir­
cum venting judicial procedures in 
pressing to have Neeley jailed again. 
No sentencing hedring was conducted, 
his client had no opportunity to con­
front his accusers, nor were the merits 
of jailing him or granting bail con­
sidered, Johnson said. 

The attorney accused Judge Stumbo 
of abusing his discretion by denying 
him an opportunity to argue his client's 
case and charged the stale police with 
using "SS tactics" in having Neeley 
jailed. 

In working outside normal judicial 
procedures, the police "showed 
themselves to be no better than the 
people they arrest," he said. The inci­
dent has far-reaching civil rights im­
plications, he added. 

On May 22 this year, Johnson suc­
cessfully petitioned the court to release 
Neeley for eight hours each weekday to 
enable him to work for a Betsy Layne 
glass installer and, a week later, 
sought his release from jail on condi­
tion that he move to Stambaugh, in 
Johnson county. 

The attorney withdrew the latter 
petition Tuesday, again charging that 
pressure on the court from law en­
forcement officers played a part in the 
decision.

Arnold Turner, Jr. filed a motion in 
court seeking to have the May 22 work­
release order quashed. State police in­
vestigations suggest that Neeley did 
not have the job he claimed to have and 
"is not in good faith seeking employ­
ment," Turner argues in the motion . A 
hearing on the motion has been set for 
Thursday.

The major part of the conference will 
involve discussion groups on health, 
education, welfare and refigion and 
also on special problems such as 
troubled children, using volunteers, 
funding sources, employment, housing 
and mental health.

Bill Best of Berea Conege will lead 
square dancing on Thursday evening to 
music provided by Vernon Payne and 
band. 

The conference will examine the ef­
fect of federal and state cut-backs of 
funds and ways in which private 
groups can fill the gaps in serving 
critical needs. Private agencies have 
been displaced in recent years by the 
better-financed federal and state agen­
cies, according to conference director 
Loyal Jones. "Many of these private 
agencies have been the most im­
aginative and effective efforts in the 
region, but they have had difficulties in 
maintaining programs and in findmg 
sufficient funds in an era of expanding 
public programs." Jones said. "Yet we 
feel that private agencies will be ex­
tremely important in the next several 
years, and we must find ways to 
strengthen their efforts." 

The conference will open with a lun­
cheon meetmg on June 18 and close 
with a lunch on June 19. Settlement In­
stitutions of Appalachia, a consortium 
of settlement schools, will hold its an­
nual meeting immediately following 
the Conference on Private Efforts. The 
meeting will address the energy­
related problems of private institu-
tions . _

THE LORD BUILT 
L In the first century of the Christian era all people 
were classified as saved or lost; in the church or out 
of the church; believers or disbelievers; in Christ or 

out of Christ. The issue was quite simple and the line of distinction was clear. But today 
we have the confused picture of some four hundred religious bodies, all claiming to 
believe the same Bible and to be serving the same Lord. This presents a confused state 
in the minds of many who wonder how so many confusing doctrines and practices can be 
right. 

2. Is the church the Lord built upon earth today? How can one identify His church amidst 
all the Babylon of religious confusion? We recognize the problem is great in the minds of 
many; yet the solution is quite simple. All the identifying features of the Lord's church 
are found in the Lord's Book, The New Testament. One has but to read the New Testa­
ment and find the religious group today that is identical in faith and practice with the 
church of the first century. Suppose we briefly outline the identifying features of that 
church: 

L This church was built by Christ. (Matthew 16:18; Ephesians 2: 19-22). It began in 
Jerusalem on Pentecost Day in fulfillment of all prophesies that had been made relative 
to time and place. (Isaiah 2:2-4; Daniel 2: Acts 2). 
2. Individual members wore the name of Christ-Christian. (Acts 11:26, I Peter 4:16). 
The church wore the name of Christ. (Romans 16:16). 
3. 'fhe Lord's conditions of pardon were clearly taught and required. These included: 
faith in Christ as God's Son (John 8: 24; Hebrews 11: 6); confession of that faith with the 
mouth (Romans 10:9-10; Acts 8:37); repentence of all past sins (Acts 17:30; Luke 13:3); 
and baptism into Christ for the remission of sins. (Mark 16:16; Acts 2:38; 22:16; Gala­
tians 3:26-27). This baptism was an immersion in water. (Romans 6:3-4; Colossians 
2:12). (To be continued next week.)

