Tenants May Win on Curfew 
But Lose Cliffside Housing 

Operators of Cliffside-a public 
housing 'complex at Cliff-'>\;Il ap­
parently be instructed by the Depart­
ment of Housing and Urban De\'elop­
ment <HUD) to lift a curfew imposed 
on young tenants there. 

The action is expected to come in 
response to a complaint by attorneys 
for a family facing eviction from the 
housing facility this week. As grounds 
for their eviction, Bill and Jerleen Con­
way were informed in a July 23 letter 
from JuJia May. director of the Church 
Housing Association. which ad­
ministers the facility, that their 
15-year-old twin sons had repeatedly 
violated a curfew requiring that all 
tenants under 16 be mdoors by 9 p.m. 

After the Conways questioned the 
constituhonality of the curfew. they 
received a second eviction notice 
which made no reference to curfew 
violations but cited other grounds for 
the eviction. 

Cliffs1de officials said the Conways 
had been warned repeatedly for viola­
tions of housing project regulations 
and that neighbors' complaints of 
rowdy behavior had brought police to 
the family's apartment five times in 
recent months. 

In a letter to Stephen Sanders, an Ap­
palachian Research and Defense Fund 
attorney representing the Conways, 

Tipple Owner 
Would Overturn 
Order To Close 

A case which may have important 
implications for the regulation of coal 
tipples in residential areas took 
another turn recently when Dinco Coal 
Sales filed a petition seeking to over­
turn an order which could permanently 
shut down the company's Dinwood tip­
ple. 

An Office of Surface Mining <OS:\D 
inspector cited the company in July for 
operating the t1pple within 300 feet of a 
number of homes without fir; t obtain­
mg written waivers from the oc-
cupants 

US:\1 inspector Steven R. Cassel 
ordered the company e1ther to procure 
the necessary wa1vers or to dismantle 
the tipple and reclaim the area by Oc­
tober 19. 

A number of nearby residents, some 
cihng resp1ratory and other ailments, 
have opposed operation of the tipple, 
claiming that dust generated there is 
injurious to their health. 

In their application for judicial 
review of the shutdown order. Dinco of· 
ficials claim that OSM has no jurisdic· 
lion over the tipple, since the right to 
operate it predates the federal Surface 
Mining Act of August 3, 19n; that the 
facility has been operating intermit­
tently since the early 1960s; and that, 
since coal is not treated at the plant, it 
is exempt from state permit re­
quirements. 

The replacement of the tipple in 1979, 
Dinco claims, does not abrogate 
operating rights origmally granted to 
Island Creek Coal a> .. subsequently to 
\\ elco t1mng Cv , and, m 1978, to Din· 
co 

~lichael M Powers, of HL'D's 
Louisville office. agreed that the im­
position of a curfew "appears im­
proper" and sa1d the housing project 
administrators had been mslructed to 
lift it. 

Miss May said Monday she had not 
yet received any such instruction. 

Whatever the fate of the curfew, the 
Conways still apparently face eviction 
October 1. Powers noted last week 
that, apart from the alleged curfew 
violations, he understood there existed 
•·numerous other factors which cnuld 
justify an eviction " 

Attorneys for the Conways had no 
comment this week on whether they 
would try again to block the e\'iction. 

New Ordinance 
On TV Control 
Expected Soon 

Technically TV system operators 
may not raise their rates to customers 
until the Appellate Court mandate 
voiding Floyd county's cable television 
ordinance is issued, but as a practical 
matter that mandate is certain and the 
customer is without protection until a 
new and more legally airtight or­
dinance is put into effect. 

So County Attorney Turner sairi this 
week after receiving inquiries relating 
to the situation. Some of the inquiries 
were from operators asking if they 
could raise their rates. 

A discussion-type meeting has been 
proposed, and is expected to be held 
within the week, for a review of the 
situation and how to meet it. A new or­
dinance will be drafted. 

Possible reorganization of the county 
TV Commission may be one of the 
topics covered at the coming meeting. 
Pike county has only one individual 
who. in effect, is the T\' commission. 
His expertise enables him to in­
vestigate complaints or requests in 
person, then to serve as hearing officer 
and make his recommendations to the 
fiscal court. 

Governor Brown on Swing 
Thru Coalfields This Week 

If Kentucky is ''the state that's run 
like a business," then Monday's visit to 
Prestonsburg by Gov. John Y. Brown, 
Jr. and some of his top aides will 
presumably be charged against th~ 
firm's advertising budget. Like a TV 
commercial. it was prepackaged, and 
demanded little of its audience. 

About 125 persons gathered at a May 
Lodge reception to hear the governor. · 
Brown arrived almost an hour late and 
ate hurriedly, flanked by Energy and 
Agriculture Secretary William B. 
Sturgill, Transportation Secretary 
Frank Metts, Human Resources 
Secretary Grady Stumbo, Manpower 
Secretary John P. Wells, and John Y. 
Brown, Sr., the governor's father. 

Stumbo on several occasions urged 
support for the succession amendment, 
which some thought might be the point 
of the visit, the third stop on the first 
day 6f a ''Government to the People" 
tour that will take the governor to 
various coalfield counties over a three­
day period.

30 percent, and he was not about to 
make empty promises. he said 

The same economic realities applied 
to US 23, the gover~or added, as if an­
ticipating a question about the penlous 
Paintsville-Prestonsburg corridor. 

In the circumstances, it appeared 
unlikely that anyone would press 
Brown on the pro ·pects of widening US 
23 to accommodate turning lanes bet­
ween the h1gh school and the commum­
ty college-a project urged for some 
time by Prestonsburg city of­
ficials-even had the opportunity 
presented itself. 

In any event, the chance never 
materialized. After responding to a 
question put by Julia May as to 
whether the high cost of road construe· 
tion here put eastern Kentucky at a 
disadvantage-not necessarily, Brown 
said, since long-term benefits were 
calculated as well as initial costs-the 
question period ended.

Forest Fire Prospects Said 
No Better Than Last Season 

"It's the same situation as last year. 
only 1t could be worse,·· Carter Conley, 
of the Division of Forestry, said Tues­
day of the imminent forest fire season 
in this county. 

The hills are drier this year after 
prolonged drought. All the ingredients 
of destructive blazes are there. The on­
ly favorable feature that's apparent, 
Conley said, is that last year's fires 
cleared away much undergrowth. 

Officially , the fall fire season begins 
tomorro\v <Oct. 1 l Conley pointed ou 
that during this period all burnmg 
must be done between 4:30 p.m. and 
midnight. He classes the burning of 
debris and unattended campfires as 

the two major causes of forest f1res in 
the state. 

The Di\'ision of Forestry urges all 
hunters to be extra careful with the1r 
campfires and full cooperation will be 
appreciated. Conley stressed the late 
afternoon or evening burning of leaves 
and debris around private dwellings. 

"It is not advisable to do any burning 
while any type of wind exists and 1t lS 

illegal to burn within 150 feet of an) 
wooded area or fuel lines leading to 
wooalands," he Said. During the hr 
season a Division of Forestry <H r 1 r 
Will be on patrol to detect f1res and Jl 
legal burning. "This plane allo\\ s us to 
quickly know if there reall} 1 f1rP 
and to spot offenders," he sa1d.

