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Mine in Zoning Bid, 
No Opposition Heard 

A publi<; hearing last Wednesday on 
a zoning change request by owners of a 
Prestonsburg coal mine elicited no op­
position to the proposal, in contrast to a 
hearing earlier this year when the city 
of Prestonsburg and a number of 
citizens spoke against the issuance of a 
state permit for the mine. 

Owners of the Bush and Burchett 
Mine No. 1 at Ball Alley are seeking to 
have the mine site re-zoned from 
residential to commercial classifica­
tions . 

At last week's hearing on the re­
quest, Joe Burchett, one of the mine 
owners, and Thomas N. Kuss,owner of 
the coal, argued that the site has never 
been used for any purpose other than 
underground mining and is totally un­
suited for residential or other commer­
cial uses. 

Under questioning by City Coun­
cilman Dick Clark, the mine operators 
said an area has been cleared near the 
mine to store excess coal, that trucks 
entering the highway are doing so 
under supervision, and that state water 
pollution standards are being complied 
with. 

They also gave assuranc.es that no 
other mine opening will be made. The 
"Coal seam being mined runs under a

it as a pony mine, the city council op­
posed the project, saying it would 
violate zoning regulations, present a 

.tr<.!ffic hazard, and pollute the river. 
The state Department for Natural 

Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion subsequently issued a permit for 
the mine but did not consider its con­
formity with city zoning regulations, 
saying that matter was not within its 
jurisdiction. 

Horn's plans for a pony mine never 
materialized ; under its present 
owners, the mine is being worked by 
conventionC~l methods. 

The zone ch'ange request will now go 
before the Joint Planning Commission, 
together with a transcript of Wednes­
day's hearing. After the commission 
makes its recommendation, the matter 
will be decided by the city council. If 
the commission rejects the proposal, it 
could still be approved by a unanimous 
vote of the council ; if the commission 
recommends the change, a simple ma­
jority of the council could approve it.

Fire Levels 72-Year-Old Oturch

Flames that destroyed the Hueysville Church of Christ last Thursday morn­
ing were caught in this photo as they burst through the roof and engulfed the 
bell tower. 

The 72-year-old Hueysville Church of 
Christ was destroyed by an early mor­
ning fire last Thursday, during a week 
of community gloom that began with 
the death on Monday of one of its 
residents, 25-year-old Keith Crager, 
with seven others in a mine explosion 
at Topmost, Knott county. 

The church blaze apparently 
originated in an area occupied by a gas 
furnace at the rear of the building. 
When discovered around 7 a.m. the 
flames had spread into the superstruc­
ture and defied attempts of volunteer 
firemen to save any portion of the 
church. 

The Maytown and Wayland 
volunteer fire departments succeeded 
in saving the nearby mobile home 
which had been occupied by a former 
pastor . 

There was no estimate of the 
damage. The church was uninsured. 

The church stood substantially as 
b~ilt in 1909, prior to the coming of the 
railway into Right Beaver Creek. It 
was built of timbering cut, sawed and 
planed on a farm two miles away, and 
these materials were hauled by mule­
drawn wagons to the site. 

The sa net uary occupied the first 

floor, and the second story housed Sun­
day School rooms. 

During the World War I era the sanc­
tuary served during the week as a 
schoolroom for a "normal school" 
founded by the late Prof. George Clark, 
and the second floor was occupied by 
grade school pupils taught by the late 
S.P. Pittman. At one time the second 
floor also served as a lodge meeting­
room. 

In more recent years, central heat, 
air-conditioning, new ·seating, a bap­
tistry and stained glass windows were 
added as the congregation worked to 
preserve and improve the properly . 

The shocked 125-member congrega­
tion immediately announced plans to 
rebuild-"how, we do not know," one 
admitted. 

But they were heartened by expres­
sions of sorrow from many and the 
quick response of some with financial 
contributions. • 

"People who seldom if ever came to 
church have spoken of their deep sense 
of Joss, " Mrs. Irene Hayes . a member . 
recalled. 

Services were held last Sunday at the 
Garrett school, which may serve as a 
temporary meeting-place. Cecil Cher­
man. of West Van Lear. is the pastor.

Agencies Stymied, 
Slag Fire Continues 

The big slag pile that sits in the mid­
dle of Baptist Bottom at Lackey is still 
burning. By day, the heavy, ye11owish 
smoke can be seen hanging in the creek 
bottoms and hollows while at night the 
60-foot high refuse pile glows eerily. A 
lot of people in the vicinity of the slag 
heap and as far away as Garrett have 
had to tolerate the noxious fumes since 
it began to burn noticeably, August 4, 
and, it appeared this week, relief may 
be a while in coming. 

Smoke started pouring from the 
refuse mound a few weeks after a 
Breathitt county concern, Sumac In­
dustries, leased the area and began at­
tempts to recover coal from the pile . 
The company was cited by the local of­
fice of the Bureau of Surface Mining 
for extracting coal without a permit, 
and later by an officer from the state 
Division of Air Pollution office in 
Hazard. The operation was also in­
spected by an official of the federal Of­
fice of Surface Mining <OSMl. 

The citations and inspections halted 
the activity of the company but did 
nothing to remedy the constant 
smoldering of the slag pile . 

According to John Hall, of Sumac In­
dustries, the refuse was already burn­
ing deep within the mound although the 
company didn't realize it until it had 
already disturbed the material, caus­
ing the fire to intensify. John Thacker, 
director of the Prestonsburg office of 
the state Bureau of Surface Mining, 
said Hall claimed the company had ex­
hausted its funds attempting to ex­
tinguish the burning. 

Police, Sheriff 
Arrest 5 Here 
In Recent Raids 

A drug raid at a mobile home on the 
Auxier road , near here. last Friday 
night resulted in the arrest of three 
men and the confiscation of marijuana 
and other drugs valued at $1000. 

One of the three arrested, Lonnie 
Doug Neeley, 26, owner of the mobile 
home. figured in a l!Y79 drug case in 
which he was convicted in circuit 
cour(, served a brief pen term, then 
returned here to face district court 
charges and a one-year jail term but 
was finally released by circuit court 
order on the grounds that time served 
on a felony charge had nullified the 
district court's misdemeanor count. 

After Friday night's raid which was 
staged by Narcotics Investigator Wed­
dington, Kentucky Stale Police. and 
Sheriff Henry Hale. Neeley was booked 
at the county jail on charges of traf­
ficking in marijuana . possession of 
narcotics and a firearm . 

Thacker also pointed out that the 
state agency may not have jurisdiction 
'"' ' • 1 h.-' r(ll.iQ sin~c there is doubt 
w,Pether 250 tons of coal was reclaimed 
fr m the refuse by the company. "Ac­
cording to Sumac," Thacker said, 
"they only extracted about 50 tons and 
they claim that amount wasn't 
marketable." Thacker said a 
minimum of 250 tons of coal must be 
extracted before the state has jurisdic­
tion . 

OSM can't claim jurisdiction, either, 
apparently, because the site. is !!nder 
two acres, another minimum figure set. 
by the federal agency. Still, OSM in­
spector Gary Francis recommended 
that the burning slag be extinguished, 
preferably by the company. and he 
reported large quantities of toxic gases 
such as carbon monoxide and sulphur 
dioxide being released by the combus­
tion. 

Yet another "hitch" in resolving the 
matter of the burning slag reportedly 
came when a request by the company 
for emergency funds from the Division 
of Abandoned Lands was refused 
because the site had been disturbed by 
the company before it asked for the 
funds . 

·A resident, who lives near the slag 
dump, said Congressman Carl D. 
Perkins had been informed of the pro­
blem and reclamation official Thacker 
commented that the congressman 
"will reply and send memos to all 
agencies involved" and he indicated 
response by Perkins may place a 
higher priority on solving the matter 
than currently exists.

Homicide Trial 
Of Printer Man 
Enters 3rd Day 

The trial ·continued in circuit court 
here Tuesday of Torrence Wright, 40, 
of Printer, accused of killing his wife, 
Ba;tara-, 37, at the couple's home on 
Fisher Hollow last January 21 . 

Wright occasionally wept, and was 
comforted by his attorneys, as two of 
his daughters testified for the prosecu­
tion about the circumstances leqding to 
their mother's death . 

The girls, Karen , 16, and Elberta 
Jane, 14, were both at home the night 
their mother was shot in the chest with 
a .32 caliber revolver bullet, Karen 
claiming she witnessed the shooting. 

Their parents fre;quently quarrelled, 
sometimes violently, they said. 

Married 21 years, the Wrights were 
once divorced and had remarried. 
Wright had subsequently filed again 
for divorce, however , and Mrs. Wright 
had lived in Michigan for two months 
prior to the shooting. She returned to 
Floyd county the day of her death . 

According to the daughters' 
testimony, the Wrights argued that day 
about whether Mrs . Wright intended to 
stay in this county , Wright charging 
that she loved another man. 

Karen Sflid she peered into the kit­
chen where her parents were quarrell­
ing, heard them exchange taunts. and 
saw her father pull a gun and shoot her 
mother. When the younger daughter 
appeared, hysterical, on the scene, 
Wright threatened to kill her, too, 
Karen testified . 

