Officials of the United Mine Workers
of America and the UMWA Health and
Retirement Funds (an operation
separate and ‘independent of the
Union) last week emphasized that none
of the people currently receiving
health or pension benefits, or both, will
be affected in any way by a March 8
ruling by the U.S. Supreme Court.

The nation’s highest court upheld a
distriet court ruling that widows whose
1950s pension-eligible husbands died
prior to 1975 are not entitled to lifetime
health benefits. As the court of last
resort, the Supreme Court overturned
a ruling by a court of appeals.

A class action suit had been taken to
a district court by two Kentucky
widows whose hushands were working
miners with sufficient time in the
mines to be eligible for a pension when
the men died. At the time their
husbands died, the 1950 Trust Fund
provided a $5,000 death benefit to these
widows, plus five years of health care
coverage.

At the same time, widows of pen-
sioners who died were entitled to a
$2,000 death benefit for their husbands
and two years of health care coverage.

During the 1974 UMWA-Bituminous
Coal Operators’ Association contract
negotiations, the union proposed that
all widows of active and retired miners
be provided lifetime health benefits,
but this could not be negotiated into the
contract for two reasons.

First, neither the UMWA nor the
BCOA could determine how many of
those widows would be involved. Sec-
ond, neither the operators nor the
Union could determine how much the
benefits would cost the operators.

Still another factor, according to
UMWA and Funds officials, was that
negotiations were nearing a conc]usnon

FIRE REGS IN EFFECT

The spring fire season regulations
are in effect until May 15, announced
forestry officials with the state Natural
Resources and Environmental Protec-
tion Department.

“During the fire season it is illegal to
have an outdoor fire within 150 feet of a
wooded area except between 4:30 p.m,
and midnight, Any outdoor burning
must be done at this time,” said
Forestry Director Donald A. Hamm.

Forest fire damage in recent years
has been costly to Kentueky, he said. In
1980, about 364,000 wooded acres burn-
ed. In 1981, 294,000 acres were burned.
Using only current dollar figures, not
considering future economic trends,
the loss can be estimated at $2,000 for
each acre, Hamm said.

Woodland fire reports for 1982 show
that even before the fire season began
March 1, there had been 226 fires in-
volving about 4,507 acres.

Gainsborough’s priceless portrait of
the Duchess of Devonshire. He had
. hoped to use the painting as ransom to
spring a buddy from jail, but the friend
was released before Worth could act.

The painting was too hot to sell and
Worth, afraid to return it lest he be
caught, simply rolled up the canvas
and shipped it to a warehouse in
America, where it remained for more
than 20 years. Then, aging and poor,
Worth contacted the Pinkertons and of-
fered to return the painting for cash.

. William Pinkerton paid the requested
sum, but doubtless felt he had gotten
the better end of the deal. Not only did
Worth return the portrait, he also re-
counted the details of his biggest ex-
ploits and confessed to crimes of which
he had never been suspected.
