As the Floyd County Boar~ of Educa­
tion prepared for one of its most impor­
tant meetings of the year tonight 
<Wednesday l, Supt. of Schools Pete 
Grigsby, Jr. said it will bring both good 

• news and bad. 
The less palatable news will be that 

from 8 to 10 teachers may of necessity 
be dropped because of the uncertainty 
of federal funding. The good news: 
Teachers will be paid more. 

The salary increase comes as a 
result, he said. of action at the last 
General Assembly session. " We will 
pass on 100 percent of the raise given 
by the Legislature," he said. 

But what the federal government 
• does is anybody's guess, he said . "The 

state has a definite deadline on its fun­
ding, and we know what to expect. But 
federal funds remain uncertain- we've 
heard of cuts all the way from 4 to 20 
percent-and that forces us to reduce 
our .teaching units now in order not to 
be overstaffed later when the federa l 
funds do come through."

Father-in-Law · 
Of Victim Held 
In Akers Death 

Herbert Hoover Hall, 49, is in jail 
here, charged with murder following 
the death late Monday of his son-in­
law, David Akers, 31, of a gunshot 
wound sustained Sunday night on 
Tinker Fork of Mud Creek. near 
Teaberry. 

Hall was first jailed QY State 
Troopers Joe West and Ernie Dudleson 
on a first-degree assault charge. When 
Akers died later at the McDowell Ap­
palachian Regional Hospital, a murder 
warrant was sworn by State Detective 
Keith Scott. 

Akers was shot one time in the lower 
abdomen by a bullet from a .357

vestigation got under way Tuesday. 
said he had heard only rumor concern­
ing the fight and that rumor was that 
the shooting stemmed from an alterca­
tion between Akers and Hall 's son.

Because a mistake in the date of a 
summons was made, the juvenile hear­
ing scheduled Monday in district court 
for confessed-slayer Frederick Slone. 

Slone has said he 
killed Muriel Baldridge, Prestonsburg 
High School girl, in 1949. 

The juvenile procedure was adopted 
by the court on the insistence of 
defense attorney Ned Pillersdorf. 
When Slone failed to appear in court 
Monday. the case was continued by 
District Judge Harold J. Stumbo 
before the error in the summons date 
was discovered . 

Although county officials are skep­
tical of the man's story, since he has a 
history of emotional problems and his 
admission of guilt was made as he was 
being released from an Ohio mental in· 
stitution, they say they feel they must 
continue the investigation. County At­
torney Arnold Turner, Jr. has said that 
if the case develops further he will ask 
that Slone be given psychiatric tests 
for a mental evaluation. 

As the slaying here appeared almost 
cer tain to remain a mystery. it was 
recalled that this is not the only unsolv­
ed murder in this county. One of these 
is the murder of Burton Conn. who was 
shot to death about four years ago at a 
strip-mine site on the mountain 
dividing Prater Creek from Beaver 
Creek. Two other slayings. those of 
Deputy Sheriff Lawrence Conley at 
Garrett. and James Clayton Conley at 
Wayland. ljoth in 1972. are in the same 
category, since the man given trial was 
not convicted.

Mrs. Olney-Linder also pointed out 
that the law s till requires physicians to 
test pregnant women in the second 
tr imester of pregnancy for syphilis. 

ll cost the state about $16,000 a year 
to conduct the tests through .health 
departments . However, Mrs . Olney· 
Linder said most people go to private 
physicians, which can cost them $20 to 
$25 or more. 

She also pointed out that of the four 
cases of congenital syphilis-in which 
babies a re born with syphilis because 
their mothers were infected- reported 
in Kentucky since 1980. three of -the 
mothers were single. 

"It is not a good case-finding tool for 
us at a ll," she said. 

Mrs. Olney-Linder said all the state's 
county court clerks have ~n notified 
of the changes in the law and have been 
asked to advise people applying for 
marriage linceses beginning July 15. 

Kentucky is the eighth state to repeal 
the requirement for premarital blood 
tests. Mrs. Olney-Linder said a survey 
by the Journal of Public Health showed 
that health officials in 31 other states 
would like to repeal the requirement.

What Should Parents 
Expect From Children? 

Mothers and fathers do many chores 
around the home instead of asking 
children to do them. " I can do it more 
quickly myself," is the reply often 
heard from parents who find it faster 
and easier to take care of the jobs per­
sonally. Or some parents may say. 
" Why shouldn't parents do everything 
they can for their children-and glad­
ly? Shouldn't youth be a time for 
carefree fun?" These parents are 
sincere in believing they are express· 
ing an unselfish parental love. 

Parents who don't expect children to 
assume family obligations may actual­
ly be denying them the opportunity to 
f~el useful. The children often feel guil­
ty and miss the experience of learning 
to cooperate. Here are some hints for 
successfully assigning chores. 

1. Be patient until the child can learn 
to do the work satisfactorily. 

2. ln assigning jobs make allowances 
for the child's age, sex, size, and dex­
terity.

At the 
same time, offer jobs which are 
challenging enough to be interesting. 

3. Children should be encouraged to 
do things for themselves as early as 
possible. Sometimes it's more work. 
but it's training for the future. 

4. Think of work projects the family 
can do together. This gives the children 
a chance to feel important and helps 
them learn by being apprentices. 

5. Above all, have fun. and enjoy 
yourself and your children. ·

A Case of P aralysis

The organization's findings reflected 
favorably on connection with Beaver­
Elkhorn and Mayor Hall was quick to 
read a summary of those findings to 
the council and others present. • 

Pointing out that "the city needs to 
make an immediate decision as to 
water service purchase ," the 
K.R.W.A. study (which was to be con­
tinued Friday) recommended hook-up 
with Beaver-Elkhorn for the following 
reasons: 

- Expenditure for Beaver-Elkhorn 
connection would amount to con­
siderably less than new plant construc­
tion; 

- Rates could not be raised arbitrari- • 
ly, since Beaver-Elkhorn is governed 
by the state Public Service Commis· 
sion <Prestonsburg's system, which 
would supply the Martin system. is not 
PSC-controlled ) ; 

-Since Beaver-Elkhorn lines sur­
round Martin , connections and 
pressure would supposedly be simpler 
and more efficient. 

Hall also pointed out that the 
K.R.W.A. group stressed that Farmers 
Home Administration, primary fun­
ding agency for any sort of water 
project for Martin, favors "regional 
plans," refer ring to systems like 
Beaver-Elkhorn which serve a wide 
area rather than one community. 

To charges voiced by Councilman 
Alan Reed Whicker that the Martin 
hook-up with Beaver-Elkhorn would 
not conform to FmHA guidelines, since 
the city would have no backup system, 
Hall said " there is talk of Beaver- • 
Elkhorn using Prestonsburg as a 
backup." 

Phil Boleyn. representative of 
Hayworth & Associates, the firm which 
would buHd a new Martin water plant. 
if it is approved, contested Mayor 
Hall 's position by pointing out that to 
adequately supply Martin's water 
needs "Beaver-Elkhorn would have to 
run 23 hours a day," a workload, he 
said, which would severely overtax its 
equipment. He said a new Martin • • 
system would work no more than eight 
hours a day and therefore offer a much 
greater prospect of system reliability. 

Much of the concern on the part of 
those who favor rebuilding of Martin's 
dilapidated waterworks revolves 
around the fear that it would be of little 
use to hook on to Beaver-Elkhorn's 
system since old, deteriorated lines 
beneiith city streets would result in 
continued interruptions of water ser­
vice. regardless of the reliability of the • 
water source. Council members also 
expressed a_nger with Beaver-Elkhorn 
since. according to them. the water 
system's representatives had promis-
ed to meet with council but, they said, \ 
"haven't even come here with a pro· 
posal. " 

Despite the lively discussion which 
occupied much of Thursday's meet, the 
council called for the second reading 
of, and passed, an ordinance which 
authorizes the city to enter into con­
tract with Prestonsburg for water pur­
chase. a move which may push Martin 
closer to committing itself to a $1.4 
million project for a new municipal 
water system. 

During the meetiug Mayor Hall 
reported that he had accepted the 
resignations of Martin's three-member 
water commission by an executive 
order dated June 2 and announced the 
appointment of Hazel Robinson as new 
water commission chairman, Mrs. 
Robinson later named Frieda Barnett 
and Joe Ed Shepherd as water com­
missioners. Hall said. 

Councilman Whicker objected to 
Hall's naming of the new commission 
chairman and he called the water 
board appointments . "in question." 
Councilman Denzil "Hoss" Halbert 
echoed Whicker's concern and con­
tended that, according to law, "a flew 
water chairman has to be appointed by 
the old chairman." 

Supporters of Hall countered by ask­
ing. "How can water commissioners be 
appointed by a chairman if the chair­
man has already resigned '? "

to bow fishermen around this time of 
year to take advantage of some ex­
citing sport and to bring home some 
meat for the table. 

The addition of a bow reel and a 
special fishing arrow is all that's need­
ed to convert your deer hunting outfit 
to a bow fishing rig. Carp should be 
spawning in the shallows about now 
and they offer a challenging target for 
the bow fisherman. 

• Bow fishing regulations are few and 
simple. Any bow (or crossbow) is 
legal, but their use is restricted to 
daylight hours only. Closed waters in 
Kentucky are those one mite below 
Wolf Creek Dam (Lake Cumberland), 
700 yards below Kentucky Dam and 200 
yards below any other dam in the state. 

Only rough fish may be taken and 
there a re no creel or possession limits. 
Rough fish are all species except the 

• black basses, rock bass. crappies , 
walleye, sauger, rockfish, white bass, 
yellow bass, musky, northern pike, 
cha in pickerel, trouts or any hybrids of 
the above. A valid fishing license is re­
quired for bow fishing. 

A bow and a rrow may also be used to 
hunt frogs. The frog season, which 

Those who hunt frogs with a bow and 
arrow <or with a firearm) must have.a 
hunting license. ( Giggers and hand 
grabbers can get by with either a hun­
ting or fishing license, but those who 
" fish" for frogs with rod and reel or 
pole and line must have a fishing 
license. The best bet is to b1,1y a com­
bination license in the first place and 
not worry about it.) 

It's a lso legal to hunt turtles with a 
bow and arrow, so if you're par tial to 
turtle soup there's no reason to pass up 
a shot at a turtle while you're out bow 
fishing or frogging-if you have a hun­
ting license, which is required to take 
turtles with a bow or a gun.

People often ask when is the best 
time to prune flowering shrubs. The 
answer depE-nds in part on whether the 
plants bear their flowers on "old 
wood" or "new wood' and whether or 
not fruits are desired. 

Plants which produce buds and 
flowers on new wood- growth produc­
ed durng the current season- should be 
pruned before or as growth begins in 
the spring. Flower and fruit displays 
will not be disminished unless large 
portions of the plant are removed: in­
deed. flowering may be increased by 
forcing more new growth. Plants in 
this group are usually summer­
flowering . 

Shrubs which produce flower buds on 
old wood-one or two-year old or even 
older growll:l- are usually pruned 
directly after flowering. If pruned 
before flowering. the flower buds 
which formed on the stems during the 
preceding year are removed and the 
flower djsplay is lessened. Pruning 
right after flowering is finished per­
mits ample time for new growth and 
new flower buds to form during the re­
mainder of the growing seasor. ready 
to bloom the following year. Of course, 
pruning at this time will remove fruits 
which may be desired later in the 
season. Usually , plants in this group 
are spring flowering. although there 
are some important exceptions. 

An alternative time to prune is when 
the plants are dormant, perferably in 
late winter or early spring. Although 
pruning at this time will remove flower 
buds, there is an advantage: the plants 
can be analyzed easily while they are 
leafless to decide what portions should 
be removed. Branches removed from 
early flowering shrubs at this time can 
be forced into bloom indoors.

