In Official Shakeup 

As if the razing of its Mud Creek 
clinic and eviction from its Salyersville 
premises were not enough, Big Sandy 
Health Care, Inc. was shaken last week 
by the forced resignation of its ex-

• ecutive director and the voluntary 
resignations of three other top staff 
members. 

At a time when the Mud Creek clinic, 
which burned to the ground last month, 
is seeking funds to rebuild and the 
Salyersville clinic, which faces a 
60-day eviction notice, is looking for 
new premises, board and staff 
members were generally reluctant to 
speak openly for fear of sapping public 
confidence in the Prestonsburg-based 

• agency which operates the two clinics. 
But the decision by its board of direc­

tors to ask for the resignation of Roger 
Marshall , executive-director of the 
federally-funded agency for the past 
seven years, has clearly added to ten· 
sions between the board and the agen­
cy's central office staff and has fueled 
allegations of political interference in 
the management of the agency . 

Floyd Brothers 
Drown in Lake 

An outing at Carr Fork Lake ended in 
tragedy last Tuesday afternoon when a 
boat capsized and two Melvin brothers 
were drowned. 

The victims were Isaac Richmond 
Thompson, 14, and his brother, Ellis, 

• 13. Seven other occupants of the boat 
reached shore safely. Among the sur­
vivors was a nine-months-old infant, 
who was buoyed by a lifejacket. 

The tragedy occurred at 3:15p.m., 
near the upper boat dock on the lake, in 
the Littcarr vicinity. The boat was 
rented by Frazier's Boat Dock to Fred· 
die Hunter. The brothers' bodies were 
recovered by the Knott and Perry 
county rescue squads shortly after 7 

•
p.m. 

A dock spokesman said the mishap 
was not necessarily caused by 
overloading the boat. If an official 
tleterminalion of the cause has been 
made. it has not been learned here.

The board itself is reported to have 
been sorely divided over the ouster of 
Marshall, which was decided on a 7-3 
vote, with one abstention, at its June 24 
meeting. Of the majority, six were said 
to be Magoffin CQunty representatives. 
Three of the four Floyd represen­
tatives present at the meeting are 
reported to have walked out in protest 
against the vote. 

In voting to place the executive­
director on probation a month earlier, 
a number of board members described 
him as "tactless" and "arrogant" and 
said he was slow in preparing monthly 
financial statements and in submitting 
federal grant applications . 

Neither the board chairman, Carol 
Prater, nor Sue Mortimer, reputed to 
be Marshall's most articulate critic on 
the board, would comment this week 
on the director's dismissal. 

Other board and staff members in· 
terviewed this week were generally 
guarded in their assessments of Mar­
shall 's administration of the agency, 
although the feeling appeared 
widespread that the timing, if not the 
fact, of his dismissal was unfortunate. 

Cer tainly, the loss at one time not on­
ly of its chief, executive but of the three 
key staff members who resigned volun­
tarily last Friday appears to leave the 
agency with a serious management 
vacuum at a time when its two clinics 
are in straitened circumstances. 

The departure of the staff- manage­
ment assistant Jackie Shelton, finan­
cial assistant Peggy Howard, and 
bookkeeper Laura Baldridge left with 
Marshall-is the culmination of a 
lengthy dispute between board and 
management which some date to the 
time, about a year ago, when several 
new Magoffin representatives were ad· 
ded to the board and Mrs. Prater, of 
Salyersville, assumed the chair. 

Members of the central office staff 
were reportedly incensed several mon· 
ths ago when Magoffin board 
members, in response to staff 
grievances at the Salyersville clinic, 
channeled the staff complaints directly 
to the agency's federal overseers in 
Atlanta, Ga., rather than seeking to 
resolve them with management here. 

Their fears that lhe board intended

Tax Windfall Doubtful 
• But Law To Get Test 

The tax windfall expected from 
alcoholic beverage sales in Floyd coun­
ty may fail to materialize. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
admitted this week that he has found 
no direct law for such a levy on sales by 
retailers outside a third or fourth class 
city, and legal counsel for the Alcoholic 

• Beverage Commission <ABC> has 
made the same finding. 

And ,"wherevcr the tax is levied, ac­
cording to the only law that has been 
found <House Bill 483. enacted at the 
1982 General Assembly session>, the 
tax is to raise only sufficient funds to 
offset the extra cost of police protec· 
lion and policing liquor and beer 
establishments. 

Although he is beset by doubt . 
Turner said he will submit an or-

• dinance for adoption by the fiscal 
r.our t, setting such a tax on all gross 
sales under broad powers given local 

government by the Home Rule law. 
County Judge-Executive Jerry Laffer• 
ty, Jr. earlier suggested a 6% tax on a II 
retail beer and whiskey outlets in the 
county. 

If the law precludes the levy of such 
a tax except in cities of the third and 
fourth class, only the city of Prestons· 
burg may collect it. 

But County Attorney Turner argues 
that if only Prestonsburg has this right 
of taxation and the remainder of the 
county does not, an inequity between 
retailers in Prestonsburg and those 
outside the city would exist. 

Magoffin county has levied, anr.l is 
collecting, a J 12% tax on alcoholic 
beverage sales, whatever the law may 
authorize, but this situation is said to 
exist through a "gentlemen's agree­
ment" in which retailers of sprrits 
•·agreed to go along with a tax "

A 6.3 acre tract fronting new KY 80 
on the southern perimeter of Marlin 
will apparently be sold to the Church of 
Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints <also 
known as the Mormon Church) for 
$170,000, it was learned here this week. 

Conjecture about the fate of the pro­
perty, which was acquired by the state 
Department of Transportation from 
the E. L. Dingus heirs preparatory to 
construction of the new highway, grew 
rife following the abrupt cancellation 
of a public auction at which the land 
was to be put up for sale in May. 

Officials denied at the time that the 
Transportation Department was con· 
sidering a private sale of the property 
which was again briefly scheduled for 
public auction on July 23, only to be 
withdrawn from a second advertising. 

In response to a reporter's inquiry 
this week, a )ransporlation Depart­
ment spokesman said he had been in­
structed by Finance Department of· 
ficials not to proceed with the sale. 

