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Martin-P'burg Pact 
Signed by Officials 
Mayor Protests 
Agreement But 
Bows to Court 

Prospects of an end to the long and 
often bitter dispute over the future of 
the Martin water system brightened 
last week with the signing by officials 
of Martin and Prestonsburg of a con­
tract providing for use of Prestonsburg 
water as a backup source of supply for 
Martin. 

Mayor Larry B. Hall of Martin com­
plied with a court-imposed mandamus 
last Thursday by signing the agree­
ment at the meeting of Martin's city 
council. Doing so, he added, however, a 
paragraph to the effect that he still felt 
the contract was an illegal document 
and that he was signing it under pro­
test. 

Also signjng the water agreement 
was Raymond Griffith, Martin water 
system super intendent, and Mayor 
Harold Cooley and C. J . McNally, 
utilities commission chairman, for 
Prestonsburg. 

Adherents of the plan to use the 
Prestonsburg system as an emergency 
supply source say the signed contract 
has a lready been forwarded to the 
Farmers Home Administr ation 
<FmHA), wruch has assured the coun­
cil that it would make available for the 
Martin work a total of $1 ,443,000, all of 
which but $279,000 is an outright grant. 
The $Z79,000 would initially be borrow­
ed locally, expended on water im­
provements, then take the form of a 
40-year Joan from FmHA .

Fire Causes Explosion Threat Board Year Ends 
In.Black, Report

The threat of a disastrous explosion faced the town of Martin for a time, 
early Saturday morning, after fire was reported at the Solo Service Station 
on Main street there. 

The blaze, which was discovered by Martin night policeman Ron Owens, 
reportedly erupted around a fuse box in the back of the station's mobile 
home store-office. 

The Martin Fire Department sent two units to the scene where firemen 
battled to contain the flames to the structure and isolate the three gasoline 
tanks which held 8,000 gallons of the flammable liquid. Nine cases of oil, 
stored in the station's building caught fire, added to intensity of the blaze. 

The fact that an equal amount of gasoline lay about 50 feet away in the 
neighboring Western Auto Boron gas station added to the possibility of a 
catastrophic blast which, according to one Martin fireman, "could have 
demolished that entire end of town." 

Firemen were able to subdue the flames although the Solo station, which is 
reportedly owned by Ashland Oil Company, lost about $10,000 in inventory 
alone. The station's mobile ~orne was also said to have been totally ruined in 
the blaze.

Brackett Says 
Surplus Stands 
At $465,759.77 

For the third straight year the coun­
ty school administration had ''good 
news" to report, said Superintendent 
E . P . Grigsby, Jr., in introducing the 
annual financial statement at last 
week•s board meeting. 

When all monies yet to be received 
and yet to be paid out are taken into ac­
count, the end-of-year balance stands 
at $465,759.77, Asst. Superintendent 
Ray Brackett told the board. 

While the surplus represents only a 
small fraction of the $15.6 million 
school budget-enough to operate the 
system for about 31h days, it is 
estimated- it yet came as welcome 
news to school officials who still 
remember only too vividly the 
system's $668,000 deficit of four years 
ago. 

A proposed new policy for grade 
school athletics was again tabled, 
some board members indicating they 
were uncomfortable with a suggestion 
that all coaches be certified board 
employees. 

If adopted as a requirement under 
the new policy the proposal, which 
would give the board more control over 
coaches, could prevent some students 
from participating in sports, Supt. 
Grigsby cautioned. 

It is not always possible to find

The question that drew a crowd of 70 
to last Wednesday's school board 
meeting and exercised the board until 
nearly m idnight wa s whether 
authorities at Allen Central High 
School, in selecting cheerleaders for 
the coming year, had gone by the rules. 

Or, as the school's attorney prefer­
red to phrase it, wheth~r or not the pro­
cess of choosing cheerleaders was ar­
bitrary. 

For Mary Click, 17, and Angie 
Osborne, 16, there was no question 
about it: After being two years on the 
varsity cheerleading squad, they had 
every reason to believe they would be 
on the squad in their senior year. But 
they were not among the ten selected 
by a panel of judges on May 26-Miss 
Click came in 12th, Miss Osborne 
14th- and they felt gypped. 

They and their mothers sued to have 
the selection declared void and to have 
a new selection- preferably before 
summer cheerleading camp but, if not, 
at the beginning of the new school year. 

The complaint was heard once 
before by the board, wruch referred it 
to Circuit Judge Hollie Conley, who 
sent it back to the board for a deter­
mination of fact. 

Although board member, Dr . J . D. 
Adams, and Superintendent E . P. 
Grigsby , Jr. conceded they were 
related to someone involved in the 
suit- and Ray "Shag" Campbell said 
he might be-they discounted sugges­
tions they might not be impartial and 
neither attorney pursued the matter. 

Central to the plaintiffs' case was a 
line in the newly-revised handbook for 
cheerleaders which stated, in the sec­
tion dealing with the selection process, 
that- besides some compulsory gym­
nastic exerc ises, an individual and a 
group cheer , and a pom-pom 
routine- a candidate may also do "a 
series of gymnastics of her own 
choice." 

To say that some exercises are op­
tional is to imply that a candidate will 
not suffer in the judging if she chooses 
not to perform them , plaintiffs argued. 
Cheerleading sponsor Judy Slone told 
them as much, they insisted. 

As a result, they said, they chose to 
concentrate on the " requirements" 
rather than on the optional 
"specialty." 

That choice probably cost them their 
place on the varsity squad. A po~ible 
80 points could be earned by doing the 
"specialty "- 20 points from each of 
four judges. Miss Osborne needed just 
18 points to place among the top 10, 
Miss Click only 5. 

If their decision not to do the op­
tional gym routine cost them their 
place on the squad, the girls have only 
themselves to blame. argued Jennifer 
Kaufman, the attorney representing

Time To Check Children's Vision

For 
information call Mrs. Ermine Hall, 
886·8265. As summer vacations draw to a close 

its time to tuck the memories of sum· 
mer trips, 4-H camp and good times at 
the old swimming hole back into a safe 
corner and begin preparations to 
return to school. 

Along with school clothes, paper and 
pencils, it it is important to remember 
that one of the most important aspects 
of learning is to have the basic equip· 
ment necessary to obtain that educa­
tion, such as clear, comfortable and ef· 
ficient vision. Just before school begins 
or soon afterwards is a very good time 
to make certain your child does not 
have trouble with reading, writing and 
arithmetic beca!lse of poor visual abili· 
ty. 

There are several methods of check­
ing on your child's vtsion. Many 
schools h~ve screening tests as do 
many local health departments or a 
comprehensive examination can be 
performed· by your family eye doctor. 
The important thing to remember 
though about screening tests is to make 
certain that they are comprehensive 
and conducted by trained personnel 
capable of recognizing the symptoms 
of a vision problem. Alas, even with all 
the knowledge gained concerning vi­
sion in the last decade and the public 
information dissemination efforts of 
several groups concerned with vision, 
many screening tests still check for vi­
sion problems using only standard E 
chart and consider 20/20 vision as 
perfect eyesight. Although blurred 
dista'nce vision, for which the E chart 
screens, is a major cause for problems 
in school, parents, educators and pro­
fessionals must be aware that children 
can have clear or 20/20 vision and still 
have uncomfortable and inefficient vi· 
sion from many other vision problems 
for which the E chart does not screen. 

The visual system is very complex 
and interrelated to other body systems 

Women's Programs 
Likely Victim Of 
~cd. Budget Cuts· 

Proposed federal budget cuts will 
have an extremely adverse effect on 
educational programs for women, ac­
cording to Alice McDonald, a keynote 
speaker at.Jhe National Coalition for 
Sex Equity In Education conference in 
Louisville. \ . 

McDonald, who heads the Office of 
Federal Programs in the Kentucky 
Department of Education, told coali· 
tion members today that the proposed 
cuts will have a deva$tating impact on 
women and their families. 