On a Sleepy Sunday Afternoon ... 
Real, Live Bear Ambles onto Scene 

No, it wasn't a wayward Angus calf 
or an oversized Labrador retriever 
that caused all the commotion at 
Lancer last Sunday-it was a bear! 

Nobody knows who saw it first, or the 
exact route it took as it apparently 
ambled down the hill, across Lake 
Drive and into Lancer Bottom, around 
1 p.m., but the word soon spread and 
you'd have thought Bigfoot was ravag­
ing the countryside. 

The Prestonsburg fire and police 
departments responded as well as 
state police units and members of the 
Floyd County Emergency & Rescue · 
Squad as the bruin made its way to the 
river bank. Their aim was to corral the 
beast and contain it until provisions 
could be made with state conservation 
officials to remove it to a safer, more 
remote spot. But law officers soon 
fou~d themselves occupied primarily 
with discouraging those who sought to 
pursue the animal with everything 
from shotuns to .22-calibre rifles. 

Before any sort of effective plan 
could be mounted by officials to cap­
ture the terrified animal, it jumped in­
to the Big Sandy and swam the swollen 
river, exiting in the Colonial Hollow 
area, it was reported. 

wandered in from Virginia or West 
Virginia, most likely." 

Cantrell stessed that anyone who 
might interpret a bear sighting as a 
good opportunity to do a little big game 
hunting could be in for a rude surprise. 
" If we find anyone deliberately harm­
ing one of these animals we'll pro­
secute to the full extent of the law," he 
warned. 

"Too many times in this part of the 
country if people see something out of 
the ordinary, their first instinct is to 
kill it," Cantrell said. "If people only 
realized tnat the bears are probably a 
lot more scared of them than they are 
of it , everything-would be all right."

Later that afternoon, the bear, 
estimated at 2-300 pounds, was seen in 
the Water Gap-Katy Friend seCtion, 
near the Floyd Funeral Home, where a 
large group gathered for a glimpse of 
the sight rare to this area.

Conley was reported to have warned 
at least one shotgun-toting local resi­
dent of the legal consequences of at­
tempting to harm the animal 

The bear, apparently weaiy of the 
flash cubes and ruckus, disappeared 
into the hills and was not seen again. 

Tommy Cantrell, district supervisor 
for the Department of Fish & Wildlife, 
said he was not really surprised by the 
sighting, since black bears do "show 
up in this country from time to time." 
Cantrell pointed out that just last year 
a bear which was knocked unconscious 
by a car along a country road in 
Lawrence· county and transported by 
some local men to a barn, was iden­
tified by conservation officials as hav­
ing come from Virginia. The bear, 
which had been tagged by Virginia 
authorities, was released in the Yates­
ville section of the county and was later 
reported legally killed by a hunter in 
Virginia, four miles from the Maryland 
state line. 

"Black bears are pretty wide rang­
ing, especially when they have· been 
relocated from their original areas,·· 
Cantrell pointed out. "The state of Ken­
tucky hasn't released any bear in this 
area," he added, "so most of these 
animals seen around here have

Corn Growers Asked 
To Report Average 

Floyd county farmers planning to 
produce corn for grain in 1981 will be 
required to certify their acreage with 
ASCS in order to be eligible for benefits 
of the 1981 Feed Gram Program. 

Benefits of the program include 
disaster coverage (prevented planting 
or low yield payments for losses due to 
natural disaster) or deficiency 
payments (if the average price for 
corn should fall below the support price 
for the first 5 months of the market 
year) . 

It is very important that producers 
participate in the program, as much of 
the farmland in Floyd county lies in 
areas prone to flooding and in light of 
the drought that has plagued much of 
the country in recent months. 

Those interested in participating 
·must accurately report their crop 
acreages to the ASCS Office (105 CoUl"t 
Street) by July 15.

Timber Stands 
Improved by SCS 

Have you ever thought about those 
thousands of trees growing on that 
steep hill. Well, Hubert Puckett did and 
received $39 per acre to improve those 
trees. 

Puckett contacted Pat Beyler with 
the ,U. S. Soil Conservation Service 
tSCS> in Prestonsburg about the safety 
of a pond on his far m. While at the 
farm, Beyler noticed that some trees 
appeared to need thinning. A timber 
cruise was done and verified that 20 
acres needed tim ber stand improve­
ment (TS!). All of the poorly formed, 
diseased, and unwanted trees were 
marked by the Division of Forestry 
and cut down. This left a ll the good 
healthy trees room to grow. With 
greater space to grow the tr ees will 
grow faster, larger and produce more 
timber.