The climb is being sponsored by the 
Pioneer Motorcycle Club, the A.M.A.'s 
district group, and is expected to at­
tract "hill climbers from all over the 
United States in memory of :\like, .. ac­
cording to Ernest Burchett, ot Emma, 
an organizer of the e\•ent.

which can cause blindness painlessly 
and silently. One out of every seven 
blind adul~ is a victim of glaucoma.

Body Recovered 10 Hours 
After Pike Mine Death 

The body of a 25-year-old Pike county 
miner was recovered last \\'ednesday 
night about 10 hours after the man had 
been killed ~hen a mme roof caved in. 

Clinard James. Jr., of Powell Creek, 
had been declared dead by Pike County 
Deputy Coroner Zeb Hampton at 1:08 
p.m .. nearly five hours after the acci­
dent occurred at the Big Ridge Coal 
:\line. near Brushy, and rescue teams 
were called. 

The teams recovered the body at 6:20 
p.m. after rescuers, including state 
and federal mine inspectors, had work­
ed through the day. 

"He wasn't hard to find. We knew all 
along where he was," said Capt. Joe 
Meade, of the Pike County Emergency 
Rescue Squad, after the body was 
recovered. 

Hampton said James died instantly 
when the mine roof collapsed. 

Meade said James was in a coal 
scoop beneath 100 to 500 tons of rock 
and about 600 feet inside the mine open­
ing. 

Hampton said the mine operator. 
Clifford Coleman, escaped unharmed 
from the cave-in. Coleman and James 
were "pulling pillars" prior to opening 
a new section of the mine when the ac­
cident occurred, Hampton said. 

The mine. in operation since 1977. is 
located on Bent Mountain near KY 881 
about 15 miles east of Pikeville. 

The bod\ was taken to Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital for exammation by 
Hampton, and later was taken to the 
Justice Funeral Home in Pikeville. 
Survivors include his wife, Emma Lou, 
and one child.

Sweetener May Fill 
Sugar-Saccharin Gap 

First Birthday 

A new sugar substitute expected to 
come on the market in October may of­
fer consumers a sweet alternative to 
either sugar or saccharin. 

Aspartame was approved by the 
Food and Drug Administration in July 
as a sweetener for table use and in cer­
tain packaged foods. It will join sac­
charin as the only approved artificial 
sweetener available to food manufac­
turers and the public since the r'DA 
banned cyclamate in 1970. 

The new sweetener may solve a pro­
blem for people who want to cut sugar 
Intake-without giving up 
sweeteners-but who do not want to 
use saccharin, said Dr. Darlene 
Forester, Extension nutritionist in the 
Umversity of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

"Aspartame may be an Improve­
ment on saccharin in two ways," she 
said. "Many people don't want to use 
saccharin because they don't like the 
taste, or because they're concerned 
with its cancer-causing potential." 

The FDA removed saccharin from 
its GRAS <generally recognized as 
safe> list, although the sweetener, 
labeled with a warning to consumers. 
has been aUowed to remam on the 
market. 

Aspartame is said to have the taste 
of sugar without the aftertaste of some 
artificial sweetners. It is 180 times as 
sweet as sugar with less than one-tenth 
the calories. A teaspoon of sugar has 15 
calories. 

Aspartame will be known as a 
nutritive sweetener. said Forester. 
because it provides some calories. But 
because of 1ts sweetening ability. only 
a small amount will be needed to 
sweeten a product. 

The new sweetener will be available 
to consumers in free-flowing and tablet 
form for use as a table substitute for 
sugar. Manufacturers will be able to 
use aspartame as a dry base sweetener 
for powdered beverages. instant coffee 
and tea. gelatins. puddings. fillings and 
dessert toppings and as a flavoring 
agent in chewing gum. 

Child Support Plan 
Is Paying Its Way 

Aggressive action to locate absent 
parents and legally force them to sup­
port their children 1s being taken by 
Department for Human Resources. an­
nounced W. Grady Stumbo. depart­
ment secretary. 

In the last year, Kentucky spent 
$813,171 to run the program with a 
yearly return of $1.64 for every dollar 
spent. 

From March to June 1981, the return 
was $1.i6 for every dollar spent. conti­
nuing the trend of increasing returns. 

There has been an increase of 16 per­
cent m absent parents being located 
and 110 percent increase in support 
obligations being established in the last 
vear. 
- "The child support division is more 
than paying for itself," said Stumbo, 
"because a stronger emphasiS has 
been placed on collection of existing 
support obligations and working closer 
with county officials." 

The Kentucky Child Support En­
forcement program was initiated in 
1975 to secure support payments by 
locating absent parents and seeking 
court orders settmg the amount of 
child support to be paid. 

DNREP Lists August 
Mining Permits Here 

The division of permits in the state 
Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection issued 
155 mining permits during August. 

The number and types of permits 
issued included 75 original permits, 43 
re'll;sion permits. 29 amendment per­
mits and eight succession permits. 

Of the total issued, 110 were for sur­
face mining operations, 37 for 
underground minmg operations, s1x for 
preparations plants and refuse areas 
and two for haul roads. 

Permitting activities for August 
authorized the disturbance of 5,033.1 
new acres of land and resulted in the 
collection of $222.575 in fees.

It also loses 1ts sweeten­
ing ability durmg prolonged contact 
with liquids. 

Aspartame. however. may be used 
eventually m carbonated soft drinks. 
the largest use of artificial sweetener. 
The manufacturer of aspartame, G.D. 
Searle and Company of Skokie. Ill . 
plans to seek FDA approval for the 
future use of aspartame in carbonated 
beverages 

Aspartame IS a synthetiC compound 
composed of two amino acids-aspar­
tic acid and phenylalanine-\\hich also 
are found in protein foods. 

Because it contains phenylalanine, 
aspartame should not be used by peo­
ple who have phenylketonuria, or 
PKU. a rare genetic disorder which 
prevents proper metabolism of the 
amino acid. 

Aspartame and products containing 
the sweetener will be labeled with a 
warning to persons \\ith PKU, said 
Forester.

Little, 47, of Dry Creek in Knott coun­
ty, has been in jail since September 24, 
1979, when he shot to death Estil 
Thornsberry, 53, and Thornsberry's 
son, Major, 31, both of Kite, in the 
Knott district courtroom. 

The killings occured after the three 
men met in a courthouse annex to con­
test a small claims suit filed by Little, 
who claimed that the Thornsberrys 
had shot into his pickup, causing 
damage amounting to $300. 

Special Prosecutor James L. Dickin­
son charged that Little entered the 
courtroom and shot the Thornsberrys 
in the back. In his testimony, Little 
said that both Thornsberry men were 
armed and that he began firing only 
after he heard a shot fired. 

Little's wife, Socie, was also indicted 
for murder in connection with the inci­
dent. 

Court Approves 
Staff, Salaries

The fiscal court in a special meeting 
last Friday approved deputies and 
other employees requested by Sheriff 
Henry C. Hale and set their salaries 
but not by unanimous. vote.

So once again Lexington will reap the 
benefits of the mountains-a 50-story 
coal center will rise on Main Street 
while the real coal center goes 
undeveloped-Eastern Kentucky. 