While the girls testified that their 
father usually initiated the parents' 
arguments and that he sometimes beat 
their mother, Defense Attorney Gary

Martin Hearing 
Weighs Deaths 
Of 8 Workers 

A formal hearing scheduled for 10:30 
yesterday <Tuesdayl morning at the 
Coal Building in Martin was expected 
to produce a later official statement 
fixing the cause of the explosion which 
claimed the lives of eight mine 
employees last Monday in the Adkins 
mine at Topmost, Knott county. 

The probe into the blast began im­
mediately after the bodies were 
removed from the mine , early last 
Tuesday. and varying opinions have 
been heard . Most of the evidence had 
been gathered by last Friday and 
guards placed at the mine were remov­
ed. 

Investigators for all agencies and 
groups involved , inclu'ding nipresen­
tatives of the coal company. were 
scheduled to take part in the hearing. 
Members of the work shift which im­
mediately preceded the shift caught in 
the explosion also were scheduled to be 
heard. 

Wi liard Stanley. commissioner oft he 
Department of Mines and Minerals. 
came to the tragedy scene the night of 
the explosion and has remained since 
that time, working out of the depart ­
ment's Martin office as head of the 
state investigation. 

The United Mine Workers' investiga­
tion has been headed by James Boyd. 
who alleged last week that explosives 
were improperly , stored inside the 
mine. UMW President Sam Church 
visited the mine and later said Adkins 
Coal Co. officials should be prosecuted 
for what he termed unsafe practices. 
Also participating in the quest for the 
blast cause were representatives of the 
federal Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration. 

The probe was recessed for the. 
funerals o( the eight victims. The first 
funeral was that of Keith Crager on 
Salt Lick , near Hueysville.

The Kentucky Rivers Coalilio~ CP.O. 
Box 1306. Lexington. Kentucky 40501> , 
a non-profit corporation organized to 
redirect the course of water resource 
development in Kentucky, is involved 
in research on river issues, assistance 
to citizens involved in water resource 
issues, and citizen education regarding 
the value of rivers and streams in their 
natural state. The Coalition recently 
published a fact sheet describing state 
and federal wild and scenic rivers pro­
grams. Most of the material in this 
reprinted article <it first appeared in 
August. 1978 ) has been taken from that 
document. 

U.S. rivers designated as "wild, 
scenic or recreational" resulted from a 
congressional authorization in 1968. 
Until then. water resource activities at 
the federal level were exclusively 
directed toward dam construction and 
development, processes considered 
detrimental by at least some people. 
The original act placed eight rivers in­
to the system immediately; there are 
now 19 designated and 58 under con­
sideration. More than 1,500 miles of 
streams are now partially or complete­
ly protected. Protection generally ex­
tends a quarter mile back from each 
bank. 

Once accepted into the system, a 
river is either designated as wild, 
scenic or recreational. Those in the 
wild category are generally free flow­
ing and inaccessible, with primitive 
shorelines and excellent water quality. 
Scenic rivers are also free flowing with 
primitive shorelines and high water 
quality, but are generally accessible 
by a few roads . Recreational rivers are 
those which may have been impounded 
in the past, have extensively developed 
shorelines, relatively clean water' and 
are readily accessible, usually having 
paralleling roads. 

Each category has different 
management objectives. Motorized 
travel, unharmonious developments, 
and new structures are prohibited if 
the river is wild, although some 
agriculture is permitted, as are some 
primitive type public facilities. 
Motorized vehicles are allowed on 
scenic rivers, but few houses are per­
mitted and then only if they are 
naturally harmonious. Some public use 
facilities, such as campgrounds, are 
allowed on scenic rivers, as are many 
agricultural practices. Recreational 
rivers can have extensive 
developments and accessibility, and 
may even be densely settled. A full 
range of other uses is permitted, and 
new structures are allowed for living

Such support con­
vinces a congressman to introduce a 
s tudy bill providing for local hearings 
and the creation of an environmental 
impact statement. If it meets all 
criteria , including being designated as 
wild by its state, the river becomes 
part of the system.

Tragedy Makes Safety 
All-Important Issue 

Only those who deliberately ignore the subject can be 
unaware of the importance of mine safety now after Ken­
tucky's daily newspapers have given the most exhaustive 
coverage to last week's Knott county mine tragedy . 

No event in recent Kentucky history has so engrossed the 
press and resulted in so much n~wsp~per lineage. The mass 
slaying of five innocent persons m th1s county several weeks 
ago was inconsequential in comparison. 

It may be that such newspaper publicity had the definite 
aim of creating more interest in worker-safety inside coal 
mines at a time when cutbacks threaten to reduce the 
number of mine inspectors and other personnel employed to 
direct safety training and enforce safety regulations and 
laws. 

All the future training and all the enforcement of regula­
tions yet to be undertaken are poor consolation to those who 
sorrow for those who already are victims of the coal-mining 
industry. But state and federal governments cannot with any 
sense of responsibility fail those who continue to work. 

Plain human error could have triggered the explosion 
which claimed these eight lives . Failure to take one precau­
tion that forms a long list of forbidden practices could have 
been the reason. Men acquainted with and living with danger 
sometimes consider it commonplace, and in familiar, worka­
day surroundings fail to see the threat that can destroy the~ . 
Sometimes the best-intentioned employer may become m­
ured to the 'threat of such danger after it has long passed him 
and his employees by, and so may not demand of himself and 
them the meticulous, time-consuming care that should be 
taken. . 

At this time we make no attempt to pinpoint the cause of 
this tragedy or to blame anybody. We do not know who or 
what was to blame. 

We can only hope that out of tragedy will come safety 
regulations written not by academicians but by men who 
know mining and avoid the picayunish that invites scorn and 
disobedience. 

The regulations should be practical-and then they should 
be enforced to the letter. 
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Johnson questioned them. closely on 
statements each had made to police 
earlier. 

According to the earlier statements, 
Johnson noted, Karen had denied 
witnessing the shooting. while Elberta 
had attributed a number of violent acts 
to her mother. Mrs. Wright had once 
thrown a hammer at Wright, had kick­
ed him after he had abdominal 
surgery. had cut her (Elberta l with a 
knife, and had burned Karen on the 
face with a cigaret, Elberta had said. 
In the same statement, she said Wright 
had never hit her mother. 

Both daughters claimed, however, 
that their earlier statements had been 
made under pressure by family 
members to protect Wright . 

Elberta testified that her father 
threatened he would cut her tongue out 
if she testified against him and that, if 
he went to jail, he would kill her when 
he got out. Some family members sug­
gested that Karen killed her mother 
and that her father was "taking the 
rap" for it, Elberta said . 

Karen said her father threatened to 
kill her unless she told police her 
mother had threatened him with a pop 
bottle shortly before she was shot. 

Defense Attorney Johnson indicated 
Tuesday he would call a social worker 
and a psychiatrist to the stand in an at­
tempt to show that Wright was a 
"typical abused spouse." that Mrs. 
Wright was mentally ill, and that 
Wright had reason to fear for his life at 
the time of the shooting. 

The case is being prosecuted by 
County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr . 
Commonwealth's Attorney James 
Allen stepped aside from the case 
because his partner. Asst. Com­
monwealth's Attorney Jerry Patton. 
who assisted in taking a statement 
from Wright in connection with his 
wife's death, was representing Wright 
in the divorce proceeding pending at 
the time. 

Prestonsburg Marks 75 
Years of Phone Service 

Prestonsburg marks the 75th an­
niversary of telephone service in the 
community this year, according to Art 
Willett, local manager South Central 
Bell. 

"According to our earliest records. 
telephone service began in • 
Prestonsburg in December. 1906, with 
only 13 telephones in operation." 
Willett said. "Today there are 8,254." 

Prestonsburg's telephone system 
was one of the earliest established in 
Kentucky. starting just 21 years after 
the first telephone service came to 
Kentucky. Willett said. 

"Construction is an ongoing item in 
and around Prestonsburg. We are per­
forming work in the Abbott Creek area 
as well as along the Mountain Parkway 
and the David road ." he added. 

"South Central Bell will spend ap­
proximately $1.700,000. in Floyd county 
during 1982." Willett said. 
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The head-on collision took place on 
the Mountain Parkway, near its in­
tersection with KY 30 <the Jackson 
road l, about three miles west of 
Salyersville. State Police said Howard 
was driving west when he lost control 
of his vehicle and crossed the center 
line of the highway. It was indicated. 
they said, that Montgomery swerved 
from the roadway onto the shoulder of 
the road in a vain effort to avoid a colli­
sion. 

The tragedy occurred on a com­
paratively straight stretch of the 
highway. "Montgomery apparently 
tried everything he .could do to avoid 
the accident," a state trooper was 
quoted as saying. 

Both of the sheriff's arms were 
broken, his pelvis was crushed, and he 
suffered broken ribs and extensive 
lacerations. 

Salyer, a Republican who lost to 
Royalton coal operator Paul Salyer in 
the Nov. 3 race for Magoffin county 
judge-executive, and Howard, an Edna 
body-shop operator who was elected to 
the county school board last year, were 
convicted last Friday on federal 
charges stemming from an alleged 
election-fraud scheme in the May 26 
primary. 