Rejuvenation of old shrubs, ones that 
have become too dense, too large, top 
heavy, or poor bloomers, should be 
done in late winter or early spring by 
cutting old stems back hard, to or near 
the ground. Some shrubs do not renew 
themselves readily from the base and 
should not be pruned hard. In this 
group are fothergilla , magnolias. 
daphnes and witcjl hazels. 

If radical pruning is done later in the 
growing season :.vhen plants are in leaf. 
the plant loses a large percentage of its 
food reserves and may be damaged. 
On the other hand, summer thinning 
can be used to curb the growth rate by 
slowing subsequent growth. Pruning 
after mid-August is not advised 
because it may stimulate soft new 
growth that will be winter-killed.

Seek Comment On P rojects 
For Handicapped Children 

How can handicapped children in the 
Big Sandy area best receive testing 
and evaluation services? What other 
related services can be provided and 
how can these be evaluatea? 

Accortling to Harry Brown, Director 
of the 35-member educational consor­
tium known as the Eastern Kentucky 
Educational Development Corpora­
tion, it is hoped that parents, educators 
and other interested individuals and 
agencies will respond to these ques­
tions regarding two Diagnostic Service 
Centers in the Big Sandy area. 

"We at EKEDC are developing two 
applications for funding through the 
Kentucky Depar tment of Education, 
which propose the continuation of these 
two Diagnostic Centers to serve all ex­
ceptional children ages 5 to 17," Brown 

,. said. · 
"The centers are located in Pres­

tonsburg and Paintsville, and serv~ the 
school districts of, respectively, Pike, 
F loyd, Morgan and Magoffin counties, 
and Pikeville Independent; and 
Johnson, Martin, Elliott and Lawrence 
counties and Paintsville Independent." 

According to Brown, the centers pro­
pose coordinated service-delivery 
through the following five project 
goals: 

( 1) To insure and increase proper 
identification, testing, evaluation and 
placement of handicapped children, 
through a combination of coordinated 
and proper evaluation and placement 
and an intensive child-find effort; 

(2) Provision and expansion of inter­
agency coordination ; 

(3) To provide and expand aware­
ness opportunities and inservice train­
ing for school system personnel, agen­
cy staff and parents and others who 
work with exceptional children, in a 
variety of areas identified. 

(4) Provision and expansion of a 
computer-based system and related 
reports for complete tracking of han­
dicapped children ; and 

(5) Demonstrate the cost and service 
effectiveness of a regional approach to 
the identificaton , testing, evaluation 
and placement of exceptional children. 

According to Brown, variety of 
strategies will be used to accomplish 
these project goals, including: com-

. prehensive testing and interpretation, 
and further referral and consultation 
as necessary; technical assistance and 
related services such as inservice 
training, child-find and dissemination; 
a coordina ted system of community 
and inter-a·gency activities ; and a com­
puter tracking system.

The above claim of many within the "Wet" movement .

The legality of manufacturing, selling and buying 
. alcoholic products, the legality of beer, wine and-whiskies 
is a RESTRICTED LEGALITY. These products can be legally 
manufactured only by those who have received license. The 
courts have repeatedly pointed out· the difference between 
liquor traffic and other businesses. 

For example: 
The Supreme Court of the state of Connecticut in an 

unanimous decision written by Justice E. A. lngals stated: 
" The liquor traffic is a source of danger to the public which 
is not inherent in other businesses. ·There is a vital dif­
ference between liquor and other goods affected by the In­
terstate Commerce Clause." 
· The · beer, wine and liquor business is an unl~wful 

business which may exist only as a result of specific ·per­
missive legislation. The U.S. Supreme Court has held, 
"There is no inherent right in a citizen to sell intoxicating 
liquors." (Crowley vs. Christensen, 137 U.S. 86 11 SUP CT 
13). The court also stated in Bartemeyer vs. Iowa, "The 
right to sell intoxicating liquors in not one of the rights 
growing out of citizenship." . 

The liquor crowd is quick to pick up on the phrase, "I 
ought to have the right to buy legal liquor .if I want." How­
ever, no man has the personal liberty to do as he pleases, 
unless he is on an island like Robinson Crusoe. And even 
Crusoe lost his personal liberty to do as he pleased when 

~ his man Friday appeared on the scene. . 
·My personal rights end wh~re your personal rights 

begin. 
When we seek prohibition of the sale _of alcoholic 

beverages in Floyd county w·e do not violate the personal 
·right of anyone. To favor a_ law which forbids the manufac-
. turing and selling of the drug, ethyl alcohol, does not 
destroy a person's rights but, rather, is promoting a policy 
that will guarantee the largest possible sphere of human 
rights. This sphere includes, among others: 

THE RIGHT TO BRING UP CHILDREN IN A COUNTY WITH 
LESS AVAILABILITY OF THE ADDICTING DRUG, ALCOHOL; 
THE RIGHT TO BE FREE OF THE TAX BURDEN BROUGHT ON 
BY THE SALE· OF .ALCOHOLIC DRINKS; THE RIGHT TO 
TRAVEL. THE HIGHWAYS OF OUR COUNTY WITH LESS 
DANGER OF BEING KILLED BY A DRUNK. . 

Civilization itself is founded upon the principle that 
personal rjghts must, everywhere and always, be relin­
quished for· the public good. 

Personal rights! Do not the Dry people of Floyd county 
have personal rights? Do we not have the right to rear a 
family in a community partly free or reduced from the many 
sociological problems brought on by increased legal sales 
of alcohol in our county? -problems of having our property 
devaluate~ . due · to the nearness of bars and taverns; 
criminal problems, law-enforcement problems, etc. So we 
should ascertain we do not have the same " personal right" 
to buy a bottle of booze as we do a bottle of pop.

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May vs. Metts 
Row Continues 

The latest development in the conti­
nuing battle between Wilham H Mav. 
retired chairman of Brighton 
Engineering Co.. Frankfort , and 
Transportation Secretary Frank Metts 
is the $10.6 million suit fi eld last week 
by Brighton against Metts. 

The suit claims Metts used fa lse 
statements about Brighton in the 
cancellation of the com pan y's 
$212,560-a-year contract as a toll road 
consultant. Metts later denied he madt> 
any false statements and said at­
torneys had told him the canc-ellation 
was legal . 

The Kentucky Turnpike Authority in 
March , 1981. at Metts' recommenda­
tion, cancelled Brighton's contracts on 
the toll roads after Brighton's fees had 
been increased in closing days of 
Governor Carroll's administration to 
$212,560 as consultant on nine toll 
roads. The Turnpike Authority late 
hired American Engineering Co .. Lex­
ington. at an annual fee of $30.000 

In its suit Brighton says the toll road 
bond issues require the Turnpike 
Authority to give written notice to the 
Transportation Department. trustee 
banks and bond underwriters before 
employing another consulting 
engineer. and that no such notice was 
given prior to the employment of 
American Engineering. 

Brighton says in its suit that it has 
continued to fulfill all its duties under 
the contract. although it has not been 
paid since March 15. 1981. It claims it 

•has lost. or will lose, $5.46 million in 
fees during the life of the contracts. 
and that it has suffered $2 million 
damage to its business reputation . It 
also asks $3 million in punitive 
damages and $150.000 for attorneys' 
and accountants' fees. 

The case has been assigned to 
Frankl in Circuit Judge Squire 
Williams. Jr .. who last April decided a 
1980 suit in Br ighton's favor . That deci­
sion covered four toll roads consultant 
contracts which under the 1969 bond 
sales were held still in effei:t 

Metts ' department . however. has ap­
pealed that decision. arguing that the 
four contracts under the bond issues 
were voided under terms of a refun­
.ding bond issue in 1981

Child Abuse, Focus 
of VET Special 

A 30-minute special airing on KET 
focuses on a national problem-ehild 
abuse. The special , "Andy And The 
Puppets," is presented on KET Thurs­
day, June 10 at 5:30 p.m . CETl , 4:30 
p.m . <CT>. during National Child 
Abuse Prevention Week.

Children's Theater. "Andy And The 
Puppets" centers around a situation 
familiar to many children and parents :

cerned about a child's withdrawn 
behavior. The parents of the child. An­
dy, react to that concern with a good 
deal of defensive behavior. The father 
is especially hostile to any suggestion 
that something may be wrong in his 
family . Finally. the teacher succeeds 
in getting the parents to talk to her in 
private, leaving Andy alone in the 
classroom. 

There follows a fantasy sequence in­
volving several puppet characters who 
act out their hostilities and frustratons 
with Andy. During the fantasy , a car­
ing adult figure appears in the form of 
a huge bird, Mr. Take-A-Gander, who 
takes charge of the situation and talks 
with Andy about his problems with his 
parents. In the conversation with Mr. 
Take-A-Gander, Andy realizes that he 
doesn't like to be with people who treat 
him unfairly, that there may be ways 
to ease the tension between him and his 
parents, that the problem isn't totally 
his fault and that when adults lose con­
trol, he needs to move to a physically 
safe situation among other relatives. a 
neighbor or a teacher. 

Andy 's parents then return with the 
teacher. At first they still seem to be 
defensive. Then an incident occurs in 
which Andy is accidentally hurt, and 
the parents have a learning experience 
of their own . The play concludes with 
the parents resolving to ease the ten­
sions in their family by seeking outside 
help. 

Hosted by KET producer Milli 
Fazey , " Andy And His Puppets" is 
followed by an interview with Ben 
Feltes. director of the Kentucky 
Chapter of the National Committee for 
the Prevention of Child Abuse . 
Together, Feltes and Fazey discuss 
t.ow to recognize an abusive situation 
in one's own or another 's family , and 
what to do about the problem.

Who Does The City Council 
Of Martin Represent? 

The water consumers and citizens of Martin or the Prestonsburg Utility Commission. 

JUDGE FOR YOURSELF-
The Council has elected to purchase water from Prestonsburg, by construction of a main from Bull 

Creek to Martin- not at the expense of Prestonsburg but to be taken out of grant funds awarded Martin, 
with no fixed cost- what ever it cost Prestonsburg? Could be 300 or 400 thousand, who knows? Engineers 
will not set a fixed amount. 

Beaver Elkhorn Water District, which has a 12" main running from their Allen treatment plant through 
Martin, was asking only 350 thousand out of the grant funds to upgrade their plant filters, which was a 
fixed limit, and this expenditure would not only be beneficial to Martin, but would enable our neighbors on 
Right and Left Beaver, including extension for consumers from Hi Hat to Weeksbury, Hueysville up Salt 
Lick, also Bucks Branch, to be served by Martin, thereby making needed water service to an additional 700 
customers. 

RATES?? DOUBLE-YES 
Prestonsburg's rate per contract as approved by the Council is $1.35 per thousand gallons. 
Beaver Elkhorn's proposed contract rate is .65 cents per thousand gallons. 
Can the elderly, social security check and retired miners pension afford a double rate for water just to 

satisfy the whim of a few council members? 
It is time for you water consumers to act now- protest to your council members, and to the city council 

and Mayor of Prestonsburg to prevent its Utility Commission from "saddling on such unfair proposal on 
Martin." Write your congressman, senators and governor, make them aware of this situation, also the 
Fann and Home Administration which administers these grant funds, and who should take the lowest rate 
for the benefit of the consumer. 

. WASTE OF TAXPAYERS' FUNDS-YES 
Just because these funds are grants, why should they be spent for duplication of water mains, when 

Beaver Elkhorn already has the same service available at half the cost to consumers. -These funds are pro­
vided from our hard-earned tax dollars, and should not be wasted. 

MARTIN WATER USERS? 
Do you want your rates in the future controlled by your State Public Service Commission or by 

Prestonsburg Utility Commission, where you have no voice or recourse, where your rate can be changed as 
often as they like-overnight- no hearing or notice, while Beaver Elkhorn must abide by rates fixed by the 
Public Service Commission after a public hearing, justified by its records.