Ralph Ed Graves, of the Finance and 
Administration Cabinet, later confirm­
ed that E.P. Grigsby, Jr., representing 
the Mormon ·church, had responded to 
an invitation to bid for the properly and 
that his bid-for $170,000-would 
" probably be approved." 

An identical bid had been received 
by a Prestonsburg developer, Graves 
said, but had since been withdrawn. 
The Times later learned that lvel 
businessman Morris Hylton had sub­
mitted the othe~id but was persuaded 
by a Mormon Church delegation to 
withdraw rt. 

Grigsby said he felt confident most 
Martin residents would welcome sale 
of the tract to the church. since it would 
bring "social, spiritual and civic 
benefits'" to the area. Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital also stands to benefit by 
the transaction, he noted, since it will 
be given first option to buy the proper­
ty opposite the hospital on which the 
existing Mormon church stands. 

Faces Life's Pain Without Surrender 
The ground was frozen hard that day 

and a bulldozer can be difficul t to con­
trol under such conditions. James 
<Jim> Cline was operating the dozer, a 
D-6, on a slope in the hilly country 
around Lebanon, Va. when the big 
machine started to slide. Cline tried to 
jump clear but the careening dozer 
overturned, and in only a second his 
life was drastically changed. 

Cline, who was 31 years old at the 

time of the accident on February 22, 
1958, was not expected by doctors at 
the Bristol, Va. hospital to live. Accor­
ding to his wi fe, Edith, doctors told her 
"an hour and a half would be a long 
time." 

Both legs were crushed and the right 
one had to be removed all the way to 
his hip. From February to May, Cline 
lay in his hospital bed as doctors fought 
to save his left leg and administered

massive doses of drugs to combat the 
gangrene which threatened his life. 
And there was plenty of time, indeed 
too much time, to think of the future. 

When he finally returned to his home 
near Emma, his left leg was in a cast, 
apparently saved by the doctors. Still. 
he recalled last week, "My future 
didn't look very good. I had no idea of 
going back to a bulldozer." It was a 
hard time for the Clines. In addition to 
Mr. Cline's accident, his wife had lost a 
sister in the disastrous school bus 
tragedy near Knotley Hollow, which 
occurred only four days after her hus­
band's mishap. 

For two years, Cline's leg remained 
in a cast, and he submitted to repeated 
operations to repair the extensive 
damage suffered in the accident . 

During this time, however, Cline 
refused to become dejected and home­
bound, although he admits "I'd get 
awful disgusted because of things I 
couldn't do. ·• Not long after returning 
home from the hospital. Cline decided 
that maybe he could at least do a li ttle 
fishing so, he recalls, "they'd haul me 
over the river bank at the mouth of 
Cow Creek and I'd fish." Fishing 
wasn't very good, but "it was 
something to do,·· Cline said. 

He also rigged a car to drive so he 
could come and go as he wished. But 
then another blow fell. The long fight to 
save his other leg was lost. and. after 
nearly three years and 20-30 opera­
tions. his leg was amputated. just 
below the knee. 

But again he rebounded. 
With a boat, outboard motor and 

trailer, Cline embarked on an almost 
daily routine of fishing. mostly at 
Dewey Lake. that would last nearly 15 
years. Unbelievably. he would go about 
the difficull task <for the most 
physically competent man 1 of laun· 
ching his bpat and taking it out each 
day, by himself! Noticing Cl ine's ob 
vious handicap. others would ask tu 
help, but Cline needed none. 

About nine years ago. Cline dccickd 
he could manage a little farming and 
took another giant step wh<'n he starlc>d 
plowing and cleanng ground for rivc•r 
bottom farmers. using a :l50 lnt<'l'll<l 
tiona) farm tractor. It wa~n·t a 
bulldozer. to be sure. buttl "as good to 
be back on a machme for Cltnc, who

Marshals Move 
U.S. Prisoners; 
Inquiry Planned 

U.S. marshals moved quickly Mon­
day afternoon to remove to another 
prison two federal prisoners from the 
Floyd county jail after county officials 
had learned of what may have been a 
wholesale jail delivery plot. 

Officials were told that the two- · 
John McCoy and Samuel Copley-held 
on a federal mai l fraud charge and 
described as "extremely dangerous 
men," had planned the jail break to 
take place late Monday night by over­
coming the turnkey when he locked 
cells to end the day and taking the jail 
keys. 

The tip was confirmed when Sheriff 
Henry C. Hale and Deputy Jailer 
Charles Clark in a search of the jail 
found that two window bars had been 
sawn apart and one of three hacksaw 
blades reported inside the jail was 
found. The saw-cuts in the green bars 
had been concealed by filling them 
with green toothpaste. 

Immediately after the plot report 
was received, District Judge Harold J . 
Stumbo notified U.S. officials. Stumbo 
said that if state law permits him to do 
so, he will hold a court of inquiry in an 
effort to determine if others bad a part 
in the planned escape. Com­
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen 
said he will ask the September grand 
jury to make "a thorough investiga­
tion." 

Officials were visibly disturbed by 
the situation. They had been told that 
one of the federal prisoner$ had said all 
he wanted to do was get out of jail and 
that he would "kill anybody who got in 
his way." Deputy Jailer Clark said 
Copley had threatened, soon after he 
and McCoy were first brought here 
June 17, to take from him the jail keys. 
Pointedly asked by Clark about the 
report later, Copley insisted he was 
"just joking." 

The report received by officials in­
dicated the plot was well-financed, that

boxes, 7) financial papers such as mortgages, contracts, promissory notes, 
negotiable papers, stocks, bonds, trust funds, 8) all recent tax returns or W2 
forms. 

Sometimes this information turns up information about assets either forgotten 
about or not known of by the survivors.

Brown Says Grant Aimed 
At Infant Traffic Deaths 

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. has announc· 
ed the awarding of a $15,000 federal 
grant which will be used by the Ken­
tucky State Police to make people 
aware of a new law aimed at lowering 
the number of babies and toddlers kill· 
ed or hurt in traffic accidents. 