" Current proposals to combine voca­
tional education and adult education 
into a single block grant and reduce 
funds by 40 percent will severely limit 
the opportunities for many women," 
she said. 

The vocational education .act cur­
rently funds programs placing em· 
phasis on the needs of women in non· 
traditional jobs. Under the block grant 
proposal this emphasis would be 
eliminated. 

"Not only are funds for training 
decreased," McDonald explained, 
"but child care support is being 
withdrawn; grants and loans for 
students are being cut; and some food 
programs for women, infants and 
school children are being eliminated.'' 

Proposed changes in federal student 
aid formulas, coupled with cutbacks in 
other programs such as CET A may put 
post-secondary education. beyond the 
reach of many women, she said. 

McDonald concluded that proposed 
budget cuts will mean less vocational 
education and less job training. 

The National Coalition for Sex Equi· 
ty in Education is composed of sex 
equity professionals in local school 
districts, state and federal agencies, 
and national and local organizations. 

but consists of three basic components, 
input, integration and output. This 
means that to have proper vision the 
body needs a way to collect informa­
tion from the outside world usually 
through the eye (input) the brain must

Many of the more publicly known vi­
sion problems deal with the input mode 
of the visual system and are defects in 
the manner in which light is focused in 
the eye for clarity of vision such as 
nearsightedness, farsightedness and 
astigmatism. Other not so well known 
problems deal with eye teaming skills , 
the ability to coordinate and align the 
eyes precisely so the .brain can fuse the 
pictures it receives from each eye into 
a single image, visual form perception, 
the ability to organize images on the 
printed page into letters and/or words 
and visualization, the ability to form a 
mind's image of previouc; ev~nts or 
concepts presented by the printed 
page. 

The tests that today's eye doctors use 
to treat these conditions consist of 
many different forms of spectacle 
lenses, contact lenses and· vision train­
ing. Based on the fact that seeing is a 
learned process that begins at birth, vi· 
sion training is a process designed to 
teach the entire vision system to 
operate at peak efficiency, to help 
learn, relearn or reinforce specific vi· 
sion skills. Today modern fashion 

eyeglass frames and easy to wear con­
tact lenses make the job of getting your 
child to wear the prescribed form of 
visual correction much easier than in 
years past. 

One of the most important jobs a con· 
scientious parent can do for their child 
is to make certain through either a 
comprehensive screening test or com­
prehension analysis of vision by your 
family eye doctor that their child has 
the proper visual skills to become a 
happy, active and participating 
member of society.

It is only logical , she said, that if 

points are offered even for an optional 
routine and some candidates choose 
not to exercise their option, they place 
themselves at a relative disadvantage.

The 
custom of allowing freshmen to cheer 
only for girls' teams grew out of the no­
tion that girls' sports mattered less 
than boys', Dingus said. 

Mrs. Slone conceded she did not dis­
qualify herself from participating in 
the decision which benefitted her 
daughter. But it was the unanimous 
decision of a five-member committee, 
she noted. And she had no hand in 
choosing the judges for the tryouts, she 
said. 

John Wesley Mann, attorney for the 
plaintiffs, argued that the selection of 
cheerleaders was undemocratic, 
favoring candidates who performed 
the "specialty" over those who did not.

Defense Motion 
For New Trial 
Blames Allen 

Because of conduct of the pro­
secuting attorney, Eddie Slone, Jr., 19, 
who was convicted last week of slaying 
Paul Douglas Stanley, 20, and Terry D. 
Johnson, 19, at Wheelwright last 
January, should be given a new trial, 
Slone's attorney argued in a motion fil­
ed in circuit court Tuesday. 

In his motion for a new trial, defense 
attorney Gary E. Johnson charges that 
Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen and Public Defender Ned 
Pillersdorf conspired 'to defraud the 
jury that heard Slone's case. 

In concealing from the jury a 
bargain he had struck with Pillersdorf, 
attorney for the Commonwealth's key 
witness in the trial, the prosecutor was 
guilty of "improper, unethical, 
dishonest, and prejudicial 
misconduct," Johnson argues. 

The charge stems from a question 
put by the prosecutjng attorney to 
James E. Turner, 23, after Turner had 
testified as fil'st witness for the pro- · 
secution and then, under cross­
examination by the defense, 
acknowledged that h.e was himself fac­
ing a charge of receiving stolen proper­
ty. 

Turner's testimony for the prosecu­
tion in the present case might be in­
fluenced by a desire to win leniency in 
his own case, the defense lawyer had 
suggested. 

To counter that suggestion, Com­
monwealth's Attorney Allen asked 
Turner whether he had struck any 
bargain with the prosecutor in return 
for his testimony, to which Turner 
answered in the negative. 

According to a document which sur­
faced two days after the trial, the com­
monwealth's attorney agreed ·~to 
dismiss the pending indictment against 
James Turner" and granted "immuni­
ty against prosecution for any matters 
related to the murder cases against 
Eddie Slone, Jr., provided the said 
James Turner testifies in the murder 
cases against Eddie Slone, Jr." 

The document was signed by Allen 
on July 29, five days before Turner 
testified in court. 

In view of this bargain, the pro­
secutor's question and Turner 's 
answer falsely suggested to the jury 
that the indictment against Turner was 
still pending, Johnson argues. 

Allen concealed from th; jury, the 
court, and the defense the.ct that he 
had made a deal that exonerated 
Turner from any criminal liability in 
the Slone case and that dismissed the 
stolen property charge, Johnson said. 

The commonwealth's attorney 
defended his tactic, arguing that he 
had in fact made no pact with Turner 
but only with Turner's attorney, 
Pillersdorf, and that a condition of the 
deal was that Turner be told nothing 
about it before he testified in the Slone 
trial. 

"As a prosecutor, I am responsible 
for getting the evidence. This is a tool 
we use to get the evidence," Allen said 
of his pact with Turner's attorney. 
Before he was offered immunity, 
Turner indicated he would invoke the 
Fifth Amendment rather than testify in 
the Slone trial, Allen said. "What we 
did was completely on the up-and-up," 
he insisted. 

Pillersdorf confirmed Allen's ver­
sion of events, explaining that he felt 
ethically bound to accept the pro­
secutor's offer on behalf of his client 
and that, in accordance with the deal, 
he advised his client to testify in the 
Slone trial but did not tell him he had 
been given immunity or that the 
charge against him had been dropped. 

Allen said he was "strongly offend­
ed" by the statements made in the 
defense motion for a new trial. "It is 
ridiculous," he said, adding, "Mr. 
Johnson just can't stand to lose."

During the day Saturday, crafts, 
workshops, demonstrations, a writer's 
corner and genealogy discussions will 
be held with the festival concluding 
with Sunday afternoon's program of 
traditional sacred music of the moun­
tains. 

Youth, 19, Draws 
Twin Pen Terms 
In Two Slayings 

Nineteen-year-old Eddie Slone, Jr. 
was convicted by a circuit court jury 
last Wednesday on two murder counts 
for the slayings at Wheelwright, the 
night of Jan. 30, last, of two Melvin 
youths, Paul Douglas Stanley and 
Terry D. Johnson. 

After deliberating about one-and-a­
half hours, the jury made its decision, 
setting Slone's pen term at 20 years in 
each slaying and on each verdict 
stipulating that the terms are to be con­
secutive. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley will pass 
sentence on Slone at Friday's court 
session. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen expressed satisfaction with the 
twin verdicts, pointing out that under 
present parole regulations a prisoner 
may not be paroled until 20 per cent of 
his tenn has ~en served. This provi­
sion would make Slone eligible for 
parole not earlier than eight years, the 
same time required for a life term, 
Allen said. 

Gary E. Johnson, attorney for Slone, 
has announced that he will appeal the 
verdict. 

The defense was based on Slone's 
testimony that he was in fear of his life 
and that he fired in self-defense after 
the two victims, accompanied by two 
others, had returned to the home of 
James E. Turner and his mother, Dolly 
Hall, where Slone and Stanley had had 
an argument, earlier in the night. 