Jobless Rate Dips 
Unemployment in Kentucky during 

April dropped for the third consecutive 
month reaching a low 7.8 percent of the 
labor force, Department for Hum<Jn 
Resources statistics show. 

This is the first substantia l decrease 
since the fi rst quarter of 1980 a nd 
bring unemployment bela\\ 8 percent 
for the fi rst time this year, accordi ng 
to Robert MacDonald, chief labor 
market analyst for the Human 
Resources Department. 

Statewide, ~orne. 125,400 persons 
were out of work dur ing April, down 
from 147,100 in March. 

Most of the decline in unemployment 
was due to some 18,000 Kentuckians 
leaving the labor force, while the 
number of persons working in the state 
increased by 5,300, MacDonald said. 

The coal mining industry has 24,900 
less jobs caused mainly by the coal 
strike. Other job losses came primarily 
in transportation, communication and 
utilities (900 less jobs), manufacturing 
industries (down 800 jobsl and govern­
ment <down 400 jobsl.

Program Available 

Family Planning is available to all 
residents of the Big Sandy district. The 
Big Sandy Family Planning District in­
cludes the following counties Johnson, 
Floyd, Magoffin, Martin and Pike 
counties. All family planning offices 
are located in the Health Departments 
and there is an extra office on Main 
Street in Pikeville to help serve our 
largest county. 

Nursing staff is available to counsel 
with the patients pn birth control 
methods and to set up appointments for 
the clinic at which a physician gives a 
complete examination. The birth con­
trol methods available through Family 
Planning are the birth control pills, 
I.V.D., diaphragms, foam, condoms, 
natural family planning. 

The examination by the physician 
and the nurse includes: a pap smear, 
pelvic, breast exam, ·blood work, 
urinalysis, blood pressure reading, 
height and weight. A close watch is 
kept on each patient for cancer, a high 
or low blood pressure. Our goal is to 
keep our patients healthy and we are 
always available for counseling and a 
referral is made to a physician when 
necessary. 

Lab pregnancy tests are available 
upon request. Information on the 
sterilization program can be obtained 
through our family planning clinic . 

The family planning program in our 
district is a comprehensive health ser­
vice. offering the patient private con­
fidential counseling service. 

Federal regulations require a small 
fee for the service. Following guideline 
can be used as an example: a family of 
three with an income of between $8,000 
and $9,000 per year will pay 20 per cent 
of total cost of delivering this service 
(Or $10.00 for an annual exam and $1.00 
for a supply visitl. Some will pay a lit­
tle more, some nothing. A sliding fee 
scale is used to calculate the amount 
paid by each individual.

Nearly sixty percent of Johnson 
County's registered voters came out 
Tuesday for the primary election, on a 
day that turned out well for most in­
cumbents. 
The major exceptions were in the race 

for state representative, where Martin 
County recaptured the office, and the 
race for commonwealth attorney. 
Keither Endicott rode an overwhelm­
ing home vote to dislodge Paintsville's 
W. D. "Doc" Blair for representative. 
Blair won Johnson and Lawrence coun­
ties handily in the representa live's 
race only to come up short on the total. 

Also upset was incumbent Paul 
Deaton, representing the three coun­
ties as commonwealth attorney. 
Deaton lost Johnson and lawrence 
counties heavily to challenger John 
David Preston of Paintsville, and his 
winning margin in Martin County fell 
considerably short, giving Preston the 
Republican nomination for November 
by 1200 votes. 

Judge-executive Wayne Blevins 
withstood six challengers to win the 
Republican nomination for re-election, 
edging out Con Conley by 113 voles and 
Paul Arrowood by 192. He will face 
Frank Johnson on the Democrat ballot. 
Johnson, currently completing a term 
as sheriff, defeated Don Ross by 155 
votes. 

Incumbent county court clerk Betty 
Jo Conley again led the Republican 
ticket in one of the hottest races of the 
primary, defeating challenger Ben 
Tackett 3,087 to 2,282. She will face 
Democrat nominee Larry Ward in 
November. 

Kenneth Williams, long-term 
Republican circuit court clerk, also 
won renomination, overcoming a 
vigorous campaign by Rebecca Lewis 
and rolling up a 2,573 total to Mrs. 
Lewis' 1,855. 