I saw the picture of the soon-to-be­
gone Phoenix and read of Lexington's 
newest high-rise while sitting in Hind­
man, my hometown, and my mountain 
ire was stirred to the point I had to 
speak out 

During the five years I was in Lex­
ington attending UK and the College of 
Law, I watched Lexington become one 
of the fastest growing cities in the na­
tion, partly because of the coal in­
dustry. 

lt offends me that the very same in­
dustry that takes millions of dollars 
from the hills each year turns around 
and invests in, and chooses for its head­
quarters, a Blue Grass site. 

Approximately 2,800 jobs will be 
created upon completion of the center, 
with $23 million in payroll added to 
Lexington's tax base and more than $3 
million in revenues generated during 
construction. 

It's not that I feel that locating a coal 
center in Hindman, Prestonsburg, 
Pikeville, Hazard or some other moun­
tain location would even begin to solve 
the coal-related problems of this area, 
but the Lexington location is yet 
another slap in the face to those of us 
who live, day to day, with these pro­
blems. 

We in Eastern Kentucky live with the 
ravaged hills, hear the coughing of the 
miners racked with black lung, and it's 
our fathers and brothers who come 
home with coal-dust-covered faces. 
But it's Lexington that continually 
benefits from our only major industry. 
We have no corporate headquarters for 
any big coal companies, no white collar 
coal centers-but we do have the mines 
and the tipples and the coal-truck­
rutted roads that most Central Ken­
tuckians will never see. 

So the industry will erect a shrine to 
coal in Lexington which will attempt to 
become Kentucky's coal 
capital-while those of us to the east 
wonder if maybe we should build a 
"horse center" on this end of the Moun­
tain Parkway.

In Praise of Jailer Hale 
Your Jailer, Lawrence Hale, is one of 

the finest men that ever stepped foot on 
the soil of Floyd county. If the inmates 
were like the jailer, they wouldn't be 
where they are today. 

Why are the inmates complaining 
about the commonwealth attorney, the 
judges and the jailer? They didn't stop 
the money to provide the inmates with 
attorneys; their president, Mr. 
Reagan, did. Why don't they complain 
to him instead of "The Good Citizens of 
Floyd County?" 

The jailer has given you the best care 
under the law. It was you (the inmates) 
who broke the law, not the com­
monwealth attorney, not the judge, and 
not the jailer. You committed a crime 
and you feel that the courts should pat 
you on the hand and say "you were a 
naughty boy," then go back out and do 
the same thing all over again, plus con­
tinuing to draw SSI or welfare. You are 
stealing from the poor and the people 
who believe in working for what they 
get and have. 

In an experience I myself had back 
in 1964 or so, I was arrested by Deputy 
Sheriff Hatfield. I was taken to 
Wheelwright city jail, where Hatfield 
then obtained assistance from Deputy 
Sheriff Engle; I was then transported 
to Prestonsburg jail. After I was book­
ed I told Jailer Hale I had no cigaret­
tes. Jailer Hale gave Deputy Sheriff 
Engle money and instructed him to go 
get me a pack of cigarettes. Hatfield 
protested and Jailer Hale told him the 
prisoner was in his care now. The jailer 
didn't know me from Adam, all I can 
say is, the jailer treated me very much 
as a human being. The jailer even told 
me if I needed anything to let him 
know. 

In later years we became the city of 
Wheelwright law officers. In our ex­
perience with Jailer Hale there were 
never any problems by lodging anyone 
in the county jail who violated Jaws of 
the commonwealth. Women were 
taken care of by the jailer's wife; 
children (minors), a judge was called 
before such child was turned over to 
the jailer or parents. If medical atten­
tion was needed, the prisoners were 
referred to the hospital before ever be­
ing booked at the jail. All men, women 
and minors were treated equally with 
respect. Also at this same time I was 
arrested as an offender of the law, 
while city marshal, I was treated like 
everyone else. 

Besides, how can these jail inmates 
downgrade Jailer Hale? He's the best 
friend they have while in jail. He pro­
bably feeds them better than what 
those inmates are used to, and better 
than 90 percent of the nursing homes. 

The citizens of Floyd county should 
praise the Lord that they are blessed 
with such a man as Jailer Hale who 
overlooks the offender, and County At­
torney Arnold Turner who protects the 
rights of the offender, keeping them 
from picking up plastic jugs out of our 
creeks in Floyd county.

Fire Safety Classes Held at HRMC 

Highlands employees warmed up to the idea of fire safety last week when 
they received some first hand training on fighting fires. Classes to review 
the proper use of fire extinguishers were given to all personnel. Larry 
Adams, Prestonsburg fire inspector and Paul Chaffins, city fire marshal 
assisted Sonny Goble, HRMC construction engineer, with the classes. 
Everyone who participated got the experience of putting out fires in boxes 
that had been ignited a safe distance from the hospital. Each employee had 
to choose the correct extinguisher and douse the flames. 

As a part of the continuing training program at HRMC, the employees 
learned that the type of fire determines how the fire should be extinguished. 
Type A fires include ordinary combustibles such as wood, paper and cloth . A 
pressurized water extinguisher is the proper way to put out this type of fire. 
Type B fires are caused by burning liquids such as grease and paint. A car­
bon dioxide extinguisher nozzle should be pointed at the base of this type of 
fire to extinguish it, explained the fire fighting experts. Type C fire is of an 
electr•..al nature and an ABC extinguisher is best to contain it. This type of 
extinguisher emits a powder that smothers fire and can be used on all fires. 
The ABC extinguisher will only contain fires and not extinguish them com­
pletely, however. 

During the classes, the employees also reviewed the location of fire ex­
tinguishers in the hospital. The program emphasized that life safety is the 
number one priority in preventing and fighting fires everywhere but 
especially in hospitals.

Hyperactivity-May Be Signal 
Of Nervous Disorder in Child

W.VA. A child can be said to be "hyperac­
tive" when he or she displays ex­
cessive motor activity that is not 
directed toward meamngful goals, ac­
cording to Dr. Christa Muckenhausen, 
a Pikeville neurologist 

The symptom is seen in 75 percent of 
children afflicted with what 
neurologists call "mmimal bram 
dysfunction'' <MBD>, characterized by 
learning and behavioral disorders link­
ed to abnormalities in the nervous 
system. Children of normal and even 
above-average intelligence may suffer 
from the disorder, Dr. Muckenhausen 
points out. 

Some four percent of children under 
12-an average of about one in every 
classroom- are said to be affected by 
MB~. The learning disability to which 
it gives rise refers to a gap between the 
child's actual academic performance 
and what the child might be expected 
to achieve given his or her inteJlectual 
capacity. 

Among the causes of the dysfunction 
are lack of sufficient oxygen at birth, 
premature birth, toxicity in the 
mother, and a genetic brain defect. 
Head injuries, meningitis and serious 
dehydration may also cause the 
disorder. 

Among its most. common symptoms 
are hyperactivity , short attention 
span, distractibility, impulsiveness, 
lack of coordination, and speech pro­
blems, as well as specific learning pro­
blems-for example, in reading, 
arithmetic, writing and spelling. 

A child of normal intelligence who is 
failing in one or more subjects, one 
who avoids gym or competitive sports 
because of coordination problems, or 
who is easily distracted in the 
classroom and perhaps disruptive in 
the playground, may be suffering from 
MBD. 