Both men were free on bond and 
were scheduled to be sentenced Jan. 7. 

The bodies of the accident victims 
were taken to Dunn and Kelly Funeral 
Home in Salyersville. Funeral ar­
rangements were incomplete. 

Salyer, Howard 
Are Convicted 

Sheriff Thomas "Skip" Salyer was 
one of two Magoffin county men' con­
victed Friday in U.S. district court at 
Pikeville of charges stemming from 
alleged election fraud . 

Salyer. who lost his primary election 
bid this year for the Democratic 
nomination for county judge­
executive, and Harold Dean Howard, a 
member of the Magoffin Board of 
Education, were accused of conspiracy 
and tampering with absentee ballots. 

Salyer was convicted of one count of 
conspiracy, as was Howard. The 
sheriff also was convicted on 23 counts 
of mail fraud and Howard on 25 counts . 

" An important verdict for the people 
of Eastern Kentucky ," said U.S. At­
torney Cleveland Gambill after the 
jury had reported to Judge Wix Un-
thank . . 

If all the terms were ordered to run 
consecutively Salyer could be sentenc­
ed to 120 years and Howard to 130 years 
in prison. Salyer's maximum fine 
could be $33,000 and Howard's. $35.000. 

Sentencing for the two men was set 
by Judge Unthank for Jan. 7.

Perkins Asks Labor Chief 
To Probe Mine Disasters 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins called 
Saturday on Labor Secretary Ray­
mond J. Donovan to take all necessary 
steps to begin a formal investigation of 
mine disasters that have claimed the 
lives of 24 coal m iners in Kentucky. 
West Virginia and Tennessee. 

Perkins. chairman of the Committee 
on Education and Labor. said the 
Department of Labor has full authority 
to make the necessary investigations 
under the Federal Mine Health and 
Safety Act of which he was the original 
sponsor. 

"The Secretary will have the full 
cooperation of this committee in get­
ting to the bottom of these tragedies." 
Perkins said, "and in making sure that 
such tragedies do not recur in other 
coal mines." 

The Kentucky disaster occurred at 
the Adkins Mine at Topmost in 
Perkins' home county. Knott. He knew 
some of the eight victims personally, 
and was acquainted with the families 
of all of them. 

Representatives of the committee 
were already investigating the 
disasters. both. in Washingtor "1d at 
the sites. 

At the request of Chairman Perkins. 
Hazard coal operator Elmer Whitaker 
spent several hours in the Adkins mine 
last Thursday. 

Perkins sa id he had kn{)wn Whitaker 

for 35 years and had known his coal­
operator father before that. Whitaker 
was consulted by Perkins and the Com­
mittee on Education and Labor after 
the F inley mine disaster, near Hyden, 
a dozen years ago . 

In his letter to Secretary Donovan. 
Chairman Perkins said : 

"I would expect that the full 
resources of the Department be utiliz­
ed to obtain from your agency and 
other Federal agencies any assistance 
that might be available to the families 
and dependents of the victims of the 
tragedies ." 

He urged Donovan to strengthen the 
investigatory activities of the Depart­
ment. and that maximum effort be 
made " to assure safe and healthy 
working cond itions to all miners in 
mine operating throughout the area." 

In addition to the eight miners killed 
in an explosion at the Knott county 
mine, 13 miners died at the Con­
solidated Coal Mine, near Palmer, 
Tenn., and 3 at a mine near Bergoo. 
West Virginia.

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In a statement last week Commis­
sioner Stanley described even ts 
preceding the explosion: 

Seven holes drilled into the coal face 
underground had been filled with ex­
plosives approved for such use. The 
charges were wired to detona te a frac­
tion of a second apart . The effect was 
supposed to be a chain reaction. 

The explosives in the first hole would 
explode, blasting away the coal sur­
rounding it. Then the second hole. 30 in­
ches away on a horizontal line. would 
explode, then the third, and so on. 

The first five detonated. as planned. 
Stanley said, but the sixth shot did not 
go off. 

That failure left 60 inches of coal. 
rather than the normal 30 inches. for 
the seventh shot to blast away. and it 
wasn 't equal to the task . 

"It followed the line of least 
resistance. and that was out of the 
hole. " Stanley said . 

Like a car backfiring. the seventh 
hole "blew out," shooting flame from 
the coal face . That flame. according to 
UMW investigator Boyd , then ignited 
some substance in the m ine that ex­
ploded. 

Stanley said he did not know what 
caused the shot in the sixth hole to fail. 
but he noted that evidence inside the 
mine indicated Crag<'r was an "ex­
cel lent hot-firer ." 

The commissioner speculated tha t 
the detonator may have failed to ign ite 
the explosives in the sixth hole. or tha t 
tht' electrical current passing through 
the detonator was too weak to set it off.

Birth Certificate Laws 
Enforcement Mandatory 

Hospitals throughout the United 
States have federal regulations regar­
ding birth certificates that they must 
follow. The birth certificates must be 
filled out according to these laws by the 
Department of Health, Education a nd 
Welfare : 

LA child born to a mother who is un­
married during the pregnancy or at the 
time of birth must have the last name 
of the mother. 

2. If the father of an illegitimate child 
wishes it to have his name, he can go to 
the health department , sign a legal 
form and the birth certificate will be 
changed. 

3. If a mother is married when she. 
becomes pregnant, the child mus t have 
the last name of the husba nd, even if 
she divorces the husband or he dies 
before the ba by is born. 

These laws can be confusing a nd in­
convenient for some, but a ll hospital 
personnel must adhere to them. under 
penalty of federal prosecution.

Black Lung Cost to Schools 
Last Year Exceeded $500,000 

Kentucky's 181 school districts last 
year incurred liabilities or more than 
$500,000 for assessments and taxes to 
the stale Special Fund that finances 
coal industry black-lung benefits . 

According to a study released earlier 
this week by the Kentucky Council on 
Compensation Insurance , the 
estimated total charges of $565,026 
were equivalent to average fulltime 
sa laries for 36 teachers. 

The levies were added to projected 
school district workers' compensation 
insurance premiums of $3,849,139 bas­
ed on payrolls or $749,685,110 reported 
to the slate Department of Education. 
The department estimated the average 
annual salary for certified personnel at 
$15,753. 

Locally, Floyd county schools incur­
red liabilities of $7,033 for Special Fund 
taxes and assessments on estimated 
premiums of $47,910 based on pro­
jected payrolls of $9,087,519. 

Assessments and taxes ranged from 
2.5 cents for every $100 of payroll for 
professional personnel to 42 cents for 
every $100 of payroll for employees in 
classified service. 

Special Fund taxes and assessments 
are charged against the earned 
premiums of all companies writing 
workers' compensation insurance in 
Kentucky , but are added to the 
premiums charged employers for in­
surance coverage. 

The state Department of Insurance 
has projected a 31.5 percent increase in 
this surcharge to 19.31 cents on every 

premium dollar retroactive to July 1 of 
this year. 

The Special Fund was created to pro­
vide benefits for workers disabled by 
certain on-the-job injuries and work­
related disease not otherwise covered 
by workers' compensation insurance. 

His tori ca lly , though, disease 
disbursements and expenses have ac­
counted for the bulk of Special Fund 
expendi lures. 

The fund's 1980-1981 outlays for 
disease of $28,258,201 amounted to 18.8 
cents a t.:m of Kentucky's coal produc­
tion, less than one-sixth 05.8 percentl 
of the $178,759,379 or $1.19 a ton col­
lected by the ~tale in severance tax 
receipts. 

Total fund outlays for the period of 
$47,505,690 amounted to 32.3 cents for 
every $100 in payroll throughout the 
state.

Many ingredients are _important to 
provide children a first-rate education. 
Money - or a strong financial 
base- appears first on most lists . Just 
ask anyone in a nearby school. 

Afso important for good ed~cation is 
properly trained and certified school 
staff. sound buildings. enough text­
books. adequate supplies and safe 
transportation. 

The most necessary ingredient for 
topnotch education. however. is strong 
continued support from parents. The 
presence or absence of parent support 
can make or break any school system. 

The overall community needs to be 
familiar with their neighborhood 
schools as their dollars keep those 
school doors open. But parent involve­
ment is the key to successful educa­
tion. 

Parents regularly see the school 
facilities as they attend sports events. 
plays or open houses. Their children 
return home ctaily with the most recent 
school news, be it a leaky roof. an ex­
citing assembly, or a new math 
teacher. One school official said he 
hears more school news from his young 
child's playmates than in faculty 
meetings. 

Parents and schools have a history of 
working together for children's educa­
tion . But today's busy world of crowd­
ed classrooms. heavy schedules and 
rushed people have put a wedge bet­
ween many parents and schools. 

Perhaps the most common com­
plaints of teachers and parents are: 
"There's not enough time to see each 
other' ' and "Do we really need to meet. 
anyway?" 

The answers are: 'Yes' and 'Yes'. 
Hassled teachers anci hurried parents 
are indeed busy people. Yet they must 
find time to discuss the individual 
child's needs. problems and feelings. 
Who else anywhere will care as much 
about this child's failures and suc­
cesses? 