We understand the pressures and frustrations involved in making decisions on the complicated matter of providing a solu­
tion to Martin's water problems by means of Federal Government dollars and a loan to be repaid by the City of Martin 
through the Water and Sewage Commission and ultimately, by the Citizens of the City of Martin, for we feel the 'same 
pressures and frustrations. 
However, the City Council decision of May 13, 1982, in which it failed to ratify and approve a contract with the City of 
Prestonsburg for a blldlup water supply, which Council by unanimous vote directed the Water and Sewage Commission to 
negotiate, subject to approval by Council, has placed the Martin Water and Sewage Commission in an untenable position. 
Therefore, we feel that it would be in the best interest of the Citizens of the City of Martin that we no longer serve in the 
CaPKity of Water and Sewage Commissioners of the City of Martin and allow Co:.mcil to arrive at their own solution to the 
matter of Martin's water system as they see fit. 
We would deem ourselves derelict in our duty however to fail to note that in our opinion any agreement with the Beaver 
Elkhom Water District would not fulfill a lasting solution for Martin's Water System. 
Sufficient time has been given in this joint letter of resignation for names to be submitted by Council for appointment to 
the Martin Water and Sewace Commission as provided by Ordinance, otherwise our resignations will be without appoint­
ment and will be the responsibility of ~he Martin City Council. 
All documents, books, and working papers in our possession will be turned over to those persons appointed or to Council, 
whichever the case may be.

IN KENTUCKY POLITICS 
<Last in a Series> 

If the recent polls are right. women 
are on the brink of having. for the first 
time in history. considerable political 
clout. This news has set media anten­
nas to quivering, political pollsters to 
popdering and the Parties to worrying 
about the "women's vote" and the con­
sequences of this newfound female 
power. But it has also caused women 
across the country to start asking some 

• hard questions among themselves: 
Now that we have this political clout, 
what do we do with it? How can we 
translate it into some real solutions to 
the severe socio-economic problems 
facing women today? How can we use 
it to reflect all our concerns for 
women, yes, but al!io, for the 'very 
yoWJg, the very old, the handicapped; 
for the cleanliness of our environment 
and for the keeping of peac~ 
throughout the world, all the concerns 

• that Ellen Goodman says can be "plac­
ed under the umbrella labeled 
'values? '" 

On shifting through the political op­
tions open to women in the upcoming 
years, two clearcut answers seem to be 
heard the loudest: Women can effect 
change within the system by joining in 
the established partisan political pro­
cess, or they can cause change outside 
the system by joining in the non­
partisan development of a strong 

• voting constituency built on their con­
cerns and their convictions. 

Some women's organizations main­
tain that it is time for women to take 
their place in the political sun- by tak­
ing on policy-making, not coffee­
making , roles within the major 
political parties, by running other peo­
ple's campagins and especially by run­
ning for themselves. 

According to many women, the op-

• 
portunities are out there- women just 
have to look for them . " Rather than 
stand:ng on the outside complaining, it 
is vital that women assert their in­
fluence on the political process through 
increased involvement," said Lt. Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins. " By actively 
working from the inside in whatever 
capacity-be it as a member of a cam­
paign staff, local party organization or 
civic clubs, women will continue to be 
prepared to answer the call of oppor-

• tunity." 
"I think women are definitely ready 

to rWl for office," said state Sen. 
Georgia Powers of Louisville. "They 
have been forced in recent years to be 
more active because of the economic 
burdens placed upon them. They see 
the present system as not working for 
them, and they want to get involved, to 
begin to set their own destinies." 

Madisonville Mayor Charlotte 
Baldwin sees the political future of 

• women far more than men have to 
because more is expected of them," 
she said. "Women are still having to 
overcome the strong male network out 
there and the tendency of men to doubt 
a woman's ability to make hard, fast 
decisions." 

But, Baldwin adds, local politics is a 
great place for women to start running 
for office. "Most women who run for of­
fice bring them a track record of 
leadership roles within the community . 

• People know these women personally 
and they in turn can call on other 
women and men whom they have come 
to know through the years," she said. 
"To a certain extent, women do have 
an advantage in running for office. 
Women are, I think, perceived as being 
honest, dedicated and not looking to 
make a fortune by holding public of­
fice." 

Still, at whatever level women enter 
the political arena, Baldwin said that 
they must learn two critical strategies 
for sucess: how to effectively use the 
networks of people they have met 
through the years and how to raise 
money for their own campaigns. "For 
some reason, women have trouble ask­
ing for money for themselves," she 
said. "Even though they have tradi-

· tionally been the ones to ask for money 
for United Way or the Cancer Society." 

While many women believe that the 
• opportunities are there for women to 

work effectively and importantly 
within the major political parties ?r to 
run for office, other women's organi7.a­
tions believe that more can be ac­
complished by staying away from the 
established political environment and 
by building a constituency based solely 
upon issues. "I still don't believe that 
either of the major parties is answer­
ing the needs of women today," said 
Leslie Lilly, coordinator of the 

• Southeast Women ' s Employment 
Coalition. "There are still so many 
problems facing women who seek of­
fice. It will take years before enough 
women are in elective positions to 
make the major changes that are need­
ed." 

Lilly added that only when there are 
great numbers of women in elected of­
fice will more women be able to sit on 
the decision-making committees such 
as those that deal with the budget. 

• "That is where the real power is and it 
will take so long before it happens," 
she said. 

As an alternative, Lilly sees building 
a power base from a coalition of 
organizatio.ns which have rallied 
a round specific issues in the last ten 
years. "We have learned so much dur­
ing the struggle for the Equal Rights 
Amendment," she said. "We have 
gained skills necessary to do political 
organization . We have developed 

• leadership ability. We have been 
educated about economic r ights and 
have a rticulated why women need to

work together. Now is the time to bring 
all these skills together and connect all 
these networks that have been building 
over the years." 

Lilly sees the role of women during 
the next decade as particularly vital. 
"The' big issue of the SO's will be the 
economic rights of the family and who 
can better address those issues than 
women?" she said. "Even the women 
who have not been involved before will 
be involved now because of the effect 
on their own families ." 
~at Lilly sees evolving is nol a 

women's party as such, but rather a 
strictly non-partisan organization . 
"Women will stick to issues, not par­
ties. The issues will bring about the 
alignment," she said. "And women 
will be drawn to these issues as the 
economic burdens become even more 
intense. Voter education will absolute­
ly be approached from the economic 

position and how budget decisions af­
fect the economics of being a woman. 

Neither path is exclusive of the 
other. In the past, individually and col­
lectively, women in tne political 
system have effected change as have 
women involved in social reform 
movements. What is perhaps different 
these days is that women now have the 
numbers. the clout and the choice of ef­
fecting change through either 
method- and they are choosing to 
become more vocal and visible backed 
by the courage of their convictions and 
the conviction of their clout. With a 
combination of active political asser­
tion within the system and an active 
social reform movement, perhaps this 
time the future of woman and her clout 
will be secure.

Q. My husband, age 33, found a Jump 
in his testicle. It was cancer and was 
limited to the testicle, . which was 
removed. Now the urologist wants him 
to have radiation treatments. The doc­
tors are very encouraged, but we're 
afraid he will become sterile. Can you 
advise us? 

A. By all means: seek another 
medical opinion if you are in doubt 
about the radiation treatments. But 
remember this: testicular cancer 
which is limited to the testicle itself 
and is treatable by radiation is highly 
curable. 

Providing that your husband 's re­
maining testicle is normal, neither his 
potency nor fertility should have been 
affected by the surgery. You are cor­
rect, however. that radiation applied-to 
the area where the diseased testicle 

·was could result in sterility. If the 
r'adiation site can be pinpointed in 
order not to damage the surrounding 
tissue or organs, sterility can be avoid­
ed. This is not always possible. Discuss 
your questions with the physician. 

You did not say whether you have 
children now or if you had planned to 
have them in the future. Should you 
wish to, sperm can be frozen and 
stored in a sperm bank if your husband 
should become sterile. Be sure that you 
write down all your questions and talk 
openly and in detail with the physician 
about the whole question of fertility, 
radiation , and sperm storage before 
any treatment is begun.

false means of identification are 
designed for use by people wishing to 
buy alcoholic beverages illegally or 
participate in activities restricted to ' 
persons above the age of eighteen or 
twenty-{)ne." 

The purcha~ of any of these means 
of identification should be aware of the 
risk that he/she is taking by possessing 
a fake 10. The Kentucky Revised 
Statutes < 186.610) prohibit the use of 
false or altered drivers' licenses. This 
law states that "no person shall display 
or cause or permit to be displayed or 
have in h\s possession any operator's 
license knowing it to be fictitious or to 
have been canceled, revoked, suspend­
ed , or altered. " Furthermore, the law 
states that " no person shall represent 
as one's own any operator's license not 
issued to the person displaying the 
license". The penalty for violating the 
statute is a maximum of six months in 
jail or a fine of $500 or both. 

Also, the possession of a fa lse 
drivers ' license, birth certificate, or 
social security card may constitute a 
violation of KRS 516.030 and KRS 
516.060 <Criminal possession of a forg­
ed instrument in the second degree>. 
These statutes prohibit the possession 
of a "falsely completed written instru­
ment officially issued or created by a 
public office, public employee, or 
governmental agency". 

According to Attorney General 
Beshear, " Because of the severe 
penalties associated with the posses­
sion of these fraudulent means of iden­
tification, the consumer should think 
twice before purchasing them. Posses­
sion of such a device is clearly against 
the law and conviction will result in a 
criminal record for the offender ".

Dogs, Poachers 
Threaten Deer 

White-tailed dJer in Kentucky are 
being threatened by poachers and free­
roaming dogs, nemeses which kill 
more than 20,000 of the animals each 
year. 

The combined effect of dogs and 
poachers accounts for a large portion 
of the state's annual deer mortality . 
" While about 12 percent of the state's 
lOO,C>ro-plus deer population is killed 
legally by hunters, more than 18 per­
cent is killed through illegal and uncon­
trolled means," said Dr. Allan Worms, 
Extension economic and community 
recreation specialist in the University 
of Kentucky College of Agriculture. He 
cited figures from reports by the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

The harassment and killing of deer 
by free-running dogs prevents them 
from establishing populations in other­
wise suitable areas, a problem which is 
especially prevalent in Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

"The habitat and food supply would 
support deer populations large enough 
to be self-sustaining despite some deer 
belng killed legally by hunters and 
some dying naturally," said Worms. 
"But dogs and poachers are preventing 
herds from reaching these levels." 

He added that another problem 
associa~ed with dogs and poachers in 
Eastern Kentucky is that deer popula­
tions there have become dispersed, 
making it difficult for the animals to 
find mates and reproduce. 

Worms explained that dogs have a 
high inclination to chase deer because 
they a re large and have a scent which 
dogs respond to readily. " Dogs thrill to 
the chase and the hunt, " said Worms . 
" Even small dogs, when running with 
a pack, will chase a deer and even par­
ticipate in the kill. " 

Deer chased by dogs often will run to 
exhaustion and may be injured by 
becoming tangled in fences or brush. 
In spring, pregnant does may abort 
during the course of a chase. 

According to Worms, leash laws, 
where supported by responsible pet 
owners, are helping to reduce the im­
pact of the dog problem. As for 
poaching-the killing of deer outside 
the hunting season- Worms said that 
the district courts have become more 
responsive to the situation. 

"Fines for poaching range from $250, 
which represents replacement costs, to 
$1,000, along with the probable con­
fiscation of guns, lights, knives and, 
possibly, vehicles," said the specialist. 
" Loss of hunting privileges is .an ac­
companying penalty."

formation I was not entitled to. I don't 
believe in masquerades. 