The new state law passed earlier this 
year requires parents or guardians to 
place a child who is 40 inches tall or 
less in a crash-tested auto safety seat 
or other child restraint device when 
traveling in a motor vehicle. The law 
goes into effect July 15. 

KSP Commissioner Marion D. 
Campbell said the National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration grant 
will be used by the Kentucky State 
Police public affairs section to conduct 
a public awarene,ss campaign. 

Both this grant and a $14,780 grant 
for a "before" study by the University 
of Kentucky are being administered by 
the state police's highway safety stan­
dards section . 

The UK study will determine child 
restraint usage before the state law is 
in effec~. Statistics collected in 1980 
show only 9 percent of children under 4 
are restrained while traveling in a car 
or truck . 

According to state police records, 26 
children under 4 years old were killed 
in Kentucky in traffic wrecks during 
1981. So far this year eight children 
under 4 have been killed. 

Traffic experts feel most children 
ki lled in car wrecks would have surviv­
ed if they had been properly buckled in 
a crash-tested child restraint device.

This Is Our Protest 
If plans announced last week in an advertisement in this 

newspaper meet with no opposition, chances are that Dewey 
dam will become a hydro-electric facility and the lake form­
ed by the dam will be subject to heavy drawdown. 

The lake, already threatened by silt from heavy mining 
operations near its upper reaches, will , if it is used to 
generate electricity, be under stress at its lower end. In be­
tween, as water is spilled in greater volume to turn turbines, 
will be visible the results of persistent drawdown-bare 
shores and a dreary expanse of mud flats. 

Recall the appearance of the impoundment in winter after 
the seasonal drawdown is made, and you will have a pretty 
accurate picture of what will result if the proposed adapta­
tion of the dam to include electric power production is ap­
proved. 

Dewey Lake admittedly is not great fishing waters. But it 
has an esthetic and recreational value that should not be 
ruined. 

The state of Kentucky, with its multi-million-dollar park 
and other facilities at Dewey Lake, has something at stake 
that should cause it to join others in protesting the hydro­
electric proposal. 

If a power shortage existed, or if power created cheaply by 
use of the dam would lower consumer bills, such protest 
would be unjustified. But there is no shortage and there is no 
likelihood of lower rates .

That annual letter addressed to N .K. 

<Ink> Allen arrived this week , and 
without taking a second look I knew it 
was from Bob Harolowe who desert~d 
us some years ago for Missouri. 

He sends a newspaper clipping which 
contains a quote that we'll pass on to 
you later. It pertains to the gunning 
down in Skidmore, Mo., two years ago, 
of the town bully, one Ken Rex 
McElroy, whose untimely demise was 
described by some as "necessary." No 
fewer than 60 persons witnessed the 
slaying, in broad daylight and in the 
best vigilanti style, but two county 
grand juries and one federal grand 
jury have come and sat and gone, and 
nobody has been indicted. 

Now, it appears murder will not 
always out and that the law will not 
prevail in the face of a pretty general 
feeling that the deceased "needed kill­
ing." Only an FBI agent, one Manuel 
Marquez, holds out any hope.

quote-"this man had a right to live.''

We still hope we can protect 
our little menagerie. 

Fellow townsman Tom Hereford has 
two chipmunks, or had two, and he 
shares our concern. But his trouble is 
different from ours- a big black snake 
has already caught one of his chip­
munks and has made threatening 
gestures at the other. 

His problem is less than ours, 
however. Nobody will mourn the snake 
if he can catch up with it and kill it, but 
a cat is usually somebody's pet, and so 
belongs to a protected species. 

Yet-getting back to the 
adage-there are barnlofts where 
black snakes clear out the rats- and 
woe to the scalawag who kills that 
farmer's snake! Verily, one man's 
drink may be another man's poison.

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ment when he was about 14 years old. 
Cline had come a long way since 

those bleak, seemingly endless days in 
the hospital, but still, he admits, " I 
never gave running a dozer again 
much thought." 

One day, though, about five years 
ago, he happened to talk to 
businessman David May and, as Cline 
recalls, " he told me he needed a dozer 
operator to do a little clearing work for 
him ." Cline agreed, and without think­
ing much more about it, found himself, 
once again at the controls of a 
bulldozer- in this case, an Interna­
tional 25, a big machine. 

Il was then he decided he was "ready 
to go back to work and quit fishing and 
he worked for a time ·from a 
wheelchair, running a drill press for 
May Metal Company, near Allen. 

Then, one day, he asked Sherman 
" Doc" Goble for a job working at a 
stripmine operation, although he ad­
mits he had little hope of getting it. 
" People would just look at you and 
figure you couldn't handle it," Cline 
said. His wife said, " Jim would offer to 
work for two or three days for nothing, 
just to prove that he could do the job. " 

Cline got the job and there's been 
very little fishing ever since. An 
employee for the past three years at 
Triple Elkhorn Corporation's exten­
sive str:p job, across the river from 
Allen, Cline goes to work each morning 
to the air-conditioned cab of a CAT D-8, 
complete with radio and CB. 

"Running the dozer's no problem," 
said Cline, now 55, who pointed out that 
new bulldozers are controlled mostly 
by hand, anyway. The only trouble he 
has is getting to the elevated cab of the 
dozer. " If it wasn't for having to carry 
my lunch pail and thermos, I could do 
that,'' he stated. ''But there are always 
some of the fellows around wanting to 
help, so I really don't have to worry 
about that." 

Hill foreman on the job, Larry 
Daniels, attests to Cline's ability. 
" He'll do the same job as any of the 
rest of the men and he never misses a 
day. He don't ask any favors." 

A lot of people, he says, told him, 
"You'll never get on another 
bulldozer." But, looking back, he 
figures , "even if you have a car wreck, 
you're for sure going to get back in a 
car sooner or later." Despite his terri­
ble accident, he says he feels much 
safer' in a bulldozer than in an 
automobile. 

Returning to work has been good for 
Jim Cline. He has no doubts about that. 
With the extensive nature of his in­
juries, he still has pain, but he says, 
"I've felt better all over since I started 
working. I sWI have some pain but 
when you work and stay busy you don' t 
think about it so much." 