Jennifer Hall, who was called as a 
commonw~alth witness, testified that 
she ,heard one of the two youths who 
were shot say as they a pproached the 
house that he was "gonna knock his 
bead off." State Detective Don Weed­
man, who participated in the prosecu­
tion, also was called to testify for the 
defense in its attack on the credibility 
of Turner, the chief commonwealth 
witness. Weedman's testimony was us­
ed to show that Turner had changed his 
story of the slayings from the time he 
was first questioned till the next. 

Turner testified that when Stanley 
and Johnson called for Slone to come 
outside he moved to the door but that 
Slone snatched from Turner's pocket a 
revolver with the remark, " I'll take 
care of this." He said Slone then 
emerged, shooting. He also said that 
after Slone had shot Stanley and 
Johnson he fired at their companions, 
Collie Tackett and Michael Stanley, 
who were in a car. 

In his attack on Turner's credibility 
defense counsel contended that Turner 
was awaiting trial himself on a charge 
of receiving stolen property and that 
his testimonay was designed to win 
favor with the prosecution-a sugges­
tion that both Turner and tile prosecu­
tion denied. 

The two-day trial had its moments of 
drama and tension, and strict security 
measures were maintained in and 
around the courtroom.

Whitley Mine Raid 
Said Only Start 
Of New Crackdown 

The recent uncovering of wildcat 
mines in Whitley county is just the 
beginning of enforcing the illegal deep 

•
mining task force legislation, accor­
ding to Secretary of the Public Protec­
tion and Regulation Cabinet Tracy 
Farmer. 

On Friday, July 23, the task force, 
led by state Mines and Minerals Com­
missioner Willard Stanley, Kentucky 
State Police Lt. David Whitehouse, and 
KSP Trooper Hayward L. Middleton 
uncovered the first i!Jegal underground 
and strip mining operations since the 
law became effective July 15. The 

• 
mines were located about six miles 
east of Williamsburg on Cotton Creek 
Road in the Horseshoe Bend area of 
Whitley county. 

Ten men were arrested and one cited 
for violations ranging from obstructing 
governmental operations to criminal 
facilitation (mining without a certifica­
tion card). All the charges were Class 
A misdemeanors. 

" Our people did exactly what they 
were suppose to do: enforce the law," 

e said the secretary. "Closing the illegal 
mines that are unsafe and making sure 
that no one gets hurt- that's our job 
and that's what we intend to do. " 

In addition, nearly $1 million worth 
of equipment was seized and impound­
ed by the task force. At the strip mine 
site, two bulldozers, a front-end loader 
and a truck, filled with coal, were con­
fiscated. At the deep-mine site, a 
scoop, powder magazines and another 
front-end loader were seized. 

• Senate Bill 3!n, passed by the 1982 
General Assembly, stipulates what 
happens to unclaimed equipment used 
in mining without a license. The equip­
ment can be forfeited and sold by seal­
ed bids with the proceeds being 
deposited in the " lllegal Mining Fund" 
to help finance the enforcement of the 
deep-mining statutes. 

Mines and Minerals Commissioner 
Willard Stanley estimated that the Cot­
ton Creek operations could have been 

. producing up to 150 tons of coal a day, 
tnost of it alledgedly being transported 
out of Kentucky into Tennessee. 

If that turns out to be true, said 
Stanley, "not only have miner's lives 
been in danger by using improper 
practices, but hundreds of thousands of 
dollars have been ripped out of the 
pock ets of Ken tucky ta xpayers 
because of an operator's greed." 

Secretary Farmer added that the 
last thing the state wants to be forced 

. to do is to close people's mining 
Qusinesses or to arrest people and take 
them to jail. 

" We'd much rather sit down and talk 
and get operators to sign up with the 
department (Mines and Minerals 
Department)," said Farmer. "Our 
goal is-as it has been from the 
start-to encourage operators to obtain 
the proper licenses and certifications, 
to get legal. 

• " But as long as owners flagrantly 
break the law and endanger fellow 
miners' lives and abscond with tax­
payer's dollar s, we'll be there enforc­
ing the closure of illegal mines." 

The initial raid by the Mines and 
Minerals Task Force followed two 
months of training and preparation by 
the Kentucky State Police and the state 
Department of Mines and Minerals.

I am writing in response to an article 
written in your paper last week by 
Timothy J essen, pastor of the First 
Presbyterian Church, Prestonsburg, 
Ky. 

In his comments about the recent 
wet-dry election it: Floyd County I 
noticed that Mr. Jesse•~ called himself 
" ... a disinterested party in the recent 
election and as a clergyman concerned 
with the problems of alcohol...". I 
would like to say that in my opinion you · 
cannot be both "a disinterested 
party ... " and "a clergyman concerned 
with the problems of alcohol..." at the 
same time. It would seem to me the 
two would reveal one who has a desire 
to straddle the fence on an issue that is 
of vital importance to the citizens of 
Floyd County as well as our society in 
general. 

Mr. Jessen went on to list several 
reasons why, in his opinion, the drys 
lost in the recent election. Among those 
reasons listed was the following: 
" ... the drys seemed determined to 
wage a campaign based on an 
understanding of the problems of 
alcohol that was outdated. The picture 
presented of alcoholics as merely 
'skid-row bums' simply does not fit 
when many recovering alcoholics are 
making contributions to their com­
munity's life and work ... " 

While I will agree with Mr. Jessen 
that there are many recovering 
alcoholics who are able to contribute 
greatly to their commun!ty's life and 
work, I would like for Mr. Jessen to ex­
plain to me bow an individual reaches 
a state in his or her life of having to be 
classified as "recovering alcoholics". I 
submit that they reach that state by 
consuming alcohol! I would also like to 
point out that when they reach the state 
of being a "recovering alcoholic" they 
can no longer consume alcohol because 
it will regress them back to the state of 
being an "alcoholic" I would also like 
to point out that there are "recovering 
drug addicts" and there are many fine 
programs that are attempting to help 
people who have severe drug problems 
but I do not see Mr. Jessen, or anyone 
else with a sensible mind, suggesting 
we place cocaine on the shelves of the 
stores of our county, or open up special 
outlets for it, so the people of our coun­
ty can become addicted to it in order 
that they might become "recovering 
drug addicts" and be able to contribute 
to the life and work of their communi­
ty. Mr. Jessen suggested in his article 
that we should " ... accept the fact that 
alcohol will be around for a long time to 
come ... " and that we " ... should work 
for treatment, to prevent abuse of its 
use ... " Surely Mr. Jessen realizes that 
alcohol is a drug just as cocaine is a 
drug. You cannot control the abuse of 
any drug simply by educating people. 
A society that has thirteen million 
alcoholics with three hundred thousand 
to four hundred thousand of them bet­
ween ages of fourteen and seventeen is 
proof of that today. The dictionary says 
the word, "drug/' means " ... an habit­
forming substance ... " I would suggest 
that the best prevention against any 
drug, including alcohol, becoming 
habit-forming is complete abstinence, 
not education to prevent its abuse. I 
wonder about the other wrongs th{lt are 
plaguing our society today such as 
abortion on demand, pre-marital sex, 
homosexuality, pornography. Does 
Mrs. Jessen suggest we use education 
to prevent the abuse of these things or 
would he believe in complete 
abstinence? 

As for Mr. Jessen's statement that 
" ... For too long the churches have forc­
ed a hypocrisy on their members, re­
quiring that they be 'dry' in public 
while many are 'closet wets' ... " I 
simply say this: The word, "church," 
comes from the Greek word , 
" ecclesia," which means "called out 
ones". The people of God who have 
been called out of sin into a relation­
ship with Him through His Son, Jesus 
Christ, cannot be forced into 
hypocrisy. The word, "hypocrite," 
simply stands for a person who is 
pretending to be something they are 
not. I submit the people of God have no 
desire to be anything other than Chris­
tian. God has no other kind. 