Jailer Toy Blair was another incum­
bent to fare well, winning renomina­
tion with a 1,412 total over Eulas Crace, 
his closest challenger on the 
Republican ticket, who had 1,047. The 
Democrat nod went to Marvin Mont­
gomery with 595 votes. 

Former sheriff Ray Preston won the 
Republican nomination to return to 
that office, defeating four other 
challengers with a 2,157 vote total. The 
Democrat nomination went to Cecil 
"Gene" Cyrus, who had better than a 
300-vote margin over the closest of his 
five opponents. 

Two of the closest races came in the 
Republican bids for county attorney 
and property valuation administrator. 
Scott Preston won the nomination for 
county attorney over Stephen "Nick" 
Frazier by 242 votes, 2,473 to 2,231, and 
incumbent Custer Picklesimer held on 
to that office by an even narrower 
margin over newcomer Dennis 
"Popcorn" Adkins. Picklesimer got 
2,197 to Adkins' 1,969, a 228 vote edge. 

The only complete landslide was in 
the coroner's contest, where Bryan 
Fraley, now deputy coroner, swamped 
Betty Welch, 3,892 to 503 for the 
Republican nomination.

Get Other Opinions 
On Pest Control 
Says A tty .-General 

Attorney General Steve Beshear 
wants Kentucky consumers to be 
aware of the dos and don'ts concerning 
pest control companies. 

"Every year thousands of Ken­
tuckians contract with pest control 
companies to rid themselves of insect 
problems. Many complaints are 
registered with my office by con­
sumers who have spent hundreds of 
dollars on pest control and are still pla­
gued by insects," said Beshear. "Still 
other consumers discover they have 
paid sizeable amounts of money to pest 
control companies to treat insect pro­
blems which did not exist." 

Be extremely wary of the pest con­
trol representative who comes to your 
house uninvited and offers to give a 
free inspection for pests, Beshear said . 
If such a person tells you the house has 
termites, beetles or other insects, don 't 
panic or rush into signing a contract. 
Warnings that your house may fall 
down within a week or that every other 
home in the neighborhood has termites 
and they are moving yur way may be 
nothing but tactics to scare you into 
authorizing immediate and costly 
payments, he added. 

An offer of a discount "today only" is 
another tactic designed to persuade the 
consumer to contract for services 
which may be much more expensive 
than those offered by other competent 
and available companies, Beshear 
noted. 

Before you do anything, get the opi­
nion of at least two other pest control 
companies as to whether or not a pro­
blem exists. Do not seek a second opi­
nion from other pest control companies 
recommended by the door-to-door 
salesperson; contact a company of 
your own choice, the attorney general 
advised. 

If you determine you have a pest pro­
blem which requires professional ser­
vicing, check around for a responsible 
pest control company. Ask friends and 
neighbors to recommend companies 
with which they have dealt successful­
ly, and contact the Better Business 
Bureau for data on the company's 
reliability and reputation. 

"In Kentucky, all pest control com­
panies are required to be licensed by 
the Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture," noted Beshear. "The 
company's name and license number 
should appear on all service vehicles 
and each salesperson should carry an 
identification card issued by the 
Department of Agriculture." 

Obtain price estimates for any need­
ed work. All estimates should be in 
writing and should describe the exact 
method of extermination to be used for 
the specific pests or insects involved 

Find out if periodic inspections are 
included in the cost, and ask that this 
information and any guarantees be in 
writing as well. If a guarantee is given, 
know what it covers, how long it lasts, 
what you must do to keep it in force and 
what kind of continuing prevention and 
control is necessary _ If a sizeable 
amount of money is involved, don't 
hesitate to get bids for several pest 
control companies.

40601.

Jury To Hear 
Union Pickets' 
Side of Case 

Hospital union pickets indicted by a 
circuit court grand jury two weeks ago 
will have an opportunity to present 
their side of the case before the next 
regular session. of the grand jury in 
September, · according to ·an agree­
ment reached Tuesday by Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley, Commonwealth's 
Attorney James Allen, and Gary 
Johnson, representing the union. 

The indictments of the five pickets on 
assault charges stemmed from in­
cidents related to the current strike by 
members of the National Union of 
Hospital and Health Care Workers 
against Highlands Regional Medical 
Center. 

Union officials charged that the in­
dictments were politically motivated, 
a charge denied by the Com­
monwealth's attorney, and complained 
that they had been denied an opportuni­
ty to argue their case before the jury. 

Their trial has been set for 
September 10, by which time the grand 
jury will have met for its third-quarter 
session . 