Emotional problems are also likely 
to accompany the disorder, since 
children with MBD tend to be anxious 
and depressed as a result of repeated 
failures and mability to relate to their 
peers . Thumbsucking, nailbiting, 
head-banging and teeth-grinding may 
all reflect MBD-related anxiety. 

An adverse home environment and 
overcrowded classrooms may con-

tribute to hyperactivity but are rarely 
its cause, Dr. Muckenhausen notes. 

432-0354 Inconsistent parental attitudes may 
also exacerbate the problem, she adds, 
noting that parents sometimes feel in­
adequate and angry at first and, later, 
confused and frustrated. Excessive 
punishment may produce a sense of 
guilt in the parent who then compen­
sates with excessive leniency, she ex­
plains.

"Early diagnosis is the first step to 
therapy" for MBD sufferers, Dr. 
Muckenhausen points out. A child 
suspected of having the disorder 
should be evaluated by a child 
neurologist and psychologist, she ad­
vises. Collaboration between parents 
and teachers will also be needed if the 
disorder is to be successfully managed, 
she adds.

Sept. 23. to 
discuss Kentucky's road needs.

"The state road fund is 
in trouble and w1th the assistance of 
this committee, we hope to isolate the 
problems and suggest possible solu­
tions to the 1982 legislature," Metts 
said.

Deputy Transportation Secretary 
Clair Nichols said that the state's 
general fund has risen nearly 70 per­
cent during the past five years, but the 
road fund remains at about the same 
level as in 1976. 

A.R. Romine, assistant state 
highway engineer for the Kentucky 
Transportation Department, said that 
19 percent of the state-maintained 
highways have deteriorated to the ex­
tent that reduced speeds were required 
for comfortable travel. The depart 
ment is responsible for maintaining 
25,000 miles of Kentucky roads which 
carry 83 percent of the total traffic in 
the Commonwealth. 

The committee also learned that 
4,500 miles of Kentucky's roads need to 
be rebuilt because of narrowness , poor 
alignments and steep grades. "And, 
700 miles of roads of the state system 
are still in gravel. We need to get the 
people living on these roads out of the 
dust," Romine said. 

Members of the committee agreed 
that the state road system needs atten­
tion. However, they pointed out that 
the condition of local roads is also 
worsening. County and municipal road 
aid programs, designed to assist local 

The committee is composed of 
representatives of the highway in­
dustry, business community, financial 
and educational institutions, as well as 
elected officials, labor leaders and 
media executives. 

The committee's next meeting will 
be in October.

The Antibiotic QverkiU 
A bitter irony in an age of medical 

miracles is the fact that each year a 
million hospital patients who never 
before had an infection acquire one 
after admission. This appears to be due 
in large part to a tendency toward an­
tibiotic "overkill" on the part of doc­
tors. New forms of bacteria have ap­
peared on the scene that are resistant 
to conventional antibiotic therapy. 

Marc Lappe, writing in the October 
Reader's Digest, points out that 
"Antibiotic-resistant organisms are in­
creasingly responsible for hard-to­
treat infections of the intestinal tract, 
lungs, skin and bladder, particularly in 
children, the old and the infirm. Even 
in the most modern hospitals, patients 
sometimes die from previously 
treatable diseases." 

Sir Alexander Fleming , who 
discovered the antiseptic properties of 
the penicillium mold. warned of this 
resistance as early as 1942, but phar­
maceutical companies turned out 
generation after generation of miracle 
drugs, each more effective than the 
last. Antibiotics were routinely used as 
additives to crop sprays, food preser­
vatives and animal feed. 

Pointing out that we now know that 
infection-causing microorganisms do 
transfer genetic knowledge from one 
group of organisms to another, enabl­
ing bacteria to resist antibiotics, Lappe 
states : "It seems clear ... that ex­
cessive and careless use of antibiotics 
has speeded up this process." 

Despite this , "as many as one-third 
of all hospital patients still receive an­
tibiotic treatment,'' he continues, in 
many cases, whether they need it or 
not. 

So far , few countries-Japan, 
Czechoslovakia and Sweden-have ad­
dressed the problem of antibiotic 
overuse on a national basis . In some 
countries even the most potent an­
tibiotics can be sold over the counter. 

An international approach to the pro­
blem appears to be developing. A 
group of 150 doctors and medical scien­
tists in 25 countries issued a joint state­
ment last August calling for uniform

prescription and distribution of an­
tibiotics in all nations. "Their appeal," 
Lappe notes, "represents the first in­
ternational recognition of what ap­
pears to be a growing problem, one 
that must be faced if we are to avoid a 
premature end to the antibiotic era and 
confront the specter of germs that will 
not die."

Studies on the effects of alcohol 
are complicated by the fact that 
heav'r drinkers tend to smoke more 
than· others and are less careful of 
their overall health. Statisttcs show 
that they are more prone to illness 
than the general population. but it 
is difficult to isolate the causes.

In a recent ruling on a similar 
case, FTC Commissioner Paul Rand 
Dixon ruled aga inst a Portland, 
Oregon dealership that did not pay 
back surplus profits from the resale 
of cars. A surplus is defined as 
money received in excess of the 
amount owed by the debtor on the 
vehicle. The dealer is allowed to keep 
a reasonable amount to cover his 
resale expenses.

Commissioner Dixon's decision 
sustained a January. 1979 ruling by 
Administrative Law Judge Lewis 
Parker.

A. Children with coughs or runn y 
noses can be contagious for weeks, 
so this decision must be adjusted to 
each child and each illness­
especially with young children. 

A child with a high fever, sore 
throat, headache, cough, vomiting or 
diarrhea should be kept at home to 
rest until he regains enough strength 
to cope with the pace of school 
activities. Chances are good that 
your child will not want to go to 
school during the acute stages of an 
illness. 

But since most upper respiratory 
infections are caused by highly 
contagious viruses, you cannot 
prevent other children from catching 
them, even if you keep your 
daughter at home until all symptoms 
are gone. Susceptible children will 
already have been exposed. 

The qualit; is better if oysters are 
fro;en after ~hucking. Place shucked 
oysters in a rigid plastic container 
with juice. Allow 1/ 2" of space at 
the top and seal tightly. When stored 
at 0° F. the:, will keep for about six 
months. Remember to label the 
container with the "expiration" date 
so you're sure to use them in time. 
When you're ready to use the 
ovsters, thav. in the refrigerator and 
u~e immediatelv after thawing. Cook 
as for fresh oysters. 

O;sters in the shell should be 
froz~n li\e in tightly sealed plastic 
free?er bags. They will keep for 
about three months at 0°F. Again, 
remember to label the bags with the 
date Thaw in the refrigerator and 
use immediately after thawing. 

You can also freeze breaded or 
blanched oysters \\ith excel lent 
results. Use -airtight containers and 
keep at 0°F. for a maximum of three 
months. Do not thav. before cooking. 
Instead, cook direct ly from the 
freezer.

Governor John Y. Brown Jr. and 
state transportation officials met with 
about 20 county clerks at Frankfort 
recently to discuss the details of his ad­
ministration's proposed vehicle title 
bill 

If approved by the 1982 General 
Assembly. the law will separate title of 
ownership from the currently combm­
ed registration-title process Kentucky 
is the only state in the union without a 
title law. 