Parents and schools need each other. 
Together they can identify ways to help 
children with problems. They can team 
up to solve or reduce these concerns. 

A child with poor study habits can 
receive instruction on good study 
skills. At home, the child's parents can 
revi.ew these study skills. 

Likewise. teachers can help parents 
with children's special health and safe­
ty needs, such as a prescribed 
medicine. extra playground supervi­
sion and daily rest breaks . 

The parent-school team can combine 
well to work with children's losses-es­
pecially death, divorce and moving. 
The school can locate aid for health 
and financial problems of needy 
families. 

These tips can assist both parents 
and schools as they work together for 
their "shared children." 

Parents and schools must first 
understand their need to work 
together . Two important points are: 
( 1) schools are not free babysitters 
where children can be left and forgot­
ten; and (2) school people must know 
more about the children than what hap­
pens from 8 a.m.-3 p.m. 

Parents and schools must jointly 
schedule times to get together. Since 
most parents work, schools should con­
sider day and night conferences. Other 
meeting times could be before and 
after school, lunch hours, etc. Both 
sides must rearrange schedules if they 
are to meet. 

A typical school day could be held for 
parents. to put them through their 
children's and teachers' schedules. 
This technique has been succ·essfully 
used many places. 

Schools use many ways to talk with 
parents besides conferences. The 
school newsletter or newspaper, PTA 
parent memos. and community 
newspapers all contain school news. 
Parents can help by actually reading

Johnson pointed to rising costs of col­
lection as well as the fact that the cil\• 
must now pay the county for use of th~ 
county landfill. an added expense. 
"E1ght years ago thts system was los­
ing money," Johnson pointed out. 
"Now it costs even more " 

"It's not so much that the nev .. rates 
are unreasonable," one council 
member stated. "it's just that they're a 
lot higher than previous rates which 
were ridiculously cheap." 

Councilman Johnson told business 
people present that the sanitation com­
mittee would delay further action on 
the ne\\ billing plan until the next coun­
cil meeting. 

In the regular council meeting, final 
appro\·aJ was \'Oted for recent or­
dinances including annexation of a sec­
tion of May's Branch into the citv 
hmits and an ordinance requiring tha"t 
trucks ~auling coal or similar 
materials be covered. The city budget 
ordinance was also adopted by council. 

Before adjournment. Councilman 
Estill Lee Carter suggested that 
Prestonsburg officials meet with Gov. 
Brown to "get something started" in 
securing a commitment to four-lane 
the so-called "missing link'' in US 23 
between Prestonsburg and Paintsville 
The heavily-travelled route is general­
ly a two-lane route along this section 
and bordered by dangerous cliffs. "The 
work is high on priority lists including 
that of ARC,'' Carter pointed out. "and 
I think we should put as much effort in­
to seeing the work complete-d as we 
can."

Zapata May Be 
On Its Way Out 
Of Coal Mining 

Zapata. the Texas-based oil corpora­
tion which branch(•d out a few vcars 
ago mto the coal business and has.sinc~ 
that time conduct<>d operations in 
Floyd and p;ke counties. among 
others. may be on the way to getting 
oul of coal mining . 

Purchase of its coal holdings in 
Eastern Kentucky- mines now in 
operation and between 80 million and 
120 million tons in reserve has been 
pending for months and now is con­
tingent upon "a definith·e sales agree­
ment and the purchaser's right to 
evaluate the coal holdings over a 
period of 150 days." The 150-day period 
will expire m Februarv. 

Zapata Fuels. a ~-ubsidiary. owns the 
Triple Elkhorn Coal Company, Bebe 
Coal and Ridgeway Fuel mines and 
acreage in Floyd county. in addition to 
Pennsylvania holdings. It has 20,700 
acres of eastern Ke-ntucky coal under 
lease. · 

Three firms- W. R. Grace & Co .. 
Hanna Mining Co. and the Liberty 
Capital Group-are listed as potential 
purchasers and reported to have made 
an offer to manage the coal interests as 
a single unit. These three companie. 
already are involved in the joint opera­
tion of coal-mining ventures in Eastern 
Kentucky, southwestern Virginia and 
in Colorado. 

No indication was given of the 
amount involved in the proposed tran­
saction. except that it will be above 
$760 million, for Zapata was offered 
that amount earlier by Occidental 
Petroleum and promptlv termed the 
offer "grossly inadequate." 

Zapata's production for the 1980 
fiscal year totaled 2.7 million tons. a 13 
percent increase over the fiscal 1979 
level. In the :-~ine-month period ending 
June 30. this year, Zapata had mined 
about 2.2 million tons of coal, up from 
the 2 million tons sh1pped during fiscal 
1980 in the nine-month period 

Spider Diet Advised 
By Ancient Healers 

If you think gettmg jabbed by a 
hypodermic needle is a tough treat­
ment, how would vou like to eat a 
spider-and-butter s~ndwich~ 

That's what some doctors prescribed 
500 years ago when their patients ran a 
high fever. according to the current 
issue of Ranger Rtck 's nature 
magazine. 

Spiders were a common "remedy" 
among early practitioners of the heal­
ing arts. says the National Wildlife 
Federation's monthly magazine for 
children. Sj •me incurables got a menu 
of spiders wrapped in raisins. Other 
Sickly people were told to carry spiders 
around with them in boxes or nutshells. 

If the spiders themselves didn't pro­
duce a cure, some doctors put their 
faith in spider webs. Wads of spider 
webs were fashioned into bandages for 
wounds, and persistent fevers were 
tre&ted with mixture of frogs ' eggs and 
spider webs. 

In fact, says the NWF magazine. Lit­
tle :'11:iss l\tuffet should have been quite 
accustomed to spiders by the time one 
sal down beside her in the old nurserv 
rhyme. Her father, a doctor. kept plen­
ty of spiders around the house to pro­
tect his family from disease. He fed his 
daughter pills made from spiders 
whenever she took ill 

Spiders signify not only good health. 
but also good luck and good weather to 
many people around the world. Ranger 
Rick reports. One legend has it that fin­
ding a spider on your clothes will bring 
good luck. On the other hand. accor­
ding to the same legend. squishing a 
spider will bring bad luck . 

Some farmers maintain that spiders 
can tell you when good weather is on its 
way. Among the signs they look for are 
garden spiders sitting in the center of 
their webs. spiders crawling around, or 
an abundance of the silky gossamer 
that spiders use to transport 
themselves on windy days. Like sails 
on boats. the gossamer sheets catch 
the wind and carry the spider aloft. It's 
a sign that clear days are coming, ac­
cording to some fans of the creepy. 
eight-legged creatures. 

Spiders are worth having around, 
their admirers say, because they eat so 
many insects. China is one country that 
has begun using squadrons of spiders 
to control populations of harmful in· 
sects that damage rice crops. 

So think twice before you step on the­
next spider that crawls th!'ough your 
home. He may come in handy on the 
next rainy day when you're sick at 
home and out of luck.

77,000 Fewer Than 
Last Year's Total 

Dewey Lake had 77,000 fewer visitors 
this year than last but still was the No. 
1 attraction in the area, data released 
this week by the reservoir manager's 
office indicates. 

The information covers the period 
ending with November, the drawdown 
of the lake and the end of most ac­
tivities in the reservoir area. 

The visitor total for this year was 
1 ,037 ,000, down from the 1,116,000 
recorded in 1980. 

Gains were made this year in only 
two categories-fishing and sightsee­
ing. The number of anglers jumped 
from 138,000 in 1980 to 259,800 during 
the year now ending. Those class.ed as 
sightseers increased this year to 
393,400 from last year's 358,000. 

Losses were recorded this year in the 
following categories: 

Camping, 9,500, down from 10,000; 
picknickers, 112,000, a loss of 11,000 

. from 1980; boating, 64,000 as against 
n ,oqo in 1980; hunting , 1,900, a stiff 
drop from 1980's 4300; swimming, 
128,000, down from 174,000 a year ago;

Somehow he lost his balance and fell, • : 
striking his head on concrete. The local 
Methodist pastor was among the first 
to reach him. He was rushed by am­
bulance to McDowell Hospital, then to 
U.K. Medical Center. where doctors 
were standing by. His R.N. sister-in­
law, Joan Martin , had been called and 
remained at his side on the trip. Her 
husband. Dr. Lowell Martin , was out of 
town at the time. Dickie 's wife, the 
former Yvonne Little of Bypro, his 
mother, Ora Mae Allen of Martin, and 
brother. Jitter Allen of Martin , accom­
panied him and did not leave him for 
weeks. Immediate brain surgery was 
imperative. due to the severe injury. 
Dickie remained unconscious for 
weeks, surrounded by loved ones who 
refused to lose hope. It was months 
before he was removed to Cardinal Hill 
for therapy . He is still partially 
paralyzed on one side and has limited 
use of the right arm. 