"Of course,'' he continued, "many 
mterviews are not difficult to arrange. 
'Easy' interviews usually involve wm­
ing subjects on non-controversial 
stories. Then the people involved are 
willing, perhaps even anxious, to 
discuss them . 

" Difficult ones. by contrast . would 
include those involving people under 
emotional stress. or persons accused of 
wrongdoing ... most often people who 
have something to hide." 

How does he approach people he 
wants to interview? 

" I am open and courteous. I say: 
'I'm Ralph Dunlop of the Courier­
Journal.' Then I get into what I want to 
know." 

And how does he handle people who 
don't want to be interviewed? 

Mr. Dunlop has a very definite 
answer to thaL 

"I remember that every person has 
an inherent right to say. 'no'. or 
course. I'm firm and I'm determinE:<! . 
If I think the story is important enough 
I'll say something like: • Are you sure 
you don't want to talk to me about this? 
I think it would make a much better 
story if you did.' 

"Or, maybe, a n accusation has ~en 
made about the person. Then 1 might 
say: 'The information I now have puts 
you in a very unfavorable light. I think 
you owe it to yourself to give your side 
of the story.' " 

And doesn't that also protect you 
fr:om libel-always giving all sides of a 
controversial matter? 

"Yes, but the most important reason 
is that it's fair. It's amazing how many 
people I've written negative stor ies 
about who still speak to me. I think 
they realize I'm trying to give them a 
fair shake~ven though they may not 
like the end result. And, if I've been 
fair , I can look that person in the face 
when I meet him in the street." 

How about his approach to public of· 
ficials? 

"If it's a matter of public record, I 
just let the officials know I have a r ight 
to them." 

He evidently scored a hit with the 
re~rt he secured from the Depart­
ment of Mines and Minerals. The name 
of R. G. Dunlop was centered under the 
headline carried by the Courier­
Journal the following day .

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Good News Report 
By THOMAS W. PAUKEN 

Director or ACTION 
This is the kind of good news story 

that has everything. It began with a 
Christmas party on a sub-freezing day 

• last December. The place was the 52nd 
precinct in the Bronx. The cops were 
playing Santa Claus and the guests 
were some of the more than 600 Viet­
~amese and Cambodian refugees try­
mg to make a new life in the 
neighborhood. One of the officers at the 
.party was James Whyte of Katonah. 
N.Y. 

A 19-year veteran of the force, he 
was shocked by what he observed 

• 
amongst all the good cheer. Many of 
the guests - men, women and 
children- were without coats ; their 
clothes were paper thin and badly 
worn. Shoes were in no better shape. 
Few of the children owned hats or 
scarves or gloves. 

When the party ended, Whyte sat 
down with a couple of his buddies and 
decided they were going to do 
something about the problem. For the 
next couple of weeks, on and off duty, 
they knocked on doors in the Bronx, 

• collecting what clothing they could, 
Whyte canvassing his neighbors in 
Katonah as well. 

Although people gave what they 
could, it was not nearly enough for the 
hundreds of refugees who were facing 
what was to be one of the coldest 
winters on record. 

On a below zero day in early 
January, Whyte, determined to find a 
way to obtain the necessary clothing, 
approached his local newspaper, The 
Patent Trader. To the paper editor, 
John Hedin, and other staff members, 
he explained what he and his fellow 
cops had been trying to do. "This is an 
affluent community," he told lhem. "If 
only you let people know what's need­
ed, I know they'll respond." 

The next day The Patent Trader's 
front page story told of the need, in· 
viting readers to send what clothing 
they could spare. It worked like a 
snowball rolling down a hill . First, only 
a handful of residents came in with 
small bundles, then more, then more 
and more, the bundles growing in size, 
the clothing in quality. 

Within a week, a room set aside at 
the newspaper for storage was over­
flowing. A second, larger room was 
soon stacked up seven feet high. And 
when the newspaper specified that 
clothing for smaller children would be 
welcome, the response was equally 
overwhelming. 

In all, more than 600 cubic feet of 
boots, gloves, coats, hats, scarves- the 
works-were donated. It took two hefty 
truckloads to carry the gifts down to 
the Bronx, but by the end of that bitter 
month of January every single refugee 
in the 52nd precinct could face the cold 
warmly dressed. 

Who says we need Big Brother to do 
it for us? One man, a cop named Jim 
Whyte, saw a crying need and set up to 
answer it. One newspaper, The Patent 
Trader, saw what he was trying to do 
and told its readers. And its readers 
answered with a resounding "Yes!"

Talking To Your Teenagers 
About Drinking and Driving 

Traffic accidents are the No. 1 cause 
of dea1h among teenagers and most of 
these accidents involve a drinking 
driver. It's comforting to believe " not 
my son or daughter," but 50% of high 
school students drink in cars and most 
teens are inexperienced at both drink­
ing and driving. Even moderate 
amounts of alcohol-for example, one 
beer per hour- can significantly im­
pair a young person's driving. Despite 
these facts. teenagers seldom believe 
there is anything wrong with drinking 
and driving. Young men , in particular, 
are likely to perceive the drinking 
driver as an independent, brave, 
popular person . 

Your first reaction may be to avoid 
the subject altogether. Your teenager 
probably feels the same way. For both 
parents and teens, it is an emotion­
charged subject. As a parent, there is a 
natural conflict between the desire to 
control your child's behavior to protect 
them from harm and the recognition 
that some of these controls must be 
relaxed as children move to decide how 
far to go in either direction. The 
teenager years are a time to decide 
how far to go in either direction. The 
teenager years are a time of ex­
perimentation and trying out adult 
behavior, and both drinking and driv­
ing are expressions of independence. 
Young people are often under heavy 
peer pressure to drink. They are bom­
barded by advertising urging the use of 
alcohol. Yet teenagers have mixed 
feelings on the subject. Teens often re­
sent adult advice, particularly if all 
they hear is "don 't." 

The first step in discussing this 
delicate subject with your teen is to ex­
amine your own example. Honestly ex­
plore your own attitudes and behavior 
about drinking and how they may af­
fect your attitudes toward your child's 
use of alcohol. Teens are very aware of 
hypocrisy. The last thing you want is 
telling your child, "Do as I say, not as I 
do." Some questions to ask yourself: 

1. How do I handle drinking in our 
home? How would my teenager 
describe my use of alcohol? Do I 
demonstrate a safe approach to drink­
ing and driving? 

2. What worries me most about my 
teenager's drinking? Being in a car ac­
cident? Getting sick? Damaging their 
reputation? Sexual involvement? 
Trouble with the law? 

' 3. Under what circumstances do I 
think it would be OK for my teenager 
drink? Not at all? On family occa­
sions? Under adult supervision? 

4. Am I more comfortable with the 
idea of my teenager drinking than us­
ing other drugs? If so, why? 

Now you're ready to talk to your 
teen. Remember, teenagers have an 
amazing physical ability : they can 
close their ears. Most parents know 
even if they can get £heir teen's atten­
tion, they still have to get past a 
turned-{)ff attitude to get their message 
across. There is no " one way" to 
discuss drinking and driving. Each 
teenager, parent, and situation is dif­
ferent. You may find some of the 
following guidelines useful: 

1. Bring up the subject when family 
members are in a calm frame of mind. 
Make clear that you want to share 
ideas about drinking, not make accusa­
tions or hand down ultimatums. Don't 
try to start the conversation when your 
son or daughter comes home drunk. A 
discussion in the morning may be 
more effective. 

2. 'Be honest and direct in stating 
your own attitudes and preferences, 
and what you are most concerned 
about. 

how he thinks problems can be avoid­
led. Listen carefully. Try to use ex­
amples from your child's personal ex­
periences to make your point. Be pa­
tient. Given the emotional nature of the 
topic and the number of issues involv­
ed, a single discussion probably will 
not be enough . You may need to have 
several talks. Be supportive. Reinforce 
your talks by sharing approval when 
your son or daughter acts responsibly 
to prevent an alconol-related accident. 
Be open . Let them know you will talk 
about any future concerns they might 
have. Keep all lines of communication 
open. 

It is important to be well-informed to 
have credibility with your teenagers. 
Young people will respect your view­
point more if you are giving them 
honest, accurate information. There is 
some information that may help. 

1. Parents are sometimes falsely 
reassured that many teenagers drink 
"only beer". There is the same amount 
of alcohol in a 12oz. can of beer, a 4 oz 
glass of wine, and a mixed drink with 
ll 2 oz. of liquor. 

2. Don't advise your teens to sober up 
with hot coffee or cold showers-they 
won't work. Alcohol continues to cir­
culate in the body until it is burned up 
by the liver . 

3. It is dangerous to mix alcohol with 
any other drug, even aspirin and cold 
pills. When taken within a few hours of 
each other, alcohol and many other 
drugs multiply each other's effects and 
overdose can result. 

4. Alcohol seriously interferes with 
judgment, vision , muscle coordination, 
and reaction time, all of which are 
crucial to safe driving. 

5. It is dangerous for a person to rely 
on whether he or she " feels" like driv­
ing home after drinking. Alcohol often 
gives the illusion of being more power­
ful and in control than usual. 

6. Alcohol-involved crashes among 
youth are likely to occur on weekends, 
at night, and involve speeding. 

7. Nearly as many girls as boys have 
experienced some kind of problem in­
volving drinking and driving~ither 
as a passenger or a driver. 

8. Drunk-driving is against the law. A 
teenager, if caught, could lose his or 
her license and incur higher insurance 
premiums . 

Remember, there is no magic for­
mula to get across the message "don't 
drink and drive" to your teen. Taking 
the first step will be the hardest but 
saving a life makes it worthwhile.

Frequently, teenagers are defensive 
when talking· to their parents about 
areas of their lives they consider 
private. Your first conversation may 
not go well . But by taking the first step, 
you will open the door to future discus· 
sions. 

Make your talk a conversation, not a 
lecture. Two-way communication 
always works better. Ask your 
teenager what he knows about drinking 
and driving, what his attitudes are, and

Permitting Process 
To Aid Industry 

A streamlined environmental per­
mitting process which will aid in­
dustrial development in Kentucky has 
been established by the state Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, Gov. John Y. 
Browp, Jr. announced today at the 
state's annual Industry Appreciation 
Luncheon. 

The "fast-track" permitting process 
wil cover state permits issued in s uch 
environmental areas as air emissions, 
water withdrawal and discharges, and 
disposal of wastes. 

The streamlined processing system. 
a goal of Gov. Brown and Natural 
Resources Secretary J ackie Swigart, 
is designed to speed the processing of 
environmental permits while protec­
ting the environmental quality of the 
Commonwealth. 

Regulation of the water, land and a ir 
resources of Kentucky is the respon­
sibility of the Natural Resources 
Department. To ensure that preven­
tion, control or abatement of any 
potential damage i maintained, the 
department issues permits to in­
dustries or facilities affecting these 
resources. 

To help spea rhead the processing of 
environmenta l permits, Vale r ie 
Wickstrom of the Bureau of En­
vironmental Protection has been nam­
ed permits coordinator. 

Wickstrom will serve as an informa­
tional source for industrial inquiries. 
Uner the new process, all permits ap­
plicable to a proposed facility can be 
identified beforehand. Probable steps 
and times involved in the permitting 
process can also be more closely 
estimated. 

"We feel that this service will be of 
much benefit to Kentucky industries by 
eliminating a considerable amount of 
time and correspondence formerly 
needed between the industries and 
state agencies," Swigart said. 

"Closer coordination of the permit· 
ting process will allow industry people 
to receive information more quickly 
and from one centralized source. Time 
is money to industry. We are providing 
a better understanding of the state's 
environmental laws and regulations in 
a timely manner," Swigart said.

Roads and Salaries 
Big Items Budgeted 

• Coming Fiscal Year 
The Floyd fiscal court in less than 

five minutes last Friday adopted for 
the fiscal year beginning J uly 1 a 
budget of $2,293,766, but it wasn't as 
easy as all that. The budget had been in 
preparation for several weeks. 