Mr. and Mrs. Cline have endured 
more pain than most-emotional as 
well as physical. A year ago, they lost 
their youngest son, 17-year-old Michael 
Dwayne, victim of a widely-publicized 
kidnap-murder case. Each blow has 
taken its toll, no doubt, but the couple 
continues to face the future without bit­
terness. 

How has a legless man in his 50's 
managed to come back from an injury 
that would spell the end fo!" many and 
overcome such a handicap to hold an 
enviable job as heavy equipment 
operator? "It's just a difference in peo­
ple, I guess," Cline said. "You take 
some people that's got two fingers off 
and they're worse off than me. It's all 
according to the person." 

"You've got to go on Jiving and you 
might as well live good than to be cut 
down to nothing."

" We're only experiencing a lull, a 
breather," Stonie Barker was saying. 

"The general economic conditions in 
this country and worldwide are pr~tty 
damn bad... but once the economy 
turns around, this coal business is 
ready to take off.'' 

The new chairman of the National 
Coal Association, which represents 
about 100 coal companies, thought for a 
moment and then gave his "guess" 
about the timing of the recovery. 

" I think you'll see a firming up of the 
coal market later this year and a fur· 
ther firming up in 1983," said Barker, 
the 56-year~ld president and chief ex· 
ecutive of Lexington's Island Creek 
Coal Co. 

"I'm not talking about any boom. It's 
going to be slow, but you'll see it firm 
up and stablize" in 1983. 

Barker said coal mining, which pro­
vided jobs for more than 53,000 Ken­
tuckians last year , is in a better posi­
tion than the nation's other troubled in­
dustries-especially auto, construction 
and steel- to rebound when good times 
return. 

U.S. coal companies produced a 
near-record 807.7 million tons in 
1981-including about one ton out of 
five in Kentucky " but the American 
coal industry will produce and ship 
more tons of coal in 1982 than in 1981." 
he said. "None of those other industries 
are producing at anything like that 
rate." 

The recovery will be spearheaded by 
rising sales of coal to the industry's 
biggest customer. the nation's electric 
utilities, and to foreign countries. 
Barker said. 
\ According to coal association 
figures, purchases by utilities are ex­
pected to increase from 710 million 
Loris in 1980 to 877 million tons in 1985. 
Exports also are expected to rise from 
90 million tons in 1980 to 110 million in 
1985. 

"Nuclear power is dead for the time 
being.· · Barker said 

" AJik of this makes for a long-term 
good situation for coal 

"Once the general economic condi­
tions of this country turn around. coal 
will rebound, too. AJJ we need is a little 
more market to take up the excess 
(production > capacity." 

But Barker, a 31-year veteran of the 
coal industry's boom-and-bust cycles, 
said he doesn 't see a return to the coal­
is-gold market of the mid· 1970s, when 
Eastern Kentucky sprouted a crop of 
m•llionaires

Honor Student New Home Pest May Be 
Foreign Grain Beetle 

Foreign grain beetles are an enigma 
to many owners of new homes and to 
some pest control operators as well. 

ThE' insects may be found by the hun· 
dreds in houses that are less than two 
years old. according to Dr. Chris 
Christensen. Extension entomologist in 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. They appear to be coming 
from the walls. but because the beetles 
do not feed on wood but on mold. treat­
ment to floorboards and and shelves is 
ineffective. 

Velvet Lois Shelton an 18-year-old 
graduate of McDowell High School, 
was an honor student for 12 years. She 
also achieved other honors, including 
an academic achievement award, 
business office award of distinction 
from the Vocational School and second 
place for the Lloyd Stumbo Scholarship 
Award She is the daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Russell Shelton, of McDowell , and 
the granddaughter of Eddie Shelton. of 
Drift. 

Because the beetle bears a close 
resemblance to flour beetles. pest con­
trol operators often are misled. "A 
check of stored flour usually leads to a 
dead end, because the beetles don't eat 
stored products. and usually are not 
found in the kitchen at all." 
Christensen said. " They are usually 
noticed in bathrooms, and are found in 
such large numbers that it seems that 
they are coming from the wood. In 
reality, they are eating the mold that 
grows in the wood." 

These beetles belong to a group of 
beetles called 'fungus' beetles. which 
feed on molds and fungi growing on 
wood inside wall voids or on wood that 
has become moist from exposure to 
wet plumbing pipes. 

New homes may have lumber that 
has been exposed to rain before it is us­
ed in the house. " It is not uncommon to 
see wall studs black with mold in 
houses under construction," 
Christensen said. "This food source at­
tracts the beetles.

The best way to control the foreign 
grain beetle is to understand its life cy· 
cle. said Christensen. The beetle will 
not harm the home. and it emerges on­
ly for short periods of time, usually a 
couple of weeks. Aerosol sprays of 
pyrethrins are effective against the 
adults, but must be applied frequently. 
Finely-ground dust formulations of 
bendiocarb or diazinon applied into 
wall voids also will provide some con­
trol, but are not usually practical. 

Short residual aerosol sprays also 
are effective in controlling the beetles 
as they appear. Christensen said . 
" Homeowners can use this type of pro­
duct themselves . Most homes , 
however, 'dry out' naturally, and fungi 
and molds will disappear by 
themselves. The beetles, then , wiJI 
disappear as well ."

Loans For Aspiring 
Math, ·Science Teachers 

During the past 10 years, Kentuc~y 
colleges have not graduated enough 
science and math majors in teacher 
education. The state is down from 312 
graduates in 1971 to 116 graduates in 
1981. This is not enough to staff Ken­
tucky's science and math classrooms 
in grades 7-12. 

The Kentucky General Assembly is 
providing $610,000 for the 1982 and 1963 
school years, $200,000 for the first year 
and $410,000 the second year, for loans 
to students who want teaching cer­
tificates and a major in science or 
math. Pikeville was awarded one of the 
75 loans allocated in Kentucky. 

Kathy Warvariv, director of finan­
cial aid at Pikeville College, attended a 
meeting July 2 in Frankfort, at which 
representatives from student financial 
aid offices discussed application pro­
cesses and forms, the administration 
guidelines and the allocation of loans to 
each institution. Education Depart­
ment officials compiled data to support 
the proposed allocation of $610,000 to 
make available loans for students in· 
~erested in majoring in math or 
science. 