The last comment that I would like to 
make concerning the article is this. As 
a pastor in this area of our great state I 
had a feeling that Mr. Jessen was at­
tempting to classify the churches of 
our area as somewhat of a backwoods, 
illiterate, narrow-minded group of peo­
ple who wer.e constantly fighting with 
each other. He used the term " ... chur­
ches in the mountains ... " in a way that 
made me feel we who are faithful to 
our churches in this area of the state 
are a little less than up-to-date. I have 
been a pastor in this area for four 
years. I have served two other con­
gregations in my ministry. One was in 
Cincinnati, Ohio and the other was in

Heavier Trucks Are To Blame 
For Highway Damage: Rail Man 

Heavy trucks are primarily respon­
sible for the nation's deteriorating 
highways and unless the federal and 
state governments generally adopt a 
more equitable user charge system, 
motorists will find themselves in the 
biggest collective pothole in history. 

That's the thrust of remarks made 
recently by Hays T. Watkins, Chair­
man of CSX Corporation, before the 
National Transportation Public Affairs 
Workshop of the American Association 
of State Highway and Transportation 
Officials. 

"Our trillion dollar federal highway 
network, the largest single, non­
military investment in our nation's 
history, is wearing out faster than it is 
being replaced," he said. 

He cited numerous state studies and 
the recent federal Department of 
Transportation study as conclusive, in­
dependent evidence that heavy truck 
traffic is responsible for pavement 
damage while, at the same time, 
covering at most only about 50 percent 
of its true highway costs. 

"Our highways were not engineered 
with today's higher truck weights and 
truck volumes in mind," Watkins said. 
" And, certainly, the engineers never 
anticipated a public policy which 
would not require these vehicles to 
cover their true costs. " 

He noted that while heavy truck 
weights have increased s ignificantly 
since 1974 and highway construction 
and maintenance costs have increased 
four-fold since 1960, user fees paid by 
the trucking industry have declined in 
real terms and as a percentage of their 
operating cost. 

"There has been no change in the 
federal motor fuel tax since it was 
established in 1956 and the last time 
there was even a minor adjustment in 
the federal use tax was back in 1961," 
he said. "The combination of three fac­
tors is the heart of the highway dilem­
ma we face today." 

Watkins said the subsidy enjoyed by 
heavy trucks means all other motorists 
are paying more than their fair share 
of highway costs. 

" While this subsidy to the trucking 
industry may reduce its rates, it has 
just the opposite effect on transporta­
tion costs in general. The subsidy in­
creases costs for both highways and 
railroads by causing an under­
investment in each," he said. 

He urged the highway officials to 
return to their states and work for a 
weight-distance tax in every state as 
well as at the Federal level to m€et the 
crisis. 

" While a motorist derives unques­
tioned personal benefit from a good 
highway system, it is clear that ~ well-

maintained highway system 1s an 
economic necessity to commercial 
truckers. What is required is a proper 
user charge which takes this into ac­
count," he said. 

" Railroads are not anti-truck; they 
are anti-subsidy," he said. "I 
challenge the trucking industry to take 
a similar stand .'' 

Noting proposed federal legislation 
which would increase truck sizes and 
weights above loday's levels, Walkins 
said any such proposal which is not 
linked to adequate user charges to 
cover current inequity and further in­
creases is not different from the results 
of 'throwing gasoline on a fire'. 

"Too often, this issue is dismissed as 
just competitive bickering between 
segments of the business community. 
But, until the adjustments which are 
required are made, we as taxpayers, 
as motorists and as leaders in the 
transportation field are all parked on 
the same meter- and the meter is run­
ning out," Watkins said. 

" If we did not flatter our­
selves, the flattery of others 
would do us no harm."

A term which is relatively new to 

modern-day health practitioners is 
"Chemical Dependency." The 
chemically dependent person is one 
that has become emotionally or 
physically dependent or addicted to 
mood altering substances. These 
substances or chemicals are listed, in 
general, as opiates, depressants, 
stimulants and hallucinogens. 

A closer look at this group shows that 
amoung the opiates are: codeine, 
heroin, laudanum, meperidine, 
methadone, methadyl acetate, mor­
phine, opium and paregoric. 

Among the depressants are ethyl 
alcohol (liquor, beer, wine, etc.) , 
minor tranquilizers (valiurn, librium, 
miltown, etc.), bromides, phen· 
cyclidine (PCP) and phenothiazines, to 
name a few . 

Stimulants consist of amphetamine 
(alJ forms ), cocaine, methylphenidate 
and phenmetrazine. 

Some of the hallucinogens or 
psychedelics are cannabis (rnari· 
juana), mescaline, psilocybin, L.S.D. 
and rnyristicin (morning glory seed). 

Not all of the mood changing 
chemicals are listed here. If one 
cataloged all of these by liquor, beer, 
wine, pill, vapor or other preparation 
the list would be very large . 

Inasmuch as all of the above 
chemicals are designed to alter or 
change how we feel, they are all addic· 
tive in some way, to humans and 
animals. 

An alcoholic is a person who is chem· 
cially dependent. Their drug or 
chemical of choice happens to be 
alcohol. A person addicted to minor 
tranquilizers is chemically dependent 
with tranquilizers being their drug of 
choice or preference. A drug addict is 
in this sense chemically dependent. 
TechnicaUy, then, alcoholics are drug 
addicts although drug addicts may not 
be alcoholics-that will depend on their 
chemical or drug of choice. 

Another phenomenon connected with 
chemical dependency or drug addic· 
tion is the cross dependency. Remove 
alcohol from the alcoholic and he or 
she may ingest other drugs and abuse 
those as they did alcohol. 

When a physician prescribes a minor 
tranquilizer to an alcoholic he is adding

another source of mood alteration to 
the alcoholic's arsenal. Conversely, a 
person becoming hooked on one drug 
may begin to abuse a lcohol and thus 
become alcoholic because of the easier 
accessibility that alcohol has over 
other drugs. 

I once treated a lady who had five 
different doctors in five different cities 
writing prescriptions for "nerve pills." 
When her supply was low she drank 
alcohol abusively, otherwise she drank 
very little. 

Multi-drug or dual drug dependency 
is very commonly found in patients 
begin treated for alcoholism today. 
The dangers of combining drugs and 
ingesting them are great. The results 
can terminate in coma, insanity or 
death. 

The media generally reports the 
news of a celebrity's death by drug 
overdose (usually a combination of 
drus); however, the fact that one out of 
every ten deaths in the United States 
today is alcohol and-or drug related 
goes unpublished. 

Alcoholism is a disease. Where 
alcohol is only one of many mood alter· 
ing chemicals a person's addiction to 
any of these chemicals renders him or 
her in a state of disease or illness. This 
illness is caUed drug addiction or 
chemical dependency. 

The diagnostic process and symp­
toms are the same for alcoholism and 
other drug dependencies. Moreover, 
the treatment for alcoholism is iden· 
tical with the treatment for other drug 
addictions.

Extension News 
Detecting a Ripe Watermelon 

The sweetes t and firmest 
watermelons come from gardens 
where the gardener knows how to 
select a mature mt:lon. Many tests of 
maturity are available. 

Check the area where the melon 
rests on the ground. When this skin 
changes from white to light yellow, the 
melon is ready to eat. Also, the tendrils 
nearest the fruit change from green to 
brown when melons are mature. 

Many people ·thump the fruit with 
their knuckles to test maturity. A 
metallic sound occurs when melons are 
immature, while a hollow-sound sug­
gests maturity . Mark Twain claimed 
that a ripe melon says "punk," while 
an unripe melon says "pink" or 
"pank." 

One researcher has provided a useful 
analogy to test watermelon ripeness by 
the thumping method. If the thumping 
sound resembles that produced by 
thumping your forehead , the melon is 
immature. If the sound resembles that 
produced by thwnping your stomach, 
the melon is overmature. A ripe melon 
should sound similar to the noise pro­
duced by thumping your chest. 

Once you have determined that your 
melons are ripe, cut them from the 
vine, leaving part of the stem attached 
to the melon . This will avoid souring or 
decaying, which often occurs when 
watermelons are twisted or broken off 
of stems. 