Meanwhile, union officials have 
charged that a county ordinance re­
quiring the licensing of security guards 
employed .in this county is not being en­
forced. Nuckols and Associates, a Cin­
cinnati firm, is being employed by 
Highlands to augment its regular 
security staff during the strike there. 

The same firm is being hired also by 
Triple Elkhorn Mining Co. to guard 
convoys of trucks hauling coal out of 
Prater Creek to the company 's 
preparation plant at allen. 

According to the ordinance, passed 
by the fiscal court May 13, all private 
security guards are to be screened by 
the county sheriff's department. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, .Jr. 
said this week the ordinance still lacks 
the signatures of the fiscal court 
members . As soon as that deficiency is 
remedied, "the law will be enforced," 
he said.

Large Crowd 
Hears Church 
At Pikeville 

UMWA President Sam Church, Jr. 
was at Marlow's Country Palace, near 
Pikeville, yesterday (Tuesday) after­
noon to explain to Eastern Kentucky 
union members the proposed new con­
tract which he had negotiated with the 
Bituminous Coal Operators Associa­
tion. 

A day earlier, at Welch, W. Va., on, 
the same mission, he was applauded by 
miners. His reception there was in 
marked contract to the jeers which 
greeted him in March when he ap­
peared to explain terms of an earlier 
proposal which was rejected by vote of 
union members. 

The feeling over the coal fields was 
that the new agreement will be approv­
ed. The membership vote has been ten­
tatively scheduled for Saturday. 

The proposed settlement whir.:h the 
miners rejected eliminatetl the royalty 
on non-union coal that is loaded over 
union. That was one of the issues which 
the rank-and-file membership found 
most distasteful. The new agreement 
not only retains the royalty but raises it 
from $1.90 to $2.23 a ton. Miners' wages 
would increase 38 per cent over the 
40-month life of the contract. They . 
would also get a new dental plan, and a 
$150 bonus will be paid miners return­
ing to work on the first day designated 
for mine operation under the new pact. 
The new contract also would provide 
pensions for widows of miners who 
retired under earlier pension plans. 

Church has termed the new contract 
"a good agreement," but he makes it 
clear at his discussions of the agree­
ment that " nothing is being rammed 
down your throats. You have the ham­
mer, you have the final say." 

The UMW bargaining council, which 
approved the proposed contract in 
March, gave the . new agreement 
unanimous approval, but District 30 
UMW President President Robert 
Carter, who recently lost his bid for 
reelection, expressed some dissatisfac­
tion with its terms. 

If the vote is held Saturday and the 
new pact is approved, miners could 
return to work as early as Monday, it 
was said. The st,rike was in its 67th day, 
Tuesday. 

Meanwhile, the violence that has oc­
casionally marked the strike-gun­
shots, rock-throwing, damage to rail 
facilities- was apparently on holiday 
this week.

Guard 'Copters 
Fly 10 Years 
Without ~shap 

There may not be any Bo Derek look­
alikes flying Kentucky National Guard 
helicopters, but the pilots deserve a 
"10" anyway. 

On April 4, the Kentucky National 
Guard Army Aviation Support Facility 
in Frankfort ~ieved 10 years of 
accident-free flying. 
Ac~ording to Army National Guard 

Aviation Manager Timothy Flynn, 
Kentucky is one of only three states 
presently holding a 10-year, accident­
free record. The other two states are 
Vermont and North Dakota. 

"I want to commend all Kentucky 
National Guard aviators and 
maintenance people for their conscien­
tious awareness of the importance of 
safety," Maj. Gen. Billy G. Wellman, 
the state's adjutant general, said. "The 
record they have accomplished is 
something they and all Kentucky Na­
tional guard members can take pride 
in." 

Col. David F. Fleming, director of 
aviation, attributes the record to the 
''professionalism of the pilots and 
maintenance crews." Fleming said 
during the 10-year period 39,759 hours 
of flying time were logged. He said 859 
of those hours posed the greatest 
obstacle to reaching that goal. 

"The most difficult period we ex­
perienced in the last 10 years was dur­
ing the April 1977 floods in Eastern 
Kentucky," Fleming said. 

In a 10-day period, 35 aviators logged 
859 hours while transporting 95 tons of 
general supplies, 8,500 pounds of 
medical supplies and more than 109,000 
pounds of food and water. They also 
transported 34 people needing medical 
attention and rescued at least 50 others 
trapped by the rising water. 