Brown pointed out that registration 
is simply permission to operate a par­
ticular vehicle on state highways and is 
renewed annuaily. ''A title document, 
on the other hand, offers proof of 
ownership beyond registration. Any 
vehicle bought, sold or traded in Ken­
tucky would require a title 
certificate," said. 

When a vehicle transaction is made, 
an application for title would be com­
pleted and presented to the county 
court clerk. Inspectors from the clerk's 
office inspect the vehicle identification 
number and odometer reading. The 
county clerk then provid~ a copy of 
the title application to the owner to

keep until he receives his title in the 
mail in about five days. 

Information from the title applica· 
lion is entered into a computer in the 
clerk's office and the application and 
supporting documents are forwarded 
to the Transportation Department's 
Dtvision of Motor Vehicle Licensing. At 
this point. checks are made for forged 
documents and a comparison of the 
vehicle information number with a list 
of stolen vehicles from across the na­
tion. If no problem are encountered, 
the title is prmted on special an­
tlforgery paper and mailed to the ap­
plicant. 

Brown said the title legislation would 
add a $4 fee to registration costs which 
would enable the program to pay its 
own way. The additional fee would be 
split between the county court clerk of­
fice and the state, he added. 

Brown said that passage of this bill 
would add an estimated $4 million to 
$14 million annually in local tax 
revenue by tightening the collection of 
property taxes on vehicles through 
computerization. Other benefits of the 
proposal listed by the governor in­
clude: 

-Consumer protection form purchas­
ing stolen vehicles and being a victim 
of odometer rollbacks. 

-Storing title documents in a central 
location to prevent theft of blank titles. 

-A reduction in the amount of paper 
work in the registration process. 

-A birth month registration system 
will be used which will eliminate long 
waits at the county court clerks' of­
fices. 

The proposal, prefiled by Rep. 
William Donnermeyer <D-Bellevue), 
resulted from studies of similar laws in 
effect in several states. Comments, 
suggestions and changes were receiv­
ed from county clerks, the Kentucky 
Automobile Dealers Association, the 
Kentucky Recyclers Association, 
financial institutions and law enforce­
ment agencies.

Tools of the Trade 
Repairing, renovatmg or refurbish­
ing your home or apartment will not 
only save you a lot of money, it can 
be a very rewarding experience as 
well. The success of such ventures 
depends largely on use of the correct 
tools. Without them the money you 
save may not be worth the aggrava­
tion and frustration you'll 
experience. 

In equipping yourself with an 
adequate set of tools, keep in mind 
a few basic points. 

• Buy quality tools. Consider 
your tools an investment. If you buy 
quality tools and take proper care of 
them, they can easily last you a 
lifetime. Very often the quality of 
your tools will determine the quality 
of your work. Remember this doesn't 
mean you have to buy the most 
expensive tools in the store. You 
don't need a hammer that doubles as 
a cigarette lighter, just one that will 
do the job and live to tell about 
it. 

• Don't buy tools you don't really 
need. The most valuable tools are the 
ones you use the most. For one-time 
jobs see if you can borrow the 
necessary tools, or rent them. 

• Don't buy a tool you don't 
know how to use. This is especially 
true of power tools, which can easily 
do more harm than good if used 
improperly. If you know you need a 
certain tool but are unsure how to 
use it, ask the salesman for help. 

• Don't spend a lot of money on 
a brand-new tool. See if you can find 
a used one that suits your needs and 
is still in good condition. Local 
newspaper ads and garage sales are 
among the best places to look for 
bargains. 

For relatively simple home im­
provements, a few basic tools will be 
adequate. Here's what you need. 

• Screwdrivers-A set of 4-6, 
including one or two with Phillips 
heads. 

• Hammer-A curved-claw ham­
mer with a convex face, of a weight 
you are comfortable with. 

• A center punch or awl-To 
make starting holes for screws. 

• A nail set-To drive nails below 
the surface so they can be 
concealed. 

• Steel measuring tape-
Preferably with locking and return 
mechanisms. 

• Putty knife-For glazing win­
dows, caulking, smoothing fillers in 
cracks and holes. 

• Saws-A hacksaw for cutting 
through metal, a keyhole saw to cut 
or enlarge holes in wood, a crosscut 
saw for sawing across the grain, a 
ripsaw for sawing with the grain. 

• Miter box-For sawing at 45 
and 90 degree angles. 

• Planes-For smoothing wood, 
shaving doors. 

• Chisels-For grooving and 
notching jobs; buy 3/8", 3/4" and 
1 1/2". 

• Utility knife-For cutting just 
about anything, preferably with 
retractable blade. 

• Combination square-To mark 
45 and 90 degree angles; also a 
depth gauge. 

• Wrenches-A pipe wrench for 
emergency plumbing jobs and at 
least one adjustable wrench for 
various jobs. 

• Pliers-Preferably with a lock­
ing grip. 

• Clamps-C-clamps, parallel 
· and bar clamps for holding glued 

work. 
• Push drill-For small holes for 

starting screws or nails. 
• Electric drill-For drilling in 

harder surfaces, sanding and 
buffing. 

• Files, soldering gun, caulking 
gun, wire cutter, and level.

To avoid the cost of buying all 
these tools at once, you can pick 
them up gradually, as you need· 
them. But it is best to be prepared 
ahead of time whenever possible. 

As your skills and your nerve 
increases, you may want to exper­
iment with more elaborate tools and 
begin building rather than simply 
repairing. This will require a new set 
of tools, but you will always find 
your basic hand tools an invaluable 
asset.

OFFICE SPACE FOR LEASE Social Security Number is Key 

A person's social security number is 
his or her key to future protection 
against loss or reduction of income 
because of retirement, disability, or 
death, Jim Kelly, Social Security 
District Director for the Big Sandy 
Area said recently. 

This is because future social security 
benefits will be based on the record of 
earnings kept under the number shown 
on the social security card during a 
person's working lifetime. 

Many people have the same name, 
but each person has his or her own 
social security number which singles 
out that record from some 200 million 
others. 

A person should show his or her 
social security card to each employer 
and make sure the employer copies the 
name and number exactly as shown on 
the card. This will help avoid any 
mistakes, as reported earnings are 
recorded under the correct number. 

The stub showing a person's social 
security number should be kept with 
other important papers. If a person 
loses his or her social security card, he 
or she can then take the stuh to any 
social security office to apply for a new 
card which will show the old number. 
Proof of identity is required, however. 

A person who changes his or her 
name should apply for a new card. He 
or she will need evidence showing 
both old and new names. 

It is against the law to use another 
person's social security number. It is 
also against the law to use a social 
security number obtained by giving 
false information on the application. 
Penalties include a fine of up to $1,000, 
a jail sentence of up to one year, or 
both.

Social Security Family Protec­
tion 

People who think about a retirement 
or disability check when they think 
about their social security protection 
may be missing out on the value that 
social security survivors insurance 
plays as a base for a worker's financial 
planning. 

Survivors insurance has been 
payable since the beginning of the 
social security program. Today about 
7.6 million widows and widowers, 
children, and dependent parents are 
receiving some $2.1 billion in monthly 
benefits, about 20 percent of total mon­
thly social security benefits being paid. 

Some 95 out of 100 children under 18 
and their mothers or fathers may ex­
pect to receive survivors benefits if 
either parent dies. Benefits are 
payable to the family even if the other 
parent continues working. The average 
family benefit currently being paid to a 
widowed mother with two children is 
$767 monthly. 