But Dickie Allen gets huge doses of 
TLC daily from his wonderful wife and 
little girls, Amy, 9, and Becky. 7. in ad­
dition to other relatives and kind­
hearted neighbors who assist in 
numerous ways. Mrs . Allen drives him 
to Thelma Rehabilitation Center for 
therapy once weekly. It is less often 
than it was in Lexington but he has the 
soothing treatment that only loved 
ones can provide. Best of all, from the 
moment of consciousness Dickie has 
had a strong de termination to survive 
and some day to regain full use of his 
limbs. That will be a long time yet but 
he has the willpower, hope and faith 
that spell final victory. Churches that 
had special prayer for him during the 
countl~ss crises still remember him. 
His resolve to recover fully remains 
strong. 

An alumnus of Martin High School, 
Dickie spent his early life there, where 
his mother taught for years . The facul­
ty and cooks for the school gave a 
benefit dinner for Dickie last 
February. The Masonic Lodges and 
Oleika Shrine of the county gave 
another in May in Prestonsburg, net-
ting an excess of $5600. It is' impossible 
to name all who helped in myriad ways 
during the emergencies and con­
valescence. As needs arose so many 
responded. Cards, calls, prayers then 
and now prove helpful. Services, 
thoughtfulness, and kindnesses are 
deeply appreciated , for Dickie has 
endearing ways that acquaintances 
remember. Only last week, H.D. Fitz­
patrick Jr. , president of The Bank 
Josephine, remarked , "At this time of 
year thoughts always turn back over 
former ones. I remember Dickie Allen 
and the good job he did .as manager of 
the Bank Josephine in Wheelwright, 
and wish for him a speedy recovery 
and a better year in 1982. " The writer 
has not had an opportunity to meet 
Dickie's wife but once his mother said 
they could never forget the day Mr.

To Boost State Road Fund 

The State Highway Advisory Com­
mittee has made final proposals aimed 
at increasing the revenue for the 
state's road fund by an estimated $130 
million annually. 

The committee presented the formal 
proposals ~o state Transportation 
Secretary Frank Metts at its fouth and 
final meeting in Louisville last Thurs­
,day. 

Five of the eight proposals would re­
quire action by the legislature in its up­
coming session. 

In an effort that was termed 
"realistic," the committee pared its 
tentative proposals· that would have 
produced $250 million a year. Commit-

teE' members had earlier agreE-d that 
$2SO million in additional annual 
rE'vE'nues was nE'E'ded to maintain t hr 
statp's maintE-nancE' and construrtion 
of roads al prPscnt lE-vels.

Despite the state 's first unemploy­
ment rate increase this yea r . the 
number of non-agricultural wage and 
salary jobs in Kentucky increased dur­
ing October . according to Department 
for Human Resources · statistic 
released today . 

Statis t ics based on monthly 
employer surveys indicated that non­
agricultural wage and salary jobs in 
the state increased 2,7000 in October to 
1.202 m illion . 

Dr. Grady Stumbo. state Human 
Resources secretary. indicated this 
rise was triggered by a 3,700 jump in 
state and local education jobs and a 
3,100 job increase in the service in­
dustry . 

The state's manufacturing industt·ies 
reported a 2,700 job downtown from 
September while the statE.>"s lumber. 
wood products and non-electrical 
machinery industries registered ad­
vances during October. 

The department reported the state's 
manufacturing employment has in­
creased 3,800 since October 1980. while 
the non-manufacturing industries lost 
16,400 jobs. The number of government 
jobs declined 9,600 for the 12-month 
period, and the number of construction 
jobs dropped 5,700. Other declines in­
clude a 2,800, and mining and quarry­
ing business. up 1,100. 

Department statistics indicated the 
average weekly earnings of production 
workers in Kentucky's manufacturing 
industries decreased from $313.86. The 
weekly hours worked dropped from 

39.0 to 38.7. while the average hourly 
earnings increased from $8.05 to $8.11 . 
The national average weekly earnings 
during September were $320.30 with a 
39.3 hour workweek. The nationa l 
average for hourly earnings was $8.15 

The department reported that during 
September. labor turnover continued 
to be favorable . The total accession 
rate. 4.7 percent. exceeded the total 
separation rate, 3.4 percent. in the 
state 's manufacturing industries . 

Stumbo attributed the small labor 
turnover to the recalling of workers in 
the distilled liquors and electrical 
machinery industries. However, he 
noted. there were also significant 
layoffs in the furniture, fixture, stone. 
glass and clay industries . 

VA To Make It Easier

Whatever Happened 
to Proposition 13? 

Two yea rs a fter the passage of 
California's Proposition 13 the 
result. of the much-ballyhooed 
property tax reduction appear to 
bear little resemblencc to what the 
voters had in mind . 

• Only 24 percent of the tax 
break has benefitted homeowners 
whose property is used solely as the 
owner's residence. Some 40 percent 
of the savings has been realized by 
commercial users, while the 
remainder has been rechanneled into 
state and federal coffers. 

• An independent pollster found 
that 59 percent of Ca lifornia's voters 
wanted cutbacks in welfare appro­
priations. Only 13 percent sought 
educational funding cuts. Yet the 
funds which the election day 
mandate a ffected, local property 
taxes, contribute only 13 percent of 
the state's welfare costs whi le 
accounting for half of the monies 
used for educationa l purposes. 

• Municipal services have yet to 
be significantly curtailed by Proposi­
tion 13 thanks to state "bai louts," 
paid for with California state budget 
surpluses. This dependence of local 
services on state funds res ults in a 
decline in local, and thus voter, 
control. 

• The wage and employment 
picture has been adversely in­
n uenced. Most municipal and state 
workers did not get wage hikes last 
year. Almost 18.000 were laid off. 
Reductions in government construc­
tion and maintenance contracts have 
further clouded the job outlook. 

A different approach to reducing 
local taxes was recently proposed by 
New York investment banker Felix 
Rohatyn. It involves applying the 
federal tax incentive program to 
'local government levies. 
. To do this, Rohatyn suggests tying 
the federa l share of welfare and 
medicaid costs to the local tax rate. 
Specifically. he recommends that the 
federa l government increase its 
share of welfare or medicaid costs by 
$1 for every $3 in municipal tax 
reductions. By easing the burden of 
welfare and medicaid costs. Rohatyn 
says, local governing bodies could 
more readily cut taxes wi thout biting 
into essent ial services . 

ew York City Council President 
Carol Bellamy maintains that com­
petition between public and private 
sector services can be used to control 
city government expenses and thus

Accounting for Inflation 
Corporate revenues and profits, as 
disclosed in quarterly reports, have 
little meaning if innat ion is not given 
consideration. The Financial Ac­
counting Standards Board, which 
sets guidelines for corporate accoun­
tants, has attempted to rectify this 
situation through its rule 33 , 
pertaining to innation accounting. 

The comparisons made by publicly 
1raded companies in their disclosure 
statements traditionally have dealt 
with current dollars, thus fai ling to 
recognize the difference in the value 
of the dollar in the respective 
reporting periods. I nna tion accou!)t­
ing makes these comparisons in 
terms of constant dollars. 

To demonstrate how innation 
accounting can change the picture 
presented in an earnings report, take 
a look at General Motors. GM's 
sales in 1978 were 77 percent greater 
than they were in 1973 . Net earnings 
showed a 46 percent hike over the 
same period. 

However, if you convert these 
profit figures from current to 
constant dollars, you'll see that 
in nation consumed 57 percent of the 
sales revenue increase, and all of the 
profit rise. In other words , the $8 .34 
your G M stock share earned in 1973 
is equal in value to the $12.24 that 
same share earned in 1978, when the 
difference between 1973 and 1978 
dollars is taken into account.

New York was 
able to borrow at interest rates that 
were two points lower than those 
established by banks and pension 
funds . Further public sales of city 
notes a re planned.

Consumer fraud tn the travel 
industry appears to be on the 
upswing. According to Michael 
Pertschuk, Chairman of the Federal 
Trade Commission, the two areas his 
agency most orten hears complaints 
about arc overbooked holds and 
various deficiencies in package tours. 
These range from itinerary and 
carrier changes to fai lure to receive 
advertised items. 

The Civil Aeronautics Board has 
ruled that travel ads rnu. t disclose 
hotel substitution , advertise a lterna­
tive departure dates and times, and 
give passengers a choice to accept or 
reject these major changes in favor 
of a refund , but fraudulent practices 
st iII occur. 

If complaints to your travel agent 
• or the F.T.C. fail to produce resul ts, 

you can try contacting two industry 
groups who say they are wi ll ing to 
help consumers with complaints.

Unusual Baggage 
So you want to take your tuba on 
vacation! If you're going by car, 
there's probably not much of a 
problem. Bu t if you're going by 
plane, there are a few things you 
hould know about tha t tuba or 

any other out-of-the-ordinary gear 
you're planning to "pack." 

While most airlines will allow you 
to stow two bags in the cargo hold 
and one more under your scat with 
no charge and little fuss, they do 
have strict rules governing non­
baggage and oversized items. 

For example, given its si1c and 
relative dcliC<lC), that tuba may need 
a ticket of its ow n. Many musicians 
elect to buy a ticket for their musical 
companions when given the choice of 
traveling together or sending them 
alone via Air Freight or Small 
Package Dispatch. The cost of 
staying together is generally one half 
the price of a one-way fare, but 
check with your travel agent to make 
sure. 