It now goes to the state local finance 
officer at Frankfort for approval or 
possible modification. 

• 
The court session, which was ex· 

peeled to draw a sizeable gathering of 
interested citizens, was attended by on-
ly six persons other than officials and 
their assistants. A bare quorum of the 
cour t attended : Judge-Executive 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr. and Magistrates 
Lowell Samons and Eddie Caudill. 

The road fund and official salaries 
are the two big items in the new 
budget. A total of $890,000 was 
budgeted for roads. Besides labor. 

e malerials, machinery repairs and 
other costs, this amount includes 
$140,000 earmarked for a county 
highway garage and $70,893 principal 
and interest due on a grader purchas· 
ed in 1981 by the preceding county ad­
ministration. 

In an earlier discussion of the road 
budget, County Judge-Executive Laf­
ferty said the entire county road pro­
gram is now left to the county with no 
state assistance on engineering, plan· 
ning or equipment. Federal revenue 
shar ing and state severance funds 
mainly support the program, and Laf­
ferty said severance funds dropped 
$10,000 this month as coal mining fell 
into a deep slump. It is feared this 
could be only the beginning of such 
losses which could complicate the 
budget.

Summer Work 
Cutback Made 

After last week's grueling series of 
emergency sessions to avert the threat 
of a police walkout, it was little sur­
prise that Monday evening's regular 
meeting of the Prestonsburg City 
Council was a short one. Still, some 
matters were dealt with-mostly talk 
of "belt-tighterung" in terms of city ex­
penditures. 

City Manager David Evans explain· 
ed that "we're looking for anythlng we 
can do to cut back," and toward this 
end the council approved three money­
saving strategies. They included : 

- A reduction in expenditures for the 
city's summer work program for high 
school-age youths. According to the 
new plan, the number of employees 
would be reduced to 10 from last sum· 
mer's total of 15, hours would be reduc· 
ed from 40 per week to 32 (four days) 
for each worker, the entire program 
would last nine weeks instead of 10. 
Savings in this area would allow some 
revenue sharing funds , which provide 
salaries in the program, to be directed 
elsewhere.

Police Strike Off 
After Gripes Aired 

It all began at 4 a.m . Thursday when 
the three Prestonsburg police officers 
who were scheduled to begin their 
shifts then failed to show. A strike on 
the part of the city police force, or 
"sickout" as it came to be referred to, 
was on and for 36 hours Prestonsburg 
would be without police protection, 
save for the patrol rounds of a central 
figure in the strike, Police Chief James 
Curtis. 

Although talks between city officials 
and police officers would reveal that

The missing woman is Mrs. Betty 
Jane Brewer Cole, about 40, of Pike 
county, formerly or the Mud Creek sec­
tion of this county.

Winds Up in Court

The petition for 
mandamus claims Hall has "illegally 
refused" to sign the agreement.

'Cycle Wreck 
Fatal to One 

A 21-year-old Wheelwright man was 
pronounced dead -on -arrival at 
McDowell Appalachian Regional 
Hospital, late Friday afternoon after 
his motorcycle left the roadway in 
Wheelwright and crashed into the 
porch of a Branham Hollow residence. 

According to Wheelwright Police

McDowell Man 
Dead, Sons Shot; 
Hall Held Here 

Three weapons- a shotgun and two 
heavy calibre riOes- were used by one 
man in the slaying Monday morrung of 
a McDowell man and the wounding of 
two of his sons, authorities said. 

Dead at the scene was Ed Ray 
Moore, 53, of McDoweU, a disabled 
veteran, whose head and body were 
riddled by gunfire to the extent that of­
ficers had not yet determined how 
many times he was shot. His body was 
sent to Louisville for an autopsy Tues­
day by the state medical examiner. 

Moore's two sons were wounded­
J ames, 28, in a leg and arm, and Ricky. 
21 in the hand. James Moore was said 
to ' be in good condition at Our Lady of 
the Way Hospital, Martin. His brother 
was taken to Jewish Hospital , 
Louisville, for repair of bone damage. 

Arrested at the scene and brought to 
jail here by State Troopers Dudleson 
and Sizemore was Price Hall , about 40, 
also of McDowell. 

State Police Detective Keith Scott 
said the investigation of the shooting is 
yet incomplete. Both he and Deputy 
Coroner Glenn Frazier said they had 
learned that Hall and Moore had 
argued during the day and had been in­
volved in an ongoing dispute. possibly 
over a vehicle. 

The shooting took place at ll :20 
a.m., in the roadway in front of the 
McDowell telephone exchange, Hall 
apparently fir ing from his pickup truck 
into a pickup ~cupied by the Moores.

Warning Is Issued 

Atty. Gen. Steven L. · Beshear an­
nounced today that his Consumer Pro­
tection Division is alerting state agen­
cies and businesses to be on the lookout 
for telephone solicitors representing 
themselves to be the agency's 
or business' normal supplier for office 
supplies. 

According to Beshear, the solicitor 
attempts to induce the agency to order 
large quantities of office supplies 
before an imminent price increase 
goes into effect, when in fact, the price 
for the office supplies is often several 
times that charged by central stores or 
the agency's or business' normal sup-
pliers. . 

Several California-based companies 
have contacted the Attorney General's 
Office and other Frankfort offices with 
this scheme. If a member of your agen­
cy or business is approached with such 
a proposal, try to get the caller's name 
and address and contact the Attorney 
General's Office.

MORE ALCOHOL SALES 
IN FLOYD COUNTY? 

13 QUESTIONS OF CONCERN FOR OUR COMMUNITY 
QUESTION 1: Does the law allowing Ashland, Kentucky, to place a sales tax on alcoholic beverages app­

ly to the city of Prestonsburg? 

ANSWER: No. This law applies only to a second class city and Ashland is the only second class city in 
Kentucky. 

QUESTION 2: Can the city of Prestonsburg and/or Floyd County put a sales tax on alcoholic beverages? 

ANSWER: No, but the city can impose a license fee. KRS number 243.070 states: 1'The city 
legislative body of any city in which traffic in alcoholic beverages is not prohibited under 
KRS 242 may impose license fees for the privilege of manufacturing and trafficking in 
alcoholic beverages. The fees imposed shall not exceed twice the amount of the fees im­
posed in KRS 243.030 and 243.040 for such licenses. Statute allows a fee w~ich cannot 
exceed twice amount set out, $300.00 (2x300=600). Beer fees can only be $200.00. 
(This ruling is based upon Attorney General's ruling.) · 

QUESTION 3: Could beer and wine be consumed and s.old during the Red, White and Blue and July 4th 
Celebrations? · . 

ANSWER: ~RS number 343.90 states a malt beverage special temporary license shall authorize the 
sale of malt beverages at retail for consumption on the premises of any regularly organiz­
ed fair or racing association for a particular fair, race or race meeting conducted by the 
association, or for special temporary occasions such as picnics, bazaars and carnivals. 
The issuance or refusal· of a malt beverage special -temporary license and the exercise of 
the privilege gr~nted by the license shall be subject to such regulations as the depart­
ment may in each particular case deem necessary." 

QUESTION 4: Will making the sale of alcoholic beverages legal, stop bootlegging sales? 

ANSWER: No. If it does, it will be the only county in the state without bootleggers. There is boot­
legging and the illegal sale of alcoholic beverages in every county in Kentucky, wet or dry. 
If our young people can get alcoholic beverages now in Floyd County, then why would the 
bootlegger give up this business because of legal sales? Also studies show that young 
people get their older friends to purchase alcohol for them from the so-called legaJ joints. 

QUESTION 5: How many beer establishments will be allowed in the city of Prestonsburg and out in the 
county? 

ANSWER: Unlimited. This includes beer joints, bars, saloons, taverns, wild road houses and all night 
honky-tonks. There could be hundreds of these joints. 

QUESTION 6: Will grocery stores and service stations be allowed to sell beer and wine? 

ANSWER: Yes, KRS number 243.280 states: "(1) A malt beverage retailer's iicense shall authorize the 
licensee to· sell-malt beverages at retail from the licensed premises only and to purchase 
malt beverages only from a brewer or distributor." They must have $5,000 in grocery 
stock, so most any small grocery would qualify. 

QUESTION 7: Can beer and wine be consumed in restaurants? 

ANSWER: · Yes, KRS number 243.032 states: (1) A restaurant licenSe may be issued to an applicant 
who i~Jin4.,wn~r or lessee· of .a ,restaurant which receives fifty percent (50%) or more of 

. .-its gro~s ~nnual inco~ffr_Pl" 1h.e ~ale ~f fooCJ and h~ts a minimu,n seating tapacity of fifty 
(50) people at tables. Thjs wou14 include most all restaurants in Floyd County other than 
some small fast food outlets. 

QUESTION 8: Could beer be consumed at city ball parks and county parks? 

ANSWER: Yes: Please refer to answer under question number 3. 

QUESTION 9: Would the availability of liquor stores in Floyd County decrease the sale of liquor? 

ANSWER: No. The easier it is to secure the more people will buy it. Then our young adults begin to 
accept alcoholic beverages as wholesome drinks because joints are on every corner. 

QUESTION 10: Would making the sale of alcoholic beverages legal in Floyd County increase the number 
of drunk drivers? 

ANSWER: Yes. In over fifty percent (50%) of all fatal accidents in Kentucky in 1981, alcohol was the 
contributing factor.

QUESTION 11: Would crime rate, bodily injury and property damage increase if we legalized the sale of 

ANSWER: 

alcoholic beverages? · 

Yes, it is likely that it would increase due to the nature of alcohol and the availability of li­
quor. Alcohol breeds crime and violence. 

QUESTION 12: Will the legalized sales of alcoholic beverages mean a great amount of revenue to the ' 
community? 

ANSWER: 

QUESTION 13: 

ANSWER: 

No. In the Attorney General's opinion (OAG 73-307) based upon KRS 139 and the case of 
George Wiedemann Brewing Company vs. the City of Newport, the court ruled "cities are 
confined to license fees as a source of revenue." The number of licenses and the type of 
linceses are determined by the state law and ABC Board Regulations. The license fee~ are 
set by the state law and local communities cannot impose any fees in excess of the limits 
set by law. Jt is an annual licensee fee paid for the privilege of selling alcoholic beverage 
and makes no difference how much is sold, the fee remains the same. · 

In a survey make a few years ago of licnese·fees in Owensboro, it was found that ap· 
proximately 1/10 of 1% of the city's budget came from license fees and that is not much 
revenue. 

If the county has to hire just two or three new law enforcement officials to police the 
county and city, it would take about all of the license fees to pay the additional salaries. 

Would a vote of " Yes" be a vote for legalized control? 

A vote of "No" is the better vote for Legalized Control. A vote against the sale of 
Alcoholic Beverage is a vote in favor of the strictest control possible. A "No" vote means 
there cannot be a liquor store, cocktail lounge, beer tavern, etc., in your community, near 
your home or place of business. There is no way an individual citizen can know who will 
receive a liquor license or where they will be located. If you vote " Yes" every decision 
made about the sale of alcoholic beverages, the location of the outlets, the hours and type 
of sales, etc., will be decided by government officials and the state legislators.

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· The council was also pleased on 
receipt of a check from the state for 
$21 439 toward payment for construc­
tio~ of racquetball courts at Archer 
Park.

The order to restrain the "new" 
water commissioners-Joe Shepherd, 
Hazel Robinson and Frieda 
Barnette-was based on the premise 
that their appointment was illegal. 
since the city council was not asked to 
approve the mayor's action. 

Although one section of the bond or­
dinance adopted by the city or Martin 
several years ago provides that the 
commission chairman may appoint 
replacements for other commissioners 
who quit, and the new appointees may 
then name a chairman if the old chair­
man resigns, all three resigned 
simultaneously. and that poses more 
questions. 