Interested persons are eligible for 
one or two year loans beginning their 
sophomore year and must be admitted 
to a teacher education program Cer­
tified teachers in other fields who at~ 
tend summer school to become cer­
tified to teach science or math qualify 
for up to one-third of the loan amount. 
Priorities for loans will be given to 
graduates of Kentucky high schools 
and Kentucky residents.

"Right of Recision" 
Gives Borrower Time 
To Reconsider Terms . 

Summer is the primary season for 
home improvements and repairs. If 
you are planning to borrow money and 
use your home as collateral. Attorney 
General Steven L. Beshear wants you 
to be aware of the " right of recision " 
provision of the Truth in Lending Act . 

"The right of recision gives you three 
business days to consider whether you 
really want to use your home as a 
guarantee for repayment of the Joan ; 
the loan can be canceled for any 
reason," said Beshear. 

The three business days begin after 
the last of these three events has occur­
red : (1 l A credit contract has been 
signed : (2) two copies of a notice ex­
plaining your right to rescind have 
been received; (3 ) material 
disclosures have been received which 
include a nnual percentage rate. 
fina nce charges, amount financed , 
total number of payments, a nd pay­
ment schedule. 

After these events have taken place. 
you must notify the c reditor in writing 
that you are canceling the contract and 
the letter must be postmarked within 
the three business days. 

Once the creditor has received your 
notice of recision , they must within 20 
days return all money or property you 
gave to them and they must take s teps 
to release your home as collateral. 

Any money or property you have 
received from the creditor should be 
kept until you are notified that your 
home is no longer being held as col­
lateral and any money you paid is 
returned. 

Transactions for which the right of 
recision does not apply are when you : 
< 1 l Apply for a mortgage to purchase a 
home ; <2l refinance or consolidate a 
loan already secured by your home . (3) 
apply for a loan where a state agency is 
the creditor. 

If you do not want to slow the process 
for three business days, you can waive 
the right to rescind. To waive your 
recision right. you must: < 1 l Tell the 
creditor you ha"'e a " bona fide per­
sonal financial -,ergency": < 2l give 
the creditor your ')wn written state· 
ment describing the emergency and 
stating you are waivi 1g your right to 
rescind: <3l sign and J ate the s tate­
ment.

Headaches, one of the most common 
medical complaints in our society, 
may be a sign of minor or serious ill­
ness. Essentially, a headache is pain in 
the sensitive parts of the head, both 
outside and inside the skull, including 
the skin, muscles, blood vessels, and 
several nerves at the base of the brain. 
Headaches are of several types: 
1. TENSION (OR MUSCLE CON­
TRACTION> HEADACHES 

These are described as "a tightness 
around the head" often involving the 
temples and back of the head ; a "vise­
like" feeling. This type of headache is 
brought on by emotional stress. Its vic­
tims may be quite unaware of the 
cause- though they may feel vaguely 
that they are not "on top of 
things"-because tension and anxiety 
often lie buried in the subconscious 
mind. 

Tension headaches often throb, may 
be linked to migraine, occur in patients 
suffering depression and anxiety, and 
cause them to be overly irritable, 
restless and lacking in appetite. The 
headache will often come on after one's 
daily work is done and there is more 
time for reflection, worry and depres­
sion. Drinking too much coffee, tea or 
cola can cause tension headaches, too. 

The recommended treatment: mild 
analgesics for the pain and counseling 
for the anxiety. 
2. MIGRAINE HEADACHES 

The name is derived from 
" hemicranium"-Latin for "half a 
head." This type of headache occurs 
mostly over one part of the head and 
comes in several varieties, including 
the classical and common types. 

a) Classical migraine headaches are 
preceded by an "aura"-warning 
symptoms, such as bright light spots, 
zigzag lines, blurred vision on one side 
and numbness on the opposite side, or 
dizziness-that lasts from 15 to 20 
minutes. As the aura subsides, a 
severe throbbing headache starts on 
the side opposite the blurred vision. 

These headaches may last anywhere 
from two to several hours. It may then 
travel to the other side of the head and 
become generalized. Frequently, 
nausea, sensitivity to light and noise, 
irritability, and a loss of concentration 
and memory accompany it. 

Migraine headaches may occur as 
often as three times a week or as infre­
quently as once every two or three 
years. Pregnancy, use of birth control 
pills, and menstruation can bring them 
on more frequently. Caffeine intake 
can increase or decrease them . 

b) COMMON MIGRAINE <OR 
VASCULAR) HEADACHES 

Patients with common migraine do 
not experience the preceding aura of 
warning symptoms as in the classical 
type. The common migraine is 
associated with painful swelling of the 
blood vessels, mainly on the sides of 
the head, and with nausea and 
vomiting. 

It occurs more frequently than the 
classical type, is experienced equally 
by men and women, and usually lasts 
from six to eight hours up to a day. 
Unlike other migraines, common • 
migraines do not subside with increas­
ing age. 
3. CLUSTER <OR HORTON ' S > 
HEADACHES 

As the name implies, these occur in 
clusters, sometimes several occurring 
in a single day. They come on suddenly 
as a sharp pain, usually around the 
eye, and can last for minutes or hours. 
4. SINUS HEADACHES 

These cause a feeling of pressure 
around the nose and jaw. The pain 
associated with sinus headache in­
creases with coughing and straining. 
5. EYE-STRAIN HEADACHES 

Headaches can be caused by eye 
strain brought on by intensive reading, 
driving or close work. 
6. OCCIPITAL NEURALGIA 

This is pain, sometimes throbbing, 
that originates in the back of the head, 
sometimes going to the top of the head. 
Bending the head backwards can in-
crease the pain. " 
7. TEMPOROMANDIBULAR JOINT 
PAIN 

The temporomandibular joint hinges 
the upper and lower jaws. Pain can oc­
cur there as a result of a faulty bite or 
teeth grinding, especially during sleep, 
and often radiates to the temple and 
behind the ear. 
8. POST-CONCUSSION SYNDROME 

A group of symptoms, including 
headaches, dizziness, nausea, memory 
problems, irritability, difficulty in con-

cent rating and insomnia, that may get 
worse with physical and mental strain. 
After a concussion. headaches can be 
caused by ~lood collecting underneath 
the skull. 