Handle the harv.ested melons 
carefully to avoid internal bruising. 
The bot~oms of the melons are sen­
sitive to sunscald and should be turned 
down . Do not drop the melons or stand 
them on end, and do not pile more than 
three fruits on top of one another.

Such comrr.on oc­
currences often are blamed on cross 
pollination. However, this explanation 
cannot be true, since different species 
will not cross with one another. 

Cucumbers will' not cross with other 
kinds of vegetables , nor will 
muskmelons. Winter squash, summer 
squash and pumpkins may cross with 
one another, but such cross-pollination 
affects only the seeds of the resulting 
plants, not the flesh currently produc­
ed. 

Sometimes one or two seeds of such 
crosses may appear in seed packages, 
and you will grow a bizarre shaped 
pumpkin or squash. However, the 
usual explanation for yellow 
cucumbers is over-maturity, and bitter 
muskmelons generally reflect poor 
growing conditions, such as irregular 
water regimes or cloudy weather. So, 
don't worry about planting cucumbers 
next to muskmelons ; weather permit­
ting, both vegetables will taste fine.

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Child Neurologist Visits County 
The waiting room is filled with 

children, some playful, some tearful 
and some with vacant stares. 

• 
They are waiting to see a child 

neurologist- a rare opportunity for 
children who live at least 50-100 miles 
from the nearest metropolitan area. 

Providing children such as these 
wit~ acess to a child neurologist is part 
of the neurological outreach services 
offered by the Univer~ity of Kentucky 
Deparment of Neurology in conjunc­
tion with the Floyd County Health 
Department. Appt·oximately 80 local 
children were patients at the five 

• clinics during the last year. 

to live normal lives because of 
society's perception of their disorders. 
That is why education is so impor­
tant- not only to change society 's 
perceptions, but often to change pa­
tients' attitudes about themselves." 

Baumann and other staff are usually 
on the road every other week directing 
neurologic outreach services. They fre­
quently spend the night at clinic sites to 
take advantage of maximum patient 
time. 

In 1981 the UK clinics had 237 new pa­
tients and 720 patient visits. One hun­
dred twenty-seven of the total patients 
seen were referred by health depart­
ments, 56 were referred by private 
physicians, 10 were referred by 
schools, and the rest were walk-in pa­
tients. 

Clinics are held in Floyd, Pike, 
Greenup, Boyd, Clay, Knox and 
Johnson counties.

. But simply diagnosing and possibly 
treating a child's neurologic problems 
is not enough, says Dr. Robert 
Baumann , director o the child 
neurology program at UK. When a 
child has a neurological problem, the 
child, of course, must receive the pro­
per treatment and, depending upon the 
severity of the problem, the family 
often needs help adapting to the situa­
tion. 

• Therefore, not only a child 
neurologist and physicians in training 
deliver medical care, but a social 
worker also travels to the seven outpa­
tient facilities to provide emotional 
support and counseling. Mrs. Mary G. 
Leonidakis is regional clinic and social 
work coordinator for the outreach ser­
vices.

"We see everlhing from children 

with neurological afflictions such as 
migraine headaches to epilepsy, 
muscular dystrophy, cerebral palsy 
and brain tumors," Leonidakis says. 
"These illnesses have a heavy impact 
not only on the child, but on the family, 
and it is important we address their 
needs as well. The social worker helps 
the family adjust and also acts as a 
coor~inator of special services 
available to the child that can be pro­
vided by other social agencies-special 
needs at school, for example." 

"We do a lot of what I call 'hand 
• holding' ," Leonidakis says. "That 

means providing support, sometimes 
by just Listening, or sometimes by help­
ing locate the proper services for the 
families of children with neurologic 
disorders." 

There are still stigmas attached to 
many neurologic illnesses such as 
epilepsy, Leonidakis says. Although 
people may no longer lock children 
with neurologic problems in the attic, 
the afflicted children are often treated 
as incompetents by uninformed 
teachers and shunned by classmates 
prejudiced by parental views. A child 
may havE' cerebral palsy, but not men­
tal impairments ; the same is often true 
for victims epilepsy and muscular 
dystrophy. The education of those 
around the children becomes impor­
tant in helping the patients adjust to 
their conditions. 

For example, a teacher may com-

•

plain that a child does nothing but 
daydream in class. Perhaps that child 
is suffering from seizure disorders and 
medication levels need to be adjusted, 
Leonidakis explains. In many in­
stances, before the handicapped 
legislation was passed, children with 
seizure disorders were kept at home 
and educated by a homebound teacher, 
she says. " These children were 
perfectly able to attend public school 
classes, but they were denied a chance

capable of providing effective instruc­

Good News Report

Director or ACTION 
Congressman Frank Wolf of Virginia 

« as a Voluntary Advisory Council of 
130 members, organized to keep him 
informed on aU aspects of social and 
economic activity in his district. 
Recently, in reporting to him and the 
Council on ACTION's endeavors in the 
area of voluntarism, I concluded my 
remarks with a story about a woman I 
had met in Fredericksburg, VA., who 
organized a stroke victims club for 
wives and husbands who had either 
suffered a stroke or were the spouses of 

af1 husband or wife who had. I explained 
~ow these clubs were organized 

without officers, dues, or business 
meetings and were based on the con­
cept of mutual help and encourage­
ment, all voluntary, offering therapy of 
a kind not usually found in the medical 
books. 

Mrs. Gloria Land, along with Mrs. 
Natalie Elder and Mrs. Eleanor P ettit, 
had been responsible for the formation 
of the Fredericksburg club, which had 
eceived national recognition for its 

volunteer work in a program spon­
sored jointly by the General Federa­
tion of Women's Clubs and Sears 
Roebuck. Gloria told us how, after her 
husband bad suffered a stoke, the doc­
tor believed the patient was going to be 
a vegetable, aod that she should put 
him away in a nursing home. Gloria 
was not impressed. "That was my 
roomate he was talking about," she 
said, and so she moved in with her 

. oomate and began working with him 
toward the day they would leave the 
hospital together. In time, and with 
therapy, they did so. And now Gloria 
helps others. 

It was then that one of the members 
of Congressman Wolf's Advisory Coun­
cil rose and asked if he could come for ­
ward and add a thing or two because he 
had been laid low by a stroke several 
years ago. His name is George 
Stroube, and before January 1979 he 

C ad enjoyed a busy career in the field 
of Virginia politics and was very active 
in voluntarism with the accent on 
young people. His stroke left him 
paralyzed on his right side, and he had 
lost the power of speech. Worse, he had 
lost the will to live. Physically helpless, 
he believed his life had become mean­
ingless. 

Stroube told the Council that after 
hospitalization in Virginia, it was · 

,anecessary for his wife, Ruth, to travel 
~ong distances several times a week to 

visit him while he received therapy at 
Baltimore's Johns Hopkins Hospital. 
And how, suddenly, through her fa ith 
and love and his desire to go home, he 
decided not to quit but to fight back, to 
somehow get on his feet again. In doing 
so, he planned his own therapy which 
he admitted was often opposite of what 
the hospital prescribed. In time he 
learned to speak again, making a 

e emarkable recovery that surprised 
his doctors. For a considerable period 
he needed a cane to support his walk­
ing; he needs it no lon~er . 

It was while he was at his loca l 
health club continuing therapy that he 
and Ruth became charter members of 
a stroke club. What he had in mind, he 
said, was to fmd a way to help others 
who were going through the trauma of 
paralysis and slow recovery; to en-

• ourage them and pull them up from 
~he pit of despair ; to share with them 

the adjustments of a new kind of life 
and to act as an example of one who 
made it. 

"Not just an example," says Ruth, 
"but an inspiration." Between them 
the Stroubes offer their own kind of 
therapy to the club's nine members, 
getting together once~ week, t:rav~l~ng 
to var ious places of mterest, keepmg 
spirits up, sharing experiences. And, 

. h yes, George a lso bowls and plays 
golf He's about to celebrate his 60th 
birthday and, as he told Congressman 
Wold and the Council, he's looking for­
ward to his sixties ... which all goes to 
prove you can't keep a good man down.