Guard aviators were on ·24-hour call, 
and many of them put in 18-hour days 
under adverse conditions. Missions 
were flown at night, sometimes in ice 
and snow. Pilots were also hampered 
by the lack of navigational aids and lit­
tle or no weather reporting. 

Flying conditions were "very, very 
hazardous," Sgt. 1st Class Harmon D. 
Cross said. Cross was among the first 
guardsmen to arrive in Eastern Ken­
tucky to aid flood victims. 

Cross remembers helping rescue an 
old man trapped on a rooftop in 
Pineville. "The man was standing on 
the roof wrapped in plastic garbage 
bags with 14-15 feet of water all around 
him," he said. 

Earlier that day, Cross helped 
rescue three old women from a church 
rooftop. Each one had to be hoisted in­
dividually into the waiting helicopter. 
Due to an already heavy load and a low 
fuel supply, Cross had to remain 
stranded on the roof while the 
helicopter took the women to the 
hospital and went for refueling. 

Another life-saving program the 
Guard is involved in is· the neo-natal 
missions flown in cooperation with the 
University of Kentucky Medical Center 
and the Kentucky Department for 
Human Resources. On Sept. 2, 1980, the 
aviators transported their tOOth 
premature infant from Eastern to Cen­
tral Kentucky. 

But most of the hours are logged in 
such training activities as nap-of-the· 
earth, low-level, instrument and 
emergency procedures flying. 

Kentucky Army Guard aviators per­
form their missions in 38 helicopeters. 
Thirty-<>ne of the copters are UHlH 
utility helicopters used for troop 
transport, medical evacuations, equip­
ment transfer and other similar ac­
tivities. 

There are six OH58A observation 
helicopters used primarily for nap-of­
the-earth and military observation and 
one U3B fixed-wing helicopter used for 
training and other transport activities.

A series of major criminal cases, 
resulting in the recovery of more than 
1,700 weapons and multiple arrests, 
mark one of the most productive 
periods in the history of the Bureau of 
Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms. 

In April ·and early May, ATF special 
agents have seized enough illegal 
firearms and explosives to launch an 
invasion. Ten men arrested by bureau 
during this time were, in fact, charged 
with plotting to overthrow a Caribean 
island republic. 

More than 1,450 silencers, favored by 
gangland assasins and strongarm drug 
dealers, have been seized by ATF in a 
period of less than four weeks. This is 
the largest cache of illegal silencers 
ever recovered by the Treasury 
Department bureau. · 

Instruments of violence hauled in by 
ATF special agents in eight states also 
include 44 machine guns, more than 350 
other firearms, 4,700 pounds of ex­
plosives, 70 bombs and explosive 
devices and more than 100,000 rounds 
of ammunition. 

"This demonstrates clearly the 
vulnerability of criminal groups to 
laws enforced by ATF," said bureau 
Director G. R. Dickerson. "These often 
are well planned conspiracies and they 
are occuring in all sections of the coun­
try, especially coastal and border 
states. 

Dickerson said criminals make a 
mistake when they think ATF's force 
of 1,500 special agents is too small to 
make a significant impact on violent 
crime. "Our strategy is to work closely 
with other law enforcement agencies 
and I think recent events show it is suc­
cessful," he said. 

When ATF undercover agents 
penetrated an alleged conspiracy to in­
vade the Caribbean island nation of 
Dominica, other agencies were called 
in. They combined forces to arrest 10 
men near New Orleans, April 27. 
Agents seized a boat they said was 
loaded with invasion gear, firearms 
and ammunition. 

Unrelated seizures by ATF in Texas 
on May 6 and in Georgia and Florida 
early in April, netted 1,460 
silencers- the most ever recovered by 
the bureau in such a brief period. 

Agents worked undercover to in­
filtrate the alleged silencer-selling ring 
in Houston. Three men who waited at a 
Houston airport, May 6, expected to 
swap 800 silencers for $100,000 cash. 
Agents extended handcuffs instead of 
cash and seized the weapons. 

AFT said another undercover opera­
tion broke up a Florida-Georgia gang 
that wanted to trade guns for drugs. 
"Operation Flying Circus" resulted in 
13 indictments, the seizure of an

Narcotics also figured in an April 
shootout in Miami between Drug En­
forcement agents and suspected 
dealers. One suspect was killed, 
another wounded. ATF and DEA in­
vestigators then searched a Miami 
home, where they found a quantity of 
cocaine plus six machine guns and 32 
other weapons. 