Benefits may also be paid based on 
the deceased worker's earnings to 
disabled children at any age if they 
were disabled before age 22, to disabl­
ed widows or widowers at age 50-60, 
and to widows and widowers at age 60.

Kay Martin Doyle 
Wins Contest Case 
In Magoffin County 

Kay Martin Doyle, the former 
Prestonsburg woman who won the 
Democratic nomination for Magoffin 
county attorney at l~st May's primary, 
also has won in the contest action filed 
by her opponent, Marcus Mann. 

Mrs. Doyle, wife of Sam Doyle, won 
the primary over Mann by 61 votes. 
She will be opposed in the November 
election by Teddy Flynt who was unop­
posed in May for the Republican 
nomination. 

The ruling in the contest case was 
handed down by Special Judge Calvin 
Manis, who said he found no evidence 
of wrong-doing on Mrs. Doyle's part, 
although the Magoffin primary ap­
parently was replete with ir­
regularities. His order said, in part: 

"While the evidence showed that 
there were many irregularities in the 
May 26, 1981, primary election in 
Magoffin county, the court finds that 
neither Kay Doyle nor anyone acting in 
her behalf with her consent contributed 
to or brought about such irregularities 
and that said were. not of such nature 
as to warrant the court changing the 
outcome of the County Attorney's 
race." 

In his suit , Mann had made 
numerous charges against Doyle 
which, he claimed, deprived him of the 
nomination. These included bribery 
and coercion, Republicans voting as 
Democrats, the wrongful presence of 
persons in the polling place, voters be­
ing denied the right to vote in the 
Bloomington precinct, and others. 

Mann asked the court to order a new 
election in Bloomington precinct and to 
throw out the votes in two other 
precincts. 

The judge's ruling, dismissing 
Mann's contest suit, is subject to ap­
peal.

qualify for the same type of benefits as 
does a widow or widower if the mar­
riage lasted 10 years. 

Social security studies show that 
social security survivors insurance 
payments constitute as much as two­
thirds of the family income of 50 per­
cent of families with the youngest child 
under age 6. The benefits constitute 
more than 90 percent of the income of 
28 percent of these families. 

A worker's spouse and children can 
get social security payments if he or 
she has earned credit for as little as 112 

years in the 3 years before death. More 
work may be needed for other potential 
beneficiaries to qualify. The amount 
needed depends on the age at which a 
person dies . However, no worker will 
need more than 10 years of work under 
social security for his or her surviving 
family to become eligible for social 
security benefits at his or her death. 

Survivors protection is also impor­
tant for people who have not had time 
to establish a career or build a nest egg 
of private insurance, savings and in­
vestments, or otherwise prepare for 
the future. It provides a foundation 
that a worker may build on in meeting 
the· family's need for financial protec­
tion against his or her death. 

Q. What is the most work you need 
under social security to qualify for sur­
vivors benefits? 

A. The amount of credit for work you 
need for benefits to be payable to your 
survivors depends on your age at 
death. The older you are (and the 
longer you've had time to work under 
social security), the more work credits 
you need. But in no case does a worker 
need more than 10 years of social 

security work credit for survivors 
benefits to be payable. 

Q. My sister's husband died last 
week, and she want's to know how long 
she should wait before she applies for 
social security benefits for herself and 
two children 

A. She should apply for benefits as 
soon as possible. She might want to call 
her nearest social security office to 
find out what evidence she would need 
to apply. And if she has babysitter or 
transportation problems and can't get 
to the office, she can apply by phone.

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Clerks Discuss Vehicle Title Bill To Wed October 17 Coal-Mining Museum 
Founded At David 

Makes Scholarsh!p Contribution 

Governor John Y. Brown, Jr. and 
state transportation officials met with 
about 20 county clerks at Frankfort 
recently to discuss the details of his ad­
ministration's proposed vehicle title 
bill. 

If approved by the 1982 Kentucky 
General ssemblv, the law w11l 
separate title of o..;.nership from the 
currently combined registration-title 
process. Kentucky is the only state in 
the union with a title law. 

Similar efforts to enact such legisla­
tion have met with defeat in 10 
previous legislative sessions. 
Transportation Secretary Frank Metts 
sa1d. however. that this version of a ti­
tle bill should be approved by the 1982 
legislature. 

County court clerks across Kentucky 
have traditionally opposed title bill 
proposals because of a preconceived 
loss of local revenue. \Villard 
Hansford, Pulaski county clerk and 
president of the County Clerks' 
Association, said during the meeting 
that "We're not saying we're against" 
this title blll proposal, but the clerks 
have "reservations about certain pro­
visions.'' 

Brown pointed out that registration 
is simply permission to operate a par­
ticular vehicle on state highways and is 
renewed annually ''A title document, 
on the other hand, offers proof of 
ownership beyond registration. Any 
vehicle bought. sold or traded in Ken­
tucky would require a title 
certificate," he said. 

When a vehicle transaction is made, 
an application for title would be com­
pleted and presented to the county 
court clerk. Inspectors from the clerk's 
office inspect the vehicle identification 
number and odometer reading. The 
county clerk then provides a copy of 
the title application to the owner to 
keep until he receives his title in the 
mail in about five days 

Information from the title applica­
tion is entered into a computer in the 
clerk's office and the application and 
supporting documents are forwarded 
to the Transportation Department's 
Division of Motor Vehicle Licensing. At 
this point, checks are made for forged 
documents and a comparison of the 
vehicle information number \\ith a list 
of stolen vehicles from across the na­
tion. If no problems are encountered, 
the title is printed on special anti­
forgery paper and mailed to the appli­
cant. 

Brown said the title legislation would 
add a $4 fee to registration costs which 
would enable the program to pay its 
own way. The additional fee would be 
split between the county court clerk of­
fice and the state, he added. Passage of 
this bill would add an estimated $4 
m1llion to $14 million annually in local 
tax revenue by tightening the co11ec-

USDA Proposes Revisions 
For School Food Programs 

The U.S. Department of Agriculture 
is proposing revisions in meal pattern 
requirements for federally-assisted 
school food programs to Simplify meal 
requirements and help reduce costs. 

"The proposed changes are designed 
to maintain the nutritional balance of 
the oldest federal feeding program in 
the country, while at the same time 
providing state and local officials more 
flexibility in controlling costs and 
simplifying administration.'' said 
:Mary C. Jarratt. assistant secretary 
for Food and Consumer Services. 

The new meal patterns are designed 
in part to reduce meal production cost 
of a school lunch-between 8 and 10 
cents-thereby offsetting a portion of 
the reduction in federal subsidy 
resulting from the enactment of the 
Ommbus Reconciliation Act of 1981.

through computerization. the governor 
said. Other benefits of the proposal 
listed by the governor include: 

-Consumer protection from pur­
chasing stolen vehicles and being a vic­
tim of odometer rollbacks. 

-Storing title documents in a central 
location to prevent theft of blank titles. 

-A reduction in the amount of paper 
work in the registration process. 

-A birth month registration system 
will be used which will eliminate long 
waits at the county court clerks' of­
fices. 

The proposal, prefiled by Rep. 
William Donnermeyer ( D-Bellevue l, 
resulted from studies of similar laws in 
effect in several states. Comments. 
suggestions and changes were receiv­
ed from county clerks. the Kentucky 
Automobile Dealers Association. the 
Kentucky Recyclers Association, 
financial mstitutions and law enforce­
ment agencies.