For other non-baggage items, 
including hazardous materials 
(propane gas cylinders, lighter nuid , 
book matches, etc.), portable TV 
sets, sewing machines, cameras, 
paintings and liquids, you wi ll have 
to find some other means of 
transport. Two a lternatives are Air 
Freight and Sma ll Package Di­
spatch. An airline representative will 
be able to help you make alternative 
plans. 

If it's Fido or Kitty , be forewarned 
that special rules and traveling 
charges apply. Aga in, these vary 
from carrier to carrier , so check 
before yo~u show up at the airport, 
leash in hand . In fact, most airlines 
ask you to make arrangements for 
traveling pets at the time you make 
your own reservations. 

In general , the a irlines ask that 
your pet be checked in as baggage, 
and that it travel in a suitable and 
approved container. (These can be 
bought from the airlines for $15 to 
$40 depending on si1e.) Some 
airlines will allow a limited number 
of pets to ride in the cabin with their 
owners . How limited that numbcr ·is 
depends on the size of the plane. One 
importa nt note: Pets mu st rema in in 
their carriers throughout the trip! 

Finally, there arc over-si7C items 
which the airlines readi ly allow you 
to take with yqu at no extra 
charge. They will also often provide 
~pccial carrying cases for these 
items. 

Baggage in this category includes 
~kiing a nd fishing gear and sporting 
firearms. Other paraphernalia, like 
~cuba eq uirmcnt, surfboa rds and 
bicycles, arc also allowed but 
generally involve a hand ling 
charge. 

Check with your travel agent or a 
local airline office before you head 
for the airport. Then leave enough 
time, once you ge t there. to make 
sure that everything is checked in 
properly.

Farewell to Kentucky Dam Village 
The pre-legislative Conference is 

now only an item in the history books. 
. Beginning in January of 1983, 
members of the General Assembly, old 
and new, will meet in Frankfort for a 
10-day "organizational" session. New 
member orientation won 't be as 
critical for the new legislators who will 
serve a year before the Legislature 
convenes. And leadership for the two 
houses will also be selected at that 
time. 

But for the next year at least 16 men 
and women who campaigned hard at 
the Kentucky Dam Village conference 
last week will lead the 1982 General 
Assembly and serve on the powerful 
Legislative Research Commission dur­
ing the interim. 

Elected to leadership positions in the 
Senate are : 

President pro tempore, Joe Prather, 
D-Vine Grove; assistant president pro­
tem, Delbert Murphy, D-Owensboro; 
Democratic floor leader, Joe Wright, 
Harned; Republican floor leader, 
Eugene Stuart, Prospect; Democratic 
caucus chairman, David Karem, 
Louisville; Republican caucus chair­
man , Doug Moseley, Columbia; 
Democratic whip, Helen Garrett, 
Paducah; Republican whip, Clyde

The panel passed a 
resolution to that ef{ect. 

A bill relating to solid waste disposal 
by Kentucky counties was approved by 
the Interim Joint Committee on 
Agriculture and Natural Resources. 

The Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee met for sevaral hours and 
one of the topics of discussion- besides 
gloomy budget predictions- was tax 
incentives for businesses. 

A congressional redistricting plan 
approved by the subcommittee on 
redistricting was not enthusiastically 
supported by the Interim Joint Com­
mittee on State Government. That 
committee will con tinue looking at 
reapportionment proposals. 

And the LRC approved a contract to 
monitor the impact of federal legisla­
tion on Kentucky. 

The fate of the controversial state­
owned Sikorsky helicopter, for sale 
since last March, may rest with the 
1982 Legislature. 

State Adjutant General Billy Well­
man told members of the subcommi t­
tee on state personnel and the Capital 

Voids Fireworks Permits 
The s ta te fire marshal 's office is 

canceling all wholesale fireworks per­
mits effective Dec . 31. 

In letters to fireworks wholesale 
distributors, Deputy Fire Marshal 
Morgan Kelly said the wholesalers 
may reapply for permits but they must 
meet the requirements of state laws 
and regulations. 

Kelly said the permits are being 
cancelea because, "the manufacturers 
have not been sending reports from 
qualified labs. If they comply <with the 
law 's requirements> we will reissue 
permit numbers." 

Approved fireworks have a number 
issued by the office a nd the letters SFM 
printed on them. The SFM number is 
assigned after the office evaluates 
reports from qualified laboratories . 
Those reports , which must be submi t­
ted by the manufacturers, describe the 
contents of the fireworks . 

Kelly said if manufacturer' ~0mply 
with the law, the chances of " -: idents 
happening should be lessened. 

This is the third time in recent years 
the office has canceled the permits . 
The previous cancellations occurred in 
1973 and 1979 . 

Construction and Equipment Purchase 
Oversight Committee that several in­
quiries have been made toward the 
purchase of the helicopter. however, 
the governor decided to leave it up to 
the next' General Assembly to decide if 
it should be sold. 

The legislators asked Wellman and 
Air Transport Director Robert Kellogg 
to help gather information on the cost 
of air transportation for state govern­
ment. 

Kellogg explained that the contract 
with Omni Air specifies the use of 480 
hours of air travel per year. The 
charter service would be for time in ad­
dition to the use of the helicopter. 

In response to legislators' questions 
on the sale of the state air fleet, 
Kellogg replied : "We didn 't sell our­
selves short, we sold ourselves out." 

... river task force work continues 
The Kentucky River Task Force will 

investigate legislative options for keep­
ing 10 locks and dams on the Kentucky 
River open, gather information from 
West Virginia and Pennsylvania on 
their experiences of taking over the 
systems on their rivers, gather detail­
ed information from the Army Corps of 
Engineers, and obtain a status report 
from the Kentucky congressional 
delegation on their actions to prohibit 
the permanent closure of the system. 
The task force will meet Dec. 18 at 10 
a.m. in Frankfort to discuss their find­
ings.

I saw Mrs. Porter on several occa­
sions. such as church or other social 
functions before I had an opportunity 
to converse with her on a one-to-one 
basis. One evening, I happened to be 
seated at the same table with her at a 
mutual friend 's home. Throughout the 
dinner we discussed so many common 
interests that by the end of the evening 
I felt like I had found a long-lost friend_ 
Mrs. Porter was the type of person that 
would never have bored you because 
she was versed on a variety of in­
terests. Her enthusiasm for various 
hobbies was so contagious you hated 
for her to stop talking. 

But besides her stimulating conver· 
sation and her outward beauty I found 
Mrs . Porter's inward beauty her 
greatest asset. Her devotion to God and 
the church shall always be a source of 
inspiration to me. 

For the past few years she had been 
in poor health but she loved a ttending 
church activities. I have seen her make 
the effort of attending those functions 
but because of her weak condition, 
would have to leave early. Her dedica ­
tion put the rest of us to shame. 

Mrs. Porter's daughter, Mrs. Colleen 
Wooten, paid me a very high compli ­
ment one day. We were talking about 
Mrs. Porter , our common interests and 
the mutual respect we felt for each 
other . Colleen said, "Darlene, you're 
just the type of daughter mother would 
like." Even though my own mother is 
wonderful. I also know I could have 
been very happy as a daughter to Mrs . 
Porter, too . 

Now that Mrs . Porter is gone, m y 
feeling of sadness could not reach the 
depth of sorrow her husband Ed, 
daughter Colleen or son Robert ex­
periences, but still I, who knew her as a 
friend , will long remember her gentle 
soul .

"Without questiol}. the Kentucky 
State Road Fund must have additional 
revenue if it is to serve our highway 
needs in this decade," said the chair­
man and chief executive officer of 
Ashland Oil. Inc. John R . Hall, at a 
statewide transportation conference 
spo-nsored by Kentuckians for Better 
Transportation. 

Hall told the conference. meeting in 
Louisville. that Ashland Oil "will sup­
port any reasonable effort to secure the 
necessary funds."

Home Accidents 
Often Preventable

Deaths and injuries in the home from 
accidents often result from improper 
equipment or the improper use of 
equipment, and the only answer is 
never-ending vigilance. 

The so-called "freak" accident 
usually is not all that unusual. It most 
likely has happened before, in other 
homes, and often could have been 
prevented, the American Medical 
Association points-out. 

More than 10 percent of home deaths 
result from a variety of causes, in­
cluding drowning, electricity , lawn 
mowers and falling objects. 

Deaths from drowning occur in home 
swimming pools, bathtubs and 
washtubs and ponds. Pools should be 
securely fenced, and reliable adults 
should be present when the pool is in 
use. Poles, ropes and life preservers 
should be readily available. 

Young children must not be left alone 
in the bathtub or washtub even for 
short periods. Boiling or very hot water 
on the stove or in the laundry is a com­
mon cause of death to inquisitive tod­
dlers. 

Extreme caution with power 
lawnmowers and other power garden­
ing tools is important to safety. In addi­
tion to the danger from the whirling 
blades, stones and objects can be 
thrown with lethal force. 

Search the lawn carefully for rocks, 
bolts and other such objects before 
mowing. Power mowers should not be 
operated by children. 