While the issue between the mayor 
and council is argued and definitive ac­
tion is delayed, both sides express fear 
that the city could lose $1.5 million 
federal funding, without which the city 
would be unable to do anything about a 
water situation that without improve­
ment could become hopeless. 

Mayor Hall, in short, wants to buy 
water from the Beaver Elkhorn Water 
District which, he says, has proposed a 
charge of 65 cents per 1000 gallons but 
asks a $350,000 ta!Hln fee to make plant 
expansion possible. Opponents of his 
plan say Beaver-Elkhorn also asks 
$20,000 for a master meter. 

The council insists that it can have 
its own plant and produce water for 
$1.10 per thousand. It emphasizes that 
use of Prestonsburg water as a back-up 
supply would be only once every 10 
years and that the line to connect with 
this auxiliary supply would cost only 
$109.00-$261,000 less than the tap-<>n 
fee asked · by Beaver Elkhorn . 
Prestonsburg has proposed a charge of 
$1 .35 per thousand for water it affords 
Martin.

should be no discrimination." As a 
result of the ruling, it was decided that 
Hall and Caudill, as well as Ferrell, 
receive one~ay suspensions for chase 
outside the City. 

In a separate grievance related to 
chasing a subject beyond city limits ac­
cording to the discretion of the officer, 
police contended that they should be 
allowed to pursue beyond set limits and 
pointed to a state law which permits 
pursuit as long as the suspect is in 
sight. However, a spokesman for the 
city pointed out that the council had 
passed a resolution on recommenda­
tion of Workmen's Compensation that 
police should not pursue beyond the ci­
ty limits.

The officers' grievances also charg­
ed harrassment and claimed that Chief 
Curtis regularly played "cat and 
mouse" games "trying to catch of­
ficers not doing their job."

To charges of harrassment, the coun­
cil ruled that the "Chief has the duty to 
correctly supervise the officers in his 
department to determine if the depart­
ment directives are being carried out." 

Among general complaints, it was 
charged that Chief Curtis had failed, 
more than once, to provide officers 
with needed assistance. Two incidents, 
including an assault case at Cliffside 
Apartments, were cited where, it was 
claimed, Curtis did not respond. 

The council agreed to discuss with 
the chief "that be has the responsibility 
to respond to officer assistance calls 
also." 

Police said Curtis had told them "if 
we had any complaints against him or 
the department, we were not to bring it 
to the attention of the City Manager, 
Mr. Evans, and we were not to consult 
with him concerning any police mat­
ter." 

It was charged that Chief Curtis 
violated his own general order by using 
city vehicles and police cruisers for 
personal use by taking them out of the 
city limits. "If he writes these orders, 
be should also have to abide by his own 
rules. He should set an example," the 
grievance said. 

In response, the council agreed to 
write a policy concerning use of all city 
vehicles. 

Police objected to the fact that Curtis 
had split the city into two patrol sectors 
and called the policy "a hindrance in 
performing our duties," and "another 
way of harrassment. " 

To this grievance, council agreed to 
"review problem of coverage to the en­
tire City, including division into sec­
tors." 

To a request to extend lunch breaks 
from 35 minutes to an hour, with four 15 
minute breaks in addition, a com­
promise 45 minutes and three breaks 
were agreed upon. 

The department complained that a 
detective position (that held by 
Caudill) was not needed and called it 
"a waste of city tax money." Their 
grievance claimed that "each officer is 
fully capable of doing his own in­
vestigative claimed that "each officer 
is fully capable of doing his own in­
vestigative work." 

I.n response, it was agreed that coun­
cil representatives will review the 
necessity of a full-time detective with 
the department. 

Although City Manager Evans said 
"there are some administrative-type 
communication problems," that will 
take some time to work out, Friday's 
sessions adequately satisfied 
Prestonsburg's policemen so that they 
returned to work for the 4 p.m. shift 
that day. 

One Prestonsburg policeman ex­
plained that a certain degree of ill feel­
ing existed even before Curtis, a Floyd 
county native, arrived here from a 
police chief position in Florida. On a 
force that already contained two 
former Prestonsburg police chiefs, the 
hiring of a chief from a distant state 
eroded morale, it was said. 

A bright note among last week's 
tense situation was the fact that no in­
crease in criminal activity was noticed 
during the widely-publicized police 
walkout.

$25,560 for the county planner; $12,300 
for the tax commissioner ; $7000 for the 
commonwealth's attorney; $97,775 for 
the four magistrates ; county 
treasurer, $23,426 ; auditor, $3000; cor­
oner, $13,050 ; personnel officer , 
$21,fi70; purchasing officer, $16,614. 

Approximately $138,000 was 
budgeted for utilities for county 
buildings. 

The budget was based on expected 
revenues of $200,000 tax receipts, 
$364,000 county road aid, $724,218 local 
government economic assistance, 
$336,848 revenue sharing, plus various 
other smaller sources of income . 

At that, estimated receipts were 
short of the budget total, but $155,000 
surplus from the current year's budget 
is added, balancing out proposed ex­
penditures and estimated receipts. 

The appropriation for each of the 
county's three senior citizens' centers 
was cut to $3000, half of the appropria­
tion for the last year, but the court ex­
pressed the hope that further help 
would be possible later. "The state 
will not allow one penny overdraft," 
the judge explained. This policy, he 
said, was quite different than that in ef­
fect as recently as last January when a 
$197,000 overdraft existed. Directors of 
the three centers said the $3000 allowed 
each would suffice for only six months. 

Dale Fugate, of the state auditor's of­
fice, presented the court audits of 
various county officials' offices and 
said that Ex-Sheriff Doug Lewis owed 
$20,843 in excess fees . It ~s the respon­
sibility of the fiscal court, he explain­
ed, to collect this amount, since a 1976 
act of the Legislature forbids courts to 
exonerate any excess fees collected. 
Fugate added that Ex-Sheriff Lewis 
has agreed with the correctness of the 
audit. 

The court directed the county at­
torney to take action to collect. 

John McCann, director of the Jenny 
Wiley Drama Association, told the 
court of the need to replace 
deteriorated canvas seats at the am­
phitheatre with seating of a permanent 
type. He said $7600 is needed, but the 
court made no commitment.

If the same energy, the same 
righte~us indignation that is being put 
mto thts absurd cause were expended 
on such issues as improving our 
educational system, repairing our 
roads. cleaning up the environment 
lobbying for equal rights and an effec:

concern, perhaps we would see real 
progress. That is what disgusts me. 
The issue at hand , whether one young 
woman or another gets to cheer or 
twirl, is so fundamentally meaningless 
that it is not an issue at all. If we must 
get angry or become indignant about 
something, let's make it something im­
portant, something that will positively 
affect the human condition. 

In closing, I will simply say that this 
whole ridiculous mess reminds me of a 
statement by Elbert Hubbard: 
"Genuis may have its limitations, but 
stupidity is not so handicapped."

HEALTH NEWS

Eleven thousand women die each 
year from cervical cancer. This is a 
tragic figure since cervical cancer can 
be one of the most curable of all 
cancers if it is detected early enough. 
The test to detect cervical cancer is a 
simple, painless test which takes only a 
few moments of a woman's time. This 
is the Pap test, and it can detect cer -

. vical cancer in its earliest and most 
curable stages. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a Pap clinic, Wednes­
day, June 23, from 8:30 unti111 :30 and 
from 1 until 2. This clinic is a free ser­
vice of the health department and any 
woman who has not had a Pap test in 
the past year is urged to attend. 

Every child entering school in Ken­
tucky for the first time is required to be 
immunized against the childhood ill­
nesses, measles, rubella , whooping 
cough, diptheria, and tetanus. Each 
child is required to have a T.B. skin 
test before entering school also.

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Ginseng Dealers, 
Growers Meet 

• The formation of the North 
American Ginseng Society, an 
organization uniting the ginseng 
growers and dealers of the U.S. and 
Canada, highlighted the fourth Na­
tional Ginseng conference held May 
25-26 in Lexington . The conference at­
tracted more than 300 persons from 22 
states, who gathered to discuss the pro-
blems and potential of the expanding 
American ginseng industry. 

The two-day meeting marked the se­
cond time in four years that Lexington 
has hosted the conference, w~ich was 
sponsored by the University of Ken­
tucky, the Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture and two Kentucky ginseng 
associations. 

Ginseng exports net Kentucky pro­
ducers some $5 million per 
year-about 10 percent of the nation's 
annual total, according to Dr. C.R. 
Roberts, Extension horticulturist, UK 
College of Agriculture. He said that the 

e root is found in significant amounts in 
about 50 of Kentucky's 120 counties. 

The plant requires shade for proper 
growth and most of Kentucky's crop is 
grown in the woods under natural 
canopy in plots ranging from a few 
thousand square feet to several acres. 
The root takes about five years to 
reach full maturity. 

Ginseng has been on the federal en­
dangered plant species list in recent 
years and· currently is classified as a 
"threatened" species in Kentucky. 
This means that Kentuckians can con­
tinue to export the crop, but they must 
meet federal guldelines regarding the 
harvest, purchase and sale of ginseng 
on a yearly basis. State legislation this 
year authorized the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Agriculture to develop and ad­
minister these guidelines in Kentucky. 

The new law also established a 
ginseng growing season, stipulating 

•
that no plants should be harvested 
before Sept. 1 of each year. "Ginseng 
must not be dug until the berries are 
ripe so the seeds may be replanted," 
said Roberts . "Not only does early dig­
ging destroy the seeds, but it reduces 
the size of the root and, thus, the sale 
value." 

One of the problems facing Kentucky 
growers is the high initial investment, 
about $20.000 per acre the first year, re­
quired to establish a ginseng plot. But 
UK agricultural marketing specialist 
Dr. Harold Love told growers atten­
ding the conference that at a U.S. sell­
ing price of about $60 per pound, a 
ginseng crop potentially could net 
$77,000 per acre within eight years. 

Theft represents another threat to 
ginseng growers. Roberts said that 
"root rustling and seed stealing" were 
major problems in Kentucky, with 
substantial amounts of ginseng being 
lost to thieves each year. In an effort to_ 

e reduce this problem. Louisville 
ginseng dealer Tom Chambers discuss­
ed several security measures for 
growers at the conference, ranging 
from barbed-wire fencing and trained 
guard dogs to electronic monitoring 
devices. 

The development of new markets for 
American ginseng also was a major 
concern discussed at the meeting. Paul 
Hsu, a grower/dealer from Wisconsin , 
the nation 's largest ginseng-producing 
tate, said the domestic market for 

American ginseng was less than 
desirable, "especially in the wake of 
the growing American health-food in­
dustry." Hsu traveled to China last 
year as part of a Wisconsin trade mis­
sion in hopes of strengthening the 
Chinese market for American ginseng. 

Other conference speakers contend­
ed that the plant had properties which 
could make ginseng products desirable 
to American consumers, such as its 
a lleged ability to act as a stimulant, 
thwart fatigue and, reportedly. pre­
vent hangovers.

State Jobless 
Rate Drops 

Eighty-eight of Kentucky's 120 coun­
ties reported lower unemployment 
rates in April than in March, according 
to Department for Human Resources 
statistics released today. Thirty coun­
ties'reported higher rates during the 
same period. 

Eighty counties reported unemploy­
me~t rates above 10 percent during 
Apnl and three counties reported rates 
above 20 percent. The three were 
Menifee county with the state's highest 
rate of 27.9 percent. Robertson 
county's rate was 24.1 percent, and the 
unemployment rate in Edmonson 
county was 22.5 percent. 

Martin county had the state's lowest 
rate at 4.4 percent and Union county's 
rate was on I)' slightly higher at 4.5 per­
cent. 