This is only a brief introduction to/the 
major types of headache. People with a 
persistent headache problem should 
see a neurologist for evaluation and 
treatment. Among the tools available 
to the neurologist for diagnosing the 
cause of headaches are skull x-rays, 
electroencephalograms, brain scans, 
lab tests of the blood and spinal fluids, 
and cerebral arteriograms.

Summertime Pest 

Summer is here and it is time to be 
on the lookout for ticks. These insects 
carry diseases which can be transmit-

• 
ted to man. The most common of these 
diseases is Rocky Mountain Spotted 
Fever. The symptoms of this disease 
include headaches, muscle pain, and a 
rash usually on the palms of the hands • 
and the soles of the feet. 

Ticks are especially prevalent in 
rural forested areas with large wildlife 
populations. Children and young 
adults, especially males, are generally 
at greatest risk of tick exposure. 

The best way to prevent getting 
Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever is to 
avoid tick infested areas whenever 
possible ; search total body area every 
S to 4 hours if working or playing in an 
infested area; remove ticks from the 
person promptly and ca reful ly without 
crushing to avoid leaving mouth parts 
in the skin ; protect hands when remov-
ing ticks from man or a nimals. Every 
dog owner should check his dog daily 
for ticks also.

Basket Making in Eastern Kentucky 

Basketry, which is almost a unversal craft, is probably the oldest of the 
. handicrafts outside of pottery making. Basketry in some of its crudest forms 

undoubtedly came as soon as man laced together a few twigs or limbs for a 
carrier, or fashioned a framework of branches or saplings for a shelter. 
Basket making represents an ideal home craft which can be carried on with 
the simple implements found in the average household. Baskets are used for 
gathering, measuring, storing, and carrying as well as for other various 
functional and decorative purposes. 

Among the materials from which baskets are made are broom sedge, corn 
hus_){s, corn stalks, wheat and rye straw, willow branches and twigs, cane, 
honeysuckle vine, pine, hickory, willow bark and splints of oak, hickory and 
ash. 

The egg basket is one of the oldest designs in Kentucky and one of the most 
attractive as weU as useful. It was devised to carry eggs and other articles 
on horseback, or more often on muleback, the long flat side fi tting snugly 
against the animal's body. The shape, larger at the bottom and sloping 
toward the top, was designed to hold the eggs in place, and there is a legend 
that in the early days this basket was made in standard sizes to hold even 
dozens of eggs, making counting unnecessary . as filling the basket perform­
ed this service. The best type of Kentucky egg basket is made of hickory ribs 
and handle with split oak cross-pieces. 

Baskets, especially those made from white oak splits and willow branches. 
are still woven by several craftspeople in Eastern Kentucky. At the Crafts 
Center in David several different shapes and sizes of white split oak baskets 
can be seen. The Center is open Monday through Friday from 9 to 4. 

Because basketry is one of the crafts in which handwork can hold its own 
with machine production, and because it has been so well and widf>ly 
developed in the mountains with materials and skills still available. it is 
hoped that ways will be found to expand the markets so that the best of the 
old mountain patterns and traditions can be continued .

Census Bureau To Take 
Employment Survey Here 

Local representatives of the Bureau 
of the Census will conduct a survey of 
employment in this area during the 
work week of July 19-24, 1982, JosephS. 
Harris, Director of the Bureau's 
Regional Office in Charlotte, announc, 
ed today. 

The survey is conducted for the U.S. 
Department of Labor in a scientifically 
designed sample of approximately 
71 ,000 households throughout the 
United States. Employment and 
unemployment statistics based on 
results of this survey are used to pro­
vide a continuing measure of the 
economic health of the Nation. 

For example, in May the survey in­
dicated that of the 110.7 million men 
and women in the civilian labor force. 
100.1 million were employed. The na­
tion's unemployment rate was 9.5 per­
cent, about the same as the 9.4 percent 
in April. 

Information supplied by individuals 
participating in the survey is kept 
strictly confidential by law and the 
results a re used only to compile 
statistical totals. 

" Wildcatters" Indicted 
Attorney General Steven L. Beshear 

has announced that the Franklm Coun­
ty Grand jury has returned separate 
indictments against three individuals 
alleging illegal mining <wildcatting > in 
Pike and Letcher Counties. in addition 
to failure to register for a severance 
tax certification, and failure to file 
severance tax returns. 

These indictments are a result of an 
investigation conducted by the Federal 
Department of the Interior, Office of 
Surface Mining, Federal Bureau of In­
vestigation, Office of the United States 
Attorney, Eastern District of Ken­
tucky. and the Attorney General 's 
Special Prosecutions Division. 

According to Beshear. "These cases 
represent approximately 4,400 tons of 
coal which was illegally mined, <mined 
without first obtaining a mining permit 
from the Department of Natural 
Resources >. The coal was sold for the 
approximate price of $30 per ton for a 
total of approximately $132,000. 
Severance tax was not paid on 'the 
aforementioned coal and resulted in 
the defendants also being indicted for 
violating various Department of 
Revenue tax laws, specifically fai lure 
to appl~ for a coal severance cer­
tificate prior to mining. The severance 
tax on the illegally mined coal would 
have been approximately $5,900." 

These are the first indictments 
returned since the formation of a state­
federal mining safety task force to 
combat illegal mining in Kentucky's 
coal fields .

Magoffin Victims 

The slayings Saturday night of Ben 
Patrick, 70, retired pipefitter, and his 
26-year-old son, Crit, has so disturbed 
Magoffin countians that some have 
armed themselves and are searching 
for the killer or killers on their own. 

The two were shot around 10 p.m. in 
the yard of the home of Ben Patrick's 
sister, Maggie Isaac, of Elsie, where 
the two men were visiting. The two 
were shot, shortly after a man had 
stopped at the Isaac home, asking for 
gasoline. 