Loan Program May Lure 
Math, Science Teachers 

If you want to be a science or math 
teacher, the Kentucky Department of 
Education has an offer that's hard to 
refuse- a loan that you don't have to 
pay back . 

The department hopes to lure more 
teachers into the math and science 
field and put an end to a shortage of 
teachers in those areas with a unrque 
loan program. 

In a National Science Teachers 
Association survey conducted in 
December 1981, secondary school prin­
cipals reported that among newly 
employed science and math teachers, 
50.2 percent were unqualified to teach 
science or math. 

To help alleviate the problem, the 
Kentucky General Assembly, at there­
quest of Superintendent of Public In­
struction Raymond Barber, designated 
$610,000 for the 1982 and 1983 school 
years for loans to students who want 
teaching certificates and a major in 
science or math. 

The unusual part of the program 
comes with the method of repaying the 
loan . A year of the loan will be forgiven 
d'or each year of science or math taught 
in a Kentucky school. 
' According to Frank Howard with the 
Department of Education, approx­
imately 80 students 'in 1982 and 85 more 
in 1983 with a science or math major 
will recei~e loans for as much as 
$2,500. Applications must be filed with 
the student's college of education by 

'Aug. 1, and sophomore, junior and 
senior undergraduates are eligible. 

"To our knowledge, no other state 
has a program like this," Barber said. 
"We are the first state to take any af­
firmative action to alleviate the pro­
blem." 

Each of the colleges and universities 
with teacher-training programs was 
given an allocatit>n based on the 
number of teachers certified in the 
past from that school. 

"If a student receives a loan and 
decides not to teach, they must pay the 
loan back at the current interest rate 
on treasury notes plus 3 percent," 
Howard explained. "Other financial 
aid programs are at a much lower in· 
terest rate so before they take money 
from this program they should be sure 
of their intent." 

If a loan is not repaid, the 
individual's teaching certificate will be 
revoked unless extenuating cir­
cumstances can be proven. 

Each eligible institution will 
establish a screening committee to 
verify that a student is eligible for the 
loan. They will be looking at a student's 
grade point average, which must be at 
least 2.5, college entrance scores and 
financial need of the applicant among 
other things. 1 

The screening committee will then 
forward the applications and names in 
rank order of eligibility to the Depart­
ment of Education. 

Howard said people with a degree or 
certifica te in another area outside of 
science and math may also apply for 
the loan program during the academic 
year if they want to return to school. 

Certified teachers in other fields 
may attend summer school to become 
certified to teach science or math and 
qualify for up to one-third of the loan 
amount. Howard stressed that only 
certified teachers can apply for a sum­
mer program. 

Priorities for awarding the incentive 
loans will be given to graduates of Ken­
tucky high schools and Kentucky 
residents, he said. Priority for next 
year's loans ..will be given to those 
students who participated in this 
year's program.

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FIGHTING 
• Young children rarely fight in the 

first few years of life. 
But some children, as they get older, 

will react to frustration by fighting, hit-
, t~ng other children or adults, provoking 
f1ghts by teasing and calling names or 
by using bad language. This is the way 
some children show or express their 
feelings, according to Growing Child, 
the monthly child development 
newsletter. 

Whether children continue to use 
• fighting as a way of settling problems 

or taking out their disappointments 
depends very much on how the parents 
handle it. Obviously, hitting children is 
not a good way to set an example to 
stop them from hitting others. Instead 
it is most important fur you to set firm 
limits and indicate your disapproval of 
that sort of behavior without getting 
violent about it yourself. 

Children do imitate each other's 
behavior and some children learn bad 

• habits from other children. But they 
imitate their parents even more. 

If they hear shouting and see fighting 
at home they will tend to do the same 
thing in their play and other activities. 
The child who is always fighting and 
bullying others is in trouble. Such 
children are usually feared and dislik­
ed by other children and adults. They 
find themselves more and more left out 
by other children which makes them 

• angrier and even more ready to fight. 
Children have to learn other ways of 

dealing with difficult situations. 
Parents have to help them by setting a 
useful example. 

The child who is always a vic­
tim-always being bullied or picked on 
by other children- is probably a lso 
repeating behavior learned at home. 
These are often children whose parents 
are never satisfied with them and are 
a lways belittling them. In the same 

• way the child who is always being 
beaten at home may learn no other 
way of relating to people but to be 
beaten by them in one way or another. 

Both kinds of children have a very 
poor opinion of themselves. They can 
seldom handle problems in calm, stong 
way because they have no confidence 
in themselves. Instead they either 
become victims or they strike out in 
rage from time to time at their frustra­
tions in always being the victim. 

• In either case they seldom get what 
they want. Children like this find it dif­
ficu lt as they grow up to do well in 
school, at work, in marriage or in any 
other important life experiences. 

P arents must watch their own 
behavior. For those who have always 
been shouters, name callers and hit­
ters this may be difficult to do. Some 
parents don't even recognize that they 
are that kind of person until they see 
their children imitating them. 

• No matter how difficult it seems, the 
effort to change this pattern is wor­
thwhile. It can help spare children a 
lifetime of frustration and difficulty. 
You can tell when you are in trouble 
when your child is doing something 
that you cannot stand and cannot stop. 
That is the time to get some profes­
sional help. (Excerpted from "Your 
Child From One to Six," HEW publica­
tion, Richard H. Granger, MD).

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Good Labor-Management Relations 
Are Held Crucial in Hard Times

employers and employees is essential 
to keeping a stable work force especial-

• ly during difficult economic times, 
says state Cabinet Secretary of Public 
Protection and Regulation Tracy 
Farmer. 

With statewide unemployment jump­
ing from 9.8 percent in May to 10.6 per­
cent in June, the stat~ Labor Depart­
ment is focusing on open communica­
tion between labor and management 
more than ever before. 1 

The statewide Apprenticeship and 
Training Council , with over 700 job pro-

• grams and over 3,200 apprentices, is 
one example of the department's in­
terest. Expanding labor-management 
teams into a number of Kentucky 
plants and labor-management commit­
tees into Lebanon, Somerset, Scott­
sville, Owensboro, Bardstown, 
Louisville and the Paducah area are 
two more examples of the 
department's commitment to "support 
industries and those who breathe life 
into the plants," the secretary added. 

• Labor Commissioner John Calhoun 
Wells' recent appointment of James W. 
Cunningham, of Ashland as the agency 
liaison points out the most recent ac­
tion taken by the state department to 
strengthen relations. It is the first time 
the department has filled the position 
with someone specifically assigned as 
liaison to stale labor leaders and 
businesses. 

Wells said that Cunningham's ap-

• 
pointment is part of keeping a pledge 
he made when he became labor com­
missioner 10 months ago. "When I 
became commissioner, I promised to 
put people in decision-making positions 
who would be responsive to the needs 
of Kentucky workers," Wells said. 

Changes Announced 
In Sewerage Inspection 

Beginning July 15, the Human 
Resources Cabinet's Deparbnent for 

• Health Services will be the state agen­
cy responsible for inspecting all sub­
surface sewage disposal systems. 

The 1982 General Assembly authoriz­
ed Human Resources to inspect and 
certify sewage disposal systems with 
subsurface discharges in House Bill 
639, which became law on July 15. The 
task had been performed by the Divi­
sion of Plumbing in the Department of 
Housing. 

• 
While Human Resources will use the 

same inspection standards used by the 
Division of Plumbing, Human 
Resources Secretary Grady Stumbo 
said there will be some changes in the 
inspection process. 

"Perhaps the most significant dif­
ference is in the number of onsite in­
spections that wiiJ be conducted by 
Health Services staff," Stumbo noted. 
Initially, a builder or contractor must 
obtain a sewage permit prior to getting 

• an interior plumbing permit from the 
· Division of Plumbing. Inspectors will 

examine the slope of the land, the soil 
texture and look for physical features 
that could hinder the system's installa­
tion. "The law states that if a permit 
for a basic septic tank and lateral drain 
system is denied, a permit shall be 
issued for an alternate system," Stum­
bo said. 