In Ft. Lauderdale, on May 6, ATF 
agents served another search warrant. 
They found nine machine guns, three 
silencers, 100 conventional firearms 
and 70 destructive devices including 
grenades and mines. 

The target of "Operation Bluegrass" 
was firearms smuggled from Ken­
tucky and sold illegally on the streets 
of New York City. ATF traced 
firearms confiscated by New York 
police. In a joint operation on April 21, 
the two agencies made 10 arrests and 
recovered 129 firearms that included 20 
silencers. 

That same~ay in Chicago, ATF ar­
rested two men who wanted to sell2,000 
pounds of explosives. Twelve days 
earlier in Union, N.J. agents seized 100 
firearms and 100,000 rounds of am­
munition.

CONSIDER FANS FOR COMFORT 

I Fans do a lot to help you stay cool 

1
and comfortable on those hot summer 
idays. In addition, fans are a less expen­
sive alternative to air conditioner!>, 
'both in initial cost and operating costs. 
!Knowing about different types of fans 
,will help you pick the one hest suited to 
IYOUr needs. 
' Fans make you feel more comfor­
;table because they create faster air 
!movement, which increases heat loss 
~rom the body by evaporation and con­
vection. 

Evaporation is the loss of moisture 
through the skin. High humidity makes 
~t hard to feel cooler through evapora­
pon. Convection depends on the 
temperature difference between the 
skin and the surrounding air. High 
~emperatures lessen the cooling effects 
rf convection. ' 

Evaporation and convection are also 
related to the level of activity and the 
11mount of clothing being worn. 
1 There are several types of fans from 
which to choose. Among your choices is 
~he ceiling fan, a year-round, energy­
~aving device. In the winter, these fans 
provide energy savings by circulating 
~arm air that rises to the top of a 
room. In summer, they cool by moving 
;iir over the skin rather than by cooling 
surrounding air. 

Ceiling fans are available in a wide 
:variety of designs, sizes, colors and 
blade types. Various optional features 
may be purchased according to your 
phoice. Compare features and prices of 
~everal different ceiling fans before 
making your final selection . 

Portable fans are designed to be 
moved easily. The small units are 
~uitable for use on a table or counter 
top. Larger floor and window units can 
l!irculate air in several rooms. Por­
table fans are usually much less expen­
~ive than ceiling fans and do not' re­
~uire permanent installation for conve­
hient and economical operation . 
. There are several types of portable 

fans including box, hassock, window 
~may also be permanently installed ), 
pedestal, oscillating (table or floor 
models> and floor models. If you sue a 
fan with an air conditioner, set the 
thermostat higher than usual because 
air movement will make you feel 
fooler.

remove hotter indoor air and replace 
it with cooler outside air. It is most ef­
fective when hot days are followed by 
cool nights. Cooling ability is limited , 
however, in areas where summer 
nighttime temperatures remain high. 

A major disadvantage is that it may 
pull dirt, moisture and other pollutants 
into the house. It is also necessary to 
leave windows open, which may create 
security problems. 
Determining Fan Size 

Both whole-house and window fans 
are sized according to the volume of 
the house or room and the number of 
air changes desired. About one air 
change per minute keeps most people 
comfortable. 

To determine the size fan you will 
need, find the volume of the area you 
want to cool. Multiply the length of the 
room (s) by the width and height 
Oength x width x height) to get the 
volume in cubic feet. Then check the 
fan for a cubic-feet-per-minute rating 

or CFM. This is not required, but it is 
usually found on fans, especially the 
larger models . 

It is more difficult to determine siz­
ing for a ceiling fan because it is 
designed to mix air in a given area 
rather than exchange air as with a 
whole-house or window fan. 

Specifications that determine fan 
size and efficiency are the CFM and 
the revolutions per minute, RPM. A 
fan that operates at a lower RPM and 
delivers the same volume of air as a 
fan of the same size will usually pro­
vide quieter operation and longer 
maintenance-free service. 

A study done by Consumers 
Research Magazine showed that a 
slower-turning 38-inch ceiling fan mov­
ed almost twice as many cubic feet of 
air per minute than a fast-turning 
20-inch portable fan. They concluded 
that a ceiling fan moves air twice as ef­
fectively for only a little more than 
one-third of the cost of a portable fan.