For these reasons, it is best to 
arrive in a foreign country with the 
currency of that country. Your best 
bet is foreign traveler's checks, and 
pocket change will be needed for 
immediate expenses such as tipping 
or telephones. Of course, any 
traveler's checks not used can be 
converted upon returning home. 

If several foreign countries are to 
be visited and you want to avoid 
dealing with several currencies, 
carry traveler's checks in a very 
strong currency such as the Swiss 
franc, German mark or Dutch 
guilder. There tends to be less 
fluctuation in these money 
markets. 

Many expenses can be taken care 
of in advance, avoiding an exchange 
rate fluctuation at a later date . 
Expenses which might be paid in 
advance are hotel costs, transporta­
tion and tours. 

Remember that each transaction 
of dollars into foreign currency costs 
money. It is more economical to cash 
as much money as is possible at one 
time. 

The exchange rates will always be 
best at a major bank, most of which 
are open five days a week. It is 
important to plan weekends with this 
in mind. Trying to exchange cur­
rency on a weekend in a hotel or 
small shop will very often result in 
a poor rate of exchange. The shop 
keeper has no way of knowing what 
the rate will be after the weekend 
and must protect him/herself. 

Since inflation has caused prices 
on everything to soar in many 
European nations, consider places 
where the American dollar is still 
eagerly sought: Mexico, Central and 
South America, and Africa. 

More and more middle class 
people (not just students) are staying 

outside large cities in hostels and 
small country inns, which are 
inexpensive and intimate. 

Off-season rates can a lso make a 
wide difference in a trip's costs. The 
"almost-off-season" ("shoulder sea­
sons")offers economical incentives to 
travel during those months. 

The United States Customs Ser­
vice has recently raised the limits on 
du,ty-free purchases from $100 to 
$300. Each person in a fami ly is 
entitled to this allowance. The next 
$600 worth is taxed I 0 percent, and 
after $900, the duty varies according 
to the type of items bought. Keep in 
mind the effect of inflation on prices 
in duty-free shops. Some of the 
prices may be just as high as they 
are at home, and no bargain at 
a ll! 

When reserving seats on a par­
ticular air flight, request favorite 
seats. Many airlines will honor this 
request. Of course, non-smoking and 
smoking area seating preferences 
must be honored by law. 

It saves a lot of time to pack so 
that a ll luggage can be carried onto 
the a irplane. Taking a hanging sui t 
bag and a carry-on case which can 
be slid under the scat saves the 
aggravation of waiting at an airport 
for luggage which is slow in being 
unloaded- or is on its way, without 
you, to another city! 

Once in a hotel, put your 
valuables in the hotel safe. There is 
a new insurance plan for travelers, 
Automatic G uest Protect ion, offered 
at hotels and motels in 31 sta tes and 
3 foreign countries. Guests ate 
automatically covered from check-in 
to check-out, on or off the premises 
and regardless of where they go or 
what they do.

Veteran's Administration 
Questions and Answers 

Q-My father was a vete1 ·n whose 
grave marker has been dam.-ged by 
the weather over the years. Is it possi­
ble to have it replaced? 

A-Yes. Replacement for damaged 
markers may be requested by writing: 
Monument Service, Department of 
Memorial Affairs (42), 810 Vermont 
Ave., N.W., Washington, D.C. 20420. 
The cost of the replacement is to be 
paid by the applicant. 

Q-1 am entitled to hospital treat­
ment at Veterans Administration 
hospitals because I am 100 percent 
disabled from service connected 
causes. Is there any similar medical 
care available for my family? 

A-Your family may be entitled to 
the VA's Civilian Health and Medical 
Program <CHAMPVAJ. This is a 
medical benefits plan through which 
the VA helps to pay for medical care 
obtained from civilian sources by cer­
tain dependents of veterans with per­
manent and total service connected 
disabilities. The surviving spouse and 
children of veterans who died as a 
result of a service connected disability, 
or of veterans permanently and totally 
disabled from service connected 
disabilities at the time of death are also 
eligible. 

Q-If I don'thavea checking account 
and cash is unsafe to mail, how can I 
pay on my Veterans Administration 
education loan without going to the VA 
personally? 

A-Go to your bank or nearest post 
office and purchase a cashier's check 
or money order. To ensure proper 
credit, include your claim number or 
social security number on your remit­
tance. 

Q- Can I enroll in a vocational or 
trade school under the GI Bill? 

A-Yes. You can use your GI Bill 
education benefits at any approved 
vocational, technical or trade school. 

Q-I'm a Vietnam veteran and have 
been thinking about visiting one of the 
Veterans Administration's Vet 
Centers. Do the centers offer any help 
for wives of Vietnam veterans? 

A-Yes. The Vet Centers will be glad 
to help any Vietnam veteran, including 
wives. The centers were designed to 
help Vietnam Era veterans readjust to 
sociey, and often unhappy home lives 
contribute to the veterans' problems. 

Q-Are World War I veterans eligi­
ble for Veterans Administration outpa­
tient medical care? 

A-Yes. All veterans of World War I 
are eligible for VA outpatient care for 
any medical condition. 

Q-1 am interested in starting my 
own business. Does the Veterans Ad­
ministration provide business loans to 
veterans? 

A-No. The VA does not provide 
business loans for veterans. Such loans 
may be available through the Small 
Business Administration. Check the 
"U.S. Government" section of your 
local telephone directory for the ad­
dress of the nearest SBA office. 

Q- I am a World War II veteran who 
let my GI insurance lapse years ago. I 
recently read that a new bill passed 
Congress giving veterans like me a 
dividend on this lapsed insurance. How 
do I apply? 

A- Any story you hear about in­
surance dividends for lapsed Veterans 
Administration insurance is only a 
false rumor that occasionally spreads 
in different parts of the country. The 
only insurance dividends currently be­
ing paid by the VA are to veterans who 
were issued participating policies in 
World War I, World War II and the 
Korean Conflict, who have maintained 
the policies in premium paying status. 

Q-ls there any time limit for using 
my certificate of eligibility for a 
Veterans Administration guaranteed 
home loan? 

A- No. There is no time limit for us­
ing your certificate of eligibility for the 
purchase of a home. 

Q- Are Veterans Administration 
benefits subject to taxation? 

A- Almost all veterans benefits are 
non-taxable. However, there are two 
exceptions. One is interest paid on ac­
crued GI insurance dividends left on 
deposit. The other is death settlement 
proceeds. 

Q- I am a widow of a Korean War 
veteran who died as a result of a ser­
vice connected disability before using 
his GI home loan entitlement. Am I 
eligible for this benefit? 

A- Yes . If not currently married, 
widows of veterans of World War II 
and later periods who died of service 
connected causes are eligible for this 
benefit. 

Q- If I encounter legal difficulties 
while purchasing a home using the GI 
Bill, will the Veterans Administration 
pay or provide for any legal assistance 
I may need? 

A- No. The VA does not pay or pro­
vide for any legal assistance a veteran 
may need to deal with troubles en­
countered in the purchase or construc­
tion of a home. 

Q- My husband wants to be buried in 
Arlington National Cemetery. What 
should he do? 