Home injuries and deaths result 
from a mixture of factors- the in­
dividual. the environment and the par­
ticular hazard involved. Remember 
that home accident is usually a 
misnomer 

What happens is predictable and 
almost always preventable. Your job is 
to anticipate and prevent.

It is now officiul. Washington has 
finally admitted that America is in the 
middle of a recession . Jobs are tight; 
money is tight. Federal programs that 
provide culture, education and human. 
needs have been stricken by an 
unrelenting David Stockman in an ef­
fort to reverse our monetary woes. 
Libraries, health programs, hospitals. 
education programs, protective ser­
vices such as spouse and child abuse 
programs, legal aid offices, town 
beautification projects-the list goes 
on and on-now find themselves short 
of not only money but staff positions as 
well. President Reagan's answer to the 
outcries of these groups is that he fully 
expects "the fellow who can make 
it...<to) help those who can't." The 
"fellows" he is talking about are 
America's volunteers. And Ken­
tuckians, at least, seem to be meeting 
his expectations. 

According to Norma Johnson, direc­
tor of the Governor's Office of 
Volunteer Services, more than 500,000 
Kentuckians are now volunteering 
their time and energy in a variety of 
good works throughout the state-and 
that is a very conservative estimate. 
And, according to Johnson and others, 
this figure is on the rise. "We went 
from 813 volunteers in 1979 to 1,000 in 
1980," said Ed Klee, assistant director 
of field services with the Department 
of Library and Archives in Frankfort, 
"but that is a result of a coordinated ef­
fort of our "Friends of the Library' 
program to encourage more people to 
volunteer.'' Klee added that these peo­
ple are needed in Kentucky's libraries 
"to keep from cutting services." 

Carol Mercke, director of volunteer 
services at St. Anthony's Hospital in 
Louisville, agrees. "Our volunteer ap­
plicants are up about 15 to 20 percent," 
she said. "More people seem to want to 
get involved in the community." 

Mercke added that these newcomers 
are not the stereotypical "traditional 
volunteer. They are younger and very 
interested in meaningful positions such 
as in-patient education programs. 
community education and other areas. 
Very few of them volunteer to work in 
the gift shop or at the information 
desk." 

Johnson also paints a picture of the 
"new" volunteer. "What is changing is 
the Lady Bountiful image with her lit­
tle basket of cookies," she said. "To­
day's volunteer is often a professional. 
active in a number of activities, and 
more likely to be organizing a fun­
draiser or sitting on a board of direc­
tors than to be passing out cookies." 

Johnson also maintains that women, 
on whose shoulders volunteerism has 
traditiOnally fallen, have not decreas­
ed their volunteer efforts, even though 
more and more of them have entered 
the job market "Women in the paid 
work force aren't giving up their 
volunteer work," she said, "but rather 
continue to include it as part of their 
three-career life: their profession, the 
care of their homes and families, and 
their volunteer work." 

Judy Hanekamp, Louisville, a 
volunteer for a number of years, 
agrees. "I'm now getting ready to go 
back to school full-time, yet I don't 
want, or plan, to give up my volunteer 
work," she said. "It's become far too 
important to me." Hanekamp added 
that women who work full-time must 
feel the same way. "As a volunteer, 
you begin to see what the needs or out 
there," she said. " When you do get a 
paid job, you don't just instantly forget 
what you have seen." 

Another important change in the pro­
file is that Lady Bountiful is many 
times now a male. "About 40 percent of 
our volunteers are now men," said 
Marcie Sleadd. with the Kentucky 
Library for the Blind and Physically 
Handicapped Johnson said that 
throughout the state, men make up 
about 49 percent of Kentucky's 
volunteer force. Mercke said that while 
women still make up the large majori­
ty of St. Anthony's volunteer staff, "we 
are getting more and more young 
employed men and women volunteers 
who ask for non-traditional hours. in 
the evenings and on weekends." 

Sandy Grimsley, president of th<> 
Kentucky Society for Volunteer Ser­
vices and director of volunteer ser­
vices at the Owensboro-Daviess Coun­
ty Hospital. adds still another in­
teresting piece to the volunteer profile . 
"We are also experiencing an increase 
in volunteer applications here at the 
hospital," she said, "but many of these 
people are unemployed. They have lost 
jobs through cutbacks or the recession 
and seem to need volunteer work to fill 
their time. Whatever the reason. we're 
glad to have them." 

Whether women or men, young or 
old. employed or not. volunteers make 
a huge difference in the quality of life 
in Kentucky and in the nation Johnson 
cites the Kentucky Homemakers 
Association as just one exampl<> BasPd 
on a formula prepared in a national 
survey to compute the monetary value 
of volunteer service. the 35.000 women

Value of 1980 Timber Harvest 
In Floyd Was Lowest in Area 

Kentucky's annual timber harvest 
returns more than $135 million to state 
woodland owners and operators, accor­
ding to a study of 1980 crop values con­
ducted by the Kentucky Forest In­
dustries Association. 

The study showed a 1980 harvest of 
743.5 million board feet in standing 
timber with a total value of $135.1 
million. A similar study conducted in 
1975 showed a harvest of 728.1 million 
board feet valued at $91.5 million . 

The 1980 harvest in Floyd county 
amounted to 1.5 million board feet 
with a total value of $207,972 of the 
255,500 acres of land in the county,· 
216.500 acres, or 83%, were listed as 
forest land. 

Similar figures for other area coun­
ties were: 

Johnson county, 135,600 acres forest 
land (80%> 3.369 million board feet 
<MBF) marketed for $607,674. 

Knott county, 208,400 acres forest

More than 90 percent of Kentucky 's 
commercial woodland-some 11.9 
million acres in all- is privately con­
trolled in non-industrial holdings that· 
average less than 100 acres in size. 

Forest-related industries, the report 
said, are active in 103 of the state's 120 
counties , employ nearly 20,000 produc­
tion personnel and generate nearly 
$175 million in direct and indirect 
payrolls each year.

Challis is such a sheer, lightweight 
wool fabric it feels weightless and ac­
tually can be worn the year-round. 
Because wool is a natural insulator, 
you can feel comfortable wearing it in 
both cool and warm weather. 

Tiny air pockets created by the 
natural crimp in the wool fibers in­
sulate the body from heat and cold. 
Wool also absorbs body moisture, car­
ries the moisture to the outside of the 
garment, and leaves a dry layer of 
fabric next to the skin. 

A wor~ted wool fabric in a sheer, 
plain weave, challis is one of the softest 
wool fabrics made.

Due to the softness and sheerness of 
challis , certain areas, such as collars , 
necklines, cuffs , center front openings 
and yokes, need to be reinforced. Lin­
ings and interfaci ngs should be of the 
same weight or lighter than the fashion 
fabric. Since challis is sheer, it is sug­
gested to place the lining and/or inter­
facing behind the challis to ensure that 
they are color compatible. Hold the in­
terfacing with the challis and mold 
them together to check for the desired 
effect. 

Use a fine , size 9 or 11 , machine nee­
dle and sharp pins. Stitch length should 
be 12 to 15 inches per inch. 

Since challis is soft, take extra care 
to prevent the seams from stretching.

Staystitch curved and diagonal seams. 
You may wish to use seam binding or 
twill tape at shoulder and waistline 
seams. Use any appropriate seam 
finish to prevent raveling. 

Before hemming, press the garment 
and let it hang for at least 24 hours to 
allow wool fibers to relax. After mark­
ing the hemline, turn and press. Trim 
the hem allowance to 112 to 2 inches, 
gather the excess fullness and steam 
press. Steam pressing will cause the 
fullness to draw in and lie flat. A line of 
zigzag stitching along the raw edge of 
the hem is more effective than seam 
binding to prevent raveling , and it is 
less conspicuous. 

Although challis should be dry­
cleaned, you can make these trips less 
frequent by removing spots and stains 
immediately, by airing the garment 
after each wearing.

Police Alert for 
Drinking Drivers 

If you are planning to do any drink­
ing over Christmas or New Year's Eve, 
State Police Commissioner Marion D. 
Campbell has some advice ~ou would 
be wise to keep in mind: Don't drive. 

Every year at this time state police 
traditionally issue the usual holiday 
safe driving advisories, but this year's 
messages also include some especially 
tough talk from Campbell for the 
drinking driver. 

What it boils down to is this: If you 
are going to drink and drive despite all 
the warnings to the co!ltrary, you 
cowd be in for a "very un-merry holi­
day," Campbell said. 

Orders already have been sent out to 
troopers in the field instructing them to 
be especially alert for the drinking 
driver, according to Campbell . 

The commissioner cited a rise in 
alcohol-related accidents over the past 
several months as the chief reason 
behind his get-tough order. Of the 
21 ,951 accidents attributed either to 
driving over the speed limit or using 
alcohol during 1980, more than 51 per­
cent were speed-related, he said. This 
year, however, there has been a com­
plete turnaround in that ratio. Of the 
15,852 accidents analyzed thus far this 
year. more than half have been at­
tributed to alcohol. 

That, coupled with the fact that 
fatalities are on the rise-" plus the 
amount of partying which has become 
a tradition over Christmas and New 
Year's Eve" -has state police worried, 
Campbell said. 