The unemployment rates in 99 coun­
ties were higher this April than in 
April, 1981. Nineteen counties possess­
ed lower unemployment rates than in 
the same month a year ago. 

Floyd county had an employment 
rate of 11.4 with 1,758 persons listed as 
unemployed from an estimated labor 
force of 16,425.

The decision of the Martin City Coun­
cil to pursue the chosen route was not a 
hasty decision but one that requires 
many many hours of study. We as 
elected representatives of the City of 
Martin must make decisions we feel 
that are in the best interest of all the 
citizens. 

The present city council has voted 
unanimously to keep our own water 
system, we will renovate it, lay new 
lines and comply with Farmers Home 
Administration guidelines by signing a 
water purchase contract with our 
choice the City of Prestonsburg as a 
back-up or auxiliary source of water 
not as a permanent source as you 
stated. We wiJJ produce water at our 
own plant for $1.10 per thousand, the 
purchase of water from Prestonsburg 
will be for emergency use only. 

Our engineers Haworth, Bolen, Der­
rek & Co. advised us that we could an­
ticipate using water from our back-up 
system only once every 10 years. 
Beaver Elkhorn Water District has 
never expressed interest in our system 
as a back-up source. They want to be 
the permanent supplier of Martin's 
water for a tap-on fee of $350,000 plus 
$20,000 for a master meter. Another· 
stipulation in their contract is that we 
must purchase a minimum of 4'h 
million gallons per month, if our pur­
chase exceed this figure the rate goes 
up 20%. We can supply our present 
needs with 90,000 gallons of water per 
day. The cost to complete the water 
line from the Prestonsburg System on 
Jarrell Fork to Buck's Branch has 
been set at $109,000 by our engineers 
this is $261,000 less than Beaver 
Elkhorn is asking for a tap-on-fee. Our 
engineers advised us that Beaver 
Elkhorn is not capable of furnishing 
our city with an adequate supply of 
water which is a major requirement if 
we are to qualify for the grant money. 
Our present City Council has had the 
dealings with Beaver Elkhorn water 
people in the past and it was an unplea­
sant experience.

Watch Out For Parasites- Both in­
ternal and external parasites have a 
heyday in hot weather. Fleas, ticks, 
lice and mites can make life miserable 
for all pets ; and most of these pests are 
potential disease carriers. Keep bed· 
ding clean, and make sure he has a 
spot available outside where he can lie 
down out of the grass. 

Roundworms and tapeworms- the 
most common of the internal 
parasites- don 't pose a severe threat 
to adult animals unless the infestation 
is severe, but they can be very hard on 
puppies and kittens. Hookworms and. 
heartworms always pose a health 
hazard. lf you suspect that your pet has 
worms, don't tr y to diagnose and treat 
them yourself. Take a sample of your 
pet's stool to your veterinarian. If he 
detects worms, he will be able to 
prescribe the proper dosage of the cor­
rect medication. 

Treat Even Minor Wounds Quickly 
And Thoroughly- Infection runs ram­
pant during hot, humid weather, and 
there are some very nasty species of 
flies which Jay their eggs in open 
wounds. These eggs will hatch into 
maggots that are extremely harm· 
ful - and very unpleasant. 

Although most cat fights rarely end 
in serious injury, even minor wounds 
can fester. Animal tissue under a eat's 
claws is an idea l culture medium for 
infection-causing bacteria . In some 
cases, a cat bite that is barely visible 
will quickly heal from the outside while 
infection forms an abscess in the 
underlying tissue. 

Ser ve Meals In The Evening- Your 
dog rests best with a moderately ful l 
stomach. Feed him in the evening so he 
can digest the meal in the cool of the 
night. If you feed a dog in the morning 
and then expect vigorous activity for 
him. you are inviting canine indiges­
tion-or even heat-stroke. 

If your dog likes to snack on beef 
knuckle bones. don't let these treats lie 
around the yard for more than a day. 
The rotting marrow will attract fli es 
and soon the bone will be infested with 
maggots. Hornets also like bones and 
will furiously attack any dog that tr ies 
to share one. 

Don't worry if your dog or cat likes to 
snack on grass . Regardless of the tall 
tales you may have heard. most eat 
grass s imply because th'ey like it. 

Make Sure Your Pet Always Has

Team To Do Study 
Of Wartime Hazards 

A team of college a rchitectural and 
engineering students involved in a na­
tionwide surveying program will be 
working in Eastern Kentucky. in 
cooperation with state and local 
Disaster and Emergency Services of­
ficials for several weeks, beginning 
June 21. 

The students, trained in analyzing 
buildings and other structures for their 
ability to protect Floyd people against 
various wartime hazards, will be per­
forming surveys in Floyd, Carter, 
Estill, Greenup, Johnson, Lawrence 
and Whitley counties. 

The eight survey specialists on the 
team are among more than 250 
students nationwide who have been 
hired and trained for this summer's 
work by the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA), the na­
tional emergency management agency 
headquartered in Washington, D.C. 

The group coming to northeast Ken­
tucky will be under the general super­
vision of engineers from Region IV of 
the Federal Emergency Management 
Agency in Thomasville, Ga. 

The work of the local team is part of 
a continuing FEMA project, begun in 
the summer of 1974, to survey struc­
tures in potential high-risk areas in the 
U.S. to determine the extent of protec­
tion these structures would provide 
against nuclear blast, fire and fallout. 
The surveys serve a twofold purpose, 
as any sheltered area having blast 
resistance will also provide protection 
from some natural hazards, such as 
storms with high winds.

In the new West the posse is alive 
and doing very well in Maricopa coun­
ty, Arizona , where Sheriff Jerry I. Hill 
keeps the peace. Fact is, Sheriff Hill 
has 40 posses under his command, 
numbering 2,000 volunteers trained to 
assist · his thinly spread deputies in 
their appointed rounds.

Posse training in crime prevention is 
under the supervision of Deputy Sheriff 
Sgt. Don Blankenship. An expert, 
Blankenship has long championed the 
belief that the trained citizen working 
under official guidance to prevent 
cr ime and to be prepared to handle 
emergencies, makes for an association 
between lawman and volunteer, and 
volunteer and citizen, that is of great 
benefit to all. 

The Sun City posse is a case in point. 
The largest in the county, 240 
volunteers strong, the-posse serves Sun 
City, a thriving community of 50,000, in 
supporting the . few sheriff's deputies 
who make up the regular police force. 
All but one of the posse's members are 
over 60, the eldest a spry 84, and 35 are 
women. All wear the Sheriff's Depart­
ment regulation uniform or a distin­
citve yellow jump suit; many carry 
side arms. What a posse member 
wears and how he or she is equipped 
depends on his or her training and 
qualifications. In all of Sheriff Hill's 
posses the training is standardized and 
obligatory. Without it and a thorough 
background check, a volunteer cannot 
become a posse member. There are 
eight basic training courses, 
everything from the mission of the 
posse to cardiopulmonary resuscita­
tion. Once the applicant has received 
his or her training certificate, he or she 
is ready to begin patrol duty with an 
experienced posse member. 

There are eight fully equipped patrol 
cars, a central headquarters building 
with a modern communications center, 
and an organization · in which its 
members and Sheriff Hill are justly 
proud. So, too, the people of Sun City 
where green bumper stickers read, 
"We support the posse." And they do, 
for in the posse's nine year history not 
a nickel of tax money had been used for 
its support. All its funding comes from 
contributions by Sun City residents. 

Posse members are expected to put 
in two eight-hour shifts a month. Most 
put in a great deal more than that. 
Para-military in structure, internally 
democratic with yearly elections of 
board and officers, the posse's opera­
tion in all its parts is shared by its 
mature and enthusiastic members. 

Sometimes the sharing produces 
unexpected results. Posse member, Lt. 
"Dutch" Schultz, got inspired and 
wrote music and lyrics for the Sun City 
Posse, a real humdinger of a ballad 
that an insurance company took a 
shine to. Result was that, with Dutch 
doing the hono.r;s, a recording was 
made, and the song is riding hard for 
the hit list, the returns going into the 
posse's kitty. 

Like preventive medicine, the 
posse's crime prevention patrols pre­
vent lawlessness. What do the figures 
show? Sun City has the lowest crime 
rate per capita in the U.S.A. And pard­
ner, that's good news anywhere.

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Craft Center Marks l .Oth Year Program Opens Jobs 
For Disadvantaged ALL SUMMER SPECIAL 

Members of the David Crafts Center 
met last Tuesday to celebrate their 10 
year anniversary . 

~ • The David Appalachian Crafts pro­
~ gram, sponsored by St. Vincent 's Mis­

sion, a non-profit organization, has 
been in existence since 1972. 

The crafts center evolved into its 
present form through the efforts of 
many participants and volunteers who 
struggled to get established, with little 
funding available. In September, 1971 , 
Mary Pineau, a staff member of St. 
Vincent's Mission who has a M.A. in 
1ome economics , began teaching sew­
ing to two small groups of women in 
their homes in brift and Wayland. The 
women first learned to make clothing 
and household items for thier families . 
After a few months they suggested that 
they might earn some money to buy 
better fabrics and even sewing 
machines for themselves by making 
and selling hand-crafted items. 

In the spring of 1972 ihe women were 
making pin cushions, hot pads, pillows 

• 
and occasionally, quilts . By J une, the 
group had named itself "David Ap­
palachian Crafts," since its head-
quarters would be located there in that 
coal-mining community. The members 
were encouraged by the interest that 
people took in their products. At this 
time there were only about 12 women 
in the crafts group. Meetings were still 
held in individual homes where often 
the space and conditions were limited. 
When a number of women in David 

• joined the other members, it was 
decided that a building was neede!1 as a 
learning center and for display of 
finished crafts. 

Early in 1973 renovation was begun 
on the second floor of the David Child 
Care Center and by March of that year 
the Crafts Center opened in a spacious 
30 X 90-foot building With only one 
table, six chairs, two sewing machines, 
and various small pieces of equipment. 
Gradually, through the generosity of 

• many people and much volunteer help, 
the Center began to Qrganize a fine 
display area, a training area for 
teaching sewing and quilting, and an 

·office ~rea for handling the growing 
marketing of the crafts. 

The program operates as a cottage 
industry with members receiving 
training at the Center and when the 
quality of workmanship is satisfactory 
being given work orders with 
materjals to produce assigned pro-

• ducts. As numbers of members have 
grown from seven in 1971 to 95 in 1982, 
so have the outlets for the products pro­
duced. 

Gift shops and department s tores 
throughout the United States are 
gradually disc~wering the high quality 
of traditional mountajn crafts that 
are available through the David C~afts 
Center. 

One of the strong goals at the David 
Center is to help the public appreciate 

• the great talents of the Appalachian 
craftspeople. Although in some cases 
the craft-skills have been passed on 
through the family from former 
generations, for the most part the lack 
of materials, proper tools, opportunlty, 
and outlets have kept the low income 
person from developing his or her 
abilities . The David Appalachian 
Crafts Center is seriously committed to 
aiding in this development, even 

• 
though the training process is often 
·lengthy and costly. The results are 
shown in members now earning a very 
important supplement to their incomes 
through skills they developed. 

The variety of crafts seen at the 
Crafts Cen.ter runs from patchwork 
quilts, pill_ows, wall hangings •. wood­
working, whittlings, pottery, hickory­
bottomed chairs, knitted items, oak­
split baskets , s~wn items and many 
other crafts. Of 95 members in 1982. 

• 
there are 15 men and 80 women involv­
ed in producing crafts either parttime 
or fulltime. Craftspeople gather at the 
Center weekly in small groups and 
periodically for general membership 
meetings. 

The fame of the Crafts group at 
David has extended from coast to 
coast. For example, the "Good Morn­
ing America" sho"'; did a special repo:t 
on David Crafts narrated by Sandy H1ll 
in June of 1981. Local craftspeople 
were interviewed and were filmed 
demonstrating their skills. 