No motive has been established, 
although robbery has been considered.

and a beard . 

Sheriff Montgomery said in­
vestigators are not connecting the 
shootings with the 1971 shooting death 
of the elder Patrick's wife. Ann.

Is Expert's Advice 
Most people finish planting their 

gardens in June, but the enterprising 
gardener continues to sow seeds in Ju­
ly , August and on into the faiL 

Dr. Jean English, Extension hor­
ticulturist at the University of Ken­
tucky's Robinson Substation at Quick­
sand, offers advice for these late 
gardeners. She also has tips on grow­
ing a good melon, cross pollination 
among sweet corn varieties and potato 
problems and care of asparagus after 
harvest. 

The latest average planting date for 
sweet corn in Kentucky is July 15-20. 
Such a late planting requires an early­
maturing variety, such as Sundance, a 
67-day corn with yellow kernels that 
does well in Kentucky. 

Parsnips can be planted for the last 
time this year between July 15·20. 
When the roots are subjected to frosts 
in the fall , they will acquire a sweeter 
flavor than those harvested earlier. 
Rutabaga is another root crop that 
should be planted by July 20. 

Beans, beets and carrots can be sown 
repeatedly until early to mid-August. 
All of the cole crops <broccoli , 
cauliflower , cabbage, brussels sprouts, 
kohlrabi, collards and kale) can be 
seeded in a small space in the garden 
in early to mid-July. After 4-6 weeks, 
these can be moved to their permanent 
places in the garden, such as an area 
from which potatoes were just

'Mr. Rogers' On Divorce 
In Week-Long KET Series 

Separation and divorce touch the 
Jives of almost every child in. today's 
world. Fred Rogers, creator and host 
of the long-running "Mr. Rogers' 
Neighborhood/' grapples with the con­
cerns and issues affecting children fac­
ed with divorce in a week-long series of 
programs airing on KET. Beginning 
Sunday. July 25 at 2 p.m .. "Mr 
Rogers" regular time of 5 p m , the 
programs feature Rogers responding 
to questions from parents and children 
about what happens in the wake of 
divorce. 

"Even though a child's own family 
may be together, he or she is bound to 
know relatives, friends or classmates 
whose families are separated," says 
Rogers.

second crop if the first crop was heavi­
ly fertilized or if the first crop was a 
legume that fixed enough nitrogen for 
a subsequent crop. If the first crop was 
not heavily fertilized or grew poorly 
because of nutrient deficiencies, add 
1-2 pounds per 100 square feet of 
10-10-10 fertilizer or an organic fer­
tilizer to provide equivalent fertility . 

Fall gardens can be difficult to 
establish if the soil is dry during the 
late summer. Try to provide the crops 
with one inch of water per week. If a 
good rainstorm soaks the soiJ at some 
point, mulch plants to provide a 
uniform moisture regime and to con­
serve water and nutrients. 

Growing A Good Melon 
One of the greatest pleasures to 

come from a garden is a sweet, juicy 
muskmel~n. However, good melons 
can be difficult to grow, since insects, 
diseases and weather often work 
against you. Sidedressing watering 
and spacing are cultural factors " 'hich 
you can control, though. 

Sidedressing with about 50 pounds of 
nitrogen per acre during the growing 
season will help produce good melons. 
This stfould be done when the vines are 
about a foot long and again when late­
maturing varieties start to set fruit. 

Be sure that each vine has enough 
room to grow. If the plants are too 
close together, leaves will hide the 
flowers from bees so that pollination 
will be poor. Plants should be spaced at 
least one foot apart within rows, and 
rows should be five feet apart. If the 
vines are too close, train them on 
trellises or remove some of them . 

Supply water to muskmelon plants if 
rainfall is below one inch per week. Too 
little or too much water will impart a 
bitter flavor to melons, as will cloudy 
weather and very high temperatures 
duing ripening. However, do not pro­
vide excessive water when fruits are 
ripening, since they may split. 

Muskmelons are very susceptible to 
damage by cucumber beetles and 
diseases. Watch for and control these 
problems as soon as they appear.

Sweet Corn Cross-Pollination 
Home gardeners have a wide selec­

tion of sweet corn varieties to grow, 
and gardeners often wonder if these 
varieties will adversely affect one 
another by cross-pollination. 

Corn can be divided into three 
categories: sugary mutants (including 
standard sweet corn ), other mutants 

a (super sweet and extra sweet 
'WI.rarieties) and starchy corn ). Starchy 

corn usually is grown as field corn for 
animal consumption, but some home 
gardeners eat starchy corn when it is 
immature, and sugars have not been 
converted completely to starches. 

Most growers lmow that field corn 
should be separated from sweet corn ; 
otherwise sweet corn will become star­
chy if it is pollinated by the field corn. 

In addition , the extra sweet and 
a ;uper sweet varieties must be 
~parated from standard sweet corn, 

from field corn, and from one another. 
If this is not done, cross-pollination will 
occur and kerl"lels will be starchy. 

Standard sweet corn varieties, such 
as Silver Queen, Gold Cup and Golden 
Cross Bantam, can be grown together. 
Some cross-pollination may occur so 
that white varieties may contain some 
yellow kernels and vice -versa. 
However, starchy kernels will not 
esult, and flavor and quality will be 

maintained. 
Isolation of corn types can be done in 

time or space. If planting dates or 
maturity dates differ by at least 14 
days, little or no cross-pollination will 
occur. To separate types in space, 
growers are advised to plant the new 
extra sweet mutants 50 feet upwind of 
normal sweet corn or field corn and to 
use four or more border rows of the ex­
tra sweet mutants. At a distance of 250 

et, some cross-pollination will occur, 
ut quality will not be noticeably af­

fected . 
Plant breeders use a distance of 700 

feet to completely prevent cross· 
pollination . 

Potato Problems 
Have you ever cut a potato and found 

it hollow in the center? Do your home­
grown potatoes have knobs on them? 
Are your potatoes brown inside? These 

nd other potato problems oflen result 
om environmental conditions that af­

fect the rate of growth of this fleshy 
vegetable. 