A final inspection is made after the 
system has been installed and before 

• the trenches are covered. If the system 
passes this inspection, a completion 
certificate is issued. If the inspector 
notes any problems, the builder will be 
allowed time to correct them before 
the completion certificate is issued. 

All inspections will be conducted by 
certified agents in county and district 
health departments. Some 115 health 
department personnel statewide have 
been trained to perform the inspec­
tions, according to Stumbo. Human 

• Resources will offer a second training 
session for health department 
employees this fall. 

There will be a permit fee charged 
by county and district health depart­
ments and the fee may vary statewide. 
Human Resources has recommended 
that the fee not exceed $50 per permit, 
but the amount will be the decision of 
county and district health department 
board members. In addition to the fees 

• levied by health departments, there 
will be a $9 charge that will be returned 
to Human Resources to cover expenses 
incurred by the agency in taking over 
the inspections, Stumbo said. 

The Jaw also requires Human 
Resources to develop a technical 
manual on sewage disposal systems 
for builders and contractors, and an 
additional manual to inform the public 
about the various types of systems and 
how to maintain them. 

• " The law applies to all structures 
with subsurface sewage disposal 
systems built for commercial or 
private use," Stumbo said. "Persons 
who are planning to build a new struc­
ture or alter the sewage disposal 
system of an existing structure should 
contact their county health depart­
ment," he added. 

• 
In 1980, the Division of P lumbing 

issued 5,304 permits statewide and 
4,541 permits in 1981.

A Boyd county native, Cunningham, 
32, 1\as been active within labor. For 
the last five years, he has served on the 
Kentucky State Executive Board of the 
International Association of the 
Machinist and Aero Space Workers. 
And, si11ce 1979, he has been chairman 
of the bargaining unit for Local 557, 
Service Employees International 
Union of the machinists with the AFL­
CIO. 

During those years, he served as 
president and vice-president of Local 
2351 machinists, AFL-CIO. Under his 
leadership, the number of grievances 
decreased by 70 percent and arbitra­
tions decreased by 90 percent. This was 
accomplished, said Cunningham, by 
"improving company and union rela­
tionships and by educating my 
membership on problems common to 
both the company and the union." 

The new liaison has also spent the 
last six yars with National Mine Ser­
vice Company in Ashland as a welder, 
first class. In October 1979, he took a 
special leave of absence from National 
Mine to be area coordinator for the 
Handicapped Employment Program of 
the Kentucky State AFL-CIO. For the 
past three years, he has handled the 
program in 35 counties, leading to job 
placement of the physically and men­
tally handicapped throughout the com­
monwealth . 

Before joining National Mines or 
becoming a labor leader, he served in 
the U.S. Air Force and was stationed in 
Vietnam for 18 months during the early 
1970s. In 1970, he was awarded Crew 
Chief of the Year. 

His background and his 
demonstrated ability to get along well 
with both employers and employees 
make him a real asset to the cabinet, 
Secretary Farmer added. "We're glad 
that we're able to attract such outstan­
ding young people to the cabinet," he 
said. "Cunningham's appointment is a 
real boon for labor ahd management. 
His interest in education assures that 
workers and business people alike will 
be alerted to the services available 
through the Labor Department. His 
candor assures a free flow of credible 
information to all those who come into 
contact with the department. "

Salyersville Would Market 
Power from Darn in Johnson 

When it is impounded next vear the 
Jake created by the Paint Creek dam 
will flood a reas of Johnson and Morgan 
couties, and none other. 

But if plans of the city of Salyersville 
,materialize it 's that county-seat of a 
county untouched by the Jake that will 
possibly benefit most directly . 

For Salyersville has under way a 
feasibility stud~ of electric power pro· 
duction through hydro-electric use of 
the dam. It has been granted a 
preliminary permit for the study by the 
Federal Energy Regulatory Commis­
sion. (A similar permit has been 
granted a firm for hydro-electric 
development of Dewey Lake ) 

Salyersville has 24 months in which 
to do the feasibility study and for that 
period at least the Magoffi n county­
seat has the exclusive right to develop 
hydro-power at the dam. The city is 
represented by the engineering firm of 
Mayes, Sudderth and Ethridge. 

A representative of the firm said a 
100-kilowatt turbine generator is being 
considered for the dam . It could, he 
said, generate 5 million kilowatts a

year, which would, presumably, be 
marketed to the Kentucky Power Com­
pany by the city. 

Tim Bostic, mayor of Sal~ersville , 
estimated recently that the ctty's sale 
of electric power in such volume could 
mean added revenues ranging from 
$25,000 to $40,000 a year. 

Johnson county supporters of the 
dam as purely a flood control and 
recreation project are pretty well con­
vinced the study of the project will find 
it not feasible.

For reporting purposes, USDA con­
siders agriculturalland as any tract of 
more than one ac re in agricul tural, 
forestry or timber production. Idle 
land use for agriculture within the past 
five years must also be reported.

100 Experts Support 
Acid Rain Controls 

More than 100 acid rain scientists 
across the country say there's a need 
for immediate control of the pollutants 
that cause acid rain, according to the 
National Wildlife Federation, a leader 
in the ongoing debate over congres­
sional reauthorization of the Clean Air 
Act. 

To date, 101 scientists have endorsed 
an NWF position statement which con­
cludes that control of acid rain-<!ausing 
pollutants is called for by existing 
scientific evidence. 

The statement refutes the Reagan 
administration's stand on acid rain, 
which claims that further study is 
necessary before control measures can 
be designed and implemented. 

"Our position statement, endorsed 
by so many scientists, lends important 
weight to our contention that most 
knowledgeable scientists consider the 
evidence in support of acid rain control 
to be ample and compelling," said Dr.

Changes in stale law affecting 
unemployment insurance will be the 
focus of a workshop Aug. 26 in Pres­
tonsburg conducted by th<' Cabinet for 
Human Resources, according to 
Secretary Grady Stumbo.

POOR QUALITY HAY 
MAY NEED SUPPLEMENT 

This year more than ever farmers 
will need to utilize fall production from 
fescue, orchardgrass and bluegrass. 

Poor curing conditions during late 
May and early June resulted in low 
quality hay because it got wet before 
baling. Harvesting after J une 1 pro­
duced hay with the digestibility and 
protein content too low to satisfy the 
nutrient requirement of most classes of 
livestorck . To make up for these losses 
extra forage will have to be grown this 
fall or the low qua lity hay sup­
plemented with grain. 

Fescue, orchardgrass and bluegrass 
will produce high quality forage during 
the fall growing season. Yields of 
1 'h-2'h tons of hay equivalent per acre 
are common. Tests conducted by Dr. 
Harold B. Rice, Extension Specialist in 
Feed Production at the Robinson 
Substation, yielded 2600 pounds of hay 
equivalent per acre when fescue was 
topdressed with 100 pounds of nitrogen 
per acre in mid-August. Low rainfall 
during October kept the fescue from 
yielding as much as it would have pro­
duced in more normal years. 

For F loyd county farmers to produce 
an extra .feed on grass pastures, the 
following program is suggested: (1) 
determine how much forage you will 
need during November and December ; 
(2) with normal rainfall fescue top­
dresses with 80 pounds of nitrogen per 
acre in late August should produce 
enough forage by November 1 to main­
tain two dry cows per acre during 
November and December ; (3) remove 
the present growth by grazin or mow­
ing ; (4) topdress 80 pounds of nitrogen 
per acre, if phosphate and potash are 
low, apply 40 to 60 pounds of each with 
the nitrogen ; (5) defer grazing until 
the first of November and ; (6) utilize 
all that is produced. 

If nitrogen costs 30 cents a pound 
then 80 pounds per acre would cost $24. 
In most years this will produce enough 
feed to maintain two dry cows during 
November and December or $6 per 
month per cow. This is cheap feed 
anytime and when hay quality is as low 
as it is this year farmers should con­
sider fall forage production.