FOR THE PROPERTY TAX 

ASSESSMENT ROLL 
The Floyd County property tax roll will be opened for in­
spection from June 8 through June 19, 1981. Under the 
supervision of the property valuation administrator or 
one of his deputies, any property owner may inspect the 
tax roll to check the assessment of his property and 
compare it with the assessment of comparable property 
to determine whether it is equitably assessed.

The tax roll is in the office of the property valuation ad­
ministrator in the county courthouse and may be in­
spected between the hours 8 a .m. and 4 p.m .

Energy Costs Moderate

Recently , energy markets have been 
changing for the better. A look at the 
1970's as compared with 1980 and 81 
shows a drop in both energy use and oil 
imports and as a result, some recent 
moderation in price. 

In 1978 Americans used a record 
amount of gasoline. In March 1981, 
however , they used less gasoline than 
in any March in 10 years. 

In the 1970's oil imports mush­
roomed, rising from 3.42 million bar· 
rels per day (mbd ) in 1970 to 8.39 mbd 
in 1979. But in 1980 oil imports fell by 20 
percent to 6.75 percent less than for the 
first three months of 1980. 

Prices for foreign oil in 1970 were 
about $2.60 a barrel. By the end of 1979 
OPEC oil had soared to nearly $30 a 
barrel. But in 1980 OPEC price in­
creases slowed greatly, and by 1981 a 
few OPEC members were making 
price concessions, according to some 
news accounts. 

In a sense, Americans have been 
fighting for their energy security by us­
ing less, producing more and finding 
alternatives. 

As price controls ended-allowing a 
greater role for market in­
centives- millions of Americans have 
responded by searching out cheaper 
substitutes for expensive foreign oil. 

Americans have substituted more in­
genuity for less energy and. at the 
same time, sustained living standards 
surprisingly well. Of course, 
Americans have conserved energy by 
simply scaling back their use of 
energy-intensive products and ser­
vices. But, they have also searched out 
new, inovative ways to improve 
energy-use efficiency. 

Several experts, looking at the 
historical record before the Arab oil 
embargo feared that a decline in 
energy consumption would also mean a 
similar cutback in economic growth. 
But in the years after the Arab oil em­
bargo through 1979, economic growth 
averaged 2.5 percent per year while 
energy consumption increased at an 
average annual rate of slightly less 
than 1 percent. In 1980 the "real" 
(adjusted for inflation) gross nati_onal 
product was virtually the same as in 
1979, but energy consumption was 
some 3 percent Jess. 

Because Americans have been so 
successful in improving energy effi­
ciency, forecasters are revising down­
ward their projections of our future 
energy needs . For example, the 
Department of Energy <DOE) in its 
1977 Annual Report forecast 1990 
energy consumption at between 106.6 
and 108.9 quadrillion Btu 's ( "quads" ) 
per year . But DOE's 1980 Report 
forecasts U. S. energy consumption at 
between only 85.6 and 89.3 quads. 

Domestic energy production has 
been another weapon in the U.S. 
a rsenal of substitutes for foreign oil. In 
1980 and 1981 the domestic production

of oil has just about stabilized after 
declining throughout most of the 1970's. 
Futhermore, drilling of exploratory 
and development wells by oil com­
panies reached an all-time record in 
1980, bringing results that will be felt 
for years to come. 

And Americans substituted other 
fuels for foreign oil. For example, in 
1980 electric utilities were able to cut 
their use of oil by nearly 12 percent in 
large part because utilities increased 
their consumption of coal by more than 
7 percent. ' 

But despite today's good energy 
news, the United States and its allies 
would still suffer grievous harm if a 
major interruption in foreign oil sup­
plies were to occur. This is a serious 
risk in view of the Persian Gulf's 
political instability. Thus, we must 
continue to minimize our vulnerability 
to this danger. 

Fortunately, the United States 
possesses vast energy resources that 
can be developed if government takes 
certain additional , reasonable steps. 
Improved access to federally controll­
ed lands will allow producers to inten­
sify the energy search where resources 
are most likely to be found. And, more 
fl exible environmental laws and 
regulations will permit both energy 
producers and energy users to expand 
their search for more efficient ways to 
produce and use energy. If carefully 
made, these changes in our en­
vironmental laws. and regulations will 
allow us to achieve two important na­
tional goals: environmental protection 
and energy security. 

The search for substitutes to foreign 
oil- already well under way- can be 
intensified still further. If we choose to 
do so, we can ensure tha t today's good 
news means even better news to­
morrow.