A- This cemetery is under the 
jurisdiction of the Department of the 
Army, and burial is limited to specific 
categories of military personnel and 
veterans, except in the case of 
cremated remains to be placed in the 
columbarium. For details, write to the 
Superintendent, Arlington National 
Cemetery, Arlington,· Va. 22211.

Money Matters GOPAL MAJMUNDAR, M.D. The Beauty of a Budget 
For some people the idea of making 
out a budget and sticking to it is a 
frightening prospect and a boring 
way to spend a couple of hours of 
spare time. 

A carefully planned budget will 
help you obtain both what you want 
and what you need, will make you 
a more careful consumer and 
thereby save you wasted money. It 
can even eliminate a lot of the 
frustration and nervousnes!> of living 
from week to week, wondering where 
all your money is going. 

The Better Business Bureau 
suggests you follow these steps in 
developing your own budget and 
sticking to it: 

• Any budget should involve 
every member of the family, includ­
ing children. 

• Set realistic goals. Decide what 
you want and when you want it, 
including ~verything from short­
range goals (such as the purchase of 
a car within a year) to long-range 
goals such as your retirement. 

• Once your goals have been set 
and placed in a specific time frame, 
you need to figure how much money 
you have to spread around. Start 
with your net income after taxes and 
Social Security and add any other 
income, including interest on savings 
accounts, property sale or rental, 
cash gifts, pension payments, stock 
dividends, etc. Past income records 
and cautious estimates of future 
income should be taken into 
account. 

• Determine how much money 
you have been spending. If you've 
kept good records, saving checkbook 
stubs, bills and receipts, this should 
be no problem. If you haven't, start 
now. 

First itemize all fixed expenses, 
including rent or mortgage, install­
ment purchases, transportation, 
hospitalization plans, and utilities 
(heating fuel, electricity, water and 
sewer, telephone). You should 
estimate an increase in utility 
costs. 

Varying expenses should also be 
itemized, among them food, recrea­
tion, savings, personal expenses, 
contributions, medical care, home 
repairs, furniture, insurance policies, 
gifts, clothing, vacations, organiza­
tion memberships. 

Be sure to total your expenses over 
at least a 12-month period, in order 
to minimize the effect of seasonal 
expenses and get a clear idea of 
where your money has gone in the 
past-and where it will be going in 
the future. 

• Now comes the time for 
comparison. Your budget is 
balanced if your total expected 
income is about equal to the total of 
your fixed and varying expenses plus 
the amount you need to put away in 
order to meet your short-term and 
long-term goals. 

If your expected income falls 
short, you should take a good look 
at how you have spent your money 
over the past 12 months and see 
where you can cut back. Often this 
is simply a matter of cutting out 
wasteful or impulsive spending. You 
may also have to eliminate some 
conveniences. In some cases it may 
be wise to spend money now to save 
money later, as in making your home 
more energy-efficient to counteract 
rising energy prices.

Any 
homesteading of Alaskan land is 
several years away, though, because 
public lands must first be appointed 
among Alaskan natives, the State 
and various Federal agencies.

The Federal Land Policy and 
Management Act of 1976 provides 
that public lands remain with the 
Federal government unless their sale 
is in the national interest. The Act 
specifies that such land be used for 
purposes that benefit all Americans, 
such as recreation, livestock grazing, 
mining and wildlife habitat. 

Sales of public lands by the 
Bureau. of Land Management are 
limited to relatively small tracts of 
land for which there are no 
anticipated Federal or local public 
needs. Almost all of this land is 
located in Alaska, Arizona, Califor­
nia, Colorado, Idaho, Montana, 
Nevada, New Mexico, Oregon. Utah 
and Wyoming. 

The land that is sold is sold by 
public auction through competitive 
oral and/or sealed bidding at the 
state offices of the BLM. The land 
is appraised by the government at 
fair market value by comparing it to 
current selling prices of comparable 
private land in the same area, and 
the appraised price becomes the 
floor for any bidding.

Women On The Way Up 
While they're not earning as much 
as their male counterparts, their 
numbers are definitely growing. 
Women are making their way up the 
corporate ladder. 

The advances are not limited to 
service organizations (where, histor­
ically, women have always fared 
better). Things are changing in male 
entrenched industries like Bethlehem 
Steel, Equitable Life and Du Pont, 
among others, where top man­
agement has put out the word to hire 
women. 

In fact, a recent study of women 
executives by Heidrick and Strug­
gles, a large international executive 
search firm, found that industrial 
companies with sales of over $2 
billion currently employed the 
greatest number of women officers­
more than either smaller industrial 
or non-industrial firms. 

There are several important 
factors contributing to this growing 
phenomenon. 

Education. Women currently ac­
count for one out of every five 
M.B.A. candidates in the country. 
At top American universities, the 
number is higher. At M.I.T., for 
example, women comprised 28 
percent of last year's (M.B.A.) 
graduating class. Yale University 
reported that 38 percent of its most 
.recent incoming M.B.A. candidates 
were female. 

Growing work force. More than 
three-fifths of all women in this 
country between the ages of 20 and 
64 now hold jobs. This has had a 
tremendous impact on the country's 
economy. In fact, it has even 
changed how the country's econ­
omists define unemployment. 

Because of the number of women 
now in the work force, many 
economists now define full employ­
ment at a 5.5 percent unemployment 
rate, up from the old measure of 4 
percent. The higher level of jobless­
ness is tolerated today in part 
because so many people are at work. 
Economists reason that if one family 
member loses a job, there is a better 
than 50 percent chance that another 
family member is bringing home a 
paycheck and is able to take up the 
slack. 

A second income also means that 
a family's spending power won't 
dissolve with one partner out of work 
(although it's harder to carry the 
family on mom's salary because she 
still earns less than the average 
man). Bouyed spending power keeps 
the economy moving so future 
recessions will be milder than they 
otherwise might have been. 

And this is only the "predictable" 
beginning. It's much too soon to tell 
what other changes will result from 
women making their way into the 
workforce.

What's 
to the 

Happening 
ERA? 

Time is running out. 
Battle weary proponents of the 

Equal Rights Amendment (ERA) 
have little more than a year left of 
the three year extension period 
granted them by Congress. To get 
the 27th Amendment voted into law, 
three more states must ratify it. 

The ERA has been introduced in 
Congress every year since 1923. It 
came close to receiving serious 
consideration several times, but it 
was not until 1972 that Congress 
finally decided to pass the ERA 
along to each of the 50 states for a 
vote. By the end of 1978, it became 
apparent that the necessary number 
of ratifications would not take place 
before the initial ( 1979) deadline 
expired. In an unprecedented move, 
Congress extended the deadline for 
the amendment's acceptance to June 
30, .1982. 

Holding up general acceptance of 
the measure is confusion about what 
effects the ERA will have on day to 
day life. Many people believe, for 
example, that the ERA is a mandate 
for things like shared public rest 
rooms. (It isn't. Nor does it affect 
abortion laws.) The fact is, ERA 
makes no laws. It only assures that 
men and women will be treated 
equally under those laws which are 
already on the books. 

Those states who have yet to ratify 
are Nevada, Utah, Arizona, Ok­
lahoma, Arkansas, Illinois, Virginia, 
North Carolina, South Carolina, 
Florida, Alabama, Louisiana and 
Mississippi.