Campbell declined to identify those 
areas where patrcj concentrations will 
be the heaviest. "All you have to do to 
avoid them is drive sober and within 
the speed limit," he said. " I can pro­
mise you we will be making the max­
imum use of some new technology to 
stay one up on the traffic violator." 

Campbell 's reference to a " new 
technology" relates to a program 
begun last spring in which state police 
started using computers to write patrol 
schedules based on the computerized 
analysis of incoming accident data 
from all law enforcement agencies in 
the state. 

"The computers tell us where the 
high-accident locations are right down 
to the tenth of a mile along every road 
in the state. We then use that informa­
tion as a basis for determining when 
and where to concentrate our patrols," 
he said. 

Campbell also said state police will 
also be using air patrol to watch traffic 
in addition to the one-man, one car 
patrols familiar to everyone. Several 
squads of troopers also will be moving 
about the state, from one location to 
another, conducting traffic roadblocks 
which, he said, are a particularly effec­
tive way of finding and getting the 
drinking drivers off the road. 

The commissioner also called upon 
motorists to cooperate by reporting to 
the nearest state police post the license 
numbers of any vehicle they believe 
may have a drinking driver behind the 
wheel. 

"It's your life they endanger and, 
with your cooperation, we just might 
be able to keep you from becoming the 
next highway statistic," he said . "The 
bottom line is we need the public 's help 
if we are going to make our highways a 
safer place for everyone."

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Spring Turkey Season 
Set According To Fish 
And Wildlife Comm. 

Kentucky's spring wild turkey hun­
ling season will open April 17, accor­
ding to proposed regulations ~dopt~d 
by the Fish and Wildlife Comm1SS1on m 
its quarterly meet.ing Dec . 6. 

The season will run for two weeks 
(through April 30) in Bath, Rowan, 
Pike; Letcher, Menifee, Harlan, 
Butler Crittenden and Christian coun­
ty east of US 41A, as well as on the 
Pioneer Weapons and Pine Mountain 
wildlife management areas. 

A seven-day season (though April23) 
will be the rule in Ballard, Casey, 
Leslie, McCreary and Marion counties 
and on the Beaver Creek and Redbird 
wildlife areas. The turkey season at 
Land Between The Lakes will run from 
April 14 through April 25, and on Ft. 
Campbell from April 10 through 25, 
with no hunting on Mondays and 
Tuesdays on this military post. 

Ft. Knox, which allows only limited 
turkey hunting to off-post civilians, has 
scheduled its season for all Saturdays 
and Sundays in April , depending upon 
military training activities on the post. 

Other regulations remain essentially 
unchanged from last season. The limit 
is one turkey gobbler per hunter per 
year, except that two turkeys may be 
taken ·if one is harvested from Ft. 
Knox, Ft. Campbell or Land Between, 
the Lakes. 

All turkey hunters must have a 
turkey permit ($6.50) in addition to a 
valid statewide hunting license and all 
turkeys taken must be checked at an 
official check station. Hunting hours 
for wild turkeys will be from one-half 
hour before sunrise until noon (prevail­
ing time) except at Ft. Campbell and 
Land Between the Lakes, where 
turkeys may be hunted until one-half 
hour after sunset. 

In other action, the commission 
voted to remove the size limit on black 
bass taken from Lake Malone and from 
Shanty Hollow Lake. Also, a "slot 
limit" will be placed on bass fishing at 
Elmer Davis Lake. Under this slot 
limit, bass from 12 to 16 inches may not 
be kept, but smaller or larger bass 
may be taken. These changes will be 
effective March 1, 1982. 

The commission also voted to allow 
gigging and snagging of rough fish in 
Trammel Creek in Allen and Warren 
counties downs.tream from the Old 
State Ford. The upper sections of the 
creek, which are stocked with trout, 
will remain closed to gigging and snag­
ging. This regulation change will re­
quire from 60 to 90 days to become ef­
fective.

SECTION 1: That any motor vehicle 

operated within the corporate limits of 
the City of Prestonsburg to transport 
garbage, swill, cans, boltles, glass, 
crockery, trees or parts thereof, brush, 
coal , slag, silt, sand, gravel, coke, 
rock, trash , litter, debris or refuse of 
any kind whatsoever shall be fully 
enclosed or covered by a tarpaulin or 
other suitable material so as to prevent 
the materials being transported from 
being deposited in the course of 
transporting, upon the streets , 
sidewalks. passways, or upon any 
public or private highway or road, in­
cluding any portion of the right-of-way 
thereof, or in or upon any private pro­
perly into or upon which the public is 
admitted by easement or license, or 
upon any private property, or in or 
upon any public park of other public 
property . 

SECTION 2: Nothing in this or­
dinance shall be construed to require 
or to place any owner or operator of a 
motor vehicle in a position of danger 
and, therefore, any motor vehicle car­
rying materials which are combustible 
and present a cle~r and present danger 
of inflaming the cover required by this 
ordinance a re hereby exempt from the 
provisions conta ined herein. 

SECTION 3: All Ordinance and parts 
of ordinances in confl ict here~ !th. to 
lh<' extent of such conflict only. are 
hereby repealed . 

SECTIO 4: This ordinance shall be 
in full force and effect from and after 
its passage, approva l and publication.

Severance Tax 
Receipts Rise 

The majority of General Fund ac­
counts continued to register moderate 
gains relative to the recessionary 
periods of last year, according to a 
report released by George E . Fischer, 
secretary of finance and Ron G. Geary.

J uly through October of 1981 tax 
receipts of $608 million a re 12 percent 
above the receipts from the com­
parable period in 1980. A large fraction 
of this increase is due to rhe coal 
severance tax, the report said . 

Receipts from the coal severance tax 
are running 36.2 percent ahead of 1980 
levels. This is due to significant in­
creases in both output and price, as the 
stockpiles depleted by the coal strike 
are rebuilt and the increased costs im­
posed by the strike settlement are 
passed on to coal consumers . 

Other sectors of the economy reflect 
a somewhat less optimistic environ­
ment. Sales and use tax receipts are 
11 .5 percent ahead of the depressed 
1980 collection figure, while individual 
income tax receipts a re up 5.2 percent 
and corporation income tax receipts 
are up 0.7 percent. 

One bright note is the more than 
doubling of interest income on state in­
vestments , which has yielded $5.5 
million more than in 1980, the report 
said . 

The Transportation Fund remains 
relatively flat as compared to 1980 
receipts despite significant im­
provements fror_n •the major tax 
revenue sources. 

According to the report. a decline of 
$18 million in federal grants largely af­
fects the benefits of an 17.9 percent Ju­
ly through October increase in motor 
fuels taxes <due to an increase in the 
tax rate triggered by wholesale 
gasoline price increases l and a 16.3 
percent increase in motor vehicle 
usage tax collections. 

Agency Funds have experienced a 
slight increase for the four months 
even though federal grants in this area 
have declined by $16 miflion. Off­
setting this loss of revenue have been 
increases in non-tax receipts, largely 
due to increased educational fees, and 
a 43.2 percent rise in tax receipts, due 
entirely to special assessments to pay 
cla ims awarded under the "special 
fund" of the insurance car riers 
worke r 's compensation ta x . the 
finance and revenue officials said.

regulations are pretty much a repeat of 
last season's rules . 

Duck hunters will be using the point 
system again to determine their daily 
and possession limits . The point values 
a re the same as last year's- can­
vasbacks are worth 100 points each, 
while hen mallards , black ducks , wood 
ducks, hooded mergansers and 
reqheads have a point valu<> of 70 each. 

The 10-poinl ducks a re pintails , all 
teals, gadwalls, shovelers, scaups, 
widegeons and all mergansers except 
the hooded. Dra ke mallards and a ll 
other species are 25 point birds. Coots 
have a point value of zero, but there is 
a dai ly limit of 15 and a possession 
limit of 30 on coots . 

The daily limit is reached when the 
point va lue of the last bird taken, when 
added to the point values for the ducks 
already bagged , reaches or exceeds 
100 points. The possession limi t is the 
maximum number of ducks which 
could have legally been taken in two 
days of hunting. 

The limit on geese is five daily , with 
no more than two Canada geese and 
two white-fronted geese allowed in the 
da ily bag. The possession limi t is 10 
geese, with no more than four Canadas 
or four white-fronted geese. 

The first phase of the duck season 
will run through Nov. 28, with the se­
cond portion of the split season set to 
open Dec. 10. The last day for both 
duck and goose hunting is Jan . 20, 1982. 

Remember that you'll need a federal 
duck stamp in addition to a valid Ken­
tucky hunting or combination license 
before you waterfowl hunt . The 
shooting hours for waterfowl are from 
one-half hour before sunrise until 
sunset, except on the Grassy Pond­
Powell 's Lake unit of the Sloughs 
wildlife area in Henderson County, 
where shooting must stop a t 2 p.m. and 

· in the Ballard area , where hunting 
stops at noon. 

Also remember that waterfowl 
hunters may not use or possess while 
hunting shotgun shells with shot larger 
than BB. And speaking of shotguns , did 
you remember to replace the plug after 
deer season was over? It's illegal to 
hunt waterfowl, doves or small game 
with an unplugged shotgun , so be sure 
to check yours.