Many special projects have been ac­
complished by the membership: a quilt 
hung in the headquarters of the 1984 
Olympics ; a series of quilted wall 
hanging at the 1982 World's Fair (The 
state of Kentucky exhibit); and 
original designed ornaments for 
Bloomingdales in New York. 

Now, there are two fulltime and two 
parttime staff members at the Center. 
Mary Pineau is director-teacher, Joy 
Ousley is assistant director ­
bookkeeper ; Shannon Gibson is inven­
tory manager, and Mary Lou ~anzar­
do is sales manager. Other mvolve­
ment comes from Doreen Martin at 
Drift who coordinates the craftspeople 
at the Presbyterian Church, and Becky 
Carr who clerks in the David Crafts se­
cond local outlet on Court Street in 
Prestonsburg.

Konrad Lorenz popularized the no­
tion that man's agression toward 
man-as evidenced in murders, war 
and other forms of violence- is unique 
among vertebrate animals. 

Lorenz's conclusion. expressed in the 
book On Aggression, may have been 
erroneous, according to the current 
issue of National Wildlife magazine. As 
scientists spend more time observing 
animals in the laboratory and in the 
wild, they're finding out that all kinds 
of animals- including certain goats, 
monkeys, ground squirrels and 
birds-can be downright savage 
toward their own kind . . 

Among mammals, male spotted 
hyenas may be the most frequent 
killers of members of their own 
species. says the bi-monthly publica­
tion of the National Wildlife Federa­
tion. Habitual cannibals, they havtl 
been observed in fierce fights over 
dead prey. A researcher in Africa wat- . 
ched one pack of male hyenas attack, 
kill and then eat a male hyena from 
another group. The victim had ap­
parently made the mistake of trying to 
feed on prey belonging to another pack 
of hyenas. 

Female animals of other species can 
be just as vicious. Female mountain 
goats, for instance, are notorious 
fighters. Using their short horns as 
daggers. these females have been 
known to draw blood in encounters 
with males who venture too close to a 
mother's young. 

Among birds, aggression most often 
takes the form of intense sibling 
rivalry. which can become a virtual 
fight for survival: Young egrets fight 
viciously during their first weeks of 
life, when first borns have marked ad­
vantages over the smaller hatchlings. 
who often die from injuries sustained 
during fights for food. Smaller birds 
sometimes become so intimidated by 
their siblings that they stop eating and 
starve to death. In addition to egrets, 
9wls, hawks, eagles, pelicans and 
cranes exhibit similar behavior among 
their young. 

Infanticide-The killing of yo!Jng by 
adults- is another kind of violence 
observed within many animals 
species, says National Wildlife. Male 
Hanuman langur monekeys have been · 
known to invade other groups of 
monkeys and kill off the young. 
Specialists theorize that the invading 
males are out to gain a reproductive 
advantage, because fertility comes 
sooner to female monkeys if their 
young don't survive. 

In other primates, infanticide seems 
to occur for no apparent reason, accor­
ding to the magazine. Well-known 
primatologist Jane Goodall has seen 
male chimpanzees kill and then eat the 
infants of females from outside the 
group. "We simply don't understand 
why this takes place," she says. 

One researcher hypothesizes that in­
fanticide sometimes occurs in the wild 
when conditions are crowded and 
homes are scarce. Biologist Frank F. 
Mallory, of Ontario, Canada, has wat­
ched male collared lemmings, small 
rodents found in parts of Alaska and 
northern Canada, kill the young of 
strange females when placed in 
enclosures with them. Female lemm­
ings will also klH the young of other 
females, according to Mallory's 
laboratory observations. He guesses 
that such behavior occurs in the wild

Martin Gets New Asst. Fire Chief 

Martin Police and Fire Chief Hershel Lester looks on as out-going Asst. 
Chief Robert Campbell (right) turns over the duties to Robert Comstock, Jr. 
last Monday night at city hall. Campbell, a 12-year resident of Martin and 
employee of Hall Funeral Home, leaves the post to return home to Whites­
burg where he will join a funeral home. 

Comstock is an employee of the family~wned Comstock Bottle Gas Co. of 
Martin . He takes over the job knowing how important the fire department is. 
In October 1979 while filling a 10Q-pound propane tank from two larger tanks 
a valve caught fire. The explosion sent him to the hospital with third degree 
burns to the face and head. Occupants of Our Lady of The Way Hospital, 
along with area residents, were evacuated. The Martin Fire Department 
was the first to respond, with others later.

*KENTUCKY AFIELD* 
Fifty Ohio River fishermen earned 

$1.387 last year by returning tags from 
fish they caught to the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources for cash 
awards. 

The big winner in. this "cash for 
tags" program was Ron Watson, a 
Dayton, Ky. angler who hit the jackpot 
with a crappie worth $1,000. That left 
the other 49 anglers to divide up there­
maining $387. 

Tagged fish from the Ohio River are 
worth $1 , $5, $10, $25, $50, $100 or $1,000 
if the tags are returned, along with a 
few scales from the fish. 

Ralph Jackson , the fisheries 
biologist in charge of Ohio River 
research, says that 334 fish were tag­
ged last year, all above Louisville. 
This spring, Jackson is tagging fish in 
the river below Louisville. To keep 
angling pressure and other factors as 
nearly normal as possible, the exact 
tagging locations are not being releas­
ed. 

The reason for offering cash awards, 
Jackson says. is to increase the 
number of tags returned. Without some 
incentive. the return rate is generally 
around 5 percent, but with the pros­
pect of a nnc~!~!y substantial cash 
award . the return rate goes a lot 
higher. giving biologists much more 
data about fishing pressure, fish 
movements, growth rates and other in­
formation needed to manage the 
fishery effectively. 

The return rate on tagged black bass 
from the river l;ist year was 26.5 per­
cent, Jackson says. Crappie returns 
ran at 20.2 percent. Both bass and crap­
pie seemed to be homebodies; 70 per­
cent of the crappie and 61 percent of 
the bass were caught in the same areas 
where they were tagged. 

Jackson tagged 100 carp, but got no 
tag returns from this species. He also 
tagged some catfish, drum , white bass 
and sauger, but so far has not been able 
to capture as many of these species as 
he would like. " It's not that the popula· 
tions are low," he says. "as much as it 
is that these species tend to be deep 
water fish and are just hard to capture 
alive." 

Awards are still being offered for 
fi sh tagged last year. There's still at 
least one more $1 ,000 fish in the river 
with a pink last year 's tag and Jackson 
will tag several worth $1,000 with white 
tags this spring. 

The tags themselves are small 
plastic cylinders with the words " KY 
FISH" and a number printed on them . 
They are inserted beneath the fi sh's 
skin just behind the dorsal fin. 

Special envelopes are available from 
fish and wildlife conservation officers 
or at local bait shops or docks. The tag 
along with a few scales from 'the fish , 
except from catfish. which don't have 
scales, should be returned. Complete 
instructions are in the envelope. 

Since tightened anti-pollution laws 
have resulted in much improved water 
quality in the Ohio. fish populations 
have increased dramaticall)'. The 600 
miles of river which forms Kentucky's 
northern border has great potential as 
a fishing hole, Jackson believes, and 
this tagging study will help him get a 
much clearer picture of this potential.

Condominium Owners 
And Tax Questions 

If you own a condominium or a 
cooperative apartment, you generally 
receive the same tax treatment as 
other homeowners. However, some 
special rules may apply to you. The 
ms has Publication 558, entitled ''Con­
dominiums, Cooperative Apartments, 
and Homeowners Associations" which 
gives information about federal taxes 
and ownership in condominiums and 
cooperative apartments. 

For example, a condominium owner 
must consider what his/her interest is 
in the common property when con­
sidering a tax deduction for real estate 
taxes. An owner of a cooperative apart­
ment must consider his/her share of 
the corporation's deductible interest 
and real estate taxes when itemizing 
tax deductions. 

The IRS publication discusses the 
above items and other tax conse­
quences of condominium and 
cooperative apartment ownership such 
as claiming residential energy credit, 
claiming depreciation if you rent or use 
your property in business, making any 
claims for casualty and theft losses, 
etc.

_ the devastatmg 1mpacts of strip min­
ing." the National Wildlife Federation 
has filed suit against Inter ior 
Secretary James Watt and Agriculture 
Secretary John R. Block. 

The Federation joined U.S. Senator 
Lawton Chiles <D-Fla.) and five other 
environmental groups in asking that 
~nterior cancel its proposed plans to 
ISsue phosphate mining leases in the 

• 
Osceola because of overwhelming 
evidence that the national forest would 
suffer irreparable harm. 

The suit, filed in the U.S. District 
Court in Jacksonville, Fla., claims that 
recent efforts by Interior and the U.S. 
Forest Service to issue mining leases 
on 52,000 of the 157,000 acres in the 
Osceola forest violate federal and state 
laws and local forest management 
plans. The suit also maintains that 
there is no evidence that the land, once 

• 
strip-mined, could be restored. 

"The resources of the Osceola Na­
tional Forest are nothing short of 
remarkable," said Dr . Jay D. Hair, ex­
ecutive vice president of the NWF. " Its 
cypress swamps, hardwood 
wetlands-and the wildlife they sup­
port- make it a resource of national 
repute. It is a home for many en­
dangered and threatened species, in­
cluding the bald eagle and the Florida 
panther. We believe that the American 
people do not want to see such a 
resource destroyed." 

The suit charges that recently-issued 
lease stipulations, which are developed 
by the Forest Service and enforced by 
Interior, are inadequate to preserve 
the Osceola as a national forest, as re­
quired by the Mineral Leasing Act for 
Acquired Lands. According to the 
NWF, the federal government ac­
quired the Osceola in 1931 to protect its 
watershed and timber values. Under 

• federal laws, says the NWF, it is re­
quired to preserve those values. 

"Rather than protecting the special 
resources in the Osceola that led to the 
creation of a national forest, the Forest 
Service and Interior are proposing a 
move that would seriously pollute its 
waters, destroy its wildlife, and reduce 
the productivity of its timber," said 
Tom I:.ustig, attorney for the NWF. 

The Federation also says that the 
Forest Service recently reversed its 
stand on phosphate leasing in the 
Osceola National Forest. "The Forest 
Service has long maintained that the 
Osceola should not be strip-mined 
because adequate restorative 
technology simply doesn't exist," said 
Lustig. "We think that's an accurate 
conclusion. Yet in a sudden turnabout 
two months ago, the Forest Service 
pulled the opposite conclusion out of 
thin air and decided to go ahead with 
the leasing. It's insupportable." 

"We are not opposed to necessary 
and planned-for development of this 
country's natural resources," said 
Hair. "But we cannot support poorly 
planned and arbitra r y 
development-like this- that will most 
certainly lead to the destruction of 
some of the unique environments in 
this country." 

Joining NWF and Senator Chiles in 
the suit are the Florida Wildlife 
Federation, the Florida Audubon 
Society, the Flor ida Defenders of the 
Environment, the Environmental 
Defense Fund and the Natural 
Resources Defense Council. Also nam­
ed as defendants in the suit are the In­
terior Department, Robert Burford, 
Director of the Bureau of Land 
Management, the United States Dept. 
of Agriculture, John B. Crowell, Assis­
tant Secretary for Natural Resources 
and Environment in the DOA, and 
several other DOA and Interior of­
ficials. 

Farmers Asked To Report

It is also very 
imbortant that other producers certify 
the'\r acreages <even those not produc­
ing a crop this year who may produce 
in future years> in order to protect 
the(r crop acreage bases for future 
years. 

Acreage reports must be as accurate 
as possible as ASCS spot-checking of 
reports will be carried out. ASCS per­
sonnel will assist the farmer in certify­
ing correctly to their best ability.