"Hollow heart" refers to a cavity in 
the center of a potato tuber. The tissue 
around the cavity may appear normal, 
or it may be brown or corky. Hollow 
heart is not a disease ; rather, it results 
from rapid, uneven growth of potato 
tubers in the three directions of 
growth . This problem occurs when 

oisture, temperature and sunlight 
ombine to produce rapid growth. 
Control hollow heart by spacing 

plants closely to avoid rapid, uneven 
tuber growth. Do not apply too much 
fertilizer or water, and do not allow the 
tubers to grow too large. Varieties that 
are susceptible to hollow heart include 
Chippewa , Katahdin, Mohawk, Irish 
cobbler, Sequoia, Russet Rural and 
White Rose. 

Another disorder of potatoes is inter­
a! brown spot. As the name implies, 
rregular brown spots from throughout 
the flesh of potato tubers. This problem 
is common when hot, dry weather and 
a lack of water occur during the grow­
ing season. Proper irrigation will cir­
cumvent this problem, and covering 
the tubers with at least two inches of 
soil will also help. Susceptible varieties 
include : Katahdin, Green Mountain, 
Ontario, Pawnee, and Russet Rural. 

Knobby tubers, also called second 
rowth , are common when dry 
eather during the middle of the grow-

ing season is followed by wet weather 
later in the season. Apparently tuber 
growth stops during dry weather, then 
begins again near the eyes during wet 
weather. Potato varieties that produce 
long tubers, such as Green Mountain 
and Russet Burbank, are susceptible to 
this disorder. Planting round-tubered 
varieties and providing water during 

.Qry periods will alleviate this problem. 
W Control of these abiotic disorders is 

achieved through variety selection and 
proper moisture regimes. Commercial 
growers often irrigate their potato 
fields to induce uniform , moderate 
tuber growth. Home gardeners may 
wish to water during dry periods and 
should mulch to conserve moisture. 
Kentucky Kennebec , Superior , 
Nongold Russell, Pontiac and Norland 
are good varieties to grow. 

If knobby, hollow, brown potatoes do 
ppear in your kitchen, remember that 

the potatoes are not diseased by fungi 
or other pathogens ; they simply had 
growth problems and still are edible.

Q. Is anyone trying to find out how 
differ ent American lifestyles compare 
in terms of getti ng cancer ·and other 
diseases? 

A. On September 1, 1982. the 
American Cancer Society CACSl will 
begin just such a study of American 
lifestyles and environment . It will in­
volve more than 1 million Americans 
and will continue for six years in an at ­
tempt to lea rn how ongoing changes 
may al ter the incidence <occurence l of 
disease. especially cancer . 

A similar large-scale ACS project 
was conducted from 1959·1972. Data 
gathered then pointed to the health 
consequences of cigarette smoking, en­
couraged exercise in coping with car­
diovascular disease. and associated 
sexual activity at an ear ly age with in­
creased risk of cer vical cancer. 

Much of the new study will be done 
by 85,000 trained volunteers, 1464 of 
them in Kentucky. Each volunteer will 
contact at least 10 families . Those who 
fill out questionna ries must be a 
minimum of 30 years old , belong to a 
household where at least one person is 
over 45. and be the sor t of person whose 
whereabouts a re likely to be known 
over a long period of time. As many dif­
ferent economic, occupational, ethnic, 
and educational backgrounds as possi­
ble will be included. 

ACS volunteers will not see the 
answers, and any link between the 
responders and the infonnation they 
supply will be avoided. 

Volunteers will check back with the 
responders in 1984, 1986, 1988, and 
perhaps beyond that time. If a 
responder has died, workers will study 
the death records to locate any emerg­
ing patterns of morbidi ty <illness) or 
mortality Cdeath l. 

It is hoped that this new study will 
produce evidence of trends that will aid 
physicians and scientists in determing 
more clearly how lifestyle and environ­
ment pertain to disease. particularly 
cancer.

Some of the booklets may not be 
delivered by the US Postal Service. 
however, until the middle of this week, 
he said. 

Because of the 10% federal tax cut 
that is effective July 1, Kentucky 
withholding amounts wiJJ change. The 
tables in the booklet will tell employers 
not using the Cabinet's computer for­
mula how much to withhold from their 
employees' paychecks after July 1. 

Geary apologized for the lateness of 
delivery but said that it was 
unavoidable due to lateness in receiv­
ing information from federal tax of­
ficials. 

Employers who do not receive the 
new booklet with revised withholding 
tables should contact the Revenue 
Cabinet, Department of Professional 
and Support Services, Frankfort, KY 
40620, the secretary said. 

Employers who use the computer 
formula for computing withholding 
amounts will not be affected by the 
revised tables. Under that formula, the 
slate withholding amount changes 
automatically with changes in the 
federal withholding amount. 

Employers who must issue checks to 
their employees prior to receiving the 
new tables may use the old tables for 
calculating the amount of state tax to 
be withheld and paid to the Revenue 
Cabinet, Secretary Geary said .

Many Children Remain Missing 
The figures are imprecise. but the 

fe\\ known facts are appalling: the 
number of m1ssing children is rising, 
thousands are murdered each year and 
no one IS keeping track. 

Accordmg to the July Reader's 
01gest. "The best esllmates are that 
about a million Amencan youngster" 
leave home each year. with 90 percent 
returning in two weeks. Approximately 
100,000 children are thus unaccounted 
for Add anothe;- 2.5.000 to 100,000 stolen 
by divorced or separated parents. and 
the total becomes significant.·' 

Because so many missing children 
do return home. pollee are usually un­
willing to enter the case promptly. The 
FBI will not enter a case at all unless 
there is evidence of moving the child 
across stale lines or a ransom note to 
indicate a kidnapping. 

"When a stranger steals a child,·· the 
article continues. "anything can hap­
pen The cruel truth 1s that a missing 
child stands a fa1r chance of being 
murdered Each vear an estimated 
2500 children m -the United States 
disappear and later are found 
murdered." 

In addition. there is a thriving traffic 
in child prostitution and child por­
nography. and it is believed that some 
of the missing children have been 
siphoned off for this market.