But some have been singled out as par· 
ticularly unwelcome. 

Biologists are justifiably wary about 
introducing, either deliberately or in· 
advertently, any non-native species in· 
to an ecosystem, since the results can 
sometimes be disastrous. Rabbits 
almost ruined Australia, where there 
were no natural predators to keep 
them in check. 

It is also illegal to import or possess · 
walking catfish. a species which has 
caused some trouble in South Flor ida. 
This character can actually walk from 
one body of water to another and is 
generally considered a pretty nasty 
customer.

Letcher Co. Forest 
Dedicated As U.S. 
Natural Landmark 

A ceremony to dedicate Lilley Cor­
nell Woods in Letcher county as a 
Registered National Natural Land· 
mark was held Monday at 11:30 a.m. 
Lilley Cornett Woods is one of the 
natural areas protected and managed 
by Eastern Kentucky University's 
Division of Natural Areas under th~ 
direction of Dr. William H. Martin. 

Taking part in the ceremony was 
Charles Schuler, U.S. Depar tment of 
the Interior, National Park Service 
Atlanta ; Wesley Leishman, Nationai 
Park Servic~. Cumberland Gap 
Historical Park; and Dr. J .C. Powell, 
E KU president. A plaque was placed in 
Lilley Cornett Woods to commemorate 
the event. 

The Lilley Cornett Woods is a 
preserved remnant of the forests that 
once covered all of the slopes of the 
Cumberland Plateau and mountains of 
Eastern Kentucky. The a rea is 
characterized by a topography which 
includes coves, benches, ridge crests, 
and sleep slopes associated with over 
900 feel of relief from flood plain to the 
highest peak, according to Martin. 

He said several plant communities, 
numerous wildflowers and shrubs, and 
over 700 breeding pa irs of birds can be 
found in Lilley Cornett Woods. 

The area is named for the late Lilley 
Cornett who puchased the first of five 
tracts that today comprise the woods 
shortly after Wor ld War I. Cornett lov­
ed the forest and refused to a llow one 
living tree to be cut. When he passed 
away, the woods were left to his 
children, who, like their father , refused 
to let the timber be cut. Instead, they 
tried to find some agency to purchase 
the area and preserve it for future 
generations. 

In J uly 1969, the state acquired title 
to the area and officially named it 
Lilley Cornett Woods in honor of the 
man whose foresight saved it as one of 
the last stands of virgin timber in Ken­
tucky. 

EKU was given responsibility for 
protecting and managing the area. The 
university uses the Woods for advanc· 
ed ecological research and instruction 
in related college-level courses.

CONSUMER ALERT 
"CHAIN LETTERS AND 
PYRAMID SCHEMES" 

Attorney General Steven L. ·Beshear 
warns all Ke11tuckians to be ~ware of 
the problems created by the distr ibu­
tion and use of chain letters and 
pyramid schemes. Beshear said, "The 
pyramid schemes and chain letter cir­
culating today have one thing in com­
mon- they all depend on an infinite 
number of people being willing to par­
ticipate in them." 

Although chain letters have been 
heavHy regulated and may violate 
postal laws, they surface with great 
regularity. Pyramid schemes work on 
the same principle as chain letters, but 
they usually do not involve the postal 
system for initial contacts. However 
sending money through the mail to pay 
"the top person on the list" may still 
violate postal statutes. 

" In some cases, the postal 
authorities may not be involved but the 
state's gambling statutes may be 
violated ," added Beshear. "Con­
sumers are urged to be aware of etis 
possibility because participation in the 
scheme would make them personally 
liable." 

Many people believe that chain let­
ters or pyramid schemes are "worth 
the risk of a dollar or two". In fact, 
many of these schemes involve several 
hundreds of dollars Often, the chain or 
pyramid will begin to break down 
before you mail your letters "or 
distribute your list. This means that 
there will not be riches to received in 
return. In most cases, the person who 
receives an offer to participate has 
been told that this chain letter "has 
been approved by the post office" or 
that "this proven money making 
system is perfectly legal." These state­
ment may not be true. 

"Before you become involved in any 
scheme of this nature, check it out. Call 

your local post office for the name and 
telephone number of the postal inspec­
tor for your area," said Beshear. 
"Your local law enforcement officials 
should be consulted if nothing is sent 
through the mails. Report any 
fraudulent activities or questionable 
schemes to my Consumer Protection 
Division."

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Strategy Is Designed To Keep 
Ninth Graders in High School

The Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion has adopted this philosophy for a 
new program that identifies potential 
dropouts in the ninth grade and then 
develops strategies to keep those 
students in school. 

In the last four years, some 20,000 
Kentucky students left school prior to 

• 
r~ceiving a high school diploma. Na­
tionally, there are approximately 1 
million youths, age 14-24, leaving 
school without a diploma. This trend, 
both on the national level and in Ken­
tucky, is increasing. 

Some 21 school districts are now tak­
ing part in this state program that 
begins with ninth graders in each 
district completing questionnaires 
which are returned to the Department 
of Education for computer analysis. 

• 
Each district then receives a com­

puter printout with the percent of 
students in that district, along with a 
list of individuals, who are considered 
high risk from the date collected. 

In the last phase of the project, each 
district takes a look at why its students 
are dropping out of school and then 
develops a plan for dropout prevention. 
The Division of Student Services in the 
Department of Education will provide 
assistance to the local districts in 

• developing strategies. 
"Because of the multitude of reasons 

why students drop out of school, no one 
program is appropriate for every 
school, student or district," said Clyde 
Caudill, head of the department's Of­
fice of Research and Planning. "A 
comprehensive dropout prevention 
strategy that provides certain basic 
elements yet allows each school to 
adapt its own needs would be best." 

The school districts presently par-
• ticipating in the program, ranked poor 

achievement records as the number 
one cause for dropout. The districts 
stated that these students have a low­
level of basic skills and have failed in 
several subjects. 

Poor home environment ranked next 
with such problems as no encourage­
ment from parents, no structured 
discipline and apathetic attitudes con­
tributing to the dropout rate. 

Some students drop out of school to 
e marry, work or go into the military 

service, according to collected data. A 
great number of dropouts see no rela­
tionship between education, job train­
ing and employment. Still others suffer 
from negative self-images, student 
stress and an inability to interact 
positively with peers or teachers. 

Gene Wright, director of the 
Psychometric Services Unit with the 
department, stressed the importance 
of both in-school and out-of-school 
cooperation to encourage students. 

"A student may need help in improv­
ing basic skills, learning job skills or 
just experiencing success," Wright 
said. "Whatever the need, however, a 
student cannot be forced to fit into a 
program. The program must be 
designed to fit around the needs of the 
student. Knowing why the student is 
dropping out is essential to developing 
appropriate strategies." 

• 
Some of the types of help needed to 

reduce dropout rates, as perceived by 
the school districts, included better 
public relations by making use of com­
munity advisory committees compris­
ed of parents and civic leaders. 

Establishing programs which help 
students develop positive self-concepts 
also ranked high is priority as did ap­
proved work study programs.

tiona! settings, reduced pupil-teacher 
ratios at all levels and revised cur­
riculum to strengthen basic skills were 
also <;!ted as areas of help needed to 
reduce dropout rates. 

A 12-member task force from the 
Department of Education has the mis­
sion of going into the participating 
school districts to aid in battling the 
dropout problem. 

"Each member of the task force has 
a different e~pertise to contribute," 
said Dr. Bill Braden, division director 
of student services. "We analyzed in­
formation from the districts and then 
matched the expertise or the task force 
members to the needs of the district." 

Braden said that ultimately a special 
library will be developed at the Depart­
ment of Education containing pro­
grams that work in dropout preven­
tion. 

A conference on sharing success 
stories for local school districts has 
been tentatively scheduled for late 
next year. This will be an excellent 
way for school districts to benefit from 
the work of others, Braden said. 

Raymond Barber, superintendent of 
public instruction, has listed the 
dropout problem as one of his educa­
tional goals to improve upon during the 
next two years.
